Violent Crime Is Up
WASHINGTON (AP)—Violent 

crime rose 6 per cent but prop­
erty crim e declined 2 per cent 
during the first three months of 
1973, the Justice Department 
said today.

The F B I’s quarterly crime 
statistics showed that the over­
all num ber of serious crimes in 
the nation fell l per cent in 
comparison with the sam e peri­
od a year ago.

But Atty. Gen. Elliot L. Rich­
ardson said the decline oc­

curred because of a technical 
change in the method of com­
piling crime figures. Had there 

' been no change, he said, the 
overall crime rate would have 
increased 1 per cent.

Increases in violent crime 
categories ranged from 4 per 
cent for robbery to 9 per cent 
for aggravated assault. For­
cible rape was up 7 per cent 
and murder 6 per cent.

Though burglary rose 2 per 
cent, the other property crime 
categories fell.

compaines, was established for 
the purpose of making recom­
mendations for the marketing of 
flue cured tobacco in the various

belts.

Funding for six drug pro­
grams was rejected, mainly be­
cause the funds would have 
been used for dissemination of 
drug information—a cause

The National Institute of 
Mental Health is expected to 
furnish about $650,000 of the $1 
million budget.

The largest fund request ap­
proved by the authority was a 
$160,000 grant to the state De­
partment of Public Instruction 
for a pilot drug education pro­
gram in four of the sta te’s 152 
public school districts.

Reject Tokyo Protest
TOKYO (AP) -  China has 

rejected  Japan’s protest 
against its hydrogen bomb test 
on Wednesday, saying it was 
conducted for reasons of de­
fense, the Foreign Ministry re­
ported today.

It said the protest was lodged 
by Yuichi Hayashi, the Japa­
nese minister in Peking.

Peking has repeatedly main­
tained tha t it will not be the 
first country to resort to nucle­

ar arm s. It has also strongly 
opposed the exclusive posses­
sion of nuclear weapons by the 
United States and the Soviet 
Union.

Meanwhile, radioactive dust 
believed caused by the Chinese 
test reached southwestern J a ­
pan. The government said ra ­
dioactivity 16 times higher than 
normal was detected on the fly­
ing suit of an air force pilot 
who returned from a fallout 
checking mission.

MAIMI, Fla. (AP) -  A luxu­
ry liner steamed at full speed 
toward Miami today as three 
physicians aboard struggled to 
treat 1,020 passengers and 
crew, nearly all stricken with 
diarrhea, dizziness and fever.

Officials in contact with the 
Norwegian Caribbean Lines 
Skyward said none of the pas­
sengers or crew was in serious 
condition. They all were sched­
uled to be quarantined when 
the ship arrives in Miami early 
Saturday.

An official of the National 
Center for Disease Control in 
Atlanta said today it was be­
lieved that a virus infection had 
caused the outbreak which 
forced the Miami-based ship to 
cut short its Caribbean cruise 
and return home with its 720 
passengers and 300 crew.

“Fortunately two passengers 
on board are physicians and 
they are helping the ship’s doc­
tor, who is on the job although 
he himself is ill,” said A1 
Wolfe, vice president of the 
Norwegian line.

Wolfe said nearly everyone 
aboard the cruise ship was suf­
fering from the unknown ail­
ment which produced diarrhea, 
fever and dizziness.

Wolfe said a medical team 
would be waiting at dockside 
when the 525-foot ship arrives.

Chilean 
armed forces have traditionally 
remained out of Chilean politi­
cal affairs. The carabineros 
have been the nation’s most in­
fluential armed element.

Allende said he had ordered 
loyal troops to converage on 
the palace. As they moved in, 
firefights spread to the streets 
around the palace.

—Proposal of a new Energy 
Research and Development Ad­
ministration (ERDA) taking 
over the Atomic Energy Com­
mission’s $2.5 billion program 
of nuclear materials produc­
tion, reactor development, mili­
tary applications, and physical, 
medical and environmental re­
search.

—Proposal of federal energy 
research funding to total $10 
billion over five years starting 
in fiscal 1975; an increase of

programs. At least half of the 
$100 million would go into re ­
search on coal technology.

The Atomic Energy Com­
mission, shorn of most of its 
budget and manpower, would 
retain only its licensing and 
regulatory functions and would 
be renamed the Nuclear Energy 
Commission.

H u m a n  R e s o u r c e s  
S ecre tary  David F lah e rty  
said the state office SEOO 
would be kept open for 30

days while its activities were 
absorbed by another agency, 
the Social Services’ Division 
of Special Services. Its 
closing has brought cries of 
concern from some local 
leaders, who fear the poverty 
programs will become njore 
politically oriented.

“ I’m very sorry some of 
these people are upset by the 
OEO office going out of 
existence, but it’s going to 
happen. It’s not needed," 
Flaherty said in an interview.

“At this point we can’t say 
anything has happened that .

way, but we do feel that if 
Headstart becomes part of 
the state activity, it’s going to 
become a political football,” 
said F ran k  Matthews of 
Smithfleld.

S tu d en ts , P h .D .’s, a d ­
m inistrators and alimni of 16 
cam puses of the University of 
North Carolina are reviewing 
the sam e lesson these days.

In 1931, Gov. 0 .  M ax 
G ardner, a graduate of both 
N.C. S tate and UNC, p e r­
suaded the General Assembly 
to consolidate the University 
at Chapel Hill, N.C. State and 
the W om an’s College a t  
Greensboro into one g rea te r 
u n iv e rsity  to , avo id  
duplication and excess cost in 
higher education.

In the sixties, campuses at 
Charlotte, Wilmington and 
Asheville were added to the 
consolidated University of 
Nroth Carolina.

In 1971, Gov. Robert W. 
Scott, th e  N.C. G enera l 
Assembly and educators — 
after lengthy debate tha t 
sometimes grew acrimonious 
— effected a compromise to 
bring all 16 public senior 
institu tions of h ig h e r 
education into a University of 
North Carolina system.

"O ut Of Many, One 
“E Pluribus Unum’’ is the 

description some educators 
have tagged on the new 
University system.

During the past year and a 
half, th e  new B oard of 
Governors, the UNC G eneral 
Admini.stration and the 16 
campuses have been bringing 
into be ing  what the  
legislators wrote into law.

The unification of public 
higher education has come 
with so m e  of the sa m e  
misgivings tha t accompanied 
Max G ard n er’s consolidation 
of the cam puses at Chapel 
Hill, Ri^^igh and Greensboro 
in 1931.

Back th a n , N.C. S ta te  
partisans strongly questioned 
the rem oval of their business 
school to Chapel Hill. And 
some UNC lo ay lis ts  
challenged the wisdom of 
moving th e i r  en g inee ring  
curriculum  to Raleigh.

Some thought Max G ardner 
and the  legislators had lost

W. Kerr Scott, an 
N.C. State m an, told a packed 
Kenan Stadium  in the fall of 
1949 (hat he was glad he had 
given UNC the money for a 
hospital “ because when our 
team from S tate gets through 
with your team , you’re going 
to need som e doctorin’."

In 1963, an ind ignan t 
alumfia of the Greensboro 
campus spoke out vigorously 
at Governor Terry Sanford’s 
breakfast table against a 
Consolidated University plan 
for integration — integration 
of men into the Woman’s 
College!

As a m atter of fact, the 
G reensbo ro , R aleigh and 
Chapel Hill campuses had 
healthy growths during Kerr 
Scott’s adm inistration and 
the A dm in istra tio n s of 
governors like J . Melville 
Broughton Sr., a graduate of 
Wake F o re s t; Gregg Cherry, 
a Duke alum nus; Bob Scott, a 
graduate of N.C. State; and 

'^J.C.B. Ehringhouse, Clyde 
Hoey, William B. Umstead, 
Luther Hodges, Terry San­
ford and  Dan M oore, 
g ra d u a te s  of UNC-Chapel 
Hill.

And so did E ast Carolina, 
W e s t e r n  C a r o l i n a , 
Appalachian State, A&T and 
other cam puses now com ­
posing th e  U n ivers ity  of 
North Carolina.

Record Appropriations
During the 1973 session of

to become parents who treat their children the same 
way, in an abuse that spirals upward, producing 
more or continuing anger, hate and criminality.

Dr. Fontana has a Solution, of course. He 
suggests an initial allocation of $600 million to set up 
demonstration programs to combat child abuse.

You will pardon us if, despite our borrow at the 
scope of child maltreatment Dr. Fontana describes, 
we take his suggestion with something less than 
hope.

Writer Alton Blakeslee attributes to Dr. Fon­
tana the thought that the fundamental way to 
eliminate behavior that leads to battered children is 
to end the social ills of poverty, frutration and other 
human disappointments that create the behavior 
which parents take out on very young children.

But . . .  and this kicks over the doctor’s bucket. .
. he says the battered child is not just a product of 
the ghetto society.

“The upper and middle-class parents batter 
their kids just as frequently’’, he says.

That wrecks the doctor’s thesis that the “fun­
damental way’’ to end it all is to cure or end the 
social ills of poverty, etc. ^

With that kind of reasoning, he lost our sym­
pathy for his $600 million remedy. Dr. Fontana 
should go back to his drawing board.

The Departure 
Of Herb Klein

W A S H I N G T O N - T h e  

coincidence of John Dean’s 
devastating Senate testimony 
and Herbert G. Klein’s final 
week in th e  Nixon a d ­
ministration points up why 
Richard Nixon’s presidency 
is on the brink of ruin.

The w idely known bu t 
largely untold story is that 
Klein, as the adm inistration’s 
director of communications, 
has been ignored  an d
hum ilia ted  by the  W hite 
House. A tone  sc a re ly
believable point last sum m er, 
the Nixon palace guard w as 
ready  to deepen th e
hum ilia tion  by p rev en tin g  
him from even attending the 
R epublican na tiona l co n ­
vention. Like other Nixon 
l i e u t e n a n t s  s i m i l a r l y  
demeaned, Klein was guilty 
of having contacts beyond the 
White House walls and advice 
the P res id en t found u n ­
palatable.

The conclusions a re  
inescapable. Had Herb Klein 
been able to maintain his old, 
pre-W hite H ouse in tim acy  
with Mr. Nixon, he might well 
have d iscovered  th e  
W atergate affair Had he 
discovered it, he surely would 
have protested and warned 
the President. Instead, the 
new gen era tio n  of Nixon 
advisers ushered in disaster.

Klein is not alone among 
White House aides who might 
have prevented W atergate 
but instead w ere eased out of 
au thority . P e te  P e te rso n . 
Robert E llsw orth . John  
Sears, Robert Finch, Stephen 
Hess, Bryce Harlow, Pat 
Moynihan, Donald Rumsfeld. 
The common denominators of 
this varied lot are  broad 
experience and widespread 
contacts.

Mrs. Nixon once relied on 
s u c h  b r o a d - g u a g e d  
a ss is tan ts , includ ing  San 
Diego new spaper ed ito r 
Klein, one of his closest ad ­
visers in the late 1950s and 
during his 1960 presidential 
cam paign . But as M r.

Nixon’s attitude toward the 
press hardened, so did his 
attitude toward Klein. Even 
in 1960, he com plained  
p riv a te ly  about K lein’s 
“crybaby” recommendations 
for e a s ie r  p ress  access , 
grumbling that Herb wanted 
to make it easier on himself 
rather than help the can­
didate.

Mr. Nixon knew what he 
w anted  for his second 
presidential try  in 1968: a 
hard-nosed press secretary 
without friends in the press or 
unpleasant recom m endat­
ions. H. R . Haledeman came 
up with a young advertising 
execu tive  nam ed  Ron 
Ziegler. Klein was kept at 
a rm ’s length, increasingly 
criticized by the imperious 
Haldeman.

Klein’s hopes of becoming 
presidential press secreftiry 
were disappointed in 1969 
when the  en tire ly  
program m able Ziegler was 
appointed and Klein got the 
new post of d irec to r of 
com m unications for the 
executive branch Despite 
Klein’s form er intimacy with 
the President and his in­
valuable political experience, 
he saw almost nothing of Mr. 
Nixon and had little influence 
over policy.

Still. Klein maintained his 
loyalty, using his substantial 
and well-merited prestige in 
press and television circles 
outside Washington to ef­
fec tive ly  p lead  the 
President’s cause and tying, 
without much success, to 
promote more presidential 
press conferences.

The rew ard  w as m ore 
h u m i l i a t i o n .  K e n n e t h  
Clawson, a Washington Post 
reporter, last year was given 
control of K lein’s depart­
ment (while Klein kept the 
t i t le) .  P re s id en tia l a ides 
leaked word that Klein would 
be quitting by election day 
but never so informed Klein. 
The final p rovacation  to 
make life unbearable for 
Klein was to keep him home

Other Editors Say 
Must Register

(The Wilson Times)
Don’t forget to register, young Americans. Although the d raft 

is no more, the machinery to maintain the d raft system is being 
kept up. Officials a re  concerned because nearly 20 per cent of 
the men reaching 18 are not registering as required.

The Selective Service Act of 1948, still in effect, requires the 
Selective Service System to maintain an active standby 
organiazation with a complete registration and classification 
structure capable of immediate operation in the vent of a 
national emergency.

All males m ust register within 30 days before or after their 
18th birthdays, a fte r which a lottery is held in which they are  
assigned a num ber according to their dates of birth.

The number determines how soon they would be drafted if 
and when Congress reinstitutes a draft. The last call was 
November, December, 1972, when 9,470 men were drafted.

The im portance in keeping the existing system is the time it 
•would take to reassem ble the employes a t 925 locations, in­
cluding state and national headquarters and thcxisands of 
volunteers appointed by the Presi(ient.

The was dem onstrated in 1948 when it took months to get back 
into operation. The system then was only able to d raft 20,000 
men against a call for 25,000 men.

The opposite was shown when the Korean w ar began. We were 
operating on a standby basis, so we were able to supply 200,000 
men within four months.

Politicians, as Sen. Mark 0. Hatfield and Sen. William 
Proxm ire have introduced legislation to abolish Selective 
Service. Their hope is to abolish the system to put it out of 
business by denying the funds needed to operate in the coming 
fiscal year. It will take $55 million.

But do let the discussion over the draft stop the registering. 
The registration requirem ents continue. After registering and 
classification, a young man reaches a t the age of 20 his 
maximum year of exposure to the draft. His exposure decreases 
with each succeeding year. At 26 he is dropped from the system  
altogether.

About 100 persons a month still are being inducted into the 
service under the heading of parolees and violators. These a re  
persons who have been convicted for failure to register or 
respond to the draft.

“No, but you never know 
when I ’ll be booted out by the 
party and a golf course 
should add to value of my 
property.”

“What else did Nixon tell 
you?” Pompidou wanted to 
know.

“ He sa id  the best in ­
vestment he ever made was 
buying the dacha at Key 
B iscayne. He got the 
government to make $579,907 
worth of improvements on 
this dacha so if he ever wants 
to sell it, it will be worth three 
times what he paid for it.” 

Pompidou nodded. “I have 
always said about Nixon that 
he may not know how to 
protect the dollar abroad, but

Watergate Getting The Blame

NEW YORK (AP)  -  
B ecause of personnel 
problems and uncertainty in 
the economy, am ong other 
things, business has been 
worse than expected, the 
a ir lin e  ex ecu tiv e  told a 
new sm an in Buffalo last 
week.

But the executive, George 
Warde, American Airlines 
p res id en t, added  ano ther 
reason: W atergate. Instead 
of flying, he suggested , 
“ people are sitting tight, 
waiting for w hatever de­
velops.”

He isn ’t th e  only 
b u s i n e s s m a n  b l a m i n g  
W atergate for his problems. 
This week the chief executive 
of P an  A m erican  World 
Airways, William Sewell, told

stock a n a ly s ts  here  th a t 
W atergate  w as a fa c to r 
keeping his line in the red.

The im pact of the White 
House scan d a l isn ’t 
something that can easily be 
proved in dollars and cents. 
Most executives who com­
ment on the m atter concede 
that its negative effect is 
transm itted mainly through 
changed human psychology.

A irline o fficers , fo r 
example, don’t claim  that 
anyone cancels out of a trip 
for the specific, articulated 
reason that he or she doesn't 
w ant to trav e l w hile 
W ate rga te  u n c e rta in tie s  
ex is t. B ut b eh av io ra l 
psychologists say it is a t least 
part of the reason.

“ It has frequently been ob­
served in the past that un­
favorable news tends to color 
economic attitudes and ex­

pectations, even if the news is 
not d irec tly  re la ted  to 
economic concerns,” states 
the Survey Research Center.

The center, part of the In­
stitute for Social Research at 
the University of Michigan, 
has been studying consumer 
attitudes as long as any 
group. It finds that adverse 
news of any type might be 
translated into an economic 
decision.

However, there are  these 
facts: People might not be 
jumping aboard planes but 
th ey 're  still buying 
au tom obiles in record 
numbers, and housing sales, 
if not housing starts, remain 
at a very high level.

This suggests there is a 
danger in a ttem p tin g  to 
blam e W ate rg a te  for 
everything that is wrong with

the economy. There is much 
too much wrong.

T here a re  a re a s  of 
economic activity in which 
the Watergate im pact seems 
to be fairly well demon­
strated , although you still 
won’t find total agreement.

International bankers, for 
example, blame W atergate 
as much as inflation for the 
otherwise mysterious decline 
in the dollar’s value.

Watergate, according to 
the popular argum ent, has 
underm ined  the govern­
m e n t’s abi l i ty to act. 
Specifically, it has reduced 
the ability of governm ent to 
ac t against inflation, and in­
flation hurts currency values.

So far, nobody has ap­
peared with a conclusively 
documented study that can 
show the damage in dollars 
and cents.



Wool Clothing 
To Be Scarcer

NEW YOURK (AP) -  Wool 
clothing will be scarcer and may 
be more expensive this fall 
because of an unprecedented 
Japanese buying spree that has 
sent the price of raw wool 
soaring on world markets.

Manufacturers say they don’t 
know whether they will be 
perm itted  under new price 
controls to pass on their in­
creased costs.

But John D. Gray, president of 
the Chicago-based Hart, 
Schaffner & Marx, said retail 
prices of wool suits should be up 
$10 to $20 over a year ago,

Many major manufacturers, 
like m en’s clothier Stanley 
B lacker have tu rned  in­
creasingly this year to syn- 
thethic fibers or synthetic-wool 
blends in an effort to keep prices 
down.

The real squeeze will come a 
year from this fall unless the 
price of wool, which was at a 30- 
year low two years ago, starts 
heading down again, American 
manufacturers say.

But that seems unlikely in the 
near future since sheep 
populations began to dwindle 
when the prices fell and have not 
yet recovered, industry 
spok^m en said.

“Much of the wool for this 
year’s fall collection was pur­
chased 10 to 12 months ago at 
higher prices, but before they 
doubled this spring,” said Gray.

“I t’s the fall of 1974 when we 
may see the real problems,” 
Gray said.

The Japanese say they need 
the wool for an increasingly 
consumer-oriented population 
which regards wool clothing as a 
luxury item.

West rejected  an aggres­
sive defense in favor of a 
passive cam paign by choos­
ing to open the four of clubs 
and the ace was played from 
dummy. N orth’s queen of 
spades drew  the outstanding 
trumps and declarer paused 
to assess his prospects. If be 
took the club finesse and it 
succeeded, a  heart could 
eventually be discarded on 
the dumm y’s long club, and 
South re s tric ts  his loss on 
the deal to one or two heart 
t r i c k  s—depending upon
which o i^ n e n t  has the ace  ̂
of that suit.

If the club finesse should» 
fail, however, a heart return  9 
may adm inister a prom pt
setback t o ^ u t h ’s hopes if 
West h a s ^ e  ace of hearts
and the defense can cash 
three tricks in that suit. De­

clarer looked for an alterna­
tive p lan tha t might improve 
his chances.

At trick three, the king of 
diamonds was led from 
dummy. When E ast followed 
with the deuce. South dis­
carded a club instead of 
ruffing, and West w as in 
with the ace of diamonds. A 
club cam e back and declar­
er put up North’s king. 
When the queen fell, the 
dummy’s clubs were estab ­
lished and South was able to 
discard two hearts from  his 
hand.

The fall of the club queen, 
while extremely fortunate, 
was not essential to South’s 
campaign. Once the diam ond 
trick can be conceded to 
West, declarer’s success be­
comes assured. If the queen 
of clubs does not drop when 
the king is played, dumm y 
continues with the ten. H 
E ast covers with the queen. 
South ruffs and r e n t e r s  
dummy with a trum p to dis­
card a heart on the nine of 
clubs.

If the ten of clubs is not 
covered, dec la itr m erely 
discards a heart from  his 
hand. If West has the queen 
of clubs, he is welcome to it, 
for he cannot a ttack  the 
heart suit without establish­
ing South’s king. The de­
fense is limited to three 
tricks—one club, one dia­
mond and one heart.

If E a s t  had covered 
North’s king of diamonds 
with the ace. South ruffs and 
now m ust rely on the club 
suit. His best bet is still to 
refuse the finesse, playing 
ace, king and another club— 
for every effort should be 
exeiied to keep E ast out of 
the lead to p r o t ^  South’s 
heart holding.

Now count while he tries to dog 
paddle with face submerged.

Step No. 5 involves the same 
but let him lift his face out of the 
water and breath  as he dog 
paddles.

Even if he can swim but a few 
feet, that is usually enough to get 
a person back to shallower water 
when he steps into a deep hole.

Or to the overturned boat, to 
which he can cling till help 
arrives.

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Pay TV Arrives After 
20 Years Of Waiting

ANAHEIM, Calif. (AP)-Pay 
television is glowing in the 
nation’s living rooms after 20 
dark years waiting in the wings. 
It is not coming in over the air 
but through the wires of cable 
television systems.

Admittedly, its debut has not 
been overwhelming. Probably 
not more than a few dozen 
com m unities have pay TV 
today. But its promoters

forecast that within three to five 
years its impact be enough 
to influence the production of 
more family motion pictures, 
underwrite Broadway plays and 
bring concerts and Las Vegas 
entertainment into the home.

"People want it. Pay TV’s no 
longer a dirty word,’’ said 
William Bresnan, president of 
Teleprompter Corp. anil im ­
mediate past chairman of the 
National Cable Television 
Association. At the NCTA

convention just concluded here 
pay TV was a major topic and 
the exhibit halls bulded with 
displays on the various systems.

Bresnan, who heads the larges 
cable company in the country, 
said:

“The programs are here, at 
least for the first phase, which is 
first run movies and blacked out 
sports. Nothing is being taken 
away from  commerical 
television. The next phase will 
be Broadway plays, concerts,

Las Vegas shows. There are a 
vast number of things going on 
that don’t get onto television.’’ 

Pay television has been eyed 
for years by entrepreneurs as a 
box-office bonaza. Where else, 
they reasoned, could you put on 
a movie and make a profit 
overnight. But whether people 
are going to go along with that 
theory in m ass numbers is 
another questiorff Every on-the- 
air experiement in pay TV ended 
in failure.

On the cable systems, no pay 
TV operator has been able to 
sign up more than a third of the 
viewers hooked up to cable. But 
the owners see that as a 
profitable m argin  and say 
growth of pay 'TV will produce 
programming which viewers

Dore Schary, president of 

TeatreVision and onetime 
production head at MGM, an­
nounced that‘s his company is 
expanding into five more states 
after a successful pilot operation 
in Sarastota, Fla.

Texas.

He said his company which is 
associated • w ith Chromalley 
American, plans to set up its own 
production company to“ make 
motion p ic tu res, musicals, 
children’s programs and other 
material for Pay 'TV.

Set Goal Of
Competence

RALEIGH (AP) -  The state 
Board of Education has in­
dicated it is bent on a “com­
petency to teach” approach to 
teacher certification.

The board approved a 
resolution recommended by its 
policy committee Thursday. It 
would require colleges to 
develop criteria to judge per­
formance and teaching abilities 
of their granduates before 
graduation.

The criteria would be subject 
to the board’s approval. 
However, it delayed action on 
setting up specific guidelines 
and procedures for the program.

Lt. Gov. Jim Hunt, an ex-of­
ficio member of the board, 
contended that the board should 
develop the criteria and require 
the teacher colleges to see them. 
He said this would make for 
more uniform judging of can­
didates for certification.

The board moved toward the 
“com petency to teach ’’ ap­
proach last December when it 
did away with the 950 minimum 
score on the National Teacher’s 
Exam ination required for 
certification and replaced it with 
a number of other factors. 
However, the General Assembly 
restrored the 950 requirement.
