Study

Swung Jury To
Acquittal Vote

NEW YORK (AP) — A jury
that started out ‘‘screaming
and yelling across the table”
has acquitted former Atty. Gen.
John N. Mitchell and one-time
Commerce Secretary Maurice
H. Stans of all charges in their
criminal conspiracy case.

The nine men and three wom-
en came to unanimous agree-
ment Sunday afternoon after 26
hours of deliberation that the
former cabinet colleagues were
innocent of conspiracy, ob-
struction of justice and perjury.

Both were accused of trying
to block a Securities and Ex-
change Commission investiga-
tion of financier Robert L. Ves-
co, in return for Vesco’s secret
$200,000 cash contribution to
President Nixon's re-election
campaign.

Referring to Vesco and his
aides, Juror Clarence Brown
said after the verdict: “They
wanted to get something, but I
don’t think that Stans and Mit-
chell ever fell for it."”

The" jury’s forewoman, Sybil
Kucharski, said, “We were off
in little groups screaming and
yelling across the table” when
the deliberations began. She
said the jury was split even on
the conspiracy count, so it
turned to the six separate per-
jury counts against Mitchell
and Stans.

“After looking through all the
perjury charges, the rest was
easy,” Miss Kucharski said.
“We figured there couldn’t be
any conspiracy if there was no
perjury.”

The verdict brought a smile
to the face of the normally un-
demonstrative Mitchell. But it
brought no legal surcease. He
faces trial in Washington at a
still unset date on almost iden-
tical charges in connection with
the cover-up of the Watergate
break-in.

GENEVA, Switzerland (AP)
— Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger today resumed his
appeal to Foreign Minister An-
drei A. Gromyko for Soviet co-
operation in the drive to sepa-
rate Israeli and Syrian forces
on the Golan Heights.

Talking in Kissinger’'s hotel
suite, they also reviewed pros-
pects for a treaty limiting mis-
siles with independently tar-
geted nuclear warheads.

This evening Kissinger flies
to Algeria to see President
Houari Boumedienne and lodge
another plea for his help in per-
suading Syria to agree to a dis-
engagement.

Kissinger and Gromyko met
*for nearly two hours Sunday
night immediately after the
American secretary arrived
from Washington en route to
the Middle East for his fifth
peace mission there.

Senior American officials
said Kissinger understood the
Kremlin’s political need for a
“visible position of influence”
in the drive toward a settle-
ment of the Arab-Israeli con-
flict. But they said he felt the
Russians must be made aware
.of the consequences if the
peace effort is sabotaged.

Official sources in Damascus
said Gromyko is expected to
visit Syria sometime this week,
possibly coinciding with Kissin-
ger’s arrival as the go-between
in negotiations for a = dis-
engagement of Syrian and Is-
raeli forces on the Golan
Heights.

The purpose of Gromyko’s
trip was not disclosed. But his
visit reflects Moscow’s eager-
ness not to leave a Middle East
settlement entirely to Kissin-

ger,
U.S. officials stressed to
newsmen aboard Kissinger's

plane from Washington that the
Israelis and Syrians—and not
the Soviets—hold the key to dis-
engagment. One high-ranking

official suggested that the bur-
den is on Israel to make “the
first move’ to bridge the gap
between Syrian and Israeli pro-
posals delivered to Kissinger in
Washington. He called the dif-
ferences ‘‘very hard to recon-
cile.”

Kissinger and Gromyko were
also taking up their govern-
ments’ differences in negotia-
tions for an agreement to limit
missiles with independently tar-
geted nuclear warheads, to get
the arms limitations talks mov-
ing again.

U.S. spokesman Robert
McCloskey said the talk Sunday
night touched on the European
Security Conference and pros-
pects for a 35-nation East-West
summit, and today’'s longer
meeting was expected to cover
these topics in greater depth.

The Soviets want the West to
accept their hegemony over the
other Warsaw Pact countries
but are balking at the West’s
demands for broader entry
there of Western books, news-
papers, journalists and schol-
ars.

MecCloskey said Kissinger and
Gromyko also were reviewing
several agreements, including
scientific cooperation, expanded
trade and arms control apart
from nuclear weapons, that
President Nixon and Soviet
leader Leonid 1. Brezhnev could
sign when Nixon visits Moscow
this summer.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Anti-
inflation legislation authorizing
another year of life for wage-
price controls is being in-
troduced in the Senate today
over the opposition of big busi-
ness and labor.

A Senate vote on the bill is
expected later in the week. the
bill’s provisions would be retro-
active to May 1; current wage-
pricecontrol authority expires
April 30—Tuesday night.

Sens. Edmund S. Muskie, D-
Maine Adlai E. Stevenson III,
D-Ill., and Jacob K. Javits, R-
N.Y., say it was fear of worsen-
ing inflation that prompted
them to offer the bill to extend
wage-price control authority for
another year.

The measure sponsored by
Muskie, Stevenson, Javits and
10 others would authorize the
President to reimpose wage-
price centrols on any segment
of the economy that presented
a danger of serious inflation.

Court To

Decide Power Of
Impounding Money

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Supreme Court today agreed to
" decide whether President Nixon
acted within his powers in with-
holding $9 billion appropriated
by Congress for water pollution
control.

The court will review next
term a Court of Appeals deci-
sion striking down the impound-
ment-of the funds by Russell
Train, administrator of the En-
vironmental Protection Agency,
who acted on the President’s
orders.

It was the first impoundment
case to be brought before the
Supreme.€ourt by the govern-
ment. It turns on statutory
rather than constitutional
grounds.

Similar cases are pending in
a number of federal courts
throughout the country.

In the case presented to the
high court, the impoundments
were challenged by the City of
New York and an organization
called Campaign Clean Water.

In 1972, Congress-authorized
appropriations not to exceed $5
billion for fiscal 1973, $6 billion
for 1974 and $7 billion for fiscal
1975 for sewage treatment

grants. Train allotteéd $2 billion .

for 1973, $3 billion for 1974 and
$4 billion for 1975.

In a brief filed with the court,
the government said the case
“has important ramifications
for the power of the executive
branch to coordinate and con-
trol the federal government'’s
spending process in light of the
need for economic stabilfy and
the limitations on federal re-
sources.”’

“Courts have improperly cut
into and endangered a dis-
cretion Congress intended the
President to have,” govern-
ment attorneys told the court.

Lawyers for the city, how-
ever, said allotment of the full
amounts would not prevent the
administration from asserting
its control over the actual
spending of the money.

“Spending occurs long after
allotments are made and is
subject to review and approval
of detailed submissions for indi-
vidual projects,” they wrote.
“Whatever executive control
over the rate of actual spending
was intended, it can be ex-
ercised at a later stage.”

The chain of events that end-
ed in the military coup last
week began with a book by
Spinola in which he said Portu-
gal never could win a military
yictory in its 13-year-old war
against the African rebels. But
he reportedly told a meeting of
politicians and newspaper edi-
tors Saturday that the African
territories must be granted
self-determination, not inde-
pendence.

‘*Self-determination

is- the

right of every people freely to -

choose its own destiny,” Spin-
ola said. “‘But for this decision,
a people needs to be conscious
of its choice and needs to pos-
sess a certain cultural level:
Otherwise, third parties would
determine this destiny.

“Self-determination must ex-
press the will of the people, and
immediate independence would
mean the acceptance of some-
one else's will."”

This was considered a refer-
ence to claims of the ousted re-
gime that Communist countries
foster ard support the African
rebel movements.

Newspaper reports of the
meeting said Spinola also de-
clared:

All Portuguese will be given
freedom of political activity ex-
cept extremists; “the junta
cannot consent to the estab-
lishment of authoritarian re-
gimes, whether from the right
or from the left.”

The transformation of politi-
cal life must be orderly and
gradual; ‘‘any abdication of au-
thority would mean the risk of
having to apply measures con-
trary to the junta movement's
own principles.

“It is natural for the various
political groups to want to
move rapidly, but ... accelera-
tion could be disastrous.”

Meanwhile, an ecstatic crowd
of 5,000 in Lisbon welcomed the
first political exile home Sun-
day—Socialist Mario Soares,
who returned from four years
in Paris to one of the first such
demonstrations permitted in
years and to a warm embrace
from Spinola.

~ ““The army has given people *
freedom of expression,” Soares

told the crowd at the railroad
station. ‘“‘But it is not the army

but the workers and the people
who must finish the job. It is
not the time for division.
People who want democracy
must unite.'’

Moscow Holds

Large

WASHINGTON—Secretary
of State Henry Kissinger’s
scheme to give Moscow a
ringside seat during his effort
this week in the Middle East
to disengage Israeli and
Syrian forces is being
threatened by both Israel and
Egypt, thereby endangering
his overall settlement plan.

Both Israel and Egypt are
independently and for dif-
fering reasons acting to
frustrate Kissinger's Soviet
tactic, which is central to his
grand design. By giving the
Soviets just enough sense of
participation,  Kissinger
hopes to dissuade Moscow
from cutting the cable on his
dramatic high-wire act in
mid-course.

Thus, a private agreement
was reached between
Kissinger and Soviet Foreign
Minister Andrei Gromyko
calling for a meeting in
Geneva on the eve of
Kissinger’s journey to Israel
and Syria which began
Sunday to nail down a
separation of warring Israeli

and Syrian forces.

That Kissinger-Gromyko
meeting was to have been
announced with fanfare just
before it took place. But
President Anwar Sadat of
Egypt. now near the top of the
world’s Soviet-haters, leaked
the news himself a week
ahead of time. Sadat's ap-
parent game: to show the
Russians he is privy to secret
U. S. planning in all aspects
of the Middle East.”

Although officials here are
publicly philosophical about
Sadat stealing their thunder,
they privately complain it
has further aggravated a
potentially explosive setback
to the grand American
design. Sadat’s ploy has fed
Soviet fears of being frozen
out of a Middle East at peace
while the U. 8. is firmly en-
trenched with its former
Arab antagonists.

The other half of the story
is growing resistance in
Israel to giving Moscow any
share in the Golan mediation.

Kissinger and Gromyko
had planned.-a second
dramatic meeting in
Damascus itself following the
Geneva session. Kissinger'’s
purpose in arranging the
Damascus meeting was °to
ease Soviet fears of being last
man out by having Gromyko
at the scene of action.

The. Israelis, Hhowever,

balked. As we write this, it is
far more likely that Gromyko -

will go to Damascus after
Kissinger leaves.

The importance of
Kissinger's grand design—
keeping the Soviets happy
enough to prevent their
sabotaging a@political set-
tlement—can only be  ung
derstood in the approaching
third stage of the complex
negotiations. Following the.

Israeli-Egyptian and Israeli- .

Syrian disengagements, the
third stage is to- start the
Geneva conference with the
presence of the Palestinians
as a key element in the
negotiations.

These radicals know
that Assad is as eager as
Sadat to make a new deal
with the U, S.

Assad has personally
telephoned exiled Syrian
moderates in Beirut who fled
Syria at the peak of anti-
American sentiment
following the 1967 war.
Assad’'s message to these
former leaders of Syrian
business. banking and
commerce: come home!
Assad, just as Sadat. has
glimpsed an economic future
in which American
capitalism and ‘technology
loom large.

But Assad still depends on
Soviet backing for every new
arrangement he makes with
the U. S. and Israel.
Moscow's hand in en-
couraging Syrian battle
-against the Israelis the past
six weeks, a fact widely
accepted here, is proof of
that. For him, full part-
nership between Kissinger
and Gromyko in Kissinger’s
Golan Heights mediation is
vitally important.

Keeping the Soviets happy,
theréfore, 'is essential for
Kissinger in this his fifth trip
to the Middle East. By acting
as though Moscow has no
stick left to strike with in the
Middle East, the Egyptians
and Israelis seem determined
not to help him.

Nixon Voices A Minority

NEW YORK (AP) — If you
share President Nixon's view
of the economy you believe
this year will be ‘‘a good
year,” next year will be
“very good"” and 1976 will be
‘““the best ... in history.”

That assessment, the first
since the President assumed
the additional, pivotal role of
economic coordinator, was
made last Thursday in a
speech at Jackson, Miss.

If you share the President’s
optimism you are also in a
‘minority as measured by the
surveys, which have their
limitations but which cer-
tainly cannot be ignored.

The Survey Research Cen-
ter's latest findings come
with this bleak, bread and
very bearish commentary

from its economists, who
operate the facility as part of
the University of Michigan's
Institute for Socidl Research:

“The consumer pessimism
measured in the latest survey
derives not only from the
financial pressure consumers
feel because of inflation, but
also from psychological
stress of uncertainty about
the future brought about by
adverse news concerning
inflation, shortages,
unemployment, and what
many people view as failure
of the government and its
economic policies."”

An important reason why
consumer pessimism in-
creased so rapidly, the
economists said, was ‘‘the
pervasive and growing lack
of faith people have in their
government." .

In the strictly economic
area, a good many prominent
economists, bankers, union

- officials and businessmen

have declared themselves
uncertain of the future. They
know the nation still has
stamina and knowhow and
that it continues to fight for
economic goals, but they
aren't certain they can be
reached. ]

Arthur Burns, chairman of
the Federal Reserve Board,
has recently been em-
phasizing his fears rather

than his hopes, maintaining -

that inflation threatens to
undermine the economy if it
isn't contained.

One of the biggest setbacks
to the battle of prices was
being announced by the
Labor Department almost as
the President spoke.

Meat
i Supply

WASHINGTON (AP) — Gov-
ernment market experts say
consumers will have no trouble
finding relatively large supplies
of meat at supermarkets next
month but warn that a little
searching will be needed to find
canned vegetables and some
other food items.

Generally. says the Agricul-
ture Department, shoppers will
have enough of ‘most items to
go around during May shopping
trips. The preview of next
month's grocery store situation
was announced today in a

“Food Marketing Alert’" by the
department.

The brief report was confined
only to what USDA experts see
as the food supply situation and
did not include predictions on
prices or over-all grocery costs.

Agriculture Secretary Earl L
Butz told a news conference
last week. however, that con-
sumers already have seen two-
thirds of this year's food price
increase occur. Prices are ex-
pected to go up ‘‘a bit more.”
he said. but not at the rate of
recent months.

Butz said he thought an ear

food prices most likely would
go up 12 per cent from last
year's average still was valid.
The 1973 increase was 16 per
cent from the previous 12-
month average.

The alert report. distributed
to large-volume food buyers
such as hotels and restaurants,
said beef and pork production
in May is expected to exceed
vear-earlier levels. Broiler
chickens, turkeys and eggs also
are expected to be in larger
supply.

“Canned vegetable supplies
stay well below normal,” the
report said. *‘Early March can-
ners’ stocks of snapbeans.
sweet corn and green peas ...
were 9 per cent less than a

vear earlier. Frozen vege-
tables, while moving faster
than last year, are generally
adequate.”

Potatoes, which have soared
to record prices the past sea-
son, will continue to be "lighter
than normal” in store supplies.
the report said.

Dairy products generally are
expected to be ample, but non-
fat dry milk may continue
“fairly tight” next month, the
report said.

“Dry bean and split pea sup
plies, in *general. are in-
adequate because of strong de-
mand and less output in 1973
than in 1972."" the report said,
but added: ‘‘May supplies of
lentils for all uses are highest
in four years for the month."

Says Jewish
Voice Heard

NEW YORK (AP) — ‘“The
Kremlin can hear us now. The
conscience of the free world is
aroused,” Sen. Henry M. Jack-
son told thousands rallying to
protest restrictive Soviet emi-
gration policies toward Jews.

Police estimated more than
100,000 persons in the crowd of
protesters Sunday.

‘““The message is clear: Let
them go,” Jackson said, refer-
ring to the barriers on Russian
Jews wishing to emigrate to Is-
rael.

Jackson, a Democrat from
Washington, is the author of a
bill to deny trade concessions
to the Soviet Union until it lifts
its emigration barriers.

The rally began with a march
down Fifth Avenue, led by a
float fashioned to look like a
prison guard tower complete
with young people dressed as
guards and toting plastic ma-
chine guns.

The rally was interrupted
briefly by demonstrators who
attempted to storm the speak-
ers’ platform at Dag Ham-
marskjold Plaza, near the
United Nations.

Police said the demonstrators
were members of the Jewish
Defense League, a_ militant
Jewish organization.
turned back the group and ar-
rested one person on charges of
disorderly conduct and resist-

ing arrest.
The chief Sephardic rabbi of
Israel, Ovadia Yossef, ad-

dressed the rally in Hebrew:

“l appeal to all people im-
bued with a sense of justice not
to be silent or passive and to do
their utmost for the Jews of the
Soviet Union and in lands such
as Syria where they suffered. If
a Jew is in pain any place in
the world, every Jew feels that
pain.”

The five-hour rally, called
Solidarity Sunday for Soviet
Jewry, was sponsored by the
Greater New York Conference
on Soviet Jewry, an organ-
ization of 79 agencies.

Real Attention
On Great Lakes

at the University of Wisconsin.)
MADISON, Wis. (UPD) —

.More than 10,000 square miles

of the state of Wisconsin still lie
unexplored, and to some extent
unappreciated, beneath the
waters of the Great Lakes.

Many state residents don't
fully realize the investment
they have in Lake Michigan
and Lake Superior. It is
difficult to comprehend how
huge these lakes really are and,
hence, the sizable chunk of real
estate that lies beneath them.

Lake Superior, for example,
is the largest fresh water lake
in the world in terms of surface
area and is over a quarter of a
mile deep.

The five Great Lakes togeth-
er contain an estimated 65
trillion gallons of water, enough
to cover the entire continental
United States to a depth of nine

Great Lakes Neglected

But those in the lake states
who have been slow to fully
realize the wealth and potential
of the Great Lakes are not
alone,

The Great Lakes, as vast and

bountiful as they are, have
suffered an identity crisis for
many years.
' On the national scene, they
have taken a back seat to the
oceans; here in Wisconsin, they
have often taken a back seat to
the inland lakes. In fact, some
have suggested, not jokingly,
that more is known about
Madison’s Lake Mendota than
about Lake Superior.

This identity crisis is appar-
ent in the scientific community.
There is only one academic
research vessel on the Great
Lakes though there are more
than 20 on our oceans.

While research facilities are
found up and down both salt-
water coasts, the only major
one on the Great Lakes—at the
University of Wisconsin in
Milwaukee —was founded just
last year.

Encouraging Signs

Nevertheless, there are some
encouraging signs that the
Great Lakes are finally coming
into their own and that
awareness about their re-
sources and their problems is
growing both locally and
nationally.

A major Great Lakes water
quality agreement was signed
recently between the United
States and Canada to protect
the lakes from further degrada-
tion. Research funds to probe
Great Lakes' problems have
been steadily increasing. And
the Environmental Protection
Agency has become very active
in this region, enforcing federal
water and air quality stan-
dards. L

Within Wiseonsin, several
groups such as the Save Lake
Superior Association have aris-
en out of concern for the lakes,
while such existing groups as
the League of Women Voters
have adopted special Great
Lakes projects.

Another encouraging sign has
been the passage of the federal
Coastal Zone Management Act
of 1972. Designed to preserve
and wisely develop the nation’s
coastal regions, the act specifi-
cally includes the 4,000 miles of
Great Lakes shoreline.

Federal Assistance

The federal government,
through the National Oceanic
and Atmospheric Adminisfra-

“tion, is now in the process of

granting $7.2 million to states
to develop plans for dealing
with their coastal lands.

Wisconsin will soon join some
30, other states in making a bid
for some of these funds to
develop some coherent ap-
proach to managing the state's
coastal resources.

This is important because
this nayrow strip of land along
the shore is the critical point at
which man meets the lakes.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Special Forces, once this coun-
try's glamour troops, are being
cut back again as the Army
builds a new elite force of light
infantry.

Army officials say the
strength of the Green Berets is
being reduced to about 5,000
men with the withdrawal of the
last 1,400 special forces troop-
ers from the Taiwan and Oki-
nawa by June 30. The peak
strength was 11,700 in 1968.

When the pullout ‘was an-
nounced some time ago, it was
indicated the men would be
sent to Specjal Forces units in
the United States.

But officials now say most
will be reassigned to other
Army duties and that many
will be encouraged to join three
new batt#liéns of Rangers to be
formed.

Although the numbers in-
volved are small, the decline of
the Special Forces underscores
a shift from major concern
about guerrilla warfare toward

highly mobile units tailored to "

fight conventional battles in
Europe and possibly the Middle
East.

The Green Berets got their
big boost in the early 1960s
when President John F. Kenne-
dy and his advisers feared
Communist China and Russia
would promote guerrilla style
‘“‘wars of national liberation’’ in
Asia, Latin America and  Af-
rica.

Kennedy administration offi-
cials believed the tough, versa-
tile forces, operating in small
teams, could be instrumental in

Big Betting
Ring Raided

NEW YORK (AP) — Police
say they have broken up a $189
million-a-year gambling ring
with the arrests of 31 persons in
coordinated raids on ‘“‘wire
rooms'’ throughout the city.

““This was one of the largest
gambling raids in recent years,”
a police spokesman said Sunday
after teams of rackets agents
raided 21 locations.

Authorities said the operation
took bets on horse races and
other sports events and grossed
more than $518,000 daily, nearly
one-fifth the $2.6 million in bets
handled each day by the city's
Offtrack Betting Corp.

Sixteen of the 21 targets were
in Brooklyn, three in Queens and
one each in the Bronx and Staten
Island.

All those arrested were
charged with promoting “gam-

* bling - in- the first degree- and
possession of gambling records.
Each-is a Class E felony carry-
ing up to-four years in prison
upon conviction.

Battering rams and crowbars
were used to enter five of the
alleged gambling centers. How-
ever, police reported no resist-
ance.

Life Sentence
For Murder

JACKSONVILLE, Fla
(AP)—A  Mayock, N.C. man
has been sentenced to life in
prison for the murder of a Tur-
kish sailor in a $2.50 robbery

Jack Morris Gillen was found
guilty of second-degree murder
in the death of Seyit Er in 1972
The man’s skull was smashed
with a baseball bat. The sen-
tence was handed down Friday
by Circuit Judge Everette Rich-
ardson.

Gillen's --companion, John
Francis Roach of Jacksonville,
pleaded guilty to a manslaugh-
ter charge and received a 15
year jail sentence.

The two sailors were serving

aboard the USS Saratoga at the
time of the slaying. The ship
was based in nearby Mayport

helping developing countries
overcome such insurgencies.

Meanwhile, the planned for-
mation of three Ranger battal-
ions represents a revival of a
force creafed in World War II,
when the Rangers were mod-
eled after the British Com-
mandos.

The aim of the new program
is to provide specially trained
light infantry units that can be
moved where needed in a crisis
even more swiftly than air-
borne battalions because they
will be unemcumbered by artil-
lery, vehicles and other heavy
equipment.

Numbering 588 officers and
men, Ranger battalions will be
about 200 fewer in strength
than conventional Army battal-
ions. Their biggest weapon will
be 90mm recoilless guns, light-
weight but heavy hitting. Each
battalion will have only two
jeeps and no other rolling
stock.

Democrats Henry Hall Wilson
and Nick Galifianakis also
seem to be_making a full ac-
counting and disclosure.

Poole and Hays agreed, in in-
terviews last week, that the dis-
closure law has made some big
contributors more reluctant to
give than in the past.

Harold Edwards, a Charlotte
attorney, is one of the big con-
tributors. He has given $3,500 to
the Morgan campaign and
mortgaged some of his real es-
tate to make $25,000 in loans to
the attorney general’s cam-
paign.

He doesn’t particularly like
having his name listed publicly,
but on balance, believes the
disclosure law ‘‘is excellent.

“Obviously it makes you a
target for other people,’’ he
told The Associated Press in an
interview.

Edwards claims he repre-
sents no special interests. He
insists that he is supporting
Morgan heavily only because
he's a good friend and he be-
lieves Morgan would make “‘an
excellent senator.”

“I'm not wealthy,” said Ed-
wards, who first met Morgan
when the two were attending
Wake Forest University in the
late 1940s. ‘I had to mortgage
some of my property to make
him the lean.”

In past election years, Ed-
wards said he has usually given
only $25 to $100 to political can-
didates, except when he gave
“maybe $1,000" to Morgan’s
successful campaign for attor-
ney general jin 1968.

Edwards is not the only big
contributor in this Senate pri-
mary. The campaign disclosure
reports, which are on file in the
North Carolina secretary of
state’s office, reveal the names
of dozens of others.

There’s Dr. H.D. Mabe, an
Erwin physician who has con-
tributed $5,000 to Morgan’s
campaign, according to the lat-
est report, which covered the
period through April 15.

There’s Julius Frankel, a Chi-
cago commodities broker who
has contributed $10,000 to the
Wilson campaign. More than a
dozen other Chicago brokers
have given $1,000 or more to
Wilson’s campaign, the reports

disclose.

And,
men who have given $5,000
each to the campaign of Demo-
cratic hopeful Galifianakis.

W.H. Dougherty of Charlotte,
chairman of the board of NCNB
Corp., has given $500 to Ste-
vens' GOP campaign.

Of the 10 Democrats seeking
the Democratic nomination,
only five have bothered to file
the required reports. In addi-
tion to the frontrunners—Mor-
gan, Galifianakis and Wilson—
Mildred Keene of Charlotte and
Fred Chandley of Wake Forest
have filed the reports.

Stevens is the only one of the
three Republican hopefuls who
have filed campaign fmancml
reports.

The law requires candidates
to file the detailed reports—
which are broken into sections
on receipts and expenditures—
on March 10, June 10, Sept. 10
and Jan. 31. The reports also
miust be filed 15 days before the
primary, runoff and general
elections, as well as five days
before the primary, runoff and
general elections.

The last reports, filed April
22, covered financing through
April 15. Another report is due
Thursday, five days before the
primary.

Those who fill out the reports
say they are “a clerical night-
mare."” But, generally they be-
lieve the law is a good one.

“I think the people have a
right to know who is financing
a candidate’s campaign,” said
Poole.

Edwards agrees with a provi-
sion of the law that limits what
a candidate and his immediate
family may spend on the candi-
date’s own campaign. ‘I don’t
think a candidate and his fami-
ly should be able to buy an of-
fice,”” he said. Edwards, how-
ever, agrees with provisions al-
lowing unrestricted contribu-
tions by other individuals.

“As long as it's there for the
public to see, and they know
who is giving the money and
how much, I think it’s okay not
to have a limit on individual
contributions,” he said.

While the reports list the
names of big contributors,
there are dozens of pages with
names of contributors who have
given $10, $25, $50 and $100 to
the campaigns.
