“Since the ultimate goal of
the Pitt County Board of
Education and all educators
is to provide children of Pitt
County with the best possible
education, a competitive

salary will provide more
experienced and qualified
applicants and maintain .
quality teachers,’ Mrs.
Harris said. “The Endicott
Report reveals that teachers
start out lower than most
other college graduates and
fall steadily further behind.”
She stated that teachers
have now received their first
paycheck of the year and the
lack of a salary increase for
1975-76 has been driven home.
Given the increased

deductions which applied this
year, many NCAE members
have found themselves with
fewer actual dollars, even
before inflation is counted in.

“It is not surprising, then,
that teacher unrest is on the
rise,” Mrs. Harris stated.
“‘Public school educators
have had no general salary
increase since the fall of 1974,
and that increase was only
five percent in a year when
inflation ate up more than 10
percent of the dollar's pur-

chasing power."”

According to the report
presented by Mrs. Harris, the
educator's salary has stood
still while prices have con-
tinued to rocket upward.

county commissioners, or

Another reason given for
the need for supplements was
the fact that teachers work
long hours during evenings
and weekends, and many
extra hours have been added
as a result of the ac-
creditation process outlined
by the state and Southern
Association.

ACT conducted a survey
among Pitt County teachers
asking the number of hours
spent working on school-
related materials after the
regular school day ends. The
results showed an average of
78 hours spent for this
purpose.

It was also pointed out that
teachers do not receive travel
expenses or supplements for
attending workshops,
meetings and  extra-
curricular activities,

Teachers estimated that a
total of 4,160 miles are driven
each year to and from work to
workshops, professional
meetings and other school
functions. i

ACT also stated that
teachers spent their own
money to provide materials
to enhance learning for th-
Pitt County students. 7

It’s wonderful to see yourself
without a bald spot when you
wake in the morning and look
in the mirror, says Edith Imre,
well-known wig maker,

own hair,

long time, of course, but at

It is a different technique
from the hair weaving that is
done onto one’s scalp.

There is a base which is put
over the spot and acts like a
bridge, Then it is woven into
the true hair “‘sewn like the fin-
est buttonhole,” explains Mrs.
Imre, illustrating by showing a
snap opening which permits the
hair to be washed.

Although Mrs. Imre looked
into this method of hair weav-
ing 25 or so years ago, the wig
business was moving so swiftly
she put the idea aside as being
too time consuming to work
out. About a year and a half
ago she opened a small men’s
department in her salon to be-
gin the weaving in a serious
way.

“Ninety per cent of men's
wigs are badly done, the main
reason we started the wig de-
partment and weaving., Even
on television you will see per-
formers whose hairpieces can
be spotted instantly. With hair
weaving you don't have that
telltale line.”

More women seem to be hav-
ing bald spots, particularly
young people, even some in
their 20s, she says.

Actually she learned the
weaving technique long ago by
observing black hairdressers in
Harlem who were ‘‘using the
kind of equipment shoemakers
use to do the job."”

She considered that a little
time consuming and finally hit
on a method using other tools
and surgical glue and has had
‘“‘a very positive reaction.”
There is a tremendous necessi-
ty for the undetectable coverup,
she insists. A woman can wear
a wig and let the whole world
know it but somehow she

For 32 years Mrs. Imre has
been a leading maker of wigs,
a trend setter. She has de-
signed them for big stores and
little shops, and they've been
available in her own salon.
Nowadays the wig business is
off in some areas, but she is
still making wigs, particularly
upon referrals from hospitals
and doctors. As the result of
some treatments — cobalt, for
example — some patients lose
their hair, she explains, and
there is a big need for hair-
pieces and wigs.

‘Baking’ Beans In Slow Cooker

By CECILY BROWNSTONE
Associated Press Food Editor

When an electric slow cooker
came into our kitchen, the first
dish we wanted to use it for
was “baked” beans. A glance
over slow cooker cookbooks
suggested several methods, The
following recipe gives one we
found successful. Here the
beans are rinsed, turned into
the slow cooker and precooked
in water for eight hours; other
ingredients are added and the
cooking is finished in another
10 to 12 hours.

“Baked” beans cooked this
way are tender throughout but
still have a little bite — al
dente as Italians say. We
served half the beans right
after cooking; the rest were re-
frigerated for several days and
quickly but thoroughly reheated
in .our Ctountertop microwave
oven — a plus for eaters who
want their beans on the really
soft side.

It’s only fair to say that sev-
eral factors influence the re-
sults, ““A Teaching Manual on
Slow Cooking™’ published by the
manufacturers of the slow coo-
ker we used sums these up in
the wisest words we have yet
seen on the subject. Their home
economist writes: ‘“‘In long-
time, low-temperature cooking,
the proper softening of beans
depends on the age and mois-

She also warns
that in preparing ‘“baked”
beans in the slow nooker it is
necessary to precook the beans
in water first because when
sweetening or acids are added
before this precooking they
cause the beans to harden “so
that no degree of cooking will
provide proper softening.”

The apples in this recipe are
an interesting addition. The
idea hails from Michigan and is
said to be popular in families of
bean and apple growers in that
state. It’s easy to understand
why!

SLOW COOKER “BAKED"”

BEANS (Michigan Style)

1 pound (2 to 2% cups) dry
red kidney or pea (navy)
beans

3 cups water

4 slices bacon, cut into
Y4-inch crosswise pieces

Rinse and pick over beans;
turn into an electric slow coo-
ker with water; cover and set
control at low. Cook 8 hours.
Meanwhile stir together bacon,
apple, onion, corn syrup, catch-
up, salt, mustard and pepper;
cover tightly and refrigerate —
as long as 8 hours if you like.
After beans have cooked with
the water for the required time,
stir in the apple mixture. Keep
covered, with control set at
low, and continue cooking until
beans are tender throughout
but still firm enough to have
some bite — 10 to 12 hours,
Makes about 2 quarts.

Note: If you work away from
home, you can cook the beans
in the water overnight and pre-
pare and then refrigerate the
apple mixture overnight. The
next morning, add the apple
mixture to the beans and let
cook while you are away during
the day. The dish will be ready
to serve for supper.

Nixon Picks Sen. Kennedy

WASHINGTON — Richard
M. Nixon has privately told
friends the winner of the 1976
presidential election will not
be his handpicked successor,
Gerald R. Ford, but instead
that habitual non-candidate,
Sen. Edward M. Kennedy.

Nixon, who never could
resist the temptation to
forecast elections, is passing
on his eyebrow-raising
forecast to close friends —
including Pepsi-Cola
magnate Donald Kendall,
who has widely relayed
Nixon's words in ‘Washington
and New York.

Nixon flately predicts
President Ford will not be
elected in 1976. That may
indicate lack of gratitude for
the President whose blanket
pardon protected Nixon from
criminal charges, but it
certainly shows his longtime
low esteem for Mr. Ford's
political talents,

More surprising is Nixon's
prediction of Kennedy, whose
disclaimer of candidacy is
now widely accepted by
Democrats. That guess,
however, may reflect the
political awe in which Nixon

Also on Friday, the
Advisory Budget Commission
will meet with the governor in
a regularly scheduled
session. But several mem-
bers of that body are also key
legislators who are now in
possession of the gloomy—
some even consider them
disastrous—forecasts coming
from several key sources,
including some in the
governor’s own budget office.

In sum, the situation is
this: the $50 million surplus
which legislators were
banking on to provide salary
hikes for state employees and
teachers in next fiscal year
will not materialize, and
there is the real possibility of
a shortage beyond that. If, in
truth, the shortfall comes on
the high side of the $30 million
to $60 million range, then not
only will pay raises be wiped
out, but some drastic spen-
ding cuts must come in the
final months of the present
fiscal year in order to balance
the state budget as required
‘by law.

Gov. Holshouser has been
scolded by almost every
other state leader for his
position that present ex-
tremely low income figures

has held the Kennedys since
losing to John F. Kennedy in
1960. He was apprehensive in
1968 that Robert F. Kennedy
might be nominated and
worried about Teddy Ken-
nedy being drafted in 1972
Beame's Sadat
Twist

Contrary to claims that
New York Mayor Abe Beame
was pressured into greeting
President Anwar Saday of
Egypt, the mayor sought the
meeting and then reneged
under political pressure.

Apart from reflecting the
maelstrom of pressures
afflicting the hapless Beame,
the incident shows im-
provement in  Israeli-
Egyptian relations has not
been matched by cooling of
domestic political con-
troversy stemming from
Mideastern rivalries.

On Oct. 14, almost two
weeks before Sadat arrived
for his state visit, Beame’s
protocol chief, Angier Biddle
Duke, telephoned the
Egyptian consul general in
Manhattan. What the mayor
wanted, said Duke, was
either a reception for Sadat at
Gracie Mansion or a meeting
at Sadat’s Waldorf suite. No
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The new fiscal year started July 1 and since

There is every reason to feel that revenues will
increase in the months ahead, however and the
corrections secretary has set out a program that
could be stretched out over several budgets.

Yet the State Department
did not enter the picture until
long after Duke, speaking for
the mayor, sought the
meeting with Sadat. Beame’s
office did not get any word
from Washington — and
certainly no “heavy
pressure” — until Oct. 21. On
that day, State Department
protocol chief Henry Catto,
Jr., wrote routinely to Beame
that the State Department
would ‘‘greatly’ appreciate

Ford Flubs in Florida

President Ford’s prospects
in a potentially tough Florida
primary March 9 against
Ronald * Reagan were not
helped when he bowed out of
a choice political speaking
date and sent a non-
politician, Secretary of
Defense James Schlesinger,
as his substitute.

The President’s Florida
supporters were overjoyed
when he was scheduled to
address the Blue Key banquet
Oct. 24 at the University of
Florida's annual
homecoming in Gainesville,
the state’s most prestigious
political dinner. Mr. Ford
was only the second
Republican ever invited to
the banquet (usually ad-
dressed by a nationally
renowned Democrat).

Although the President
cancelled because of a heavy
cold, many Florida
Republicans suspected
diplomatic illness to reduce
his overextended speaking
schedule. Even those who
believed real illness was the
cause grumbled over the
choice of Dr.” Schlesinger
(picked as a substitute by the
Florida students).

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'‘Must Punish New York'

WASHINGTON—There is
almost unanimous
agreement throughout the
land that New York City must
be punished for its fiscal
crimes. Everyone agrees
New Yorkers have to be
made to realize they cannot
start a default without paying
for it.

The big question is what
kind of punishment should be

Other Editors Say
Takes Another Dig

( Henderson Dispatch)

No one knows better than the honorables on Capitol Hill that
another election year is all but upon us. If any one did not know
otherwise, he need only be reminded that Social Security
benefits were raised a few months ago and taxes to help pay the
bill will zoom again come the new year.

Beneficiaries of this form of aid have learned to expect it at
every even numbered year, which, of course, is an election year,
and upcoming 1976 is no exception.

When this brainchild of FDR was born in 1937, or 38 years ago,
it was intended as a supplement to living costs, not to pay
everything. But that’s a theory in this era of generous gratuities.

Beginning in January, salaries up to $15,300 will feel an in-
crease of $70.20 a year, andtop bracket earners will take $895 of
calendar year income for this cause, and that will have to be
matched by employers. It is in addition to general income taxes.

Is there no end? At the present rate of increases, the time
could come when more people will be on Social Security than
those who are supporting it, assuming that this and other free
wheeling outlays do not bankrupt the country. Already there is
speculation in some quarters that young workers now paying
might never benefit from this dream of politicians.

When Washington once starts a system of benefits, it usually
goes overboard. Witness the mushrooming food stamp
operation, for example, unemployed benefits and general

welfare.

Social Security has been so loosly administered, reports say,
that it has gotten out of hand. The former rate of taxing is in-
sufficient to keep up with increased benefits, hence this new

higher bracket of taxes.

No one wishes to see deserving people suffer, and every one
would be willing to help toward relief, but government cannot
support a large element of citizens, with one half of the
population living off the other half. That is neither fair nor

possible.

It is not an unreasonable question as to whether or how long it
will be until everybody will be working for the government in the
total welfare state. The thought is not as fantastic as it may

seem.

““We have the precedent of
the Nuremberg trials to work
with,"” he said.

Fed Up

WASHINGTON (AP) — An
increasingly frustrated Nelson
A. Rockefeller, his advice on
programs ignored and his polit-
ical future in doubt, decided to
withdraw as President Ford's
possible 1976 running mate be-
cause of widening dis-
agreements on policy, Republi-
can sources say.

“He just got fed up,” one
source said. “He finally got to
the point where he couldn’t
take it any more.”

Meanwhile, there were these
other developments following
the personnel shuffle in the
Ford administration:

—Sen. Barry M. Goldwater,
R-Ariz., says Rockefeller's
withdrawal should lead Ronald
Reagan to ‘‘reassess’’ his plans
to challenge Ford. Goldwater
said the withdrawal makes a
dent in Reagan's prospects of
mounting a successful cam-
paign against Ford.

—Some past and present in-
telligence officials expressed
disappointment  with Ford’s
choice of George Bush to suc-
ceed William E. Colby as head
of the CIA.

Their objections centered on
Bush’s political background as
a former Republican national
chairman and the speculation
that Bush might be in the run-
ning for the Republican vice
presidential nomination.

Others, including former CIA
director John A. McCone,
praised the Bush appointment.
MecCone, who headed the agen-
cy in the early 1960s, predicted
Bush would ‘‘do a good job and
get the full support of the or-
ganization.”

—Lt. Gen. Daniel O, Graham
said he is retiring as head of
the Defense Intelligence Agen-
cy because Ford fired Secre-
tary of Defense James R.
Schlesinger. “I’'m a Schlesinger
man,” Graham said.

There were unconfirmed re-
ports of other high-level Penta-
gon resignations.

—House Republican Leader
John J. Rhodes of Arizona said
the GOP could be further di-
vided, rather than unified, by
Rockefeller’'s decision to with-
draw. He said it isn't apparent
that Ford made any friends on
the conservative side of the
party and he may have lost
some on the moderate and lib-
eral side,

—A source close to the White

~ House said Schlesinger’s firing

was prompted by his outspoken
criticism of a House panel that
slashed his defense budget. The
source also confirmed that
Ford’s advisers told the Presi-
dent there was a personality
conflict between Schlesinger
and Secretary of State Henry
A. Kissinger and that concern
was expressed that the admin-
istration was not speaking with
one voice.

Explanations of the Vice
President’s unexpected move
began to surface Tuesday
though Rockefeller and his top
aides maintained a stony si-
lence, saying they were stand-
ing behind the letter he deliv-
ered Monday to Ford at the
White House, ;

Some sources noted that
Rockefeller's letter was far
more restrained than the Vice
President’s often effusive state-
ments about Ford. They noted
that the President, when asked
if he had tried to talk Rockefel-
ler out of withdrawing, merely
said he ‘“‘accepted”’ the deci-
sion,

Others pointed out that Rock-
efeller, already out of the
mainstream - of foreign policy
decisions in the Ford adminis-
tration, also was being ignored
on domestic policy, particularly
in the case of New York's fi-
nancial difficulties.

Basic Research Into Economy

NEW YORK (AP) —
America seems to be doing
some very basic research
into, among other things, the
nature of its business,
financial and political in
stitutions, and appears to be
in a mood to redefine and
reconstruct them.

The process already is
under way and, if you believe
that pollsters accurately
reveal the mind of the people,
that process is likely to
continue, painful though it
sometimes is.

We are seeking to clarify
the duties of city, state and
federal governments, asking
ourselves if business should
assume added social
responsibilities, wondering if
we should dissolve the big
stock exchange and, in the
interests of fairness, replace

them with electronic com-
puters.

These are only a few of the
issues. We are asking some
similar questions about our
personal finances. We made
great material advances
during the 1960s, but we got
inflation and pollution. “Is
this the good life?” we ask.

Following a hugh increase
in debt during the past

decade or so, fiscal integrity

is now much on the minds of
people.

One pollster reports that
many interviews last week
were volunteering that “we
have to practice financial
common sense in our family,
so let the governments
practice it toa.”

You can always spot cycle
and trends and trends within
trends if you look long enough
at charts or statistics or other
masses of evidence. Analysts

do it all the time in the stock
market and make a good
living at it

You must be careful, how-
ever, that you aren't just
spotting chance designs, as
many a stock analyst does,
but instead, something of
significance. It may take the
perspective of history to
reveal the pattern of the
1970s, but this much now
seems certain

Like it or not, a time of
reckoning seems to have been
resented Itisn'tso much that
the tough questions were
asked but that events left
little choice but to come up
with answers to questions we
have hidden from.

Perhaps most pressing at
the moment is the question of
determining the respon-
sibilities to each other of city,
state and federal govern
ments, a

consideration

presented in acute di-
mensions by the New York
City financial mess.

Involved in this argument
are many other issues — who
ays for welfare, can
economic society continue to
satisfy the rising aspiratins of
people, should bondholders
continue to have primary
right to repayment?

We are also asking our
selves about what role
business and financial in-
stitutions must play; not just
in relation to New Yark City
but in regard to the entire
American society.

All these matters now are”

- 'being considered We didr’t

seek them out — in fact, we
even tried to deny their exis-
tence. But procrastination
inevitably leads to a day of
reckoning and with luck
insight and determination, to
solutions.

the teachers to improve their
programs,

“For Instructiopal sup-
plies, the county budget
shows a total of $108,000. This
sounds large, but when
broken down in allotments to
21 schools, the amounts are
inadequate to meet the
purchasing needs for
teachers to the jobs they
purport to do in their
classrooms,”” Mrs. Harris
emphasized.

A vast majority of teachers
support professional

* organizations through paid

memberships. Some of these
include: ACT, NCAE, and
NEA, dues which total $85;
International Reading
Association, #50 and $35;
Trades and Industries, $35;
Music Educators, $24;
Guidance, $42; North
Carolina " Vocational
Association, $29; and
American Home Economics
Association, $10.

A seventh reason given was
the fact that beginning
teacher's salaries are not
comparable to the salaries of
other professional people
with a four year degree.

““Many units in the eastern
part of North Carolina
receive a supplement, in-
cluding Goldshoro city and |
Wayne County; New Bern
city and Craven County;
Edenton-Chowan; Elizabeth
City-Pasquotank; and
Greenville city.

“Besides the cities and
counties mentioned, many
other units pay supplements
to their school employees.
The average supplement
across the state is $627.00.

“ACT is aware that in 1937
the citizens of Greenville
voted to tax themselves 25
cents per $100 to be used for
teacher supplement. The
supplement received by
Greenville teachers ranges
from $180 to $200,"" Mrs.
Harris said.

“Is there not enough per
capita income in Pitt County
to supplement the classroom
teachers in the county unit?"
the ACT spokesman asked.

“The decision to grant a
supplement will be a boost to
the Pitt County economy in

that the money will revert to -

the county,” Mrs. Harris
said.

Mrs. Hoot explained that
ACT is going about the
matter in a positive manner
with a positive attitude.

“‘We need the support of the
Pitt County Board of
Education and ask that the
Board put the supplement in
their budget. The Pitt County
teachers will go with you to
the county commissioners to
ask for such a supplement.”

Mark Owens, chairman of
the Pitt County Board of
Education, explained to the
gathering that the money
spent by the board of
education comes from the
Pitt County Commissioners.

‘“We do submit a budget but
some items are stricken and
cut from the budget.

‘“The interest expressed
here today shows you are
sincere and I believe that
with efforts that have been
shown here you will ae-
complish your goals,” Owens
told the teachers,

The Pitt County Board of
Education took no action in
the matter of salary sup-
plement for teachers.

In other business yester-
day, the board heard a report
from Tom Craft, associate
superintendent, that nine
modular classroom units
have been placed on the
Stokes Elementary School
site. The new units will
replace several (rame
buildings on the site now
being used as classroom
buildings. Craft said two
frame buildings will be left on

FOR
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the school campus for storage

purposes. The classroom

units are costing the county
board approximately
$115,000.

Craft reported that work on
the Farmville Middle School
project and the Belvoir-
Pactolus-Stokes Middle
School project is progressing
well.

Assistant Supt. J. L. Keeter
presented a summary report
of the status immunization
of kindergarten and first
grade children.

Keeter sald that the county
schools now have 100 percent
compliance with the im-
munization requirements
among the kindergarten
students. He explained there
were about 80 more students
in kindergarten this year
than last year and that on
Oct. 10 there were 20 more
students this year than last
year who had not completed
the necessary immunization

irements.

Board members accepted
the audit report from John C.
Proctor Co. for Title I, IT and
VI programs.

A revised TMR budget was
ascepted. A budget totaling
$138,618 to serve 102 students
was approved. The project is
funded through state money
and is 100 percent reim-
bursable.

The vote, which took effect at
11 p.m., came at a meeting of
the Fraternal Order of Police
(FOP). Sgt. W.L. Dillingham,
FOP president, declined to dis-

close the vote count, but did

say it was not unanimous.

However, Dillingham said the
vote did not indicate a break-
down of the morale of FOP
members. ‘“The men are still
together,” he said.

The policemen had sought a
15 per cent pay raise and de-

cided on a work slowdown Fri-_

day after the city council grant-
ed them a 10 per cent pay boost
on Thursday.

‘“We’re not doing this because
we think this is an adequate
pay raise,” Dillingham said.
“We're doing it because of our
obligation to the community."”

City patrolmen reported to

work as usual during the slow-

down, but responded only to
calls which were considered
serious and necessary.

Meanwhile, Asheville firemen
indicated Tuesday they may
call a work slowdown if the
public doesn’t respond to their
need for more money and a
paycheck that is equal to that
of police officers.

Firemen received a 10 per
cent pay hike along with police,
but claim they are still behind
in the salary scale by at least
five per cent.

The firemen indicated that
the slowdown is only a possi-
bility at the present.

A spokesman for the Faternal
Order of Firefighters said a
slowdown would mean that fire
calls would be answered, but
that they would do no maintai-

nence work at the fire stations.

Award Clinic
To Goldston

RALEIGH (AP)—The 13th of
the Holshouser administration’s
rural health care centers has
been awarded to Goldston, a
town of 400 people in Chatham
County.

Gov. Jim Holshouser an-
nounced the location of the clin-

ic, which is scheduled to begin
operating in one year. The town
has been without a doctor since
Dr. M.W. Gibson died 10 years
ago.

The community has recruited
a nurse, Barbara Shaver, to act
as the chief staff person of the
clinic. Dr, John Dykers of Siler
City will be the backup physi-
cian. It had tried for 10 years
without success to recruit a
doctor.

More than 1,000 persons in

the area signed petitions sig-
nifying their willingness to sup-
port and use the clinic. “Creat-
ing a successful, self-supporting
primary care center takes a lot
of effort by community lead-
ership. The people of Goldston
have demonstrated their will-
ingness to make such an ef-
fort,” the governor said.
Holshouser said the rural
clinics established thus far
have brought primary health
care to 60,000 rural residents.

Find 2 Lion
Cubs Taken

DURHAM, N.C. (AP)—Two
lion cubs weighing between 60
and 85 pounds each were stolen
from the North Carolina Mu-
seum of Life and Science some-
time before the facility opened
this morning.

Museum Director Richard
Wescott said he believes the
theft was a prank and the thief
probably has no idea what he
has. The cubs are friendly, he
said, adding that anyone seeing
them should call the museum,
collect if from out-of-town, and
the staff will pick them up.

The cubs, Buffy and her
brother Benji, are about six
months old. Wescott said the
thief broke two locks to get into
the cage.

The museum staff also dis-
covered that locks to the mon-
key and bear cages had also
been tampered with, Wescott
said. Had the thief gotten into
the bear cage, he could have
been killed as the black bears
weigh 175 pounds each and
probably would have been
frightened by the nocturnal ac-
tivity.

‘“They’'re normally not dan-
gerous unless provoked, but
they have a very sharp set of
claws,” Wescott said. “They're
just like kittens, but they're
pretty damn big kittens,” he
said.

Because it probably was a
prank, Wescott said he fears
the thief will turn the cubs
loose when he gets tired of
them. If that happens, the cubs
may be killed if someone with
a gun panics, he said.

Behind Dacca’'s Unrest

NEW DELHI, India (AP) —
Four close associates of Bang-
ladesh’s murdered President
Mujibur Rahman today were
reported killed in a jail mas-
sacre in Dacca that apparently
touched off the power struggle
this week in the young nation's
army.

Radio Bangladesh announced
the deaths of former Vice Pres-
ident Nazrul Islam, former
Prime Ministers Masoor Ali
and Tajuddin Ahmed and for-
mer Home Minister AHM.
Kamaruzzam.

Once among the most pow-
erful men in Bangladesh, they
were jailed on' corruption
charges after Sheikh Mujib was
overthrown and killed in a coup

last Aug. 15.
Commercial communications
with Dacca, the capital of

Bangladesh, were cut early
Monday, and Dacca airport
since then has been closed to
incoming planes.

The government radio an-
nounced on Tuesday that Brig.
Khalid Musharaf had replaced
Maj. Gen. Ziaur Rahman as the

signed, and that two of them
had been arrested on charges
of corruption and misuse of

power,

Reports from Bangkok today
said junior officers who led the
coup in August had fled to
Thailand.

The Dacca broadcast today
did not disclose the details of
the killings, but an earlier
broadcast government an-
nouncement said a three-mem-
ber judicial commission had
been set up to investigate the
murder of four t men
in the Dacca jail.

—0.A. “Bum” Phillips, the
tobacco-chewing, country-talk-
ing head coach who helped
start the turnaround last year
with his befuddling three-man
front defense.

The Oiler defense has been
the backbone of Houston's rise.
The Oilers have lost only three
times in 15 games since Culp
joined the team during last sea-

"Curley s been the catalyst,”
Oiler defensive coordinator Ed
Biles said. “‘Curley added sta-
bility and great experience and
he's been to the Super Bowl be-
fore and our players imme-
diately looked at him with
great respect.’’

Each week, Johnson provides
new exploits to confound the
opposition. He failed to break a
return for a touchdown against
Kansas City last Sunday, but
his fourth-quarter return set up
a field goal for the final score,
forcing the Chiefs to go for a
touchdown.

More Players May Be Eligible
To Stocking Of Tampa, Seattle

NEW YORK (AP) — Seattle
and Tampa, the new expansion
teams in the National Football
League, will get to see pro foot-
ball's best talent. But most of it
will be on the other side of the
field, despite a more liberal se-

lection procedure.
NFL Commissioner Pete Ro-

zelle, here for the league’s -

three-day meetings, said Tues-
day the method of stocking
Seattle and Tampa, which both
begin play in the 1976 season,
has yet to be determined, al-
though he indicated a ‘‘more
liberal” draft process appears
likely.

Rozelle said more players
might be eligible for selection
than in previous expansion
drafts, citing the possibility

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Bicentennial
Committee
In Disarray

RALEIGH, N.C. (UPD) —
State Auditor Henry L. Bridges
has found the North Carolina
Revolution Bicentennial Com-
mittee in a ‘‘state of acute
disorganization’’ because of

high turnover in directors.
Bridges, in a Sept. 25
management letter concerning
the agency's 1974-75 fiscal year
audit report to be released this

. week, said no evidence of

misappropriation of funds or of
fraud was found by two
auditors who examined the
committee records from Aug. 7-
18,

“However, the commission is
in such a condition, as to
organization and objectives,
that the auditors consider its
potential impact as a state-level
program to be minimal,” he
said.

**This, the auditors feel, is the
result of the consistent chang-
ing of changing of directors
during the period of existence,"
he sald. He said that produced
disorganization “both in docu-
mentation and accountability as

- well as failure of major

programs.’
Richard E. Ellis, a former
television newsman who

became the committee’s fourth
director in six years July 9,
told UPI last week most of the
problems cited by Bridges had
been resolved.

But when the audit was
conducted, a month after Ellis
became its head, Bridges said
the agency was “in a state of
acute disorganization such that
the auditors were required to
go through five file cabinets to
trace through programs.”

The politically sensitive post
was first held by historian
Richard Gibbs who was named

by Democratic Gov. Robert
Scott in 1969.
In March 1973, Gibbs, a

Democrat who laid most of the
groundwork for the 200th year
celebration, was replaced by
Mrs. Dabney Enderle, a Repub-
lican and the first of three
appointees newly elected GOP
Gov. James E. Holshouser Jr.

served as Holshouser's cam-

After inheriting nearly four
months ago what he described
as “a rat’s nest,” Ellis now
contends, “We've got no prob-
lems and that's the truth."

Adding to the agency's
administratige problems is the
fact it is a ‘“‘temporary
organization,” Ellis said.

“We’ve set up for one specific
purpose — to put on a big
celebration during one specific
year and then we're gone,"” he
sald.

Liz Fentress, committee
press secretary throughout the
administrative shuffle, said the
agency had experienced *
series of administrators whose
emphasis has been mainly on
themselves and what the job
could lead them to do in the
future.”

“These people who have had
this job have all been difficult,
temperamental, arbitrary, ego-
tistical and 1 could go on,” she
said. “‘There's something about -
this job in the past that has led
them to believe that they had a
free hand to do anything they
damn well pleased."”

The major problem area
cited by Bridges involved the
handling of monies derived
from the sale of Bicentennial
medallions and souvenirs and
deposited with the private
North Carolina Bicentennial
Foundation, Inc.

The auditors found that the
foundation, established by for-
mer state Sen. Hector MacLean
of Lumberton to supplement the
agency’'s $429 584 budget, had
received $65457 in royalties
from the sale of those items
during the past two years.

However, there were no
accounting procedures for the
private foundation, including no
budget and no standard busi-
ness controls over sales of
commemorative items at the
committee headquarters.

Bob Hostetler, one of the
auditors who has since become
comptroller for the Department
of Cultural Resources, said a
private auditing firm had
audited the foundation but
never prepared a certified
report. Ellis said the firm
termed the agency's business
operations ‘‘a horrow house"
and: made recommendations
similar to the state auditors.

TOKYO (AP) - Drinking a
sweel, sour concoction called
. “fungus tea' is Japan's latest
fad. Thousands claim it is a
preventive or cure for physical
ills ranging from constipation
to cancer. Many doctors dis-
miss it as a folk remedy.
' Health authorities are stumped

as to how to classify it.

Nevertheless, people from all
walks of life, from cabinet min-
isters to housewives, are drink-
ing kocha kinoko, which trans-
lates literally as mushroom tea.

The beverage is made from a
mysterious fungus said to have
its origin in a Siberian village
near Irkutsk on Lake Baikal. It
is being brewed in millions of
Japanese households and many
adherents assert it is effective
for chronic headaches, arth-
ritis, high blood pressure, stiff
shoulders, pimples, allergies,
athlete's foot, cancer — almost
every ailment under the sun.

The popularity of the bever-
age which some skeptics de-
scribe as a “witches brew,"”
was touched off by a little 78-
year old widow, Mrs. Sumako
Nakamitsu, with a book, ‘‘How
To Keep Healthy with 'Kocha
Kinoko."" The book, which
costs less than two dollars, has
already sold a hall million
copies since it appeared last
December. Mrs. Nakamitsu,
whose husband was managing
editor of a major Tokyo news-
paper in the mid-1930s, tells her
readers, “Ever since 1 was a
child, 1 was a chronic weakling,
bothered by various malad-
ies..after [ began drinking
‘fungus tea’' in 1968 I overcame
my illnesses..My old skin de-
fects and spots have dis-
appeared...I no longer suffer
from constipation and I no
longer have to carry indigestion
tablets...”’

Mrs. Nakamitsu says she was
given a piece of the mysterious
white jellylike fungus by a
Japanese Russian language
teacher who brought it back
from a Siberian village whose
inhabitants are said to live to a
ripe old age. She says she nev-
er learned what it was because
the teacher died shortly after
he gave it to her.

It was first extolled on a na-
tionwide women's radio pro-
gram, and later on a television
show. The result was about
100,000 letters and postcards
asking where the fungus could
be obtained. Mrs. Nakamitsu’s
book and three others, which
subsequently hit the bookshops
and have had a combined sales
of 550,000 copies, include a cou-
pon which offers readers gratis
a slice of “kinoko” if they send
in the coupon with a return ad-
dress.

The fungus is an acetic acid
bacteria which turns wine into
vinegar, says Masayoshi Saka-
moto, a professor at Kitasato
University in Tokyo. Sakamoto,
who has written two books on
the drink, predicts its popu-
larity will spread all over Ja-
par.

Anyone can concoct the
drink, according to Mrs. Naka-
mitsu, Prof. Sakamoto and oth-
ers. The white jelly-like sub-
stance is placed in a large jar
of cold black tea with brown
sugar. The jar is covered with

ment in a cool dark place for
about one week to 10 days. The
substance gradually assumes
the shape of a mushroom,
hence the name ‘“Mushroom
Tea.” The fungus must float to
the top of the jar where it
breathes.

If it settles at the bottom of
the jar it is dead. It will also
die if the jar cover is tightly
sealed or if it is placed in a
refrigerator. The brownish col-
ored brew looks and tastes like
sweet-sour lemon tea.

Doctors and medical experts
are skeptical. Junji Ishigaki, a
medical critic, scoffs at reports
concerning ‘“fungus tea."

“It is typical Japanese mass
hysteria...a Japanese craze
for a fad...” he said.

Booms come and go in Japan
in health drinks and health
foods such as garlic, viper's
blood, boxthorn tea, ginseng
roots, comfrey leaves, cactus
leaves and a long list of other
herbs and ingredients, A popu-
lar belief is that they are stam-
ina builders and preventives
against physical disorders that
range from the common cold to
fallen arches.

But many prominent political
commercial and cultural per-
sonalities, including three
members of the cabinet, hail
the properties of ‘‘mushroom
tea.”

Health and welfare author-
ities said, however, they cannot
sanction fungus tea, nor can
they outlaw it. They said they
are unsure of its credibility,
while reporting that tests so far
have produced no signs of ill ef-
fects. They added that they
could not rule out the possi-
bility of some undesirable ef-
fect in the future.

The 44-year-old Carroll, a
Paducah attorney and racial
moderate, piled up big margins
in predominantly Democratic
rural areas and held down Re-
publican Robert Gable's ex-

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Greenwich Observatory Marks 300th Anmversary

HERSTMONCEUX, England
(UPI) — The Royal Greenwich
Observatory, now celebrating
its 300th anniversary, is an
institution with a split per-
sonality, famous not for its

achievements but its by-
products.

To most  people, Greenwich
means time. GMT — Green-
wich Mean Time — is the
standard by which all the

world’s clocks are set.

To others it means the
Greenwich Prime Meridian, an
imaginary line of zero degrees
longitude which slices through
Greenwich’s old buildings and
is the base line for all the
world’s maps.

But these are johnnny-come-

- lately by-products, not adopted

world-wide until 1884. They

. grew from the schizophrenic

jobs Greenwich always has
done — measuring time and
measuring the stars,

In typically split fashion, *the
Greenwich observatory” today
means two places — a pink
brick castle at Herstmonceux
and the venerable buildings
atop Greenwich hill in a London
suburb.

Birthday exhibits and open
houses at both places make the
point that Greenwich was
established originally to keep
people from getting lost.

‘“‘Navigation at sea out of

sight of land is a pretty
hazardous business,”” wrote
Prince Philip, the Queen's

husband, in the introduction to
an anniversary exhibit,

‘“Three things were neces-
sary,’”’ Philip wrote: “accurate
predictions of the motions of
heavenly bodies, accurate
measurement of time and an
accurate means of measuring
the positions of heavenly bodies
from a ship at sea.”

Greenwich was founded to
produce all three. King Charles
1I’'s 1875 charter ordered it “to
find out the so much desired

longitude at sea, for the
perfecting of the art of
navigation.”

Sir Christopher Wren, ar-
chitect of the London churches,
designed the observatory buil-
dings. King Charles neglected
to allocate his project enough
money, so the buildings were
paid for by the sale of spoiled
Navy gunpowder.

Wren's buildings still crown
the steep hill at Greenwich, six
miles west of central London.

They are museums now,
ghostly and haunted with
instruments  which outlived
their time.

One of these instruments, a
great black telescope in a
curious 18th century building,
precisely established the prime
meridian, base line not only
for maps but for the world’s time
zone system based on GMT. An
international conference in
Washington adopted both in
1884.

Across the courtyard of this

meridian building’’ slices a
thin brass line exactly at zero
degrees longitude. Visitors
today love to straddle it,
standing with one foot in each
hemisphere.

Greenwich's first astronomer
royal, John Flamsteed, was
happy if he could measure time
to an accuracy of a few minutes
either way. Todav's atomic

clocks at Herstmonceux are
accurate to one ten-thousandth
of a millionth of a second.

Flamsteed's telescopes stud-
jed the moon, earth’s closest
neighbor. Today's Greenwich
astronomers peer unfathomable
distances to the fringes of the
universe,

Gradually London’s sprawl

created too much pollution and
loo many city lights for
accurate observation from
Greenwich. So after the war,
the observatory moved 60 miles
south of London to the clearer
countryside of Sussex,

It is now a space-age
laboratory headquartered in a
500-year-old castle, romantic

and turreted inside its moat. A
dozen observatory buildings are
scattered in its vast rolling park.

GMT is still measured here,

its time signals from Herstmon-
ceux broadcast around the
world. The observatory's six
atomic clocks are continuously
matched against each other for
aceuracy.

“If they change 200 or 300
millionths of a second, then
they're getting a bit useless,’’
an assistant said. All the
observatory's fancy technolo-
gy cannot improve on one of
nature's products — spider
webs,

Two Herstmonceux engineers
prowl the Sussex hedges for

spiders and persuade them to
spin threads on U-shaped
frames. Man has never
matched their accuracy as
cross-hairs on alignment tele-
scopes.

“Marvelous stuff,” said a
workshop engineer holding up a
criss-crossed frame. “Perfectly
uniform. Lasts forever. Can't

WASHINGTON—Here's how

NATIONAL DEBT
CEILING—Rejected, 178 for and
217 against, a bill (HR 10049)
raising the federal debt ceiling
to $597 billion through March 31,
1976. The current ‘“‘temporary”
ceiling of $577 billion will expire
Nov. 15 and revert to the
“permanent’’ level of $400
billion, unless Congress reverses
this vote.

The Administration-backed
measure allows the government
borrowing authority needed to
pay its bills, Historically,
Congress has virtually always
passed measures raising the
ceiling high enough to ac-
commodate federal spending
obligations.

One supporter, Rep. Herman
Schneebeli (R-Pa.), said, *“. . .
we are once again participating
in our semi-annual exercise in
frustration and futility,
nevertheless it is necessary to
give the secretary of the
treasury the authority to sign
paychecks, otherwise we will
have fiscal chaos. . ."

One opponent, Rep. Robert
Bauman (R-Md.), said, ““Today
the bill comes due'’ for
Congress’ past “fiscal insanity."
He continued, ‘“Let us hope that
the rejection of this bill will spur
the executive branch and the
Congress into cooperative action
to reverse this plunge toward
national bankruptey.”

Rep. Richard Preyer (D-6)
voted ‘‘yea.”

Reps. Walter Jones (D-1),
L.H. Fountain (D-2), David
Henderson (D-3), Ike Andrews

FEDERAL EMPLOYEE
RIGHTS—Passed, 217 for and
163 against, a bill (HR 6227)
strengthening the rights of
federal civilian employees who
are being investigated for
misconduct on the job. HR 6227
was sent to the Senate.

Thebill provides that from the
outset of any investigation which
could lead to suspension,
demotion or dismissal, an
employee must be notified by his
or her superior that the probe is
underway. The employee must
also be informed of his or her
right to counsel during the in-
vestigation.

The rights furthered by HR
6227 are now afforded employees
after a formal misconduct
charge has been filed. HR 6227 is
designed to keep an employee
from unwittingly contributing to
his or her own demise.

Supporters said the bill would
give federal employees the same
civil rights protection available
in the private sector.

Opponents contended that
adequate appellate avenues now
exist, and that the measure
would create unnecessary
friction between workers and
their bosses. Rep. Robin Beard
(R-Tenn.) said the measure's
wording is so vague that a
supervisor would have to inform
an employee of the right to
counsel before asking why he or
she was late to work.

RAIL JOBS—Passed, 261 for
and 129 against, a bill (HR 8672)
designed to offset two problems
affecting the nation’s railroads
— deteriorating railbeds and
unemployment. HR 8672 would
authorize $240 million to fund a
year's worth of rail
rehabilitation jobs, primarily for
unemployed rail workers.
Bankrupt railroads in northern
states, such as Penn Central,
would receive the bulk of the aid.
HR 8672 was sent to the Senate.

One supporter, Rep. John
Heinz (R-Pa.), emphasized that
all of the money authorized by
HR 8672 would be spent to re-hire
unemployed workers, and thus it
is first and foremost a jobs bill.

Opponents criticized the bill
for narrowly focusing on the
northern rail workers and said
the approaching winter would
foil attempts to repair railbeds.
They further said the bill con-
flicts with a pending bill to
reorganize the nation’s freight
railroad system under the
embryonic Conrail organization.

SLAY PROMOTION—Con-
firmed, 49 for and 43 against, the
nomination of Alton D. Slay to be
lieutenant general of the U.S. Air
Force. Slay was thus promoted
from his present rank of major
general.

At issue was Slay’s role, as
operations officer for then Lt.
Gen. John D. Lavelle, in the 1972
unauthorized bombing of North
Vietnam. Slay previously
testified that Lavelle had or-
dered him to organize the air
strikes and later to falsify

réports on the missions.

Supporters said Slay’s actions
upheld the cardinal military
axiom of obeying commands
from above. Sen. Barry
Goldwater (R-Ariz.) said, . . .
for us to take out our frustrations
on loyal and dedicated military
officers is the height of
stupidity.”

NEW YORK (AP) — The
American woman has doubled
her cigarette smoking in the
last 10 years, but the producers
of public television’s ‘“Feeling
Good” show feel sure that she’s
trying to “kick the habit.”

More than 20,000 requests for
a “Quitter’s Kit” for smokers
poured in after they were of-
fered free on the program that
dealt with the dramatic in-
crease in smoking by women
over the past decade. The ma-
jority of the requests caitie
within a few days of the broad-
cast which was titled “You've
Come A Long Way ... Maybe,”
and quickly exhausted the lim-
ited supply. The kit includes a
selftest for smokers, along
with various tips on how to
quit.

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Blind Learn
And Enjoy
Needlework

Sharon Lash, 23, is going to
teach needlepoint to her twin
sister, Theresa.

Nothing remarkable about
that, except that Sharon has
been blind since birth, while
Theresa has full vision with the
help of ordinary eyeglasses.

Sharon still is learning
herself. She attends a weekly
needlework class at The Light-
house for the Blind in New
York City. She rides in by
subway with her guide dog,
Kammie, from the PBedford-
Stuyvesant section of Brooklyn.
Theresa works in the business
department of an insurance
company,

Another student, Sylvia, who
asked that her last name not be
used, is a former sociology
teacher at Brooklyn College
who lost her job there in a
budget cut. Sylvia has been
blind for about eight years, but
that hasn't stopped her from
knitting, crocheting and doing
needlepoint.

“I did it while I taught,” she
said. “I think my pupils
thought I was Madame LaFar-
ge.ﬂ

Sylvia currently is designing
and making an underwater
scene that combines need-
lepoint, bargello and textured
stitches. (Needlepoint stitches
are worked diagonally, bargel-
lo, vertically, and textured
stitches combine the techniques
of weaveng and crochet.)

“It's a tactile thing," Sylvia

said. “You could ruin your
eyesight working on fine
things."

The classes were started a
year ago as an experiment by
Pauline Fischer, a Belgian-born
designer and teacher and a
director of the Embroiderers’
Guild. She said she volunteered
for the job, intending to train
teachers only. At the suggestion
of the Lighthouse art teacher,
she began working with stu-
dents as well,

You need one teacher for
every two students, Mrs.
Fischer said, because they need
more help in the beginning.

She marvels at the speed
with which Sharon and Sylvia
learned, and the quality of their
work. Sharon has made a
pillow and a shoulder bag, and
is currently working on a
sampler wall-hanging.

Mrs. Fischer starts them off
with rug wool and’large-mesh
canvas measuring three stit-
ches to an inch.

“I try to give them projects
they can finish by themselves.
They get great pleasure from
textured stitches,’” she said.

‘“The sense of touch is very
important when colors can't
give you pleasure.”

Mrs. Fischer said that she
helps her blind students choose
colors by talking about them in
terms of cool and warm, dark
and light.

It was Sharon’s own idea to
work her needlepoint and
bargello from right to left, as if
she were writing braille. This
writing system for the blind
uses characters of raised dots.
After they are punched, the
paper is reversed and read
from the conventional way,
from left to right.

When she isn’'t needlepoin-
ting, Sharon keeps busy at the
same things that interest other
young people her age.

“I used to take piano
lessons,"’ she said. I got tired
of one instrument, so I learned
to play the guitar, the organ,
the autoharp. I like to cook, I'm
interested in animals. I've been
coming to different classes (at
the Lighthouse) involving arts
and crafts — jewelry making,
ceramics, puppetry. I'm just
starting knitting.

“I'm interested in so many
things. I'll have to get someone
to straighten out my thoughts
on what I really want to do.”

Story Says The
Toad Could Hop

EASTLAND, Tex. (UPI) —
One of the more colorful tales
of West Texas concerns a
horned toad and the county
courthouse built in 1897,

According to the tale, many
citizens watched a young boy
slip the toad into a box which
was placed into the corner
stone of the courthouse when it
was built. In 1928, 31 years
later, the building was torn
down and the box removed;
and allegedly the toad was still
alive enough to hop.

The frog became so famous it
paid a visit to then President
Calvin Coolidge at the White
House, but died a few months
later of what was diagnosed as
pneumonia. Its casket still
remains in the new county
cour'mouse.

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“Linda Took
3 Years To
Make Good

LONDON (UPD — Linda
McCartney raised her arms as
though she was holding a
machine gun and mowed down
an imaginary target.

That, she said, was the way
the typewriters of pop music
critics had chattered lethal
phrases about her keyboard
playing on records and tours
with her husband, ex-Beatle
Paul McCartney.

Three wounding years of that
and no one will know what it
cost her to read that she was
only a well-meaning amateur
and her place in the Paul
McCartney show due more to
an excess of husbandly affec-
tion than ability.

But all that was now over,
nearly over anyway. A few
minutes earlier the excited
throng in the Hammersmith
Odeon had wildly cheered a
performance of McCartney and
his group Wings. And for the
first time Linda knew some of
the cheers were for her too.

She was hanging on to Faul's
arm after the show, & blonde,
attractive girl looking much
younger than 33 with a fine-
boned face and a ready smile.
Everybody there knew, and she
more than most, that McCart-
ney and Wings had given one of
the best pop shows since the
legendary Beatles themselves.

“It was great up there,” she
said,

She meant the music but she
also might have meant the
cheers and wolf-whisties when
she stepped out of the band and
up front with a tambourine in a
dress covered in Venus and
Mars symbols (the title of one
of the Wings albums).

She came in frequently
during the concert on Moog and
Mellotron adding the important
tonal effects that are an
integral part of many McCart-
ney arrangements, And to
underline her new assurance
she and Paul exchanged smiles
during particularly long bursts
of applause.

Linda is an  American,
daughter of Lee Eastman, a
well-known New York show
business attorney and art
collector. He sald he warmed to
McCartney during the courtship
after Paul switched quickly
from rock and roll to Mozart on
the piano of his Park Avenue
duplex when he heard East-
man’s key in the door.

He need switch no longer.
Eastman is now a pop fan us
well and he flew over to be in
the audience.

“You're finally beginning to
get some good notices,” Linda
was told. “How does it feel.”

“‘Marvelous,” she said. "‘At
last.”

Did she ever despair?

“No. 1 knew I could do it. It
just meant forgetting the critics
and working harder and harder
at it.”

You had a lot of difficult
timing to cope with, she was
told.

“Lots of it. But 1 was up
there doing it and I satisfied
myself and Paul and that's
what counts.”

And she gave her husband's
arm another squeeze.

Eastman watched them go, a
proud smile on his face.

“It never ceases to surprise
me to see Linda up on stage
dancing around, playing all
those instruments, fitting in as
though she had been trained to
be a musician,” he said.

“She was so carefully
brought up. And yet she's
really one of them, isn't she?"”

Girl Had No
Solid Bones

RENO, Nev. (AP) — Anita
Dumble, 16-year-old high school
girl, was born with a rare dis-
ease, Chondradysplasia Califi-
cans Congenita, no solid bones
in her body. There is only one
other such case on record, a
baby girl who died at age 1, in
1901.

“We were living in the San
Francisco area at the time and
the doctor suggested we call a
Shriner and have him sponser
her for the Shriner's Children's
Hospital,” said Donald Dumble.

Anita was admitted to the
hospital. Today after 16 years
of care and seven operations,
she is leading virtually a nor-
mal life.

“The Shriners paid for the
whole thing. We figure it would
have cost about $150,000. She’s
very fortunate,” her mother
said.

Anita has to be careful not to
hurt her back and now has one
artificial leg. She is no longer
under Shriner care; that ends
at age 16. But she is a Rainbow
girl, a Candy Striper, swimier
and always has projects going
in which she has to use her

hands. .
