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Heavy Turnout For

In Many

RALEIGH (AP) — Early reports indicated a
heavy to very heavy turnout of voters today as
North Carolinians took part in electing a president,
a governor and a gaggle of other officials.

State Elections Director Alex
Brock had predicted 5860 per
cent of the registered voters
would cast ballots. The weather
across the state was cool and
sunny.

In many precincts voters
were waiting when the polls
opened. Long lines began to de-
velop.

In High Point, the voting was
reported very heavy., A news-
man said it was partially due
to a local referendum on the
question of eastabling alcoholic
beverage control stores. Voters
were having to wait in line
about an hour.

There were reports of very
heavy voting in Raleigh, Ca-
barrus County, Greensboro and
Cumberland County.

A Cabarrus elections official
said, “If the voting continues
we will hit our predicted turn-
out of 80 per cent.”’ This would
mean 26,000 votes out of 32,960
registered voters. At one pre-
cinct 102 persons voted in 55
minutes

A sampling of 10 of 53 pre-
cincts in Cumberland showed
the voting very heavy with per-
sons having to wait 30 to 45
m nutes.

Bill Culp, Mecklenburg Coun-
ty elections official, said the
early voting there was heavy,
adding, ‘It looks like we’ll hit
the 60 to 65 per cent range.”
The lines were fairly long.

Kathy Chastain, executive
secretary of the Forsyth County
Board of Elections, said, “In-
dications are there’'s a very
heavy -vote based on the way
the phones are ringing.” A
newsman said a check of pre-
cincts also indicated a very
heavy turnout. Long lines
were reported in Transylvania
County. A moderate to good
turnout was reported in the
early hours.

The polls, which opened at
6:30 a.m., will close at 7:30
p.m. except in Durham County
where they will stay open an
hour longer.

In addition to president and
governor, North Carolinians
will elect a lieutenant governor,
members of the Council of
State, 11 congressmen, 50 state
senators, 120 state representa-
tives and a number of local of-
ficials.

Jimmy Carter was once con-
sidered a sure winner in North
Carolina, but recent polls show
the contest to be very close in

the state. Democratic leaders
intensified their get-out-the-vote
effort and have predicted that a
large turnout will help give the
state’s 13 electoral votes to the
former Georgia governor.

President Ford’'s supporters,
meanwhile, had their own get-
out-the vote drive, aiming their
efforts at. persons identified as
likely to vote Republican. *

State Elections Director Alex
Brock said last week that the
presidential contest is the main
attraction drawing Tar Heels to
the polls today. ‘“The race ap-
pears to be razor’s edge close,”
he said.

In numbers, Brock’'s pre-
diction means that between 1.48
million and 1.52 million persons
will cast ballots in the state.

Agreement Unlikely Today On
Rhodesia Government Turnover

GENEVA, Switzerland (AP)
— 1Ivor Richard, the British
chairman of the Rhodesia con-
ference, called black and white
leaders to an informal meeting
today to discuss a date for the
blacks to take over the Rhode-
sian_ government. No agree-
ment appeared likely.

Black leaders were reported
insistent on taking control from
the white minority on Sept. 1,
1977. Prime Minister lan Smith
was said to be adamant that he
would agree to nothing less
than the two-year transition pe-
riod proposed to him by Secre-
tary of State Henry A. Kissin-

Asst. Secretary of State Wil-
liam D. Schaufele, Kissinger’'s
representative at the confer-
ence, met with Smith Monday.
Informed sources said he urged
the Rhodesian to be more flex-
ible so that the guerrilla fight-
ing in Rhodesia would not turn
into all-out war.

However, members of
Smith’s delegation said he
would stand firm on 1978 as the
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target date for transfer of pow-
er to the black majority.

Smith also asserts that he
will accept nothing less in the
way of arrangements for a bi-
racial interim government than
Kissinger's proposal for one
headed by a white and with the
whites retaining control of the
army and police.

Mozambique’s black govern-
ment accused Smith’s white mi-
nority regime of a “‘major mili-
tary assault on an independent
sovereign state.”” The Zambian
government newspaper accused
Smith’s government of trying to
wreck the Geneva conference.

PROVO, Utah (AP) — Gary
Mark Gilmore, a 35-year-old
convicted murderer, may go

If so, he would become
the first person executed in the
United States in nine years.

Gilmore, who has spent 18 of
the last 21 years in jail, said
after losing a bid for a new
trial Monday that he would not
appeal the execution order for
the murder of a motel clerk
last July. Utah’s capital punish-
ment law gives condemned
murderers a choice of death by
hanging or firing squad, and
Gilmore has said he would pre-
fer to be shot.

“It's my own decision. I was
not influenced by anything but
the fact that I don’t want to
spend the rest of my life in
jail,” he told District Court

Expect Fast
Vote Return

GASTONIA, N.C. (AP) — A
new voting machine, the Gyrex,
which combines the speed of
mechanization with the sim-
plicity of paper ballots, is being
used today in the Belmont No. 1
precinct of Gaston County,
and in the Brunswick, Cumber-
land and Richmond counties.

Belmont usually has been the
last to come in. But Mrs. Jo
Ann Hillings, executive secre-
tary of the Gaston County
Board of Elections, says, ““This
time we’'re hoping it will be the
first.”

The ballots for the Gyrex ma-
chines are printed on long, nar-
row cards similar to computer
punch cards used on some oth-
er conventional voting machin-
es.

Voters mark their choices on
the card with a felt-tipped pen
or pencil and then feed the bal-
lot directly into the machine as
if dropping it into a ballot box.

““The machine tabulates them
on the spot. It also separates
ballots with write-in votes for
counting by hand.

However, totals cannot be ob-
tained until a precinct officer
inserts a special key into the
machine. Then the machine
prints out a tape like an adding
machine tape with all the to-
tals. :

The totals then are matched
up to a master list of the candi-
dates, and the winners ar de-
termined.

If the machine malfunctions,
the ballots can be fed into a
standby machine or even count-
ed by hand.

Thirty-eight of North Caro-
lina'’s 100 counties use some
form of voting machine in all
or some precincts. Most use
punched cards as ballots, but
there are four mechanical-lever
voting machine systems in use.

KINSHASA, Zaire (AP)
President Michel Micombero of
the tiny central African repub-
lic of Burundi was overthrown
by the army in a bloodless coup
Monday, a broadcast from Bu-
jumbura, the capital, an-
nounced today.

Radio Bujumbura, calling it-
self the Voice of Burundi Revo-
lution, did not identify the lead-
er of the coup. But the Belgian
government radio in Brussels
said he probably was Lt. Col.
Bagaza, one of the top military
men in the former Belgian ter-
ritory.

The Belgian radio said an
army communique announced
there had been no casualties
and the country was quiet.

Telephone communications
with Bujumbura were cut and a
dusk-to-dawn curfew was im-
posed, the Belgian report said.
The regular Sabena airliner to
Bukumbura was not allowed to
land today.

Tass, the Soviet new agency,
also reported the coup und said
life was gradually returning to
normal.

Misspelling Of Terms
Keeps Cropping Up

A number of years ago we
cited some of the misspellings
in old cookbooks and declared
that today the compilers of
such’ handbooks are better spel-
lers than those of previous gen-
erations. We are still of this
opinion. However, the mis-
spelling of culinary terms
keeps cropping up — in adver-
tisements, magazines, news-
papers, booklets, leaflets and
menus. Here's a sampling of
recent bloopers.
MISSPELLING: Russett, in
an advertisement for potatoes.
Just one “t,”’ please, in rus-
set. The adjective denotes red-
dish brown, reddish gray or
yellowish brown color. Accord-
ing to an expert in Cornell’s
Department of Vegetable
Crops, ‘““The types of potatoes
generally found on the market
in the United States include
long russet, long white, round
russet, round white and round
red tubers. Such classification
is arbitrary, since each cate-
gory includes horticultural vari-
eties which differ greatly in cu-
linary or processing quality,
storage life and other impor-
tant traits.”
MISSPELLING: Cauliflowe-
rettes, in a national woman’s

magazine and a New York
newspaper.

Cauliflowerets is enough.
Webster defines the word
“floweret’”’ as “‘one of the seg-
ments into which a cauliflower
is divided.”

MISSPELLING: Toureen, in
a news letter published by a
wine merchant.

Correct spelling: tureen. This
deep serving piece for soup was
often used in bygone days on
handsomely set tables. After
going out of style, tureens are
back in fashion and in use.
Some modern tureens are even
electrified. Nowadays tureens
are sometimes used for such
main dishes as chili, curry or
stew. Webster defines a tureen
as a ‘‘vessel appropriate for
soup, sauce or eggs.” A min-
iature tureen is fine for sauce
but where did the editors of
that great dictionary ever get
the idea that a tureen, in any
size, is suitable for eggs?

MISSPELLING: Souffle
Glace Fraisse, on a Bar Mit-
zvah menu from a Brooklyn, N.
Y., caterer.

Fraise, with one “s,” is the
correct way to spell the French
word for strawberry. Souffle
Glace Fraise is an iced straw-
berry souffle.. Such a cold
souffle may be made in a

souffle dish with a collar tied
around it; when the collar is
removed, the dessert has the
“risen” appearance of a hot
souffle.

MISSPELLING: Liquer, in
both a New York and a Califor-
nia newspaper.

Liqueur should always have
two “u's.” Along with ‘“‘sher-
bert’’ instead of ‘‘sherbet,” it is
one of our commonly mis-
spelled words.

MISSPELLING: Citrous, in a
leaflet published by a cake-mix
manufacturer.

Citrus is spelled without the
‘““0’" — as any writer in a coun-
try that produces such an abun-
dance of oranges, lemons,
limes, grapefruit and other cit-
rus fruit should know.

MISSPELLING: Chicken Me-
ringo, in a booklet from a wine
company.

Murengo is the correct spell
ing. Webster says that the term
probably comes ‘“from the
serving of a chicken marengo
to Napoleon at Marengo (a vil-

lage in northwest Italy) after
his victory over the Austrians
in 1800.” According to Larousse
Gastronomique, the great
French encyclopedia, Chicken
Marengo was cooked on the
battlefield itself by Dunand,
chef to Napoleon. After Bona-
parte feasted on it, he said to
Dunand: “You must feed me
like this after every battle.”
Dunand made the dish from
what was at hand: a small hen
sauteed in oil; garlic; to-
matoes; a panade of bread, oil
and water; brandy from Bona-
parte’s flask; and a garnish of
fried eggs and crayfish. The
dish was of Provencal origin
and Dunand knew the crayfish
were out of place. On a later
occasion, when the chef served
a more authentic version to
Bonaparte, the General said
angrily, “You have left out the
crayfish. It will bring me bad
luck. I don’t want it."” Larousse
Gastronomique further notes:
““Willy-nilly, the crayfish gar-
nish had to be restored, and it
has remained to this day the
traditional garnish for the
dish.”

Rising Tide Of N.C. Paper

RALEIGH — It's true.
Governmental paperwork is
growing every day, just as

you s

Last year, North Carolina’s
governmental paper in-
creased seven per cent,
reaching a total volume of
312.643 cubic feet.

That's enough paper,
stacked a foot deep and
spread end-to-end, to make
an unbroken line from
Raleigh to the coast.

Contrary to what a
befuddled citizen slowly
sinking in a sea of paper may
think, however, somebody is
trying to do something about
that.

In a little-known state
agency, in a hardly
noticeable new building in
Raleigh, a 26-member staff
struggles with that over-
whelming tide of
paper.

The prime purpose of the
fortress-like building is to
catalog and store records;
but a major part of the staff's
time is spent devising better
ways to keep records, file
them, training state agency
people, and selling the idea of

reducing paperwork and
filing to a minimum.

The State Records Center is
in reality a massive vault.
Modern and attractive on the
outside, it blends in-
conspiciously with neighbors
in the governmental com-
plex.

There is no sign identifying
the four-storied structure;
and that’s the way the people
in charge want it. Visitors are
definitely not encouraged;
security is tight; smoke and
fire detection devices and
firefighting equipment is
everywhere.

Inside, everything is
pointed at protection and
maximum storage space—
ceilings soar 16 feet, jam-
packed with towering steel
shelves row-on-row, and
crisscross with catwalks for
access to the boxes of paper.
Walls, floor, and ceiling are
concrete, and the only win-
dows are in offices on the
ground floor.

“If 1 had my way, we
wouldn’t even have those
windows,” says Ronald E.
Youngquist, assistant
records administrator with
the records branch of the

division of archives and
history of the State Depart-
ment of Cultural Resources.
“This is nothing more than
a vault, designed to house

records in as safe and
economical a way as
possible.”

Youngquist says the for-
tress-like structure and its
anonymity are essential since
records-storage is vulnerable
to sabotage, espionage, and
assault from dissidents.

Tax Forms

One complete level, for
example, is taken up with
storage of state income tax
records dating back six years
or more. The boxes are
identified only by numbers. If
the Department of Revenue
wants a particular individual
or corporate file, officials
there must consult the cross-
index list, find the storage
number for that person, then
call for the numbered report.

Record Center workers are
not supposed to look at the
return, and have signed a
pledge never to reveal amy
such information.

The Record Center has a
role in history, too, No state
paper - can be destroyed
without approval of the

secretary of Cultural
Resources who must pass on
possible future historical
value. If there is any, that
document goes into archives
and history storage. Other-
wise, truckloads of
documents are sold for scrap
or, if sensitive in content,
pulverized to avoid disclosure
(tax returns, legal
documents, for example).

Microfilm copying for
permanent storage in small
space is another function in
the center, and a project
underway right now is
reducing acres of ar-
chitectural and engineering
drawings of all public-use
buildings (schools, churches,
colleges, shopping centers,
hospitals, etc.) to microfilm.
The stacks of blueprints date
back to 1909 covering all
plans and drawings sub-
mitted to various state
licensing agencies involved in
such projects.

Youngquist figures the
central storage facility saved
state government over
$700,000 last year by storing
efficiently the records which
otherwise whould have taken
up filing cabinets and floor
space elsewhere.

Branding Daniel Patrick
Moynihan as a wild spender
is credited by both sides with
turning a Democratic
runaway into a relatively
close race for the Senate.
Moreover, the piggy bank
issue contributed to an even
narrower lead for Jimmy
Carter against President
Ford in New York, although
the presidential campaign is
framed by less distinct
arguments. ;
Actually, both Carter and
Moynihan are expected to
carry this state because of
huge pluralities in New York
City offsetting their upstate
deficits, thanks to one
overriding factor: Mr. Ford
and Buckley are perceived as
having been callously in-
different to the city’s fiscal
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crisis, a perception in-
cessantly fostered by the
Democratic campaign.

Were it not for this special
factor, the state might well go
Republican this year. As it is,
if New York is even
moderately close, other
states must be a tossup. Most
important, the campaign
here shows not only that Pat
Moynihan is far from his old
goal of bringing white
Catholic workingmen back to
the Democrats but that the
economic issue has a con-
servative edge.

This comes over with
particular clarity in New
York thanks to Moynihan.
Having narrowly defeated
left-wing Rep. Bella Abzug in
the Democratic primary with
an audacious hard line on
national defense and foreign
policy, Moynihan assumed he
could not be attacked in this
area by conservative
Buckley. He also assumed
that this liberal state, left to
choose between economic
policies, would pick the New
Deal over Buckleyism.

Moynihan was right in
supposing the elimination of
the national security issue
but wrong in supposing ab-
solute Democratic super-
macy on economic questions.
He also incorrectly guessed

that his duel with the
ferocious Mrs. Abzug would
be followed by a gentlemanly
discussion of issues between
Connecticut patrician
Buckley and Harvard don
Moynihan.

Instead, Buckley proved a
tougher tiger than Mrs. Abuz,
using harsh television spots
and rough personal cam-
paigning as well. Telling St.
John's University students in
Queens that Moynihan
proposes $155 billion in new
federal spending, Buckley
won laughter with a passable
imitation of the distinctive
Moynihan style.

Consequently, polls show
Buckley 4 to 8 percentage
points behind with Mr. Ford
trailing in the state by as
little as 3 points. White
Catholic workers, and
especially their wives, are
continuing their long
defection to the Republicans
despite economic hard times
and a charismatic Irish
Catholic anti-Communist
candidate from Hell's Kit-
chen.

Appearing last week before
a Catholic audience in
Brooklyn, Moynihan was
booed in answering questions
by endorsing Democratic
national platform positions

SCRABBLE, Va. —
wife spent most o!

Well, I said, there was the
great Playboy magazine
flap: Jimmy Carter felt
compelled to confess that he
had mentally committed
adultery by looking on lots of
women with lust in his heart.

Ford said that
Carter said that Carter would

can the United States best
defend the concepts of
Western civilization? There
is but one great issue here at
home: How can the liberties
of the people be made
secure?

Neither issue was truly
explored. The second

Suggests No 'Economic Pause’

NEW YORK (AP) — On the
eve of the elections, several
commentaries were
circulated here that there
isn’t any economic pause but
that the economy is in fact
moving ahead at an ac-
celerating rate.

“Chances are the ‘pause’
we've heard so much about
never existed at all,”’ states
the Conference Board in an
article published in its
magazine, Across the Board.

The comment, which is
fairly typical of several other
advisories by economists
here, concludes that what is
called the pause might be a
consequence of reporters
seeking headlines and of
consulting economists
seeking “tidbits.”

Others claim politics are to
a large degree responsible for
repeated claims during the
past two months that the

economy has slowed per-
ceptibly.

Many of the commentaries,
mainly from the financial
community, base- their no-
pause conclusions on
statistics showing that final
demand or final sales have
continued to grow throughout
the year.

This statistical series,
which is determined by ex-
cluding inventory changes
from readings of real Gross
National Product, grew at 3.7
per cent in the first quarter,
and by 4.2 and 4.4 per cent
rates in the second and third
quarters, respectively.

Followers of these final
demand figures argue,
therefore, that the true
nature of the recovery has
been distorted by the sharp
accumulation of inventories
early this year, and by the
subsequent flattening out of
that activity.

In other words, much of the
boom atmosphere that

prevailed in the early part of
the year was caused by
businessmen rebuilding their
depleted stocks of goods for
sale. But throughout the
period, actual sales were no
stronger than now.

Argus Research, which
supplies much of the
economic thinking for many
stock brokers, contends that
the final sales series is
‘‘probably the single most
important piece of data that
suggest an upbeat for the
economy."

Loeb, Rhoades & Co., a
securities firm, concurs. It
contends that peoplé have
been ‘‘mesmerized by GNP

figures,” which are in-
fluenced greatly by inventory
changes.

While not referring

specifically to final sales,
several large banks also are
expressing confidence in the
economy’s future.

Bankers Trust, seventh
largest commercial bank,

states that ‘‘A careful
reading of all the available
evidence suggests that the
economy currently is ex-
periencing no more than a
normal pause along a con-
tinuing upward trend.”

Citibank, second largest,
has been repeating its op-
timistic view for many
weeks. Leif Olsen, senior vice
president, states that the
trend line continues upward.

“We believe that during the
summer we were running
below that trend and we’ll
probably see some ac-
celeration to a level above it
during the winter months,””
he said.

Despite their arguments,
there is considerable op-
position to the view of those
who base their outlook almost
solely on final sales. Contrary
to the view of the Conference
Board, many economists and
even some of the candidates
speak openly about a pause.

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Plains' Church Troubles

PLAINS, Ga. (AP) — The
citizens of this small southwest
Georgia town went to the polls
today, many probably wonder-
ing whether the controversy at
the Plains Baptist Church Sun-
day would damage their native
son’s chances of becoming the
first president from the South
in more than a century.

That controversy, the cancel-
lation of services after a black
Albany, Ga., minister sought to
become a member, continued
to brew Monday. The church’s
minister, who said he favored
integrating the church, said he
would fight a move to dismiss
him, while black leaders here
and the state and
nation rallied to Jimmy Car-
ter's — and at times, the
church's — defense,

Carter, who arrived home

early today capping a 22-month
campaign for the presidency,
spent part of Monday dealing
with the incident, which follow-
ed the attempt of the Rev.
Clennon King to become a
church member.
_ Carter acknowledged that the
incident could hurt him at the
polls, but said he would not re-
sign from the church to show
his disapproval of the incident.

The Democratic presidential
nominee promised to do what
he could “to remove this last
vestige of racial  dis-
crimination,” and he said he
believed the incident was “par-

tially, at least, politically moti-
vated."

That opinion was echoed by
state Rep. John White, D-Alba-
ny, who said in a statement
Monday that the Rev. Mr. King
was motivated by James H.
Gray Sr., mayor of Albany,
publisher of The Albany Herald
and a longtime political .foe of
Carter. White would not name
the informant.

Gray called the statement an
“outright lie.”

“l think those who know
Clennon King here will put it
(the matter) in the proper per-
spective,” he said.

Gray said the Rev. Mr.

King's attempt to join the
church was the act of “‘an ec-
centric”’ who claimed his trip
to Plains was “‘religiously moti-
vated."”

The Rev. Mr. King also dis-
puted White's statement, saying
he acted on his own after
“hearing from God."”

White said, “‘Gray is trying to
divide black voters and he has
missed. This is a last-minute
ploy to divide blacks and it did
not work."

Indira Is Voted

NEW DELHI, India (AP)—
The lower house of the Indian
Parliament, with most opposi-
tion lawmakers boycotting, to-
day passed a constitutional
amendment giving Prime Min-
ister Indira Gandhi's govern-
ment virtually unrestrained ex-
ecutive powers.

With only four dissenting
votes, the house gave desk-
pounding approval to the
sweeping amendment which the
government says will speed a
social and economic revolution
and the opposition says will in-
stitutionalize dictatorship.

‘I'he amendment, rewriting
the preamble and 59 clauses of
India’s 25-year-old democratic
charter, curtails the powers of
the judiciary to enforce civil
liberties and review legislation
and enables the government to
ban “antinational” groups and
activities.

““This bill will open the flood-
gates to regimentation and dic-
tatorship,” charged independ-
ent P. G. Mavalankar, one of
the few dissenters who chose
not to boycott the current spe-
cial legislative session.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
federal government said today
that the nation’s welfare rolls
dipped last June to the lowest
level in 18 months, due in part
to the shrinking size of the
American family.

The announcement by the De-
partment of Health, Education
and Welfare said there were
11,247,679 persons receiving Aid
to Families with Dependent
Children in June, the Ilatest
month for which figures are
available.

That was the lowest since
January 1975, when there were
11,175,000 AFDC recipients. The
number of AFDC families in-
creased during the 18 months
from 3,379,559 in January 1975
to 3,554,311 last June.

Robert Fulton, administrator
of HEW's Social and Rehabili-
tation Service, said welfare
rolls have been declining be-

HEW said that while the
number of recipients last June
was one-half of one per cent be-
low a year earlier, the number
of welfare families had in-
creased 2.2 per cent.

Georgia led the 28 states reg-

istering a 12-month decline in
AFDC rolls, down 88,575. Other
states or jurisdictions with
large decreases were Texas,
~down 48,383; Illinois, down
21,224; Puerto Rico, down
19,009; Maine, down 18,345; and
Florida down 15,225.

The largest increase in AFDC
rolls was recorded in Califor-
nia. Other states with higher
rolls included Kentucky, Mich-
igan, New York, Ohio, and Wis-
consin.

Eighty per cent of the in-
crease in those six states oc-
curred in families headed by
unemployed fathers, HEW said.

Nonfederal welfare rolls
called general assistance also
hit an 18-month low of 916,866
persons in June.

SALISBURY, Rhodesia (AP)

Rhodesian government
forces returned from Mozam-
bique today after a 36-hour in-
vasion during which they killed
hundreds of black Rhodesian
guerrillas and destroyed seven
guerrilla camps, security
sources reported.

Casualties among the Rhode-
sian government forces were
not known.

Mozambique's black govern-
ment accused Prime Minister
Ian Smith's white minority re-
gime of a “major military as-
sault on an independent sover-

- eign state.” It said its forces

were battling fiercely to expel
the invaders.

The Rhodesian government
said its forces were exercising
the right of “hot pursuit” of
guerrillas who had been attack-
ing positions in Rhodesia.

The Zambian government
newspaper accused Smith’s
government of trying to wreck
the Geneva conference to nego-
tiate tne transfer of power from
the 278,000 Rhodesian whites to
the 6.4 million blacks.

It was the second major Rho-

Energy Game

" TACOMA, Wash. (AP)
““Turn up the coal!” and ‘“More
hydroelectric!" shouted the stu-
dents in Mitch Billings™ sixth-
grade class at Brookdale School
here.

Their oil and natural gas dis-
appeared quickly, and most
students neglected to develop
new energy sources or curtail
transportation and home appli-
ance use.

It was just a game — the
Energy-Environment Simulator
created by the federal Energy
Research and Development
Administration. The goal is to
balance energy, demand, envi-
ronment and quality of life.

The game, which is being
tried out by several local col-
leges, uses a computer to simu-
late the real world. Centuries
are reduced to minutes. Energy
shortages and environmental
damage are signaled by warn-
ing lights and buzzers.

Dials control the use of ener-
gv sources and factors affect-
ing energy demand — such as
population, transportation, in-
dustry and pollution.

By their third try, the pupils
had learned to stabilize the sit-
uation a little. Air pollution was
bad, nuclear waste was a prob-
lem and the quality of life was
down — but they managed to
hold off disaster 600 years, or
six minutes of playing time.

NEW YORK (AP) — The two
men who will be at the controls
for baseball expansionists
Seattle and Toronto will be
pressing the same buttons.

Peter Bavasi, vice president
and general manager of the To-
ronto Blue Jays, and Lou Gor-
man, director of player oper-
ations for the Seattle Mariners,
both say they will be fishing for
youth Friday at the American
League's expansion draft.

“Fundamentally, we hope to
draft young players,’’ said Ba-
vasi. .““But some of our draft
choices will be veterans who
can provide stability for an oth-
erwise young lineup.”

‘“We're going to go after the
best young talent available,”
said Gorman.

Loughery didn't do his team
any good by allowing his formi-
dable temper to get the better
of him. He was called for two
technical fouls and ultimately
kicked out of the game.

Actually, one can’t blame the
Nets’ coach for a lack of pa-
tience. He' is minus superstar
Julius Erving and has at-
tempted to rebuild his game
plan around a new offensive
setup. Also, Erving's loss has
triggered a dismaying backlash
from protesting Nets' fans, who
are staying away from home
games in droves. The house
count was 4,681 Monday night.

“We're still in the process of
putting in some new offense,”
admitted Loughery, whose
team now is 2-5 for the season.

Cleveland Coach Bill Fitch,
who has seen bad times him-
self, could sympathize with
Loughery.

Choosing Governors In
Fourteen States Today

By MIKE SHANAHAN
Associated Press Writer

WASHINGTON (AP) — Vot-
ers in 14 states are choosing
governors and Democrats are
almost certain to retain their
present hold on executive man-
sions around the country by a
margin of nearly 3 to 1.

In Delaware, there is a du-
Pont running; in West Virginia,
a Rockefeller is favored, and II-
linois is a state in which the
gubernatorial race has com-
plicated the presidential elec-
tion.

Otherwise, few of the candi-
dates are well known nation-
ally. In four states incumbents
seem destined for re-election.
In Washington and Vermont,

the Democratic candidates are
both women.

There are currently 36 Demo-
cratic governors, 13 Republi-
cans and one independent. In
today’s elections, Republicans
are favored to win Illinois,
Delaware, Utah, Indiana and
Missouri. Democrats are given
the edge in North Carolina,
West Virginia, Arkansas, North
Dakota and Rhode Island.

In Illinois, Democrat Michael
J. Howlett, the hand-picked
candidate of Chicago Mayor
Richard J. Daley, is matched
against Republican James R.
Thompson, a former U.S. attor-
ney in Chicago who successful-
ly prosecuted several Daley
aides on corruption charges.

Police Force
Now Halved

DALLAS, N.C. (AP) — Half
the eight-man police fored, ol
this Gaston County town of 4.-
000 has quit, citing interference
and low pay.

Chief Braxton Childress re-
signed last Friday. Detective
Jerry Dover and patrolmen
Wayne Carpenter and Earl Ar-
ledge resigned in sympathy.

Childress said Mayor Carlton
Cloninger has interfered with
policemen making arrests and
with other department busi-
ness.

The mayor described his dis-
pute with Childress as a per-
sonality conflict.

Cloninger said Dallas patrol-
men earn about $150 a week, or
$20 less than the average pa-
trolman in the county.

The mayor said the board of
aldermen can't raise salaries
now because increases weren't
included in the town's budget.

Childress also said the de-
partment isn’t properly
equipped. He said that once,
when both the squad cars were
being repaired, Dallas had to
borrow a car from the Gaston
Rural Police.

The rural police are now
helping patrol Dallas while
town officials try to replace the
resigned policemen.

Childress, 37, served 10 years
with the Gastonia Police De-
partment before coming to the
Dallas force in 1973. He has an
associate degree in police sci-
ence from Gaston College.

Thompson is heavily favored.

In Washington state, Demo-
crat Dixy Lee Ray, 61, a for-
mer chairman of the Atomic
Energy Commission, won one
of the year’s tightest guberna-
torial primaries and is now in-
volved in a close race with
GOP candidate John Spellman,
the choice of popular Gov. Dan-
iel J. Evans, who is retiring
after 12 years in office.

In Vermont, Stella B. Hackel,
the Democratic gubernatorial
candidate, is a conservative
state treasurer who won an up-
set in the primaries, and now
faces State Rep. Richard A.
Snelling. The race is close,
complicated by the entry of
Liberty Union candidate Ber-
nard J. Sanders.

In West Virginia, Democrat
Jay D. Rockefeller is taking his
second shot at the governor’'s
mansion and this time is ex-
pected to defeat Republican Ce-
cil H. Underwood, a former
governor who has accused
Rockefeller of being a free-
spending outsider. Rockefeller,
a member of the famoiis Rock-
efeller family, moved to the
state 12 years ago as an antipo-
verty worker,

Republican U.S. Rep. Pierre
S. duPont has sought to shed
the corporate image identified
with his name and is favored to
defeat incumbent Gov. Sher-
man W. Tribbitt, whose admin-
istration has been troubled by
repeated budget deficits.
