Last Warning For
NATO By Kissinger

BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP)
— Outgoing U.S. Secretary of
State Henry A. Kissinger
delivered a last warning to

Senate
Leaders
Chosen

RALEIGH (AP) Veteran
Sens. John Henley, D-Cumber-
land, and Kenneth Royall, D-
Durham, will be the Senate
leaders in the 1977 North Caro-
lina General Assembly.

Henley, preparing to serve
his 10th legislative term, was
unanimously nominated
Wednesday for an unprece-
dented second term as Senate
majority leader and Senate
president pro tem.

Royall, a five-term lawmak-
er, won nomination as assistant
majority Teader at a caucus of
Senate Democrats in prepara-
tion for the legislative session
which convenes Jan. 12.

Royall, who is mentioned as
chairman of the Senate Appro-
priations Committee in the 1977
session, defeated Sen. Law-
rence Davis, D-Forsyth, 27-14 in
the only contested race.

The nominations will be rati-
fied at the opening session of
the Senate.

In other action, the Senators
voted to restore to the lieuten-
ant governor the power to ap-
point Senate committees and to
decide which committees will
handle bills.

These powers . were taken
away last year so that a study
could be made of the Senate
Rules Committee. Following
public hearings, the committee
voted last August to restore the
powers.

Lt. Gov.-elect Jimmy Green,
who will preside over the Sen-
ate, had words of appreciation
for the action. He said he would
immediately take steps to ap-
point the Senate committees.

Green told the Senators he
had made no commitments to
any of them. He said if a senator
knows which committees he will
be on ‘‘He is two jumps ahead of
your presiding officer."”

Sylvia Fink was renominated
as principal clerk, Leroy Clark
as reading clerk and Vinson
Bridges as sergeant-at-arms.

Kissinger also brought a
message from President-
elect Carter saying that
America's commitment to
NATO “shall be sustained
and strengthened.”

The two-day session is
Kissinger's last NATO
meeting as a member of
President Ford's ad-
ministration.

According to one source
who attended the closed-door
session, Kissinger told the
ministers that the broad
outlines of American foreign
policy will be the same under
the Carter administration as
they were under Ford.

Officials said Kissinger told
the ministers:

—NATO is the most im-
portant instrument of
Western cooperation and
should be used for more than
just military purposes.

—Maintenance of the
military balance between
East and West should remain
its top aim. ; =

—He opposed the Soviet
proposal to ban the first use
of nuclear weapons, claiming
that it would reduce the
uncertainty which he said is
an important part of
deterring a Soviet attack.
Kissinger also noted that a
balance of nonnuclear
weapons has never prevented

war,

—The West has no reason
if its
technological and
organizational abilities are
used to the full.

—Every occasion should be
seized to make peace more
secure.

—Communism is only
acquiring followers in
countries where the Com-
munists are not in power. It is
giving rise to a kind of
nationalism which has long
been out of date in Western
countries.

—The Communists have
made little contribution to the
poor countries of the world —
90 per cent of the aid they get
comes from the West.

In his message Carter said,
“Our NATO alliance lies at
the heart of the partnership
between North America and
Western Europe. NATO is the
essential instrument for
enhancing our collective
security.

the NATO alliance shall be
sustained and strengthened
under my administration.”

The defense ministers of
the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization (NATO) agreed
at the windup of their winter
meeting Wednesday that the
alliance needs to modernize
its defenses against a Soviet
air attack on Western
Europe. But West Germany
forced them to postpone a
decision on an American plan
to buy a fleet of 27 Boeing 707
jets equipped to detect ap-
proaching planes and
missiles and direct attacks to
repel them.

The West Germans said
they could not commit
themselves until Chancellor
Helmut Schmidt forms a new
government and new
parliamentary committees
are organized. Some less
affluent members of the
alliance also had qualms
about the cost of the project.

No special problems were

facing the two-day meeting of
the foreign ministers. They
were anticipating a farewell
address from Kissinger and
the pledge of continuing U.S.
support and cooperation he
brought from President-elect
Carter.

Kissinger flies to London on
Friday for more discussion
with British Foreign
Secretary Anthony Crosland
on the deadlock at the Geneva
conference on the future of
Rhodesia. Ivor Richard, the
British chairman of the
Geneva talks, will join "the
discussion.

There was no indication
that Kissinger had any
suggestions for breaking the
deadlock. It is due to the
Rhodesian whites’ insistence
that they retain control of the
government during the
transition to black-majority
rule ‘and the blacks’ in-
sistence that they- take
control of the interim
government.

Carter Weighing Aid In
Home Construction Area

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres-
ident-elect Carter met today
with housing advisers to dis-
cuss ways to add zip to the
economy by spurring the con-
struction_industry.

The advisers have drawn up
a series of options that the in-
coming administration could
use to stimulate the lagging
construction business.

Carter also was meeting in
separate sessions with advisers
on the economy, labor, trans-
portation, health, education and
welfare, energy, agriculture
and government reorganization.
In addition, he also planned
more interviews with potential
Cabinet appointees.

One of the housing options
would have Carter ask Con-
gress o appropriate up to $5
billion to subsidize interest
rates on home mortgages, ac-
cording to a source familiar
with the thinking of the presi-
dent-elect’s aides.

Legislation already on the
books in the form of the Emer-
gency Housing Act of 1975 au-
thorizes $10 billion to subsidize
mortgage interest rates for cer-
tain buyers.

However, the Ford adminis-
tration took advantage of the
law only to the extent of obtain-
ing the appropriation of $5 bil-
lion, meaning there is another
$5 billion available for spend-
ing. By asking Congress to ap-
propriate this money, Carter
could avoid the delay inherent
in asking the lawmakers to ap-
prove an entirely new housing
program.

A knowledgeable source said
more money for the mortgage
subsidy program would have a
“dramatic” fimpact on the
housing industry.

He also said it would be a
“‘fantastically effective tool” to
stimulate the over-all economy
by boosting employment in the
building trades and in related
industries that produce things
like refrigerators, light switch-
es, curtain rods and nails for
new homes.

Recreation Bd. Told Park
Enlarged By New

$50,000 Land Purchase

The Greenville Jaycee Park,
adjacent to Eastern Elementary
School, has been enlarged by the
recent purchase of an additional
6.8 acres of land at a cost of
$50,000.

Recreation Director Boyd Lee,
reporting on the purchase, said
the additional land would give
space for the proposed joint
recreation-library building, for
parking spaces to serve the
building and already existing
facilities at Jaycee Park, and
would provide the access road
required by the Planning and
Zoning Board.

One innovative item in
development plans calls for the
use of a type of pavement that
grass can grow through. Lee
said this would help alleviate the
drabness usually associated
with parking lots.

In a comment on the status of
the joint recreation-library
building, Lee said *hopefully
construction on that building will
get underway in the spring."

Summarizing programs car-

ire

ried out with the use of federal
Community Development funds,
Lee reported that a total of
$367.000 had been allocated to
recreation. All except $28.500 of
that amount has been spent, and
this remainder has been
obligated and will be spent soon

Programs made possible by
the federal funds are: Purchase
of West Greenville Recreation
Center. including 9.2 acres of
land, $120,000; the Jaycee Park
expansion, $50,000; matching
funds for purchase of the 343
acre ECU Foundation land,
$40,000; landscaping, $25,000 (of
which $12,500 is yet to be spent);
architectural drawings for the
recreation-library building,
$20,000; paving areas of Evans
Park, $25,000; improvements at
Moyewood Park (soon to be
started), $10,000; renovation of
South Greenville Recreation
Center (now underway), $65,000;
and relighting South Greenville
activity field, $12,000

“These figures certainly show
how much the Community
Development Funds have done
for us.” Lee stated

In the single new business
item on which action was taken,
commission members approved

a policy for turning off lights in
the tennis courts. Beginning
Monday, Dec. 13 and continuing
through the end of February,
lights on all tennis courts in the
city will be turned off at 7:30
p.m. unless players make a
specific reservation for use of a
court at Elm Street after the 7:30
lights out time.

Commenting on the effec-
tiveness of using two Park
Rangers, Lee said he was
“delighted - and encouraged”
that for the past two months
there had been practically no
vandalism. ““The money saved
on cut-down in vandalism has
more than paid for the salaries
of the two rangers,”” Lee noted.

Reporting on the operation of
the Senior Citizens Center, Lee
made reference to a misconcep-
tion about the hot meal service
for older people. ‘‘Maost people
think this is for low income peo-
ple only,” Lee remarked. “Ac-
tually, any person over 60 is
welcome to come by for a free’
hot meal, regardless of their in-
come. The objective is to serve
400 nutritious meals weekly,
preferably to many different
people.”

NEW YORK (AP) — “Deck
the halls with tennis balls”
seems to be the popular theme
for Santa Claus on this year's
Christmas greeting cards, ac-
cording to the National Associ-
ation of Greeting Card Publish-
ers.

While the jolly chap from the
North Pole is expected to make
house calls as usual on Christ-
mas Eve, it may take some
doing to get him off the tennis
court and into the sleigh, ac-
cording to Harry J. Cooper, ex-
ecutive director of the associ-
ation, who adds, “It's obvious
that Santa’s heavily involved in
the sport that’s bounced across
the nation.”

Santa's current interest in
tennis is among the findings of
an informal survey of the
group, whose members are
quick to spot trends on the
American scene, Cooper says.

Among other trends he re-
ports are: a distinct return to
the traditional; closer ties with
family and friends, and a less
cynical lifestyle than in recent
years.

A marked difference in atti-
tudes is reflected in this year’s
cards as compared with 1971,
the survey shows. Five years
ago, the motion picture “Easy
Rider" praised the nomadic life
of motorcycle drifters. At that
time, one card publisher por-
trayed a supercharged Santa
astride a hopped-up motorbike.

Another Santa of that era wore
a mask as a protest against

lution. Still another advised
his followers to “‘deck your pad
with neon glad.”

“The tenor of the times has
changed,” notes Cooper. “‘Dur-
ing the Vietnam war, cynicism
was widespread and protests
were rampant. This year's
cards seem to be a harbinger
of a more peaceful era, a de-
sire to reunite family and
friends and to celebrate the joy
of living with taste, discretion
and understatement."

Religious themes, the Nativ-
ity and the tableaux of the
Three Wise Men continue in
popularity, according to Coop-
er. He points out, however, that
there are literally thousands of
designs and sentiments to
choose from this year.

Notable is the prominence of
black and Hispanic greetings,
and he predicts that a black
Mother and Child will gain im-
mediate favor among a vast
segment of the population. In a
similar vein, Spanish language
cards are expected to be popu-
lar in the Puerto Rican, Cuban,
Mexican and Dominican com-
munities throughout the nation,

Of the more than 40 greeting
card publishers who responded
to the survey of their associ-
ation, only one thought that
Santa was being “‘phased out.”

“Never,” declared the vast
majority.

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Woman Offers Shelter To 3,000

PALAZZOLO MILANESE,
Italy (AP) — You can spot it
on the outskirts of this northern
Italian village near Milan, fol-
lowing the track of the smell
and the barking. It is one of
Europe’s largest private shel-
ters for abandoned dogs — and
a miracle of love for animals.

Virginia Craia, an 80-year-old
widow, lives there with her
only friends — 3,000 dogs and
60 cats — and two other elderly
women who help her care for
the animals, most of them
mongrels.

Mrs. Craia gave up a com-
fortable life about 40 years ago
to fully devote herself to the
dogs. She has no regrets about
her choice, although it has been
a battle against economic prob-
lems, opposition of health au-
thorities and the .in-
comprehension of villagers.

“I started with a few dozen
dogs saved from the gas cham-
ber of the municipal kennel,”
Mrs. Craia explained. “I res-
cued dozens of other abandoned
dogs and many others were
rescued and brought here by
friends of dogs.

The shelter area gradually
widened and the ‘‘guests’ now

number about 3,000. It has be-

come a burdening business
which can be continued only
through the financial help of
friends and dog lovers and
through some contribution by

the Animal . Welfare Associ-
ation.

She needs the help of four
persons, hired for cleaning the
dogs' shelter and preparing
food — stale bread, remnants
of chickens and fish. Another
man tours the nearby towns in
a truck to pick up the stale
bread.

The daily expense for sala-
ries, food and, occasionally, a
veterinarian was estimated by
Mrs. Craia at 500,000 lire
($600).

the place of history in
education; he was labeled too
liberal for espousing the right
of 18-year-olds to vote.

How did Gill respond to all
that praise? First by turning
it back on the bankers, giving
them credit for opening up
their businesses to the people
and for taking a leadership
role in improving the state
and the communities where
they live.

Then by throwing out
another revolutionary ob-
servation: ‘‘Must everything
be justified by the money we
can get out of it? Or wouldn't
it be enough to be able to say
we did something good;
something of value for
mankind.”

After it was all over he
wondered privately: “I
honestly don’t know what I
have done to deserve this. . .1
have just worked and tried to
do the best I could.”

Pressures On Tito Mount

BELGRADE — A potential-
ly dangerous conflict between
political repression in non-
aligned Yugoslavia and
widening pressures for
reform is building here and in
other centers of intellectual
discontent which, because of
new factors abroad, Tito is
having unique difficulty con-
taining.

Whether these pressures
will ease Yugoslavia's Com-
munist dictatorship in the
long run is anyone's guess. In
the immediate future,
however — between now and
next summer’s Belgrade con-
ference which will examine
the results of the first two
years of the 1975 Helsinki
agreements —it is virtually
certain. that strong-arm
repression by the Tito regime
will be more muted than
usual.

The Helsinki follow-up con-
ference is supposed to study
how signatories of the
Helsinki *‘final act’” have liv-
ed up to the agreements —
particularly the human rights
commitments entered into by
the Soviet Union, the U.S.,

Canada and all European
countries (except Albania).
Also thorny are these pro-
blems: Tito's desire to have
some association with the
Common Market, and con-
tradictions with the growing
power of Italian Com-
munism.

Consequerttly, the Com-
munist rulers of Yugoslavia
want to minimize public con-
frontations growing out of
acts of political repression
which invariably — or at
least often — become
celebrated causes abroad.

As a police state, this coun-
try does not match the Soviet
Union or its European clients.
But by Western standards, it
lacks even the most fun-
damental civil rights. For ex-
ample, consider this un-
publicized case of search and
seizure without warrant,
followed by the use in court of
the seized material to send a
district judge to jail.

The case, unpublicized in
the controlled press but made
known to us by dissident in-
tellectuals, occurred last
September in the Slovenian
capital of Ljubljana. It
centered on publication of a
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political treatise in a
magazine called Catholic
Messenger, published across
the border in Italian Trieste
and banned from Yugoslavia.

The author is a widely ac-
claimed Slovenian poet
named Koecbek. Because
Kocbek has a following in the
West, the government has ig-
nored him. The case would
have become an embarrass-
ment at next summer’s
Belgrade conference.

Instead, the police moved
not against Kochek but
against his friend, the judge.
A search of the judge’s house
produced his personal diary,
which in turn exposed the
judge as favoring more
autonomy for Slovenia. Into
jail he went.

Political repression here is
not what it used to be in the

infamous days of the deposed
police chief, Rancovic. But
glaring examples such as this
are not rare. The most
publicized is the case of
Sergei Popovic, a well-known
Belgrade lawyer who has
made a courageous and

rous career of defen-
ding victims of political
repression.

With no help from the
Belgrade bar, Popovic was
convicted earlier this year
and stripped of his passport
and his right to practice law
for his defense of a client in
a‘‘hostile propaganda’ case.
In his summation, Popovic
called on the court to
disprove the truth of his
client's*‘hostile propagan-
da.” The Catch-22 verdict: by
repeating his client’s words

Other Editors Say

To Sir Walter

(Greensboro Daily News)

Sir Walter Raleigh finally made it to Raleigh last week,
almost certainly in a form of which he would have approved —
an 11-foot bronze statue unveiled' with appropriate pomp and
circumstance in the Bicentennial Plaza downtown. With his hat
cocked back and his arms vigorously poised to move ahead, Sir
Walter looks for all the world as if he were about to stride off into
that “new England beyond the sunset” which ultimately
‘brought him more grief than fortune.

It is perhaps fitting that this memorial to the founder of the
Lost Colony should have been made possible by the discovery of
a lost fund. The idea for the statue, first broached in 1892, lay
dormant until then-Secretary of Art, Culture and History Sam
Ragan found $10,228 set aside for the project in the state
treasury in 1972. A 21-member Sir Walter Raleigh Committee
was then appointed by Governor Holshouser to commission an
artist and establish an annual Sir Walter Raleigh day to be
celebrated in the public schools.

It was in 1584 that Sir Walter dispatched the first expedition to
that land where explorers reported they “smelt so sweet and so
strong a smell, as if we had been in the midst of some delicate
garden abounding with all kind of odoriferous flowers.” But the
sweetness of this “goodliest soil under the cope of heaven”
quickly turned to bitterness. The first Raleigh colony to
establish itself on Roanoke Island in 1585 encountered hostile
Indians and poor harvests and returned after about 10 months of
misery. Raleigh’s second colony, consisting of about 120 set-
tlers, arrived in 1587 and met with somewhat more success.
However, in the three-year absence of Governor White, who had
returned to England to plead for more supplies and money, the
colony disappeared.

Speculation about the colony’s fate has since run wild. Later
explorers heard of bearded white men living among the Indians.
It is said their descendants still live today. But Lefler and
Newsome, in their history of North Carolina, suggest the more
pedestrian theory that “the group, finally despairing of relief,
sailed for England in a boat which had been left with them by
White in 1587, and were lost in the Atlantic.”

Whatever the colony’s fate, its existence has served as a basis
for a flourishing trade of books, articles and at least one sym-
phonic drama. As for Sir Walter, though he later lost his head, it
is perhaps a tribute to his legendary genius that for all the ex-
peditions he financed to the Lost Colony, he never once went
along for the ride.

To be sure, the
country might have been
spared the senility of a
Cushing or a Field, but the
value of a hard and fast line
at age 70 can't be easily
demonstrated.

The same objection applies
to Connally's proposed
limitations on House and
Senate terms. His plan would
assure a complete turnover in
Congress every 12 years. A
good thing? I doubt it. We
ought to keep a few old
warhorses in the stable; and
the people ought to be able to
rid themselves of an in-
competent representative in
two years, not four.

Senator Bayh's pet project
might technically be
described as amendment; it
is in fact closer to revolution.
He urges the direct national
election of presidents, and he
promises to renew his
proposal when the 95th
Congress convenes. As
chairman of the amendments
subcommittee of Senate
Judiciary, he will be in a
position to push it.

A worse change in our
fundamental law could not be
imagined. To adopt Bayh's
plan is to destroy the prin-
ciple of federalism
altogether. Nothing viable
would remain. In one stroke,
the delicate structure of
checks and balances, of
delegated and reserved
powers, would be effectively
obliterated. We would be

It is still undecided, for ex-
ample, whether to allow two
Belgrade professors to teach
next year at the International
Graduate University Center
at Dubrovnik. They were
among the eight professors
fired from Belgrade faculty
posts in January 1975 for hav-
ing written for Praxis, a
Zagreb theoretical journal
(now banned) that advocated
“humanistic Communism,"’ a
concept, however defined,
unacceptable to the govern-
ment (but publicly defended

by leading Italian Com-
munists).

The Dubrovnik center
_threatens to move outside
Yugoslavia if the two pro-
fessors are not allowed to lec-
ture there next year.

These and other cases pose
far more difficult choices for
Tito's regime than ever
before. With old-style repres-
sion temporarily in abeyance
for tactical reasons (''The
margin is pretty wide today,”
we were told), Tito risks a
dangerous buildup of new
demands and political ten-
sions for the future, tensions
not unsimilar to those now
cutting a wide arc through
Moscow's preserve of
Eastern Europe.

Numbers. The prospect
appalls.

Instead of radical surgery
on the presidential process,
some mild therapy might be
considered. It would be
prudent, it seems to me, to
amend the Constitution so as
to eliminate the risk of the
faithless elector — the elector
who repudiates his general
election commitment and
votes for a different can-
didate in the decisive elec-

' toral college. We ought also to

. revise the existing contingent
plan by which a presidential
election may be ‘thrown into
the House” if no candidate
wins a clear majority of

_ electoral votes. These would
not be drastic changes, but
they would be useful changes.

As for other amendments,
we doubtless will see a
hundred proposed — to forbid
racial-balance busing, to
prohibit abortions, to
authorize prayer in schools,
to compel a balanced federal
budget, to repeal the income
tax. The list is endless. Most
of the propositions ought to be
rejected out of hand. The
Constitution is not perfect; it
is not untouchable; it is not
beyond improvement — but it
has worked wonderfully well
for a long time. Like every
other precious package, it
ought to be vandled with care.

Defends Vet
School Site

GREENSBORO, N.C. (AP) —
The University of North Caro-
lina Board of Governors de-
cided to locate a school of vet-
erinary medicine at North
Carolina State University out of
“educational considerations, a
and not racial considerations, a
UNC official testified Wednes-
day.

Location of the school at the
Raleigh campus would neither
impede nor advance efforts to
desegregate the state's system
of higher education, Dr. John
Sanders testified.

Sanders, UNC vice president
for planning, was a state wit-
ness in a lawsuit filed in U.S.
Middle District Court here by
persons demanding that the
veterinary school be located at
predominantly black North
Carolina A&T State University
in Greensboro.

The hearing before Judge Eu-
gene A. Gordon concerned the
group’s request for an in-
junction preventing the board
from locating the school in
Raleigh.

The board was concerned
about ‘“‘where the best school
could be placed,” Sanders said,
adding that its enrollment
would be overwhelmingly white
regardless of its location.

If that were true, responded
the plaintiffs’ attorney, David
James, placing the school in
Greensboro would cause an in-
fusion of white students to a
predominantly black campus
and “enhance the dis-
establishment of a dual sys-
tem’ of education.

However, Sanders said a pro-
gram’s beneficial effect on a
campus “is only one of the con-
siderations” in trying to decide
where to locate the program.

Walker had been trying to
land a five-year contract with a
considerable increase for Scott,
who already had signed his 1977
contract with Milwaukee, worth
a reported $138,000.

Sonny Hill's Role Is
Still Up In The Air

NEW YORK (AP) — Sonny
Hill's on-again, off-again role
as CBS’ pro basketball editor is
on again ... or is it?

“I have not spoken to anyone
who has told me what my job
will be,”” says Hill.

Hill is on the CBS team
again, in theory anyway, but
how much he’ll contribute re-
mains o be seen. He appeared
oftenr the past two seasons as
the third man on national tele-
casts, conducting interviews,
analyzing teams. “And now,
here's Sonny Hill, our pro bas-
ketball editor. Tell us, Sonny,
what about these Seattle Super-
Sonics ...”

But as the new season ap
proached and CBS decided to
go with four regional games on
Sundays instead of one national
game, Hill was told, in essence,
that he wouldn't be needed un-
til the playoffs.

“We went to a regionalized
concept and budget-wise we
could not afford to use a third
man on the air,”" explains Bar-
ry Frank, a network vice presi-
dent. “Sonny wanted to be a
color analyst, but I did not feel
he had all the qualifications I
was seeking as a color
analyst."”

Hill, a black who reports on a
sport in which most of the play-
ers are also black, contacted
the Rev. Jesse Jackson, the
noted Chicago civil rights activ-
ist and director of Operation
Push, a program designed to
aid blacks in business. Jackson

networks in an effort to get
more blacks in meaningful
roles.

“None of the networks has a
black sports editor,” said Jack-

n. “None of the major news-
papers has a black sports edi-
tor, for that matter. Sonny had
begun to achieve a level of ac-
ceptance.

Frank, meanwhile, has been
branded the villain of the piece
in some segments of the black
press for having made a deci-
sion he believes in the best in-
terests of the network.

Department employe is doing a
little spade. work on worm
farming in case it comes to the
surface during the Carter ad-
ministration.

A relative of the President-
elect is In the worm game, and
there’s always the chance that
the Carter administration could
add luster to worms as it al-
ready has done for peanuts.

The Agriculture Department
official who has contemplated
such an event refused to be
baited into publicly identifying
himself. But he said in an inter-
view that worm farming has
been ignored by his department
as a possible way for small
farmers o earn extra money.

Other sources confirmed that
the department has ample in-
formation for any farmer who
wants to go into commercial
production of catfish, but has
practically nothing to offer to
the entrepreneur who wants to
raise the worms used to catch
them.

Hugh A. Carter, of Plains,
Ga., the President-elect’s cous-
in, is a commercial worm
farmer and has recommended
the enterprise to others, in-
cluding backyard enthusiasts.

A brochure from the Carter
worm farm has been making
the rounds at Agriculture De-
partment headquarters. It sug-
gests to would-be worm mag-
nates that there are “billions of
fishworms needed yearly and
not half enough people are rais-
Ing them.”

The advertisement says that
as few as 1,000 of “‘Carter’s pu-
rebred hybrid red wrigglers”
can be ordered for $6.95 and
that those represent ‘“‘our very
best worms, ready for fishing
or for starting new worm
beds.”

Although few Agriculture De-
partment officials appeared to
take the worm potential se-
riously, one feared it could
open a real can of worms. The
official suggested facetiously
that it could lead to a new lay-
er of federal bureaucracy, such
as a Qprawllng new worm divi-

l.

Swine flu shots are now
available for healthy children
ages three through 18 at the Pitt
County Health Department.

A limited amount of the vac-
cine will be available both at the
main building on Sixth Street
here and at the satellite clinics,

Main clinic hours are from 8 a.
m. t04:30 p. m. Monday through
Friday.

Satellite clinic hours are in
Ayden Thursday from 9 a. m. to
2 p. m., in Farmville Tuesday
from9a. m. till 2p. m., in Bethel

Wednesdays from 9 a. m. till 2 p.
m., and in Grimesland Fridays
only from 9a. m. till 12:30 p. m.

The vaccine will be given on a
first-come-first-served Dbasis,
Personal Health Division Direc-
tor Tillie Cullipher said. Each
child ages three to 18 will need
two shots given four weeks
apart.

In addition, a new recommen-
dation has been made regarding
swine flu vaccinations for per-
sons ages I8 through 24. They
should receive a second injection

four weeks after their first shots.

The second injection is needed
in younger persons, ages three to
24, to ensure that the natural
defenses of the body are suffi-
ciently activated against swine
flu. The natural defenses of per-
sons over 25 years of age will
respond and give adequate pro-
tection if only one shot is receiv-
ed, Swine flu vaccinations are
also available at the clinics
listed above for those 25 and
older.

Bill Said

A Legal Nightmare

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — A
spokesman for the North Caro-
lima Supreme Court says a pro-
posed legislative bill dealing
with sexual assaults is a “legal
and linguistic nightmare.”

Franklin E. Freeman Jr., as-
sistant director of the Adminis-
trative Office of the Courts,
made the statement Wednesday
in an unusual appearance be-
fore a legislative study com-
mission. He said he had been
sent by Chief Justice Susie
Sharp to speak on behalf of the
court.

Freeman told the commission
one of the main provisions in
the draft proposal, limiting
cross-examination of a rape
victim about her sexual past,
was a “sound idea.”

But, he added, ““The bill itself
is an unworkable, legal and
linguistic nightmare and should
be tabled without further ado.”

In an interview, Freeman ac-
knowledged that his appear-

"ance before the Legislative

Commission on Sexual Assaults
was ‘“‘very unusual.” But he
said he was careful under the
court’s instructions not to voice
an opinion on the con-
stitutionality of the proposal.

The proposed bill by the com-
mission is in the draft stage,
but the group expects to
present a measure to the legis-
lature in January.

Freeman said, ‘““The court be-
lieves this litany I've just run
through (a lengthy list of sepa-
rate assault offenses) ex-
emplifies the mind-boggling
possibilities a magistrate would
face in writing a warrant, a
district attorney would face in
prosecuting, the possibilities for
a judge when he's charging the
jury and the possibilities a jury
would face.”

He added, ‘“The court feels
that the end result would be to
prolong assault cases far be-
yond the present time for trial
and the result would be further
crowded court dockets.”

Nd Eye For
Govm't Post

CHAPEL HILL, N.C. (AP) —
Saying he still has much work
to do as president of the Uni-
versity of North Carolina sys-
tem, Dr. William C. Friday has
asked that his name be re-
moved from any list of possible
cabinet appointees in President-
elect Jimmy Carter’s adminis-
tration. '

In an interview at his home
Wednesday night, Friday said
he relayed the request to Jo-
seph D. Duffey, an assistant to
Carter aide Hamilton Jordan.

Friday said Duffey called
him Monday and “I expressed
to him at the time that I want-
ed my name withdrawn from
any fulltime consideration.

“I indicated to him I would
do work like I did this sum-
mer,"” he said, referring to his
chairmanship of Carter’s task
force on education.

““This is the kind of work uni-
versity people do in and out of
government,” said Friday.

Friday, who has a national
reputation among educators,
was an adviser to Presidents
Johnson and Nixon on educa-
tion and campus unrest in the
1960s and early 1970s.

Duffey described Friday as
“highly regarded” by persons
in the Carter camp, adding that
Friday could have been named
to any of a number of cabinet
posts.

The post most often men-
tioned for him since Carter’s
nomination, however, was sec-
retary of Health, Education and
Welfare.

AUGUSTA, Maine (AP) —
Americans don’t need a pass-
port or a visa to cross the Ca-
nadian border, but they do need
a special permit to operate
their Citizens Band radios
there.

The same holds true for Ca-
nadians who want to use their
radios in the U.S.

That is the word from the Ca-
nadian Department of Tele-
communications and the U.S.
Federal Communications Com-
mission (FCC).

The good news for CBers on
both sides of the border is that
the permits from both nations
are free, issued on request to
those with valid licenses from
their own nation.

The bad news from the FCC
is that the same degree of co-
operation does not exist with
the United States’ other neigh-
bor — Mexico.

“Mexico is strictly out of
bounds. They want nothing to
do with CB, and sets are likely
to be confiscated,” said John
Small of the FCC in a telephone
interview from Washington.

Al Daly, radio inspector at
the Canadian Tele-
comunications  Department's
Monkton, New Brunswick, of-
fice, said that U.S. CBers may
get their Canadian permits by
writing to any of the five re-
gional offices maintained by his

department.
The offices are in Monkton,
Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg

and Vancouver,

Daly and several Americans
who have traveled to Canada
recently with their radios said
that no check is made at the
border to see if CBers have val-
id Canadian permits.

But, Daly warned that oper-

ation without a permit could
subject an American to a stiff
fine.

In both countries, Channel 9
is restricted to emergency com-
munications.

A Canadian traveling with his
radio to the U.S. may get his
permit by writting to the FCC,

Gettysburg, PA, USA,
Small said.

Daly said CB radio isn't as
organized in Canada as it is in
the United States, and ‘‘we
haven’t got the same num-
mrs.ll

For this reason, visiting
CBers used to hearing a lot of
conversation on Channel 19, the
unofficial truckers channel in
the U.S., may find this is not
the case in Canada, he said.

Daly said that the Canadian
government has authorized ex-
pansion from 23 to 40 channels
for the first of next year, about
the same time it takes effect in
the United States.

Arrival Of Ship Signals Yule Season

American visitors may have
difficulty since it doesn't snow
or freeze, but islanders know
when winter begins in semi-
tropical Bermuda. They watch

for the Christmas tree ship.

About two weeks before
Christmas, a. freighter from
Nova Scotia slips into Hamilton
harbor with a cargo of
evergreen ftrees. To Ber-
mudians, its arrival signals the
beginning of winter, even
though the actual date of the
winter solstice may be Dec. 21.

If, perchance, you miss the
Christmas tree ship, Peter W.
Smith of the Bermuda News
Bureau says there are other
ways of recognizing winter’s
arrival:

1. The citrus fruits ripen and
fresh oranges, grapefruits and
lemons grace dinner tables,
The native-grown loquat also is
a popular mid-winter fruit.
Bananas grow year around, so
they don't help in identifying
any of the seasons.

2. The incense of burning

Bermuda cedar fills the morn-
ing and evening air. Most
homes on the island do not
have central heating so a fire
of the aromatic cedar logs is
welcome during cool nights.
Average temperatures during
the winter months range from
57 to 70 degrees (F).

3. The plankton stops bloo-
ming, making the ocean waters
clearer than in the summer. As
the water temperature drops
from the summer high of 84
(F) to the winter low of 60, the
plankton level also drops. Some
Bermudians take advantage of
the increased visibility to dive
for sunken treasures in the
hulls of ships wrecked on
treacherous reefs around the
island, which is located in the
Atlantic Ocean about 600 miles
off the North Carolina coast.
More than 150 wrecks already
have been located and hundreds
more are believed waiting to be
discovered.

A psychiatrist says that while
Christmas brings joy to many,
it stirs feelings of sadness in
others especially single
people living alone.

“There is an increase in what
we call neurotic depression as
distinct from another kind of
depression which is called psy-
chotic depression,” said Dr.
John P. Callan, 37, director of
the psychiatric crisis clinic at
Hartford's St. Francis Hospital.

Callan said neurotic depres-
sion, unlike the psychotic kind,
tends to last a short time.
“Very often it will resolve
shortly after the holiday season
without any particular treat-
ment,” he said.

Why do some people feel blue
at Christmas?

“Christmas tends to be a
family time and if people are
not with their family, they can
very often feel unloved, neg-
lected and depressed,” Callan
said. “My impression is that
around the holiday season the
persons at the highest risk are
the single people who live
alone, people who really don't
have that much contact with
others, perhaps away from
their families, away from loved
ones.”’

He said another factor which
may ¢ontribute to depression is
the Jeconomic pressure on
people “to buy gifts, expensive
gifts ... as a result of that,
they may not be able to pay for
it.

The doyen of the world's
bridge writers is Johannes
Brun of Norway. He was one
of the founders of the Euro-
pean Bridge League in 1931
and often represented his
country in international
matches.

Brun played this hand in
the 1988 European Cham-
pionship. Even by today's
standards, the bidding is
textbook. However, South's
two black singletons made
the final contract a touchy
proposition.

West led the king of dia-
monds and then made the
good shift to a trump. East
won the ace and returned the
suit, thereby killing the dia-
mond ruff in dummy which
would have been declarer's
tenth trick.

Had declarer held a
doubleton in either black suit
and one fewer diamond, he
would have had a good play
for his contract by trying to
set up his longer black suit.
Unfortunately, the two
singletons meant that Brun
would be short of entries to
both establish and cash
either of dummy's long suits.

Brun realized that the only
way to get a tenth trick was
to enlist the aid of the de-
fenders. First, he had to de-
cide which black suit was
more likely to break 4-3. He
reasoned that had either de-
fender held a five-card spade
suit, he might have gotten it
into the auction. So he opted
for spades as being more
likely to break favorably
than clubs.

Declarer drew the third
trump, cashed the ace and
king of spades and ruffed a
spade. Now he entered dum-
my with the king of clubs
and made East a present of a
spade trick. Down to nothing
but clubs, East had to'lead a
club to dummy’s ace, giving
declarer the entry to cash
the long spade for his tenth

irick.

A Well-Crafted
Rodgers' Salute

LOS ANGELES (AP) —
Tonight's marching orders:
Drop everything at 9 p.m. EST,
tune in CBS and watch a two-
hour special called ‘‘America
Salutes Richard Rodgers: The
Sound of His Music.”

The opus, cohosted by Gene
Kelly and Henry ‘“the Fonz”
Winkler, is a long-overdue,
well-crafted tribute to the 72-
year-old composer of more than
1,000 songs and cocreator ‘of 42
Broadway shows.

It has class in every depart-
ment — musicianship, writing,
direction, production, you name
it. It sets a new standard of ex-
cellence.

Not only is it a display of
great tunes such as “I Could
Write a Book” and ‘Hello,
Young Lovers,” it's also an in-
telligent history course on the
creative process involved in
Rodgers’ tunes and such hit
Rodgers shows as “‘South Pacif-
ic”” and “The Sound of Music.”

The course is taught in
breezy, anecdotal style by Win-
kler and Kelly, respectively
cast as two Rodgers' collabora-
tors who became just as fa-
mous as the tunesmith — Lo-
renz Hart and Oscar Ham-
merstein II. They appear on an
empty theater stage, chat about
the way various tunes came to
life and the way each man
worked with Rodgers. At one
point; Hart peatly sums up
their different styles this way:

“Me, I always wrote a smart-
alecky lyric. Oscar, he wrote
from the heart.”

After each exchange, the
guys step aside and let the mu-
sic make the point. And the
points arrive in various ways —
Cloris Leachman doing a “Do I
Hear a Waltz” number, a mus-
tachioed Bing Crosby crooning
“Easy to Remember” in an an-
cient film clip, and Lena
Horne, Peggy Lee and Vic
Damone brilliantly vocalizing
on a brilliant assortment of
tunes ranging from “Funny Va-
lentine” to “I Wish I were in
Love Again.”

There also are lovely duets
by Sammy Davis Jr. and Dia-
hann Carroll, a fine “10 Cents a
Dance” production number by
Sandy Duncan, even a play-
fully-edited medley sung by
nonprofessionals, among them
a motorcycle cop who has at
“Oh, What a Beautiful Morn-
ing.”

CHAPEL HILL (AP) — If the
late Col. Fred A. Olds was the
“father” of the North Carolina
Museum of History, then cer-
tainly Mrs. Joye Esch Jordan
was its “mother.”

When early in the 20th Centu-
ry the Hall of History was
transferred from the State Mu-
seum to the North Carolina His-
torical Commission, the le-
gandary Col. Olds came with it.
In fact, he and the Hall of His-
tory were synonymous until his

retirement in 1034

For the following 10 years the
exhibits branch of the Histori-
cal Commission (whose name
was changed to State Depart-
ment of Archives and History in
1943) did little more than sur-
vive. In 1945, however, the dust
began to fly when Mrs. Jordan
was appointed first ad-

ministrator of Archives and
History's newly created
Museum Division.

The division consisted of the
administrator, a part-time jani-
tor, several thousand artifacts,
and a small area of the Educa-

e

tion Building.

Without professional training
(courses in museology had not
yet been developed), Mrs. Jor-
dan set out to establish a mod-
ern museum. True, the Penn
sylvania native had been a
teacher, but that did little to
prepare her for an entirely new
career.

Joye Jordan (whose first
name is often erroneously
spelled “Joyce") read a lot and
visited as many other museums
as possible. Her real training,
however, was on the job.

When the New York State

i i v S i i

Historical Association offered a
summer course in museum
training at Cooperstown, she
took vacation and paid her own
way. That she made an impres-
sion is Indicated by the fact
that the association put her on
the faculty for the next three
summers.

Thus she passed on to others
the lessons she had learned in
administering a small state
museum.

The growth of the Hall of His-
tory into the North Carolina
Museum of History was slow.
Gradually, though, the flat
table cases gave way to room
exhibits requiring months of re-
search and preparation. Addi-
tional space was acquired in
the Education Building, and the
museum became a popular at-
traction in Raleigh.

In addition to acquiring, in-
terpreting, and exhibiting arti-
facts depicting aspects of North
Carolina history, Mrs. Jordan
helped develop innovative
means of teaching history. She,
Dr. Christopher Crittenden and
Dr. Willilam H. Cartwright, for
instance, organized the Junior
Historian Association with clubs
in high schools around the state.

Another teaching device orig-
inated with the gifts from the
French “Merci (thank you)
Train” following World War II.

Tradition Dates
Back To Luther

No longer clas-
sified a8 small, the museum
was fully accredited by the
American Association of Mu-
seums and was recognized as
one of the best in the South.

Mrs. Jordan participated in
the establishment of the South-
eastern Museums Conference
and served as secretary-treas-
urer and member of the coun-
cil. She was for four years a
member of the council of the
American Association of
Museums, and she was the first
secretary-treasurer of the North
Carolina Museums Council
which in 1971 gave her its highest
award.

In 1969 Mrs. Jordan was pro-
moted to the office of adminis-
trator of the Division of Histor-
ic Sites and' Museums of the
Department of Archives and
History. That position put her
in charge of not only the Mu-
seum of History but also 21 his-
toric sites around the state.

In 1972 she was made assist-
ant director of the department.
She retired n June 30, 1974. Her
husband, Coy C. Jordan, is a

retired engineer.
