of Kremlin desires in at least
one area, he said. The United
States will reject a previously
unrevealed facet of the offer, a
Soviet request for an under-
standing that testing for civil-
ian purposes be allowed to re-
sume in three years or so.

Even without that concession

by the United States, however,
the Soviets are expected to
agree to a ban.

In fact, the official said, the
Russians had no major ex-
periments planned during that
three-year period anyway.

The Russians have tested un-
derground nuclear explosions
for such projects as reversing
the courses of rivers. For
years, they wanted these blasts
to be allowed even while pro-
hibiting underground weapons
tests.

But administration arms ex-
perts say the distinction be-
tween a “peaceful” and a mili-
tary test is difficult to verify.
Beyond that, they say, it is al-
most impossible to separate
military benefits derived from
such a test from the peaceful
benefits.

RALEIGH — A scheme
which will cut in half both the
cost and the construction
time for a new Central Prison
in Raleigh has been
developed by Corrections
Secretary Amos Reed.

Reed, on the job only since
last spring, wasted little time
scuttling the development
plan which was on his desk
when he was hired by Gov.
James B. Hunt, Jr.

Security, says Reed, was
his biggest concern. “I have
said from the very beginning
that we would not com-
promise on security.

“As 1 looked into it (the
previous plan) I found that it
did not give us that security.

Escalation

*“That was the first impetus
to change the plan. Then
there developed greater
impetus from the millions in
cost escalation due to phasing
in  conmstruction,” Reed
pointed out. ;

On a project of this size,
every month in delay of final
completion can cost $100,000.
Originally, the project was to
have been finished in three
phases over a six-year span
with final occupancy in July,
1984. Realistically, com-
pletion would be 10 years

away.

The new plan calls for total
completion by July, 1981, with
the most important part —
occupancy of the maximum

security cells — by
December, 1980. :
Total cost of the one-phase,

speed-up plan will be $26.7
million. The money in state

and federal funds is already
allocated. Under the phased-
in plan, total cost was set at
$34.4 million but without
figuring in escallation due to
inflation which over a 10-year
period would push the total to
more than $56 million.

The original plan called for
housing more than 1,000 in-
mates at Central. The revised
plan calls for a population of
764, which Reed says comes
closer to meeting his concept
of smaller prisons providing
“a more workable security
system . . . and a more
workable, smaller, popula-
tion."”

That four-level
structure is shaped like a

series of triangles so that a

The original plan followed
the campus approach to
building, with a series of un-
connected structures scat-
tered about the property.

All cells in Central will be
for single occupancy, with 392
for maximum security
prisoners; 128 for prisoners
working in Central
warehouses, dining halls, or
hospitals; plus, a mental
health unit housing 144; and a
hospital with room for 100.

About $100,000 was paid for
the original plan which was
scuttled, but Reed feels much
of that cost is justified since
basic data had «to be
gathered, and alternatives
explored before final
decisions could be made.

planes. Predictably, the Rus-
sians found the loophole and
are demanding that the 600-
kilometer limit apply to such
missiles, no matter how they
are tested.

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — At
7:30 pm. today, Jim Hunt
could either be the most pow-
erful governor North Carolina
has had since colonial times or
no stronger than any other gov-
ernor in 200 years and possibly
weaker.

It depends on whether North
Carolina voters approve
Amendment 3 on today’s state-
wide ballot, which would allow
governors and lieutenant gover-
nors to run for reelection to
new four-year terms.

The polls close at 7:30, but
votes may not be counted until
around midnight. Succession
proponents have argued it
would strengthen state govern-
ment; opponents say it would
lead to machine politics.

There are four other con-
stitutional amendments-and two
bond issues also on the ballet.

Voters will decide on a $300-
million highway-bond issue, a
$230-million clean-water bond
issue, two amendments to re-
move sex distinctions in the
state constitution, an amend-
ment to allow municipalities
with electric-distribution sys-
tems to own power plants
jointly with private utilities,
and an amendment to forbid
state deficit spending.

Urban voters will elect may-
ors and councilmen.

In the last day of campaign-
ing Monday, both sides of the
succession issue predicted vic-
tory.

Some of the President’s
problems have developed
from events beyond his
control — the election of Mr.
Begin in Israel, for example,
and the resurgence of
Communist power in France
and Italy. But to a
remarkable degree, Mr.
Carter’s troubles are rooted
in the nature of Mr. Carter, in
his own errors and
misjudgments, and cannot be
attributed to other factors.

Meg Greenfield, in
Newsweek, has put her finger
on the main difficulty. Mr.
Carter simply is not
presidential. After nearly ten
months in the White House,
he has yet to assert the
authority, to radiate the
presence, to put forth the
emanations of a president of
the United States.

A year ago, immediately
after the gentleman'’s elec-
tion, there was much
speculation on a small issue:
Would the gentleman be
sworn in as James Earl
Carter, or as Jimmy Carter?
He soon made it official. In
the archives of our Republic,
this period is to be known
forever as the ‘“‘Administra-
tion of Jimmy Carter.”
Something is ever so slightly
amiss ' in the perceptions of a
president who takes his
nickname to the office.

There was widespread
applause nine months ago as
Mr. Carter set about
dismantling the trappings of
an imperial presidency — —
not that many such trappings
remained from the days of
Gerald Ford. Out with the
limousines! Away with “‘Hail
to the Chief”’! Let pomp and
circumstance be exorcised!
A few of us stodgy types said
he was overdoing it.
Something in the nature of
our people wants a little
ritual, wants a little black tie
and gold braid. Mr. Carter’s
insistence upon folksiness
began to wear thin last
summer. The humbleness
wears even thinner now.

It is the totality of his
inexperience that has hurt
him. Mr. Carter campaigned
as the ‘‘anti-Washington”
candidate. He created an
impression in many in-
fluential places of contempt
for values that Washington
holds dear. He arrived as the
new boy on the block, the rich
kid who moved into the
biggest house, and he set
about making friends in all
the wrong ways. The whole
operation, since January, has
been clumsy. There’s no
sense of professionalism, of
class, Mr. Carter, in brief,
has yet to acquire the
presidential image.

A Drug to Cure Ulcers?

I have heard that there is a
pill or liquid available In
England or France which is
able to cure stomach ulcers
without surgery. Since I've been
suffering with ulcers for many
years, I'm extremely anxious to
get some information about this
medication. Perhaps you can
belp me. — Mr. R.E.L., Pa.
Dear Mr. L.:

The drug you are seeking is
known as ‘‘Cimetidine.” After
extensive studies, the Federal
Drug Administration has
cleared the way for this drug to
be manufactured and used in
the United States. The trade
name is “Tagamet” and must
be used only at the suggestion of
your doctor. Should he decide to
prescribe it, you must remain
under his care and
in order to be sure that none of
the possible side effects are
developing.

I do not know whether or not
the drug entirely eliminates the
need for surgery, There are
many grades of ulcer severity
which may not be completely
controlled by the new drug.

Cimetidine exerts its greatest
action by reducing the amount
of acid produced in the
stomach, and thereby
promoting more rapid healing
of ulcers.

Formerly, frequent small
feedings of very bland food
were prescribed. Today, almost
regular meals are given three
times a day, with little or no
restriction of diet other than the
obvious ones such as alcohol,

Garrison's surprise was ech-
oed by others who knew Web-
ster.

“He knowed he would go to
hell if he did commit suicide
after killing Gladys,"” said Web-
ster's mother-in-law,  Ethel
Beauchamp, 76. ‘“‘Something
was eating on him."”

“I just didn’t think Daniel
would do this,” said his court-
appointed attorney, Gilbert
Davis, who fought Webster's ef-
forts to plead guilty and then to
draw the death penalty. “It dis-
appoints me.”

Webster’s troubled life includ-
ed several long stays in state
prisons, and Garrison said he
had known the dead man for 20
years. The warden said he had
talked. to him two days before
the suicide and a psychiatrist
had also seen him.

“We had no indication that it
was his intent to commit sui-
cide,” Garrison said. The war-
den added that razor blades are
issued routinely to prisoners.
This is the first time, he said,
that a razor blade had been
used in a suicide.

Garrison ruled out murder.
“He was in a single cell with
double locks.”

Led by No. l-ranked Texas,
the nation's nine top college
football teams. retained their
positions today in The Associ-
ated Press ratings while de-
fending champion Pittsburgh
reappeared in the Top Ten and
unbeaten Colgate cracked the
rankings for the first time ever.

Texas defeated- Houston 35-21
to remain No. 1 for the third
week in a row. The Longhorns,
8-0-0 and the nation’s only per-
fect-record team besides No. 20
Colgate, received 61 first-place
votes and 1,308 of a possible 1,-
320 points from a nationwide
panel of 66 sports writers and
broadcasters.

However, a week ago, with 59
panelists voting, Texas re-
ceived all but two first-place
votes, the others going to run-
nerup Alabama and seventh-
ranked Kentucky. This time,
Alabama and No. 5 Notre
Dame received two votes
apiece with one for Kentucky.

Alabama, a 24-3 winner over
Louisiana State, totaled 1,072
points to 1,020 for No. 3 Okla-
homa, which thrashed Okla-
homa State 61-28. Fourth-rank-
ed Ohio State trounced Illinois
350 and received 908 points
while Notre Dame crushed
Georgia Tech 69-14 and earned
798

Next came Michigan with 688
points off a 63-20 whipping of
Northwestern, followed by Ken-
tucky with 568 after a 28-6
triumph over = Vanderbilt.
Eighth-ranked Arkansas, a 35-9

.victor over Baylor, received 536

points while No. 9 Penn State
beat North Carolina State 21-17
and received 464 points.
