Treaty Opponents
Vow To Fight On

WASHINGTON (AP)
Senate leaders are confident
the second Panama Canal
treaty ratification fight will
be won more easily than the
first.

Bul opponents say the

battle has just begun.

The Senate’'s close 68-32
vole ratifying the neutrality
treaty Thursday — 67 voles
were needed — saved
President Carter from a
major political defeat.

Carter had pul his prestige
as a world leader and the
political strength of his
presidency on the line. Senate
Majority Leader Robert Byrd
said he believes those were

the two biggest factors in
assuring approval.

The treaty approved
Thursday in the crowded and
hushed Senate chamber
guarantees the neutrality of
the canal after the year 2000,
when the United States will
surrender control of the 64-
year-old waterway, provided
the second treaty wins Senate
approval.

Asked if that pact would be
ratified, Byrd said, “We have
established good momen-
tum.”

The second agreement, to
actually give the canal to
Panama in steps over the
next 22 years, will be taken up
after the Senate returns from
its 10day Easter recess.

7 Early Solution For UNC

WINSTON-SALEM, N.C.
(AP) President Carter,
stopping in North Carolina
briefly on a St. Patrick’s day
trip to the South, said today
he expects the University of
North Carolina’s
desegregation controversy to
be resolved in the near
future

“We have to comply with
federal court orders and we
have to insure there are no
remnants of discrimination
against black people,”” Carter
said at a brief news con-
ference after delivering a
speech at Wake Forest
University

**I think this is something I
share with the people of
North Carolina,” he said. The
president added that North
Carolina Gov. Jim Hunt told
him this morning he also
expects the controversy to be
worked out between
university officials and the
Department of Health,
Education and Welfare in the
near future.

HEW has rejected the UNC
system's latest desegregation
plans for its l6-campuses,
and HEW Secretary Joseph
Califano has threatened to
seek a cutoff of some federal
funds - going to -the higher

* education system in the state.

UNC President William C.

Friday had been invited to
greet the president but did
not attend

On other North Carolina
issues, Carter said the slate’s
tobacco industry has nothing
to worry about with HEW's
antismoking campaign. The
campaign is part of a broad
health-improvement
program and more money is
being spent on drug and
alcohol research than
tobacco, Carter said.

“It has nothing to do at all
with the maintenance of the
standard of living or income
of the 600,000 American
families that produce
tobacco, and nobody need
fear the facts about tobacco,”
Carter said.

A few supporters of the
Wilmington 10 stood outside
Wait Chapel, where Carter
spoke, carrying placards and
chanting slogans supporting
the imprisoned group. The
president gave no indication
he noticed them as he shook
hands with spectators while
leaving the chapel.

Israeli Commandos Hit
Seacoast Base Of PLO

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP)
Israeli commandos swepl
into Lebanon in helicopters
and boats today, blowing up a
seacoast base of Palestinian
guerrillas and rocketing two
carloads of refugees, in-
dependent observers and
guerrillas said.

The afternoon attack on the
guerrilla camp at Adloun, 22
miles north of the Israeli
border and between Tyre and
Sidon, was carried out under
cover of a missile bom-
bardment from four Israeli
navy gunboats, one observer
said. The helicopter-borne
paratroopers reportedly
fought hand-to-hand with the
guerrillas of George
Habash's radical Popular
Front for the Liberation of
Palestine.

Guerrillas said 10 hours
earlier in the same area, they
found the tail of an Israeli

rocket lying near Lwo
wrecked autos where the
hodies of men, women and
children were so mangled it
could not be determined how
many there were. One un-
confirmed report spoke of 20
dead. The guerrillas said that
raid was carried out by
seaborne Israeli commandos.

The Israeli military
command in Tel Aviv refused
to comment on the reports of
commando raids.

A PFLP statement in
Beirut acknowledged the
Israeli landing al its camp,
but claimed guerrilla
defenders beat back the
assault, suffering one dead
and two wounded

Israeli tanks operating
behind lethal air strikes also
overran four more
Palestinian villages in
southern Lebanon, observers
reporfed, in apparent con-
tinuation of the Israeli

assault launched Monday
against guerrilla strongholds
along the Israeli-Lebanese
frontier

The original assault
followed last Saturday's
Palestinian attack north of
Tel Aviv, in which 35 Israelis -
were killed and for which
Yasser Arafat’'s Al Fatah
guerrillas — separate from
the PFLP — claimed
responsibility

About 17 hours after the
Israeli assault began, Prime
Minister Menachem Begin
told a news conference in
Jerusalem that it was
completed but that Israeli
troops would remain.

To understand the Irish you
have to understand their wild
humor and deep piety. the nat
ural poetry of their speech,
their unreconciled romanticism
for the Ireland of their dreams,
the hold that the past has on
them and their total com-
mittment to the future, an un-
shakable belief in a life after
death that mixes dogma with
superstition and makes the
present bearable, even a joy,
despite everything.

To understand the Irish you
have to understand the old
crone, wrapped in her shawl,
who was coming out of Mass
one weekday morning at the
cathedral in Galway and took a
mighty hop, almost a leap, to
avoid stepping on a crack and
offending the fairies, the wee
people.

Gerry Ford 'Pleased’ By
Canal Treaty Vote

COLUMBIA. S.C. (AP)
Former President Gerald R.
Ford says he is pleased that
the U.S. Senate has passed the
first of the Panama Canal
treaties and he does not think
the split within the Republican
Parly over the treaties will be
a lasting one. ’

Al a news conference Thurs-
day. shortly after his arrival
for a three-day visit here. Ford
said the 68-32 margin by which
the first of the two treaties was
approved shows bipartisan sup-
port for turning over the canal
to Panama.

Ford. an early and vocal sup-
porter of the treaties. said. 1
don’t believe the difference in
the party over the canal will
have serious, long-term ramifi-
cations for the Republican Par-
ty. The party is broader in a
single issue.

*It has a basic philosophy
which is strong support for the
free enterprise system and less
governmental  control,”  he
added.

“1 have felt all along that
ratification is in the best inter-
est of the United States.” Ford
said.

Though the Senate approved
guaranteeing the future neu-
trality of the canal and spelling
out the rights of the United

States once the waterway has
been lurned over to Panama, a
vote is still to come on the sec-
ond treaty, which turns the ca-
nal over to Panama.

The former President said he
had talked last week with six
or eight Republican senators to
try to gel them to support the
treaties. 1 didn’t have much
impact on any Democrats.™

While the ex-President's visil
was bill as non-political. Ford
told reporters that doesn’t nec-
essarily mean his political days
are over. "I'm not ruling my-
self out as a potential presiden-
tial candidate in 1980, but I'm

not saying 1 will be one either.”

Ford was critical of the Car-
ter administration on a number
of points, including the Presi-
dent’s handling of the coal min-
ers strike. Ford said if he had
been elected in 1976, he felt the
strike would have been avoided
because of his good relations
with labor.

And the ex-President criti-
cized Carter for bringing the
Soviel Union into the Middle
East peace negoliations. *‘We
worked hard in my adminis-
tration to keep the Soviet Union
out of the negotiations,” he
said.

Propose Medical Control

RALEIGH — A law with
teeth in it to put the lid on ex-
panding health care facilities
and purchase of exotic equip-
ment has been prepared for
action in the May session of
the North Carolina General
Assembly.

Purpose of the proposal is
bluntly summed up in the
draft legislation now ready
for action: “‘the continuously
increasing cost of health care
services threatens the healtb
and welfare of the citizens of
this state...government
regulation is . . . necessary to
control the cost, utilization,
and distribution of health ser-
vices.”

Titled the “North Carolina
Health Planning and Cer-
tificate of Need Law of 1978"",
the proposal will effectively
deliver to control of the State
Department of Human
Resources full control over
any proposal to build or
enlarge any hospital or nurs-
ing home. or to purchase ex-
pensive equipment.

The lid would be clamped
on all institutions whether
public or private, and the

Cuba's

WASHINGTON — The
unannounced presence of one
reinforced Cuban battalion in
Communist-oriented South
Yemen has raised the spectre
of Fidel Castro's Africa corps
being used against the con-
servative royalist states in
the vital, oil-rich Arabian
peninsula.

The worried government of
Saudi Arabia has quietly ask-
ed the U.S. to share its secret
intelligence estimate of why
the Cubans are in South
Yemen. Strongly allied with
the Moscow-Havana bloc,
this is the first purely Arab
state to which Castro has sent
S0 many troops.

Although the Carter ad-
ministration is not certain of
the answef. two possibilities
spring to mind: one is that the
Cubans are Lraining South
Yemenis for future military
operations against oil-rich
Oman; the other is that the
Cubans are being quietly
positioned by the Russians
for future military action of
their own against pro-
Western North Yemen.

In either case, the ap-
pearance of a highly trained

equipment purchases would
be regulated whether placed
in an institution or the private
offices of a physician.

NEW YORK (AP) — The
tax laws governing reserves

for the banking system as a
whole averaged $1.8 billion,
compared with an average of
less than $300 million during
1960-1969. In the worst years,
1975 and 1976, net loan losses
were well over $3 billion as
compared with less than $450
million in 1967, the worst year
for bank loan losses during
the three decades preceding"
the act.

In 1969, as part of the
mammoth Tax Reform Act
legislation, Congress, for the
first tirie. imposed ceilings
on the reserves banks were
allowed to build via income
tax deductions. Prior to that
time. the addditions were
regulated by Internal
Revenue guidelines

Because these rules were
results of the banks' harsh
experiences during the Great
Depression. they no longer
seemed applicable when the
late 1960s rolled around.
That's because banks' loan-
loss experiences in the three
decades prior to that time
were very moderate.

Specifically, Treasury
Department regulations
permitted banks to build their
reserves to 24 percent of
eligible loans. During the

In N.C. Apple Growing

HENDERSONVILLE, N.C
{AP) — The landscape in Hen
derson County isn't dotted with
windmills like the Dutch coun-
tryside, but they're no less vital
to the Henderson County apple
grower than the farmer In Hol
land.

Since 1974, apple farmers in
the counly have been using
windmills in their orchards to
prevent frost damage. There

are approximately 25 of the
machines being used today
throughout the county. accord-
ing to Boyd Campbell. county
agriculture extension agent.
The windmills are used to
stir stagnant air in the or-
chards at times of potential
frost. The idea is to mix colder
low lying air with warmer air
above it, and hopefully produce
a more uniform lemperature

two to four degrees higher.

Aside from the temperature
improvement, the moving air
created by the machines also
helps prevent frost damage.

Elbert Justus. one of the first
farmers in the county lo have
one of the machines, estimates
that his production has in-
creased by as much as 75 per-
cent in the trees effected by the
windmills. He also believes that
the quality of the apples has
been substantially improved.

The apple business is worth
between $15 and $20 million a
year to the county., Campbell
estimates.

Justus uses windmills with 15
foot. four-inch fans which turn
al 800 revolutions per minute
and rotate every four and a
half minutes. They cover
roughly six acres of land. Jus-
tus said. A new windmill of
that kind costs close to $10,000.
There are also larger models
available.

Operational costs are not
high. Justus said. The machine
uses three to five gallons of gas
per hour. Justus estimates that
he has used the windmills 15 to
30 hours a year since he has
had them

Justus thinks the investment
is worthwhile even though he
only uses the windmills a few
hours a year. because “It can
meant the difference between
having apples and nol having
them.”

MARTIN. Tenn. (AP) — The
nation should put emphasis on
developing coal and nuclear re-
sources and turn away from
“its puzzling stance on ener-
gy." the chairman of the Ten-
nessee Valley Authority says.

“To meel electrical energy
needs. we've“gol to go as hard
as we can with what we've
gol.” Aubrey Wagner said
Thursday. “The public de-
mands more of us than being
led down the primrose path to
exotic energy sources which
simply won't be available when
the lights go out.”

Wagner said the immediate
task should be removing road-
blocks to greater use of coal
and nuclear power while re-
search efforts focus on alterna-
tives such as solar energy. fu-
sion and the wind.

Canoeists Peter Macridis, 25,
and Tim Black, 23, wanted to
forge a national cross-country
waterway and hoped their trip
would spur the necessary legis-
lation. “Like an Appalachian
Trail for hikers,” said Macridis
the night before the two headed
up the Columbia River on
March 1. -

But the adventure ended
about 150 miles from Astoria,
on a treacherous stretch of the
Columbia Gorge named Wind
Mountain.

“I don't believe there is any
hope whatsoever for the pair’s
survival,” Macridis’ father,
Roy Macridis, said Thursday,
five days after their equipment
was found washed up on the
river's bank.

The exhumation order for
Mrs. Bullard. who died in 1974,
had been requested by Robeson
County District Attorney Joe
Freeman Britl. Her death cer-
tificate indicates she died of
“unknown natural causes’ re-
sulting from shock and extreme
vomiting and diarrhea over a
six Lo eight hour period.

“With acute arsenic poison-
ing.” according to Dr. Marvin
Thompson. pathologist at South-
eastern General Hospital in
Lumberton. “the patient will
have vomiting. dmrrhea stom-
ach pain and possibly some in-
flamation of the gastrointestin-
al tract.™

Taylor became ill on Feb.2
with many of those symptoms
and was treated and released
at Southeastern General Hospi-
tal. He returned the next day
and died before his ailment
could be diagnosed. An autopsy
revealed arsenic in his liver

ROME (AP) — Police said
today they found the second car
used in the escape of the ter-
rorists who kidnapped political
leader Aldo Moro. increasing
their belief that they were hid-
ing him in northwest Rome.

The car was parked on the
same street where the first one
was found Thursday afternoon,
several miles from the site of
the kidnapping in the Trionfale
section of the city. a spokes-
man said.

He said there were blood
stains on and in the first car.
Tests were being made to de-
termine whether it was the
blood of the 61-year-old Moro,
president of Italy's dominant
Christian Democratic Party.

However, police have ex-
pressed the belief that Moro
was unhurt in the abduction in
which his five police bod-
yguards were killed. They said
one of the officers got off three
shots, probably wounding one
of the terrorists.

As 50,000 troops and police
spread a dragnet across the
country for Moro, news media
continued to get anonymous
telephone calls purporting to
come from the Kidnappers.

One caller identified himself
as a member of West Germa-

ny's Baader-Meinhof Gang and
said, “Moro is with us." The
police said they considered that
one a hoax. But they said they
had no way of knowing il some
of the others were genuine.

A phoner in Turin said Moro
would be killed within 48 hours
unless the government released
the 15 leaders of the guerrilla
Red Brigades on trial there
along with five other terrorists
in prison.

A message in Naples Thurs-
day night said the five-time
premier had been “executed.”

A caller told a Milan news-
paper early today Moro was in
“people’s jail" outside Rome
and that photographs of him
there would be delivered to the
papers.

A number of calls starting
soon after the Kkidnapping
Thursday morning said it was
the work of the Red Brigades,
Italy's most feared urban guer-
rilla gang.

A dozen terrorists ambushed
Moro's limousine as he was on
his way to a session of Parlia-
ment, killed all five of his po-
lice bodyguards with a barrage
of pistol and submachine-gun
fire, and took him away in an-
other car.

Ex-Congressman
Pleads Guilty

To Avoid Trial

WASHINGTON (AP) — For-
mer Rep. Richard T. Hanna, D-
Calif., the only present or for-
mer congressman charged in
the Korean influence-buying
scandal, pleaded guilty today to
one count of conspiracy to de-
fraud the U.S. government.

Hanna thereby avoided trial
on a 40-count indictment sched-
uled to begin next week.

He could be sentenced to a
maximum of five years in pris-
on and a $10,000 fine.

The white-haired Hanna, who
served in Congress from 1963 to
1974. sat by as government law-
yer Jeffrey S. White read the
agreement reached in plea-bar-
gaining with Hanna.

In it, Hanna admitted that he
had agreed with Korean busi-
nessman Tongsun Park to use
the power of his office and posi-

Super
Tanker
Spills

BREST. France (AP) —
The American supertanker
Amoco Cadiz, carrying 63
million gallons of oil, broke in
two this morning on rocks off
France’s Brittany coast and
was pouring oil onto beaches
and fishing grounds.

The wreck has the potential
to be the worst tanker spill on
record — if all tanks are
ruptured and it discharges its
full load. But officials could
not yet forecasl the size of the
spill.

Even before the 233,690-ton
ship broke up three miles
offshore, leaking oil had
reached more than a mile of
coastline.

Authorities at this French
Atlantic port ordered a full
pollution alert in a bid to save
the lobster-rich coastline, but
navy ships loaded with chalk
and detergent were unable to
move in between _the
supertanker ‘and the shore
because of rocky obstructions
in the water.

It was the fourth time the
Brittany coast has been
polluted by a tanker since
1967. when the Torrey Canyon
broke up off southwest
England.

Helicopters took 41 per-
sons, including a woman, off
the 1,067-foot Amoco Cadiz
during the night, leaving only
the captain and first officer
on board the unlit vessel.

It was not known im-
mediately if they were in
serious danger.

Maritime authorities
reported that the front sec-
tion of the ship, listing
heavily. waing towards rocks
in the direction of the sum-
mer resort port of Portsall.
Officials who flew over the
wreckage said it was
surrounded by oil extending
out for about two miles.

The ship ran aground threa
miles offshore on the Portsall
Rocks, 25 miles north of
Brest, alter the steering
mechanism failed during a
bad storm late Thursday,
maritime authorities said. An
attempt by the West German
tug Pacific, based in Brest, to
keep the ship off the rocks
failed when the tow line
snapped.

Police and firemen were
besieged with hundreds of
complaining telephone calls
overnight as fumes from the
leaking oil drifted ashore.

The tanker is owned by
Amoco Transport Co., a
subsidiary of the American
Amoco Qil Co., and sails
under the Liberian flag.

“For these acts, Hanna re-
ceived from Park substantial
amounts of money and other
material considerations,” the
plea-bargaining  agreement
said.

When called to the bench by
chief U.S. District Judge Wil-
liam B. Bryant, Hanna at-
tempted to explain what got
him into his predicament. But
the judge said that all he want-
ed to know was whether any
pressure was put on Hanna to
plead guilty.

White told Bryant what the
government expected to show if
the trial had gone on as sched-
uled.

“In return for his efforts,
Hanna received many bene-
fits.” White told the judge. *‘He
received in excess of $200,000 in
cash and checks between 1969
and the end of 1975."”

That is twice as much as pre-
viously published estimates of
money that Hanna received
from Park. In the course of
congressional hearings, Park
has denied bribing any con-
gressmen or in any way acting
as an agent of the Korean gov-
ernment.

Peking Confirms
A Nuclear Test

TOKYO (AP) — China con-
firmed it had “successfully”
conducted a nuclear test. The
Peking Radio broadcast did not
give the yield range, test site
or other details.

The U.S. Energy Department
said Wednesday the blast was
in the atmosphere, set off at
the nuclear testing site in Lop
Nor. and was in the low yield
range of less than 20 kilotons.

Japanese Air
Space Violated

TOKYO (AP) — A Soviet
bomber violated Japan's air
space today, prompting a brief
scramble of military aircraft,
defense agency officials said.
They said it was the sixth time a
Soviet plane had violated
Japan's air space since 1967.

The bomber, one of two TU-
95s heading toward Korea, was
over Japan for 75 seconds, fly-
ing at 430 mph at an altitude of
600 feet, they said.

Sloan Says Hoyas

RALEIGH. NC. (AP) —
North Carolina State Coach
Norm Sloan thinks Georgetown
will have an advantage in the
semifinal National Invitational
Tournament game Sunday in
Madison Square Garden be-
cause the Hoyas have played
there three times this season.

We'll get to
shoot in the Garden some Sun-
day though, and I think that
we'll perform well.”

The two coaches agreed that
there were similarities between

their teams.

“We rely on quickness and so
do they.” Thompson said. *“We
both use the passing game ex-
tremely well, and we both play
a lot of people in every game.”

Sloan said Georgetown has a
“fine motion offense and a bal-
anced attack. They have a good
full court press. 1 know one
thing, everybody 1 talk to who
has seen them play makes a
point to tell me how good they
are."

The bidding was hardly
exemplary. North had no
reason to compete with two
spades on four to the nine
and only 6 HCP, and South's
jump to four diamonds, even
though he had a spade fit,
was rather aggressive.
Three diamonds would have
described his hand quite
adequately. Fortunately,
South’s skill in the play
made up for his bidding.

West led the king of
hearts and continued with
the queen and another. De-
clarer took care to ruff
with the ten. The defenders
had taken their book, and
declarer still was looking
at the possibility of a club
and two spade losers. How-
ever, prospects were not as
bleak as they appeared on
the surface.

West had already shown
up with the king-queen of

hearts, so East was marked
with almost every other
card for his opening bid. If
the hand was to be made,
East had to have both the
king and jack of spades,
no more than once guarded.
But declarer had to be care-
ful with his entries to the

table.

After ruffing the third
heart, declarer cashed the
ace of diamonds and then
overtook the queen with the
king to draw the opponents’
trumps. A spade to the ten
won, and declarer continued
to husband his ontries by
leading the five of diamonds
to dummy's six.

The idea of “visible speech”
is not a new one, according to a
release from the Telephone Pio-
neers of America, a service
group which donated the ma-
chines to the school.

In the 1940s Bell Laboratories
developed spectograms, visible
speech patterns somewhal like
modern day voiceprints, that
appeared on a screen.

The deaf could look at a pat-
tern and ‘“‘translate” from it
This method, however., was ex-
tremely difficult to use because
of the complexity of the pat-
terns.

Don’t Delay on Varicose Veins

I have varicose veins. The
doctor who recently examined
me feels that there is no choice
but surgery. Of course, I want to
avoid this if possible. Are there
any exercises that can be
helpful for varicose veins? —
Mrs. A.N., Texas
Dear Mrs. N.:

When once varicose veins
have become evident, it means
that changes have already
occurred in the muscle walls of
the veins. Weaknesses of the
valves within the veins (there
are small valves in veins) are
rarely, if ever, reversible.

The exercises that you seek
are really your way of avoiding
confrontation with the truth that
surgery is the method of choice
to relieve you of the symptoms
associated with varicose veins.

veins of the legs are affected.
Each case must be individually
studied in order to determine
the efficiency of the flow of
blood in the veins.

Some form of exercise is
beneficial to everyone. .Exer-
cise stimulates the blood cir-
culation and may prevent some
of the stasis, or stagnation, of
blood that occurs in some cases
of severe varicosity.

I worry a lot about
strep throats. — Miss J.N.A.,

Dear Miss A.:

“Worry’’ is not classed as one
of the antibiotics that can cure
strep throats. With today’s
culture techniques, it is possible
to find the exact germ that is
responsible for an infection of
the throat. Then, by special
methods, it is possible to
determine the exact antibiotic
to which the germ that you are
harboring is most vulnerable.

Prior to the time of the an-
tibiotics, the streptococcus sore
throat invoked a great deal of
terror for there were no specific
ways to combat the strep in-
fection, or the complications
that were associated with it.

Today, the so-called ‘“‘wide
spectrum’ antibiotics can
almost always keep the strep
germ in control.

You should not be confused by

any conflict of opinion. There is
no ork in diagnosing a
strep throat. Perhaps the nurse
at your office is using the term
too loosely. I'm sure that she
didn’t mean to induce in you a
sense of anxiety about a con-
dition that is so readily con-
trollable.

Vote To Sue
Cemeteries

RALEIGH. N.C. (AP) — The
North Carolina Cemetery Com-
mission voted Thursday to
bring legal action against 14
cemeleries that have [ailed to
comply with a 1975 law de-
signed lo protect consumers.

The cemeteries, scattered
across the state, are accused of
failing to comply with a law
that requires cemeteries to put
into a trust fund 75 percent of
the money they receive from
the sale of merchandise that
has not been delivered

The law is designed to pro-
tect customers who buy vaults
and bronze markers for them-
selves before their deaths, in
the event a cemetery goes out
of business before the items are
needed

James E. Scarbrough. associ-
ate attorney general. said the
cemeteries will be given notice
betore a lawsuit is filed.

But he warned Davies of
heavy odds in favor of his ex-
tradition if North Carolina in-
sists on it. “The presumptions
are all against a person in your
position,” he told the 41-year-
old Detroit native. “The odds
are never with you; most
people are extradited. But the
governor is flexible enough to
consider all the circum-
stances.”

Davies' circumstances began
with a troubled first marriage
and a federal rap for stealing a
car — the family car he says
his wife permitted him to take
on a ftrip. But things really
went bad when he married a
teen-age girl in North Carolina
and had no money to pay for
the birth of her first child.

Trying to live on about $48 a
week, Davies said. he wrote
overdralts on his bank account
and then checks on a closed ac-
count to pay for medical bills,
baby clothes. a crib and dia-
pers

1 admit it, 1 just broke the
law. 1 cashed the checks. 1
didn't know what else to do.”
he said.

Sentenced to two terms of
twosvears each, he immediately
escaped, spent the night huddl-
ing In a swamp, was recap-
tured and given % extra days
in jail. Then his wife and three-
month-old baby came lo see
him.

“They wouldn't let her see
me — she yelled al me through
the fence. She was crying.”” he
said. **She had no place tc stay
that night. She had no place to
go and no money. 1 just said.
I'm not staying. 1 couldn’t
stand it."”

He also hinted he was treated
poorly by state corrections offi-
cials, but refused lo give de-
tails. 1 don't want North Caro-
lina mad.” he said. “1 really
love North Carolina. The people
down there were the greatest.”

Davies escaped a second
time, rejoined his wife in Vir-
ginia and headed home to
Michigan -

Once in Detroit he got a
steady job at a Chrysler Corp.
assembly plant and began a

decade of steady improvement. -
He worked hard, went to junior
college, was elected union stew-
ard al the plant, had three chil-
dren and bought a house in the
suburbs.

He joined the PTA, while his
wife taught Sunday school. He
was a Big Brother, taking boys
fishing up north. “1 felt 1 owed
society a lol,”" he said. *'I don't
want anybody else's boy to do
what 1 did.”

He had a few speeding tick-
els, bul nobody discovered his
past until he made an illegal U-
turn in the northern Michigan
resort town of Honor while on a
fishing trip.

A computer check turned up
the - North Carolina warrant,
and Milliken signed a warrant
to send Davies back.

“He's been a model citizen, a
good father, a good employee,”
said his attorney, Charles Malo-
ney. in asking Milliken to block
the extradition. “He'd be a
good risk to keep as a member of
this state."”
