\ Ordered For N.C.

RALEIGH. N.C. (AP) — Warning that Nerth Carolina could
lose some of ils [ederal aid highway funds unless it enforces the
55 miles per hour speed limit, stale public safety secretary J.
Phil Carlton announced Wednesday a crackdown on speeders
and drunk drivers.

“The time to take aggressive and positive action is now."”
Carlton said at a news conference. He noted that state traffic
fatalities have totaled 346 this year and are running about six
ahead of last vear. Carlton blamed speed and alcohol for 65
percent of all traffic deaths.

The crackdown Carlton outlined called for:

—Use of less easily-recognizable unmarked cars by troopers
through purchase of a variety of kinds of unmarked cars. He
said that instead of the traditional plain-colored Plymouth, the
patrol is buying Chevrolets, Dodges, Pontiacs, Fords and Buicks
for use as unmarked cars.

—Placing an additional 375 troopers on the highways each
week through use of an $818,000 allocation from the Governor's
Highway Saety Program to pay patrolmen for overtime work

—Stopping every vehicle exceeding the speed limit if possible
and stoppin all drivers *“*giving the slightest suspicion that they
are driving under the influence” of alcohol. he said the patrol
would continue the policy of making arrests only for definite,

clearcut and substantial violations of the law.

Recommending additional penaities against slate em-
ployees convicted of traffic violations while driving state cars.
Such penalties which Carolton said he would recommend to the
state Personnel Commission would range from warnings for a
first offense to dismissal for a third offense. Serious infractions,
such as seeding over 75 miles per hour. careless and reckless
driving or drunken driving would bring dismissal on a first
conviction.

Carlton said that North Carolina needs several hundred more
highway patrolmen. and that he will rcommend an increase of |
50 troopers when the legislature meets next month and an ad-
ditional increase the following year

Carlton also said he supports enactment of a law such as
Virginia has to outlaw fuzzbusters which warn motorists of the
presence of highway patrol radar.

Citing figures compiled by the U.S. Department of Tran-
sportation, Carlton said reports indicate that 60 percent of
vehicles on North Carolina highways exceed the 55 speed limit,
compared with 48 percent in Tennessee, 42 percent in Kentucky,
and 27 percent in Virginia.

Her former husband was
allowed to visit Elizabeth's
modest apartment that evening
to see their five children, the
youngest 10 months old, the old-
est 14 years.

" Before the night was out, she
was attacked. Her head was
slammed against a wall, and
she was raped. She was hall-
tonscious when police came,
and they were disposed to treat
the incident as a domestic
quarrel until the man swung at
an officer who ordered him to
leave.

That night, police were told
Elizabeth had been raped. but
such cases are difficult to pros-
cute. The former husband had
been there by her consent.
They charged him, instead,
with assaulting an officer.

But a nurse at the hospital
where the 29-year-old mother
was treated referred her to the
Polk County Rape-Sexual As-
sault Center.

Elizabeth was angry but un-
certain about how to press the
case. It was, she said, not the
first time. After more than 20
hours of counseling, comforting
and liaison between the rape
center, police and prosecutor,
she brought charges.

Her former husband pleaded
guilty to a reduced charge of
sexual assault with intent to
tape.

* Without the help of the five
women who run the center,
Elizabeth says, “I wouldn't
even have been able to press
charges and he would still be

tormenting me ... They were
there when I needed them.”

Such success stories have
brought the center a measure
of national attention as one of
the more effective agencies of
this kind.

The rape center women coun-
sel vietims about their legal
rights, tell them what to expect
before a grand jury, the type of
questions the defense attorney

“will and can ask. They tell

them they need not answer all
questions about previous sexual
activity.

They also help bridge the dis-
tance between the victim, the
county prosecutor and the po-
lice.

“The women at the rape cen-
ter are part of our team,” says
county police Sgt. Paul Wo-
mack. *“They do things that we
as police officers with our
badges could never do.”

The teamwork is evident in a
conviction rate that has dou-
bled. and the number of
charges filed also has risen.
Police clearance rates for rape
cases have jumped from 50 per-
cent to 69 percent.

Carole Meade, the second
center manager in its 3'.-year
history. cites ties to the city
and county police as a key.

“*Many officers are relieved
to have us there, taking care of
the emotional side of rape
cases,” she says.

Nowadays police immediately
notify the center of most re-
ported rapes so the staff can
respond quickly. -

The center, founded in 1974,
handles 15 to 45 sexual abuse
cases a month. “‘Sometimes we
get three or four a night,”” Ms.
Meade says. e

At lowa Lutheran Hospital,
where the center is based in a
nurses’ residence, a specially
trained staff treats the victim
as an emergency case and pre-
serves clinical evidence of rape
for trial.

Ways To Make

Ends Meet During
Tight-Money Times

NEW YORK (UPI) — Ways
of making ends meet during
inflation-recession cycles vary
widely from family to family
and individual to individual.

Here are some tips gleaned
from interviews with families
in the New York metropolitan
area for a research project
headed by Prof. David Caplo-
vitz of the City University of
New York graduate school.

The New York interviews
preceded a major study by
Caplovitz and his research
assistants in four metropolitan
areas of the United States to
determine how urban dwellers’
lifestyles and mental and social
health were affected by infla-
tion and recession.

— Some couples said they

had begun buying clothing at-

discount stores and from mail
order catalogs instead of
expensive specialty shops and
department stores. One said
she bought new outerwear and
went to thrift shops for
secondhand undergarments.

— Many women did their hair
at home instead of going to a
beauty salon.

— One welfare mother
skipped breakfast, ate a sand-
wich lunch and prepared only
one real meal a day for herself

and her children.
— Another made stews a lot
and stretched them with

noodles and biscuits.

— A lower middle income
wife said she and her husband
lived within a budget: “If we

' spend more one week, we cut

back the next.”

— Some twoperson
households bought and cooked
in quantity and froze the extra
food to serve later.

— Some joined a food co-op
to buy at wholesale markets.
“But it's only the ones with
some money around here who
will join it,” said one middle
income wife, 53, whose home
was an extremely well-fur-
nished apartment in a New
York City housing project. She
said she comparison-shopped

for some foods and used
leftovers in other dishes and for
her husband’s lunches.

— - A retired lawyer, 86,
walked to shopping areas from
his suburban home if neighbors
did not give him a lift. He
figured he probably spent more
on food because he shopped

i T

more than once a week.

— Another middle income
family moved from one suburb
the husband called materialistic
to a less expensive one when he

changed jobs. During a period
of unemployment, the family
cut out such expensive food as
lox (smoked salmon) and
lobster tails or bought them
less often. They cut out family
ski trips because of lift fees.

— A research and develop-
ment company psychologist, 30,
and his sociologist wife, 29,
bought two motorcycles to save
on gas for their car. “Now
we're riding enough to make up
for the purchase price,” he
said.

begins at the hospital involves
giving the victim some control
over her life again.

“We give them small deci-
sions to make,” Ms. Meade
says. Support counseling contin-
ues through police interviews.
If the victim wishes, .the staff
helps her talk the situation over
with Her family.

A woman who dealt with the
center after her former hus-

" band assaulted their 11-year-old

daughter, says the center staf-
fers “*did more for me than the
district attorney's office. Carole
was with me and my daughter
through the whole thing."

Several things have led to the
higher conviction rate. The cen-
ter handled 21 sexual cases in
the first year of operation. and
17 resulted either in guilty
pleas or guilty verdicts.

*When the victims go into the
courtroom, they understand the
court, the criminal justice sys-
tem and their role,” Ms. Meade
says. “They have counselors
there. They feel they're not just
pawns of the system."”

Another factor to the im-
proved conviction record was
the changes in the 1974 Iowa

‘by the Central
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Criminal Code disallowing ir-
relevant testimony about the
victim's past sexual history and
eliminating required testimony
by a witness.

Those changes were adopted
after lobbying by the women
who later founded the center.

Deputies from the
sherifl’s sex crimes unit often
accompany Martha Anderson.
state coordinator for the center,
on her educational visits to oth-
er fowa cities.

The center’s annual budget is
modest — $56,000. paid mostly
lowa Crime
Commission. But it still has
some critics.

Des Moines Police Chief Wen-
dell Nichols concedes that the
center serves a good cause. But
he says “There's a lot of mon-
ey heing spent on those ..
things that frankly could be
spent along the same lines but
with police expertise.”

County police Sgt. Womack
disagrees. “They are special-
ists in their field. They'll get
nothing but the highest praise
from our department,’’ he says.

RALEIGH — What a poor
state like North Carolina

Who's Afraid Of Teddy?

PALM BEACH, Fla.—Ed-
ward M. Kennedy, the senior
senator from Massachusetts,
turned up in Palm Beach the
other day. He had come down
to visit his mother and to
make a major speech. Before
he left town, he provided new
evidence to demonstrate why
conservatives hold him in
respect and fear alike.

Mr. Kennedy was in top
form. His chief purpose was
to address the National
Association of Chain Drug
Stores, whose influential
members are devided on the
senator’s several proposals in
the field of medical care. An
estimated 1,600 were on hand
to give him a standing
welcome.

“I've always wanted to
make a keynote speech to a
great national convention,”
he said, “Of course, this is not
exactly the one I had in
mind.” The crowd lived it. “I
went to see President Carter
last Thursday. Mother
always said I would make it
to the White House to the
Democrats: When I see that

all you small businessmen
can afford five days at the
Breakers, we must be
Comfortable chuckles. “But,
then, under the Democrats,
the dollar is worth so little it
doesn’t matter.” Wild ap-
plause. “You're not supposed
to laugh at that!"’

Mr. Kennedy, at 46, is one
of the most attractive men in
politics. He was looking ex-
ceptionally fit on Sunday. A
couple of years ago, badly
overlight he looked puffed
and bloated. This morning he
was clear of eye and crisp of
speech. After the one-liners,
he turned to a ringing ad-
vocacy of the two bills that
are most on his mind. One of
them would rewrite the laws
on prescription drugs; the
other would provide for na-
tional health insurance.

It was a revealing speech,
perfectly expressing the
senator’s concept of the pro-
per role of the state in our
society.

NEW YORK (AP) —
Shortly before President
Carter asked business to hold
price increases well below
the average of the two
preceding years it had
already given it answer: We
cannot.

That verdict was returned
in a survey of business people
conducted by the U.S.
Chamber of Commerce and
the Gallup organization. It
was an overwhelming ver-
dict; 85 percent of respon-
dents shared the view.

Analyzing the results, Jack
Carlson, vice president and
chief economist, offered what
he believes to be the reason
why: Government-caused
inflation, such as from higher
Social Security taxes.

“The President tended to
look around at other people
instead of at the govern-
ment,” said Carlson, who in

some capacity has served in
every administration since
the Eisenhower days.

Under Lyndon Johnson he
was assistant director of the
Bureau of the Budget. He
held a similar position under
Richard Nixon. Now, ap-
pointed by Carter, he serves
on a committee examining
the accuracy of employment
statistics.

Because of government’s
own actions, he said, 18
percent will be added to this
year’s inflation, bringing
Carlson’s estimate for the
year to 6.6 percent. It could
have had a 4.8 percent rate,
he said, if the government
had not added to the problem
increases in regulations from
last year to this.

Board of Education recom-
mended Wednesday night that
the plan be refused unless man-
datory backup provisions are
included.

The Chicago Board of Educa-
tion narrowly approved the
$386.6 million voluntary in-
tegration proposal Wednesday
by a 64 vote. One dissenting
board member, Louise Malis,
asked, “Why do you refuse to
include a mandatory backup in

the plan ...7"

It would take away from the
integrity of the city ...."" Han-
non replied.

“A voluntary plan will not
work,” said NAACP general
counsel Nathaniel Jones.
“That’s a semantical game for
maintaining the status quo.”

Hannon's plan would:

—Expand voluntary transfer
programs for students in over-
crowded schools, many of
which are in minority neighbor-
hoods.

—Eliminate all mobile units,
the trailer-classrooms seen as
tools of segregation. He already
has cut about 400 of the 1,269
mobile units that were used
last year.

—Open magnet schools that
offer programs good enough to
entice students across district
lines.

During the 1960s the Chicago
board initiated several volun-
tary transfer programs. The
numbers of students who enroll-
ed . . . were small — 28 children
volunteered to leave their
neighborhoods in 1962, 573 in
1968 and about 1,100 last fall.

If Declared
Not Guilty

CHICAGO (AP) — Even if he
wins, even il a judge finds that
Frank Walus did not lie to im-
migration authorities about an
alleged past as a Nazi terrorist,
the victory may be empty.
Walus has already lost a great
deal. i

to attend West Point, threatens
to leave home. His lawyer is
pressing for payment of $60,000
in legal fees

on his home. Some of his neigh-
bors shout epithets at him. Oth-
ers testify against him.

] have lots of phone calls
threalen me and also my ten-
ants.” said Walus in an inter-
view in his neat living room.
He rents out the second floor of
his modest two-flat building.
“They say they will blow up
house. They put lots of
swastika on the sidewalk and
throw eggs al my house.”

Walus, 55, a small man who
speaks with a heavy Polish ac-
cent. is accused of lying to im-
migration officials and covering
his alleged Nazi background to
become a citizen.

Eleven witnesses swore in
U.S. District Court before
Judge Julius Hoffman that they
recognized Walus as the Ges-
tapo agent who 35 years ago
was seen to murder and beat
Jews in the Polish cities of
Kielce and Czestochowa. He
would have been a teen-ager
then.

Walus maintains he has nev-

er killed anyone: *l1 am in-
nocent. clean like a blank sheet
of paper.”

Walus first visited the United
States in 1959. In 1963 he re-
turned, to reside quietly on Chi-
cago’s southwest side — until
Jan. 26, 1977, when federal offi-
cials thrust a civil complaint
into his hands

Walus and his wife worry
most about what conviction and
possible deportation later would
mean to their sons, Arthur, 16,
and Paul, 13.

Walus and his wife renounced
Polish citizenship when they be-
came U S. citizens. They do not
know what country would ac-
cept them.

“No matter where we go they
would have to learn a new lan-
guage." Mrs. Walus said of her
sons. But Arthur has warned
his parents he will not leave
the country. He threatens to
run away.

Walus is deeply in debt. So
far he owes $60.000 to defense
attorney Robert Korenkiewicz.
Costs could climb to $100,000.
Because he cannot work, he
has borrowed $20,000 from
friends and relatives. Walus
has had five heart attacks and
is retired on a permanent dis-
ability leave from his job as an
assembly line worker.

“We can’t live with this or_

anything like it,” Ellis said. “If
dealers must disclose all de-
fects to consumers, consumers
should be requird to disclose
the same thing when they trade
a car.”

When he resigns, Waldehim
told reporters in Vienna, *“this
will become an affair between
the Soviet and U.S. govern-
ments."”

Some diplomats expressed
concern that the affair would
foul the atmosphere for Secre-
tary of State Cyrus R. Vance’s
talks in Moscow next week on
nuclear arms reductions.

The 47-year-old Ukrainian
was scheduled to return to Mos-
cow on leave this week but in-
stead left his job as under-
secretary-general for political
and Security Council affairs
April 5 because of ‘‘differences

with  his government,” a
spokesman for Waldheim an-
nounced Monday. He has not
been seen in public since.

Shevchenko's American law-
ver. Ernest Gross, says the
missing man is in seclusion
near New York but is not a de-
fector. Gross said Shevchenko
intends to remain a Soviet citi-
zen.

The Soviet government ac-
cused the U.S. government of a
“detestable frameup” and a
“premeditated  provocation”
and charged that US. in-
telligence services were holding
Shevchenko under duress. The
State Department denied the
charges.

Coastal Town People Angered
By Silence On Rumor Of Crisis

CAPE CARTERET, N.C.
(AP) — Residents of this small
coastal town have heard ru-
mors of a crisis which may
place their town in jeopardy,
and they are threatening to re-
call their mayor if he doesn't
explain the details of the silu-
ation to them.

Mayor' Harry Brooks, who
has refused to reveal the na-
ture of the problem he consid-
ers to be critical, discounts the
threats of recall as the work of
a “‘rabble-rousing few.”

The battle began in Novem-

ber. when Brooks wrote Gov.
Jim Hunt and Attorney General
Rufus Edmisten that the town
was in jeopardy because of a
problem.

Since that time, the town's
commissioners have met twice
in executive session to discuss
the matter. Minutes of both
meetings have been sealed.

The town's residents are
speculating that the crisis in-
volves the legality of Cape Car-
terel’s annexations of the Star
Hill Estates, a golf course and
housing development, in the

1960s.

Brooks said Wednesday that
portions of the commission
meelings were closed to the
public because they involved
discussions of the secret matter
with the town's attorney.

“I'm not at liberty to discuss
it.” Brooks said. “It is possible
that litigation will be involved,
it’s something we think could
be brought against the town.”

State Launches Court
Action Over Academies

RALEIGH,N.C. (AP) — The
state of North Carolina Wednes-
day began court action to force
Christian academies to furnish
information on teachers, sub-
jects taught and textbooks
used, -and health and safety
measures provided by the
school.

The state attorney general’s
office filed a class action suit
against 11 state Christian aca-
demies, and Superior Court
Judge Donald Smith ordered
'the schools to appear at a hear-
ing in Wake Superior Court
April 24 to show cause why the
court should not issue an order
requiring the schools tq make
the required reports.

The attorney general’s office
also asked the court for a find-
ing that the law and regulations
of the Board of Education re-
quiring the reports ‘‘do not con-

stitute an improper in-
fringement upon the defend-
ants’' religious freedom."”

Tom Davis, public informa-
tion officer of the state Depart-
ment of Instruction, said there

are about 60 of the fundamen-

talist Christian academies in
the staté. Some of the aca-
demies have sent in reports
containing part of the required
information, Davis said, but
none of them have furnished
what the board considers ade-
quate information. Davis said
some of the schools have re-
fused to submit any informa-
tion at all.

The suit stated that the refus-
al of the academies to furnish
the required reports prevents
the board of education ‘‘from
protecting the rights of children
in sectarian, nonpublic schools
to a basic and adequate educa-

tion.”

The complaint pointed out
that when the Christian schools
refused to submit their fall re-
ports, the board of education
modified the reports, deleting
“all requests for information
nol essential to carrying out the
duties of responsibilities” the
law imposes on the board.

The schools were then given
until March 1 to furnish the
modified reports, and later this
time was extended until March
23.

Attorney General Rufus Ed- |

misten said that in bringing the
action, “it is our desire to final-
ly resolve this controversy by
once and for all establishing
the respective rights of the par-
ties so that all may continue
their roles in the educational
process free of doubts and un-
certainties.”

Betty Ford Fighting A
Different Kind Of War

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Bet-
ty Ford, whose bout with breast
cancer in 1974 stirred fresh and
frank public discussion on the
disease, is fighting a new battle
— this time, against drug de-
pendence.

Once again, the former first
lady's treatment is focusing
public attention on a medical
problem that experts say
should be talked about more
than it has been.

“With this situation involving
Mrs. Ford. I think people are
going to be much more aware
that anybody can get into this
kind of situation,” said Dr. Ar-
thur Bolter of San Leandro,
chairman of the California
Medical Association’s alcohol-
ism and drug abuse committee.

“When most people think of
drug dependence, they think
about junkies and heroin. But

this is something that can oc-
cur with anybody and at any
time,” Bolter said Wednesday
in a telephone interview.

“It's an insidious thing.
People can get into it and not
even know it.”

Bob Barrett, a spokesman for
the former first lady, said he
expects Mrs. Ford to discuss
the problem but ‘“first we'll
take care of her, then we'll
champion the causes.”

Mrs. Ford had a mastectomy
in September 1974, around the
same time that Happy Rock-
efeller, the former vice presi-
dent's wife, underwent the
‘same surgery. Both women dis-
cussed their illness and the sur-
gery with interviewers and be-
fore groups, increasing public
sensitivity.

Mrs. Ford was admitted Mon-
day to the alcohol and drug re-
habilitation center at the Long
Beach Naval Hospital, where

Aacting superintendent James
Zimble said, ‘‘She has devel-
oped a dependence she is trying
to overcome.”

Details of the problem were
not disclosed.

*1 was over-medicating my-
self.” said Mrs. Ford, who has
been under treatment for arth-
ritis and a pinched nerve.

Bolter says the problem can
begin “‘where you might have a
craving — a feeling that you
must have it. But if you stop
using the drug you're not going
to get any physical reaction.”

The next step is more
ominous.

“*A good example is the per-
son who feels like he just has to
have a Valium every afternoon
in order to relax or a sleeping
pill every night to fall asleep. It
starts out as a psychological
sort of thing and then goes into
a physical addiction,” Bolter
said.

Psychiatrists Concur
Passman In Bad Shape

WASHINGTON (AP) — For-
mer Rep. Otto E. Passman,
charged with bribery and con-
spiracy in the Korean influence
buying scandal, is being treated
for ‘*‘significant depression,”
according to court papers.

Two psychiatrists agree Pas-
sman suffers from severe de-
pression, according to the pa-
pers filed in U.S. District Court
on Wednesday. And one of the
doctors concluded he “has an
early senile dementia.”

The Louisiana Democrat’s
condition was described by fed-
eral prosecutors in the brief
that argues against an in-
definite postponement of Pas-
sman'’s arraignment on charges

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' Reviving Of Draft Felt
Politically Unfeasible

WASHINGTON (UPD) — The
Selective Service system, whose
unwelcome ‘*‘greetings” from
Uncle Sam changed the lives of
millions of American youths it
drafted into the military over
three decades, now faces an
uncertain future of its own.

The agency had more than
9,000 full-time employees and
some 20,000 unpaid members of
local draft boards reporting to
it at the height of the Vietnam
war, but it is now in ‘“‘deep
standby" mothballs.

President Carter’s govern-

ment reorganization program is
considering scrapping Selective
Service as an independent
agency and absorbing its
present emergency planning
role elsewhere, such as the
Defense or Labor department.

The $50,000 director’s post
has been left unfilled since its
last occupant, Byron Pepitone,
departed last year. Other
executive offices are dark and
unused. Sixty-seven employees
remain scattered throughout its
headquarters, which once oc-
cupied an entire floor of an

office building.

Even the receptionists’ cubi-
cle at the front door stands
emply.

Until draft registration ended
two vears ago. the Selective
Service System issued every
male youth on his 18th birthday
the white pasteboard square
known as a “draft card” that
once was the standard means
for a teen-ager to prove he was
old enough to buy a beer.

It drafted more than 10
million men in World War 1I,
about 1.5 million in the Korean

War and 1.7 million men in the
Vietnam war years, ending in
1973. The customary method
was lo send induction notices
which started out, “Greetings.”

But less than five years after
the anti-war and draft evasion
memories of Vietnam, that does
nol now appear politically
feasible.

The planning Shuck now does,
aimed at setting up the system
again in an emergency, is low-

key. The agency has only
135,000 draft cards left in its
warehouse, which would not be
enough for a single day of
registration,

It turns down occasional
requests for replacement draft
cards from people who want
them to apply for jobs, mostly
with local governments who
haven't golten around to
changing draft-era personnel
regulations.

Free Clinic
For Animals

NEW WASHOE CITY. Nev.
(AP) — A physician and his
wife run a free clinic here for
the sick and injured with no-
where else to go. specializing in
treatment of gunshot wounds
and the like.

Dr. James Laird and his
wife, Nancy, a registered
nurse, are on 24-hour call to
treat sick animals. And they
foot the bill for any treatment
they give.

“It's discouraging to get a
beautiful two-and-a-half-pound
owl with wings so badly blown
away we can't reconstruct
them.” said Mrs. Laird.
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“The majority of the birds
we treat have been shol,” she
said. “It's too bad because
these birds have a terrific will
to live and eventually starve to
death. I don't know why people
have to shoot them. 1 guess
they make a nice moving tar-

The Lairds turn their family
room into a pet hospital at
night. The animals are kept
outside during the day. Laird
and his wife have built in-
cubators, made splints and con-
structed cages for their
patients.

Laird, 58, and his wife, 48,
said they had been treating ani-
mals for years. They ran a
similar clinic in Pontiac, Mich.,
until they moved to Hawthorne,

Nev.. in 1969 to get away from
the cold. damp weather. They
moved here, just east of Wash-
oe Lake. in 1974.

The Lairds will pick up an
animal if necessary, and if a
bird or mammal needs an X-
ray. they'll take the animal to
a veterinarian and pay the bill.

For the past year, state Fish
and Game officials have been
bringing the Lairds injured
birds found in the wilds.

“We want to warn people
that if the animal is badly in-
jured we put it to sleep,” Mrs.
Laird said. “If a bird can't fly
perfectly well with both wings
it isn't in shape to go out be-
cause it'll just starve to death,”
she said.

U.S. Aluminum Industry Glows Compared To Steel

By STEVEN PROKESCH

PITTSBURGH (UPL — An
executive of the Aluminum
Company of America looked out
of his office window over a
church steeple to the U.S. Steel
Building recently and said:
“There but for the grace of God
go we.”

Alcoa executives don't rejoice
over the misfortunes of the
steel industry

“The steel industry may be
our competitor but it's a
customer. too,"” one said.

Aluminum and steel are basic
metals industries. But there are
crucial differences between
them — including the impact of
imports, technology and
demand for their products

In 1977, the United States
Steel Corp. had sales and
operating revenues of $9.7
billion. Its net income Wwas
$137.9 million, down from $410.3
million in 1976. The firm's non-
steel operations saved the
nation's largest steelmaker
from going into the red.

U.S. Steel Chairman Edgar
B. Speer told UPI that the steel
business did not offer a
particularly attractive profit
potential and his company
planned to continue developing
its non-steel operations.

Alcoa, the nation’s leading
aluminum producer, reported
record sales and operating
revenues of $3.42 billion in 1977.
Net income was $195.2 million,
compared with $143.8 million in
1976.

Alcoa executives expect the
trend to hold.

“The economic health of
Alcoa right now is good and
stable and we're confident of
the future,” Alcoa President
William B. Renner said in an
interview. “But 1 still have
great concern about escalating
costs ' of labor, energy, raw
materials and the availability
of energy.

“Demand has been growing
at a sounder rate than it has in
the past.”” he said. predicting
Alcoa's shipments will rise 5
percent to 7 percent in 1978, the
same amount by which overall
industry shipments are expect-
ed to increase.

Alcoa executives say their
company will continue to
operate at about 90 percent of
capacity throughout 1978.

With the energy crisis not
about to go away and alumi-
num an obvious way to make
cars lighter and more efficient,
Detroit has become increasing-
ly interested in the light metal,
Strong demand by transporta-
tion and beverage container
industries are keeping flat-
rolling mills working at capaci-
ty.

So it is no surprise that Alcoa
plans to stick with aluminum.

Asked about diversification
Harry M. Goern, Alcoa’s
general manager for corporate
planning, said: “We're not
spending an awful lot of time in

The United States is the
world’s leading aluminum
producer, accounting for about
31 percent of the world’s annual
output. By comparison, the u.s
share of world steel output has
dropped dramatically over the
last 20 years.

“In 1955, the United States
was the world's largest (steel)
producer with 39 percent of
total output.” the White House
Couhcil on Wage and Price
Stability said in a study last
year. “Today its share has
declined to less than 20 percent,
matching that of the European
Common Market and Japan.”

In 1971, the Soviet Union
overtook the United States as
the world's largest steel produ-
cer. a position it has main-
tained.

The steel industry laid much
of the blame for its poor 1977
on the 17.8 percent share of the
domestic steel needs captured
by imports. The United States
has been one of the strongest
markets for steel during a
period when worldwide demand
has been weak.

Alcoa, on the other hand, is
worried about insufficient im-
ports.

“This country has been
aluminum short,” Goern said.
“We generally import 5 percent
to 10 per cent of the aluminum
that is consumed in this
country. Something approach-
ing 50 percent (of aluminum
made in the U.S.) is consumed
here.

“We don't get upset about
fluctuations in imports. If
imports don't begin to at least
handle their traditional role and
maybe expand, then we can
start to talk about long-term
shortages.”

Alcoa analysts predict there
will be an aluminum shortfall
in the early 1980s and Alcoa has
been building inventories for
the last couple of years.

The Japanese are widely
considered the most efficient
steel producers in the world.
But Goern said the Japanese
aluminum  industry is no
challenge to the U.S. industry.

One reason for the U.S.
aluminum industry’s edge over
competitors is that the tech-
nology to make the metal is
still being developed.

“Technology in steelmaking
is fundamentally known,”
Goern said.

Alcoa also plans this year to
test a new smelting pot design
that will it the option of
increasing metal production or
reducing energy consumption,
vital to an industry that uses a
little more than 1 percent of the
nation’s total energy output and
about 4 percent of the
electricity generated in the
United States.

The results of increased
computer use also has proven
the value of Alcoa’s R&D
expenditures.

“Computerization at a typical
rolling mill permitted about
doubling of capacity over the
last 10 years.” said Marvin E
Gantz Jr.. Alcoa’s executive
vice president for mill pro-
ducts.

Alcoa experts believe increas-
ing the use of computers could
increase smelting pot efficiency
about 4 percent.

Gantz said another big
difference between the alumi-
num industry and the steeimak-
ers is that with aluminum being
a relatively newcomer, it has
had to fight to take away
markets from the older metals.

Two areas in which competi-
tion is especially fierce are
automobiles and beverage con-
tainers.

Pressured by the government
to develop more efficient cars,
Detroit has increased the
amount of aluminum used in
vehicles. The average alumi-
num content in U.S.-made cars

rose from 84 pounds in 1975
models to 114 pounds in 1978
models.

Alcoa has been pushing a
fabricated aluminum wheel,
which. it says. could reduce net
car weight by up to 60 pounds.

Aluminum companies also
have had success in wresting
the beer and soft-drink can
market away [rom the steel
industry. In 1970, the aluminum
industry’s share of the bever-

age conlainer market was only

13.7 percent. Thal share is now
about 50 percent.

About $108 million out of
Alcoa's $360 million capital
expenditure in 1978 is ear-
marked for increasing and
improving productivity.

The only player
to.score the grand slam was
French ace, Henri Svare.

Against Svare's grand
slam West led the king of
hearts. Declarer ruffed,
then cashed dummy's two
high trumps. Now he came
to his hand with the queen of
diamonds. It was his inten-

tion to take the club finesse,
but on the diamond trick
East displayed some agita-
tion and asked to-inspect the
trick.

Svarc decided that East
could only be interested in
the proceedings if he held
the outstanding trump and
the king of clubs. There-
fore, he abandoned the club
finesse in favor of another
line.

Svarc started to run the
diamonds. East realized that
it would not help to ruff, so
he discarded three hearts on
the third, fourth and fifth
diamonds. On these tricks
Svarc discarded three clubs.
Now Svarc carefully refrain-
ed from cashing the sixth
diamond, for that would
have allowed East to sluff his
last heart and prevent de-
clarer from ruffing another
heart in dummy.

Instead, Svarc cashed the
ace of clubs, then led the
queen for a ruffing finesse.
East covered and declarer
ruffed. He entered dummy
with a heart ruff, then dis-
carded his last heart on the
jack of clubs. The ace of
trumps scored the thirteenth
trick, and a brilliant piece
of card-reading was suitably
rewarded.

The Dread of Neglect

It's difficult to understand
that there are thousands of
children in the United States
who are not properly im-
munized against infectious
diseases, The failure to be
vaccinated and to maintain
immunization are rapidly
becoming dire threats to the
health of the American people.

Even one single un-

lifetime penalty with blindness,
deafness or a devastating
neurological disease is a sad
reflection on the people
responsible for such neglect.
The Center for Disease
Control in Atlanta has issued a
warning that all levels of im-
munization are substantially
Jlower than they should be. In
fact, these public health of-
ficials believe that the down-

ward trend in vaccinations
continues, despite arduous
health campaigns.

My own feeling is that the
campaigns are obviously not
arduous enough, for the health
of any community depends on
complete immunization of its
people. When there is less than
85 percent immunization in any
area, the risk of an epidemic
becomes great.

The laity has become terribly
complacent about the
remarkable scientific ac-
complishments that have
virtually wiped out many of the
infectious diseases. Yet they do
exist, and when they occur,
leave sad evidence of their
complication.

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Pitt Blood Donor Survey Shows Many Repeaters

Dick Carney, administrator of
the Tar River Sub-Center here,
released statistics regarding
Pitt County’s blood donorship
program.

According to Carney, so far
this fiscal year, which ends in
June, 1,97 donors have con-

tributed 2,964 pints of blood
toward an annual collection goal
of 3.245. He said the figures in-
dicate a high number of repeat
donors for the county.

Carney said that the figures
are as of March 31, and do not in-
