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Chileans Charged
In Letelier Plot;

Doubt Extradition

SANTIAGO, Chile (AP) —
The Chilean government
says it has ordered house
arrest for its former security
police chief and two of his
men charged in the United
States with plotting the
assassination of Orlando
Letelier. But -their ex-
tradition is not expected.

Retired Brig. Gen. Juan
Manuel Conlreras
Sepulveda. Col. Pedro
Espinosa Bravo and Capt.
Armando Fernandez Larios
have been placed under
preventive military arrest
for a maximum period of two
months pending the outcome
of legal proceedings, the
Interior Ministry said
Tuesday night.

Contreras and Espinosa
are al their homes and
Fernandez is in a military
haspital. **all under military
custody and guard.” an
army communique said. It
did not say why Fernandez
was hospitalized.

The request for/ their
detention was made by the
United States, which said it
would send formal ex-
tradition requests  “in a
matter of weeks."” Observers
said chances are slight the
men will be extradited but a
local trial is possible.

The three Chileans and
four anti-Castro Cuban
exiles in the United States

were indicted. hy- a.federal - -

grand jury in Washington
Tuesday for the bomb
assassination of Letelier as
his car moved through
Washington’s Embassy Row
on Sept. 21, 1976. A young
woman associate in the car,
Ronni K. Moffitt, also was
killed. and her husband.
Michael, was wounded.
Letelier was ambassador
to the United States, foreign
minister and interior
minister under the late
President Salvador Allende,
the Marxist overthrown by
the military in September
1973. He was arrested and
exiled after the coup and
became an outspoken foe of
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secret police, Brig. Gen. Juan Manuel Contreras Sepulveda

Contreras headed the
Chilean junta's security
police. the DINA, from its
organization in early 1974
until its dissolution a year
ago. The Washington in-
dictment said he “‘initiated
the action which began the
conspiracy and ... ordered
the assassination of Orlango
Letelier.'’ Espinosa,
director of operations for
DINA, was accused of
conveying the assassination
order to Capt. Fernandez
and an American DINA
agent, Michael Townley. The
indictment said Fernandez
then went to the United
States and shadowed
Lételier to determine his
habits.

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Michael Molffitt said in
Washington. *“‘Sources very
close to the investigation tell
me the chances are probably
less than 10 percent thal
we'll get an extradition."”
Although the Chilean
government acted swiftly in

/ detaining its three indicted

nationals, it said their agrest
did not signify guilt and was
taken ‘“exclusively under
provisions: of . the. existing
extradition treaty between
both countries."”

That 1902 treaty provides
that each country will ex-
tradite people charged with

crimes in the other country -

but - that neither country is
bound to hand over its own
citizens. Under a 1933 pact,
Chile agreed to Lry its own
citizens if it does nol ex-
tradite them.

Townley. who was
deported by the Chilean
government last April and
cooperated in the US. in-
vestigation, was named a co-
conspirator in the in-
dictment but was not in-
dicted. Prosecutors ‘in
Washington said he agreed
to plead guilty to a single
count of conspiracy fo
murder in the next few days.

The four Cubans indicted
for participation in the
alleged murder plot were
Guillermo Novo Sampol,
Alvin Ross Diaz, Virgilio Paz
Romero and Jose Dionisio
Suarez Esquivel, all of Union
City. N.J.

Paz .and Suarez are
fugitives while Novo and
Ross are in jail in New York
City.

A fifth Cuban exile,
Guillermo Novo's brother
Ignacio. was indicted on the
lesser charges of lying under
oath and concealing
knowledge of a felony. He is
in jail in the District of
Columbia.

The indictment said Paz
and Townley, who is an
electronics technician,
bought the materials for the
assassination bomb at a
Sears ‘Roebuck store.

WASHINGTON (AP)
Key American observation
posts ‘of Soviet military
activity — closed by Turkey
three years ago when
Congress stopped arms sales
to that country — will reopen
within a matter ol months,
military sources say, now
that the arms ban has been
lifted.

Congress imposed Lhe
embargo in response (o
Turkey's use of U.S.-
supplied arms to invade and
occupy the troubled island of
Cyprus, whose Greek and
Turkish residents have
feuded for generations. The
embargo has been a major
source of trouble in
President Carter's dealings
with Turkey.

Carter, who won a hair-
breadth foreign policy
victory when the House
voted 208-205 Tuesday to lift
the embargo, issued a
statement immediately
afterward warning Turkey
against resorting again to
arms to resolve the still-
festering dispute over
Cyprus. “Any effort to im-
pose a military solution
would be actively and
unequivocally opposed by
the United States,’” he said.

Kennedy's Rebuff

Facing harsh opposition in '

the Senate, Sen. Edward M.

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amendment (also sponsored
by Sen. Frank Church, soon
lo be chairman of the
Foreign Relations Commit-
tee) at the end of the
Senate's long debate on the
security assistance bill.

Public Paying For Negligence

NEW YORK (AP) — What
is the public’s responsibility
to individuals who fail to
protect themselves?

Homeowners in the nor-
thern New Jersey town of
Plainfield suffered heavy
flood damage in early
August 1973, much of it
uninsured.

Following the destruction,
there was a rush to buy
protection. Of 329 flood
policies sold during the
enlire year, 220 of the pur-
chases came in August and
September, right after the
flood.

It came in the ninth after

The crowd of 31,159 gave Rose
a half-minute ovation as he
strolled to the plate.

Rose fouled off the first pitch,
altempting to bunt toward
Horner at third. He then took
two straight balls, low and
inside, drawing a scattering of
boos from the crowd. Rose
fouled a 2-1 changeup at his feet
and then struck out on another
changeup, tipping it into the
mitt of catcher Joe Nolan.

Hired As New Coach

For San Diego's New NBA Entry

SAN DIEGO (AP) — San
Diego's new National
Basketball Association club has
hired former Philadelphia and
Baltimore Coach Gene Shue,
who told victory-starved fans of
the team that they can expect a
winner.

Shue is the NBA's winningest
active head coach with a 448434
career record. But in the
league's Pacific Division, San
Diego finds itself in a brackel in
which every team — Los
Angeles, Phoenix, Golden State,
Seattle and Portland — had
winning seasons last year.

*That's the major problem —
the unbelievable competition,”
Shue told a news conference
Tuesday after San Diego owner
Irvin Levin announced his
appointment as coach.

“We will play a style of
basketball the fans are anxious
toenjoy," he said.

The 46-year-old Shue was
fired last Nov. 3 at Philadelphia
and replaced by Billy Cun-
ningham. Shue coached the
76ers for four seasons and led
them to one Eastern Division
crown.

His record at Philadelphia,
where the 76ers made it to the
NBA championship round in
1976-77 only to be demolished by
Portland, was 157-177. But
“Gene is the winningest head
coach active today in
professional basketball,” noted
a confident Levin,

Shue said he signed a two-
year contract with a “mutual
option" for a third year.

The new NBA c¢lub was
moved from Buffalo by Levin
after he (raded the Boston
Celtics to Braves owner John Y.
Brown.

Shue’s lineup tentatively is
expected to include &-foot-11
Sven Nater at center, 68 for-
wards Kermit Washington and
Sidney Wicks and Randy Smith
and rookie Freeman Williams
at guard. Kevin Kunnert, a
towering 7-footer, is expected to
share time at center.

Shue said that *a lot depends
on Wicks — if he can revert
back Lo his form in Portland."

Also, he said, Smith and
Williams probably “will need

Immunity Of 3 Iragqi

PARIS (AP) — Several
hundred policemen shouted
*seandal” and ‘‘'shame’ out-
side the Paris police
headquarters to protest the
French government’s decision
nol to prosecute three Iraqgi
Embassy staff members ac-
cused of firing on police as they
removed a Palestinian terrorist
from the embassy.

A French policeman and an
Iragi were killed in the shootout
Monday following an 8': hour
siege at the embassy. The
terrorist and three other per-
sont were wounded. and the
police arrested three Iragis.

After conferring with Iragi
Ambassador  Mundhir Tawfik
al-Wandawi, the government

agreed thal the three men were
entitled to diplomatic im-
munity. Although the police
identified them as embassy
security guards, French
Forelgn Ministry officials said
they were two secretaries and
an altache who were on the
Iraq) diplomatic register.

The government apparently
granted them immunity to keep
from jeopardizing France's
sizable sales of Mirage fighter
jets to Iraq and its purc(mses of
Iragioll.

The police demonstramr:,
said they would complain to
President Valery Giscard
d'Estaing if the Iragis were
released, It was expected that
their protest would be ignored

and that the three would be sent
home to Baghdad speedily.

The Palestinian gunman had
surrendered 1o the police after
holding nine embassy em-
ployees hostage while he sought
the release of a woman held in
London for an abortive attempt
to assassinate the Iragi am-
bassador to Britain. .

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Some Are Winners In Inflation Time

WASHINGTON (AP) — Most
Americans think they lose from
inflation, and most probably do.
Bul there are lot of people who
manage to break even, and oth-
ers who are outright winners.

Nearly breaking even are the
35 million persons who receive
Social Security payments, fed-
eral employees and workers
whose union-negotiated wage
increases . keep pace with
prices.

Winners include most physi-
cians, corporate executives and
workers whose wages and other
benefits have exceeded the rise
in the cost of living. d

Barry Bosworth and the
Council on Wage and Price Sta-
bility. which he directs, have
been outspoken in their criti-
cism od those who are ahead of
the inflation game, saying they
are gaining at the expense of
the rest of the population,

Among labor unions, Bos-
worth has singled out the 2.2
miflion member Teamsters, the
United Auto Workers and the
United Steelworkers as being
among those whose gains have
put them in a privileged posi-
tion relative to other workers.

Wage and benefil increases
for major unions have been av-
eraging between 9.5 percent
and 10 percent a year, Bos-
worth says, while overall aver-
age worker earnings have been
rising by about 7 percent, close
to the recent rates of inflation.

However, since the 7 percent
average includes those whose
wages increased by substantial-
ly higher figures, it means a lot
of workers are receiving much
smaller gains.

*These major unions have to
be brought back into line with
the rest of the economy,” says
Bosworth. “If these contracls
again come In in the range of
30 percent and over (for three
years), you might as well for-
gel talking about decelerating

Having said that, however, he
adds thal the average worker
has done “terribly."”

The government reporied last
week that workers' real spen-
dable earnings, or earnings dis-
counted for inflation and taxes,
declined 0.4 percenl in June
and were down 2.3 percent
from a year earlier.

Corporate profits kept up
with inflation last year, rising
an average of 11 percenl for
the biggest 1.200 companies, ac-
cording to Business Week
magaziné, compared with an
inflation rate for the year of 6.8

percent.

Pay of corporate execulives
also has tended to far outpace
inflation. The magazine report-
ed that during 1976, for ex-
ample, direct pay of executives
— salary plus bonuses — in-
creased 27.2 percent. Corporate
profits were up 26 percent that
year, but inflation was just 4.8
percent, making it a good year
for executives.

“Sometimes they get bonuses
even when there has been no
increase in profits; I've never
understood it," said one admin-
jstration official, who did not
want to be named. He said that
while corporate profits and ex-

ecutive salaries have generally
been ahead of inflation, divi-
dend payments have nol.

Bosworth recently told the
House Budget Committee that
big business and big unions es-
cape Lhe injurious effects of in-
flation because of their power
in the marketplace.

“It's not hurting them.” he
said. *If the cost of living goes
up. then wages go up. The com-
panies pass it through (into
prices) without any particular
difficulty.”

*“The people who suffer from
inflation are the minority
groups, people in retail trade
and people on the [ringes (of

the economy ), they get hurt by
unemployment and inflation,"”
he said.

A number of corporate execu-
tives confirmed to a reporter in
background interviews in 1974,
when inflation was 12.2 percent,
that it wasn't a serious problem
for them because they could
pass along their higher costs
into prices,

Besides corporations and
large labor unions, physicians
have been a clear winner over
inflation in recent years. the
wage and price stability council
said in a recent study. It said
physicians fees were up 9.3 per-
cent last year and have risen 80

percent faster than other prices
in the economy since 1950,

“The median income of sell-
employed physicians — $63,000
in 1976 — is higher and has ris-
en faster than that of any other
major occupational or profes-
sional group for which histori-
cal income data are available,”
the study said.

Farmers also have done quite
well as a group in the past
year, as their income rose 20
percent-over the 12 month peri-
od ending in June, according to
the Agriculture Department.
However, farm income is vol-
atile and has fallen sharply in
some years.

NEW ORLEANS (UPI) —
The expensive nuisance to
farmers of migrating fire ants
is helping end a century-old
method of harvesting hay.

The fire ants, named because
of their painful bites, began
migrating northward (rom
" South America in 1966 and

since have spread to at least

nine Southern states.

In their wake, the ants have
left hundreds of thousands of
hard mud nesits that cause
expensive and frustrating prob-
lems for farmers who cut their
fields with traditional ‘‘cycle
bar"’ mowing machines.

' © “They make these mounds of
dirt that can be as much as 18
inches high,”” said Allen
Tarver, a farm machinery
salesman in Folsom, La., north
of New Orleans.

“When the cycle bar mower
drives into one of those
mounds, it just stops the whole
thing. They get jammed. And
as the ants became mdre

. plentiful, it became impossible

to cut.”
The cycle bar mowers oper-

' ate on the same principle as a

pair of scissors or shears. The
cutting blades swing toward a
stationary bar beneath the
mower and then quickly retract
for another cycle.

Since the early 1900s, cycle
bar mowers have been the
accepted tool for cutting hay
and grass. Farmers simply
grew accustomed to long delays
when wet hay, wind-blown
grass or — more recently —
ant nests caused their machines
to jam.

Now, however, a new mower
developed in Europe is becom-
ing increasingly popular on

S farms in the United States.

“They have a rotary cutting
device,” Tarver said. “They
cut those ant nests like they
weren't there, In real dry
weather, all you see is a puff of
dirt and the ant nest is gone.”

The "new mMOwers were
developed by P.J. Zweegers
and Zonen of the Netherlands,
‘which calls its product the
Cyclomower, Similar competi-
tive mowers have since been
introduced by several other
European companies and the
prices range from about $2,200
to $3,000 apiece.

“These machines are very‘
very popular,” Tarver said. “‘In

New homes are being pur-
chased at record rates as well
as record prices. New cars,
with costly optional equipment,
are selling at near record rales.
Sales of recreational vehicles.
boats, jewelry. and other luxury
items are on the rise.
Americans are borrowing
heavily to finance these pur-
chases, despile high interest
rates, to beat even higher prices
they expect inflation Lo
generate, They are willing o
pay the high price of the
American dream

The cost of the American
dream is an alarming one
trillion dollars in consumer in-
stallment debl outstanding
That amounts to $4.748 per per-
son. Of the total debt
outstanding. more than 60 per-
cenl is represenled by home
mortagages. Auto loans ac-
count for about 8 percent and
other installment loans 13 per-
cent.

The outstanding debl is a
record 79 percent of personal
after-lax income versus 75 per-
cent in the Sixities and
Seventies. Payments on that
debt require more than 15.3
cents of each dollar of after-
tax income, compared with 14.7
cents a year ago.

Repaymenl obligations are
being met currently. but any
economic slump could cause
delinquencies lo rise sharply.
Consumer attitudes are turning
more cautious as talk centers
around slower economic
growth. Retail sales are flatten-
ing. showing thal consumers
are being somewhat more
careful about adding to their ad-
ding Lo their debt loan.

There is no doubt that the
rapid expansion in installment

debt cannot continue. Because

of inflation, a dollar doesn’t buy
as much as it did early in this
recovery. So, it takes a higher
level of lending to move the
economy a given amount than it
did then. In itself. this is infla-
tionary and leads to even
greaier inflationary expecta-
tions.

The major concern is that
consumers will slow their buy-
ing to the degree that retail
sales will decline. Inventories
would then become too
heavy and production and
employment would have 1o be
reduced. To the degree that
financing terms are more
liberal than a few years ago,
future spending may be
restrained as well, | How sharp-
ly consumers will cut back on
debt purchases. and when, is
unknown, but any change in
spending patterns is likely to
have an immediate impact on
the health of this recovery.

WASHINGTON (AP) — “Wa-
ter produced by municpal
plants is degraded on its way
from the waterworks to the
home tap,” Donald L. Porth
toldrecent meeting sponsored
by Resources for the Future.

Water passing through anti-
quated mains, water meters
and home plumbing can pick
up undesirable pollutants,
Porth explained.

“‘Home systems can contain a
variety of metals, such as
black iron, galvanized iron,
copper and brass,” he said.

Porth is president of the Wa-
ter Quality Research Council, a
non-profit group devoted to re-
search and education.

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Churchill
Enshrined
In Borneo

BANDAR SERI BEGAWAN,
Brunei (AP) — The late Sir
Winston Churchill is enshrined
in a tiny northern Borneo sulta-
nate that clings to its ties with
Britain.

A larger-than-life statue
of the British statesman,
bronze cigar clamped in bull-
dog jaw and right hand waving
his trademark V-for-Victory sa-
lute. stands in front of the
Churchill Memorial Museum in
steamy Bandar Seri Begawan.

Churchill never visited
Brunei. Former Sultan Sir
Omar Ali Saifuddin ordered the
memorial built after he had at-
tended Churchill’s funeral in
1965 “‘as an inspiration and a
challenge to the youth of today
and tomorrow.”

Wealth from Brunei's
oilfields enabled the now-
retired sultan to build the §1.5
million complex in 1968, It is
connected to an aquarium and a
library

For Lean Times

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. (AP)
— It wasn't a test tube affair,
but the reptile staff at the Rio
Grande Zoo was puzzled when a
coachwhip snake laid seven
eggs — and no male had been
around for over a year.

But a little scholarly digging
explained it all. Attendants
found that snakes have the
ability to store male sper-
matozoa in little internal folds
and use it as needed to fertilize
their current crop of eggs.

And if there’s another
delivery that can’t be attributed
to a recent male visit, the staff
won’t be alarmed. Colubrid
snakes, such as the coachwhip,
have been known to delay
fertilization for up to six years,

It is neither the rarest metal
in the world nor the most ex-
pensive. But gold has a
mystique that has lasted
through the ages and has helped
push its price to record highs in
recent days.

What's so special about gold?

“It's a historic thing," said
William Butterman of the
Bureau of Mines. "It has a very
ancient reputation ...It's very
durable in a chemical and
physical sense ...It's quite rare
and was even more so in ancient
times."”

James Jolley, Butterman's
colleague at the bureau, had
another explanation. ‘“There’s a
lot of charisma about it,"” he
said.

Jolley is an expert on
platinum, which is both rarer
and more costly than gold.
Worldwide platinum production
in 1977 is estimated at just
under 3 million troy ounces,
compared to 38.5 million troy
ounces of gold and 318.4 million
troy ounces of silver. A troy
ounce equals 1.097 regular
ouhces.

Platinum is selling at almost
$250 an ounce, while gold —
even after its sharp rise — is
just over $200.

Platinum, however, doesn't
have the same appeal. "'It’s just
a white metal,” said Jolley,
adding that gold's yellow color
is unique among natural
metals. :

Gold is easy to shape and
polish; it doesn’t rust, tarnish
or corrode. Because of its
relative scarcity, it is prized as
one of the few things which, in a
time of soaring inflation and
currency fluctuations, will
always be worth having.

Most newly mined gold goes
for jewelry and dental pur-
poses. The rest of it is bought
and sold, then bought and sold
again, and again, by Investors
who swap paper certificates
rather than actual gold bars.

The drawing power of gold
goes back before the birth of
Christ and it seems just as
strong now as it was then. The
Egyptian King Tutankhamen
was buried in a solid-gold coffin
more than 3300 years ago;
today, thousands of Americans
are flocking to exhibitions of
articles from his tomb.

Gold was, in part, responsible

for the exploration of the
Americas.
- “Get gold,” was the message
Spain's King Ferdinand gave
his conquistadors when he sent
them to the New World in 1511,
From 1492 to 1600, more than 8
million troy ounces of gold —
much of it mined by slaves or
stolen from temples — came
from South America. The Soviet
Union and South Africa are
today's biggest gold miners, but
during the 17th and 18th cen-
turies, South America mines
produced up to 80 percent of the
world’s supply.

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The . discovery of gold in
California and Australia in the
mid-19th century marked
another expansion in produc-
tion. More of the precious metal
was mined in the 25 years from
1850 to 1875 than had been
mined in the preceding 350
years.

Exploration .and modern
technology have boosted
production, but gold remains a
rare commodity. The amount
mined in 1977 throughout the
entire world is the equivalent of
just under 2,000 tons. In con-
trast, the United States alone
produced more than 600 million
tons of coal in the same year.

The United States holds more
gold than any other country —
277 million - troy ounces, or
8,460.6 tons. About half of it is
kept in Fort Knox; most of the
rest is in mints in Denver and
Philadelphia and government
assay offices in New York and
San Francisco.

In 1717, Great Britain became
the first country in the world to
link its currency directly to
gold; other nations followed
through the years until all of the
world's money was tied to the
gold standard.

In 1933, to prevent bank
depositors from withdrawing
money in gold, President
Franklin D. Roosevelt imposed
a ban on private ownership of
the metal by U.S. citizens. The
ban was incorporated in the
Gold Reserve Act of 1934. That

act, in conjunction. with a
separate world agreement, also
fixed the price of gold at $35 an
ounce. i

In 1968, the world's central
banks agreed Lo let the price of
gold on the free market fluc-
tuate. Three years later, after a

- series of complex (financial

developments, including a drop
in the value of US. currency,
President Richard Nixon cut
the link between gold and the
dollar. The world monetary
system was off the gold stan-
dard.

The move set off sharp in-
creases in the price of gold on
the free market, but the
prohibition on American
ownership of gold remained
until December 1974 when
Congress lifted the ban. There
were predictions of a new gold
rush, but the surge of demand
failed to materialize. The price
edged steadily up, but stopped
just short of $200 an ounce, That
barrier was not broken until
last Friday when speculators
looking for an alternative to the
shrinking dollar pushed the
price to a record of just over
$201 an ounce, By Tuesday, gold
had risen still further to more
than $205 an ounce,

What makes gold so special?
No one really knows. Sir
Thomas More, in ‘“Utopia,"”
questioned why gold, “which in
itself is so useless a thing,
should be everywhere so much
esteemed.”

He was born in Asmara,
capital of the territory on the
Red Sea which Italian colonial-
ists named Eritrea, and which
has become the stage for the
longest war in Africa.

Hagos' father was a cook for
American servicemen stationed
at a communications base in
Eritrea, once an important
listening post for the United
States on the crossroads from
the Mediterranean Sea to the
Indian Ocean.

“My father was a simple
man,” he says. “And my
mother was a simple wife."

He is the product of an

American-style education — U.
S. volunteers helped set up the
educational system and many
of his classes were taught in
English.

“] even had an American
teacher,” Hagos recalls. '‘She
was a black American mission-
ary — Sister Vera — who used
to come over and teach us the
bible.”

Hagos was then a member of
the Ethiopian Coptic Church,
one of the oldest Christian
religions. “But now | am an
atheist."" he says

Hagos attended university in
the Ethiopian capital of Addis
Ababa. His homeland had long
been incorporated into the
Ethiopian empire and there
were no colleges In Eritrea.

While in the university, he
joined an underground cell of
the Eritrean Liberation Front,
which had declared war on the
Ethiopian regime in 1961 and
has been fighting for the
independence of Eritrea since.

“We had a group called the
‘uneasy club’ which used to
meet in the evenings in the
YMCA," he recalled. '‘As soon
as everyone else would leave us
alone, we would have discus-
sions of Marx and Lenin, using
books which we had purchased
on the black market.”

Why Marx and Lenin? **‘Who
else has written as they have
about oppression of the masses
and the struggle for self-
determination?’’ he replied.

His group was discovered by
the authorities in the final,
repressive days of Emperor
Haile Selassie. Hagos was
obliged to flee the university
after his third year and return.
to Eritrea, or as he put it, *'I
went back to the front."”

That was four years ago, and
Hagos says he has been
fighting since, In that time, the
Eritreans captured 98 percent
of the province from Ethiopian
government troops, and while
victory is far from being in
sight, so is defeat.

Six months ago, Hagos made
his way to Khartoum, where
the Eritreans have their rear
command structure and com-
municate with the outside
world.

Hagos was made a member
of a four-man committee, with
two delegates from the ELF
and two from the rival Eritrean
Peoples Liberation Front,
which is in charge of informa-
tion. They beam propaganda
broadcasts, back to Eritrea
from the Sudan, and otherwise
look after public relations.

“l am a political commis-
sar,” Hagos says with pride.

The two Eritrean groups have
fought some bitter Dbattles
between themselves, but are
hopeful that they have finally
sticceeded in composing their
differences for the war against
Ethiopia.

The Company Physical and Privacy

My company Insists on a
yearly physical examination by
their own health organization
with which they have a con-
tractual relationship. I resent
this. 1 feel that this is an in-
vasion of my privacy. From the
point of view of heaith, I feel
that my own doctor’s
examination should be com-
pPlel.ely adequate. — Mr. A.J,

Dear Mr. J.:

I am certain that your doc-
tor’s physical examination does
encompass all the elements and
tests that normally would be
included in an industrial and
executive health examination.

The presentation of your own
doctor’s findings is usually
sufficient to waive the need for
an institutional examination.
Most large organizations
establish the rules for a regular
yearly examination because so
many of their executives and
workers carelessly overlook
this protection for their health.
In essence, this is the basis for
the concept of good preventive
medicine.

A study of 600 executives was
recently undertaken. It was
found that 83 percent of the
executives that were studied
had some significant health
problem. Obesity, a most im-
portant threat to good health,
was the most frequent and
troublesome problem. Diabe-
tes, high blood pressure, gout,
hernias, ulcers, hiatus hernias
and many other disorders were
uncovered during this routine
study.

Since it has been shown that
the destiny of any organization
deperids on the health structure
of everyone employed, it can be
said that good health then
becomes good business. Both
the worker and the employer
benefit from this excellent
system of regular checkups.

Confidentiality exists in the
doctor-patient relationship
whether the examination is
done by your own doctor or by
the specially chosen group of
doctors who are guardians of

I'm concerned because my
son is going to have a hernia
operation and the doctor says he
will use a spinal anesthesia.
He's 32 years old. How safe is
this type of anesthesia? — Mrs.

Dear Mrs. Y.:

Spinal anesthesia is a very
safe procedure. Highly trained
anesthesiologists frequently
choose this type of anesthesia
for surgery of the lower ab-
dominal cavity, for hernias and
for surgery of the lower ex-
tremities.

An anesthetic is painlessly
injected into the spinal canal
The nerves that radiate from
that area are blocked and are
freed from pain sensation.
There are some advantages to
this type of local anesthesia
rather than a general
anesthesia.

NAPKINS
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SA Said Overcharging Rental Space

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
General Services Administra-
tion: the government’s building
and maintenance agent, IS
overcharging many federal
agencies millions of dollars in
yearly rents as the result of an
obscure 1972 federal law.

In one case involving the
leasing of space for the
Department of Agriculture in
Texas. the GSA has proposed
billing the USDA nearly 12
times what the owner of the
building is willing to charge the
government

Federal agency officials and
congressional investigators say
that such overcharging is
widespread, adding possibly
tens of millions of dollars to the
rental costs of \(ederal offices
and agencies throughout the
country .

“Many of our state. office
people say we could be doing a
lot better if we were leasing
space ourselves," said Robert
Reynolds, a USDA deputy
director.

John Baize, a House
Agriculture Committee official,
added, “We're talking poten-
tially about millions of dollars
inaddedrentalcosts.

“If the GSA is putting that
much more onto the leasing
costs, I think it's an agency we
can do without,” Baize said.

While the higher rents paid to
GSA by the agencies actually
represent internal transfers of
funds within the government,
the result is that a larger than
necesssary chunk of agency
budgets are consumed by non-
program costs.

Much of the apparent over-
pricing is the result of a little-
known 1972 law passed by
Congress which requires GSA
to charge rents based on the
average costs for comparable
rental space in each area.

Agencies pay this rate -
known as the Standard Level
Users Charge (SLUC) — in
each city or town where GSA
leases space, regardless of
whether the rental space was
leased by GSA at a significant-
ly lower rate.

“The law mandates that we
charge (agencies) the commer-
cial eguivalent,” said one GSA
official who agreed the law
provides no incentive to pass
along savings derived from
cheaper rental costs. *'That law
really puts us into a con-
strainl.”

The GSA pays out about $400
million a year to rent nearly 81
million square feel of office
space for various federal
departments and agencies.
They in turn pay GSA the set
SLUC rate which goes into the
agency's operating fund.

A startling example of GSA’s
rental practices can be found in
Temple, Tex., where the
Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation Service and other
USDA agencies are considering
consolidating some of their
area offices.

Albert Aldrich, the realtor in
Temple handling the rental,
says the owner of the Goldstein-
Migel building, once a depart-
ment store, will renl 36.000
square feet of space to the
government - for 88 cents a
square foot over a five-year
lease, excluding utilities, taxes
and maintenance costs. This
comes out of $2,666 a month, or
almost $32,000 a year.

With utilities and taxes
included, the base rent would
come out to nearly 5100000 a
year.

However, the GSA — scrap-
ping its own $7.93 “SLUC"' rate
for the area — has estimated
USDA would have to pay $10 a
square fool, resulting in an
annual rental bill of over
$360,000, far higher than the
original rental offer.

I know that it does seem to
be unfair,”” said Tom Ratliff,
GSA’s regional information
officer. “It does seem to be
unreasonable, But we must
charge the SLUC rate.”

Officials said that in this case
the SLUC rate for the Temple
building, one of three being
considered by USDA, was
higher than normal because of
anticipated renovation cosis.
USDA officials, however, say
that the building is satisfactory
and ready to move into.

Rep. W. R. Poage, D-Tex.,
deposed last year as chairman
of the House Agriculture

Committee, said most depart- °

ment heads are unaware that
their regional and state offices
are often paying more than
pecessary for rental space
under the present system.

Poage said he sat in on a
meeting with Agriculture
Secretary Robert Bergland
“and he (Bergland) said he
didn’t know this.”

“No matter how cheap the
government originally gets the
lease, the GSA charges higher
leases to federal agencies based
on some formula they work
out,”” Poage said, adding that
the Temple case was “not an
isolated instance.”

Complaints
throughout the government
about GSA's leasing costs are
nol uncommaon.

Says Reynolds, “The rent we
pay often has very little to do
with what they (GSA) are
paying for a particular buil-
ding. And we're getting quite a
bit of flack from our local folks.

“They're saying we know we
could be getting cheaper space
on our own. And sometimes I
think they're right. We could do
better on our own,"

Reynolds adds that because
of the present government-wide
rental system, “You lose some
of the economy in the process
when you have a central
agency who doesn’t always
have your own interest at
heart."

1t is not widely known that all

It wasn't always so. Before
1972 agencies used government
buildings for free and GSA paid
all rental and maintenance
costs out of its own budget. But
Congress decided that each

charges agencies $8 to $10. GSA
can make up the difference in
places like Temple.

“It makes it look like they
are getting places cheaper than
they actually are,” Poage said.
He added, however, that *‘on
balance | suspect most agen-
cies are paying more rather
than less.”

Despite several inquiries
from UPI, GSA was in the
beginning reluctant to say what
the property was actually being
offered for by the owner,
insisting the actual rent by the
owner was “irrelevant to the

ccﬁ‘

SLUC rate GSA would set.”

Al one point GSA officials in
its Fort Worth regional office
told .UPI that the rental offer
was $9 to §11 a square foot, or
exactly what GSA originally
estimated to the USDA.

It wasn't until Poage called
GSA officials in Fort Worth,
that they admitted that the 88-
cent per square foot was the
base rent being asked by the
building's owner.

But GSA also said the Temple
building was in  need of
“extensive renovation’” and
that this plus extra ‘costs of
adding parking space were
responsible for driving up the
estimated rent.

Poage, however, said he
toured the building with two

KANSAS CITY Mo. (AP) —
They put James Love on trial
for the » New Year's
Eve murder of a llule boy and
his 14-year-old babysitter, but
they'd never found a murder
weapon, had no fingerprints
and couldn't even suggest a
plausible motive.
Nevertheless, there were
those two drops of dried blood
— one on the former Marine
corporal's knee-length boots,
the other on the door of the
suburban duplex apartment
where the two were slain

It was enough, thanks to a
tell-tale enzyme. Love was con-
victed and sentenced lo 300
years in the penitentiary.

That was in 1974 and marked
one of the first courtroom suc-
cesses of blood enzyme identi-
fication, Now it Is used in a
handful of the nation's 250
crime labs

The detective work in Love's
case was done by the Regional
Crime Laboratory in Independ-
ence, Mo., which had begun in-
tensive research into blood en-
zyme identification only months
before

Experts studied the blood on
the boot, which Investigators
thought might belong to the ba-
bysitter, Sheila Curtright, and
the stain on the door, which po-
lice belleved was Love's.

Miss Curtright and Love each
had the same blood type, which
at one time would have
thwarted the investigation, But
blood enzyme tests showed a
distinction definite enough to
conVince a jury.

“We belleve it is a finger-
print in some ways," says
Brian Wraxall, a serologist on
leave from the London Metro-
politan Forensic Science Labo-
ratory at New Scotland Yard.
“It’s individual to a given per-
son. The question now is to
prove it ., ..-'

In Love’s trial, the techniques
were limited to determining —
in a narrower way than pos-
sible with the A-B-O typing sys-
tem — that a blood stain could
not have come from a particu-
lar person.

“We cannol say absolutely
that a defendant is gulity,”
says Wraxall, in the United
States to develop and teach
simpler blood Identification
technigues.

“We take each individual en-
zyme system in a dry blood
stain and find its distribution
among the population. Then we
multiply all the population dis-
tributions and end up with a
small percentage — often less
than 1 percent.”

Love's murder conviction,
one of the first courtroom tests
of enzyme identification in the
United States, resulted from
hundreds of tests at the Region-
al Crime Laboratory, according
to director Gary Howell.

Despite the advances in blood
study. the number of labs ac-
quainted with the techniques is
small, and the number using
the techniques even smaller.

“Blood identification is the
most difficult item of physical
evidence submitted to a crime
laboratory,” says John Sulli-
van, manager ol the forensic
science program for the Nation-
al Institute of Law Enforce-
ment and Criminal Justice.

The institute, a research arm
of the Law Enforcement Assist-
ance Administration, has spent
more than $1 million on serolo-
gy research in the last seven
years.

Part of the money has gone
to Wraxall's work in blood iden-
tification techniques. That
study., completed recently, is
undergoing evaluation. If
LEAA approves the results,
Wraxall will conduct training
sessions for crime labs.

Despite inroads, the precision
of blood-enzyme work still falls
short of [fingerprint identi-
fication, and Metsger says it
isn't likely to outrun finger-
prints as evidence before 1990.

“We've got the easy enzyme
systems identified now,” Met-
sger says. “The rest will be
much more difficult.”

Notes Wraxall: *'Some prose-
cutors aren’t even aware of
what we've done yet. It’ll be a
process of education, letting
people know what we can do in
the lab."

'
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Rare Hero Directs

NEWPORT, R.I. (UPD
The White House form letter on
the wall has a hand-scribbled
message on the bottom: {Your
heroism is an inspiration to us
alll J.C.”

President Jimmy Carter's
note to his Annapolis '47
classmate Adm. James Bond
Stockdale is clearly an under-
statement,

The white-haired Stockdale,
54, president of the Naval War
College, sits in his mahogany-

paneled office. His icy blue
eyes stare out the window at a
breathtaking view of Narragan-
sett Bay.

It takes only moments for
him to return to Sept. 9, 1965,
when he was flying an A4 jet
fighter-bomber leading a flight
of 35 American planes trying to
knock down the Thanh Hoa
Bridge in North Vietnam.

But an unexpected dense fog
rolled aver the aréa first and
Stockdale ordered the forma-
tion to split up and go for an
alternate target: boxcars on a

nearly railroad.

As he went to the attack, his
plane was slammed by 57 mm
antl-aircraft fire, forcing him to
eject. He parachuted down and
became the Navy's highest
ranking prisoner of war.

When Stockdale touched
earth, his shoulder was broken.
Quickly captured, he was
stripped naked, rolled down a
street and beaten until his left
kneecap shattered. It was later
broken a second time, leaving
him with a permanently
straightened and deformed leg.

Child Labor Violation
By India's Well-To-Do

NEW DELHI, India (UPD) —
Millions of poor children in
India work like slaves at an
age when they should be either
playing at home or studying in
schools.

By the time these young
slaves grow up, life becomes a
dull and drab routine. With
little education, they have no
choice but to keep working as
underpaid menials.

Neither the Indian govern-
ment nor any social organiza-
tion has statistics to show how
many of the nation's children
work illegally.

But it is estimated that at
least three out of every five
well-to-do Indian families in
urban areas employ children as
full-time or part-time domestic
servants.

“Child servants are available
for a song," said a restaurant
owner in downtown New Dethi.

Restaurateur Sant Ram said
cheap child laborers mostly
migrate from the poverty-
stricken northern mountain
districts or are coaxed into
working by their parents.

He employs six whose ages
range from 10 to 15 at total
monthly wages of $21

Shakuntala Paulai, an under-
nourished girl of 8, works
double shifts of dishwashing for
four wealthy families in New
Delhi. Her take-home wages al

the end of a sweaty month are
$15.

Shakuntala’'s 5-year-old
sister, Angama, accompanies
her to work and often helps with
the work.

It takes Shakuntala two hours
to wash dishes and clean the
four apartments.

‘1 never knew rich people eat
so much and use so many
dishes,”’ Shakuntala says.

The work is “‘back-breaking,”
says Shakuntala's mother,
Lakshmi.

Lakshmi is myopic, lean and
haggard and, above all, tired of
child-bearing, like most other
poor Indian women. She has
five daughters and an alcoholic
husband who sits at home
squandering the family’s hard-
earned money.

International Labor
Organization statistics estimate
50 million children will be work-
ing around the world by next
year, the International Year of
the Child.

Of these, more than 38
million will be in Asia, the ILO
says.

Conservative estimates say
India’s capital, with a popula-
tion of 5.3 million people, has
about 125,000 domestic ser-
vants. Bombay is second, with
100,000, and Calcutta and
Madras have about 80,000 each.

India's Anti-Child Labor Act
prohibits employment of chil-

dren as servants and calls for a
nominal fine and six months'
imprisonment. But prosecution
is almost impossible, as it is
difficult to enforce the law.

‘““Fear of death is put into our
souls by the cruel employers
and who can dare to go to the
police?”’ said a father of a
young domestic servant in New
Delhi.

He said employers often hold
back a couple of months' salary
so their employees cannot
leave, Also, false charges of
theft by employers can ruin a
child’s career.

“Our poor children are the
most exploited in India and no
one has ever done anything to
save them,” one Indian social
worker said.

“As long as there is lack of
education in our rural areas
and lack of employment, poor
children will have no option but
to run away to urban areas for
possible employment and a
square meal,” he said.

He spent 7', years as a POW,
but calls them “some of the
happiest days of my life.”

Four of those long years were
spent in solitary confinement.
He scoffs at the idea of fatal
loneliness.

“After the first week or two,
you do think you're going to go
crazy, but after a year or two,
with all the mental gymnastics,
plans and prayers, you hardly
have enough time.

“You go to bed disappointed
that you didn't have more time,
Solitude is a good way to live
after you get used to it.”

He said the common fear of
going crazy from being alone Is
the result of “the modern
proliferauon of entertain-
ment.”

"When Stockdale wasn't in
solitary confinement, he organ-
ized resistance to his captors.
He taught new POWSs to tap in
code to communicate and make
sure they weren't contradicting
each other when forced to talk.

Stockdale had his own person-
al resistance techniques. After
one excruciating torture ses-
sion, he shaved zig-zag scars in
his head and pounded his face
with a stool so the North
Vietnamese couldn’t use him in
a propoganda film.

Later, in 1969, Stockdale
chopped up his wrists with a

"broken pane of glass rather

than rat on his fellow prisoners.
That act won him the Congres-
sional Medal of Honor.

He was finally freed from
Hao Lo prison, dubbed Alca-
traz, on Feb. 12, 1973, when the
prisoner of war exchanges took
place.

Quickly back to active duty,
Stockdale became a command-
er of the Pacific fleet and then
director of Strategy, Plans and
Policy for the Pentagon’s Chiel
of Naval Operations.

Last fall, he was sent to the
Naval War College. He took
command Oct. 13.

Stockdale is a firm leader,
but doesn't expect to institute
radical changes at the War
College like recent predecessor
Adm. Stansfield Turner —
another member of Carter’s
1947 Annapolis class and now
CIA director.

He hopes to institute more
electives program. He said by
next year, onefifth of the
curriculum will be outside the
core program of strategy,

To emphasize his faith in the
electives, Stockdale has decid-
ed to teach a course called
“Foundations of Moral Obliga-
tion.”

An apparent believer in strict
morality, he paraphrases Plato
as saying, “You can’t teach
moral ‘values directly but that
doesn’t mean it's a waste of
time to reflect on moral
excellence."”

Emphasizing he is not pre-
paring students to be prisoners
of war, Stockdale said the War
College is to the Navy what
Harvard Business School is lo
industry: “an emotional and
mental refueling.”

The difference is the War
College shouldn’t emphasize
administrative techniques, he
said.

‘‘Management skills are not
the essence of a military man's
profession. The winning of wars
is more of a matter of national
and personal commitment than
the acquiring of the ability to
administer technology,” he
said.

Turning to the window again,
Stockdale said he had no regets
about his time in Vietnam. He
said it gave him “a sense of
proportion, a sense of what the
military profession is all
about.”

“] wasn't caught up in
something new. It (the Vietnam
War) was a good deal more
popular than George Washing-
ton’s revolution.”

He calls the turnabout in
American feelings for the war
“a momentary aberration in
the trend of things.

“It was disappointing to see
the glee with which people were
destroying our traditions when
I had realized how important
they were to personal and
group stability.

“As (historians) Will &nd
Ariel Durant wrote: ‘As sanity
depends on the continuity of
memories, so is the sanity of
the nation dependent on con-
tinuity of its traditions,”’ he
said.

He
sald he expects to “write and
lecture in military retirement
and contribute as much as I
can to the betterment of the
Navy and its educational
institutions.”

He described the type of man
he wants to educate, the kind
he feels the Navy should turn
out.

“It is not so much a man who
stares off into space when
someone breaks his arm, as a
man who has mental discipline
and carefully programs his
energies and talents towards
realistic goals and pursuit of
worthy aims.

“He's not a brute. He's a self-
disciplined scholar.”
