Inform ed sources said the 
g u a rd  probably would push 
into Este li from  the south 
and north while bottling the 
c ity  up w ith am bushes on 
th re e  ru ra l roads th a t wind 
up into the surrounding hills. 
T his could prevent the rebels 
escap ing  as  they did when 
th e  g u a r d  r e c a p t u r e d  
M asaya in the south and 
Leon and Chinandega in the 
norUiwest.

The Sandinistas and the 
m en in E steli who have 
jo ined their fight appear 

- b e tte r a rm ed  and organized
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than  those in any of the  o ther 
c ities, however, and ob­
se rv e rs  believe the  ba ttle  
could be fa r bloodier than  
the  previous assau lts.

B a r r ic a d e s  o f p a v in g  
stones and sandbags chest 
high and four feet thick 
s tre tc h  across m any s treets . 
One m a jo r road  into the  city  
is blocked by no few er than  
10 m assive b a rricad es, one 
a f te r  the  other.

A Beginning

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
G e n e r a l  S e r v i c e s  A d­
m in is tra to r J a y  Solomon 
said  today th a t scandals  so 
fa r  exposed in. h is agency 
“ m ay represen t only the  tip 
of a  gigantic iceberg ,’’ but he 
outlined 19 adm in istra tive  
changes he has m ade to 
c lean  it up.

“ The fraud, the corrup­
tio n ,  th e  t h i e v e r y , t h e  
m i s m a n a g e m e n t  a n d  
dow nright abuse  of the  
public tru s t th a t have been 
exposed to this d a te  a re  only 
the  beginning,’’ Solomon told 
a  hearing  of the  Senate 
subcom m ittee  on federal 
spending p rac tices  and open 
governm ent.

“ GSA is today sitting  in 
e x i le  l ik e  a w o u n d e d  
an im al,’’ he said. “ It is 
surrounded by the  vigilant 
m edia, the d isgruntled, the 
c o rru p te rs  and by tu rf­
conscious b u reau cra ts  from 
o th e r  a g e n c ie s  ...(w h o ) 
would like to put an  end to 
the  cost-effective concept of 
cen tra lized  a d m in is tra tiv e  
serv ices envisioned by the 
H o o v e r C o m m is s io n  in 
c reating  GSA.”

Solomon said he m ight be 
criticized for “ being too 
to lerant during  m y early  
days,”  but th a t during  the 
past 88 days he had im ­

plem ented 19 m ajor changes 
in tended  to co rre c t the 
agency ’s problem s.

A m o n g  t h e s e  w e r e  
estab lishm ent of a centra l 
p rocurem ent office for GSA, 
re in s ta tem en t of so-called

Peanut Growers Facing 
Loss Due Lack Of Rain

AHOSKIE. N.C. (A P) -  
Som e n o rth e a s te rn  N orth 
Carolina peanut farm ers will 
have to start digging next week 
if they don’t gel rain.

T he g ro w e rs  fa c e  th e  
prospect of a significant loss in 
yield, quality and profit due to 
the lack of a general rainfall in 

recent weeks.
Without rain, some growers 

expect to begin salvage digging 
operations next week even 
though they still hope they can 
put off the harvest until Oc­

tober.
The early harvest could mean 

the loss of yields of 100 to 300 
pounds an acre, a reduction in

quality which would further 
reduce profits.

During an ordinary growing 
season, farm ers could expect to 
begin the harvest next week 
without much loss. But this 
year's peanut planting was 
delayed several weeks because 
of an extended cold, wet spell 
last .spring.

“ 1 expect we will dig a lot of 
p re m a tu re  p ean u ts ,” said  
Zackie Harrell, Gates County 
agriculture extension agent.

"T hat’s going to hurt us on 
quality, yield and in the 
pocketbook,” said H arrell 
"We re not expecting a normal 
crop.”

He said that it probably will 
be the middle of October before 
most of the peanuts mature, but 
that period is also running into 
the time of the first frost, which 
could bring freeze damage.

There is no prospect for rain 
over the northeastern coastal 
area through the weekend, with 
th e  possible exception of 
scattered thundershowers.

growing days the crop needs to 

mature.
Without the rain, the peanut 

vine will dry up and its leaves 
will fall off while the un­
derground parts shrivel.

After the late spring planting, 
peanuts benefited from the 
sam e nearly ideal growing 
conditions as tobacco. But the 
fluecured crop matured before 
(he dry spell set in and is 
bringing record prices in 
warehouse auctions.

The F e d e ra l-S ta te  Crop 
R e p o r t in g  S e r v ic e  w a s 
forecasting a peanut crop of 465 
m illion pounds for North 
Carolina as of Sept. 1.

But a week later, at the an­
nual Peanut Field Day in Bertie 
County, growers were already 
complaining of the lack of ran 
and the prospects of crop 
dam age if the dry spell con­
tinued much longer.

WASHINGTON, N.C. (A P) -  
An official of the state Division 
of Environmental Management 
said  Monday that Beaufort 
County will be required to 
c o n tro l seepage from  an 
abandoned landfill that is 
polluting Tranters Creek.

A .C . T u rn a g e  J r . ,  th e  
division’s regional supervisor, 
said county officials have been 
notified that the seepage is a 
v io la tio n  of w a ter-q u a lity  

standards.

Turnage said the pollutant is 
an organic material that takes 
oxygen from the creek but 
apparently does not contain 
toxic m atter that could be 
dangerous to humans.

The county will be required to 
obtain a state permit outlining 
conditions for cleaning up the 
pollution. Turnage said. He said 
the sta te  could fine the county if 
steps are not taken to stop the 

seepage.

The maximum penalty for a - 
violation is $5,000 a day.

State officials began a probe 
in the Whartons Station area 
west of Washington Aug. 15 
after  a reddish-brown sludge 
w as reported in Tranters Creek.

T he City of W ashington 
stopped getting water from one 
intake facility on the creek and 
dum ped 300,000 gallons of 
stored water. City officials said 
they have used wells and 
alternated pumping above and 
below the pollutant.

A rea residents have a t­
tributed fish kills in the creek, 
pollution in area ponds and 
dying trees to the sludge.

relief supplies crashed, killing 
four of its occupants and 
seriously injuring four others, 
authorities said.

W ater tank trucks moved 
through the hardest hit villages 
n ear Tabas to alleviate an acute 
w a te r shortage. The main 
w ater lines in the area were 
either completely demolished 
or badly damaged.

About 5,000 earthquake dead 
in Tabas have been buried, 
som e in m ass graves, and a 
relief official said, "We’ve 
stopped counting the dead. We 
find it easier to count the 
living.”

The cloth-wrapped bodies 
stretched out in rows amid the 
ruins of ancient Tabas, where 
two-thirds of its 13,000 residents 
w ere killed or injured.

The bodies, some frozen in 
grotesque postures of sudden 
death, were lined up under 
palm  trees, wrapped in white 
sheets or colorful handwoven 
cloth, while the gravediggers 
worked, unable to keep ahead of 
the steady stream  of dead.

A Moslem clergyman prayed 

over the wrapped corpses.
Friends and relatives iden­

tified the dead as workers 
pulled the bodies from the 
rubble. The living slapped and 
struck themselves in the ritual 

of grief.
“ Where is the arm y? Why 

doesn’t someone help m e?” an 
old man said as he wandered 
through the ruins in the city 

. square searching for bodies of 
his family. Only one of the 10 
had been found, he said.

Some 10,000 of Tabas’ 13,000 
population w ere estim ated  
killed by the quake. Thousands 

^m ore were believed buried In 
su rro u n d in g  v illages, and 
rescue workers feared the toll 

would pass 1,000.
T he quake, the w orld’s 

strongest so far this year, hit

Saturday evening, crumbling 
m inarets, mosques and mud- 
brick houses in this oasis city 
400 miles southeast of Tehran. 
T abas looked like a flattened 
sand castle.

It demolished 40 villages in 
northeast Iran, badly damaged 
60 others and shook two-thirds 
of the rest of the country as 
well, including the capital. 
Aftershocks continue, fueling 
the fears of the survivors.

“ I was sitting in front of my 
house by the pond,” said a man 
nam ed Hassan. “ It was dark. 
Then all of a sudden I fell to the 
ground and there was a great 
ro ar and scream s.”

H assan ’s family escaped 
injury, too, and they sat on the 
sidewalk, eating watermelon 
and waiting for the army to help 
them  recover their valuables 
from the pile of mud and brick 
they once called home.

The Iranian army sent 700 
soldiers,, four medical teams 
and numerous rescue workers 
to help in relief operations. 
They set up tents for about 1,000 
survivors along Tabas’ dirt 
airstrip .

Air force C-130 Hercules 
transports were bringing in 
blankets, food, w ater and 
medical supplies.

E m press Farah, wife of Shah 
M oham m ed Reza Pahlavi, 
toured the Tabas area for two 
hours in an arm y jeep, stopping 
occasionally to console sur­
vivors, then flew back to 
Tehran.

T h e  q u a k e  S a t u r d a y  
registered 7.7 on the Richter 
scale. A 6.5 quake hit the same 
area  10 years ago, killing 12,000 
persons. The Richter scale is a 
m easure of ground motion as 
recorded on seismographs, and 
a  quake with a reading of 7 is 
classed as a “ m ajor” ear­
thquake while a reading of 8 
m eans a “ great” quake.

Grapes Top 
Yogurt Pie

Not long afte r yogurt was 
first available, in superm arkets 
in the  United States, 1 encoun­
te re d  yogurt pie and loved it. 
But the  pie didn’t catch on until 
fa irly  recently. Now 1 find that 
all five of the Am erican yogurt 
cookbooks (published between 
1972 and 1978) on my shelves 
contain  a t least one recipe for 
such  a  dessert.

We haven’t yet tried the yo­
g u rt pie recipes in those cook­
books. but we did test the fol­
lowing one and found it refresh­
ing. The grapes heeded for the 
garn ish  (mostly the sweet, 
seedless gi'een variety) add de­
licious flavor and texture to the 
ra th e r  light and airy filling.

GRAPE YOGURT PIE  
1' 2 cups seedless green 

grapes
IV cup red or purple grapes 

Crunchy ready-to-eat 
cereal, see Note below 

1 envelope unflavored 
gelatin 

I c u p  cold w ater 
2 egg yolks
1 tablespoon lemon juice 
l-3rd cup sugar 
8-ounce package cream  

cheese, at room 
tem peratu re  

8-ounce carton plain yogurt 
Leave the seedless grapes 

whole. Cut the dark  grapes in 
half and rem ove the seeds; set 
aside. P a t 1 to 1 '- cups of the 
cerea l sparsely oyer a buttered 
9-inch pie plate; set aside. 
Sprinkle the gelatin over the 
cold w ater; over very low heat 
s t ir  constantly until gelatin is 
dissolved; set aside. In an elec­
tr ic  blender whirl together until 
sm ooth the egg yolks, lemon 
ju ice , sugar, cream  cheese and 
yogurt; add the gelatin m ixture 
(it will still be w arm ) and 
whirl until combined. Turn into 
a  bowl and place in the freezer 
for about 5 minutes; s tir  well, 
especially  around the sides;

A tobacco information committee, recently 
formed in Congress, will go to bat for the tobacco 
farmers of the nation.

N. C. Rep. Walter B. Jones said the committee 
will lobby other members of Congress in support 
of government tobacco farm programs.

On the committee are representatives from 
districts that grow tobacco. The group’s main in­
terest will be the farm program rather than the 
health issue involving tobacco.

“We’ve found that many congressmen can be 
persuaded to vote for the tobacco farm program, 
once we’ve explained the facts to them,’’ the first 
district congressman said. “So preserving the ex­
isting system is our prime contingent.’’

The committee will be able to present the tobac­
co case more effectively in Congress, Jones in­
dicated. Similar committees have been formed 
for textiles, ports, blue collar workers and 
women, he said.

There is an obvious failure to understand the 
plight of the tobacco farmer, and this is par­
ticularly a problem true among congressmen 
from non-tobacco producing areas.

They need to understand that how they feel 
about cigarette smoking, and the problems of the 
tobacco grower are entirely two different things. 
This tobacco program information committee can 
be a great help in Congress.

are numerous and complex, 
among them rejection and 
challenges to the National 
Teachers’ Exam, findings 
that show graduates from 
p r e d o m i n a t e l y  b l a c k  
teacher-training .schools per­
forming far below norms, 
teacher tenure and other 
bids for professional status, 
public alarm  over declining 
s t u d e n t  p e r f o r m a n c e ,  
teacher oversupply, and last 
fall’s study by the University 
of North Carolina which 
pointed up quality gaps in 
teacher preparation, lack of 
coordination between col­

leges and the public schools, 
and  loss of public confidence 

in the schools.
That review, among othter 

suggestions, called for en­
ding 46 teacher-training pro­
g ra m s and further review of 
109 others.

WASHINGTON -  The 

slippery path into national 
p o litic s  for Hollyw ood 
glamor boys was em barrass­
ingly revealed when Robert 
Redford stumbled trying to 
help Maine’s Democratic 
Sen.

Redford cancelled his ap­
pearance in Portland, a r­
ranged by Sen. Edward M. 
Kennedy, when he learned 
that Hathaway favored a 
power-dam project in Maine 
opposed by environm en­
talists. Redford is a most 
vocal environmentalist.

R e d fo rd ’s l a s t - mi nut e  
cancellation of his fund­
r a i s i n g  m i s s i o n  c o s t  
Hathaway a probable $20,000 
to $2,5,000 and set off a storm 
of charges and counter­
charges against Redford for 
not having checked out 
H athaw ay’s environm en-
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ta list views before offering 
to com e to Maine. That 
ch arg e-an d -co u n terch arg e  
included a letter Redford 
w rote to Pachios — copies to 
m ajo r Maine newspapers — 
accusing him of “ irresponsi­
b le” conduct that “ I thought 
went out with the last ad­
m inistration.”

P achios’ reply was private 
a n d  co n fidential: “ The 
d r a m a t i c  l a s t - m i n u t e  
cancellation of your ap­
pearan ce in behalf of Sen. 
H athaw ay may have been 
m otivated by a desire to 
underm ine his campaign or 
it m ay be that you simply 
caved in under a little 
p re s s u re ...Y o u  m ay be 
reasonably certain that your 
recen t ‘bush’ performance is 
not likely to diminish the box 
office of your,future (film) 
p erform ances. We enjoy 
your films. A knowledgeable 
lec tu rer you are  not."

In other words, to Pachios 
and  the Democrats of Maine, 
Hollywood stars should stay 
in Hollywood and stop play­
ing big shots in big-time 
politics.

Public Service Strikes
SEATTLE, W ASH.-The 

papers out here last week 
were filled with news of 
teacher strikes. Teachers 
were picketing in Seattle, 
Everett and Tacoma. Half a 
dozen other school districts 
w e r e  t h r e a t e n e d  wi th 
walkouts. Tempers seemed 
to be rising everywhere, and 
no solutions were in sight.

No solutions to the pro­
blems of public employee 
unionism  a re  in sight 
anywhere else. By one count 
a few days ago, teacher 
strikes have occurred this 
month in 15 states, affecting 
a million pupils. These 
wqlkouts come on the heels 
of Ihe much publicized strike 
of police and firemen in 
Memphis. Philadelphia went 
through its own agony in Ju ­

ly.

Here and there the details 
differ. Cleveland’s police hit 
the bricks over work rules 
laid down by the major. In a 
few  of th e  t e a c h e r s  
s t r i k e s  —v e r y  f e w  — 
walkouts have been trig­
gered by genuine disputes 
over academic issues. For 
the most part, the gut ques­
t ion is m oney. P u b lic  
employees want it; school 
boards and councils refuse to 
dish it out.

The conflict will not 
diminish. It can only get 
worse. Of the nearly 10 
million public employees, 
half already are unionized. 
The American Federation of 
State. County and Municipal 
Employees has become the 
largest union in the AFL- 
CIO. Half the states permit 
collective bargaining bet-

linois, the first announced 
candidate for the Republican 
presidential nomination, has 
been shaken up on his own 
political base: the American 
Conservative Union ( ACU).

At a secret meeting of the 
ACU board in the Rayburn 
House Office Building which 
continued into early morning 
hours, there was a strong 
consensus for C rane to 
resign as ACU chairm an 
because of his presidential 
candidacy. Board members 
grumbled that ACU staffers 
have been drawn into the 
Crane campaign. Only Rep. 
Steve Sym m s of Idaho 
strongly supported Crane 
continuing as ACU head.

Crane backers complain 
that the trouble was stirred 
b y  c r a f t y  c a m p a i g n  
operative David Keene, a 
key aide of Ronald Reagan 
and ACU board member. 
But Rep. Bob Bauman of 
Maryland, neutral in the 
Reagan-Crane contest for 
the nomination, insisted that 
the ACU will be in for deep 
trouble with the Federal 
Election Commission (FEC ) 
if Crane remains in charge.

Prelim inary information on the Postal Service’s proposal to 

add four digits to the Zip Code looks like a new gimmick 
patrons will be expected to m aster. It is claimed the change 
will reduce costs, but with the m eagre knolwedge available it 
appears to be quite complex.

It is not a simple m atter to keep track of the Zip numbers 
which apply to destination offices, and four more numbers will 
be something else to be wrestled with. It is also stated that the 
new venture will speed the mails, and if it does, that will be 

worth the extra trouble.
But how can mailers memorize the additions? Unless there 

are records to refer to, it is impossible to fish out existing Zip 
codes. Give management credit, however, for trying to 
simplify the handling of the mails.

There is also the problem of reconciling the postal unions to 
reducing the number of workers which it is said will be possi- 
jale under the new system. It might not be featherbedding, ac­
cording to the term, but what will become of workers who will 
not be needed after the new digits are added? If they are only 
transferred to other duties, there will not be much reduction in 

personnel.
First information is that two to three years will be required 

to implenent the new plan entirely. If it is to be imposed, 
however, where the beginning will be made, and just when, is 

not indicated.
On its face, the proposed new gimmick has the appearance 

of being a further complex process for users of the mails to 
learn. Whether it will be the near m iracle promised must 
await its total application. The Service grabs at many straws 
in moving the mails and few of them were ever necessary with 
the old system under complete government operation.

ween local governments and 
public employee unions. The 
civil service reform  bill now 
headed toward the White 
H o u s e  s i g n i f i c a n t l y  
broadens the rights and 
privileges of union wofkers 

in the federal service.
Almost without knowing it, 

we have crept up on the 
situation that prevails so 
widely in Europe, by which 
public se rv a n ts  become 

public m asters. In virtually 
every law that has been 
passed in this field, the state 
and localities have forbidden 
strikes. The pending federal 
bill contains the sam e 
portentous provision. But 
these anti-strike clauses are 
stage weapons, fashioned of 

p a p ie r-m a c h e , and the 
unions know it. The injunc­
tions of judges are as impo­
tent as the statutes.

The melancholy truth is 
that no jurisdiction yet has 
found an answer to the pro­
blem . This is probably 
because we persist in seek­
ing an answer to strikes in 
the public sector as if we 
were seeking an answer to 
strikes in the private sector, 
and we will never find it this 
way. Public employment 
and private employment are 
fu n d am en tally  different. 
They have only the most 
superficial similarities. Un­
til that distinction is fully 
grasped, no answer will ever 
be found.

Last winter’s strike in the 
coal mines points up the 
night-and-day difference. 
Coal consumers were able to 
build up stockpiles in ad­
vance of the walkout. In 
m any cases, consum ers 
could seek alternate fuels. 
The mind owners could 
make their own final deci­
sions on a wage increase and 
test their judgment against 
t;he m arket. The public in­
te re st w as affected, of 
course, by the prolonged 
strike, but the public health, 
safety and welfare were 
never put in jeopardy.

None of these factors ex­
ists in public unionism. The

Sadat 
Scored . 
Points

CAIRO, E gypt ( AP)  -  
President Anwar Sadat appears 
to have given more ground at 
the Camp David summit than 
Israel, but he got everything 
Egypt wanted.

"H e has gotten the maximum 
under the art of the possible.” a 
senior Egyptian source said, 
commenting on charges by 
S y r i a  a n d  t he  P a le s tin e  
Liberation Organization that 
Sadat was selling them out and 
concluding a separate peace 
with Israel.

Sadat, his senior advisers and 
th e  g o v e r m e n t - c o n t r o l l e d  
E g y p t i a n  p re s s  said  th e  
“ fram ew ork of peace in the 
Middle E ast” he signed with 
I s r a e l i  P r i m e  M i n i s t e r  
Menachem Begin safeguarded 
essential Arab interests. The 
Egyptian president maintained 
it established principles that 
Israe l’s other Arab neighbors 
could use in negotiations to 
regain their lost lands.

There is an outside possibility 
of that. But it is much more 
l ikely t hat  the projected  
negotiations over the West 
Bank of the Jordan River and 
the Gaza Strip could drag on 
inconclusively and present no 
attractions to Syria, the other 
m ain Arab belligerent.

The West Bank agreement, 
however, allowed Sadat to 
extract his m ajor goal from the 
sum m it — total Israeli with­
draw al from the Sinai Desert 
and its return to full Egyptian 
sovereignty. That has been 
E gypt’s aspiration since the end 
of the six-day w ar in 1967, when 
the Israelis swept to the Suez 
Canal and dug in.

A hero’s welcome already is 
being officially prepared for 
Sadat on his return to Cairo, 
expecte on Saturday. Com­
m ents from average Egyptians 
on the Camp David agreements 
indicate  no p articu lar op­
position.

Foreign Minister Mohamed 
K a m e l  r e s i g n e d  i n  
disagreem ent over the con­
cessions Sadat made on the 
West Bank and Palestinian 
issues, but the president is 
expected to take that in a stride. 
Predictable criticism  from the 
sm all leftist oppostion party 
here also will have little effect, 
and it won’t be tolerated for 
long.

The reaction of Saudi Arabia 
is likely to be more important 
for Sadat than the domestic 
repercussions. The kingdom’s 
conservative rulers have not

Buying Insulation Can Be Tricky

The start of winter is still 

several months away, but 
it’s none too soon to start 
thinking about insulating 
your home against the cold.

High fuel bills and bitter 
tem peratures prompted an 
e s t i m a t e d  six mi l l i on  
Americans to add insulation 
to their homes in 1977 alone.

A new  g o v e r n n i e n t  
standard is designed to 
make at least one type of 
insulation safer, but buying 
still can be tricky. Govern­
ment officials a t an energy 
con serv atio n  conference 
held in Washington, D.C., 
earlier this year warned th a t. 
consumrs can easily be 
confused by conflicting 
claim s of potentially large 
savings.

Consumers “have to be 
very concerned and take

precautions to avoid fraud.” 
said Samuel A. Simon of the 
F e d e r a l  T r a d e  C om ­
mission’s Bureau of Con­
sum er Protection.

S i m o n  o f f e r e d  f i v e  
guidelines for shoppers. 
They are:

—Don’t buy from door-to- 
door salesmen.

—G et a t le a s t th re e  
estim ates of how much the 
job will cost.

—Check prior customers 
to see if they are satisfied.

—Find out if the con­
tractor is bonded or licensed.

—Ask the Better Business 
Bureau about the firm ’s 
complaint record.

Fiberglass is the most 
common insulation used. It 
is a mineral fiber, made 
from silica and spun like 
cotton candy. It is sold loose, 
in bags, and in batts or 
blankets. Flbeiglass itself is 
naturally fire resistant, but

paper vapor barriers at­
tached to b atts may be 
flam m able. Read labels 
carefully.

Cellulose insulation, with 
the second biggest share of 
the m arket, is usually made 
of ground or shredded paper, 
trtrated with chemicals to 
make it resistant to fire and 
v erm in. If not treated  
properly, cellulose burns 
readily. All such insulation 
m anufactured after Sept. 7 
m ust meet federal stan­
dards. Look for a label 
reading: “ Attention: This 
m aterial m ezts the ap­
plicable minimum federal 
flammability standard. This 
standard  is based upon 
laboratory tests only which 
do not represent actual 
ccmditions which may occur 
in tliehom e.”

Plastic insulation includes 
should be installed only

fo rm ). polyurethane ( used in 
board form or “ foamed” in 
place between studs in the 
w a l l s )  a n d  u r e a  for­
maldehyde (also “ foamed” 
in place). These materials 
should be installed only 
under the guidance of an 
e x p e r ie n c e d  c o n tra c to r  
since there can be problems 
with odor, shrinkage and 
flammability. Check local 
building c o d ^  before you 
buy to make sure plastic 
insulation is allowed.

The most important thing 
to consider w hai selecting 
insulation is the “ R” value 
which provides a guide to the 
m aterial’s ability to reduce 
the flow of heat from one 
are a  to another. Do NOT 
com pare thickness alone. 
Two kinds of insulation may 
have thie sam e thickness, but 
the one with the higher "R” 
value will perform better.

Virginia Electric & Power Col, 
seeking a $246 million rate  hike 
from the State Corporation 
Commission, was scheduled to 
present its final witness today 
to testify on the cost of capital to 
the company.

The testimony of Arvi Ben- 
derly, a vice president of 
National Economic Research 
Associates Inc., came in the 
wake of a discussion Monday by 
two m embers of the SCC staff 
on the question of how to 
m easure efficiency.

The three members of the 
SCC were urged to compare 
V epco’s re co rd  w ith the  
operating  results of o ther 
companies in the industry in 
testimony by Mrs. Christine G. 
Crafton and Jam es R. Wlttine.

Results of a study of Vepco’s 
p ro je c te d  e x p e n se s  w ere  
presented by Mrs. Crafton, an 
economist who joined the staff a 
year ago. She recommended 
rejection of Vepco’s request for 
the use of a forward-looking 
1978 test year in setting the rate  
of return.

“ In summary, the results of 
my study indicate that after 
fuel prices, consumer mix, total 
capacity, general inflation and 
several other factors are ad­
justed for, the costs incurred by 
the Virginia Electric & Power 
Co. are  too high relative to more 
efficient firms in the industry,” 
said Mrs. Crafton.

The results of an analysis of 
V epco’s g e n e ra tin g  u n its  
le a d in g  up to a re co m ­
mendation the company hire a 
consultant to help in achieving 
improved performance were 
reviewed by Witttine, director 
of the SCC’s division of energy 
regulation.

Improving the performance 
of existing units is the com­
pany’s prim ary weapon to use 
in combating a reserve margin 
that is projected to be less than 
12 percent in 1981, Wittine said.

He said the reason per­
formance must be improved is 
that the company does not have

C r a f to n  
declined several tim es d u rin g  
cross examination to m ak e  any  
concessions that m ight he lp  
Vepco.

Noting his objections to  som e 
of the companies she included 
in a sam ple group, Vepco a t ­
torney Evans B. Brasfield sa id  
the company was being com ­
pared  with utilities that do not 
have generating facilities.

Mrs. Crafton said w he th er 
Vepco was growing slowly o r 
rapid ly  would not m ake any  
difference in the results of h e r  
study.

O’R ear stated that it was on­
ly on Monday that his child 
brought home for the first 
tim e a reading book. Noting 
that he is a teacher himself, 
O’R ear said “ I am afraid 
this is an instance of a 
teacher being so tied up with 
mechanics of the theory of 
teaching that there’s no tim e 
for teaching the children. I 
know that if you don’t watch 
yourself it is easy to get tied 
up with the mechanics of 
teaching.”

Dr. and Mrs. O’Rear add­
ed they had come to the 
school board because their 
effort to get an understan­
ding from the teacher con­
cerned and the principal had 
failed to give them concrete 
information, r  Another of 
their concerns was the value 
given to the evaluation of a 
student’s progress at the end 
of the previous school year in 
determ ining the placement 
of that student in an achieve­
m ent level for the new school 
year.

Ross remarked that the 
student profiles from STAR 
carries “ some influence in 
placem ent, but that the 
t e a c h e r ’s i n d i v i d u a l  
evaluation , th a t of the 
counselor and other factors 
a l s o  p l a y  a p a r t  in 
p lacem ent.”
