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Carter Finding Support 
For Anti-Inflation Plan

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
President C arter is picking 
up important support for his 
anti'inflation program  from 
Federal Reserve Chairman 
G. W illiam  M iller and 
business and labor groups.

Miller, in a speech Wed­
nesday night, called C arter’s 
new program  “ a balanced, 
concerted and sustained 
program  to fight inflation.”

M ille r ’s su p p o rt w as 
im portant to White House

inflation fighters, who must 
avoid any collision course 
w ith  th e  in d e p e n d e n t  
Federal Reserve’s  interest 
ra te  policies.

If labor and business will 
support C arter’s program. 
Miller said, “ it gives us 
running room to eradicate 
inflation.”

Some business groups 
have pledged cooperation 
with the program , although 
m any of them had opposed 
th e  idea of w age-price <p 
guidelines. Most of them like

C arter’s promises to cut 
government spending.

G eneral M otors Corp. 
p raised  C arter for “ his 
recognition that government 
must take the lead to slow 
inflation.” It also applauded 
his rejection of mandatory 
wage-price controls.

And Team sters President 
F rank Fitzsimmons said he 
would back the plan if 
“ adjusm ents” were made in 
the wage standard and if the 
program  helped nMxlerate 
price rises.

“ I f  t h i s  p r o g r a m  
establishes some credibility 
on the price side and ad­
justm ents are  made on the 
wage standard, 1 am sure 
that the 2 million Team ster 
m em bers and their families 
will do their share to assist in 
re so lv in g  th is  d ifficu lt 
p r o b l e m ,”  s a id  F i t z ­
simmons.

He said the wage ad 
ju stm en ts might involve 
health care, pensions and 
o ther fringe benefits.

The Greenville Planning and 
Zoning Commission Wednes­
day considered a rezoning re­
quest of the City Inspections 
D epartm ent.

The property in question lies 
on West Gum Road between U

S. 13 and F red Webb’s grain 
elevators. The land is present­
ly zoned a s  lU. which prevents 
any rebuilding by property 
owners should their structures 
burn or if they should wish to 
expand or rem odel.

No property owners were 
present a t the meeting as the
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request was sponsored by the 
City Inspections Department. 
After much discussion, the 
commission moved to table the 
motion for 30 days, during 
which tim e a study of present 
land use patterns surrounding 
the property in questkm could 
be made.

The commission considered 
a  rezoning, request of the 
Louis Clark Agency, Inc., for 
21.8 ac res a t the southwest cor­
ner of the intersection of Red 
Banks Road and 14th Street 
E x ten sio n . P e titio n e r w as 
seeking a  change from the pre­
sent zoning of R-20 and RA-20 
toR-9.

This request had previously 
been denied by the commission 
a s  it d id  not m ee t R-9 
specifications. However, the 
property had been redesigned 
by petitioner to m eet those 
specifications and the commit­
tee voted to recommend the 
proposed change to the City 
Council.

T he only new item  of 
business the agenda was the 
approval of a revised plat of 
Bryton Hill Subdivision. The 
property is zoned R-6.

The comnriission then went 
into joint city-county m atters.

TEL AVIV, Israel (AP) -  
The Israel-Egyptian peace 
drive w as shaken today 
when Israel announced it is 
s t r e n g th e n in g  e x is t in g  
Jewish settlem ents in the 
West Bank in apparent pique 
at the United States, and 
Egypt said it m ay recall its 
W a s h i n g t o n  p e a c e  
n e g o t i a t o r s  f o r  c o n ­
sultations.

Secretary of S tate Cyrus 
R. Vance issued a  statennent 
in Washington saying the 
C arter adm inistration was 
“ deeply disturbed” by the 
Israeli move, which he 
called a  "very  serious” 
m atter.

Israeli Foreign Minister 
Moshe Dayan acknowledged 
that the settlem ents decision 
m ay “ m ake it more dif­
f ic u l t”  to  r e a c h  final 
agreem ent with Egypt on a 
peace treaty .

P rim e Minister Mustafa 
Khalil told reporters in Cairo 
a  recall of the Egyptian 
n e g o t i a t o r s  w ou ld  be 
“ purely routine.” But it 
woidd rule out the scheduled 
resumption of the peace 
talks F riday in Washington.

In another development 
today, Syria and Iraq signed 
a  “ charter for joint national 
action” to oppose the Camp 
David peace fram ew ork 
agreed to by Egypt and 
Israe l. The a llian ce  is 
p a r t ic u la r ly  s ig n if ic a n t 
because it ends a long bitter 
feud betw een the rival 
f a c tio n s  of th e  B a a th  
Socialist P arty  that rule the 
two Arab neighbors.

Israeli governm ent of­
ficials said the decision to 
expand Jewish settlem ents 
in the West Bank of the 
Jordan River was m ade in 
angry reaction to statements 
m ade p riv a te ly  by Un­
dersecretary  of State Harold 
Saunders over the future of 
the Palestin ian-populated  
zone.

In a  closed meeting with 
W est B ank P a le s tin ia n  
leaders last week, Saunders 
reportedly hinted that Israel 
might evacuate its West 
Bank enclaves a t the end of 
the  f iv e-y ea r tran sitio n  
period envisioned by the 
Camp David agreements. He 
also reportedly reaffirmed

the U.S. position that Arab 
E ast Jerusalem , annexed by 
Israel after the 1967 war, is 
considered by Washington to 
be occn)ied territory.

“ If you want to give the 
plan a name, you could call it 
the Saunders project,” one 
Israeli official quipped about 
the settlem ents expansion.

The decision to build more 
apartm ents and send more 
Jew ish  fam ilies to se t­
tlem ents In the West Bank

w as m ade a t a lengthy 
Israeli Cabinet meeting on 
the proposed treaty  with 
Egypt but wasn’t revealed 
until the end of late night 
political meetings.

What Minister Menachem 
B egin’s C abinet decided 
Wednesday to accept in 
principle the draft peace 
treaty  but sent Dayan and 
D efen se  M in is te r  E z e r  
W e i z m a n  b a c k  t o  
Washington today with in­
structions to seek amend­

m ents in the text.
Khalil did not explain why 

the Egyptian team  might be 
called home for further 
discussions, telling reporters 
sim ply, “ I am  in con­
sultation with the president 
(Anwar Sadat) about the 
possibility of asking them to 
come to Cairo for con­
sultations.”

But he said the possible 
recall was “ not in reaction” 
to  I s r a e l’s W est Bank 
decision.

p la n  in w o rld  m oney  
m arkets was not good. The 
dollar fell to new lows in 
W e s t G e r m a n y ,  T h e  
N e th e r la n d s ,  A u s t r i a ,  
Belgium . D enm ark and 
N orw ay and a lso  w as 
sharply down against the 
yen in Japan.

A nnouncing h is  p la n  
T u e s d a y ,  C a r t e r  s e t  
guidelines limiting wage and 
benefit increases to 7 per­
cent next year for all 
w o rk e rs  e x c e p t  th o se  
making less than $4 an hour. 
The plan aims at limiting 
price increases to 5-m per­
cent across the economy, 
excluding food.

If the program  works. 
C arter said it will lower the 
inflation rate to between 6 
percent and 6.5 percent in 
1979, compared to more than 
8 percent forecast for this 
year.

The program is voluntary, 
but the government could 
withhold contracts or use 
o th er sanctions ag a in s t 
companies that do not follow 
Its terms.

Another Geneva Trip 
Planned For Vance To 

Try Complete SALT

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
President C arter plans to 
send Secretary  of S tate 
Cyrus R. Vance to Geneva 
next month for another 
round of strategic weapons 
limitation talks with Soviet 
Foreign Minister Andrei A. 
Gromyko, according to U.S. 
sources.

The idea is to try  to 
complete a  treaty  and have 
it signed a t a  sum m it 
m eeting  by C a rte r  and 
Soviet President Leonid I. 
Brezhnev before the end of 
the year.

The treaty  would limit 
each country to a  total of 
2,250 strategic bombers and 
in te rco n tin en ta l ba llis tic  
missiles. Soon after com­
pletion, U.S. and Soviet 
negotiators would get to 
work on a follow-up treaty 
with further cutbacks.

After the last round of 
talks, in Moscow earlier this 
week, a  number of key issues 
rem a in  u nse ttled . They 
include the range limitations 
to be placed on land-and sea- 
l a u n c h e d  U .S . c r u i s e  
missiles and the details for 
restricting new weapons <m 
both sides.

Still, U.S. officials say they 
have not lost hope of com­
p le tin g  th e  t r e a ty  by 
Christm as.

V ance’s m eeting  w ith 
Gromyko will m ark their 
ninth round of weapons talks 
in less than two years. 
Overall, the Americans and 
th e  S ov ie ts have been 
working on a  treaty for six 
years.

On Wednesday, the Soviet 
new spaper Izvestia  said 
“ definite circles” in the 
United States that cling to 
cold war attitudes a re  trying 
to  im p e d e  th e  a r m s  
limitation talks.

The article also accused 
the unnamed groups of 
"artificially” tying up the 
nego tia tions w ith o th er 
q u e s t i o n s  o f S o v ie t -  
American relations.

D epartm ent of Transportation officials said this morning 
that hearings will be held a t the old Saratoga High School 
building in Saratoga at 7:30 p.m. November 28. and at the 
Wellcome Middle School just North of Greenville a t 7:30 
p.m . November 29.

Spokesmen said the DOT Planning Board approved the 
d raft statem ent October 18 after making, "extensive 
modifications.”

The draft statem ent includes several possible locations for 
the four-laned roadway, linking Greenville and Wilson.

The final determination of the corridor for the Improve 
m « it project will be m ade following the public hearings and 
will be Included in the final environmental impact state­
ment.

To lead the program . 
C arter selected Alfred E. 
Kahn, chairm an of the Civil 
Aeronautics Board. Kahn 
gained prominence with his 
success in reducing airline 
prices by increasing com­
petition.

Kahn will take over from 
Robert S. Strauss, who will 
continue in his job as special 
trade representative, but 
who said he was too busy for 
the expanded program .

The program  m ust work, 
Kahn said, or it will lead to 
“ever tighter fiscal and 
monetary restra in ts” that 
could lead to a recession or 
result in m andatory con­
trols.

LONDON (AP) -  Soviet 

President Leonid Brezhnev’s 
difficulties with speech and 
other functions are  hindering 
U.S. and Soviet negotiators in 
their efforts to reach a new 
s tra te g ic  a rm s  lim ita tio n  
agreement, the London Times 
reported today.

T h e  n e w s p a p e r  s a i d  
Brezhnev’s health has become 
so uncertain that Western ob­
servers believe he is no longer 
capable of seriofus negotiations.

Hotline contacted Dr. T. J. Sheets, Director of 
the Pesticide Research Laboratory ’ at N. C. 
State University. He said that, under normal 
conditions, farm ponds do not receive drainage 
containing sufficient amounts of pesticides to be 
harmful. Also, if the pesticides being used are 
those considered “legal,” they would have been 
sufficiently decomposed so as not to present any 
danger if Uken in by the fish.

He added that, by the time the fish are cook­
ed, the heating would further decade these 
pesticides. “It would be a rare Mtuation in which 
pesticides ^ansmitted by fish from farm ponds 
could pose any real danger |o  humans consum­
ing them,” Dr. Sheets said.

President Carter announced his voluntary 
w age and price guidelines in a nationwide ad­
dress Tuesday night.

He called on labor to hold w age and fringe 
benefits to 7 percent during the com ing year. 
Business would voluntarily limit price increases 
to 0.5 percent below increases of 1976-77 

In return for the wage hold-down workers 
would get a tax rebate for ex cess  of the inflation 
rate over 7 percent.

The president also promised that federal spen­
ding would be held down and hiring would be 
lim ited to filling one of two vacancies.

There w as little to rcHjuire business or labor to 
com ply with the standards, other than govern­
m ental threat to open foreign competition or 
deny contracts to those industries which don’t.

Like most voluntary program s this one is 
doomed to failure if it is left solely to the cons­
cience of business and labor.

It can succeed but it will depend on how tough 
the federal governm ent gets with businesses and 
unions which fail to comply. Equally important 
it will depend on how tough governm ent gets  
with itself in lim iting its own inflationary spen­
ding.

Nitpicking Still Leaves Us Wondering
The Occupational Safety and Health Ad­

m inistration announced this week that it was 
dropping 928 “ nitpicking” safety standards.

Included were such things as toilet seat se lec­
tion and specifications for m ounting fire ex-

We applaude OSHA for branding the dropped 

standards as being m ore of a nuisance than a 
help, but we still have to wonder how in the 
world som e of these “ nitpicking” standards 
w ere instituted in the first place.

We Hold More Money

R.ALEIGH -  There is 
more money than ever in 
North Carolina, judging 
from  th e  re c o rd s  on 
collection of the intangibles 
ta.x for the past fiscal year.

But a major shift in its 
form is apparent: there is 
more money owed than ever, 
and shares of stock are 
worth less.

The intangibles tax col­
lected $35 million last year 
for distribution to city and 
county governments across 
the state.

This is without a doubt one 
of the most unpopular taxes 
— perhaps equalled only by 
the sales tax on food as a 
source of complaint in the 
state.

It is applied against 
wealth; money on deposit in 
checking or savings ac­
counts: money on hand: ac­
counts receivable: bonds or 
notes; shares of stock; in­
terest; deposits with in­
surance companies.

The General Assembly at 
every session is faced with 
demands for repeal of the 
onerous tax. Study commis­

sion after study commission 
has grappled with the sub­
ject

Again
The 1979 session will again 

lace the same topic And 
again, the power of the local 
governmental lobbies will be 
brought to bear against 
repeal — unless the revenue 
loss to local governments is 
replaced.

Replacement would have 
to come from the state's 
General Fund, and it is 
doubtful that legislators with 
minds set on providing 
general tax relief will 
welcome the prospect of a 
lump sum $35 million whack­
ed out of the state s available 
revenue.

Many .North Carolinians 
hardly know the tax exists: 
or. if they do. it’s merely a 
nuisance. For those whose 
incomes result largely from 
dividends or interest on 
stocks and bonds, the tax is a 
real burden.

For corporations head­
quartered in this state, the 
tax is not only a burden, but 
in the view of some experts a 
genuine barrier to wooing

and winning certain types of 
economic growth for North 
Carolina.

either as a retirement haven 
or a site for corporate head­
quarters.

For retailers, paying the 
tax on acc-ounts receivable is 
especially unpopular P ar­
ticularly in a year such as 
that just past in which that 
category has skyrocketed. 
For retired people, the tax is 
p ressing  ag a in s t hard- 
earned savings designed to 
see them through old age.

But the strongest argu 
ment against the tax is that 
I t  represents double taxa­
tion. 'V'ear after year the tax 
is collected as applied to 
money which has already 
been taxed as income in one 
form or another whether 
held by an individual or a 
corporation.

Í And the fact that many 
other states do not have an 
intangibles tax stands in the 
way of the state’s booming

The tax rate varies depen­
ding on categories. It is 10 
cents per $100 on deposit and 
funds deposited with in­
surance c*ompanies; it is 25 
cents per $100 on money on 
hand, accounts receivable, 
stock, bonds and notes, and 
interest.

Collecting $35 million in 
this tax represents more 
than $21 billion owned by 
North C arolinians. The 
figures show that money on 
deposit is up more than 
seven percent, but money on 
hand is down more than 
three percent. Money on 
deposit totals$9.8 billion.

A disturbing factor is an 
increase of more than 11 per­
cent in accounts receivable, 
to a total of more than $2.2 
billion Stock value is down 
more than two percent, 
possibly due to price drops, 
but still totals nearly $6 
billion. Money on hand totals 
$38U million; bonds total $2.2 
b illion; and in su ran ce  
deposits total $17.7 million.

When the State Depart­

ment finally gave in and 
allowed Rhodesia Prim e 
Minister Ian Smith and Ex­
ecutive Council Chairman 
Nbabaningi Sithole to visit 
the U.S. for the first time, it 
marked a victory not only 
for the embattled people of 
Rhodesia but for Americans 
as well.

For too long, a small but 
influential group of Ad­
ministration officials head­
ed by UN Ambassador An­
drew Young had blocked en­
try visas for the Rhodesian 
government leaders. As an 
excuse, they used a UN 
resolution imposing sanc­
tions against the former 
British colony because of Its 
refusal to transfer rule 
from the white minority to 
the black majority.

Months ago. however. 
Prime Minister Smith and

his government had agreed 
to the principle of one-man. 
one-vote, and a transfer to 
black majority rule after a 
period of orderly transition. 
FZven th e  S o v ie t and 
Chinese Communist-armed 
guerrillas of the so-called 
“Patriotic Front” were in­
vited to participate in free, 
supervised elections, pro­
vided they would stop 
shooting. Instead, the guer- 
r i l l a  l e a d e r s  J o s h u a  
N k n o m o  a n d  R o b e r t  
M u g a b e  s c o r n e d  th e  
dem ocratic process and 
opted instead to continue 
their bloody bid for power 
through the barrel of a gun. 
T housands of innocent 
civilians, most of them 
blacks, have been killed, 
maimed or driven from 
their homes in an unrelen­
ting campaign of terror.

A m ong th e  te n s  of 
th o u s a n d s  of S o v ie t
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w eapo n s c a p tu re d  by 
Rhodesian security forces 
in the past few years are: 
AK-47 assault rifles and the 
newer AKM model; the SKS 
C arbines with attached 
folding bayonets; DP, RPD 
a n d  R P K  l i g h t  
machineguns; Tokarev and 
M a k a ro v  p i s t o l s :  60
millimeter mortars and 40 
m illim eter rocket laun­
chers. The weapon that was 
used to shoot down a Rhode­
sian airliner last month 
reportedly was a Czech or 
Soviet-made mobile, heat- 
seek in g , s u r fa c e - to -a ir  
missile of the type used to 
shoot down many U.S. 
helicopters during the Viet­
nam war.

The people of Rhodesia, 
both the six million blacks 
and the quarter-m illion 
whites, are painfully aware 
what fate would befall them 
if Nkomo and Mugabe and 
their guerrillas should take 
over. Despite all this, An­
drew Young and company 
h a v e  i n s i s t e d  t h e  
Communist-armed-and-led 
guerrillas be given a role in 
creation of the new state of 
Zimbabwe. With this kind of 
tacit backing from the U.S. 
Britain and other Western 
powers, guerrilla leaders

N ko m o  a n d  M u g a b e  
naturally saw little reason 
to give up a war they felt 
they were winning, tor elec­
tions they knew they would 
lose. The guerrillas’ posi­
tion hardened still further 
after Nkomo was given a 
visa to enter the U.S. last 
August so he could confer 
with State Department of­
ficia ls and black sup­
porters At the same time. 
Prime Minister Smith and 
moderate black leaders in 
R ho d esia’s tra n s itio n a l 
government were refused 
an opportunity to come here 
to explain their side of the 
story firsthand.

Not until a bipartisan 
group of 27 U.S. Senators 
p erso na lly  inv ited  the 
Rhodesian lead ers  and 
pressured the State Depart­
ment to give them visas, 
was this shameful policy of 
hypocrisy and and double 
standards finally rectified.

Regardless of how State 
D e p a r tm e n t  an d  A d­
ministration officials felt 
about the Smith-Sithole 
visit, there was no valid 
reason for keeping them 
out. Unless, that is, the U.S. 
policy-makers were afraid

To go back to a point of 
beginning. Under the Inter­
nal Revenue Code of 1954. 
Congress provided for the 
deductibility of contribu­
tions to certain tax-exempt 
organizations These are 
defined in Section 501 lo  
(3) as funds or foundations 
operated exclusively for 
religious, charitable, scien­
tific. literary “or educa­
tional” purposes.

In 1970, the Internal 
Revenue Service decided to 
add a Wonderland touch of 
its own. The IRS announced 
that, henceforth, it would no 
longer approve deductibility 
status for private schools 
th a t m ain ta in  ra c ia lly  
discriminatory admissions 
policies. In effect, the IRS 
was saying that an educa­
tional institution with no 
minority students is not an 
ed u ca tio n a l in stitu tion . 
Therefore, Section 501 (c) 
(3) would not apply.

Congress, mind you, had 
not changed so much as a 
comma in the applicable 
statute. 'This was entirely 
rule-making undertaken by 
the bureaucriacy in a spasm 
of social enlightenment. The 
Bob Jones University in 
Greenville. S.C.. attempted 
to challenge this ruling, but 
got thrown out of court on a 
technicality.

'The Supreme Court acted 
in the Bob Jones case in 
May of 1974. Speaking for 
the Court. Mr. Justice 
Powell acknowledged the 
iipportance of deductibility 
^a tu s  to an educational in­
stitution. To be stricken 
from the Cumulative List of 
E x em p t O rg a n iz a tio n s  
causes “serious damage” to 
any non-profit institution.

That prompted the president 
to remind his audience that “we 
don’t let people use doLd>ie 
digits around the White House 
anymore until we get inflation 
under control .”

Unlike some public speakers. 
Carter rarely appears to have 
any trouble keeping the length 
of his speeches under control.

When the White House 
releases a text of a speech in 
advance of its delivery. It rarely 
runs fewer than five pages or 
more than seven That means, 
invariably, that the speech will 
take just about 20 minutes, give- 
or-take a minute, to deliver.

But when the president ^v es 
a speech without the benefit of a 
prepared text, the address still 
la s ts  about 20 m in u tes . 
Sometimes 18 minutes. Rarely 
more than 22 minutes And you 
won’t catch him looking down at 
his watch.

Now it can be told how the 
president manages this feat of 
timing.

'Guidelines' Said Inconsistent

NEW YORK (AP) -  The 
administration’s new wage- 
price guidelines aren’t likely 
to succeed, says Prof. 
Michael Wachter, one of the 
economists who advised 
Jim my Carter during his 
election campaign.

This outlook is by no 
means unique, even if held 
by a former adviser. In fact, 
it is shared by thousands of 
other economists, and there 
are suggestions that some 
even work in th e  ad­
ministration.

Wachter. who says he is 
sym pathetic to the ad­
m in istra tion’s plight, is 
disturbed because, as he 
sees it. the guidelines con­
tradict other policies, and 
because they do little to build 
up the private economy.

Part of the prdJlem. he

believes, is that “Carter is 
not as close to his economists 
a s  w ere o th er re ce n t 
p r e s id e n ts ,’’ who h ad  
economists in their kitchen 
cab inets. “ He’s getting 
political advice.”

In hi§ view, “A controls 
policy makes sense only if 
you move toward fiscal and 
monetary restraint.” But the 
adm in istra tion  and the 
Federal Reserve, he said, 
have not been achieving 
such restraint.

“The guidelines being put 
out.” he said, “are entirely 
inconsistett with present 
fiscal and monetary policy," 
both of which the University 
of Pennsylvania economist 
s a i d  h a v e  b e e n  
nonrestrictive.

•’What is the purpose of 
c o n t r o l s  in th is  en ­
vironment?” he asked in an

interview. He said guidelines 
cannot contain an expansive 
economic policy, and that 
any attempt to do so is futile 
and misleading.

Wachter said he did not 
wish to appear insensitive to 
the pressures faced by the 
administration, and that his 
comments were meant to be 
constructive. But. he said, he 
and other were discouraged. 
Why?

Because, he said, while 
seeking restraint through 
guidelines. Carter not only 
runs a big deficit but seeks 5 
p e rc e n t u nem ploy m en t 
within the next ;year or so. 
It’s contradictory, he in­
dicated.

Wachter. who terms job 
studies “a specialty with 
m e.” believes full em ­
ployment — the level of 
joblessness below which

further cuts lead to more 
inflation — exists at a rate of 
5.5 percent to 6 percent.

In pursuing a lower rate, 
he m ain ta in s , th e  ad­
ministration is not mf>rely at 
odds with itself but is 
beaming misleading cues — 
almost suggesting the guides 
be broken.

The only purpose of con­
trols. according to Wachter, 
is ’’to signal in advance what 
to expect,” — to tell unions 
and businesses “ what are 
the employment and output 
targets we are aiming for.”

To issue guidelines in­
consistent with fiscal and 
nwnetary policies, which he 
termed expansionary, will 
be seen as ,misleading, 
Wachter indicated. And he 
s u g g e s t e d  C a r t e r ' s  
c r e d i b i l i t y  m i g h t  be 
damaged.

Pine Coffin

W ASHINGTON (U P I )  -  
B efore Jenny  M oore d ied of 
c a n c e r  five y ea rs  ago she had  a  
seem ing ly  sim ple wish — to  be 
bu ried  in a pine coffin.

As it tu rned  out, finding h e r a 
gilded, filagreed caske t m ight 
h a v e  been easier.

T h e r e  w e re  p l e n ty  o f 
m ahogony cask e ts  w ith velvet 
lin ings o r c repe  in te rio rs  on the  
m ark e t, but there  w ere no p lain 
p ine  boxes to be had.

H er friends finally found a 
m a n u fa c tu re r  of u n p a in ted  
fu rn itu re  in suburban  R ock­
ville , Md., th a t em ployed a 
c r a f t s m a n  who h ad  m a d e  
coffins in Europe.

He built a  sim ple coffin for 
M rs. M oore, whose husband. 
E p iscopal Bishop P au l M oore of 
New York, was then su ffragan  
bishop of W ashington 

As a  resu lt of the  sea rch  for 
M rs. M oore’s casket, th e  St. 
F ra n c is  Burial & Counseling 
S ocie ty , Inc ., a  non -profit 
o rgan ization  th a t offers in­
fo rm ation  on funeral a lte r­
n a tives, a line of inexpensive 
funera l p roducts  and counseling 
on  d e a th  and  dy ing , w as  
founded in 1973.

“ T he founders thought if one 
person  w ants this, th e re  m ust 
be  o thers  out th e re  who a re  
s tym ied  a t a tim e of g re a t need, 
of g rea t s tre ss ,” sa id  Ju lie  B. 
Slavik, the  society’s  executive  
d irec to r.

“ She (M rs. M oore) w as very  
h appy  to know she had  h e r 
coffin before she d ied ,”  said  
M rs. Slavik.

Rev. W illiam W endt, one of 
th e  founders of the  society, said  
h e  en co u rag e s  fa m ilie s  to  
becom e m ore involved in the  
fu n e ra ls  of th e ir loved ones.

"P eo p le  (the  su rv ivo rs) feel 
rem oved , a s  if they  w ere  in an  
aud ience  — in an  even t th a t is 
v e ry  im portan t in th e ir  lives ,” 
sa id  M rs. Slavik.

T w o  v e r y  p e r s o n a l i z e d  
fu n e ra ls  the  society  a ided  in 
w ere  for a  teenaged  boy who 
w as killed suddenly and  a  15- 
yearo ld  girl.

T he boy’s body w as tak e n  to a 
la rg e  funeral hom e. H e w as 
d ressed  in his b lue jeans, 
w rapped  in a  fam ily  b lanket 
and  the  lid of his coffin w as 
nailed  down.

“ It w as a  w onderful th ing  for 
th a t fam ily, although it m ay  be 
a  perfectly  d readfu l th ing  for 
som e o th e r fam ily .” sa id  M rs. 
Slavik.

T he o ther te en ag e r’s  m o ther 
d r e s s e d  a n d  w a s h e d  h e r  
d a u g h te r’s body and  h e r friends 
pain ted  her wcxxlen coffin w ith 
th e  rainbow s and  bu tte rflies  
th a t she loved to  w rite  about in 
h e r  poetry.

T he society offers b irch  and 
p ine coffins, assem bled  and In 
kit form  for betw een $115 and 
$185, inexpensive c re m a tio n  
t ra y s  and boxes, and  coffin 
p lan s  for do-it-yourself en­
thusiasts .

An orthodox Jew ish  coffin 
th a t h as  no nails o r m etal 
fa s ten e rs  is availab le  in birch 
veneer. It com es in kit form  
only and takes  about five 
m inu tes to assem ble, accord ing  
to  the  society.

The society has only th ree  
pa id  staff m em bers  and has not 
m ade  an agg ressive  effort to 
m a rk e t its p roducts nationw ide. 
S ince 1973. about 150 coffins 
have  been sold but M rs. Slavik 
said  “ business h as  been picking 
up .”

The functions of the Kqual 
Employment Opportunity 
Council fKEOC) and the State 
Human Relations Council were 
discussed at the Greenville 
Area Chamber of Commerce’s 
Industrial Relations Commit­
tee meeting Tuesday morning.

Henry McKoy. Executive 
Director of the State Human 
Relations Council, Leonard 
Wiggins. State Human Rela­
tions Consultant, and Jesse 
Harris, local Human Relations 
Director, were the guest 
speakers at the meeting.

McKoy discussed the system 
of settling EEOC discrimina­
tion complaints. According to 
McKoy, since 1977 three 
methods of settling discrimina­
tion complaint charges have 
been established; no fault set­
tlement. backlog unit, and 
systemic unit.
‘ "With the no fault settle­

ment a letter is sent to the

company informing It of the 
complaint and then a settle­
ment can be made before 
EEOC conducts an investiga­
tion,” McKoy said.

A ccording to McKoy. 
EEOC’s backlog unit system 
deals with all cases over three 
years old and the systemic unit 
deals with cases which show a 
system of discrimination.

•T^t me encourage you to 
have an in house audit of your 
firm for possible discrimina­
tion,” McKoy commented. 
"Most often we find that the 
head of a company is unaware 
of the hiring and firing 
methods of a company.”

"EEOC is not the bastard 
agency many think that it Is.” 
said McKoy. “We find as many 
non-discrimination cases as 
discrimination cases.”

"EEOC is a legal process. 
The State Human Relations 
Council is a voluntary process.

When the state finds probable 
cause or no cause for 
discrimination, we write you. 
At least 80 percent of the cases 
Investigated by the State 
Human Relations Council are 
backed up by EEOC.” McKoy 
continued.

McKoy also said that the 
State Human Relations Council 
is willing to help, companies 
determine possible discrimina­
tion problems.

Wiggins said the that the 
State Human Relations Council 
is responsible to the needs of a 
complaintant and the company 
(respondent).

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Archeologists Seek Century-Old Georgia Graves

ATLANTA (AP) -  In a 
grassy field al the com er of a 
downtown cem etery, a hardy 
band of archaeologists spent 
much of the sum m er scraping 
Georgia clay in search of 
century-old graves.

But cem etery officials’ hope 
that the area would yield ho 
graves and thus could be used 
for new projects ran counter to 
a legend that about 10,000 
paupers had been laid to rest in 
unmarked graves.

“We were hoping nobody had 
ever been buried in that a rea ,” 
said Jim  Whitnel, an assistant 
sexton at Oakland Cemetery. If 
the field w ere c lear, the 
cemetery could sell new plots or 
build a  columbarium — a sort of 
high-rise mausoleum — to 
f in a n c e  r e s to r a t i o n  a n d  
preservation of its old tombs.

A group of friends of the 
municipal graveyard. Historic 
Oakland Cemetery Inc., hired 
two Georgia State University 
anthropologists — Roy S. 
D ickens J r . ,  40, an  a r ­
chaeologist, and Robert L. 
Blakely, 33, a specialist In 
physical anthropdogy.

To gel started, the professors 
borrowed a road grader from 
the city and shaved a layer of

graves in historic Oakland Cemetery in Atlanta. rectangles emerged, as the

original sandy clay subsoil 
co n trasted  w ith red  c lay  
brought up when the graves 
were dug.

“ We were overwhelmed to 
find them laid out like this,” 
Dickens said. "We were ex­
pecting to find nothing, or 
scattered graves.”

Analysis of the sample strips 
placed the total of gravesites a t 
10.000 to 11,000. They chose to 
excavate 13 graves, choosing a 
mixture of large and small

rectangles spread around the 
field. Children were buried in 
the small graves.

Surprisingly, th e re  were 
indications that not all those 
buried were paupers. One coffin 
had an oval pane of glass inset, 
apparently to allow viewing of 
the body. The wood had 
decayed long ago. leaving 
pieces of shattered glass all that 
remained of the coffin.

Metalwork, such as handles, 
from the coffins survived. 
Blakely hopes a  comparison 
w ith co n te m p o ra ry  coffin 
catalogs will fix precisely the 
years the graves were dug.

Lab work is also expected to 
determ ine the age at death, sex 
and race of the individuals 
w h o s e  s k e l e t o n s  w e r e  
recovered, in some the cause of 
death. The results should give 
some cwues about how, when 
and why they got where they 
are.

“The folks up there with the 
tombstones, people know a lot 
about them .” Blakely said, 
gesturing toward the main 
section of the cemetery.

" T h e s e  a r e  A t l a n t a ’s 
forgotten people. P art of our 
objective is to let Atlanta know 
who they a re ,” he said.

“ Most of the tim e  an­
th ropo log ists a re  study ing  
people who lived in remote 
tim es and for us what appear to 
be remote cultures. This time 
we have an opportunity to learn 
about our own culture and the 
recent past.”

More and more, this ex­
ception is becoming the rule.

“There’s been a boom in the 
last 10 or 15 years in what we 
call contract archaeology or 
public archaeology,” Dickens 
said.

Fueling the boom are  federal 
laws requiring archaeological 
surveys before federal money is

used in construction or before a 
site listed on the National 
R egister of Historic P la c ^  is 
disturbed. Oakland Cemetery is 
listed.

“ Archaeologists like myself, 
located at a local university, 
with a student force and 
laboratory facilities, we would 
be called on,” Dickens said.

“ 'This brings archaeology into 
a  whole new realm 1 like to call 
applied archaeology. It’s a 
thing that excites me — it really 
does,” he said. “We’re applying 
archaeology to try to learn 
something about the history and 
prehistory of this area .”

Pope, French President Discuss Worid Probiems

VATICAN CITY (AP) -  Pope 

John Paul II and President 
Valery Giscard D’Estaing of 
France discussed a wide range 
of “burning world issues” 
today, including ways and 
means to bring about "peace in 
a unified Lebanon."

The French president, who 
was received for 45 minutes in 
the pontiff's first working 
audience for a chief of state, 
said he had discussed the wide 
range of subjects with the 
pontiff, including prospects for 
peace in war-torn Lebanon.

During a brief visit after the 
audience to the Basilica of St. 
John the Lateran, where 
French chiefs of state have 
been honorary canons since 
King Henry IV. G iscard 
d'Estaing said he agreed with 
the pope that “there is a great 
renewal of spirituatlity in the 
world at the moment.

“ 1 was deeply moved by the 
beaming personality of John 
Paul II." Giscard d’Estaing 
added. “We also discussed and 
agreed on the universality of 
the faith and that each person is 
free to accede to the spirituality 
of his own faith.”

The pontiff’s predecessor — 
; John Paul I — reportedly had 

planned to make a trip to 
‘ l.ebanon to underscore his 
• personal commitment to the

settlement of the internal strife.
The Sacred College of Car­

dinals. which ran the affairs of 
the church during the in­
terregnum between John Paul 
I s death Sept 28 and John Paul 
IPs election Oct. 16, twice ap­
pealed for peace in Lebanon. 
The church recently received a 
plea from Ix^banese Christians

seeking the church’s help in 
putting an end to the internal 
strife.

In his first papal speech on 
Oct. 17. John Paul 11 indicated 
that he would pay prompt at­
ten tio n  to the L ebanese 
question. He spoke of the 
"g rav e” problem in “ the 
beloved land of Lebanon and its

people who earnestly desire 
peace and liberty.”

But the Isra eli-b ac k ed  
C hristian m ilitias refused 
Syrian orders to disarm in 
February because the Moslems 
and Palestinians weren’t told to 
give up their guns, and the 
Syrians began cracking down 
on Christian enclaves.

Eight months of clashes 
followed, culminating in a 
furious. 10-day bout in Beirut 
that left some 1,300 dead. The 
Beirut fighting tapered off after 
a cease-fire Oct. 7. but sporadic 
gunfire and shelling continue on 
a daily basis.

— For inboard engines, 
dra in the engine block after 
closing the raw water intake 
I f  cooled by a fresh water heal 
exchanger system, drain the 
system or add antl-freeie to 
prevent freezing.

■— Drain portable fuel tanks 
F ill installed tanks and add a 
fuel stabilizer.

One of the basic principles 
of card play technique is to 
first develop the suit in 
which you expect to gain the 
most tricks. But South was 
well aware that there are ex­
ceptions to this rule.

With 8 pmnts and a good 
five-card suit. North might 
have Uken the bit firmly bet­
ween the teeth and bid the 
game himself. However, he 
was content to issue an in­
vitation. South accepted 
despite the fact that he had a 
minimum of 16 points—he

had ail suits stopped and the 
tenace positions, which 
would be led into, con­
siderably improved his hand.

West led his fourth-best 
spade and declarer captured 
Eaat’s jack with the queen. 
The natural instinct would be 
to go after the club suit, but 
declarer saw that that could 
easily cost the contract. The 
danger hand was Wert, and 
West’s entries had to be at­
tacked first. If West held the 
king of clubs, he was in no, 
danger: the monarch could*̂  
always be picked up later via 
a finesse. But if Wert held 
the ace of hearts, that card 
had to be knocked out before 
West's long suit, spades, 
could be set up.

At trick two, therefmre, 
declarer led a heart to the 
queen. When that held, he 
continued with the jack of 
hearts. Wert won the ace and 
returned the king of spades, 
which was allowed to hold, 
followed by the ten.

Declarer won the ace and 
ran the eight of clube. Eart 
held off one round, but be 
waa compelled to win the 
king on the next round. 
Declarer’s technique now 
paid off, for East was out of 
spactos. Although he made 
the best shift to a diamond, 
declarer had no {voUem. He 
rose with the ace and cashed 
bis tricks in hearts and dubs, 
and ended up with an over­
trick.

Rebuilding Their Soil To Make Productive Farms

VLXniMIR, U SS R (UPI) 
Th<' skit's were heavy and 

gra> and on Ihe horizon, they 
seemt'd to be stiteht'd to the soft 
rolling hills of the Vladimir 
Oblast some l.“)0 miles northeast 
ol Moseow

It is an aneient land packed 
full of Ihe history of the birth of 
the Russian state, a fertile 
place for scholars interested in 
what happem-d during the 12th 
and 131 h centuries

But not a very fertile place for 
farmers at all. and despite the 
quaint old buildings and huge, 
am ient monasteries, rather an 
embarra.ssment for the Soviet 
state

Vladimir is in the heart of 
what Soviet agricultural ex­
perts call tiH' "non-black earth 
zone" -  a vast stretch of the 
Russian Federation that has 
ground that is as poor as its 
population

As the cnips went, so went life 
m the non black zone. It has 
become a poverty pocket and 
the government has decided to 
invest an immense amount of 
nMMiey on a scheme to turn It 
around

And the planners in Moscow 
have decided that the key to 
succ-ess in the region is the 
develoment of ag ricu ltu re  
aimed at making the non-black 
zone self-supporting

The Soviet government in its 
curren t five-year-plan has 
earmarked ;I5 billion rubles 
I$.‘>2.2 billion) to what has 
become known as the “non­
black Earth Zone Project."

But if the project is to suc­
ceed. the government will have 
to sweeten soils that are 
plagued by high acidity. It is 
saridy ground that will not 
produce without maximum 
attention.

And it will have to reclaim 
lands long since lost to bogs, 
filling them in and pumping 
them  full of organic and 
chemical fertilizers so they will 
be able to produce crops.

Why bother’ Why not put the 
investment into other regions 
with good soils and a more 
likely chance at success?

Mikhail Ponamaryev. first 
secretary  of the Vladimir 
Oblast Communist party, says 
that although the soil is poor, 
the conditions for agriculture 
are excellent.

"Despite the infertility due to 
sandy soils, despite the poor 
soils, the re^on has favorable 
conditions for the development 
of farming,” Ponamaryev said. 
“There is good weather and an 
abundance of precipitation.”

Ponamaryev is responsible 
for only one section of the 
nonblack earth zone. His region 
occupies 18.009 square miles 
with a population of 1,565,000.

The whole non-black earth 
region is a vast section of the 
Soviet Union that includes more 
than 140 million acres of far­
mland.

The size of the project is in­
dicated by the statistics; by 
1990, when it should be com­
pleted, the Soviet Union wants 
to triple the agricultural output 
of the region. There are 142,000 
villages in the region now. By 
1990. the population will be 
moved into 15.400 “ large and 
well appointed townships.” 
according to the magazine 
Soviet Union.

The expenditure per resident 
for housing and services under 
the plan is double the national 
average. When the project is 
completed, it will cover a land 
area five times as large as

France and 11 times as large as 
West Germany

Agriculture has never been 
s t r o n g  in t h e  r e g i o n .  
Ponamaryev's said, but the 
quality of life has been im- 
pnived becaust' of a wide and 
thriving selection of industries.

Vladimir oblast produces 
everything from tractors to 
crystal and china plates There 
are «6.000 people working in 
agriculture or agriculture- 
related industries.

P o n a m a r y e v  s a i d  the  
average agricultural salary in 
the region is 136 rubles ($194) a 
month — about average for the 
Soviet Union, where rent is very 
low and many other services — 
medical treatment, for example 
— are free.

But the gains have been 
castly, and a look at the 
statistics on fertilizer ap­
plication indicates why.

Currently, the farmers apply 
an average of 7.2 metric tons of 
organic fertilizer — manure 
mixed with peat — to each 2.4 
acres of land Some 12 pounds of 
mineral fertilizer is used on the 
sam e area.

And because 75 per cent of the 
soils in the region are acidic, 
more than a million acres of 
land has been limed.

Ten years ago. the farmers

were applying only a fraction of 
that amount of lertilizer to the 
l a n d .  A c c o r d i n g  t o  
Ponamaryev. there was simply 
not eiwugh fertilizer available 
That changed in 1974 when the 
government c“ommitted itself to 
the projec’t .

He defined the agricultural 
problems and laid down the four 
point program the govemnient 
wants to pursue to solve them.

Basically. lack of humus in 
the soil and high acidity have 
turned the region into a poor 
agricultural zone. Humus is 
organic matter, the remains of 
dead plants and animals.

At its worst, humus content 
registers only one half of oifc 
per cent in the Vladimir Oblast. 
At its best, it registers about 
f o u r  p e r  c e n t .  P r i m e  
agricultural land has humus 
content of 20 per cent and 
up.

The soil is sandy in most 
regions, further complicating 
the task by causing drainage 
problems.

"We are raising soil fertility 
of poor lands with chemicals, 
organic fertilizers and land 
reclam ation.” Ponam aryev 
said. ^

Second, the government is 
t r y i n g  to i n c r e a s e  t he  
m e c h a n i c a l  b a s e  f o r  
agriculture, basically adding 
more tractors, harvesters and 
triK'ks.

Third, it is trying to provide 
better housing and more in­
dustry, both viewed as elements 
that  will help keep the 
population figures of the region 
stable.

Finally, programs have been 
set up to improve the quality of 
life in rural areas — a problem 
S ov ie t P re s id e n t Leonid 
Brezhnev called attention to in 
a number of agricultural ad­
dresses.

The project was initiated in 
1974. and Ponanuiryev in­
dicated the effort has already 
a c h i e v e d  m o d e s t g a i n s  
throughout his region.

“ The volum e of g ro ss  
a g r i c u l t u r a l  p ro d u c t on 
cdlective and state farms in­
creased by 20 per cent,” he 
said. —I—

"Labor production increased 
by 21 per cent. Crop production 
is up 35 per cent. Milk 
production is up 17 per cent, 
meat 19 per cent, and eggs two

The project has also drained 
and irrigated over 50.(100 acres 
ol Vladimir Oblast land in the 
pa.st four years.

(iennady Suschinsky is the 
chief of the land reclamation 
pn)ject for the region. He ex­
plained the goal while standing 
on the bank of a huge lake 
created for irrigation purposes.

"We took 500,000 tons of peat 
from this reservoir site and 
usc>d it on the bog lands.” he 
said "This project alone cost 
5.6 mil l ion rub les  ($8.4 
million).”

The artificially irrigated, 
reclaimed bogland has been 
used for pasture and fodder for 
feeding some 10,000 cattle and 
to provide feed for three dairy 
farms.

The reclaimed land is con­
s t a n t l y  u nd er  d r a i n a g e .  
Although it is not considered 
suitable for grain crops, its use 
m e a n s  that  o ther  a r e a s  
previously used for fodder can 
be cultivated for grains.

Despite the modest success 
achieved thus far. the project is 
plagued by the age-old demons 
that have affected so many 
other  Soviet farming en­
terprises — inefficiency and 
waste.

".Some fertilizers are not 
being used rationally enough.” 
said Ponamaryev. “ We also 
have a shortage of manpower 
and all of the objectives are not 
pul into operation all of the 
time.”

— He said the party tries to use 
c r i t i c i s m  a n d  s o c i a l i s t  
emulation — a substitute for 
competition — in an attempt to

increase efficiency and pinpoint 
problem areas.

The project has received 
criticism  from one of its biggest 
backers. President Brezhnev.

In a major agricultural ad­
dress last July, Brezhnev said 
the region has failed to meet 
targets for land reclamation 
and the improvement of soil 
fertility.

“ Obviously, not all the 
workers of central, republican 
and local agencies have 
grasped the economic and 
political importance of the 
solution of the problems of the 
n o n b l a c k  e a r t h  z o n e . ”  
Brezhnev said.

But Brezhnév noted the 
project would continue and 
urged everyone involved "to 
overcome the lag and to fulfill 
the targets for the entire range 
of measures for transforming 
the agriculture of this territory 
on schedule.”

P o n a m a r y e v .  who has  
worked in the region for 17 
years and holds three Orders of 
l.enin for his previous efforts, 
believe the problems can be 
solved. _

"We are not satisified with 
what has been done.” he said. 
; We can see that a lot must be 
done to solve our complicated 
problems."
