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Greenville Population Survey Planned
The City Council has authorized the  c ity  staff to undertake a 

survey to e stim ate  the  total population for G reenville.
City M anager E d  W yatt reported  th a t the  survey, which will 

be c o n d u c t^  in conjunction with the  s ta te , will involve selec­
ting  a  probability  sam ple  of households to e stim ate  the 
num ber of persons p e r household. T hat figure, he said, is then 
applied to a  total housing count to a rr iv e  a t a total population 
figure.

A ccording to  Wyatt, ac tual househo ld  interview ing is 
scheduled to begin in la te  F e b ru a ry  o r  e a r ly  M arch of 1979. 
The c ity ’s Com m unity D evelopm ent c o o rd in a to r. Ben Shivar, 
will coordinate  the survey pro ject.

The su rvey  is being undertaken  a s  a  r e s u l t  of two factors, he 
noted. O ver the past th ree  y e a rs  th e  s ta te  has revised 
dow nw ard its estim ate  of population g ro w th  in G reenville  over

the  1970 base  year. City officials believe the  s ta te  is 
underestim ating  the c ity ’s population.

W yatt said tha t population is very  im portan t in determ ining 
the  am ount of funds re turned to the  c ity  in c erta in  state-shared  
revenues such as  the  one cent local option sales  tax  and Powell 
Bill s tre e t funds.

In addition, he observed, the  s ta te  h a s  revised  its procedure

for accep ting  challenges. P reviously, m un icipalities  could 
challenge estim ates they felt w ere inap p ro p ria te  a f te r  they 
w ere  released . C urrent policy requ ires  m un ic ipa lities  to sub­
m it d a ta  to the s ta te  prio r to re lease  of the  estim ates .

W yatt .said that da ta  subm itted  to the  s ta te  m ust be 
developed from  a re liab le  source such as  a  com plete  census o r 
a sam ple  survey

Body Evacuation In
Steps Up

GEORGETOWN. G uyana 
(A P) — U.S. forces were 
flying hom e the last of 408 
m ass suicide victim s from 
the Peoples Tem ple com ­
m une a t Jonestow n and were 
try ing  to figure out how 
m a n y  c u l t is ts  m a y  be 
m issing in the dense jungles 
around the  cam p.

U.S. Air Force  Capt. John 
M oscatel I i said he expects to 
be  o rd e re d  to  c o n d u c t 
helicopter searches of the 
ju n g le  a f t e r  th e  body 
evacuation  is com plete.

Thirty-tw o surv ivors have 
been located so far. Most of 
them  were believed to have 
fled the Jonestow n com m une 
during  the b izarre  suicide 
rite  six days ago.

The Rev. J im  Jones led his 
Peoples Tem ple followers in 
the  suicide a fte r a squad 
from  the com m une allegedly 
g u n n e d  d o w n  a U .S . 
c o n g r e s s m a n ,  t h r e e  
new sm en and a defecting 
cultist. Rep. Leo Ryan, D- 
Calif.. was in G uyana in-
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vestigating  the commune.
T hree  of the surviving 

cu ltis ts  have been a rre s ted  
by au tho rities  in Guyana in 
connection with the killings 
of R yan  and his party . One

WASHINGTON (AP) -  

American military teams 
have found many more 
bodies at the Peoples Tem­
ple omnnnme in Guyana 
than had been expected, and 
the number could reach 600 
to 800, administration of­
ficials said today.

The previous total of those 
who either committed  
suicide or were slain at the 
commune was listed at 409, 
based on an official body 
coimt.

SCHOOL BUS SAFETY 
I am concerned about the safety of children on 

the Pitt County schocd buses. My son rides a 
school bus to the elementary school.

Release those doubts. Since school started in 
September, the Pitt County school bus driver 
record has been as good as any in the state, ac­
cording to Rodney Bullock, school bus supervisor. 
“We’ve had some bad luck in the past several 
years, but since school started our record is as 
good as anyone’s.’’

Pitt County drivers take a two-day class and 
written test before they are allowed to drive. 
Bullock said drivers are taught to stop one-half of 
a bus length from the pickup. The driver then 
counts the students outside the bus and again once 
they are inside. Once the students are in the 
driver is supposed to wait until they have taken 
seats before starting up again.

In the afternoons, the approach is the same, ex­
cept in reverse. The students are counted as théy 
leave the bus and again when they are on the 
ground, he said. The driver is to check both sides 
of the bus and make sure the highway is clear of 
traffic. “Some buses have monitors,’’ he said, “to 
help the drivers control the bus. When the driver 
has to turn around, the monitor goes to the rear of 
the bus and helps him from there. The monitor 
also helps the driver prevent problems with 
students on the bus.’’

Bullock said his office has tried to find adults 
and high school students who could serve as 
mwiitors, but in many areas they are not 
available and younger students have to be 
substituted. Also, the buses are checked out 
mechanically and repaired every day, he said. 
The school bus garage has five route mechanics 
who keep a consistent watch for school bus 
failures.

w as charged  with m urder.
O fficia ls and su rv ivo rs 

have  variously  estim ated  
th a t from  100 to 800 m em bers 
of the  Jonestow n com m une 
a re  not yet accounted for.

T h e re  h a s  been som e 
s p e c u la t io n  th a t  m a n y  
cu ltis ts  a re  hiding out in the  
jung le  fearing  rep risa ls  for 
having  escaped  the suicide 
rite , but o th e r sources say  
only a handful of Jonestow n 
res iden ts  m ay  have fled 
because  estim ates  of the 
c am p ’s population were put 
too high.

G e ra ld  P a r k s .  45, a 
Springfield, Ohio, native who 
c am e  to Jonestow n with his 
m o th e r, w ife and th re e  
ch ild ren  la s t year, said he 
thought a t least 100 su r­
v ivors w ere  w andering in the 
jungle. His son. Dale, 27, 
e stim a ted  there  could be as  
m any  as  200. Both m en w ere 
a t t e m p t i n g  to  l e a v e  
Jonestow n with R yan and 
surv ived  the  a irpo rt am bush 
in which the  congressm an 
w as killed.

Odell Rhodes. 36. a  teacher 
who surv ived  the poison- 
d rink ing  suicide rite, told 
re p o rte rs  he had inform ation 
th a t could lead to m urder 
c h a rg es  in connection with 
the  R yan slayings, but said 
he w anted  to tell his s tory  to 
G uyanese police.

H yacinth Thrush, a  76- 
y e a r o ld  S an  F ran c -isco  
w om an cripp led  by arth ritis, 
told a rep o rte r she slept 
through the  m ass suicide 
and la te r  d ragged  herself to 
the  scene. She said she found 
“everyone w as still. Some 

w ere sitting  up with the ir 
eyes closed. O thers w ere 
lying down. I saw  my sister.

I w a lk ed  o v er and touched 
h e r  to  w ak e  h e r up. She was 
very  c o ld .”

M il i ta ry  o ff ic ia ls  sa id  
today  th e re  still a re  1;18 
bodies ly ing  on the ground 
a ro u n d  th e  open pavilion 
w h ere  th e  death  rite  w as 
p e rfo rm e d  in Jonestow n, 
about 150 m iles northw est of 
( ieo rge tow n .

T he b loa ted  bodies a re  
being p la c ed  in rubberized 
o liv e -d rab  bags, sealed in 
a lu m in u m  c a s k e ts  a n d  
fe rr ie d  by helicop ter to 
G eorgetow n, w here they a re  
p laced  on C-141 tran sp o rts  
and  flown to Dover Air Force 
B ase. Del.

A to ta l of 280 bodies 
a lre a d y  h a v e  arrived  a t the 
D over b a se  w here m edical 
e x p e r ts  a r e  a ttem pting  to 
c o n firm  th e  identities of the 
d ead  an d  p rep a re  the bodies 
for b u ria l.

A s ick ly  stench hung over 
a  re m o te  c o rn e r of G uyana’s 
T e m e h r i  A i r p o r t  on  
Thank.sg iv ing  Day.

E a r l ie r  th is week W ashington ra is e d  its  quote for In­
dochinese refugees from  25,000 to  27.500 fo r the  y ear ending 
nex t M ay 1.

R obert H avel, deputy d irec to r of in fo rm atio n  for the U.S. 
D e p artm en t of Justice , said  T hursday  e v en in g  in W ashington 
th a t the  United S tates would la k e  re fu g ees  from  cam ps to free 
p laces  for Hai Hong passengers.

But C assim  insisted the  United S ta te s  h a d  ag reed  to take all 
the  Hai Hong refugees who c an ’t be p la c ed  in o ther countries, 
possibly a s  m any  as  1,400 people.

T here  w as no im m ediate 
S ta te  D epartm en t com ­
m ent on the  d raft, but som e 
A m erican  officials w ere 
repo rted  baffled a t E gyp t’s 
m otives in re leasing  the 
tex t a t this tim e. It was 
believed the governm ent 
w as behind publication of 
the  d ra ft in the sem i­
official daily.

Israe l and Egypt have 
a g reed  in general te rm s to 
the  U.S. d raft, but their 
negotiations in Washington 
h a v e  d e a d lo ck e d  o v e r 
E g y p t’s insistence that the 
tre a ty  be linked to a 
solution of the Palestin ian  
p roblem  and include a 
tim e tab le  for Palestin ian  
self-ru le  on the occupied 
W est Bank of the Jo rdan  
R iver and in the Gaza 
S trip .

Israe l has re jec ted  any 
such linkage and fears a 
tim e tab le  will allow Egypt 
to  back  out of the peace 
tre a ty  if negotiators cannot 
w ork out a  P alestin ian  
settlem en t within a  given 
tim e.

T he tre a ty  published in 
Al A hram , believed to be a 
copy of the  d ra ft accepted 
T uesday  by the Israeli 
c ab inet, m ade no direct 
m ention of linkage between 
t h e  tw o  p a c t s .  T h e  
n e w s p a p e r  q u o ted  the  
p ream b le  of the purported 
tex t say ing  the tre a ty  is to 
be an  “ im portant step 
tow ard  a  com prehensive 
M ideast settlem en t and 
resolv ing all aspects  of the 
A rab-Israeli conflict.”

She is an  expert on those 
w ays. By the  second day of 
c la ss  th is  fall, she knew the 
nam es and  faces of all her

s tu d e n t s .  S he  a lso  c an  
re m e m b e r  the  nam e and in 
m an y  c a s e s  the  course work 
of a lm o s t all of the 2,000 
s tu d en ts  sh e  has taugh t in 
th e  p a s t n in e  years.

Ms. D ay  said  no one single 
th in g  a c c o u n ts  fo r h e r  
re m a rk a b le  m em ory. But 
m uch  of h e r  success is due to 
a  n a tu r a l  in te r e s t  an d  
c u rio s ity  abou t he r s tudents.

B y  a s s o c i a t i n g  t h e  
s tu d en t’s  fa ce  with his ideas 
a n d  o th e r  d is tin g u ish in g

ch arac te ris tic s , she is able 
to  rem em b er the nam e.

Ms. D ay ’s  in te re s t in 
m em ory  began with her 
w o r k  in m a t h e m a t i c a l  
p s y c h o lo g y  a t  I n d i a n a  
U nivesity. She received a 
doc to ra te  in experim ental 
psychology from  Stanford, 
an d  sh e  h a s  conducted  
r e s e a r c h  in  c o g n i t i v e  
psychology, exploring such^  
a re a s  a s  m em ory, attention, 
p roblem  solving and p e r­
ception.

about the  person him self.

— Do find out what th ings 
a re  rem em bered  easily  and 
w hat things a re  a problem  to 
re ta in . Som e people have 
b e tte r short-te rm  m em ories 
while o thers  a re  b e tte r at 
long-term  retention.

Ms. Day said a built-in 
m em ory technique th a t all 
hum ans can  use is based on 
th e  “ tip of the  tongue

phenom enon.
“ Som etim es a nam e is on 

the  tip  of your tongue and it 
is possible to recall it by 
re jec ting  o ther possibilities. 
If you re m em b e r th a t the  
nam e had severa l syllables, 
you can  re je c t all one- 
sy llable nam es. O r you m ay  
rem em b er th e  sound and 
r h y t h m  of  t h e  n a m e .  
E v e n t u a l l y  y o u  c a n  
rem em b er the  n am e  itself, 
although it m ay  be a t 2 a.m . 
when you a re  no longer 
try ing  to th ink  of It.”
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Korean-Bom, Now All-American

C R E T E , Neb. (AP> -  
E ig h te e n -y e a r -o ld  S u san  
Manley says she’s never given a 
thought to what life might have 
been like growing up in her ^  
native Korea.

At 11 months, she came to 
üncoln  as the adopted daughter 
of Dr. and Mrs. Robert Manley, 
and she is now in her senior 
year at Crete High School.

She works as a nurse's aide at 
a Crete nursing home and is 
planning a career as a teacher 
of the blind.

Susan is not reluctant to talk 
about her heritage, but it’s 
obvious that she doesn't think of 
h e r s e lf  a s  an y th in g  but 
Nebraska-variety American.

Her mother confirms this and 
adds that Susan’s m arried 
brother. Kelly, also born in 
Korea, feels the same way.

“This is home. This is where 
they belong. They don’t think of 
themselves as anything dif­
ferent. ” says Phyllis Manley.

She quickly added that the 
children had known other 
Korean-born children and had 
had the opportunity to learn 
in fo rm a lly  abou t K orean  
culture.

But the children have never 
taken a great interest in 
anything Korean, she said.

"Kelly once told me: ‘You 
th in k  about th is  (th in g s  
Korean) more than I do.’”

Susan and Kelly are less than 
a  year apart in age. Each was 
left in (he city hall in Seoul by 
their Korean mothers, said 
Mrs. Manley. Twice a day. 
H a rry  Holt, of Holt In­
ternational Children’s Services, 
would go to city hall to pick up 
infants for adoption, she said, 
adding that Kelly and Susan 
were among those infants.

Kelly was brought to the 
United States in I960 and Susan 
in 1961, Mrs. Manley said.

Holt, who with his wife Bertha 
b e g a n  th e  in te r n a t io n a l  
adoption program  in 1955, 
visited the Manleys in 1964, only 
a few weeks before his death in 
Korea. He was on his way to 
place an infant girl with a 
family in South America when 
he stopped in Lincoln, where the 
Manleys at that time were 
active in a group of families 
with adopted Korean children.

Susan Manley says she has 
known prejudice, mainly when 
she moved back to Lincoln with 
her family from Scottsbluff.

The communique, signed 
by arm y commander Gen. 

David Padilla Arancibia, 
promised to hold national 
elections and transfer power 
to a civilian government by 
August of next year.

It was P ereda’s refusal to 
hold elections before 1980, 
that apparently set the stage 
for the coup, the fifth in this 
central American nation in 

the last 14 years,
“ It seem s they (the arm y) 

h a v e  c o n t r o l  of  t h e  
situation,” said Walter Rios 
G a m b o a ,  a n  I n t e r i o r  
Ministry undersecretary. He 

spoke to a reporter as he left 
his office after the arm y 
surrounded the ministry.

The streets around the 
presidential palace were

Pardon us, if we are less than enthusiastic about 

the State Ports Authority decision to move a con­
tainer crane from the Morehead Port to 
Wilmington.

Granted a mistake was made in putting the 
crane at Morehead at the time it was done. The 
crane has been sitting idle since it was installed.

The mistake, however, was in making the in­
vestment in the expensive piece of equipment 
prematurely. There might not be any business for 
the big crane for some months in the future, but it 
is a sure thing that the shipping industry is mov­
ing toward containerization.

And what about our big export through the 
Morehead Port — tobacco? This product has been 
containerized since the industry began in Colonial 
days, with tobacco packed in hogsheads. Nothing 
lends itself to containerization better than tobac­

co. All that is needed is to change the packaging to 
a shape and size that meets containerization 
specifications.

If tobacco exporting goes to containerization, as 
appears likely, where will that leave the port at 
Morehead? Quite obviously the port will be on the 
outside looking in.

Worse, it will mean that tobacco will have to be 
hauled further overland to more distant ports, ad­
ding transportation costs in a highly competitive 
world market.

Container traffic has been slow to come at 
Morehead, but with the removal of the proper 
handling equipment we can be certain that the traffic won’t develop.

It could mean great harm to Eastern North 
Carolina’s economy.

The panic conditions w ere

(CD’s) cam e due and the 
cash w as dem anded by the 
A rabs — most of it from one 
bank, Morgan G uaranty  of 
New York City and its Euro­
pean branches.

T’he effect of the A rab deci­
sion to liquidate this huge in­
vestm ent — instead of roll­
ing it over by buying new 
CD’s was e lectrifying and 
potentially devastating . It 
forced Morgan G uaranty  to 
scour o ther New York banks 
for cash. Worse, it put the 
focus on the long-dreaded
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spec ter of the A rabs li­
quidating tens of billions of 
th e ir holdings and conver­
ting the dollar rece ip ts into 
stronger foreign currencies 
such as the G erm an m ark  or 
the .Swiss franc.

Analysts have differing in­
terpre ta tions of the true 
reason for this unexpected, 
c ris is -m ak in g  liquidation . 
S om e b e liev e  t ha t  th e  
S aud is, w hose im m en se  
dollar resources from the 
sa le  of M ideast oil m ake 
them  bankers of the world, 
w ere signalling P resident 
C arte r: shore up the dollar 
fast! A falling dollar m akes 
it fa r  m ore difficult for the 
Saudis to resist p ressure  
from  o ther oil-producing 
sta te s  for a steep increase  in 
oil prices la te r this year.

m issioners that in this very  county we have 13,500 persons 
eligible for food stam ps while only 2,700 a re  receiving them , 
we just wonder w here som e ou tsider ge ts his information.

To have 13„500 hum an beings eligible for food stam ps out of a  
population of 3ti,000 or to have 37.5 percen t of our population 
eligible for food stam ps is ju s t a  type of tac tic  about which we 
have grave doubts.

“we fight poverty; we w ork” .

Now when people from  outside who have all the answ ers to 
every  question come into Beaufort County with the “ Big 1 -  
little  You” attitude  and seek to encourage people who do not 
nt>ed it to live off the fat of the  land, then our patience is ex- 
hau.sted before they get through talking.

Our em ploym ent ra te , we a re  advised, is relatively  stable  
and ra th e r low here  in B eaufort County. It is said that 
everyone who needs a  job and w ants one can get work. And yet 
som e “do-g(K)der” com es to us and says we have people. 13,500 
of them  here  needing help. H e  m ight a s  well have said that we 
have 13„5(K) pei)ple hungry. The reaction  is ju st about the sam e.

Who do you think has to b ear the cost of these food stam ps 
given to pt>ople who som etim es do not need them ? The tax ­
pay er must pay, and he does.

1'his very ideg^of going out and p reach ing  to people to “ get 
on the w elfare list”  is a serm on we do not heed here  in our 
county or in any other county.

We a re  willing to m ake g rea t sacrifice  to feed any hungry 
people. We a re  willing to walk any distance, work any length of 
tim e, give w hatever we a re  able, and in every  conceivable 
m anner give of ourselves and our m eans to see that we take 
c a re  of our own here  in this Pam lico  a rea .

But we do not believe we have e ith e r 13,500 hungry people or 
13,.')00 people who should be getting food stam ps right here  in 
Beaufort County. And let us be quick to add that those people 
who encourage others not to work but to enjoy the fru its of the 
labor of o thers by getting food s tam p s o r jum ping on the 
w elfare bandwagon, we have no patience.

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  F o r 
the  first tim e, the money- 
m an ag in g  F ed era l R ese rv e  
lioard  will soon have appointees 
of P residen t C a rte r in the 
m ajority , but it is unlikely to 
b ring  any change in the board’s  
high interest ra te  policy.

The .seven-member Federal 
R e s e rv e  B o a rd  h a s  b een  
carry in g  m ost of the load lately 
in try ing  to control inflation — 
by pushing in terest ra te s to 
record  and near-record  levels. 
The goal is to slow the economy 
and take  p ressu re  off prices.

I t’s a calculated  risk, because 
if there  is a serious recession 
next year, the  board will get 
m uch of the blam e, as  will 
C arte r.

But it’s  a lso a  load the board 
c a n ’t easily  rid  itself of because 
th e re  isn’t anybody else who 
can  c a rry  it right now. T here’s 
little  confidence e ither among 
the  public o r even within the 
adm in istration  that C a rte r’s  
v o lu n ta ry  w age and p rice  
gu idelines will succeed  in 
slowing inflation.

C a rte r has a lso m ade c lear he 
ag rees the board has no other 
real option a t th is point except 
to keep in terest ra te s  high. His 
adm in istration  h as encouraged 
som e of the most recent in­
creases.

Although C a rte r nom inates 
m em bers of the board, subject 
to Senate confirm ation, the 
board  is independent of the 
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n  a n d  i s  
r e s p o n s ib le  to  C o n g re s s . 
M em bers a re  nam ed for 14-year 
te rm s although few actually 
se rv e  that long.

Although policy probably will 
rem ain  the sam e, there  still will 
be com fort to C arte r in having 
the  board controlled by people 
he has appointed.

C a r t e r  h a s  f i l l e d  t wo  
vacancies so fa r this y ea r and 
two m ore have occurred in 
recent weeks, one with the 
r e s i g n a t i o n  f o r  p e r s o n a l  
reasons of Philip C. Jackson 
and the second With the death 
Sunday by can cer of Stephen S. 
G ardner, .59, the board’s vice 
chairm an .

Not since 19:56 has a  president 
had an opportunity to nam e four 
m em bers in a single year. At 
the  beginning of this year, the . 
board  w as m ade up entirely  of ; 
m e m b e r s  a p p o i n t e d  b y  
R ep u b lic an  p re s id e n ts , in ­
cluding the chairm an, A rthur 
Burns.

C a rte r’s first appointm ent , 
w as G. William Miller, nam ed 
to succeed Burns, who resigned. 
While M iller is independent of . 
the  adm in istration , he has 
worked closely with C arte r and ; 
his adv isers in coordinating Fed 
p o licy  wi th ad m in is tra tio n  
actions and objectives.

C a rte r’s second appointm ent ’ 
cam e  in August when he nam ed 
Nancy T eeters, the first woman 
ev er on the board, to fill another 
resignation.

It is understood C arte r has 
not m ade a  decision on who to 
nom inate to the vacant posts, 
although North Carolina banker 
L uther H. Hodge J r .. and Lyle 
C. G ram ley. a  m em ber of 
C a r te r ’s Council of Econom ic 
Advisers, have been m entioned 
a s  possib le c an d id a tes for 
Jack so n ’s seat.

.Miller told repo rte rs the other 
day  he would like to see 
so m e b o d y  o t h e r  t h a n  an  
econom ist nam ed to the board, 
since four of the five rem aining 
m em bers a re  economists.

WASHINGTON (A P) -  The 

g overnm ent’s w atchdog of 
workplace safety is flushing 
away a lot of picky rules that 
drove employers crazy — like 
how to design the proper toilet 
seat or how to choose a tool belt.

In all. 928 regulations of the 
Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration meet a timely 

death today.
But don’t look for any 

mourners.
OSHA is glad to see the rules 

go. They never saved any lives 
or warded off any injuries or 
illnesses, as far as agency of­
ficials could tell.

And the 3 million businesses 
affected by agency rules will be 
tickled pink. After all, they used 
to get fined by OSHA inspectors 
for failing to comply with the 

rules.
Some of the former rules 

were just plain silly, like the 

one that said. “ Piping located 
inside or outside of buildings 
may be placed above or below 
ground”  That covered just 
about every possibility.

Others went a little too far in 
the area of product design. For 

instance:
“ Every water closet (toilet) 

shall have a hinged seat made 
of substantial material, having 
a non-absorbent finish. Seats 
installed or replaced., shall be 

of the open front type”
Then there were rules that 

pioneered protective remedies 
for health threats that don’t 

exist.
"A covered receptacle shall 

be kept in all toilet rooms used 
by women” for the disposal of 
sanitary napkins, said one.

But Jerry  Purswell, OSHA’s 
safety standard director and 
chief rule scratcher, says the 
agency was unable to find a 
single case “ in which a woman 
became ill because of exposure 
to a sanitary napkin.”

Another batch of ex-rules set 
reco rd s for providing in­
c o m p r e h e n s ib le  a n d  un­
necessary gobbledygook.

Consulate Is 
FÍ rebombed

SAN FRANCISCO (A P) -  
Two persons were arrested 

inside the Egyptian consulate 
early  today after shots were 
fired and an incendiary device 
burned the front door, police 
said.

An arm ed man believed to be 
a  security guard was inside the 
consulate, police said. There 
were no reports of injuries.

Police say those arrested 
claimed to be consulate em ­
ployees. It was not immediately 
known if the fire at the door of 
the consulate had been ex­
tinguished.

It also was not known who 
fired the shots.

A man identifying himself as 
a spokesman for the Jewish 
D efense L eague told the 
Associated Press by telephone 
that the group was responsible 
for “a firebombing” at the 

consulate.
T he ca ll w as re c e iv e d  

minutes before shots were 
reported inside the consulate 
and police were Called to the 
scene. A three-block area was 
cordoned off by police.

The caller read a statem ent to 
the AP saying: “Since Egypt’s 
aim  is the total destruction of 
the state of Israel, any Israeli 
retreat from the vital Sinai 
buffer zone would be suicide.”

F ear not, though, that OSHA 
m ay un-regulate itself out of 
b u s i n e s s .  T h e  d e f u n c t

regulations eliminate only som e, 
30 pages of fine-print rules. 
Another 280 pages rem ain alive, 

well and intact.
OSHA Administrator E ula 

Bingham says the agency now 
can “ concentrate on reducing 
or elim inating the more serious 
a n d  s ig n ifican t w orkplace  
safety  and health standards.”

grower in Wake County who 
"tends” 100 acres. He says 
people outside the industry and 
the state are  likely to look at 
this year’s  record sales of $1 
billion and think differently. 
“ It’s just a living.” he said. 
“ Profit-wise, we’re not making 
any more money than we did 
several years ago. Tobacco 
ain’t no get-rich proposition.”

The :i9-^ear-old farmer, who 
has been growing tobacco since 
he was 17. lives with his wife 
and two children in a brick 
home just outside the small 
town of Fuquay Varina. His 
spread includes eight curing 
barns, two tobacco combines 
and a number of tractors, 
trucks and other pieces of 
production equipment.

Cook won’t say exactly how 
much he m ade this year 
because he says he doesn’t 
represent the average tobacco 
farm er in North Carolina. But 
for an estim ate he put it this 
way;

One hundred acres of tobacco 
produces about 200,000 pounds, 
and it probably cost the average 
farm er $1.20 per acre  to

produce the leaf this year. 
Using the average per-pound 
price of $1.:J2 this season, that 
means a profit of 12 cents per 
pound. So for 200,000 pounds, 
the grower cleared $24.000.

That may sound like a good 
living for a farm er in North 
Carolina. Cook acknowledged, 
but he said it doesn’t account 
for the amount of money

growers lie up in production. A 
$24,000 incom e does not 
necessarily mean a $24.000 
living, he said.

"There are  very few in­
dustries that get as much 
money involved as farming for 
the amount of profit you get out 
of it,” he said. “ For the money 
you get and the chances you 
lake, you’re not getting much.” 

Cook áaid a whole year can be 
ruined in a few short minutes if 
a hail storm hits a ripening field 
of tobacco. Too much rain or too 
little rain can turn a year’s toil 
in the field to nothing.

The slim profit margin and an 
anti-sm oking cam paign by 
Health, Education and Welfare 
.Secretary Joseph Califano has 
led many to suggest that 
growers switch to other crops. 
C’alifano's $23 million campaign 
has made him a target of the 
tobacco industry in North 
Carolina.

But a changeover from 
tobacco isn’t as easy as putting 
one seed in the ground instead 
of another. Graham said there 
is no other crop that grows well 
in North Carolina that yields the 
amount of money per acre that 
tobacco does.

And Cook said the farm er who 
manages to live on an income 
from 12 to 1.5 acres of tobacco 
would be run out of business 
trying to raise another crop. “ In 
beans or corn, it would take me 
2.(X)0 to 3.1XX) acres to make 
what 1 do on 100 acres of 
tobacco,” he said.

Cook doesn’t think any 
amount of work is going to 
finish tobacco. “The tobacco 
situation is in a m ess.” he said. 
“ It's been in a mess for 22 
years. But we’re here and we’re 
going to stay.

“You cut out tobacco and, 
Ix)rd have mercy, would we 
have a mess. Where would 
people work?”

Cook said there aren’t many 
growers in the tobacco business 
who aren’t serious about what 
they are doing. Otherwise, they 
don’t last.

For Cook there is no other 
way to make a living. Since he 
was a child, he says he has 
never wanted to do anything 
el.se but farm tobacco.

"It takes a lot of money.” he 
said,walking past the row of 
now empty curing barns. "But 1 
like tobacco. 1 enjoy watching it 
grow and 1 enjoy working with 
it. It’s all I’ve ever wanted to 
do.”

Body-Snatcfi 
Fear Raised

CHICAGO (AP) -  The 
possibilities of body-snatching 
and  an o rg an ized  crim e  
ta k eo v e r w ere ra ised  by 
physicians responding to a poll 
on the commercial sale of 
human organs for transplant.

Of th e  244 p h y s ic ia n s  
responding to the American 
Medical Association survey, 
75.4 percent said the sale of 
transplantable human organs 
should not be legalized. 19.3 
percent said they would favor 
com m ercial sa les and 5.3 
percent expressed no opinion.

The results are published in 
the Nov. 24 issue of American 
Medical News, the AMA’s 
weekly newspaper.

S o m e  d o c t o r s  s a i d  
legalization could bring about 
consequences like those fan­
tasized in Robin Cook’s novel, 
and subsequent film. “Coma.”

“ Not only do these respon­
dents view the commercial sale 
of human organs as unethical, 
but they see great potential for 
crim inal abuse of such a 
system .” the article said.

One doctor said the poor 
would be sold for spare parts, 
others said the wealthy would 
have the advantage in buying 
organs, and the possibility of 
self-mutilation for profit was 
raised.

Training Act. But the U.S. 
Department of Labor has ap­
parently stallerj the hiring by 
giving it a low' priority, ac­
cording to Brian M. Flattery, 
director of the state Energy 
Division and .John Edwards, 
director of the State Economic 
Opportunities Office.

Flattery said the insulation 
programs provided funds only 
for materials, while the CETA 
program provided funding only 
for labor. Congress, however, 
assumed the availability of 
CETA labor without directing 
the Labor Department to 
provide it. he said.

The two federal insulation 
programs are conducted by the 
U.S. Department of Energy and 
the U.S. Community Services 
Administration. The  ̂ State 
Economic Opportunities Office 
actually hands the money for 
the programs to comhtunities.

After an audit of the Energy 
D epartm ent’s insulation 
program last month, the state 
Auditor’s Department con­
cluded that materials pur­
chased under both federal,, 
programs have been mixed 
together and there is no way to 
determine which materials 
belong to wtiich program.

Weatherby. the only junior on 
the starting five, was the most 
valuable player on last year’s 
junior varsity team. “ He’s very 
quick, is a good shooter and a 
good leaper. He’s also got some 
good basketball sm arts.”

Two reserve players should 
see a good deal of playing time 
at forw ard, senior Calvin 
McNeil and junior Roy Moore.

Land has been impressed

Land knows little about the 
Northeastern Conference, ex­
cep t for W ashington and 
Williamston. He said from what 
he has heard that Washington 
and Tarboro will be the top

“ We’ll be competitive,” he 
said. “ We may not be at the top, 
but by all means, we don’t ex­
pect to be at the bottom. A plus 
for us is that the other teams 
don’t know about us, either.” 

Land said the Redskins may 
have something to do with who 
wins the league championship.

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Cowboys, Gallop Past 'Skins, 37-10

DALLAS (AP) — Like a good 

jockey, waiting until the crucial 
moment on the backstretch, 
Dallas Coach Tom Landry has 
applied the whip to his National 
Football League champion 
Cowboys.

They flew past Washington 
l i k e  a t h o r o u g h b r e d  
Thanksgiving Day in a 37-10 
rout that gave the Cowboys a 
game lead over the Redskins in 
the N ational C onference 
Fastem  Division with three 
games to play.

“ We were ready to play — 
this is the best we’ve played,” 
sid Landry whose team s 
characteristically flatten out in 
the middle of the season then 
breathe fire when it counts.

"We were just going so strong it 
would have been difficult for 
any team to stop us today 
regardless of who we played.” 

Washington quarterback Joe 
Theismann concluded. “All you 
can say is the Cowboys kicked 
the hell out of us. 1 know they 
kicked the hell out of me.’.’ 

Dallas is 9-4 to Washington’s 
8-5. The Cowboys, should the 
teams again fall into a tie, have 
an insurmountable tiebreaker 
t*dge over the Redskins.

Dallas jumped on Washington 
with 13 first-quarter points — 
the most for the Cowboys in the 
opening 15 minutes this year — 
then pounded the scrambling 
Redskins in revenge for an 
earlier9-5 loss to Washington.

"It was a big plus to move the 
ball early and get some points

on the board.” said Cowboy 
wide receiver Drew Pearson, 
who combined with quar­
terback Roger Staubach on a 57- 
yard pass-and-run toiichdown. 
“We have been having trouble 
in the first quarter. We got it all 
together today. We were really

sky high. We were at our 
emotional peak. We were hit­
ting and sticking. When you get 
488 yards against the ’Skins I’d 
say your offense is in good 
shape.”

Dallas led 20-0 at halftime as 
Staubach. who scrambled seven 
times when he didn’t find a 
receiver, came up with some 
big third-down plays.

But it was his bomb to 
Pearson that put the game 
away. Pearson sneaked behind 
Joe Lavender and caught the 
radarguided spiral at the 
Redskins 9 and just loafed into 
the end zone in the game’s most 
spectacular play.

When it didn’t count, third- 
string fullback Larry Brinson 
bolted ;)9 yards for Dallas’ final 
touchdown.

Re-Use Coffins 
For Shipments

EKDVER AIR FORCE BASE, 
Dell ( A P) — The metal coffins 
which carried home the bodies 
of the first Peoples Temple 
suicide victim s are  being 
steam cleaned, disinfected and 

recycled back to Guyana.
Maj. Brigham Shuler, press 

officer here, said crews dressed 
in a “cross between a space suit 
and big, baggy clothing” on 
Thursday were setting to clean 
the aluminum container? which 
had already brought back the 
bodies of dozens of the more 
than 400 people who killed 
them selves earlier this week at 
the Jonestown teligious camp.

The decontamination process 
takes between 15 and 20 minutes 

per coffin, he said.
“ We don’t have that many 

transfer coffins and since the 
planes are going back they 
m ight as well bring them with 
them ,” Shuler said, adding that 
the recyling procedure was not 
u n c o m m o n . ” We do  it 
everytim e bodies are shipped,” 
he said.

Bodies taken from the coffins 
were lined up side by side in 
heavy rubber body bags in cold 

storage, sad Shuler.
Before the bodies could be 

cleaned or embalmed, he said, 
identification would have to be 

made.
The 150-pound alum inum  

coffins carry  numbers and

letters written in chalk, as well 
as brief height and weight 
descriptions of the bodies in­
side.

“Once we are able to get a 
roster of the personnel at 
Jonestown,” Shuler added, “the 
FBI will be able to search its 
files” for records which may 
help identify the victims.

We have just received one 
of the most intriguing begin­
ner’s books we’ve seen in 
many a day. ("The Fun Way 
to Learn Serious Bridge" by 
Harry Lampert. Hardel Pub­
lishing, paperback, 136 
pages, $4.95.) The instruction 
is sound, and the book is 
liberally spiced with cartoons 
and charts to act as memory 
aids. This offers a very 
pleasant way to learn the 
world’s most fascinating 
game.

On this hand from the book 
no auction is given, but it 
could have gone as above. 
South has just enough to 
issue a game invitation —his 
sixth spade is the key—and 
with all his points in prime 
cards plus a ruffing value. 
North should accept despite 
the fact that his original raise 
was madé on only three-card 
support.

The point of the hand is to 
delay drawing trumps. As 
the author advises, do not 
draw trumps “when you need 
dummy’s trumps for entries, 
after setting up dummy’s 
side suit.”

If diamonds break 3-3, you 
would need only one entry to 
dummy to make your con­
tract. But the odds favor a 4-2 
diamond split, so you will 
need two outside entries to 
s e t up and cash the 
diamonds. The only entries 
to the table are in trumps, so 
you cannot afford to use dum­
my’s trumps too soon.

Even if you draw only two 
rounds of trumps before 
starting on the diamonds, 
you will go down. Try it. The 
correct line is to take the ace 
of hearts, cash the ace of 
diamonds and then draw only 
one round of trumps —with 
the queen. Now lead a dia­
mond to the king and ruff a 
diamond with a high trump. 
Your prudence is rewarded 
when West discards on this 
trick.

Cross back to dummy with 
the king of trumps and ruff 
another diamond with your 
remaining high trump. That 
sets up the long diamond in 
dummy, and you can still get 
to it by leading a trump to 
the ace, which draws West’s 
last trump in the process. 
Discard a loser on the fifth 
diamond, and you end up hav­
ing to concede only three 
tricks to the defenders.

R ecently. HEW announced it 
intends to cut off federal aid to 
university  system s in Virginia 
and G eorgia if they do not 
subm it revised plans within 45 
days. According to the federal 
governm ent, the two states 
e ith e r failed to m erge black and 
white schools o r shift program s 
to  d if fe re n t  c a m p u se s  to 
prom ote racia l integration.

P ro g ram  and school m erger 
have been opposed by UNC 
P residen t W illiam C. Friday 
and the Board of Governors 
because they say  it would 
d isrupt and dam age both white 
and black institutions.

Addicts' Care

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A six- 
year-o ld  trea tm en t p rog ram  for 
d rug  add icts and alcoholics has 
saved  m illions of do llars in 
court and prison costs and theft, 
acc-ording to a federal stud^.

The federal project, which 
h a s  cost $30 m illion, h a s  
p ro v id ed  tre a tm e n t a s  an  
a lte rn a tiv e  to ja il for m ore than  
60,000 persons in 52 localities 
since it w as s ta rted  in 1972, sa id  
a report re leased by the Law 
E nforcem ent A ssistance Ad­
m inistration .

T he report said one typical 
trea tm en t program  involving 
400 persons a  yea r saves a t least 
$1 million in property  th a t 
ad d ic ts  wpud otherw ise steal to 
support their habits, plus an  
estim a ted  $450,000 in court and 
ja il costs.

The study exam ined tre a t­
m ent p rog ram s in Cincinnati; 
S alt L ake City; New O rleans; 
St. Pau l, Minn.; Des Moines, 
Iowa; Tucson, Ariz.; Austin, 
T exas; M iami; Chicago; San 
Ju an , P uerto  Rico; M ilwaukee 
and the  sta te  of Rhode Island.
