Here’s an opportunity to 
test your skill at handling the 
dummy. Cover the East- 
W est hands with your 
thumbs and then decide how 
you play four hearts after 
West leads the king of 
diamonds and continues with 
the ace.

Once partner could not 
open the bidding, you do well 
to give up all thoughts of 
slam and simply bid what you 
think you can make. On this 
hand that proves most for­
tuitous, for as the cards lie, 
your opponents can make a 
small slam in either minor, 
yet neither can safely enter

the auction.
Before playing to the 

second trick, you should 
count your winners—eight 
hearts and the ace of spades. 
You can collect a tenth trick 
either by setting up a long 
spade or by finding East with 
the ace of clubs. You must 
plan the play carefully to ex­
plore both possibilities.

Obviously, your f irs t  
choice should be to test the 
spades. However, there is a 
danger that if you concede a 
spade trick. East might win 
and shift to clubs,placing you 
in danger of losing two club 
tricks before the spades can 
be developed. Is there a way 
to ensure that East does not 
win the second spade? Yes! 
Instead of ruffing the ace of 
diamonds, discard your spade 
loser.

This loser-on-loser play 
works wonders. Assume that 
West shifts to a trump. Win 
in your hand with an honor, 
lead a spade to the ace and 
ruff a spade —with an honor! 
You will need all your low 
trumps as entries to the dum­
my. Overtake the seven of 
trumps with the nine and ruff 
another spade high. Cross to 
a trump in dummy and ruff a 
third spade with a trump 
honor, and now dummy's last 
spade is high.

You still have a low trump 
with which to reach the 
table, and the fifth spade will 
provide you with a club 
discard. In all, you lose two 
diamond tricks and a club, 
and earn everyone’s admira­
tion.

And the question has to arise as to h6w that 
trade will affect North Carolina and Eastern  
North Carolina in particular.

Well, China was once a major customer for 
United States grown tobacco and when the na­
tionalists were driven from the mainland the 
market was suddenly cut off. The loss probably 
had much to do with major reorganizations of the 
independent tobacco com panies in the United 
States.

Many tobacco marketing experts have express­
ed doubts that the United States can now make in­
roads into the state controlled China market. 
Nevertheless China is a big user of tobacco and 
the prospects are enticing. As alw ays it will de­
pend on how good a selling job the industry does.

China will have need for other products from 
United States farms. Corn, soybeans and wheat 
will .likely be products which Chin^ will want. 
There could also be a market there for our poultry 
and pork production.

Farm ers might find encouragem ent from the 
government to develop the China market for their 
products, since we are looking to the purchase of 
oil from the Chinese. Exporting farm products 
could offset some of the costs of purchasing oil.

American farmers are alm ost exclusive in the 
world in that they seem  able alw ays to produce 
more than our country can consum e. With other 
parts of the world crying for agricultural products 
the export opportunities seem  to be bright. China 
has the largest population on earth and constantly 
faces the problem of how to feed its millions. It 
should be an ideal market for U.S. farm produc­
tion.

Other Editors Say 
OPEC Wonderland

Greensboro Dafly News
The O PEC oil-producing nations ag re e  on very  little, except 

when if com es to gouging the rest of the  w orld with ever-higher 
oil prices. True to form, OPEC voted to increa.se the  price ot a 
t)arrel ot crude oil by a whopping 14..T p e r cent in 1979 — that 
over the  gentle p ro tests of m oderates such as Saudi A rabia and 
.slrile-torn Iran.

What is a.stoni.shing atx)ut the increase  is that the OPEC 
coun tries app<‘a r  oblivious to th e ir h itte r experience with 
ea r lie r  d ram atic  oil price  increases. By quadrupling  the price 
of th e ir oil a fte r  the 197.’J M ideast w ar, O PEC memlx*rs — who 
supply over :iO per cent of the w orld’s  petro leum  — reaped 
enorm ous windfall profits.

But they akso helped fuel unpreeedenled  world-wide inflation 
by driv ing  up the co.st of petroleum -dependent, go<Kls from  syn­
the tic  fibers to home heating oil. That inflation, in tu rp . bid up 
the p rice  of exported goods O PEC memlx*rs purchased  with 
the ir petrodollars.

Now that the OPEC m em bers find th e ir  own fat oil-based 
surplu-ses shrinking in the face of inflat ion — from $«.') billion in 
1974 to only $1.5 billion today — th e ir  knee-jerk  response has 
lx*en to hoi.st prices again.

A few m onths ago, O PEC’s d isrup tive  am bitions would have 
tx*en .scoffed at. A world wide glut of oil. brought on by new 
d iscoveries of oil in p laces like Ala.ska and  the gradual shifting 
aw ay from  dependency on oil in m any countries, had deprcs.s- 
i*ii p rices and underm ined som e of O PE C ’s clout.

But a voluntary cutback of production  in Saudi Arabia, 
which accounts for one-third of O PE C ’s to tal output, followed 
by th e  oil-tield strikes in Iran, have m ade  the su rp lus suddenly 
evapo rate . The OPEC countries, in o th e r words, a re  looking 
tor quick profits now' that industrialized nations have increas- 
e*d th e ir short-term  thirst for OPEC oil.

No wonder, then, that the C arte r ddm in istra tion , am ong 
o th e r We.stern governm ents, has denounced O PE C ’s plan. 
P e rh ap s  when the OPEC countries rea lize  the im pact of their 
action, they will cap  this outlandish p rice  h ike to conform  w ith 
econom ic reality.

The new p rice  rai.se just 
cooked up in Abu Dhabi will 
not solve the do lla r problem , 
but ex ace rb a te  it. and in a 
y e a r  the O PEC countries 
will be com plaining again 
how th e ir  dollars a re  being 
blown aw ay by the winds of 
inflation.

I wish I could only b lam e 
O PE C  and the A rabs in 
O PEC lor all our problem s. 
Bui 1 just talked  to an 
econom ist who said the cost 
of fuel, while it s ta r ts  with 
the  O PEC countries, goes 
through m any stages.

’’When the cost of crude oil 
is ra ised .” he told me, 
"everyone  gets in the act. 

. Ixit’s say  th a t the OPEC 
ch ap s  add th ree  cents to the 
p rice  of a  gallon in Abu 
Dhabi.

"The ’seven s is te r’ oil 
com panies a t the Petroleum  
Club in Houston .say to each 
o ther, ‘Hey. since the OPEC 
m in is te rs  have ra ised  the 
p rice  th ree  cents, this is a 
good chance  for us to ra ise  it 
two cen ts  m ore. The con­
su m er will b lam e the A rabs 
and  w e’ll be let off scot-free.’

"So now we have five cents 
added  to the  gallon. But the 
people who transport oil in

Case
Chills

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
ea.se of B rian W eber has em ­
ployers walking a tightn^x* 
over how to correct rac ia l and 
■sc‘x im balance on the  job. So. a 
federal agency has thrown up a 
safely  tx*! in hopes of keeping 
a llirm a tiv e  action alive.

W eber is a while factory 
w orker in lx>uisiana who sued 
h is  e m p lo y e r  a f te r ,  be in g  
re jcxted  from a c raft tra in ing  
p rog ram  that re served  half jts 
p laces for m inorities. A federal 
appea ls  court, ruling in W eber’s 
favor, held that racia l quotas or 
s im ila r "a ffirm a tiv e  actions" 
a re  illegal without proof ,pr 
a d m i s s i o n  o f  p a s t  
di.scrim ination by a com pany.

The case, which is pending 
Ix 'fore the  Suprem e Court, 
c re a te s  in the mind of som e 
em ployers a " dam ned if 1 ^o, 
dam ned I don’t"  situation.

It they in itiate job preference 
p lans to head oft discrim ination 
su its  by m inority workers, they 
m ay tx*come vulnerable to 
" re v e rse  di.scrim ination" suits 
b \ while w orkers. But if they 
first adm it past job bias to head 
o il a W efx'r-type suit, they a re  
inviting m inorities to sue fpr 
dam ages.

Becau.se of this dilem m a, 
.some em ployers m ay decide’to 
do nothing until the  Suprem o 
Court Í.S.SUCS a definitive rulipg 
on the  m atte r, which m ay bp, a 
long tim e away.

T h a t’s what w orries  the  
E q u a l  E m p lo y m e n t  O p­
portunity  Commission, which 
fea rs  that 1.5 y ears  of progress 
i n e l i m i n a t i n g  j o b  
d iscrim ination  m ay com e to a 
halt because of the uncertainty.

”1 f in d  th e m  v e r y  
d isag ree a b ie , un fa ir , in­
to lerable. ” he said in a 
disc"u.ssion ot the apartheid  
policy ot iwuth Africa. “ All 
of u s ."  he continued, “ can 
j u s t l y  fe e l  m o r a l  in ­
d ignation ."

But Sproull. in the  nam e of 
his university, has taken a 
.stand on South A frica that 
m ig h t  d i s p l e a s e  s o m e  
d efenders of hum an rights.

S p r o u l l  b e l i e v e s  a 
university , as  an institution, 
ri.sks dam aging  its prin ­
ciple's when it is used a s  “ a 
d i r e c t  i n s t r u m e n t  o f 
ch an g e ,’’ no m a tte r  tha t the 
pc*ople who m ake up that 
institution favor the  change.

He d raw s an im portant

di.slinclion. He feels tha t- 
whal m ight be com m endable 
lor individuals and  volun­
ta ry  as.s(X"iations. in op­
p o s in g  a p a r t h e i d ,  fo r  
exam ple, can  com prom ise 
the  intellcxtual integrity  and 
frcx-dom of a  university .

And so. unlike som e of his 
cam pus b re th ren . Sproull 
a rg u e s  th a t u n iv e rs itie s  
-should avoid using their 
inve.stm ent p o rtfo lio s ' to 
r e w a r d  o r  p e n a l i z e  
A m erican  corporations that 
do b u s in ess  w ith  South 
Africa.

When advoca tes of one 
goal o r ano ther try  to use the 
un iversity  a s  a direct in­
s trum en t of change, “ we 
risk  dam aging  the  principle 
that I he university  must 
value atx)ve all others, its 
neu tra lity ."  he said.

W ithout n e u tra lity , he 
insists, “ there  cannot be 
academ ic- freed o m : and 
without academ ic freedom  
the  university  would not be 
w o r t h  p r e s e r v i n g . ”

N eutra lity  isn’t a  posture 
taken ; it is a  keystone.

But neu tra lity , he fears, is 
m istaken  for indifference 
ra th e r  than  for duty or 
o b l ig a t io n .  W hat so m e  
consider to be indifference 
is. in his view, the  fulfillment 
of the un iversity ’s m oral 
m andate.

The faculty a rc  free, in­
dividually  and collectively, 
to  decide what to teach  and 
how to teach  it. S tudents a re  
trcx* to speak th e ir minds. 
And only, say s  Sproull. 
Ix 'cause the university  is 
neu tra l.

“ If the  university  as  an 
institution took an official 
position, that act would in 
etlcx"t censu re  scholars who 
di.sagrcx*d." he slates.

Unlike som e institutions, 
t h e r e f o r e .  R o c h e s t e r  
decline's to  use its huge in­
vestm ent portfolio to rew ard  
o f puni.sh com panies dealing 
with South A frica, although 
som e of the student body 
•sought such a move.

tax reduction bill in 1978 to 
the  p residen t’s la te r dism ay, 
when it was passed intact by 
the House.

M any investo rs postpone 
reviewing the ir portfolios until 
year-end to take advantage of 
tax changes. Tax considera­
tions could be m ore inportant 
then ever this year, but there 
a re  o ther reasons for a periodic 
review  of your holdings. Your 
investm ent ob jec tives  m ay 
have changed, and near and in­
te rm edia te  te rm  m arket pro­
spects a re  a m ajor elem ent to 
consider as well.

E very  portfolio should be 
reviewed a t least once a year 
because of a constantly chang­
ing investm ent environm ent. 
You m ay require a higher level 
of income because of re tire ­
ment. o r you m ay be able to 
assum e a g rea te r degree of risk 
now because of changing pe r­
sonal factors. Some of your 
holdings m ay no longer be ap­
prop ria te  for your objectives.

F u n d a m e n ta ls  m a y  h a v e  
changed for the worst a t a p a r­
tic u la r com pany and the stock 
m ay  no longer be expected to do 
w e l l .

The Dow Jones Industrial

Profits 
and losses should be established 
and  your portfolio m ore defen­
sively invested.

Expatriates Sticking it Out
Bv RO BERT  M USEL

LONDON (UPI) -  When the 
dollar plunged in early October 
and American expatriates on 
f ix e d  in com es ir o n ic a lly  
claimed they would soon have 
to save up for a hamburger, 
there were many who saw the 
decline of American currency 
in the terms of the end of an era.

N o  m o r e '  b u d d i n g  
Hemingways in Paris garrets, 
no more young Americans 
spending a rom antic and 
practically costless year in 
V ie n n a  o r Rom e before 
returning home to earn a living. 
Inflation and taxes and the 
stunning loss of confidence in 
the dollar had put an end to all 
that.

So they said, and the cries of 
businessmen and others, empty 
wallets flapping like the jowls of 
a bloodhound, joined in the 
chorus o f: we’ ll have to go back.

As the year draws to its close 
a U P I su rvey of m ajo r 
European cities shows thpt 
although there has been a 
c e r ta in  am ount of be lt- 
tightening and a reluctant 
concentration on the necessities 
rather than the former luxuries 
of life in Europe very few 
Americans are, in fact, leaving 
because of the anemic dollar.

In Mriiain. lor example, the 
U.S. Embassy says it appears 
A m e r ic a n s  a re  a c tu a l ly  
arriv ing to take up residence. 
The American Embassy in 
Paris  says it is “ like ly”  the 
number of nationals in France 
is declining but there is no hard 
evidence to support this belief.

It should be true. Added to the 
fact that the London Hilton 
charges $1.20 for coffee and the 
famous Viennese coffee houses 
$1.40 and a luxury class hotel 
room is around $100 a night 
nearly everywhere — these 
examples can be multiplied in 
every field — the threat of 
double taxation hangs heavy 
over the heads of Americans.

Starting Jan. I, 1979, most 
Americans abroad w ill lose 
their overseas tax exemption. 
They w ill pay approximately 
the same tax they would pay if 
they were liv ing in the United 
States. At the same time they 
w ill have to pay the income tax 
of the country of residence. In 
cases where there is a bilateral 
taxation agreement such as the 
Anglo-Am erican tax treaty 
there is a formula that is sup­
posed to protect against double 
taxation.

But the wordings of such 
agreem ents thus fa r has 
engendered some skepticism 
about their ability to cushion 
the tax blow. If the dual 
taxation agreements don’t, the 
double tax threat is far more 
apt to drive Americans home 
than the higher cost of liv ing in 
the dips of the fluctuating 
dollar. What bemuses many 
Americans is why the United 
States, alone among the major 
countries of the world, taxes its 
citizens wherever they are even 
though they are not using any of 
its domestic services and are 
paying taxes in the countries in 
which they are living.

Taxes and finances have 
wiped out the weather as 
conversational gambits among 
Americans. Everybody seems 
to have his own tale of woe 
except those who work for big 
multinational firms which tend 
to have tax equa liza tion  
programs. In France Boeing, 
IBM  and many other American 
headquartered firms make up 
all or most of what an employee 
loses in taxes and cost of living 
through working abroad.

In Germany where it costs 
Americans 18 to 19 percent 
more to live this year than last 
H e r b e r t  C r i n g .  37, of  
Jacksonville, Fla., a European 
sales manager for National 
Panasonic, said he would 
probably leave if he was sub­
jected to double taxation. The 
weak dollar — it buys 1.91 
m arks against 4 marks 10 years 
ago — has created a curious

anomaly, he said: profits go up 
while the value of his salary 
goes down.

A journalist in Brussels 
whose previous posting was 
Moscow said;

“ When we were in the Soviet 
Union we used to look at 
catalogues and dream of all the 
lovely things we would buy 
when we got back to the West. 
Now we’re here and we are still 
looking because we can’t afford 
them.”

Brussels, fourth ntost ex­
pensive city in the world on 
some lists, was bad enough 
when the dollar was strong, said 
UP I’s Margaret Gordy, but at 
the present rate of exchange it 
costs $7 to get a dress cleaned, 
$12 to resole shoes, $3 for a 
small lamb chop, $3 for a small 
sandwich and a cup of coffee.

$75 for a decent pair of ladies 
shoes.

Still there are plenty of 
Americans around, as there are 
in Rome where the situation is 
compounded by inflation which 
jumped the cost of liv ing 12 
percent this year (against a 20 
percent rise last year). Edward 
Moss, a supervisor for a U.S. 
e lectron ics firm , stated a 
frequent theme when he said he 
was more worried about the 
changes in the tax laws than 
about the dollar or inflation.

Vienna and Lisbon used to be 
— to those in Europe 20 years 
ago — among the cheapest of 
the great tourist cities. The 
Austrian capital is now alleged 
to be one of the most expensive 
though the impact is cushioned 
for canny tourists because there

is still much that caf be seen 
and enjoyed for small sums. It’s 
the residents who suffer. 
American housewife Irene lo 
B e llo , said she was getting used 
to liv ing on a budget. In 1971 the 
dollar was worth 26 schillings — 
it ’s now 14. That makes a gallon 
of gasoline $2.

"We can’t afford too many 
cuts of our favorite meat,”  she 
said. F'ilet rnignon is well over 
$10 a kilo (2.2 lbs) and eggs are 
now more than $1 a dozen.”

'The dollar has lost less in 
Greece than in most places but 
even in that favorite retirement 
haven for Greek-Americans in 
former days there is con­
s i d e r a b l e  d i s c o n t e n t .  
Americans are hurt two ways — 
the dollar dropped four percent 
of its value last year but the 
drachma lost 15 percent against

hard currencies thus inflating 
the cost of imported items like 
deodorant (over $1) and corn­
flakes ($2 a regular box).

Rea Ginnis, 79, who retired to 
Athens more than 25 years ago 
to live on pensions, said: “ It 
was more than enough when we 
first came here. Now what 1 ^ t 
hardly suffices for food. I have 
(0 spend from our savings for 
doctors b ills and other essen­
tials. If I don’t die soon enough 
I ’ll have to sell our home to 
survive.”

Nevertheless its hard to find 
an American who is actually 
determined to go home purely 
b eca u se  o f the cu r re n t  
situation. The embassy in Paris 
said that in a ll of 1978 only one 
A m e r ic a n  renounced  h is  
passport — and with it his 
double taxation dilemma.

situations.

Qistead of spending up to six 
m m ths in a state correctional 
in^Uution, Florida juvenile 
definquents can be selected to 
join Project STEP (Short Term 
Elective Program ), a part of 
Outward Bound’s adaptive 
p r o g r a m .  S t a n d a r d  in- 
terngtional courses include 
m o u n ta in  c l im b in g  an d  
shooting the rapids.

I n j e c t  STEP tries to build 
self-3confidence in juvenile 
deliqquents — to make them 
winners instead of losers. 
Ne&rly all participants concede 
th e  biggest attraction to STEP 
is that it’s short.

“ I.accomplished a lot more in 
23 'days than 1 would have in 
fouT-to six months in the state 
school,” Jam es said. “Plus, I 
have an opportunity to make 
something out of myself, to get 
o u t j ) f  being committed and 
trying it again.

“ In the state school, I was 
always in a state of depression. 
It’s 6ot to help you. It does a lot 
of psychological damage. You 
see what the real criminals are.
I totally disagree that it’s 
rehabilitative because it’s just 
like prison life.

“m e n  I heard about S-TEP; I 
wanted to jump on it, anything 
to get out.”

STEP began lour years ago 
when Florida hired Outward 
Boufid and received a federal 
grap t from the Law En­
forcem ent A ssistance Ad­
ministration.

S lE P  has gone “way above” 
theXstate’s expectations and 
savqs money, said Jack Porter, 
Y outh S e rv ic e s  P ro g ra m  
Supervisor for the Florida 
Department of H e a 1 t h and 
Rehabilitative Services.

Only one of four juveniles 
completing STEP returns to a 
sta te school, he said, compared 
to alless than 50 percent success 
rate 'at state schools.

Each year. Outward Bound 
instructors visit state schools 
and' select 216 male juveniles 
who want to join STEP. The 
fir$t girls went last summer.

lu  groups of 10 with two in­
structors, the juveniles canoe 
from one coast of Florida to the 
other. The course starts a t the 
basg site in Yulee, located in the 
sta te’s northeast corner near 
the Atlantic Ocean, and ends at 
the Gulf of Mexico.

Most of the juveniles are 
“streetwise,” lower-class high 
school dropouts. Their most 
common crim e is burglary.

Project D irector Leonard 
McCook said they lack an ap­
propriate role model at home 
and have “no vehicle to prove 
their manhood, so they do it in 
delinquent ways.”

Outward Bound tries to break 
that pattern of social failure.

A typical STEP day starts at 7 
a.m. The participants run a few 
miles, swim, make breakfast, 
load g^ar, canoe 10 miles, eat 
lunch,; canoe 10 to 15 more 
mites, build a fire and fix din­
n e r  •

Before they go to sleep about 
9 p.m ., they hold a group 
m a tin g  — one of the most 
importent parts of the course.

If two boys had a fight during 
the- day, or one stole food, 
everyw e discusses the problem 
ar(mnd the campfire. The 
meetings often end with the two 
bo¿s shaking hands and taking 
a walk together.

‘lAt the state school, you do 
th e  least little thing wrong and 
they’ll lock you up,” said 
Timothy, 16. “They put you in 
a n i adjustment unit for about 
seven days. At STEP, they just 
haye a group meeting and talk 
about it.”

'Fhe juvenile participants 
agreed the STEP course has 
changed them. Some changes 
wéfe small — teaming how to 
cook on an open campfire and to 
pitch a tent, proper canoe 
strokes and respecting nature.

"I got a lot out of appreciating 
nature,” Jam es said. “ Like I’ll 
th jtk  twice before I’ll throw a 
piw e of paper on the ground.”

.changes came from within — 
what the juveniles discovered 
about themselves.

“ I le a rn e d . one of the 
problems 1 have is my mouth,” 
said Michael. 15. “The guys out 
here are  teaching me that 
sometimes 1 shouldn’t say 
things I say.

“ I’ve changed a lot, some 
ways I don’t even know yet. but 
I ’ll probably realize them 
pretty soon when I go home.” 

For Chuck, 18, STEP changed 
his future.

In stale school, he said, 
“ they’re always fighting. Then

when you get out, all you want 
to do is get out there and rebel. 
STEP is 1(X) percent better than 
the state school and not just 
because it’s shorter, either.

“ It just makes you think. It 
makes you realize that one day 
you’re going to have to face 
your responsibilities, to go out 
there and try to get on the right 
foot toward becoming a man.

“ It just makes you realize 
that when you get out there, 
you’re going to have to work 
everyday. It just makes you 
where you don’t want to go 
back. Becadse it’s a lucky

break that you got put in here 
and you might never run into a 
lucky break like this again.”

As a follow-up program to the 
course, the Outward Bound 
staff visits the juveniles in their 
homes and helps them make 
plans to go back to school, find a 
job. and get along better with 
their parents.

Course Director Chris Watts 
said there’s a “big change” in 
the juveniles after completing 
STEP, but it’s “difficult to 
assess how much change is 
permanent. They might not

change, but the month’s ex­
perience will go with them 
forever. They will always have 
it.’

STEP staff members and 
state officials hope the project 
will keep the youths from 
getting in trouble again. But 
even if it doesn’t, they said 
participants at least gain a 
more positive self-worth

“ You’re dealing with im­
m ature individuals who might 
fall back into what they were,” 
instructor Leon Allen said. “A 
lot will probably end up going 
back out of their own ignorance.

It might make a change in their 
life, it might not You just have 
to take a chance. If no one takes 
a chance on you, you never 
know what might happen to 
you.”

Perhaps, Project Step was 
best summed up by Jam es who 
put it this way:

“The best thing is 1 can say I 
paddled the whole Suwanee 
River. 1 can say that for years, 
until 1 die, 1 can look at a map 
and feel a sense of ac­
complishment and self-e.steem. 
It makes you feel good about 
yourself.”
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Full-Fledged Hero Treatment For Dog Of The Yeair

NEW YORK (UPI) -  
Sometimes newsmen get the 
feeling the reporting field is 
a dog’s life.

Never did that seem more 
apparent than when the 
editor declared, “this is just 
your kind of story.”

It was a dog interview.
So, with great reluctance 

and wounded ego, but wooed 
by the promise, “at least 
you’ll get a good dinner,” the 
reporter set forth to get the 
story of Chester, “Dog Hero 
of the Year.”

Upon arriving, the guests 
were plied with stiff drinks,, 
hot and cold hors d’oeuvres 
and a view of Brooklyn from 
the restaurant atop the 
World Trade Center. But 
where was the dog?

Chester, for whom the 
affair was held, was kept 
secluded pending a grand 
entrance befitting a hero. 
Detained with him, by a 
reso lu te  young public 
relations woman, was Kenny 
Homme, 6, who Chester (call 
him Chessie) saved last May 
from a torrential stream.

Kenny’s parents, Linda 
and Gary Homme, were the 
c e n t e r  of a t te n t io n ,  
re c o u n tin g  how M rs. 
Homme noticed Kenny 
missing, heard his cries for 
help and found he had 
slipped into the frigid stream 
n e a r  t h e i r  hom e in 
Livingston, Mont.

Chessie. Chesapeake Bay 
retriever that he is, had 
bounded in after him. Kenny 
had grabbed Chessie’s short 
rust-colored hair, thus 
enabling the boy to stay 
afloat, although he kept 
losing his grip.

With the frantic mother 
unable to reach her son. he 
was carried by the current 
into a culvert under a nearby 
road. Chessie followed. 
Minutes later out came 
C h e s s i e ,  s w i m m i n g  
gallantly, a soggy, tearful 
Kenny riding his back to 
shore.

Unfortunately, Chessie 
has had nothing but bad luck 
ever since.

Boeing Has Toehold In Waterborne Jetfoil Field
n By MICHAEL FLYNN 

SEATTLE (UPI) -  The 
Boeing Co. has parlayed its 
aircraft-design expertise and 
.oneof Alexander Graham Bell’s 
lesser known inventions into a 
toehold on a projected $2 billion 

^j^arisportation concept.
But Jt is possible the man best 

known for his invention of the 
telephone might not recognize 
his five-ton foil of 60 years ago 
in BiH'ing's lio-ion  w ater-lxn ne 

j‘-i -
The craft is known as the 

r jetfoil; a sleek vessel which 
* rideS up out of the water on twin 
Í foils at speeds of up to 50 miles 
t  an hour, carrying up to 300 
^ passengers in airliner-like 

comfort.
j  Its m o v e  f ro m  a f u tu r is t ic  
t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  idea t o  a 
o E o m is in g  p r o g r a m  f o r  which

the firm now forecasts sales of 
up to 200 or more worldwide 
over the next decade has been 
almost unnoticed in a year of 
surging success for Boeing 
jetliner sales.

T h e  j e t f o i l '  c a r r i e s  a 
passenger load similar to that 
of an airliner in a style which 
bears a striking similarity to 
the feel of flying, complete with 
cabin attendants and the voice 
of the pilot advising passengers 
of takeoff and landing.

The first jetfoil was put into 
operation between Hong Kong 
and Macao in 1975, followed by 
a short-lived inter-island run in 
Hawaii.

Boeing initially encountered 
skepticism from governments 
and firms who viewed the foil as 
a futuristically exotic but 
questionably feasible tran ­

s p o r ta t io n  m ode, p a r t ly  
because of its $9 million 
pricetag.

“ We had trouble initially 
getting acceptance,” said Pete 
Dakan, Boeing spokesman for 
the jetfoil project. “ But once 
people rode the vessel and saw 
what it could do, they became 
convinced there was a market 
for it.”

The U.S. Navy has contracted 
lor I ivo of a larger version of the 
jelfoil as Palrol-Hydrofoil- 
Mi.ssle ships, with the first to be 
delivered in February of 1981.

And the Royal Navy will take 
delivery in December of 1979 on 
a diesel-powered prototype for 
use on fisheries patrol in the 
North Sea.

Boeing has now put jetfoils 
into commercial operation on 
four continents and has begun

computing sales potential.
“ We figure there’s a potential 

for 200 or more jetfoils over the 
next 15 years,” Dakan said.

F ive of them  a re  now 
operating in Hong Kong and 
another in the Sea of Japan. 
P&O Lines has been operating a 
Boeing-loaned jetfoil on daily 
runs between London and 
Z eebrugge , B elgium , and 
another is ( g ra t in g  between 
the Venezuelean mainland and 
M argarita Island.

Boeing has yet to crack the 
tran sp o rta tio n  m ark e ts  in 
North America but Dakan said 
the firm has had discussions in 
New York City and Florida, as 
well as with provincial officials 
in Vancouver, B.C.

A jetfoil operated on a trial 
basis this summer between

Seattle and Victoria, B.C., for 
the Washington State Ferry 
System and a recommendation 
is expected to be made to the 
next legislature on whether to 
go ahead with purchase of two 
jetfoils for the state ferry fleet.

“A lot of interest has been 
created in the jetfoil because of 
its speed and its ability to 
provide a smooth ride in rough 
waters in areas like the North 
Sea,” Dakan said.

The jetfoil is the result is two 
decades of engineering work by 
the aerospace firm, which 
brought its expertise in the 
design of jetliners into play with 
the vessel.

The craft is powered by two 
3,780-horsepower gas-turbine 
engines which pump 48,000 
gallons of water a minute

through the vessel’s jet system.
When the jetfoil reaches 

“ flying” speed, it rides up out of 
the water on fore and aft foils 
which give the appearance the 
vessel is slicing through the 
w ater on stilts.

An automatic control system 
on the flight deck reads the

action of the w aves and 
automatically adjusts.the flaps 
to ride evenly at speeds up to 45 
knots in waves of up to 15 feet.

The original jetfoil and the 
newer 100 version, which is a 
considerably  lighter-w eight 
jetfoil, a re  passenger-only 
vessels.

But Boeing has completed 
studies on a larger version 
capable of carrying vehicles.

• ‘T h e  b ig g e r  b o a t  is 
technically feasible, but we 
haven’t yet determined it would 
be economically feasib le ,” 
Dakan said.

. Fairbanks was suspended by the team for accepting the 
post, then reinstated by owner W illiam  H. .Sullivan Jr. when

the coach told Colorado he was temporarily unavailable.

CHICAGO (AP) -  Am­
monium lauryl sulfate. Sounds 
a little ominous, but you come 
into contact with it every day or 
so, and recognizing it is one of 
the keys to becoming a smart 
shopper in the self-care market, 
according to a moneymanage- 
ment expert.

“Ammonium lauryl sulfate is 
a common ingredient among 
shampoos,’’ explains Shari 
B ryant, consum er-affairs 
advisor to Helene Curtis. “ It’s 
simply a detergent, not the dish­
washing kind, but the kind that 
gets hair clean. And, every 
shampoo has some detergent in 
it.”

Mrs. Bryant points out that 
just by studying ingredients on 
a product’s label, a consumer 
can get a bottle of shampoo for 
about a dollar that contains 
p r a c t i c a l l y  t h e  s a m e  
ingredients as another that 
costs about three dollars.

The consumer-affairs advisor 
is busy instructing budget­
conscious buyers across the 
country on how to get the most 
for their money from personal- 
care products.

“Anyone can .look like a 
million without spending a 
fortune,” she says, “and in 
these  in fla tionary  tim es, 
budgeting is a priority for most 
families.”

' Reading labels and reviewing 
product ingredients are the best 
ways to start <m the road to 
smart shopping, advises Mrs. 
Bryant.

“You don’t need to know what 
the ingredient means. It’s just a 
m atter of looking at the 
ingredient list on several 
products and comparing the 
similarity of the elements,” she 
notes. “After lodcing at several 
product labels, you’ll know 
when the contents are alike. ”

In addition to providing 
ingredients, the entire product 
label can enlighten a consumer, 
she pQints out. It says what the 
product is and what it does, 
gives instructions on how to use 
its contents for maximum 
benefit and always lists the 
m anufacturer’s name and

location. -:
Among Mrs. Bryant’s other 

tips for smart shopping in the 
self-care market are:

—Establish a basic “stock” of 
items for all personal-care 
needs. Less money will be spent 
if you stick to the list.

—Double up on product uses. 
Buy an all-purpose lotion in­
stead of one each for hands, 
face and body.

—Know what products work 
for you. In the case of sham­
poos, know whether your hair is 
dry, normal or oily and buy the 
product which suits it.

—Become a unit-pricing 
expert. Divide the number of 
ounces into the product price. 
This will tell you which product 
is more economical to use.

—Know when a bargain is a 
bargain. Compute the unit price 
to  be s u r e  t h e  l a r g e  
economysize is truly more 
economical. If it’s a first-time 
buy, try the smaller size first to 
see if the product works well.

—If a product has not per­
f ormed  well,  wr i t e  the 
m an uf a c t u re r ’s C ustom er, 
Service Department.

Experts Argue Can U.S. Achieve Energy Progranf J
Hy l,«-H()Y i'OPK 

Ul'l Business Writer 
NEW YORK (UPI) -  One 

scholar suggests that it will 
take a revolution of some kind 
to enable the United States to 
establish a workable national 
energy program.

Others cannot agree whether 
there is> a problem for a 
program to solve. Which is just 
one of the problems, according 
to Prof. Leon N. Lindberg of the 
University of Wisonsln.

Writing in “Executive.” the 
magazine of Cornell’s graduate 
business school, Lindberg says 
the public debate over energy 
policy is stalemated. He sees no 
way to break the stalemate 
under present circumstances.

Lindberg doesn’t advocate 
overthrow of the government or 
resort to socialism, but he 
sounds as if he is advocating 
revolutionary changes when he

energy market but gas didn’t 
bring in nearly  as much 
revenue as increased oil sales 
would have.”

’Then, after the discovery of 
oil in Africa in the 1960s, Winger 
says, a vicious cycle of price 
competition set in in the 
European m arkets and heavy 
ta x e s  w ere  im p o sed  by 
European governments. Both of 
these trends further inhibited 
needed capital formation.

L ind, w hose b an k  h as  
monitored the financial per­
formance of the oil industry 
since 1936, says the industry 
probably would have found

su ff ic ie n t new p e tro leu m  
reserves to keep up with 
demand if capital formation 
had been adequate. “ Con­
ceivably,” he says, “ the United 
States might have remained 
self-sufficient with respect to 
both oil and natural gas.”

Winger argued that In spite of 
the much bigger profits the oil 
companies reported after 1972, 
the companies still lack the 
financial resources to make an 
adeq u a te  search  for new 
re se rv es . He said  "m o st 
g overnm en ts still fail to 
acknow ledge the financial

re a l i t ie s  of an ad e q u a te  
petroleum supply and continue 
to inhibit the process of capital 
form ation. Governm ent a t­
titudes, instead, refect, in part, 
the mistaken belief that much 
energy use is frivolous and 
wasteful. Consequently, of­
ficials fail to recognize essential 
needs and focus their attention 
on conservation rather than 
expansion of supply.

Winger put the capital needs 
of the free world oil industry 
between now and 1985 at $1.4 
trillion.

Union leader Calhoun, on the 
other hand, saw the problem

almost entirely in term s of 
m ajor oil company monopoly 
and dwélt on the windfall profits 
following the Arab oil crisis. 
But since his union is composed 
of tanker crew members he 
devoted much attention to the 
profits and tax savings he said 
the  m ajo r oil com panies 
achieve by owning or con­
trolling the world’s tanker 
fleets — “ their control of 
tankers enables them to work 
wonders.” He said the tanker 
operation was “virtually a tax- 
free endeavour.”

As Calhoun saw it, the 
companies, particularly, “ the

seven sisters,” had succeeded 
before the Arab embargo in 
e s ta b lis h in g  a  c a r te l  to 
dominate free world produc­
tion, haulage and m arketing of 
oil, d ic ta te  te rm s to the 
governm ents of producing 
countries and am ass enormous 
profits by keeping oil prices low 
but stable.

Calhoun found that the Arab 
em bargo that drove the global 
oil price up from $5 to $17 a 
barrel actually solidified the 
re la t io n sh ip  b e tw een  th e  
companies and the producing 
co u n try  g o v e rn m en ts, in­
creasing profits for both. And

he said a  concurrent shift from 
a royalty to a tax method of 
paying the producing countries 
gave the oil companies new U.S. 
tax credits.

Calhoun also charged that the 
Arab embargo encouraged the 
U.S. oil companies to move to 
monopolize other sources of 
energy as he claims they have 
monopolized oil.

must not be allowed to get theTj- 
fingers significantly into newly 
found reseiVes because that 
simply would increase thcf 
degree of monopoly at the ex- 
p e n s e  o f  c o n s u m e r ' s  
everywhere. Instead, he says 
the U.S. government should 
g iv e  d ire c t  h e lp  to th e  
developing countries in ex­
ploring for oil on their own.
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But a fte r  agreeing with 
Winger that new oil reserves
must be developed. Calhoun 
t(H)k the tack of the Mexicans. 
He .said the glol)al oil companies

E nergy Secretary  Jam es< 
Schlesinger said in another 
article that the United States': 
cannot fram e an energy policy” 
without facing up to the oil • 
price problem.
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•says, “An alternative policy 
cannot build upon established 
centers of power in the private 
e c o n o m y  o r  t he  pub l i c  
bureaucrats.” Agreement, he 
said, is needed among too many 
contending parties.

Professor Lindberg implies 
rather strongly that at present 
the federal and state govern­
m ents are too weak to for­
m ulate and establish an energy 
policy. By contrast, he cites the 
relative success in dealing with 
the energy crisis of such cen­
tralized sta tes as Sweden, 
Japan and France.

He says the weaknesses in 
American government that are 
alm ost insurm ountable ob­
stacles to achieving a national 
energy policy include “our 
fragmented decision making 
process, frequent elections, 
separation of powers, checks 
and balances, little  party  
discipline and a myriad of 
r e l a t i v e l y  a u t o n o m o u s  
legislative committees.”

Professor Lindberg finds 
other obstacles in American 
so c ie ty  to  b r e ak i ng  the  
stalemate. One obstacle he calls 
“ the trajectory of past policies 
a n d  i n s t i t u t i o n a l  
arrangem ents.” As a result of 
these, he .says the oil companies 
and government officials share 
a common outlook and common 
stake in policy privilege and. in 
con.sequence. they will stall on 
creating alternative sources of 
.energy "until scarcities assure 
higher profits and sunk costs 
have been recovered.” He said 
this means they will oppose an 
energy program  based on 
conservation and solar energy 
becau.se that pos.sesses an 
implicit threat to the energy 
industry’s long-range plan for 
conversion to a coal-based 
economy.

Another obstacle to con­
census, he said, is " th e  
ideological ambivalence we 
Americans have about the 
proper role of the state in the 
economy.'

The nature of the stalemate 
perceived by Professor Lind­
berg is described starkly in 
other articles in the same 
edition of the Cornell magazine. 
Prof. Robert C. Lind of Cornell 
says many economists still 
claim there is no energy crisis 
and there will be none “unless 
the federal government creates 
one by imposing price and other 
regulations.”

But Professor Lind disagrees 
and says a national energy 
policy is badly needed but that 
so far “we have not been able to 
define the crisis.”

The most graphic example of 
looking at the energy policy 
dilemma from opposite ends of 
the telescope is revealed in 
articles by John G. Winger, 
energy economist for New 
York’s Chase Manhattan Bank, 
and Jesse Calhoun, president of 
th e  M a r i n e  E n g i n e e r s  
Beneficial Association.

Winger contends that the big 
cause of the energy crisis is the 
low profits of the oil companies 
and Calhoun contends the 
profits are too high. Both agree 
that the solution is vastly in­
creased production but their 
views of how this can be 
b r o u g h t  a b o u t  a r e  
diametrically opposed.

Winger says the problem 
began in the 1950s when huge 
new supplies of natural gas 
began invading traditional oil 
m a r k e t s  a i d e d  b y  
“ unenlightened regu lation" 
that kept the wellhead price of 
gas well below replacement 
costs.” (By replacement costs 
he apparently means the cost of 
finding and developing new gas 
supplies).

He said this slashed average 
annual net income growth of the 
m ajor oil companies from 1957 
to 1972 to 4 percent and caused a 
prolonged lag in capital for­
mation and consequent un­
d erin v estm en t by the oil 
companies, leading inevitably 
to the crisis of 1973, enven 
though that crisis actually was 
precipitated by the Arab-Israeli 
War.

“ For years,” he said, “ gas 
accounted for as much as 85 
percent of the growth of the

Not only are hundreds of 
thousands of workers employed 
by governm en t-created  
agencies and programs ex­
cluded from the Civil Service 
C o m m iss io n ’ s m o n th ly  
statistics, but so are millions of 
“ outside”  workers who labor 
fulltime and part-time for the 
government under a variety of 
contracts and grants.

“ The pressure is to keep the 
number as low as possible.”  
said one top commission of­
ficial. He admitted that many 
government workers “ fall into 
a gray area”  that is not coun­

ted.
A Senate Appropriations 

Committee staffer put it more 
b luntly: "The government 
payroll really includes millions 
more than the government says 
it does. It (the commission’s) is 
not an honest figure.”

No one in the government 
actually knows the number of 
workers who are supported in 
whole or in part with federal 
funds.

If  anything, the seven million 
figure, compiled by surveying 
about a dozen agencies at 
random, is on the low side.

When m ilitary personnel is 
added, the overall number 
approaches the 10 million mark.

While outside consultants, 
university researchers, con­
tractors and others are not 
legally federal employees, 
many do in fact work fulltime 
on government jobs, sometimes 
even administering govern­
ment programs. Major con­
sulting firms such as the Urban 
Institute earn the bulk of their 
income from federal contracts.

The Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare employs 
about 145,000 people inside its

agencies. But on the outside, 
H EW  money pays the salaries 
of 980,000 other people in state 
and lo ca l governm ents, 
universities, research in­
stitutions and private con­
tractors.

The Defense Department, 
which employs a m ilitary force 
of 2.6 million, also provides 
work for another 2 mUlion 
peopie through research and 
development, procurement and 
con.slruction contraéis.

There also is a multitude of 
quasi-govemment agencies and 
governm ent-created "co r­

porations”  whose workers are 
not officially considered federai 
employes even though they 
work fulltim e in govern­
ment-created programs and are 
paid with federal funds.

U P I found that hundreds of 
thousands of workers in this 
category are not counted by the 
C iv il Service Commission 
because of the non-government 
definition Congress has applied 
to their programs.

An example is the Legal 
Services Corporation whose 
corps of 4,795 attorneys and 241 
adm inistrative backup per­

sonnel was established by 
Congress in the 1960s to provide 
free iegal services to the poor.

The agency’s employees are 
not counted by the government 
— even though funds for all 
salaries come from the U.S. 
Treasury. Officials say it was 
created by Congress as an in­
dependent “ corporation”  and 
thus is not part of the executive 
branch of goverment.

The Community Services 
Adm inistration, the anti­
poverty agency created under 
President Johnson, provides 
operating funds for some 900

state and local community 
action agencies around the 
coutry which employ 38,0(KI 
peqjle in addition to another 
6,000 in various other programs.

None are considered federal 
employees even though CSA 
grants to these agencies pay 
their salaries.

Another so-called quasi­
government agency is the 
20.IKI0 employee National Rail 
Passenger Corporation which 
runs Amtrak along with another 
6,500 workers on other rail lines. 
All of them remain uncounted 
even though Uncle Sam pays 
the bulk of their salaries.

The governm ent-created 
Consolidated Rail Corporation 
known as Conrail, which took 
over six bankrupt railroad 
lines, was created to someday 
become an independent cor- 
portion with the help of nearly 
$2 billion in federal loans.

These loans, needed to cover 
Conrail’s substantial annual 
defcit. help in part to pay the 
salaries of the corporation’s 
93,0(K) employees.

Sim ilarly, the 330 employees 
of the U.S. Railway Association, 
which was created to monitor 
Conrail and act as its banker, 
are not considered government 
employees. Their salaries, are 
supplied by the Treasury.

An examination of the more 
than 1.1 million people — 
greater than the United States 
Army — whose salaries are 
paid in whole or in part by HEW  
reveals the extent to which 
federal “ employment”  has 
been substantially hidden from 
public view.

According to Secre tary 
Joseph Califano, HEW  employs 
“ 84,600 in state government,
572.700 in local government,
87.700 people in universities, 
33,400 people in nonprofit 
research institutions, 113,900 
employees in private con­
tractors. and 88,900 in other 
areas.”

D u rin g  a Sen ate  Ap­
propriations subcommittee 
hearing at which Califano 
presented his figures, a sur­
prised Chairm an W arren 
Magnuson, D-Wash., blurted 
out, “ This is the best public 
service job program 1 have ever 
heard of. That is more than we 
give them for public service 
jobs.”

Sen. Ernest Hollings, D-S.C., 
adding HEW ’s counted 145,000 
employees to Califano’s figures, 
exclaimed, “ My God, we are 
over 1 million.”

One example of H EW  em­
ployment through p rivate 
contractors would be the 
Medicare program under which 
H EW  pays Blue Cross and Blue 
Shield and other health care 
groups to adm inister the 
program. The department says 
that 26,537 employees of these 
groups were paid with HEW  
funds.

The Commerce Department’s 
Office of Minority Business 
Enterprise lists only 207 em­
ployees. It does not count ap­
proxim ately 2,500 persons 
employed by 250 self-help, 
b u s i n e s s  c o u n s e l i n g  
organizations whose salaries it 
finances.

The A r m y  Co rps  of 
Engineers, which has 36,000 
civilian  employees, spends 
billions of dollars annually to 
carry out maintenance and 
constuction work on rivers and 
harbors, irrigation and flood 
control projects, and other 
facilities.

Corps officials say they have 
no idea how many workers 
these firms employ with federal 
contract funds but hat it must 
be “ thousands and thousands.”

The Lal)or Department ol- 
ficially lists 22,377 in its employ, 
but through the Comprehensive 
Employment and Training Act 
(CETA ) the department is 
paying the salaries of 750,000 
state and local government 
employees under the public 
service jobs program.

In addition. Labor finances 
paychecks for 77,000 state 
employees who work in Em ­
ployment Service and Unem­
ploym ent Service  offices 
around the country. “ They 
come under the state govern­
ment,”  said a government 
expert, “ but their paychecks 
are 100 percent paid for by 
federal funds”

The Nat i onal  Sc ience 
Foundation, whose annual 
budget is nearly $1 billion, 
estimates that between 65,000 
and 70,000 people are employed 
either fulltime or part-time 
under 19.230 NSF contracts, 
grants and awards.

The salaries for principal 
N SF grantees, professors, 
scientists, and others may be 
for just a few summer months 
or longer, but when figured on a 
yearly" basis some are being 
paid at an annual rate of $45,000 
or more.

Polish Restorers Share 
Skills In German Cities

BONN. West Germany (AP> 

— Polish restorers who became 
world leaders by rebuilding 
beautiful old cities leveled by 
Nazi Germans are now sharing 
their skill with their former 
enemies to save architectural 
treasures in this country.

"The Poles have the most 
experience in this field in 
Europe today." says 40-year- 
old Rumualde Latzke. head of a 
West German firm that sub­
contracts Polish experts to 
restore German architectural 
treasures.

“The way they rebuilt the old 
quarters of cities like Warsaw 
and Gdansk should be an 
example to the West. They have 
learned what to preserve and 
how to blend new and old a r­
chitecture, " h e  said.

Polish expertise was won the 
hard way. A total of more than 
6.000 historical monuments 
were destroyed in Poland 
during the wartime German 
occupation, an era that still

Odds Against

Young Doctors
RYE, N Y. (UPI) -  One out 

of every six young doctors who 
m arry in medical school will 
end up in the divorce courts 
within 10 years of graduation, 
according to Medical-Mrs., the 
magazine for doctors’ wives.

According to an article in a 
recent issue of the publication, 
many young doctors’ wives get 
what they call a “ P.H.T. 
d e g re e ”  (P u ttin g  Hubby 
T h ro u ^ ). only to find that 
“ m ed ical school changes 
h u s b a n d s  an d  d e s t ro y s  
relationships.”

“ Neither husband nor wife is 
prepared for the tremendous 
demands on his time and 
em otions,” says Dr. Myra 
Hatterer, a psychiatrist with 
Columbia University College of 
Physicians and Surgeons.

Statistically the most likely 
time for young doctor divorces 
is a t the peak of career 
achievement, between the ages 
of 35 and 44.

bedevils bilateral relations with 
bitter Polish memories of Nazi 
brutality.

At the end of the war. Nazi 
troops methodically carried out 
orders to raze Warsaw to the 
ground and left the city’s 
historic quarter a featureless 
expanse of rubble.

C o m m u n is t a u th o r i t i e s  
launched a national drive to 
re s to re  P o lan d ’s cu ltu ra l 
heritage. Warsaw’s old center, 
whose original buildings dated 
as far back as the 13th century, 
was faithfully reconstructed as 
early as 1953.

Millions of Poles at home and 
abroad contributed money to 
pay for building a $30-million 
complete replica of Warsaw’s 
17th-century royal castle, a 
famous city landmark blown to 
bits by the Nazis.

In Warsaw alone, 700 a r­
chitectural treasures rose anew 
from the ruins as similar work 
went ahead in the historic 
centers of Gdansk, Wroclaw. 
Poznan. Szeczin, Opole, Nysa 
and several dozen sm aller 
towns.

When Latzke founded his 
D u esse ldo rf-based  A rkade 
R esto ra tion  Com pany two 
years ago. he could find few 
G e rm a n  c ra f ts m e n  com ­
m a n d in g  th e  sp e c ia liz e d  
techniques required for the job.

So he used contacts obtained 
while studying at a state 
restoration school in Poland to 
borrow trained Polish experts.

“There are no such schools in 
West Germany, so we are using 
the Poles to train our own 
people as they carry out the job. 
It’s going to take us at least five 
years to build up a corps of 
German experts,” he said.

Latzke’s firm employs teams 
of up to half a dozen restorers 
for each contract. The teams 
are made up of German ap­
prentices working with four or 
five Polish craftsmen under 
their own foreman, farmed out 
by the Polish state on a sub­
contract basis.

The borrowed experts earn 
welcome Western currency for 
Poland. But Latzke said this 
was not the main motive for 
their work in West Germany.

“ It’s a Polish contribution to 
in te rn a tio n a l  co o p e ra tio n

agreed on during the In­
t e r n a t i o n a l  H i s t o r i c a l  
Monuments Year in 1976,” he 
said.

In the southern Bonn suburb 
of Bad Godesberg. Leszek 
Garniek of the State Workshop 
for Historical Monuments of 
Wroclaw heads a four-man 
Polish team which is tran­
sferring a timber-frame, 17th- 
century farmhouse lock, stock 
and barrel to a new location.

The Schwan House, named 
after the family occupying it 
since it was built in 1627, has 
been declared a historical 
monument because it is a rare 
example of rural Frankish 
architecture once typical of the 
region.

City fa thers a re  paying 
$270,000 for its relocation to a 
nearby city park, thus making 
way for a new road.

Garniek’s team carefully took 
the house apart over a period of 
four weeks. Hundreds of beams 
and other components, each 
care fu lly  num bered, w ere 
transferred to a workshop so 
that each part could be treated 
for decay or replaced if too 
badly damaged to preserve.

Gamiek hopes that by next 
July hereditary owner Anna 
Schwan will be able to move 
back into her house — un­
changed in its new location 
except for improved plumbing 
and much-needed repairs.

A m ajor project that will keep 
Polish restorers busy for the 
next six years is the interior 
renovation  of H innenburg 
C a s t le  a t  Br a k e l ,  n e a r  
Paderborn  in northeastern  
West Germany, an aristocratic 
seat partially dating back to the 
12th century.

“This year we’re restoring 
the rococo ceiling and repairing 
molding work in the dining hall.
