Violence In Iran Goes On 
As Oil Production Halts

T E H R A N ,  Ir a n i A P ) - O i l  

production ceased in Iran  
today, the state radio an­
n o u n c e d .  a s  v i o l e n t  
d e m o n st ra t io n s  a g a in s t  
S h a h  M o h a m m a d  R e za  
Pah lav i boiled on.

The broadcast also said 18 
of Tehran’s  108 gasoline 
stations closed alter running 
out of fuel, and that the 
Senate will hold a special 
session Saturday “ to review 
the situation” in the country.

T h e  r a d io  had  been 
broadcasting appeals to oil 
w o rk e r s  an d  r e l ig io u s  
leaders every 30 minutes, 
u rg ing  them to permit he 
nation’s  strike-crippled oil 
industry to produce at least 
enough fuel for domestic 
needs.

Iran  had been the world’s 
No. 2 oil exporter after Saudi 
A ra b ia .  Bu t p roduction  
Wednesday hit a record low 
of 300.000 barrels, compared 
to a normal daily average of 
6 million barrels, before 
trickling to a halt.

On the streets, troops lirea 
bujlets and tear ga s  over the 
heads of demonstrators who 
burned or overturned at 
least eight cars and buses 
within a block of the U.S, 
E m b a ssy  today.

There were no immediate 
reports of casualties. A s  
m any a s seven persons were 
reported killed Wednesday 
in Tehran  demonstrations, 
and the state radio said 
r io t in g  a lso  erupted in 
Sh iraz , Isfahan , Tabriz, 
Sanjan  and Kerm an.

Meanwhile, the Ayatullah 
T a le g h a n i ,  the  S h i i t e  
M oslem  leader in Tehran, 
urged residents to go to their 
roofs at 9 p.m. and shout 
"A lla h  Akhbar,” or “God is 
G re a t ,”  a s  a s ig n  of 
s o lid a r it y  w ith the op­
position.

At the sam e time, the 
Ayatullah  Khom aini, Ira n ’s 
self-exiled Shiite leader, 
issued a call from P a r is  for 
Ir a n ia n s  to o b se rv e  a 
national day of m ourning 
Saturday “on the occasion of 
the a n n iv e rsa ry  of the

beginning of the popular 
uprising.”

O n the political front, A h ­
med Beni-Ahmed, leader of 
the oppositiion Unity and 
Freedom  faction in the lower 
house of Parliam ent which 
a lready has urged govern­
ment reforms, called for the 
first time for the shah’s 
abdication.

He said at a news con­
ference that a council of

respected men should take 
o v e r  the co u n try  tem ­
p o r a r i l y  a n d  fo rm  a 
p ro v is io n a l gove rnm en t, 
w h ich  then would hold 
elections, dissolve the secret 
police, S A V A K ,  and restore 
democracy.

La rge  num bers of Iran ian  
banks closed their doors, 
meanwhile, becau.se they 
lacked cash and were unable 
to serve their customers.

Talking Tough
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The United States is con­sidering punitive measures 

against the Nicaraguan government ii it coidinueB to oppose proposals by intema- 
tioaaf m̂ UahMTs to end Nicaragua’s political crisis, senior U.S. officials say.

TDe officials declined to epedfy what actions are under consideration, but 
they apparently include recall of the U.S. ambasador

to Nicaragua and the withdrawal of the U.S. military mission there. Another option Is a cuhrff of $23 million in economic aid already destined for Nicaragua.

other countries in Novem-

from  the $2.13 billion deficit 
inOctolK-r.

That pushed the trade 
(lelicit tor the first II months 
of 1978 to $2(i.74 billion, past 
llie record .$2(i.r) billion set 
lor all ol last year.

new actives. “But it does show 
our group is attuned to the 
changing times.

“Our alumni were skeptical 
at first, but now most of them 
are in favor of us." the 21- 
yearold law student told The 
A.ssociated Press.

By allowing women to enter a 
ritual-bound world where many 
fraternity men still duel with 
razor-sharp sabers to earn 
“ sc a rs  of courage." Bur­
schenschaft Cheruskia has 
earned the contempt of ar 
chconservative rival houses

"We laugh at them. They’ve 
turned inter a club. They only 
tCK)k women because not enough 
men wanted to join." .scoffed 
W erner Reinartz of the Bur 
schenschaft Neo-Germania, one 
of 20 dueling fraternities at 
Bonn University

Cheruskia. one of the 20 
nondueling fraternities at the 
school, is unperturbed by its 
critics.

"Our policies are liberal and 
open-minded.” said 21-year-old 
Detlef Dutz. one of the 10 men 
actives. "Most of the other

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Revenues Up, So Are Costs IT DOES SEEM TO ADD UP!

North Carolina general fund collections were up 
14 percent in November compared to the same 
month last year.

The state general fund collections for 
November were $210.8 million.

For the first five months of the fiscal year col­
lections were $989.2 million compared to $822.9 
million the the same period in the previous year.

The figures were released by Revenue 
Secretary Mark Lynch.

Things look rosy financially for our state? Not 
quite.

Lynch sees no real trend in the figures, and any 
slowdown in business in the months ahead could 
mean a slowdown in state revenues.

But, also we must recognize that much of the in­
crease in revenues represents inflation, pure and 
simple, and will have to be reflected in the state 
budget which will be drawn up in the upcoming 
session of the State Legislature.

Add to that the strong sentiment now running to 
provide a tax rebate to taxpayers, or even an 
outright reduction in taxes, and we can see the 
probability there won’t be much money for new 
state spending projects.

In these times of inflation, percentage increases 
in revenues are pot all that they seem. The 1979-81 
biennium will be a time for very careful selection 
of new spending programs by the state govern­
ment.

U.S.'Soviet Differences Still Exist
The U. S.-Soviet strategic arms limitation talks 

seem temporarily bogged down with a number of 
issues remaining to be settled.

While there was some concern that U.S. 
recognition of China might impair the talks, that 
does not seem to be the case.

Differences remain, however, as negotiators

when Soviet leader Leonid I. Brezhnev visits 
Washington.

The arms limitation agreement is needed if both 
countries are to avoid spending themselves into 
bankruptcy. Hopefully the differences can be 
resolved.

No End To Health Costs?

RALEIGH -  Those who 
had hoped and expected that 
p repa id  H ealth M aihtenance 
O rganizations (HMO) con­
ta ined  the necessary  ingre­
d ien ts  to help curb  a larm ing  
health  cost increases have 
been sharp ly  disillusioned by 
a national expert in this 
field.

Dr. E rnest .Saward has 
told a leg islative  study com ­
m ission looking into m edical 
cost containm ent that the 
p rep a id  group  ap p ro ach  
does not necessarily  save 
any money, that they won’t 
work unless all m em bers 
sh are  m utually in the  cost, 
tha t w elfare and M edicaid 
rec ip ien ts  tend to over­
burden such a unit, and that 
a  h ig h ly  c o n c e n t r a te d  
population is essential to 
providing at least 20,000 peo­
ple to partic ipa te  in an HMO.

Sim ply put. an HMO col­
le c ts  m onthly  p ay m e n ts  
fm m  m em bers in re tu rn  for 
full health  and m edical se r­
vices. .A clinic - even a 
ho.spital is provided, 
and physicians and other 
health  p rov iders  d irec tly  
em ployed.

But experience has shown 
th a t providing such full-

scope service costs m ore 
than group health insurance 

as m uch as $1.5 to $25 m ore 
p e r month.

Good Care 
"An indiv idual^  interest is 

in quality  of care  and conve­
n ie n c e :  not in s av in g
m oney” . Saw ard insists. In­
cluding w ellare people in the 
ranks of HMO m em bership 
only pushes the cost even 
h igher for those who can af­
ford to pay. and bogs the 
system  down in governm en­
tal qualifying regulations 
and o ther red tape in efforts 
to recover part of tha t cost.

But while the HMO ap ­
proach does not seem  the 
answ er to helping contain 
the cost of M edicaid and 
o ther w elfare health  care, it 
is proving able to reduce 
general health costs by pro­
viding com petition. Saw ard 
said. Hospital days — a 
m easu re  of total cost of 
health  care  - were cut from 
900 for each  l.(XX) persons in 
R o ch es te r. N.Y. to 400 
th ro u g h  an  a g g r e s s iv e  
H e a l t h  M a i n t e n a n c e  
O rg a n iz a t io n  o f 40,000 
m em bers. Saw ard said.

Dr. Saw ard is professor of 
.social m edicine a t the Center 
for Advanced Studies in

B ehavioral Sciences a t S tan­
ford U niversity, and form er 
m ed ical d ire c to r  of the  
K a is e r  H e a lth  P la n  in 
P ortland , Oregon.

M em bers of the North 
C arolina G eneral Assembly 
got into study of pre-paid 
group p rog ram s in an effort 
to find som e w ay to control 
increasing  costs of M edicaid 
which som e feel th rea ten  to 
b ankrup t the  s ta te  budget. 
Ix igislators have been w arn­

ed by H um an R esources 
S e c re ta ry  S a rah  M orrow 
th a t the uncapped Medicaid 
p rog ram  will continue its up­
w ard  path: The cost has 
doubled in about five years, 
and during  the next two 
y ea rs  will approach a yearly  
total cost of $425 million, 
w ith s ta te  and local govern­
m ents paying one-fourth of 
th a t while federal sources 
and  insurance com panies 
pay the  rem ainder. In 1975 

/ the  cost w as $214 million.

Another Way
A fter exploring several 

a lte rna tives, the legislative 
s tudy  group began to look at 
the  HMO as  a possible solu­
tion if one of s ta te  em ployees 
.... teachers, university  peo­
ple. and M edicaid recipients, 
could be grouped. Saw ard’s 
c o m m e n t s  e f f e c t i v e l y  
e lim inated  such a  prospect.

S aw ard  insists that a com ­
bination  of such groups and 
governm ental cost regu la­
tion will be required  to bring 
h ealth  costs back under con­
trol. but tha t such drastic  
s tep s  a re  not foreseeable.

"T h e re  is wide resistance 
to cost containm ent steps; 
n a tu ra lly  from  health  care  
prov iders, but also from the 
public. The public m akes no 
r a t i o n a l  j u d g m e n t  on  
w hether the  investm ent is 
w orth  the re su lt — there  is 
no in terest in cost effec­
tiveness.” Saw ard believes.

In o ther a re a s  people will 
stop  spending if there  is no 
p rom ise  of success. But in 
health , people “ will spend 
thousands regard less of the 
hope for success .... we will 
keep spending on research  
and  on intensive care  until 
the  effort e ithe r fails, or 
h a rm  resu lts .”

IX c. i:i A.ss(KMatc*d P ress  story concerning  pro jected  medical 
cost inflation for the com ing y ea r ( "M edical Costs on the Way 
Up” ). The AP artic le  concerning a N. C. M edical Cost Contain­
m ent Commission report which projectcxl the  ra te  of medical 
co.st inflation for the coming v ear to be 19.75 percent. The a r ti­
c le  failtxl to mention that the repo rting  Com m ission m em ber 
slattx l that this projection for the en tire  com ing year w as ba.s- 
ed on only six m onths of the preceding .vear.

We l)clieve this method of p ro jec ting  the inflation figures 
w as inaccurate  and deceptive, since the  projection was based 
on the  ra te  increase percen tage of an isolattxl six-month period 
du ring  which the fiscal y e a r  of m any hosp ita ls  ended. It is dur­
ing th is  tim e that hospitals, opera ting  under new budgets, ef­
fect r(M)m ra te  increases. To obtain an  a ccu ra te  projection of 
the  ra le  of increase  for the  next year, therefore , figures must 
tx* seasonally adjusted  to com pensate  for peak periods of rate 
increase  such as  the  fiscal change-over.

The N. C. Hospital Association has p ro jected  the ra te  of in­
c rease  for fiscal y e a r  ending Sept. 20, 1978 at 12.2 percent, 
reduced frni for the sam e  12-month period  ending in 197(>, and 
reduced from 14.5percent in 1977. This pro jection  is supported 
by the figures obtained by the Dept, of A dm inistration (and 
(fuoted by the Com m ission staff in a IX'c. 12 m em orandum ) 
which show a 12.1 perc'enl increase  for the  y ear ending Sept. 
:50. 1978. We believe the S ta te  figures and  the N. C. Hospital 
Assn. da ta  based on a full vear a re  m ore  acc u ra te  than using 
only da ta  for the m onths with the  highest increase  to project 
next y e a r’s ra te  increase  percentage.

In data  availab le  to the  Assn., th e re  is nothing which would 
indicate such a radical increase  in 1979 m edical costs as that 
projeclcxl by the M edical Cost C ontainm ent Commission staff. 
Indeed, we an tic ipate  fu rther reduction  in the ra te .

A value-added fax. widely 
employed in Europe, is a 
kind of hidden sales or excise 
tax. imposed at every step of 
the way in the production of 
g(MxIs or services. In lx)ng’s 
view, it has many ad­
vantages. It rewards the effi­
cient company: it is col­
lected with little pain; and 
because it can be rebated on 
ail exports, such a tax would

Ix'nefit the United States in 
world trade.

“The principal d isad ­
vantage is that a VAT is 
regre-ssive. compared to the 
individual income tax. But it 
is less regressive than the 
-Scxial Security tax that it 
would replace.”

The senator’s proposals 
w(xild require some stagger­
ing changes in tax law. He 
m ade it c lear that that is ex­

actly what he has in mind. 
"My business is changing 
law’s” , he said. The time has 
come for major tax reform. 
He was not talking about a 
lax increa.se. The need is to 
overhaul the entire system 
with structural changes that 
will eliminate the unfair and 
counterproductive leatures. 
"We should begin working 
on that overhaul right now”  

For my own part. I take no

fearless stand. The idea 
sounds good, but if Congress 
firs t prov ided  a n ice ; 
painless valued-added tax 
and later increa.sed income 
tax rales, the taxpayer 
might tx> worse off than he 
was hetore.

Kane’s real parents were 
executed in the ovens that 
exterminated six million Jews 
during World War II.

“ It was such a big surprise 
...I felt disjointed.” he said. “ I 
think that the modern trend is to 
tell children the truth. I think 
they should be told regardless 
of the circumstances.”

Kane said he had never 
suspected he was adopted. The 
death of his adoptive mother led 
him to unravel the mystery of 
his early childhood. A month 
after she died he found a dusty, 
sealed envelope containing his 
adoption papers. Henry and 
Jacqueline Kane, both Jews, 
had adopted him when he was 5 
years old.

Then, at age 35, Kane set out 
to find his real identity through 
letters and telephone calls to 
Jewish relief agencies around 
the world. One of these inquiries 
produced a short typewritten 
letter that told him he had two 
older sisters in Belgium: Astrid 
and Madeline.

Astrid wrote: “Now. after 35 
years — such a long time — we 

. have found one another.”
The discovery of a new family 

put a stra in  on K ane’s
relationship with his adoptive 
sister in San Juan. “I act the 
same toward her, but she 
doesn’t want to talk about it. I 
guess she feels that I’m gaining 
two sisters and she’s losing a 
brother.” he said.

Kane feels he has satisfied 
himself about his past, saying.

Thieves Use
A Gas Spray

WASHINGTON, D.C. (UPI) 
— Thieves are using a gas spray 
to knock out American and 
other foreigners traveling on 
Italian trains before stealing 
their valuable possessions, 
according to the Society of 
American Travel Writers.

In an Alert Bulletin to 
travelers, the society’s Con­
sumerism Committee reported 
receiving “an alarming number 
of reports citing Italian ban- 
ditos who spray an unknown 
chem ical substance into 
compartments occupied by 
foreign travelers, then rip off 
lu g g ag e , p a ssp o rts  and 
nwney.”

The warning release said the 
robberies are most common on 
overnight journeys between 
Italy and Switzerland when the 
schedule calls fpr a stop at 
Milan.

It said the U.S. State 
Department admitted receiving 
complaints about Americans 
being robbed on Italian trains 
and quoted Lacy Wright of the 
Italian Desk as saying:

“Milan is a particulariy bad 
place. We have had repents of 
thieves who work the train- 
s...but there is little we can do 
except warn travelers... ”

The society said the Italian 
Government Tourist Office in 
New York said it had no first 
hand reports on file on spray 
thievps on tra ins but a 
spokesperson said it was 
“warning tourists to be vigilant 
at all times, particularly of 
pickpockets at train stations 
and on board trains.” Ac­
cording to the society, most of 
the spray thieves operate on 
overnight train trips while 
passengers are asleep. It said 
“the compartment is sprayed 
and passengers drugged into a 
deep sleep while thieves ran­
sack and loot luggage.”

The society urges Americans 
planning to travel by train in 
Italy to check with U.S. con­
sulate officials for the latest 
information on safety and

“The orphanage would only 
take 1-and 2-year-old children 
and 1 had already been cir- 
cumcised” — making it easier 
to tell he was a Jew. Kane said 
his mother put him in the care 
of a woman friend should the 
mother not return.

Hamburger meal will cost $1.70 
or $l.«o a pound next year, but 
consumers could slow the price 
increa.se by .switching to pork 
and chicken, a meat industry 
leader .says.

If ground tx*ef prices do rise 
4(t to .K) cents a pound as 
predicted, hamburger will cost 
alx)ul as much in 1979 as round 
steak did la.st winter, .said 
Richard H  Lyng, president of 
the American Meat Institute.

ALBANY, N Y. (AP) -  An 
attem pt to let birth defective 
children sue for “wrongful life” 
dam ages against the doctors 
who let them be born has been 
turned back by the state’s  
highest court.

But the Court of Appeals 
cleared the way Wednesday for 
the parents of such children to 
sue doctors who failed to advise 
them that their unborn children 
might have birth defects.

In separate cases involving 
two Long Island couples, the 
court ruled 5-2 that the parents 
may sue their doctors to try to 
recover the costs of caring for 
children the parents said they 
would not have had if the 
doctors had properly advised 
them of the danger of birth 
defects.

But it rejected proposals that 
parents be allowed to collect 
extra, compensatory damages 
in the names of the children who 
were bom defective.

T he d ec is io n  does not 
guarantee that the doctors will 
be hit with damages; that still 
must be decided in separate 
trials. What the high court was 
deciding was the question of 
whether the parents have a 
legal right to pursue their cause 
in court.

In one case, Dolores and 
Arnold Becker of Great Neck 
filed suit against three doctors. 
The doctors, they said, had 
treated Mrs. Becker, then 37, 
during her pregnancy four

Postpones 
Big Lay-Off

CLEVELAND (AP) -  Mayor 
Dennis J . Kucinich today 
postponed threatened layoffs of 
city workers after Cleveland’s 
largest bank told the city it 
would not act for a t least two 
months to collect on defaulted 
notes.

“The massive layoffs will be 
canceled.” Kucinich told a news 
conference after a spokesman 
for Cleveland’s largest bank 
said it would not press for 
payment of a $5 million debt 
until after a Feb. 27 referendum 
on increasing the city payroll 
tax and selling the Municipal 
Light Plant to generate city 
funds.

Kucinich had said he would 
lay off 2,000 of the city’s 10,000 
public employees Tuesday, 
including half the city’s safety 
forces.

Meanwhile, in still another 
snub of the mayor, Cleveland’s 
city council president said the 
council will refuse to act on the 
m ayor’8 plan aimed at nudging 
the city out of default.

Council President George L. 
Forbes said Kucinich’s newest 
proposal to pledge city-owned 
property as well as tax receipts 
as collateral for new city 
financing would have to be 
referred to the city’s planning 
com m ission for a recom ­
mendation.

Councilman Earle B. Turner 
said that with assurance that 
the banks would not press for 
payment of the debt there was 
no reason for Kucinich to go 
ahead with plans to furlough 
2,000 of Cleveland’s 10,000 
employees — including nearly 
half the city’s safety forces — 
next Tuesday.

Kucinich has said the cuts 
will mean the city cannot 
guarantee the safety of children 
when a school desegregation 
plan is im plem ented next 
February.

Leaders of the city’s police 
and fire unions said they will go 
to court in an effort to block the 
layoffs. The waste co lla to rs  
union has threatened a strike 
Tuesday if even one of its 
members is idled.

Be Sensible About Jogging
I have beard of two peo|de 

who have iqjiired the mnsdes 
of Uielr legs and their heel 
tendon by Jogging. I wonder if 
it’s a good idea for me and my 
hnsband to start Jogging at die 
age of 38. — Mr*. F.C.E., Ga. 
Dear Mrs. E.:

Jogging has c^tugbt the 
ima^natioo oi hundrads of 
thousands of people all over 
the wwhL Doctws and health 
educators agree that this 
excellent sport is of 
tremendous value in con* 
ditioning the body and in­
creasing the blood circulation. 
Yet Uiey warn that overtaxing 
the body without good 
preliminary omditioning can 
be hazardous, if not ctownright 
dangwous.

“How far do you jog?” is the 
question commonly asked by 
one Jogger of another. 
Distance and speed are not the 
critical values of the ad­
vantage of Jogging. Con­
sequently, being in com­
petition with a nei^ibor may 
do more harm than good.

A slow, progressive in­
crease in the jogging distance 
will add up to a mile or two 
after a few weeks. Only by this 
gradual increase in distance 
can the injuries to the calf 
muscle, ttie heel, the arch of 
the foot and the bnieS; of' the 
1 ^  and feet be minimized.

There is a powerful AdiUles’ 
tendon whidi attadies the calf 
muscles to tbc bme of the 
heel This can be injured by 
pounding away tm surfaces 
that are too hard and without 
adequate preliminary con­
ditioning.

Even deceptively simple 
contracts require a modicum 
of care. This hand from a 
secondary event at the re­
cent North American Fall 
C ham pionships, held in 
Denver, is a typical example.

Three no trump is a much 
simpler contract to make 
than five diamonds. Despite 
the fact that he held an eight- 
card diamond suit, South 
might have considered a two 
no trump rebid at his third 
turn because half of his 
v a lu e s  w ere  in c lu b s. 
However, few could resist 
the temptation to bid their 
diamond suit one more time, 
and as a result they ended up 
playing in some number of 
diamonds.

When we watched this 
deal being played. West led 
the queen of hearts against 
South’s five diamond con­
tract. A pparently, m ost 
declarers thought there was 
no problem. They ruffed the 
second heart lead and 
observed that, after ruffing a 
club in dummy, they would 
lose only a spade trick in ad­
dition to the heart. No doubt 
the early play went ace of

clubs, club ruff, ace of 
diamonds. Unfortunately, this 
line came a cropper when 
West showed out on the 
trump lead, for now declarer 
was stranded with a trump 
loser as welly/.

Those declarers had simp­
ly g o t te n  ah ead  of  
themselves. The declarer we 
watched ,|ound the winning 
line without any problem.

After ruffing th^ second 
heart, he led a trump to the 
ace. Had both defenders 
followed to this trick, he 
would have cashed the ace of 
clubs and ruffed a club for his 
contract. However, when 
West showed out, declarer 
knew he could not ruff a club 
without setting up a trump 
trick for East.

Instead, declarer took the 
trump finesse and then drew 
the last trump. He crossed 
back to dummy with the ace 
of spades and led a club to 
the queen. When that held, 
the contract was home.

“ I ’m realistic .” she says. “ 1 
don’t suppose a lot of stations 
would carry  things like this if it 
weren’t for the FC C  and its 
interest in public affairs.

"But we do our best to make 
this program worth watching, 
we keep up the pace, and if 
you’re m arginally interested in 
the problems of the world, 1 
think we can keep your in­
terest.”
