Chinese Announce Nears
Vietnam Pull-Out

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP)
— China announced today it
has begun withdrawing its
troops from Vietnam, 16 days
after they struck across the
border to teach a bloody
military “lesson’’ to Hanol.

Peking’s official news
agency said the invasion
force was being pulled out
“after achieving the goals
assigned them.”” But Vietnam
called the Chinese attack a
failure. It reportedly cost the
lives: of thousands on both
sides.

Kyodo, the Japanese-news
service, said in a dispatch
from Peking that the
government announced all
Chinese troops were being
withdrawn.

The announcement by
China’s Xinhua (Hsinhua)
agency warned, however,
that ‘“the Chinese side
reserves the right to strike
back again in self-defense” if
Vietnam resumes the border
‘“‘provocations and in-
cursions” that China said

forced it to launch its “self-
defense” invasion Feb. 17.

The announcement added:
“The Chinese government
proposes once again that the
Chinese and Vietnamese
sides speedily hold
negotiations to discuss ways
of ensuring peace and
tranquility between the two
countries and then proceed to
settle the boundary and
territdrial disputes.”

It also called on the rest of
the world to “take measures
to urge the Vietnamese
authorities to stop promptly
their aggression against
Kampuechea (Cambodia) and
withdraw all their forces of
invasion.”

A radio commentary by the
Voice of Vietnam, broadcast
at about the same time as the
Chinese withdrawal
statement, said Peking's
leaders had “failed in their
large-scale invasion to teach
Vietnam & lesson and could
not fulfill their expansionist

A Hanoi summary of the
twoweek war said 10 percent

of the Chinese invasion force
was Killed or wounded and
half the tanks and armored
vehicles were destroyed. It
said the corpses of Chinese
officers only were taken back
to China from Vietnam, and it
took hundreds of trucks to
transport the bodies.
Vietnam’s latest battle
reports spoke of a “frantic
attempt” by Chinese troops
attacking from three
directions Sunday to capture
the Vietnamese provincial
capital Lang Son.
Intelligence sources in
Bangkok and elsewhere have

said the . Vietnamese. lost

Lang Son days ago. But
analysts had predicted that
Vietnam would proclaim a
great victory once the
Chinese withdrew, regardless
of the lesses Hanoi had suf-
fered.

The Chinese news agency
said Peking’s troops had
“dealt devastating blows to
Vietnamese armed forces’ in
the Dong Dang-Lang Son
area in the east, the Cao
Bang-That Khe area in north-
central Vietnam and the Lao
Cai-Cam Duong area in the
west.

The Peking statement
reiterated that China does not
want “a single inch of Viet-
namese territory.”’ But
sources in Peking have said
about 38 square miles of
border territory is claimed by
both countries.

Close Encounter With
Jupiter By Voyager |

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) —
Voyager 1 made its closest
encounter with Jupiter after
18 months in space today,
flying within 172,744 miles of
its colorful, cloudy surface.
The spacecraft then began its
20-month cruise to Saturn.
Voyager's two television
cameras were furiously
transmitting never-before-
seen pictures back to Earth in
the form of radio signals,
which scientists develop first

into blackand-white, then
color prints.
However, a problem

developed within one of
Voyager’'s 11 scientific in-
struments, and scientists
ordered a temporary shut-
down of the device, a
photopolarimeter that
measures chemical elements
above Jupiter, the largest
planet in our solar system.
“We're always concerned
when we have to turn an
instrument off," said project
scientist Ed Stone, “but we

will be turning it back on ...to
determine whether the in-
strument will recover.”

The failure occurred while
the spacecraft was inside
Jupiter's very intense
radiation field, which may
have caused the problem,
Stone said

Stone said the device would
be turned back on around 7
p.m. PST today.

Beck described how he and
the students kept warm, “lying

on top of each other to con-

serve body heat. When you do
that, you have to change posi-
tions every 15 minutes. We
must know a 1,001 ways to pile
people on top of each other.”

They ate soup, warmed over
a candle, and “boned chicken
— horrible stuff, but it was
warm.”

At last came rescue: “When

RALEIGH — Like the kids
who take part in North
Carolina’s wilderness camp-
ing program, the camps
themselves are finding few
people want them:

Ramsey Has

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) —
State Rep. Parks Helms,
D-Mecklenburg, always
carries in his coat pocket a
tattered rollcall list of his 119
House colleagues. He's so
accustomed to it, the list went
along on_a cruise to the
Bahamas last week with
Helms and his wife.

He keeps it handy because
the names will have much to
do with Helms' future and
perhaps with the future of the
General Assembly. It’s a
scorecard of how many
promises for support he and
his opponent, Rep. Liston
Ramsey, D-Madison, each
have in the election for the
next House speaker.

So far, the sheet looks
better for Ramsey than it
does for Helms. But Helms,
who caught the public’s eye

ment alternatives which are
currently in vogue. Halfway
houses, retardation centers,
drug or alcohol rehab
facilities, shelters for troubl-
ed or runaway kids almost in-
variably run into stiff
neighborhood opposition.

Some of the young people
are in trouble with the law,
and are sent-to the camps by
juvenile court officials.
Others are referred by school
counselors, mental health ad-
visors, and even relatives

Other Editors Say

Keep Govm’t Open

(Greensboro Daily News)

A proposed open meeting law that is already compromised
narrowly escaped further injury in the state House last week.
Proponents beat back an attempt to weaken the bill’s enforce-
ment provisions, then sent it on to the Senate where an even
more spirited battle is anticipated.

The law, in our view, can withstand no further watering
down if the publie is to be fully informed about what state and
local governments are doing.

A solid open meeting law is understandably a matter of keen
interest to journalists who depend on regular access to the
boardrooms of government. But make no mistake about it:
The real beneficiaries of such a law are average citizens who
foot the bill for government.

They are entitled to know how public officials are handling
the responsibility they've been given. Only elected officials
who regularly abuse their office have any reason to fear this
legislation. 5

The proposed law is really a response to a N.C. Supreme
Court ruling last year which virtually gutted the old open
meetings law adopted in 1971. But that ruling had the seren-
dipitious effect of moving the General Assembly to rewrite the
old law, which had more than its share of weaknesses.

Frankly, the legislation is no great monument to openness in
government in North Carolina — not if you compare it to the
more drastic “sunshine” laws operative in states such as
Florida.

But it does spell out much more clearly the times and places
in which public bodies can'go into private executive sessions —
17 different exceptions in all. It also brings out of the shadow of
privacy such traditionally closed groups as the Council of State
and the Advisory Budget Commission.

" One glaring loophole in the new legislation is carried over
from the old law. That is the provision that allows committees
and subcommittees of the General Assembly to meet in
private when the business at hand might cause ‘“‘embarass-
ment” to members or is simply deemed in the “best interest”
of the state.

What this bill amounts to is a minimally acceptable com-
promise between public interest in open meetings and govern-
ment’s need to close its doors on rare occasions.

The traditional system of bas-
ing auto insurance rates on fac- .
tors like age and sex is under
attack and the resulting
changes -are expected to mean
lower premiums for some driv-
ers and higher prices for oth-
ers.

Several states, including *
Hawaii, North Carolina and -
Massachusetts, already have
put into effect regulations bar-
ring the insurance companies .
from taking marital status, sex
or age into account when set-
ting rates.

A series of public héarings is
scheduled in California this -
month and next to consider the
fairness of using geographical
territories in setting rates.
Hearings on the use of age and
sex as rating factors were held
last month in Florida and South
Carolina. ! )

Most insurance companies
oppose the changes. They argue
that the traditional criteria are
valid, based on the risks pre-
sented by various groups of
drivers.

Opponents of the existing sys-
tem contend it unfairly penal-
izes some groups of people. One
problem with eliminating the
old standards is finding new
ones to use instead. The most
frequent proposal calls for link-
ing premiums to individual
driving records and experience,

While a new system of setting
rates would benefit some driv-
ers — people under 25 would no
longer pay higher prices just
because of their age, for ex-
ample — it would also mean an
increase in premiums for those
who now get preferential treat-
ment.

Regardless of the rating sys-
tem in use in your state, you
can save money if you shop
around and learn what to look
for. Compare rates from sev-
eral companies. The variation
from one firm to another can
be substantial.

Consider cutting your cov-'
erage by increasing the deduc-
tible amount you pay yourself.
Suppose, for example, you have
a collision policy with a $50 de-
ductible and you are in an acci-
dent involving $300 worth of
damage. You pay the $50 and
the insurance company pays
the rest. If you are willing to
pay more in the event of an ac-
cident, your premium goes
down.

Killed Three At

For the next 20 years, until
he succumbed to a Hawaiian
attack on Feb. 14, 1779, in
Kealakekua Bay, Cook became
famous among his countrymen
for his worldwide surveying

i voyages in the ships Endeavour

and Resolution, his vivid re-
ports of his discoveries, and the

B sketches, artifacts and wildlife

that he and his scientists and
artists sent home from the far
corners of the globe.

In 11 years, Cook circum-
navigated the world three
times. He kept his crews free
of scurvy and other diseases by
enforcing strict hygiene and
compelling them to eat such
things as onions and sauerk-
raut.

He opened huge tracts of the
Pacific and revealed a range of
previously unknown cultures.
His reports conjured a vision of
abundant simplicity that fasci-
nated Europeans jaded by mon-
ey-making, war and all the rest
of a complex civilization.

Retired Royal Navy Cmdr.
David W. Waters, an authority
on navigation, said: “All histo-
rians subsequently and all com-
petent seamen consider James
Cook to be the greatest sea ex-
plorer not only in his own time
but in all history. He not only
discovered new lands but
charted them with exemplary
precision.”

Jonathan King, who helped
organize the exhibition, said in
an interview: *“Cook sailed far-
ther and explored a greater
area of the Earth’s surface
than any previous navigator.

“He made the first accurate
surveys of New Zealand, the
east coast of Australia, the

northwest coast of North Amer- |

ica and the islands of the Pacif-

ic, discovered Hawaii and New |

Caledonia and indicated the ex-
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istence of the Antarctic conti-
nent,” King said.

“His scientific achievements
in improving navigation and
controlling scurvy extended the
possibilities for explorataon and

type discovery, and his observations

of the peoples of the Pacific re-
vealed a new world to students
of mankind.”

Cook regretfully prophesied
that the peoples of the Pacific
would regret the coming of the
white man. In 1773, he wrote:

“We introduce among them
wants and perhaps diseases
which they never before knew
and which serve only to disturb
that happy tranquility they and
their forefathers had enjoyed.”

The exhibition charts how the
warning came true.

Liquor, disease and guns
brought by Europeans reduced
Tahiti's population from 40,000
in Cook’s time to 6,000 by the
early 19th century. Armed with
European muskets, the Maoris
of New Zealand intensified
their ancient feuding so that
the population estimated in 1769
at 100,000 fell to 37,000 within a
century.

The arrival in Australia of
British convicts and later set-
tlers forced the Aborigines out
of old hunting grounds into the
inhospitable interior. By the
1850s, European diseases had
so reduced the population of
Hawaii that Asian immigrant
labor was brought in. Today
only 1 percent of the in-
habitants are of pure Hawaiian
descent.

The exhibition catalogue
notes the irony that botanists
who sailed with Cook dried
their botanical specimens in
proof sheets of a commentary
on John Milton’s ‘“Paradise
Lost.”

ClimberDies
InAvalanche

LONGMIRE, Wash. (AP) —
Willi Unsoeld, one of the first
four Americans to scale Mount
Everest, was killed in an ava-
lanche on Mount Rainier, the
second in his family to die
while mountain-climbing.

Unsoeld, a professor at The
Evergreen State College in 0l-
ympia, and Janie Diepenbrock,
a student from Sacramento, Ca-
lif., were caught in a slide Sun-
day while through
Cadaver Pass at the 11,000-foot
level, said Larry Henderson, a
spokesman for Mount Rainier
National Park.

Other members of the 22-°
member college climbing party
dug the two out of the snow
after 15 minutes but were
unable to revive them, Hender-
son said.

The remaining climbers spent
the night at Camp Muir at
about 10,000 feet awaiting arriv-
al of a rescue party today. At-
tempts will be made to recover
the bodies when conditions im-
prove, Henderson said.

In 1976 Unsoeld’s daughter,
20-year-old Nanda Devi, died on
an expedition with her father
and other climbers on the Hi-
malayan mountain for which
she was named.

Unsoeld, 52, had been a direc-
tor of the Peace Corps in Nepal
and served there with the
Agency for International Devel-
opment from 1962 to 1967.

South America

Deep In

SAN JUAN, Puerto Rico
(AP) — Two thousand years
after the Arawak Indians began
populating the Caribbean
Islands, a U.S. archaeologist
has followed the trail of pottery
they left behind to their origins
deep in the South American
continent.

Yale University’s Dr. Irving
Rouse traced the Arawaks’
path back to the Orinoco Basin
in Venezuela. He hopes to find
their ancestral home in the jun-
gles of Brazil, more than 1,000
miles south.

Rouse, considered the world’s
foremost expert on pre-Colum-
bian Caribbean culture, began
his work in Puerto Rico in the
mid-1930s while archaeologists
rummaging through the Tec,
Maya and Inca treasures of
North, Central and South Amer-
ica practically ignored the In-
dian past of these islands.

““The Caribbean was the point
of first coptact with the
Spaniards, and the Indians here
donated a disproportionate
share of civilization to Eu-
rope,” said Rouse, explaining
why he had chosen a then-ig-
nored field.

Tobacco, corn, canoes and
cassava are among the Indians’
legacy to Western man. Togeth-
er with a few fragments of pot-
tery, they are a sad reminder
that in these islands an Indian
population once thrived.

Overwork, lack of food and
European diseases rapidly
killed them after the Spaniards
arrived, Rouse said. Only in

Wild Elephants
On A Rampage

NEW DELHI, India (AP) —
Wild elephants are on the
rampage in north Bengal, ruin-
ing crops and tea plantations
and wrecking houses.

Villagers do nothing to stop
the animals because the ele-
phant is regarded as the rein-
carnation of the Hindu god,
Lord Ganesh.

The elephants eat offerings of
fruit and continue on the ramp-
age.

Rouse, who talks about his
work with enthusiasm, traced
the Arawaks back to the year
2100 B.C. in the middle of the
Orinoco Basin, 600 miles south
of San Juan.

Step by step, Rouse method-
fcally worked his way from
Puerto Rico, down the chain of
the Antilles to Trinidad, and
then onto the Venezuelan main-
land, where he found their an-
cestral home.

But the search is still on.
Rouse hopes to find their roots
deep inside the Amazon basin.
He believes the Arawaks' an-
cestors traveled through the
Amazon river, crossing into
Venezuela at the Rio Negro
juncture, navigable only in the
rainy seasons.

Rouse says he is working
with linguists who also believe
there is a link between the
Amazonian people and the Ca-
ribbean. He explains there was
a T00-year gap between the
Arawak presence in the lower
Orinoco and their arrival in the
year 300 B.C. in Trinidad.

“When they came to the delta
of the Orinoco they had to stop
to develop navigational skills,”
Rouse speculates. “In the '30s 1
thought I had a complete (ar-
chaeological) sequence. Then in
1948 Ricardo Alegria discovered
this site in Hacienda Grande
which is an earlier period than
anything I discovered,” said
Rouse. “It is the main link be-
tween Puerto Rico and the
mainland.”

The Arawaks moved slowly
from island to island, replacing
the primitive fishermen and
hunters who had preceded
them.

The Hacienda Grande site
sets the Arawaks in Puerto

Rico, 600 miles up the Antillean .

chain from Venezuela, between
120 and 270 A.D.

TEHRAN, Iran (AP) — Iran
resumed oil exports today for
the first time in three months,
and Ayatollah Ruhollah Kho-
meini’s revolutionary regime
executed eight more of Shah
Mohammad Reza Pahlavi's for-
mer officials, including four
generals and a former member
of Parliament.

A spokesman for the National
Iranian Oil Co. said the tanker
World® Ambassador started
loading 110,000 tons of light
crude and 140,000 tons of heavy
crude for the Mitsui Trading
Co. of Japan at the Kharg
Island terminal in the Persian
Gulf.

It is the first shipment of
crude oil for export since De-
cember, when the oil industry’s

as part of Khomeini’s cam-
paign to bring down the shah’s
regime.

Another tanker was sched-
uled to arrive at Kharg Island
on Wednesday to load crude for
Ashland Oil, an American com-
pany.

France, Italy
and other Roman-alphabet na-
tions use other systems.

The Chinese introduced Pin-
yin, which means ‘transcrip-
tion,” on the mainland more
than 20 years ago as a school
teaching aid and a way to fos-
ter standardization of its princi-
pal spoken language, Mandarin.

On Jan. 1, the Chinese news
agency Xinhua (Hsinhua) be-
gan using the new spelling in
all its overseas dispatches and
the Chinese Foreign Ministry
began using Pinyin in its com-
munications with other coun-
tries.

The United Nations and the
US, Board on Geographic
Names have also adopted the
new system. The State Depart-
ment has begun using Pinyin in
its communications with Pe-
king.

Language experts expect that
it will take years to convert
existing maps, atlases and oth-
er references to the new spell-
ings and to develop new guides.

Study Ahead

RESEARCH TRIANGLE
PARK, N. C. (AP) — The Envi-
ronmental Protection
and the Food and Drug Admin-
istration announced a $1.2 mil-
lion joint project at the Envi-
ronmental Research Center to-
day to determine what effects
toxic chemicals have on the hu-
man nervous system.

Dr. Stephen J. Gage, EPA as-
sistant administrator for re-
search and development, said
at a news conference that the
effort will be directed at devel-
oping short-term animal and
test tube tests for rapidly deter-
mining how toxic substances af-
fect the nervous system.

He said scientists also will
study the way in which chem-
icals in the environment affect
animals, arid how the results of
such studies might help in as-
sessing possible effects on
people.

Dr. Donald Kennedy, FDA
commissioner, said in Washing-
ton that scientists are becoming
increasingly concerned about
possible adverse effects of toxic
chemicals on the human ner-
vous system.

“This research project will
concentrate on assessing the ef-
fects of chemicals encountered
in the environment, the work-
place, and in foods and drugs,”
said Kennedy.

Voyager's pictures showed
in great swirling clouds
around Jupiter, and also
produced several pictures
that were surprisingly
featureless.

Hunt said the pictures were
closeups of brown spots that
drift across the Jovian sur-
face.

“This may mean we are
looking ‘at a "very bland
area,” he said. “It may be
featureless, but it may also
contain a great amount of
new information."”

The Voyager, curving
around Jupiter less then
200,000 miles above the
planet’s surface, was
examining several of the 13
Jovian moons as it sped away,
to Saturn. Before its closest
encounter at 4:42 a.m. PST,
Voyager excited scientists by
photographing the tiny moon
known as Amalthea.

The pictures also showed
churning clouds and several
dark ovals.

The pictures, displayed on
JPL television monitors,
looked like snowdrifts rippled
and swirled by the wind.-
Others showed the spiraling
clouds inside Jupiter’'s Great
Red Spot — a centuries-old
feature much like a gigantic
hurricane.

Scientists had worried the
Voyager might not be able to
locate and photograph
Amalthea, the closest of
Jupiter’s 13 moons.

The dim moon looked, in

Voyager’s picture, like a
mishapen and pock-marked
boulder.
. At the moment of closest
encounter, the Voyager was
transmitting to the NASA
tracking station in Canberra,
Australia, delaying reception
of the pictures and data at
JPL.

While sailing closest to
Jupiter, the 1,797-pound
spacecraft was pointing its
two television cameras — not
at the planet, but at a dry,
rocky moon called lo.

Io, about the size of earth’s
moon, is a major part of the
Voyager exploration.

SYDNEY, Australia (AP) — Australian and British
astronomers believe they have discovered a gigantic “black
hole” in space that devours nearby stars at the rate of one a
week and converts them into energy.

“It’s possibly the most energetic object ever discovered,”
said Dr. Alan Wright of the Anglo-Australian Observatory at
Siding Springs, 200 miles west of Sydney “Thermonuclear
energy pales into insignificance. It is 10 billion light years
away and is probably 100 million light years across.”

A light year is the distance light, traveling at 186,000 miles a
second, moves in a year. Black holes are believed to be in-
dividual stars and galaxies that have collapsed, forming a
mass so dense and with such great gravitational pull that no

light can escape.

Wright said the Smithsonian Astrophysics Observatory at
Cambridge, Mass., asked the Siding Springs observatory to
train its 156-inch ophcal telescope on x-ray sources detected by
the new “Einstein” orbiting X-ray observatory. He said the
telescope picked up three X-ray gasars, or quasi-stellar ob-
jects that “might come from the last dying scream of a star
before it goes into the black hole, which is at the same time
giving off fantastic x-ray radiation.”

Each won on their
home floor, and Duke won the first meeting in
Greensboro, during the season-opening Big Four

Tournament.

Right now, they are all even. It could be that they
would meet for a fifth time this season. It all depends
on how well the Blue Devils can perform without

Bender.

The big 40-team field, by the way, added to 24 to be
selected for the National Invitational Tournament,
means that 64 teams from across the country will be
playing in post-season events.

With that many, it shows what a few extra vic-

tories can mean to a team.

East Carolina, had the Pirates been able to win
several of the close games they lost this season, .
might easily have finished the season with as high as
an 18-9 record. That, coupled with the Oliver Mack
drawing card for the New York area, might have
gotten the Pirates a bid there.

Large Difference In Tuition At
N.C. University Campuses

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — A
decision about which school to
attend in the 16-campus Univer-
sity of North Carolina system
can mean a difference of up to
$298 a year in tuition for an in-
state student.

For an out-of-state student,
the difference can be as much
‘as $328, according to figures
supplied by the university.

Tuition varied during the cur-
rent academic year from a low
of $270 at six schools offering
only baccalaureate degrees to
$568 at the N.C. School of the
Arts.

For out-of-state students, the
lowest tuition was $1,754 at
Elizabeth City State and the
highest was $2,082, at UNC's
Greensboro campus.

Kennis P. Grogan, a system
associated vice president for fi-
nance, said that tuition rates
are. determined by what pro-
grams the schools offer.

In-state tuition is determined
by which of three categories
the school falls into, Grogan
said. The categories are four-
year baccalaureate schools,
comprehensive universities
with with masters degree pro-
grams and universities that
grant doctoral degrees. The
arts school is considered sepa-
rately because of the special-
ized programs it offers.

The reason for higher tuition
at some universities is that

.costs are higher and the facul-

ties have greater responsi-
bilities.

The UNC board of governors
decided to establish the tuition
categories because the board
needed to elimate inequities be-
tween tuitions charged at sim-
ilar schools, he said. The board
also worked on the premise
that tuition for in-state students
should be as inexpensive as

possible, he said.

For in-state students at Fa-
yetteville State, Elizabeth City,
Pembroke, N.C.-Asheville,
N.C.-Wilmington and Winston-
Salem the tuition is $270. Out-
of-state students pay from $1,-
754 to $2,040 at those schools.

At Appalachian, East Caro-
lina, N.C. A&T, N.C. Central,
N.C.-Charlotte and Western
Carolina the in-state tuition is
$310. Out-of-state tuition ranges
from $2,015 to $2,048 at those

schools.

Tuition at N.C.-Chapel Hill,
N.C. State and N.C.-Greenshoro
was $364 for in-state students
and ranged from $2,074 to $2,-
082 for out-of-state students.

At the arts school, in-state
tuition was $568 and out-of-state
tuition $2,020.

A legislative subcommittee
has recommended increases of
10 percent in the in-state rates
next year and of 24 percent in
the out-of-state rates.

Turn Anew To Florida

WASHINGTON (UPD
Homosexual activists, bouyed
by what they believe is an
erosion of Anita Bryant's
support, are preparing to bring
the issue of gay rights to Dade

_ County, Florida voters again in
’ the 1980 presidential primary.

The Florida activists are
seeking to build a national
campaign around the Dade
County vote that they hope will
involve tens of thousands of
“gexual dissidents” in the
political process and “turn the
consciousness of the country
around.”

The plan is being put together
by the staff of Miami Beach’s
Transperience Center, a coun-
seling center for homosexual
and bisexual men and women.
It is based on optimism raised
by defeat of anti-homosexual
propositions in California and
Seattle and what they see as an
erosion of anti-homosexual
voting strength in Dade County,
which encompasses the Miami
area.

According to Bob Kunst, one
of the organizers of the plan,
supporters of the Dade County
homosexual rights ordinance
demonstrated in 1978 that they
are gaining votes. They lost in
1977 by 116,000 votes; last year
by only 52,000.

It was opposition to the Dade
County ordinance in 1977 that
thrust singer Anita Bryant into
prominence as & spokeswoman
for anti-homosexual groups.

Early Clﬂ’hOSls Can Be Detected

I fell into the habit of
drinking a lot of alcohol when I
was a senior at college. Now,
at age 24, I have been warned
that if I didn’t stop, I would
develop cirrhosis of the liver.
My father died of that. I think
I’m finally getting some sense
in my head, and have decided
to stop drinking for good.
However, I'd like to know if
there’s any way to determine
if 1 already have the begin-
nings of cirrhosis. — Mr.
RSK., 1L
Dear Mr. K.:

I want to be helpful to you.
First, however, I must take
this opportunity to say that I
hope your letter will awaken
other young people to the
dangers of overindulging in
alcohol.

‘Alcohol is a- drug, a
dangerous drug. It also is
addictive, especially to those
whose threshold of resistance
is low. Health officials all over
America point out that alcohol
is an insidious drug. Their
statistics definitively show
that the mass epidemic of
teen-age drinking and young
adult drinking is one of the
great threats to the health of
our youth,

If such experiences as yours
could be transmitted to these
young people, perhaps it
would help them break the
cycle of uncontrolled drinking
and induce in them a sense of
reality about the hazards of
alcohol.

To return to your own
problem, there are indeed
many sensitive tests to
determine liver damage and
cirrhosis of the liver, even
when the problem is in its
early phases.

Many new and highly
complicated chemical studies
of the blood, known as SGOT,
SGPT and CG, can pick up the
very earliest evidences of
cirrhosis of the liver. When
alcohol is , the blood
levels of these complex

chemicals tend to return to
normal. With the absence of
alcohol and with regular
medical supervision, you need
not ever be a candidate for the
sad fate that had befallen your
father.

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Newcomers to eastern North
Carolina are often quite concern-
ed about the variety and
numbers of plant pests found in
the area. Insects and diseases
both can appear suddenly and
almost overnight devastate or-
namentals, vegetables or trees.

The first settlers in this area of
the 13 colonies sent word back to
England praising the “salubrous
and healthful clime” found in the
area. The climate of Tidewater
Virginia and the Carolinas was
mild, had a long growing season,
and did not have the bitter
winters that Europe or New
England colonists suffered.

The same conditions that pro-
moted successful agriculture
also foster proliferation of in-
sects and occasionally plant
diseases. Summertime condi-
tions in eastern North Carolina
are characterized by
temperatures that often exceed
90 degrees F and high humidity.
Frequent rainfall, usually in the
form of afternoon thunder-
showers, give some ground
moisture. Many fungi and plant
pathogens flourish under these
conditions.

In North Carolina, growers
are unable to raise a few hor-
ticultural crops because of
severe disease problems. For
example, hops (Humulus
Upulus) for the brewing industry
can’t be cultivated because of
problems with downy mildew.

Downy mildew grows well

where there is high humidity and
susceptible plant hosts. Hops
can be cheaply grown in drier
climates that do not favor the
parasite.

Bunch grapes, such as those of
American origin as Concord and
Delaware and wine hybrids of
European or Californian origin,
cannot be grown in the eastern
North Carolina region because
of leaf and fruit fungi and root
aphid.

There are, in most cases, pro-
blems in identification and treat-
ment of insect and disease pro-
blems. The Plant Disease and
Insect Clinic at N. C. State
University has established a
remarkable record in service to
agriculture and homeowners in
North Carolina. The workload
has increased to the point that
smaller clinics throughout the
state are being augmented to
identify plant diseases and in-
sects.

Beginning in the spring, the
Pitt County Agricultural Exten-
sion Service will offer a Wednes-
day diagnostic clinic. Persons
wiil be able to bring problems to
the Extension office for expert
help. Often, a member of the
county agricultural extension
staff cannot visit a home to solve
problems at hand.

There will be no.charge for ex-
amining insect and disease
specimens. Necessary equip-
ment will be housed at the Ex-
tension office to aid farmers and
homeowners with plant disease
and insect problems.

CLEVELAND (AP) — Cleve-
land’s money problems were
not caused by city politics or
the accounting methods of past
city administrations, a Library
of Congress study says.

However, the study, which
went back to 1972, said that
from 1970 to 1976, short-term
borrowing increased 40.6 per-
cent, going from $61.6 million
to $86.7 million just to meet the
city’s cash flow problems.

The examination said several
factors contributed to the city's
finance problems: a 25 percent
decline in population, a de-
crease of 8.4 percent in the
city's real property tax base
since 1975, and slower than nor-
mal growth in the city’s per-ca-
pita income.

PHILADELPHIA . (AP)

According to a
1973 CIA memo obtained under
the Freedom of Information
Act, the drug, identified only as
a glycolate, was tested to
counteract Soyiet efforts to de-
velop an undetectable drug to
incapacitate a victim’s mind.
