Profit Report
Stirs Dismay

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The government's report that
business profits increased a
whopping 26.4 percent last
year is heating the already
fiery debate over the ef-
fectiveness of the nation’s
efforts to stem inflation.

“We will take steps to deal
with it,”” promised President
Carter's principal assistant,
Hamilton Jordan.

“Profits data cannot be
used as a scapegoat for bad
government policies that are

causing inflation,” countered
Chamber of Commerce
economist Jack Carlson.

AFL-CIO President George
Meany, one of the harshest
critics of the president's anti-
inflation program, was ex-
pected to give his views today
on the profits report.

The focus of the debate is
the Commerce Department's
Tuesday announcement that
before-tax profits during the
fourth quarter of 1978 were at
an annual rate of $225.3

billion, a gain of $19.9 billion
over the third quarter and $47
billion or 26.4 percent over
the final three months of 1977.

After-tax profits rose $26.3
billion against the previous
fourth quarter, an increase of
25.2 percent.

The increase in both
before-tax and after-tax
profits was the largest since
1950.

Recognized as retiring
members were Mrs. Martha
Walston, with three years
service, and Ottis Stokes,
Roscoe Bell and Eugene
James, each with 12 years
service, the maximum any
board member can serve.

The Board heard a presen-
tation by John Larson of
Howell, Larson and
Associates Health Care
Consultants, a Virginia firm
that has spent some months
compiling “a blueprint for
fulfilling the future role of
Pitt County Memorial
Hospital as a regional
medical center.”

The study was accepted by
the board, with one nay vote,
that of Mildred Indorf, who
expressed indignation, say-
ing that she had believed,
upon reading the report, that
it was a rough draft, because
it is, in her opinion, so poorly
written.

Approval was given for
Hospital Director Jack
Richardson to accept a

hospital administration resi- -

dent from the Medical Col-
lege of Virginia to begin work
here in August. This residen-
cy program would cost the
hospital about $12,000 a year,

he indicated. $2,000 was ap-
proved for the cost to be in-
curred during this fiscal
year, which ends Sept. 30.

'‘Bypassed’

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) —
A Department of Health,
Education and Welfare
official apparently
bypassed University of
North Carolina officials
and went directly to a
legislator in a push for a
compromise over UNC's
desegregation plan.

A legislative ap-
propriations committee
chairman raised the
possibility Tuesday of
spending $60 million to $80
million to help upgrade the
five predominantly black
colleges in the system,
apparently at the
suggestion of the official,
who was not identified.

Sen. Jim Edwards, D-
Caldwell, asked UNC
President William C.
Friday Tuesday what his
reaction to such a plan
would be and Friday said,
“It would have to be
written down somewhere
and signed.”

Friday said if the
legislature approved $60 to
$80 million in new ex-
penditures for the black
campuses, he doubted that
it would be willing to spend
any more money on the
remaining 11 campuses in
the UNC system.

He said that HEW
secretary Joseph Califano
wants North Carolina to
spend $120 million over the
next six years to upgrade

the black campuses. The
state proposed spending
$21 million over four years,
he said. Edwards' caller
suggested spending $60
million to $80 million over
eight years,

Edwards is chairman of
the Senate Appropriations
Committee on Education,
before which Friday ap-
peared Tuesday.

Edwards said the
legislature might be able to
appropriate - the com-
promise amount if such an
action would avoid a court
suit.

Edwards said the con-
tacts prompted him to
question Friday when he
appeared before the panel.
He said the HEW
representative hadn’'t
informed university
system officials or Gov.
Jim Hunt’s office of the
new strategy.

Friday said he did not
know of the direct appeal to
Edwards until the com-
mittee meeting. He
declined comment on the
calls to Edwards, saying he
didn’t know what the calls
might mean.

Edwards said he thought
HEW realized that the
legislature, not the
university administration,
controls the purse strings.

The chairman of the State

Exemptions To Open Meetings Law Pushed

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — Pleas by local
governments and the Council of State for more
exemptions in open meetings legislation would
only weaken the proposed new law,
representatives of the state’s newspapers and
broadcast stations told a Senate panel
Tuesday.

The measure that would revise
the state's open meetings act is now before the
Senate Judiciary III Committee, and was the
subject of a public hearing Tuesday.

“If we ask everybody who's covered by this
bill if they favor open meetings, they’d say
‘yes, but we don’t want our meetings to be
covered by the law,” Wade Hargrove, at-
torney for the N.C. Association of Broad-

w
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casters, said. “‘On the close calls, I hope you'll
opt for openness.”’

The bill was generally praised during the
sparsely-attended session, but lobbyists for the
N.C. Hospital Association, the N.C. League of
Municipalities and the N.C. Association of
County Commissioners each asked for broader
exemptions that would allow their groups to
meet in secret.

““We all want to get with the times and have
government in the open,” said W.C. “‘Buck”
Harris, representing the hospitals. “However,
there are certain areas where in our opinion it
Is essential that we give protection to certain

Harris'-m is asking for an exemption to
allow hospital boards of trustees to vote in
secret on disciplining other doctors. The bill

presently allows the boards to discuss the
action in private but vote in public.

The bill would strengthen the existing open
meetings law, provide certain civil suit sanc-
tions against violations and make more
specific the reasons a public board can go into
executive session.

Other changes requested by the local
governments would allow complete exemp-
tions for taking action to acquire land, and
removal of the bill’s main sanction. Under that
provision, a judge who found that a public
board held an illegal secret meeting could
order the government to pay legal fees to the
plaintiff.

William Lassiter, representing the N.C.
Press Association, urged the committee not to
comply with a request last week by Secretary

of State Thad Eure that the Council of State be
granted a full exemption from the law.

Eure said the elected officials of the counsel
have historically met in secrét because they
discuss what he said were sensitive matters
such as buying and selling of property and
emergency appropriations.

“It appears to me the members of the
Council of State have not read the bill,”
Lassiter said. ““If the Council of State is made a
part of this, there are already provisions to
allow them to consider acquisition of property
in executive session.”

Lassiter asked for removal of a provision
added inthe House, which requires that a judge
find an open meetings violation to be “‘willful”
before he can access attorney fees.

containers and stored in a dry, ,
cool place (50 to 70 degrees F is
ideal). Stored in this manner,

Begin's declaration,
reiterating a stand endorsed
by most Israelis, was made to
placate right-wing hawks
demanding assurances that
the autopomy promised by
the treaty to the Palestinians
in the West Bank of the
Jordan River and the Gaza
Strip would not lead to
Palestinian statehood or to
the weakening of Israel’s
military presence in the
territories it seized in the 1967
war.

Left-wing hecklers
frequently interrupted

The announcement came
as the Carter administration

Juvenile Court Reforms

RALEIGH — Juvenile
courts could take the lead in
communities across North
Carolina in demanding that
up-to-date treatment and
analysis programs are quick-
ly put into operation.

“The defense attorneys
named to represent juveniles
could ask the court to take
direct action,” says Sammul
M. Streit, a Chapel Hill at-
torney, former juvenile court
probation officer, and an
associate of the Frank Porter
Graham Child Development
Center at the University of
North' Carolina at Chapel
Hill.

As it is, most juvenile court
officers and other concerned
parties simply bemoan the
absence of treatment alter-
natives and local government
officials claim theire isn't
sufficient money to provide
them.

“The lawyers could pro-
voke the community into pro-
viding treatment alter-
natives.

Court Order

“1f the judge were convinc-
ed that a child needs mental
health treatment,
psychological counseling,
other rehabilitation steps,

and none were available ...
then the court could order the
county government to put
these things into place — in a
short time period — or
threaten that they would be
held in contempt of court and
fined $1,000 a day for so long
as such alternatives are not
provided.

As it is, no one is now pro-
voking local officials to
move”, says Streit.

Such a combative and ex-
plosive approach to solutions
might not be necessary if
North Carolina juvenile and
family courts had moved to
properly implement the
revolutionary changes pro-
duced by recent decisions of
the U.S. Supreme Court,
Streit feels, but the shortcom-
ing is the undue delay in
following through.

At the heart of the problem
is this:

Juvenile courts have tradi-
tionally operated out of public
view in a relaxed and in-
formal setting with judges,
counselors, and social
workers exercising con-
siderable discretion.

Court rulings in the past 10
years have meant that
defense laywers must repre-
sent the juvenile, and rules of

Like a lingering sore, the remnants of racial segregation re-
main within the structure of higher education in North
Carolina. Even our Governor concedes this reality.

The issue which faces UNC and the Dept. of HEW is the man-
ner through which the deficienices will be corrected and im-
proved.

Historically, the predominantly Black institutions were
created as “‘separate, but equal” schools in which Blacks
could be educated, whereas the predominantly white institu-
tions were created to educate the white race.

The major asset of UNC, State, ECU and other predominant-
ly white institutions has been their financial resources.

Federal grants, industrial endowments and gifts from il- -

lustrious alumni have tremendously assisted their growth and
development. At issue, however, is the equitable use of state
monies. When N. C. appropriates its taxpayers’ monies unjust-
ly and biasedly, then there must be pressure exerted to correct
these ills.

The major asset of the predominantly Black institutions has
been, and hopefully continues to be the care, sacrifice and in-
spiration of faculty and staff. Even though UNC could hire the
Harvard Ph. D., the A/ T instructor could motivate his
students to educational heights and professional levels with
the “system of higher education” stacked against Blacks. It
must be deduced, therefore, that ““the real teaching’ was done
on'the Black campus.

Until the federal government intervened in Little Rock, the
pattern of racial segregation did not desist. HEW, the NAACP
and the Black colleges and universities have been categorized
as culprits in this battle for the proper and just use of state
money.

Blacks in N. C. fear that the techniques implemented to
destroy the Black high school are presently being used to close
the Black colleges. It is incumbent upon Blacks and compelled
whites to join in this intense political struggle to insure that the
Black schools survive,

The political and educational resolution to the fight between
HEW and UNC will be decided soon. Remember Frederick
Douglass’s words: ‘‘Power concedes nothing without a de-

nors from A for Alabama to W
for Wyoming presented their
agendas to legislatures and vot-
ers.

Edmund G. Brown Jr. has
proposed a $1 billion state in-
come tax cut and the elimina-
tion of 5,000 state jobs.

Brown is trying to build a
Democratic presidential cam-
paign around his advocacy of a
constitutional amendment to re-
quire a balanced federal budg-
et. He also wants the state con-
stitution amended to limit state
and local spending.

In Illinois, says Gov. James
R. Thompson, they are *prac-
ticing what the nation preach-
es,” with a conservative, bal-
anced budget and with propos-
als to limit the future size and
cost of government.

Thompson does not have a
tax cut to offer; in fact, he
says there will have to be an
increase in the state gasoline
tax. But he is proposing amend-
ments to the state constitution
to limit future spending and to
make it easier for the voters to
block state tax increases.

Various tax and spending
limits also have been proposed -
in Kansas, Minnesota, Mon-
tana, Nevada, Rhode Island,
South Carolina, Texas, Wiscon-
sin and Wyoming.

Small Savers Feel Victimized

By JOHN CUNNIFF
AP Business Analyst

NEW YORK (AP) — As
some small savers see it, they
are victims of a caste system
that limits them to a minimal
return on investment, while
big savers earn several
percentage points more.

Not merely prejudicial
treatment, they say, but a
caste system, one that ef-
fectively limits their ability
to ever get a shot at higher
rates, the rates that go to
those who already have a
hunk of capital.

The passhook savings rate,
for example, is 5.25 percent in
savings institutions, 5 percent
in commercial banks. But if
an individual can commit
$10,000 for six months, he or
she can earn nearly 95
percent.

The difference is more than
a few points of interest; for
the small saver it can mean

lending at a loss. At inflation
of 9 percent, as prevailed
from December 1977 to

December 1978, the loss is .

significant.

Even discounting inflation,
the effect is to widen the gap
between small and big saver.
At 5.25 percent interest, the
face value of money doubles
in 14 years; at 9.5 percent it
doubles in less than eight.

While conceding the
disparity, not everyone
‘believes something should be
done about it.

They explain that there's'a
reason, that funds of small
savers support home mor-
tgages, and that home
mortgage rates must be kept
low. Home-buying, it is said,
is socially desirable and
should be supported.

In theory, the money of
larger savers generally goes
into commercial banksend is

then lent out on higher cost
commercial loans, on which
there are few limitations
except those imposed by
_market conditions.

Such an-explanation seems
to offer small savers little
solace, to say nothing of the
affront to their sense of
justice. And they aren't
without support.  Some
savings industry people share
their view.

Some of the latter, in fact,
fear that their very existence
could be endangered. They
see would-be savers
disillusioned by the low
return available to them, and
find them becoming spenders
instead

What this “country needs
today, say the latter, is less
consuming and more savings.
Savings feed capital in-
vestment, which helps
restrain inflation. Spending,
in contrast, supports in-

L)

flation, our No. 1 enemy.

The U.S. League of Savings
Associations, by far the
largest trade group of
mortgage lenders, feels small
savers should get immediate
attention.

It proposes that the lower
limit of deposits accepted for
higher-paying, longer term
savings certificates — those
in which funds must- be left -
for at least a year — be
lowered to $100 from $1,000,

That, at least, would permit
small savers to obtain in-
terest rates of up to8 percent,
even if they had to leave the -
funds on deposit for as much
as8 years.

An opportunity for an in-
terest rate that high least
offers the distant hope to
small savers that some day,
if inflation is brought under
control, they might become
big investors.

School Fees A
Usual Practice

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — Only
10 of the state’s 145 school sys-
tems did not collect instruc-
tional fees last year. But if a
Superior Court ruling Monday
in Greensboro is applied across
the state, the other 135 schools
may join the ranks of those
who don't charge students for

. such things as pencils, gym

| shorts and elective courses.

‘ On Monday, a Superior Court
judge ruled unconstitutional a
1955 law permitting schools to
levy fees. Although the ruling
affects only the Greensboro city
schools, chances are it will be
appealed and the appeals court
ruling would affect the entire
state.

Some officials at schools cur-
rently collecting fees are wor-
ried about where funds will
come from if that source of
revenue is curtailed.

“If the money didn't come
from the state or the county
commissioners, we would just
have to tighten our belts,” said
Wilson County Superintendent
W.0. Fields. Fields' system
charges a $4.50 instructional fee
for all students and collects
about $60,000 a year.

A Department of Public In-
struction survey reports that 68
school systems charged instruc-
tional fees last year, ranging
from 75 cents in the Beaufort
city to $16 in western

Ninety-seven systems
charged additional fees for
elective courses in junior high
and high school, ranging from
50 cents in Beaufort to §18 for
business courses in several sys-
tems.

Rocky Mount, Chapel Hill,
Columbus County, Durham
city, Franklinton and Hoke
County are among the schools
that do not charge fees. Admin-
istrators at other schools said
they would be happy to do
away with the fees, if there
was some way to compensate
for the revenue the fees bring
in.

“Without it, we can't oper-
ate,” said Wake schools super-
intendent John A. Murphy
about a $3.25 instructional fee
in that county.

“I've always been opposed to

charging fees of any kind,”
Murphy said. “This is supposed
to be a free publ * school sys-
tem.”

Andrew A. Vanore, the state
deputy attorney general, said
Tuesday courts in other states
generally had ruled against
laws allowing schools to require
fees.

NEW YORK (AP) — Officials
of the Riverdale Transit Co.
were not terribly surprised
when one of their buses turned
up missing from the Manhattan
terminal.

gible for parole as soon as he
begins serving the sentence. He
was ordered to surrender June
1.

McConnell was the first per-
son to plead guilty last year
when  proceedings  began
against those accused of being
part of a heroin operation mas-
terminded by Leslie “Ike” At-
kinson and Frank Lucas.

In the four-hour sentencing
hearing in Wayne Superior
Court Tuesday, it was revealed
that McConnell was approached
in 1974 by a Northwestern Bank
officer who coached him on
how to slip money out of the
country into a tax-free haven

on Grand Cayman Island in the
Caribbean.

A month later McConnell be-
gan transporting money for the
Atkinson-Lucas ring, according
to defense attorney Roger
Smith.

Smith made a two-hour emo-
tional plea that McConnell be
placed on probation rather than
be sent to prison. He said the
former attorney is living on
borrowed money and charity.

McConnell has already
served a federal prison sen-
tence on a perjury conviction in
connection with testimony be-
fore a grand jury in New York.
Smith said that five days after

McConnell’s release from pris-
on, Raleigh police were advised
that a $50,000 contract had been
put on his life.

McConnell was the latest per-
son to be sentenced among a
group of people — most of
them members of lke Atkin-
son's family — who were in-
dicted by a Wayne County
grand jury last March. All of
them have received prison sen-
tences.

On Monday, Edward Atkin-
son, 60, brother of Ike Atkinson,
was sentenced to five to eight

years in prison on a charge of

conspiracy to possess and deliv-
er heroin.

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‘As In All Big Cities, Moscow Has Street Crimes

MOSCOW (AP) — Muggings,
murders, looting, rape, burglar-
ies, grand larceny and — of
course — the age-old crime of
prostitution. ¢
Like every major city, Mos-
cow has a crime problem. It is
less visible than in big Ameri-
can cities, and the Soviet press
tries to perpetuate the image
that the capital is almost
crime-free.
But many Western diplomats

since Soviet crime statistics are
hard to come by — partly be-
cause none was kept from the
1930s to the 1950s under orders
of Soviet leader Josef Stalin. It
wasn't until the 1960s that
records were kept of “‘negative
behavior.”

According to official statistics
obtained from various sources:
property crimes and hooligan-
ism make up 60 percent of all
crimes; some 63 percent of all
crimes are committed by
drunks; and crimes against

persons — murder, rape and
assault — accounted for 15 per-
cent of the 835,000 convictions
logged in 1970.

One Soviet sociologist pointed
out that seven out of 10 mur-
ders here are committed In
apartments, showing what she
said was an “alarming’ ten-
dency towards more crimes in
every-day places.

And when crimes come so
close to home, Muscovites get
nervous. Signs have begun ap-
pearing in some Moscow apart-

“ment buildings urging residents

to take turns * " the
houses. This would have been
an unheard-of request 10 years
ago, residents say.

But a recent newspaper ar-
ticle reported that a burglary
ring robbed more 20
apartments around Moscow be-
fore the three thieves were
caught and sentenced to seven
years’ hard labor.

An unprecedented instance of
looting also took place recently.
Residents of one Western Mos-

cow district told The Associated
Press that looters moved in
after 3,000 people were evac-
uated from their apartments
because of no heat or hot water
during a severe cold wave.

Petty theft is common around
Moscow. Many Western .resi-
dents are initiated when they
find that the windshield wipers,
sideview mirrors and tape-
decks from the cars have been
swiped.

But grand larceny also is
around. A recent news story re-

ported that two men were sen-
tenced to death after one of
them shot and killed a female
cashier at the Moscow Institute
of Chemical Machine-Building
on payroll day. The killer was
carrying a “homemade’’ gun.

Nor is Moscow without i
sensational crimes — a 1969 as-
sassination attempt on three
cosmonauts, a 1976 terrorist
subway explosion, last May's
hostage-taking at the Finnish
airline office.

The bloodiest attack on for-

eign visitors in recent years
took place last June when a 24-
year-old Soviet night watchman
axed to death three Swedish
tourists outside the Intourist
Hotel here.

And a recent bizzare murder
has come to the attention of
Westerners here. Six weeks
ago, police reportedly found a
woman’s torso stuffed in a suit-
case abandoned on a Moscow
tramcar. Another suitcase was
found, containing the woman's
other remains.

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Jury Unable To Reach Appeals Court Concurs
Secrecy Was Violated

Plug-Pulling Verdict

By THERESA HUMPHREY
Associated Press Writer

BALTIMORE (AP) — The
jury in the mercy-killing trial
of nurse Mary Rose Rob-
aczynski stood 10-2 for acquittal
during most of its deliberations
before a mistrial was declared,
says the jury forewoman.

The six-man, six-woman jury
deliberated 19 hours over two
days before Judge Robert Kar-
wacki decided late Tuesday
that a verdict could not be
reached.

Mrs. Robaczynski, 24, a for-
mer nurse at Maryland General
Hospital, was accused of un-
plugging the respirator of Har-
ry Gessner, a 48-year-old Balti-
more cab driver who was in a
coma.

A city grand jury indicted
her last year on murder
charges in the deaths of Ges-
sner and three other comatose
patients. She acknowledged dis-
connecting the respirators of
Gessner, Catherine Womack,
and Louvenia Reed because she
thought they were dead. How-
ever, she denied pulling the
plug on Markene Smith.

Mrs. Robaczynski still faces
trial in connection with the oth-
er deaths. Assistant State’s At-
torney Howard B. Gersh said
after the mistrial that it was
“too premature” to tell if he
would seek a retrial in Ges-
sner’s death.

“The biggest issue was
whether or not he was dead,”
said jury forewoman Beverly
A. Stokarski. “There was so
much speculation on the part of
the doctors’ testimonies.”

One juror who held out for a
guilty verdict said emotions
played a big part in the deliber-
ations.

“It was too much to ask a
jury to decide,” said Clee E.
Anderson Jr., who said he held
out for a guilty verdict. “It was
useless.”

The judge called the jury
back to the courtroom at 11:20
p.m. Tuesday and asked Ms.
Stokarski, “Do you think con-
tinued deliberation would not
be fruitful?”’

“Yes,” she replied.

The jury was told Monday it
could acquit Mrs. Robaczynski,
or convict her of first-degree
murder, second-degree murder,
or involuntary manslaughter.

During deliberations, prose-
cutor Gersh said he heard ju-
rors screaming about whether
or not Gessner was dead when
his respirator was dis-
connected.

Gessner’s time of death was
an important factor in the case.
Prosecutors argued that he was
alive when Mrs. Robaczynski
unplugged the respirator, but
the defense said that by legal
definition he was already dead.

The bracelets alert doctors
to serious medical conditions or
allergies to drugs, for
example — and other problems
they should be aware of before
treating an unconscious patient.

Medic Alert was founded in
Turlock, Calif., in 1956 as a
non-profit organization by a
doctor whose daughter was
almost killed because he was
out of town, and the physician
who treated her for a wound
did not know she had a severe
allergy to tetanus injections.

The doctor-father subsequent-
ly made a bracelet for his
daughter so others who treated
her would know of her problem.
He then decided to offer the
service to anyone who needed

For a one-time fee of $10,
anyone can register his or her
vital information with the
foundation. The bracelet con-
tains a toll-free number a
doctor can call if necessary to
obtain blood type, medical and
other information.

Asner, who agreed to serve
voluntarily as national chair-
man of the foundation, says the
bracelet “works against that
great horrible anonymity of the
collapsed or unconscious person
when the emergency personnel
come in the door.”

By calling the Medic Alert
number, a doctor can also get

information on the wearer’s
personal physician, medical
records.

A similar system in Europe
has a cooperative arrangement
with the California organization
to help American members of
Medic Alert when they become
ill abroad.

“One in every five persons
has a medical problem that
would warrant being placed on
a band like this,” Asner said.
“The resistance occurs in
wearing one, thereby being
branded as someone with a
problem. ..

“So our task is preaching the
utility (of the bracelet) to the

problem bearer as well as the
non-problem bearer. To make it
a habit, a widely used habit. To
make it an occasion where the
great majority of citizens don’t
pay attention to it or give it a
second thought.

“Our basic effort is to make
it just a casual piece of jewelry
to the wearer that will save
lives and certainly ease the
burden of medical personnel.”

Long distance runners, for
instance, might need the
bracelets to alert doctors that
they have a low pulse rate
common from that form of
exercise. Joggers who run
without other identification

could rely on the bracelet for
help if they. should collapse.
Asner says no other organiza-
tion offers the same computer
record keeping service to back
up the bracelet information,

Free information and forms
can be obtained by writing to
Medic Alert, Box 1009, Turlock,
Calif., 95380, In addition to the
initial - $10 fee, there is a $3
charge if you update your
medical record during the year.
The $10 fee gets you a stainless
steel bracelet. Silver and gold
models are available for
slightly higher prices, and a
necklace version is also availa-
ble.

Few North Carolinians
Watched the progress of those

Lou Spencer, a Pentecostal
Q{lnessnurseandmlssionary

who spent the past two years
among the Chinese in resettle-
ment camps located in the Brit-
ish colony of Hong Kong.

And if Ms. Spencer’s observa-
tions are any guide, most
Americans will be both pleased
and perplexed by the Chinese
people and their way of life.

Now working as a nurse in
Wilson, Ms. Spencer traveled to
Hong Kong, seated periously on
the southern tip of China, in
May 1976. She had been as-
signed by the missions board to
serve as a nurse supervisor at
a clinic run by the Pentecostal
Holiness Church in the Tsz Wan
Shan District, a ferry's ride

across the bay from the main
island of Hong Kong.

“Three days after I arrived
there, they gave me a welcom-
ing feast,” she remembérs
well. “They served a dish
called bird’s nest soup that had
boiled pigeon eggs and other
things floating around in it. I
had always been a finicky ea-
ter, but 1 was determined to
jump right in there and become
Chinese all in one day.”

It wasn't until several days
later that she learned those
“‘other things” floating around
in the soup were indeed pieces
of an authentic bird's nest.

Despite that less than delec-

table beginning, Ms. Spencer
did become fond of the Chinese
cuisine and the impressive
feasts they considered a neces-
sity. “‘You'll have people living
in these resettlement areas on
salaries that are ridiculously
low by American standards.
But they won't think twice
about going to a nice restau-
rant and paying good money to
throw a feast,” she said.
Chicken and fish are their fa-
vorites and are always served
with both head and tail dis-
played on the platter. “If
you're the guest of honor, they
place the head so that it's facing
you. You feel awfully juilty

eating a chicken while it's still
looking at you 1"

The resettlement areas that
these Chinese — refugees from
the Communist regime on the
mainland — call home cana
range from shabby squatters
huts to more modern high-rise
dormitories.

A family of six or eight would
live, sleep and eat in a room
not much larger than an aver-
age American den. “Some of
the Chinese kids had seen pic-
tures of an average American
home. These were like 18-year-
old kids, and one of them look-
ed at me with the most serious

- expression one day and said,

‘But don’t you get lonely living
in a house like that all by your-
self?””

The Chinese cook on open air
balconies, no matter what the
weather, and hang their
washed clothes on bamboo
poles on their balconies, she
said. Few Chinese have beds,
but sleep instead on bamboo
mats on the floor.

But what of the Chinese char-
acter itself? “They have the
keenest minds I've ever seen,”
Ms. Spencer observed, coupled
with memories that were
phenomenal,

to be greeted by a merchant
who remembers their names,
where they're from and how
long since their last visit, she
said.

The Chinese also rank as the
world's most avid seekers of
knowledge, Ms. Spencer ob-
served.

Even the little kids study
constantly. The Chinese are al-
ways carrying around books
and reading. The ones who
worked in the clinic with me
wanted me to teach them Eng-
lish, even though they could
speak it fairly well already.

my apartment every night that
1 would let them just to learn.”

Child abuse most often re-
sulted from parents severely
punishing their children be-
cause they weren't studying
hard enough, she said.

Religiously, the Chinese have
little concept of Christianity,
she said, and consider Jesus
Christ just another god to add
to their long list of deities.
They don't fear their children
being exposed to Christianity,
Ms. Spencer said, because they
figure, what harm could anoth-
er god do?

Most Chinese coming to the
clinic had the same type ail-
ments Americans seek treat-
ment for, including common
colds, abrasions and infections,
she said, The Chinese are espe-
cially susceptible to nose and
throat cancer because of the
large amounts of dried fish
they eat, many medical observ-
ers feel, Ms. Spencer said.

But probably the most diffi-
cult cultural difference for
Americans to adjust to would
be the Chinese penchant for
fresh air, regardless of the sea-
son or temperature.

“We had to keep the front
door at the clinic standing open
all the time to let the Chinese
know we were open,” she said.
In addition many times patients
would open up the windows too.

“‘Seventy-degree  buildings?
Poppycoek!”” Ms. Spencer said.
“The Chinese would rather
have the fresh air!”

Bustard Is
Endangered

NEW DELHI, India (UPI) —
The great Indian bustard, a
game bird once hunted to the
verge of extinction by mahara-
jahs and nabobs, is once more
an endangered species.

Indian wildlife lovers and
protective societies have pro-
tested against the Indian
government’s tacit permission
to well-heeled Arab sportsmen
to hunt the bustard.

A party of Arab nobles,
including a Saudi Arabian
prince, recently camped in the
Great Thar desert of Western
India, which still boasts a few
coveys of bustards and so-
called “imperial sandgrouse”
— also a prized game bird. The
Arabs hunt birds with trained
falcons.

The bustard, which looks like
a crane, is an ungainly bird
and a poor flier. The challenge
isn’t shooting it but finding it.

The visiting Arab princes,
accustomed to hunting the
bustard and other rare desert
birds on the Pakistan side of
the Thar desert, have had no
success there recently, accord-
ing to news reports, so they
asked permission to try their
falcons in Indian territory.

In New Delhi, students
recently marched around the
city with placards reading,
“Eat custard, not bustard.”

Jaja Mangal Singh, a well-
known sportsman from central
India, said, “We are told the
Indian government has exempt-
ed the Arabs because it might
help us get more oil from Saudi
Arabia. That is just like
inviting Jimmy Carter to shoot
our tigers in exchange for
enriched uranium.”

Trading Stamps

RemainPopular

NEW YORK (UPI) — Con-
sumer attitudes toward trading
stamps remain highly positive,
according to a national public

opinion poll.
More than 24 million
households save trading

stamps, and new stamp savers
are increasing, says William F.
Penwell, senior vice president
of marekting for S&H Promo-
tional Services.

Other findings:

— 59 percent of the new
stamp savers are 35 or under.

— The higher the income, the
more likely a household is to
save stamps. Thirty-four per-
cent of those with family
incomes of $25,000 were strong
savers, compared with only 30
percent of those with $20,000-
$24,999 incomes, and 26 percent
with $15,000-$19,999 incomes.

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Vocalist 'Crippled’ By Stage Fright

NEW YORK (AP) — Many
who have heard Anita
Ellis sing think her career
could have been as big as Ella
Fitzgerald’s or Peggy Lee's if
she had pursued it. She didn’t,
because for more than 25 years
she’s been fighting stage fright.
“It's not just stage fright,”
Miss Ellis says. “It's more
than that. It’s really crippling.
It's kept me from my own
gifts. It just stops me cold. 1

She can sing with technical
people around; it's just an au-
dience — even thinking about

She’s never sung with a band.
When she had to make a living,
she auditioned for a Bmadway

Yorkneumloglst shehnstaken
refuge in not having to make a
living. Since then, she has sung
“live” just eight weeks.

She gave the first concert of
her life on Feb. 4 to a sold-out
house in Lincoln Center's 1,096
seat Alice Tully Hall. The only
indication this tiny, curly-hair-
ed woman gave of nerves was
starting five of 26 songs again,
saying she thought she could do
better.

She says that before the con-
cert she was terrified. But, she
adds: “When I walked on
stage, I was holding myself to-
gether. I had to do my work
and my work became domi-
nant.” After her one encore,
she mouthed the words, “I
made it."”

Afterwards — again for the
first time — she thought of
ways to do better next time in-
stead of ways to say no to of-
fers. Now, she says, the next
time, she won't start songs
over. The next time, she’ll get
more in tune with the musi-
cians, the audience and the
songs. The next time, she'll
pick more songs that reflect
her love of nature.

She’s on an album
with pianist Ellis Larkins and

plans to make the talk show
and disc jockey circuit — one-
to-one communication is easy
— “‘putting the album out there
to speak for me.

“I'm not looking for fame
and fortune now, at 58. Just to
sing. Just homage to song. It is
taking all my courage to try
and do it.”

In the 1950s, she saw a psy-
chiatrist. ““We hit on this clue,”
she says. “My mother was such
a beautiful singer. My father
thought it wasn't right for a
woman to sing in public, so she
wasn't allowed. The doctor and
I thought I was telling myseif,
if 1 sing in public I'll lose a
man’s love and I'll lose my
parents’ love.”

But even when with that in-
sight, she couldn't cure stage
fright.

So she left therapy to dub
songs for Jeanne Crain in
“Gentlemen Brunettes,”
She had already done five Rita
Hayworth films plus “Three
Little Words” and “Belle of
New York” for Vera-Ellen,
which had duets with Fred As-
taire.

Jazz critic Whitney Balliett
described Miss Ellis’ voice as
‘“a muscular soprano, capable
of endless colors and timbres:
beautiful pianissimo phrases
capped with silken vibratos;
sudden sustained fortissimos
that take on a reedy, breaking
quality; brave jubilant middle
notes; high clarion tones and
low reverential asides. Her
crystalline diction says, these
words are important — listen..
When she finishes, her songs
don't end they subside.”

She was born Anita Kert in
Montreal, oldest of four chil-
dren. Her younger brother Lar-
ry, an actor, is rehearsing now
for the title role in a show
about Al Jolson. The family
moved to Hollywood when Ani-
ta was 10. She went to school
there, then to the College of
Music in Cincinnati, and in 1941
became a singer on radio sta-
tion WLW.

In 1943, she married Frank
Ellis, two weeks before he left
for the Air Force. When Ellis
returned, the marriage with-
ered and they divorced in 1946,
remaining friends until he died
in 1957.

Miss Ellis returned to radio
and movies in Los Angeles.

All right, so the Minnesota
Twins have lost Rod Carew and
Dan Ford, their two most pro-
ductive hitters of 1978.

Does that mean they won’t
score many runs this year?

No...not if their 157 bomb-
ardment of the New York Yan-
kees, winners of the last two
World Series, is any indication.

“The sad fact is this was a
lousy ballclub last year with
Rod Carew (the seven-time
American League bstting
champion),” Twins Manager
Gene Mauch philosophized
Tuesday after Minnesota’s im-
pressive exhibition triumph.
“You've got to have a reason to

come to the ballpark and we .

didn’t have one.”

The reason they lacked the
incentive was the fact they had
little chance at winning the
American League West title.
They wound up the season with
a 7389 record, in fourth place,
19 games behind division cham-
pion Kansas City.

After the season, Carew and
Ford were traded to the Cali-
fornia Angels in separate deals.

Despite the loss of Carew, of
whom Mauch was very fond,
the manager feels the Twins
are a better team.

“There are only two things
that could have happened if we
still had Rod this year and both
of them are bad,” said Mauch.
“One, all the attention on this
team would have gone to him
in regard to his imminent de-
parture, and that would have
hurt morale. And two, if he
stayed for this season, he would

have played out his optlon and
we'd have gotten nothing in re-
turn for him.”

One of the players the Twins
received in the deals with the
Angels was first baseman Ron
Jackson, who hit .297 for Cali-
fornia’ last year.

Jackson lashed two doubles
and a single as the Twins tat-
tooed four Yankees' pitchers
for 18 hits.

Starter Ken Clay was the
easiest target for the Minnesota
hitters. He was raked for 10
hits and 10 runs in 22-3 innings,
including a grand slam home
run by Roy Smalley and a
three-run shot by Glenn Adams.
Rookie Dan Graham added a
two-run homer and Willie Nor-
wood had a solo blast.

“If my first three hitters in
the batting order have any kind
of year at all, there’s no way
Jackson won’t drive in 100
runs,” Mauch said. “The guy
can hit. You can hear it just by
the sound of his bat.”

The loss was the 11th in 13
games for the struggling Yan-
kees.

A proposal has been (AP Laserphoto)

made in the country to coordinate a system of

Italians Have Retained
A Vast Artistic Hoard

By JULIUS B. HUMI

FLORENCE, Italy (UPI) —
Napoleon and Hermann Goer-
ing had agents in their invading
armies plunder the art works of
Italy, and no wonder. Art is the
nation’s most valuable but often
neglected patrimony.

Figures ‘released by the
Ministry of Culture and Art
recently reveal that the nation
owns some 4.6 million items of
“historic and artistic value,”
ranging from old and contem-
_porary paintings and sculptures
* to relics and archaeological
finds, manuscripts and other
collections.

Of this number, only about
358,000 are on display in the
country’s 142 museums, 71 art
institutes and 1,985 exhibition
sites.

The rest of the vast collection
lies in museumn vaults, storage
rooms and other depositories.

Only 500,000 items of this
stored treasure ever have been
properly catalogued.

The ministry figures do not
include the Vatican museum in
Rome nor the few remaining
collections still in private hands
in Italy.

Most of the works carried
away by the Frenchat the start
of the 19th century were
returned to Italy after the fall
! of :Napoleon and the. formation
of the Italian state after the
Congress of Vienna.

Most, but not all, the art
works  stolen by the Nazis,
mainly on behest of Reichsmar-
shall Goering, were retrieved
and returned after World War
11. Some are still surfacing at
auctions in England and the
United States, watched by
Italian arts ministry agents.

It is impossible to estimate
the value of the works of art
exhibited in famous museums
like the Uffizi and Pitti in
Florence, the Accademia in
Venice and Brera in Milan.

Ministry figures show Italy
spends $327.5 million to main-
tain the paintings, sculptures,
manuscripts and antiquities
shown in the museums, exhibi-
tions and excavation sites, less
than one percent of total
national spending.

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Italy’s art treasures have for
centuries been the fountainhead
of art collections all over the
world. Its primitive and Renais-
sance paintings, together with
classical sculptures of the
ancient Roman and Greek
empires, formed the nucleus of
practically every major
museum from the National
Galleries in London and Wash-
ington to the Museums ' of
Leningrad and Leipzig.

Their treasures were ac-
quired, often illegally, by
wealthy foreign collectors
during the 18th and 19th
centuries and even the begin-
ning of the 20th, when the
families descendant from the
rulers of Italy's wealthy 15th
and 16th century city-states
who were patrons of the great
artists of the time were losing
their fortunes.

Only at the start of the
present century, and more
particularly after World War II,
has the Italian government
made the export of art works
illegal, thereby encouraging an
increasing market in stolen and
illegally exported art.

The ministry estimates that
more than 500 paintings and
sculptures have been spirited
out of Italy in the last 10 years,
not always following clamorous
thefts. Most of the really
famous art works stolen are
recovered by the police.

The countless treasures now
on show to the millions of
tourists who crowd Italy’s
museums each year came into
national ownership mostly by
donation.

One of these was the biggest
single donation ever recorded

in history.

In 1742 Anna Maria Ludovica,
the last of the Medici dynasty
which had ruled Florence since
the 15th century, bequeathed
the entire Medici art collection
to Tuscany, then an independ-
ant state, with the proviso
“that none of it should ever be
removed from Florence, and
that it should be there for the
benefit of all nations.”

The duchess, then 72 and
married to the German Elector
Palatine of the Rhine, gave to
the state a treasure which
included the works of Michelan-
gelo, Botticelli, Donatello, An-
gelico, Lippi and many others.
Any one of these would today
be the centerpiece of a
museum.

The donation also included
the Laurentian Library, one of
the most valuable collections of
ancient manuscripts, gathered
by agents of the immensely
wealthy Medici rulers during
the Renaissance.

Italy’s two most famous
museums, the Uffizi and Pitti
galleries here, consist almost
entirely of some Medici treas-
ures presented by the last of
their line.

Her bequest contributed to-
wards making the Italian
tourist industry one of the
country’s most profitable.

The just-published Culture
and Art Ministry study is
designed to remind Italians of
their most important heritage,
one more admired — and often
coveted — by foreigners than
by the natives of the land which
saw the flowering of the
Renaissance, the beginning of
all art appreciation as it is now
known.

Persistent Fever:
A Perplexing Problem

Our 14-year-old daughter
has had fever for the past
eight months. Usually, it’s
about 100 to 101 degrees.
Rarely does it go above 102.
The doctor has not been able
to find the cause. We can’t
send her to school with fever.
It's interfering with all her
progress. — Mrs. J.D., Ky.
Dear Mrs. D.:

Fever of unknown origin is
one of the most baffling and
frustrating problems that a
physician has to deal with.
Sometimes, the answer is
elusive even after the most
exhaustive tests have been
made.

Normally, fever is a
remarkable phenomenon. It is
a great indicator of the body’s
reaction to invading bacteria,
to inflammation and to in-
fection. Fever indicates that
the body forces are at work
and, in fact, it represents the
body’s constant effort to
overcome infections and other
diseases.

Persistent fever demands
the tireless coordinated ef-
forts of the doctor and patient.
When first confronted by such
a perplexing problem, doctors
tabulate all the possibilities
and then proceed to rule them
out, one at a time.

There are many possibilities
that are always considered by
doctors when they try to track
down persistent fever of
unknown origin. Rheumatic
fever, typhoid fever, typhus,
amebic dysentery, vascular
diseases, liver disease,
malaria, tuberculosis,
tropical diseases, intestinal
' parasites and hepatitis are but

i

some of the conditions that
must be ruled out. It would be
a monumental task to list
every possible cause of per-
sistent fever.

When the cause of fever
completely eludes the
physician, blood samples are
often sent to the Com-
municable Disease Center in
Atlanta. There, the blood is
studied for some of the more
unusual types of infection. It
takes great courage and
perseverance to pursue all the
studies necessary to finally
find the cause of unin-
terrupted fever. Eventually,
this will occur because the
facilities for studying the
blood are now extensive and
effective in the pursuit of the
cause of fever.

I need
your extra help to convince
her that she is wrong. — Mr
E.E., Okla.

Dear Mr. E.:

The fear of cancer is so
great in so many people that it
is difficult to reason with them
or to separate them from their
anxiety.

Cancers are not contagious.
Cancers are not infectious.
Cancers cannot be tran-
smitted from one person to
another, even when they are
intimately in contact.

Several frustrated Americans
have checked out of their hotels
in despair and gone to the
airport to leave China — only
to get a phone call at the last
minute saying, “Come back.
We want to talk.”

In addition, few Western
businessmen understand the
Chinese tradition of “‘using the
barbarians against the bar-
barians.” For hundreds of
years the Chinese have been

‘ masters at getting foreigners to
compete with each other —
which drives down the price for
the Chinese.

John Kamm, Hong Kong
representative of the National
Council for U.S.-China Trade,
believes the bargaining atmos-
phere is improving for the
Western businessman, but he
acknowledges the Chinese can
“throw you a few wrinkles.”

9 Changes

Five basic changes have been
made in the tobacco program
that will affect growers' 1979
decisions, according to Stacy
Evans of the Pitt County ASCS
office.

The five changes are as
follows:

— The final date to lease and
transfer tobacco for the spring
will be May 1. No transfers can
be accepted between May 1 and
June 14. Fall leasing will begin
after June 14.

— A change in the fall leasing
and transfer (after June 14) isno
farm that overplants the effec-
tive allotment will be eligible to
lease.

— There will be no delivery of
tobacco that is produced in ex-
cess of 110 percent of the effec-
tive farm quota to be processed
for storage. This means that a
farm operator will have to store
and keep any tobacco that he is
unable to market.

— All farm operators will be
required to report their car-
ryover tobacco at the end of the
marketing season.

— The four-leaf program will
mean that a producer who par-
ticipates can plant 110 percent of
the effective allotment if he
signs an agreement not to
harvest the four bottom leaves.
This agreement must be filed at
the county office by April 7.

NEW YORK (AP) — Back in
1752, Benjamin Franklin in-
vented the lightning rod to in-
tercept a lightning bolt and
lead it harmlessly into the
ground leavlng the house un-

But more than 200 years lat-
er, American homes are still
suffering damage from light-
ning, says Lee Meyer, presi-
dent of the Independent Insur-
ance Agents of America.

More than 50,000 homes in
the United States are hit,
directly or indirectly, each year
by some 90 million lightning
bolts, he says. Of the total hit,
he adds, about 15,000 to 20,000
homes suffer significant dam-
age, some 30,000 have less
serious losses to wiring, appli-
ances and plumbing, and some
1,500 homes burn to the ground.

Lightning is one of nature’s
worst destroyers, causing 500
deaths, 1,500 injuries and some
half-billion dollars-worth of
property loss each year, say
members of Meyer’s group, Ic»
cal . agents who counsel on
homeowners’ insurance.

They offer this advice in the
area of lightning:

—Evaluate your home’s need
for lightning protection. If it is
surrounded by other houses on
level land, it won’'t be the pri-
mary target it would be if it
were alone on a hilltop. Then
too, your chances of belng
struck by lightnlng vary from
place to place. Some
Florida have 10 times as many
electrical storms as California.

—Since lightning starts fires,
you’ll want to question how far
your home is from fire protec-
tion. 'When you evaluate the lo-
cation of your home, its close-
ness to fire protection, perhaps
even your own fear of light-
ning, you may find that light-
ning rods that are properly
grounded and installed by an
approved electrician will be
well worth the cost.

To protect yourself during a

—Do not use the telephone or

television set.

—Keep away from open doors
and windows. Lightning can

—Do not have any contact

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Life Of Crime Began Early For Doomed P

ATMORE, Ala. (AP) — John
Louis Evans III didn't pay
much notice when newspapers
headlined the firing squad exe-
cution of Gary Gilmore in Utah

on Jan. 17, 1977.

Evans was too busy. He had
shot a pawn shop owner to
death in Alabama 12 days ear-
lier. He and cohort Wayne Rit-
ter were robbing food stores,
pizza parlors, fried chicken
take-outs, hardware outlets and

L

small shops.

When Gilmore was executed,
says Evans, “I read it in the
paper. I thought, ‘Big deal. The
guy got what he wanted.””

Then Evans and Ritter head-
ed for Disney World in Florida
to celebrate Ritter’s 27th birth-
day.

Now Evans sits in a small,
dim cell awaiting an April 6
electrocution that might have
been scripted by Gilmore. Like
the Utah killer who wanted to

die, Evans has forsworn any fi-
nal appeals. He repeats almost
wearily that he wants death
and wants it soon.

His scheduled electrocution
would make him the first per-
son since Gilmore — and only
the second in 12 years — to be
executed in the United States.

“T'll be glad when it's over,” go

says Evans, 29, of Beaumont,
Texas. “Knowing the date
you're going to die, it's kind of
weird. But 1 don’t dwell on it
all the time..I've come to
grips with death.”

He also seems to have come
to grips with his life. By his
own account, it was ‘‘a wasted
life,” full of crime and with no
one to blame but himself.

“] was a rotten kid,” said
Evans. “It had nothing to do
with my family. I would pull
stuff just to see if I could get
away with it. And then when
I'd get away with it, I'd just
feel s0 good for days.

“And then I'd just have to go

out and do something a little
bit bigger.... I knew where I
was headed.”

Evans, his chained hands lift-
ing cigarettes, spoke easily dur-
ing an interview in the death
row witnesses' chamber next to

Alabama’s electric chair at
Holman Prison.

It didn’t seem to bother him
that he was so near the chair,

which is painted a gaudy yel-

low. At one point Evans stood

and looked at it and
laughed. “I just wish it was

painted a different color,” he

said.
Recounting the events that
led him to death row, Evans

said he was 16 when he pulled
his first armed robbery.

“I was more scared than the
guy was,” he said. “But when
it was all over, I was thinking,
wow, all this money, you know,
for 30 seconds work. And that's
when 1 decided right then and
there it was the easy way to

But it wasn’t easy. He was
repeatedly in trouble with the
law and eventually ended up in
an Indiana prison on a bad
check charge. When he was
ready to get out, he said, I
looked back on my life and it
had been pretty wasted. I
thought, ‘I'm not getting any-
where. It's the same old
treadmill, over and over
again."”

He and Ritter — whom he
had met in the Indiana prison
— then struck out on their two-
month crime spree that includ-
ed the murder of pawn shop
owner Eddie Nassar in Mobile,
Ala, Nassar’s two young daugh-
ters were in the shop and saw
their father left mortally
wounded.

Captured in Little Rock, Ark.,

by FBI agents, the two admit--

ted to 30 armed robberies and
nine kidnappings during the
crime rampage. Evans said in
court that he had shot Nassar
in the back, and Ritter said he
would have done so if Evans
hadn't.

Both said repeatedly they
wanted a hurry-up death sen-
tence, but Ritter later changed
his mind. More court proceed-
ings are scheduled to determine
if his death sentence should be
maintained.

Evans said he has known
love and has a woman friend
who now is “not discussable.”

WASHINGTON (UPD) -
April has been a month for
young inventors to contribute to
the betterment of mankind.

Charles M. Hall, at 22
discovered the only practical
method of making aluminum in
1885. He applied for a patent in
1866 but did not receive it until
April 2, 1889, according to IPO,
Inc., a non-profit group dedicat-
ed to preserving the patent
system as an incentive to
innovation and creativity.

George Westinghouse also
was 22 when the first patent for
a railroad car was issued to
him on April 13, 1869. Because
of this invention trains could
travel faster and stop quicker
because engineers could control
the movement of an entire train
with a single hand device.

Frederic Eugene Ives, a
printer and photographer, was
22 in 1878 when he conceived
making halftone printing plates
by breaking the image into dots
of varying sizes. On April 11,
1893, he received a patent for a
“‘photogravure printing plate.”
Later improvements in halftone
printing by others made possi-
ble the cheap and rapid

reproduction of illustrations in
newspapers, magazines and
books.

EAST LANSING, Mich.
(UP1) — Peter Piper’s paydays
may be imperiled by progress
in the pepper picking business
at Michigan State University.

Pepper growers, processors
and equipment manufacturers
from across the nation attend-
ing a vegetable convention
recently inspected an automat-
ed pepper picking machine that
could revolutionize the pepper
business.

The mechanical pepper har-
vesting machine was the
brainchild of Dale E. Marshall,
an agricultural engineer at
MSU.

“Traditionally, peppers for
processing have been picked by
hand, but recent labor short-
ages and increasing harvesting
costs have almost made me-

shapes.

The self-propelled, one-man-
operated machine can gather
tons of peppers each day, he
said.

The harvesting portion of the
machine consists of two in-
clined double helixes, rotating
out-of-phase, that shake and
strip the plants. The peppers
are carried on a conveyor belt
to a cleaning bed, then sorted
and placed in storage boxes.

Now that pepper picking has
been improved, agricultural
scientists will be concentrating
on another aspect of the
industry: The quest for the
perfect pepper to maximize the
picker.

The mechanical harvester
can recover about 80 percent of
the peppers of many varieties,
and the recovery level could be

Marshall's machine will be
particularly welcome in Mi-
chigan, which ranks seventh
among the states in pepper
production. In 1977, Michigan
growers produced 10.5 million
pounds of peppers.

Marshall used the results of
previous mechanical harvesting
experiments from Canada,
Italy, Hungary, Bulgaria, Israel
and the U.S. to produce his
harvester, which has been
tested on more than 20 varieties
of peppers of different sizes and

Although the perfect pepper
for mechanical picking doesn’t
yet exist, jalapeno and serrano
chili peppers come the closest.

Cannon charged its custom-
ers — less than 10 percent of
the households in Kannapolis —
an average of 1.25 cents for ev-
ery kilowatt hour of power.
That compares with Duke’s av-
erage of 3.6 cents a kilowatt
hour that its 19,000 regular cus-
tomers in Kannapolis have
been paying.

“Both Cannon and Duke are
quite concerned about the im-
pact this is going to have on
these people,” Paul Briggs,
Duke’s Kannapolis plant man-
ager said Tuesday. “It'll be a
very significant increase ..."”""

To make matters worse,
Briggs said the new customers
have relatively high con-
sumption rates and will have to
start thinking about con-
servation measures to hold down
their power bills.

In the early 1920s, Cannon
Mills began distributing elec-
tricity to residences and busi-
nesses within a one-mil radius
of its main plant in Kannapolis.
But over the last several years,
the company has been negotiat-
ing with Duke to sell the pri-
vate system.

Tuesday, the $400,000 sale
was made official.

“It became quite apparent
over the years that the system
needed fo be upgraded and ex-
panded,” said Ed Rankin, Can-
non public relations vice presi-
dent. “It is far more com-
plicated than in years past and
Cannon didn't believe it had the
expertise or the equipment to
keep the system modern for the
future.”

The Cannon system also
serves about 200 businesses
that will be switched over to
Duke's sytem in the coming
months.

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Small Town
Folks Prove
Compacent

WEBSTER, N.C. (AP) — It
doesn’t take much to run this
tiny Jackson County town. In
fact, the folks in Webster are
so complacent, they're just as
apt to leave the voting at elec-
tion time up to those who are
running for office.

“We can't hardly get any-
body to come out and vote for
us,” said Alderman Claude
Cowan. “If we didn't vote for
each other we wouldn't have a
ma.rd-ll

Running the town of Webster
s an uncomplicated task for
the mayor and five aldermen.
The board meets ‘‘whenever
the notion strikes us,” one al-
derman said, which averages
three or four times a year.

The town government is con-
ducted in much the same way
that Webster residents live
their lives — quietly, peacefully
and leisurely. According to the
Institute of Government in
Chapel Hill, Webster is prob-
ably the smallest active, in-
corporated town in western
North Carolina with a popu-
lation hovering around 180, not
counting

‘lfwecotmtedal]thedogsm
the population, we'd have a
good-sized town,” Mayor Jim
Simpson joked.

Because there are no city
taxes, the aldermen only have
to oversee the town's street
lights and water. Residents pay
a flat rate of $3 per month for

water, which comes from one
well.

Because there is no town
hall, the board meets in Simp-
son’s home or in former mayor
Roy Baker's upholstery shop
next door. It is the only retail
business in town.

The town has only three
streets within its two square-
mile radius: Main Street (N.C.
116), Cemetery Road and a
residential street no one ever
got around to naming.

The crime rate in the quiet
town is zero, which is fortu-
nate, since there is no police
department. There is no fire
department either. In fact,
there is no town payroll. The
town’s operating funds come
from rewv: money.

And despite the fact that the
surrounding area, including
neighboring Sylva and Western
Carolina University, is growing,
Webster residents aren’t wor-
ried their tranquil town will be
upset by development. They put
an end to their worriesin 1974
by approving an ordinance pro-
hibiting the use of land for any
purpose other than residential.

Life in Webster wasn't al-
ways so slow and peaceful.

From 1853 to 1913, Webster
was the Jackson County seat
with a population of 1,000 at the
turn of the century. It was a
bustling place with shops, a
bank, the county courthouse
and what is believed to be the
first sidewalks in Jackson
County.

But the activity ended one
day in 1910 when a fire leveled
most of the buildings in town.
The killing blow fell in 1913
when a railroad track was laid
to Sylva instead of Webster,
and businesses left to follow the
railroad ties.

No one seems to mourn for
the Webster of the past. The al-

dermen said they remain in the K AF1

community for the peace, satis-
faction and close fellowship
that a small town provides.

“I've lived here for 35 years
and we've been like one big
family,” Cowan said.

Three Films
Favored In
Oscar Race

HOLLYWOOD (UPI) — The
51st Annual Academy Awards
April 9 may boil down to a
contest between Warren Beatty
and the Vietnam War, accord-
ing to Hollywood insiders.

Beatty and his “‘Heaven Can
Wait” romantic comedy is up
against two powerful dramas of |
the Vietnam conflict, “The
Deer Hunter” and *‘Coming
Home,” for best picture of the
year.

The three films are heavily
favored in the race for the
Oscar over the other two
nominated pictures, “‘Midnight
Express,” a prison picture set
in Turkey and “An Unmarried
Woman,” the drama of wife
adjusting to life when her
husband leaves home.

Beatty, like his picture, is in
against heavyweights. He has
been nominated for best actor,
playing an athlete who dies and
returns to earth in the person
of a multimillionaire eccentric

His prime opposition comes
from Robert De Niro in “The
Deer Hunter' as an heroic
combat veteran who returns in
triumph from Vietnam, and Jon
Voight who plays a paraplegic
victim of the Southeast Asia
war

Also in the running, but given
less chance for the Oscar, are
Laurence Olivier in “The Boys
From Brazil” and Gary Busey
in “The Buddy Holly Story."

Beatty, even if he does not
win, distinguished himself as
considerably more than just an
actor in his film. He received a
total of four nominations —
acting, directing, writing and
producing — an achievement
equaled only by Orson Welles
who did the same thing in 1941
with ‘‘Citizen Kane.”

In the race for best actress, it
is Jill Clayburgh, who starred
in the title role of *An
Umarried Woman,” against a
field of veterans. all of whom
have been nominated at least
four times in the past.

Ingrid Bergman, in the
running for her role in Imgmar
Bergman's ‘‘Autumn Sonata,”
has been nominated for best
actress five times previously.
She won Oscars in ‘‘Gaslight”
(1944) and ‘“‘Anastasia” (1956),
and as best supporting actress,
“Murder On the Orient Ex-
press'’ (1974).

Jane Fonda, in the running
for her role as the unfaithful
wife in “Coming Home,” has
been nominated three times in
the past, winning in 1971 for her
performance in “Klute."

Ellen Burstyn was nominated
for “Same Time, Next Year.”
A veteran of three Oscar
nominations, she won the
award in 1974 for “‘Alice
Doesn’t Live Here Anymore.”’

Geraldine Page is enjoying
her sixth nominations — for
“Interiors’” — having three
times won nominations for
supporting actress and twice
for best actress. She has never
won an award

The winners will be an-
nounced April 9 at the Los
Angeles Music Center when the
awards presentations are made
with Johnny Carson as master
of ceremonies on the nationally
telecast program

| Parkwood Has Grown
From Center To Mall

In 1966 when Parkwood Shopping Center had its grand
opening, Wilsonians obviously enjoyed the special atmosphere
created by attractive landscaping and interesting architectural
features. It was the only shopping center of its kind in Wilson, a
strip center containing 170,000 square feet of store floor space.

Today parkwood is transformed even further — into the
climate controlled, enclosed Parkwood Mall. The trans-
formation was anticipated at the beginning, with enclosed mall
conversion features incorporated into the initial construction.

‘‘It was not normally done that way at the time,” according to
Paul DelaCourt, President of North Hills, Inc., “but we knew we
were in a market that would be growing. Other centers have
been later converted into malls, but the layout is superior when
you plan at the onset for conversion.”

Parkwood’s plans for expansion and conversion were more
than justified by Wilson's subsequent growth. In 1966 there were
approximately 57,000 people in the Wilson area. By 1976 this
figure had more than doubled, and per capita income also
showed an increase of 87 percent. But at the same time, a Wilson
Chamber of Commerce study showed that more and more of this
increased population were making “‘out of town’ purchases.
This was an indication that retail needs were not being met. The
results of the Chamber of Commerce study in conjunction with
the demographic studies conducted by North Hills. Inc. con-
