Budget OK'd, Redistricting Plan Dies

The Greenville City Board
of Education last night ap-
proved the budget proposals
for the 1979-80 fiscal year and
voted to rescind a controver-
sial redistricting plan ap-
proved last month. In the

four budget areas under cur-
rent expenses, totaling
$8,076,937, the following sums
were approved: $2,458,635 for
the local current expense
fund; $4,789,708 for the state
public school fund; and
$828,594 for the federal grants
fund. However, no figure has

A parent. is required to be in the water with the
baby during the lessons. ‘‘We usually have one in-
structor for every two or four parents and
children. “It's a very small student-teacher
ratio,” he said. Scharf said the courses consists of
nine 30-minute lessons over a two-week period. He
added that the lessons are taught at the Tar River
Apartments swimming pool. Scharf said a
brochure concerning the swimming school will be
ready about the beginning of May.

WICHITA FALLS, Texas
(AP) — Rescuers completed
a search of about 80 percent
of the tornado-devastated
section of this North Texas
community by early today as
the death toll stood at 42 from
the twister that left behind a
pile of timber, steel and
concrete.

Mayor Kenneth Hill had
said Wednesday that “I
wouldn't be surprised if we
had 100 dead in the final
count.”

With increased reports of
scattered looting despite
patrols by National Guard-
smen, the city council
Wednesday night imposed a 7
p.m.-to-dawn curfew in the
areas struck by the tornado
and a 9 p.m.-to-dawn curfew
in other areas of the city.

Two persons were arrested
for looting Tuesday following
the tornado but there were no
arrests Wednesday, officials
said.

The city council also im-
posed a price freeze on such
items as medicines, food,
candles, lanterns, bedding
and hotel rooms. Hill said he
had heard reports of some
merchants selling gasoline
for $1.50 a gallon.

Meanwhile, as tornado-
whipped dust settled on both
sides of the Texas-Oklahoma
border, residents of three
other devastated com-

Eleven persons were killed
in nearby Vernon, one in
Harrold and three in Lawton,
Okla., across the Red River.

As the stricken areas
sought to recover, a new
swarm of tornadoes struck
Arkansas, Alabama,
Missouri and Kentucky on
Wednesday. There were no
reports of deaths, but
Missouri officials reported 16
persons injured while
Arkansas officials said 44
were injured.

Texas Gov. Bill Clements
toured the area by helicopter
and estimated property
damage at between $200 and
$300 million. He said he ex-
pects federal disaster aid for
the storm-raked area.

Sen. John Tower, R-Texas,
returned to his hometown of
Wichita Falls and said, “I've
seen the damage of
hurricanes, a tornado, of
American bombers over
Japan, but I never have seen
one equal to this in terms of
damage.”

More than 800 persons were
injured by the twisters that
hit “Tornado Alley,” most of
them in Wichita Falls.

Hospitals were filled to
capacity as they treated
about 500 persons. An ad-
ditional 200 persons were

treated for minor injuries at
emergency aid stations.

An estimated 60 persons
were hurt in each of the
Vernon and Lawton, Okla.,
twisters.

Power was restored
Wednesday night to all of
Wichita Falls, but there was a
lack of drinking water and
sewer plants were disabled.

Long caravans of pickup
trucks, vans, and cars with
rented trailers — stacked
with anything salvageable —
moved back and forth from
the destroyed neighborhoods
Wedmsda_y.

The areas were almost
empty of life Wednesday
night. The only sounds were
twisted signs and frames of
homes swinging in a gritty
wind and the whirling of two
police helicopters using
searchlights to probe for
looters.

Two funeral homes had to
use their garages as tem-
porary morgues.

“We had no other place to
put them. I never thought the
garage would be used for this.
T'hope it won't be again,” said
Jerry Van Loh, the owner of
Owens-Brumley Funeral
Home, where the dozens of
victims were taken.

Linkup Fails

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet Union’s Intercosmos program
suffered its first failure today when equipment trouble
prevented a Soviet-Bulgarian team of cosmonauts from
docking their Soyuz spacecraft to the orbiting Salyut 6 space
station, the Soviet news agency Tass reported.

The two unsuccessful spacemen aboard Soyuz 33, flight
commander Nikolai Rukavishnikov, 46, of the Soviet Union,
and engineer Georgi Ivanov, 38, Bulgaria’s first cosmonaut,
began preparations to return to Earth, Tass said.

The failure was particularly disappointing for the Soviet
government because it occurred on Cosmonautics Day, the
18th anniversary of history’s first manned space flight by the
Russian Yuri Gagarin.

A Tass announcement said the linkup was cancelled because
of “deviations from the regular mode of operation of the ap-
proach-correction power unit” aboard Soyuz 33 during the
approach to the orbiting space station.

It was believed the rockets in the power unit did not function
properly and the ship was unable to get close enough to Salyut
6 to perform the docking maneuver.

The flight was marred at the start by what Tass said was the
shakiest blastoff in Soviet space history. Forty-mile winds

United States’ public debt has
hit a record $801,192,000,000.

Treasury offi-

first time in the nation’s history
that the debt has surpassed
$800 billion. The milestone was
reached and passed Monday,
but it was not reported until
Wednesday because of the rou-
tine delay in compiling daily
Treasury transactions, officials
said. “The debt, which has dou-

WASHINGTON (AP) —
' President Carter, noting that
the world will be watching its
work, has appointed an
1lmember commission to
study the accident at the
Three Mile Island nuclear
reactor.

Appointing members who
include a resident of Mid-
dletown, Pa. — site of the
stricken nuclear power plant
— a college president, an
environmentalist and several
scientists, Carter said
Wednesday:

“It is essential that we
learn the causes of this ac-
cident and make sure that the
safety of our citizens is never
again endangered in this
way.

“The eyes of the nation,
and indeed of the entire
world, will be on this com-
mission.”

The panel’s work is ex-
pected to cost the govern-
ment $1 million, according to
Jack Watson, Carter’s
assistant who headed an
administration task force on
the accident, considered the
worst in the history of
commercial nuclear energy.
‘Radiation — apparently in
small amounts — was leaked
over a period of several days,
and officials feared more
would be released before the
reactor was cooled down.

Carter instructed the new
commission to “find out what
happened at Three Mile
Island...assess how the ac-
cident could have been
prevented...review how the
government and others
responded and ...make
recommendations to enable
us to prevent any future
nuclear accidents.”

John G. Kemeny, president
of Dartmouth College and a
mathematician who worked
on the nation’s first atomic
bomb, was named chairman.

Seasoning

Salt

DEAR CECILY: Several
years ago I ran across a recipe
for seasoning salt for soups and
fish. I made it and used it with
satisfaction. Now I want to
make it again but cannot find
my recipe. I hope you have one
in your files that you can share
with me. — SOUTHERN
CHEF.

DEAR SOUTHERN CHEF:
Here's a new recipe for season-
ing salt. It is designed not only
for soups and fish but also for
meat, chicken, vegetables, sal-
ads, sauces, eggs. I'm frank to
say it was modeled after one of
the first and most popular com-
mercial seasoning salts. The
latter contains coarse salt — la-
beled ‘“kosher” in some areas
and “pickling” in others. So
does our home-mixed seasoning
salt. I make special reference
to this because you may won-
der why it is called for instead
of regular salt. I've had a jar
of the home seasoning mix in
my kitchen for about a month
and have enjoyed trying it in
various dishes.

The celery seed in the home
mix is used a great deal in
making pickles and relishes, as
I'm sure you know, and makes
a real contribution to the sea-
soning salt. Onion powder and
garlic powder are pungent ad-
ditions but neither is used over-
poweringly and both powders
are additive-free. The oregano,
thyme and bay leaves included
are in their pure dried form.
Pepper is there, too. You may
be surprised at the inclusion of
ground anise. Its licorice-like
flavor is subtle rather than de-
tectable; the seasoning salt
benefits from it. — C.B.

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Parking Space At A Premium

Parking spaces are greatly strained on the ECU
campus and consequently the cost of parking on

campus is going up.

Trustees approved increasing from $10 to $25
the parking fees for staff, faculty and students.
Night stickers will go from $10 to $12, freshman
stickers from $10 to $12 and second vehicle

stickers from $2 to $12.

Rental space in a parking lot on Fifth Street
will go from $90 to $108 per semester.

University officials see the increases bringing
in $113,500 per year. The funds will be used for in-
creased costs of providing parking facilities.

Parking continues to be a problem both on the
campus and in adjoining areas. It is clear that
there is no possibility of providing all the spaces
which are needed on the campus proper. Parking
decks have been considered, but these are expen-

sive and still would not entirely alleviate the pro-

blem.

Residential streets around the campus fill up
every morning as commuters look for places to
leave their cars. Many students who live within
several blocks of the campus simply leave their

cars at home and walk.

The cost of owning and operating cars is soar-
ing, given the increases in auto prices and
gasoline. That fact may cut into the numbers of
cars on and around the campus in the future, since
economics may dictate that not every student can

afford to operate a car.

In the meantime, it is doubtful that the increas-
ed parking fees will have much effect on the
numbers of cars, although they will provide addi-
tional funds for operating and expanding the on-
campus parking facilities.

The title calls it, “An
Act to Establish a New Arti-
cle in Chapter 14, Criminal
Law, To Control Computer-
related Crime."”

In other words, it might re-
mind people: Thou Shalt Not
Access a Computer Without
Authorization.

The proposed new criminal
law establishes two basic
classes of computer crime,
just as they exist in present
law: one a felony if the pur-
pose is to defraud somebody,
or to obtain property or ser-
vices; the other, a misde-
meanor, is simple accessing
of a computer without
authorization.

The second case might in-
volve a student who secures
test scores or alters his col-
lege grades by tampering
with the computer.

Ransom

The new law would also

take into consideration the

possibility that in the future
an individual or group might
take advantage of the cost of
computer systems and the
value of those systems to the
operating agencies. Some
firms simply could not func-
tion without their computers.
Could those computers be
taken hostage for ransom? It
is likely that an illegal access
with a threat to wipe out the
memory unless money were
paid could occur. Such an ex-
tortion attempt would be a
felony.

Barnes’ proposal is com-
plete with technical defini-
tions of what makes up a
computer system, embracing
the programs, and related
“software”, and services
such as time, data process-
ing, and storage functions.

The most thorough defini-
tion is that offered for “ac-
cess” since this will be the
most critical part of the new
law. Access means “to ap-
proach, instruct, com-
municate with, cause input,
cause output, or otherwise
make use of any resources of
a computer, computer
system, or computer net-
i

WASHINGTON — It was
written of Alcibiades, a long
time ago, that he “fell to
demagoging” to promote the
Sicilian War, but the art of
demagoguery doubtless had
been well refined before the
Athenian general got his fleet
together. Twenty-three hun-
dred years later, the art goes
on. We saw it as the White
House Thursday night.

As an exercise in rabble-
rousing, Mr. Carter’s address
merits a place in every
textbook on forensics. Thus
viewed, the speech was a
thing of beauty. The presi-
dent converted the wicked oil
companies into a marvelous-
ly convenient punching bag
and with great dexterity he

flailed away: Pitta-patta,
pitta-patta, whap, whap,
whap!

An Asinine Tax

(Henderson Daily Dispatch)

There is no need for the extra penny State cigarette tax, as
proposed by some health officials. The same report called for a
program to educate young people, women and adults in
general against the hazards of smoking.

Governor Hunt has said he would not favor the added one-
cent excise, and that he thought the decision on smoking was
for the individual himself to make.

There was no suggestion as to how and were the revenue
from such a tax would be spent, other than for research.
Money is already available for all practical studies and this
added burden would only produce more cash for officials to toy

with.

The federal government provides millions of dollars annual-
ly for cancer research. The American Cancer Society receives
other millions each year from its fund campaigns. What would
be produced from a one-cent cigarette tax here would not add
greatly to the total. There are already adequate funds suffi-

cient to be applied wisely.

The present two cents per pack levy yields about $20 million
a year, but that goes into the State’s general fund and is not
earmarked for any specific purpose, as would be the case with
the proposed extra dig on smokers, who in some instances are
€even now paying more in taxes than the base price of a pack of

cigarettes.

Such an excise would have to be authorized by the
Legislature, the same as all other taxes. At best, the governor
could only recommend it, and that he says he will not do. Nor

should he.

It would be paradoxical, in that the money would go for a
purpose that would be aimed at destroying the State’s greatest
industry — including growers, manufacturers and handlers of
tobacco. That's why the present cigarette tax is the smallest in

the nation.

We can’t see the lawmakers approving the proposed levy.
They are familiar with the $1 billion income to growers alone.

Such types are extreme
triskaidekaphobes, people who
fear the number 13. And they
face a double whammy this
year with Friday the 13th to-
morrow and a second jar com-
ing in July.

Friday fraidies? They’re frig-
gaphobiacs, after the Norse
goddess Frigge. On Friday,
Eve tempted Adam, the great
Biblical flood started, the
Temple of Solomon fell and
Christ was crucified, to name
origins.

On Friday the 13th, triskai-
dekaphobia and friggaphobia

: combine to create the worst

problem. The economy slows as
businessmen shun deals, res-
taurant dining declines and
even shopping and marrying
are affected.

Operators of ocean liners
hold ships until at least 12:01
a.m. Saturday following a Fri-
day the 13th. That's to calm the
superstitious, not because the
H.M.S. Friday, whose construe-
tion was started on Friday, set
off on its maiden voyage on a
Friday and was never heard of
again.

For fear of plain 13, airlines
omit Chair No. 13 and real es-
tate men the 13th floor in hotels
and skyscrapers. House num-

Back in the 1950s, the town of
French Lick Springs, Ind., tried
to help the cause by ruling that
all black cats had to wear bells
on Friday the 13th.

The day has some historic
credits, including: Friday, June
13, 1498 — Columbus first set
foot on the North American
continent; Friday, Oct. 13, 1792
— construction began on the
White House; Friday, Sept. 13,
1814 — “The Star Spangled
Banner” was written.

And on a timely note, on Fri-
day, Aug. 13, 1943, gasoline ra-
tioning was cut from four to
three gallons a coupon.

Social Welfare Cut Avoided

NEW YORK (AP) — The
typical taxpayer — $18,000
income, sole support of
himself, his wife and two
children — will have sent
$4,814 to Washington in fiscal
1979 as his contribution to
financing government.

Government will then
disperse $1,494 to support
income security, made  up
almost wholly of Social
Security payments. National
defense will take $1,076, in-
terest on loans $496, and
health $462.

In contrast, $49 will be
spent on science, space and
technology, by which the
country hopes to improve
productivity; $81 on energy,
said to be an emergency
problem; and $41 for ad-
ministration of justice.

»

No matter what is claimed
as the ethos of the country, or
moral and philosophical
rationale, these figures are
the practical reality.

Compiled by the Tax
Foundation, they show
federal needs will consume 27
percent of the taxpayer’s
gross income. The numbers
don’t include the deficit; for
that, add $408 to the typical
taxpayer's debt.

The tab doesn’t stop there,
either. State income taxes,
city income taxes, real estate
taxes and sales taxes, all of
which vary widely, push the
total percentage to over 30

social welfare spending —
Social Security, public em-
ployee retirement, unem-
ployment com

pensation,health-medical

‘plans, welfare, Medicaid,

veterans benefits, education,
housing.

Since 1960, the foundation
estimates, expenditures on
such programs by all levels of
government has multiplied
nearly seven times, from
$52.3 billion to $362.3 billion in
1977.

The White House has
pledged to restrain its
spending. And a foundation
survey found that as of mid-
February, 37 legislatures will
be considering tax reductions
totaling $3.5 billion a year.

The great majority of state
cuts would be in sales and
personal income taxes.
Almost $900 million is ex-
pected to be shaved from
general sales taxes. Personal
incomes tax reductions might
total $2 billion.

Despite the turnabout, few
confrontations are likely with
the question that almost
everyone avoids if possible:
Should social services be
reduced? Battle on the issue
is avoided due to surpluses.

Unappreciated by many,
most states are still
projecting surpluses for
fiscal 1979, the Tax Foun-
dation found. What is oc-
curring, therefore, is mainly
the return to taxpayers of the
surpluses they created.

Because of this, some
social scholars maintain the
battle has not yet been been
joined and the enemy has not
yet been engaged in hand-to-
hand combat.

Too often, they observe, the
combatants are one and the
same, complaining about the
money spent but enjoying
every last penny received.

Lawyer To Defend Him

WASHINGTON (AP) — For-
mer Rep. Nick Galifianakis, D-
N.C., has hired attorney Sey-
mour Glanzer, who once head-
ed a team of Watergate investi-
gators, to defend him against a
perjury charge stemming from
the Justice Department investi-
gation of South Korean in-
fluence-buying in the United
States.

Glanzer, a former U.S. attor-
ney, gained national attention
when he directed one of the
early investigations of the Wa-
tergate scandal.

Neither  Galifianakis
Glanzer were available
comment.

A federal grand jury Tuesday
indicted Galifianakis on a per-
jury charge resulting from his
testimony before the House
Ethics Committee last year.
The grand jury also indicted
Korean-born businessman Han-
cho C. Kim, accusing him of

contempt of Congress.

Galifianakis was charged
with denying under oath that he
received $10,000 in cash from
South Korean rice dealer Tong-
sun Park. The indictment said
he received the money through
an aide to his unsuccessful 1972
senatorial campaign.

Galifianakis faces a max-
imum of five years in prison
and a $2,000 fine if convicted.

A 50-year-old attorney from
Durham, N.C, Galifianakis
served in Congress from 1967
through 1972 when he was beat-
en by Sen. Jesse Helms, R-
N.C., in the Senate race.

An associate issued a state-
ment for Galifianakis:

“I am deeply disturbed by
the events which have transpir-
ed in Washington,” the state-
ment said. “‘I deeply regret any
pain or embarrassment which
this may cause my family,
friends, supporters and col-

leagues.

“I hope all of you know that I
treasure my years of public
service to my state and to my
country. Despite my personal
inclinations, 1 have been ad-
vised by my attorney not to say
anything further about this
matter. This case is now before
the courts. 1 hope you will re-
spect my wishes and the in-
structions of my counsel and
refrain from asking me any-
thing further."

Park and Galifianakis aide
Barbara Fletcher testified to
the $10,000 contribution during
the Ethics Committee hearings.
Both said Park gave the dona-
tion to Miss Fletcher in $100
bills.

The indictment said Galifian-
akis asked Park for the contri-
bution ‘“on or about Nov. 1,
1972," and that Park gave the
money to Miss Fletcher two
days later.

Widespread Looting In
Kampala After Its Fall

KAMPALA, Uganda (AP) —
Men, women and children ran-
sacked house after house in
Kampala today, and the in-
vasion force of Tanzanian
troops and Ugandan exiles oc-
cupying the Ugandan capital
made no attempt to check the
looting.

“There’s nobody trying to
stop them any more,” said a
European resident. ““I can see
them from my window carrying
out everything — chairs, cur-
tains, everything. I can’t leave
my home.”

In the Tanzanian capital of
Dar es Salaam, informants said
officials of the new provisional
government announced Wednes-
day might fly to Kampala to-
day to try to restore order.

The Uganda National Liber-
ation Front, a coalition of
Ugandan exile groups in Tan-
zania, announced creation of

Amin was broadcasting from a
Radio Uganda transmitter in
eastern Uganda, repeating in
English and Swahili a long ti-
rade against the invaders.

Alternately plaintive, bitter
and defiant, he declared:

“I, Idi Amin Dada, would like
to denounce the announcement
that my government has been
overthrown....

“1 am speaking as the presi-
dent of the republic and the
commander-in-chief of the

armed forces. I am in full con-
trol of the Ugandan armed
forces.”

Province by province, he list-
ed areas in the east, north and
northeast he said he still con-
trolled. He recited long lists of
damage allegedly done by in-
vaders and looters to farms,
factories, homes, hospitals, util-
ities and “innocent people.”

“Kampala is in flames be-
cause of enemy artillery given
by zionists and imperialists,”
he asserted. ‘“‘They're taking
property built up by people's
sweat.”

The invaders made no move
to pursue the remnants of
Amin’s army. But it was gener-
ally assumed they would have
to clear the vital supply routes
from Kenya by taking Jinja,
where Amin was reported to
have established a headquar-

_ters 50 miles east of Kampala,

and Tororo, 80 miles farther
east near the border.

Once Eager To Die, Murderer Is
Now Fightmg The Electric Chair

MOBILE, Ala. (AP) —
week after preparing for dealh
as it neared by the hour, con-
demned murderer John Louis
Evans III still lives in a cell
near Alabama’s electric chair.
But it may be months or years
before he has to face it again.

Evans has signed a federal
court appeal that could post-
pone his electrocution in-
definitely.

His lawyer, Reggie Stephens
of Mobile, said Wednesday that
Evans had signed a federal
court appeal challenging the
constitutionality of Alabama’s
death penalty law. The appeal
was expected to be filed with
the federal district court here
today.

Stephens said Evans signed
the court petition when he was
visited on death row by Morris
Dees, an attorney for the South-
ern Poverty Law Center in
Montgomery.

Center attorneys previously
represented Evans, but
recently took up an appeal filed
by Evans’ mother over her
son's objections.

That appeal, which resulted

If it is ultimately un-
successful, he presumably
would face another date with
the electric chair sometime in
the future.

Evans, sentenced to die for
the murder of Mobile pawn-
broker Edward Nassar, had
taped farewell words to his
family and downed beer from
his “last supper’’ when he re-
ceived word—six hours before
he was to die last Thursday
nigh that the electrocution had
been stayed.

The stay apparently changed
Evans’ view of his life and
death.

He says he “didn't back
down' as his scheduled elec-
trocution neared. But after the
execution was delayed by court
order, he says, he decided to
fight the death sentence ‘“all
the way.”

The victims were identified as Sandra McCrimmon, 5,
Barbara Ann Jackson, 4, Betty Ann Jackson, also 4, Joyce

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Postal Service Implementing
New Size Standards July 15

Size standards for envelopes, they are less than 3'. inches of an inch thick, it does not have
~ cards and other pieces of mail

will become effective July 15,
the Postal Service announced
recently following a Salt Lake
City, Utah meeting of its Board
of Governors.

The Postal Service's Gover-
nors also adopted a recommend-
ed seven cent surcharge for
oversized and odd-shaped pieces
of mail.

The new size standards were
recommended by the Postal
Rate Commission in April 1976,
and adopted shortly after that by
the Postal Services’ Governors.
It was stipulated that they would
not become effective until after
the spring of 1978, giving
customers at least two years to
prepare for the change and ex-
haust their supplies of non-
conforming envelopes and
cards.

The Governors directed that
both the surcharge and new
minimum size standards
become effective on the same
date.

This means that after July 15,
pieces will be non-mailable if

The upcoming prohibition on
smaller mailing pieces and flim-
sy cards is based on the fact that
they can be trapped in other
mail, tear and jam mail process-
ing machinery, damaging other
mail.

There are some exceptions to
the minimum size prohibition. If

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) —
Most of North Carolina’s Team-
sters, idled since April 1 by the
nationwide strike and a truck-
ing industry lockout, returned
to work today.

The Teamsters union and
Trucking Management Inc.,
which bargains for more than
500 companies east of the Mis-
sissippi River, agreed late
Tuesday on a new national con-
tract.

Truck drivers said Wednes-
day they were ready to go back
to work and were just awaiting
word from Teamsters officials.

About 800 members of Team-
sters Local 61 in Hickory re-
turned to work today, a spokes-
man said.

Larry Miller, business agent
for Charlotte Local 71, said two
companies — CW Transport
and Redball Motor Freight —
resumed operations Wednes-
day.

A spokesman for Local 391 in
Kernersville, the Carolinas’
largest Teamsters local with
more than 4,200 members, said
most of that local’s members
were back at their jobs th;s
morning.

Christopher Scott, director of
research for Local 391, said
Johnson Motor Lines is the only
trucking company still on
strike. But he said the picket
lines at the company were end-
ed today.

“They're (Johnson) holding
out for the Carolinas Supple-
mental Agreement that is still
being worked on in Washing-
ton,” he said.

Scott said a meeting has been
scheduled Saturday at the Bent-
on Convention Center in Win-
ston-Salem as part of the con-
tract ratification process. He
said the contract will be ex-
plained at the 10 a.m. meeting.
He said more than 4,000 are ex-
pected to attend the meeting.

An additional meeting at the
union hall in Kernersville has
been set for 7 p.m. Saturday
for those who can’t attend the
Saturday morning meeting.

But that takes a lot of
money and so far we don’t
have it.”

Until they get funds for the
development, Rushten said the
group likely will continue to
rent camp sites as the need
arises. He said the federation
now rents a campsite between
Detroit and Toledo.

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Committee Recommends State Buy A Helicopter

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — A
Senate subcommittee known as
the Chopper Committee be-
cause of its study of a $1.4 mil-
lion helicopter requested by the
Department of Commerce rec-
ommended Wednesday the de-
partment get the money for the
aircraft

Department of Commerce of-
ficials said they need the heli-
copter to show visiting corpo-
rate executives around poten-
tial industrial sites in North
Carolina, and the insurance pol-

icies of many of these execu
tives prohibit them from flying
in single-engine aircraft.

Sen. William Redman, R-Ire-
dell, a former military pilot,
told the appropriations subcom-
mittee many of the executives
are prohibited from flying in
single-engine fixed-wing craft,
but the ban does not extend to
helicopters.

Instead of buying a twin-en-
gine model, Redman advised
trading in the Department of
Administration's two single-en-

gine helicopters for more up-to-
date craft. He said it would
cost approximately $1 million
for the two new single-engine
helicopters if the old ones were
traded in, and the new models
would cost only $150 an hour to
operate,

It will cost approximately
$500 per hour to operate the
twin-engine craft.

Sen. James Garrison, D-Stan-
ly, urged the purchase of the
twin-engine helicopter, saying it
would best meet the Commerce

Freeway Plan

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — The
Enviromental Protection

The News and Observer of
Raleigh reported in today’s edi-
tions that state highway offi-
cials will meet in Atlanta Fri-
day with EPA Regional Admin-
istrator John C. White to dis-

_ cuss the agency’s ruling.

In a letter to state trans-
portation officials, White said
the proposed corridor was envi-
ronmentally unsound. He said
another route and design
changes would have to be of-
fered.

‘‘We haven't stopped a road,”
White told the newspaper in a
telephone interview. “We have

changed the design in many

He said North Carolina high-
way officials are ‘“going to
have to have a better way of
bridging those wetlands, We
simply don't have the kind of
specificity we need to approve
it. This doesn’t mean the high-
way can’t be built. We just feel
very strongly now that the plan
is not acceptable.”

Transportation Secretary
Thomas W. Bradshaw Jr. said
he believes the problem can be
resolved.

Gas Tax

Rep. Chris Barker, D-Craven,
filed a bill in the House to
change the method of levying
tax on gasoline so that the
state’s share will increase with
the climbing price of fuel.

It would make the tax a per-
centage of the wholesale price
of gasoline. The tax on gasoline
now is 9% cents per gallon. It
would become 18 percent of the
quarterly average wholesale
price of motor fuel under the
bill.

The wholesale price would be
figured every three months by
the Secretary of Revenue by
averaging the gasoline prices of
10 different types of fuel, under
the proposal.

The tax would be 18 percent
of that average price and would
be levied on gasoline sold at
the pump for the next three
months.

State revenues from the gaso-
line tax can increase under the
current system only with in-
creased gas consumption.
Transportation officials fear
that possible consumption de-
creases in the future will put
the state’s fund for highway re-
pairs in jeopardy.

COLUMBUS, Ga. (AP) — A
black Republican in Jimmy
Carter's home state is quietly
attempting to persuade the na-
tion's minorities that the Grand
Old Party is not just for the
wealthy and the white.

Bob Wright, a tall, soft-spok-
en city councilman in this west
Georgia city, is part of Wright,
McNeil and Associates, a con-
sulting firm that emphasizes in-
creased involvement of black
and white politicians in the
black community.

The firm is under contract
with the Republican National
Committee to “rejuvenate” the
Republican party and its image
with minorities across the na-
tion.

“Republicans have a negative
image,” said Wright, 42, who
until 1970 was a registered
Democrat. ““They are perceived
as a party that is insensitive to
blacks, poor and minorities.”

Wright's firm, with a staff of
11 operating offices here and in
Washington, encourages Re-
publican lawmakers, black and
white, to support legislation
that will have an impact on
black and poor communities.

However, the problem is not
only legislation, Wright said in
an interview. It also is the con-
cept that Republicans represent
the wealthy and Democrats the

poor.

“Republicans  have  in-
troduced some meaningful pro-
grams in the past, but éither
through lack of communication
or lack of something, many are
not perceived or believed to be
Republican programs,” he said,
citing as an example the feder-
al Office of Minority Business
Nixon administration.

Stabilization Co-Op
Not A Govm't Agency

“The sale of tobacco is the real
business of the Stabilization pro-
gram,” said Gaylon Ambrose,
associate agricultural extension

t

The Flue-Cured Tobacco
Cooperative Stabilization Cor-
poration, or more commonly’
known as the Stabilization pro-
gram, was organized on June 1,
1946 under the Cooperative
Marketing Act of North
Carolina, with similar acts pass-
ed later in the major flue-cured
tobacco states of Virginia, South
Carolina, Georgia and Florida.

The co-op’s purpose is to
stabilize the tobacco prices on
the auction warehouse floor by
administering the mandatory
federal price support program
for flue-cured tobacco. The
levels are set by the U. S.
Department of Agriculture, bas-
ed on a parity and price index.

“‘Stabilization is often er-
roneously referred to or iden-
tified as a federal or state
government agency,” said Am-
brose. “Although it does have
working agreements and con-
tractural relationships with
federal agencies within USDA,
Stabilization is a cooperative
marketing association of flue-
cured tobacco growers."”

The co-op’s board of directors
consists of ten growers elected
by. the membership and one ap-
pointed public director. Any
flue-cured grower is eligible for
membership, by purchasing a
share of common stock for five
dollars.

Through its adminstration of
the price support program the
CO-0p assures growers a
minimum price for their leaf
grown within quota.

Ambrose explained the
Stabilization enters into two
types of contractural
agreements. One involves a loan
agreement with the Commodity
Credit Corporation, whereby
tobacco is pledged as collateral;
the other involves agreements
with industry firms, such as auc-
tion warehouse operators, pro-
cessors and storers for the
receiving, processing and stor-
ing of tobacco delivered to

stabilizaion.

“Any tobacco on the auction
floor which was eligible for price
Support, but which failed to
receive a bid in excess of the
price support is turned over to
Stabilization,” Ambrose pointed
out. “The co-op has the leaf pro:
cessed, packed and stored until
it can be sold for an acceptable
price.”

Ambrose explained that sale
of ‘inventory keeps the co-op in
business for its grower
members, Stabilization person-
nel maintain continual contact
with tobacco company personnel
to determine the buyers' needs
and to find suitable grades in in-
ventory to fill these needs.

“In establishing a price for its
inventoried stocks, Stabilization
figures not only the initial price

of the tobacco, but also the casts
of handling; processing and
storage,” said Ambrose. “This
helps to assure that the tobacco

money is used to repay the CCC
crop loans plus interest.

At the end of each fiscal year,
any funds that remain in excess
of the CCC repayment and other
handling costs are passed on in
the form of dividends to co-op
members who placed tobacco
under loan during that crop
year.

Cairo Is A Smoker's Paradise

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — Reek-
 Ing of cigarette smoke, its
streets a gaudy blaze of ciga-
rette ads, Cairo is a puffer's
paradise or, depending on
« your habit an anti-smoking
lobbyist’s nightmare come true.

Government offices fill with
smoke within minutes of open-
ing. In banks, theaters, buses,
department stores and hospi-
lals, “No Smoking” signs are

* there to be cheerfully ignored.
Only inside the pyramids —
over -whose entrances hang
huge no-smoking placards — is
the low obeyed.
The image of Egypt as a
smoker’s Nirvana begins at
Cairo Airport, where there are
outside ads for American and
- European brands. The road into
. town is lined with cigarette bill-
" boards that stretch up to a
mile.
“You would almost believe
that smoking is an admirable
.. pastime, the publicity on its
: bad effects is so scarce,” lhe
« daily Egyptian Gazette, a rare
- and quixotic anti-smoking cam-

paigner, recently editorialized.

There are no health warnings

o on  cigarette packs. ‘“These
- messages disappear once the
‘i cigaretles are exported to
: Egypt,” said the Gazette. “Is it
: then less harmful to smoke
.* here than anywhere else?”

A couple of years ago, the

Health Ministry launched a
: compaign, flashing health
. warnings on television after
': cigarette ads, and slapping
 fines on offenders in buses and
- cinemas of up to $7 — a hefty
"2 sum, considering that the aver-
. age wage is about $300 a year.
But in Egypt, state-inspired

Egypt is much like other de-
veloping nations regarding
smoking. And here may lie the
hope of US. and European
manufacturers as their markets
at home shrink under pressure
from anti-smoking groups.

Official statistics on cigarette
consumption and lung disorders
are hard to come by, but it
takes a visitor no time to dis-
cover that virtually all Egyp-
tians smoke, Rarely is the prof-
fered pack refused.

linking smoking to cancer. But
these - have little effect on a
public whose problems lie more
in contracting the diseases of
the poor.

Perhaps the worst effect of
smoking is that lower-class
Egyptians — the majority of
the population of 40 million —
spend half thefr salary on ciga-
rettes and tea, the national bev-
erage.

On the credit side, it should
be noted that alcoholism is al-
most unknown in this teetotall-
ing Moslem society.

Among the poor, smoking be-
gins at age 12, when a
prominently displayed pack of

Marlboros, Rothmans or Larks
is a shortcut to status.

American brands at 77 cents
a pack are most favored, but
the state-manufactured Cleo-
patra, at 29 cents a pack, is
popular enough that it doesn’t
bother advertising.

Because of chronic shortages,
crowds gather outside newly-
stocked tobacconists and a
black market in Cleopatras
thrives.

“I gave up smoking before I
came here,” says a British
salesman in Egypt. “But ciga-
rettes are so inescapable in
Egypt, and it’s such a bother to
refuse a cigarette without of-

fending Arab sensi-
bilities...that I've started up
again.”

One importer estimates that
90 million cigarettes are sold
daily. But that figure may be
an underestimated since anoth-
er dealer reckons 40 percent of
Egypt's supply is smuggled in
to avoid duties and is never
recorded.

One American, assessing life
in Cairo, said: “The phones
don’t work, the traffic is awful.
But at least I can light up
wherever 1 like and not have a
militant anti-smoking activist
rush up and knock the cigarette
out of my mouth. It’s heaven.”

LOS ANGELES « (AP) —
NBC, that giant supermarket of
TV shows, has restocked its
schedule yet again. This week’s
specials: a revamped “Super-
train” and a pair of debut
series called “Whodunnit?”’ and

Following a tradition NBC es-
tablished in its several minis-
easons this year, most of the
new shows in the spring season
were unavailable for early pre-
view. But ‘“Highcliffe Manor”’
was. It was a fortunate circum-
stance.

This is a Gothic sitcom about
a mansion full of looney scien-
tists. Its aim is absurdity, its
humor off-the-wall. The loose
structure of the story goes
something like this:

One Berkeley Blacke, founder
of an island hideaway think-
tank, has passed on from this
world, leaving his foundation in
the hands of his cute and naive
widow, Shelley Fabares. This
foils the plans of the resident
scientists, who'd wanted control
of the foundation so they could
implement their plan to clone
the world’s leaders.

It’s a tongue-in-cheek spoof, a
parody of bad guys'and sweet
widows and sitcoms them-
selves. It doesn't trj*to present
even a thread of plausability,
which allows for fuller enjoy-
ment of the crazy humor. And
these folks are nutso.

A Frankenstein-type, the
creature of Higheliffe's lady
scientist, complains because his
creator “won't let me go out
and socialize.”

And there’s the visiting vicar,

cinema1-2-3

a strango who arrives on the
back of a big black guy who
announces, “I am Smythe the
negro.” When the mansion’s
residents are puzzling over two
recent murders in the house,
the vicar offers his wisdom:

“You know, I've often attend-
ed the ballet and I've sat there
thinking, ‘These gorgeous crea-
tures in the tutus could well be
homicidal maniacs.’”

As | say, these folks have a
sense of the absurd. It's a little
self-conscious, perhaps, even
calculated. It’s not sophis-
ticated wit, and some of the hu-
mor is a little twisted. But it
makes you laugh, and it is a
rare creature in another re-
spect — it is different.

One of the scientists, a Dr.
Felix Morger, develops a lust
for the good Widow Blacke. He
puts a rose-and-green-striped

sheet over his head and sneaks
into her room, hoping she'll
think he's the spirit of her late
husband

She doesn’t immediately rec
ognize him. “Berkely. I'm sor
ry. You so seldom wore
sheets.”

The “ghost” makes a move
She repulses him. “It’s so be
yond the bounds of good eli
quette,” she says, “I don't he
lieve in making love to the
dead.”

Dr. Morger is unusual in oth
er ways. When he realizes he i
smitten, he utters aloud
““There's been room for nothing
in my life but seience, science

Grand slams are not the
soundest bridge investment.
Should you fail to make your
contract (perhaps through a
bad break), you will have to
labor long and hard to make
up what you have lost. A
doubtful grand slam in the
hands of an expert
represents an “error in judg-
ment”; in the hands of a
player of lesser talent, it
qualifies as a bridge sin.

When

this hand was
played in a tournament, the
usual contract was six

spades. Here and there a
grand slam was attempted,
and we like the auction
shown. North knew the hand
was going to play in spades,
so he had no hesitation in
making a jump shift to show

his overall strength. After
cue-bidding the ace of hearts,
North made his intentions
clear with a jump to six
spades, which persuaded
South to contract for the
grand slam.

Whether or not the grand
slam was made depended en-
tirely on declarer’s ability.
The first declarer we watch-
ed ruffed the opening club
lead, drew three rounds of
trumps, then took four
rounds of diamonds, dis-
carding a heart from dummy.
Now he cashed the two high
hearts and ruffed a heart.
Unfortunately the hearts did
not split, so declarer still had
to lose a heart.

The second declarer im-
proved on this slightly. After
drawing trumps, he first
cashed the ace and king of
hearts. Had the queen fallen,
he would have been able to
claim his contract. But he,
too, ended up down one.

The technician could
almost claim his contract.
After ruffing a club, he cash-
ed the king of spades and
entered dummy with a trump
to the jack. He ruffed a club
with the queen of trumps,
crossed to dummy with the
jack of diamonds and ruffed
dummy's last club with his
own last trump. A heart to
the ace put declarer in dum-
my to draw the outstanding
trump. Dummy's fourth
trump, the king of hearts and
declarer's
tricks brought the total up to
thirteen.

Declarer's play of ruffing
three clubs in his hand and
establishing dummy as the
master hand is known in the
trade as a “dummy reversal.”

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Bitter Over GOP Defection

By WILLIAM M. WELCH

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — Re-
publicans in the General As-
sembly have reacted with an-
ger and bitterness to the switch
by Rep. Ralph Ledford of Hen-
dersonville to the Democratic
Party, shrinking the GOP's al-
ready small number.

State Republican Party
Chairman Jack Lee called on
Ledford to resign following the
move Wednesday, and other
legislative Republicans said
Ledford had committed politi-
cal suicide.

Ledford, 32, a freshman from
Hendersonville who held an ap-
pointed office during the Re-
publican administration of Gov.
Jim Holshouser, changed his
registration from GOP to
Democratic Wednesday.

“If he feels that way in the
middle of the session, he should
resign,” Lee said. “He was
elected as a Republican, by Re-
publicans. If he were not a Re-
publican, he would not have
gotten elected.”

Ledford’s defection drops the
GOP to 14 representatives in
the 120-member House — there
are five Republicans in the 50
member Senate. It was the sec-
ond time in two sessions a GOP
legislator has switched to the
Democratic Party while the

legislature was in session.

“The reason I changed, pri-
marily, was I believed I could
help my people back in my dis-
trict much better by being a
member of the majority rather
than a member of the minor-
ity,” Ledford said.

A long-time Republican, Led-
ford was a community planner
with the old Department of
Natural and Economic Re-
sources in Asheville during the
Holshouser administration, and
after that was a paid staff
member of the Buncombe
County Commission.

He ran unsuccessfully in the
GOP primary for the 11th Dis-
trict seat in Congress in 1976,

The move came as other
GOP legislators held a news
conference to propose a state
income tax cut amounting to
more than $100 million a year,
accompanied by a 5 percent
across-the-board cut in state
spending.

The switch prompted the im-
mediate resignation of Led-
ford’s legislative secretary,
Celia Winters, who said her
first loyalty was with the party.

Rep. Tommy Rhodes, R-New
Hanover, called Ledford “a
very unstable person.

“It showed a lack of respect
for other Republicans,” he
