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UN Security Council To
Stage U.S.-Iran Debate

UNITED NATIONS (AP)
— The U.N. Security Council
was expected to begin debate
today on the U.S.-Iranian
crisis in response to a request
from Secretary-General Kurt
Waldheim contending that it
is the most serious threat to
peace since the 1962 Cuban
missile crisis.

The United States, which
for nearly two weeks blocked
an Iranian request for the
debate, agreed because it
believed the debate would
result in a strong resolution
demanding release of the 49
Americans held hostage in
the U.S. Embassy in Tehran
for three weeks, a State
Department official said.

The hostages were visited
Sunday for the first time

since their ordeal began Nov.
4 by an American official as
tens of thousands of Iranians
held the daily anti-American
demonstration outside.

The official, Rep. George
Hansen, R-Idaho, reported
the captives were still being
kept with their hands tied
loosely and were ‘“‘anxious’
but healthy. He also reported
one of them was recovering
from chicken pox.

In Tehran, revolutionary
leader Ayatollah Ruhollah
Khomeini today urged his
Islamic followers to mobilize
against the United States and
said all Iranians must learn
to handle a weapon.

In a speech to
revolutionary guards, the
Moslem patriarch envisaged
his nation of 35 million people

RIYADH, SAUDI Arabia
(AP) — Saudi troops combed
the Grand Mosque in Mecca
today, seeking remnants of
the band of Moslems who
seized Islam’s holiest shrine
six days ago.

“The whole mosque is
under our control,” Oil
Minister Ahmad Zaki
Yamani told reporters in
Riyadh after Saudi troops
routed the armed men from
the upper floor of the building
Saturday evening. But he
said “some gangs’’ were still
at large in the tunnels and
passageways beneath the
stadium-size building and
courtyard and that they held
some hostages.

“There is no danger from
them,” Yamani added.

Others were said to have
escaped into the surrounding
countryside and were being
pursued by government
troops. Part of the mosque
was reported reopened for
public worship on Sunday, for
the first time since it was
taken over during early
morning prayers last

y.

Diplomats said the men
who took over the shrine in
the holy city 480 miles south-
west of Riyadh were mem-

ABU DHABI, United Arab
Emirates (AP) — U.S.
“Treasury Secretary G.
William Miller hopes to
convince officials
cut back on oil production.

His arrival here today
marked the second stop on a
tour designed to encourage
moderate members of the
Organization of Petroleum
Exporting Countries to
maintain high production
levels.

Miller failed earlier to win
an outright commitment
from Saudi Arabian officials
in response to a U.S. request
that the Saudis maintain peak
oil production at 9.5 million
barrels a day.

American officials are
hopeful such a commitment
will be announced very soon,
however. The United States
receives about 24 percent of
its total oil imports from
Saudi Arabia.

In Abu Dhabi, the major oil
producer and most powerful
of seven members of the
United Arab Emirates, Miller
will try to talk officials out of
plans to trim their oil output
next year to about 1.3 million
barrels a day, down from the
current level of 1.5 million
barrels.

Miller will continue
Tuesday to Kuwait, the third
and final stop on his Middle
East tour.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Supreme Court today
agreed to consider whether
Congress can refuse to pay
for most abortions for
women on welfare,

Stepping into a con-
troversy marked by in-
flamed emotions, the
justices said they will study
the constitutionality of the
so-called Hyde amendment.

The court will study the
amendment as it was
adopted in 1978. It bars
Medicaid spending for
abortions unless a woman's
life would be endangered
by childbirth, in cases of
promptly reported rape or
incest, or when two doctors
say childbirth would cause
“severe and long-lasting
physical health damages to
the mother."”

The amendment was

first adopted in 1976 as part
of the appropriation for the
Department of Health,
Education and Welfare.

Just recently Congress
agreed on a new Hyde
amendment for fiscal year
1979. It is more restrictive,
eliminating the ‘“severe
and long-lasting physical
health damages” exemp-
tion.

A federal judge in
Chicago last April struck
down the restriction on
abortion spending — both
the Hyde amendment and
the Ilinois law patterned
after it — as un
constitutional.

U.S. District Judge John
Grady ruled that Illinois
must make Medicaid
money available for all
“medically necessary"”
abortions until a fetus
reaches the point where it
can survive outside the
mother.

when that

“viability" occurs varies in
individual cases. But
usually it is sometime
between the 20th and 30th
weeks of pregnancy.

Because Grady's final
order was limited to
Illinois’ participation in the
federal Medicaid program,
it did not immediately
affect the federal govern-
ment’s spending for
abortions.

As a result, Illinois has
had to pay for all
‘“‘medically necessary”
abortions even though it is
not receiving federal
matching funds for most of
them.

In today's order, the
justices left themselves an
opening to dispose of the
case without reaching its
merits. They said they will
hear arguments and then
decide whether they have
the necessary jurisdiction
to rule on the constitutional
issue.

White House press secretary
Jody Powell said today the
Carter administration op-
poses Rep. George Hansen's
personal mission to Iran and
believes it may prolong the
holding of 49 American
hostages there.

“I don’t think that sort of
thing is helpful,” Powell said
of Hansen's negotiating in-
dependently with Iranian
officials.

Hansen has proposed
congressional hearings into
charges against the deposed
Shah of Iran as leverage to
win the release of American
hostages held for 23 days in
the U.S. Embassy in Tehran.

President Carter has not
endorsed any such proposal.

To the contrary, he has

When a reporter asked if
there was a danger that
Iranians might misinterpret
Hansen's statements as an
official signal from the ad-
ministration, Powell said,
“Yes. If he gives a conflicting
view to the students ..he
could prolong their (the
hostages') stay.”

Powell said the ad-
ministration continues to
oppose such private missions
as Hansen'’s.

It was the administration’s
decision to admit the shah

sparked the seizure of the
embassy Nov. 4 by militant

Hansen, an Idaho
Republican, went to Tehran
on his own last week and, in
discussions with Iranian
officials, proposed that a
congressional committee
investigate charges against
the shah.

American hostages at the
embassy. He said their
reaction to his presence made
his trip worthwhile.

there was "a very gbmpetitive
scenario in which most of the
major banks tried to expand
their consumer credit busi-
nesses,’ said Donald Au-
riemma, vice president of New
York’s Chemical Bank.

Being competitive ~meant
sending letters to people who
were not depositors, offering
Master Charge and Visa cards,
overdraft checking, low-cost
loans and a host of other credit.
In many cases, the amount of
the credit was approved in ad-
vance: Fill in the form and
you're automatically entitled to
$500. Or $1,000. Or more.

Outstanding consumer in-
stallment debt — not counting
mortgages — has more than
tripled in the past 10 years, in-
creasing at a rate one and a-
third times as fast as personal
income. At the end of Septem-
ber, Americans owed a record
$303.9 billion in installment
debt, compared to just over $98
billion at the same time a dec-
ade earlier.

The biggest growth has been
in the area of revolving credit
— the kind offered by bank
cards and retailers. In Septem-
ber 1969, oustanding revolving
credit totaled about $3 billion;
today, it is more than 16 times

- that much or $50.4 billion.

WASHINGTON (AP) — US.
intelligence officials strongly
suspect that the Soviet Union
provided chemical weapons
they believe were used against
Laotian tribesman resisting
communist Pathet Lao and
Vietnamese forces.

These officials, asking to re-
main anonymous, said a team
of Russian chemical warfare
specialists was detected earlier
this year in western Laos,
scene of reported poison gas al-
tacks on H'Mong hill tribesman
who have never accepted com-
munist victory in Laos.

“We'll probably never be
able to come up with conclusive
evidence, but we have high sus-
picion that the Russians pro-
vided the chemical agents,"
one official said.

An Army investigating group,
including several doctors, con-
cluded that at least two and
possibly three different chem-
icals were used against the tri-
besmen — a nerve agent, a
substance that caused massive
bleeding and probably a riot-
control gas.

The Army investigators
based their report on medical
symptoms and other signs de-
scribed by 43 tribesmen they

refugee camps in northern
Thailand.

The tribesmen estimated 700
to 1,000 people died and that
many more were sickened as a
result of attacks by planes and
rockets. Whole villages were
said by the tribesmen to have
been wiped out.

The H'Mong refugees were
said in the investigation report
either to have been directly ex-
posed to chemical agents or to
have witnessed attacks.

'Fair Sentencing’ Worry

RALEIGH — Prison and
court officials across North
Carolina are even now fret-
ting over what many expect
to be adverse effects of the
state’s untried Fair Sentenc-
ing Act whose implementa-
tion is still seven months
away.

Whenever judges, district
attorneys, or prison officials
come together for whatever
purpose, the worries about
what will happen when the
new law takes effect next Ju-
ly overshadow other con-
cerns.

The most worrisome conse-
quence predicted is a sharp
increase in active prison
terms handed down by the
courts. For a state whose
prisons are already crowded,
and in which statistics show
an imprisonment rate among
the highest in the nation, this
is no small concern.

Maurice Braswell, senior
resident superior court judge
from Fayetteville, predicts

but backed off as the General
Assembly was considering
the measure pushed by Gov.

Today. prison officials
privately acknowledge that
both admissions and length of
stay are bound to increase
under Fair Sentencing. What
will they do? “We will take
them, and we will stack them
in,” one top-level official of
the Department of Correction
confides.

Judge Braswell says he and
many of his colleagues
regard the measure as simp-
ly a fad, a swinging of the
pendulum as it moves from
one extreme to the other.

Fair Sentencing as it is
known in North Carolina has
been tried in several other
states under differing names:
presumptive sentencing,
mandatory sentencing. The
system was proposed here by
a legislative study commis-
sion on prison reform chaired
by former State Senator Ed-

mmm to. Gov.

The basic purpose of Fair
Sentencing is to cause the
courts to hand down punish-

ment in a reasonably consis-
tent and logical way. Judges
have had wide discretion with
no guidelines, and that has
resulted in inequities.

The courts have argued
that discretion allows con-
sideration of individual
motivations and chances for
rehabilitation in passing
sentence, and judicial opposi-
tion to mandatory sentencing
was the primary reason the
name was changed to Fair
Sentencing.

The new law sets a stan-
dard prison term for each
felony. The judge must im-
pose that term unless he
makes a written finding of
circumstances warranting
deviation. The judge may still
decide between active time
and probation.

Those knowledgable of the
system say judges typically
will consider the new
presumptive sentences as
minimum ones, and will

Skeleton Kennedy

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) —
North Carolina supporters of
Sen. Edward M. Kennedy for
the Democratic presidential
nomination have been forced
to stall their plans to unveil
an official campaign
organization and
headquarters.

But they've continued to
quietly organize this fall, and
claim to be ready to announce
a relatively strong North
Carolina campaign com-
mittee as soon as the national
Kennedy for President
campaign gives the word.

“We have the skeleton.
We're just waiting to put the
meat on it,” said Tony

Adams, a Raleigh writer and
radio show host who is de
facto head of the Kennedy
effort in North Carolina.

“North Carolina’s primary
is so late (May 6), there's no
great hurry to open a
headquarters. That costs so
mugch."”

Adams has been saying for
weeks that the Kennedy
campaign would soon open a
Raleigh headquarters, but
those plans have been
delayed by officials in the
Washington headquarters.

Because of federal cam-
paign spending limits on the
pre-convention campaign,
national campaign leaders
don't want to spend too much
money early — especially in a
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$5.00 Per Month
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late primary state like North
Carolina.
But the Kennedy campaign

_has also been raising money

in North Carolina, with the
fund-raising directed by
Charlotte radio station
executive Stan Kaplan.
Kennedy campaign officials
in Washington won’t say how
much they've raised in North
Carolina so far.

Most of the county leaders
for Kennedy's challenge
haven't been willing to go
public yet either — in part
because most of North
Carolina’s Democratic Party
establishment is aligned with
President Carter.

Adams says his group has
successfully organized a
committee of workers in one-
third of the state’s counties,
including most of the 10 most

ones.

Among them are: in
Burlington, Mayor Bill
Durham; in Raleigh, former
councilman Oliver Williams;
in Durham, Margaret
Gosling, wife of the N.C.

Other E‘difors Say

Not So Friendly

(Hickory Daily Record)

Speaking to a national gathering of education ad-
ministrators at Des Moines, lowa, Governor Hunt offered the
judgment that the news media are unfriendly toward educa-
tion, and this has become a great problem to educators.

Newspapers in particular, he said, are prone to pick out the
“things that are wrong and refuse to cover the good things.”

Whether or not the generalization is accurate, it would have
caused no groans in a group that lives on public funds (attends
national conventions on them, too) and wishes the public got
more generous accounts of the good things they do.

Just as strong a case of news media error can be argued,
however, on past practices of education news reporting.

Almost universally it amounted to spoon-feeding the public,
in the guise of news, what superintendents and principals said
was going on in the schools. Questions about competent in-
struction and measurable learning weren't asked until recent
times. Such policies as social promotion were practiced for
years before most newspapers reported them.

Neither were administrators asked serious questions about
the many flash-in-the-pan innovations that dominated the

school scene

during much of the 1960s and ‘70s. For the most

part the fads were treated as exciting news to be reported with
enthusiasm and applauded uncritically on editorial pages.
Some of the foolishness, such as the new math, which cost
millions in new textbooks and retrained teachers, has fallen of
its own weight. Other aspects of it, such as the flawed concept
of “open education” remains in cavernous high schools like

Burke County’s.

Maybe the news media have moved from an excessively
friendly posture toward education to the opposite, as Governor
Hunt charges.

SEATTLE (AP) -
Seattle Seahawks probably
won't make the playoffs this
season, but they've established

al Football League attraction
because they're willing to
gamble.

The Seahawks, 66, are six-
point favorites to make the
New York Jets, 57, their fifth
victim in six games tonight in a
nationally televised game at
the Kingdome. New York has
lost three of its last four starts.

While Southern Cal's decisive
victory settled the Pacific-10
race — and senl runnerup
Washington to the Sun Bowl

against either Arkansas, Texas
or Houstori — Oklahoma de-
stroyed the Orange Bowl's
hopes of matching a pair of 110

ldenuty is the key word. While few people in the
North Carolina-South Carolina-Virginia area
don’t know of the East Carolina Pirates, there are
comparatively few outside that area familiar

with the Pirates.

That means the average fan. There are a lot of
people close to the game familiar to the Pirates.
Those who keep up with statistics know the Bues.

Unfortunately; those people who are in charge
of seeking out teams to participate in bowl games
are not among these few. They look at one thing

only: the dollar sign.

For that reason, teams with barely winning

records are in the bowl

games this year, while

teams like East Carolina and unbeaten Central
Michigan will be looking on via television.

Once upon a time, a bowl game used to be a
reward for a winning season. No, not a winning
one, an outstanding one. Nowadays, a bowl game
goes to teams with a “name,” with record only
secondary. Alabama, for instance, could probably
get a bowl game with a losing record, just because

they are *‘Alabama *

The problem is how to get identity. It’s possible,
but it takes a long, long time. Look at Arizona
State. It took them years of producing good foot-
ball teams before anyone looked at them. Now, (in
better times that those this year), they are highly

regarded.
It takes ‘‘big"” wins,

something the Pirates

didn’t accomplish this year. They won big, but
they didn’t win the big games—those against
much better known ACC teams.

Next year’s schedule, while not released yet,
has some big games on it. But with the heavy
losses facing the Pirates through graduation, a
good deal of recruiting must be done this winter,
along with some heavy training of returning

veterans this spring.

East Carolina produced quite a team this year.
Its offense was awesome. Pat Dye called it the
best he’s ever been around—at East Carolina,

Alabama or Georgia.

Check off these records set by the Pirates as a
team: most yards rushing, 4,053 (old 3,263 in
1976); most yards per rush, 5.9 (5.1, 1976): most

There are more than 115 mil-
lion Master Charge and Visa
cards in circulation. Some
people have both. Or several of
each. Millions more cards are
issued by retailers. The J.C.
Penney Co., for example, didn’t
issue its first credit card until
the late 1950s; today, the com-
pany has 30 million to 35 mil-
lion cards outstanding and
credit sales accounted for 42.2
percent of total sales in 1978.
That kind of growth has some
people worried. “We've got to
get rid of the credit card econo-
my to some degree,” said
House Majority Leader James
Wright of Texas.

John G. Heimann, the comp-
troller of the currency, told
banks: “It is in the area of
muitiple credit lines particular-
ly, where observers perceive
the greatest potential risk, per-
haps because it is the area
about which we know the least
historically.”

What DO we know about all
this credit and the people who
use it?

Banks and other credit grant-
ers won't talk about the specif-
ic rules that determine who
gets money. Many of them use
a credit-scoring system: An ap-
plicant gets points in each of a
number of categories which dif-
fer from lender to lender. Ev-
eryone whose total score is
above a given level gets credit;
everyone who is below, is re-
jected.

“One of the main things we
look at is ability and stability
and willingness to repay the
debt,” said Thomas Chapman,
senior vice president of the
First National Bank of Atlanta.

The ideal customer for Chem-
ical, Auriemma said, is *‘some-
one who has been steadily em-
ployed in a rather secure job
who is an established credit
user and a consistent payer.

JIDDA, Saudi Arabia (AP) —
A Pakistani airliner flying Mos-
lem pilgrims home from Mecca
caught fire, exploded and
crashed shortly after taking off
early today from.Jidda, and all
157 persons aboard were be-
lieved killed, - Pakistan Inter-
national Airlines reported.

PIA officials said they did not
rule out sabotage, but PIA en-
gineers in Karachi, Pakistan,
the plane's destination, said
they believed a short circuit
caused the fire and explosion.

An airline spokesman said
the Boeing 707 crashed about 20
minutes after taking off from
wreck was about 70 miles
northeast of Jidda, in rough
and mountainous desert to the
north of Mecca, site of Islam’s
holiest shrine.

The spokesman said the
wreckage was scattered over a
three-mile area.

Saudi helicopters, carrying
civil aviation and Pakistani air-
line officials, left Jidda before
dawn for the wreckage about 15
miles north of Taif.

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) —
Raleigh police said Sunday that
they arrested three men on
gambling charges in connection
with what they said was a
$250,000-a-year sports betting
ring.

Arrested were David R.

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Crippled Farmer Raises Hogs

Joe Farmer steadied himself
on one crutch and leaned over
the fence to scratch the big hog's
back. “This is Oscar,” Joe said,
eyes twinkling and a broad grin
spreading across his face. “The
other one over there is Roger."

“We usually name them after
the man we buy boars ".om," the
38-year old Hoke County man
said. “The hogs don't seem to
mind and we never tell the peo-
ple we buy them from.”

Even when the subject of
depressed hog prices came up,
Farmer maintained the happy,
jovial mood as he showed a
visitor every nook and cranny of
his small pork production unit.

The visitor had touréd many
hog farms— most larger than
this one and some as efficient
and well run— but none whose
owner had quite the pride and
enthusiasm as Joe Farmer
showed in his.

But Joe isn’'t an ordinary
farmer— although he would pro-
bably argue the point. He is
severely crippled by cerebral
palsy. He didn't walk a step until
he was almost nine years old,
spent over a year in the Lenox
Baker Hospital in Durham in
1951 and 1952, underwent 11
operations and wore casts for 26
weeks during 1951.

“His first steps were between
two parallel bars,” said Joe's
father and farming partner, Joe
Sr. “‘He graduated from that to a
heavy brace and crutches and
then to the one crutch he uses
now."”

Joe was the 13th patient admit-
ted to the hospital which now
bears the name of the doctor who
operated on Joe and got him on
his feet.

“Dr. Baker said I was the
fightin'est patient he ever had,”
Farmer said proudly.

It was this grit and determina-
tion plus the strong support and
love his mother and father that
got Joe on his feet, allowed him
to finish high school, hold an of-
fice job briefly and to become a
hog farmer.

Joe became interested in rais-
ing hogs around 1971. “He
always felt he could do anything
anybody else could,” said his
father. “He wanted to do
something worthwhile and was
always trying. Not a day went by
that he didn't ask if he could help
me with whatever | was doing.
He couldn’t, but he never stop-

ped asking.

Phil Ricks, former Hoke Coun-
ty agricultural extension agent,
worked with Joe in getting
started with his first hogs.

“His greatest assets are his
sharp mind and his positive at-
titude,” said Ricks, who is now
on the Johnston Coumy exten-
sion staff.

It was largely through help of
Ricks and his successor in the
Hoke County office, Freddie
O'Neal, and the understanding
of a representative of the Divi-
sion of Vocational Rehabilitation
that Farmer got started.

The hog units Ricks designed
is for 50 sows, although Joe
hasn’t been higher than about 30.
He sells the pigs when they are
around 50 pounds in size, or soon
after they are weaned

“I started out with two 40-
pound gilts,” Joe explained. ““I
paid $40 apiece for them and
thought that was outrageous, but
they eventually produced 13 lit-
ters each, so I guess we got our
money out of them."

Farmer says he has sold pigs
for as much as $60 a head and as
little as $20. “It's costing us
about $30 a head to raise the pigs

Catch 50 At
Cock Fight

WILKESBORO, N.C. (AP) —
The Wilkes Coutlty Sheriff’s de-
partment arrested 50 people
Saturday night and charged
them with cock fighting.

The arrests were made about
midnight after a raid at a barn
in the Mount Pleasant commu-
nity, about seven miles west of
Wilkesboro

Sheriff Kyle Gentry said
about 25 dead roosters and sev-
eral living ones were found in
the barn, which was set up like
an arena

Because of the amount of pa-
perwork, police divided those
arrested into two groups —
those from Wilkes County and
those from elsewhere, The 33
people from outside the county
were immediately charged and
all were released after posting
$50 bail.

The people were- from Vir-
ginia, Tennessee and New
York.

The 17 Wilkes County resi-
dents will be charged today.

Geentry said the raid was con-
ducted after his department re-
ceived .a report of a disturb-
ance in the county.

to 50 pounds now.” said Joe.

“We're only getting $20 a head
for them, so we're looking for-
ward to improvement in the
market.”

The pigs are born in a small
farrowing building that Joe's
father built from a design work-
ed out by extension agent Ricks.
It incorporated features that
would allow Joe to work in it
with his physical limitations.

0'Neal, who now is in Jones
County, later worked out a flush
waste disposal system that
eliminated the most difficult job
the farmer had. ““We had to bor-
row about $1,000 to raise the
floor and put in the flush system,
but it was the best money we
ever spent,” said Joe.

The new system has paid off in
more pigs saved from each lit-
ter. Before the floor was raised
and the flush system installed,
Joe's herd averaged just over
nine pigs per litter. Under the
new system, the averaged wean-
ed litter size is 11.5, compared to
the state average of seven.

Wendell Young, Hoke County
agricultural extension chair-
man, said Joe’s was the first
flush waste system in the coun-
ty

“Freddie O'Neal worked very
hard, and a lot of it after his
regular working hours, to help
this thing work,” Young said.
“Now we're using it to
demonstrate to other small pro-
ducers what they could do with a
similar design."

Joe Farmer gives Young,
Ricks and O’Neal the credit for
helping to make him a good pork
producer. ““We couldn't have
made it without their help and

the assistantce from Vocational
Rehabilitation, " said Joe.

Young said Farmer has
become one of the strongest sup-
porters of the pork industry in
Hoke County.

“He’s interested in not just the
operation but everything that af-
fects the welfare of the in-
dustry,” said Young. “‘He goes
to educational meetings, reads
everything he can find on hogs
and calls us regularly when
questions come up.”

Despite depressed hog prices,
Farmer is planning for the
future. He and his father have a
nursery building about 70 per-
cent completed. “We don't owe a
cent on it, although we have
slowed down on it until pig prices
pick back up,” said Joe, ever the
optimist.

another hog operation,”” said ‘U

Young. ‘It has made possible for
a man to feel that he is earning
his own way in the world.
There's no substitute for that.”
O'Neal agrees. Recalling his
work with Joe, the former Hoke
extension agent said, “Joe's
smart, eager to learn and does
an exceptionally good job within
his physical limitations, and his
father picks up there and does
the rest. The most important
thing about it is that he can say,

‘I raise hogs for a living.' That's 8

pretty impressive when you
think about it.”

“I've worked with farmers
who had as much drive and
determiniation as Joe, but theirs
came from a desire to make
money. Joe's comes from a bur-
ning desire for personal achieve-
ment,"” said Ricks.
