Tax Listing Begins Tomorrow

By STUART SAVAGE
Reflector Statf Writer

Tax listing for Pitt County
property owners will begin
tomorrow, and by the end of
January, tax officials hope
that all the 57,000 abstracts
expected to be filed this year,

- will be listed.

Pitt tax supervisor Jimmie
Hardee emphasized that all
real and personal property
must be listed during the
month of January, according
to State law.

He noted that there are 15
local listing places throught
the county, which will be open
all day during the week and a
half-day on Saturdays, during
the month,

Hardee added that persons
coming to list their property
should bring their motor vehi-

cle registration cards and
their Social Security number.

The tax supervisor explain-
ed that although property is
listed during January, taxes
are not due until September 1.

According to Hardee, 15,600
individual abstracts, and
3,500 business abstracts were
mailed Monday. He explain-
ed that abstracts were mailed
to each business which listed
property in the county last
year, while individual
abstracts were mailed those
persons who requested mail
listing last year, to avoid
standing in line.

New businesses, Hardee
said, must list their real and
personal property at the

UNITED NATIONS (AP)
— The United States started
work on a resolution calling
for UN. sanctions against
Iran, apparently anticipating
that Secretary-General Kurt
Waldheim's visit to Tehran
won't secure the release of
the Americans held hostage
for 59 days.

U.S. Ambassador Donald
F. McHenry met with other
Security Couricil members
after the council approved
another US. resolution
Monday threatening the
sanctions unless Waldheim
obtains the hostages' release
by Jan. 7. The vote was 110
with the Soviet Union,
Czechoslovakia, Bangladesh
and Kuwait abstaining.

Waldheim was arriving in
Tehran today and was ex-
pected to meet with Iranian
Foreign Minister Sadegh
Ghotbzadeh. But Ghotbzadeh
already had said the
secretary-general was
coming to hear Iran's side of
the crisis with the United
States, not to negotiate for the
release.of the hostages.

Iranian Demonstrators

TEHRAN, Iran (AP) — As
many as 10,000 demon-
strators marched on the
Soviet Embassy today, tore
down and burned the
Russians’ flag and replaced it
with an Islamic banner to
protest the communists in-
vasion of Afghanistan. They
also labeled Soviet leader
Leonid I. Brezhnev a mad-
man, but were driven away
by revolutionary guardsmen
who fired automatic rifles
over their heads.

Another 5,000 protesters
demonstrated and burned a
Soviet flag in Mashad, in
eastern Iran near the Afghan
" border, the official Pars news
agency reported. It said both
the Tehran and Mashad
groups were made up of
Afghan residents of Iran.

Close to 100 of the Tehran
demonstrators, who were led
by Moslem clergymen from
Afghanistan, stepped inside
the embassy gate and read a
statement condemning the
Soviet for its invasion last
week of Afghanistan. The
invasion put a new Soviet

puppet in power in Kabul then
broadened into an attack
upon the  20-month-old
Moslem  revolt
Afghanistan's
government.

The mob approached from
the direction of Tehran
University, where it repor-
tedly assembled, and after
leaving the walled Soviet
compound went to protest in
front of the occupied U.S.
Embassy.

The marchers chanted,
“Down With US." and
U.S.S.R. Plots!"” “Americans
and the Soviet Union are the
Enemies of our People,”
““The Hammer and Sickle and
the Red Star are No Longer
Effective and the Mad
Brezhnev Doesn't Know It."

UN's Waldheim
Arrives In Iran

TEHRAN, Iran (AP) —
U.N. Secretary-General Kurt
Waldheim arrived in Iran
today, seeking to defuse the
U.S.-Iranian crisis.

Iranian officals said in
advance that his visit will be
purely a fact-finding mission.
But the U.N. Security Council
hopes he will be able to
negotiate the release of
American hostages held
inside the US. Embassy
since Nov 4.

He was met by Foreign
Minister Sadegh Ghotbzadeh,
but said he was not sure if he
would meet with
revolutionary leader

Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini.

Americans in it on Nov. 4 also
rejected Waldheim as a
negotiator, said they would
not meet with him unless
Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini
told them to and declared
they would not, “under any
circumstances, allow
Waldheim to come visit the
hostages."

Earlier the  students
reiterated their stand, from
which they have never
wavered, that they would
only release the hostages
when the United States
delivered Shah Mohammad
Reza Pahlavi to Iran for trial,

Waldheim told reporters as
he left New York: “There is
enough reason to hope that
the new year will bring the
release of the hostages.” He
added that he was ‘“very
encouraged’.by some reports
that he would meet with
Khomeini, the leader of the
Iranian revolution. But he
cautioned: “This mission will
not solve the whole problem.”

Secretary of State Cyrus R.
Vance, who cast America's
vote at the council session,
said he joined ‘“with

everybody else in wishing the

secretary-general good
fortune. We all hope and pray

~that he will have a fruitful

trip.”” But McHenry began
work with other council

members on a resolution for
the Jan. 7 meeting calling on
all UN. members to stop all
exports to Iran except food
and medicine. Imports of
Iranian oil also would be
exempted from the embargo.

The resolution adopted
Monday called on Waldheim
- to intensify his efforts to gain
the hostages' release and for
the council to meet again Jan.
7 to adopt ‘“effective
measures under Articles 39
and 41" of the U.N. charter if
the Americans were not
freed.

Soviet Ambassador Oleg A.
Troyanovsky  said  his
government abstained on the
vote because the hostage
issue was a bilateral, US.-
Iranian problem that was not
a threat to peace and did not
fall under'the U.N. Charter's
provision for sanctions. He
said the council, which first
called for the release of the
captives on Dec. 4, should
seek ways of easing tension
between the two countries.

The guardsmen forced the
demonstrators back outside
the gates after they read their
statement, but another wave
of demonstrators attempted
to force its way inside.

The demonstrators then
lowered the Soviet flag
outside the embassy, burned
it, and in its placed raised a
banner bearing the Islamic
slogan, “There is no God but
Allah.”

By late afternoon, the 400-foot
barge was bent in the middle
from the pounding of the 15-foot
surf, and some of the 38,000
pounds of explosives had
washed ashore, But three con-
tainers containing a total of 35
tons of liquid chlorine gas were
still aboard, the Coast Guard
reported.

The gas was contained in 35
steel cylinders and the ex-
plosives — nitrocarbonitrate —
were considered “very difficult
to to detonate,” a Coast Guard
spokesman said.

Also reported aboard were
several containers of corro-
sives, including potassium
hydroxide, sodium hydroxide
and hydrofluoric acid. San
Francisco Fire Chief Andrew
Casper said the combination of
chemicals in the cargo “‘could
cause an explosion.”

Three tugboats, helicopters
and a lifeboat were sent out to
the scene along with salvage
experts, but efforts to retrieve
the cargo or attach a tow line
to the barge were postponed
until today because of the dan-
gerously high seas.

Pilot
Defects

TAIPEI, Taiwan (AP) — A
mainland Chinese airline pilot
defected to protest the estab-
lishment of U.S.-Chinese diplo-
matic relations, the official
Central News Agency reported
today, the first anniversary of
Washington-Peking ties.

The agency said Chung
Shung-hung, 31, defected in
Hong Kong Dec. 6 and was
brought to Taiwan by The Free
China Relief Association, which
has a branch in the British col-
ony.

China has a commercial air-
line service linking Hong Kong
and the southern chinese city of
Canton. The agency said Chung
left his wife, two children and
parents behind on the China

When In doubt about any travel ar-
rangements, be sure to call your travel

stitches and rows in proper se-
quence. I have often found it
helpful to write, in large letters,
the directions for each row on a
separate index card.

Clip them together, in proper
order, with a paper clip. When
one row is completed, the card
for that row is placed at the bot-
tom of the stack. Continue
rotating cards in this way and
you will always know where you
are.

Pattern stitches are always
worked on a certain multiple of
stitches; this means the
specified number of stitches
needed to complete one repeat of
the pattern stitch. If you see a
phrase such as “multiple of six
plus four,” you would cast on
any number of stitches evenly
divisible by six and then add four
additional stitches to this total.

Even though your instructions
will tell you exactly how many
stitches to cast on, this informa-
tion on multiple of stitches is fre-
quently given to enable you to
make a sample swatch or to aid
you if you are making a garment
smaller or larger than the sizes
listed.

Often you will see certain in-
structions between a pair of
asterisks. You are to repeat the

Dry Clothes
Correctly

Drying clothes right is nearly
as important as getting them
clean. Clothes need room to tum-
ble say NCSU agricultural ex-
tension specialists. They need
the space to help them dry more
quickly and prevent wrinkles.

Be careful not to overdry
fabrics, they warn. The result
can be wrinkling, harshness and
in some cases, shrinkage. Over-
drying also wastes energy. Some
items are best removed with a
trace of moisture still in them
such as corduroys, quiled
fabrics or knits,

Always remove garments as
soon as the dryer stops, especial-
ly permanent press and syn-
thetic items to prevent wrinkl-
ing. Turn the pockets of heavy
garments inside out for faster
drying. Remember to close zip-
pers and fasten hooks and eyes
to prevent snagging.

Some things, such as
draperies, rugs, pillows, woolens
and knits may require special
care. Check their labels to be
sure they are machine dryable.

steps listed between the
asterisks all across the row, or to
within a specified number of stit-
ches from the end of the row.

Let's suppose you are working
on 25 stitches and your instruc-
tions read: Purl 1, knit 3, *purl 2,
knit 3* four times, ending purl 1.
So you would purl 1, knit 3,
repeat the steps between
asterisks four times, ending the
row with one purl stitch.

Sometimes you will also see
certain instructions in paren-
theses, such as: Knit 3, (purl 1,
knit 1, purl 1) three times, knit 1.
This means that, for each pat-
tern repeat, you would knit three
stitches, repeat the steps within
parentheses three times and
then knit 1.

1f you would try this out, you
would see that there are 13 stit-
ches involved in" one pattern
repeat, so, in this instance, your
“multiple of stitches” is 13.

The asterisks and parentheses
serve two purposes. First, they
conserve space. Knitting and
crochet instructions would be
much longer if these were not us-
ed. More importantly, however,
they are actually easier to follow
than the more lengthy instruc-
tions would be

In a very involved pattern
stitch, I might place markers on
the needle before the first stitch
described after the asterisks and
after the last stitch in this group.
This tells me at a glance that
when I reach.a marker, I am to
refer back to the first asterisk.

The tax deadline may seem
a long way off, but it's not too
early to start thinking about
Yyour return — particularly if
you expect a refund.

The first thing to decide is
whether you want to prepare
your own return. The Internal
Revenue Service regularly
reviews the forms in an effort
to make them easier to un-
dersfand, but studies show
that many people still find the
paperwork too confusing.

If your financial life is
relatively simple — if most of
your income, for example,
comes from wages and the
tax has been withheld by your
employer — you should be

able to handle the job your- -

self.

If, however, you have
complicated money matters
by making a major purchase
like a house or by getting
married or divorced, you
probably need help. (If you
itemize deductions, the cost
of the help usually can be
deducted on the 1980 return
you file in 1981.) ‘

There are several sources
of aid, including the IRS it-
self. You can call one qf
almost 60 toll-free IRS
telephone numbers or visit
one of the nearly 1.000 agency
offices. There is no charge.

There is no guarantee that
the answers you get from the
IRS will be correct.

The Congress
shall not pass, and the Presi-
dent shall not sign, any ap-
propriation bill which would
cause the total expenditures
for any year to exceed the ex-
penditures in the budget for
such year.,

“2) The receipts in any
year shall not exceed, as a
proportion of the national in-
come, that collected in ac-
cordance with this section in
the prior year, unless a bill
directed solely to approving a
specific increase in such pro-
portion has been passed by
each house of the Congress by
roll-call vote and such bill has
become law.

“3) The Congress may
waive the provisions of Sec-
tion One with respect to any
single year in which a
declaration of war is in effect.

““4) Terms used in this arti-
cle shall be construed in ac-
cordance with their meaning
on the date on which this arti-
cle was submitted to the
States for ratification.

*'5) This article shall take
effect/on the first day of
January of the second calen-
dar year beginning after its
ratification.”

There is this to be said for
the draft, that its provisions
are shorter, simpler and
more  constitutional than
most of the balanced-budget
resolutions that have been ad-
vanced in recent years, But
with deference to the spon-
sors, some serious reserva-
tions have to be voiced.

They reason that if Reagan
and his fellow runners jog none
too well in New Hampshire and
the other early primaries, if it
appears that none of the
announced is managing to grab
a big enough lead to unify the
party, then Ford may offer
himself.

For a cornerstone of Ford's
political life has been the belief
that unless the numerically
inferior GOP is absolutely
unified, it has no chance
against the Democrats.

It is not without -importance,
too, that Ford wants the
Republican candidate to be
enogh in the middle to
gmbrace both independents and
Democrats as well.

Ford says in his memoirs he
regrets not having chosen his
late vice president, Nelson
Rockefeller, as his 1976 running
mate. Ford found himself miore
than 30 percentage - points
behind 1976 Democratic no-
minee Jimmy Carter in public
opinion polls at convention
time.

Ford, who chose Sen. Robert
Dole to please Reagan's GOP
right wing, finished just a point
or so behind in November.
Perhaps Rockefeller would
have made the difference.

Ford supporters see, if
Reagan wins the nomination in
1980, an election result similar
to 1964 when Sen. Barry
Goldwater failed to attract
meaningful amounts of Demo-
crats and independents and lost
horrendously to Lyndon John-
son

Ford publicly and privately
plays no favorite in preliminary
GOP infighting.

Certified ~ public  ac-
countants — CPAs — have
the most training and un-
dergo the strictest testing.
They are more expensive
than tax services, with fees
running anywhere from $25
an hour on up, but you may
find them worth the price if
you have a particularly
complex return. Unlike
commercial tax preparers,
CPAs are -allowed fo

represent you before the
Internal Revenue Service.

By law, anyone who
prepares your return for you
must give you a completed
copy of the return. He — or
she — also must keep, for
three years, copies of all
returns or a list of taxpayers
for whom returns were
prepared. The copies or list
must be available for IRS
inspection. The preparer ¢
must sign all returns and |
must include on each one his !
identification number or that
of his employer.

Beware of any tax preparer
who guarantees you a refund
in advance, suggests that you
lie on your return, or tells you
to sign a partially completed
form. Be careful, too, of
someone who offers you an
“instant” refund; it is usually
‘nothing more than a loan and
you have to pay interest on it

“There’s a saying in the in-
dustry that sales will continue
to rise as long as the cities
keep growing and the trains
keep running,” said Ryoichi
Kurosaki, a senior employee of
central Tokyo’s Yaesu Boi Cen-
ter, possibly the world’s largest
bookstore under one roof.

However, the commuters who
straphang with one hand and
hold a book in the other are
only a small segment of a pub-
lic that devours everything
from  harum-scarum comic
books to translations of such
heavy imports as economist
John Kenneth Galbraith's “Age
of Uncertainty.” »

Priced at the equivalent of
$10 — about average for a new
book here — Galbraith's effort
sold 400,000 copies. That's only
middling good in a country
where, according to Masaaki
Shigehisa, director of the Book
Publishers Association, many
best sellers easily top the mil-
lion mark.

Forecast For
N.C. Economy

RALEIGH, NC. (AP): —
North Carolina’s economic
growth may slow some during
the new decade but it should
grow faster than that of the na-
tion as a whole, a state projec-
tion concludes. -

The projection, prepared by
gubernatorial economic adviser
Kenneth E. Flynt, states that,
despite important economic im-
provements, North Carolina
probably will retain its image
as a low-wage state.

Summarizing, Flynt said “‘the
energy situation here is going
to be severe. But we're not at a
relative disadvantage. We're no
worse than the rest of the na-
tion in terms of energy supply.

“I think clearly our produc-
tivity is going to be better. And
we'll have an improved mix of

Above-average growth will
occur in the metals, rubber and
furniture industries, Flynt said,
and “dynamic” growth is ex-
pected in chemicals and ma-
chinery — both fairly high-
wage industries.

As for wages, Flynt projected
small growth if any. North
Carolina's average manufac-
turing wage in September was
$5 an hour, or about 75 percent
of the national average. Flynt
said he does not expect it to top
80 percent by 1990.

He noted that the state’s pop-
ulation is expected to grow
about 1.3'percent a year, just
below the 14 percent growth
annually = dusing the  1970s.
Growth of the'labor force and
employment also will decline as
the population grows older, he
said.

Fewer people could be ex-
pected to enter the job market
and, Flynt said, “It'll give us a
more productive work force.
And because you don't have as
rapid an influx of people, you
don’t have to do as much train-
ing.”

Flynt predicted that produc-
tivity will grow 2.6 percent a
year nationally and by 3.1 per-
cent in the state.

‘Pope Paul Warns Of
Nuciear War Dangers

VATICAN CITY (AP) —
Pope John Paul II, celebrating
the Roman Catholic Church’s
world day of peace, said today
that people around the world
must be made aware of “the
terrible consequences of a nu-
clear war.”

“War is always made to kill,
it's against humanity .. The
people must be told of the ter-
rible nightmare a nuclear war
can bring," the 59-year-old pon-
tiff said in his homily during
New Year's Mass at St. Peter’s

* Basilica. More than 20,000 faith-

ful, pilgrims and diplomats at-
tended the service.

Quoting from a report pre-
sented to him by an uniden-
tified panel of scientists, John
Paul said a nuclear war can
wipe out, “by direct or delayed
action of explosions,” 50 to 200
million people and cause *‘dan-
gerous genetic mutations.”

“Nuclear war will cause a
drastic reduction in food re-
sources, spreading radioactive
residue over areas of arable
land and bring about substan-
tial alterations in the atmos-
phere’s ozone layer, exposing
man to great unknown perils,”
the pope said quoting the scien-
tists.

In his strongest criticism yet

over recent moves to deploy
advanced nuclear missiles in
Europe, the pope said the “pil-
ing up of many means of de-
struction has forced the people
to look toward the future with
anxiety.”

‘“They (means of destruction)
could destroy the fruits of this
rich civilization.. levelling cities
and villages to a pile of
rubble,” John Paul said. g

Later, addressing a crowd es-

timated at 35,000 gathered in

St. Peter's Square, the pope
said peace can be achieved
only through “fruth.”

$19 Million Suit

MANTEO, N.C. (AP) — A group of Dare County residents
have filed a §19 million lawsuit in Dare County Superior Court
against the International Paper Co. and Johns-Manville Corp,

The class-action suit was filed by the Colington Harbour
Asspciation of Kill Devil Hills on behalf of 575 residents of the
private Albemarle Sound development near Kill Devil Hills.

The suit alleges excessive deterioration of concrete seawalls
that line the development's canals.

The residents say International Paper and two subsidiaries
that developed the subdivision agreed to pay repairs and costs

for failures of the seawalls.

But the suit says that in August 1978 the company told the
residents that the costs were the responsibility of the makers
and sellers of the seawall materials — Johns-Manville and two

of its subsidiaries.

The suit further alleges that in December 1978 Johns-
Manville blamed seawall deterioraton on faulty design and
installation by the development's builders.

Officials at International Paper declined to coment on the
suit and officials at Johns-Manville could not be reached for

comment.

The residents are seeking about $9 million to replace the
seeawalls and another $9.5 million to cover other alleged
damage to property and the environment.

No hearing date has been set.

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Just Following Same Course As

Special

NEW YORK (UPI) — When
Ayatollah Khomeini and his
Iranian followers try to use
American television for their
own ends, they are following in
the footsteps of a long line of
American special interest
gmups,

That’s the view shared by the
presidents of the three network
news départments. And they
tend to believe the American
viewing public is sufficiently
sophisticated to realize this and
interpret news reports accor-
dingly.

“Are we being used?” Bill
Leonard, president of CBS
News, repeating the inter-
viewer’s question. “The answer
is that people are always trying
to use us. People were trying to
use us about Vietnam, the civil
rights people werk trying to use
us, the politicians to use us
all the time. \

“Being used is par of the
business of the journalist,
whether it's print, radio or
television. It's our job to make
sure the Amefican people
understand the motivations and
special interests of people all
over the world and in all kinds
of situation.”

There have been continuing
rumbles from Washington that
the Iranians were ‘“using”
American television, particular-
ly in the interviews given by
Khomeini several weeks ago,
and when NBC broadcast an
interview with a Marine corpor-
al hostage on Dec. 10 which
included a statement by an
Iranian revolutionary. ABC and
CBS had turned down hostage
interview proposals because of
conditions imposed that would
have restricted their editorial
control.

“Everyone tries to use us,”
said Bill Small, president of
NBC News. ‘“The president,
politicians, do-gooders, people
with a cause. Everyone has a
right totry.

“That doesn’t mean they'll
succeed. Americans are not
stupid. They can make judg-
ments for themselves when
they know all the circumstan-
ces."

On the specific question of
the hostage interview, Small
defended NBC’s decision by
saying, “We know a helluva a
lot more today than we did
before the interview about the
condition of the hostages.”

The friction between govern-
ment and television probably
will worsen in coming years, as
foreign interests become in-
creasingly adept in attempts to
bypass diplomatic channels by
using television as a communi-
cations and propaganda plat-
form. That was obvious in the
response of Roone Arledge,
president of ABC News.

““The government is confusing
functions,” Arledge said. “It's
unfortunate that the State
Department has_not been able
to establish diplomatic contacts
with the Iranian authorities, but
that doesn’t make our responsi-
bility to report the news any
less pressing or adverse to the
national interest.

“There was criticism of
television along this line to
some degree during the Viet-
nam war, and there was
concern about the role of
television in Mideast diplomacy
during the Sadat-Begin mee-
tings. It certainly does seem
there is a deeper commitment
to try to use the American

Better Rating
Is More Likely

NEW YORK (UPI) — News-
papers are more likely than
television to get a positive
rating from women on how they
portray women in articles and
advertisements. Forty-six per-
cent of the working women and
51 percent of the non-working
women questioned in a study by
the Newspaper Advertising
Bureau, Inc. said they ap-
proved of newspaper ads and
articles, compared with 36
percent and 23 percent who did
not.

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Home Computers Can Be Csﬂ!_,_As A Rule

HONG KONG (UPI) — A few
years back, just having your
passport stamped with a
Chinese visa was fuel enough
for several letters, not to
mention extra mileage on the
cocktail circuit.

But nowadays the Chinese
are rapidly expanding their
tourist industry to earn more
hard currency from their
“foreign friends.”

Spending Limit Proponents
Have Sighted InOn 21 States

NEW YORK (UPI) — Volun-
teer inflation fighters, cheered
by voters’ approval of amend-
ments < limiting spending in
California and Washington, plan
to push harder for limits on
both spending and taxing power
in a number of states.

“In the 10 years before the
amendment, state and local
taxes in Michigan increased
twice as fast as the people’s
ability to pay,” Headlee said.
In one*year the amendment has
catised rollbacks of between $40
million and $50 million in local
taxes, he said, citing tax cuts in
70 percent of the state’s
coumnties, 74 percent of the
school " districts, 72 percent of
the townships and villages and
42 percent of the cities.

California has had large
reciuctions in taxes since the

Jarvis amendment, also known

as Proposition 13, was passed
Iwo years ago limiting the
amounts that could be collec-
ted. This year the voters passed
Propesition 4, which puts limits
on spending.

Mound believes similar re-
sults can be obtained without
constitutional amendments in
the 21 states that have
provisions for initiative and
referendum.issues on the ballot.

His association has formulat-

ed a tax-limiting initiative
called National Proposition
One. It is designed to roll up an
avalanche of votes to convince
politicians that unless they cut
expenditures by 1 percent
immediately and at a com-
poinded rate of 2 percent
annually for four years, it will
be an odds-on gamble they will
be defeated when they come up
forr re-election.

Arthur Milton said, however,
“the politicians must be made
to see that the American public
is getting fed up with continued
high spending and inflation and
is beginning to wonder if
professional politicians and
professional civil servants come
remotely near being worth
what they cost,”

Milton also said he now
believes inflation is the biggest
reason the crime rate keeps
going up in so much of the
country. “It makes people feel
hopeless. Desperation drives
them to chicanery and theft
and then to violence,” he said.

With inflation running at 13
percent and the interest rate
for prime business loans at a
record 15% percent, public
debate over the cause and cure
of inflation has reached fever-
ish pitch. .

While the government usually
is cast as the villain, a panel of
academic: and government ex-
perts, meeting recently at
Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, said the over-
cautious psychology of modern
business deserves some of the
blame.

The panelists, who included
Sen. Adlai Stevenson, D.-IIL,
chairman of the Senate science
committee, and his House
counterpart, Rep. George

Brown, Jr., of California, said
large mergers and other
measures and policies designed
to reduce the risk element in
business, also stifle innovation
and result in an overall drop in
productivity and this fuels
inflation to a much greater
degree than usually is realized.

The protectionist psychology
of some segments of business
and agriculture also is coming
in for criticism on the ground
that it aggravates inflation by
reducing competition.

The Carter Administration
won considerable praise from
anti-inflation  activists (and
others) for turning down the
efforts of Florida growers of
tomatoes and other vegetables
to get price protection against
imported Mexican produce. The
same consumerists and anti-
inflation activists praised the
House of Representatives for
defeating the domestic sugar
growers' efforts to raise sup-
port prices,

Even the hospitals have come

in for criticism. The hospital |ter

industry has vigorously opposed
the effort of the House Ways
and Means Committee to limit
hospital cost increases this year
to 11.6 percent, claiming it is
too much below the general
inflation level.

But backers of President
Carter’s hospital cost contain-
ment bill say hospital charges
have gone up four percentage
points more than their real
costs for maintaining existing
services. In an editorial, The
New York Times called the
hospital cost containment bill
““the test of how much Congress
really cares about inflation."

Transplant Imports
Must Be Certified

RALEIGH — Farmers who in-
tend to import tobacco
transplants for the 1980 growing
season should understand the
real intent of the Tobacco Plant
Regulation, said Agriculture
Commissioner James A.
Graham recently.

Graham explained that the
regulation administered, by the
N. C. Department of
Agriculture’s pesticide and plant
protection division, was design-
ed to insure farmers that plants
from other states are free from
insects and injurious diseases.
“Under the import system,
plants must be certified in the
state of origin to meet North
Carolina requirements,” he
stated.

‘“However, the Tobacco Plant
Regulation does not contain
standards as to size and color of
transplants. It's up to the buyer
to determine that plants are the
size and color he wants before he
purchases them.

“If buyers have questions con-
cerning the correct count on
tobacco plants as represented on
the crates or invoice,” said
Graham, “they should call or
write the Consumer Standards
Division, North Carolina Depart-

ment of Agriculture, Raleigh, N.
C. 27611, (919) 733-3313.”

NCDA plant pathologist, Dr.
Neil A. Lapp, added that N. C.
farmers who are corisidering
plants from Georgia should be
awareof their new procedures.
“‘Georgia will require a
minimum 10-day period between
receiving requests for plant
from N. C. farmers and cer-
tification of these plants so
farmers are advised to submit
their orders as soon as possi-
ble,” Lapp said. “This will allow
Georgia to adequately inspect
plants to insure that they meet
our standards. Second, Georgia
plant growers will be charged an
inspection fee which might be
passed on to farmers buying
plants.”

Permit applications may be
obtained from the pesticide and
plant protection division, N. C.
Department of Agrigulture, Box
27647, Raleigh, N. C. 27611.

Graham stressed that the best
way to protect North Carolina
tobacco from conditions such as
black shank, Granville wilt,

. Fusarium wilt, virus diseases,

and nematodes is for farmers to
grow their own plants or to buy
locally.

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Oldtime Guide Reveals Some Strong Opinions

CHEYENNNE, Wyo. (UPD
— Joe Back. old-time guide,
outfitter, former cowboy and
hater of cities. is a man of
entertaining prejudices.

He's 80 now ause  of
arthritis, he walks withl the help
of a crutch. He has a plastic
hip and somewhere inside his
leg there is a steel pin. 4

Back lives with his wife,
Mary, in a wonderfully clut-
tered cabin on the north bank
of the Wind River. I recently
dropped in on him.

Back's strong opinjons leak
from him despite his best
efforts. The word “dude,” for

knows he probably should have
said “hunter.”

Joe Back is one of the last of
the old western hunting guides
— men who. in the first half of
the' century, led the eastern
gentry through high' country
timber and meadow in search of
trophy elk or deer. What made
him different from hiS, con-
temporaries is that he‘shared his
knowledge in a book which ims
become the definitive volumé on
horse packing. *'Horses, Hitches
and Rocky Trails.”

The 115-page work. which he
began after retiring at 60, has
been in print for two decades.
It .has sold more than 40,000

And Back is a sculptor. He
has sold bronzes for as high as
$9000. He did his own
illustrations for “Horses Hitch-
es” and his two fiction works,
“Mooching Moose and Mum-

bling Men" and “Suckers
Teeth.”
Getting him to lell about it
was tough

“I'm so damned tired of
people asking me this “stuff I
Just say to hell with it."”" he said
at one point, eyeing my tape
recorder. “I'm tired of talk-
ing."

Our interview was peppered
with uncomfortable pauses as I
searched for questions that
would call forth his memories.

But in reading back over it, |
discovered it was a good talk
despite Joe’s reticence.

Back has the engaging
shyness of a man who has done
his work well and prefers to
keep it to himself. He finally
brightened only because the
conversation turned from his
own exploits to writing in
general,

He began asking such ques-
tions: “What is a writer?”
*“What is an author?”

When I had no ready answer
there was quick laughter, a
slap of his palm on the table.

“I've had several people
who've read my books and

he's just a talker who puts it
down on paper,” he said. “You
can take your choice.

“I don’t claim to be a writer,

but I've written ‘Horses Hitch--

es' and ‘Suckers Teeth’ and
‘Mooching Moose’ and they pay
money for them and I'm
delighted they do because I'm
willing to have them printed
and take their money.

“There's a fellow over here
and he’s 72 or 3 and he's got
more degrees than a dog's got
fleas, and he’s a nice gyy and
he’s never made a living at
anything that I know of because
his folks have furnished him
with money, but he told me

writes them. Now I treasure
that more than anything I ever
heard.”

Back has had little time in
his life for a formal education.
He came to Wyoming at age 16
and began work as a cowboy
and hunting guide. His books
are filled with the loose
grammar of the isolated small
town.

But he forges along in the
manner of the unselfconscious
storyteller. Despite his use of
musty terms such as “palaver”
(confer with), “mug” (face) or
“‘cayuse’ (roguish horse), there
is a natural rhythm to his
prose. The message of “‘Horses

- too civilized,”

“I'm just writing here what
can happen to you if you get
