The theme was ‘‘unity”,
and if the more than 700
persons — a standing-room
only crowd — who attended
the First Congressional Dis-
trict Democratic Rally here
last night displayed any-
thing, it was a unified
movement against all but
Democratic Party can-
didates on the November 4,

election ballot.

Gov. Jim Hunt was the
principal speaker at the
rally, which North Carolina
Secretary of State Thad Eure
said was the largest con-
gressional district rally he
had ever seen.

“For more than 50 years
I've been going to rallies,”
Eure noted. “This is the
largest district rally we've
ever seen.”

Eure, the dean of
Secretaries of State in the
nation, who calls himself,

“the oldest rat in the Demo-
cratic barn,” said since he
has been in the post, he has
traveled 15,000 miles to and
from his Hertford County
home to vote. “I've never
missed one,”” he emphasized.

“I was serving my first
term as secretary of state
when Hunt was born,” he
noted, adding that he has
maintained an office in the
State’s capital building,
“longer than anyone else in
history.”

Eure, elected to the office
in the November 3, 1936
election, said, “let's all go to
the polls and carry our
neighbors and friends...and
wash 'em (all but Demo-
crats) out. The sorriest
Democrat in the State can
administer government bet-
ter than the best Re-
publican.”

“We care about our senior
citizens in North Carolina,”
Hunt emphasized, pointing
out programs that his ad-
ministration has started to
help the 800,000 older resi-
dents of the state, such as the
Division on Aging, the
Homestead Exemption Act
which gives senior citizens
tax relief on their homes, and
the Home Health Care and
Chore Service programs
which helps the aged remain
in their homes, rather than
have to be moved to other
facilities such as rest or
nursing homes.

“One of the most impor-
tant things to do,” Hunt
emphasized, is to, “‘continue
that progress,” suggesting
programs which might bring
more economic security for
the aged, and more, “pro-
tection against crime,” by
making it a felony to cause
serious injury to persons 60
or older.

Saying that the most pro-
gress during the past four
years has been in providing
new jobs for the residents of
the state, and improvements
in public school education,
other progress has come in
the field of energy and the
reduction of crime, although
more still needs to be ac-
complished.

Speaking on behalf of Sen.
Robert Morgan, Hunt said
that the Morgan campaign
has raised $381,000 so far,
“about all," from North Car-
olina residents, while his
Republican opponent John
East has received $742,000,
most of which has come from

‘WASHINGTON (AP) — In

a report that could signal an
end to the 1980 recession, the
Commerce Department said
today that the U.S. economy
grew at a 1 percent annual
rate in the third quarter due
chiefly to a sharp rebound in
personal spending.

A preliminary report
showed the inflation-adjusted
value of all goods and
services — the real gross
national product — roselby
$3.5 billion during the July-
September period to an an-
nual rate of $1.41 trillion. The
annual rate is determined by
projecting the change in one
quarter over a full 12
months.

Before adjusting for infla-
tion, GNP rose 10.2 percent
during the quarter, to §2.58
trillion.

The third-quarter perfor-
mance contrasted with the
record 9.6 percent decline in
real GNP in the second
quarter. The Commerce
Department said the
turnaround was caused by a
3.7 percent, or $91 billion,
increase in final sales after a
102 percent decline during
the previous three months.

Personal spending, which
had fallen $2.9 billion in the
second quarter, rose $55.2
billion in the third. A key
factor in that increase was
higher automobile sales,
which raised the purchase of
durable goods by $24.5 billion
in the third quarter after a
decline in the second.

After-tax personal income
rose $51.6 billion during the
quarter and spending was up
$54.7 billion. Savings as a
portion of personal income

dropped from 4.9 percent in
the second quarter to 4.6
percent in the third.

Business investment rose
$3.2 billion in the third
quarter after a $4.4 billion
plunge in the second three
months of the year.

The Commerce Depart-
ment’s measure of inflation,
called the GNP deflator,
showed the price spiral
slowed in the third quarter
The deflator indicated prices
rose by 9.1 percent in the
third quarter compared with
10.7 percent in the second

Today's report indicated
that by one popular defini-
tion, there was no 1980 re-
cession at all — simply
because the downturn was
limited to one calendar
quarter.

The popular definition of
recession is two consecutive
quarters of GNP decline
Statisticians say the
economy began sliding in
January or February, but the
first quarter still registered
an overall growth rate of 1.2
percent.

That was followed, howev-
er, by the worst quarter in
history — an annual rate of
decline of 9.6 percent in
economic output from April
to June

That plunge, concentrated
in the construction and
automobile industries, re-
sulted in unemployment of
7.5 percent to 78 percent
from May to September, a
steep decline in industrial
production, a drop in retail
sales and the worst slide in
corporate profits in five
years.

More signs of a recovery
were reported by the gov-
ernment Thursday.

Iran Claims Its
Forces Relaxed

Grip On Abadan

BASRA, Iraq (AP) — Iran

claimed today its forces
pushed Iragi troops back
from the embattled oil re-
finery center of Abadan and
reported hand-to-hand fight-
ing in the besieged port city
of Khorramshahr. Iraq
claimed 256 Iranian soldiers
killed on its 300-mile invasion
front inside Iranin 12 hours.

Iraq also offered to cease
fire on its terms, but Iran's
prime minister rejected the
idea and flew into New York
to address the U.N. Security
Council this afternoon on
““Iraq’s aggression.”

An [ranian official in
Tehran denied there was any
deal being discussed the re-
lease of the 52 American
hostages in exchange for
spare parts for American-
made military equipment.

Tehran Radio broadeast a
dispatch by by the Pars news
agency from Abadan claim-
ing Iranian troops had forced
Iraqi soldiers to withdraw up
to 19 miles from the city.
There was no independent
confirmation of the claim.
Iran also said its planes shot
‘down two Iragi MiGs in a
dogfight over Irag, without
saying where the action oc-
curred.

The Iragi command said
Iranian jets attacked the

Kurdish towns of Sul-
eimanieh and Penjaw in
northern Iraq, killing four
civilians and wounding four
It said one Iranian jet was
shot down in the southern
sector of the war front near
the Abadan-Khorramshahr
area.

The command said in ad-
dition to the 256 Iranian
soldiers killed, 35 were taken
prisoner in 12 hours of fight-
ing Thursday night and early
today along Iraqg’s invasion
front in western and south-
western Iran. It said Iraqi
forces suffered 18 killed.

The Iranian command said
its forces killed 100 Iragi
soldiers in the central and
northern sectors of the in-
vasion line, and that
hand-to-hand fighting raged
in Khorramshahr at the
southern end of the front on
the Shatt al-Arab estuary,
the strategic border
waterway used by both Iran
and Iraq to ship oil out.

Iran’'s official Pars news
agency said “the invading
infidels have not succeeded
in taking over the city of
Khorramshahr” and that
they suffered heavy
casualties in street fighting
against naval commandos
and townspeople. A number
of Iranians have been killed,
Pars added, without giving
figures.

Shook Hands And
Began Sparring

President Carter and
Ronald Reagan shook hands
and then came out — well, if
not fighting — at least jab-
bing verbally

The two men met Thurs-
day night for the first time
since the presidential cam-
paign began. The scene was
a charity dinner in New York
at which serious political
speeches are traditionally
put aside in favor of humor,
but both Carter and Reagan
managed to get in at least
one undercut at his opponent

Across the continent in
Santa Barbara, Calif, in-
dependent candidate John
Anderson continued to
maintain that despite his
poor showing in public opi-
nion polls he could still win
the presidency

“There's going to be a
surprise on the fourth of
November when the results
come in,"" Anderson said
Thursday. “When the last
vote is counted, I'm going to
win."”

Reagan picked up the en-
dorsement of two well-known
black leaders, meanwhile,
and Carter's camp dis-
avowed a statement by
another black, former UN.
Ambassador Andrew Young,
that Reagan's rhetoric
means “it's going to be all
right to kill niggers when
he’s president.”

Today, Reagan is meeting
with Mayor Ed Koch for a
briefing on New York's
needs, and Carter is back at
the White House. Anderson is
campaigning in California.

workers a 9.1 percent pay
raise.

The pay increases Carter
approved by executive order
on Thursday affect about 14
million white-collar workers
and 700,000 blue-collar
employees

The increases are retroac-
tive to Oct. 1. the start of the
federal fiscal vear. Carter
had originally planned to
give the workers only a 6.2
percent pav hike this vear.

Designer Plans Party Ahead

When interior designers
give charming parties I've
heard guests say, “It's so
easy for them. They're
always creating attractive
seltings.”

Well, it's not quite so easy
as it may seem. What helps
them keep their cool and
makes their parties pleasant
for their guests is the one
trait they have in common:
They’re wizards at planning
— each in his or her own
way.

For example, interior de-
signer Jessie Druss who
works full-time in the New
York City area, says: “My
secret is to plan my menu
around some dishes that I
can make two or three weeks
before the party, dishes I can
freeze and that reheat well.”
Mrs. Druss makes these
from scratch because she
always uses fresh foods.

“I have my dinner parties
on Saturday nights. That
gives me a free day to do
last-minute preparation. And
to set the table. For the
dining-table centerpiece 1|
have my ‘trademark.’ Qver
the years I've collected a
large number of crystal
candlesticks and 1 choose
among them for each party,
arranging them with colored
candles in different ways. Or
my centerpiece is fresh flow-
ers from my garden in a low
bowl.

““My husband helps
enormously by doing all the
party shopping. He buys the
foods necessary for the dis-
hes I prepare ahead and also
the necessary last-minute
shopping.”

As you'd expect, Mrs.
Druss enjoys presenting food
attractively.

At a recent dinner party
her menu was stuffed
chicken breasts, carrot loaf,
fresh green peas, tossed
green salad and a special
chocolate cake. For the main
course she presented the
chicken breasts on a simple
white platter garnished with
parsley. Another shallow
white platter held the carrot
loaf topped with a row of
freshly grated carrots and
surrounded with fresh peas.

The carrot loaf is a recipe
that's been in the Druss
family for years and years,
We recognized it as coming
from Jewish cuisine — it's a

erously butter an 8'2 by 4'2
by 2'%-inch loaf pan; coat
bottom and sides of mold
with the bread crumbs.

Braking Demands

RALEIGH — With state
and local governments in
North Carolina growing at a
rapid pace both in budgets
and personnel, it is plain that
officials are going to have to
take positive steps to put the
brakes on continually in-
creasing demands for more
tax dollars.

Merit pay for gov-
ernmental employees is
gaining increased attention
as an important way to
address the problem.

The recent flap over tick-
et-writing as one element of
an evaluation plan for the
N.C. Highway Patrol demon-
strates the difficulty of put-
ting a merit pay program
into practice.

The Patrol is essentially a
highway safety organization,
not a general law enforce-
ment or crime detection unit
such as a state police force
might be. Through the years
the state’s leadership has
consistently resisted any at-
tempt to make the Highway
Patrol anything but a force
whose primary role is
highway safety.

Enforcing traffic law
means ticketing offenders,
both as a deterrent to the
driver immediately involved,
and as a visible warning to
other motorists that the
agency ison the job.

Can’t Win

Ironically, the Patrol has
been chided by public and
press for not cracking down
hard enough on enforcement
of the 55 miles per hour
speed limit; and pressure
has been applied from time
to time for more Patrol
response to drunk driving,

When the Department of
Crime Control and Public
Safety quietly implemented
the evaluation plan which

would be used in rewarding
troopers with promotions or
raises, a number of pro-
ductivity and performance
measures were spelled out,
one of which was a com-
parison of ticket writing by
an individual trooper in

comparison to his colleagues
working in the same vicinity,
and to the history of tick-
et-writing in that area. This,
it was hoped, would elimi-
nate the possibility that
varying traffic conditions
would allow a ticket-happy
trooper to win more points.

Public reaction was swift,
and even judges and district
attorneys protested that
having a system which even
appeared to reward a trooper
for numbers of tickets un-
dercut the confidence which
must be placed in the law-
enforcement agency.

The evaluation plan is be-
ing rewritten, eliminating
the ticket-writing measure.
But the record for the month
in which that program was in
effect shows that - ticket
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production increased some 45
percent over that of the same
month a year ago, and that
the bulk of those tickets were
written for drunk driving or
speeding in excess of 65

Mrs. Warren, 63, a
Hermosa rancher, led a suc-
cessful referendum cam-
paign to outlaw the state
dove hunting season in 1972,
the year of the ill-fated
McGovern presidential
campaign which sometimes
saw the dove used as a
symbol of his opposition to
the Vietnam war.

McGovern trailed badly in
recent polls but has been
closing the gap in his current
race for re-election against
conservative U.S. Rep.
James Abdnor.

The Legislature voted in
1979 to re-establish dove
hunting, but Mrs. Warren
then launched another peti-
tion drive that blocked the
season.

The Committee to Protect
Hunting, a group chaired by
former Gov. Joe Foss and
aided financially by the Na-
tional Rifle Association, is
leading the fight to bring
back dove hunting.

The committee cites
statistics indicating no bio-
logical reason for not hunting
South Dakota's 15-20 million
doves — they are America's
most abundant game bird
and typically live less than a
year anyway.

The committee also argues
that more than dove hunting
is at stake.

“Whether you hunt or not,
I hope you will take a stand
in support of individual
freedom and our state’s hun-
ting heritage,” Foss says.

Mrs. Warren denies she
opposes all hunting, but says
the dove population is de-
clining and could be wiped
out by hunting.

Ghorband Valley, 60 miles
northwest of Kabul.

“Losses on the Mujahe-
deen (rebel) side were heavy
as well,” he said.

The source said 400 Soviet
tanks and armored vehicles
and about 1,000 Afghan vol-
unteers and mercenaries
were involved in the attempt,
which he claimed was the
first major government of-

Bob Phillips preaches, but
you could get a few laughs
The local minister writes
joke books on the side —
clean joke books, of course —
and he says his faith is all the

“] think it's a real con-
tribution to bring light and
laughter into people’s lives,”
says the 39-year-old minister.
“Proverbs says, ‘A merry
heart worketh like medicine,’
and recent studies have
shown that laughing is good
for your health.”

Phillips was pastor of
Northwest Church for 42
years before becoming
director of the Fresno
Counseling Center. He has
written 11 books in the last
seven years, selling more
than one million copies.
Seven of the 11 are collec-
tions of jokes. For example:

The sharp young attorney
was cross-examining an el-
derly witness to an accident.

“You say you were about
40 feet away from the scene
of the accident? Let me
remind you that you're 86
years old. Just how far can
you see clearly?"

The elderly man re-
sponded, ““Well, when | wake
up I see the sun and they tell
me that’s about 93 million
miles away."

“In my books,” Phillips
explains, “I've tried to stay
away from swear words,
from sexual innuendo, from
alcohol and drug innuendo,
and jokes about body excre-
tions.”

Possibly Announce Action Today
On Scrap Tobacco Curtailment

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) —
Bipartisan reports indicated
that the Carter administra-
tion would announce steps
today to curtail the importa-
tion of quality tobacco into
this country under tariffs set
up for scrap — or very poor
quality — leaf.

Those reports said that
Bobby Smith, an assistant
U.S. secretary of agriculture,
would announce in Raleigh
today that such tobacco im-
ports will be subject to a full
tariff of 41 cents a pound.
Tobacco now being brought
in from other countries under
the scrap classification is
being taxed at the rate of
17' cents a pound.

Smith was in Raleigh today
for a meeting of the Tobacco
Growers Information Com-
mitee.

Sen. Jesse Helms, R-N.C.,
who disclosed the planned
announcement in a telephone
call to The Associated Press
in Raleigh, called the timing
a “political ploy” and “an
insult to every tobacco farm-
er.

Helms said a resolution of
the scrap tobacco issue was
long overdue, and accused
the Carter administration
and Democratic Sen. Robert
Morgan — both of whom are
seeking re-election next

month — of playing politics
with the announcment.

Ross Harris, press secre-
tary for the Carter-Mondale
campaign in North Carolina,
confirmed that Smith was to
make an announcement on
the scrap tobacco issue. But
she said she did not know full
details of his announcement.

The announcement comes
as flue-cured tobacco auction
markets are nearing the end
of their season. Markets in
Florida and Georgia already
are closed for the year, and
agriculture officials estimate
only about 20 percent of the
1980 crop remains to be sold
in South Carolina, North
Carolina and Virginia.

Although overall price
averages have increased,
some growers have
expressed dissatisfaction
over the lack of demand for
their leaf — especially
downstalk tobacco that
would compete with the im-
ported leaf.

Curtailment of the foreign
imports could affect auction
prices paid for domestic leaf.

And Fred Bond, director of
the Flue-Cured Tobacco
Stabilization Corp., the
grower cooperative that
administers the tobacco
price support program, said
today such a curtailment

“would certainly give some
additional incentive (for
buyers) to look at our inven-
tory for purchases of
tobacco.”

Bond said the last report
he had showed that about 122
million pounds of foreign
tobacco has been shipped
into the United States this
year under the ‘‘scrap”
classification.

“The statement that's
coming tomorrow is a politi-
cal ploy, coming here right
on the eve, almost, of the
election,”” Helms said
Thursday night. “All of a
sudden he (Carter) has dis-
covered the scrap tobacco
problem.”

Helms said he has com-
plained to the administration
for two years about the
practice of importing quality
foreign tobacco that has been
shredded in order to pass
through customs as scrap.

The Republican senator
also criticized Morgan, con-
tending that Morgan had
never joined him in urging a
change in the importation
designation.

“Where was Mr. Morgan
when 1 needed his help on
this for two years? He wasn't
to be seen,” Helms said.

ASHEVILLE, N.C. (AP) — It's that time of year for
western North Carolina’s finest — and fine it is.

National Park Service rangers said Thursday mountain
foliage is reaching its peak in fall colors — reds, oranges,
yellows, pinks and purples, all intensified by the long, dry
summer and clear, crisp air in the last two weeks.

The mountain area has braced for an expected onslaught of
tourists this weekend and the following week, when the colors
will be at their height.

Gary Barnes, a Blue Ridge Parkway dispatcher, said the
color is now greater than 65 percent in the lower elevations
and 90 percent in the Great Balsam mountains southwest of
Asheville and in the Bluffs section near the Virginia line.

The color will peak over the weekend in those two areas and
peak color is expected in midweek in the lower areas, Barnes
said.

In Gatlinburg, Tenn., a spokesman for the Great Smoky
Mountains National Park said foliage colors have peaked at
the top of the mountains — above the 5,000-foot level.

But ranger Glenn Cardwell said the best autumn colors are
yet to come along the park’s foothills area.

Cardwell said traffic was normal Thursday, but highway
movement is expected to be heavy this weekend, with the
colors attracting tourists as well as a major football game
between Alabama and Tennessee in Knoxville and a large

Mount St. Helens Belches Ash
And Steam In Overnight Display

VANCOUVER, Wash.
(APY — Mount St. Helens
belched steam and ash

nearly eight miles into the

sky overnight in its sixth
major eruption in as many
months, spreading a light
layer of grit over southwest-
ern Washington and
Portland, Ore.

The blast, less powerful
than other recent eruptions,
came late Thursday, three
hours after scientists warned
the volcano might erupt — a
warning - that followed re-
peated earthquakes at the
mountain.

There were no reports of
injury or damage from the
eruption, and the mountain
was reported ‘‘unusually
quiet” this morning. On May
18, Mount St. Helens blew its
top in a devastating eruption
of super-heated gas and ash
that killed 34 people and left
28 people missing and pre-
sumed dead. That blast para-
lyzed parts of eastern
Washington with a thick
cover of ash.

The latest eruption sent a
light coating of ash over
southwestern Washington
and the Portland area, 45
miles to the southeast. The
National Weather Service
issued a three-county fallout
warning for Portland, Van-
couver and vicinity, saying
roads could become slippery
and visibility could be cut as
the ash combined with fog.

To reduce the amount of
ash kicked up by traffic,
authorities imposed a 20 mph
speed limit in Clark County
cities, including Vancouver,
and a 30 mph limit outside
the city.

The ash was too light to

Most airlines suspended
operations at Portland In-

ternational Airport, where a
half-hour fallout left ash
lightly covering runways.
The airport remained opened
but was prepared to shut
down if conditions worsened.

Northeasterly winds car-
ried the ash fallout over
Salem -and Newport, on the
Oregon coast, as the cloud
drifted to sea.

Steve Bryant of the Uni-
versity of Washington's
Geophysics Department,
which monitors the volcano,
said two Class B seismic
events — minor earthquake
activity — occurred in the
first hour following the erup-
tion. But he said there was no
seismic activity in the next
four hours, indicating the
eruption was a relatively
small one.

“A very black cloud” of
steam and ash spewed fo
more than 40,000 feet after
Thursday's eruption, said
U.S. Forest Service
spokesman Jim Un-
ferwegner.

The volcano quieted after
the 9:58 p.m. blast, and by
midnight, only a light dusting
of ash had been reported in
the area.

A red glow was seen at the
bottom of the volcano's
crater by a US. Forest
Service pilot who flew over
the 8,400-foot-high mountain

less than an hour after the

“We've got reports of ash
falling in LaCenter, Amboy,
Ridgefield, Battle Ground
and Hazel Dell, but no acci-
dents or complications re-
ported yet,” said Linda
Simpson, an information of-
ficer for Clark County, south
of the volcano. “It was late
enough that few people were
out on the road.”

The eruption was accom-
panied by harmenic tremors
— which indicate the mov-
ement of molten rock — for
nearly 10 minutes, said Don
Leaver of the University of
Washington geophysics
center.

By 11 pm., the Forest
Service reported the volcano
had ceased venting ash and
only a minor steam plume to
9,500 feet was reported.

University spokesman Bob
Norris said the mountain was
seismically quiet after the
eruption, adding: “It's not
necessarily the end of it.
We've seen activity die down
like this before renewed ac-
tivity.”

At a news conference in
Hazel Dell late Thursday,
U.S. Geological Survey
geologist Don Peterson said

the eruption did not catch
scientists totally by surprise.
He put the time of the blast
at9:58 p.m.

From about 1 p.m. to 2
p.m. Thursday there were
three to four seismic events
per hour, he said, and at 7
p.m. an earthquake
measuring about 3.0 on the
Richter scale of ground mo-
tion was recorded beneath
the volcano's crater.

Peterson was asked if he
thought the eruption signified
a new period of activity for
Mount St. Helens, which
came alive this spring after
lying dormant since 1857.

“We'll just have to wait
and see,” he said. “At this
state, it's premature to make
adeclaration.”

The mountain's five pre-
vious significant eruptions
all occurred during daylight.
The last major eruption was
Aug.7.

East Carolina University's
pass defense has been suspect
this year, and Saturday after-
noon in Ficklen Stadium, the
number eight passing team in
the country will be out to snap
a losing streak against the
Pirates in the annual
Homecoming game.

Kickoff between the Pirates
and Western Carolina Univer-
sity is set for 2 p.m.

Led by the passing arm of
quarterback David Mashburn,
the Catamounts have thrown
for an average of 244.3 yards a
game, eighth in the NCAA's
Division I-A grouping. One of

the primary reasons for this is
the receiving ability of Gerald
Harp, who plays the position
normally known at flanker, but
called “catback” by coach
Bobby Waters.

Harp, in six games so far,
has puiled in 40 catches for 647
yards and two touchdowns.
Four other Catamounts, split
end Jeff Dean (17-282), tight
end Eddie MecGill (12177),
tailback Anthony James
(12-89) and second unit
tailback Leonard Williams
(11-99) have caught as many as
ten passes. Number two split
end Dwayne Norman has nine
catches fo 157 yards.

He said she has used many
aliases, among them Mandy
Hilley, Julie Hilley, M.F.
Hilley and Margaret Key, the
real name of her aunt.

It was about a year ago
that Carol Hilley almost died
in an Alabama hospital. Her
illness went undiagnosed for
months until doctors discov-
ered higher than usual
amounts of arsenic in her
blood.

The diagnosis led forensic
experts to exhume the bodies
of Frank Hilley, who died in
1975, and Mrs. Hilley's
mother, Lucille Frazier, who
died in 1977.

Death certificatzs in-
dicated both died of cancer,
but pathologists found
enough arsenic in Hilley's
remains to investigate. Ar-

may have touched off Mrs.
Hilley's behavior.

Wed at age 18, she was
having marital troubles
when Carol, her second child,
was born. Psychiatrists and
investigators alike believe
she resented her daughter’s
birth, and that her resent-
ment began surfacing long
before they had evidence of
arsenic poisonings.

As examples, the FBI
agent noted two arson fires
at the Hilley house, one when
Frank Hilley was still alive,
the second when Carol and
her grandmother were in the
house alone.

Urine tests to detect any
arsenic were also ordered for
people known to have visited
the Hilley residence, includ-
ing police who investigated
the fires.

““One time some in-
vestigators went to that
house and afterwards they
became sick,” the agent
said. “It's possible they had
been given some type of
poison.

“There was a family that
lived next to her for years,”
he added. “The children
were sick all the time, but
doctors could never find out
why. ... This family even-
tually oves and the kid get
well innotimeaat all.”

Investigators say they've
determined the victims were
given small doses of arsenic
over an extended period.

“It eventually breaks down
your nervous system, you
loose control of your senses
and you become unable to

Mrs. Hilley is 5-foot-1 and
weighs 110 pounds. Her eyes
are green, her hair brown.
Her only identifying mark is
a scar on a knuckle.

The FBI's search has been
conducted in Alabama,
Mississippi, Louisiana,
Georgia, Florida, North Car-
olina, Tennessee, Kentucky,
Virginia, Maryland, New
York, Connecticut,
Nebraska, Missouri,

Christmas Toymakers Return To
Basic Games And Toys Of Past

HONG KONG (UPD — The
recession has hit parents’
pocketbooks

Industry sources in Hong
Kong, the toy export capital
of the world. say econom-
ically hard-pressed con-
sumers are spurning the
trendy toys that have risen
prohibitively in price while
they were also losing some of
their novelty

Popular electronic and
space toys are giving way to
the same basic games, dolls
and model cars that have
fulfilled Christmas season
wishes for ages, toy makers
say

This year alone, they say,
the prices of plastic and
paper, two primary toy ma-
terials. have risen as much
as 30 percent

“*Under the Christmas tree
this year you'll find as many
toys as before, but in a lower
price range.” says Jerry
Fishel. whose Fishel Toys
Ltd. makes toys for the
United States and Europe

The recession is especially
hurting the big US. toy
market, Fishel said

One casualty of the move
toward the more un-
complicated toys appears to
be the boom in electronic
hand-held games. By some
accounts, their sales have
plummeted 50 percent

The downturn began in
1978, but producers kept on
turning out the heeping.
buzzing and blinking
gadgets. Today, Hong Kong
producers tell of instances in
which electronic toys costing
$17 to produce have to be
unloaded for as little as $3

Only the more outstanding
electronic toys seem to be
surviving the economic
squeeze

Industry sources say sales
of space toys, whose popu-
larity coincided with NASA's
moon landing, have fallen off

as interest in space shots and
spacemen decreased

The same sources say
demand has doubled recently
for the traditional toys of
three or four generations
ago

Consumers are passing up
$10, $20 and $30 items for
those in lower price ranges
and less affected by this
year's price increases, which
were the sharpest since 1974

Even the basic toys cost
more. With $5 last year a
consumer could buy an
eight-inch toy car, for
example. Now, the same
amount will get him a much
smaller version

Despite shifts in toy buying
and higher prices, the in-
dustry remains healthy,
manufacturers say, because
toys seem 1o survive even the
deepest economic doldrums.

“Bread and toys are a
necessity,” says A.CW
Blaauw. who runs the annual
Hong Kong toy fair

Export figures supplied by
the colony's Trade Devel-
opment Council support
Blaauw's statement. They
show the total value of toy
exports from Hong Kong so
far this year as $420 million,
or 35 percent higher than the
same period of 1979. This
British Crown Colony pro-
duces one of every three toys
in the world

Even though the figure
makes Hong Kong the
world's No. 1 toy exporter
and the largest supplier of
toys to the United States,
producers say the rise in
value is largely accounted
for by inflation and the rising
cost of materials. Production
is actually about the same as
last year

And Hong Kong toymakers
who produce about 1 million
designs a year do not appear
worried about their in-
dustry’s vitality

They also say people are
rushing through lunch with a
soft drink and a sandwich
instead of a leisurely meal
with a bottle of wine.

With wine cellars filled
with last year's unsold pro-
duct, the situation is con-
sidered critical as the in-
dustry begins harvesting this
year's grapes amid predic-
tions that 1980 will be another
top year in quality and
quantity.

Producers in regions such
as Piedmont, home of the
fine table wine Barbera,
have pressed the government
to step in and buy ‘‘the sea of
unsold wine"" to make room
for this year’s crop.

Italy and France, rivals in
the battle of exports, have
both suffered a drop in
domestic consumption, ac-
cording to an Italian report.

Lapo Mazzei, president of
the consortium of Chianti
Classico wines, told a recent
wine fair in this village in the
Tuscan hills near Florence
that per-capita consumption
in Italy has gone down
steadily from 111 liters an-}
nually in 1970 to 92 liters in
1979. A liter is 1.056 quarts.

““The obvious thing to do is
increase our export market,”
he said

Industry specialists give
several reasons for the wine
glut: over production re-
warded by subsidies from the
European Common Market,
changing table habits, a
strong push by beer pro-
ducers and whiskey im-
porters, and the nagging
problem of adulterated wine
— what Italians call “vino
sofisticato.”

“The table today isn't the
ceremony it once was,” said
Guido Scialpi, editor of the
trade magazine Vini D'Italia.
“With everybedy in a hurry,
it's not the place for
socializing and conversation
it once was. Wine goes with
conversation.”

The “osterias,” or taverns,
where men swap stories and
play cards over a glass of
wine, are becoming extinct.
Instead Italians quench their
thirst with a beer or a soft
drink at a stand-up espresso
bar.

Sales of beer in Italy have
doubled in the past 20 years,
while the consumption of
Scotch and’ other imported
liquor has steadily risen.
Wine producers complain
that heavy advertising has
boosted sales of other pro-
duects.

But the wine industry has
also detected a consumer
revolt over the continued
marketing of wine adulter-
ated by adding chemicals,
other substances or sugar,
which is outlawed.

Police last year closed 13
wine firms and arrested 56
persons on charges of fraud.
The Ministry of Agriculture

seized some 2 million gallons
of adulterated wine, but
experts say this represented
onlyasmallpomonofm
vimsoflsucato in circula-

Ma}or exporters such as
the Chianti Classico group
have their own policing
systems, but there is now a
growing call in Parliament to
step up controls on the
smaller producers and stiff-
en penalities for law-
breakers.

One group of wine-makers
in Asti, near Turin, recently
complained that some firms
were selling wine for less
than the price of a cup of
coffee. “Given the costs, it's
not possible unless the wine
is adulterated,” the pro-
ducers claimed.

What this means in terms
of consumption, say the
experts, is that Italians are
passing up so-called “open
wine”” and little-known
brands for more expensive
labels.

“They are drinking less
but drinking better,” said
Scialpi.

The change in drinking
tastes has come at a time
when Italian wines have kept
up their expansion on the
American market, clearly
moving past the more
expensive French vintages
as the most popular imports.

According to figures from
the National Association of
the American Beverage In-
dustry, Italian imports
grabbed an unprecedented 63
percent share of the Ameri-
can market in the first six

How many of
your marijuana-smoking
friends have been tempted to
experiment with harder
drugs, and how many have
graduated to cocaine, am-
phetamines, alcohol, LSD, up-
pers, downers and eéven
heroin?

Well-defined  scientific
studies show that capabilities
and efficiencies are diminish-
ed by pot smoking. Impulsive
behavior, antisocial acts, lack
of responsibility, poor reflex-
es, reckless driving, loss of in-
hibitions and failure to adhere
to rules of safety have cut
short lives that were headed
for potential accomphishment
and happiness.

The scientific literature is
filled with studies that attest
to brain damage, deteriora-
tion of body reflexes and im-
paired memory function.
