^u ry Acquits Klan-Nazi Six Of Murder

GREENSBORO, N.C. (AP) 

- An American Nazi leader 
says the acquittal of six Ku 
Klux Klansmen and Nazis of 
m urder in the shooting 
deaths of five communists 
marks a "great victory for 
white America" and shows 
“we can beat the system on 
their own ground."

But spokesmen for the 
Communist Workers Party, 
which has refused to have 
anything to do with the 
23-week-long trial, said the 
ju ry ’s decision gives a 
“green light to Hitler-like 
attacks on the people of 
America.”

Juror Robert Williams said 
the unanimous decision was 
reached on the 13th major

vote by the all-white jury of 
six men and six women.

Williams said the jury 
agreed with the Klansmen 
and Nazis’ contention that 
they had acted in self- 
defense after a Klan-Nazi 
motorcade drove into a CWP 
“ Death to the Klan" rally 
site on Nov. 3.1979.

Fund Allocations 
Are Degded Upon

By School Board

Approval of funds to assist 

the school bands in the 
Greenville City Schools; 
allocation of additional funds 
to repave the track at 
Aycock; and approval of e 
revised plan for the con­
struction of toilet facilities 
w e r e  a m o n g  a c t i o n s  
approved Monday night at 
the November action meet­
ing of the Greenville City 
School Board.

Referring to a request 
made jointly by Dr. Joseph 
W. Congleton. Jr. of the Band 
Boosters Gub and James 
Rodgers, band director at 
Rose High, presented at the 
November information meet­
ing; and responding to a 
board request for more de­
tailed information, Supt. 
Glenn Cox recommended al­
locating a total of $2,683 to 
assist the school bands.

This amount will provide 
$550 for music; $675 for 
instrument repair; and $1,458 
to purchase three new in­
struments and two new cases 
for older instruments. Cox 
explained that the $1,225 
would come from the current 
expense contingency fund.

with the $1,458 to come from 
capital outlay funds.

The approval of building a 
toilet facility at the Aycock 
Junior High track, a project 
being undertaken and paid 
for by the Rose-Aycock 
A thletic Foundation, in­
cluded a revision. The re­
vision is to locate the facility 
at the end of the track near 
the school building instead of 
the orginally proposed area 
near Greenville Boulevard. 
The revised location will 
eliminate the need for a new 
water/sewage hookup by the 
city and the monthly charge 
that would have been in­
volved in a new hookup.

The resurfacing of the 
athletic track at Aycock is a 
project for which $10,000 had 
previously been approved in 
the cu rren t fiscal year 
budget. That amount was for 
installing curbing, patching 
up the surface and resurfac­
ing the track in asphalt. Cox 
reported that an additional 
$1,500 was needed to meet 
the cost of the project. A 
question arose about the pos­
sibility of looking into paving 
by use of a rubber-cork- 
rubber combination rather 
than the asphalt covering.

The verdict, announced at 
5:12 p.m., caught attorneys 
by surprise and prompted 
outcries of stunned happiness 
from defendants and rela­
tives in the courtroom 

As the verdict was read, 
the men were expressionless 
and stared straight ahead. 
But their families, who had 
crowded into the standing- 
r oo m- on ly  t h i r d  f loor 
courtroom wept with joy as a 
court clerk read the verdicts 
declaring the men innocent.

“Oh, gosh, I feel like I have 
been set free.” said Paula 
Wood, wife of Nazi Roland 
Wayne Wood of Winston- 
Salem, as tears streamed 
down her face. “ I’m not sure 
how 1 feel. It’s just a relief ”

In Raleigh national Nazi 
com mander Harold Cov­
ington expressed delight at 
the verdict.

“The verdicts are fan­
tastic. It shows we can beat 
the system on their own 
ground. That jury’s decision 
represents the wishes of the 
people of North Carolina,” 
Covington said.

He also announced plans 
for a news conference today 
to declare a “counter-attack 
against the governm ent” 
that would mark the beginn­
ing of a “white revolution, 
replacing tyranny.”

Brewer Among 
Top Choices 

For Louisville

Dr, Thomas Crawford, 
secretary for the selection 
committee seeking a new 
president for the University 
of Louisville, said this 
morning that East Carolina 
University Chancellor Dr. 
Thomas Brewer is one of the 
three top choices for the 
position to head the 20,000 
student university.

Brewer was in Louisville 
last week to be interviewed. 
Other possible candidates for 
the post who have been 
interview ed include Dr. 
Charles G. Mayo, president 
of Westchester State College, 
Westchester, Pa., and Dr, 
Donald C. Swain, academic 
vice-president of the Univer­
sity of California at Berkley.

Crawford said, “at this 
time,” the selection com­
mittee has no plans to in­
terview other possible can­
didates. He noted that the 
selection committee is 
expected to make its choice 
by the middle of December.

“We are in the final steps 
of the process.” Crawford 
noted. He added that the 
committee has been, “very

Preliminary Census Data Reflecting Growth

Preliminary population figures for 1980 

released by the Bureau of the Census reflect 
increases from 1970 data of just under 20 
percent for Greenville and Pitt County.

A spokesman in the Bureau’s Charlotte 
office said that the preliminary’ figures, which 
could change slightly when questionnaire data 
is computed, show a 1980 population of 34,738 
for Greenville, up 5,675 or 19.5 percent from 
the final 1970 tabulation of 29,063.

Population in Pitt (bounty, the spokesman 
said, increased 14,621 or some 19.8 percent to 
88,521 this year, compared with 73,900 when 
final figures were computed for 1970.

The census spokesman said that preliminary 
figures in 21 North Carolina counties handled 
by the temporary' census district office in

Greenville have been made available to 
officials in each county She emphasized that 
the preliminary totals are subject to later 
revisions.

Population figures for other Pitt towns for 
1980, compared with the 1970 totals. Include: 
Farmville, 4,709, 4,424. up 6.4 percent: Ayden, 
4,272, 3,450, up 23 9 percent: Grifton, 2,203, 
1,860, up 18.4 percent, Wintenille. 2.061, 1.437, 
up 43.4 percent; Bethel, 1.822, 1,514, up 20.3 
percent; Grimesland, 457, 394, up 16 percent; 
Fountain, 417, 434, down 4.0 percent; and 
Falkland, 120, 130, down. 7.7 percent. The 
Village of Simpson, which was not incorpo­
rated in 1970, recorded a preliminary figure of 
403 for 1980.

Population in Martin County, according to 
the preliminary 1980 totals, totaled 25,734, up

4.1 percent from 24,730 in 1970. Williamslon’s 
population decreased 8.4 percent from 6,570 in 
1970 to 6,015 in 1980, while Robersonville saw 
an increase of 5.1 percent, from 1,910 to 2.007

Greene County recorded an increase in 
population of 6.2 percent in the ten-year period 
(15,898 from 14,967), with'Snow Hill gaining 
only seven new citizens in the period (1,366 
from 1,359) or 0.51 percent, according to the 
report.

Population in Beaufort County went up from 
35,980 to 40,385 (12.2 percent), although the 
town of Washington experienced a decrease of 
5.7 percent, dropping from 8,961 ten years ago 
to 8,448 in the current data Belhaven 
population was up, climbing from 2,259 to 2.466 
(9.2 percent).

Terry Oglethorpe, city 

horticulturist, announced 
that the city will be offering 
firewood for sale to the 
citizens of Greenville.

According to Oglethorpe, 
wood will come from dan­
gerous or diseased trees 
removed from city right- 
of-way areas and funds re­
ceived from the firewood 
sale will be used to purchase 
trees and shrubbery for re­
placements.

He said the Public Works 
Department will work with 
the Beautification, Gean-Up 
and Litter Control Commit­
tee in the selection of sites 
for the planting of trees 
along street rights-of-way 
and other beautification 

projects.
The firewood will be 

stockpiled at the new Public 
Works facility on Beatty 
Street and consist mainly of 
hardwood from oak and ma­
ple trees. The wood will be 
offered at a reasonable price, 
Oglethorpe said, and can be 
purchased in four different 
load sizes ranging from a 
small pickup load to a full 

cord load.

“That was evident when the 
hand-picked, all-w hite, 
K lan -lo v in g  ju ry  w as 

seated.”
Krumperman said the 

CWP was not advocating 
more violence in retaliation.

“No,” he said, responding 
to that question. “That’s 
what the U.S. government 
wants us to do so they can 

put us in jail."
State and local authorities 

in Greensboro and nearby 
cities have been on a state of 
readiness as the verdict 
neared. Greensboro police 
said they initiated their de­
fense plan Monday evening 
but several hours later police 
Capt. Jim Hilliard said it was 
“a very routine night.”

The defendants left the 
courtroom immediately after 
the verdict was announced. 
They were taken to the 
Guilford County Jail across 
the street in a driving rain 
storm. After being officially 
released, they were whisked 
away by their families 
without additional comment.

In a news conference later, 
jury foreman Octavio Man- 
dulay said the panel “con­

sidered only the facts and the 
evidence and applied the 
law.”

“We do not condone the 
actions of any of the three 
groups. We regret that this 
thing happened in our city,” 
said Mandulay, a Cuban 
native who fought com­
munism under the Castro 
re©me.

Juror Williams, who ap­
peared with Mandulay, said 
he believed no group “has 
the right to thrust its political 
beliefs on any citizen of the 
United States.”

“I know I personally don’t 
care for the: KKK or the 
CWP,” said Williams, a 
fireman. “1 just weighted the 
factrs and made a decision.”

Other jurors declined to 
comment on their decision.

During the trial, longest in 
North Carolina’s history, 
defense attorneys argued 
that the defendants went to 
,the rally only to heckle 
demonstrators and shot at 
the CWP dem onstrators 
when they were fired on by 
people in the crowd.

The prosecution said the 
defendants were the ag- 
gijessors, advancing and 
shooting at people who were 
running away.

Five of the six on trial 
were among those arrested 
at the scene. They were 
Roland Wayne Wood, 34, a 
Nazi from Winston-Salem; 

Coleman Blair Pridmore, 37, 
a Lincolnton Klansman; 
Jerry Paul Smith, 32, a 
Klansman from Maiden; 
David Wayne Matthews, 
a Newton Klansman; and 
Lawrence Gene Morgan, 33, 
a Klansman of Lincolnton. 
Nazi Jack Wilson Fowler, 27, 
of Winston-Salem, was ar­
rested in Chicago about two 
weeks after the incident.

RALEIGH -  John East, 
an obscure, 49-year-old polit­
ical science professor, con­

pauses, and sparkling blue 
eyes is on his way to the U.S. 
Senate.It is. says the East Caro­
lina University professor, a 
boyhood dream come into 
reality; the sort of thing 
which happens once in a 
lifetime; a humbling and sobering experience.

How could it happen? How 
could a quiet man with no political green stamps due 
him, who doesn’t stand on a 
stump and shout, turn out to 
pasture a Bob Morgan with 
20 years of experience in 
public service, a name well 
known for his work as a 
legislator, an attorney gen­
eral, a wouldbe governor, a 
U.S. Senator?East goes out of his way to 
express thanks to Morgan for that public service. Indeed, 
he worries that some may 
think him ungrateful because

trustees.Times Change

But tim es change, ‘ and 
many find it strange that 
both in North Carolina and 
across the nation it has been 
the conservatives of the 
Republican Party -  those 
often thought of as reac­
tionaries more enamored by 
bygone tim es than as pro­g r e s s iv e s  — who have  
capitalized on the change.

This has become, sud­
denly, the electronics age of electioneering. Critics of 
E a s t ’s ca m p a ig n  h a v e  
ham m ered away at the 
money he raised from out­
side North Carolina and 
spent for radio and television 
ads which have been labeled 
negative and simplistic.

The commercials are only 
the v isib le  part o f the 
eletronics revolution in poli­
tics. There are computerized 
mailing lists with a national 
fund-raising network; orga­
nizations of people outside 
the mainstream of political

party activities; telephone 
conferences and fund-raising 
events by which candidates 
can cover in minutes the 
miles and numbers of people 
which once took months; 
satellite television hookups 
reaching across the continent 
and reaching tremendous audiences of people with sim­
ilar concerns and interests; 
and an array of specialized 
publications -  both maga­
zines and newszpapers -  
circulated to specific groups 
and individuals within the 
conservative camp.Why did all of this take 
America by surprise? Large­
ly b eca u se  m a in stream

activists from either major 
party, and a lot of citizens 
are not plugged into these 
new c h a n n e ls  of co m ­
munication.East talks to his critics

each one come to know you 
well, and where you stand on 
problems and solutions.

And that, he adds, tends to 
make the ca m p a i^  both 
expensive and simplistic. To 
raise that much money re­
quires a broad base of sup­port which means going out

as opposed to the traditional 
method of closed meetings involving those who hope to 
get something directly out of their participation.

As to being simplistic, East 
recalls that he challenged 
Morgan to debate but was 
rejected. That would have 
given an opportunity to ' 
explore issues thoroughly, he 
said. And as a professor with 
a captive audience who will sit still and listen for hours, 
he is perfectly capable of 
doing just that, he says with 
a laugh.And pondering the im­
plications of the revolution in 
politicking which to East means not only a basic * 
change in how to reach the 
voters, but a major shift in 
party loyalties — “The Dem­
ocratic zealot is an en­
dangered sp ec ie s” , E ast 
commented.

pedestrian furnishings.

Washington, the Madison, the 
L’Enfant P laza and the 
Sheraton Carlton Hotels are 
your best bets.

Georgetown also has an 
elegant restaurant, and I’m 
told its guest rooms are high- 
priced but lovelyIn New Orleans and San 
Francisco, the Fairmonts 
have maintained their high 
r e p u ta t io n s . C h ic a g o ’s 
Palm er House is good, though 
the staff can be stuffy. Avoid 
Chicago’s McCormick Inn, 
its drinks wouldn’t nourish a 
gnat with a weak stomach 
and they’re way overpriced. 
The Skirvin in Oklahoma City 
is on the way up, with yet a 
long way to go. Otherwise 
there’s no decent hotel in 
Oklahoma City.So much for hotels. United 
Air Lines and American

Although her 
office told us she had decided 
to stay out of politics because 
of her new teaching career, 
the real reason was deep 
political estrangement that 
started not long after she 
placed Carter’s name in 
nomination for president in 
1976.The Pentagon Tower

Even though Republican 
control of the Senate gives 
him the chairmanship of the 
arm ed services committee. 
Sen. John Tower of Texas has 
told President-elect Reagan’s  
em issa r ie s  he d efin itely  
wants to leave the Senate to 
be secretary of defense.

If Tower gets his wish, next 
in line for armed services 
w o u ld  be S en . B a rry  
Goldwater of Arizona. But at 
age 71 and not in the best of 
health, Goldwater might opt 
for the less demanding duties 
of intelligence com m ittee 
chairman. That would award 
armed services to Sen. John 
Warner of Virginia, a former 
secretary of the navy first 
elected to the Senate just two 
years ago.

Such a train of events 
would be bitter irony for Sen. 
H e n r y  M. J a c k so n  o f  
Washington, who would have 
becom e chairman had the 
Dem ocrats retained control 
of the Senate. "Scoop’s been 
waiting 40 years for the job,” 
one defense community in­
sider conunented, “and now 
Warner has a shot at it after 
only two years.”

A footnote: Richard M. 
Nixon, always free with ad­
vice, has urged Reagan to an­
nounce his whole Cabinet all 
at once just as Nbcon did 12 
years ago. Reagan, however, 
is Inclined to reveal the 
membership one by one, 
piecem eal.

Pope To The Rescue
Pope John Paul II played a 

m ajor but unannounced role 
in helping to find at least a 
temporary solution to the 
political crisis between the in­
dependent workers’ unions 
and the Communist Party in 
Poland last week.

Reliable word brought here 
from the Vatican by Cardinal 
Joseph Caprio on Oct. 30 and 
quickly transmitted to the 
highest State Department of­
ficia ls told how the pope had 
helped work out the settle­
ment formula with Poland’s  
Cardinal Stefan Wyszynski at 
the Vatican in late October.

The pope is believed to 
h a v e  s tr o n g ly  a d v ise d  
W yszynski that the free 
workers’ unions should be 
very careful not to try to 
m ake too large gains too 
soon.

man. The early guessing for Strauss’s choice: Los Angeles 
lawyer-banker Charles T. 
Manatt, who has been the 
p a rty ’s national finance  
chairman.Whip Or Mr. Taxation?

The post of majority whip is 
his for the asking, but House 
Dem ocratic leaders would 
p r e fe r  th a t R ep . D an  R ostenkow ski of Illino is  
becom e chairman of the 
House Ways and Means Com­
m ittee instead.The reason: The more independent-m inded Rep. 
Sam  Gibbons of Florida  
would be next in line to suc­
ceed Oregon’s defeated Rep. 
A1 Ullman as ways and 
m eans chairman — B4r.

the future at what might turn 
out to be relatively low rates, 
while spending more than 
that to obtain the funds to 
lend.Almost nobody disputes the

Ethanol is a 
vital ingredient in the m ix­
ture called gasahol.The chief source of ethanol 
is com , a cr(^ for which the 
United States is famous,

since it produces and exports 
more at less cost than any 
other nation.

“John’s a company man,” 
said Reuven Katz, Bench’s 
adviser. “This has been drag­
ging out a long time.

Wagner said he was sur­
prised when Bench asked to 
talk again about his positions.

CHARLESTON (AP) -  Both 
The Citadel and Furman have 
a lot riding on their game 
Saturday.

The Bulldog coach, at his 
weekly news conference 
Mo n da y ,  a s s e m b le d  a

shamrock, leprechaun, lucky 
penny and a buckeye on the 
table before him. He said he 
gladly would accept a rabbit’s 
foot before Saturday’s game 
from anyone willing to ^ve 
him one.

Baker said in addition to the 
string of bad luck he has had in 
The Citadel-Furman contest, 
he is concerned about the 
Bulldogs rebounding from last 
week’s lackluster performance 
against Davidson. Despite the 
poor showing. The Citadel won 
31-13.

The Bulldogs, who have been 
averaging nearly 400 yards 
offense per game, were held to 
less than 300 by Davidson. And 
Stump Mitchell, the nation’s 
third-leading rusher, was held 
to a season low 88 yards.

“We did not block.or execute 
very well,” Baker said.

The coach said he was 
pleased with the performance 
of his special teams. Mark 
Slawson returned one punt 80 
yards for a touchdown, set up 
another on a 35-yard return, 
and kicked several kickoffs

deep into the end zone for no 
return.

The Bulldog defense also 
recovered a fumbled punt and 
limited Davidson kickoff re­
turns to less than 10 yards per 
return.

“I feel like we and Furman 
are very somparable," Baker 
said. “We do many of the same 
things. This is a very impor­
tant game for our program and 
our school. This game may be 
very important for me, but I 
have never asked a football 
team to win a game for my 
sake and I never will.”

Urban Northeast 
Struck By Storm

Rescuer Is 

Also Victim
SAXTHORPE England 

(AP) — A British rescue 
crewman’s heroic bid to save 
a U.S. Air Force pilot ended 
in tragedy today, with both 
drowning in the North Sea 
after two U.S. jets collided 
and fell, officials said.

The other U.S. pilot ejected 
on land and was slightly 
injured, authorities said.

As the British airman tried 
in strong winds to pluck the 
American from the sea. the 
Briton apparently became 
entangled in the American’s 
parachute cords. The win- 
chline to the British rescue 
helicopter then snapped and 
both were swept away and 
drowned, said an RAF 
spokesman in London.

The bodies were later re­
covered.

The British airman had 
been lowered down into the 
water from the Royal Air 
Force helicopter which an­
swered a distress call from 
the American pilot following 
the collision near this 
Norfolk County village be­
tween two U.S. A-10 jet 
fighters.

The U.S. pilot had ejected 
safely and was floating in the 
sea caught among the lines 
of his open parachute.

“They both drowned,” the 
RAF spokesman in London 
said. “ It was a most unfortu­
nate accident. 1 cannot recall 
a crewman losing his life in 
these circumstances pre­
viously.”

Soldiers fired at the legs of 
rock-throwing high school 
children at this town north of 
Jerusalem, wounding six 
people, at least two of them 
girls, military officials said.

They said the crowd ig­
nored shouted orders and two 
bursts of warning shots in the 
air and went on hurling rocks 
at the troops in the town’s 
main square.

One of the injured was 
Haniya Baramki. 14, daugh­
ter of the acting president of 
Bir Zeit University. The uni­
v e rs ity , ju s t north of 
Ramallah. is a center of 
Palestinian activism and has 
been closed for a week by 
Israeli authorities for holding 
a Palestinian cultural exhib­
it.

Leaf Season 

Disappoints
RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) -  

Flue-cured tobacco auctions 
ended in North Carolina 
Monday, closing out a sales 
year that produced a near­
record gross but left many 
growers and industry leaders 
disappointed.

“We did not produce the 
number of pounds we had 
hoped. Lower quality caused 
by poor weather was the 
most disappointing thing this 
year,” said B.C. Langston, 
market news supervisor for 
the Raleigh region of the U.S. 
Department of Apiculture.

“All in all, I think the crop 
this year would have to be 
disappointing,” he said.

Industry observers had 
predicted a bumper crop 
after transplanting last spr­
ing and before the auction 
m ark e ts  opened. Then 
adverse weather — a pro­
longed period of abormally 
high tem pera tu res  and 
drought — cut heavily into 
the growing season, stunting 
development of the plants 
and drastically reducing 
quality.

Still, the high average 
prices paid for quality leaf 
made it the sales year rank 
among the “good” seasons.

Unofficial total gross sales 
from the Eastern Belt, the 
Old and Middle Belt and the 
North Carolina markets on 
the Border Belt were more 
than $1.26 billion. After costs, 
that probably will give a net 
in the billion-dollar range.

The previous high in North 
Carolina was $1.08 billion in 
1978. Tilt' , crop was 
curtailed Si,4..piy by field 
outbreaks of blue mold and 
adverse weather, reaching 
the lowest production level 
since 1943.

The Eastern Belt, largest 
'in North Carolina, averaged 
a record $147.77 per hundred 
pounds this year, up more 
than $8 from last year. Old 
and Middle Belt markets 
averaged $143.28, an increase 
of more than $3 over the 1979 
average, while Border Belt 
markets averaged $147.70.
