LocalMan Iran Signals Ready

Potential

Army Sec.

MALCOLM HOWARD

Greenville attorney
Malcolm Howard, a former
White House staff member
during the Nixon and Ford
administrations, is one of
three men being considered
for secretary of the army in

the Reagan administration.

A Lenoir County native,
Howard was assistant
special counsel to President
Nixon for seven months, and
to President Ford for a
month before entering
private practice here in 1974.

Howard acknowledged
yesterday that he is one of
three men now being con-
sidered for the army secre-
tary post. The other two men
are U. S. Rep. Robin Beard
(R-Tenn.) and former con-
gressman Jack Marsh of
Virginia

“It appears to me that
Marsh has the inside track,”
Howard said, explaining that
Marsh served four terms in
Congress, was assistant sec-
retary of defense from 1971
to 1973, headed then-vice-
president Ford's staff in 1973,
and served as Ford's
counselor when he became
president.

“Things have been up and
down like a yo-yo,” accord-
ing to Howard, who said he
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expects the selection of the
secretary of the army to be
made within 10 days to two
weeks,

“Sen., Helms nominated
me,” Howard said. “One of
the things is having a south-
erner in a sub-cabinet slot.”

Howard explained that the
top Army posts include the
secretary, an under-
secretary, and four or five
assistant secretaries.

If he is not named secre-
tary of the army, Howard
said, “I will not accept an
assistant secretaryship. But
the under secretary role
could hold some interest,"" he
acknowledged.

Howard, 41, is a 1962 U. S.
Military Academy graduate.
During his 10 years as a
regular Army officer, he
served two tours in Vietnam,
where he won the Silver Star,
two Bronze Stars and the
Purple Heart, and studied for
his law degree at Wake
Forest University. He is now
a lieutenant colonel in the
Army Reserve.

In 1970 and 1971, Howard
served as school secretary
for the Army's Judge
Advocate General School,
then served as legislative
counsel to the secretary of
the army until 1972, when he

Govm't For Sale
In Massachusetts

BOSTON (AP) -
Massachusetts government
has been so riddled with
corruption that ‘“among
those who had money and the
influence to strike the
bargain, the state was for
sale,” according to the re-
port of a special commission
investigating building con-
tracts.

Today's Boston Herald
American quoted the 30-page
introduction to the state
commission's final report as
saying, “For a decade at
least, across Republican and
Democratic administrations
alike, the way to get (state
building) contracts was to

buy them.”
And the result has been a
72 percent failure rate

among major construction
projects in the past 10 years,
the commission found.

The newspaper obtained an
advance copy of the in-
troduction to the 2,500-page
report, which was being re-

leased today.

After a 2'-year investiga-
tion, the special Commission
on State and County Build-
ings found: *“It was not a
matter of a few crooks, some
bad apples which spoiled the
lot. The pattern is too broad
and pervasive for that easy
excuse,” the newspaper re-
ported.

The report said the
criterion for getting a state
building contract was
“whether one pays, not
whether one can do the best
job. Over time, political in-
fluence, not professional per-
formance, comes to be taken
for granted as the criterion
for doing state work.”

“The insidious effect, final-
ly, is to lose sight of stan-
dards altogether and to ac-
cept shoddy performance
because that is the way
business is done in
Massachusetts,” the report
said.

The Herald quoted the re-

port as saying: “Since 1968
over a billion dollars has
been wasted because of un-
necessary delays in design
and construction, and $50
million has been spent on
plans and designs on build-
ings which were never built.
The estimated cost to the
commonwealth to repair
present defects in all public
buildings is more than $2
billion."

Headed by former
Amberst College President
John William Ward, the
commission ftraced bribery
and kickbacks in public con-
struction projects by in-
vestigating thousands of
contracts dating back to the
early 1960s.

The panel was created in
1978 by then-Gov. Michael S.
Dukakis and a bloc of re-
formers in. the Legislature
after a scandal involving
construction on the Universi-
ty of Massachusetts' Boston
campus.

Unemployment Rate In
Pitt County Saw Only
Small November Rise

The unemployment rate in
Pitt County for the month of
November rose half a per-
centage point over the
October rate — from 5.7
percent in October to 6.2
percent in November.

Fran Thomas, Labor
Market Analyst at the
Greenville office of the
Employment Commission
attributes the rise in un-
employment locally to two
basic factors.

“One is the drop in agricul-
tural employment with the

end of the harvest season,”
Ms. Thomas said. ‘“The other
is that employment in
tobacco processing begins to
drop off this time of year,
with workers being laid off in
these jobs.”

The 6.2 percent un-
employment rate in Pitt
County is slightly lower than
the North Carolina rate in
November of 6.5 percent (up
from 6.3 percent in October),
and significantly lower than
the national rate of 7.1 per-
cent.

At the state level,
Employment Security
Commission chairman notes
“with the sharp increase in
the prime interest rate, we
had expected a noticeable
increase in unemployment.

“However,” he added,
“the very small rise reflects
the stability of North Caro-
lina’s normal economy. With
the exception of the seasonal
increase in agricultural
unemployment, November’s
employment picture is very

Ex-Con Has
Weird Skills

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) — James Hydrick moves pencils
by pointing at them, catches deer with his bare hands and
blocks punches and finds objects while blindfolded.

But there’s more to the gentle 21-year-old ex-con than a bag
of eye-popping parlor tricks. His mind-over-matter skills are
indeed amazing, but his odyssey from discarded infant to
master of martial arts is downright bizarre.

Hydrick arrived in Salt Lake last summer to set up a
martial arts school based on his knowledge of Wushu Gung
Fu, an ancient Chinese discipline aimed at achieving
complete mental and physical self control.

Hydrick has, at various times and always in the presence of
reporters, done the following:

—Turned pages of telephone books from 10 feet away and
moved pens, pencils, plants and other objects by giving them
hard stares.

—Blocked punches and found hidden coins or car keys while
blindfolded.

—Walked blindfolded down a line of 16 people and, without
touching them, known which are men and which are women.

—Sneaked up on deer at night and grabbed them around the
neck.

—Demonstrated a level of martial arts judged by experts to
be, well, expert.

Hydrick makes no claims to mystical or psychic powers. “
think it's an energy I put out,” he says.

Hydrick appeared this week on ABC-TV's “That's Incredi-
ble!” and has been the subject of local television and
newspaper stories. But until he spoke with The Associated
Press recently, he chose to keep his true origins secret
because “they didn’t fit what I've become. It’s painful as all
hell to me.”

To avoid dredging up his emotionally scarred past, Hydrick
put out a cover story to explain his skills —
essentially that he had trained in Tibet at the feet of a high
priest,

More than once in the AP interview, Hydrick became
agitated and asked to terminate the session rather than
answer questions about his youth. Finally he gave in. He
supplied a sheaf of documents — mostly reports from state
institutions and psychiatrists — his tale.

Hydrick was born in Passaic, N.J., to a drug addict mother
and bar bouncer father. Deserted by his mother, he spent his
boyhood in a succession of orphanages, foster homes and
state institutions in Georgia and South Carolina, where he
was termed an incorrigible discipline problem.

In 1969, at age 10, Hydrick began a six-year stint at Whitten
Village, an institution run by the South Carolina
of Mental Retardation. A teacher there wrote that the boy’s
“interest span is short unless the subject deals with magic or

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Expect ‘Gene Machine’
To Speed Up Research

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) —
Genetic research could be on
the verge of an explosion
with the development of a
computerized machine thal
promises to cut out months of
preliminary work in gene
splicing, scientists say.

The complex work of gene
splicing, in which human
genes are implanted in
bacteria to make such pro-
ducts as human insulin or
interferon, a possible cancer
weapon, has so far been
limited to a small group of

experts.

If the new machine works
the way its developers say it
should, thousands more sci-
entists would be able to do
genetic research, says Dr.
John Baxter, a researcher at
the University of California
at San Francisco, one of the

Windows, especially large
picture windows, are places
where you may lose a lot of
heat during cold days and
nights. Draperies help reduce
heat loss but there are some
additional things you can do
to have even more energy ef-
ficient window (treatments.
Draperies usually extend
about three inches out from
the wall. When you close the
draperies if the top of the
draperies aren't sealed in,
warm air is drawn over the
top and cools on the window
glass, This cold air flows
back into your room: under
the bottom of the window
treatment.

So, you can save heat and
heating dollars by closing in
the top of the draperies. A
closed-top decorative cornice
is one possibility. Or, if you
already have a valance, close
the top of it with wood, plastic
or non-flammable rigid in-
sulation.

This is only one more way
to make your home more
energy efficient. But it's one
that you might be able to do
yourself at little cost — and it
will help save money on your
utility bill, too.

Furniture arrangement
can also play a part in conser-
ving energy. Place furniture
s0 that it does not block
heating and cooling registers.
Use deflectors on registers to
make sure the flow of air goes
into the room — not behind
the draperies or under fur-

niture.

Remember that carpeting
also helps to keep your home
warmer, carpets with a short
but thick pile offer the most
resistence to heat loss.

Space Heater Capacity

On cold days, a space
heater can provide the extra
heat you need to keep a room
warm. Keep in mind however
that a space heater can be
dangerous when used im-
properly.

Think safety whenever you
handle or use a room heater.
For example, have old or
seldom-used heaters checked
by a professional service per-
son before using. And, if your
heater has a higher-than-
usual wattage, have an elec-
trician check the room wiring
to make sure it can handle the
heater.

If at all possible, space
heaters should be plugged in
without an extension cord. If
an extension cord is a must,
buy a heavy duty one from an
electrical supply store.

The location of your space
heater can be another key to
safety. Avoid putting it in

area or near fur-
niture, draperies or other
fabrics that might catch fire.
Be very sure to warn
not to touch any

part of the heater.

1t all adds up to this. If you
do use a space heater to keep
warm, do all you can to keep
safe, too.

Wailing Wall Time

RALEIGH — One must
read sharply and listen
carefully to comments issu-
ing from the seat of North
Carolina's government in the
weeks and months just
ahead. Wars and rumors of
war shall be as nothing

to the constant
bombardment of doomsday
utterings coming forth from
state agency officials,
legislators, and the ad-
ministration of Gov. Jim
Hunt as the ritual of budget
time rolls around again.

Hard times, high interest
rates, irate taxpayers and
nervous politicians will
combine to make January,
1981, the most verbose of
months as the General
Assembly convenes and the
governor unveils his
“austere” budget of only §12
billion for the upcoming two
fiscal years.

This is the culmination of
months of hard work and
lobbying already done.
Starting in the dogdays of
last summer, Gov. Hunt and
his advisory budget com-
mission heard from state
agencies their wish-list re-
quests. Those figures in-
variably run from two to
three times higher than any
sane individual would antici-
pate getting. They are
chopped viciously.

Guarantee

During that period, the
governor makes certain his
special requests are built
into the new budget proposal,
and legislators seeking
special funds hustle about
trying to get the governor, at
best, or a member of the
budget commission, at sec-
ond best, to “sponsor” a pet
project. That failing, by late
November already past, the

lawmaker, citizen lobbyist,
or agency chief who has not
succeeded in getting a
commitment must turn, in-
stead, to the leadership of the
General Assembly or public
outcries in hopes of getting

something.

That time is now at hand.
First will come that formal
budget stamped OK by the
governor and his com-
mission. it will be turned
over to the joint appropria-
tions committee of the House
of Representatives and the
Senate where legislators will
go through the actions of
looking at the budget. That
activity is really just te kill
time until a couple of im-
portant things happen:

1. Money experts figure out
how much surplus there is,
and how much tax money
will- come in above
estimates.

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Then, a special, little
committee called the
Supersub will go away for a
few days and nights to decide
which of the absolutely
essential things which are
being sought can realistically
be funded.

Other Editors Say
Keep 55 Mph Law

(Wilson Daily Times)

Sen. S.1. Hayakawa, R-Calif., plans to introduce a bill to
junk the nation’s 55-mph speed limit when the 97th Congress
convenes January 5. Pressures for repeal is coming from
California and six other Western states where motorists
traveling long, straight, lonely roads find the speed limit

frustrating.

But the inconvenience of slower speeds is not the only issue.
Under a 1978 law, at least 40 percent of a state’s drivers must
comply with the 55 mph limit or federal highway funds will be

withheld.

The U.S. Dept. of Transportation says California, Texas,
New Mexico, Montana, Wyoming, Arizona and Nevada are
not observing the requirement. Unless figures for the last
quarter of this year show drivers are slowing down, the seven
states could lose up to 5 percent of federal highway funds

earmarked for them.

Stricter compliance will be required by 1983. At least 70
of drivers must be observing the 55 mph limit by

then. There is
mph law in reducing

about the effectiveness of the 55
fatalities and

Highway accidents cost 54,615 lives in 1973 and 51,083 in 1979
even though the number of motor vehicles increased 22
percent during the six-year period. It should be noted that
higher fuel costs resulted in fewer miles driven, which could
account for some of the improved safety record.

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Night Minister Walks Streets Of San Francisco

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) —

Chuck Lewis strides along
the sidewalk, hands stuffed
in the pockets of a blue
trenchcoat, white cleric’s
collar gleaming like a beacon
in the cold fog He's the
Night Minister

For hundreds of derelicts,
addicts, prostitutes, run-
aways and lonely people,
Lewis is Father Christmas —
a Lutheran priest who works
for the Night Ministry, open
for business from 10 p.m. to 4
a.m. in the seedy Tenderloin
district

“Our basic theology is
nonjudgmental,” says Lewis,
48, who has walked the
streets for 16 years, helping
and finding help for those
who can't take care of
themselves.

The Night Ministry,
operated by the Council of
Churches, is a non-
denominational emergency
program for the community.

Lewis says he isn't afraid
of the sometimes desperate,
sometimes violent people he
helps. He's never been at-
tacked or robbed.

Once he pinpoints the pro-
blem, he often refers people
to a community service
program. That means
listening and asking ques-
tions.

Coffee Price
Going Down

The nation’s largest coffee
roasters say their prices are

ing down.

Hills Brothers Inc., the
nation’s third-largest
roaster, said Tuesday it is
lowering the wholesale price
of coffee by 18 cents a pound
to0 $2.55.

It also cut the price of
“High Yield" coffee by 15
cents per 13-ounce jar and
reduced the price of instant
coffee by a penny an ounce.

Rosalind Reidy, a
spokeswman for the San
Francisco-based company,
said the reductions matched
cuts by General Foods Corp.
and Procter & Gamble Co.,
the industry leaders.

She said the cut resulted
from continued reductions in
the price of green coffee. In
commodities market trading,
the price of such coffee has
fallen to $1.27 a pound.

The reduction is the first
since late October and con-
tinues a trend of declines
that began in July after
coffee climbed to $3.23 a

pound.

It usually takes about a
month for changes in the
wholesale price of coffee to
be reflected at the retail
level. But retailers often sell
coffee for less than its
wholesale price to attract
shoppers or because of
promotions offered by
roasters.

RICHMOND, Va.(AP) —
Children, once the targets of
a now-discontinued mass
sterilization program in
Virginia, would still be the
main victims of the pro-
cedure under a revision of
the state's sterilization laws,
critics of the measure have
charged.

Disclosure last year of
widespread sterilizations
practiced in the state over a
50-year period ending in 1973
led to legislative efforts this
year to revise the law.

The state has acknowl-
edged that some 8,300 Virgl-
nians were sterilized, usually
without their consent, at

t that any revision
of the state’s sterilization law
should withhold authority
from the state to sterilize
“for the good of society.”

But critics told a public
hearing on the controversial
subject Tuesday that the
revision doesn't go far
enough in protecting those
who might involuntarily lose
their right to parenthood —
particularly children.

The proposal in dispute
would still permit steriliza-
tion of children under the age
of 18 without their consent.

Permission would be nec-
essary from their parents or
guardians, however, and a
judge would have to see that
a series of detailed
guidelines were met before

sterilization.

Judy Goldberg, of the
American Civil Liberties
Union of Virginia, said the

Brooks Steps In

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) —
State Labor Commissioner
John Brooks, accusing other
state officials of dragging
their feet, said Tuesday he
was intervening in long-
stalled negotiations for a new
contract with dockworkers at
North Carolina’s two
state-owned ports.

Historians are no
longer portraying the 34th

don’t-rock-the-boat father
figure who spent his energies
on the golf course while the
country drifted.

The “new” Ike is pres-
ented as a skillful leader who
posed as non-political while
managing behind the scenes
to bend events in the way he
wanted them to go.

Eisenhower revisionism
has been going on for years,
but it has taken on new
pertinence with suggestions
that Ronald Reagan’'s pre-
sidency may be [ke-like.

Like Eisenhower, Reagan
is often seen as a
chairman-of-the-board-style
executive inclined to let
associates fill in the details
after he lays out the big
policy picture.

But at an American Histor-
ical Association convention
session here Tuesday, Fred
I. Greenstein, professor of
politics, law and society at
Princeton University, said
that image misrepresents
Eisenhower.

None of the historians in
his audience took issue with
Greenstein's characteriza-
tion of Eisenhower as an
activist who put his own
stamp on the presidency.

The historians also did not
quarrel with the assertion of
University of Massachusetts
historian Robert Griffith that

Eisenhower was a president
with a vision of an Amerizan
society encompassing his
own principles of coopera-
tion, self-restraint, discipline
and disinterested public
service.

Greenstein, a two-time
voter for Eisenhower’s Dem-
ocratic rival, Adlai E.
Stevenson, said newly
opened papers of the
Eisenhower administration
sustain the picture of Ike as a
practitioner of hard-ball poli-
tics.

“His skills were un-
derestimated at the time "
Greenstein said. ‘“They were
underestimated because it
was part of his skill to see
that they would be."”

He cited Eisenhower's
treatment of Joseph R. Mc-
Carthy, whose search for
subversives — and for
headlines — did not relax
even after Eisenhower, a
war hero and fellow Re-
publican, took White House
command

Publicly, Eisenhower was
known and criticized for a
hands-off approach to Mc-
Carthy, exemplified in Ike's
remark that he would not get
in the gutter with the
Wisconsin senator.

Behind the scenes,
Greenstein said, Eisenhower
conducted “a virtual day-
to-day campaign via the
media and ' congressional
allies to end McCarthy's po-
litical effectiveness.”

Rescue Mission
Nets Pot Ship

PORTSMOUTH, Va. (AP)
— A rescue mission turned
into a major drug seizure
when the Coast Guard found
four to 20 tons of marijuana
aboard the disabled fishing
vessel Don Franc,

At least 250 canvas-
wrapped bales of marijuana
weighing 30 to 80 pounds
each were counted by crew
members of the cutter
Cherokee who boarded the
Don Franc on Tuesday dur-
ing the search for a missing
crewman, a Coast Guard
spokesman said.

But the crew counted only
the bales visible on the deck
and in the hold, and the
actual cargo could be as
much as 20 tons, the vessel's
capacity, said Petty Officer
Bruce Pimental. ;

“When these people load
the boats, they pull up the
boards and stuff it in
wherever they can,” he said.

Seven of the eight crew
members of the Don Franc
were in the Virginia Beach
city jail Tuesday night in the
custody of the Immigration
and Naturalization Service.
They were expected to face
arraignment today on un-
specified drug charges.

The eighth crewman, a
50-year-old Colombian, was
presumed drowned after the
Don Franc’s engines quit in
15-foot seas Monday about 60
miles southeast of Cape
Henry.

The Coast Guard searched
more than five hours Monday
before giving up its hunt for
the man, who still was not
identified Tuesday pending
notification of relatives.

He fell into 39-degree water

after a 17-foot skiff contain-
ing the crew members
overturned as it made its
way from the abandoned Don
Franc toward the Italian
motor vessel Centauro.

Officials will be unable to
determine the total weight of
the cargo until the 55-foot
boat is towed into the Coast
Guard Support Center at
Craney Island, Pimental
said.

If the vessel is loaded to
capacity, the seizure would
be nearly as large as one
Dec. 21 when the Coast
Guard found 21 tons of
marijuana aboard the 76-foot
Panamanian trawler Silvano
after it ran aground at the
mouth of the York River.

Eight crew members from
the Silvano were arrested
and also are being held in the
Virginia Beach jail pending
federal grand jury action
Jan. 12,

The Coast Guard was un-
able to say where the Don
Franc is registered or who
owns it.

. He left home after a final domestic

blowup and, at the age of 16, found himself wandering along
the Savannah River south of Augusta, Ga.

That's where he says he met Wong Chung Wu, a
white-haired refugee from China who changed his life.

No documents exist to back up the next part of his story.

Hydrick claims he stayed a year with the old man,
purportedly a Tibetan high priest before the Communist

takeover in 1949,

*‘He taught me to levitate, fight blindfolded. He taught me
about hate, fear and love,” Hydrick says in a soft drawl. “He
said I reminded him of a little lost animal in a new jungle.”
Which, Hydrick says, is what he was.

Hydrick

left his mentor and while hitchhiking in

California in December 1977 caught a ride in a van. Police
later stopped the van and arrested its occupants, including
Hydrick, on charges of kidnapping and robbing two men
before dumping them along the highway.

Hydrick says the actual crime occurred before he was
picked up and that he was the next intended victim, not an
accomplice. But, he continues, because he had personal
articles belonging to one of the kidnapping victims in his

pockets, he was also charged.

Hydrick says his aftorney told him he would be released
with time served if he pleaded guilty. Hydrick pleaded guilty
— and spent the next 2% years in the Los Angeles County
Jail. He says he spent much of the time meditating in solitary
confinement : ““That's where a lot of my power increased.”

The guards, he says, were afraid of him. “I would put out

the lights
Hydrick recalls with a laugh.

and stop clocks” in order to get out of solitary,

Hydrick is eager to pass on his peculiar skills to others.
Already, he says a 6-year-old pupilcan move pencils and
plants. “I intend to have a monastery, a temple, to train
people the way oflife,” says Hydrick.

“The whole world has become negative,” he adds. “Think
positive thoughts and you get positive results."”

To illustrate his point, he picks up a reporter’s hand, points
it at a pencil and knits his brow. The pencil moves.

similar to that of October.”

Data just released by the
state ESC office shows there
were 18,100 fewer Tar Heels
employed in agriculture
during November, a drop of
22 percent from October.
Non-agricultural employ-
ment suffered a decline of
3,300 jobs, representing a 1.2
percent unemployment in-
crease in this field.

In some areas of
employment, however, gains
in employment were re-
ported. Manufacturing
employment added 3,200
employees, and the trade
sector of employment added
4,600 more people during
November, primarily in
preparation for holiday
sales.

Other gains were experi-
enced by government, which
added 1,800 employees; du-
rable goods manufacture, up
2,200 jobs; and non-durable
good manufacture, which
added 1,000 additional posi-
tions in November.

Dave Garrison, assistant
director of North Carolina's
ESC Bureau of Employment
Security Research, warns
that ‘‘despite November’'s
apparent stability, we expect
unemployment to be up in
December and again in
January. With interest rates
so exceptionally high, we see
no immediate relief in the
unemployment picture until
interest returns to more
normal levels.

The Sam Bowlers, who
occupied the house for 1886 to
1901, had 12 children.

The structure, about 5 by 8
feet, is as high as the two-
story house and stands four
feet from the dwelling. There
are doors at each level. An
upstairs house door opens to
a walkway. Residents didn't
have to go downstairs to
reach the toilet. A couple of
steps across the walkway
brought them to the out-
house’s upper door. Wooden
latticework, a fence of sorts,
gave privacy and protected
against falls to the ground.

Historical Society guides
sometimes describe the out-
house as one of the world's

great marvels,
They've been known to jest
that the “secret” of the

design is that downstairs
patrons are provided with
umbrellas.

In reality, the “secret” is
much more complicated. The
rear interior wall of the
downstairs section isn't the
back of the building. The
upstairs seat bench, on the
other hand, is located all the
way back. A chute is formed
by the building’s back wall
and the false wall behind the
first-story accommodations.

Editor Townsend tries to
be objective but he can't
conceal a wisp of hometown
pride. “As far as we know,
it's the only usable, two-story
outhouse in the United
States,” he says.

SALISBURY, Zimbabwe
(AP) — This young, black-
governed nation is ready to
become a major supplier of
food to neighboring nations
now dependent on white-
ruled South Africa

David Spain, president of
the Commercial Farmers
Union, predicts the 14,300
commercial farmers here in
what was formerly the Brit-
ish colony of Rhodesia will
this season reap the biggest
crop of corn — staple diet of
Africans in the region —
since 1974

Of the 1.6 million to 22
million metric tons of corn
expected, between 800,000
and 1 million metric tons will
be available for export to
surrounding black countries
that were bracing
themselves for famine,

“It's a beautiful agricul-
tural scene,” said Spain,
whose union includes the
5300 white farmers who
produce three-quarters of
Zimbabwe's food and most of
its annual exports worth §1.2
billion.

“They're fantastic, healthy
and growing well,” he said of
the 790,400 acres of corn
planted when the country got
its formal independence
from Britain last April 18
after the end of an
economy-crippling guerrilla
war.

“This will be the second
best year for farmers in the
history of the country,”
added Miles Johnson, who
like most farmers planted
corn instead of tobacco,
traditionally the country’s
main agricultural export
earner. “With guaranteed
high prices from the gov-
ernment and markets galore
we can't go wrong. Not even
the weather can upsel
things."”

White farmers,
particularly, are jubilant
about the prospects of a
bumper harvest. They had
been fearful of their future
under black rule because
they lived in remote, vulner-
able homesteads at the front
line of the seven-year war
waged by guerrillas loyal to
Robert Mugabe, now the
prime minister, or Joshua
Nomo, now home affairs
minister.

“We have our problems,”
said Johnson, citing an in-

“  crease in cattle rustling, crop

theft, illegal squatting on
land that blacks believe in-
dependence promised them,
and harassment by some
junior officials of Mugabe's
governing Zimbabwe African

National Union and Nkomo's

Patriotic Front.

“But it's better than we
can remember for years,”
Johnson added, noting that
many of his neighbors were
forced to abandon their
farms during the war and
that most of the 800 white
civilian victims were farm-
ers.

Unlike other African lead-
ers who nationalized land,
deported white farmers and
constantly harassed others,
Mugabe has repeatedly
urged those in his country to
stay.

Mugabe, addressing regu-
lar meetings of White farm-
ers in country clubs, halls
and hotels, has stressed the
need for Zimbabwe to boost
its agricultural output to
avoid facing the sort of
starvation that one-time food
exporters like Angola,
Kenya, Malawi and Zambia
are today trying to avert.

Those countries — and
others such as Mozambique,
Tanzania and Zaire — have
ordered hundreds ot
thousands of tons of corn and
wheat from South Africa, the
last white-ruled country on
the continent.

That kind of dependence on
South Africa undermines
their oft-proclaimed support
for black nationalist guerril-
las hoping one day to oust
South Africa’'s white gov-
ernment.

To make Zimbabwe the
granary of central-southern
Africa thousands of acres of
unused or abandoned land
are being given to peasant
farmers who now number
700,000 and who produce 12
percent of the total agricul-
tural sales.

Statistics reveal a dismal
food production record for
Africa as a whole.

Up to 1939, according to the
United Nation’s World
Health Organization, the
continent fed itself.

In the last decade Africa
suffered a decline of 1 per-
cent a year in food output,
forcing its countries to dou-
ble grain imports to $18
billion and nudging 21 of 50
i t states to the
brink of famine, the UN.
organization says.

Japan See
Ranks Fade

TOKYO (AP) - For two
decades Japan's anti-
Establishment, leftist radi-
cals could muster thousands
of chanting followers for
military-style demonstra-
tions and confrontations with
police. But their organiza-
tions have dwindled in recent
years to a few hundred who
now are fighting among
themselves.

The leftists, whose ranks
swelled with student follow-
ers in the 1969-72 era, lost a
rallying point with the U.S.
withdrawal from Vietnam,

concentrated much activity
against Tokyo's Narita In-
ternational Airport, delaying
the opening for seven years.
Six people have died in
anti-Narita violence laun-
ched by the left in an unlikely
coalition with local farmers
who objected to sacrificing
their rice paddies for the
2,600-acre facility which fi-
nally opened in 1978.
However, the two major
surviving factions of the once
powerful Zengakuren student
movement have devoted
more energy to a blood feud
which has claimed eight lives
this year and 80 since 1969,
The Chukaku, a middle-

N core faction, struck most

recently, beating to death
five members of the rival
Kakumaru, or Revolutionary
Marxist faction, in broad
daylight on a Tokyo street on
Oct. 30.

Police, in fact, refuse to
discuss the radicals, saying
only that their investigations
are “confidential.”” However,
diplomats in contact with
police said authorities
believe that radical rightists,
who occasionally attempt to
assassinate politicians, are
more dangerous to society
now than the left, which is
embroiled in internecine vio-
lence.

“Now people reject the
radical left, but a decade ago
it drew support from stu-
dents, parents, housewives,
even businessmen,” said a
former student radical.

He said student mem-
bership in leftist groups
dropped off sharply in 1972
after the Japanese Red

The House defeated, 97 for
and 259 against, a bill (HR
5935) to enhance the privacy
and accuracy of medical
records kept by institutions
The bill did not apply to doc-
tors' offices. In part, it
limited government in-
vestigators and other out-
siders in their access lo
records, and gave patients
the right to inspect their
records and seek the correc-
tion of wrong information.

Supporter Richardson

“between the patient’s right
of privacy and the legitimate
needs of others for medical
information.”

NUCLEAR WASTE — The
House defeated, 161 for and
218 against, an amendment
strengthening a sfate’s veto
of any federal decision to
store nuclear wastes in the
state. Under the amendment,
the veto would stand unless
both houses of voted
to void it. Left intact by this
vote was language rendering
a state’s veto meaningless
unless one house of Congress
voted to let it stand.

The vote occurred during
debate on a bill (HR 8378) to
establish a federal plan for
permanently storing radioac-
tive wastes — primarily from
nuclear power plants — in
geologic formations. The bill
died when the 9%th Congress
adjourned.

A Dollhouse
Of Love And
Loveliness

PORT COSTA, Calif. (AP)
— Muriel Whitmore re-
members the first and only
doll of her childhood. It was a
10-inch, 10-cent model in
black-and-white checked
dress, a pink ribbon in its
blond hair

That was, let's say, at least
60 years ago. Muriel, as she’s
known in this town of 300
about 40 miles northeast of
San Francisco, doesn't want
her age printed. And she
probably wouldn’t call a doll
an“it.”

For, in “Muriel's Doll
Museum” the tiny woman
makes more than 3,000 ex-
quisite dolls come alive.

She enjoyed her childhood
doll for only a few months.
“Santa himself handed it to
me for Christmas, and by
spring it was gone,” burned
in a fire in her Ohio home,
she says.

Now, a similar doll rests in
a showcase, one of many
elaborate displays in what
should be Muriel’s living
room. Next to it is a photo-
graph of Muriel al 5. She
looks a lot like the doll.

The resemblance makes
for just one of many de-
lightful anecdotes Muriel
tells in her home tucked
along the hillside that
overlooks the Carquinez
Strait.

The waterway once led to
one of the world’s largest
grain ports. Now, most trav-
elers whiz by the Interstate
80 exit unaware that a few
miles of winding road, a
breeze through Crockett, a
left at the “Y" and a glance
from the Port Costa
barbershop can bring them
to the miniature world of
Muriel.

Step inside and you face
the most obvious object of
Muriel's pride and joy. It's a
200-pound . white, gabled
dollhouse, built of redwood.

“The most gorgeous house
in the world,” Muriel says,
took friend Dennis Kaysing
14 months to build. As dainty
and detailed as a wedding
cake, it was modeled after
her childhood farm.

Muriel's eyes brighten as
ghe gives a “tour” En-
chanted visitors have added
many of its delicate
furnishings, like a Christmas
tree with tiny hand-made
candles. Indeed, Muriel has
many loyal friends, judging
by the many dolls, somé of

them childhood favorites,

given to the museum.

“There's nothing but
sharing and loving here,”
Muriel says, explaining why
she spends time and money
to fill her home with dolls.
“Just all the happiness that
dolls bring tous.” *

With a tiny doll stenciled
onto her glasses and a cap of
roses made from grosgrain,
Muriel often delights more
than the dolls.

A former postal worker,
she draws on 14 years spent
as the director of a children's
theater. She's at her finest
when showing off her
“classroom,” a dining area
now a crowded collection of a
piano she can make sound
like a merry-go-round, a
bench she took from a old red
schoolhouse that later
became her home and, of
course, the “pupils.”

She carefully makes her
way through the cramped
space (“Please don't call it
cluttered. That sounds
messy,” she says). She ad-
justs a gaily wrapped gift in
one toddler's hand, poised to
present it to the schoolmarm,
a 44-yearold wax manne
quin. And, in a favorite line,
she points out the little girl,
hand raised, “who’s been
wanting to go to the
bathroom for 11 years.”

Dolls are big business. The
world auction record for a
doll is $18,000, paid in
Switzerland.

Muriel has many prized
beauties, of wood, wax, bis-
que, even figures of an old
couple made of
breaderumbs, but she won't
estimate the yalue of her
collection. Her most
expensive item is a goggle-
eyed doll which cost her
$4,500.

But it’s the joy that the
dolls bring to visitors that is
most important, she says,
recalling a blind woman
from Sweden who spent
hours in the museum,

“She must have been in
her 90s. She was 8o happy. I
