Residents in the Lynndale area are hopeful that steps
planned in the next few weeks to combat the blackbird
roosting problems there will serve as a deterrent to birrds
returning next year after normal migratory activities.

Members of the Lynndale Neighborhood Association miet
Tuesday night to discuss the bird problem and after
considering several options, agreed to pursue the method of
clearing undergrowth as a means of eliminating roostiing
sites.

Kurt Fickling, president of the neighborhood organizaticn,
said that Dr. John Freeman, state public health veterinarian,
Dr. Robert Ehinger {rom the Pitt County Health Department,
and local Public Works director Mayo Allen, met with the
residents.

According to Fickling, it was agreed that little can be done
to make the birds leave this year, but it is hoped that by
continuing the clearance project initiated on Jan. 14 the birds
will seek roosting area elsewhere next year when they
migrate from the northern states.

“We have found that we will not be able to make them
move,” Fickling observed, noting it is estimated that in
excess of one million birds have made the Lynndale area
their winter home this year. He noted Freeman indicated it
has been shown that normally when birds change their
roosting site, they will move a considerable distance.

“It (clearing the underbrush) has worked in some areas but

Fickling explained that the birds appar‘ently roost at night
some five to 15 feet above the grourvd, using the dense
underbrush as a windbreaker. He said it is hoped that if the
undergrowth situation is altered in Lynnd ale, the birds will go
somewhere else next winter. The birds w ill probably migrate
north in the next two months, he pointed ot it.

According to Fickling, the neighborho od association, with
“*substantial” financial help from the Ly nndale Development
Corp., plans to raise funds to hire Stackhouse Inc. of
Goldsboro to use its heavy equipment in clearing the
remaining underbrush from the 10-12 acre : wooded area.

The city, in conjunction with the Lynn« Jale property owners
and development council, was able to s ecure the services of
Stackhouse for one day on Jan. 14 ti> clear a section of
roosting area at no local cost. Fickling :said that two to three
days will be needed to complete the clear ance work.

He mentioned that the Health Depa rtment will take soil
samples soon to see if spores which fos ter a fungus disease,
Histoplasmosis, are in the ground. Emyhasizing that “at the
present time there is no danger of disjease,” Fickling said
health officials have explained that .a three to ten year
accumulation of bird droppings in an ar ea provides a culture
medium where the disease can grow. If the spores are found
to be in the ground, steps will be taken to eliminate the
problem. Spraying will take care of the: d roppings, he said.

*‘We are looking at a six to eight wexekc period before we can
start clearing,” the spokesman said.

Fickling said the Lynndale residents appreciated the help
provided by the city in combating the: bird problem. He noted
that since privale property is involvead, the city is restricted
by law from providing manpower and city equipment to
tackle the problem.

“The city has done everything it ¢:an to help us,” he said,
observing that local officials were also helpful in lining up
experts to advise the residents.

Gail Meeks, the city's ombudsper son who handles citizen's
complaints, confirmed that sinc:e private property is
involved, the city feels it has dorie about all it can after
arranging for the initial one-day clez irance work.

Allen said that while the city car1 not put its manpower or
equipment on private property, the city is concerned and has
not turned its back on the proble m. He added that he will
“*help in any way I can individually. "'

Workshiop On
Zoning Set For
February

Members of the Joint

City-County Planning &
Zoning Commission dis-
cussed a number of technical
matters last night and
scheduled a February
workshop to go over several
proposed Zoning Ordinance
Amendments

The joint board approved
four Rules of Procedure
amendments that were de-
scribed as administrative
matters. Planning director
Bobby Roberson said the
amendments brought the
rules of procedure in line
with current practices.

The amendments included:
membership, setting the:
term of membership to
commence on the date of
appointment; annual report ,
changing from fiscal to
calendar year; subdivision
regulations, addressing the
existence of the Subdivisicn
Review Committee; and snil
erosion and sedimentation
control, eliminating the con-

sideration of those matters
from the rules of proceedure.

The Feb. 11 workshop,
which will also have public
input to the extent that build-
ers and engineers will be
specifically invited, will
address several Zoning Ordi-
nance amendments. They
include: measuring lot
widths; reduction of fron-
tyard setback requirements;
street access; condominium
and townhouse development
exemptions; and Subdivision
Ordinance changes, address-
ing design standards for
subdivision plats.

Board members voted to
recommend to the City
Council that an amendment
regarding corner lots be
approved. The board re-
commended that the
amendment state that when
a corner lot in a commercial
zoning district adjoins a res-
idential zoning district, the
setback requirement from
the street in that yard which
adjoins the residential dis-

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Congressman Walter B. Jones
(D-NC) yesterday was approved by the full House of
Representatives to serve as chairman of the House Merchant
Marine and Fisheries Committee during this term of
Congress.

Jones expressed dismay at the large size of the staff he
inherited and said he planned to make immediate reductions
to bring the payroll under control.

He has since Issued 21 termination notices amounting to a
half million dollars in salaries per year.

Jones said he has plans to further streamline the staff
without affecting its efficiency in any way, He is the first
congressman from North Carolina to chair a house
committee in recent years.

His predecessor, Herbert Bonner, held the Merchant

Marine chairmanship at the time of his death.
Jones said he would accept the challenge to upgrade the
fleet in keeping with President Reagan’s plans to strengthen

our military defense.

No Arms To
Be Sent Iran

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Reagan administration,
still suspicious of Iran, will
not deliver any of the $450
million worth of US. mili-
tary equipment purchased by
the government of the late
shah, Secretary of State
Alexander M. Haig says.

Although Iran’s revolu-
tionary government has not
requested delivery of the
equipment, Haig made it
clear Wednesday that the
United States had no inten-
tion of honoring that
purchase agreement even if
Iran asks for the goods and
will not enter into any future
contracts for military
equipment with Iran.

‘“Let me state
categorically today there will
be no military equipment
provided to the government
of Iran, either under earlier
obligations and contractual
arrangements, or as yet un-
stated "' he said.

Haig said the United States
might try to sell the military
equipment — mostly spare
parts for U.S.-built jet
fighters, tanks, helicopters
and other weapons —
elsewhere and reimburse
Iran for the cash value of the
parts. :

In a telephone interview
Wednesday night with ABC
News, former Iranian
Foreign Minister Sadegh
Ghotbzadeh called the U.S.
posture “‘a very wrong and
unwise decision at this time
because ... there are some
forces trying to change the
entire weaponry system of
Iran."

A State Department of-
ficial said the issue of mili-
tary equipment, for which
Iran paid $457 million, was
pot raised during the final
negotiations that led to re-
lease of the 52 American

hostages. '

tee on the hostage deal.

Constable said the military
goods are still subject to U.S.
law that requires federal
licenses for their shipment to
Iran.

Sen. John Glenn, D-Ohio, a
Foreign Relations Commit-
tee member, said all licenses
Iran had for shipments of
U.S. military equipment
have expired and would have
to be renewed.

At his first news con-
ference since taking office,
Haig said the United States
will honor the hostage-
release pact, but the
administration also wants to
ensure Iran meets its obliga-
tions as well.

Although the ftrade em-
bargo with Iran has been
lifted, Haig advised that ‘‘the
most careful caution should
be applied by American
firms, large and small,”
which want to consider
trading with [ran.

Haig said he didn’t want to
discuss publicly any possible
retaliatory measures the
United States might take
against Iran as a result of the
taking and treatment of the
American hostages.

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —
Israeli warplanes bombed
and rocketed a series of
targets in southern Lebanon
today and Lebanese officials
said at least three people
were Kkilled in raids on a
Palestinian refugee camp
near the port city of Sidon.

The Israeli attack, which
followed a Palestinian guer-
rilla rocket barrage that
wounded seven Israelis in an
Israeli frontier town, was
aimed at four Palestinian
bases in southern Lebanon,
Israel’s military command
said.

Lebanese officials and
witnesses said initial reports
were that three people were

killed and several injured in
the air raids, the first attacks
by Iraeli jets on targets in
southern Lebanon this year.

The officials said the raids
were against targets near the
port city of Sidon. In Tel
Aviv, Israel's military
command said the raids
scored “accurate hits" near
Sidon and Tyre and that all
the Israeli jets returned
safely.

It was the first air raid
reported over Lebanon since
Dec. 31 when Iraeli
warplanes clashed with
Syrian MiG-21 fighters and
Israel reported it shot down
two Syrian planes.

According to the mayor, plans call for the acquisition of
right-of-way for an interchange located approximately half
way between Greenville and Wilson, in the area of State Road
1510.

Construction of the $118.i4 million, four-lane freeway will
be done iri phases, with the first segment starting at Highway
58 at Wilson and proceeding to Farmville. The second phase
will begir) on this side of Farmville and work to Greenville,
with the third phase involving the connector around
Farmville.

McGlohon noted that the existing bypass 4t Farmville will
be utilized during construction and when the two segments
are completed, they will join the connector on the north side
of Farmville.

He also reported that the state has assigned Cameron Lee,
a special projects planning engineer in the Planning and
Research Branch of the Division of Highways, to study Evans
Street improvement possibilities here from Tenth Street out
to Greenville Boulevard.

McGlohon said that the planning engineer will conduct a
feasibility study on the widening of Evans Street in terms of
justifying improvement expenditures. He added that the city
is hopeful that the study will result in a high priority being
placed on the Evans Street project and subsequent funding,.

In Museum

PHILADELPHIA (AP) —
Some old boots never die,
their soles are just laid to
rest in the Shoe Museum.

The 500 pairs of shoes at
the museum, run by the
Pennsylvania College of
Podiatric Medicine, range
from sneakers worn by mod-
ern athletes to sandals worn
by ancient Egyptians.

In the collection are the
shoes of many celebrities,
including the pumps of three
first ladies. Betty Ford’s
silver kid sandal is size
8%-B, Lady Bird Johnson
wore a T-AAAA, and Mamie
Eisenhower’s shoe — a 6'5-B
— bears the inscription:
“Made expressly for Mrs,
Dwight D. Eisenhower."

One pair of Egyptian san-
dals from about 200 B.C. has
a human face on each sole.

“The Egyptians believed
that if you put pictures of an
enemy on the soles of your
sandals, you could stomp all
over that enemy when you
got to the next world,” says
curator James Bates.

Also in the collection is a
pair of 200-year-old Dutch
wooden shoes, known as
sabots. From these shoes
came the word “sabotage.”
If a farm hand was unhappy
with his job, say the museum
notes, he'd stomp all over the
crops, ‘‘sabotaging” the
harvest.

Clothing Can Tell The
Future About The Past

IOWA CITY, lowa (AP) —
In our grandparents’ day,
dad’'s coat and pants and
mother's dresses were often
“eut down” for the oldest
child and handed on through
stairsteps of children till they
were threadbare.

“Smaller families and
greater affluence today have
freed us from the need to get
every possible minute of
wear from every yard of
fabric,” points out Betty
Kelly, Ph.D., who teaches
textiles and clothing in the
University of lIowa Depart-
ment of Home Economics.

“So we have a better
chance than our ancestors
did to preserve for our de-
scendants clothing which will
tell them much about us and
link them to their past,” Dr.
Kelly says.

Students in the UI class in
Historic Textiles and Appar-
el learn the need to store a
record along with clothing
saved for posterity.

“Tell when and where the
garment was purchased and
by whom, its price, who wore
it and on what occasions,”
Dr. Kelly advises. “‘Include
details on fiber content and
fabric weave unless this is on
clothing labels. Such in-
formation will simplify con-
servation years from now."

You may wish to turn over
especially valuable garments
to professionals to prepare
for storage, she says. De-
partment stores and
museums can recommend
reputable firms.

But if you want to “'do it
yourself,” here are Dr
Kelly's suggestions:

—Determine the fiber and
weave of the fabric if you
don't know them. A museum
expert or a textile chemist at
a university can identify fab-
ric content by feeling and
looking at the fabric, burning
a few threads raveled from a
seam (wool smells like
burning hair), or examining
fibers under a microscope
(good for synthetics).

—Dirt can cut fibers. Make
sure present-day garments
are completely clean, but
don't iron them. However, if
you're storing a fragile an-
tique garment that's been
hanging in grandmother's
attic, cleaning could do more
harm than good.

—Remove loose dirt with a
hand vacuum, putting a
piece of fiberglass screen
over the nozzle to keep the
fabric from being sucked in.
Air old garments on a bed.
Hanging them in the sun will
put stress on fabric and fade
colors.

—To determine whether
dyes are colorfast, put a few
dops of distilled water on an
inside seam and set a blotter
on the wet spot. If the blotter
absorbs color, don't wash the
garment, If color doesn't
run, you can hand-wash cot-

Rewriting A Law

By BILL NOBLITT

RALEIGH — A proposed
rewrite of the state’s liquor
laws soon to be taken under
study in the General
Assembly was designed to
clarify the often conflicting
laws and simplify them,
avoding controversial and
substantial change.

Despite that, some of the
changes outlined by a special
study committee of
legislators will have con-
siderable impact in some
communities.

Careful reading of the 140
pages of proposed law-
change reveals that :

— ABC stores could re-
main open on election day; a
departure from law and
tradition of long standing;

— Wine could be served in
a restaurant in any area
where ABC stores are legal,
whether that specific ques-
tion was voted upon;

— A town could not vote
itself dry when the county in
which it is located votes wet;

Law Enforcement

— Aleohol enforcement
agents could not enter a
business to inspect it except
during times when the opera-
tors are present; current law
says they can inspect at any
time;

— Local police would be
forbidden to conduct routine
inspections for alcohol vio-
lations unless specifically
contracted with to carry out
that work;

— A town could hold a
mixed-drink election in a dry
county without the present
provision that at least two
towns would have been re-
quired to vote “yes” while
the county voted “no".

State Rep. James F.
Morgan of High Point and
State Senator Robert S.
Swain of Asheville chaired
the study group which drew
up the revision of the law
which they describe as
avoiding controversial issues
and leaving the law

“basically as it is.”” To go
further would have bogged
the committee down ‘“‘so
much that it could not have
produced a re-write”’.

Still, in addition to the
substantive changes briefly

outlined above, the commit-
tee is making two 'other
recommendations likely to
lead to some controversy.

The Alcohol Law En-
forcement agency is cur-
rently operated by the De-
partment of Crime Control
and Public Safety, where it
was lodged in 1977 after a
major fight between the Al-
coholic Beverage Control
Commission and the De-
partment of Crime Control.
Gov. Jim Hunt pushed for the
move of the agency from the
ABC commission.

Now, the proposed legisla-
tion would move that unit
back where it was originally
located, a move which Hunt
will oppose, and which ABC
Commission chairman
Marvin Speight says he did
not seek, and will oppose
himself. He fought to keep
the agency three years ago,
but says now that with the
commission operating
smoothly he doesn't weant to

get back into the police

And, the state ABC gov-
erning board would be given
authority to levy fines and
work out compromise deals
with liquor law violators.

A Tax Rip-Oft

(The Raleigh Times)
Legislators across Capitol Square need to cock an ear down
the Fayetteville Street Mall and heed Wake County Tax

Supervisor Lonnie Bost.

He speaks for 100 counties who urgently need state help to
compel thousands of tax-delinquent automobile owners to pay
up at their courthouses what they owe for their cars.

This perennial headache once was partly the fault of the
counties and the Motor Vehicles Division. Now those two,
through better sharing of car-registration information, have
done about all they can to hook and haul in car-owning tax
shirkers. The ball belongs to the lawmakers.

Each year they don’t pick it up and run with it costs
inhabitants of Wake alone over a million dollars. Bost
estimtes the county lost $651,000, and its municipalities
another $401,000 on the 34,720 cars, trucks and motorcycles
whose owners didn't pay property tax last year.

That $651,000 if collected could buy Wake people 65,100
sorely needed library books — every year.

It could supply each and every Wake schoolchild with over
$10 more of the basic supplies their classrooms perennially

run out of —

every year. Or it could bring a score more

teachers or counselors into those children’s schools — and
have more than enough left over to raise 500 school bus

drivers’ pay by a dollar an hour,

It could buy at least 6 acres of the Methodist Home site or
several times that much parkland elsewhere in the county —
each year. The cities’ $401,000 could buy more such land, or
more police protection or other services.

To continue losing such hefty chunks of local revenue is
sheer blind stupidity for the State of North Carolina. For the
counties themselves to collect even part of it is costly — about
$2.80 per unlisted vehicle in Wake compared with only 40
cents for vehicles the owner lists.

If the legislature can't bring itself to require either proof of
county tax payment or that payment itself at Motor Vehicles
offices before any car can be registered, it could start by
requiring proof that a vehicle has at least been listed in the
owner’s county. It is locating unlisted cars that costs tax

offices most.

But the better Assembly dttion would be simply to direct
MVD to deny registration to anyone who can’t prove he has
both listed and paid what he owes his county for his car.

Carter never took the call,
It came only after Ronald
Reagan, his successor, was
sworn in as the nation’s 40th
president.

The painful wait was re-
corded on videotape, from
6:30 am. EST Jan. 20 until
10:19 a.m., minutes before
Carter left the Oval Office to
escort Reagan to the Capitol
for the inauguration
ceremony.

The tape, edited to delete
sections that might com-
promise national security
and made available to televi-
sion networks Wednesday
evening, shows scenes of a
presidency and its biggest
crisis coming to an end at the
same time.

It is 6:30 a.m. It is still
dark outside. Carter has
been at work for almost 48
hours with no more than 1%
hours’ sleep. His eyes are
slits. Vice President Walter
F. Mondale, who is in and out
of the Oval Office during the
four-hour period on tape,
looks just as tired, deep puffy
circles forming under his
eyes.

Carter puts down a white
telephone receiver minutes
later and reads to his press
secretary, Jody Powell, and
others in the room from a
notation: “I've got at 6:30
the escrow was signed at
6:18."

All is moving according to
plan. The escrow account at
the center of the hostage
release agreement is taking
shape.

Treasury Secretary G.
William Miller calls. Carter
tells him: “Right on, man.
That’s great. That's great.”

But it wasn't — yet. There
were still problems to be
overcome with both the Fed-
eral Reserve Bank of New
York and the Bank of
England, key clearing houses
as billions of dollars were
transferred electronically

from nation to nation.

Finally, at 8:06 a.m.,
Algerian intermediaries de-
cided all the requirements of
the escrow account had been
met. The president had left
the office momentarily to get
a haircut in his adjacent
study, giving in to pressure
from the first lady, accord-
ing to Powell, who released
and edited the tape.

About 8:30 am., with
daylight coming in through
the bullet-proof windows
looking out on the South
Lawn, Carter called Reagan.
The outgoing president gave
the incoming one up-to-
the-minute details,

“1 just wanted to let you

Huyser, now commander of
the U.S. Military Airlift Com-
mand, was all but invited by
Jimmy Carter during their
White House chat to reveal in-
side information that could be
used in the Senate against
Haig.

Inaugural Fiasco

Having presided over one
of the most chaotic inaugural
weeks of modern times has
not dislodged Los Angeles
millionaire Charles Z. Wick,
a member of the Reagan “kit-
chen cabinet,”” as front-
runner to become director of
the International Com-
munications Agency (ICA).

Reagan advisers who want
to build ICA (the former
USIA) into a potent global in-
formational weapon have felt
that Wick, a semi-retired nur-
sing homes entrepreneur,
simply does not have the
background. Nevertheless,
President Reagan has put his

term, in June 1982, thanks
advice from one of the new
president’s most admiring
military supporters: retired
Adm. Thomas Moorer.

Moorer, a Vietnam-era JCS
chairman, backed Reagan
for president and was offend-
ed by Jones' rigid support for
President Carter’s national
security positions. But he has
advised Reagan that to fire
Jones would continue the
politicization of the military
that Moorer contends began
under Carter.

Moorer has advised
Reagan that there would be
no question of politicization if
Jones were removed after he
actually has served under
Reagan. More likely, Jones
will be kept on in a figurehead
role and given little repon-
sibility in hopes that he will
quit before his term ends.

Economic Wars

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The Promise Nobody Has Kept

NEW YORK (AP) — Poli-
ticians’ vows to balance the
federal budget are usually
taken these days the same
way a creditor responds to
assurances that “the check is
in the mail” — with a large
dose of skepticism.

The promise has been
made repeatedly in the past
decade, by various presi-
dents, but to date it hasn’t
been kept.

As President Reagan
begins his tenure in office,
many people in the financial
world aren’t yet fully
persuaded that this time
things might be different.

At least that's what Rich-
ard B. Hoey, a Wall Street
economist, found when he
conducted his latest periodic
“'decision-makers poll” of a
broad sample of financial
executives.

Surveyed in December,
these portfolio managers,
corporate financial officers,
economists and industry
analysts foresaw, on

average, a 38 percent chance

that the government would _

achieve a balanced budget
sometime in the next five
years.

That's hardly a sign of
runaway optimism — al-
though it is a considerable
increase from the 23.3 per-
cent reading Hoey got last
October, before the election.

Hoey, who works at the
brokerage firm of Bache
Halsey Stuart Shields Inc.,
also found some hopes that
the Reagan administration
will be able to reduce the role
of federal spending in the
economy.

In the latter half of the
1970s, he notes, federal
spending averaged about 22
percent of the gross national
product, a measure of the
nation’s total output of goods
and services.

The consensus of the exec-
utives responding to the
survey was that the federal
spending share of GNP
would drop by the mid-1980s
t020.9 percent.

On the subject of the in-
vestment outlook, Hoey's
group had some positive

thoughts about the stock

market.

Asked to rate the prospects
of several different kinds of
investments for providing a
return greater than the rise
of consumer prices, the re-
spondents gave U.S. stocks a
67.1 percent chance of beat-
ing inflation.

Spot crude oil came next at
65.4 percent, followed by
single-family homes, 58.1
percent; commercial real
estate, 58.2 percent; gold, 53
percent, and a diversified
portfolio of foreign stocks,
52.8 percent. Bonds brought
up the rear, at 41.8 percent.

Hoey pointed out that the
survey respondents’ con-
clusions about the future
bore a close resemblance to
the pattern of the recent

past.
“It is striking that the
ranking of these alternative
investments almost exactly
parallels the performance of
the various assets over the
last several years," he said.
The high ranking of stocks,
he noted, comes after most
market averages reached
record highs in recent
months. The low ranking of

bonds comes shortly after
prices of many bonds hit
all-time lows.

There is another group of
forecasters known for pro-
jecting past trends into the
future — investment adviso-
ry services. Because that
kind of thinking fails to take
unexpected changes into
account, the services have a
reputation for being wrong
much of the time in their
CONSEnsus views,

The Treasury officials com-
plain that Anderson's com-
ments on the lack of
economic expertise in the
Reagan administration is in-
sulting to Treasury Secretary
Donald T. Regan.

Reagan’s tax cuts.

Sullivan For Yarmolinsky

David Sullivan, a hard-line
analyst of Soviet nuclear
weaponry, is moving into the
job in the Arms Control and
Disarmament Agency (AC-
DA) that was filled exactly
four years ago by Adam Yar-
molinsky, the liberal Har-
vard law professor.

Sullivan for Yarmolinsky
as ACDA counselor is starkly
symbolic of the switch from
the Carter to the Reagan ad-
ministration. Sullivan was
eased out of his Central In-
telligence Ageny (CIA) job as
a Soviet affairs analyst in
1978 after he gave a copy of
his own report on Soviet
weapons progress to the top
defense aide of Sen. Henry M
Jackson. The classified study
documented the Carter ad-
ministration's alleged efforts
to withhold facts about the
Soviet buildup.

Stripped of his special in-
telligence clearance, Sullivan
went to work for several
Republican senators. He now
has been totally
rehabilitated, his clearances
restored. His new job at AC-
DA, the third-ranking post in
the agency, guarantees that
one of this nation's most
knowledgeable experts on
Soviet nuclear weaponry will
have a voice in future arms
control talks between Presi-
dent Reagan and Soviet
President Leonid Brezhnev.

Russia Protests Criticism Of

MOSCOW (AP) — The
Soviet Foreign Ministry
called in America’s top dip-
lomat in Moscow today to
protest State Department
criticism of Soviet press
treatment of the release of
the U.S. hostages, the Soviet
news agency Tass reported.

Embassy con-
firmed that Charge
d’Affaires Jack F. Matlock
was summoned to the
Foreign Ministry, but de-

Freed
Hostages
Are Honored

FARMVILLE — The

“The Soviet stand toward
holding staff members of the
American Embassy in
Tehran is consistent and
unambiguous,” Tass said,
apparently quoting the
statement to matlock.

“The US.S.R. has been
advocating and continues to
advocate - unswerving com-
pliance with the generally
recognized norms of in-
ternational law."

Tass added: ““The thought
prompts itself that the
campaign around the ques-
tion of the former American
hostages, a campaign hostile
to the Soviet union, is being
kindled in the United States
exactly in a bid to cover up
plans of consolidation of an
American military pre-
sence’ in the Persian Gulf
region.

It said the U.S. military
presence there was ‘‘a
means of gross pressure
upon the countries of that
region.”

The statement to Matlock
was the latest move in a
growing dispute between the
two countries over the Sovi-
ets' behavior during the final
days of the hostages’ deten-
tion and the first days of
their freedom.

The Soviet press in the last
few weeks has claimed the
United States was preparing
to attack Iran, that Ameri-
can officials feared the freed
hostages would not be suffi-
ciently anti-Iranian in their
comments to reporters, and
that CIA specialists planned
to brainwash them during
their “‘decompression’”’ stop
in West Germany.

They
are, the eight guys who gave
their lives and the hostages
who had to stick it out.
They're the heros," he said

Beckwith said he still
supports President Carter’s
actions to free the hostages.

“I think he handled it very
well. I may be too close to it,
but I find it very difficult to
fault President Carter.

“Now I'd fault some of the
people around him, oh, hell
yeah. But I'd never fault

Carter.”

Beckwith said Carter knew
exactly what he was getting
into and he understood the
risks.

““He told me, ‘If this thing
doesn't go, your troops are
not to blame and you aren't
to blame. I'm foblame.’ "

After the rescue mission
failed, Beckwith gave up his
role to take a staff position
with the Joint Special
Operations Command. The
organization was formed to
oversee the Delta team
which he headed on the Iran
mission.

Asked if giving up com-
mand of the Delta team was
punishment for the failure of
the rescue mission, Beckwith
said no.

“T don’t think so at all. You
can't have the best things
forever.”

Beckwith declined to say
what his new role with the
Joint Special Operations
Command involves.

“] don't want to get into
that. It ain't as good a job,
I'll tell you that.

Workshop Held

Teachers Association are co-sponsoring 4 three-day workshop
in Greenville with participants coming from throughout the
United States

The event, entitled, “It's All In The Planning,” features
instructors who are nationally known for their expertise in
embroidery art. The students are from many states,
including Ohio, Georgia, New York, North Carolina, South
Carolina, Michigan, Florida and California.

Mrs. Louise Downing, PCC staff member, is president,
founder, and director of the workshop for NETA. She
observed, “‘Participants in the seminar will not only learn
designing and advanced stitchery techniques, but will receive
valuable instruction in methods of teaching and motivating
their own students.”

Jane Zimmerman of Richmond, Cal. will conduct sessions
involving ‘“‘Exploring Metal Thread Embroidery.” This
intermediate level course will explore more advanced
techniques of traditional metal thread embroidery. Each
student will prepare a reference notebook, including over 120
samples of metal threads and related materials. They will
also work on a technique sampler whch will include
experimentation with various techniques, with special
attention given to shading on metal

Diane Kajikuri of Carmel, Cal. will lecture on fibers, yarns
and threads. Participants will explore the basic fiber of
embroidery and learn from their structure, composition and
characteristics. Fibers will be compared in their raw form
and their finished form. Students will experience the
excitement of discovering the texture changes created by
stitching the varieties of thread.

Jody Adams of Jensen Bach, Fla., will present a notebook
course for teachers. Participants will be provided with a
design drawn on canvas in which they may use all techniques
learned. In class, the students will primarily be working on
blank canvas that may later be cut up and used for notebook
swatches. Students will learn to handle with ease an array of
fibers.

Participants will also be exposed to such methods as
shading, canvas attachments, drawn threads, wrapping
threads, cutting canvas, exposed canvas techniques and
composite stitches.

Poise Another
Grain Embargo

WASHINGTON (AP) —

Agriculture Secretary John
Block says the Soviet grain
embargo “‘will be dealt with
swiftly” by the Reagan ad-
ministration, but Secretary
of State Alexander Haig
cautions that lifting it is *‘not
so simple as it might sound.”

And Block says he can't
guarantee farmers there
won't be another grain em-
bargo in the future.

“I've always thought it
was doomed to failure,”
Block said Wednesday of the
partial embargo .on grain
sales to the Soviets. “We
need to be looking toward a
way to lift it. I don't know
how. I don't know when. But
I'haven't changed my mind."

President Reagan pledged
during last fall's presidential
campaign to end the em-
bargo. After his election,
however, Reagan said he
wanted to study the matter.

Block said Wednesday that
Reagan has asked for a
Cabinet-level review of the
embargo, instead of letting
the National Security Council
decide whether to end it, as
suggested earlier this week
by presidential = counselor
Edwin Meese.

“I recommended to the
president that it should be
reviewed by a much broader
forum .. since there are
many interests at stake
here,” Block said. ‘‘Presi-
dent Reagan agreed that that
is the way it should be, and
he is scheduling a review of
that in the full cabinet, prob-
ably some time next week.”

Block said it is unfair to
criticize' the administration
for not lifting the embargo
immediately.

“There are many pressing
issues that we have to deal
with and this one will be
dealt with swiftly,” he said.

The embargo, inmposed by
former President Carter
after the Soviet military in-
tervention in Afghanistan,
denied the Russians about 17
million metric tons of U.S.
grain they had expected to
buy last year. The U.S. did

sell the Soviets 8 million
metric tons in 1980, the
minimum amount under the
two countries’ long-term
trade pact expiring this year,
and is doing the same in 1981.

Haig said he would oppose
any efforts in the future to
impose sanctions against
another country “‘that would
selectively punish one seg-
ment of the American
domestic economy."

“But we are there today,"”
he added, “and it's not so
simple as it might sound if
you are a representative of
agricultural sector.”

Block pledged that Reagan
would never impose an eco-
nomic embargo to control
food prices or supplies, but
the agriculture secretary
added: “As far as grain
embargoes, there could be
one in the future, a new one,
but it would include things
other than grain. That is the
case | would argue.”

The win, the | Lady Rats, ah
Pirates, 16th in |19 outings, was
the first agaiinst N.C. State

since 1972, For the Lady
Wolfpack, meanwhile, it was
their first loss to a North
Carolina opponent since 1976,
when Wake Forest defeated
NCSU in overtime, 76-71.

Ironically, overtime did the
Wolfpack women in this time,
too. Behind 72-68 with 1:30 left,
NCSU guard Trudi Lacey, who
finished with a team-high 24
points and a gamehigh 16
rebounds, hit a jumper over
Marcia Girven and then added
two free throws with 25 seconds
left in regulation to tie the
game.

The Pirates called time —
their first of the game — and
worked the ball around before
Kathy Riley’s leaning 10-foot
jumper from the left of the lane
missed, sending the game in
the five-minute extra period.

free throws by Angie
Armstrong and 77-7, on a
jumper by Armstrong with 20
seconds left.

Moments later point guard
Laurie Sikes, who hiad eight
assists, dribbled to the right
near the top of the kezy before
abruptly drilling a pass to
Rountree along the right
baseline. The 56 R.ountree,
guarded heavily, tunned and
tossed the ball tow.ard the
hoop. The ball banked off the
backboard and fell in wsith five
seconds left to give E'CU the
lead, 78-77.

The Wolfpack imme diately
called time but could 110t get
off a shot before the buzz er and
as the game ended much of the
crowd poured onto the cowrt to
celebrate the history-m aking
victory.

“All T could see were :irms
and I just put it up,”” Rountree
said of the game-winning shot.
“l was trying to get open
underneath but since they were
so much taller than I was I
thought they might try to get it
to Marcia (Girven).

Pirate Rally Falls Short

NORFOLE:, Va. — Down by 19 points with exactly 14
minutes to pilay, East Carolina University’s Pirates put on a
rally that cl osed within seven points before finally bowing to
0Old Dominic i, 76-67, last night.

Helped ali ong by hot outside shooting in the first half and the
early mome >nts of the second, Old Dominion powered out to a
56-37 lead, and then seemed to lose its touch as the Pirates
played outs tanding defense the rest of the way.

Only a s;itrong rebounding effort by the Monarchs, along
with a strong advantage at the foul line proved the final
difference . Old Dominion, led by Mark West's 10 grabs,
outreboun ded the Pirates, 46-32. Bert Kragtwijk added eigth
rebounds to the ODU totals, while Tom Szymanski led East
Crolina w 1ith seven,

For Sz ymanski, it was an almost letter-perfect night. He
did not r aiss a shot, hitting seven of seven field goal attempts
and thre e of three at the line for 17 points.

But a side from Portsmouth native Barry Wright, who was
eight for ten, Szymanski got little help percentage-wise.
Wright finished with 19 points, high for the Pirates.

“You 1 gave 'em a scare,” a Virginia writer told Dave Odom
as the 'ECU coach opened his post-game press conference.

Odo m nodded, then said, “Yeah, but that wasn't what we
came todo.”

The : coach felt that in the second half, the Pirates stuck with
their game plan pretty well, with a couple of adjustments,
and 1made things go for them. “‘In the first half, it looked like
noth'ing but our game plan,” he added. ‘“But their fantastic
outs Ide shooting kind of got us out of it.”

0lid Dominion, which was listed as hitting just 51.5 per cent
of iits first half shots, seemed to have trouble finding the
rarige from in close, but didn’t seem to be able to miss from
12:1:0 18 feet, popping in jumper after jumper from long range.

“‘You know you're in trouble when a guy like (Grant)
Fobinson puts up one like he did. He's only a 43 percent
stiooter, and you know that in their offense, two or three of his
shiots every game are layups off the fast break, so he's not
tlat good from outside. So all he does is put one up that
£dmost goes through the glass from the back of the free throw
«2ircle and banks it in.”

Odom, nevertheless, felt his team did well in not crumbling
before the Monarchs and in fighting back. ‘“We got back to
our game plan and played good defense in the second half."”

The coach added that he really didn't feel that the defense
was that bad in the first half. “‘We were on them, but they just
put it up anyway and it went in.”

The Pirates held high-scoring Ronnie McAdoo to only three
field goals and ten points. *‘We felt we had to front him, and
play behind West. We felt that West would get a lot of
offensive rebounds if we played in front of hirn. We just hoped
for a lot of turnovers, but it didn't turn out that way.” ODU
committed only nine turnovers, as compared to 13 for the
Pirates.

Odom praised the front line of the Pirates. “(David)
Underwood was very effective offensively, and played
McAdoo well. This may have been his best defensive effort at
East Carolina. Wright was simply outstanding, and this is the
kind of game that Szymanski does his best in."”

(Odom noted that the offensive rebounding of the Monarchs
was one of the key factors in the game. “We changed our
lineup to try and get a few more defensive rebounds, and it
helped some. But when you get that far behind a team like
0ld Dominion, it takes a minor miracle to pull it out."

That miracle nearly came true.

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Aging Student Of Earthquakes Is Practical Man

ALTADENA, Calif. (AP)
— The old man sils in a chair
which has become ac-
customed to him. The dog, a
kind of genetic clutter, Jack
by name, barks because he is
unaccountably shut in the
bedroom while the visitors
are here

The living room is a clutter
too, stacks of books on this or
that, newspaper clippings,
magazines, opened and un-
opened mail, reminders of
that other world out there
and reminders of a world
that used to be. There is a

grandfather clock that dates
from 1906 and an old Un-
derwood typewriter

Against the wall is an old
seismograph, no longer re-
cording the shivers of this old
earth.

Dr. Charles F. Richter is a
sort of seismograph himself,
but he is still working at 80
For more than half a century
he has charted the vagaries
of this trembling earth and
given his name to the loga-
rithmic scale that is used to
measure those trembles

Over the years he has
become somewhal resigned
to the fallibilities of his

planet and the biological
forms that cling to it.

No longer at watch over a
working seismograph, he got
his first word on the Italian
earthquake disaster last
November from the regular
newscasts.

Old Motorcycles Being
Rebuilt- Back On Road

BOULDER, Colo. (AP) —

A growing band of once-
nearly-extinct Indians is be-
ing resurrected here, some
restored from rusting grave-
yards, while others had
quietly survived the decades
until their time came again.

Not the red-blooded variety
of native Americans these,
but iron and steel Indian
motorcycles built at the old
Wigwam factory in
Springfield, Mass., before
the firm went bankrupt in
1953, leaving Harley
Davidson as America’s lone
motorcycle manufacturer.

“Save a piece of America
— restore something,” is
how machinist and tool-
and-die-maker Jeff Grigsby
explains why he got into his
growing business of restoring
the old Indians to better-
than-new condition.

Grigsby, born the year
Indian went broke, says his
customers are a “well-to-do
crowd” since his inside-out
restoration jobs run $7,000 to
$9,000 on the Chiefs, the big
74- to 80-inch V-twin Indians.

Back ‘in the 1950s after
Indian went broke, a
dollar-short generation of
young riders bought up those
big, graceful but distressed
Chiefs for $150 and $300. They
nacssawed the full-skirted
fenders into bobtails and
destroyed them in street-
drag duels with the quicker,
lighter British bikes then
flooding the market.

Only a few Indians sur-
vived.

Grigsby says there are
more than 20 of the Indians

running around the Boulder
area now, ranging from
well-worn to concourse con-
dition. They include the rare
Indian 4-cylinder machines,
mostly the big V-twin Chiefs,
and even a 1915 Power Plus
twin.

One of those Indian riders
is Eldon Arnold, 58, who
bought his 1950 80-inch Chief
23 years ago and now has
about 60,000 miles on it.

“You can't wear them out.
With a little extra care
they'll run forever. As the
years went by, the Indian got
more valuable and I hated to
go out on the road with it.
And at one time, parts were
hard to come by. But they're
being duplicated again now,"”
Arnold said, summing up the
nearly three decades since
Indian went broke.

Ninety percent of Ameri-
can motorcycling today is
done on Japanese bikes.
Grigsby thinks increasing in-
terest in the old Indian bikes
is because they were
American-made and repre-
sent a vibrant, classic era in
motorcycling.

“It's a study of history, of
American engineering,”
Grigsby said of the Indian
bikes, which battled Harley,
Excelsior, Henderson, Pope
and Cyclone for racetrack
and sales supremacy during
the golden age of American
motoreycle production.

Indian began production in
1901, won the nation's first
motorcycle race (a 10-miler
at Brooklyn, N.Y.) in 1902,
then entered international
Grand Prix racing and swept
Britain's Isle of Man 123 in
1911.

motorcycle championship in
1928 and 1929 was won by an
Indian.

At 27, Grigsby is an 11-year
veteran of motorcycle
mechanics. He dropped out
of school at age 16 to attend a
Harley Davidson factory-
mechanics school and then
took a job at a Los Angeles
Harley shop.

He took his four-year
machinists’s apprenticeship
in Boulder with Ed Gitlin at
the shop where Grigsby still
does his machining trade.

Grigsby had balanced,
tuned and blue-printed
Harley V-twins for several
years before “I fell into a
large investment of close to
40 Indian motorcycles three
years ago.”

Since then he has restored
five of the Indians, with three
more under way. He hopes to
expand to 12 at a time for the
next batch. “‘Everybody that
sees 'em, wants 'em.”

Partner in the effort is Jim
Arnold, Eldon’s son, who
restores the Indians’ in-
struments, speedometers
and switches and does all
detail work.

Grigsby says his Indians
go through five stages of
complete dismantling and
reassembly. The final finish
and fit is more like that of a
hand-built Italian Ferrari
than the original, production
Springfield Indians.

Grigsby replaces plain
bronze bushings with needle
bearings wherever possible,
Teflon-coats engine parts,
mirror polishes combustion
chambers and improves on
the original lubrication
system.

He
chuckles slightly, but only
slightly because his own
scale of earthquake intensity
shows that the Italian trem-
ors were less potent than
some that have hit Southern
California. No one moves
away from here either.

When it comes to earth-
quakes, Richter is a
practical man. -So long as
earthquakes can't be pre-
vented, man should use good
sense where he has to live
with them. He is guardedly
upset with people who con-
tinue to inhabit flimsy build-
ings in earthquake territory,
and he is upset with inade-
quately constructed build-
ings that continue to be used
although one day they almost
surely will come tumbling
down.

If you can't control the
earth, he figures, control
what you put on it. He has
striven to upgrade the old
buildings in downtown Los
Angeles because Richter can
smell potential disaster
there.

“With all due respect and
consideration for the pro-
fessional men, experts and
administrators who have
been involved in this ques-
tion,” he says with delibera-
tion, “I have to say they are
all too young.

“They didn't see what
happened in 1933 in the Long
Beach earthquake. 1 did.
There is currently no con-
ception of the extent or the
degree of the destruction that
actually took place.”

He is sincerely concerned
about downtown Los Angeles
where thousands work in
what he considers old, unsafe
buildings. In 1933 and later
quakes to the south and
north, downtown Los Angeles
came through all right. It has
lulled people into thinking
the old part of the city is
safe.

He can't forget that night
in 1933 when about 120 people
died in then-sparsely popu-
lated Southern California and
$150 million in damage was
caused by depth-of-
Depression values.

He was working late at the
seismology laboratory at the
California Institute of
Technology in nearby
Pasadena. There had been a
seminar on campus. Albert
Einstein was one of the
guests.

At 5:45 p.m. the alarm
went off, a buzzer. He headed
straight for the recording
seismograph. He could feel
the building shake. ‘“The
disturbance was large
enough so that it interfered

with the operation of the
machine which was (rying
desperately to correct itself.
It developed finally into a
rather exciting evening.”

His friends and colleagues
say he knows more about
earthquakes around the
world than anyone else. Just
ask him and he can pluck
from his memory the
obscure details of the largest
known earthquake that
struck Colombia and
Ecuador in 1906 (8.9 on the
Richter scale), or the
Chilean e the same
year (8.6) or the San Fran-
cisco earthquake the same
year (8.3).

That same vyear, Charles
Richter was a 6-year-old on
an Ohio farm, more inter-
ested in the stars on those
clear nights than in the
ground he walked on. Three
years later his parents
brought him to California
and the next year, at age 10,
he felt the earth shake for the
first time. He remembers it
was the morning of May 10,
and “it surprised me no
end.” Like the other earth-
quakes, he knows which
faults were to blame, how
much they moved.

His colleagues insist that
this man who was never
elected to the National
Academy of Sciences is
rarely applauded for his
major contribution. That,
they say, was his landmark
textbook, ‘“‘Elementary
Seismology,"” first published
in 1958. He simply put down
everything he knew, they
say. His earthquake  work,
along with that of his col-
leagues, was important in
setting the stage for plate
tectonics, the theory that the
continents are adrift, collid-
ing with each other,
swallowing up crust and
driving it to the surface

again. '

His first love, besides the
stars, was science fiction,
H.G. Wells and then in 1926
‘“Amazing Stories.” He was
still interested in astronomy
when he entered college and
graduated from Stanford in
1920 with a degree in physics.
He was working on his doc-
torate in physics at Cal Tech

when two important things
to bring him to his
ultimate field of study.

First, he was having trou-
ble with laboratory pro-
blems. He was working on
time delay in the discharge
of electro-static systems. “I
never really did get to the
bottom of it."

Dr. Robert Millikan, Cal
Tech's director and winner of
the Nobel Prize in physics,
suggested that perhaps he
should switch to theoretical
physics and skip the lab
work, which he did.

It was Millikan too who
told him about a job opening
in the seismology lab where
his expertise in theoretical
physics could be applied to
new and interesting earth
work.

The field was a clutter of
varying reports, varying
scales. Richter and his col-
leagues set about
systematizing it. “It was a

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Crucial Question About The Monitor Unresolved

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) —
Nearly a decade after re-
searchers located the 118
year-old Civil War ironclad
ship Monitor upside down in
220 feet of water off the
North Carolina coast, the

principal question remains
unanswered

Is it feasn:ble to raise the
USS Monitor, the historic

armored Dbattleship that
changed the history of naval
warfare, from its resting
place in the Atlantic 16 miles
off Cape Hatteras?

There's no simple answer,
the experts say, and they are
trying to decide what to do —
with options ranging from
abstaining from further
contact with the ship to an
attempt to bring it up in one
piece.

Meanwhile, some
Monitorphiles fear time, el-
ements and man could ir-
reparably damage the USS
Monitor with its distinctive
gun turret atop before it can
be properly examined,
perserved and perhaps dis-
played.

Denny Boyce, the newly
elected head of the Monitor
Research and Recovery
Foundation, a private group
seeking funds to research
and raise the Monitor,
catalogued the dangers:

— The Monitor, even
though it is protected by
statute in the Monitor Na-
tional Marine Sanctuary,
could be damaged by sport
divers seeking to look over
the wreck or by ships trying
to anchor above it. Of
particular concern is the
automation of the Coast
Guard’s nearby Diamond
Shoals Light Tower, leaving
the Monitor National Marine
Sanctuary largely un-
guarded.

— An earth tremor could
concievably tip the Monitor
into water thousands of feet
deep, though some experts
deem this unlikely.

— And, not least, the ele-
ments continue a relentless
deterioration of the wooden
and iron ship.

“The longer it stays, the
worse it is,” said Boyce.

But there is another
danger to the Monitor, pres-
ented by Gordon Watts, head
of underwater archaeology
for the North Carolina
Division of Archives and
History: trying to raise the
fragile ship without proper
equipment and funding could
completely destroy it.

Watts noted that recent

efforts in recovery of histor-
ical ships in the United
States have been disastrous,
He advocates patience and
caution toward handling the
Monitor.

If it is decided to try to
raise the ship, there are
three more options the
experts must choose from:
should the Monitor be raised
in one piece, in sections or
should only parts of the ship
(such as its turret) be raised,
leaving the rest underwater
for further study on site.

“It would be infinitely
better to leave the Monitor
where it is for the next 50
years to continue research
until there is an organization
and funds to do the job
right,"’ said Watts,
acknowledging that there is
not even a definition yet of
what “doing the job right”
would entail.

With limited funding and
pressure from some quarters
to move faster, it is precisely
the question of what should
be done that the guardians of
the Monitor — the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration ‘and the
North Carolina Division of
Archives and History — are
slowly and methodically
studying.

The Monitor, a Union ship,

and the Confederate ironclad
Merrimack made history
when they battled off
Hampton Roads, Va., on
March 9, 1862.

That battle was the first
naval engagement between
armored vessels, and each
ship heavily damaged the
other in a four-hour standoff
The battle ended the era of
wooden fighting ships and
changed the course of naval
warfare.

Confederate troops later
destroyed the Merrimack,
commissioned the CSS
Virginia, to keep it from
falling into the hands of
advancing Union troops.

The Monitor sank in a gale
while being towed on New
Year’s Eve of 1862, just nine
months after the epochal
battle. Four officers and 12
crewmen went down with
her.

A Duke University survey
crew next located the
Monitor 111 years later, in
1973. Since then, some re-
search has been done in-
cluding recovery of some
small artifacts — a brass
lantern, three mustard jars,
a mason jar still containing
relish, fragments of wood
and a porcelain soap dish
from the captain’s cabin.

But most of the effort has

gone into engineering sur-
veys and studies to decide if
the Monitor can be raised. So
far there are no answers.

Watts noted a 1978 study,
before researchers discov-
ered the Monitor is in far
more delicate condition than
they had at first suspected,
estimated just to recover the
ship without provision for
preserving or displaying it
would cost $3.5 million.

Carefully noting he didn't
necessarily favor raising the
ship, Watts suggested the
actual cost to “‘buy the whole
program’' today might run §7
million.

It will take two or three
more trips to the site, Watts
said, before the experts can
really say whether raising

the Monitor will be feasible
at all.

And “trips to the site” are
not all that easy. Divers
must spend five and six
hours in the water just to be
able to spend 15 minutes to
an hour at the depths the
Monitor rests.

But even with the heavy

cost and long hours, Watts
believes the Monitor could be
raised. ““I don't think there's
any question about the possi-
bility,” said Watts. “The
biggest question is if that's
something a lot of people
want to divert their energy to
doing.
“It may well be that we
will find out ... it (raising the
Monitor) is simply not
feasible in terms of the
return that will accrue from
the investment.”

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Two Tax Measures Are Filed By N.C. Legislators

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) —
Two state legislators filed
bills dealing with tax rates
Wednesday, one hoping to
cut personal income laxes
and the other hoping to raise
taxes on beer, wine and
liquor

The action came on a day
when legislation was in-
troduced that could jeopar-
dize stock car driver Richard
Petty's position as a Ran-
dolph County commissioner

Sen. Cass Ballenger, R-
Hickory, filed a bill that
would tie personal income
tax rates and deductions to
the cost-of-living index in an
effort to keep taxes from
increasing faster than infla-
tion

Ballenger said the bill
would prevent an individual

from moving to a higher tax
bracket as long as his income
did not increase more that
the current rate of inflation

“If a person get a 10
percent pay raise and the
rate of inflation is 10 percent,
then he would not have to
pay more lax,” Ballenger
said. “But if he gets 3 2
percent pay raise, then he
would have to pay on that
additional 10 percent

Ballenger said taxes in-
crease about 4 percent each
year because of inflation’s
affect on tax brackets

“The point is, if we need
more money, we should have
the guts to increase taxes,”
he said

The tax on alcoholic bev-
erages is the focus of a bill
filed by Sen. George Marion,
D-Dobson. The bill would

NEW YORK (UPI) — The
envelope house, about 2,000
of which have been built
around the United States in
recent years, has raised a
storm of controversy in the
worlds of architecture and
solar engineering.

The envelope house has a
double shell wall. Heat
energy is transferred from a
sunspace on the south side of
the house over the roof and
down the north wall by gravi-
ty to an earth storage mass
below the house.

Admittedly, this violates
accepted engineering design
principles for heat transfer
by drastically increasing the
area of heat transfer surface.

Much of the dispute results
from the enthusiastic con-
tention of San Francisco
architect Lee Porter Butler
that the envelope house built
according to his theories and
basic designs, need not re-
quire any auxiliary space
heating — that fuel is needed
only for cooking and to make
hot water.

Butler is the envelope
house's most active advocate
and pioneer designer. Some
architects and homeowners
who have built homes ac-
cording to his ideas insist he
already has proved his case
and that, even though many
of their houses have aux-
iliary space heating in-
stalled, they almost never
use it.

Other architects and solar
engineers dispute Butler's
views hotly and he also has
become embroiled in a con-
troversy with the
Brookhaven National Labo-
ratory. His opponents say
Butler's claims could tend to
discourage sound research
and development in solar
homes.

The controversy was aired
recently in Solar Age maga-
zine published at Harrisville,
N.H., but both authors of the
two articles on the envelope
house concluded that it is no
more efficient than a well-
insulated conventional
passive solar home with
rockbed heat storage and
fan-driven hot air circula-
tion.

Vic Reno, a design
engineer for Contemporary
Systems, Inc., of Walpole,
N.H., contended in one arti-
cle that the envelope house is
a much more expensive way
than the conventional
passive solar house without a
double wall shell to reduce or
eliminate the need for heat-

ing with fuel. Reno's com-
pany said it had eliminated
the need for any heating fuel
by conventional passive
means in its solar Design
Center at Walpole.

1

In the other article, Joe
Kohler and Don Lewis,
technical editors of Selar
Age, contended that an
envelope house would re-
quire up to three times as
much auxiliary heat as the
conventional passive solar
house.

But the most significant
thing is that even those solar
engineers who look askance
at Butler's claims for the
envelope house envisage the
ultimate possibility of homes
heated entirely by the sun
and either natural or forced
airflow. This is no new idea.
It was advanced around 40
years ago by the eminent
solar scientist, Dr. Maria
Telkes, then at MIT, al-
though the solar homes she
actually designed did have
auxiliary heating plants.

With heating oil selling at
$1.02 a gallon and up and gas
and coal prices sky-high,
people are willing to spend
quite a bit of money to build
a house that will eliminate or
nearly eliminate the need for
fossil fuels.

Butler estimates that the
average family could save
$75,000 in 20 years on fuel
costs if it lived in an envelope
house. He says that if all the
houses built in 1981 were
envelope houses that could
save the nation $4 billion a
year in heating and cooling
costs.

Remember that envelope
houses and other good
passive solar houses also
should require no energy
driven air conditioning in
summer.

Reno says that “the real
test of the envelope house
and real comparisons to be
made are not with the old
conventional house but
rather with types of very
well insulated houses."

It is obvious, however, that
the people most eager to
build envelope houses are
those stuck with the heating
costs of drafty, poorly de-
signed and poorly insulated
old-fashioned houses. Those
are what they are going to
compare with the potential
benefits of the envelope
house.

ying to the views of
Reno and William A.
Shurcliff, author of a book
published last year entitled
“Superinsulated Houses and
Double Insulated Houses,”
Butler asked, “Will the gen-
eral public go for super-tight,
small windowed houses when
they could live in bright,
light, spacious houses with
ample glass areas to enhance
the feeling of actually being
out of doors?"

The pictures of envelope
houses built according to
Butler’s ideas show that they

are bright and airy. Many of
them have large glassed-in
greenhouses covering one
whole side of the house.

“l believe,” Butler told
UPI, “‘most of the opposition
to what 1 am doing comes
from the fact that many
people simply do not believe
it is possible and resent the
fact that 1 am sayingitis...

“1 believe that it is
practical to build any build-
ing in any climate that will
maintain any desired range
of temperatures without
expensive mechanical
systems or fossil fuels.”

Butler, who has been
working on his geothermal
envelope house for 15 years,
said his opponents include
architectural and solar re-
searchers who “are afraid of
a final solution of solar
engineering problems
because their work would
then no longer be neces-
sary.”

Opposition also comes
from the makers of heating
equipment and expensive
solar instrumentation for
much the same reason, he
said.

His quarrel with
Brookhaven National Labo-
ratory concerns !he
monitoring by Brookhaven
officials of the envelope
house occupied by a family
named Mastin in Rhode
Island. Ralph A. Jones, a
research architect for the
Brookhaven laboratory, ac-
cused Butler of saying false-
ly that the laboratory had
validated his claims that the
Mastin house did not require
auxiliary heat.

Butler responded that the
Brookhaven officials had
demanded the installation of
three electric heaters in the
house for monitoring
purposes against his wishes
and against the wishes of the
Mastin family. He said they
had insisted on running these
heaters unnecessarily and
wastefully.

His interpretation of the
preliminary results of the
Brookhaven monitoring was
that it confirmed his claims.

Jones told UPI that “al-
though this auxiliary heating
requirement (at the Mastin
house) is quite low in com-
parison to the normal house,
it is nonetheless a require-
ment."”

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School Needs Of Single Parent Require Attention

Consider the plight of the
fourth-grade boy whose
teacher gave the class a
homework assignment: ask
their fathers three ways to
reduce auto accidents and
write a report about it

This particular boy has no
father in his home to ask.
Like about 20 percent of
school children these days,
he comes from a single-
parent home.

A report in the education
journal “Principal” says in
some schools the number of
children from single-parent
families runs much higher
than the national average —
as high as 9 percent.

Boys and girls from such
homes — whether the hearth
was split by death, divorce or
abandonment — have needs
schools for the most part are
not responding to, claims a
national survey of single
parents in 47 states done by a
parent-school advocacy
group, the National Com-
mittee for Citizens in Educa-
tion in Columbia, Md.

For example, the case of
the fourth-grade boy with no
father to interview about
auto accidents: an aware
school could have spared him
the worry, befuddlement
and, of course, embarrass-
ment, the study said. It could
have been done by a simple
thing like the teacher asking
that “‘a parent” be used as
the interview subject, rather
than “your father.”

The survey says some
schools are taking notice of
such things, but they are not
common.

Negative remarks about
single-parent households by
school personnel also bug
some children and their
parents. Samples of such
criticism were reported by 35
percent of the survey
participants.

Phyllis L. Clay, NCEE
staffer who ran the survey,
cites these examples of re-
marks actually made by
school personnel :

—"“This child has no
mother in the home, and, of
course, causes more trouble
than ‘normal’ kids."

—“Maybe if his father
were home, he wouldn't be so
much of a problem."

The survey was prompted
by complaints from single
parents that their children
were being treated as though
all school kids had two
parents,

It involved more than 1,200
of the single parents who
responded to questions about
programs, policies and at-
titudes of schools * their
children attend. Some sec-
tions of the survey covered
the seldom-mentioned rights
of parents who do not have
custody

Points in the survey:

—Parent organization
meetings were scheduled at
convenient times for three-
quarters of the parents. But
one-half had to take time off
work for parent-teacher
conferences.

—Only 1 in 20 schools
represented in the study in-
formed non-custody parents
of school activities or sent
them report cards.

—Only 8 percent of the
single parents in the survey
said their children's tex-
thooks contained any family
style other than a two-parent
family.

—Nearly half the parents
in the survey said they had
heard school workers make
specific negative comments
about single-parent homes.

—Less than one-third of the
single parents said the
non-custody parent had ac-
cess fo their child's school
records. This is an area of
school policy mandated by
law. The Family Educational
Rights and Privacy Act, re-

ferrea to as the Buckley
Amendment, states that all
parents, whether they have
custody or not, have access
to school records. The only
exception: when access is
prohibited by court order.

The survey turned up some
good news for single-parent
families. Here are two
examples:

1. A school system in
Maryland is providing in-
service training for school
personnel to make them
more aware. It focuses on
needs of single-parent fami:
lies.

2. Some school systems, in
cooperation with other
community agencies or on
their own, are providing
before and after school care
for children whose parents
work. Many are from
single-parent families.

Single parents participat-

ing in the survey criticized
curriculum materials, which
they say discriminates
against their type of “‘fami-
ly.”
“Only the textbook two-
parent environment is shown
as ‘normal’,” one single
parent complained.

Others complained that
seeing primarily two-parent
family situations in school
materials contributes to a
child’s sense of “being out of
it."”

“In our study,” said
NCCE’s Ms. Clay, “37 per-
cent of the single parents
said varied family styles
were not included in
children’s textbooks.

“But more than 30 percent
of the parents said they did
not know whether or not the
texts, library books or other
school materials showed a
variety of family styles.”

On the plus side for
children from single-parent
families, 26 percent in the
survey said the school
library contained books that
help children deal with death
and divorce.

On the minus side, ac-
cording to Ms. Clay, 54 per-

cent indicated a lack of
awareness about the
existence of such books.

““This lack of awareness on
the part of parents is unfor-
tunate,” she said in the
report, “since such aware-
ness is the first step toward
making needed changes.

““Publishers aren't likely to
make needed changes on
their own. If parents and
school personnel want
various family configura-
tions displayed, they will
have to let publishers know."”

In the matter of com-
munication with the non-
custody parents, the survey
report said schools seldom
take the initiative in getting
in touch. .

Less than five percent of
parents participating in the
survey said the non-custody
parent gets information
about school activities from
the school. And less than 7
percent said non-custody
parents are sent the child's
report.

Other points about the
non-custody parent :

—Only about one-third of
the schools represented had
space on school forms to list
addresses and phone num-
bers of both custody and
non-custody parents. Nearly

half said such information on
non-custody parents was not
requested for schoal records.

—Almost a third of the
single parents said they did
not know the school's policy
with regard to giving the
non-custody parent access to
the child's school records.

On the upbeat, the survey
report showed that about 10
percent of the single parents
said they had heard positive
comments from school
workers.

One parent, for example,
said personnel at the school
her kids attend “‘show posi-
tive atttitudes toward all
parents, regardless of mari-
tal status.” =

Clay said another parent
referred to an emphasis at
school-parents meetings that
children from single parent
families” “‘are not suffering
from broken homes but
rather experiencing life from
a different vantage point —
thereby . offering additional
insight to other children.”

Somewhat downbeat, how-
ever, was the observation by
nearly half the survey
participants who said they
had heard school personnel
mention “broken homes” or
used other language they
consider stereotyped when
referring to single parent
families.

Also downbeat: one in 10
survey participants said
their kids had been quizzed
by school personnel about the
kind of care they received at
home.

*“They come from the point
of view that the ‘poor child’
comes from ‘a broken home’
and is expected to have
difficulty in school,” another
parent said.

The survey showed that

personnel apparently do not
consider the one-parent fami-
ly a normal family style,

Other survey points:

—Two-thirds of survey
respondents said their
children had been asked to
make gifts at school for the
absent mother or father,

—Almost half the schools
represented in the study had
planned social events for
only the mother or father to
attend with child. Sample:
Breakfast with Father,

—Over one-third of the
parents said their children
had been asked to interview
the parent (who happened to
be absent) for a class
assignment.

—One-third said their
children had been pressured
to get both parents to attend
a parent meeting,

How can schools deal bet-

ter with this problem?

One parent suggestion,
“School activities should be
for the parents in general —
not specified as father-
student or mother-student.
Don’t throw it in their faces
everytime there is a school
activity.”
