Cox reviewed the long-range facility goals from 1965 lo the
present, saying, “Seven of the ten long-range facility plans
we formulated in 1965 have been completed since then. This
w&mwemmﬁﬂngmwubnedmmmm.
and this indicates we need to think in terms of replacement
and alternatives throughout the system.”

Cox described the primary needs in the K-3 grades as
‘replacement of mobile units, space for special/small group
instruction, and paved parking due to the increase in
personnel " Replacement of mobile units includes three at
Eastern, two al Elmhupst, four at Sadie Saulter and two at
Third Street. Special/small group instruction needs refers Lo
music, art, resource, and exceptional child groups as well as
storage, health room and teachers’ lounge space

“In grades 46 our need for replacement of mobile units
(four units at South Greenville) still persists and the space
required for special/small group instruction is similar,”
explained the superintendent. *In addition we have a need for
renovations to the auditorium ceiling at Wahi-Coates and the
addition of partitions.” Curb and gutter work was listed as a
need in grades 46 as well as determination of the schools’
relationship with East Carolina University
Major needs in grades 79 included completion of the
building program at Greenville Middle, an auditorium at E.B
Aycock Junior High, development of athletic facilities at
Aycock, renovation of heating and air conditioning at Aycock,
and athletic/playground development at Greenville Middle.

In response to needs in grades 10-12, Cox and the board
discussed how much longer the system could continue to use
Agnes Fullilove School. Board members agreed that an
alternative to-use of the (acility should be explored, as well as
the possibility of ECU purchasing the J.H. Rose facilities.

Declarer called for the
king of clubs from dummy,
and East's failure to follow
was a distinct shock. The con
tract now proved to be un
manageable. When West
won the queen of clubs, he
continued with the king of
hearts, and declarer had only
six fast tricks. As soon as the
defenders gained the lead
with the ace of diamonds,
they cashed three heart
tricks and the ace of spades
for a two-trick set.

Declarer was unlucky to
find a 30 club split, but he
had only himself to blame for

The opening lead told the
whole story of the hand, so
there was no need for South
to take a wrong view of the
club suit

The three of hearts mark
ed West with only a four-card
heart suit. Since it is normal
for the defenders to attack a
no trump contract by leading
from their longest and
strongest suit, declarer’s
first deduction should have
been that West held no suit
longer than four cards. If
that were the case, then
West had to have at least one
club. Thus, if either defender
was void of clubs, it had to be
East

Once that conclusion was
reached, it would have been a
simple matter to start the
elub suit by leading low from
the table. If East follows,
declarer could be sure that
the suit would break no
worse than 2-1, and thus pro-
duce five tricks. If East
shows out, declarer can win
the ace and take the marked
finesse for the queen, and
still have time to knock out
the ace of diamonds. In due
course he will come to two
heart tricks, two diamonds
and five clubs.
