Joyous Onlookers Cheer
Pope's Return To Vatican

VATICAN CITY (AP) — Pope John Paul II
left the hospital today, pale and walking
slowly, blessing hundreds of patients, doctors,
nurses and nuns who burst into song as he
returned to the Vatican three months and a
day after he was shot in St. Peter’s Square.

Back at the Vatican, the 61-year-old pontiff
smiled and waved at several thousand faithful
waiting in the Square. He prayed at the tomb
of St. Peter in the grottoes beneath St. Peter's
Basilica, where John Paul's three immediate
predecessors are also buried.

“I wanted to honor and thank St. Peter for
having wanted to keep alive his successor. As
1 was praying over the tombs I thought there
could have been an additional one but the
madonna, that May 13, thought differently,”
the Vatican spokesman, the Rev. Romeo
Panciroli, quoted the pope as saying.

The pontiff shook hands with doctors and
nurses in the Gemelli Hospital then stepped
into his black Mercedes for the 15-minute trip
home. After a few days’ rest at his apartment
overlooking St. Peter’s Square, the pope will
g0 to his summer retreat in Castel Gandolfo in
the Alban Hills south of Rome.

The pope was discharged a day after his
doctors said in a medical bulletin he was
completely healed and could leave the hospital
any time he wished. They prescribed six
weeks of convalescence.

*“He has to act like a man who is waiting to
return to the man he was before,” Dr.
Francesco Crucitti, who performed the two
operations on the pope, told reporters.

About 300 people — doctors, nurses, nuns
and other patients — pressed against bar-
ricades in the lobby of the modern hospital to

get a glimpse of the pope. They broke into

applause and sang the hymn “Christ Reigns
AsKing” .

Flanked by Crucitti and the Vatican secre-
tary of state, Italian Cardinal Agostino
Casaroli, the pope walked slowly down the
line, shaking hands. He then gave his apostolic

blessing, broadcast over loudspeakers
throughout the hospital.

In a 10-minute message he read to patients,
John Paul thanked all who had prayed for his
health and expressed hope that his fellow
patients would also be able to leave the

ital soon.

“Today, after three months that I have
spent for the most part among you ... I can
return home. After having recovered my
health in the clinical sense, I may recover the
indispensable strength for the exercise of my
ministry ...,"” the pope said.

Before leaving the hospital, the pope gave a
warm hug to Crucitti. The pontiff, wearing
white robes and skull cap, climbed into his
limousine convertible and stood up in the back
to wave. The convertible top was then closed
for the trip.

Doctors said the pope was already up and
dressed when they arrived to give him a
last-minute checkup this morning. He then
thanked the staff members and celebrated
Mass in his 11th floor suite.

The pope looked drawn, but his voice was

strong and firm. Crucitti said John Paul was

in fine health and had gained back all but
seven of the 22 pounds he lost since he was
shot May 13.

Crucitti saild the pope was slightly
overweight at the time of the shooting, and
now Is at a good weight — 187 pounds.

“The pope will be 100 percent himself,” Dr.
Luigl €andia, director of the hospital, said
Thursday. ‘“‘His physical condition is very
good and his spirits are high.” He said the
spiritual leader of the world's estimated 600
million Catholics probably will not make any
public appearances during his convalescence.

Mehmet Ali Agca, a convicted Turkish
terrorist, shot the pope at the beginning of
John Paul's weekly general audience. Two
Americans were injured — Ann Odre, 58, of
Buffalo, N.Y. and Rose Hall, 21, formerly of
Shirley, Mass., and now a resident of West
Germanv.

ated in July, but declines in
gasoline and other energy
prices held the nation's
overall inflation at the
wholesale level to an annual
rate of 5.5 percent, the gov-
ernment reported today.

rose 0.4 percent in July, tying
May for the lowest monthly

increase this year.

If inflation increased at
July's rate for 12 straight
months, the rate for that
year would be 5.5 percent,
Labor Department officials

Missile
Boat
Seized

MADRID, Spain (AP) —
One of three French-built
missile boats being delivered
to Iran was seized off
southern Spain and diverted
to Morocco by gunmen
believed to be Iranians, the
Spanish government said
today.

The other two boats were
held at the Spanish port of
Algeciras, awaiting an in-
vestigation, the government
said.

In Paris, a man who iden-
tified himself as an ex-
general under the ousted
shah said 100 loyalist follow-
ers of the late monarch
boarded all three boats
Thursday and.diverted them
to waters off Morocco to
block their delivery to the
Tehran regime.

However, official Moroc-
can sources denied that any
Iranian ship was anchored in
Moroccan waters.

The Spanish Foreign
Ministry said the incident
took place about five miles
from the port of Cadiz after
the armed group overpow-
ered  captain of a Spanish
.Y ey had hired for a
pleasure trip around Cadiz
Bay and used the tug to
board one of the Iranian
launches.

After learning of the take-
over, Spanish navy and air
force units trailed the Ira-
nian boats until one of them
dropped anchor at Tangiers,
Morocco, and the other two
docked in Algerciras, a
Spanish port across the bay
from Gibraltar, the Foreign
Ministry spokesman said.

In fact, the prices of all
finished energy goods fell 1
percent after rising slightly

in June, it said.

The July decline included 2

percent drops in the prices of
gasoline and fuel oil, al-
though the price of natural
gas rose 3.1 percent. It was
the third consecutive mon-
thly decline for gasoline.
. Economists have credited
an ample world petroleum
supply for the lower-than-
expected energy price in-
creases this year.

Agriculture Department
officials have predicted food
prices would rise 10 percent
or more this year, but in-
creases for food also have
been far below the expected
levels.

Big food price hikes in July
included 10.1 percent for
pork and 3.8 percent for beef
and veal, the new report
said.

All the increases are ad-
justed for normal seasonal
variations.

In all, the unadjusted
Producer Price Index stood
at 271.3 in July, meaning that
goods that cost $10 at
wholesale in 1967 would have
cost $27.13 last month.

While inflation may be
bottoming out after months
of moderation, it could surge
again in the last half of the
year, economists suggest.

Private economist Donald
Ratajczak, commenting
before today's report was
released, said not to look for
improvement in the months
to come.

‘““High interest rates and a
strong dollar continue to
squeeze commeodity inflation
out of the system,” said
Ratajczak.
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Reagan Policies Building U.S.
New Image In Western Europe

President Reagan’s hard-

line defense and economic
polices are rapidly giving the
United States a new reputa-
tion for toughness among its

West European allies. The

image provokes both respect

and irritation.

Former President Jimmy
Carter was widely regarded
in Europe as lacking
authority but Reagan is seen
as a leader who throws his
weight around, according to
an Associated Press survey
of official and editorial opi-
nion.

Reagan’s recent decisions
to build neutron weapons
despite European qualms
and to fire striking U.S. air
traffic controllers have
bolstered his reputation.

The political commentator
for the Norwegian newspa-
per Arbeiderbladet, repre-
senting the ruling Labor
Party, said America began
constructing neutron
warheads “to show that the
U.S. means earnestness,
even if acting like an ele-
phant in a china shop.”

the 1950s and 1960s before the
embarrassments of Vietnam,
Watergate and Iran.

Among West Germans an-
swering a poll by the re-
spected Allensbach Institute,
nearly a 2-1 majority agreed
that “‘the United States today
has finally again become a
reliable leader for the

Western world.”

One of the most visible
signs of America's new repu-
tation is the soaring dollar, a
product of American high
interest rates and the mood
of confidence in Reagan gen-
erally.

But the return of the
“‘almighty” greenback adds
to Europeans’ oil bills, fore-
ing them to adopt re-
cessionary monetary policies
that encourage unemploy-
ment. Europeans must pay
dollars for their oil, so the
rising U.S. currency raises
their costs. In the past year,
the dollar alone has forced
Belgium to pay $1.9 billion
more for its petroleum.

The City Council last night gave approval to

employees.

It was explained that estimated first-year
savings of the program to the city and its
employees as compared with the current
program could range from $33,000 to some
$73,000.

The recommendation to establish the new
program followed several months of study by
the city staff. The study was initiated after the
cost of the city’s health and hospitalization
coverage increased by over 100 percent in the
last two years, it was noted.

When the city received notice of a 35 percent
rate hike in April, the personnel office met
with all city employees. An employee survey
indicated that 87 percent were satisfied with
the benefits of the current program, that 88

Under the self-funded program, the city will
pool its money and employee contributions in
a trust account rather than pay a monthly
premium to an insurance company.

To protect the group plan
against unusually large claims, the city will
purchase insurance which will pay any claims
above a set amount.

Amendments to the Zoning Ordinance removing rooming
and houses as permitted uses in the R-6 residential
mnmgclassulcatlmandaddmgthemasspecial uses in the
R-6 zone were approved last night by the City Council.

Under provisions of the amendedv ordinance, existing
rooming and boarding facilities in the zone could remain in
operation but would become non-conforming uses. Pro-
spectlvemnﬂngardhoardinghwseoperaﬁonswould
require special use approval by the Board of Adjustments.

The amendment action was actually initiated by residents
who comprise the Tar River Neighborhood Association,
involving the area from Summit to Warren Streets and from
Fifth Street to the river. Representatives of the association
have made several appearances at city hall meetings to voice
concern over what they cited as deterioration of their
neighborhood and to seek a means of controlling overcrowd-

The Council also approved an amendment to the ordinance
adding in the definition section the following new and
amended terms: boarding or rooming house; family; hotel,
motel, motor lodge, motor inn; and room renting.

The amendment defines boarding or rooming house as
“Any dwelling...in which space is let by the owner to not more
than four persons who are not related by blood, adoption, or
marriage to the owner.” The provisions regulate the “renting
of rooms in an owner-occupied dwelling to not more than two
persons.”

The definition stipulating no more than four persons in a
rooming or boarding facility was questioned by several
people. Ron Sewell, director of engineering and planning, said
that he feels the number is justified and he pointed out that
the city has had problems enforcing anything relative to
rooming houses in the past.

Until now, there has been no limit on the number of people
who could reside in a boarding or rooming facilitv. Roberson

In related matters, the Council approved amendments to
the Zoning Ordinance subsituting *‘zoning administrator” for

from the date of approval as the expiration date for
preliminary plats. The current validity period is one year.

An amendment to the Subdivision Ordinance was approved
stipulating that, “Each lot created in a subdivision shall have
access to an existing street in accordance with the Zoning
Ordinance.” i

Council members voted unanimously to deny a request by
Harry A. Hardee for rezoning a section of his property in the
area of NC 43 from RA-20 to R-6. The matter was continued
from the July meeting, when Clark expressed reservations as
to why the Hardee property had not been subdivided in
accordance with state law.

It was pointed out last night that subdivision requirements
have still not been met with respect to the Hardee property.
No one was present at the meeting to speak on behalf of the
petitioners.

Protection Short

RALEIGH — Women are
especially vulnerable to two
terrible crimes: rape and
wifebeating.

But widespread public
apathy toward the victims of
those two crimes makes the
aftermath even more horri-
ble than the event itself in all
too many cases.

There are, in North Caro-
lina, even high-ranking law
enforcement officers, judges,
and a large segment of
society which say the raped
women asked for it; that
rape can't happen uninvited.

And wifebeaters, too, suffer

misunderstandings which
foster the myth that she only
got what she deserved, and if
she would do better she
wouldn’t get beaten,

These public assistants,
says M.C. Teague, chief of
the violent crimes section of
the State Department of
Crime Control and Public
Saftely, make it particularly
difficult to combat rape and
spouse abuse.

“Women simply are not
adequately protected. Too
many people think the
women are asking for this
treatment...that a beaten
woman deserves it or that a
raped woman asked for it.

Don't Believe

“Jurors have to convict
rapists and wifebeaters, but
if they, and even highly
placed court and law en-
forcement people are skep-
tical, then you can see the
result,” Teague says.

One obvious result is that

wifebeating as a crime is not
even designated in the
statistics. It is lumped in
with assaults. And victims
are especially reluctant to let
friends and neighbors know
what they are suffering and
turning to the law enforce-
ment community for help is

usually a last resort.
Besides, many women figure
they can change their man,
help him, or end the beatings
by “doing right.”

That, says Teague, is a
major mistake. The fact is
that wifebeating is one of the
few crimes which gets worse
as the practioner gets older
and continues to get away
with it. And studies show that
in all too many cases it is
nothing the women did to
trigger the violence. It is
built into the man, goes click,
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and the beating begins.

Another result is that far
fewer rapes are reported
than are actually committed.
Still, more than 1,300 were
reported in North Carolina
last year. Most involved
women between 16 and 30
and were about equally split
between black and white
citizens; that despite the fact
that blacks make up only
about 25 percent of the
state’s population. Alarm-
ingly, 48 rapes were reported

by women over age 61.

Rapists get away with the
crime because women are
reluctant to report the inci-
dent; the public is unwilling
to believe it; and jurors have
trouble convicting the man,
One statistic helps to explain
why some have trouble
believing the victim: nearly
half the rapists were known
to the victim prior to the
event — a neighbor, friend,
acquaintance, or relative.

Known

But that doesn't mean it
didn’t happen, says Teague.
Southern women are raised
to “be cordial” and this
simple act of speaking, nod-
ding, offering assistance to
someone whose car is broken
down can provide the single
most important ingredient to
a rapist — the opportunity.

“The key thing is, he must
get her alone. We could
reduce rapes tremendously if
women would take the
available steps to make sure
she cannot be caught alone,”
Teague says.

Should a lady resist?
Teague says there are two
general types of rapists —
the macho man who goes for
sex and thinks no woman can
turn him down. He can be
persuasive and cool, but is a
disturbed person and a genu-
ine rapist. But he can be
resisted successfully.

While the article in your August 12, 1981 edition concerning
the Deferred Prosecution Agreement between the state and
my husband Hal A. Byrum, was correct in most respects, I
feel that it left out some important information.

On the day of the trial, my husband was offered a chance to
enter a plea of “no contest” to a misdemeanor and receive a
probationary sentence with the same provisions in the
Deferred Prosecution Agreement. He refused this offer. Later
in the trial, after the jury had been selected, my husband
again turned down this offer and he and his attorney were
sitting in the courtroom ready for the trial to begin when the
state came and offered Deferr~1 Prosecution upon the same
conditions that we had proposea some three months earlier.

These conditions were the ones his attorney, Charles
Vincent, offered to Officer Hugh Benson and the District
Attorney's Office prior to any indictments. The word
“probation” is used because the law requires that a probation
officer confirm that the conditions of the agreement are met
before the charges are dismissed. To imply guilt for
accepting an agreement offered by the state guaranteeing a
not guilty result upon compliance is wrong.

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Alamance Senator Challenges State's Congressional Alignment

BURLINGTON, N.C. (AP) — Objections to a map that
redraws North Carolina’s 11 congressional districts by
splitting Moore County between two districts have been
renewed in a letter from state Sen. Cary Allred, R-Alamance,
to the U.S. Justice Department.

Allred, in the letter dated Aug. 5. writes that the plan
adopted by the 1981 General Assembly “fails to comply with
several rulings of the Supreme Court of the United States and
is therefore unconstitutional.”

At the close of the two-page letter, Allred asks the
department to reject the plan. The letter was addressed to
Theresa Lynn of the department’s civil rights division. Ms

Lynn could not be reached for comment today
Allred cites several legal cases in the letter, arguing that

the redistricting plan should be rejected because the districts
vary too greatly in population, the districts are too spread out
geographically and the plan adversely affects black and
Republican voters.

The Legislature voted in July to change many counties’
congressional districts to reflect shifts in population. The
plan, which would affect the 1982 congressional race, splits
Moore County between the 8th and 9th districts. The plan is
the first in North Carolina to split a county between districts.

The plan also moves Alamance from the 6th District with
Guilford and Rockingham counties to the 2nd Distriet with 11
other counties — Chatham, Caswell, Person, Granville,
Vance, Franklin Warren, Halifax, Nash, Wilson and

The 6th District also loses Rockingham County but gains
Davidson, Randolph and the northern hal{ of Moore County.

In the letter, Allred argued that Alamance County was
placed in a district with counties that have economic interests
and industries unlike those of Alamance.

He also noted that by putting Alamance and Chatham
counties in the 2nd District while removing Durham County
from the area, “the black voters of Durham County cannot
combine their voting strength with other 2nd District counties
having heavy black voter registration to have a greater
influence on elections for Congress.”

Sales Up

DETROIT (AP) — The
months-long sales slide by
U.S. carmakers was halted
in the latest sales period but
it apparently took customer
rebates and other incentives
todoit.

The manufacturers re-
ported Thursday that sales in
the first 10 days of August
were 29 percent above the
same period a year ago. That
came to 153,372 cars com-
pared with 1980's poor
showing of 119,065.

“Obviously the sales fig-
ures are good and the per-
centage increases are grati-
fying, even accounting for
last year being a poor base,”
said Arvid Jouppi, a De-
troit-based analyst. ‘‘The
consumer has proved he will
buy — there's a need for
cars.”

General Motors Corp. led
the surge with sales of
100,811 cars in the period, up
34 percent from the 75,310 of
last year. Ford Motor Co.’s
sales of 30,036 cars were up
25 percent from 24,076.

Chrysler Corp. posted a 24
percent gain, selling 17,009
cars against 13,682 in last
year’s period. Volkswagen of
America said it sold 2,816 of
its U.S.-built Rabbits, an
increase of 3.2 percent from
2,728. American Motors
Corp. sold an estimated 2,700
cars, a 17 percent decline
from last year's 3,269.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Postal Service is returning
thousands of uncashed checks to customers of an Atlanta-
based mail-order company accused of selling 15 health
products that don't work.

Athena Products Ltd. claimed in the ads that its products
would “dissolve ugly, lumpy fat deposits,” “slow down the
aging process forever,” “raise intelligence and memory'' and
“‘make your sex life become everything you ever hoped for.”

Judicial Officer James A. Cohen of the Postal Service
ordered 4,500 letters containing checks returned to Athena’s
customers when the firm did not contest a finding by an
administrative law judge that it violated the law by using the
mail to misrepresent a product.

He also ordered Athena, which sold health products from 14
different mailing addresses, to stop the practice.

Richard Blumberg, spokesman for the company, could not
be reached for comment.

Daniel Lewis, the Postal Service attorney in the case, said
the 4,500 letters containing checks from consumers around
the country had been impounded pending resolution of the
case

At a hearing, the Postal Service produced a
pharmacologist, a nutritionist and a physician who testified
that the Athena products could not perform as claimed in the
ads.

They said the 15 products offer unnecessary, and often
excessive, supplementation of vitamins and metals.

In seeking the order, Postal Service attorneys said Athena
advertising “artfully blends scientific fact with exaggerated
claims. ... Twisted medical logic consistently appears in the
promotion of products sold.”

The ads were carried in Athena's own publications, Soma
Magazine and Athena Heath and Beauty News.

Ozone Destruction

NEW YORK (AP) —
Measurements taken by the
space agency from weather
satellites confirm that
fluorocarbons, once widely
used as propellants in
aerosol sprays, deplete the
Earth's ozone shield.

“This is the first evidence
that a change appears to be
taking place,” Donald Heath,
a National Aeronautics and
Space Administration re-
searcher, said Thursday.

“It represents a partial
validation of the theory that
fluorcarbons will destroy
ozone,"” he said.

Scientists have predicted
for years that the substance,
also used in refrigerators
and air conditioners, would
have that effect, but
measurements had not been
available, NASA said.

NAIROBI, Kenya (AP) — An American newswoman
attending a United Nations conference here died this
after being shot in the head during a holdup, a Nairobi
Hospital official said.

U.S. Embassy sources said Everly Driscoll, a reporter for
the U.S. International Communications Agency based in
Washington, was shot Thursday night after she refused the
orders of four holdup men to get out of a car.

The 41-year-old Texas native died in the intensive care unit
of the hospital, said the nursing supervisor, who asked that
her name not be used.

Hugh Muir, the Voice Of America correspondent in Nairobi
who was driving the car, obeyed the robbers’ orders and was
not hurt, the sources said.

The robbers escaped in Muir’s car, leaving behind a stolen
car whose owner and a companion were found locked in the
trunk, sources said.

Ms. Driscoll was in Nairobi to attend the UN. conference
on new and renewable sources of energy.

The U.S. International Communications Agency is a federal
agency responsible for information and cultural activities of
the US. government overseas, including the Voice Of
America.

McVeigh, an Irish priest who
has been among chaplains at
the prison and who recently
was in New York, main-
tained that the fasting deaths
are ‘‘absolutely not"
suicides.

“There's no justification
for thinking in those terms,”
he said in an interview. “It's
a red herring introduced by
the British government and
the British church.”

He said the strikers “don’'t
want to die” but “want to
live with dignity and proper
food “‘to put pressure on the
British” for special prison
status. ‘‘Until the last
minutes they have hope.”

Changes Are Sought
In Wage Guidelines

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Reagan administration
has proposed a significant
tightening of wage-setting
rules under the half-cen-
tury-old Davis-Bacon Act.

Labor Secretary Raymond
Donovan, a former con-
struction executive, said
Thursday the changes would
reduce government constuc-
tion costs by at least $670
million in the next year.

The announcement came a
day after the administration
announced a sweeping re-
view of 30 other federal
regulations for possible elim-
ination or easing.

Enacted in 1931, Davis-
Bacon requires that workers
on federal projects receive
the “prevailing” wage paid
to workers for similar jobs in
the area where the project is
located.

Donovan’s proposal drew
an immediate attack from
the AFL-CIO Building and
Construction Trades De-
partment, which said the
changes “‘will mean a return
to exploitative, cut-throat

competition that forces
workers to work for sub-
standard wages."

The Associated Builders
and Contractors, an industry
group composed mainly of
non-union firms, said it hopes
the proposal “is just the first
step to outright repeal” of
Davis-Bacon.

Congressional opponents of
the act have said that they
would mount an effort to
repeal it unless ad-
ministrative changes were
made by the Labor De-
partment.

One major change pro-
posed by the Reagan ad-
ministration would drop the
“30 percent rule,” under
which the Labor Department
can define the prevailing
wage as that rate paid to 30
percent of the workers in a
trade.

Instead, the administration
would define the prevailing
wage as either the average
rate or the rate paid to at
least a majority of the
workers who perform similar
work in an area.

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP)

1981 season following the 50-
day players’ strike.

“Last year, eight teams
made money,” he said in an
interview Thursday. *“This
year there will be fewer than
eight that draw well.”

The Phillies already are feel-
ing the crunch.

They drew a sellout house of
60,561 fans Monday in the
opener after the strike because
of Pete Rose’s was about to
break Stan Musial's National
League career hit record.

CHARLOTTE, N.C. (AP) —
Charlotte Motor Speedway of-
ficials say they will award a
full share of the Winner's
Circle purse to the Dale
Earnhardt-Richard Childress
racing team.

NASCAR's Winners' Circle
Committee had decided Tues-
day to award Earnhardt’s
share to the J.D. Stacy team,
which Earnhardt left after the
Talladega 500 earlier this
month.

But speedway president H.A.
Wheeler said the speedway
would award the Earnhardt
team $4,950, the amount it
gives all Winners' Circle
teams.

“It is not our intention to
second-guess NASCAR's Win-
ners' Circle committee. In-
stead, we are doing this to
support our strong convictions
toward Earnhardt, Childress
and their sponsor, Wrangler,"
Wheeler said.

He said Charlotte Motor
Speedway was influenced by
Earnhardt’s “excellence” and
the need to give his new team
financial support.

“I hope that other track
operators will follow our lead
in this,” he said. “There is no
question that the success of
(the new Earnhardt team) will
greatly benefit ticket sales.”

Earnhardt left the Stacy
team in the wake of an internal
dispute. Stacy purchased the
team from Rod Osterlund of
California in a surprise move
inearly July.

Although the Osterlund team
took national championship
honors last year with
Earnhardt at the wheel, the
NASCAR * committee desig-
nated the Stacy team and its
new driver, Joe Ruttman,
Winners Circle recipients.

A NASCAR spokesman said
the decision was based on the
fact that the Winners' Circle
was created to honor teams,
not drivers.

Spokesman Alexis Leras said
the Earnhardt situation was
unique and said rule changes
might be forthcoming at the
Winners' Circle committee
meeting this fall

“We hadn't anticipated this,
and we had to make our
decision based on what the
rules were at the time," she
said. “*But I'm sure this will be
discussed at the fall meeting."

Pitt, Penn State Are Still Class
Of Eastern Football Powers

By The Associated Press

Just like Oklahoma and
Nebraska in the Big Eight (one
has had at least a share of
every title since 1960),
Michigan and Ohio State in the
Big Ten (ditto since 1967) and
Alabama and Georgia in the
Southeastern Conference (see
LSU, 1970), Eastern college
football also has its own Big
Two.

They are Penn State and Pitt
— or, in the last couple of
years, Pitt and Penn State. In
fact, Penn State's string of 42
consecutive non-losing seasons
dates back to 1938 and is an
NCAA record. Pitt, meanwhile,
has recaptured some of its past
glory, winning the national
championship in 1976 and
finishing second to Georgia a
year ago.

It is generally conceded that
the two Pennsylvania rivals
will rule the roost again, al-
though Pitt can hardly expect
to be as strong as last year
(111, including a 37-9 Gator
Bowl rout of South Carolina)
while Penn State should be
improved, although a Killer
schedule may prevent anything
like last year's 10-2 mark (the
Nittany Lions trimmed Ohio
State 31-19 in the Fiesta Bowl),
which was good for eighth
place in The Associated Press
rankings.

“We're a long ways from
having the football team we
had last year,” says Pitt Coach
Jackie Sherrill, who must re-
place 15 starters, ““but unless
we have some bad injuries, I
don't think we'll dip too far. 1
think we’re certainly in the Top
Twenty.”” And Sherrill's
blueprint sees the Panthers
contending for the top again in
1982.

“We will have a fine football
team, there is no doubt about
that,” says Penn State's Joe
Paterno, owner of a,141-31-1 log
in his 15 years atop Mt. Nit-
tany. “We have to have a
strong team to operate against
our schedule, which is the most
difficult in Penn State history.”

It includes the likes of
Nebraska, Miami (Fla.),
Alabama, Notre Dame and, of
course, Pitt.

The National Football
League drafted a dozen Pitt
players and seven others were
signed as free agents. The
losses include defensive end
Hugh Green — a three-time
All-American, winner of the
Lombardi Award and rurmerup
in the Heisman Trophy voting
— and offensive tackle Mark
May, who won the Outland
Trophy. Green, May and
fullback Randy McMillan were
first-round draft picks.

Pitt's strength will be on
offense, especially the high-
powered aerial duo of
quarterback Dan Marino and
flanker Dwight Collins. The
only returning defensive regu-

¥

lars are linebacker Sal Sunseri
and safety Tom Flynn, but the
key will be tackle John
Hendrick, who is coming back
from knee surgery and could
anchor a defensive line that
lost all five starters.

Paterno says his first con-
cern, too, is to rebuild the
defense. And he said that
before standout end Larry
Kubin, sidelined most of last
year with a knee injury,
jumped to the NFL.

The Lions have some excep-
tional people on the attack,
including tailback Curt
Warner, flanker Kenny
Jackson, guards Sean Farrell
and Mike Munchak and tackle
Jim Brown, although the last
three are all recovering from
injuries.

The East, and college foot-
ball in general, received a
shock when Villanova suddenly
dropped football smack in the
middle of spring practice.
However, there are hopes for
improvement at Syracuse and
Boston College, both of which

have new coaches, and at West
Virginia, where Don Nehlen is
in his second campaign.

The new man at Syracuse is
Dick MacPherson, who came
from the NFL's Cleveland
Browns. Star running back Joe
Morris, quarterback Dave
Warner and what is expected
to be the first sound defense in
years make the Orangemen a
threat. Morris is the school's
career rushing king with 3,105
yards.

Jack Bicknell moves from
Maine to Boston College, where
he inherits 38 lettermen —
including linebacker Jim
Budness, 278-pound defensive
tackle Juor Poles, running
back Shelby Gamble ... and the
most challenging schedule in
B.C. history. The Eagles' main
concern is the offensive line,
usually their strength.

West Virginia lost most of its
offense but fortunately
quarterback Oliver Luck re-
turns. The other skill positions
are the biggest question

marks. The Mountaineers have
not been known for defense in a
long time but nine starters
return on that side of the ball.

Army has more experience
and balance than in recent
years and a realistic schedule
(Brown, Harvard and Prin-
ceton, among others) gives the
Cadets a shot at a break-even
campaign. Navy returns six
starters from a defensive unit
that finished sixth nationally a
year ago but their are big holes
in the offensive line. The
Midshipmen boast a trio of
standouts in tailback Eddie
Meyers, nose guard Tim
Jordan and placekicker Steve
Fehr.

Rutgers lost heavily from its
best-ever senior class and has
gaping holes on both units. The
defense has strong linebacking
and a pair of large tackles in
Bill Pickel and Mike
Rustemeyer but the best of the
Scarlet Knights could be
placekicker Alex Falcinelli.

Rafer Johnson Wouldn't
Swap Past For Present

Twenty-one years after
fulfilling his greatest dream,
Rafer Johnson doubts that,
given the chance, he would
take it back and swap it for
another.

‘“The money and exposure in
baseball and professional
football are staggering and
heady,” said the onetime
world’s best all-around athlete,
“but I'd never want to give up
my Olympic gold medal. Nor
would I want to sacrifice my
present involvement with
helping kids.

“It's good to have money,
but money’s not everything in
life. There are other
priorities.”

A gifted athlete who lettered
in four sports and was presi-
dent of his Kingsburg, Calif.,
high school class, Johnson
followed his dream to Rome in
1960 where he won the most
demanding and prestigious
event of the Olympic Games —
the two-day, 10-sport de-
cathlon.

He came home to wide ac-
claim and endless offers, in-
cluding proffered contracts
from the Los Angeles Rams
football team and the LA
franchise in the old American
Basketball Association.

“I was all-state three years
in football as a left halfback
and defensive safety,” he said.
“I hit.500 in baseball. But my
best shot would have been in
football playing safety. I've
thought about what might have
been but I am perfectly happy
with the way my life has
turned out.”

As one in a long and dis-
tingushed line of American
decathlon champions, dating
back to Jim Thorpe in 1912,
Rafer may have missed sport's
megabucks but he has pro-
spered, served and made an
indelible mark in society.

As vice-president in charge
of community affairs for the
Continental Telephone Co.,
part-time movie actor, network
sportscaster, active in
numerous charity foundations,
he currently is national

for Hershey's Na-
tional Track and Field Youth
Program. He also is national
coach of Eunice Shriver’s
Special Olympics for retarded
children.

The Hershey program in-
volves 2.5 million boys and
girls between the ages of 9 and
14 who compete in local, state
and regional meets leading up
to the National Track and Field
Finals. Five hundred survivors

compete for prizes Saturday in
Charleston, West Va.

“It is a wonderful program,”
Johnson said during a stopover
in New York. “It gives these
kids a chance to travel, to be
part of a larger effort, to feel
they belong and are ac-
comphslnng something.

“It is a positive experience.
They learn discipline. It is hard
work, but they get a chance to
think of what they want to do.
It is a specific and definitive
challenge, and they get a
chance, just as I did, to
dream.”

Johnson said his ambition to
become an Olympic decathlon
champion ‘was fired in 1952
when, as a 19-year-old just out
of high school, he went to
Tulare, Calif., to watch Bob
Mathias quallfy for the shot at
his second straight Olympic
gold.

“Right then,” said Rafer, “I
told myself 1 wanted to be an
Olympic decathlon champion.”

Decathlon winners trggli-
tionally emerge from the
Olympics with the highest
identity and commercial value,
just as do women figure skat-
ers in the Winter Games. They
wind up well.

Thorpe, the Carlisle, Pa.,
Indian, was the most tragic,
having his medals taken from
him on a silly charge that he
once played a baseball game
for pocket change. Yet he still
is acclaimed the greatest all-
around athlete in American

history.

Glenn Morris (1936) and Milt
Campbell (1956) enjoyed wide
recognition. Mathias became a
Congressman and later a wheel
in the U.S. Olympic devel-
opment program. Bruce
Jenner parlayed his dramatic
1976 victory at Montreal into a
fortune as a huckster for a
cereal and as a TV and movie
personality.

Johnson, an impressive
athlete at 6-feet-3 and 200
pounds with a good mind and
rare leadership qualities, had
the credentials to follow the
road of either Mathias or
Jenner.

He chose to share his politi-
cal, movie and TV aspirations
with the young, disadvantaged
and handicapped. He serves
voluntarily on a dozen boards
aimed at helping the blind,
mentally ill and generally the
young searching for a foothold
on life.

“When I won at Rome, the
TV coverage consisted of 15
minutes prime time and 15
minutes of tape a day on the
entire Olympics,” he said. “We
are now living in a different
world.”

At age 46 — 47 next Monday
— and still a marvelous
athletic specimen, he made his
choice.

“When I was a kid, a lot of
people helped me,"” he said. “'I
felt 1 should give something
back.”

Many of golf's top players skip
the GHO because they believe the course
offers no challenge.

Voyager Closes
In on Saturn

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Man's last chance in the
foreseeable future to look
¢closely at Saturn is nearing
as the Voyager 2 spaceship
rapidly closes in on the
famous ringed planet, scien-
tists say.

Voyager 2, heading for an
Aug. 25 close encounter, will
send back even better
pictures and more details of
the rings than were produced
by the spectacular fly-by of
its sister craft nine months
ago, project scientists said
Thursday.

The hardy little craft,
launched almost four years
ago, is almost 950 million
miles from Earth, heading
toward Saturn at 35,000 mph.

The scientists, promising
more than just a ret of
Voyager 1's successful pass,
said they will look in detail at
some of the previous, puzzl-
ing discoveries.

: They also will try to gather
all the new data they can can
before the craft moves back
into the void because, as far
as they know, it's their last
chance.

. The United States has
planned no new deep space
missions to follow the suc-
cessful $500 million Voyager
iprogram, and the Soviet Un-
‘ion has never sent a craft to
‘the'outer planets.

* Dr. Edward Stone, chief
‘Voyager scientist, said
‘Voyager 2 is the last planned
‘mission to Saturn and there
may not be another opportu-
ity to study the planet in
«detail for a generation. But
‘in this case, the last may be

\thé best, he added.

which went beneath the ring
plane and got images mostly
from the dark side of the
rings,” he said.

Scientists said Voyager 2
will get closer, more detailed
pictures of some of the
moons seen only at a dis-
tance by the first craft. It
also will get pictures of the
moon Phoebe, which was
missed on the first mission.

“We are fortunate to have
another spacecraft to look at
Saturn,” said Dr. Bradford
Smith, leader of the
pieture-taking team. ‘‘With
the second spacecraft, we
have an opportunity to plan
the mission better and get
details of things only hinted
at in the first mission.”

But the encounter won't be
the last stop for Voyager 2. If
all goes well, Saturn’s power-
ful gravity will fling the
robot ship onto a path that
will take it to Uranus in 1986
and onward to Neptune in
1989,

Carcinogen Found In Parsnips

By WARRENE. LEARY

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Parsnips have been found to
contain a lot of a chemical
that can cause genetic
mutation and cancer in
animals, but the scientist
who discovered that says
there is no immediate reason
for people to stop eating

them.

In a study published today
in Science magazine, U.S.
Agriculture Department sci-
entists said parsnip roots
contain high levels of
psoralens which are not de-
stroyed in normal cooking.

The report said scientists

have known for years that
parsnips contain psoralens,
naturally occurring
chemicals known to cause
genetic mutation and cancer
in animals when exposed to
ultraviolet light. Until now,
though, no one knew how
much, the study said.

“On the basis of the
amounts of psoralens found
in the parsnip samples stud-
ied here, it is apparent that
consumption of moderate
quantities of this vegetable
by man can result in the
intake of appreciable
amounts of psoralens,” the
scientists said.

Therefore, the researchers

concluded, ‘‘psoralen-
containing food plants may
present some toxicological
risk toman."”

They added, however,
“that it is not possible to
accurately assess that risk, if
it exists, on the basis of the
information available to
date.”

' Dr. G. Wayne Ivie, who
collaborated with Douglas
Holt and Marcellus Ivey on
the report, said in a tele-
phone interview that just
because it is not possible to
assess a potential risk does
not mean that a risk exists.

Hunt Says Strings Still
Tied To Federal Money

LUMBERTON, N.C. (AP) —

Soviet Summer Means RushFor Vacations

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet constitution provides
that every citizen has “a right to rest and leisure.”
Each summer, including this one, citizens stand on
that constitutional right — many of them in a line.

In Yalta, the popular Black Sea resort, a million
more visitors show up than the public facilities can
handle, forcing vacationers to scrambie for rooms in
private homes.

Individual Soviet families have the right to buy
their own plane or train tickets and go wherever
they want in the Soviet Union on their vacations. But
such trips can be difficult.

“There are so many people competing for tickets
and hotels that getting a reservation is a problem,"”
said one young Moscow worker. “It’s better if you
can get a pre-organized package."

'I‘rg:se gackag&s are available from trade unions
and government travel agencies. About 55 million
people participated in trade-union package tours last
year; many others couldn’t get bookings because of
limited facilities.

One Moscow travel bureau sells a 20-day Volga
River cruise, with sightseeing in 11 cities and all
meals, starting at 90 rubles, the equivalent of $118,

or about haif an average worker’s monthly pay.
Many places of work organize their own resort
, for as liftle as 60 rubles (§78) for room
and board for 14 days. Lodging, however, may be in
spartan hostels with four or more people to a room.

Workers who can't get a package can travel to a
resort area and look arefind for a bed in a private
home, often for about 2.50 rubles ($3.30) a day.

Vacationers with health problems can seek
admission to medical treatment resorts like the
Svetlana Sanitarium for 320 men, women and
children in northern Moscow. A 24-day visit there
normally costs 45 rubles ($59).

American Firms Going
Into Jungles For Gold

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — A Hollywood
scriptwriter would have a hard time matching
the story about to unfold in the wilds of a
Pacific island.

Two American companies plan to take on
the jungle to mine an estimated 2 million
ounces of gold and 1 billion tons of copper ore.

In a §1.5 billion project announced this week,
Bechtel of San Francisco and Morrison-
Knudsen International of Boise, Idaho, plan to
carve their way through 100 miles of rain
forest to reach Mount Fubilan, a remote
7,100-foot peak on Papua New Guinea north of
Australia

Bechtel, believed to be the world's largest
engineering and construction firm, says the
mountain is rich with copper and capped by

The plan, called the Ok Tedi (pronounced
awk teddy) Gold and Copper Project, will take
a decade to complete and present considerable
engineering challenges, said Bechtel
spokesman Larry Thomas.

“In terms of going into a remote area and
building everything from the road to support
facilities and the mine itself, it represents a

significant challenge to people in the busi-_

ness,"" he said.

“The way it measures most impressively is
in the sheer challenge and difficulty of
construction and logistics."

Construction will begin this month on an
access road to project areas such as the mine,
a processing plant, a hydroelectric generating
plant and a town site for 1,250 workers.
