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Re-Apportioning Plans To Justice Dept.

RALEIGH, N.C. (API — Three new reapportionment plans, 
including a congressional map exposed by friends of 2d 
District Democratic Rep, L.H Fountain, will be turned over 
to U.S. Justice Department officials for review next week, 
state officials say 

Alex Brock, state elections director, said the plans for state 
House, Senate and congressional'seats probably won’t be 
ready to send to federal officials until Tuesday or Wednesday 
at the earliest

The delay Is caused by the need to send extensive statistical 
documentation and transcripts of the legislative committee 
deliberations along with the plans themselves, he said.

The plans, approved by the General Assembly before it

concluded a three-day special session Thursday, are to be 
hand-delivered by the state’s Washington attorneys. Brock 
said.

Justice officials will then have 60 days to review the plans 
under the 1965 federal Voting Rights Act, and state officials 
as Nvell as legislative leaders are optimistic about the chances 
for approval.

“From everything I can glean from them, they appear to 
me to have an excellent ch^ce of receiving approval from 
the Department of Justice.’’ said Brock,

“'There’s hope for all those plans,’’ said James Wallace, 
deputy state attorney general, whose office had urged 
lawmakers to improve earlier plans. “We’re ready to go 
forward with everything we’ve got this time.”

'The legislature adjourned after the House voted 80-28 to 
approve the new congressional plan, which moves Durham 
County from the 4th to the 2nd District and returns Alamance 
County to the 6th District.

Fountain’s allies fought the plan bitterly through Thursday 
morning and nearly spcceded in winning an amendment that 
would have had the state appeal the Justice Department’s 
rejection of the 1981 plan.

'The House initially voted to approve that amendment but 
reversed itself after Rep A1 Adams, a highly nartisan 
Raleigh Democrat, told the House, -‘it would help the 
Republicans.”

Fountain could not be reached for comment and his press 
aide, Ted Daniel, said he had no reaction to the major change 
in his district.

Justice Department officials have rejected earlier re- 
districting plans, ruling under the voting rights law that each 
weakened black voting strength.

Approval this time, however, probably would not end legal 
tests.

Leslie Winner, attorney for the NAACP Legal and 
Education Defense Fund, said that group will probably 
continue its federal suit seeking single-member districting 
plans for all Senate and House seats

“1 think it’s safe to assume we’ll pursue the lawsuit as to 
state legislative plans,” Ms. Winner said.

She said the NAACP group probably would not renew its 
suit against the congressional plan.

City Council Again Puts 

Off2 RezoningHearings¡

The absence of two City Council members from Thursday 

night’s meeting necessitated again the continuation of public 
hearings on two requests for rezoning where protest petitions 
have been received.

With Janice Buck and George Pugh out of town, the council 
was faced with a situation of all four remaining members 
having to vote in favor of a request in order for an item to 
receive approval. In fairness to the petitioners and any who 
might have opposed the rezoning actions, the council voted 
not to consider the requests until the March 11 meeting when 
the full board is expected.

Continued were requests by: Thomas Taft to rezone 
approximately 15.61 acres at the northwest comer of 
Stantonsburg Road and Allen Road from RA-20 (resi­
dential-agricultural) to Highway Commercial; and by J. T. 
Manning to rezone, from RA-20 to R-9 (residential) some 4.51 
acres located adjacent to the 'Tucker Farm development and 
Shenandoah Subdivision,

Petitions have been received opposing both rezoning 
requests, according to City Manager Ed Wyatt. 'The council 
had continued the requests at the Jan. 29 special call meeting.

In other business during the brief meeting, approval was 
given following a public hearing to a request by I^roy Cherry 
to rezone, from RA-20 to R-15 and R-6, approximately 50 acres 
located west of Memorial Drive and south of Greenville 
Country Qub. Greenway Apartments form the eastern 
boundary.

Approval was also given following a public hearing to a 
request by James H. Hudson to rezone, from RA-20 to 
Industrial, of approximately 2.6 acres on the eastern side of 
Greaiville Boulevard some 716 feet from the right-of-way line 
of the boulevard and at the rear of the lot requested for 
rezoning by Eaton (?orp. No opposition was expre^ed during 
the public hearing.

The council continued action until March on a recommen­
dation by the 'Traffic Commission that a request by Jim 
Veeder of 212 Greenwood Drive to reduce the speed limit 
from 35 mph to 25 mph on Belvedere Drive, Club Pines drive, 
Crestline Boulevard and Greenwood Drive be denied.

Veeder, who identified himself as the community watch 
chairman for his neighborhood, said that during a survey by 
the Traffic Commission, speeds as high as 55 mph were 

^recorded in the petition area. He said residents of the four

streets have been surveyed and they are in favor of reducing 
the speed limits. He added that no child has been hit yet in the 
area but “numerous close calls” have occurred.

Councilman William Hadden said that 35 mph was 
“excessive in my own mind” and he suggested that, if limits 
on Fourth and Fifth streets were 35 instead of 25 mph, the 
potential for accidents would be greater.

Councilman Stuart Shinn noted that the streets involved in 
the request are much wider than Fourth and Fifth streets.

Mayor Percy (Ox said that, in continuing the matter, the 
city will have a chance to improve enforcement of the 
existing limits on the four streets.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
President Reagan says he’s 
willing to give Congress 
“running room” to pare the 
record deficits in his 1983 
budget plan, but not by 
reducing defense ^)oiding or 
increasing taxes.

Top congressional Re­
publicans told the president 
face-to-face 'ITiursday that 
his $757.6 billion bud^t plan 
for fiscal 1983 won’t get far 
on Capitol Hill as long as it 
p r o j e c t s  a d e f i c i t  
approaching $100 billion.

House Republican leader 
Robert H. Michel of Dlinois 
emerged from the White 
House meeting saying many 
conservatives — who had 
hoped Reagan would produce 
on his earlier promises to 
balance the budget -  feel 
“pole-axed” by forecasts of a 
record flow of red ink for 
years to come.

Senate Majority Leader 
Howard H. Baker Jr. of 
Tennessee and Sen. Paul 
L ax a lt, R-Nev., joined 
Michel in telling Reagan and 
key administration officials 
that, as Laxalt put it, “the 
name of the game is getting 
that interest rate down, and 
the way to ^ t  it down very 
frankly ... is to reduce the 
size of the deficits.”

Laxalt, Reagan’s closest 
friend in the Senate and 
former chairman of his pres­
idential campaign, said he 
asked Reagan for the “run­
ning room . . . to come up with 
some better results.”

The president responded 
later in the day..

“I’ve sent a budget up that 
I believe in very much,” he 
told reporters. “On the other 
hand there’s been a sugges­
tion now that even further 
cuts could be made, and I 
feel the Congress should 
have the running room to be 
able to talk about those and 
see what they’re talking 
about.”

White House spokesman 
David Gergen said it was too 
early to talk about com­
promise on details of the 
administration’s program. 
“'There is no plan here to 
compromise. We’re not sen­
ding those kind of signals. 
That was not the spirit of the 
meeting here today.”

Reagan, meanwhile, said 
he was not worried by the 
early adverse reaction to his 
budget “because 1 know 
they’re (members of Con­
gress) going home in a few 
days, and when they get 
home they’re going to find 
out how much the people 
want what we have pro­
posed.”

Soaring Food Prices Set 

Pace At Wholesale Level

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
'The biggest one-month food 
price increase since the 
summer of 1980 pushed 
overall inflation at the 
wholesale level higher at an 
annual rate of 5.3 percent 
last month, the government 
reported today.

Analysts said sharp r u c ­
tions In hog-breeding (fieT 
had cut the supply of pork, 
contributing to a big Incre; 
in meat prices and to a l.l 
percent rise in food prices at 
the pre-retail level.

In addition, prices turned 
up sharply for eggs and

accelerated somewhat for 
refined sugar, dair\' pro­
ducts, fish, roasted coffee 
and a variety of other foods, 
the new report said.

It said thM ^bor Depart­
ment’s ProduceKfrice Index 
for finished goods rose 0.4 
percent in January alone, up 
slightly from December’s 0.3 
percent, but generally in line 
with figures for the past year 

^\A4[hich have been much im- 
prdv^ over 1980. 

W hite^ouse spokesman 
irry Speakes called the 
' irt “good news” and said 

th a t\w e’re encouraged this 
is a continued sign of pro­

gress in getting inflation 
down.”

Inflation for-all of 1981 
totaled 7 percent at the 
wholesale level! compared 
with ,11.8 percent the pre­
vious year

January’s 5.3 percent an­
nual rate means that if 
prices rose at the same 0.4 
percent pace for 12 con­
secutive months, the overall 
increase would total 5.3 
percent.

WTiolesale prices climbed 
just 6.3 percent in the past 12 
months, the lowest total 
since th^ 6.2 percent for the

12 months ended in .April 
1977.

The food price mcrease in 
January was the biggest 
since the 2.6 percent of 
August 1980, when the nation 
was suffering from a severe 
drought. Labor Department 
officials said.

However, the food rise was 
partly offset by a 0.9 percent 
decline in energy costs. That 
decline followed increases of 
more than 1 percent in both 
November and December.

Gasoline and natural gas 
prices decreased somewhat 
in January, but pnces for 
home heating oil showed a 
small increase

Recruitment of working 
volunteers, enlarging mem­
bership and making de­
cisions to adopt specific 
programs to support were 
the principal points of con­
cern expressed at the Febru­
ary meeting of the local 
Phoenix organization meet­
ing held 'Thursday night at 
the Bachelor Benedict Gub.

Among projects discussed 
as ones to be considered for 
possible adoption by the or­
ganization are:

•A suggestion by Jayne 
Silliman, representing the 
League of Women wters, to 
look into a service program 
for juveniles at times they 
are held in custody in the Pitt 
County jail. Ms. Silliman 
cited the crowded conditions, 
lack of reading material and

exercise area as being 
circum stances faced by 
these young offenders Al­
though young offenders as a 
rule do not remain for a long 
period of time in the county 
jail, Ms. Silleman said she 
feels efforts are needed to 
provide them assurance 
while they are in custody.

•Attorney Robert Shoffner, 
a public defender in the local 
court system, offered the

suggestion that Phoenix look 
into the possibility of work­
ing with the courts in an 
evaluation program for 
persons unable to provide 
bail. In many instances, 
Shoffner reported, persons 
in ca rc e ra te d  for com­
paratively minor offenses 
remain in custody for rela­
tively extended periods of 
time because they or their 
families cannot raise the

required bail. He added 
thatjudges and district at­
torneys are understandably 
reluctant to take the^risks 
involved in releasing a 
charged person on his own 
cognizance -  an action that 
is permitted by law under 
certain conditions.

Citing a program that has 
proved workable and suc­
cessful in New York state, 
Shoffner said that an organi­

zation such as Phoenix could 
be the instrument to in­
vestigate the background of 
someone charged and to 
make an evaluation on 
whether such a person was a 
good risk in being released 
under certain circumstances 
without bail.

The pope’s eight-day tour of Africa, a 
continent he once called “ripe for the harvest” 
because of its fast-growing Roman Catholic 
church, includes shorter stops in Gabon, Benin 
and Equatorial Guinea.

A motorcade waited to take John Paul along 
a seven-mile route to the 100,000-seat national 
stadium, which opened its gates to the crowds

The Legislative House of Repret 
sentatives redistri^ting plan has\ 
been approved by the State  ̂
Legislature despite strenuous ob­
jections by Eastern legislators who 
feel their section has borne the 
brunt of the county splitting efforts.

Certainly it is a matter of grave 
concern for our area.

“It reminds me of the man 
holding a fish in one hand and a 
knife in the other,” Rep. Sam 
Bundy said. “As the fish squirmed 
the man said, ‘stay still; I am just 
going to gut you.’ So it is with the 
east and the northeast, for we are 
being gutted.”

Somehow we get the same feel-

j n g .  U n d e r s t a n d a b l y  t h e  
Legislature had a difficult job with 
the U.S. Justice Department de­
manding redistricting that reflected 
more minority districts.

Nevertheless the new redistrict­
ing plan has made for some strange 
situations, and with the east bear­
ing a large part of the county- 
splitting. A part of Northeastern 
Pitt County was placed in another 
district, for instance, and Martin 
County is badly carved up.

There is consideration of legal 
action to determine if this is a 
proper redistricting considering the 
historic patterns of the state. Cer­
tainly this idea should be pursued.

RALEIGH -  County of­
fic ials a re  fired up with Gov. * 
J im  H unt an d  h is  a d ­
m in is tra tion  about the han­
dling  of public announce­
m en ts  concerning food stam p 
e r ro r  ra tes.

The heart of the  argum ent 
h a s  to do w ith the public 
s ta tem en ts  by high sta te  
officia ls th a t blam e must be 
p laced  on county officials.

One p a rticu la r comm ent 
by H unt sum s up the m atter. 
“ I f  t h e y  w e r e  s t a t e  
em ployees, we could just fire 
th e m ,” he said as  he took the 
position that the sta te  is not 
responsible.

County officials a re  dis­
tu rbed  not only with the 
alleged e rro rs  which are 
causing  millions of dollars to 
be passed out to ineligible 
people, or in excess amounts, 
but w ith the w ay in which 
H unt and S arah  Morrow, 
se c re ta ry  of the D epartm ent 
of H um an R esources, called 
p ress  conferences to reveal 
th e  problem s and a ttack  
local governm ents in the 
process.

Analysis 
P a t r i c e  R o e s l e r ,  i n ­

te rgov ern m en ta l coordinator 
for the N.C. Association of 
C o u n ty  C o m m is s io n e rs ,  
w rote  a lengthy analysis of 
the  situation  for publication 
on the front page of the 
period ical published by the 
association  and distributed to 
couhty com m issioners and 
o ther local governm ent of­
ficials.

Ms. R oesler m aintains that 
the  news conferences to re ­
veal the figures were ‘‘hasti­
ly ca lled” and that county 

“ m anag ers  and chairm en of 
b o a rd s  of co u n ty  co m ­
m issioners w ere not notified 
in advance.

S ta te  officials stated  th a t 
su ch  notification had been 

'  given, and th a t the facts and 
figures w ere provided before 
going public with them  in 
R aleigh.

Staff w ith the Association 
of County C om m issioners 
conducted a telephone su r­
vey and found th a t "not only 
w e re  th e  c o u n ty  c o m ­
m issioners arid m anag ers not 
inform ed in advance of the 
intentions to announce the 19 
‘w orst’ counties with ‘unac­
ce p tab le ’ indiv idual e rro r 
ra te s ,  but th e  s ta tis t ic s  
handed out to the m edia at 
the  news conferences were 
unreliab le  in presen ting a 
tru e  picture of the counties’ 
individual e rro r  ra tes  and 
indeed were not even con­
sidered ‘tru e ’ ra te s  by De­
p a rtm en t of H um an R e­
sources Division of Social

B IL L N O B L IT T
S erv ices  w hich p rep a red
th em ,” Ms. R oesler m ain­
tains.

Ms. Roesler also reports 
th a t a study of the problem s 
with e rro rs  ha s  been con­
ducted over the past several 
m onths by social services 
d irec to rs from  around the 
s ta te , and th a t the final 
report of th a t com m ittee w as 
supposed to have been p res­
en ted  to  Dr. M orrow by Dan 
H udgins of D urham  County, 
presid en t of the d irec to rs’ 
association, “ on the very day 
of the news conference.” 

Insidious 
Ms. R oesler insists th a t

" th e  m ost insidious p a r t of 
the en tire  food stam p e rro r  
situation  h a s  been the w ealth  
of m isin form ation c rea ted  in 
the m edia  a t the expense of 
county governm ent in gener­
a l.”The an a lyst says e rro r  
ra te s  a re  typically not as 
high as  s ta te  figures m ake 
them  ap pea r, th a t the im ­
pression has been given th a t 
county coum m isioners don’t 
ca re  about the  e rro r in food 
stam ps because it is federal 
money, and th a t s ta te  off- 
ficials have no role to p lay  in 
adm in istering  the p rog ram  
and accep ting  responsib ility 
:or the e rro r  ra tes.

A ctually. Ms. R oesler re- 
aorts. local social se rv ices 
aeople a re  h ired  from .^ s ta te  
'o s te r  w ith s ta te  approval. 
There is county m oney in the 
food s tam p s program , and 
top s ta te  officials have  ad­
m itted  th a t the figures a re  
not ac tua l e rro r ra te s , but 
“ county indicator of e r ro r” 
sta tistics.C o u n ty  c o m m is s io n e rs , 
m a n a g e r s  a n d  s o c i a l  
se rv ices d irecto rs will be 
try ing to com e up with an­
sw ers to  the problem . E fforts 
can  only succesd if s ta te  
officia ls “ acknowledge th a t 
in N orth Carolina th e re  is a 
c o u n ty -a d m in is te re d  an d  
s t a t e - s u p e r v i s e d  h u m a n  
se rv ices system . The only 
w ay to  im prove it is to work 
to g e th e r,” Ms. R oesler con­
cludes.

A few  w eeks ago P resid en t 
R eagan , in response to a 
r e p o r t e r ’s q u e s t io n  on  

.unem ploym en t, rep lied th a t 
he h a d  picked up th e  Sunday 
W ashington Post and read  24 
pages of “ Help w anted” Ads.

W hen they failed to m eet 
th e  G rea t P ro file ’s  lofty 
S hak espearian  stand ards at 
th e  d re ss  re h e a r s a l ,  he 
grandiloquently  im portuned 
th em , “Ladies, a  little  m ore 
v irg in ity , if you p lease .”

Then there  w as the w inter 
n igh t on B roadw ay when a 
hacking, sneezing, coughing 
au d ience intruded upon his 
“ H am le t,” regarded  by the 
c r i tic s  a s  the g rea test of its 
tim e.

and  G uildenstern, who had 
been  to the well in his 
d re ss in g  room, joined in.

T hese anecdotes rush to 
m ind  because M onday, Feb. 
15, is the centenary  of John 
B a r r y m o r e ’s  b i r th ,  an d  
ca re fu l perusal of the th ea te r 
lis tin gs and m ovie ads in the 
m orn ing  paper convinces m e 
th a t  th e re  is no one around in 
h is  c la ss  today, nor ha s  there  
been  in m any moons and 
m an y  rising cu rta in s.

G re ta  G arbo said he had 
“ t h a t  d iv in e  m a d n e s s  
w ith o u t w hich an  a r t is t  
canno t work or live.” 

T r a g ic a l ly ,  J o h n  B a r ­
ry m o re ’s  m adness w as p a rt 
gen iu s and p a r t gin. When he 
d ied  in Los A ngeles in 1942 a t ' 
ag e  60, one m edical report 
sa d ly  noted th a t from  age 14 
h e  w as “ m ore or less a 
ch ron ic  d rink er.”

H is classic profile, deep 
reson an t voice and ab ility  to 
im m e rse  him self in any pa rt 
— H a m le t ,  D on J u a n ,  
Sherlock  Holmes. Svengali, 
B e a u  B ru m m el, B ulldog 
D ru m m o n d , D r. J e k y l l ,  
R ich a rd  III. Raffles, his 
ra n g e  w as as  enorm ous as 
Hollywood w as ridiculous -  
m ad e  him  the highest paid

s ta r  of h is  day. B ut the m ore 
th e  p iddic and c ritics  a c - 
cla im e d  his ta len ts , the im tre 
h e  squan dered  them .

“ A cting ,” he once said, 
“ com es easy  and pays well. 
TTiere’s the  na rco tic .”

H is  l i f e  s t y l e  m a d e  
B road w ay  and  Hollywood 
legend.

J d in  B arry m ore  cam e to 
te r m s  w ith prohibition by 
se ttin g  up a  still in his 
d r e s s in g  ro om . H e w as 
a lw ay s  g re a t box office, 
w h e th e r the  SRO signs went 
up fo r “ D inner a t  E igh t,” 
“ Bill of D ivorcem ent” o r 
“ C ounselo r a t  L aw ,”  o r 
w h e th er the crow ds cam e 
m ere ly  to see if the s ta r  
w ould £q;>pear drunk again.

H is  b la z in g , b ra w lin g  
m a r r i a g e s  to  K a th e r in e  
H a rr is ,  B lanche O elrichs 
(b e tte r  known as  poetess 
M ichael S trange), Dolores 
Costello and E laine B arrie  
e s ta b lish e d  the m alicious 
m ilieu  of th e  Hollywood 
gossip colum n and^ as  one 
c r i t ic  ob served , received 
b e tte r  coverage then the 
E th io p ian  w ar. “They all 
la s ted  seven y e a rs ,” B ar 
ry m o re  said  of his wives, 
“ L ike som e kind of skin 
ra s h .”

H is  lo v e  fo r a n im a ls  
b o rd e re d  on th e  m anic . 
E a r ly  r ise rs  in Hollywood 
so m etim es w ere tre a ted  to 
th e  spectac le  of a $50,000 a 
w eek s ta r  rooting through 
th e ir  ga rbag e  cans.

A re you capab le  of being 

an g ry ?  “ Of course” , you say.
T he Bible speaks often of 

o u r L o rd’s an ger; but never 
once w as he an g ry  because 
of w hat anyone did to him. 
W hen they nailed him  to a 
c ro s s ,  he sa id , “ F a th e r  
fo rg ive them , for they know 
not w hat they do .”  His anger 
w as alw ays d irec ted  against 
m en ’s  cruel narrow ness and 
th e  heartle ssn ess  w ith which 
th ey  tre a ted  each  other.

In th e  tight and clubby little  w orld of N orth C arolina’s 

leg isla tu re , accountability  to the hom e folks is ha rd  to come 
by. M any a telling fac t about w hat leg isla to rs do in R a le i^  
ge ts lost in transit betw een C apitol Square and their 
hom etow ns.

On m a tte rs  crucial to  a d istric t, local m edia and the 
honorables them selves m ake sure w ord gets back. On m ajo r 
sta tew ide  issues, b igger new spapers and o ther m edia try  with 
va ry in g  energy and success to keep score.

But inform ation is sca rce  and ch an cy  on o ther specifics. 
Few  outside their own c ircles know w hich law m akers spend 
tim e in which lobby ists’ pockets. F ew  know how the 
hom etow n rep resen ta tive  votes when th e  home folks a re n ’t 
looking.

G etting  answ ers has been ha rd  and tim e-consum ing. With 
excep tions like the League of W omen V oters, groups who take 
the  troub le to do it usually  have som e strong, special stake. 
And they  keep vote scores only on a  few  chosen issues.

Now, for the first tim e ever, a  rec o rd  of all roll-call votes 
ha s  been published, 'The non-profit N.C. C enter for Public 
P olicy R esearch  wisely s ta rted  on a  sm all scale, w ith votes 
from  last O ctober’s special sessions. B ut listing, nam e by 
nam e, all the votes ju s t from  those tw o short sessions took 66 
legal-size pages.

As an  accountability  device, th is reco rd  is still difficult to 
use. W ithout knowing a b ill’s num ber yo u ’re  out of luck. And 
th e  in itial fo rm at ha s no index, e ith e r by bill num ber or by 
su b jec t m a tte r , though the C enter hopes to add one in la te r 
editions.

T he record  also can  only show e lectron ically  recorded 
votes, usually  taken  on second read ings. Som etim es an 
im po rtan t bill m eets death  before th a t, on a non-recorded 
co m m ittee  vote, o r ge ts m ajo r changes la te r , on a voice vote 
-  w hile big bills like A ppropriations, with th e ir m any 
am end m en ts  and rew rites, m ay h av e  20 o r m ore recorded 
vo tes to  tra ce .

W hen th e  C enter com piles votes for a  long session, it m ay 
h ave  to exclude the hundreds of local b ills if the reco rd ’s size 
is to be kept m anageab le . And tim ely publication is essen tial. 
Such reco rd s won’t be w orth their p rin tin g  paper unless they 
can  be issued very soon a fte r  a session ends.

But the  C enter d e serv es a  sta tew ide round of app lause for 
s ta rtin g  the Voting R eport Service, w hich it w an ts to m ake 
av a ilab le  v ia  subscriptions. We hope public in terest will m ake 
^ i s  v en tu re  in accountab ility  succeed.

Blunt And Not So Remarkable

WASHINGTON (A P) -  
Y ears  ago, a  businessm an 
jo in e d  th e  C ab in e t an d  
s t ir re d  an  up roar by saying 
he ’d alw ays thought w hat 
w as good for the country w as 
good for G eneral M otors 
Corp. and  vice versa.

T h a t rem ain s the best- 
known u tte ran ce  of C harles 
E . W ilson, th e  G e n e ra l 
M otors boss who becam e 
se c re ta ry  of defense in 1953, 
although he often is m is­
quoted a s  having pu t the 
co rpo ra tio n  first.

It w as blunt, it w as quot­
ab le  and  it w as not so 
r e m a r k a b l e  a s  W ilso n ’s 
c r i tic s  m ad e  it seem  a t the 
tim e.

A fter all, when business 
p r o s p e r s  so  d o e s  th e  
econo m y  in g en era l, a l­
though co rpo rate  and na­
tio n a l in te re s ts  a r e  not 
a lw a y s  so  id e n tic a l  a s  
W ilso n ’s  s h o r th a n d  su g ­
g e s t ^ .

P res id en t R eagan’s eco­
nom ic ad v isers a re  m ore 
cautious, m ore scholarly  and 
considerab ly  less colorful in 
d e sc rib in g  the philosophy 
behind ad m in istra tion  eco­
n o m ic  p ro g ra m s . B oiled  
down, it is  th a t individuals 
apd businesses, left alone by

governm ent in most a re a s  of 
life an d  com m erce, will, 
co llectively, m ake decisions 
th a t a re  good for the country.

In  a n  e f f e c t i v e  f r e e  
m a r k e t ,  th e  P r e s id e n t ’s 
C o u n c i l  o f  E c o n o m i c  
A d v is e rs  su g g e s ts , se lf- 
in te re s t will lead consum ers 
and  p roducers to decisions 
th a t w ill se rve the national 
in te res t.

T h at is b roader and m ore 
re fin ed  th an  the re m a rk  
W ilson tossed off in Senate 
tes tim on y  29 years ago. But 
th e  p rincip le  is sim ilar, and 
R e a g a n ’s advisers say it will 
w ork.

In its  annual report to 
C ongress, the  Council of 
E c o n o m ic  A dvisers c ite s  
go vernm ent regulation of Üie 
m ark e tp la ce  as a  case in 
point.

“ T he best solution is to 
re sp ec t the judgm ent of the 
p r iv a te  m arke t w henever it 
is  av a ila b le ,” they say.

“ If w e can stim ulate  an 
e ffective m arket, we can  rely 
on se lf-in terest to achieve the 
d e sired  goals,” the council 
says, ‘“n i is  will reduce the 
cost of achieving the reg u la­
to ry  goal and ¿ s o  increase 
th e  ex ten t to which the goal 
w ill be achieved.”

F o r  exam ple, R eag a n ’s 
econom ists say, p riva te  in­

su ran ce  could prove m ore 
effec tive  in prom oting job^ 
sa fe ty  than  governm ent re g - ' 
ulations^

T h e ir reasoning;
“ In  the case of governm ent 

reg u la tion s, v io la to rs  a re  
punished , conunonly with a 
fine, w hich m ay  c re a te  in­
cen tiv es  for the  regulated  
f irm s to conceal possible 
v io la t io n s  a n d  to  av o id  
cooperation  w ith safety  in­
sp ec to rs. If, on the o ther 
hand , a  firm  w hich is insured 
c a n  m ake its  operations 
s a fe r , it will usually benefit 
by  hav in g  its  in su ra n ce  
p rem iu m  reduced. Thus such 
f irm s have an  incentive to 
c o o p e ra te ....”

T hey arg ue  a  sim ilar case 
on th e  decisions involved in 
governm ent benefits for the 
needy . “ M any governm ent 
p ro g ram s, such as detailed 
sa fe ty  regulations o r the 
provision of specific goods to 
th e  poor a re  best described 
a s  pa te rn a lis tic ,” the council 
r e p o r t  sa y s . “ T h is  a d ­
m in is tra tion  re jec ts  p a te r­
n a lism  as  a b asis  for pd icy . 
T h e re  is no reason  to think 
th a t com m ands from  gov­
e rn m e n t can  do a  b e tte r job 
of increasing  an individual’s 
econom ic w elfare than  the 
indiv idual can  by m aking 
choices him self .”

T he council says the m ost 
e ffic ien t form  of transferrin g  
reso u rce s  to the poor is in 
cash , ra th e r  th an  in in food 
s tam p s , housing o r m edical 
c a re . •

“ P o o r people given money 
c a n  b e s t  d e te rm in e  fo r 
th em se lv es  w hat goods to 
bu y ,”  the r ^ r t  says. “ If 
th ey  a re  given goods or 
sev ices instead , th e ir ability 
to  le a rn  to m ake the ir own 
cho ices is lim ited .”

T h e  council says th a t a 
m a jo r  o b je c t iv e  of th e  
R eag a n  adm in istra tion  is to 
red uce  the federal role in 
eco n o m ic  decision-m ak ing  
an d  s treng then  th a t of indi­
v idua ls, p riv a te  en terp rise  
and  s ta te  and local gov­
e r n m e n t s .  T h e  R e a g a n  
a d v ise rs  say  th a t will be 
m o re  efficient — and suggest 
th a t th e  stakes go beyond 
econom ics.

“ E xpansion  of the  econom­
ic rede of the  governm ent 
ten d s  to  reduce both the level 
of ag reem en t on govenunent 
po lic ies and th e  in d ina tion  to 
en g ag e  in political dissen t,” 
th e  council says. “The link 
be tw een  p d itic a l and eco­
nom ic freedbm  is im portant. 
I n c r e a s i n g  e c o n o m i c  
freedo m  will also provide 
g r e a te r  assu rance  of our 
p o liticai freedom .” |

“They leave messages 
because they know wherever 
I am I will eventually call

my office — at my expense 
—  to see if there are any 
messages."

Faircloth also said his 
credit card ca lls  from 
Clinton to Raleigh were 
strictly business. W RA L  has 
said the calls show that 
Faircloth may have been 
away from his office on 140 
business davs.

Now Playing A Numbers Game

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) 

Their simple lifestyle was 
reflected in the way they 
recently celebrated 150 years 
of helping the poor and 
needy. The Sisters of Mercy 
joined togther in a meal of 
bread and soup and prayed 
they can continue

The Mercy sisters, who 
through their history have 
withstood anti-Catholic at­
tacks, crossed oceans and 
braved the American fron­
tier, now are facing what 
may be a more complex 
struggle for survival. It is a 
numbers game.

“The commitment is just 
as strong. In fact, I think 
with the changes in Vatican 
II ... it has deepened 
awareness and commit­
ment,” says Sister Margaret 
Crowley, the head of the 
Connecticut group.

But in terms of numbers, 
she adds, the direction is 
down.

Although there are 20,000 
Mercy sisters in the world, 
the number in Connecticut 
has been nearly halved in the 
past 50 years to about 440.

Nationally, the number of 
U.S. nuns has shrunk by 
more than a third in the last 
15 years to about 122,000. 
About 9,000 of them are 
Mercy sisters, their ranks 
similarly reduced by the 
downward trend.

They’ve changed their 
methods and dress over their 
century and a half, 
particularly since Uie re­
forming 1962̂  Second yátiV 
can Council, but their 
purpose remains the same.

In addition to the three 
standard vows taken by fol­
lowers of a Roman Catholic 
order -  chastity, poverty 
and obedience -  the Sisters 
of Mercy take a fourth, 
unique vow.

They pledge their lives to 
service, to care for the poor, 
the sick, the alienated in 
society and for those whose 
“ life potential has in any way 
not been realized.”

“The needs are there and 
they are crying out,” Sister 
Margaret says.

Over the years, the fourth 
vow has meant everything 
from caring for cholera 
victims to helping handi­
capped children adapt to a 
public school classroom.

Sister Patricia Gould who 
works for the Hartford 
Archdiocese’s Office of 
Radio and Television, 
exemplifies the community’s 
modem adaptation to the 
needs of society.

Twenty years ago, she 
says, the sisters had no 
choice but to become 
teachers in parochial 
schools.

Today, although she 
cherishes the past teaching 
experience, she helps pro­
duce educational television 
shows and makes public 
service announcements for 
radio.

“ You’re going after the 
unchurched through the 30- 
second spots, the 60-second 
spots,” she says.

Another df the sisters’ in­
novations, intended to 
expand their community, is 
their introduction of 
associate members. The 
program allows women who 
have not taken vows to pray 
and work with them. Married 
women are now allowed to 
join and men someday may 
be permitted, Sister

Margaret says.
The nuns also have shed 

their habits over the years, 
no longer requiring the black 
veils or stiff collars that once 
identified them. Now the 
sisters wear only a silver 
ring while other jewelry and 

^a habit are optional.

They’ve now started living 
in apartments or other 
houses instead of convents. 
Sister Patricia says it allows 
the sisters to understand 
people’s concerns such as 
crime, taxes, “even park­
ing.”

“ In a convent, you’d never 
touch that. It’s like a castle,” 
she says.

But they still have a heavy 
responsibility, not only to 
their vows but to their 
community. The average age 
of the Connecticut sisters is 
over 65, and each of the 
working sisters must support 
herself as well as the older 
members.

Sister Patricia McKeon 
works in a more conventional 
role for the nuns, dishing out 
dinners to the poor at the St. 
Vincent dePaul Soup Kitchen 
in Middletown. She said her 
job seems identical to the 
mission set forth by the 
sisters’ founder in 1831, 
Catherine McAuley.

Maintaining their tradition teach in many parochial
of education, the sisters still schools and colleges.

“ We had  to hit the clutch free  
throw s down the stre tch  and 
we d id ,” said  North Carolina 
coach Dean Smith, whose team  
hit all 10 of its free throw  
a ttem p ts  in the final 6:10. “ I ’m  
su re  they  saw  the percentages 
and p icked out Worthy to foul. 
But h e ’s about a 98 percent foul 
shooter in the clu tch .”

N orth Carolina needed all of 
its free  throw s in the second 
half b ecau se ,M ary lan d  hit a 
sizzling 71 percent from  the 
field, including a 6-for-7 p e r­
fo rm ance by Branch.

“ They ra n  the delay gam e 
well in the  firs t half and hit all 
th eir  shots in the second ha lf,” 
Sm ith added.

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Baker, Cale Have Different Strategies
DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. 

(AP) — If Buddy Baker has his 
way in Sunday’s Daytona 500, 
he’ll be sitting in second posi­
tion taking dead aim at the 
leader in the final lap of stock 
car racing’s premier event.

And. if Cale Yarborough has 
his way, he’ll be three laps in 
front when he sees the white 
flag that indicates one lap to
go-

But neither driver would 
really argue with any strategy 
that results in victory in the 
24th running of the $927,000 
event.

“ I wanted to come from 
second,” Baker said Thursday 
after winning the second of two 
125-mile qualifying races that 
determined most of the field 
for Sunday’s race.

Yarborough, who used pre­
cisely that strategy in winning 
the first of the 50-lap UNO 
Twin 125s, wasn’t so sure.

“With competition as keen as 
it is out there these days, 
you’ve got to use your head as 
much as your foot,” he said. 
“ Nobody caught Bobby 
(Allison) in the Busch Gash 
(last Sunday) when he got to 
the front.”

Baker, who will start outside 
Yarborough in the second row

when the 42-car field takes the 
green flag Sunday, led for all 
but one of the final 21 laps 
Thursday. He won without a 
battle, collecting $18,700, after 
a tangle involving Neil Bonnett 
and Ron Bouchard and a 
drizzle caused the final eight 
laps to be run under caution.

“But I think I would have 
won the race anyway,” said 
Baker, the 1980 Daytona 500 
winner. “My car (a Buick 
Regal) was a lot quicker in the 
comers than the ears I was 
running with.”

Yarborough, himself a two- 
time winner of stock car rac­
ing’s most coveted prize, won 
by using a slingshot maneuver 
midway through the final lap 
on the 2.5-mile, high-banked 
Daytona International 
Speedway oval.

Riding second behind 
Allison, Yarborou^ linked up 
with Terry Labonte. The speed 
generated by the Buicks runn­
ing closely in a single-file draft 
permitted both to pass Allison 
on the inside of the track.

“There wasn’t much Bobby 
could do,” said Baker in mak­
ing his point about last-lap 
positioning. “He got left out 
there alone.”

“ I wanted him (Labonte) to

come with me because I knew 
he wanted to move,” said 
Yarborough, who issued a 
quick signal once he began his 
run at Allison. “But Labonte’s 
a pretty smart fellow, and you 
don’t have to give him much 
direction.”

Yarborough then blocked 
enough of the track to keep 
Labonte behind him and won 
the race by about two car- 
lengths. Allison finished third, 
about a foot in front of polesit- 
ter Benny Parsons.

Parsons and Harry Gant, 
who finished sixth in the sec­
ond qualifier, ran for money 
only in the $150,000 qualifiers. 
As the fastest in earlier quali­
fying sessions, they already 
had locked up the first-row 
spots for Sunday. Parsons, 
driving a Pontiac LeMans, will 
start on the inside, while Gant 
has the outside spot in his 
Regal.

Despite differing opinons on 
how the big race mî it be won, 
both Yarborough and Baker 
know it won’t be easy.

Baker, who once opened up a 
15-length lead over Bonnet, 
was asked if he had his car 
going as fast as it could go at 
that point. He replied; “If you 
mean can I break the draft, the 
answer is no. It’s going to be a 
15̂ ar race three-fourths of the 
way through the 500.”

And he considers himself one 
of the favorites.

“ I have a dominant car, and

I think I can make it stick 
anywhere on the track. ” 

Yarborough, a three-time 
NASCAR Grand National 
driving champion, predicts 
Sunday’s race will be anoong 
the best in history 

“ I think it’s going to be the 
most competitive race we’ve 
seen anywhere,” he said.

Baker agreed with “"that 
assessment, saying the experi­
ence gained by younger drivers 
in Thursday’s races would 
allow them to set up their cars 
to run a safer race.

“When they’re not running 
right, you just don’t want to 
ride anywhere near them,” he 
explained.

The race marked the return 
of A.J. Foyt, who was seriously 
injured last July in a cradi 
during an Indy race at 
M ichigan International 
Speedway. Foyt ran well in the 
first qualifier, finishing fifth, 
and will start ninth Sunday.

Veteran Donnie Allison also 
made his first Grand National 
appearance since beihg badly 
injured in the World 600 last 
May at Charlotte, N.C., 
finishing 15th in the first 
qualifier.

“This was the most fun 1 had 
since one of my cows had a set 
of twin calves,” said Allison in 
some homspun Alabama 
humor.

Defending Grand National 
champion Darrell Waltrip 
finished second to Baker in the

second qualifier, locking up the 
fifth starting position Sunday. 
Labonte will start sixth.

Allison will be seventh.
Rounding out the top 10 will 

be Joe Ruttman, who finished 
third in the second race, and 
Dale Earnhardt, who was 
fourth. Ruttman will start 
eighth and Earhardt lOth.

Seven-time Daytona 500 
winner Richard Petty, who is 
the defending champioh here, 
finished 11th in the first race 
and will start 21st Sunday. His 
21-year-old son, Kyle, was fifth 
in the other qualifier and will 
start the 500 in the 12th posi­
tion.

Dancing Star Eleanor 
Powell Dies In Sleep

BEVERLY HILLS (AP) -  
Eleanor Powell, the long- 
limbed beauty whose brief 
movie career provided some 
of the most electrifjdng danc­
ing in musical history, is 
dead of cancer at age 69.

Friends said she had been 
ill since July and died in her sleep Thursday at her Bever­
ly Hills home.

Miss Powell, once billed as 
"the world’s greatest female 
tap dancer,” made her last 
appearance April 10, 1981 at 
the A m erican Film  In ­
stitute’s tribute to her old 
d a n c in g  p a r tn e r ,  F red  
Astaire.

Gray-haired but still vital, 
she told the television au­
dience that she wondered 
how she and Astaire ever got 
t h r o u g h  t h e i r  t a p  
c h a l l e n g e - d a n c e  i n 
“ Broadway Melody of 1940.” 

'The number, done to an 
a c c e le ra te d  "B egin  the 
Beguine,” appeared on the 
screen in its kinetic precision 
and drew cheers from the 
Beverly Hilton ballroom au­
dience.

In his 1959 autobiography, 
Astaire paid tribute to Miss 
Powell as “one of the all- 
time great dancing girls. Her 
tap  work was individual. She 
put ’em  down like a man, no 
ricky-ticky sissy stuff with 
Ellie. She really knocked out 
a tap dance in a class by 
herself.”

Although her impression 
on the musical film was 
indelible, she made only 13 
movies and guest-starred in 
two of those: “'Thousands 
Cheer,” in 1943, and “The 
IXichessof Idaho,” in 1950.

She was discovered by 
producer Gus Edwards, who 
starred  her in his children’s 
acts. Soon she was dancing in 
New York nightclubs, mak­
ing her Broadway debut in 
1929 with "Follow Through.”

“ I studied ballet for 13 
years ,” she later recalled. 
"To m e ballet was every­
thing, but then 1 tried out on 
Broadway before such pro­
ducers as George White, Flo 
Ziegfeld, and Earl Carroll. 
‘Very nice,’ they said, ‘but 
can she tap?’ So 1 invested 
$35 in 10 tap lessons. 'Those 
were the only lessons 1 ever 
had and I’ve been tapping 
ever since.”

Miss Powell starred for 
Ziegfeld in “Hot Cha,” and in 
White’s “Scandals,” and was 
dubbed by the Tap Dancing 
M asters of America as “ the 
world’s greatest female tap 
dancer.”

In 1935, she made her film 
debut in “Scandals,” at Fox, 
then moved to MGM to 
become one of the studio’s 
top stars.

In the early 1940s, she 
starred in “Lady Be Good,” 
“Ship Ahoy,” and “1 Dood 
I t ,” retiring  in 1943 to 
become the wife of a rising 
young actor, Glenn Ford.

'The Fords’ son, Peter, was 
bora in 1945 and except for 
b rief ap pearances. Miss 
Powell remained retired. She 
divorced Ford in 1959, de­
claring, “ I sued bn grounds 
of extrem e mental cruelty, 
and that’s exactly what I 
mean.”

At her son’s behest, she 
returned to dancing and 
opened triumphantly in Las 
Vegas on Feb. 28,1%1.

She toured for three years, 
then retired once more, de­
voting herself to a religious 
television series, “Faith of 
Our Children.” 'The show 
won five Emmys and an 
award from the National 
Conference of Christians and 
Jews.

M i s s  P o w e l l  o n c e  
analyzed; “ ‘The Eleanor 
Powell’ dance style got to be 
the slam-bang sort of thing. I 
had to come on and sock, 
sock, sock -  in every 
number. I would start out 
with a fast number, follow 
that with a faster one and 
keep punching harder until 
at the end of a picture, they 
shot me out of a cannon.”

night prime time is not 
priority time. The audience 
levels are at their lowest and 
so are the quality standards.

But temporary help is here 
with Crystal’s new show, 
which has its third — and 
next to last — broadcast 
Saturday ni^t. Crystal is an 
energetic comedian and a 
much better stand-up comic 
than Miss Barrett. He has a 
soulful bag of characters, 
and, although they carry on 
too long, they are very in­
ventive. He has a future, 
even though NBC announced 
Thursday the show was being 
canceled before its scheduled 
five-week run.

His sketches are also 
creative. Anybody who can 
get legitimate laughs out of 
fat jokes has to be funny. On 
opening week, he played 
Ralph Kramden to Robin 
Williams’ Ed Norton in’ the 
“ Punk Honeymooners.” Last 
week, he got laughs out of an 
African jungle routine, in 
which the sound of scrun­
ching potato chips captured 
the noise of the brush under 
foot.

Like most comedy shows. 
Crystal starts off with a 
monologue, a combination of 
personal stories and hip, 
topical humor, poking fun at 
the culture and lifestyles of 
California and New York, 
which may be one reason 
why “The Billy Crystal 
Comedy Hour” has not 
caught on with the rest of the 
nation. Last week, it was the 
lowest rated show in prime 
time.

But ratings often reflect 
what’s familiar to the au­
dience, not what’s best. Bob 
Hope still ^ts high ratings, 
although his humor is so 
predictable it could have

been made in Taiwan. (Did 
he say that?)

Dave Thomas of “SCTV” 
did a hillarious takeoff of 
Hope on Crystal’s show last 
week, picking up Hope’s 
timing, mannerisms and typ­
ical promotion and joke 
content.

With Crystal, the new 
“ David Letterman Show,” a 
revitalized “Saturday Night 
Live” and “SCTV,” NBC is 
develq)ing a contemporary 
sense of humor. But before 
we get too carried away with 
NBC’s laugh track, Steve 
Martin’s “Twilight 'Dieatre”

RALEIGH,<N.C. (AP) -  A 
study groq> has urged the 
Gaieral Assembly to take 
action in light of a recent 
Supreme Court ruling the 
group says could affect the 
makeup of at least 36 state 
boards and commissions.

The state’s highest court 
■ ruled that having legislators 

(Ml the state Environmental 
M anagement Commission 
violates part of the North 
Carolina Constitution re­
quiring that legislative, ex­
ecutive and judicial powers 
remain separate. Some ob­
servers have said the ruling 
could be applied to other 
s ta te  boards and com­
missions with legislators as 
members.

The North Carolina Center 
for Public Policy Research 
released a study Thursday 
saying that 90 of the state’s 
WO commissions or boards 
nave legislators as members. 
But the study found that only 
36 of those groups perform 
administrative or executive 
duties and clearly could be 
affected by the court ruling.

“We recommend that the 
General Assembly deal with 
this problem in its June 1982 
session because of the extent 
of the problem and because 
decisions by these com­
missions may be challenged 
in additional lawsuits,” said 
Ran Coble, director of the 
center, a private, non-profit 
corporation that studies state 
government policies and 
practices.

“Few people realized how 
extensive the practice was, 
but we found 90 groups in 1.5 
executive departments with 
legislative members,” Coble 
added.

One independent dealer, A1 
Dorsett of Greesnboro, said 
the gas price decreases were 
a ttem p ts by m ajo r oil 
dealers and distributors to 
put independent service sta­
tion operators out of busi­
ness.

Dorsett said many gas 
stations are owned by large 
corporations, including the 
major oil companies. He said 
those companies sell gas 
cheaper to their stations than 
to independent stations.

“ It’s a classic example of 
big businesses putting little 
businesses out of business,” 
Dorsett said.

Anderson said prices for 
regular and unleaded gas in 
North Carolina have dropped 
by an average of 4>/̂  cents_^ 
since last April as of Feb: 4. 
He predicted gasoline prices 
will continue to drop in the 
coming months, including 
the tourist season.

The latest prices compiled 
by the club Feb. 4 showed 
average prices in the state of 
$1.246 for self service regular 
and $1.327 for unleaded. 
Prices for full service sta­
tions averaged $1.384 and 
$1.434 for unleaded.

“ It’s'dropping rapidly, at a 
more accelerated rate than 
it’s reflecting,” he said.

Anderson said the price 
drops may be attributed to 
the Organization of Pet­
roleum Exporting Countries, 
which he said hurt itself by 
creating an oversupply.

“We think the best solution 
is to remove legislators from 
all 90 of these boards, com­
missions and councils and 
replace that practice with 
strong legislative oversight 
committees,” the center re­
port said.

The list of boadÉ with 
legislative members includes 
the prestigious Advisory 
Budget Commission, the 
Board of Transportation and 
the Governor’s Waste Man­
agement Board with 203 
legislative members.

Center staff members said 
they discovered that Gov. 
Jim  Hunt voluntarily con­
tributed to legislative in­
volvement in the executive 
b ra n c h  by ap p o in tin g  
lawmakers to fill 45 positions 
on 32 boards or commissions. 
Usually the House speaker 
and lieutenant governor 
make the legislative ap­
pointments.

In deciding whether a 
group c a rr ie d  out a d ­
ministrative or executive 
functions, the center con­
sidered whether the group is 
authorized to make con­
tracts, sue or be sued, issue 
rules, establish program 
standards, buy and sell land, 
allocate funds, hire §taff, 
issue permits or hear and 
decide appeals on decisions 
by executive agencies.

The list of criteria was

drawn with the help of the 
s ta te  attorney general’s 
staff, the Institute of Gov- 
erment, the legislative staff, 
executive departments and 
court decisions.

The center found 54 groups

with advisory, investigative, 
advocacy or review powers 
that include lawmakers. The 
center staff said legislative 
membership on such groups 
p ro b a b ly  w as not un ­
constitutional.

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NoComment 
On Hit Team

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Whatever happened t the Libyan 
hit team, variously reported to have slipped into the United 
States, to be hiding in Mexico, or to have flown to Paris en 
route to Boston’
: Was the plot called off? And was there one hit team or two? 
Or was there any?

It was late last year -  high drama at the White House; a 
team of assassins trained in Libya was said to be stalking 
President Reagan. Security was tightened. Presidenti^ 
appearances were curtailed. U.S. borders were watched. 
Sketches of potential assassins were distributed. ̂

And nothing happened. No attacks. No arrests. Nothing.
More than 24 months after the fears first surfaced, 

publicity about the purported plot has faded. Yet, the 
vigilance around Reagan and top government officials has 
not been relaxed.

So what’s happened?
With rare exceptions, government officials refuse to speak 

on the record about the sensitive subject.
“We consider the threat as active as it once was,” said a 

senior administration official, who refused to be identified. 
“We haven’t let down our guard.”

Indeed, a high-ranking law enforcement official said 
Libyan strongman Moammar Khadafy might have planted 
stories the plot had been canceled. “That’s what you would do 
if you were still planning to make an attempt.”

As the story slipped off the front pages, there were fewer 
tips for lav enforcement officials to follow.

“There is much less information coming into the bureau 
than there was a month ago,” said FBI spokesman Roger 

: Young. “Thus far we haven’t established the presence in the 
; United States of a Libyan hit team. It’s been a lot of extra 
work without finding a Libyan hit team

“As the leads dwindle,” Young added, "there will be less 
' manpower spent on it.” He said the investigation remains a 
high priority -  part of an across-the-board effort against 
terrorism.

' The continued high state of security around Reagan is 
; obvious.
 ̂ Reagan’s motorcade frequently uses two limousines now — 
one for the president and a decoy car to confuse any attacker. 
A counter-assault team rides behind the armored presidential 
limousine in a van. with agents holding the doors ajar in case 
they have to spring out.

Reagan wasn’t even in the motorcade when it pulled away 
from the White House Jan. 26 en route to Capitol Hill for his 
State of the Union address. His limousine left the White House 
by another gate, joined the motorcade in progress, and the 
entourage took an indirect route to the Capitol.

Flight paths have been altered for Reagan’s helicopter trips 
to the presidential retreat at Camp David. The president’s 
helicopter and Air Force One now carry missile defense 
systems.

Some CIA and Justice Department officials privately 
expressed serious doubts about the soundness of intelligence 
reports about the alleged team, or whether it really existed. 
Yet a law enforcement official said tips came from various 
sources, and that the person considered the best source 
submitted to a lie detector test and passed.

Opinions vary.
“We believed at one time there was (a hit team),” said one 

administration official, speaking anonymously. “Maybe it’s 
disbanded.” The official said he never saw anything that 
pinpointed the location of any team.

Another administration official, who also refused to be 
identified, said, “ I have an idea the United States still thinks 
they’re somewhere on the North American continent.”

On Capitol Hill, the purported plot once was the subject ol 
briefings for the congressional leadership and members of 
the House and Senate intelligence committees. No more, 
though. There haven’t been any briefings since before 
Christmas.

Senate Republican Leader Howard Baker retains the 
round-the-clock protection he was assigned when the threat 
against Reagan became public. Overall security in the 
Capitol also remains at a higher level.

Reagan’s top three White House aides -  James A Baker 
III, Edwin Meese and Michael K. Deaver -  also remain 
under Secret Service protection that began in early 
December.

A review is planned soon about whether Sen. Baker still 
needs protection, according to a congressional source. A 
recent review of the need for security around Meese, Deaver 
and James Baker concluded that it should continue, 
according to the source.

Sen. Baker has said the threat to Reagan has diminished. 
Likewise, Sen. Daniel Patrick Mopihan, ranking Democrat 
on the Senate intelligence conunittee, said as far back as 
December that, “Now that their cover is blown, the action is 
known. . .you will probably see the disappearance of the group 
involved.”

White House aides speculate that interest in the hit team 
was diverted by the military crackdown in Poland and the 
Christmas holidays.

Reagan helped fuel the story by publicly denouncing 
Khadafy. But White House officials insist the story first 
leaked from the FBI and Secret Service.

The leaks triggered suspicions the White House was laying 
the groundwork to retaliate against Khadafy -  a charge 
denied by chief of staff Baker.

As the leaks turned into a torrent, Reagan became upset, a 
White House source said, “and let his anger be known. He 
mentioned it at Cabinet meetings. It stopped the wholesale 
leaking.”

Most officials won’t talk about it on the record, either. 
White House deputy press secretary Larry Speakes had no 
comment on the matter. Chris Ross, a kate Department 
spokesman, said, “Nobody who is dealing with Libya these 
days feels able to speak to the press. ”
