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Reschedule Agency Purchase

W ILSON -  The North Carolina Eastern Mucicipal Power 
Agency's board of commissioners Thursday rescheduled the 
initial closing of its purchase of interests in Carolina Power 
and Light Co. generating units for late April.

The initial closing, previously scheduled for Februarj', was 
delayed earlier this month because of a CP&L decission to 
delay the construction of one coal-fired generating unit at the 
Mayo plant and to cancel construction of two nuclear units at 
the H arris plant in Wake County.

“This is the same project, on a smaller scale,” NCEM PA  
general manager Ralph Shaw said. “We continue to be 
well-satisfied with the arrangement .”

The original CP&L-Power Agency agreement, signed last 
year, enabled the agency to purchase undivided ownership 
interests in nine generating units at four CP&L plant sites.

Average savings for agency participants was then projected 
at 11 percent.

CP&L in December announced the cancelation of two of the 
four units at its Harris Nuclear Plant and a delay of 12 
months in construction of two other units included in the 
joint-ownership project.

While the cancelation reduced the size of the agency’s 
projected average savings to 5.5 to 6 percent, it also reduced 
the size of the agency ’s investment by one-half-.

Shaw noted that “the savings are relatively just as 
significant as in the original agreement,” because the 
changes considerably reduce the risks of ownership and the 
amount of investment required. Only about $2.7 billion in 
bonds will have to be sold, Shaw noted. If Harris units three 
and four had not been canceled, some $5 billion would have 
been needed.

The agency’s consulting engineer, R. W. Beck and 
Associates of Orlando, Fla., estimated that with the changes 
in the agreement, power costs over the next years for the 
32 municipalities involved will be 5.5 to 6 percent lower than 
electricity would have cost if bought at wholesale rates from 
private utilities.

Under the modified agreement, the agency will acquire 
ownership in Brunswick nuclear units 1 and 2, coal-fired 
Roxboro Unit 4 and Mayo 1 and 2 (now under construction!, 
and Harris nuclear units 1 and 2.

Eleven of the participating municipalities, including 
Greenville, that were formerly served by Virginia Electric & 
Power Co., began receiving all-requirements power from the 
agency on Dec . 30.

The other 21 municipalities, now CP&L customers, will 
begin receiving power from the agency at the time of the first 
closing.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Mail to the White 

House and State Department is running between 
10-1 and 20-1 against President Reagan’s 
escalating support for El Salvador’s military- 
civilian junta, according to a department official.

'Intensifying'

W ASHINGTON (AP) -  
Two days after trading 
blunt words at a diplo­
matic ceremonial. Presi­
dent Reagan and the new 
Nicaraguan ambassador 
are escalating their debate 
over the purpose of the 
a r m s  b u i l d u p  in  
Nicaragua.

“ We know that the 
Nicaraguan army is of 
tremendous size, beyond 
anything that they might 
need tor possible defense,” 
Reagan told a nationally 
broadcast White House 
news conference Thurs­
day.

At the N ica ra gu an  
Embassy, on the other 
hand. Ambassador Fran­
cisco Fiallos Navarro told
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reporters, “We don’t have 
offensive weapons but we 
are prepared to repel any 
attack from out of our 
country.”

It was Fiallos’ first news 
conference since assuming 
his post in Washington.

When Fiallos presented 
his credentials to Reagan 
Tuesday, the president 
accused Nicaragua’s revo­
lutionary government of 
“inviting alien influences 
and philosophies into the 
hemisphere.” The am­
bassador replied that 
Nicaragua would solve its 
problems in its own w'ay, 
even if this was “different 
from what some interests 
might hope for.”

To Lose Federal Money
RALE IG H , N.C. (AP) -  North Carolina is ill-prepared to 

deal with the loss of over $300 million in federal aid expected 
if President Reagan’s fiscal 1983 budget cuts are approved, 
state officials say.

The first round of cuts, proposed by Reagan and approved 
by Congress last year, resulted in a $121 million loss in North 
Carolina’s state budget this year. That figure will increase to 
$163 million as the cuts are carried over into the next fiscal 
year’s state budget.

“The effect of the 1982 (federal budget) cuts are really just 
now starting to be felt." said Harvey M. Lincoln, a state 
budget analyst on federal aid.

There is a certain feeling that this second round will not go 
through as easily, but some of the alternatives that are being 
proposed to reduce the deficit, such as just to freeze things, 
are still going to have an impact."

Gov. Jim Hunt and the General Assembly did not attempt 
to replace any of the budget losses from the first round of cuts 
with state funds. The governor and lawmakers have said they 
are in no better position to soften the blow with state dollars 
this year.

Welfare and education programs would be the hardest hit if 
Congress accepts Reagan’s proposals, officials say, while the 
school nutrition program and aid to local governments would 
get by w ith minor trims.

Officials said the Reagan budget axe would affect a group 
including 28,(X)0 pregnant women or women with infants who

would lose nutrition subsidies, as well as 185.ÜOU families who 
would see the value of their monthly food stamps reduced at 
least 5 percent to 18 percent,

Disabled persons would have to wait two years instead oí 
one before becoming eligible for Medicaid,' and the 
Legislature would have to reduce Medicaid senices by 
another $41 million, officials said.

Also slated to be cut would be $6 million a year to run the 
offices of Legal Services of North Carolina Inc., which 
provides legal help to the poor.

The federal cuts would not actually take effect until Oct. 1. 
when the federal government starts its 1983 fiscal year. 
Starting then, federal food stamps that go direttly tc the 
state’s poor would be cut by $46 million, and direct grants and 
loans to local governments and other local agencies would be 
cut by $51 million.

The Reagan proposals would not include a major blow to 
the school nutrition program, which suffered a controversial 
$20 million cut in the first round. The new proposals would cut 
the program by $2.2 million.

Local governments would not be hit as hard as they were 
under the first round of cuts, which eliminated grants for 
waste water and sewer treatment facilities and other 
economic development grants.

The latest proposed cuts would reduce direct mass transit 
aid to North Carolina cities by about half and cut $1 million 
the state gives local governments for mass transit.

lying under the car seat by 
Haggart's feet.

.Aleck said a businessman, 
believed to be the owner of a 
roadside restaurant, re­
cognized the car from news­
paper accounts of the mas- 
s a c r e  a n d  n o t i f i e d  
authorities 

Meanwhile, friends began 
raising money for survivors 
of the massacre, including an 
infant found under the body 
of her mother.

If Haggart fights extradi­

WASHINGTON (A P) -  
A m erican s’ personal incom e 
ro se  a  scan t 0.2 percen t in 
J a n u a ry  a fte r  a  D ecem ber 
decline th a t w as the  first 
d rop  since the 1975 recession, 
th e  C om m erce D epartm ent 
rep o rted  today.

D ecem ber’s figure had  o r­
ig inally been rep o rted  as  a  
sligh t gain, but departm en t 
officia ls today rev ised  it to a 
decline  of less th an  one-tenth 
of 1 percen t.

T he las t previous decline 
ap p are n tly  w as a  drop of 
abou t the sam e size in Ju ly  
1975.

T he new report followed 
se v e ra l e a r lie r  ones from  the 
g o v e rn m e n t w ith  f ig u re s  
c o m p arab le  to those of the 
se v e re  1974-75 recession.

In th e  la s t few days, the 
g o v ern m en t h a s  rep o rted  
th a t industria l production fell 
3 p e rcen t in Ja n u a ry , m a t­
ch ing  the biggest drop since 
1975, and that fac tory  use 
d ropped  to 70.4 percen t of 
capac ity , the lowest since 
th a t  sa m e  year.

L ast week, the Com m erce 
D ep artm en t eported th a t the 
v a lu e  of business inventories 
h a d  dropped in D ecem ber for 
th e  first tim e since 1975, but

Ex-Juvenile Teaches Parents
By CHRIS CHRYSTAL

SANTA BARBARA, Calif. (UPI) -  In the parent game, 
says form er juvenile delinquent Paul Smyth, it’s not Iww you 
play that counts but whether you win or lose.Getting the respect of a delinquent child with whom you’re 
doing battle is not where it’s at, Smyth said. Winning is.Paren ts who aren’t winning in competition with their 
children need to be taught how, Smyth believes. He teaches 
them.“ P aren ts have got to learn there might be a few cuss words 
they could use that would stop some of those argunaents,” 
Smyth said, “ If the kid loses, he’s not damaged. It’s a 
competitive move. Physical violence doesn’t work at all.”

Smyth, 42, a Detroit native who has worked for 15 years 
with kids and drugs and founded a home for runaways, has 
been teaching parent survival for three years at Santa 
B arbara High School, where he said he was expelled more 
than 20 years ago. As a teenager, he served time in juvenile 
hall and jail.Smyth says his free “ Parent Survival Training” sessions 
combine reverse psychology and common sense.

Paren ts should face it, he says, their kids probably won’t 
stop smoking dope, having sex. cutting school or blowing 
curfew because mom or dad said so. The trick is to get results 
without being hung up on obedience and respect.

His clients are mostly single mothers and fathers, the 
m ajority of whom find 'their worst problem children are 
daughters age 15 and 16.“ Being good parents is backfiring,” he said, “So we’re 
looking at how they’re going to get out of these skirmishes 
and wars.“ We liberate them from the 'right paren t’ syndrome and 
get them into what works and what is practical,” Smyth said.

Sometimes parents must be unfair with kids and assert 
their own rights, he believes. To deal successfully with 
children, parents might have to be taught to cuss -  if they 
don’t know how -  or to mention sex without blushing, he 
added.“ Paren ts worry about drugs, sex and alcohol, when they 
can 't even get their kids to do the dishes,” he said, “They talk 
about wanting respect and communication, which mean 
nothing to a 15-year-old. What they really want is for the kid 
to come home on time.”

r

Smyth doesn’t believe in fitting the stereotype of the “ good” parent. He’souttow in.
"We teach parents how to act like real rotten kids 

themselves, to be rude and do all the things that annoy them. 
They develop all sorts of creative moves to conquer this kid they were taught to love. ”

A woman who tried logically to talk her teenage daughter 
out of quitting school was advisied to change her approach.

“The woman then tried to talk her daughter out of ^ in g  to 
school. She told her ‘1 can probably get you a job.’” Smyth 
said. It worked. The girl s a i d j ’Wait a minute, what could I do’’”Smyth sees his role as “ the coach of the team where I drill 
parents on how to play the parenting game.” His 
student-parents come to class in athletic clothing and do 
calesthenics before class to loosen up. He dresses like a coach 
and blows a whistle.

Some of the parents play the child’s role so behavior 
patterns can be acted out in class 

"The delinquent children aren't the enemy, ” he said "They 
are the competitors you respect and love. But you still can 
compete with them ”
. Smyth puts out a brochure and workbook on his suA’ival 
training and his classes are approved by the Santa Barbara 
County schools superintendent More than .”)00 parents have 
completed the course in the last two years.

“A parent who wants a 14- year-old to stop smoking 
m arijuana usually wants him or her to quit forever, but 
Smyth thinks this approach is a loser 

"All they can do is keep the kid from smoking weed in the 
house,” he said. "You tell them, In my house, you can’t do 
this.’”Sex presents the same situation, he said Parents "think if 
thev talk about sex, the kid will do it.

There seems to be a growing 
concensus that ownership of 
tobacco allotments is going to have 
to be with those who actually grow 
tobacco.

Tobacco allotments go with the 
land and when land is purchased by 
industries or businesses for non­
farm purposes, tobacco allotments 
are often acquired with it. Usually 
the non-farmer is not interested in 
growing the tobacco or even owning 
the allotment, but something has to 
be done with the allotment, so it is 
rented out.

It is likely that changes will 
eventually have to be made so that 
non-farm purchasers of land can 
dispose of it. Perhaps they may 
even be forced to.

But then what becomes of the 
widow whose husband grew tobacco 
all his life and left the allotment 
with the intention that it would

support her during her lifetime?
Hopefully some provision can be 

made to allow surviving spouses to 
rent out the allotments during their 
lifefimes. What would happen after 
that would depend on whether the 
next generation wished to farm the 
land.

The feeling among active tobacco 
growers is that changes will have to 
be made to either return tobacco 
allotments to the government or 
force the sale of allotments by 
non-producing owners.

To work out a practical way to do 
this will not be easy since tobacco 
allotments have been considered a 
part of the land and the price of the 
land has included the tobacco 
allotment.

It is almost a handwriting on the 
wall thing, however, that changes 
are ahead.

It is done to satisfy federal 
m a n d a te s  and the U.S. 
J u s tic e  D ep artm en t th a t 
ever}’ T a r  Heel gets an equal 
shot at choosing his or her 
rep resen ta tive .

VMien a veteran  and power­
ful leg isla tor has many allies 
involved in the process and 
has som e im portant green 
s tam p s to trade  -  support 
for past o r future proposals 
under debate  in the assem bly 
— the d istric t lines can be 
m oved h ither and yon to give 
th a t ind iv idual the best 
chance possible at winning 
re-election.

Losers
In the process, lines move 

in o ther places and the 
leg isla to r without as much 
influence winds up losing, or 
at least fearful of losing, 
pockets of support.

Despite disclaim ers and 
highflown rhetoric to the 
c o n tra ry , the underly ing  
them e of redistricting is 
race . The federal m andates 
resu lted  from  pressure from  
civil righ ts  leaders dem and­
ing that blacks be given a 
fa ir  chance at winning an  
election.

The legislative jockeying 
in recent m onths has béen an 
attem pt to set up d istric ts  
which will satisfy  the federal 
governm ent and yet allow 
blacks to be elected only in 
chosen sections where they 
a re  a lready  politically pow­
erful. To draw  the d istrict 
lines without regard  to politi­
cal considerations — that is, 
to build d istric ts  purely on 
the basis of num bers of

The irony of it all is that 
R epublican leaders in the 
General Assem bly a re  by 
and la rg e  the ones pushing 
fo r a n o n -p o li t ic a l  re -  
distri.cting of the sta te  even 
though this would alm ost 
c e r ta in ly  c re a te  s e v e ra l  
largely  black distric ts, and 
black votes a re  typically 
D em ocratic  votes. It is the 
veteran  D em ocratic  m achine 
politicians who are  m ost vig­
orously seeking  to block 
non-political d istric t lines.

W inners 
There  is a way, and á 

fairly  sim ple one, for the 
G eneral Assem bly to solve 
the  issue.

C om puters can be p ro ­
g ram m ed  to identify geo­
g r a p h i c a l  a r e a s  w i th  
p a r t i c u la r  b o u n d a rie s  in 
which reside  specific num ­
b e rs  of people. The base for 
the  exerc ise  a lready  exists — 
the  U.S. Census B ureau’s 
census t ra c t  d a ta  which 
tra c k s  all the way down to 
s tre e t address or ru ra l box 
num ber every  person in the 
sta te .

At the next census in 1990, 
m any  leg isla tors agree, the 
law m ak ers  a re  going to be 
forced to push the righ t 
buttons and let a  to tally  
unthinking, im partia l m ap  
em erge  which will se t up 
d istric ts  without reg a rd  to 
race , political parties, or 
incum bents.

The p rocess will m ean th a t 
u rb an  counties with large  
delegations will be splin tered  
along with ru ra l ones. A 
w ard  system  in the cities w il l , 
em erge , rep lacing  the p res ­
en t delegation bloc which 
m ostly  w orks together under 
the  leadersh ip  of the m ost 
ve te ran  m em ber from  that 
a re a .

WASHINGTON (A P) -  

P residen t R eagan  has of­
fered  to take a look at 
re a so n a b le  p ro p o sa ls  for 
com prom ise  on his new. 
high-deficit budget, but he’s 
in no mood to negotiate on 
lower defense spending or 
h igher taxes.

T hat wouldn’t seem  to 
leave m uch to nego tia te  
about.

T h o se  a re  th e  p r im e  
ta r g e ts  of c o n g re ss io n a l 
critics , m ost of them  Demo­
c ra ts  but som e of them  
R epublicans, who a re  looking 
for room  to reduce the $91.5 
billion deficit R eagan  pro­
jected .

F o r a day. it seem ed they 
m ight have som e points for 
bargain ing . Budget director 
David A. S tockm an went to 
Congress W ednesday with 
what sounded like a con­
ciliatory  m essage on taxes 
and defense, although he 
ruled out any fundam ental 
re tre a t  from  adm in istration  
policy.

W’h a t S tockm an  m ean t, 
R eagan  told his news con­
ference T hursday , w as that 
budget c ritics  should come 
up with som e specific pro­
posals of their own instead  of 
offering only ‘‘d ia tribe  and 
opposition and c ritic ism ."

And R eagan  is the  boss.
H e’s been  com p la in in g  

about the tac tics  of his critics 
ever since he sent Congress 
the budget. “ E ven  before the 
budget cam e out you could 
h ea r the sound of knees 
j e r k i n g  a l l  o v e r  
W ashington," R eagan  said  in 
Des M oines Feb. 9,

We don’t have m uch reason  to believe this 
will accom plish a  g rea t deal.

In W inston-Salem, a  band of m others, charac te rized  in 
news s to ries as “ indignant” , vowed to keep one o r m ore of its 
num ber on watch a t every  session of F o rsy th  County traffic 
court, to keep detailed notes and sta tis tics  on w hat happens to 
every  d runken  driving case  that com es before the court. We 
have a g rea t deal of confidence in the effectiveness of this 
move.

O urs is not to doubt the  sincerity  of the  governor’s wish to 
find som e new m ethod of com batting this evil o r the collective 
w isdom  of his com m ittee  of judges, p rosecutors, law 
enforcem ent officers and co rrec tio ik spec ia lis ts .

The 
law s a re  quite adequate. W hat is seldom  adequate , t h o u ^ ,  is 
the  determ ination  of the  total judicial sy stem  to com e down 
h a rd  on the  m iscrean ts  who come before them .

T he W inston-Salem  cou rt watch is by no m eans new It has 
been done before, notably in Gastonia. But it is stUl the most 
effective  w ay of leveling the public spotlight on the co re  of the 
d runken  driv ing  problem .

It is by no m eans foolproof. .We’ve sa t in enough courts to 
know th a t they can, now and then, effectively m ask  w hat they 
a re  about from  those in the  cheap seats. But enough sta tis tics  
about which judge regu larly  lets .2 B rea tha lyzer blow ers off 
w ith som ething less th an  a  license revocation  a re  a m ighty 
force.

Those a re  not the w ords of 
a p residen t bent on finding 
room  for com prom ise. But it 
is w orth noting th a t for the 
p residen t or his spokesm en 
to invite  com prom ise at this 
e a rly  point in the  p rocess 
would be to concede too 
m uch  too soon. T h e r e ’s 
p len ty  of timie for barga in ing  
la te r  in the year.

“ Suggest som ething and 
w e’ll tak e  a look a t i t ,” the 
p residen t said in explain ing  
w hat Stockm an said . “ And if 
som eone can p resen t som e­
th ing  that is reasonab le  and 
th a t will m eet th e  fun­
d am en ta l objective which is 
to continue reducing  the  cost 
of governm ent... ’’

At th a t point, he sw itched 
thoughts and began describ ­
ing the  budget poin ts on 
w hich he doesn’t m ean  to 
y ie ld . D efense  sp en d in g , 
which he w ants in creased  by 
18 percen t, cam e firs t.

“ We cannot back aw ay on 
n a tio n a l de fen se  w ithou t 
sending  a m essage to the 
world, to our allies, a s  well 
as  to our potential a d v e rsa r­
ies th a t would be very  un­
w ise ."

T ax  cu ts were next.
“ And, as I ’ve sa id  before, 

on the  tax  p rog ram  th a t was 
adopted  by the C ongress ... it 
would be ver>' foolish of us 
now to turn  a round  and 
ex p re ss  a  lack of confidence 
in th a t and say, ‘L e t’s go in 
an o th e r direction .’”

A postponm ent of the  sec­
ond insta llm en t ta x  reduction 
due Ju ly  1 and a  freeze on 
spend ing  a re  am o n g  the 
s tep s  congressional Dem o­
c ra ts  have suggested  to re ­
duce the  deficit.

At the sam e tim e, Dem o­
c ra tic  liberals  have com ­
plained  a t the social spend­
ing cu rb s  R eagan’s budget 
seeks. The president had  a 
word for them , too, say ing  
his econom ic recoverv’ p ro ­
g ram  depends on Congress to 
continue spending reductions 
“.or they them selves can  set 
back  the recover)’.’’

T he p res id en t sa id  he 
hopes congressional c ritics  of 
his p ro g ram  will h ea r  from  
their constituents because “ I 
think th e re  is w idespread  
su p p o rt"  for spending cuts, 
defense increases and tax 
reduction .

None of that m eans that 
th e re  w ill not be c o m ­
prom ise, o r at least change. 
Congress does not swallow 
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n  b u d g e ts  
without revision, and R e­
publicans a re  p a rticu la rly  
w orried  about the political 
fallout of the projected defi­
cit. T hey ’re  the ones who will 
have to defend it t6 the 
vo ters  in the congressional 
e lection cam paign next fall.

Budget-Balancing Amendment

N EW  YORK ( AP )  -  
Though despair seem s to 
deepen about ba lanc ing  the 
budget, there  is p len ty  of 
m ovem ent in th a t dirction. 
Som e day, m aybe in the 
1980s, it could be illegal for 
W ashington to run in the  red.

Such a turn  of e v en ts  could 
p rove a huge em b a rra ssm e n t 
to P residen t Ronald R eagan  
who, a lm ost nobody can  
forget, did m ore th an  anyone 
e lse  a y ear or so ago to 
p rom ote  the necessity  of liv­
ing within the budget.

To b ring  about such a s ta te  
of financial d iscipline m ight 
r e q u i r e  a c o n s ti tu t io n a l  
am endm ent, but th a t possi­
bility  has grown from  a 
rem o te  possibility to a real, 
a n d  s o m e  w o u l d  s a y  
th rea ten ing , probability .

W ith the recent joining of 
A la sk a , th irty -o n e  s ta te s  
have declared  them selves in 
favo r of such a convention. 
Action by only th re e  m ore 
s ta te  leg isla tu res is needed 
to m ake  that convention a 
rea lity .

W ithin a m a tte r  of weeks 
th e re ’ll be ano ther “h it,” 
say s  George E. Snyder, p res­
iden t of the N ational Tax­
p a y e rs  Union. He w on’t say 
w hich s ta te  it m igh t be. 
L a te r , however, he speaks of

W ashington. M issouri and 
K entucky as sta tes w here  he 
believes th ere  is reason  for 
optim ism .

S n y d e r ,  a f o r m e r  
M aryland legislator, s to rm s 
a c ro ss  th e  countrv’ on brief 
notice to talk  to law m akers 
o r  business  o rgan iza tions  
about th is  subject, d e a res t to 
his h e a rt  of all his cut-the- 
govem m en t projects.

“ L ast y e a r  we didn’t get a 
s ta te  a t all,”  he  sa y s , 
exp la in ing  that the election 
of a  P residen t who prom ised  
to  b a la n c e  th e  b u d g e t  
m ellow ed the em otions of 
people who otherwise would 
have supported  the e ffo rt. ■

D isillusionm ent with P re s ­
ident R eag an ’s huge budget 
im balances m ay have re in ­
ten sified  feelings, S nyder 
and o th er supporters of a 
c o nven tion  believe. T hey  
sense victorv". They feel it 
m ay  be near.

In fact, says Snyder, with 
the  ag reem en t of one m ore 
s ta te  he expects the Senate to 
cave  in anil vote passage of a  
bill to seek an am endm ent 
lim iting  federal spending. 
The bill, he says, h as  52 
sponsors and 10 com m it­
m ents, o r  just five votes 
short of the 67 needed for 
passage .

He expects m ore trouble 
from  the  House, i x j t  w ith.

e lec tions coming up he feels 
som e opposition m ight fade. 
R e g a rd le s s , says Snyder, 
when 34 sta te  leg isla tu res 
call fo r a  lim ited constitu­
tional convention Congress 
m ust propose an am endm ent 
or a g re e  to convene such a 
m eeting .

“ WTien three m ore s ta tes  
act, and  if Congress still h as 
not a c te d ,"  Snyder declares, 
" a  lim ited  convention will be 
called  to  w rite the  am end­
m ent to  restore o rder to 
federal finances.”

Opposition to a convention 
is fed by fears th a t once 
ca lled  it would m ean  open 
season  for.advocates of o ther 
constitu tional changes. It is 
an accusation  that support­
e rs  denounce as without any 
m erit w hatever.

North’s jump to three 
hearts was a limit raise, 
showing about 10-12 points. 
However, we do not recom­
mend that action with only 
three cara support-we 
prefer four trumps for our 
jump raises. Since South's 
opening bid was better than 
minimum he happily went on 
to game.

West got off to the good 
lead of a trump. Declarer 
won in hand and immediately 
led a spade. West hopped up 
with the ace and played 
another trump. Dummy’s 
eight won, and declarer con­
tinued with the king of 
spades and a ruff, in the hope 
that the suit would break 3-3; 
naturally, he took the precau­
tion of ruffing high.

It now seems that declarer 
must lose a diamond and two 
clubs in addition to the ace of 
spades, but Wilkosz proved 
how deceptive appearances 
can be. Declarer continued 
with a diamond to the queen 
and East's ace, and East

could do no better that, 
return the suit. Declarer wor 
in hand, discarding a club 
from the board, and led a lov. 
club to the nine. East won 
the queen, but he was enu 
played. A diamond would 

.give declarer a ruff-and-sluff, 
if East returned a Spade, 
declarer would ruff' high 
enter dummy with the king 
of trumps and discard a club 
on dummy's long spade; and a 
club return by East would be 
run to the jack.

It might seem that West 
can defeat the contract by 
shedding a club rather than a 
diamond on the third spade. 
But declarer can maneuver 
to force East down to A-x in 
diamonds and K Q-x in clubs. 
The same end play is then 
available in clubs.

Ms. Geller, ordained in 
Reform Judaism in 1976, 
adds:

ordain women, to encourage 
religious people to come to 
terms with an adult concept 
of God.”

She says something else 
also happens when women 
are ordained, and that re­
lates to the way congregants 
view their institution of 
worship.

“With the ordination of 
women comes a certain kind 
of change in the relatfcn 
between the clergy and the 
congregation,” she says, 
adding that it involved "the 
authority issue, people’s 
unwillingess to grant women 
authority that they grant a 
man.

“When women are clergy 
people, the idea that the 
clergy are ‘other’ than the 
congregation, breaks down, 
A woman isn't other than the 
congregation. She's one of 
the congregation, she’s just a 
woman. And if a woman can 
doit, anyone can do it.”

She says this is a positive 
change so people won't view 
the rabbi as the only one who 
can lead them. The clergy 
becomes a coreligionist with 
a certain kind of training. It 
breaks down the hierarchy, 
so Jews take more responsi­
bility for their Judaism.

“This is a significant revo­
lution.”

The first woman rabbi was 
ordained in 1972, and in the 
time since. Ms. Geller says 
women have gained a variety 
of rabbinical positions, some 
leading congregations, such 
as Rabbi Deborah Prinz of 
Temple Beth Am in Teaneck, 
N.J. Others are assistant 
rabbis.

Disruptions By 

Harsh Winter
ST LOUIS (AP) -  Recent 

blizzards in the Midwest 
have crippled church opera­
tions, shrinking attendance 
and contributions, pushing 
up heating costs and often 
causing  cancellation  of 
services.

The U:S. Lutheran Council 
recounts numerous disrup­
tions, including:

The Rev. Dr. Milton J. 
Nauss trudged m ore‘ than 
two miles through snow to 
hold services at a St. Louis 
church, but only eight of 
2,500 members showed up.

At Pipestone. Minn., at the 
scheduled ordination of the 
Rev. Richard Swanson, only 
seven of 40 invited relatives 
got there, and, he says, “ it 
was the only service in 
town.” Installed at his first 
pastorate in Sturgeon Bay. 
Wis., he’s twice had to cancel 
Sunday services.

Says the Rev. Frederick D. 
Hubert of Alexandria. Ind.: 
“Attendance is down, offer­
ings are down, but costs are 
definitely up.”

Citing the subtle 
obstacles to it, she adds:

“ In traditional Judaism, 
there is a distinction in the 
appropriate roles for men 
and women. Women are 
exempt from certain com­
mandments and religious 
obligations, such as praying 
in communities at fixed 
times.

“ Because of this exemp­
tion, women didn't develop 
the tradition of regular 
prayer or regular study. Also 
there are some other tradi­
tional restrictions for women 
that are relevant; they are 
not permitted to be witnesses 
in certain circumstances.” 

The result of this con­
servative tradition was that 
women were not permitted to 
lead the community in 
prayer, Ms. Gellerr says, 
and one of the expectations 
of a modem rabbi “ is that he 
or she will lead the com­
munity in prayer, and in the 
traditional sense, be capable 
of acting as a witness, such 
as in matters of ritual con­
version."

In contrast to traditional 
Orrthodox Judaism, Reform 
Judaism seeks to adapt Jew­
ish law to modern conditions, 
and Ms. Geller says its 
100-year lag in orrdainmg 
women “ has to be un­
derstood as an issue of social 
custom " rather than re­
ligious belief.

see no legal problems, there 
are some psychological pro­
blems people have with the 
ordination of women,” she 
says, relating to their view of 
God and what religion is all 
about.

“People are still hesitant 
to grant women positions of 
authority,” she says, “They 
fear that if a woman is 
ordained as rabbi, somehow 
that makes the clergy posi­
tion seem less authoritative:

Suddenly Up

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
D ra ft reg is tra tion  has 
jumped since President 
Reagan decided to keep the 
program  in operation. 
Selective Service officials 
reported today.

Acting deputy director Ray 
Wisniewski said there has 
been a definite increase in 
signups since Reagan’s an­
nouncement Jan. 7.

When registration was 
reinstituted in 1980, more 
than 95 percent of eligible 
youths registered, but that 
percentage had dropped 
sharply in recent months. 
That decline was attributed 
to uncertainty over whether 
the program would continue, 
considering Reagan’s op­
position to registration dur­
ing his 1980 campaign.

However, in the wake of 
the imposition of martial law 
in Poland, Reagan decided to 
leave the program in opera­
tion. WTiile there is no actual 
draft under way, officials say 
the registration process 
could save several weeks in 
the event a callup is needed 
in a national emergency, 

Wisniewski said he had no 
precise figures for an in­
crease in registrations, but 
believed Reagan’s decision is 
responsible for the boost.

All men are required to 
sign up for the draft at any 
post office within 30 days of 
their 18th birthday.

FDA spokesman Wayne 
Pines said Thursday the 
7^G-ounce cans, carrying a 
variety of labels, carry two 
lines of code on one end, with 
five letters or numbers on 
the top line and four on the 
bottom,

The cans that might con­
tain botulism have the code 
"K13”  as the middle three 
characters on the top line. 
Pines said.

A Belgian, L. Eric Mathay, 
27. died in Brussels Feb. 6 
after eating salmon from a 
contaminated can, according 
to Pines, who said Mathay’s 
wife, Michele, is recovering 
from botulism poisoning.

At His Staff Meetings
WASHINGTON (AP) -  

Secretary of State Alexander 
M. Haig Jr. talks to u ^  and 
uses some undiplomatic lan­
guage during meetings with 
h is sen ior s ta ff. The 
Washin^on Post said in to­
day’s editions.

In private, Haig has dis­
played anger at U.S. allies, 
the White House staff, con­
servative allies of President 
Reagan, leakers and colum­
nists, according to The Post.

The newspaper published 
what it sai(i were excerpts 
from notes taken by a 
participant at nearly two- 
dozen Haig staff meetings. It 
said the notes were verified 
“ as to general content”  with 
two other participants. The 
Post said it did not have 
notes from about 100 other 
meetings.

At the White House, deputy 
presidential press secretary 
L a rry  Speakes refused 
comment on the story. Asked 
if Reagan had read it, 
Speakes said, “ He ususally 
reads the paper ... so I 
presume he has.”

The excerpts said that last 
Oct. 15, apparently after 
Great Britain claimed that 
Saqdi Arabia was exerting 
pressure over the proposed 
Sinai peace-keeping force. 
Haig called Foreign Secre­
ta ry  L o rd  C’S rrin g to n  
“ duplicitous.”  using a vulgar 
noun in connection with that 
adjective.

Haig specifically called 
Carrington a “ duplicitous 
bastard.”

“ European Friends -  just 
plain cowardly. British lying 
through their teeth on MFO 
(Multinational Force and 
Observers). Saudis never 
pressured B r it is h  and 
Europeans on MFO,”  Haig 
was quoted as saying.

The B ritish  now are 
expected to send a contingent 
of troops to the Sinai force, 
which is to separate Israeli 
and Egyptian forces when 
Israel withdraws from the 
Sinai in April under the 
Is ra e li-E g y p tia n  peace 
treaty opposed by most Arab 
states.

On Jan. 4, Haig reportedly 
said that the “ Saudis (have)

an arrogant mentality that is 
absolutely devastating. ’

The Post said that On Jan 
18, Haig, taking a grimmei 
stance than he has in public, 
warned that once Egypt re­
gains the Sinai, it “ w ill go 
back to (the) Arab world 
with (the) U.S. isolated as 
Israel’s sole defender.”

On Oct, 15, Haig wanted to 
recommend changes in a 
presidential speech, and ob­
served of the White House 
staff: “ Unbelievable maze in 
the White House. ... Most 
unbelievable way to do busi­
ness. Don’t know who to 
call.”

Complaining of leaks, Haig 
“called a column by Rowland 
Evans and Robert Novak 
“ mischievious” for suggest­
ing that Haig arranged to 
announce while Congress 
was in recess that Taiwan 
would not get advanced jet 
fighters, "Timing dictated in 
Peking.”  Haig was quoted as 
saying.

"We’re going to have a 
problem with (the) Hill 
because of Evans and 
Novak,”  Haig reportedly 
said, suggesting that leakers 
acted "out of a desire to 
protect the president but 
result in screwing him.”

The Post said Haig also 
complained about leaks from 
his own bailiwick: “ Too 
much stuff coming out of the 
department. ... Too much 
access by muckrakers, .. 
Anytime they want a com­
ment, they get it.”

About Reagan’s con­
servative supporters. Haig 
reportedly said: "Every­

Iowa, the nation’s No. 7-ranked team and the league leader, 
improved its Big Ten record to 11-2 with a 59^53 victory over 
Michigan State. Eighth-ranked Minnesota, runnerup in the Big 
Ten at 10-3. whipped Northwestern 7fr^. And Indiana. No. 20 in 
the country and third in the Big Ten race, improved to 94  in 
the conference by routing Wisconsin 88-67 

• i  thought we played a pretty good game for us,” said 
Michigan State Coach Jud Heathcote. "Iowa is an exceptional 
team  in terms of teamwork, intelligence and big plays when it 
counts. They’re not the most talented team, but they might be 
the best coached.”

Bob Hansen scored 23 points and combined with Kenny 
Arnold to hit 13 free throws in the final two minutes to help the 
Hawkeyes clinch the game.

"Michigan State played tough and played well,” said Iowa 
Coach Lute Olson. “We’ve had that same problem with them 
for a long time, so it didn’t surprise me. The key thing for us.

Rod Higgins and Donald Mason scored 17 points apiece to 
lead Fresno State over Cal-Santa Barbara. The Bulldogs also 
provided Fresno State Coach Boyd Grant with his 100th 
coaching victory at the school.

Quintin Dailey led all scorers with 31 points to help San 
Francisco defeat Portland. The Pilots led 41-34 at the half, and 
scored the first basket of the second half to lead by nine points, 
43-34.

But San Francisco started a 14-5 spurt that tied the gam e at 
48, and then rallied for a seven-point lead at 65-58 with 5:03 left 
in the gam e and the Dons never lost the lead.
