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U.S. Fallback
Attitude Rises

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Pentagon chiefs are running into a “bring-the-boys-home" attitude 

from some members of Congress perturbed 
that U.S. allies in Europe are not doing enough to defend their own countries and are too 
accommodating to the Soviets.Defense Secretary Caspar W. Weinberger 
and Air Force Gen. David Jones, chairman of 
the Joint Chiefs of Staff, ran into some of that sentiment Tuesday when they went before the Senate defense appropriations subcommittee.

A few hours later. Army Gen. Bernard W. 
Rogers, U.S. commander in.Europe, ^ t  a 
taste of the same concerns from members of 
the House Armed Services C o m m it^ .S i^ificantly , much of the criticism came 
from members normally supportive of U.S. 
defense policiestin Europe and elsewhere.All the Pentagon officials insisted that a 
partial withdrawal of U.S. troops from Europe 
would have disastrous consequences for the 
security of the United States.

But Sen. Ted Stevens of Alaska, assistant 
Senate Republican leader and chairman of the 
appropriations panel, said he was angry e n o u ¿  about a natural gas pipeline deal the 
United States’ NATO allies have struck with 
the Soviets that he may introduce legislation to withdraw some American troops from 
Europe. V“ It’s our taxpayers’ money that-is support­
ing the defense capability for Western Europe 
(while) they indicate they’re perfectly willing 
to rely upon the Russians for 20 percent of 
their energy,’’ Stevens said.

If the West Germans and others feel that 
(xmfident about the Soviet Union, he sug­
gested, perhaps the United States does not need to station 300,000 troops on the continent 
to protect against invasion.

“ Isn’t it an inconsistent position for us to be 
paying for their defense and they’re going 
over to buy gas from Russia in such great 
quantities?” Stevens asked. Facelift

In The Normal Range' Are Upheld

Student financial aid will 

be available in relatively 
normal ranges this fall al­
though the overall aid 
package is threatened by President Reagan’s proposed 
educational spending pro­gram, E ast Carolina Univer­
sity Chancellor John Howell 
said Tuesday night.Howell, maintaining ' his 
high-visibility approach as 
interim chancellor, told a 
“Pepsi Break” audience that 
any m ajor cutbacks in feder­
al financial aid probably 
would show up for the fall 
sem ester in 1983.“ T he u n iv e rs it ie s  do 
expect to have aid in 1982 and 
are fighting to have it in 
1983,” Howell said.The speech Tuesday night 
was one of a series of public 
appearances Howell has 
m ade since he became 
chancellor Jan. 8 following 
the resignation of Chancellor 
Thomas Brewer.

Howell said today those

public  engagem ents a re  welcomed as part of his 
program  to improve ECU’s 
relationship with the public. 
That drive to help ECU’s 
image, along with efforts to 
promote support of the fi­
nancially troubled athletic 
program, have taken Howell 
off campus on an average of 
three times a week since he 
took office.In addition, he appears at 
campus functions — public, 
student or faculty -  almost 
daily.Howell acknowledges that 
he may be following the leod 
of former Chancellor Leo 
Jen k in s  in m aking  the 
chancellor’s office a highly 
visible entity, explaining : “ I 
think anyone who is the chief 
executive officer has to be 
highly visible.”Howell said serving as 
interim chancellorship has 
been a “ gratifying experi­
ence.”“ I expected a rather un­
usual reception,” he said, but 
“ it’s been sort of a very

special honeymoon.
“ I think people on campus 

wanted to settle back down 
and resume a normal rela­
tionship ... Sometimes 1 think people give me credit for 
what they actually wanted to 
do.”In his speech Tuesday 
night, Howell urged listeners 
to continue their support of 
ECU -  supporj through fi­nancial contributions as well 
as donations of equipment, 
good will and other means.

“Public support will be 
especially needed in the next few years as (Reagan’s) new 
federalism comes into be­
ing,” he said.

The meeting was held in 
the auditorium of the Willis 
Building at the ECU Re­gional D evelopm ent In ­
stitute.

The Supreme Court today 
upheld a wide-ranging law designed to restrict the sale 
of drug paraphernalia and 
curb so-c¿led “head shops.” 

By an 8-0 vote, the high court ruled that the law 
enacted by Hoffman Estates. 
111., did not sweep too far in 
its restrictions on the sale of 
items intended for use in 
illegal drug-taking.The head shop issue has become increasingly con­
troversial, as more and more local governm ents enact 
drug paraphernalia laws in 
an attem pt to curb drug 
abuse.Flipside R ecords Inc.,

which sold about 70 items 
that might be subject to the 
d rug  paraphernalia  law. 
challenged the village ordi­
nance, saying it was too 
broad and did not give suffi­
cient notice of what was legal 
and what was not.The Supreme Court today rejected that contention.“ Many American com ­
m u n itie s  have  re ce n tly  
enacted laws regulating or 
prohibiting the sale of drug 
p a ra p h e rn a l ia .  W h eth e r 
these laws are wise or ef­
fective is not,, of course, the province of this co u rt,” 
Justice Thurgood Marshall 
wrote for the court."We hold only that such 
legislation is not facially 
overbroad or vague if it does

not reach constitutionally 
protected conduct and is 
reasonably  c lea r in its 
application to (those af­
fected),” wrote Marshall, 
one of the Supreme Court’s 
most liberal members.Thirty states and ^several 
hundred communities have enacted various types of 
drug paraphernalia laws, 
w h ich  f r e q u e n t ly  a re  
challenged in court.

Many of the laws bar 
possession or sale of drug 
paraphernalia.

The Hoffman E states law, 
on the other hand, requires a 
license to sell items “de­
signed or marketed for use 
with” illegal drugs such as 
m arijuana or cocaine. The 
1978 law also bars sales to

minors and requires stores to 
keep a log of purchasers’ 
names.

The village is located northwest of Chicago.
In upholding the law, the 

Suprem e Court also in­
dicated today it would look to the village’s good faith in enforcing the measure.

"Nor do we assume that 
the village will take no 
further steps to minimize the 
dangers of arbitrary en­
forcement.” Marshall wrote.

‘T he  village may adopt adm inistrative regulations 
that will sufficiently narrow 
p o t e n t i a l l y  v a g u e  o r arbitrary  interpretations of 
the ordinance,” .Marshall 
said.Roach clips and other de­

vices for smoking m arijuana 
generally are considered the 
most typical forms of drug 
paraphernalia.Violations of the Hoffman 
Estates law are punishable 
by a fine of up to $500. The 
license required under the law costs $150.

A head shop subject to its 
restrictions must also file 
affidavits that the license 
and its employees have not 
been convicted of a drug- 
related offense.

The 7th U.S. Circuit Court 
of Appeals struck down the law in January 1981.

Justice John Paul Stevens, 
who once sat on the 7th Circuit court, took no part in 
the decision of the case.

Murphrey argued that this

Emergency Manage­
m e n t O r d in a n c e  an d  
Agreement, and Mutual Aid

.Agreement was discussed, 
with County Em ergency 
Preparedness Officer Bobby 
Joyner present to answer 
questions. He said all the 
municipalities in the county 
are being asked to enter into 
agreement with the county to 
share their resources “ to 
prevent or lessen the effect 
of natural and man-made 
disasters on the people and 
property of Pitt County,” 
Action will probably be taken 
at the April meeting, com­
missioners indicated.

By ordinance, a parking 
space was eliminated at the 
com er of West Church and 
South Walnut streets in front 
of the public library, as were 
one at the comer of Grim- 
mersburg and^North .Main 
streets and one at the comer 
of Belcher and North Main 
streets. All three changes 
w ere m ade to produce

greater safety through better 
sight distances at these cor­
ners.A flood damage prevention 
ordinance was adopted to 
allow Farmville citizens to 
become eligible fqj- flood 
insurance. The ordinance 
would provide means of re­
stricting unwise use of flood 
p la in s  an d  u n n a t u r a l  
diversion of flood waters. A zoning administrator would 
be appointed to administer 
and implement the pro­
visions of the ordinance.

Mayor Rusty Duke ap­
pointed Bob Langston and 
Bill Powell to the town plan­
ning board and the board 
confirmed the appointments.

The town’s current policy 
on utilities deposit require­
ments was amended to allow 
a service applicant to have

She’s energetic, alert, eager to learn about her new home and speaks animatedlv about her plans.
She’s Miriam Nance, the county’s new extension livestock 

agent, and she says she takes her job ás a challenge. As one of four female ’ livestock agents in the state, that’s 
understandable,“ I am very excited about working in a largely agricultural 
county like P itt.” she said. “This is my first job and it’s 
exactly-the job I wanted.”A native of Jamestown in Guilford County, Ms. Nance 
graduated in May from N.C, State University with a degree in 
animal science. She has been active in 4-H, she says, all her 
Ufé, and spent the last six months as a 4-H exchange student 
to the Netherlands.“That was a great experience,” she noted. “ I worked on a 
dairy farm, worked in sugar beets and potatoes and learned a 
great deal about life in a different culture.”Ms. Nance is no stranger to livestock production. It was an 
interest that began, she said, when she was very small, 
growing up on a farm. “We raised beef cattle and had 
horses,” she said. " I grew up twver wanting to do anything

but work with livestock. ".Although horses are a big love. Ms. Nance says she wants 
to place emphasis on all aspects of livestock production here, 
including sheep and goats. “ I want to try to get the dairy goat producers in the county organized and get a programtgoing,” 
she noted.

The* livestock agent is also interested in pork production.

Cared For By Church

ZARAGOZA, El Salvador 
(A P) -  Little Hugo cuddles 
up to v isitors but com ­
m unicates only by grunts 
and signs.

Asked his age, he shyly  
holds up six fingers. But- he 
looks younger because he is 
underueight 

Sores on his shaved head 
are healing, and his second 
set of teeth are com ing out. 
He has n ightm ares and often  
w ets his bed.

H u g o  is  o n e  o f  E l 
Salvador’s estim ated  10,000 
war orphans, their parents 
am ong the estim ated  .32,000 
civilian  dead or the 200,000 to 
300,000 adult refugees d is­
placed in the war between  
governm ent forces and leftist 
guerrillas.

With financial help from  
the Roman Catholic diocese  
of C lev e la n d , Ohio, the

church in Zaragoza is caring  
for 110 of the children rang­
ing in age from 8 months to 
13 vears.

•'•All of them  are un­
d erw eight.” said Dr. Jose  
Rom ano, the orp h an age’s 
physician , in his early  30s. 
"Not enough food, and also  
their background Most of 
them  cam e from poor rural 
fam ilies in the first place. 
Add to that the war and the 
traum a of seein g  parents 
killed a n d ...”

••We try to g ive them  a 
specia l diet to bolster them  
up.

and m ilk every day And we 
try  to g ive  them  m eat -  and 
by that I m ean  m ostly  
ch icken  -  tw ice a week. 
T h ree  t im e s  if w e can  
m a n a g e d .

"Our biggest shortages are 
food, clothing and m edicines, 
in that order. Milk is very 
difficult to get. Antibiotics 
are also  difficult, like most 
m edicines, there is  a short­
age. And then w e need shoes, 
and a lot of other th in gs.” 

.Most of the children don’t 
know their surnam es and are 
hazy about their ages.

"When they first arrive 
here, they alm ost all refuse 
to  ta lk ,” sa id  R om ano, 

^ ‘They show acute signs of 
e i t h e r  d e p r e s s i o n  or  
hyperactivity.

"They fight a lot among 
th em selv es -  they’re very  
aggressive. But eventually  
they slow ly quiet down.

“ T h e y  a l s o  h a v e  
n ightm ares and m any of 
them , even  6- and 8-year- 
olds, wet their beds. E ven­
tually  the n ightm ares die 
down and they begin to have 
m ore or le ss  normal d rea m s,. 
and they start asking for 
their parents and talk about 
th e ir  p a re n ts  m o re  ob ­
jec tiv e ly  a s  an object of their 
fondness or love .” 

t h e  church runs three 
other orphanages around San 
S alvador and another at 
Santa Ana, the country’s 
second-largest city  109 m iles 
to the w est. War orphans are 
also  cared for by other 
p arishes across the country 
and the Red Cross. But most 
of them  are in the refugee 
cam ps.

The Zaragoza operation  
costs  betw een 300 and 500 
colones a day, m ost of it for 
food, the doctor says. That’s 
$120 to $200 at the official 
rate of exchange and $75 to 
$125 at the present black- 
m arket rate.

R om ano sa y s  the gov­
ernm ent provides no help. 
The m oney com es from  the 
church , private donations 
and the C leveland diocese.

“There are eight of us 
here,"  he continued, "the 
tw o p r iests, a nurse, a 
director of the school and a 
teacher, a secretary  and a 
wom an in charge of the 
n u rsery .”

corrugated roof housing the 
dispensary, the doctor's of­
fice and three crowded 
classrooms where the older 
children were receiving 
basic instruction in reading 
and writing.

Ruled To Be 
'In Contempt'

NEW YORK (A P) -  
Ronald Galella was the only 
American photographer 
“ unchecked by inner pro­
hibitions”  as he sought out 
Jacqueline Onassis and her 
daughter for celebrity 
photos, said a judge who 
cited him for contempt of 
court.

Galella faces possible fines 
or confinement after U.S. 
District Judge Irving Ben 
Cooper concluded Tuesday 
that Galella violated a 1975 
ofder barring him from an­
noying Mrs. Onassis and 
Caroline Kennedy.

Galella. of Yonkers, N.Y., 
was ordered by Cooper in 
1975 to keep a distance of 25 
feet from Mrs. Onassis and 
30 feet from Miss Kennedy 
and to avoid harassing them.

Mrs. Onassis and her 
daughter said during a 
hearing in December that 
Galella had crowded them 
while taking pictures. Testi­
fying that Galella annoyed 
her and Miss Kennedy on 
Martha’s Vineyard last fall, 
Mrs. Onassis said she was 
“ despairing in a way -  
because I thought Galella 
was going to start all over 
again with me and my 
child.” .

“Galella profited by being 
the onl y A m e r i c a n  
paparazzo,”  Cooper said, 
using a term coined to de­
scribe aggressive European 
celebrity photographers.

“ He had the field to 
himself; no one else was 
willing to harass, torment 
and victimize a subject,” the 
judge said. “ He alone was 
unchecked by inner prohibi­
tions.”

Cooper said he will hold 
another hearing to determine 
penalties.

Cooper said the combined 
effects of the recession, with 
a decline in manufacturing in 
North Carolina, and the 
severe January weather, 
which caused some plants to 
shut down briefly, con­
tributed to” a drop in the 
state's' average weekly 
manufacturing wage from 
$240.30 last October to $193.98 
in January.

The average manufactur­
ing wage is one of five 
indexes used in the com­
mission’s quarterly price- 
setting formula.

“ When one index drops 19 
percent, we think that is a 
drastic movement.”  he said. 
“ Normally the indexes move 
with some degree of regu­
larity.”

The decrease applies to 
Class I milk, that sold for 
drinking. The price paid to 
dairy farmers will fall by 50 
cents per hundred pounds of 
milk, to $45.78.

The new price takes effect 
March 29 and will remain in 
effect for three months.

RALEIGH -  When busi­

ness cam e back into the 
a ren a  apunching. in an a t­
tem pt to defeat runaway 
governm ent spending and 
liberal social goals which 
th re a te n e d  to sin k  the 
econom y, there was a new 
coalition:

Blue collar and successful 
em ployees discovered that 
th e ir prosperity and futures

R ic h a rd  J  B ry an  of 
G re e n s b o ro  la b e ls  th is  
“ producing coalition” in his 
essay  on recent political 
trend s published in the Feb­
ru a ry  issue of “ Citizens 
Association."

“ As this new producing 
coalition fully united for the 
first tim e on November 4, 
1980, a m essage was sent to 
the folks on the Potomac.

“ T hat m essage was heard, 
and an am icable but tough 
p residen t aim s to keep it 
h e a rd ,” says Bryan, who is 
an  econom ist and lawyer, 
fo rm er aide to U.S. Senator 
Je s se  Helms and currently 
general counsel for gov­
ernm en t regulatory affairs 
at Burlington Industries.

Turnaround 
T he good new s, says 

B ryan, is that the "huge ship 
of s ta te  has begun, however 
laboriously, a turnaround 
tow ard lower taxes, lower 
spending and less regula­
tion .”

But the bad news, he re­
ports, " is  that it appears this 
m essage has not been heard

in Raleigh.
"P e rh ap s  the state politi­

c ians did not believe the 
m essage w as for them. While 
the federal government is 
m ending its ways, state gov­
ernm en t continues’ to in­
crea se  spending, taxes and 
regulatory  intrusions well in 
excess of the growth in

population or the gross sta te  
product.

“ These disturbing trends 
in Raleigh loom even m ore 
ominously in view of the 
R eagan  adm inistration’s pol­
icy to re turn  more authority 
and revenues to the s ta tes,” 
B ryan  fears.

He c ite s  taxes as an  
exam ple. F irst there was a 
th re e c e n t gasoline tax hike, 
but p ressu re  continues for 
o ther increases to raise even 
m ore money for the Highway 
Fund.

E lsew here there is talk of 
another penny sales tax, and 
the  "self-defeating business 
inventory tax continues to 
destroy  jobs and the econom­
ic base ..."

Also, the s ta te  incom e tax 
b rack et system  h asn ’t been 
adjusted in y ears so that 
anyone earning  m ore than 
$10,000 in taxable incom e has 
the additional incom e taxed 
a t the highest m arg inal rate.

“ R egulatory policy is no 
b e tte r ,” B ryan Cclaim s. The 
federal E nvironm ental Pro­
tection Agency “ is now ad­
m inistered on top by reason­
able men and women who 
r e a l i z e  t h a t  a b s o l u t e  
environm ental purity  is not 
atta inab le  except in a world 
of Utopians...there a re  other 
hum an values such as the 
sense of well-being brought 
about by prosperity  and full 
em ploym ent that m ust # c -  
essarily  com pete with ideal­
istic environm ental goals.” 

Too Much
Raleigh b u reau cra ts have 

not gotten that m essage. 
B ryan says. He points to one 
exam ple w here s ta te  officials 
insist on a w ater quality 
stan d ard  on plant em issions 
“ JOO tim es m ore stringent 
than  EPA  say s...” and adds 
th a t decaying leaves in w ater 
c a u s e s  th a t  p a r t i c u l a r  
pollutant to come into the 
p lant “ at 60 tim es the state  
levels.”

Given his conviction, Haig 
w as not m aking idle chatter 
w h en  h e  d isc u sse d  the 
alliance a t the G erm an am ­
b a s s a d o r ’s d in n e r  tab le . 
Among those present were 
CIA D irector William Casey 
and  two prom inent G erm ans 
v isiting  W ashington -  Otto 
L a m b ^ o rff , finance m inister 
in the coalition government, 
and  K urt Biedenkopf, a high 
offic ia l in th e  C hristian  
D em ocratic opposition. Nor 
w as it accidental when Haig 
tu rn ed  to Zbigniew Brzezin- 
ski, national security  adviser 
in the  C arte r adm inistration, 
and asked his views.

“ Brzezinski,” one of the 
G erm ans p resen t told us, 
“ laid  it out for u s.” Brzezin­
ski said  there  w as no chance 
to confront the Soviet Union 
w ith  e f fe c t iv e  G e rm an -  
siqpported sanctions without a 
p r o m i s e  o f  f u t u r e  
rew ards. On sanctions, he 
went fa r beyond the R eagan 
a d m in is t r a t io n ’s p u n itiv e  
m e a s u re s  la s t  J a n u a ry ,;  
Brzezinski told his German* 
hosts th a t Polish debts to the ' 
W est should be d ec la red  tn- 
defau lt no la te r  than  the end! 
of M arch; th a t the president; 
should invoke his emergency* 
pow ers to block financial 
transactions with Moscow; 
th a t exports of p h c ^ h a te s  
needed for Soviet agriculture 
should end. The decaying 
S o v ie t eco no m ic  sy s te m  
would be forced back on its 
own m eager resources, he 
declared .

But those tough steps, in 
B rzezinski’s view, cannot be 
sold by west G erm an political 
le a d e r s  to  th e ir  v o te rs  
w ithout a  sw eetener. His sug­
gestion; expanded trad e  and 
m ostfavored-nation sta tus if 
the w est’s sanctions brought 
m a jo r Soviet liberalization in 
Poland and E aste rn  Europe.

H aig’s unexpected request 
for B n ezin sk i’s opinione c m i-. 
vinced the G erm ans tha t the 
secre tary  wss deliberately 
testing  the w aters. The test 
w as positive. “ Brzezinski 
sa id  what we wanted to 
h e a r ,” Biedenkopf told us the 
next m orning. He said  th'e

to opposition leader Helm ut 
Kobl’ is a  long-range Soviet 
policy by the U.S. that would 
give “ hope in the fu tu re .”

A sim ilar view is held by 
key aides to national security  
ad viser W illiam P. Clark. 
AgonÍ2:ing over splits in the 
a lliance since the Polish 
c risis  boiled over Dec. 13, 
they  com plain th a t U.S. stop- 
and-go reactions to Soviet 
m oves will doom the alliance.

Pentagon critic s  of Haig 
doubt that any A m erican 
policy tow ard the Soviets can 
pu t new life into the alliance, 
in  v ie w  o f s p r e a d i n g  
neutralism . These critics see 
W est G erm any, the E uropean 
keystone of the alliance, movÁ 
ing back tow ard h isto rical 
G erm an  affinity with Russia.

A m ore im m inent w orry for

A Time To Answer Questions

NEW YORK (AP) -  No­
body with the usual ration  of 
com m on sense ever felt a 
national fiscal diet could 
succeed without dedication, 
denial and pain. But believ­
ing isn’t experiencing, as 
m o s t  A m e r ic a n s  h a v e  
learned .
’ F o r som e elem ents the 
pain  is now becoming un­
bearab le. and enthusiasm  for 
the diet is waning. The de­
term ination  of a year ago is 
eroding, and the the dieters, 
still professing to seek the 
goal, a re  asking relief.

In support of their a rgu ­
m ent, they point to nearly  16 
m illion people who have lost 
jobs o r who have had their 
hours cut. a  business failure 
ra te  51 percent higher than in 
th e  sam e period a y ea r 
e a rlie r, and the precarious 
f i n a n c i a l  c o n d i t io n  of 
hundreds of savings institu­
tions.

A y ear ago, when the 
c o n s e q u e n c e s  of f i s c a l  
au sterity  were as abstrac t as 
a  philosophy, thesis, support­
e rs  could m aintain that the 
econom y had to be m ade

m ean  and  lean, and that 
c a s u a l t i e s  h a d  to  b e  
expected.

N o w  t h e  p o t e n t i a l  
casu a ltie s  include some of 
the  best known nam es in 
business, such as Chrysler, 
Ford. International H arvest­
er. P a n  Am. Less known is 
th e  d e v a s ta t io n  am o n g  
sm a lle r  businesses which 
bleed quietly  and whose 
d ea ths a re  known m ainly as 
s ta tis tic s  — the sm all re- 
taUers. builders, real estate 
f irm s ,. local furniture and 
appliance dealers,

A y e a r  ago the philosoph­
ical view  was th a t the 
p riv a te  sector would take up 
m uch of the slack left by a 
sm a lle r  governm ent, but a 
y ea r  la te r  there has been 
re la tively  little of that. Busi­
ness has been slow also to 
ra ise  the level of giving to 
social and comm unity activi­
ties.

Som e of those who still 
support P residen t R eagan in 
m ost of h is goals a re  asking 
f i n a n c i a l  r e l i e f  f o r  
them selves. Among them are  
segm ents of the housing in­
dustry , savings institutions

and  non-profit institutions.
Students feel deprived by 

c u t s  i n  t u i t i o n  a i d .  
M unicipalities feel cut off 
from  revenues on which they 
had  relied. Universities warn 
of a  decline in basic research 
because of inadequate fund­
ing. Ind iv iduals com plain 
th a t because of costly financ­
ing a  good home is beyond 
reach.

B ecause of the pain, the 
p ressu res  for relief increase, 
p resenting  the White House 
with a c h a lle n ^  that bores to 
the core of its goal: If the 
econom ic drift to big gov­
ernm en t isn’t corrected this 
tim e, it m ay be y ears before 
another attem pt is m ade to 
rev ita lize  the private  sector.

Decisions therefore have to 
be m ade to accom m odate the 
growing unrest without un­
derm in ing  the long-term  goal 
of a s tro n g , p ro d uc tive  
p riv a te  sec to r, a  sec to r 
c a p a b l e  of m a t e r i a l l y  
e n r i c h i n g  t h e  l iv e s  of 
everyone.

And as an aid to developing 
a  response to situation -  to 
the declining economy and 
the eroding confidence -  
C ongress and  th e  White

House m ight ask  them selves 
som e of the questions ordi­
n a ry  A m ericans a re  asking.

W as it the intention, for 
exam ple, to have so m any 
sm all businesses go under? 
To have such a  high ra te  of 
unem p loy m en t?  To h ave  
such prohibitively high ra tes  
of in terest?  • - *

A re such conditions a  nec­
essa ry  prelim inary  to the 
p r o m i s e d  e c o n o m i c  
expansion? Are they re ­
quired, that is, to put the 
econom y on a sounder foot­
ing. to m ake it ready for a 
pro longed , non in fla tionary  
expansion?

O r is such pain  unneces­
sa ry  and m eaningless, the 
product of m isguided beliefs, 
a  self-inflicted, m asochistic 
scourg ing  th a t will fail to 
im prove the ch a rac te r  of the 
econom y?

According to som e of Uie 
polls, a cu rious a ttitu d e  
ex is ts  in th a t m any of those 
m ost adversely  affected a re  
am ong the strong supporters 
of th e  White House economic 
pro g ram .

Options On 
Aged's Care

NEW YORK (UPl) -  
Nursing homes aren’t the 
only way to care for the 
aged.

Today’s options include 
home care through reach-out 
programs, elderly roommate 
matching, congregate hous­
ing. apartments for the aged 
and continuous care centers, 
according to an article in the 
January issue of Money 
magazine.

Reach-out programs pro­
vide hot meals delivered to 
the elderly in their homes 
and apartment; adult day 
care helpers and homemak­
er, transportation to doctors’ 
offices and even mainte­
nance personnel to give 
baths and shaves. Costs 
range from nothing to more 
than $5 an hour. One such 
state-sponsored program in 
Florida, Community Care for 

' the Elderly, is helping more 
than 10,000 old people remain 
at home.

Groups such as Los 
A n g e l e s ’ H o u s i n g  
Alternatives for Seniors 
match up elderly people who 
can share expenses and 
compantionship. Several 
programs match the young 
and the old.

Congregate housing works 
something like old-fashioned 
rooming houses, but with 
more services.

Apartments for the aging 
often have government fun­
ding -  and long waiting lists.

Continuous care centers or 
communities are especially 
attractive to elderly couples 
because they provide 
apartments, communal din­
ing facilities and health care.

criticized the new Seven-Up 
campaign as a “disservice to 
the public since it perpetu­
ates unsubstantiated health 
concerns by the use of scare 
tactics.”

"Caffeine is one of the 
most thoroughly tested and 
researched substances in our 
food supply,”  he said. 
"PepsiCo Co. is firmly con­
vinced that caffeine is 
perfaHy safe, imposes no 
hazard to the public -  a 
conviction that is fortified by 
extensive scientific re­
search.”

The Wall Street Journal 
said Monday that Pepsi sent 
mailgrams to its bottlers 
threatening them with vio­
lation of their exclusive 
franchise agreements if they 
go along with Seven-Up’s ad 
campaign. Asked about the 
report. Block would say only 
that “ communications with 
the bottler is privileged in­
formation and confidential.” 

The federal Food and Drug 
Administration last year 
advised pregnant women to 
avoid consuming products 
with caffeine after heavy 
doses of caffeine caused

birth defects in rats. Other 
studies have pinpointed caf­
feine as a stimulant for 
adults and indicated it might 
impair the development of 
children’s nervous systems.

But recent studies, includ­
ing one released by Harvard 
Medical School a month ago. 
concluded that coffee con­
sumption has a minimal ef­
fect on the outcome of pre­
gnancy.

'The controversy has had 
its impact on sales of caf­
feine drinks. Studies pre­
pared for the International 
Coffee Organization in 
London revealed that decaf­
feinated coffee accounted for 
17,2 percent of all cups of 
coffee consumed during a 
month-long test period in 
early 1981 compared with 5.8 
percent during a comparable 
period in 1970.

Cola-Cola Co. would say 
only that the company, which 
commands 37.5 percent of 
the soft-drink market to No. 2 
I’ f'psi’s 24.5 percent, would 
nut comment on another 
company’s "competitive ac­
tivity.”

Spokesman Carlton Curtis 
said Coke sent "informa­
tional” Mailgrams to its bot­
tlers last week about the ad 
campaign.

The parent companies, 
which make soft drink syrup 
and concentrate, pay for 
nationwide ad campaigns, 
but they frequently enter into 
cooperative agreements with 
their bottlers — which actu­
ally put the soft drink in 
bottles and sell it -  to run 
ads on local radio and TV.

Seven-Up’s Zuke said Gen­
era l Cinema Corp., of 
Chestnut Hill, Mass.. whch 
makes Sunkist orange soda, 
had contacted Seven-Up 
about the ads. General 
Cinema says that although 
regular Sunkist soda con­
tains caffeine, diet Sunkist 
does not and the cans could 
be confused in the 'TV ad.

Zuke declined to say 
whether Seven-Up would 
change its TV ad to satisfy 
General Cinema.

Comparative advertising is 
nothing new to the soft-drink

industry. But previou»' ads 
compared taste or smell, not 
the effect of ing^ients.

"In the p ¿ t it  hasn’t been: 
‘It’s not good for your 
health’ ,”  said Emanuel 
Goldman, an analyst who 
follows the soft-drink in­
dustry for the securities firm 
of Sanford C. Bernstein & Co.

Seven-Up’s new strategy is 
posing some difficult pro­
blems for the bottlers, who 
often handle several brands 
of soft drinks. Of the 464 
bo t t l e r s  who hand l e  
Seven-Up products, for in­
stance, only ei^t are owned 
wholly by the company, Zuke 
said.

"Imagine yourself a bot­
tler where two-thirds of 
earnings may come from 
caffeine products.” Goldman 
said. “Most of their products 
are being disparaged by in­
ference”

And, Goldman said,  
Seven-Up’s campaign could 
backfire if consumers began 
to associate all soft drinks 
with caffeine and health haz­
ards and turned away from 
soda all together.

Seven-Up cannot afford to 
lose more customers. It 
posted a $7.1 million operat­
ing loss in 1980 and $1.7 
million last year. Goldman 
es t i mat ed  Seven-Up ’ s 
market share at 5.8 percent, 
down from 6.5 percent three 
or four years ago.

this area in 1976 -  ‘‘I met a 
woman who did calligraphy 
and as soon as I saw her 
work, I knew I wanted to do 
it.”

She received her training 
in New Jersey and continues 
to perfect her skill by atten­
ding seminars and classes 
taught by calligraphy 
experts.

When die first arrived in 
Arizona, die took a job as a 
bank teller until she could 
get a job in the artistic 
writing she loves.

‘‘I called every art studio 
in Phoenix looking for work 
as a calligrapher.” she re­
calls. ‘‘Everyone I talked to 
said my work was beautiful 
and I should get so much 
money an hour — but no one 
saw the need to hire me.” 

Finally, she found a busi­
ness card from Pengraphics, 
a Phoenix business 
specializing in calligraphy, 
and not long after that she 
joined the firm.

Her work there has in­
cluded personalizing award 
scrolls, testimonials, books 
of poetry, handmade wed­
ding invitations, a variety of 
certificates, business cards, 
wine lists, menus -  and even 
love letters.

Ms. Singley says she is 
paid by the hour, with a 
handmade card and envelope 
costing about $12.50 and a 
name written on a certificate 
costing about $2.50. Prices 
are also affected by the 
amount of detail and the 
quality of the paper.

‘‘A lot of people think it’s a 
high price to pay for a 
signature, but I can tell by 
people’s expressions that 
they are more than satisfied 
with the look.” she says.

“You don’t have to be an 
artist (to do calligraphy), but 
an artist would have a great 
advantage,” the owner of 
Pengraphics. Bob Lampee, 
says. “An artist would al­
ready have the knowledge 
about layout, but at the adult 
level, (art) experience

doesn’t have that much 
bearing.”

Lampee says he has had 
students who have taken an 
eight-week course in calli­
graphy and learned the craft, 
although Ms. Singley says it 
takes about a year to learn.

“There is a huge line 
between what looks pretty 
and what is fine calligraphy” 
she says. “To me, it is an art 
form and not just a craft. I 
take it more seriously.” 

Lampee says he believes 
the increasing interest in 
calligraphy stems from a 
basic change in society -  an 
“ anti-machine” attitude.

“ At one time, the 
automobile was a status 
symbol, but now it’s a fuel- 
efficient vehicle to get from 
point A to point B,” he says 
by way of example. “Calli­
graphy has grown from a 
kind of disenchantment with 
the electric typewriter.

“There also has been a 
new respect for the individu­
al and the use of human 
hands,” he says. “There has 
been a revival of arts and 
crafts in general, and calli­
graphy is part of that.” 

Another good aspect of the 
art is that the materials are 
relatively inexpensive. “All 
you need is a pen, ink and 
typing paper and you’re 
ready,” Ms. Singley says. 
She recommends, however, 
getting pens of better quality 
after learning the basics.

She says she never misses 
a chance to work on her 
writing skills -  including the 
use of calligraphy in writing 
all her personal letters.

“People pretty well expect 
it of me,” she says. “ I use a 
simple style that is relatively 
quick, and it’s not as fancy 
as the work I would do here, 
of course.”

Ms. Singley also does some 
minor artwork, such as flow­
ering borders on wedding 
invitations, but she insists 
that except for roses and 
flowers, she can’t draw “ to 
save my life.”

WASHINGTON (AP» -  

The Supreme Court is 
weighing a decision on where 
to draw the line between a 
student’s right to read and a 
school board’s authority to 
keep certain books out- of 
public school libraries and 
classrooms.

During oral a r^m e n ts  
Tuesday, justices raised the 
question of what standards 
can be used as the basis for 
the nation’s 16,500 school 
boards in deciding which 
books are approved and 
which are not.

“I don’t really know what 
yourj standard is,” Justice 
John Paul Stevens impa­
tiently told attorney Alan H. 

Levine.
Levine is representing five 

students who challenged the 
Island Trees, N.Y., School 
Board’s removal of nine 
books from school libraries 
and its ban on their use in the 
classroom.

Some of the books deal 
with sex and drugs and 
occasionally use “ four- 
letter” words.

“What is a federal judge to 
do?” Stevens asked, refer­
ring to lower federal court 
ju d g e s  facing sim ila r

challenges stemming from 
the growing movement to 
ban books from schocris.

Levine said that to avoid 
violating students’ First 
Amendment 'rights, schod 
boards cannot act arbitrarily 
and cannot base their de  ̂
cisions on excerpts from 

books.
While some of the banned 

books use vulgar words, 
there is no assertion that 
those banned from the Island 
Trees junior high and senior 
high are legally obscene.

“Just random instances of 
vulgarity is not a constitu­
tional basis for permanently 
proscribing these books,” 
said Levine. He argued that 
all nine books should be put 
back in the schools.

J u s tic e  S a n d ra  Day 
O’Connor seemed troubled 
by School Board lawyer 
George W Lipp Jr.’s argu­
ment that school boards can 
exclude books to further 
their “moral, social and po­

litical values.”
“Did 1 understand you to 

say political values?” she 
asked angrily, wondering 
whether Lipp meant a school 
board should be allowed 
remove all books because 
they dealt with the wrong 

political party.

S&L Industry Proposing Its Own Aid Program
By SALLY JACOBSEN

WASmNGTON' (AP) -  

Savings and loan industry 
officials, saying they can 
“wait no longer” fo interest 
rates to fall, are proposing a 
$10 billion federal aid pro­
gram to provide itlbrtgages 
to homebuyers at less than 
prevailing rates.

The program, ddails of 
which were being released 
today, also would create a 
corporation to issue pro­
missory notes to bolster 
weak savings and loan 
associations and mutual 
saving banks and take some 
low-yield mortgages off their 
hands.

“We have waited for inter­
est rates to fall, but we can 
wait no longer,” said Roy G. 
Green, chairman of the U.S. 
League of Savings Associa­
tions.

“ Families wanting to buy 
homes cannot afford today’s 
high interest rates. Home­
owners cannot find buyers. 
Housing construction activity 
is near rock bottom,” Green 
said in a prepared statement.

Moreover, he  ̂ said, 
“mortgage lenders are being 
squeezed by the high costs of 
hew deposits and the millions 
pf low-yieldihg mortgages in 
their portfolios.”

"These below-market rate 
mortgages will provide the 
impetus to revitalize the 
nearly dormant (housing) 
industry — and put hundreds 
of thousands of people in the 
real estate and construction 
industries back to work,” 
Green said.

The program also would 
offer savings and loans a

way of getting more money 
from their (rid, low-yielding, 
fixed-rate mortgages -  
those that have interest rates 
of less than 9 percent.

Lenders would swap their 
old mortgages for vari- 
able-rate, three-year deben­
tures, pegged to the current 
rates on 2‘/i-year Treasury 
securities. The plan would, 
for example, bring the yield 
on an S&L’s 8 percent 
mortgage up to 11 percent.

The cost of this mortga  ̂
“warehousing” pro^am is 
estimated at $7.5 billion in 
the first year. Institutions

that have at least 20 percent 
of their assets in frted-rate 
re»dential mortgages would 
be eligible.

This provision is virtually 
identical to a proposal put 
forth last week by the Na­
tional Savings and Loan 
League, which r̂ resents 
about 200 large savings and 
loans in urban areas.

The U.S. League estimates 
its membership at about 
4,400, while the Mutual 
Savings Banks group has a 
membership of about 440.

The $7.5 billion cost is the 
same as that of a fund

proposed last week by Rep. 
Fernand St Germain, D-R.l., 
chairman of the House 
Banking Committee. St 
Germain’s plan would let 
federal regulators provide 
cash to institutions when 
their net worth slipped below 
2 percent of assets. Net 
worth is the excess of assets 
over liabilities.

The final part of the new 
S&L industry package, simi­
lar to the St Germain plan, 
calls for setting up a capital 
assistance corporation to 
pump up the net worth of 
weak thrifts whenever it falls

below 1.5 percent of assets.
The Community Depos­

itory Conservation Corp., a 
proposed new agency to 
administer the program, 
would basically issue pro­
missory notes to the institu­
tions. in return for their 
agreeing to pay back the note 
when they start making a 
profit.

The Treasury would guar­
antee the loans, but no gov­
ernment money would be 
used unless an institution 
(ailed and had to be liq­
uidated, according to details 
of the program.

WASHINGTON — Here’s how area senators were recorded 

on major roll call votes Feb. 18-24. There were no House
votes.

SCHOOLS The Senate rejected, 42 for and 49 against, an 
amendment the effect of which was to prevent local school 
boards from making pupil assignments on the basis of race.

The amendment was based chiefly on the premise that such 
assignments deny students rights granted them by the equal 
protection clause of the Constitution. It was offered to a fiscal 
1982 Justice Department spending bill (S 951) that already 
contains the toughest anti-busing language ever approved by 
the House or Senate. The bill was headed for final passage 
and the House.

Sponsor Slade Gorton. R-Wash., said “ it is inappropriate 
for a school board as well as for a court...to classify by race 
students who have played no role in creating any 
unconstitutional discrimination whatsoever”

Opponent Carl Levin, D-Mich., said "the issue is whether 
the federal government is going to dictate the answer to (de 
jure segration or discrimination) for 15,000 local school 
boards and 50 state boards of education.

Senators voting “yea” wanted Congress to outlaw actions 
by local and state school boards that assign students to 
schools on the basis of race.

Senators John East, R, and Jesse Helms, R, voted “nay.”
DRUG INFORMERS By a vote of 62 for and 31 against, the 

Senate killed an amendment to provide the Drug Enforce­
ment Administration With more money for paying off drug 
informers. <

The amendment was proposed to S 951 (see preceding vote) 
and was sponsored by liberals as part of their opposition to 
the anti-busing language in the bill. There was no pro and con 
debate on its merits. Sentiment for and against the 
amendment was based mainly on attitudes toward busing 
rather than the merits of the new method of paying off drug 
informants.

Senators voting “yea” were opposed to the amendment.
East and Helms voted "nay.”

Suspend Drivers In 

School Bus Mishap
CHARLOTTE, N.C. (AP) 

— Authorities have sus­
pended without pay two 
teen-age school bus drivers 
whose buses collided, slightly 
injuring 21 junior high stu­
dents.

All but one of the 21 J.T. 
Williams Junior High School 
students, aged 12 to 16, were 
treated and released Tues­
day at Charlotte Memorial 
Hospital following the 3:20 
p.m collision. There were 89 
J, T. Williams students on 
the two buses.

One unidentified student 
was hospitalized for ob­
servation.

“Most of the complaints 
were neck, head, stomach 
and knee pains,” said school 
spokesman Cam Keyser.

The 17-year-old bus' 
drivers, Terry Alexander 
and Veronica Ford, both 
West Charlotte High School 
students, were suspended 
without pay pending an in­
vestigation of the incident, 
school transportation 
director Don Baucom said.

Alexander and Ford, who 
said they had been told not to 
comment, told officials that 
the brakes on their buses 
failed just before Alex­
ander’s bus struck Ford’s 
from the rear, said Charlotte 
policeofficerJ.G. Bruce.

No charges have been filed 
against either driver. The 
investigation will include a 
thorough overhaul of the 
braking systems on each bus, 
Baucom said. The buses 
won’t be used again until 
they’ve been inspected, he 
said.

Ford’s bus. which carried 
37 students, was going about 
5 miles an hour when Alex­
ander's bus, with 52 students 
aboard, struck it from 
behind, Bruce said. Bruce

said the spee on Alexander’s 
bus was 20 to 25 mph.

Urges Sharing Williams'Information

.ATLANTA (AP) -  Mayor 

Andrew Young has called on 
authorities to share the evi­
dence gathered against con­
victed murderer Wayne B. 
Williams with the parents of 
21 young blacks whose 
deaths have been blamed on 
Williams.

But Public Safety Com­
missioner Lee Brown said 
later the mayor’s intent was 
to disclose “ information,” 
not evidence, on the cases 
and that a “ matter of 
semantics” was involved.

Brown had announced 
Monday that police files on 21 
unsolved slayings of young 
blacks here will be closed as 
a result of Williams’ convic­
tion Saturday on murder 
charges in the deaths of 
Nathaniel Cater, 27, and 
Jimmy Ray Payne. 21.

But District Attorney 
Lewis Slaton, who pro­
secuted Williams in the Cater 
ahd Payne slayings, and 
Brown refused to disclose the 
evidence on which the de­
cision was made to close the 
files on the 21 additional 
killings.

Young told reporters 
Tuesday he has urged Brown 
and Slaton to meet with the 
parents of those victims and 
to explain to them the evi­
dence that ted to the decision

to blame Williams for their 
children’s deaths.

“ I think that one of the 
things we should do is to give 
each of the families the 
opportunity to know the evi­
dence we have and why the 
task force felt that the trage­
dy that befell their child was 
related to Wayne Williams,̂  
Young said.

Reached at his home 
Tuesday night. Brown said 
Young had not instructed 
him to share evidence on the 
cases with the families.

“What we are doing is 
briefing the parents (on indi­
vidual cases) as it concerns 
them. The mayor wasn’t 
asking us to disclose evi­
dence — maybe it was a 
matter of semantics,” Brown 
said. “We have people that 
are in the process of meeting 
with the parents individually 
and going over the informa­
tion that we can legally share 
with them.”

Brown also announced 
Monday that the special 
police task force created in 
1980 to investigate the 
killings will be disbanded 
next week, and the seven 
cases still remaining open 
will be returned to the regu­
lar homicide squads in four 
jiirisdictions.

The decision to shut down 
the task force was greeted by 
Williams’ defense team with

mixed emotions.
“We think it’s a good 

idea,” said one defense in­
vestigator, who asked not to 
be identified. “They haven’t 
solved a crime in the two 
years they’ve been in 
existence. Maybe if they turn 
it back over to the pro­
fessionals, they’ll solve 
something.”

But Lynn Whatley, a 
lawyer who joined the de­
fense team Monday, said the 
decision to blame Williams 
for the 21 other slayings 
without filing any charges 
against him will hurt his 
appeal.

“ I think that as they’ve 
done throughout this case, 
they’ve tried this case in the 
press and it will have an 
effect on the appeal,” 
Whatley said.

“We already have a politi­
cal battle to fight in regards 
to the appeal,” he continued. 
“ I think we will be hearing a 
lot of othér things to politi­
cally sway the public to 
believe these were valid 
convictions.”

The defense investigator 
said a private investigation 
into the killings being con­
ducted in Williams’ behalf 
will continue. He said de­
tectives are “getting pretty 
close” to solving severaJ of 
the cases, but he declined to 
discuss details of the probe.

Young accused Williams’ 
defense team on Tusday of 
trying to rehash its case in 
the media in an effort to 
salvage something from the 
nine-week trial which ended 
with Williams’conviction.

Alvin Binder, the 
Mississippi lawyer who 
headed Williams’ defense, 
charged during a natitmal 
television interview Monday 
ni¿it that there have been 
several killings since 
Williams’ arrest which fit the 
pattern of the cases assigned 
to the task force.

Brown denied reports that 
there have been any slayings 
of young blacks since 
Williams’ arrest that fit the 
pattern, and Young said such 
reports ape based on 
“rumors generated by Bind­
er.”

“He should not try to 
confuse the people by taking 
the case he has lost to the 
press,” Young said.

“It’s been eiĝ t months 
since we had a similar inci­
dent, so there’s been no new

information coming in, 
frankly, since Wayne 
Williams was arrested,” the 
mayor said.

Williams was convicted of 
murder in the Cater and 
Payne cases on the basis of 
circumstantial evidence that 
centered around the discov­
ery of tiny,̂  synthetic fibers

on the victims’ bodies which 
later were matched to 
sources in Williams’ home 
and car.

Prosecutors also produced 
witnesses who testified they 
saw Wüliams with Cater, 
Payne or one of five other 
slain young blacks prior to 
their deaths.

WASHINGTON (AP) - 
The Soviet navy still is un­
able to detect U.S. or other 
submarines at sea despite a 
major effort to learn how to 
do it, says a top Pentagon 
official.

Richard D. DeLauer, un­
dersecretary of defense for 
research and engineering 
told Congress Tuesday that 
“a key deficiency of Soviet 
naval forces is their inability 
to detect submairines in the 
open ocean.”

DeLauer’s report suggests 
the otherwise powerful Sovi­
et navy would be at a serious 
disadvantage at the outbreak 
of war in trying to hunt down 
U.S. -missilefiring subma­
rines before they could fire 
their weapons or in de­
stroying other U.S. undersea 
craft which attack surface 
shipping.

“ While they have an 
extensive anti-submarine 
warfare research and de- 
vlopment program ... the 
Soviets appear to lag behind 
the United States in acoustic 
detection signal processing,” 
De Lauer said in his annual 
report to the House and 
Senate.

U.S. Navy specialists long 
have claimed a wide lead

submarine warfare 
technology. They believe So­
viet inability to locate U.S. 
submarines would be a pow­
erful deterrent against any 
Soviet decision to launch a 
nuclear strike on the United 
States because U.S. missile- 
firing submarines would 
remain free to retaliate 
against the Soviet homeland.

DeLauer also reported that 
the Soviets “clearly lag 
behind” in some aspects of 
technology for quieting their 
own submarines. He did not 
elaborate, but this suggests 
the Soviet undersea fleet 
remains vulnerable to U.S. 
Navy countermeasures 

‘because the Soviet boats are 
noisy.

Traditionally, according to 
U.S. Navy experts, the Sovi­
ets have chosen speed over 
quietness in developing 
power plants for their sub­
marines.

This appears to be the case 
with the Soviet navy’s newest 
class of nuclear attack sub­
marine, called Alfa.

Rear Admiral Sumner 
Shapiro, director of naval 
inteyigence, reported last 
year that the Alfa can travel 
at a speed of 40 knots and is 
“ the fastest, deepest diving 
submarine in the world.”

The Alfa is made of 
lightweight titanium alloy 
which Pentagon scientists 
have said reduces its vulner­
ability to detection by mag­
netic means.

However, the scientists 
said the Alfa still has a 
potentially fatal weakness — 
it is even noisier than earlier 
types of Soviet submarines, 
making it easier for U.S. 
submarine-hunters to find.

In a separate report sub­
mitted Tuesday to a House 
Armed Serviced subcom­

mittee, Shapiro said the So­
viet navy has added another 
Alfa class submarine to its 
northern fleet during the past 
year.

Sources who declined to be 
identified said that makes 
four Alfa subs in operation.

While iriflation pushes food 
prices up in supermarkets, 
competition is lowering them 
in such non-traditional retail 
outlets as discount, drug and 
general merchandise stores.

Higher Fee For 
The Deliquents

WILLIAMSTON - Higher 
fees for water cut-offs of 
delinquent accounts were 
approved by members of the 
Williamston Board of 
Commmissioners at its 
March meeting.

HOLUSTER, N.C. (AP) -  
A Rocky Mount man who 
surrendered to authorities 
this morning was held 
without bond after a shooting 
barrage that left two people 
dead and three others 
seriously wounded Tuesday 
night.

Halifax County Sheriff 
W.C. Bailey said in a tele­
phone interview that Marvin 
Bailey Evans, 38, was 
charged with two counts of 
murder ani three counts of 
assault with a deadly weapon 
with intent to kill. Evans was 
held in the Halifax County 
Jail and was to make an 
initial court appearance to­
day.

Bailey said Evans’ 
estranged wife, Evelyn 
Evans, and her boyfriend, 
James Silver, died in a hail 
of gunfire as they sat in a 
station wagon outside Ms.

Bailey said. "It was pretty 
dark.”

Deputies and police from 
Halifax Countw, Hertford 
County, Warren County, 
Roanoke Rapids, Welland, a 
S WAT  team f rom 
Murfreesboro, and officers 
from the State Bureau of 
Investigation and other 
agencies swarmed into the 
area and began a search with 
bloodhounds.

“We knew he was armed 
and wasn’t shy about using

his guii,” Bailey said. “We 
wanted to be careful but we 
were ready to look all night. 
We weren’t going to call off 
the search until we got him. ” 

About 2 a.m., Evans tele-, 
phoned the Warren County 
Sheriff’s Department from

his mother’s home and said 
he wanted to surrender, 
Bailey said. Officers went to 
the house and arrested him 
there. Bailey said.

He said Evans was treated 
for “cuts and scratches” 
before being jaded.

RALEIGH -  A federal 

grand jury indicted Roger 
Neal Goodlin, 42, of Marina 
Del Rey, Calif., Tuesday on 
charges of making false 
statements in bank loan 
app lica t ions at two 
Greenville banks.

Goodlin. a former practic­
ing medical doctor in Bethel, 
allegedly applied for and 
received nine loans, totaling 
$118,569.37, from Branch 
Banking and Trust Co. and 
one loan for $5,000 from the 
Bank of North Carolina, by 
falsely indicating in his fi­
nancial statement that he 
owned certain real property 
and thus influencing the ap­
proval of his loans.

Goodlin, if convicted, could 
face a maximum penalty of 
two years’ imprisonment, a 
$5,000 fine or both for each 
count, spokesmen in the U.S. 
attorney’s office said.

The offenses allegedly oc- 
cured in the early to middle 
1970’s

charge a reasonable rent.

SMITHFIELD -  The old 

saying goes, “One bad call 
can’t beat you.”

Tiy telling that to Rose High 
School coach Jim Brewington 
and his Rampants.

Last night, after battling 
through two overtimes, 
Brewington thought the Ram­
pants were on the way to the 
Eastern Regionals, secure with 
a 66-65 victo ry over 
Smithfield-Selma.

“ I can’t say anything,” he 
added a moment later. “ I can’t 
say anything at¿ril without 
getting in trouble. Brewington 
was referring to an state rule 
which forbids coaches critizing 
officials.

An appeal by Brewington to 
Sellers and to fellow official 
J.M. Merrill did no good. The 
basket — and the Rose loss -  
stood as Rapipant players, 
disbelieving asked fans and

fellow players, “Why?”
An elderly man summed it 

up, walking up to Brewington 
with outstretched hand. “ I ’m 
from Smithfield, and I’ve just 
got to tell you that you people 
won, regardless of*what the 
official said,” he told the still 
incredulous coach.

Merrill popped a technical 
foul on him, the second of the 
night on a Rampant player for 
showing emotion after a call. 
The earlier one, on Donnell 
Lee, came after Lee simply 
spun around after he was 
called for a foul. And it marked 
the fourth technical on Rose in 
the last two games Merrill has 
officiated. Two were issued by 
him in the Rose-Fike game in 
the Big East semifinals.

LITTLEFIELD -  There is 
not a basketball team North 
Pitt likes to whip more than 
D.H. Conley. Victories over 
Conley are sweet, but perhaps 
none more so than the latest.

It was a year ago the Pan­
thers beat the Vikings, 66-56, in 
the District I semifinals. One 
year later the district has 
changed and the two teams 
found themselves in the finals, 
but the result was the same.

North Pitt scored eight 
straight points in the third 
quarter to take control and 
then used its stall to preserve a 
37-25 victory Tuesday night to 
win the District II cham­
pionship before an overflow 
crowd of around 2,500 at 
Ayden-Grifton Hi^ School.

Earlier, defending state 3-lA 
champion Southwest 
Edgecombe whipped Charles 
B. Aycock, 6247, to win the 
girls’ title. Southwest is now 
27-0 and has won 59 straight 
games.

Southwest and North Pitt -  
both members of the Eastern 
Carolina Confemce -  advance 
to the Eastern Regionals set to 
begin March 11 at Wilson 
Beddingfield. A drawing will 
be held Thursday morning to 
determine pairings.

North Pitt, now 21-7, trailed 
at the end of the first period, 
12-10, but took a 16-14 lead at 
the half after a second period 
in which the two teams com­
bined to connect on just four of 
20 from the field.

The Vikings tied the game 
twice in the opening four 
minutes of the third period but 
then watched as North Pitt 
scored eight straight points to 
take control.

Vince Parker’s second

straight 17-foot jumper started 
the surge. Mitch Cox followed 
with a jumper from the top of 
the key, North Pitt then con­
verted two DHC misses into a 
layoip by Parker in the stall (on 
a feed from Toby Crandol) and * 
a layup on the fast break by 
Greg Hines (on a pass from 
Cox) and suddenly the Pan­
thers led, 26-18.

Conley never recovered. The 
Panthers built their lead to 13 
in the final period and the 
Vikings never got closer than 
eight as they watched their 
11-game winning streak and 
their season end. DHC finishes 
at 18-9.

It was a smiling and happy 
but somewhat subdued North 
Pitt coach Cobby Deans who 
talked about the win. the Pan­
thers’ seventh straight, in be­
tween shaking hands with each 
of his players as they came out 
of the dressing room.

“The kids were nervous,” 
Deans said afterward. “ It’s a 
district final and ®we were 
playing against the biggest 
rival we’ve got. I was nervous 
before the ballgame.

“ But,” Deans added, “once

ECU Faces Spiders In Opener

Needless to say, the 1981-82 

basketball season has been a 
disappointing one for East 
Carolina University.

But starting Thursday, the 
Pirates have a chance to re­
deem themsevles in the 
EC AC-South Tournament. The 
Pirates face second-seeded 
Richmond in the opening game 
of the event, at 5 p.m. in 
Norfolk, Va.’s, Scope.

Old Dominion meets George 
Mason at 7 p.m., followed by 
WUliam & Mary against Navy 
at 9 p.m. T(̂ seeded Old 
Dominion has a bye in the first 
round.

For the Pirates and Spiders, 
it will be the third meeting of 
the season, and both of the 
earlier matchups were won by 
Richmond. The Spiders rallied 
from ten points down early in 
the second half, to take an 81-71 
win in Greenville, then added 
an 89-63 victory over the Bucs 
in Richmond last week.

That was one point Coach 
Dave Odom brought out to his 
team when practice resumed 
on Monday -  and what he 
brou^t out Tuesday in a 
pre-toumey press conference.

“With 17 nfinutes to go in the 
second half (in the first game). 
East Carolina was ahead, 
46-36. But in the 57 minutes of 
basketball played since then, 
we have been outscored by 
Richmond by 46 points.”

It’s a point that doesn’t sit 
well with Odom.

“Everybody looked on this 
year as one of outstanding 
potential, but we have fallen 
far short of what we hope to 
accomplish,” Odom said.

He briefly reviewed the 
season, pointing out that in

December, the Pirates got off 
to a fairly good start, winning 
three and losing five. “There 
were some disappointments, 
like losing tournament games 
to Canisus and Manhattan. We 
did play some good ball, 
howver, like the game agaist 
Missouri, despite the final 
score.

“ Our December defense was 
good, and our offense average. 
We were starting (Michael) 
Gibson, (Morris) Hargrove, 
(Charles) Green, (Charles) 
Watkins and (Tony) Byles. And 
I think the high point of 
December was our road victo­
ry against George Mason in 
our first ECAC game.”

But, the coach added, 
January had its ups and downs, 
and he characterized the 
month as showing a bell 
shaped curve. “We started out 
well, winning three in a row 
before we ran into James 
Madison. Our defense in 
January was very, very good, 
and our offense was improving. 
The fast break was the most 
noteworthy improvement.”

Odom noted that the lineup 
was beginning to change how­
ever. “We were playing A1 
Mack more and (Bill) McNair 
started some. (Bruce) 
Peartree was beginning to 
emerge as a star.

“ But there were some bad 
things too. Byles broke his 
hand and injured the other 
hand while still recovering 
from the first. Our record was 
only 4-5, which was not real 
good, but I felt we were in 
shape for a strong finish with a 
lot of home games left.”

Then, however, came one of 
the biggest disappoitments of 
the season -  the home loss to 
UNC-Wilmington. “ We had 
won four of our last five 
games, and things seemed 
moving in a positive direction. 
But it snowd that day and we 
considered calling it (the 
UNC-W game) off. In 
hindsight, we should have 
called it off. With reasonable 
weather, we should have had 
3,000 or 4,000 people there. But 
we didn’t anticipate the emo­
tional letdown of finding only 
about 1,000 people in the 
stands.”

Odom said that then carried 
over into the Campbell game — 
one in which the Pirates, after 
being down by 19, rallied tô  
take the lead, but lost in the 
final seconds. “One game real­
ly shouldn’t affect the next, but

momentum is a big thing in 
basketball, and this was a 
horrible game in every re­
spect.

“ If I had to point to two 
games that turned it around, it 
would be those two games,” 
Odom said.

February turned into a true 
disaster. “The defense started 
okay and went south. And we 
haven’t turned it around yet. I 
told the team that I’ve never 
been associated with a team 
that played as poorly on de­
fense as we have the last ten 
days. We tried all our defenses 
and nothing was effective. 
There were a lot of reasons for 
thing, but probably the biggest 
was that we had so little 
practice time during the 
period, playing every other 
day. With such a packed 
schedule, it’s easy to lose the 
techniques and intensity you 
need.”

And, Odom added, when the 
defense went south, the offense 
followed. “The reason our fast 
break was so effective in 
January was that the defense 
was making steals and getting 
the defensive rebounds. 
Another good reason was the 
loss of Byles. He’s so important 
to our half-court game.”

The starting lineup by then 
was Hargrove, Green (playing 
hurt), Thom Brown, Peartree 
and Herb Gilchrist.

Why the changes? Odom 
noted that as the season

changes, so do people. “ Byles 
and Green got hurt. Watkins 
started okay and didn’t finish 
at all (leaving the team a week 
ago). The only one who played 
evenly or better was Hargrove.. 
Nobody started every game.”

Now, Odom queried, what 
can be done about it?

“We made the decision to 
approach the tournament with 
the idea of controling and 
repairing the things we can 
control and repair and not 
worry about what lies be­
tween,’’Odom said.

He said that the coaches 
have taken the attitude that the 
tournament must be the prime 
consideration, and he is im­
pressing this on the players 
too. “We want our attitude set 
toward reconstruction of the 
defense. We began this (Mon­
day) and I saw marked im­
provement in the defense. I 
expect it to continue to im­
prove. I ’ve asked the team to 
give themselves exclusivly to 
the tournament this week. This 
is the only time that I have 
asked them to do this: make 
athletics even with academics 
this week. We’ve also upped

going to keep us in the ballgame they settled down.”What the Panthers talked 
about and worked on was a

Valenzuela Won't
Sit Out 1982 Season

LOS ANGELES (AP) -  Holdout pitcher Fernando 
Valenzuela, reported to be seeking $500,000-a-year more than 
the Los .Angeles Dodgers have offered, says he will not sit out 
the 1982 baseball seasn.

Valenzuela said Tuesday that he is confident an agreement 
will be reached and he will rejoin the team during spring 
training ()r by the start of the baseball season.

"1 have my representative, and 1 have faith in him.” 
Valenzuela said during an interview with a Los Angeles Herald 
Examiner reporter at a Hollywood motel. "In any case. I want 
things to work out with the Dodgers And deep down in my 
guts. I’m confident it will work out.”

It has been reported that the 1981 World Series champion 
DodgeK have offered the 21-year-old Mexica left-hander about 
$325,000 a year, and Valenzuela’s representatives have lowered 
their figure from $1 million to a base salary of $800,000.

Valenzuela’s salary was reported to be $42,500 when he won 
the Cy Young award as the National League's top pitcher in 
1981, along with the NL rookie of the year award.

Asked about his salary terms, which would be the highest 
ever paid to a second year player in major league baseball, 
Valenzuela said: "I think it’s justified, but I can’t talk about 
exact figures. My people know what they’re doing, and they 
understand these things better.”

During the 20 minute interview in the hallway of the motel, 
Valenzuela said he took part in Sunday’s negotiation session, 
but w as not present for another session of talks Monday,

Asked if he had thought about chances the two sides can’t 
agree, Valenzuela said. "I just think they will. 1 don’t think 
about this negatively. 1 just know we’ll be at spring"training 
shortly, and certainly will be with the team when the season 
begins.” /

V’alenzuela said he was aware that public opinion polls taken 
among Latins in the Los .Angeles area showed a negative 
reaction to his reported $1 million a year contract goal.

” 1 have heard the man-in-the-street is critical of me, and 1 
think everyone is entitled to his own opinion. I understand how 
they feel, but there are plenty of others who think I’m worth a 
lot. We’ll just have to wait it out. whatever it takes.”

UTiile the negotiations continue, Valenzuela’s 1982 contract 
has been sealed without his signature -  leaving him with a 
choice of accepting those terms or sitting out the 1982 season.

Tax Returns 
A  Little Slower

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Maybe it ’s the hard winter, 
or maybe it’s the uncertain  ̂
economy. Whatever the 
reason, Americans have not 
been as quick this year to file 
their federal tax returns.

The Internal Revenue 
Service says 29 million 
couples and individuals filed 
returns during the first seven 
weeks of the year. That 
included 10.8 million returns 
using the long Form 1040 and 
18.2 million on the short 
Form 1040A.

During the same period in 
1980, more than 31 million 
returns were filed, 6.7 per­
cent above this year’s pace.

The IRS is not about to 
panic, although no one has 
e x p la in e d  the d rop.  
“ January is never a good 
indicator of how the year’s 
returns will look,”  said 
Larry Batdorf, an IRS 
spokesman.

Anyhow, Batdorf added, 
the pace picked up sharply 
during the third week of 
February, the last week 
checked. Filings during that 
period were 8.4 percent 
ahead of the pace for t he ' 
same week last year.

The IRS mailed 6.8 million 
refunds, worth more than 
$4.65 billion, during the first 
seven weeks of 1982. That 
averages $680 per refund, 
compared with $628 during 
the same period a year ago.

As a rule, taxpayers who 
are getting sizable refunds 
are eager to file returns as 
quickly as possible. Howev­
er, they sometimes are dê  
layed by the unavailability of 
wage reports (W2 forms) 
from their employers or in­
terest reports (1099 forms) 
from financial institutions.

Those who expect to owe 
more taxes often delay filing 
a return to the last minute. 
Personal returns are due 
April 15.

The IRS expects to process 
about 96 million of them this 
year, compared with 93.6 
million last year. The tax 
take is expected to total 
more than $280 billion, up 
from $248 billion last year.

Of course the tax agency 
would like returns filed long 
before that deadline. Those 
getting a refund usually re­
ceive it within four or five 
weeks — if the return is filed 
early in the year. But as the 
deadline approaches, it can 
take 10 weeks, sometimes,  ̂
even longer, for the refund to 
be issued.

There’s another reason to 
file early. IRS experts say 
the number of mathematical 
errors on returns is con­
siderably higher as April 15 
nears, since rushed taxpay­
ers often don’t take the time 
to check their calculations. 
Such an error will delay a 
refund.

The bidding is of onily pass­
ing interest. East held a 
sound opening bid and South 
bid what he thought he could 
make.

West led his top diamond, 
East won the ten and con­
tinued with the king and ace. 
Declarer ruffed with the ten 
of trumps and West sluffed a 
club!

Declarer was convinced 
that the king of spades was 
to his right. Since he wanted 
to get to dummy to take the 
trump finesse in case East 
held a guarded king of 
spades, declarer conceded a 
club. East won and continued 
with the queen of diamonds, 
and now West overruffed 
with his king of trumps for a 
one-trick set.

Here, too. the contract was 
four spades and here, too, the 
defenders started with three 
rounds of d iam onds. 
However, this time when 
declarer ruffed. West over- 
ruffed with the king and 
shifted to a club.

Declarer won the ace of 
clubs and drew the outstand 
ing trump with the ace of 
spades. Now declarer cross­
ed to dummy by leading the 
three of trumps to the six. On 
the ace of hearts he discard 
ed a club, and then led the 
queen of hearts for a ruffing 
finesse. East covered with 
the king and declarer took 
care to ruff with a high 
trump. He re-entered dummy 
by leading the four of trumps 
to the seven and disposed of 
his remaining club loser on a 
high heart. So declarer ended 
up with ten tricks, losing 
only two diamonds, and a 
trump.

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) -  A 
botth warrant has been 
issued for the arrest of 
Nancy Kissinger, wife of the 
former secretary of state, for 
failing to appear in court to 
answer c h a i ^  that she 
tried to choke a woman, a 
newspaper said today.

The Star-Ledger reported 
that Municipal Court Judge 
Robot Brennan issued the 
warrant  Tuesday in a 
simple-assault case brought 
by Ellen L  Kaplan of New 
York City, who said Mrs. 
Kissinger grabbed her at 
Newark  In t e rna t i ona l  
Airport.

The newspaper qjuoted a 
spokesman for the Port 
Authority of New York and 
New Jersey as saying Henry 
Kissinger and his wife were 
at the airport about 4 p.m. on 
Feb. 7 to catch a plane to 
Bostoi, where he was to 
undergo heart bypass sur­
gery.

Mrs. Kaplan and Thomas 
Simpson, both members of a 
pro-nuclear group called 
Fusion Energy Foundation, 
were at a table distributing 
pieces of literature.

The court papers said they 
recognized the Kissingers, 
and Simpson asked the 
forma* official about a letter 
in a newspaper charging him 
with prolonging American 
involvement in the Vietnam 
war, the newspaper said.

Mrs. Kaplan said Kissinger 
said two words and kept 
walking. Mrs. Kaplan said 
she got up from her chair,

followed the couple and 
asked Kissinger about a 
r umor  concerning hiis 
pereonal life.

According to court papers, 
at that point Mrs. Kissingg* 
“caused bodily injury to 
Ellen L. Kaplan, specifically 
by grabbing (her) by t t t  
throat and trying to chokp > 
her,” the newspaper said. :

A subpoena was sent to the 
Kissingers’ home in New 
York, and when Mrs. Kissr 
inger failed to show up iO 
court Tuesday, officials tried 
to contact her by telephow 
through the State Depart­
ment, the Secret Service a r t  
a t phone numbers  iP 
Washington and New Yorit, 
the newspaper said. ;

NEW YORK (AP) -  
“ Desperate Lives,” tonight’s 
CBS movie about teen-age 
drug abuse, is a crusading 
production that is full of 
credibility flaws. But the 
film still packs a wallop 
because of two powerfully 
alarming scenes and the el­
ement of truth in its 
frightening message.

In the tone of its point of 
view, “Desperate Lives” is 
sim ilar to government- 
produced anti-drug films, 
like "Reefer Madness.” that 
became counterculture high 
comedy for their heavy- 
handed approach and 
patronizing attitude.

Maybe this is a si^  of the 
reviewer’s age. but it’s hard 
to believe younger people 
always say things like: 
“ Don’t be a bummer. It’s no 
biggie,” or make verbs out of 
nouns; " I never drink or 
drug.” There’s even a new 
word, narly, which, depend­
ing on your generation, 
probably means keen, nifty, 
groovy or dynamite.

In any case, the message 
of the film -  that drug abuse 
is widespread -  is, ul­
timately, weakened by the 
simplicity of the characters 
and situations it sketches.

Doug McKeon (“On Golden 
Pond” ) is starring in his 
second CBS movie in two 
nights. On Tuesday, he was a 
likeable 14-year-old math ge­
nius who tutors and falls in 
love with an older woman of 
19. Tonight the genuineness 
of this gifted young actor still 
shines through, even though 
he’s taken the path toward 
drugs and irresponsibility.

McKeon plays Scott, a

street-wise kid who feels he’s 
immune to the dangers of 
drug s , even after his sister 
has a violent reaction to 
angel dust. Scott gets in­
volved with a sleazy, callous 
drug dealer, who entices 
experimenters with 
friendship but turns in­
sensitive when they’re 
hooked.

There are some feeble éx- 
planations for Scott’s dark 
turn. His father works long 
hours and pushes Scott into 
sports. His mother is a 
screamer. Scott also points 
out how his parents use 
alcohol the way he thinks 
he drugs. But, basically, 
Scott’s parents are decent 
and well-meaning, making it 
clear that some situations 
are helpless and some kids 
can’t be prevented from 
damaging themselves.

The apathy of the school 
administrators is broken by 
the missionary zeal of a new, 
naive education counselor. 
Eileen Phillips (Diana 
Scarwid) is from Tennessee, 
and she sees a lot of her 
brother in Scott. She goes to 
outrageous lehgths to reach 
him. She also chides the 
principal and other teachers 
for their indifference to the 
dhig epidemic.

The dialogue and 
characterizations are loaded 
with cliches. “ I know you’re 
a very aware man,” Eileen 
tells the scared school prin­
cipal (William Windom). 
And in a teachers’ meeting, 

. her concern is ignored by 
others unwilling to make 
waves, particularly Dr. 
Joyce Brothers, cast as the 
pompous teacher who would 
rather talk about the color of 
band uniforms.

Gov. Brown's Gloss Gone, But Might Gain Senate
By DOUG WILLIS

SACRAMENTO. Calif. 

(AP) — Seven years as 
goveiwr and two unsuc- 
cessfur presidential cam­
paigns have taken their toll 
on Jerry Brown’s once- 
phenomenal popularity in 
California.

But the enigmatic prophet 
of the era of limits, who 
carries the nickname “Gov. 
Moonbeam," is still a 
formidable political force in 
California, with a good 
chance of succeeding retiring 
Republican S. I. Hayakawa in 
the U.S. Senate.

Seven Republican can­
didates in the June 8 primary 
are all running against 
Brown’s record as governor. 
So far, he is ignoring them, 
as well as his little-known 
Democratic challengers, at­
tempting instead to turn his 
race into a referendum on 
President Reagan’s econom­
ic policies.

An articulate and ag­

gressive campaigner, Brown 
in 1982 has returned -  both 
in campaign tactics and po­
litical phUosophy -  to the 
mainstream of Demo­
cratic Party.

Brown’s talk about the 
“existential edge’’ of politics 
at the collapse of his presi­
dential campaign two years 
ago now is replaced by talk 
of winning “the competitive 
edge” in foreign trade.

Today Brown is courting 
l a b o r ,  l i b e r a l s  an d  
minorities, preaching party 
unity and attending to the 
political rituals he once 
shunned. His speeches em­
phasize bread-and-butter 
D em ocratic issues and 
partisan attacks (m Reagan’s 
Republican administration.

“We’ve had the New Deal. 
We’ve had the fair deal. 
We’ve had the square deal. 
And now we have the raw 
deal,” Brown says. “You 
don’t restore prosperity to 
America by taking from 
those who can least afford it

... and giving it to those who 
already have tremeiKtous 
sums of money and tremen­
dous tax breaks.”

Brown s^ys he has not 
abamloned goals such as 
encouraging conservation 
instead of consumption 
through the state Office of 
Appropriate Technology, 
which he created, w  en­
c o u r a g in g  new h ig h  
technology industries.

But Brown no longer uses 
term s such as “era of 
l im i t s ,"  ‘‘low er your 
expectations” or “small is 
beautiful,” because he says 
t h e y  h a v e  b e e n  
“stigmatized” by critics, an 
acknowledgement of the st­
ing Brown still suffers from 
the “Gov. Moonbeam” satire 
o f th e  c o m ic  s t r i p  
“Doonesbury,” that plagued 
his 1980 presidential cam­
paign.

At the end of Brown’s first 
year as governor, pollster 
Mervin Field reported he 
was the most pq)ular chief

e x e c u t iv e  in m o d ern  
California history, with 
seven times as many voters 
giving him positive ratings 
as those rating him nega­
tively.

Now, as Brown strug^es 
th rou^  his eighth and final 
year as governor that 7-1 
positive ratio has turned to 
neariy 2-1 against him. Only 
23 percent of the voters in 
Field’s pdl last month said 
they approved of Brown’s 
performance as governor 
w hile 41 p e rcen t d is ­
approved.

But Brown is an effective 
campaigner, and his $1.6 
million war chest is more 
than the combined funds of 
all 11 challengers in both 
major parties.

However, his political 
problems stem from both his 
image, and his record.

To nuuiy voters, Brown 
represents a Zen Buddhism 
approach to government 
which they don’t understand. 
Cartoonists picture him in 
the lotus position presiding, 
over the state. He has a 
negative image, mostly of his 
own making, of flitting from 
one trendy idea to another.

One day Brown advocates 
using wood chips and 
windmills as alternative 
energy sources, talking 
about red isco v erin g  a 
simpler life. The next day, it 
is h i ^  technology -  satel­
lites, robotics and computers 
— that are “the cutting 
edge” of an economic rebirth 
for the nation.

But Brown also has a 
de tailed  record of ac ­
complishments as governor, 
and it is often his achieve­
ments that are issues today.

As governor, he appointed 
the first woman, the first 
black and the first Hispanic 
to the California Supreme 
(^urt, appointees who have 
been lightning rods for 
criticism from conservatives

He has also appointed 
more women and minorities 
to top state posts than any 
previous governor, with four 
women today among the nine 
members of his cabinet.

Brown also personally ne­
gotiated compromises be­
tween growers and farm 
workers to create the prece­
dent-setting state Agricul­
tural Labor Relations Board, 
giving farm workers the 
right to unionize in state- 
supervised organizing elec­
tions.

Growers feel betrayed by 
Brown’s farm labor board, 
which they say is biased to 
favor his longtime ally, 
C!esar CTiavez. They also 
blame Brown for being slow 
to order aerial graying last 
year to fight the Mediterra­
nean fruit fly.

After, initially opposing 
Proposition 13 tax cuts. 
Brown embraced them as his 
own and pushed through still 
more tax cuts. To the cha­
grin of liberals, he turned out 
to be a penny-pincher as 
governor, blocking all gener­
al tax increases except a 
two-cent increase in the gas­
oline tax.

E ven  if Brown wins the 
D em ocratic  prim ary, he is 
the underdog against any of 
th e  leading Republican con­
ten ders  in the fall general 
election.

F i e l d  r e p o r t e d  in  a 
Ja n u a ry  poll that Rep. B arry  
G oldw ater J r .,  the leader in 
the (K)P primar>’, topped 
Brown by a 55 percent to 38 
p ercen t in a m atchup for the 
N ovem \)er general election.

F ield  also found that the 
o th e r m ajo r GOP conten­
d ers , Rep. P ete  McCloskey 
and  San Diego Mayor P ete  
W ilso n , le d  B ro w n  by 
m arg in s of 21 and 13 p e r­

cen tage points re^)ectively.
But Field said those fig­

u res exagg era te  th e  strength  
of th e  R ep u b lic a n  c a n ­
didates, because the public 
has not yet focused on the 
potential w eaknesses of the 
GOP nominee.

sen a to r.” Field sa id ."B u t 
th a t 's  not the way we select 
s e n a to r s .

“ When the public does 
focus on that race, he will be 
running against somebody 
who also has negatives,”

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Those Seed 
Catalogues
A 'Ritual'

ALBANY, N.Y.$(APi -  

When the wind î  whistling 
through the naked limbs of 
trees and the snow is crusted 
with ice and sand and salt 
and all outdoors looks like an 
arctic wasteland, thousands 
of home gardeners are inside 
with visions of spring danc­
ing in their heads.

For many, seed catalogs 
have become an annual ritu­
al. They come from such 
exotic places as Randolph,
Wis„ Louisiana, Mo., and 
McMinnville, Tenn. They 
replace images of the harsh 
Northeast winter with 
splashes of color, luscious, 
ripe red strawberries, plump 
red tomatoes and acres upon 
acres of flowers, flowers, 
flowers.

“Catalogs are like a spring 
tonic. You find one in your 
mailbox just about the time 
of the after-Christmas let­
down. You take it inside and 
sit down with it on a snowy 
night, and your imagination 
starts to run wild,” says 
Jeannette Lowe, who has 
been the horticulturist in 
charge of public relations for 
W. Atlee Burpee Co., of 
Warminster, Pa„ for 32 
years.

Burpee has been dropping 
millions of seed catalogs in 
the mail the day after 
Christmas for the last 106 
years.

“ It’s planned that way -  
they deliberately time the 
catalogs’ arrival to coincide 
with your deepest depression 
about winter,” says C.W.
McKeen, a home gardener 
from Brutus,! N.Y., just out­
side of Syracuse. “ If they 
sent it to you in the fall, 
you’d probably throw it 
away.”

McKeen orders most his 
seeds from the lavish, 184- 
page, full-color Burpee 
catalog. “We order from the 
ones that we consider reli- 
 ̂able. Burpee is fantastic ... 
and they guarantee their 
se¡pds.” hesays.'

Daniel Sidor is the manag­
er of the Agway store in the 
Aibany suburb of North 
Greenbush. Agway has been 
printing catalogs for about 12 
years, but this year’s batch 
was delayed until late 
January because of printing 
difficulties.

“ People just about tore my 
doors down -  but the 
catalogs weren’t here,” he 
says. He says many Agway 
customers “sit home by the 
stove on a cold winter’s 
night” and plant their entire 
garden.

“Come the spring, they 
come in to pick up fertilizer 
and they’re all ready to 
plant,” he says.

Anna Martha Jones, 58, a 
home gardener from Albany, 
says she’s used seeds 
catalogs for 20 years 
because, “The variety is 
infinitely greater than in 
stores, some of them have 
excellent directions, and they 
come at a time when people 
who like to be outdoors can’t 
be.”

A seed catalog is not 
merely for use as an order 
form — most remain in 
homes year-round.

The catalog explains new 
gardening implements, each 

‘ variety of vegetable, fruit or 
flower, generally offers a 
spectacular picture, tells 
how to plant, how much room 
the plants needs, what type 
of soil, how much sun, how 
long it takes to mature, what 
part of the country it grows 
best in. and much more.

For example, the popular 
Silver Sweet com is de­
scribed in Burpee’s as an 
early com taking 65 days to 
mature, with an especially 
sweet and tender taste. The 
com matures into small ears 
about 6 inches long. Ears are 
born high on 6-foot-high 
stalks, minimizing the 
chance of animal danger.

Mrs. Jones says she pre­
fers Stokes Seeds, of Buffalo,
N.Y., because, while they 
don’t have pictures, they 
offer explicit information on 
each variety.

Another strong attraction 
of catalogs is that they offer 
new and exotic varieties.

“ If you want to try a new 
seed hot off the presses, so to 
speak, you need a catalog. It 
takes a few years for these 
things to get into stores,” 
says Susan Pezzola, 34, of 
Albany.

The old adage about the 
early bird catching the worm 
also applies.

“People start coming in 
here before Christmas and 
buy seeds as stocking stuf- 
fers.” Sidor says. “ Some of 
the varieties get very scarce 
by the time you get around to 
plying.”

West Texas 

Considering . 

Wine Field

BAKERSFIELD , Texas 

(AP) -  In a valey ringed by 
flat-topped mesas, the Uni­
versity of Texas is raising 
grapes that one day could 
produce a Riesling de Texas 
or a Cabernet Longhorn.

The university, which owns 
more than 2.1 million acres 
in West Texas, is trying to 
put some of its land to work 
as vineyards.

"The value of this land as 
it stands now is not much.” 
said Gene Drennan, a 
viticulturist, or grape expert, 
who is running the project. 
“We started about seven 
years ago looking at the land 
and ways to improve it. We 
tried a lot of things — kiwi 
fru it, jojoba -  which 
wouldn’t live through the 
winters.

“When we got to grapes, 
we found something that 
would grow out here,” he 
said.

“Out here” is the sprawl­
ing ranges between 
Bakersfield ■ and Fort 
Stockton. The main vine­
yards lie in a valley divided 
by Tunis Creek, which 
Drennan said is “dry 99 
percent of the time.”

The valley is thickly cov­
ered with tough mesquite, 
cactus and creosote bushes. 
To clear the land for the 
vineyards, Drennan’s crews 
used a bulldozer with a root 
plow to tear up the desert 
plants, raked and burned 
them and then ripped the 
ground four feet beneath the 
surface.

“ It’s a slow process,” 
Drennan said. “ It costs 
$5,000 to $6,000 an acre to 
bring the plants to the third 
year, when they start pro­
ducing. Anybody who gets 
into it big in Texas Is going to 
have to spend money.”

Money Is Drennan’s cur­
rent problem. He wants to 
plant 1,000 acres of grape 
vines in the valley, but the 
plans are being held up while 
an economic feasibility study 
is done by the university.

“ From an agricultural 
standpoint, it’s feasible,” he 
said. “ It’s the best invest­
ment we could make agricul­
turally with our land. Now, 
they’ re studying the 
market.”

A 12-acre test vineyard 
was planted near Van Horn. 
Sixty varieties of grapes 
were planted to determine 
which were best-suited to the 
arid West Texas region.

“Most of them grew pretty 
well,” Drennan said. “Some 
there was no market for. If 
they grow, big deal, you 
can’t sell them. We took the 
best 10 varieties and planted 
them in one-acre blocks near 
Bakersfield.”

Those plants now are 
coming to maturity and 
producing grapes. This time 
of year, the grapevines look 
dry and dead, their pruned 
vines pointing sk> '̂ard. But 
as spring comes, Drennan 
said, the plants will sprout 
leaves and flowers and pro­
duce more grapes by July.

Last year, Drennan and his 
crews planted 160 acres of 
two varieties of white 
grapes. They are now plant- 

, ing 80 acres of white grapes 
and two 40-acre blocks of red 
grapes.

The larger tracts look little 
like vineyards so far. with 
only the symmetrical rows of 
trellises and posts to Indicate 
where the plants will grow.

After the ground is pre­
pared. the rows are plotted 
and drip lines are strung 
between the trellises. The 
hoses are turned on every 
third day, dripping a gallon 
of water an hour on the 
plants!

Drennan said the location 
of groundwater was one of 
the criteria for choosing the 
valley, whichhas two wells.

Even with a rechargeable 
water supply, raising grapes 
in the region is a challenge. 
Drennan outlined some of the 
hazards -  a la tr spring 
frost, hail and an array of 
animals with a tooth for the 
plants.

“We’re always pruning, 
planting or building fences,” 
Drennan said. “ There’s 
always something to do!” 

When the experimental 
vineyards were begun, wine, 
table and raisin grapes were 
planted. The project 
directors eventually con­
centrated on wine grapes.

“We had problems with 
table grapes because it’s so 
windy here that the grapes 
get scarred up before they’re 
picked,’ ’ Drennan said. 
“They still taste good, but 
they’re not as aesthetically 
pleasing to the eye.” t

No Bats In
'Bat Tower'

SUGARLOAF KEY, Fla.
(AP) — If you live in an area 
th a t a t tim es is infested with 
mosquitoes, someone may 
recall, between swats, that 
b a ts once were used to fight 
those flying pests.

But don’t try  th a t tac tic  
unless you’re  prepared to 
wind up with a  three-story 
m o n s tro s ity  th a t’s m ore 
likely to become a  national 
h istoric site -  if it lasts 50 
y ea rs  o r so — than as a 
haven for mosquito-gobbling 
bats.

T h a t’s because  th e re ’s 
b een  only one ty p e  of 
m an-m ade bat tower that the 
eerie  flying m am m als have 
ever accepted as home.

.A nd t h e r e ’s a n o t h e r . 
obstacle.

A special bait is required 
to a ttra c t the ugly creatures 
and induce them  to stay  long 
enough to devour the mos­
quitoes in your area. More on 
th a t la ter.

Driving south on U.S. 1, 
look to the right just as you 
p ass Sugarloaf Lodge. 13 
nUles before you get to Key 
W est. About a half-m ile 
back, you’ll see above the 
trees  the top of one of only 
two rem aining bat towers in 
the country. The other is in 
San Antonio, Texas.

T he one here is pyram idal 
in shape and looks like a 
D utch windmill th a t lost its 
b lades.

" I can ’t say it’s worth­
le ss ,” says M iriam  Good, 
who with her husband. Lloyd, 
owns the motel complex 
w here the tower is located, 
“ because everyone wants to 
see it. I t ’s good for busi­
ness.”

The idea for the one here 
cam e in the 1920s. when 
R igh ter C. Perky out of 
D enver planned to convert 
h is large  home into a resort. 
The settlem ent, a t the time, 
w as called “ P erk y ,” after 
the w ealthy landowner.

T here  was one incessant 
p ro b lem , how ever; m os­
quitoes. large and plentiful.

P erky  heard about Dr. 
C harles Campbell, a form er 
health  officer for San An­
tonio, who w as in te rn a ­
tionally  known and once re­
com m ended for the Nobel 
P rize  because of his work 
w ith b a ts and bat roosts.

Cam pbell had been lauded 
for helping wipe out mos­
q uitoes th a t c a rried  the 
d read ed  yellow fever. During 
his research  he discovered 
th a t b a ts could eat as many 
a s  1,000 mosquitoes a  night.

C am pbell designed and 
built the, only bat tower (he 
called  it a palladium ) that 
m ig rating  bats would find 
com fortable enough to call 
hom e.

It stood 30 feet high, 
perched  upon four wooden 

sts equipped with metal

g u ard s to protect the bats 
ag a inst m arauding ra ts  and 
snakes. Louvers w ere pro­
vided through which the 
nocturnal m am m als could 
com e and go.

C am pbell didn’t charge 
P erk y  for the bat tower plans 
and specifications, but told 
h im  he would have to pay 
$175 for his special bait, 
m ade from  his own secret 
form ula.

B ut he reminded Perky 
th a t the tower would house 
enough bats to produce two 
tons of guano a y ea r -  a 
sizeable financial re tu rn  for 
the  sm all investment.

F red  Johnson, now retired  
in Key West, was given the 
p ro jec t of building the tower.

“ I put cypress shingles on 
the side,” says the 77-year- 
old Johnson, “ and you can’t 
p ain t it because ba ts don’t 
like p a in t.”

W hen  th e  to w e r  w as 
finished. Perky sent the $175, 
and  the bat bait arrived  by 
raU in a heavy wooden box.

“ I rem em ber clearly, it 
w as 4 inches deep, 12 inches 
wide and 18 inches long. It 
had  m arkings on it to drill 
e igh t three-eighth-inch holes 
in the top. Two ounces of 
d istilled  w ater were to be put 
in each  hole and the bait box 
w as placed at the bottom of 
th e  to w e r ,”  he re c a lls  
vividly.

Now here’s why the bat 
tow er should be built as far 
a w a y  a s  p ossib le  from  
hum ans.

“ Once I put the w ater in 
the holes, the smell was 
awful in there. You had to 
get aw ay quickly,” Johnson 
says.

F orm al dedications were 
held -  from a  safe distance 
— M arch 15, 1929, and the 
w ait began.

B ut a s  local residen ts 
withstood the pungent "eau  
de garb ag e” perm eating the 
c lean  a ir, the tower stood 
vacan t.

A couple months later, a 
sev ere  storm  stru ck  the 
Keys, washed away the bait 
and deodorized the tower.

P erky  sent to Texas for 
ano ther supply of bait only to 
lea rn  that Campbell had 
p assed  away, tak ing  his 
sec re t formula with him to 
th e  grave.

The tru th  is. no b ats ever 
lived here. What’s more, 
w ith  spraying and o ther 
m e th o d s  of e ra d ic a tio n , 
m osquitoes aren’t the pro­
b lem  they once were.

Unpopular In 

Puerto Rico

S A N  J U A N ,  Puerto Rico 
( A P )  -  Pue rto  Ricans are 
divided about their future 
relationstyp with the United 
States, but most of them 
reject independence. A n d  the 
violence of such terrorist 
bands as the F A L N  appears 
to be even less popular.

T h e  F A L N ,  or A rm e d  
Fo rc e s of National Lib e ra ­
tion, claim ed responsibility 
fo r four bomb explosions 
Sunday night in New  Y o r k ’ s 
financial district. Several 
island terrorist bands also 
advocate a campaign of vio­
lence for independence and 
incorporate M arxist rhetoric 
in their comnmuniques.

B u t on an island whose 
history Is notable for a lack 
of violent uprisings, the ter­
rorists’ views clash d ram a t­
ically w ith the results of 
elections in the last two 
decades. ,

In  recent ^ b e r n a to r ia l 
elections, the independence 
m ovem ent has attracted only 
about 5 percent of the vote. 
N e a rly  all of that has gone to 
the Pu e rto  Rico Indepen­
dence P a r t y , which con­
sistently has rejected vio­
lence. It advocates negotia­
tion of a peaceful transition 
to independence.

T h e  two m ajor parties that 
want to retain or strengthen 
ties with the United States 
split the rest of the vote and 
in 1980 ran neck and neck. 
C a rlo s  R o m e ro  B a rc e lo , 
cam paigning on a statehood 
p la tfo rm , defeated form er 
G o v . R a f a e l  H e r n a n d e z  
C olon, who favors continua­
tion of the present com ­
m onwealth status, by only 
3,533 votes.

T h e  vote was 759,540 to 
756,037. T h e  tiny m argin 
stalled R o m ero  B a rc e lo ’ s 
drive  for statehood and indef­
initely postpone his plans to 
call a plebiscite on the 
island’ s status.

T h e  issue of Puerto R ic o ’ s 
status is extrem ely com ­
plicated because of the need 
to reconcile deep emotional 
and cultural attachments to 
the other people of La tin  
A m e ric a  with strong ties to 
the U n ite d  States built up in 
the 84 years since the island 
became U .S . territory in the 
Spanish-Am erican W ar.

P u e r t o  R i c a n s  o f t e n  
express fears that their 
S p a n ish  roots w ould be 
s w a l lo w e d  up if  t h e y  
achieved statehood. There 
are also fears that m oving 
to w a rd  statehood before  
achieving a consensus in 
fa vo r o f it would provoke 
years o f violent upheaval.

O n  the other hand, there 
are fears that independence 
would jeopardize the long 
t r a d it io n  o f d e m o c ra tic  
s tability as well as the 
econom y, which by now is 
t i e d  c l o s e l y  t o  t h e  
m ainland’ s.

O n e  s tro n g  a r g u m e n t 
against independence is the 
right of Puerto Ricans, as 
U .S . citizens, to m ove back 
and forth to the m ainland. 
A no ther is the flow of federal 
funds for social security and 
nutritional and welfare pro­
gram s, which remain a vital 
factor in the public finances 
even after the Reagan ad­
m inistration's budget cuts.

So fa r the violence has 
been sporadic. Fed e ral law 
enforcement sources have 
said they believe there are 
fewer than 100 people in five 
separatist terrorist o rganiza­
tions, including the F A L N .

In October 1979, the F A L N  
and island terrorist groups 
staged coordinated bombings 
o f f e d e r a l g o v e r n m e n t 
targets in Puerto Rico and on 
the m ain la n d . B u t such 
coordination has been rare. 
M ore typically, the F A L N  
has carried out its operations 
on the mainland while the 
island groups have claimed 
responsibility for separate 
actions in Puerto Rico itself.

Since it was established in 
1974, the F A L N  has caused 
five deaths, 81 injuries and 
S3.5 m illion in property dam ­
age on the mainland.

T h e  best-kno w n island 
group is the Popular Bori- 
cuan (P u e rto  R ica ni A r m y , 
o th e rw ise  known as the 
M a c h e t e r o s  ( m a c h e t e -  
w ie lders).

W ith  tw o  other island 
groups, it claimed responsi­
bility fo r the ambush of a 
U .S . N av7 bus in which two 

■ technicians were killed and 
10 other navy m en and 

^women w ere hurt in 1979. It 
*also claim ed responsibility 

for planting pipe bombs at an 
A i r  N atio na l Gu a rd  base in 
J a n u a r y  1981, destro yin g  
eight U .S . jet fighters and 
dam aging two others.

$49 Billion 
Is Lost Due 
Drug Abuse
WASHINGTON (AP) -  

American society loses $49.4 
billion each year because of 
alcohol abuse. $40.3 billion 
because of mental illness and 
$16.4 billion because of drug 
abuse, a new government 
study shows.

The report being issued 
today by the Alcohol, Drug 
Abuse and Mental Health 
Administration described its 
estimates as "very con­
servative" because data was 
not uniformly available on 
each problem. The analysis 
uses statistics from 1977 the 
most recent year for which 
an adequate quantity of data 
was available.

It attributes 65,300 deaths 
to alcohol abuse, causing a 
loss of $10.7 billion In future 
productivity. Within this 
category 35,800 deaths and $7 
billion in lost future pro­
ductivity were attributed to 
alcohol-related accidents and 
violence.

Drug abuse was linked to 
3,590 deaths and $831 mllion 
in lost future productivity, 
the study said.

The study said no reliable 
data were available on how 
many homicides were 
associated with mental ill­
ness. But 32,398 premature 
deaths were linked to mental 
disorders, costing $5.9 billion 
in future production.

Most of the illness-related 
productivity losses which 
were assocated with alcohol 
abuse were for male problem 
drinkers, the study said. 
There were an estimated 7.8 
m illion male problem 
drinkers emloyed in 1977, 
accounting for $20.2 billion in 
productivity losses because 
of absenteeism and lower 
on-thejob productivity.

By contrast, there were 1.9 
million female problem 
drinkers who lost $3.4 billion 
in productivity. About 1.2 
million of these women were 
employed outside the home 
and 700,000 were homemak­
ers, the study showed.

The scarcity of data made 
it difficult to develop reliable 
estimates of the loss of pro­
ductivity associated with 
drug abuse. The figures in 
the report covered only 
young males aged 18 to 24. 
About 1.8 million of them 
were employed and re­
sponsible for an estimated 
$2.8 billion in productvity 
loss.

About 616,000 persons suf­
fered chronic nervous dis­
orders or severe emotional 
disoders which accounted for 
a 25 percent loss of pro­
ductivity. These persons -  
287,000 men 329,000 women -  
lost $1.3 billion in pro­
ductivity. Severe emtotional 
disorders accounted for $318 
million in losses.

In addition. 871,000 persons 
were estimted to have long 
term disabiltiy (372,000 
males and 499,000 females) 
because of mental illness. 
The report estimated that 
that chronic nervous dis­
orders acocounted for $9 
billion and severe emotional 
disorders for $3.6 billion.

And, 223,900 persons were 
institutionalized fo mental 
illness -  167,000 in nursing 
homes. 56,000 in psychiatric 
hospitals. Their loss to soci­
ety was valued at $1.3 billion.

Drug abuse caused the 
greatest amount of directly 
related costs such as motor 
vehicle damage, criminal 
justice system, social 
welfare system, fire losses, 
fire protection, highway 
safety and drug traffic con­
trol. Drug abuse was 
associated with $4.8 billion in 
this cagegory while alcohol 
abuse caused $4.4 billion and 
mental illness generated $548 
million.

F in a l ly ,  the study 
measured the cost of crime 
and found that drug abuse 
crimes cost sodety $11.2 
billion "and al̂ hol abuse 
crimes c^$4^  billion. No 
reliable data was available 
to make similar estimates 
for mental illness.

Nader Team 
Has Made A 
Transition

ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) -  

Bom of restlessness-as the 
Vietnam War faded, New 
York’s Public Interest Re-  ̂
search Group has suc­
cessfully made the transition 
from campus crusader to 
consumer activist.

It’s one of about two dozen 
similar organizations around 
the countr>- that have sur­
vived the last decade.

Today, public interest and 
other similarly inspired lob­
bying groups concentrate 
mainly on environmental and 
consumer issues. California’s 
chapter is fighting against a 
plan to channel state water 
from the northern part of the 
state to thirsty Southern 
California, while members in 
Massachusetts helped get a 
returnable bottle law.

“The real power we have is 
the ability to organize people 
on the grass-roots level,” 
said the New York group’s 
chief lobbyist at the state 
Capitol in Albany, 27-year- 
old Arthur Malkin. “We can 
offer state legislators the 
merits of our arguments and 
the fact that there are people 
in the districts and com­
munities supporting our 
position.”

State public interest re­
search groups had little such 
clout in 1973, when Nader 
and a friend. Donald Ross, 
wrote] “ Action For A 
Change” -  a how-to guide on 
forming and nurturing their 
brainchild, a “PIRG.”

In those days, chapters 
were created to “express 
views of college students in 
regard to decisions which 
affect'social change.” While 
that was an energetic 
formula at the time. New 
York leaders soon discovered 
that a membership based on 
transient college students 
had its drawbacks — both in 
getting effective local pro­
jects started from campus, 
chapters in Syracuse, Albany 
and Buffalo, and in influen­
cing state legislators.

Although 17 New York 
college chapters still provide 
the bulk of its funding 
through a portion of student 
a c t i v i t y  f ees ,  40 
"neighborhood” spinoff or­
ganizations have been 
created to give the group 
older members and more 
year-to-year stability. 
.However, a 38-member ex­

ecutive board drawn from 
member college chapters 
still dictates statewide 
policies and tells executive 
director Ross and Malkin 
what non-partisan issues to 
tackle and which to avoid.

“There are inherent dif­
ficulties with a group whose 
membership changes so 
much,” said state Consumer 
Protection Board executive 
director Karen Burstein, a 
frequent ally of the public 
interest group. “ But I think 
they have become more ef­
fective in the past few years, 
and on some Issues, very 
valuable.”

University chapters, with a 
dozen or so active members 
each, concentrate on local 
projects such as tax 
assessment studies. The 
Binghamton chapter helps 
run a successful food 
cooperative for senior 
citizens.

The state group, which has 
an annual budget of about $1 
million, has shifted from 
projects in Albany like 1974’s 
six-volume, 4,000̂ page guide 
to New York’s 210 state 
legislators to addressing a 
dozen or so major topics a 
year, and pushing hard for 
passage or defeat of two or 
three major issues each 
legislative session.

'The group has also b e ^  
to concentrate on producing 
major reports, prepared by 
staff members over months 
or even years and designed 
to get maximum publicity. 
Recent reports have included 
such topics as toxic wastes in 
the Niagara River and stu­
dent voting rights.

"We try to back up what 
we do in a written product,” 
said Ross. “After all, we are 
a research group. It gives us 
a far better base to build our 
cases from I think for the 
amount of paper we put out, 
we've had remarkably few 
problems.” /

But critics charge that 
errors in some reports un­
dercut the group’s ef­
fectiveness.

“ Of course there are pro­
blems — there’s no way with 
the great variety of people 
participating that there 
wouldn’t be,” Ms. Burstein 
said. “ I ’ve read some 
N'YPIRG reports that struck 
me as simply meaningleBs.
