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OAS Sanctions Against Britain Sought

WASHINGTON (AP) — As the O rganization of Am erican 

S ta tes m et today to consider A rgentina’s request for 
hem ispheric sanctions against G reat B ritain  over the 
F alk land  Islands dispute, the British governm ent rejected  an 
A rgentina peace proposal and said it would p resent one of its 
own to U.S. m ediator A lexander M. Haig J r .

The Argentine request for sanctions, m ade only hours after 
th e  secretary  of state  ended four days of ta lk s in Buenos Aires 
and  left for Washington on Monday, claim ed th a t the British 
p ledge to retake the islands by force represen ted  a “ grave 
and  im m inent danger” to hem ispheric secu rity .”

Argentina said it w as asking the OAS to impose the

collective provisions against B ritain  under a  1947 treaty .
In London, meanwhile, P rim e M inister M argare t Thatcher 

told the House of Commons th a t the A rgentine peace plan 
fails to satisfy  British conditions — nam ely  in giving the 1,800 
F a lk lan d  Islanders a say in th e ir fu ture — but th a t Foreign 
S ecre ta ry  F rancis Py in  will p resen t h e r  governm ent’s 
counter-proposals to Haig on T h u r^ a y .

“ We shall seek to put forw ard our own proposals, 1 hope, to 
M r. Haig, and Mr. Pym , with th a t in m ind, p lans to go to 
W ashington on Thursday,” the p rim e m in iste r said.

Haig, landing a t nearby Andrews A ir F o rce  Base early  
today, sa id  th a t he would continue his peace-m aking  efforts 
and  th a t h is next step would be to h ea r  th e  B ritish  response to 
the A rgentine plan he had ea rlie r conveyed to London.

H aig declined to express optim ism  when asked  by reporters 
a t Andrews w hether he thought a solution w as a t hand.

“ I haven ’t described m yself from  the beginning as either 
hopeful o r unhopeful,” he said . “ We’re  continuing the talks 
and  we will see where they lead .”

H aig told reporters he had  held “ arduous discussions” in 
A rgentina and had “ fu rth er defined and delineated the 
position of th a t governm ent.”

He indicated he m ay tak e  to the a ir  again on his 
peace-seeking mission, which already  h as covered 28,000 
m iles of shuttling to Buenos A ires and London.

The B ritish  have a  fleet steam ing  tow ard  the South 
A tlantic. The lead vessels in the a rm ad a  reportedly  could be 
w ithin strik ing  distance of the Falk lands th is weekend.

In Buenos Aires Monday, Haig w arned th a t tim e “ is indeed 
running oiit.”

Haig opposed the Argentine m ove at the OAS, saying the 
Inter-A m erican  Treaty of R eciprocal A ssistance, also known 
as  the Rio T reaty, was not a p roper tool for dealing with the 
F a lk lan ds crisis. He also noted tha t in addition to its 
com m itm en ts under tha t trea ty , the United S tates has 
long-standing treaty  obligations to G reat B ritain.

“ I don’t  want to com m ent on w hether i t ’s a positive or 
negative sign ,” Haig said in C aracas,. Venezuela, w here he 
stopped on his return  to W ashington. “ I think the Argentine 
g overnm ent has been considering such a  step for a 
considerab le period. It rem ains to be seen. ”

N.C. Officials Irate Over Redistricting Rejectlon

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) -  
The rejection of North C aro­
lin a ’s legislative red is tric t­
ing plans by the U.S. Ju stice  
D ep artm en t has an gered  
s ta te  officials, who said one 
of the provisions struck down 
M onday was originally sug­
gested  by the federal de­
p artm en t.

“ 1 cannot wait to get in a 
courtroom  with them ,” said 
J a m e s  M Walllace J r .,  dq)u- 
ty  s ta te  attorney general. “ I 
don’t  think it’s very reason­
ab le  for them  to re jec t for 
those reasons.”

T he decision threw further 
doubt over the statew ide 
p r im a r y  fo r  C o n g re s s ,' 
leg isla ture  and county of­

fices. The vote had been set 
for May 4 but was postponed 
until s ta te  House and Senate 
r e d is tr ic t in g  p lan s w ere  
approved.

T h e  r u l in g  le f t s t a te  
leg islative leaders with a 
choice of revising their re­
d istric ting  plans again in 
another G eneral Assembly 
session, o r of appealing the 
Ju s tice  D epartm ent’s ruling 
in federal court.

While W allace said he w as 
ready  to go into court, ap­
pealing  the decision in the 
federal court for the D istrict 
of Columbia, he said the 
decision would rest w ith 
legislators.

T he $2,396,831 budget request figure rep resen ts  an increase 
o ver last year’s fund of 20.84 percent.

“ This higher figure is essentially  w hat will be necessary  to 
m ain ta in  the program s we now have,”  said  Superintendent 
D elm a Blinson. “ We hope the public will a tten d  the hearing 
so th a t they will be in a  position to u nderstand  our basis for 
th e  projected fund figures.”

'The workshop figures cited  here do not represen t a  formal 
budget com m ittm ent, but instead a re  used a s  a  work basis for 
a rriv in g  a t current expwise needs from  local funding sources.
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HEATER SMOKED; REFUND NOTFULL

heater had smoked. I took the heater back and 
Jolly refused to pay me any more than he could 
get from the supplier, $186. I’m paying $300 to get 
walls of three rooms repainted and I think I’m 
due the full price of the heater at least. F.D.

but m a jo rity  black voter 
reg is tra tio n . It w as s u r ­
rounded by an  at-large dis­
tr ic t  served  by four House 
m em bers.

In the Senate plan, he 
pointed to th e  2nd Senatorial 
D istric t in the s ta te ’s north­
e a s te rn  co m er, saying that

while it  had  a  51.7 percent 
b lack m ajority , the percen t­
age of b lacks should be 
increased  to a t least 55 per­
cent.

Although the decision had 
been suspected by s ta te  of­
ficials for weeks, the ruling 
on C um berland County drew

sharp  com m ents from  re­
d istricting  leaders who said 
th a t single-m em ber d istric t 
h ad  b een  su g g es ted  by 
Ju s tice  attorneys in m eetings 
several m onths ago.

“ He asked us for exactly  
w hat we did in Cum berland 
County, and we did it .”

M em bers of the G reenville B oard of E ducation  Monday 
night called  on the school ad m inistra tion  to p rep are  a 
p roposal for relocating the a lte rn ative  educational program  
cu rren tly  conducted a t Agnes Fullilove C om m unity  School.

T he m otion also included a  request for an  estim ate  of the 
operational cost of the p rogram  if it w ere  incorported at 
an o th er location, as well as a  request for an  assessm ent of 
evaluation  of the Agnes Fullilove p ro p erty  if it w as put up for 
sale.T he decision to look into the possibility of a  location change 
for th e  p ro g ram  arose from  discussion of a  deta iled  report on 
th e  s ta tu s  of Greenville schools p rep ared  by the board’s 
subcom m ittee  on facilities. Subcom m ittee m em bers p rep ar­
ing th e  rep o rt were W ilsoj Rhodes, D erek  Durm and  George 
Shoe, along with Bob S tew art and F ren c ls  D orey  of the school 
staff.'The p a r t  of the report re la ting  to Agnes Fullilove estim ates 
a  need of $213,000 to bring the  building up  to acceptable 
s tan d ard s . The estim ate en ta ils $40,000 to  rep lace  windows, 
$40,000 to rew ire the building, $20,000 for new suspended 
ceilings throughout the building and $20,000 to rew ork the 
h ea t d istribution system .

T e rry  Shank pointed out th a t a  s ta te  ev a lua tion  com m ittee 
sev era l y ea rs  ago suggested th a t the b o ard  p rep are  for a 
phase-out of the building within two to  th ree  years. 
Superin tendent Delma Blinson pointed out a lso  th a t the law 
r e a r e s  that, if m ore than 50 percen t of the  value of a 
building is spent on repairs, then all s tan d ard  codes.

including full access for the handicapped, m ust be m et.
A supplem ental report p rep ared  by Bob S tew art placed the 

o perational cost for the p ast y ea r  a t A gnes Fullilove nearly 
$48,000. S tew art estim ated  the cost of th e  p ro g ram  a t some

about $25,000.

In approving the motion for an  a lte rn a tiv e  plan, the board 
indicated  it w as not m aking  a  com m ittm en t to re locate the 
Agnes Fullilove program .

Funding estim ated  by the subcom m ittee to u pgrade all city 
school facilities to “ the point of the condition they should be 
in” am ounted to $600,515. The estim a tes  of rep a ir  costs 
included: E aste rn  E lem en tary  School, $48,000; E lm hurst 
E lem en ta ry  School, $21,700; Sadie S au lte r E lem entary  
School, $42,900; Third S tree t E lem en ta ry  School, $28,150; 
South Ghreenville E lem en tary  School, $ffi,580; G reenville 

..M id d le  Schoid, $1,900; E .B . Aycock Ju n io r  High School, 
$106,900; 'J .H . Rose H i ^  School, $36,385; Agnes Fullilove 
C om m unity S ( M ,  $213,000; C afeteria  Building, $24,400; 
M ain tenancel3epartm ent, $21,600, and C en tra l Office, $4,600.

The subcom ittee also estim ated  costs of $11,000 for a 
full-tim e p a in ter and $15,000 for a  full-tim e carpen te r.

In discussions on the $106,900 for Aycock Ju n io r  High, it was 
noted th a t the figure rep resen ts im provem ents of sectors that 
w ere  orig inally  cut or changed a t the tim e of construction due 
to  changes in original specifications becau se  of insufficient 
funds. M ajor item s a re  $35,000 to insulate ceiling lay-in and 
$10,000 to replace electrical alim inum  w iring  with copper

w iring.

B linson reported  to the board tha t Congress passed a 
continuing resolution for the rem ainder of the fiscal year on 
education  for the handicapped that “ m akes the cut in 
a ss is tan ce  fa r  less severe than  we thought it would be.” In 
D ecem ber, Congress passed  a  resolution for $931 million in 
funds for handicapped education. In F ebruary , President 
R eag an  proposed reducing the fund by 27 percent. The M arch 
31 congressional action re jec ted  the presiden tial proposal and 
“ instead  the cut is only about four percen t. 'This is good news 
to u s .” f

A fghanistan.

T he  ju s t ic e s  sa id  th e  
boycott w as illegal under 
federal labor laws, and th a t 
Allied In ternational Inc., a  
wood products im porter, can  
p ress  its c la im s for dam ages 
ag a in s t th e  In te rn a tio n a l 
Longshorem en’s  Association. 

W riting  for the. co u rt.

Ju s tic e  L ew is F. Powell 
n o t e d  t h a t  t h e  
longshorem en’s union had no 
d ispute w ith  Allied or with 
the shipping or stevedoring 
com pany th a t also w ere af­
fected by w hat Powell called 
an  illegal secondary boycott.

A secondary  boycott is a 
s trik e  c a rrie d  out against an 
em ployer who is not directly 
involved in a  labor or other 
d ispu te. In  th is instance, the 
court held  th a t Allied suf­
fered  losses even th o u ^  it 
w as not a  p a rty  to the union’s 
fo re ig n  po licy  g riev an ce  
ag a in s t th e  ^ v ie ts .

The ILA, Powell wrote, 
“ does not seek any labor

o b j e c t i v e  f r o m  t h e s e  
em ployers. Its sole com ­
plain t is w ith the foreign and 
m ilita ry  policy of the Soviet 
Union,” Powell wrote.

“ As understandable and 
even com m endable a s  the 
ILA’s objectives m ay be, the 
ce rta in  e ffects of its action is 
to im pose a  heavy burden on 
n e u tra l  e m p lo y e rs ,”  th e  
ju stice  w rote. “ And it is just 
such  a  burden, as well as 
w idening of industrial strife, 
th a t the  secondary boycott 
provisions w ere designed to 
p rev en t.”

T he ILA m em bers refused 
to  handle cargo  to and from  
th e  Soviet Union beginning

Ja n . 9,1980, two weeks a fte r 
Soviet m ilita ry  forces moved 
in to  A fg h a n is ta n . T h re e  
m onths la te r, the ILA called 
an  end to the boycott, which 
had ex tended  from Maine to 
T exas and Puerto  Rico.

Allied filed suit in M arch 
1980, seeking a court injunc­
tion ag a inst the boycott as 
well a s  m onetary  dam ages.

L ast Jan u ary , the 1st U.S. 
C ircu it Court of Appeals 
allowed Allied to p ress its 
c la im s under federal labor 
law  and  sent the case back to 
a low er federal court for 
tria l.

The Suprem e Court today 
affirm ed  th a t ruling.

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An Interesting Change OH-H-H-THOSE SHOOTING PAINS!

In a change of its budget review­
ing procedures, the county com­
missioners have begun hearing 
department and agency heads di­
rectly as they prepare the 1982-83 
budget.

In the past budget requests have 
been submitted to the county man­
ager who in turn prepared a budget 
for the commissioners’ considera­
tion. Then usually department and 
agency heads appeared to make a 
final plea to avoid paring.

Under the new procedure, once 
the commissioners have heard from 
the department and agency heads 
they w ill set guidelines under which 
a budget w ill be prepared by the 
county manager. Then a final 
budget recommendation w ill be 
made to the commissioners.

The commissioners believe that 
the new procedure w ill save time, 
and that appears to be a good

possibility. It could also mean that 
the executives w ill be more con­
servative in their requests of the 
county commissioners. It is the 
tendancy of a department head to 
make up a “ wish book”  budget, 
knowing it w ill go though an 
executive officer and likely suffer 
some cutting before it is considered 
by the appropriating agency.

Under the new procedure the 
department and agency heads know 
they are talking directly to the 
people who w ill make the final 
decisions. Thus every request has to 
be defended from the start.

Budget requests were reportedly 
running behind those 0/ the present 
years, although salary increases 
had not been included.

The commissioners have in­
stituted an interesting change in 
procedure. It could be a rtiore 
efficient way to assemble a budget.

Tugging For

Theory Facing Trouble

Question Wisdom

RALEIGH — As part of the 

politicking involved in pass­
ing Gov. Jim Hunt’s 3-cent 
gas tax increase last year, 
the legislature provided 
counties with the samé 
amount of money for sec­
ondary road improvements 
as the state’s cities will get 
under the Powell Bill. That 
means that $31 million will 
be available to counties this 
year and about $40 million 
next year. Analysts for the 
legislature’s Fiscal Research 
Division have now begun to 
ask the legislature if that is a 
wise policy to follow.

The program in question is 
highly sensitive politically. It 
involves whose roads get 
paved and whose don’t. Un­
der a 1973 formula, the 
money is distributed ac­
cording to a county’s per­
centage of the state’s un­
paved road mileage. The 
state maintains 76,134 miles 
of road, 18,800 of which are 
unpaved. If a county had 188 
miles of unpaved roads, for 
example, it would get 1 
percent of that year’s sec­
ondary road money.

Most rural counties sup­
port the formula saying they 
have the greatest share of 
upnpaved roads. Large met­
ropolitan counties with more 
traffic can be expected to 
argue that a county like 
Wilkes shouldn’t get five 
times more money than 
Mecklenburg. Another factor 
to consider, says analyst Jim 
Newlin, is that the money 
isn’t used exclusively to pave 
roads — about one-fifth is 
used to widen, upgrade and 
stabilize paved rur^ roads.

N ew lin  and Beth 
Christenson, his co-worker, 
haven’t recommended 
changes in the program, but 
they’ve raised some con­
troversial questions:

•Should the state have a 
goal of paving all the un­
paved roads in the state? A 
paved road costs twice as

much to maintain as an 
unpaved road and once 
paved, some of these roads 
don’t get enough traffic to 
keep the pavement “flexed” 
and in proper shape. Given 
the limited money available 
to the state Highway Fund 
now and the average ^ t  of 
paving a mile of two-lane 
road being about $90,000, is it 
wise to be adding miles of 
extra high-cost maintenance 
road?

•Are the needs of the state 
as a whole served best by a 
system that allocates con­
struction money on a county

basis? Are the roads in 
greatest need of pavement 
getting it? A small rural 
county receiving a lot of 
money may get enough to 
pave a road which serves 
only a handful of taxpayers. 
At the same time, another 
county receiving much less 
mî t not have the money to 
pave a road serving many 
more people. It’s not a case 
of large county versus small 
county,” Newlin said. Wake 
County, for example, gets a 
lot of money. Jones County 
gets only a small amount. 
“And who’s to say but maybe 
all of Jones’ 5 7 unpaved 
miles need to be paved.”

•Are state and local of­
ficials paving the most heavi­
ly traveled roads? Newlin 
says there, is a "spirit of 
cooperation” between DOT 
and county officials with 
DOT obliging the wishes of 
the local powers. Newlin 
doesn’t ask the obvious

WASHINGTON -  With his 
speech last week to Catholic 
educators in Chicago, Presi­
dent Reagan has reopened 
debate on the perennial issue 
of tuition tax credits for the 
parents of chillen in private 
schools. My guess is that, 
despite the president’s sup­
port, the issue is a dead 
horse. Let us beat it anyhow.

Mr. Reagan’s proposal is to 
grant a credit against per­
sonal income taxes of $100 per 
child in a private elementary 
or secondary school. This 
credit would increase to a 
maximum of $300 in 1984, and 
to a final level of $500 in 1985. 
Families with incomes of 
more than $50,000 would 
receive smaller credits; 
families with incomes above 
$70,000 would receive none. 
The cost to the Treasury is 
variously estimated at hoo 
million the first year, rising 
to $2.5 billion in future years.

The idea is sound in theory. 
We live in a free society, but 
within that free society 
education is compulsory. 
'This being so, it always has 
seemed to me that govern­
ment should act evenhanded- 
ly to accord parents some 
degree of choice in the educa­
tion of their children. The 
state’s sole interest should be 
in the child’s educationnot 
in the child’s public educa­
tion, but in the child’s educa­
tion, period.

It ought to be immaterial.

A DOUBLE LIFE

Sometimes we hear the 
sinister whisper, “ He’s 
leading a double life!” 'The 
statement implies deception, 
often immorality.

Yet we all lead double, and 
indeed multiple lives. You 
are one person vriien working 
at your job. At home you are 
another person, fulfilling a 
role in the faniily. Perhaps 
you sit in the front pew in 
church and sing loudly, and 
at the nineteenth hole tell 
questionable stories over the 
bar.

But you cannot be all

or so it seems to me, whether 
this education is obtained in a 
public school, a church- 
sponsored school, a military 
academy, a school emphasiz­
ing vocational training, or a

private non-sectarian school 
that concentrates on Latin, 
Greek and English grammar. 
The token credits proposed 
by Mr. Reagan would not ap­
proach the per piq)ll costs of 
maintaining a child in a 
public school, but they would 
inject a small element of 
fairness into a situation that 
is now plainly unfair.

Yet the theory runs into 
trouble once we attempt to 
write it into legislative form. 
I have no First Amendment, 
church-and-state problems 
with a tax credit. The power 
vested in Congress to levy a 
tax on incomes necessarily 
embraces the power to say 
how that tax shall be impos­
ed. My reservations go in 
another direction entirely.

Mr. Reagan is proposing, in 
effect, one more open-ended 
entitlement program. The 
principal evils of such pro­
grams are two in number: 
They necesŝ arily require

federal controls, and their 
costs have a way of getting 
completely out of hand. 
Witness educational ^ants, 
food stamps, Medicaid and 
the like.

"The president mentioned 
only a single requirement for 
his plan of tax credits. No 
benefit would be available for 
a parent whose child attends 
a private school practicing 
racial discrim ination. 
Without such a provision, his 
bill would get nowhere. But 
we may be certain that other 
standards of eligibility would 
follow as the night the day. 
What of the basic cur­
riculum? What of academic 
accreditation? What of 
teacher certification?

These worrisome questions 
arose in 1978, when Congress 
last gave serious considera­
tion to a tuition tax credit bill. 
Catholic spokesmen raised no 
great objection to rules and 
regulations in these areas, 
but spokesmen for some of 
the estimated 4,000 “fun­
damentalist” schools wanted 
no part of them.

In any event, it is h i^y 
unlikely that the administra­
tions’s proposal will survive 
the hazardous course it faces 
on Capitol Hill. With sustain­
ed and vigorous arm- 
twisting, 51 votes for it mî t 
be mustered in the Senate, 
but prospects in the House 
are bleak. At a time when 
“ entitlements” are being 
whacked on every hand, it 
will be difficult to sell a new 
one. When the clamor is to 
reduce the recurring federal 
deficits, the prospect of 
another billion dollars of red 
ink will have small appeal.

Much will depend on the 
weight Mr. Reagan chooses 
to put behind his plan. During 
his 1980 campaign, he promis­
ed to do “all that I can to see

WASHINGTON -  Ronald 
Reagan’s sustaed struggle 
with Sen. Robert Packwood 
for the soul of the Republican 
Party has escalated with an 
appeal by Reagan kitchen 
cabineteer Joseph Coors to 
withhold funds for the Senate 
Republican Campaign Com­
mittee while Packwood re­
mains chairman.

Coors, the conservative, ac­
tivist brewer from Golden, 
Colo., on April 15 sent letters 
to some 2,500 Republican 
money-givers asserting, “I 
cannot and will not support” 
the Packwood-led committee, 
beginning with its May 4 fun- 
d raisin g  dinner in 
Washington. Coors urged the 
money men to join him in a 
petition to Senate Majority 
Leader Howard Baker say­
ing, “we must withhold finan­
cial support” from the Senate 
committee until Packwood is 
gone.

But having failed to resolve 
the problems his good friend 
Bob Packwood has with the 
president. Baker will scarce 
ly accept Coors’ invitation 
“to join us in the effort to 
remove Sen. Packwood.” 
Centrist Baker, a profes­
sional smoother-over, could 
not talk Coors out of sending 
his letter. He is, therefore, 
caught in a crossfire over the 
Republican future that im­
perils the Republican pre­
sent.

More than personalities are 
at stake. In opposition to 
Reagan, Packwood is pro- 
ERA, pro-abortion rî its, 
anti-tax cut, and favors less 
military spending and more 
arms control. He privately 
charts a base for his party 
that is shifted well to the left 
and embraces the constituen­
cy of John Anderson’s in­
dependent presidential cam­
paign. As a diehard supporter 
of Israel and foe of Reagan’s 
AWACS deal, he has sought 
Jewish money to reinforce 
the normal Republican finan­
cial base.

In his letter to contributOTS, 
Coors accuses Packwood’s 
campaign ctudrmanship of 
giving “special advantage to 
liberé candidates far to the 
left of the mainstream of our 
party*’ (specifically opposing 
1978 primary bids of 
Reaganite senators Roger 
Jepsen in Iowa and Ck)rdon 
Humphrey in New Han̂ )- 
shire). Currently, the com­
mittee’s newsletter describes 
liberal maverick Sen. Lowell 
Weicker, running full tilt 
against Reaganism, as the 
“only hope of saving” the 
Rq̂ ublican seat in Connect 
ticut; Prescott Bush, the vice 
president’s older brother run­
ning on a pro-Reagan plat­
form, is dismissed as just 
another challenger.

Nevertheless, Packwood 
would have been tolerated 
had it not been for his March 
1 interview with The 
Associated Press describing 
the president as a senile 
racist. The White House 
deferred to Majority Leader 
Baker in not demanding 
Packwood’s scalp, letting 
Baker handle it. That 
guaranteed more rather ttun 
less divisiveness as the 1982 
campaign approached.

White House political aide 
Ed Rollins, determined that

no Republican should be able 
to savage the president with 
impunity, protested that a 
Senate campaign committee 
fund-raising letter signed by 
Ronald Reagan never had 
been approved. He demanded 
that none of the remaining 
copies (some 2 million, ac­
cording to Packwood’s staff) 
be mailed.

At a March 30 meeting in 
Packwood’s office, Rollins 
asserted that the problem is 
the wording of the letter (“ I 
cannot carry this burden 
alone. I am only one man” ), 
not Packwood’s past 
criticism. The senator 
responded by calling Rollins 
“a god-damned liar.”

Within the next two weeks, 
Packwood spread the word 
that the White House decision 
would cost the caim>aign 
committee some $2 niillion 
and Republican senators 
would henceforth be depriv-* 
ed of funds for mailing, 
television and the like. “You 
can thank Ed Rollins for 
this,” a.Packwood aide told 
di st raught  Senate 
R^ublicans.

Both damage estimates 
and counteroffensive moves 
by escalated April 15 when 
Craig Smith, Packwood’s top 
political aide, told senatorial 
assistants that scrapping the 
Reagan letter would cost $30 
million in campaign funds (a 
scarcely credible estimate). 
The game of political chicken 
between two giant “egos” 
could cost Republicans con­
trol of the Senate, said Smith, 
for which “the White House 
should be held accountaUe.”

But out in Golden, Ĉ lo., 
Joe Coors had decided to 
move. On April 14, he 
telephoned the majority 
leader as a matter of 
courtesy to reveal his inten­
tions. Baker’s ties to 
Packwood are long and firm, 
dating back to Packwood’s 
key role in Baker’s upset vic­
tory for the floor leadership 
in 1977. So, Baker pleaded 
with Coors to hold off, argu­
ing that it was too close to 
election day to change 
chairmen. Coors delayed for 
one day, then mailed the let­
ter April 15.

His petition for Packwood’s 
replacement so far has been 
signed by six major money 
men plus Ro l l i n s ’ 
predecessor at the White 
House, Lyn Nofziger, who 
thought Packwood should 
have been dn^p^ six weeks 
ago. In seeking other 
signatures, Coors argues the 
senator has “seriously in­
jured President Reagan and 
Impaired the president’s 
ability to implement Pat 
policies which advance our 
common goal.”

Packwood has showed no 
sign of retreat. Addressing 
the Portland Kiwanis Club 
April 12, he attacked both the 
domestic and foreign policies 
of the president. At Astoria, 
Ore., April 15, he said Reagan 
has “removed the glue that 
held everyone together in the 
Republican Party.” Such ver- 
bia^ fortified the claim that 
very day in Coors’ letter that 
“ S e n . P a c k w o o d ’ s 
statem îts go beyond mere 
debate.”

NEW YORK (AP) -  
Warfare will return to the 
labor-management scene as 
soon as the economy turns 
around, says Professor 
Eugene Jennings. “To think 
that it won’t,” he contends, 
“ is just wishful thinking.”

'liie professor, who knows 
a bit about the subject, at 
least from the management 
side, thus takes issue with 
those who see union give-ups 
as the beginning of a more 
reasonable era in labor- 
management relations.

He does so with con­
siderable conviction. Merely, 
to survive, he argues, “un-' 
ions must return to an 
ideological rather than eco­
nomic stance.” He foresees 
lessened efforts to accom­
modate to corporate finan­
cial statements and more 
old-fashioned calls for social 
justice.

'This view is at odds with 
present practices, in which 
unions forgo raises and give 

benefits in order to help 
companies survive in 
markets shrunk by recession

and made tougher by foreign 
competition.

But, says Jennings, 
adviser to heads of major 
companies and corporate 
boards, unions in the future 
can maintain power only by 
being more aggressive, and 
many companies can survive 
only by substituting capital 
for labor. In that setting, he 
says, are the ingredients of 
conflict.

The forces already are in 
motion. Increasingly, he ob­
serves, “boards are taking 
back from management the 
almost total freedom man­
agement had in handling 
labor negotiations.”

'That freedom was given 
implicitly because of fears 
about shutdowns, he 
explains. “ Management 
could do almost anything 
reasonable to avoid a strike. 
And the reverse also was 
true: So long as a costly 
strike was averted, anything 
was a reasonable settle­
ment.”

Now, says Jennings, pro­
fessor of business ad­
ministration at Michigan 
State University, boards fear

that the cost of avoiding 
strikes could over time be too 
damaging to the corporation. 
And so the constraints.

Labor, meanwhile, is split 
over the issue of give-ure 
and, Jennings believes, “will 
have to prove itself by con­
frontation tactics.” Young, 
once indifferent union 
members are turning ag­
gressive, he says.

In his estimation, “ this 
adds up to warfare, and 
probably even some vio­
lence.” A big issue, he 
believes, will be manage­
ment’s effort to lessen its 
dependence on labor by 
^ d in g  heavily for robots.’

Some background; In fhe 
past, Jennings explains, 
management willingly páld 
for work force reliability, Kpr 
the assurance that the won 
force would be on the jdb 
every day with little absen­
tee!^ and idleness.

“But the reliability of the 
work force broke down,’* 1» 
argues, and he says it im ­
pelled managment to lessen 
its dependence on labor.

He agrees that labor and 
management are cooperat­

ing on saving jobs in the now 
depressed economy. But, he 
contmds, when the economy 
grows again labor still will 
be fitting for jobs while 
management will be relymg 
more on capital — robots, for 
example—and less on labor.

Another difficult area 
might involve the quality of 
work life. Such programs 
seem to work best in non­
union companies, where it is 
said they in ĵrove not just 
the work environmmt but 
productivity too. Jennings 
doubts the programs “will 
mesh with an aggresive 
labor force.” <

No matter what stance 
labor takes, the professor 
feels it will be faced with 
problems. If it acquiesces, 
automation and ndPots will 
come into factories; resist, 
and it will prove the need for 
them, he says.

Illustrating maimagnjent’s 
determination, he said, was a 
remark made by a director a 
week or so ago. “ If ’we’ve 
learned one thing,” Jennings 
quotes the man as sajdng, 
“ it’s to get out of the labor 
business.”



Census Data Reflects Changing Face Of America

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A m ericans have a  new self- 

p ortra it, and it’s not a  p icture of “ Ozzie and H arriet” or 
“ Archie B unker.”

Asians a re  a ijoy ing  ia rger incom es than  whites in the 
United S tates and 10 percent of the p t ^ l e  in th is country are 
speaking a  language other than  E n g l i^  in th e ir  homes. One 
of every  e i ^ t  Am ericans is poor.

The new self-portrait, painted in 1980 and unveiled by the 
Census B ureau Monday, shows that A m erica is more a 
m elting pot than  ever. The report was based on long-form 
Census re turns from  wie in five Am ericans.

The study contains a m ass of statistics, som e new and 
o thers confirm ing trends previously reported.

Of the 23 million Am ericans talk ing a  language other than 
E n ^ ish  in their homes, 48 percen t a re  s p e a ^ g  Spanish, the 
report said.

Asians, according to the 1980 census, had  a  m edian family 
incom e in the United States of $22,075 a  year. The median

fam ily  incom e for whites w as $20,840. Hispanic fam ilies had a 
m edian  income of $14,711 and blacks had  a  m edian  income of 
$12,618.The m edian household income for the country  as  a  whole in 
1979 w as $16,830, up 98.3 p e rc a it  from  1969.

The percentage of p « ^ le  living in poverty  declined from 
13.7 percen t to 12.5 percent during the  decade ending 1980, 
w ith the largest decline in the South.

“ A high percentage of people in poverty  a re  wom en raising 
ch ild ren ,” said Census D irector B ruce Chapm an. “ Poverty 
seem s to a ttach  itself to people try ing  to ra ise  children 
alone.”C hapm an docum ented the widely reported  growth in the

n um ber of women in the work force, com m enting that the 
w ay for a fam ily  to succeed econom ically is for the woman to 
w ork.Between 1970 and 1980, the num ber of working women 
jum ped 58 percen t, while m en in the work force increased by 
42 percent, he said.

“ This is a  m ilestone report,” C hapm an said. “ What it is, is 
a  snapshot of the country.”

excitement, while the first black 1o be chosen for a '  mission tackled a pile of paperwork to control his en­
thusiasm.Dr. Sally K. Ride. 30. and Air Force Lt. Col. Guion S. B lu fo rd  J r . ,  39. w ere  assigned Tuesday as mission specialists on the second and 
third flights of the space shuttle Challenger, both in 
1983.There will be two more

missions on the Columbia before the Challenger begins operations.M i s s  R i d e ,  a n  astrophysicist, will fly with three male military officers 
on the mission.Her voyage is scheduled to blast off one year from today — nearly two decades after 
Soviet cosmonaut Valentina Tereshkova circled the Earth 
for four days in 1963 as the first and only woman ever to 
fly in space.The publicity is nothing new for Miss Ride, an En­cino, Calif., native who was 
one of six women originally tapped by NASA,She served as the first f e m a le  c a p s u le  c o m ­municator during the Col-

Many of the 11,000 bridges on the sec­
ondary road system need repair. “Bridges are the 
weak link and lim iting  factors on a road network;

section of road,” Newlin 
wrote in a memo to a legislative committee study­
ing the subject. Should the 
legislature allocate a portion of these secondary road 
funds to fix the states’s bridges?

I t ’s unlikely tha t the committee will make any recommendation in this area 
at the June short session.

Retired TeacherGiving
Her Time To Students

AYDEN -  At 83, Mrs. Bemie Fowler still 
loves teaching, and does it every day. Her 
pupils are eager; she reaches them as 
effortlessly as she’d touch a leaf.

She is a volunteer at Ayden E lem entary and 
Ayden Middle schools, giving several hours of 
her tim e a week to youngsters there.

“ If you really love teaching, you can’t stay 
out of the classroom,” she said. “ I guess that’s 
why I’m a volunteer.”

Mrs. Fowler visits first grade classes at the 
elem entary school to teach creative writing 
and tell stories. She also works with, in her 
words, “ two special little boys who need me” 
a t the middle school.

A native of P itt County, she taught first 
grade for many years in the public schools in 
Mount Airy, then retired in 1969 to her home 
here.

“ My daughter lives here and I asked if there 
w£M5 a volunteer program and she said they 
(P itt County Community Schools) were s tart­
ing one that year, so 1 got involved and have 
been a volunteer in the schools ever since,” 
she explained. The Community Schools volun­
teer program  began in 1978.

As a volunteer, Mrs. Fowler helps te r

first-graders compose stories — they dictate 
and she writes, on a large tablet, what they 
tell te r .  Then she and the class read the 
stories aloud together.

At the m idáe  school, she and her two 
students “ just do fun things” according to the 
retired  teacher. “We take the mini-page from 
the paper,” she added, “ and work puzzles and 
jokes — anything to make them think. ’ ’

She feels, she says, she gives students 
something they couldn’t get otherwise. “One 
of the most important things is to make 
children think and this creative writing does 
th a t,” said Mrs. Fowler.

“To be able to think and create is one of the 
g reatest things in the world, and they create 
their own stories.

Father Worries

BOSTON (AP) -  Jose 
Salazar fretted as he looked at 
his son, Alberto, lying on a cot 
in a garage where weary 
runners g a t h ^  following the 
9 ^ i n g  Boston Marathon.

The younger Salazar won the 
race Monday in a brilliant duel 
with IMck Beardsley. But he 
was dehyrated and his temper­
ature had dropped to an 
alarming 88 degrees.

“One of these days he’s going 
to kUl himself,” said the elder 
Salazar. “No question about it, 
he’s going to destroy his life.” 

Although the 1982 B o ^ n  
Marathon champion was 
tremUing uncontrollably and 
his teeth were chattering, he 
was not nearly as concerned as 
his father.

“1 was sure I was going to be 
all r i^ t ,” said Salazar. “My 
temperature was going up 
gradually. It was just a matter 
of time.”

Fwty three minutes after the 
race -  whidi Salazar won in a 
course rectntl 2 hours, 8 
minutes, 51 seconds, the fourth 
fastest marathon in history -  
his temperature had risen to 
just under the normal 98.6.

Fast woik by the marathon’s 
medical crew, vdiich provided 
liquid intravoieoúsly into 
Salazar’s arms, was responsi­
ble for his quick recovery and 
enabled the winner to a t t ^  
the awards ceremony less than 
three hours later.

It was the second time 
Salazar was seriously ill after

The elder Salazar, who 
brought his family to the Unit­
ed States 21 years ago from 
Cuba, said his son’s problem in 
the marathon was caused by 
water and the warm weather 
conditions, as the temperature 
soared into the 60s.

“When he took water, he got 
cramps,” said the father. 
“When he didn’t take any 
water, he got dehydrated.

“That’s a problem with the 
Salazar family, running when 
it’s hot,” be said, adding that 
another son, Ricardo, also had 
been victimized by the heat 
during a race in Massachusetts 
a couple of years ago.

The g rit^  Alberto called his 
difficulties with water “a 
dilemma.”

“Every time I drank the 
water, it felt like the cramps 
got worse,” he said. “The last 
seven miles or so, 1 was reaUy 
feeling it (pain). I could have 
slacked off. The pace was fast, 
probably too fast.”

But Salazar did not slack off, 
and ran just behind the 
pacesetting Beardsley until 
summoning up a burst of

BOSTON (AP) -  He has the 
i^)eed for 10,000 meters and the 
endurance for the marathon.
Now Alberto Salazar knows he 
can prepare for both the same 
way.

He won the Boston Marathon 
Monday in 2 hours, 8 minutes,
51 seconds, the fourth fastest 
marathon in history. Nine days 
earlier, he was second in a 
10,000-meter race in Eugene,
Ore. His 27:30 clocking was the 
fifth swiftest at that distance.

At the 1984 Olympics in Los 
Angeles, the races a re  
expected to be run four days 
a p a r t ,  an d  A m e r ic a ’s 
23-year-old distance king is 
eyeing both. No Boston Mara­
thon winner has ever won the 
26-mile, 385-yard race in the 
Olympics.

“ I’ll see” about running 
both, he said. “It depends on 
what my chances are.”

His chances were excellent 
Monday in one of the weaker 
Boston Marathon fields in re­
cent years. But Dick Beardsley 
of Rush City, Minn., turned it 
into a dogfight, finishing just 
two seconds behind.

Salazar said his victory 
“shows me that I can run a 
very fast 10,000 and a very fast 
marathon off similar training.
I thought it would require 
much Afferent training, but it 
didn’t.

“It tells me I can run these 
two distances well so close 
together.”

But the lesson had its price.
Running under sunny skies 

with temperatures in the 60s 
and low humidity, Salazar 
became severely dehydrated.
Ten minutes after he finished, 
his body temperature had 
plununeted to 88 degrees, nwre 
than 10 below norm^.

“I feel much better. It’s exciting to be boxing again,” Cooney said after a recent training session in which he decked Walter Santemore in the first round of a three-round sparring session. It was San­temore who was in the ring with Cooney when the top contender injured his shoulder.“It’s a little bit sore, but my shoulder is sore,” said Cooney. “Now I have to get my boxing in.”Cooney, who resumed spar­ring April 7, said he wasn’t punching full force yet. Whew! He not only got off several hard hooks, he twice shook San­temore with the r i^ t, the hand many critics says Cooney doesn’t possess.He possesses it, but it seems that unless he makes a con­scious effort to throw it, it comes off as a pushing punch, sort of an afterthought.And Cooney som etim es  seem s like an afterthought in his own camp.Co-manager Dennis Rap­paport will talk at the drop of a hat, and get in a short spe^h  before it hits the floor. Mike Jones, the other manager, is a little less hard sell than his partner, but he not shy.Then there is Valle, the 64-year-old trainer, who is downright enthusiastic and ob­viously enjoying his participa­tion in a big fight. At least a foot shorter than the 6-foot-5 Cooney, Valle likes to get in the ring and throw rapid-fire punches at his huge charge wdiile wearing what looks to be catcher’s mitts.And when Cooney hits the speed bag, Valle shouts, “Go! Go! Go! Go!”It cannot be doubted that the managers and trainer have the good of the f i l t e r  at heart. They have maneuvered him to a cmqile of million dollars and an unbeaten record in 25 fights and to the threshhold of the heavyweight championship, the chance for mind-boggling purses. Cooney could get $10 million for fighting Holmes. Win, and the sky is the limit.But they seem to be living vicariously, too, especially Rappaport and Jones, who show a great deal of interest in training and fight strategy, areas which are better left to professionals.At the recent training  session, Jones was heard to say, “If Dennis and I see something during the round, we should inform Victor who will pass it on.”If Victor has an idea about drawing up a fight contract or investing purse money, do Jones aynd Rappaort want to hear it, and would it be useful?So, this is the show that has taken to the road to publicize the fight through exhibitons, as Holmes also is doing.This is the show that seeks to rule the boxing world — Valle, p a r t c h e e r le a d e r , part showman; Jones and Rap­paport, frustrated talk-show guests; and Gerry Cooney, the strong man who seems to fit into his co-managers’ carnival come-on approach to boxing.And it could rule the boxing world because, Cooney, a quiet, likeable man, can punch harder than anybody around today, maybe as hard any fighter ever.

You have to be alert at the 
bridge table. You never know 
what seemingly insignificant 
card suddenly will assume 
importance!

W hen th is  hand was 
played in a tournament in 
Europe, four spades was a 
popular co n trac t. Many 
declarers made 11 tricks. But 
strange things happened at 
one of the tables. West led 
his fourth-best club. Declarer 
finessed the queen. East won 
the king and shifted to the 
jack of hearts. Declarer won 
the ace, ruffed a heart in 
dummy and discarded a dia­
mond on the ace of clubs. 
Now he led dummy’s remain­
ing club honor. East ruffed 
with the eight and declarer 
overruffed with the jack.

He ruffed another heart in 
dummy as West discarded a 
diamond. Then came a low 
club from the table. East rose 
to the occasion by ruffing 
with the queen, forcing 
declarer to overruff with the 
king. Declarer ruffed his last 
heart while^ West sluffed 
another diamond. Then he 
led the last club frpm dum­
my. East ruffed with the five 
and declarer overruffed with

the seven.
Thus far South had lost 

only one club trick, and he 
still had the ace of diamonds 
to lose in the plain suits, but 
East’s continual ruffs had 
created an amusing situation 
-  West had a sure trump 
trick with the four!

If this was a fairy tale, we 
would report that West 
scored his trump for an ab­
solute top score on the board. 
But West had not been watch­
ing what was going on, and 
he did not realize that his 4-2 
behind declarer’s A-3 was a 
sure winner. When declarer 
led a low diamond towards 
dummy. West rose with the 
ace and, th ink ing  th a t  
declarer had a fifth heart 
ra ther than another dia­
mond, he elected to exit with 
a trump. So declarer ended 
up making the same number 
of tricks as everyone else.

Among the w inners an­
n o u n c e d  i n  12 o t h e r  
categories Monday night was 
E tta  Hulm e of The Fort 
W o r t h  ( T e x a s )  S t a r -  
T elegram , who w as given the 
socie ty ’s ed ito rial aw ard. 
She is one of th ree  women 
editorial cartoonists in the 
country.

“ I ’m staggered ,” Lazarus 
sa id  a f te r  re ce iv in g  his 
Reuben at the society’s 36th 
annual aw ards d inner in the 
G rand Ballroom of the P laza 
Hotel. Lazarus said  he had 
b een  nom in ated  for the 
a w a rd  15 tim e s  b e fo re  
w ithout winning.

T r u d e a u ,  w h o  c o n ­
g ra tu la ted  L azarus im m edi­
ate ly  a fte r the resu lts were 
announced, was philosoph­
ical about losing. “ I ’ve been 
through this before ,” the 
Pu litzer Prize-winning c a r­
toonist said, explaining that

Arnold Roth, a free-lance 
cartoonist whose work has 
appeared  in Money, Fortune 
and  Psychology Today, re­
ceived the illustration award, 
and  E ddie Germ ano of the 
B r o c k to n  ( M a s s . )  E n ­
terp rise , took the honors for 
spo rts cartooning.

T he d in n e r ’s h on o ra ry  
c h a irm a n  w as cartoo n ist 
Milton Caniff, 75, who won 
th e  first Reuben in 1946 and 
another in 1971 for “Steve 
C anyon.”
