British paratroopers cap-
tured 900 Argentine soldiers

Argentina said fighting
continued at Goose Green, 40
miles west of Stanley, and its
warplanes made an - early
morning attack on British
positions in the area.

HANOI (AP) — In an

emotional meeting Saturday,
Vietnamese officials gave a
group of American veterans
the names of four American
servicemen Kkilled in the
Vietnam War' and said
stories of live Americans still
in Vietnam were untrue.

- Ngo Minh, secretary of the
Office for Seeking Informa-
tion on Missing Persons,
promised to return more

remains to the United States
at a later date.

The new information on
dead American servicemen,
including the four names,
was provided at a three-hour
meeting between nine repre-
sentatives of the Vietnam
Veterans of America.

In Washington, the De-
partment of Defense duty
spokesman, who asked that
his name not be used, said,
“We’'re looking into it. ... The
Vietnamese have released

inaccurate information in the
past. We don’t have enough
information to confirm any-
thing yet.”

Minh told reporters the
information was given to the
veterans and the remains
would be handed over to
them at a later date because
‘‘they are the repre-
sentatives of the American
people in the correct sense of
the word."” He charged that
“successive American ad-
ministrations have continued

.to show a hostile attitude

toward Vietnam.”

One of the Americans,
Lynda Van Devantar, an
Army nurse in Vietnam
during the war, emerged
from the meeting with tears
in her eyes and described the
talks as “‘highly emotional."”

The British press reports
said it was believed 2,100
British marines had taken
key Argentine positions at
Douglas and Teal Inlet —
about 25 miles northwest of
Stanley and 25 miles east of
San Carlos Bay, the
beachhead the British
established May 21. It is 20
miles northwest: of Goose

Green.
There was no official con-
firmation, but British

sources, who declined to he
identified, said the marines
probably gould next try to
seize the high ground around
Stanley, using that as a
vantage point for shelling the
estimated 7,000 Argentine
troops defending the capital.
A range of rocky bluffs
known as No Man's Land cut
across East Falkland Island
and Stanley lies below the
easternridge.

The ‘sources also-said the
British might make another
landing close to Darwin with
3,000 troops from the requisi-
tioned liner Queen Elizabeth
2 to strengthen their pincers

movement against the
Argentines at Stanley.
Before the fighting

erupted, about 900 of the
islands’ 1,800 British-
descended inhabitants lived
in Stanley; the rest were
scattered among sheep set-
tlements on the two main
islands of East Falkland and
West Falkland. Islanders
leaving a month ago said
Stanley was almost deserted,
with residents seeking
shelter at outlying sheep
ranches.

A U.S. Eybassy source in
Buenos Aires said 17 Ameri-
cans remained on the
islands. The source said one
American was maintaining
weekly telephone contact

- -with the embassy and re-

ported all 17 were doing well.

The only reporters allowed
to cover the fighting on the
Falklands are from Argen-
tina’s official Telam news
agency and British cor-
respondents with the Royal
Navy armada of an
estimated 100 ships. Their
dispatches are subject to
censorship.

The British sources. said
Darwin and the airstrip at
Goose Green were taken by
British paratroopers who
broke out of the beachhead
Thursday and split into two
groups — one heading down
Falkland Sound in assault
boats -and the other moving
by helicpters 15 miles south
to heights overlooking
Darwin.

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP). — The General
Assembly meets Wednesday in its sixth
session in a year — a meeting scheduled to
adjust the budget but certain to attract
national attention because of the Equal Rights
Amendment.

‘There will also be talk about high utility bills
and freezing teacher’s salaries — and because
legislative primaries are only 28 days after the
session convenes, probably a lot of posturing,
too.

“There’ll be a few campaign speeches on the
floor of the House,” House Speaker Liston
Ramsey- concedes. “Someone may offer an
amendment to give everyone a 5 percent or 10
percent pay raise, but they probably will not
present a means to pay forit.”

Ramsey and Lt. Gov. Jimmy Green say they
hope the session can be finished in two or three
weeks. But the only practical deadline is the
June 29 primary, for which legislators want
some time to campaign.

Gov. Jim Hunt says he’ll be pushing for
three things in the session — his budget,
limiting the fuel-adjustment law electric
companies use to raise rates, and ratification
of ERA.

National supporters of ERA are looking to
North Carolina’s Legislature to breath life into
their dying proposed amendment to the U.S
Constitution.

ERA needs ratification by three more states
before the June 30 national deadline if it is to
be successful, and North Carolina is one of
three or four states where ERA supporters
think they have a final chance.

As an indication of outside interest, it was a
Pennsylvania feminist group that paid $12,000
for Louis Harris and Associates to conduct a
survey of the state this month. The finding was
two-to-one support for ERA.

Brent Hackney, deputy press secretary to
Hunt, has been fielding a growing number of
queries from television networks and out-of-

state newspapers watching North Carolina on
ERA.

And some suggest North Carolina’s
Legislature could make or break the issue.

“If we pass the thing, it'll give ERA a lot of
momentum,” Hackney observed. “If we
defeat it, it'll certainly take some of the wind
out of its sails.”

North Carolina's Legislature has killed ERA
in five previous sessions. It was the Senate in
1973, the House in 1975, the Senate in 1977 and
a Senate committee in 1979. Last year there
was no vote.

But Hunt is pushing hard for ratification this
time, and although supporters don’t claim to
have enough votes yet, they appear to be
making inroads in what was once seen as 28
sure *no’’ votes in the 50-member Senate.

At least three senators once opposed to it,
Sens. J.J. Harrington, D-Bertie; R.C. Soles,
D-Columbus; and Joe Palmer, D-Haywood,
have said they were reconsidering.

“It's close. It's very close in the Senate,”
said Sen. Robert Jordan, D-Montgomery.

In the House, Ramsey says supporters are
still seven or eight votes short of a majority.
Ramsey is for ERA, but says he is doing
“nothing more than just letting the mem-
bership know I think it's the right thing to do.”

The session, beginning at noon, will be the
third this year, after two special sessions
devoted to redistricting. There were two other
special sessions late last year, after the
regular session adjourned in July,

Legislative rules limit the agenda to
budget-related matters, bills that passed one
chamber or the other last year, local bills and
recommendations of study committees. ERA
got on the agenda when it was recommended
by a study panel

Hunt earlier had vowed to push this time for
an increase in the tax on beer and whiskey,
with theé money going to the highway system.
His senior advisor, John A. Williams, says
Hunt will still support the increase, “‘but we
are not going to campaign for it.”

Pope, Anglican Prelate

Announce
To Examine

CANTERBURY, England (AP) — Pope
John Paul II journeyed Saturday to this seat of
British Christendom, symbol of common roots
and nearly five centuries of bitter division,
and embraced the head of the Anglican
Church, prayed with him and pledged to work
toward the reunion of Christians.

After an unprecedented ecumenical service
at soaring Canterbury Cathedral, the pontiff
and Archbishop of Canterbury Robert Runcie
announced plans for a new panel to examine
doctrinal differences separating the Roman

- Catholic church from the Church of England,
an issue which another panel recently studied
for 10years.

In London, about 1,000 Protestants held a
service at Trafalgar Square to protest the
pope’s visit and demand a halt to the Christian
unity movement. The 170-foot column below
the statue of Admiral Horatio Nelson was
draped with a banner saying ‘“‘Time to
Repent.”

The Rev. David N. Samuel, general secre-
tary of the Protestant Reformation Society,
called on Britain to break diplomatic ties with
the Vatican, which were restored last March.

“We feel that some sort of counteraction is
very necessary now to restore the true
doctrinaire basis of the Church of England ...
which is being eroded,” Samuel said.

New Panel
Differences

Welcomed by Runcie in Canterbury as a
“beloved brother in Christ,” the leader of the
world’s 760 million Roman Catholics shared
hymns, prayers and Gospel readings with
Runcie, spiritual leader of 65 million Angli-
cans worldwide, including 3 million U.S.
Episcopalians.

“On this first visit of a pope to Canterbury, I
come to you in love,” John Paul declared.

After the service, the pontiff — a red cloak
over his white robes — knelt motionless
alongside Runcie in the Norman cathedral
where, in 1170, soldiers of King Henry II
murdered then-Archbishop of Canterbury
Thomas Becket for his refusal to yield to the
monarch's religious beliefs.

A shrine to St. Thomas was destroyed by
Henry VIIL, who broke with Rome in 1534 and
made himself head of a new Church of
England after then Pope Clement VII refused
to annul Henry's marriage to Catherine of
Aragon.

The joint declaration by John Paul and
Runcie on the second day of the pontiff’s
six-day visit here — the first ever by a
reigning pope — said the commission will
“recommend what practical steps will be
necessary when, on the basis of our unity and
faith, we are able to proceed to the restoration
of full communion.”

Chicod Creek
Offers Sample
Of Democracy

A decade ago tiny Chicod Creek was the focal
point of a campaign by environmentalists to
block channelization of 'small streams. The
campaign took on a national character and
Chicod Creek became a landmark case in
ecological litigation.

Today, when one looks at the still-meandering
creek; the thought immediately comes to mind:
why Chicod Creek?

The answer, of course, is that Chicod Creek
and the proposed channelization project were
coincidental with the mushrooming drive to
preserve that which was natural. Chicod was an
ideal topic for such a campaign. It had swamps,
other lo wlands, wildlife; it served otherwise
only to collect the surface water from nearby
farms. The channel project had been initiated by
the farmers and the Soil Conservation Service in
an effort to make the creek more beneficial to
agriculture.

After years of debate, verbal and written, in
the nation’s bureaucracies and courts, a com-
promise came into being: snag the roots and
fallen trees and clean out the channel but
otherwise leave the creek pretty much alone,
preserving the natural course it had developed
through the lowlands.

The compromise, apparently, has been suc-
cessful. Ecologists have preserved the swamp-
land, wildlife still is in existence and the farmers
now have a good waterway to drain their fields.

Testing, by court order, still lies ahead on
water samples and wildlife populations. The
preliminary findings are encouraging. Thus far,
Chicod Creek has been a perfect demonstration
of how democracy can work for the benefit of all,
and do so peacefully.

Computers, tomputers. They
are great friends when they
work and mortal enemies when

they don't.
The Daily Reflector’s became
an enemy last weekend.

Different
codes had to be recalled to
accommodate the scanner which
reads the typewritten copy, and
there was the additional problem
of keeping up with all that paper
copy.

The big problem, however,
was that all the news we re-
ceived from The Associated
Press and United Press Interna-
tional was inaccessable since it
now feeds into the computer. The

teletypes and tape equipment of
years past are long gone. That
meant early morning trips to the
Goldsboro News-Argus and one
day’s trip to the Washington
Daily News when the Goldsboro
paper had problems. To them we
are thankful.

Most of our staff had typed for
the scanner. Melvin Lang, how-
ever, came on the scene after the
typewriters and scanner were
abandoned.

He patiently accepted -the ‘in-
structions that only editing
marks are made on copy with a
red pen and one mark with a
black pen would eliminate any
word or sentence.

He scowled when told that a
blue pen was needed to make
corrections on the finished type.

“I'm having trouble keeping
the black and red ones straight,”
he said. “I'm color blind.”

As this is written we are back
to video display terminals —
television screens — and the

colors of the pens we use don’t
make any difference. After sev-
eral days of mixed type faces,
due to the variations of  type
different newspapers use, The
Daily Reflector now has its old
familiar look.

Typewriters, as anyone who
has "seen an old newspaper
movie knows, have long been
associated with journalists.

The battered Remington or
Royal typewriter was as much a
part of the news reom scene as
the reporters themselves. The
portables went with correspon-
dents who were off to war with
America’s fighting men in World
Wars 1 and I1.

Later the manuals gave away
to more modern electrics and
then they were gone, giving way
to video display terminals.

As we returned briefly to
typewriters, one writer com-
plained, ““This is like going back
to the harse and buggy.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — Every drama needs a villain. So
President Reagan has his Tip O'Neill. And the speaker of the
House has the president.

Their mutual denunciation society has enlivened, if not
enlightened, the debate over who's at fault for the recession,
high interest rates and about everything else that has gone
Wrong. s

Reggan blames the Democratic half of Congress as
personified by O'Neill, representing big spending, big taxes
and politics as usual.

O'Neill blames Reagan, and seeks to cast him as the
ultimate Republican elitist, who doesn't care about ordinary
people because he doesn’t know any.

Reagan regularly describes the speaker as a demagogue.
0’Neill has called the president a tightwad, a reincarnation of
Herbert Hoover, and a man so ill-informed that he can’t even
carry on a conversation about the federal budget.

Bul Reagan certainly can give speeches about the budget,
and about O'Neill. “We did our best to compromise,” the
president said in Los Angeles the other night. “Instead of
compromise, Tip wanted surrender. Instead of progress, he
wanted to cancel the election of 1980."

That was relatively tame. The day before, Reagan had
accused O'Neill of “sheer political demagoguery” for
criticizing proposed cuts in the Medicare budget. .

Details do not inhibit the rhetoric. On Monday, Reagan was

' told that O’Neill had accused him of breaking a promise by

supporting a budget that would cut Medicare funds, after
saying on Feb. 18, 1981, that they would not be cut.

The Republican budget would cut Medicare spending by
$23.3 billion over the next three years. 0’Neill didn’t mention
it, but the budget he advocates would cut spending $9.4 billion
during the same period. _

Advocates of both budgets argue that the cuts wouldn’t
reduce medical care for the elderly but would come instead in
reduced payments to the health care industry. It isn't clear
how that works.

Reagan aidn’t say. Instead, he denounced O'Neill.

“1 think it is very obvious after last year and this year that
the speaker is obsessed with the idea of trying to create a
Social Security issue for the coming election,” the president
said. “And I think that's pretty irresponsible with the
program now that is actuarily out of balance. . .”

Not all Republicans have been so mild in their comments.on
O'Neill's performance. Richard Richards, the GOP

_chairman, accused the speaker of trying to sabotage

economic recovery for the Democratic political purposes.

“The only recourse left open to the House speaker is to try
almost singlehandedly to stop economic recovery dead in its
tracks by any stalling or spoiling maneuver possible,”
Richards said. “The recent history of budget negotiations
serves as proof.”

O'Neill has been polishing his act for a year, too. He's
accused Reagan of “‘the worst economic mismanagement
since the days of Herbert Hoover," called the administration
tax cuts a harebrained scheme, questioned the president's
grasp of the budget and described him as a Scrooge.

The word war is into its second year, with periodic breaks
for a gesture or an expression of respect, and an assurance
that the dispute is a matter of political philosophies, nothing
personal.

There haven't been any of those lately. When Gerald R.
Ford was president, he and O'Neill, longtime House
colleagues, would argue politics and policies, then put it all
aside to go out for a game of golf.

Reagan isn’t a golfer, which may be just as well. Given the
vehemence of his dispute with the speaker, they might be at
each other with sand wedges before they'd finished the first
hole.

There are again ominous signs in the future of
highways. Highway Administrator Billy Rose
says new construction will halt by July 1983 if
new funding sources are not found.

Officials say that North Carolina faces a
declining revenue base. The gasoline tax was
increased by 3 cents in 1981 but other sources of
revenue proposed by Gov.

~approved.

The situation is of major concern in our area
since the improvements to U.S. 264 have top
priority.

There is public resistance to gas tax increases,
partly because of the general feeling against
higher taxes and partly because of the soaring
costs of energy. :

It must be recognized, however, that gas taxes
are, in effect, a user’s fee for putting our vehicles
on the highways. The funds collected go directly
for construction and maintenance. Ultimately it
is the motorist who must decide whether or not
he wants to pay the costs of adequate highways.

The biggest part of the
proposed budget is a pay
freeze for state employees
and teachers, which is
expected to save the state $93
million a year.

_mittee began considering the

recommendations to come up
with a package for pres-
entation to the full Appropri-
ations Committee.

Sen. Russell Walker, D-
Randolph, discovered
legislative leaders had not
recommended new funds for
the North Carolina Zoo, al-
though the governor pro-
posed $488,000 in new funds
for the facility, located in
Walker’s home county.

Additional funds are
needed to operate the zoo,
Walker said. He cited a

newly completed aviary:

which is expensive to operate
because of the climate con-

trols needed for the jungle
hirds housed in the facility.

After. Walker persuaded
the committee to add $400,000
for the zoo, someone asked
him how much land the zoo
has.

“Fourteen hundred acres
and we (Randolph County
residents) gave it to them,”
Walker said.

“And we're buying it back
fast,” said Rep. William
Watkins, D-Granville, the
House Appropriations
Chairman.

Following Walker's
example, Rep. Ruth Cook,
D-Wake, tried to convince
the panel to recommend in-
creased support for the
North Carolina Symphony.
The governor proposed a
$570,000 increase but budget
leaders recommended no
money.

Mrs. Cook argued the

funds are needed to help the
symphony develop an en-
dowment fund that will re-
duce the need for state fun-
ding, but her request for
$300,000 was never con-
sidered.

A special bill — the term
used to describe legislation
to fund pet projects of
lawmakers — was in-
troduced last year to raise
symphony funding, Watkins
said, and would be con-
sidered with the rest of the
special bills.

But the subcommittee later
restored another $5.5 million
in cuts proposed by its lead-
ers, leaving about $350,000 in
unallocated funds to cover an
estimated $72 million in

- special bills.

Even the subcommittee
began work on new funding
requests, members saw a
proposal disappear without

ever being put on the table.

Rumors had circulated for
days that budget leaders had
proposed a $50 increase in
tuition assistance to North
Carolina students attending
private colleges by postpon-
ing $1.7 million for the Uni-
versity of North Carolina
system to fund the .§1.2
million needed for the in-
crease and leave some
change for other items.

But when the leadership
recommendations were
passed out, Watkins in-
structed subcommittee
members to ignore the tu-
ition assistance propesal
because it was erroneously
included in the package.
_When the Legislature
enacted part of the 1982-83
budget last year, it provided
money for the increase,
Watkins said, but aides. er-
roneously put the item back
into this year’s package. |

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An Ins'rrudor Held In Awe

When I was a student at the University
of North Carolina at Chapel Hill back in
the early 30s, Dr. Archibald Henderson
was one of a handful of faculty members
the students regarded with genuine awe.
Henderson, who headed the math de-
partment, was not only the official
biographer of George Bernard Shaw, but
was credited with being one of the few
Americans who understood Einstein's
theory of relativity.

Henderson not only counted Shaw and
Albert Einstein among his friends, but
the list also included Mark Twain,
Auguste Rodin, Earl Bertrand Russell,
H.G. Wells, William Butler Yeats and
Carl Sandburg.

On the UNC campus, where he was on
the faculty for 49 years until his
retirement in 1948, Henderson was known
as a courtly, gregarious person of
unflagging wit. He carried the reputation
with him on his frequent, far-ranging
travels, He was a polished speaker and
an enthusiast in history and drama as

well as mathematics.
Henderson’s association with Shaw was
born in a flash of youthful daring after he

attended a performance of “You Never

Can Tell.” Stimulated by the drama,
Henderson made two decisions: Shaw
was a genius and he was going to be his
biographer. He wrote Shaw and told him
S0.

The ebullient Irish playwright re-
sponded with a postcard request for a
photograph. After sending the photo,
Henderson received a letter from Shaw
saying, “You look like the man who can
do the job." Henderson recalled later
that he understood the cryptic remark
only after he arrived in London for talks
with Shaw, and the playwright was
quoted in news interviews as saying it
would take *‘a truly desperate
character" to write his life.

(ver a 45-year span, Henderson pro-
duced three full-scale biographies of the
playwright.

Henderson told of his first encounter

with humorist-author Mark Twain to
show that he could enjoy a laugh at his
own expense. It was on a crossing of the
Atlantic in 1907. From the center of a
crowd, Twain remarked to Henderson he
had seen an article by him in a
magazine.

“1 read it thoroughly; and to tell the
naked truth, I never saw in such small
compass so many words I had never seen
before. It's only possible rival is the
dictionary,” Twain added. Henderson
often said later that in addition to his own
embarrassment, he learned a valuable
lesson. He resolved to use shorter and
simpler words in his writing.

Henderson’s command of words may
have been inherited from the long line of
lawyers and judges he joined when he
was born in Salisbury in 1878. Family
hackground may also have supplied his
bent for mathemalics: an uncle, Maj.
William Cain, preceded Henderson as
head of the UNC math department.

Henderson died in 1964 at the age of 86.

White House Potpourri

WASHINGTON (AP) — Is the White House sinking?

That was the key question last week as a team from the
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration’s Geodetic
Survey snooped around the executive mansion, making a
quadrennial study to determine whether the White House and
its grounds are subsiding. :

In 1978, the last time the survey was performed, it was
determined that the southwest corner had sunk 2 millimeters
— 0.0788 inches — since 1955, That was when the first such
study was carried out after the White House reconstruction
was completed in 1952.

“There are no reasons to think there is any problem,"” said
Rex Scouten, the White House chief usher, whose office
requested the survey.

PRINCETON, N.J. — To an unusual degree, President
Reagan must rely mainly on solid bedrock support from his
own party members to uphold his leadership and the programs
he is trying to put into place. For while he has intensely loyal
Republican support, Reagan enjoys less backing from
Democrats than did either of his two Republican predecessors,
Gerald Ford and Richard Nixon, at comparable periods in
their presidencies.

Reagan's standing with the American people has plum-
meted in the last year, from 67 percent approval last April to 44
percent today — a drop of 23 percentage points. Among Rep-
bulican voters, however, Reagan'’s job performance rating slid
merely six points, from 87 percent approval in 1981 to 81 per-
cent at present. In the same period approval of Reagan’s
stewardship by Democrats and independents fell 28 and 24
points, respectively.

Examination of the records of President Reagan'’s three im-
mediate predecessors at comparable points in their ad-
ministrations reveals Reagan's political support to be much
more restricted to members of his own party, with less rival
party support than were those of Presidents Carter, Ford and
Nixon.

The main drawback to Reagan's narrow support base, of
course, lies in the numerical minority of Republican ‘party
members. In the current survey, 26 percent of respondents
claim affiliation with the Republican Party while 45 percent
say they are Democrats and 29 percent independents

Jimmy Carter was accorded a similarly low approval rating
from rival (Republican) party members but had for less back-
ing from his own party's rank-and-file (56 percent for Carter to
81 percent for Reagan). Gerald Ford enjoyed a broader base
than Reagan, with somewhat greater support from Democrats
but less from Republicans.

Richard Nixon, who had the highest overall approval score
(56 percent), had stong backing from his own and from rival
party members. (In the case of each of the four men,
independent’s assessment of their presidencies-stood at or
near the national norms. )

four most recent presidents approximately 15 months after
they took office.

GOP More Supportive Of Specific Programs -

President Reagan's fellow Republicans also are more stead-
fast in their assessment of his handling of specific problems.
As shown in the table below, there has been for less GOP defec-
tion in the past year than there has been by Democrats and in-
dependents. The loss of approval has been particularly acute
on the president’s handling of the economy in general and,
specifically, on inflation and unemployment.
- The declines in approval of Reagan's handling of foreign
policy, national defense and our relations with the Soviet
Union have been less severe and, in the case of the first two,
have occured about equally among Republicans, Democrats
and independents.

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —

Iran said its forces raided
-and burned an Iraqi military
base across the Shatt al-Arab
‘waterway separating the two
nations Saturday and demol-
ished other enemy strong-
holds “beyond the border” at
the southern end of the
Persian Gulf.

Iraq said its air force jets
blasted Iranian troop - con-
centrations in the foothills of
the Zagros Mountains in
Iran’s western highlands in
several bombing sorties at
the northern end of the
300-mile warfront.

The claims were made in
military communiques re-
ported by the official news
agencies of the two warring
Moslem nations following
increased public threats by
Iranian leaders that their
forces would invade Iraq to
overthrow or capture Iragi
President Saddam Hussein.

Reliable Syrian sources,
however, said that Iran’s
religious and political leader,
Ayatollah Ruhollah Kho-
meini, had assured Syrian
President Hafez Assad that
his troops would stop at the
international border with
Iraq once they retake the
remaining Iragi-held salients
in the west and southwest of
Iran.

Iran’s joint chiefs of staff
said 20 Iragi troops were
killed or wounded in the raid
across the waterway that
‘“get ablaze an enemy base
beyond the Shatt al-Arab and
halted movement of the Ira-
qis on the Fao-Basra
highway.”

Basra, Iraq's second larg-
est city after the capital of
Baghdad, is located on the
eastern coast of the estuary
opposite Iran's port of
Khorramshahr, 416 miles
southwest of Tehran and 260
miles southeast of Baghdad.

Fao was Irag's main oil
shipping terminal before it
was devastated by the Ira-
nian navy and air force in the
early stages of the conflict,
halting Irag's oil exports
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Iragis out of Khorramshahr
and back to their border last
Monday in Iran's biggest
battlefield victory since the
war broke out on the gulf’s
northern flank Sept. 22, 1980
when Iraq invaded Iran to
gain control of the Shatt
al-Arab.

Syrian sources in
Damascus said President
Assad promptly relayed
Iran's assurances it would
not invade Iraq to Saudi
Arabia and other oil-rich
Arab nations which fear Iran
will export its fundamen-
talist revolution to the gulf
region.

Possible solutions to the
war were reviewed during a

g Gy -

four-hour stop in Cairo by
French Foreign Minister
Claude Cheysson and
Egypt’s Minister of State for
Foreign Affairs Butros
Ghali. Cheysson then flew on
to Saudi Arabia.

The government-
influenced media in Saudi
Arabia and Kuwait, the two
largest oil exporters in the
gulf region, have been
campaigning for Egypt's
return to the Arab fold as a
military counterwieght to
Iran in the wake of Iraqg’s
defeat in Khorramshahr.

Syria is Persian Iran's
staunchest Arab supporter in
the 20-month-old border gar.
Most other Arab countries
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back Iraq, an Arab state.
Saudi Arabia and Kuwait
have given Iraq an estimated
$30 billion in aid to defeat
Iran.

Western diplomats in
Damascus said shortly
before Iran retook
Khuzistan's port city of
Khorramshahr from Iraq
last Monday that they had
noticed an upsurge in the
arms delivered to Iran via
Syria. Assad's government,

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Rulings Prove Setback

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) —

The U.S. Supreme Court has
dealt three strikes against
challengers to North Caro-
lina's drug-paraphernalia
law, state officials say.
. The court has refused to
declare as unconstitutional
the drug-paraphernalia laws
of two other states and one
town. The laws govern the
possession and sale of items
like pipes and rolling papers
that can be used with illegal
drugs.

“I'd say it has taken the
wind out of their sails,” said
Daniel C: Higgins, associate
state attorney general. ““The
court has now held in favor
of the law’s constitutionality
for the third time in two
months.”

Last week, the Supreme
Court ruled on a Parma,
Ohio, ordinance, which the
6th Circuit Court of Appeals
had struck down as un-
constitutional. The Supreme
Court ordered that the case
be returned to the appeals

*The effect of the rulings is
to add enormous weight to
our position, because our
statute is based on the same
(1979) model act prepared by
the U.S. Drug Enforcement
Administration,”” Higgins
said

Two civil suits in Wake
Superior Court have
challenged the constitu-
tionality of the state law,
which became effective Oct.
1, setting a fine of up to $500
and a one-year prison sen-
tence for convictions.

Since then, one of the suits,
brought by Rainbow Dis-
tributing Co. of Durham, has
been dismissed. The attorney
in the other suit, William W.
Webb of Raleigh, said this

week he is considering .

dropping the suit in light of
the recent Supreme Court
rulings.

Webb, representing
Atlantic Tobacco Co. of
Raleigh and Adams Apple
Distributing Co. of Chicago,
said the court decisions have
indirectly clarified North
Carolina's law.

“We're simply saying that
a cigarette rolling paper is
not drug paraphernalia un-
less it's used with hashish,
marijuana or other drugs,

and 1 feel the court has
recognized this,” he said.

“We're talking about in-
nocuously packaged, white
cigarette rolling papers, and
I feel that the state attorney
general’s office is in accord
with us now,” Webb said.
“With this, I'm inclined to
dismiss our action, if my
clients agree.”

Daniel R.: Flebotte of
Durham, attorney for
Rainbow Distributing Co., is
challenging another aspect of
the law — whether it can be
enforced. The test case in-
volves Robert Hocutt, a
former Raleigh drug-
paraphernalia shop operator
who was arrested in October
and is scheduled for trial
next month.

Flebotte said the state law,
“if applied to the 1920s and
Prohibition ... would have
been the equivalent of out-
lawing yeast and sugar to
ensure that alcohol isn’t
produced.”

Flebotte said the case in-
volves the difference be-
tween undercover officers
buying drugs and buying
paraphernalia.

“The key to this law is the
proof of intent — that is,
whether the seller had
knowledge that the buyer
intended to use the product
with an illegal drug,” he
said. “We're saying that if
this law is going to be
enforced, they are going to
have to develop alternative
enforcement techniques.”

The Customs Service said
shipments from the two
companies were destined for
Eastern European countries
and contained a Fairchild
Sentry VII integrated circuit
tester and other
sophisticated eguipment

Customs officers seized the
shipments at Logan Interna-
tional Airport in Boston and
at John F. Kennedy Interna-
tional Airport in New York
before they could be
exported, Von Raab said.

In March, customs agents
seized a shipment of com-
puters and computer parts
worth about $10,000 after
American Electronic Suppy
Inc. of Solon, Ohio, tried to
ship it to a West German
company suspected of
forwarding similar ship-

ments to Soviet bloc
countries, the agency
charged.

Customs officials said that
during an examination of the
shipment and accompanying
documents, officials learned
that it lacked valid export
licenses. American
Electronic Supply also was
charged with violating U.S.
export control laws.

Since then, officials said,
they have learned that Amer-
ican Electronic Supply had
made at least 17 similar
shipments to a West German
company suspected of
diverting U.S. electronic
equipment to Soviet bloc
countries

Last month, Turbine Alloy
Co. of Washington, N.J., was
charged with violating fed-
eral laws in atlempting to
export 32 J-65 jet turbine
engines fo Argentina.

WINSTON-SALEM, N.C
(AP) — Membership in the
Ku Klux Klan in North Caro-
lina and the nation is declin-
ing, officials of civil rights
groups say

“*‘According to the in-
formation we're receiving.
the Klans are not thriving.
and their hopes for growth
have been frustrated.” said
Irwin Suall, a Klan expert
with the Anti-Defamation
League of B'nai B'rith

Less than three years ago.
many experts were saying
the Ku Klux Klan was on the
rise. Klansmen in North Car-
ofina gained national atten-
tion on Nov. 3, 1979, when
Klansmen and Nazis were
involved in a clash in
Greensboro that Killed five
Communist Workers Party
demonstrators.

But authorities say many
Klan leaders are losing
support or dropping out of
sight, perhaps because of
recent state and federal
prosecution of members in
firebombing and shooting
cases, less media attention
and the country’s recent sw-
ing to more conservative
politics

A newsletter called
Klanwatch, published by the
National Anti-Klan Network,
said in April that defections
and sliding membership
have plagued the -national
Klan movement. But it re-
ported that Klan recruitment
has intensified in southern

Georgia
The network jncludes the
NAACP and other civil

“Wilkinson is still beating
the bushes, but getting fewer
recruits and less attention
from the media," Suall said.
“Business is not good, and
he’s lost virtually his entire
Alabama organization.”

In North Carolina, burning
crosses still occasionally
light the sky over -the
western Piedmont, but the
focus of the state’s Klansmen
is on Winston-Salem and the
federal grand jury consider-
ing possible civil rights vio-
lations in the 1979
(reerisboro shootings.

Six- Klansmen and Nazis
were acquitted of state
murder charges in the
shootings, which occurred
during a CWP “Death to the
Klan" rally.

Since March, the grand
jurors have been hearing
testimony of CWP members.
On Wednesday, they will
begin hearing Klan mem-
bers’ versions of what hap-
pened.

The Klan in North Carolina
is split into factions with a
total membership of less
than 500, according to 1981
Anti-Defamation Leagye fig-

president used his weekly

radio broadcast to reiterate
- his call for an oferhaul of the

budget process.

““This had been a pretty
hectic week and, I'm sorry to
say, a bad one for all those
Americans who are suffering
because of the recession and
the high interest rates,” he
said during the broadcast
from his mountain-top ranch.

In Washington, meanwhile,

" Republican National
Chairman Richard Richards
announced the formation of a
special GOP campaign unit
aimed at defeating Speaker
Thomas P. O'Neill Jr.,, D-
Mass., and other House
Democratic leaders in the
November election.

““The speaker’s refusal to
exert the required leadership
over his majority is another
demonstration that he would
rather witness genuine

- human suffering than the
economic recovery the pres-
ident has begun,” he said.

But in the Democratic re-
sponse to Reagan's speech,
Sen. Dale Bumpers of
Arkansas said the presi-
dent’s program of spending
and tax cuts was an econom-
ic nightmare that cannot
work.

“The American people are
frightened to the point of
panic,” Bumpers said. “For
many of those too young to
remember the Great De-
pression of the 1930s, it’s
their first brush with an

~ economic nightmare.”

Reagan noted in his speech
that the Republican-

- controlled Senate had passed
a $784 billion budget bill that

he endorsed while ‘‘the ma-
jority leadership of the
House of Represenatives
preferred to play politics.

“In a wild fife or six days,
they battled over which of a
half a dozen or so budgets we
should have plus 68
amendments and then came
up empty. They will now
recess for a vacation and
come back to start all over
again.”

Reagan also criticized
Congress for not even con-
sidering the budget he sub-
mitted in February after four
months work.

“The Congress simply ig-
nored it,”" he lamented.
“Nothing in our federal gov-
ernment is more in need of
an overhaul than the ridicu-
lous procedure we have
misnamed the budget pro-
cess.”

Bumpers said Reagan’s or-
iginal budget, which called
for deep spending cuts in
domestic programs, great
increases in defense spend-
ing and a deficit of nearly
$100 billion, was ignored
because “his own party had
already unanimously re-
pudiated it.”

And he called on the presi-
dent to “acknowledge im-
pending disaster ... all the
rhetoric in the world will not
diminish this human misery
that now increases daily.
Only a decisive change of
heart by the president can do
that.”

But there was no sign the
president ‘Wwas willing to do
that. Deputy White House
Press Secretary Larry
Speakes said the president
believes the House should
produce a new budget in
short order next week. But
he said a suggestion by
House Budget Committee
Chairman James R. Jones,
D-Okla., that a Democrats
“split the difference” with
Republicans on tax increases
and spending cuts was prob-
ably farther than Reagan
was prepared to go.

‘Suggests Solution

NEW YORK (AP) — The
" United States should take the
first step toward nuclear
disarmament by deactivat-
- ing one weapon, activist
Barry Commoner said Sat-
urday at the Citizens Party’s
national convention.
“Let the United States
government, unilaterally,
inactivate a single nuclear
weapon and ship it for safe-
keeping to a cooperating
nation, perhaps in Scan-
‘dinavia,” Commoner said.
He said the federal gov-
ernment then would an-
nounce that “if this action is
" matched by the Soviet Union,
- a second weapon would be
inactivated and dispatched.”

Commoner, who got 235,766
" votes when he ran for presi-
dent in 1980 as the Citizens
Party candidate, said such a

‘move could open up the

disarmament process.

“Qur initiative would pro-
vide the Soviet Union and
other nuclear-armed nations
with an unambiguous
oportunity — indeed, a
challenge — to establish
their own commitment to
nuclear disarmament,”’
Commoner said.

Commoner, co-chairman of
the progressive Citizens
Party, said in his speech at
the Prince George Hotel that
‘““we on the left" must devel-
op a military strategy.

“We believe in defending
the security of the United
States,” Commoner said. But
he added it was important to
“define the threat” and the

national interests that would

be defended.

Tar Heels Down Johns Hopkins, 7-5

UNC Captures 2nd Lacrosse Title

CHARLOTTESVILLE, Va. (AP) —
Junior attackman Dave Wingate scored
five goals and North Carolina’s defense
handcuffed Johns Hopkins as the Tar
Heels claimed their second stbaight
NCAA Division I lacrosse championship
Saturday with a 7-5 victory over the Blue
Jays.

The triumph, which came before more
than 10000 fans at the University of
Virginia's Scott Stadium, completed a
140 season for North Carolina. The Tar
Heels have won 26 straight games dating
back to an 11-10 NCAA semifinal setback
to Virginia in 1980.

Johns Hopkins, which dropped a 13-12
overtime decision to the Tar Heels during
the regular season, finished 11-3.

North Carolina jumped out to a 3-0
first-quarter advantage, each of the goals
by Wingate, and maintained that
three-goal margin until just 1:42 re-
mained in the game when the Blue Jays’
Mike Donnelly accounted for the final
score of the encounter.

Fastest Field Ever Set For 66th Running

INDIANAPOLIS" (APT™="THe Tastest
field in the history of auto racing’s most
famous event is poised for the 66th
renewal of the Indianapolis 500 on
Sunday, an American sports spectacle.

Led by polesitter Rick Mears, 33
drivers will zoom around the historic
215-mile oval in cars that look more like
ground-hugging guided missiles than
automobiles.

These daredevils, who shrug off the
inherent danger of their business, con-
sistently have pushed their cars to
record-shattering speeds in the month
they have spent here qualifying and
practicing for this event.

Mears, piloting a Penske-Ford clocked
at 207.004 mph, was one of eight drivers
to crack the 200 mph barrier in qualifica-
tions. The average qualifying speed for
the '33-car field was 197.740, compared
with 191.244 in 1981 and the old record
192.584 set in 1978.

The other 200 mph qualifiers were
Kevin Cogan (204.082), four-time winner
AJ. Foyt (203.332), Mario Andretti
(203.172), Gordon Johncock (201.884), Bill
Whittington  (201.658), Tom Sneva
(201.027) and Don Whittington, Bill’s
brother, (200.725).

The slowest qualifying speed was a
not-very-shabby 194.154 by Roger Mears,

Greenville Rose, facing perhaps its
severest test in a season nearly absent
of such things, proved once more
Friday night it had the answers as the
Rampants came away on top in the
battle of the unbeatens.

Hopkins shot.

Sears, the 1981 Kelly Award winner as
the top goalie in the nation and a virtual
shoo-in for the same honor this season,
was credited with nine saves in the
second quarter. He finished with 17 for
the game.

In the third period, North Carolina was
penalized seven times, but with Johns
Hopkins failing to convert its first three
extra-man opportunities, the Tar Heels
increased their lead to 61 on goals by
Jeff Homire and Peter Voelkel.

Johns Hopkins finally took advantage

Advanced technology such as ground
effects aerodynamics, which virtually
glue the cars to the track, has produced
the greater speeds.

COLUMBIA, S.C. — Lost: a number of
base hits, somewhere between Har-
risonburg, Va., and Columbia, S.C. If
found please return to the East Carolina
University baseball team.

That’s the type of ad that ECU Coach
Hal Baird just might be tempted to put
into some area papers after the Universi-
ty of West Virginia eliminated the
Pirates from the NCAA East Regional,
4-1, yesterday.

The Pirates, who could scape up no
more than one run in each of the three
games they played, winning one and

losing two, found their bats silenced once’

more by the Mountaineers’ Mike
Scarcella, who brought only a 24 record
and a 9.23 earned run average into the
game. He allowed only three hits by the
punchless Pirates, who had a .300 plus
average when they left the ECAC-South
tournament in Harrisonburg earlier in
the month.

ECU got only 16 hits in the three
tourney games.

Baird had no explaination for the
muteness of the bats. “We hit the ball in
Harrisonburg as well as we did all
season. And we hit the ball as poorly here
as we did at any time during the season.
It's certainly a factor that cost us the
chance to advance.”

Baird felt that starting pitcher Charlie
Smith hurled well enough to win, al-
though he was finally chased in the
eighth in the 1-1 tie game after giving up
two base hits, the latter a double. After
issuing an intentional walk, he was
relieved by Bill Wilder, who gave up a
long sacrifice fly that broke the tie.

That was followed by a hit down the
right field line that brought in two more,
insuring the win for the Mountaineers.

“Our pitching was good enough to
win,” the coach said. “They got a
seeing-eye hit there in the eighth that
brought in two.

 Pearson 'Tickled'
To Be Back At 600

HARRISBURG, N.C. (AP) —
- David Pearson hasn't raced in
a World 600 at the Charlotte
Motor Speedway in four years.
But he says that won't be a
handicap when he starts on the
pole for the $435,000 NASCAR
race Sunday.

The Spartanburg, S.C, veter-
an driver won the pole for the
race Thursday with a record
World 600 qualifying speed of
162.511 mph. He broke his own
World 600 time trial record of
161.435 mph set in 1977.

“Hey, it's like I never left,”
Pearson said Saturday. “I
can’'t tell you how much it
tickled me to come back and
win the pole here. It pumped
me up. Now [ want to win the
race.

“1 ain't been away from
racing, I just ain’t been here,”
he said.

To win the pole, the Silver
Fox, as he is known in racing
circles, had to beat what ap-
peared to be an unbeatable
speed of 162.396 mph timed by
Charlotte’s Buddy Baker.

Baker, who will join Pearson
on the front row of Sunday’s
race, took his Buick around the
1.5-mile oval under cloudy
skies on a cool track early
Thursday. By the time Pearson
got onto the track, the sun was
shining and the track had
become warm.

“We were surprised that we
were able to go as fast since
the track had heated up like it
did”" Pearson said. ‘‘We

However. anyone
attempting to raise a young
wild animal to adulthood isn't

“tame'’ .deer ‘Killing their
keepers, and last year a War-
renton woman was badly hurt
by a pet deer.

*Few people can afford to
build proper holding facilities
for wildlife. A bear cub may be
able to live in a house when it's
a few weeks old, but it will
need several acres of space
with natural features when it
grows older. The same is true
for smaller animals on a lesser
scale. [n addition, it is difficult
to meet the special dietary
needs of most wildlife species.

*Wild animals are very sus-
ceptible to disease in captivity.
In the wild, they have rela-

tively little contact with other
animals, and haven't devel-
oped the disease resistance
common in domestic animals.

Rabies — which is often
found in foxes, skunks and
raccoons — is also a threat.
Svmptons of the disease are
often not readily apparent in
wild animals, and anyone bit-
ten by one of these animals
should seek medical treate-

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Evictions By
Salvadoran
Landowners

Salvador (AP) — Landown-

ers, some backed by military

force, have ousted hundreds
of subsistence farmers from

tiny plots since parts of a

U.S.-aided land reform pro-

gram were suspended less

than two weeks ago.

The expulsions have
created tension and insecuri-
ty throughout the country,
along with fears the rightist
forces in power could roll
back the country’s entire
land reform.

In this quiet village in
Ahuachapan province, re-
moved from the guerrilla
war, several families were
evicted last week. But nine of
them, led by 30-year-old
Pedro Cruz, returned a few
hours later to their 20-acre
corn patch on a steep hill
nearby to tend to spring
planting despite death
threats.

“Where else can we go?
How else do we keep from
starving?" asked Cruz. They
had been driven out by their
former landlord, an army
sergeant, and four soldiers,
despite the fact that Cruz and
the others had gained title to
the land earlier this year,
under a 1980 agrarian reform
decree.

The Salvadoran Communal
Union, representing eight out
of 10 farm workers, reported
that 3,604 peasant families
eligible under the “land to
the tiller” program were
evicted between March 28
and May 21 and claims the
number of expulsions are
increasing every day.

Some of them were forced
out by village military
commanders with close
personal ties to formeb
landlords.

Recently, when the
Agrarian Lands Financial
Institute asked the army
commander in Sonsonate
province to 'stop the
expulsions, he replied in a
note that “all the benefits (of
the program) have been
canceled” by the Constituent
Assembly.

~-yers, in a number of cases,
have sided with landlords in
disputes and had peasants
evicted.
“There is no single
authority able to enforce the
. law,” said Agriculture Un-
_dersecretary Jorge Pena, a
-Chiristian Democrat. “As a

~gatching a subtle trampling
~ of the land reform process.”

Northern Ireland Offers
Human Conflicts

Study In

BELFAST, Northern
Ireland (AP). — Sean and
Sam are “‘the best of mates.”

For two years they have
worked together on the fac-
tory floor, two ordinary men
who joke over yesterday's
problems, worry about to-
morrow's and try to make a
decent living for themselves.

But Sean 0'Neill, a Roman
Catholic, and Sam Ledlie, a
Protestant, do nottruly knaw
each other.. Over Northern
Ireland’s sectarian divide,
they cannot.

At the end of the day. each
heads home to his own ghet-
to, into his own community’s
prejudices and fears. Sam
can only guess about Sean's
youthful “‘involvement” in
the anti-British movement
here. Sean can only. surmise
what apprehensions lie at the
back of his Protestant
friend’s mind.

They both yearn for peace
in their troubled land, but
with little hope.

“It's the flag wavers
that've got us,” says O'Neill.

“Politicians on both sides
have a lot to answer for,”
says Ledlie.

The everyday story of this
fragile friendship helps il-
lustrate the sad story of
Northern Ireland; torn by an
underground war involving

the Catholic guerrillas of the -

Irish Republican Army, the
British army and Protestant
paramilitary groups. The
IRA wants to unite Northern
Ireland with the pre-
dominantly Catholic Irish
Republic, but the Protestants
are determined to keep it
British.

The roots of conflict run
deeper - — in centuries of
enmity between the domi-
nant Protestant majority and
Catholic minority here.

The violence has left
thousands dead or injured.
But (there are lesser
casualties as- well — lives
altered, an economy shat-
tered, friendships broken.

‘The O’Neill-Ledlie
friendship may be next.
Their factory, the financially
troubled De Lorean
automaking firm, is shutting

down next week, and the two
workers will head home for
good.

Sean O’Neill, 30, is a main-
tenance worker at De
Lorean, in the rolling green
hills of suburban Dunmurry.
Dark-eyed, mustached and
self-assured, he lives with his
wife and three children in a
modest home at Twinbrook,
an all-Catholic housing pro-
ject splattered with “BRITS
OUT” graffiti.

Sam Ledlie, 52, is an
assembly-line repairman,
married, with a grown
daughter. Bald and ruddy-
faced, Ledlie speaks in an
earnest, halting voice. He
and O'Neill became friends
as union representatives at
De Lorean,

“We're the best of mates.
Like that,” Ledlie told a
visitor, holding out two
fingers pressed together.

Interviewed in his tidy
brick rowhouse, within sight

of the De Lorean plant,
Ledlie said he has worked
with Catholics most of life.

In fact, until 1969, when
“the troubles” began, his
best friend was a fellow
worker from the Catholic
slum Falls Road. “'I was up
to his house every other
Friday night. I drank in the
Falls Road bars with him,”
Ledlie recalled with a laugh

“But we lost all contact
because of the troubles.”
Ledlie no longer ventures
into Catholic areas.

The bloodshed of Belfast
has not closely touched his
life. But his friend O'Neill,
who grew up in Falls Road,
knows it well. A cousin was
shot dead by . Protestant
gunmen and a close friend
was killed in a bomb
explosion, O'Neill said, talk-
ing above the barroom din at
a Catholic social club near
Falls Road.

Climbing Lives

The day after they
had returned to their base
camp, the trio saw an
avalanche sweep over the
spot where their advanced
base camp had been. Such is
the fabric of adventure.

At 12:50. a.m., two reactor
operators and the nuclear
safety engineer were in the
control room of the 30-
megawatt reactor. The shifts
had just changed and the
plant operators were pre-
paring to lower reactor
power from 100 percent to
perform boutine checks.

Sometime before 12:56,
with the power in the process
of being reduced to g5 per-
cent of capacity, a valve
stuck open on one of the
pumps that feed water to the
vessel containing the reac-
tor’s fuel.

The pumps are turned on
manually, but turn off
automatically when the
water level reaches 170 in-
ches above the top of the
fuel, 14 inches above normal.

At 12:56 the rising water ~

level led to a shutdown of the
pumps. The first alarm went
off. Within six seconds, a
control room operator had
turned the pumps back on.

But 2!, minutes later when
the pumps automatically
turned off again the water
level had reached 171 inches
— no one in the control room
noticed the shutdown. By
now their eyes were on the
main reactor control panel.

Without any water feeding
into the vessel, the water
inside .the container began
boiling off at a rate of about
two inches a second.

A loss of water, if un-
checked, would lead to a
meltdown of the reactor
core, releasing radiation into
the environment.

Twenty-two seconds after
the second pump shut down,
the water level was down to
136 inches, and the reactor
itself turned off
automatically.

Fourteen seconds [ater, the
water level hit 87 inches. The
emergency core cooling
system switched on, pouring
water into the vessel at 4,250
gallons a minute. It was the

first time the plant’s
emergency cooling system
was used

It took slightly more than a
minute for the emergency
cooling system to do its
work, bringing the water
level up to 173 inches. The
plant was safe.

When the pumps first
turned off, the two operators
quickly went to the main
reactor control panel,
located at the center of a
V-shaped wall of lights,
alarms and dials.

The shift supervisor heard
the pumps slow down and
entered the control room,
joining the two others at the
main panel.

The nuclear safety
engineer took a position at
the computer console, a few
feet behind the others. His
post was created after the
nation’s worst, commercial
nuclear accident in March
1979 at Three Mile Island.

The safety engineer is
supposed to keep an overall
eye on events and provide
advice to the operators.

Investigation shows that
the operators thought they
had saved the plant by using
the feedwater pumps, un-
aware that they had turned

. off again.

The three men in direct
control of the plant also were
unaware that the emergency
core cooling system had
switched on and had
provided the critical water.

The "nuclear safety
engineer, meanwhile, had
noticed the emergency
system’s activation, and
assumed the others had too.
The NRC has criticized the
engineer’s lack of com-
munication

The main question raised
was: How close did the
Vernon reactor come to a
meltdown?

When the emergency core
cooling system clicked on,
the reactor core was within
87 inches of losing its coolant.
But officials said that un-
covering of the reactor fuel
in those next 44 seconds
could never have happened.

First, there were two,
emergency cooling systems
— one high-pressure and the
other low-pressure. Both of
them switched on, but either
would have been sufficient to
raise the water level.

At the same time another
emergency system switched
on, one that isolated the
reactor from the rest of the
plant and slowed the boiling
rate by increasing the pre-
ssure inside the vessel. That
too would have kept the
water from boiling off and
exposing the reactor core,
officials said.

While the hardware gets
good marks, investigators
were critical of the workers,
complaining that the shift

supervisor became too in-
volved in the actual opera-
tions and failed to step back
to see what was going on.

These books are a sampling of new Sheppard Library titles
which appeared on the American Library Association’s 1981
list of Best Books for Young Adults. The complete list is
available at the library.

“Would You Settle for Improbable?” by P.J. Petersen. Ms.
Karnisian, “King Kong” to the ninth graders she student-
teaches, asks them to befriend a long-time juvenile offender
who has entered their class. Although the friendship blossoms,
Arnold’s graduation with the other class members is threaten-
ed by his old habits.

“Adolf Hitler: A Portrait in Tyranny" by Edward Dolan Jr.
Hitler, who rose from humble beginnings to lead Germany into
the Second World War, was skilled in using the lies, propagan-
da and force which are the tools of tyrants. His beliefs and
methods and his power over his fellow Germans are described
here as an example by which other would-be tyrants can be
recognized and opposed.

“The Legend of Tarik” by Walter Dean Myers. Trained by
wise old men, armed with a magic sword and joined by two
unlikely companions, Tarik sets out against El Muerte who has
murdered the young knight's family and terrorized the
medieval towns of northern and western Africa.

“Coming Back Alive” by Dennis Reader. The death of
Bridget's parents and the divorce of Dylan’s parents drive the
desperate teen-agers to the rugged mountains of northern
California where they seek the peace of living off the land in a
wilderness without other people.

“The Keeper of the Isis Light” by Monica Hughes. Olwen,
daughter of long-dead human parents, has adapted to the
strange environment and solitary life as keeper of the
lighthouse on the planet Isis. She is upset when Guardian, her
robot companion, tells her that human settlers are coming.

« "Pack of Wolves” by Vasil Bykov. Early in World War II,
Levhuck must lead a small party of injured Russians trying to
reach a medical unit before the Germans completely close
around the Russian troop company. The group of wounded
Russians is chased through swamps by the relentless Ger-
mans.

“Don’'t Forget to Fly,” compiled by Paul Janeczko. The
modern poems collected here have been grouped together by
such life experiences as love, parenthood, separation, death,
childhood, war, marriage, even trips to the dentist.

“A Circle in the Sea” by Steve Senn. Robin, a human girl,
and Breee, a dolphin, dream of each other. As Robin’s mind
comes to inhabit Breee's body, she learns of the threat which is
pushing the dolphins toward a revolt agains the Others, the
humans.

Chrysler Museum Labled
‘Treasure Trove Of Art’

NORFOLK, VA. — People
traveling to Tidewater
Virginia this summer, explor-
ing Williamsburg or Virginia
Beach, can also easily visit
the oceanfront city of Nor-
folk.

Norfolk is home of the
Chrysler Museum, hailed by
the Wall Street Journal as
“one of the 20 top museums in
the country.” Chrysler has
also been acclaimed as “a
treasure trove of art" by
Town and Country, and “‘one
of the most well-rounded
museums in the nation” by
Art Voices/South.

The reasons behind this
praise are the museum'’s col-
lections — the fine collection
of Italian art; one of the great
19th century French art col-
lections in the country, as
well as the 10,000 piece-
Chrysler Institute of Glass,
rated one of the major glass
collections in the world.

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Cyclorama To Reopen:

ATLANTA (AP) — Aifter
nearly three years of resto-
ration work, the Cyclorama
— the famous circular paint-
ing of the Battle of Atlanta —
is going back on public dis-
play next month.

The historic painting,
which is 42 feet high and
almost 358 feet around,
shows the horror of July 22,
1864, when Confederate
soldfers led by Gen. John B.
Hood desperately defended
this- railroad city against
Gen. William T. Sherman’s
charging army.

Art restoration specialists
recently finished work on the
batlly damaged painting, and
the reopening of the building
that houses it is set for June
5.

While work on the restora-
tion proceeded, contractors
built a 184-seat revolving
platform that can show the

painting in about 13 minutes
while a recording provides
battle narration and sound
effects. Also included in the
$5.5 million project is a new
auditorium to show a film of
events leading up to the
battle

The Cyclorama was
painted by a German team in
1885 and 1886 for
Milwaukee’s Weyner Studio.
In the fashion of the day, the
painting was taken around
the country on railroad cars
in a traveling show.

“Usually the narrators
would be Confederate veter-
ans, and their accounts were
not always accurate,” said
Franklin Garrett, Atlanta’s
city historian. “But people
would think, ‘Gee, this man
was there.’ It had an air of
immediacy about it, if not
accuracy,”

WASHINGTON — Ben-
jamin Franklin wanted a
seene showing Moses divid-
ing the Red Sea for the
children of Israel, the sea
closing behind them to engulf
the Pharoh, and a motto:
“Rebellion to tyrants is obe-
dience to God.”

Thomas Jefferson wanted
a depiction of the children of

Israel wandering in the:

wilderness. John Adams
leaned toward mythology
instead of the Bible, with
Virtue urging Hercules to
climb mountains, and Sloth
urging him to rest on the
ground. In the end, the ef-
foits of these three men
came to naught. It took
nearly six more years and
several other committees to
come up with a successful
design for the Great Seal of
the United States.

The Great Seal — there is
no “lesser seal,” though
there is a Presidential Seal
that differs slightly — will be
200 years old on June 20,
1982. The State Department,
which has been its custodian
since 1789, plans a celebra-
tion, and the US. Postal
Service will issue a com-
memorative stamped
envelope. :

The actual Great Seal o
public display daily in the
State Department’s Exhibit

Hall, is a die that creates the
impression of the seal, plus a
counter-die and a press.

It is used 2,000 to 3,000
times a year to seal a variety

of documents after they have’

been signed by the president
and the secretary of state.
Such documents include
treaty proclaimations, ap-
pointments of ambassadors,
Cabinet officers and other
officials, and ceremonial
communications between the
president and other heads of
state.

The Great Seal was de-
signed by committees — sev-
eral of them, each with its
own consultant. After the
unsuccessful effort of
Franklin, Adams and Jef-
ferson, two other committees
tried, each presenting an
idea deemed unsatisfactory
by the Continental Congress.
Finally, on June 13, 1782, the
Congress turned everything
over to Charles Thomson, its
secretary. A week later,
having used elements from
earlier designs, Thomson
presented a winning design.

Everything on the Seal is
symbolic. On the front, or
obverse, side the American
bald eagle supports a shield
composed of 13 red and white
stripes representing the ori-
ginal 13 states, and a blue
top, representing Congress,
the unifying element.

The motto “E Pluribus

Unum” ““Out of many, one”
— also represents the union,
and an olive branch and 13
arrows refer to the powers of
peace and war.

The reverse side contains
more symbols: a pyramid,
signifying strength and dura-
tion; a single eye and the
motto“‘Annuit Coeptis”
“He has favored our un-
dertakings” ~ referring to
God’s aid; and the Roman
numerals for “1776" and
another motto, “Novus Ordo

Seclorum” — “A new order
of the ages” — representing
the new Americanera.

Successive dies have
brought slight changes in the
Seal’s cesign. Six-pointed
stars were replaced by
five-pointed stars, olives
were added to the olive
branch, and the rather puny
eagle has been made to look
much more vigorous. The
current die has been used
since 1904.

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Immigrants, Job Seekers Flock To South

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — Immigrants, retirees
and job seekers accounted for mosl of the
population growth in the Southeast reported by the
Census Bureau in recent weeks, an economist with
the Southern Growth Policies Board says

The US. population increased by 2.8 million
between April 1. 1980 and July 1, 1981, census
figures show. Abeut 26 million of those people
flocked to the South and West

“Immigration from both Latin America and the
Caribbean have had a significant influence on
places like California. Texas and Florida,” said
Bud Skinner. staff economist with the Research
Triangle Park firm. “Other’ states have a
(‘umpélm\'e advantage. like Texas llkiq{wma.
Louisiana — those that control oil resources

In the South, where the annual growth averaged
1.7 percent in the 15-month period. Florida,
Louisiana and Georgia had the greatest gains

Florida was one of only three states where the
population increased by 4.5 percent or more in the
period, census figures showed. Skinner estimated
that up to 90 percent of the influx could be due to
immigration.

Florida and other states also draw older people
seeking temperate climates for retirement homes,
he said.

Although North Carolina’s gains were only
slightly above average for the region, officials
said immigration from other parts of the nation
were largely responsible. ‘

Cemparing 1970-80 estimates of migration to
similar studies in 1960-70 show a change in the
pattern, said Francine Ewing of the North
Carolina Budget Office. _

“Now we have a large rate of net immigration
into the state, which was not the case before 1970,
she said, adding that there were no figures to show
why that was the case.

the availability of jobs and favorable conditions
for businesses seeking to expand, Skinner said.

“There’s been a larger increase in jobs in the,
South and West,” he said. ““There’s been a lot of
new employment opportunities due to the growth
in those regional markets.” ‘

Nevada led the nation in relative growth,
increasing its population by 5.7 percent, the
Census Bureau reported. Wyoming was tied with
Florida with a growth rate of 4.5 percent in the
15-month period.

In other states in the Southeast, Louisiana grew
by 2.5 percent and Georgia increased 2 percent,
partly with the help of immigration, Skinner said.

Increases of 1.5 percent in South Carolina and
1.3 percent in North Carolina were mostly due to
the favorable business climates there, he said.

The deepest population decline was recorded in
Washington, D.C., which lost 1.1 percent of its
population. Also posting losses were Michigan,
Indiana, Ohio, lowa and South Dakota.

Democrats outnumber Republicans by 2 million in
California and are favored to take most of the big prizes in
the fall. But most of the action in the primary is on the GOP
side, which is having its closest and most divisive primary in
two decades.

Bradley, the 64-year-old sonof a Texas sharecropper,
served 21 years on the Los Angeles police force before his
election as city councilman and then mayor. He led his
nearest Democratic foe by 7-1 in an early May poll and topped
his GOP challengers by margins of 13 to 17 percentage points
in matchups for the fall contest.

The 44-year-old, two-time
presidential contender is challenged on the right by KKK
grand dragon Tom Metzger, among others, and on the left by
Vidal, the sharp-tongued novelist who peppers his speeches
with ridiculing one-liners, describing Brown as “Lord of the
Flies" for his problems with the Mediterranean fruit fly
infestation ;

Although Brown has a heavy negative rating in polls in
California, his Democratic opposition is divided, and he has a
strong 59-11 lead over Vidal, his closest challenger. However,
polls make him the underdog against any of the top three
Republican contenders for the Senate.

It's the Republican Senate primary that offers the longest
list of famous names

Rep. Barry Goldwater Jr. is the front-runner in polls,
hoping to join his father, the Arizona senator and 1964
Republican nominee for president, to create the first
father-son team in the Senate since 1855.

But Goldwater is in a tough race in which 13 Republican
candidates are expected to spend nearly $10 million.

San Diego Mayor Pete Wilson trailed Goldwater by just 1
percentage point in Mervin Field's latest California Poll, with
Rep. Pete McCloskey third another seven points back and
President Reagan's daughter, actress-businesswoman
Maureen Reagan, in fourth.

Brazed metal figurines seem to smile and emote personalities all
their own. Springs and flywheels out of junked cars become attractive
lamp bases. And friends and relatives delight in the items created
especially for them by Paul Carr with his oxy-acetylene welding torch

Carr, who worked for the Dupont Company for 28 years, says he
has always enjoyed welding, even from his early apprenticeship days
in his hometown, Danville, Va. In the early 1970’s, as he started to
think ahead toward retirement from his position as supervisor of
planning and scheduling in maintenance engineering at Dupont,
Kinston, he developed a home workshop and began to make fun
things from scrap.

He now has developed over 100 different designs and is constantly
coming up with new ones. In fact, he really enjoys the challenge of
creating a new figure to adhere to a theme suggested by the person
who wants it. For instance, he made a secretarial station complete
with typewriter and switchboard for a man whose lady friend was a
secretary. For a retiring friend, he made a man on a riding
lawnmower.

This past week, he made up a goodly supply of spark plug biplanes,
nut bookworms, and fishermen that balance on the edge of a table as
if on a pier. These he took to Raleigh along with his portable welding
equipment to share with the members of his daughter, Jean Hart’s
third grade class at Wake Christian Academy. His plan was to
demonstrate his art for the class and to give each child a figurine to
take home.

He also enjoys painting and has several paintings in his home done
by him. He also gives these away. He recently did a fawn painting for
each of his three grandchildren, Ashley Smith, Jonathan Smith and
Ellen Hart. The grandchildren also benefit from his welding pursuits.
He has made Ellen a doll bed that has her first name desigred into the
headboard: her last name on the footboard. He’s made Ashley and
Jonathan each a lamp from parts found in the junkyard.

Of course, he’s also made gifts for his daughters, Jean Hart of
Raleigh and Caroline Smith of Grainger's Station and for son, Paul Jr.
in Goldsboro, as well as for many other friends and acquaintances.

Most days he spends at least two hours in his workshop. And he
frequents flea markets and junkyards. “I seldom draw up a design,” he
said. “I just weld it into the form | want. And I look at a piece of junk

* and picture in my mind what I'm going to make from it. People get rid

of such terrific stuff.”

His welding technique is meticulous, as well it has to be when he's
working with tiny figures that can be cut in two by one slip of the
2600-degree torch tip. Once he’s brazed together the scrap metal
(soldered with brass), he usually cleans up each piece by sand
blasting. “Some people leave their metal sculpture unfinished, but I
like everything neat and clean,” he says and you can tell by looking
around his shop he’'s telling the truth.

Carr says he began about 10 years ago on his own to develop
leisure-time activities that would prepare himself for his retirement. It
was then that he began to weld just for the fun of it and then that he
took up painting, something he’'d always wanted to do but didn’t know
whether he could.

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Bartering Of Oil Helps Spur Iranian Economy

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Iran’s government, looking for
a qyuck fix to rescue its war-shattered economy, has signed a
series of barter agreements in which Iranian oil is exchanged
at reduced prices for imported goods.

The deals conceal the real price of oil Iran is offering to
countries such as Syria, Turkey, Greece, Pakistan, Uruguay
and Nicaragua.

Western diplomats say Iran has sold its oil for as little as
$25 a barrel under these deals, or.about $9 a barrel less than
mandated under the Organization of Petroleum Exporting
Countries’ current pricing system.

“You could say they are horse trading and they are pretty
good at it,”" a Turkish businessman, who does business in
Tehran, said recently.

Iran, which has been at war with Iraq for nearly two years,
has been exchanging its oil for petrochemicals, phosphates,
meat, coffee, sugar, cigarettes, grain, rice, livestock and
stéel products. The cost of importing those products had been
draining Iran’s dwindling foreign exchange reserves before
the barter agreements began early this year.

- One Middle East oil expert, who declined to be identified,
described the barter deals as a temporary expedient that was
“risky" in the long run because the oil markets are
improving and prices are heading upward.

While many other oil-exporting countries are having
trouble marketing their oil because of the current oversupply
on world markets, Iran has boosted its production to perhaps
9 million barrels daily — almost double the 1 million barrels a
day of six months ago, the oil expert said.

That higher production — which would exceed Iran’s
OPEC-mandated output quota of 1.2 million barbels daily —
and the discount pricing have angered some of Iran’s fellow
cartel members. At OPEC's recent meeting in Quito,
Ecuador, the Iranian delegation said it was verbally attacked
by Saudi Arabia for violating the quota system and for
discounting its oil.

Iranian officials contend they did not make the barter deals
as-a means of selling oil cheap.
- “We strongly deny that we are selling.oil at less than OPEC
prices because we accept the conditions of OPEC,” of which
Jran is a member, Iranian oil ministry spokesman Ali

Honardoost, who declined to say what Iran’s current oil
production was “because of the state of war we are in,”
described the new trade agreements as “a bank procedure
and we don’t pay cash.”

A lack of foreign exchange has been a major problem for
Iran in paying its import bills — $1.5 billion monthly for food
alone. Iran’s currency reserves have dwindled to an
estimated $1 billion from $14 billion before the war started in
September 1980.

As the oil-revenue surplus accumulated during the reign of
the late Shah Mohammad Reza Pahlavi has dried up, the
revolutionary government of Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini
has tightened control over the economy by taking such
actions as nationalizing industries and the banking system.

A bill pending before the Majlis, or parliament, would
nationalize foreign trade as well.

Iran agreed in March to sell Syria 65 million barrels of oil a
year for $2.21 billion, or $34 dollars a barrel. But economic
experts note that Iran gave Syria 7.5 million barrels free of
charge, effectively discounting the oil to $32 a barrel.

The apparent purpose was to keep Syrian President Hafez
Assad’s government from being dependent on either Iraq or
conservative Arab oil producers such as Saudi Arabia. Syria
has supported Iran in its war with Iraq.

In exchange for the oil, Syria agreed to sell Iran
phosphates, barley, glass, lentils and other- goods But one
Western economist noted that Syria's total exports in 1980
amounted to only slightly more than $2 billion, indicating that
Iran had extended long-term credit to the Syrians in
exchange for political support.

According to the official Iranian news agency, Iran also
struck a bargain with Pakistan in May calling for Iran to
provide 10,000 barrels of crude oil a day in exchange for
textiles, chickens, rice, iron, steel, fertilizer, sugar, meat,
fish, raisins, saffron and zinc from the neighboring Islamic
republic.

The stop-gap solution to the foreign exchange and import
problems have apparently won a reprieve for the sagging
Iranian economy even though travelers say that Iranian
housewives still must stand in long lines for basic foodstuffs

such as meat and eggs and that rationing of fuel and other
basics continues.

“There was a significant drop in the national income (about
40)percent from the $56 million of 1978, the last year of the
shah's reign) and a very high inflation rate of 40 percent in
1979, says Marwann Iskandar, a respected Middle East
economist in Beirut. *'And the situation became very serious
after the United States froze Iranian assets following the
seizure of the American hostages which led the Iranians to
face an acute shortage of foreign exchange.”

But, Iskandar notes, oil prices rose by 130 percent between
1978 and 1980, bringing in sorely needed revenues

And Iran's situation has been helped by another factor, he
adds. The war has resulted in vast destruction of Iran’s oil
installations and drained off resources for weapons
purchases, but it also has limited consumer demands, he
says

“Very liitle consumption is reguired because people are
living through war conditions and do not have the same
needs,'” he says. “They are willing to settle for much less.”

DEAR MR. GOREN
Q.—You have been my
“guru” for lo, these many
years, so now | am turning to
you for advice. There is con-
siderable dissension in our
group as to which suit you
bid when you have two four-
card suits — do you start
with the higher-ranking one
or the lower-ranking?—L.
Booker, Atlanta, Ga.

(This question has been
awarded the weekly prize.)
A.—Your question is in-
complete — do you mean as
opening bidder or as

responder? Are the two suits

tegching, or are they not?
These questions materially
affect the reply.

If the suits are touching,
you should invariably open
the higher ranking of the
two. If they are not touching,
open the suit below the
shortest suit in your hand;
partner is likely to respond
in that suit and then you can
rebid in your second suit. If
your suits are spades and
clubs, it will usually keep the
bidding a level lower if you
open one club, singe clubs
will always be the suit below
your shortness.

In responding, different
criteria apply. Perhaps the
most important considera-
tion is whether your hand is
worth two forward-going
bids or not; is-it strong
ehough to try for game, or a
weak hand worth only one
bid? Here's a rule of thumb: if
the hand is worth only one
constructive bid, it is usually
better to bid your lower-
ranking suit, but don't sup-
press a good four-card major.
. If your hand is worth two
bids, bid your higher-ranking
suit first to give yourself an
easy rebid; if you are strong
enough to insist on game, it is
usually better to bid your
lower-ranking suit first.

Thus, assume that partner
opens the bidding with one

club and you hold:

A Qxx bi®Qxx
DAJxx VAxxx
0xx Oxx

$xxx

$xxx

With hand a), you have the
values for two constructive
bids, so respond one spade
and show your hearts next,
unless partner raiscs. Hand
b), however, is too weak for
two forward-going actions, so
you should respond one
heart.

Q.—Can honors be claimed if
they are split between
declarer’s hand and dummy?
Are the defenders entitled to
honors if one of them holds
four in my trump suit? When
should honors be claimed?

A.—This question is a com-
posite of the hundreds of let-
ters we have received about
problems in scoring honors,
so I will answer them all in
one.

To earn the honor bonus,
the honors must all be in one
hand — they cannot be split
between declarer and dum-
my, for instance. Any player
who has four or five honors in
the trump suit, be it declarer,
dummy or either defender, is
entitled to the honors bonus.
And you can claim honors at
any time until the rubber is
scored. However, if you do
not claim them before the
cards of that deal have been
mixed, you receive the bonus
only if the opponents agree
that you held them. And the
best time to claim honors is
immediately after the com-
pletion of the hand, when
your claim can be checked. If
you claim them during the
play, you are revealing your
holding unnecessarily.

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East-West Tensions Bother Think Tank

VIENNA, Austria (AP) —
The chill in East-West rela-
tions has struck sharply at a
major international think
tank that was born in the age
of detente, promising
cooperation among scientists
from both major power
blocs

Tarnished by a spy
scandal, hit with a cutoff in
U.S. support and facing
possible withdrawals, the
International - Institute for
Applied Systems Analysis is
retrenching and rethinking
its priorities

Institute officials privately
say that many of their pro-
blems stem from the current

political climate.

There is an apparent sus-
picion in Washington that
joint East-West ventures
pass on Western technologi-
cal know-how to the Soviet
Union, they say.

Founded 10 years ago in a
spirit of cooperation, the
17-nation center became a
major East-West data-
exchange venture.

But the Reagan ad-
ministration announced re-
cently a cutoff in the US
$2.3 million contribution to
the institute, which amounts
to nearly 25 percent of the
organization’s budget

Officials say they expect
the institute's U.S. member
agency, the National

Academy of Sciences, (o
withdraw, and perhaps
others may also do so.

In addition, complaints
about the quality of scientific
research have been regis-
tered by Great Britain and
West Germany.

But officials says'the in-
stitute will survive its cur-
rent troubles, and become a
stronger and more focused
center in the process.

“There is a rather rigorous

Housed in a sprawling and

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Home Furnishings Follow Changes In Lifestyles

Once upon a time, there was living
room furniture, bedroom furniture and
dining-room furniture. Everybody knew
which was which and there was no
confusion about what went where.

Oh, perhaps there were also desks and
bookcases to go in the library or “‘den”
as some called it, and some comfortable
pieces for the porch. But anything too
outre which couldn't be quickly classified
was probably something you didn’t need
anyway.

Try walking into a furniture store
today and dividing up the merchandise
by the old classifications. You'll soon
give up the task as a hopeless case.
Where would you place the etageres? The
bars? The armoires that can be used for

clothing storage or home-entertainment
components? What about the sleep sofa
that flips into a king-size bed.

Life at home is both simpler and more
complicated then it used to be. For many
— perhaps a majority soon — the old idea
of a single-family home in the suburbs is
an irrelevant solution to a problem they
don't think they have.

The new American consumer is a‘
career girl in Dallas; a childless couple
in Seattle; a bachelor in his first “pad”
in New York; a houseful of roommates
who work in the same office in Los
Angeles, or a couple of seniors in an adult
community in New Jersey.

These home furnishings consumers are
represented in many attributes and
attitudes. But one thing about most of
them is that their lives are non-

traditional. They may share the same
holidays and associations as the rest of
the country. But when they go shopping
for home furnishings, they are a different
breed. These new consumers with dif-
ferent needs are giving rise to new
categories of furniture, according to
some retailers and manufacturers.

If a single descriptive word could be
chosen to characterize the new market,
that word would probably be informal.
The concept contains the idea of rooms
that are used interchangeably for all the
activities of living, of furniture that is in
no particular style, but instead is geared
to function as seating or storage or
surface in any room where the need for
the function exists.

The new informal furniture is unlikely
to be authentic.anything. Instead, it may

“borrow” design elements from one or
more cultural traditions.

Some companies have switched their
product lines to cater to the new
consumers. Other firms have been set up
just to cater to them. The furniture they
are producing to meet the new. needs
includes multi-use storage pieces such as
armoires and wall systems, combination
game and dining tables, chairs on casters
for easy mobility, sofas that convert to
beds and rolling carts for a variety of
uses, including meal serving wherever
convenient. \

An example of a company formed to
cater to the market is Stavoak. The
2'5-year-old firm is a subsidiary of Jack
Daniels Distilleries.

“Ninety percent of our furniture is
made of barrelwood. We were giving

them away and we decided that we
should recycle the wood into furniture,”
explained Largin Grover, assistant man-
ager of the furniture operation.

The products, designed by 0. B. Solie,
are geared to appeal to the customer for
informal furniture who company execu-
tives believed might find whiskey barrel
furniture a good idea.

Trend Line is an example of an older
firm that recently began catering to the
new consumer. Bill Hairston, its presi-
dent, says less space is a part of the new
consumer equation. The new consumers
have goiten accustomed to smaller
quarters than Americans usually con-
sider desirable. If they are young, they
haven't been around long enough to
acquire traditional housing. If they are
older, they may have moved from larger*

quarters.

With less horizontal space, they have to
look to the vertical dimension. So they
appreciate the value of modular stacking

storage units and gall systems.

“These consumers are not buying
pieces of furniture. They are buying
atmosphere, comfort, beauty and re-

treat,” said Hairston.

““The fact is that many Americans will
never buy a piece of formal dining-room
or living-room furniture,” says Sherwood
Smith, president of Sherwood Furniture,
producer of foam seating and sleeping
furniture. Perhaps they haven't the
money. Perhaps they haven't the space.
Or maybe they simply don’t see why they
should, when the new pieces suit all their
needs so well.

Win ‘83

Awards

The two roses selected for
1983 All-America Selections
honors were hybridized by
two consistent winners of this
top award.

The new roses are Sun
Flare, a bright yellow
floribunda, the work of
William Warriner of Tustin,
Calif., and Sweet Surrender,
a silver-pink tea developed
by Ollie Weeks of Ontario,
Calif.

For Warriner, it was his
ninth AARS award dinner in
the past 11 years.

The AARS awards are
based on test-garden judging
results.

Sun Flare has a compact,
bushy growth with at-
tractive, - glossy, bright-
green, holly-like foliage. It
produces clusters of three or
more 3-inch blooms that
cover the bush during the
peak blooming periods and
are repeated throughout the
. growing season.

Tests, AARS reported, in-
dicate Sun Flare has good
disease resistance and har-
diness. Several judges noted
that it produced more flow-
ers throughout the season in
their gardens than any other
rose entry. They also em-
pasized its fragrance.

Sun Flare resulted from a
cross, Sunsprite (Freesia) X
unnamed variety.

AARS said the rose was
another example of War-
riner's ‘“‘special ability to
produce outstanding
floribunda roses, although he
has many hybrid teas to his

While a number of dif-
ferent kinds of toilet-tank
mechanisms have come on
the market in recent years,
the overwhelming bulk of
them are still the old-
fashioned type, with a float
ball, inlet tube, overflow tube
and valve seat through which
the water goes into the bowl.

The old type of system,
unfortunately, is and always
has been susceptible to the
eventual failure of one or
more parts. If the inside of
the toilet tank remains a
mystery to you, unraveling
its seemingly puzzling con-
tents is not difficult.
Carefully take off the tank
cover, which is usually not
connected and stays in place
because it is so heavy. You
can avoid trouble by placing
the cover on something soft,
like a bed, after first putting
a piece of scrap material
there to prevent the spread
from getting soiled. Broken
tank covers often occur
because they were placed on
hard surfaces from which
they slid off.

Once the cover is off, turn
the flush handle and observe
what happens. The water
level will quickly go down as
the water rushes into the
bowl. The metal or plastic
float, attached to a horizontal
rod, will go down with the
water level. Fresh water
immediately starts to enter
the tank via the inlet tube,
usually at the left side of the
tank. As the water in the
tank rises, it takes the float
ball with it. When the float
ball reaches a designated
height, it shuts off the valve
at the top of the inlet tube
and no more water comes
into the tank. Do this three or
four times and you will
understand what goes on
inside a toilet tank when you
turn the flush handle.

If water drips into the bowl
after the flushing action has
stopped, a frequent trou-
blemaker, it can be due to
one of several causes.
Usually it is because the
water level is too high and
some of the water is going
into the overflow tube, the
vertical hollow tube to the
right of the inlet tube. Look
at the float at the end of the
horizontal rod. It should be
resting on the water, part of

* it below the surface. If it is

fully covered by water, it has
lost its buoyancy and ‘needs
to be replaced. If it is all
right, bend the rod to which
the float is attached. Bend it
downward a little, working
carefully with two hands so
the mechanism is not thrown
out of alignment. Try
flushing the tank. The water
level now should be lower. If
not, experiment with the
bending until water no longer
goes into the overflow tube.

Another possible cause of
the dripping is a leak under
the valve at the bottom of the
tank. Be certain the
‘‘stopper’’ is dropping
exactly on the valve seat. If
not, make an adjustment of
the guide that usually fits
around the overflow tube.
And rub the inside of the
valve seat with steel wool to
remove any grit. Check the
condition of the valve ball,
which may need replace-
ment. ;

A new washer is some-
times required at the top of
the inlet tube. As you take off
the valve gadget to replace
the washer, do it ver

will know how to replace the
parts properly.

Should it be necessary to
install more modern flushing
equipment, have a plumber
do it unless you are very
handy. Possibly the most
difficult part of the operation
is getting under the tank to
loosen the nuts holding ev-
erything in place.
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Residents Of Tiny Pennsylvania
Town Must Now Own Weapons

FRANKLINTOWN, Pa. (AP) — Residents in the tiny
pastoral community of Franklintown, Pa., don't worry much
about crime — and they want to keep it that way.

To that end, the town’s Borough Council is mandating gun
ownership and is making no secret about it.

“If a burglar knows every home has a gun and the person
has received instruction on how to use it, they would pass up
this town,” Council Vice President Ralph Gundrum said.
“We're lucky here, but crime is going up everywhere and we
decided to do something." -

Borrowing an idea started earlier this year in Kennesaw,
Ga., leaders in this rural southeastern Pennsylvania hamlet
of 300 people enacted a law this month requiring the head of
every household to own a gun.

“You don't wait until you smell smoke to buy a fire
extinguisher,” Gundrum said. ;

But the council wasn't unanimous in the matter. Coun-
cilman Larry Wonders, who- cast the one dissenting vote,
predicted it wouldn’t help protect homeowners.

"“If someone comes to rob you, they're still going to rob
you,” he said. “‘You're liable to get shot with your own gun."”

The idea dates back to colonial militia laws, which
eventually were stricken from the books during the 1900s,
National Rifle Association spokesman John Aquilino said.

The law is more form than substance. It contains a
provision exempting those who really don’t want to own a
weapon from being penalized up to $300 and 30 days in jail.

And, most residents already own a gun, because most are
hunters. The community consists of rolling farmland, and is
next to a state hunting preserve.

“There's nobody around here who doesn't have a house full
of guns,” Calvin Graham, former mayor and justice of peace,
said. “It's:an old hunting town; everybody knows how to use a
gun."” :

Graham, who can recall when Main Street was a dirt road,
said the town always has been tranquil. .

Most of the houses in town are empty in the daytime, while
residents are away working. About the only signs of life are a
service station and a post office in a converted mobile home
with plaster figures of elves and animals in front.

Gundrum, who farms the land behind his house, said the
council plans to establish a firearms instruction course for
the residents.

“The people here don’t look at it like city people do. It's a

way of life,” Gundrum said. “We realize you don’t shoot
somebody for stealing something, but you have to do
something to protect yourself and your family.”

The law was not intended as a criticism of local police
officials, who, Gundrum said, are doing a good job
maintaining law and order. But, he added, ‘‘People have to
iearn to take care of themselves.”

When Gundrum heard of the Kennesaw law, he said he
thought it was ‘“dumb.”

“But crime decreased down there,” he said. “I hope it will
do some good here.”

William Castle, chief of the Carroll-Franklin Township
Police Department, said that the town so far this year has
had two cases of vandalism and ope case of unlawful entry.

Although the ordinance doesn't take effect in Kennesaw
until June 1, officials there already credit it with discouraging
some crimes.

Kennesaw Mayor Darvin Purdy said that 55 burglaries
were reported last year in his community of 5,200. Since the
law was adopted in March, not a single burglary has been
reported, he said.

“It's going to have a significant deterrent on crime if the
last nine weeks are any indication,” Purdy said.

Kennesaw residents who violate the law face a $50 fine. The
town has established a firearms instruction course conducted
by the police.
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Block, Helms Agree:

WASHINGTON (AP)
One of the things Agriculture
Secretary John R. Block and
Sen. Jesse Helms, R-N.C,
apparently have in common
is a belief that if you can't
say anything good about
agriculture, think twice
about opening your mouth

Last week, for example,
Block told a meeting of the
American Meat Institute that
he assumed everyone had
heard about the *farm
crisis’’ and how the agricul-
tural economy is “al its
lowest depth since the Great
Depression’” of the 1930s

“There are a lot of these
horror stories going around.”
Block said. “'Some are true,
but many more have been
exaggerated.”

Block admitted that
agriculture has been “in a
valley'' but warned against
“accepting artifical cures
that could lead to deeper
problems’" farther down the
line

“The real challenge tfor
agriculture is this,”" Block
said, warming up to his
theme. “We have to keep

moving forward.”
Block has been an
exhuberant farm leader

since he joined the Cabinet
more than 16 months ago.
Even when critics point to
the hard facts about the farm
economy being depressed
and that farmers’ income
probably will be down for the
third vear in a row, Block
maintains an optimism hard
toresist.

The comments made by
Block in his prepared re-
marks to the meat industry
were typical, the kind of
cheerleading that Jesse
Helms might have had in
mind when he spoke to the
Newspaper Farm Editors of
America at the group’s spr-
ing meeting here in April.

“There is just too much
doom and - gloom in our
conversations about the
economy and about Ameri-
can agriculture,” he said.

“Sometimes, when I look
at the other aspects of the
major media in this country,
I wonder if they are not
trying to talk us into a
depression.”

Helms, a former reporter
in his native North Carolina,
said farm editors and others
in the news media should pay
more heed to prayer and the
faith of America’s founding
fathers

It is- time, he said, for
everyone to have faith that
the American system will
work and that President
Reagan's policiees will help
overcome the present dif-
ficulties,

“Of course, it’s going to
take time, it's going to take
some sacrifice, but if we
have the will we can do it,”
Helms said.

An articulate speaker,
Helms was born 60 years ago
in Monroe, N.C., and after

World War II service in the .

Navy became city editor of
The Raleigh Times, and later
was -director of news and

programs for the Tobacco
Radio Network and radio
station WRAL in Raleigh.
Referring to his journalism
background prior to his elec-
tion to the Senate in 1972,

- Helms told the farm editors

that he was not “‘a doom and
gloom boy"” about the na-
tion's economy and
agriculture.

Helms said he was op-
timistic about the future of
America, but nevertheless
had some reservations.

“We're not going to get
very far if we don't follow the
lessons of of the past and if
we don't exercise common
sense,” he said. “But most of
all, we've got to take a look
in our hearts at the heritage
of this country.

“The more I read about
our founding fathers and how
they cbeated this remarkable
entity that we call the United
States of America, the more
I'm persuaded that they

" were not smart enough to do

it by themselves. They got
down on their knees and they

-the rest.

prayed to God. And it's
something that maybe we
haven’t done enough of.”

While Block's speeches
usually do not match Helms'
citations about the benefits of
prayers and the wisdom of
the country's founders, they
do offer similar optimism
and vigor when it comes to
Reagan and his economic
program.

“The program has already
knocked the wind out of
inflation, and we're focusing
on those interest rates"”
Block wound up his speech to
the meat people. “‘We've cut
them several percent al-
ready but, obviously, that's
not good enough. The presi-
dent believes they'll come
down rapidly when peoplee
see that something will be
done about the budget.”

Reagan, he said, has
“taken off the gloves and is
attacking the problems" af-
fecting the countby.

“This is making an uncom-

After eight vears as.
New Jersey’s
Congressional gadfly,
the irrepressible
Millicent Fenwick is
looking for a new
challenge. At the
age of 72.

When Fenwick
smells injustice, she
doesn't hesitate to
pipe up

Thoroughly

ou first notice Millicent Fenwick be-
cause of her elegant bearing and
carefully tailored suits. But it is her

liberate, in deep, raspy tones —
that ultimately makes the 72-year-
old, fourterm Republican Con-
gresswoman from Bemardsville,
N.J., most appealing and believable. She projects
her convictions, her sincerity and her desire with
that “You-know-my-dear-I-really-mean-it” voice.

Now she wants to be a Senator, replacing New
Jersey Democrat Harrison Williams, who resigned
in March following his conviction in the Abscam
sting operation. In April New Jersey Governor
Thomas Kean appointed investment banker
Nicholas Brady as interim Senator, with the
understanding he will not run for the post this
November. Fenwick’s first major test toward win-
ning the job comes June 8, when the Republican
primary is held.

Like Lacey Davenport, the character she in-
spired in Garry Trudeau's Doonesbury comic strip,
Fenwick doesn't always know what to make of
clever political tactics. With the delight of an eccen-
tric who does not give a fig whether she’ll actually
pass a bill, she once introduced a piece of legis-
lation that would not permit any Congressional
raises without recorded votes. Knowledgeable ob-

servers on Capitol Hill chalk it up as another one of

“Millie's adventures” and make fun of her naivete .
Yet Fenwick seems to know exactly what she is
doing. She is holding her colleagues to a higher

standard of behavior and making her mark as a
gadfly, the public conscience. “The fact of the mat-
ter is nobody is crazy about me,” she says.

Well, hardly. Political experts think her chances
for the Senate race are excellent. She is the most
widely recognized of the current Republican can-
didates and won her home district in 1980 with 78

ipercent of the vote. As one New Jersey Democrat -

on Capitol Hill who is critical of Fenwick's legislative
performance puts it: “She’s unstoppable. They like
her because she’s rich and they don't think she’ll
steal from them.”

Hiding her aristocratic upbringing is not Fen-
wick’s style. As the daughter of a New York finan-
cier and a New Jersey heiress, Millicent Ham-
mond was born to wealth: life on a luxurious
estate of gently rolling hills, fox hunting and socie-
ty balls. Her mother died when the Lusitania sank
in the North Atlantic and the lifeboat she was in
tipped over. Her father, Ogden Haggerty Ham-
mond, was rescued and went on to become the
U.S. Ambassador to Spain under President
Calvin Coolidge. When her father went to Spain,
Fenwick was taken out of the fashionable Foxcroft
School for girls in Virginia and educated briefly at
a French convent. )

Not long after returning from Europe at age 19,
Millicent met a dashing young neighbor, Hugh
Fenwick, at a fox hunt. He was married but left his
wife, and in 1934 he and Millicent were married

despite family outcries. Four years, two children
and many tribulations later, they separated and
finally divorced in 1945. Just before the separa-
tion, Mrs. Fenwick had begun modeling for Har-
per’s Bazaar and when the split came, she landed
at Vogue magazine as a $40-a-week caption
writer. She was on staff for 14 years and in 1948
wrote Vogue'’s Book of Etiquette.

Remembers Alexander Liberman, former art
director of Vogue and now editorial director of
Conde Nast Publications. “She was very beautiful.
but her interests were always deeper than just
fashion. There was always a righteousness about
her — a sense of right and wrong.”

In 1952 Fenwick returned to her parents’ estate
in Bernardsville when her family’s investments,
battered during the Depression, began to turn
around. (She’s inherited some $5 million.) During
that period, she became more active in volunteer
work and local politics, serving from 1958 to 1964
on the Bernardsville Borough Council. She would
go on to join the State Assembly and become
director of consumer affairs for New Jersey.

She says now that in those days she was much
more timid and likely to take a back seat to men
“My dear,” she says, “It really took me years to be
able to say ‘sex’ publicly.”

Millicent Fenwick may be the most prominent,
but she is just one of a small but growing number
of women on the Hill. There are now 19 female
Representatives (up from 10 in 1970) and two
women Senators (Republicans Nancy Kassebaum
of Kansas and Paula Hawkins of Florida).

Despite their rising ranks, all is not rosy for these
women. Representative Patricia Schroeder, a
41-year-old Colorado Democrat with a degree
from Harvard Law School, says that women are

either “focused on” or “forgotten.” Most impor- -

tantly, they don’t have access to or feel comfor-
table in bars and men’s clubs — the informal
places where Washington deals are made so fre-
quently. “In the House cloakroom, for example,”
notes Schroeder, “the men are much more
physical. | love the way they always pound on
each other. Every now and then, when my
shoulder gets hit for the 15th time, | have to say,
‘Hey, guys, cool it.” They are like bears.”

Fenwick; for one, believes
she may be spared some of
the annoyances endured by
her female colleagues
because, “As an older
woman, | don't represent
the threat the others might.”

Though her critics accuse
her of grandstanding, Fen-
wick is at her best in Con-
gress when crusading
against evil. She is a master
of the free 30-second ad —
getting on the TV news. She
criticizes waste, takes ex-
amples of human suffering
and, using the same tech-
nique favored by President
Reagan, tries to blame prob-
lems on a vast, unthinking
bureaucracy hamstrung by
blind allegiance to some-
times nonsensical rules. Like
the President, Fenwick is
able to make her aging-and
wrinkled, yet extremely at-
tractive, face twinkle with in-
nocence and surprise on cue
for the cameras.

Though her voting record
on fiscal matters is conser-
vative (she supported nearly
all of President Reagan's
budget cuts), she is a liberal

. about social causes. She
does not believe that “abor-
tion is a proper question for
politics” but opposes all ef-
forts by right-to-life groups
to outlaw it. She is a strong
supporter of gun control,
human rights causes, the
Equal Rights Amendment
and stringent environ-
mental-protection laws.
Fenwick opposes increased
defense spending and fights
efforts by the religious right
wing to force prayer in
schools. A lifetime member
of the N.AACP., she
disapproves of efforts to
remove Federal judges’
power to order school bus-
ing for ending segregation.

As one of the few Repub-
licans who won a first-term
seat in the 1974 post-Water-
gate elections, she is par-
ticularly sensitive to the need
for honesty in government,
sometimes said to be in short
supply in New Jersey poli-
tics. Quoting a French
patriot, she says, “Every
society on earth has corrup-
tion. It is the nature of

There are those, however,

who say that, press attention
and crusading oratory aside,
Fenwick has not found a way
to be an effective power in
the House. Congressional
Quarterly's authoritative
1982 almanac, Politics in
America, concludes, “Fen-
wick's popularity outside the

House exceeds her effec-
tiveness within it. Though
she spends a lot of time on
the House floor and regularly
speaks out on behalf of
causes . . . of broader political
strategy, compromise and
coalition building, she re-
mains largely unaware.”

Adds conservative Jeffrey
Bell, her chief opponent in
the primary, “There are two
types of Congressmen — the
spokesman type and the
workhorse type. Millicent is
definitely the spokesman
type.”

Fenwick remains un-
daunted by criticism. She
continues to awaken every
day at 5:15 AM. in the
rented. townhouse near the
Capitol where she lives
alone. She is in her office by
6:30, scribbling handwritten
notes to hundreds of con-
stituents with whom she cor-
responds regularly. After a
full day in Congress, she
heads back to her office,
writes more letters and re-
tumns phone calls until 9 or
10 P.M. Then she goes
home and has the same din-
ner each night: spaghetti with
margarine and Parmesan
cheese and a glass of white
wine. Every weekend she

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Bypass Surgery:
The Heart

Of the Matter

t 30, Larry R. was a Chicago

attorney with an impressive list

of big-name clients. He was a

whiz in the courtroom, traveled
to Egypt, Singapore and Marseilles on
behalf of his clients and was known as
the city’s most eligible bachelor.

One day, Larry was in the court-
room frying an important case. Sud-
denly he experienced a chest pain so
severe that it almost knocked him
over.

His condition was diagnosed as
atherosclerosis, which is a buildup of
fatty material in the arteries that im-
pedes the flow of

The arteries carry blood away from
the heari, and veins retumn the blood
to the heart.

When this network is functioning
well, it provides the heart muscle with
a half a pint of blood per minute, at
rest, and up to a quart of blood per
minute when a person is exercising or
is under stress,

When atherosclerosis has not pro
gressed to more than 50 percent,
most people will have no symptoms:
but when it exceeds 50 percent, an in-
adequate supply of blood will be fur
nished to the heart when the person is
exercising or stressed. If the blockages
get to be 85 or 90 percent, a person is

Many vyears
later, Larry heard
about a procedure
for people suffer-
ing from exactly
the same kind of
pains he had: The
operation, devel-

oped a little more

than a decade ago, involves bypass-
ing the blocked portions of any or all
of the three major coronary arteries
(the arteries which carry blood to the
heart muscle itself) and often some of
their subsidiary branches with veins
from a patient’s legs. In some cases,
the bypass is accomplished through
using an internal mammary artery —
one of the many arteries carrying
blood to the chest wall — instead of
the leg vein.

Certain clogged arteries are more
worrisome than others. To under-
stand why, it is critical to know the
anatomy of the heart and how it
works.

The heart, a hollow, muscular or-
gan, is situated in the center of the
chest, a little to the left. Its job is to
pump blood, which is rich in oxygen
and other nutrients, to all parts of the
body.

No one knows for sure what causes
the fatty buildup, but evidence is
mounting that individual life styles
and certain physical risk factors such

Often, as a result of the blockages,
a portion of the heart muscle, starved
by a lack of oxygen-rich blood, wil
die. This is known as a heart attack.

Almost half of all middle-aged men
with coronary artery disease have a
heart attack as their first sign. But
about 25 percent experience angina.

area of blockage, and.the other is at-
tached to the aorta, the main artery.
In this way, blood is taken directly
from the aorta, bypasses the obstruc-
tion and flows through the graft to
nourish the heart muscle. Because the
blood supply flows freely once more,
the heart muscle receives more of it
and is able to pump more effectively.

The operation - became feasible
when the heart-lung machine was
perfected. This is a futuristic-looking
device that breathes for the patient
while he or she is on the operating
table.

Uttimately, Larry decided against
the surgery (he was apprehensive
about it and so opted for a less active
life style instead). But each year since
1967, more and more heart patients
have chosen to have the operation.
By 1981, more than 850,000 patients
had undergone it. Patients count on
the surgery to relieve

A recent report from the Cleveland
Clinic described a survey of nearly
3,000 women who underwent coro-
nary artery surgery. It found that the
operative mortality (the number of
people who die on the operating table
or within 30 days of surgery) was
slightly higher and that graft patency
and angina relief were less than in
men (the graft stayed open less fre-
quently). But the five- and 10-year
longevity in both sexes was almost
identical.

“I tell my patients that we are not
taking away the disease, we are not
curing the disease,” says Dr. Horace
MacVaugh of Philadelphia’s
Lankenau Hospital. Dr. MacVaugh
and his surgical team perform more
than 500 bypasses a year.

“I tell them that everyone is on a
gradual downhill course, but that
theirs is at a little sharper angle than

their pain, cure their
disease and prolong
their lives.

discontent within medical circles. The
major controversy surrounds the
question of whether or not the surgery

-prolongs life. Most studies show that

life is prolonged when surgery is per-
formed for a blockage in the left main
artery of the heart. (This type of
blockage is particularly dangerous
because the left main artery supplies
blood to the whole body.) However,
in all other instances there are conflic-
ting studies, some indicating that the
surgery prolongs life and others in-
dicating that life can be prolonged just
as well by appropriate drug treatment
and life-style changes (control of
hypertension, loss of weight, proper
exercise, stress . reduction). There
have also been claims that patients
have been misled about what the
operation can accomplish.

Some doctors talk about grafts that
do not remain open, the incidence of
surgically induced -heart attacks and
the need for second and third opera-
tions. : :

Nonetheless, the operation does
relieve pain in 85 to 90 percent of the
patients who have it.

Bemard P., 58, who had a bypass
operation several years ago, testifies
that he “came through perfectly. They
were right when they told me | would
have little trouble. | had almost no
pain from the operation, and now |
feel better than before.” '

But Genevieve T., who is 62, is not
so happy. “I didn't feel too bad while |
was in the hospital after the surgery,”
she said. “But the original angina
came back. And it was even worse
than before.”

that of the general population. With
this operation, we take them off that
curve and move them straight up
and start them off again. From that
point, they will probably go downhill
again at about the same rate that
they did before unless they can do
something to alter their life style,
which may have contributed to the
condition.”

Patients usually stay in the hospital
for a week to 10 days and there is a
four- to six-week recuperation period.
Some patients take no medication af-
ter surgery. Others continue to take
medication for high blood pressure,
high cholesterol and for other
reasons.

How can a patient decide whether
to ‘have surgery? Virtually all
specialists agree that if you are in
serious pain and drugs or a change in
life style do not relieve your symp-
toms, you should really consider
surgery. If the pain is not in-
capacitating, but tests indicate that
you have blockages, you should find
out which arteries are blocked.
Should the left main artery be
clogged, most doctors agree that
surgery should be performed to pro-
long life. But there are risk factors in-
volved in the surgery which you
should consider. If you are °
overweight, female (women have
thinner arteries than do men), suffer
from diabetes or hypertension, have a
high level of cholesterol in your blood
or have had a heart attack, the risks of

surgery increase. Ultimately,
the individual must weigh the
pros and cons of the operation.

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Family Feuds: Why
Some Fights Last Forever

Just desserts? Once banished, it can be hard to go home again.

Imost every extended family
has seen a misunderstanding
between two relatives snowball
into a full-fledged feud. Such
fights can last for years and cause a lot
of pain — but they don't have to last
forever. With patience, persistence
and the courage to swallow your

~ pride, it's possible to make amends.

“Misunderstandings are a source of
hidden pain for many families,” con-
tends Joan Overturf, D.SW., a
Claremont, Calif. social worker in pri-
vate practice. The feud can be trig-
gered by a significant event — a death
in the family that leads to disagree-
ments over money or property; a
marriage or divorce that sparks disap-
proval — or it can begin with some-
thing as seemingly unimportant as a
forgotten holiday phone call or a wed-
ding present that's never sent.

But because we depend so heavily
on our families and want so much
from them, Dr. Qverturf notes, any
misunderstanding, major or minor,
has the potential to erupt into a long-
standing conflict. “We expect a lot
from our families,” she says. “We ex-
pect to be nurtured and cared for and
accepted with very few qualifications.
We expect them to be perfect, and
when they're not we're disappoint-
ed.” Because the bonds between fam-
ily members are so powerful and the
hurts relatives can cause each other so
painful, adds Dr. Overturf, it is ex-
tremely difficult to resolve feuds
without a great deal of effort.

But experts contend that even

' family misunderstandings that con-

tinue for decades can be overcome, at
least in part. Here are some sugges-
tions for coping with old conflicts and
heading off new disagreements:

Roberta Plutzik is the co-author of The Secret
Lives of Parents, to be published this fall.
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e In a conflict situation, we some-
times condemn a person as totally bad
and worthless. But try to think about
your relative's total personality. He
may seem obnoxious or unsympathe-
tic, but does he have good attributes?
Are these positive traits just as strong
as or stronger than his faults? Try to
recall the good things that have hap-
pened between you.

e If you decide to confront your
relative in order to resolve the dis-
pute, Sidney Lecker, M.D., a New
York City psychiatrist, advises that you
take a constructive approach. Often
feuding family members employ a
self-defeating discussion technique.
Dr. Lecker calls this the “dominance
argument,” the purpose of which is
“to prove the other person wrong, to
knock him down and destroy him.”
He recommends an alternative tactic:
the “integrity argument.” lts purpose
is “to remove imitants between you
and yet to preserve family intimacy,
love and integrity.”

e If you tend to be indirect, try to
work at communicating more directly
and concisely with your. relatives —
and work at being a good listener, too.
Also, use “I" statements (“I feel hurt
because . . . ”) rather than “you” state-
ments (“You hurt me..."). They
sound less accusatory. Then encour-
age your relative to respond in like
terms. ;

e Don't count on a third relative
who is supposedly neutral about your
dispute, to bail you out.

Is Anxiety
Evenhanded?

TRUE OR FALSE?

1. Right-handed people are more
anxious than left-handed people.

2. Wearing certain colors can increase
your vulnerability to anxiety.

3. Anxiety can be detrimental to your
health.

4. Anxiety can affect the way you
draw.

ANSWERS

1. False. In a study at San Jose State
University (Calif.) a team of investi-
gators gave right-handed, left-handed
and mixed-handed undergraduates a
psychological test designed to mea-
sure anxiety. The researchers found
that “right-handers were significantly
less anxious than both the left- and
mixed-handed groups.” Other re-
search matches these findings.

2. True. If you're under stress, wear-
ing certain colors or having them
around you can make you feel even
more anxious. In a study conducted
jointly by specialists from the Veterans
Administration and Augusta College
(Ga.) undergraduates were subjected
to four colors (red, yellow, green and
blue) which have been shown to affect
the anxiety state. Subjects were then
administered the anxiety-trait scale of
a standard psychological test. The
study found that students who scored
high ‘on the anxiety scale “were
significantly more anxious while view-
ing blue, red and green than were the
low scoring anxiety-frait students.
And tests of the colors’ main effects
indicated that blue was associated
with significantly more anxiety than
was either yellow or green.”

3. True. The purpose of a study at the
University of Miami School of
Medicine was to determine the
association between levels of anxiety
and the functioning of the body’s im-
mune system. Findings indicate that
psychological states of stress and anx-
iety cripple the function of this
defense system, inhibit recovery from
illness and render an individual more
vulnerable to infections and disease.
4. True. In order to assess the extent
to which anxiety affects human
behavior, investigators at St. John's
University (N.Y.) exposed student
subjects to an anxiety-inducing film
and a neutral film. All were then in-
structed to make human-figure draw-
ings. The researchers found that “the
proportionality of the human-figure
drawings drawn subsequent to ex-
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posure to the anxiety-producing film
was significantly different than when
subjects were exposed to the neutral
film.” It was also noted that the
amount' of darker shading of the
human-figure drawings was signifi-

cantly greater on those drawings ex-
ecuted after the subject had been ex-
posed to the anxiety-producing stimu-
lus. This is cited as just one of the
ways in which anxiety may affect

us mentally and emotionally. m

TESTS: BOYS LIKE NOISE
f a boy wants to do his best while taking a test, he should
tumn up his Walkman. But a girl should put in earplugs.
At least that's what a recent study at Ohio State seems

to indicate. On typical academic tests, boys outscored girls
by an average of 26 percent when the test was given in a
noisy room, while girls outscored boys by 8 percent when -
the room was quiet.

As reported in Psychology Today, researchers gave 156
first, third and fifth graders a standard intelligence test. In
one room, taped noise levels approximated a classroom in
which everyone was talking at once. In the other, the
loudest noise was the hum of fluorescent lamps.

The researchers attribute the difference, at least in part, to
early conditioning. “Young boys are often encouraged to do
noisy things,” they noted, “whereas girls are encouraged
