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See Message In Disinterest Of Voters

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) -  E u^ne Phillips apparently has 
won himself a judgeship and Sidney Eagles has won a judicial 
nomination. But the real message North Carolina voters sent 
Tuesday was a different one — they aren’t very interested in 
electing judges.

Only about 300,000 of North Carolina’s 1.8 million registered 
Democrats bothered to vote in Tuesday’s statewide runoff 
primary.

And the voter turnout, low except in isolated cases, is likely 
to give rise to a re-examination of the way North Carolina

selects its judges and, perhaps, the way it provides for runoff 
primaries.

“It’s pitiful,’’ observed William Culp, supervisor of 
electkms in Mecklenburg County. “It’s really ridiculous to 
have an election and no one comes out.

“When they don’t come out and vote, they’re sending us a 
message,’’ he added. “And we better start listening to them.’’

The 16 percent or so turnout pretty well matched the 
predictions of a “pathetic’’ vote made by state Elections 
Director Alex Brock. But it might not have been even that 
high.

More than a third of the vote came m the 11 counties of the

2nd Congressional District, where a spirited race with racial 
overtones provided the draw. In a surprisingly heavy vote, 
some 60 percent of the Democrats in that district turned out 
as white lawyer Tim Valentine beat black lawyer Mickey 
Michaux for the nomination.

But in areas where there were no local runoffs, where the 
races for nominations to two seats on the state Court of 
Appeals were the only ones on the ballot, the result was 
laughable.

In Mecklenburg County, Culp expected a low turnout and 
abandoned the usual use of voting machines. He borrowed 
ballot boxes from nei^boring counties and used paper ballots

for the first time in 15 years.
Culp’s prediction of a 4 percent turnout was overly 

optimistic. In Mecklenburg, where Charlotte is the largest 
city in the state, 2,143 voted in Eagle’s race; four less voted in 
Phillips’. That is fewer than 2 percent of the registered 
Democrats.

In Forsyth County, Phillips’ home, turnout was percent. 
Phillips’ nomination was tantamount to election as he faces 
no Republican opposition, while Eagles will have a GOP 
opponent in the general election.

Phillips Wins 

In Court Race

“There’s not much I can say,’’ Horton Rountree said this 
morning, “excqjt to congratulate Gene Phillips,’’ who 
defeated Rountree in a runoff for the Democratic nomination 
for one of two seats on the N.C. Court of Appeals in Tuesday’s 
second primary balloting.
■ State-wide, Eugene Phillips of Winston-Salem took 70 
percent of the vote, while Rountree gathered only 30 percent 
of the more that 392,500 ballots cast.

Pitt County voters, however, supported their “local’’ 
candidate, giving Rountree -  a former member of the 
General Assembly and now a district court judge — 1,883 
votek to Phillips’484.

While the balloting in Pitt was light, and far short of the 
number of votes needed to give Rountree a victory, the Pitt 
balloting helped Sidney E a ^  of Raleigh defeat Paul W ri^t 
of Wayne County in the race for the nomination to the second 
Court of A{^)eals seat.

In Pitt County, Eagles received 1,239 votes to Wright’s 841, 
while state-wide, Eagles received 54 percent of the votes to 
Wright’s 46 percent.

“I regret I couldn’t hold up the ‘Down East’ candidacy,’’ 
Rountree said. “I guess we got beat by more money and more 
endorsements.’’

In the first primary on June 29, Rountree took the top spot 
among the five candidates for the Appeals Court seat in Pitt 
County with 7,699 votes, while Phillips placed second with 
1,234. However, Phillips led state-wide with 42 percent of the 
votes, while Rountree placed second.

In the three-way race for the second Appeals Court seat last 
month. Eagles led in Pitt with 3,444 votes, while Wright 
gathered 3,051. State-wide, W ri^t led with 42 percent of the 
votes, while Ea^es took 41 percent.

cal commitment’’ by the 
Palestine Liberation Organi­
zation to leave Beirut, and 
would give Israel the answer 
by Friday.

Begin, standing firm on his 
insistence that the estimated 
8,000 trapped PLO guerrillas 
agree to leave Lebanon en­
tirely, said that only such a 
commitment would avert an 
Israeli assault on the city.

He said Syria, Jordan and 
Egypt each have apparently 
a g r ^  to take in some of the 
guerrillas, but that “it is still 
not clear if the terrorists 
have even really decided to 
leave Beirut.”

Habib, scheduled to return 
to Beirut today, met B e ^  
Tuesday night after seeing 
the leaders of Syria, Saudi 
Arabia, Egypt and Jordan.

Israeli new^apers said the 
Angerican diplomat hoped 
Syria would grant asylum to 
leaders of the PLO, Jordan 
would accept members with 
Jordanian citizenship, and 
Egypt would take the rest of 
the guerrillas under siege in 
west Beirut.

In Cairo, Rep. Paul Mc- 
Closkey, R-Calif., said that

Egyptian President Hosni 
Mubarak expressed will­
ingness to host Palestinians 
evacuated from west Beirut 
if there was some assurance 
from the United States they 
would some day have a 
homeland. McCloskey is a 
member of a five-member 
congressional delegation that 
has also talked with leaders 
in Lebanon, Syria and Israel.

Habib told Begin he had 
made progress and there was 
“a chance he will succeed in 
fulfilling his mission,” an 
Israeli official reported.

W hile th e  b e s ie g e d  
Lebanese capital trembled 
under the thunderous air and 
sea barrages, Israeli ground 
forces and guerrillas dueled 
with heavy artillery and 
rockets on Beirut’s southern 
and eastern outskirts, cor­
respondents reported.

Lebanese police said 203 
people were killed and 297 
wounded in the previous air, 
sea and land bombardment 
that began at midnight 
Monday and continued for 30 
hours. However, a PLO 
communique said put the toll 
at 247 dead and 395 wounded 
in Palestinian camps, where 
police have no access, and in

residential neighborhoods.
Witnesses said Tuesday’s 

raid was the heaviest Israeli 
b o m b a rd m e n t of the  
b e le ag u e red  L eb an ese 
capital since Israel invaded 
Lebanon June 6 and drove to 
the gates of Beirut to ensnare 
the PLO fighters.

Divebombing Israeli jets 
and gunboats offshore 
pounded a west Beirut 
beachfront residential dis­
trict where PLO guerrillas 
had thrown up barricades 
and mined one street.

In one block, two apart­
ment buildings, one eight 
stories tall, were destroyed, 
and seven others were badly 
damaged during the after­
noon air raids. Costa Rican 
Consul Abdel Baki, who lived 
in the neighborhood, said 
about 200 Palestinian ref­
ugees lived in the eight-story 
building, which took a direct 
hit.

One of Begin’s aides said 
he brushed aside Tsongas’ 
concern about an Israeli at­
tack on Beirut.

“Beirut is a city?” he 
reportedly said. “Beirut is an 
armed camp of our most 
beastly enemies.”

Valentine Wins Runoff 
in Second District Race

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) -  I T. “Tim” Valen­
tine, benefiting from a surprisingly strong 
turnout in the 2nd Congressional District, won 
the Democratic nomination to Congress with a 
runoff victory Tuesday over black lawyer 
H.M. “Mickey” Michaux Jr.

Valentine, 56, a conservative, white lawyer 
from Nashville, won nearly 54 percent of the 
vote and came back after trailing Michaux by 
11 percentage points in the first primary last 
month.

“I’m glad it’s over,” Valentine said. “It’s 
been a long, hard, tough road.”

Hie victory dashed the hopes of Michaux to 
become North Carolina’s first black elected to 
Congress in this century. But it followed a 
conventional political wisdom in the state that 
black candidates don’t fare well in runoff 
primaries.

Michaux, 51, of Ehirham, is a fomer state 
l e g a to r  and U.S. attorney during the Carter 
administration.

Valentine will face Republican John “Jack” 
Marin of Durham, an attorney and former 
professional basketball player, in the general 
election.

They are seeking the seat being given up by 
L.H. Fountain, a conservative Democrat who 
is stepping down at age 69 after 30 years in 
Congress.

Unofficial but complete returns from all 219 
precincts showed Valentine with 59,272 votes, 
or 53.8 percent, and Michaux with 50,874 votes 
or 46.2 percent.

Michaux, appearing before supporters at his 
Durham headquarters, sounded a conciliatory 
theme but avoided conceding defeat.

“Let me take a closer look at the numbers 
and see where we are,” Michaux said. “Then I 
can make a more definitive statement.

“This is no end. This is just the beginning,” 
Michaux said. “This campaign was carried 
out on a high road. We talked about 
issues...We’ve ^ t  a good thing going. We’ve 
got to keep it going.”

Zoning Board Endorses 
Revised Classification

After being under con­
sideration and review for 
over a year, a revised zoning 
classification addressing the 
R-6 residential section has 
been recommenled to the 
C ity  C ouncil by th e  
Greenville Planning & Zon­
ing Commission.

The board, in a ^ i a l  call 
session Tuesday night, took 
action that culminated over a 
year of work on the revised 
classification by first the 
city’s planning staff and then 
the Planning and Zoning 
Task Force.

In conjunction with the 
revised R-6 zoning package, 
com missioners also re ­
commended aK>roval of a 
special residential use in the 
R-6 district, which will be 
regulated by a land use 
intensity (LUI) system. The 
system  sets broad re-

il

strictions on develq>ment 
but provides more design 
latitude from the standpoint 
of develq^rs. Any spiecial 
use permit under the special 
d is tr ic t will require a 
specific detailed site plan 
that will be reviewed and 
jqjproved as a part of the site 
plan.

Undo* the revised Section 
32, “The purposes of the R-6 
... district shall be to allow 
for a variety of residential 
uses, including single-family, 
diQ)lex, and multifamily res­
idences, and such other uses 
that will not interfere with 
the development of resi­
dences in the district and 
which would not be detri­
mental to the qiM , resi­
dential nature of the areas 
included within the district, 
and to prevent the devel­
opment of blight and slum 
c o i t io n s .”

Perm itted uses recom­

mended in the proposed R-6 
a m e n d m e n t  in c lu d e :  
single-fam ily  dw elling; 
t w o - f a m i l y  d w e l l i n g  
(duplex); multifamily dwell­
ings; family care home; ac­
cessory structures and uses; 
church; elementary or sec­
ondary school, subject to 
setback loading stipulations; 
temporary or identification 
sign; and municipal gov­
ernment building, use, or 
facility. Schools are taken 
from the special use section 
of the existing ordinance and 
recommended as a permitted 
use, with a buffer provision.

Included in the proposed 
special use section are: 
cemetery; day care facilities 
for children, kindergartens; 
care homes, not c^ rw ise  
permitted; boarding house or 
rooming house; home oc­
cupation; fraternity or soror^

Disappointment 
On Leaf Markets

After breaking out of the 
gate in 1981 with a record 
average, the Greenville 
Tobacco Market launched 
1982 sales activity Tuesday 
on a disappointing note, 
posting an overall average 
that is down over $21 per 
hundred pounds from last 
July’s opening day.

The market, which re­
corded its best first-day 
average ever in 1981 with 
$162.15 per hundred pounds, 
trailed the other 12 opening 
markets on the Eastern Belt 
Tuesday with an average of 
$140.45 per hundred pounds.

Greenville warehouses sold 
700,688 pounds for $984,088, 
compared with 1,122,539 
pounds for $1,820,234 sold last 
year on the market opener.

While the 13 markets had 
Stabilization receipts under 
the price-support program 
Tuesday estimated at ap­
proximately 39 percent, the 
local market did come in 
below that figure with 18.16 
percent or 130,718 pounds. 
Stabilization receipts on 
opening day here last year 
were only five tenths of 1 
percent and, beltwide, the- 
total amounted to only nine 
tenths of 1 percent

The drop in opening-day 
average here mirrowed re­
sults Uiroughout the belt as 
decreases were recorded at

every market when com­
pared with 1981 results. Last 
year the Eastern Belt had an 
overall average of $160.92 per

hundred pounds on opening 
day. This year, the total 
dropped to $145.66 per 
hundred.

of tying an overhand knot or a 
gathering knot above the 
ends of the cords and letting 
the cords hang free after you 
have trimmed them. When 
doing this, you can simply 
leave the cord twisted or you 
can “ untwist” the plies and 
brush them for a fluffy effect.

All pieces don’t adapt to fr­
inges, so you need to know 
some of your other options.

If your piece has a definite 
right and wrong side, there 
are several ways of finishing 
off the loose ends. With any of 
these methods, first turn your 
work so that the wrong side is 
facing you and bring the cord 
end or ends to the wrong side 
with a tapestry needle or 
crochet hook.

Many cords used for 
macrame are fusible -  that 
is, they melt and adhere to 
each other when held over a 
flame. With this type of cord, 
just hold an end of cord over a 
flame from a lighter or can­
dle and then quicky press it in 
place on the wrong side of 
your work. Needless to say, 
you should be very careful 
when doing this.

Or use your hook or needle 
to weave the loose ends 
through the back side of the 
knots. Often that is all that 
will be necessary, but if you 
think there will be much wear 
or pull on the piece, you 
might want to make an 
overhand knot after the 
weaving through is done.

If you prefer, you can glue 
the ends to the wrong side. If 
the piece is likely to be wash­
ed at any time in the future, 
be sure that you use a 
washable fabric ĝ ue. Or you 
can simply stitch the ends 
down with needle and thread.

In place of a simple fringe, 
decorative tassels add super 
finishing touches to certain 
pieces. To make a tassel, first 
cut a number of cords twice 
the length of the finished 
tassel.

On top of these “ core” 
cords lay several cords cut to 
four to six times the desired

finished length of the tassel. 
These cords will be used to do 
whatever decorative knotting 
you desire and it is usually 
best to use a multiple of four 
cords for this. Now, tie two or 
more cords around the center 
of your bundle of core and 
knotting cords. These are 
your “ hanger” cords.

Using the hanger cords, 
make a square knot. Then, if 
you want a long hanger, work 
a sennit of half knots, square 
knots or whatever you wish. 
When the hanger portion is 
completed, pin that portion to 
your board and start making 
decorative knots with the 
knotting cords over the core 
cords.

This is a ^eat time to ex­
periment with a variety of 
knotting patterns, although 
even a simple alternating 
square knot pattern is quite 
effective. Just let your im­
agination go and then pat 
yourself on the back for your 
originality!

How else could two North 
Carolina senators be persuaded to 
vote for a tax that might well 
cripple one of the state’s largest 
industries?

Drunk Driver Foes

RALEIGH -  Some people 
wilt under their grief. Others 
strike back with energy 
they’d never tapped before. 
Two women who lost 
children to accidents caused 
by drunk drivers are fighting 
back in North Carolina, or­
ganizing the state’s first two 
local chapters of Mothers 
Against Drunk Drivers 
(MADD).

Marilyn Sugg of Albemarle 
lost her oldest son in 1968. 
The 11-year-old was riding 
his bicycle home from the 
swimming pool in the middle 
of the afternoon when he was 
hit by a car driven by a 
drinking driver. Delette 
Sibley of Rockingham lost 
her grandson, a 3-year-old, in 
a mid-afternoon collision last 
November — also in 
Albemarle. Her son was 
taking his family on a Sun­
day picnic when a drunk 
crossed the center line on the 
crest of a hill, smashed 
head-on into their Toyota, 
and killed her grandson.

The two women came to 
their public roles in the fight 
against drunk driving with 
vastly different back­
grounds. Mrs. Sugg, 45, was 
a housewife and mother. 
She’d been involved in her 
church but never in any 
public campaign of any kind. 
She considered herself shy 
and quiet. Mrs. Sibly, on the 
other hand, had been the 
assistant superintendant of 
the local school system -  a 
woman used to public debate 
and politics.

Mrs. Sugg didn’t wait for 
MADD to form in 1980 before 
she got involved. She wasn’t 
satisfied with the punishment 
meted out to the driver in her 
son’s case who had received 
a year’s suspended sentence, 
$200 fine and two-year 
license suspension. So Mrs. 
Sugg began researching the 
problem of drunk driving 
back in 1968. “ I conducted 
my own public education 
program, sharing those 
things 1 learned with the 
people in my community by 
writing letters to the editor” .

Meese has been regularly 
disparaged in inside storiee 
by White House reporters 
with regular access to Baker 
and Michael Dea ver; deputy 
chief of staff. Thus, Baker, 
considered a master leaker, 
is in the anomalous poeition 
of conducting an anti-leak 
witch-hunt.

Reagan’s Social 
Smirity Burden 

Accepting the advice of his 
pollsters and rejecting words 
of caution from Republican 
politicians. President Reagan 
will go to the nation to defend 
his Social Security policies. 

Experienced politicians 
regard such a move as overly 
defensive and playing in the 
enemy’s court. But pollsters 
Richard Wirthlin and Robert 
Teeter have convinced the 
senior White House staff that 
Democratic attacks on Social 
Security during the coming 
mid-term campaign must be 
anticipated with a preemp­
tive strike by the president.

Accordingly, there has not 
been any real debate in the 
White House over whether 
Reagan should go to the 
public on the issue -  only 
whether he should give a full­
blown 20-minute televised 
speech or weave Social 
Security into some other 
speech. The latter course is 
probable, perhaps in 
Reagan’s next press con­
ference.

Undermining Reagan 
Sen. Aiphonse D’Amato of 

New York hinted to Prime 
Minister Menachem Begin 
during a trip to Israel that a 
military assault on West 
Beirut in defiance of Presi­
dent Reagan’s wishes would 
have congressional approval.

Briefing administration of­
ficials on his return to 
Washington, D’Amato said he 
was convinced that the 
Israelis would have to assault 
the PLO redoubt in West 
Beirut sooner or later.

despite Reagan’s tough oral 
message to Begin two weeks 
ago demanding cessation oP 
all hostilities,

D’Amato left the impres­
sion in his briefings that he 
had told Begin he would have 
important congressional sup­
port if he decides to end U.S. 
mediation efforts by invading- 
West Beirut. Other senators 
who often support Israel’s 
position even when it con-, 
flicts with the U.S. position 
are known to have given 
Begin similar advice.

Rostow Blocked
With the Reagan ad­

ministration entering its 19th 
month, arms control (ACDA) 
director Eugene Debs Rostow 
is still hog-tied by conser­
vative senators blocking his 
choices for two key posts, a 
stalemate that dramatizes 
ideological splits hurting the 
administration.

DA posts of Robert Gray, 
form erly key aide to 
Democratic senator Alan 
Cranston, and Norman Ter­
rell, a major negotiator of the 
Law of the Sea Treaty (scorn­
ed by Reagan), have been put 
on “ hold” by five conser­
vative Republican senators 
including Jesse Helms and 
Steve Symms.

Terrell comes close to shar­
ing Ronald Reagan’s skep­
ticism about arms control.

Rostow, a neo-conservative 
Democrat, is so disturbed by 
the long delay in staffing his 
agency that he has hinted at 
resignation. He wrote a letter 
to Senate Minority Leader 
Howard Baker beseeching
him to break the stalemate, 
but Baker so far has failed to 
do so. Rostow’s crippled
agency crawls along, a vic­
tim of Republican fratricide.

Budget Balancing Politics
The fine hand of political 

consultant Arthur Finkelstein 
showed through President
Reagan’s extravaganza 
Capitol Hill rally for the
balanced budget amendment 
to the Constitution.

Finkelstein, who lately 
gained access to the white 
House inner sanctum as con­
fidential adviser to senior 
presidential aide Michael K. 
Deaver, never has thought 
tax reduction had much 
political velocity. Both the 
balanced budget proposal 
and the hoopla of the rally 
carry the Finkelstein brand.

Recovery May Be By Degrees

NEW YORK (AP)-Those 
promises of economic recov­
ery, so regularly annouiKed 
by the White House, produce 
an image of fresh air filling 
the economic sails and 
pushing the country ahead 
again.

Recovery, it is widely 
believed, means that once- 
idle factories are filled with 
the sounds of production, 
that breadwinners can hold 
their heads high again, that 
consumers can go out and 
buy rather than deny.

Maybe so; maybe not. 
There are degrees of recov­
ery, and what seems to be 
headed our way might not be 
enough to fUl the sails, 
Rather than gusting, the 
winds of recovery might set­
tle in like a gentle breeze.

“We definitely think we 
are going to have a good 
third quarter and good fourth 
quarter,”  Donald Regan, the 
treasury secretary, said last 
Friday. Growth, he said, 
might be at an annual rate of 
4.5 percent.

But in perspective, that 
isn’t much. Jack Lavery, 
c|)ief economist of Merrill

Lynch, Regan’s old firm, 
points out that the average of 
all the nation’s economic 
expansions since World War 
II has been 7 percent.

Regan’s expectations, 
thou^ they are the brightest 
he could envision, as sug­
gested by his use of the 
phrase “ as high as 4.5 per­
cent," are low. Recovery, 
yes, but a disappointing one, 
a little breeze only.

Recovery also has to be 
measured in length. Several 
years of expansion used to be 
expected in the wake of a 
recession, and this was true 
into the 1970s. How long will 
Regan’s recovery last? 
There are questions.

Lavery, whose forecast of 
ec(»iomic growth in the sec­
ond half of the year is more 
optim istic than most 
piri)lished forecasts, feels 
that the recovery will lose 
wind around the end of the 
year. Short, indeed.

Techn ically, Lavery 
doesn’t see a return to re­
cession at that time, but his 
forecast for the first half of 
1983 is for growth of only 1 
percent to 1.5 percent. And 
that constitutes the economic 
doldrums. ^

True, he does forecast a 
more substantial recovery, 
iHit mt until the second h^f 
of 1983. Even then, he says, it 
would dep«id on “ reasonable 
control of government spen­
ding” and lower interest 
rates.

There are questions, too, 
about the amviction of fore­
casters. In almost any 
random sampling of pro- 
f^ional economic opinion 
today you find a decided 
reluctance of forecasters to 
be pinned down. Their opi­
nions are cluttered with 
“ assuming interest - rates 
come down”  and “ if deficits 
prove to be less than 
foreseen,” suggesting a lack 
of confidence.

Does that lack extend to 
the White.House too? Murray 
Weidenbaum, chief White 
House economist, declined to 
dispute those who wondered 
if his personal forecast might 
be less optimistic than the 
official midyear outlook, yet 
to be released. “ If you want 
to think that, I won’t argue 
with you," said Weiden- 
buum, who soon will be 
leaving his job.

Further hurting White

House credibility is the ten­
dency to be more optimistic 
than almost any forecaster in 
the private sector, and the 
inclination to say the 
economy w ill improve 
without indicating how.

Moreover, some ad­
ministration officials, such 
as Regan and Weidenbaum, 
have revealed their anx­
ieties. Earlier this year, 
Regan chastised Wall Street 
for not bringing down inter­
est rates, while knowing tl^t 
even money men do not have 
that power. And Weiden­
baum confessed publicly that 
the persistence of hij^ inter­
est rates was mystifying to 
him. I

Recovery can mean dif­
ferent things. It can be a 
mild or a strong recoveiY, 
and a long or a brief one, fw 
example. When the term is 
used by forecasters it can 
reveal conviction, confusirm 
or doubt.

Recovep' can fill the eco- 
.nomic sails, or simply ripple- 
them. And sometimes the 
forecasts of recovery are 
filled not with the fresh air of 
a new beginning but, more or 
less, just old-fashioned txrt

Too Private

SPOKANE, Wash. (AP) -  
Beverly Cuzzetto think her 
age is her own business, but 
her stubborn secrecy has 
caused a few problems.

The state of Washington 
won’t let her register to vote, 
and a Social Security official 
says she could be refused 
benefits when the time 
comes -  whenever that is — 
if she won’t ‘fess up.

The last time Mrs. 
Cuzzetto revealed her age 
was when she turned 21 and 
won the Miss Boise contest in 
Idaho. People were always 
asking her age, she said, so 
she stopped telling them.

“ I ’ve always had a 
hang-up about it,” she said. 
“ I don’t know why. 1 just 
do.”

As long as she lived in 
Idaho, she was able to vote 
and carry on most business 
transactions, she said, but 
things got complicated two 
years ago when she moved to 
Spokane. She said a doctor 
once tore up a hospital regis­
tration form when she ref­
used to list her birth date.

“ If someone is obviously 
over 18, he shouldn’t have to 
put it (age on a voting 
form),” Mrs. Cuzzetto said. 
“ I think the law should be 
changed.”

As for her husband of 10 
months, “ I just tell him I’m

Protection In 
Nosy Neighbor

CHICAGO (AP) -  The 
old-fashioned nosy neighbor 
may be thwarting more bur- 
g la ries  than those 
sophisticated locks, alarms 
and other protective devices, 
according to a survey of 
police departments.

In fact, such neighbors 
may even be better than 
watch dogs.

In a Burglary Prevention 
Committee survey released 
Tuesday, 55 percent of 630 
police chiefs responding said 
reliance on neighbors to re­
port suspicious activity was 
the best way to catch a 
burglar.

Forty percent thought the 
next best way to trap some­
one breaking into a home 
was an alarm system con­
nected to police head­
quarters by telephone.

Only 15 percent thought the 
best way to scare a burglar 
away was to fence the yard 
and keep a guard dog in it.

A typical neighbor of the 
type police like is Pat Mon- 
tefinese of suburban Western 
Springs, a mother of six 
children.

“ I don’t drive. I’m always 
at home,” she said. “1 keep 
an eye on things outside, 
even when I get up at night. 
My neighbors tell me they 
feel comfortable just know­
ing I’m there.

“Once I saw a panel truck 
that stayed a long time in the 
driveway of a vacant house 
across the street,” she said. 
“ It turned out to be carpet 
installers, and 1 apologized to 
the police for the false 
alarm. They said, ‘Forget it, 
lady. Just keep calling when 
you see something suspi­
cious.’”

In the survey, question­
naires were maüed to more 
than 7,000 members’ of the 
International Association of 
Police Chiefs Inc. in all 50 
states.

For eight years, the 
"Chicago-based Burglary

Prevention Committee has 
sponsored national “ Bur­
sary Prevention Week” in 
June, providing law- 
enforcement agencies with 
flyers, slides, radio and tele­
vision scripts and other 
crime prevention material.

Officer Bill Burtis of sub­
urban Arlington Heights said 
his police department is 
strong supporter of the 
neighborhood watch theory.

“ It’s a throwback to the 
1940s and 1950s when the 
women in the neighborhood 
were always home to keep 
youngsters in line,” he said. 
“Today, we’re spread thin 
and have to rely on neighbors 
to help reduce crime. We 
advise everybody to inform 
their neighbors about their 
whereabouts, even when they 
go out for dinner.”

Another part of the ques­
tionnaire asked what a 
homeowner can do to dis­
courage a bursar from try­
ing to break in when the 
house is unoccupied. Nine­
ty-one percent said the best 
way is to make the dwelling 
look occupied.

More than 86 percent of the 
respondents said the best 
way to provide a “ lived-in” 
appearance is to use timers 
to keep lights and audio 
equipment going on and off.

defied President Reagan’s 
ban on shipments to the 
Soviet Union of e^pment 
manufactured outside the 
United States under Ameri­
can license and with U.S. 
technology.

Judge Ponders 
'Silent Minute'

NASHVILLE, Tenn, (AP) 
-  A federal judge has taken 
u n d e r  a d v i s e m e n t  a 
challenge to Tennessee’s new 
“ minute-of-silence” law that 
requires each school day to 
begin with time “ for medita­
tion, or prayer or personai 
beliefs.”

U.S. District Court Judge 
L. Clure Morton gave no 
indication when he might 
rule.

Attorney Lionel Barrett, 
representing the American 
Civil Liberties Union, argued 
Tuesday that the law vio­
lated the First Amendment 
of the U.S. Constitution, 
which guarantees freedom of 
religion.

Perhaps people shouidn’t 
be faulted for showing no 
intere^ in the races. The 
state’s  Code of Judicial 
Ethics prevwits the can­
didates tm judgeships from 
debating any issues, so other 
lawyers are about the only 
ones who know anything of 
the candidates.

But that kind of low turn­
out, says Culp, calls tar more 
than a routine bemoaning the 
lack of public interest in 
voting.

“ Obviously the public just 
has no interest at all in 
electing judges,”  he said. “ It 
seems ridicuious because of 
the high cost."

It cost the state about 
$500,000 to hold the runoff 
election, better than $1.50 per 
voter. In Mecklenburg 
County, the election cost 
$45,000, or $21 a vote.

He says it points out a need 
for two things -  a change in 
the law allowing runoffs to be 
called, and a change in the 
method of selecting judges.

North Carolina law now 
requires a candidate to win a 
majority in a contested first 
primary or face a runoff if 
the runnerup calls for one. 
Culp thinks that ought to be 
changed to make a 40 per­
cent score in the first 
primary the number needed 
for nomination, allowing 
runoffs when tlw leading 
candidate scores iess than 
that amount.

Others, such as Brock, say 
42 percent might be a better 
number.

But such a change would 
be a major alteration in the 
state’s ^iitical fabric and 
would face certain, heavy\ 
opposition. Valentine and 
E a^es would not have won 
their nominations Tuesday 
under such a rule, and a long 
list of past races would have 
turned out differently.

The idea of selecting 
judges differently may stand 
a slightly better chance, 
however.

$87,000 Jail Tunnel Is 
Becoming Dead Dream

É L PASO. Texas (AP) -  
An $87,000 tunnel constructed 
between the new county jail 
and the courthouse has 
become a “long, long, long 
closet”  because of a county 
commission decision.

And officials can see no 
light at the end of the 
80-foot-long underground 
corridor for now.

“ Now, we’re thinking an 
underground tunnel is not the 
answer to all our prayers,” 
said County Commisskmer 
Charles Hooten.

The commissioners voted 
Monday to halt further con- 
structkm, leaving them with 
a tunnel to nowhere.

Plans called for the tunnel 
to push  through the 
c(Hirthouse wall and connect 
with a freight elevator with 
doors on two sides. But 
cwnmisskmers balked at the 
$200,000 cost for the renova­
tion.

“ It can be used as a 
number of things,”  Com­
missioner Pat O’Rourke 
said. “ It would be a beautiful 
storage area. It’s like a long.

long, long closet.”
The saga of the tminel 

stretches back to January 
1979 when the omimissiODns 
decided to burrow under 
busy Campbell Street in 
p red atio n  for construction 
of the jaU. At the time, 
O’Rourke said, the bond 
issue for the $31 miUion jail 
had not been approved.

Since then, the gray con­
crete jail has risen 11 stories 
above the ground and is 
scheduled for occupancy 
next July.

Brief Strike At 
Western Union

DENVER (AP) -  Union 
workers went on strike 
against Western Union for 90 
minutes Tuesda»y night 
before reaching a tentative 
contract agreement with 
management on a contract 
calling for a 31 percent pay 
increase over three years, 
officials said.

The contract expired at 10 
p.m. MDT (midnight EDT), 
and negotiators for the Unit­
ed Telegraph Workers con­
tinued bargaining even 
though they called a strike. 
The agreement was an­
nounced by both sides 90 
minutes after the deadline 
elapsed.

The 11:30 p.m. MDT an­
nouncement of the tentative 
three-year agreement was 
made by union international 
President Dick Brockert and 
Jerry Kent, vice president 
for employee relations for 
Western Union.

Brockert said the com­
promise, which calls for a 31 
percent pay increase over 
three years, totaled $59 
million.

Brockert said workers at 
some 24-hour operations 
around the nation had actu­
ally walked off the job but 
returned to work.

He said employees had 
sought a three-year contract 
for 12 percent wage in­
creases the first year and 10 
percent in the second and 
third years. Management’s 
last offer was 6.479 percent 
first year, and 6.957 in second 
and 7.666 in the third.

The average Western Un­
ion worker’s hourly wage has 
been $8.63, he said.

The UTW has 8,801 mem­
bers working for Western

Union. The Communciations 
Workers of America, which 
has about 1,000 members 
with the company, is conti­
nuing separate negotiations.

Brockert said a long strike 
would have severely ham­
pered or shut down 
centralized telephone tele­
gram bureaus in Reno, Nev.; 
St. Louis and New Jersey, 
where the nation’s telegrams 
are handled.

The union leader also said 
Western Union’s contract 
maintenance of other cor­
porations’ communications 
equipment would be ham­
pered.

The talks in Denver began 
July 7.

Western Union was last 
struck in 1971 for 52 days.

'Beetle' In 
Ford Museum

DEARBORN, Mich. (AP) 
-  The Henry Ford Museum 
has/ added a Volkswagen 
beetle to its collection of 
historic automobiles.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 
former KGB officer says 
14-year-old Walter Polovchak 
is likely to face "brainwash­
ing" or punishment in a 
labor camp if he loses his 
court battle to stay in the 
United States and returns to 
the Soviet Union.

"His life, from the very 
first day of his...returning to 
the Soviet Union, would 
become without any exag­
geration really miserable," 
the one-time major in the 
KGB, the Kremlin’s massive 
espionage and secret police 
apparatus, said in an in­
terview with Rep. Peter A. 
Peyser, D-N.Y.

Peyse r released a 
transcript of the unidentified 
KGB defector’s remarks in 
connection with a Capitol Hill 
session today, marking 
young Polovchak’s first 
public appearance in 
Washington.

The boy, his attorneys and 
'h is  19-year-old sister, 
Natalie, were set to answer 
questions from Peyser and 
several other congressmen.

U.S. authorities have 
granted asylum and perma­
nent residency status to the 
Ukrainian-born Polovchak, 
who ran away from his 
parents in July 1980 and 
refused to accompany them 
when they subsequently re­
turned to the Soviet Union. 
He has been living with a 
foster family in the Chicago 
area.

However, a number of 
legal fights over the boy still 
remain unresolved. In De­
cember 1981, the Illinois 
Court of Appeals overturned 
a lower court’s decision that 
had made him a ward of the 
state. That case is currently 
on appeal to the Illinois 
Supreme Court.

U.S. officials have argued 
that Polovchak should be 
allowed to defy his parents 
and remain in the United 
States in view of Moscow’s 
record of human rights 
abuses and the likelihood 
that he would face harsh 
consequences if he were 
forced to return to the Soviet 
Union.

Human Fly 
Eyes Caracas

CHICAGO (AP) -  Human 
fly Dan Goodwin will travel 
to Caracas, Venezuela, to 
scale two skyscrapers in his 
"first legal officially sanc­
tioned climb,” according to 
promoters.

Mike Powers of Jam Pro­
ductions, which handles 
publicity for the man known 
as ‘‘Spider Dan,’’ said 
Goodwin will be paid an 
undisclosed amount to climb 
one building Saturday and 
another on Aug. 6.

Both structures are about 
50 stories tall. Powers said.

Goodwin, 26, won fame last 
year with his two climbs of 
Chicago skyscrapers. He 
scaled the llO-story, 
1,454-foot-tall Sears Tower, 
the world’s tallest building, 
as well as the 100-story John 
Hancock Center.

But some American 
specialists on juvenile law 
and immigration have 
maintained that this stance 
constitutes an unprecedented 
infringement on the well- 
established right of parents 
to exercise custody over 
their children, unless there is 
evidence of gross neglect or 
abuse.

Peyser declined to give the 
name of the former KGB 
officer, whom the con­
gressman said he in­
terviewed at his Capitol Hill 
office on June 2. He said the 
Soviet defector, who had 
served in the KGB for a 
decade and fled to the West 
about three years ago, was 
now under ‘‘protective 
custody" of the U.S. gov­
ernment.

Asked what he would anti­
cipate in case Polovchak 
returned to the Soviet Union, 
the former secret police op­
erative was quoted as say­
ing:

"First thing, the KGB of­
ficers will try to brainwash 
and to force tüm to cooperate 
with them to make pro­
paganda, so that the young 
man will be used to give 
interviews to several Soviet 
newspapers, probably to the 
local TV channel, on the 
‘atrocities of capitalism.” ’

If the youth refuses to 
cooperate in such a way, the 
KGB defector said, Soviet 
authorities may forcefully 
confine Polovchak to the type 
of special psychiatric hospi­
tal used to incarcerate politi­
cal dissidents and subject 
them to massive drug doses.

He noted that “ if they don’t 
put him into a mental in- 
stitution, they have a whole

variety of other punitive ac­
tions, against ev«i teen­
agers. He can go to a special 
teen-ager labor camp, where 
they claim they treat them 
with labor and brainwashing 
by Marxist-Leninist 
theories.”

Once Polovchak turns 18, 
the defector said, he could 
face a lengthy term in a 
regular prison or labor camp 
on charges of “anti-Soviet 
propaganda.”

“Even if by some miracle 
he will avoid being confined 
in a mental institution or put 
into jail, still he will never 
ever be able to graduate 
(from a) good school in the 
Soviet Union. He will never 
be able to get a job which

needs (official) clearance,” 
the former KGB officer said 
in the transcript released by 
Pevser.

Peyser, who has taken a 
strong interest in the 
Polovchak boy’s case, de­

scribed today’s session as a 
“ congressional briefing” 
scheduled at his request by 
Rep. Don Bonker, D-Wash., 
chairman of the Houke 
Foreign Affairs subcommit­
tee on human rights and 
intemationalor̂ anizations.

'Messy Court' Results In Arrests And A Warning
GASTONIA, N.C. (AP) -  Judge Donald Smith, saying the 

court’s calendar was too messy and confusing, ordered the 
arrests of five lawyers and revoked bond on more than 20 
defendants while lecturing District Attorney Joe Brown.

“ This is one of the messiest courts I’ve seen,’’ Smith said 
Monday. “ Lawyers don’t show up, defendants don’t show up. 
It was the same thing when I was here two weeks ago. 
Lawyers just come and go as they wish. I’m not used to it and 
I won’t stand for it.”

judge’s orders specified that the lawyers be brought 
before him immediately. Although Smith mentioned that 
contempt and-or displinary procedures were a possibility, he 
took no such action.

Smith said the calendar -  actually five different calendars 
— was so confusing that he understood how the lawyers might 
become confused, although it is their responsibility to be 
aware of when their cases are scheduled.

Bonds were revoked for more than 20 defendants who did 
not show up for court. Smith set new bonds of higher amounts

or ordered that the defendants be held without bonds.
Brown said he made additions to the original trial calendar 

because he anticipated the case around which it had been 
based would be continued until a later date. He said the 
second addition was made after the courts required that 
cases, scheduled earlier, be set for trial this week.

None of the lawyers -  Robert Powell of Lincolnton and 
Jesse Caldwell III, Ralph Cingles Jr., James Gray and 
Robert Whitt, all of Gastonia -  was jailed.

Powell, Cingles and Whitt were not present in the 
courtroom during the morning calendar call. All three later 
told the judge they were in other courts.

Powell didn’t even rq r̂esent the defendants who claimed 
him as their attorney. He had represented them in district 
court, but had not been retained for superior court.

" It was a misunderstanding,” Powell said. “ I ’m not too 
alarmed by it. This type of thing happens often, but not 
normally through an order of arrest.”

Whitt told the judge that he had been in district court in

Charlotte and asked his partner to answer the calendar call. 
His partner overlooked one of the cases,

Smith said that if Whitt were willing to trust his partner to 
speak for him, he would also have to take responsibility for 
his failure to speak.

Cingles told the judge he was in Rutherford County 
representing a client charged with murder.

The arrest orders for Caldwell and Gray came during the 
afternoon. Gray said he left after he had been told that no 
jury cases were to be heard Monday.

Caldwell said it has been custom in Gaston County for 
lawyers to let the district attorney’s office notify them when 
the cases are to be called. He said he was with a client in 
another courtroom when his case was called in Smith’s 
courtroom.

He said he cancelled some of the orders for defendants’ 
arrests in cases where they had not been told to appear by 
lawyers.

State Ports 
Budget Cut

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) -  
The State Ports Authority 
Tuesday approved a budget 
for the year beginning July 1 
with only a 7 percent pro­
jected growth in revenues.

“ We’re being conservative 
and realistic,” said William 
M.A, Greene, state ports 
director.

The 7 percent growth rate 
compares to a combined 15 
percent increase in revenues 
at the Wilmington and 
Morehead City ports last 
fiscal year, Greene said. The 
$14.6 million in revenues was 
a record.

Projected revenues for this 
fiscal year are $15.6 million, 
Greene said.

Revenues at Morehead 
City are projected at $4.7 
million, compared to $4.3 
m illio n  last year. At 
Wilmington, revenues are 
expected to reach $10.9 
million, compared to the 
record $10.2 million last 
year.

Combined profits are 
expected to be $2.6 million 
for a 15 percent increase, he 
said.

The ports authority also 
approved about $1.1 million 
in contracts Tuesday for 
various construction projects 
at both ports.

MONROE, Mich. (AP) -  
Rene Marlow’s shock at be­
ing aboard a sinking boat on 
Lake Erie quickly gave way 
to dismay when potential 
rescuers began stealing 
items from the foundering 
vessel.

The woman was with her 
husband, Arnell, and a fami­
ly friend when their boat 
went down Sunday afternoon, 
about 5 miles off Sterling 
State Park in Monroe 
County.

About 10 other boats were 
in the area, but she said only 
one craft came to their 
rescue. Meanwhile, people in 
several other vessels 
swarmed in and looted some 
of the floating articles from 
the boat.

“ All I know is that I ’ll 
never go on Lake Erie 
again,”  said Mrs. Marlow, of 
Taylor, a Detroit suburb.

She said she and her party 
had put their 15-foot boat in 
at the park about 8 a.m. 
Sunday and had been fishing 
for nearly 5‘/̂  hours when it 
started to sink.

Mrs. Marlow, a non­
swimmer, said she and the 
others aboard donned life 
jackets and the boat sank 
right out from under them.

She started screaming, ^ e  
said, and only a cabin cruiser 
with four older men on it 
came to the rescue.

Some of the other boaters 
who refused to help took such 
items as fishing rods and 
reels, a fish net, a rubber 
shoe, tackle boxes and other 
items that floated, she said.

“ I just couldn’t believe it,”  
Mrs. Marlow said. “They 
were ripping us off left and 
right. These people didn’t 
care whether I lived or 
died.”

Charlie Ison of Dearborn 
Heights and three other men 
eventually helped the trio 
onto their boat.

Houston victory Tuesday night.

“1 never thought I’d still be 
pitfching when 1 was 35 years

old,” Ryan said. “ If you are a 
fastball pitcher past 30, they 
look at you like you are kind of 
strange.”

In Ryan’s case, batters peer 
out toward the pitcher’s mound 
with a twinge of fear.

But a pastoral retirement 
attending his cattle apparently 
will have to wait a while 
longer.

Ryan has 3,401 career strike­

outs. 107 shy of Johnson’s 3,508 
record, 143 10-strikeout-plus 
games and 24 other tpajor 
league records, plus the admi­
ration of Astros Manager Bill 
Virdon.

“ It’s very rare, I can’t re­
member any pitcher who could 
throw with his velocity at the 
same age,” Virdon said.

Disabled  
To Public

NEW YORK (AP)-Recent 
breakthroughs in technology 
and legislation have helped 
thousands of Americans with 
disabilities break down the 
social and professional bar­
riers they’ve encountered in 
the past, says Robert Ross, 
executive director of the 
Muscular  Dystrophy 
Association (MDA).

“ However,” he adds, “one 
major problem that can’t be 
solved with science and laws 
is that many people are 
unsure of how to relate to a 
person with a disability, and 
therefore feel uncomfortable 
with such a person.

To overcome this dif­
ficulty, MDA offers these 
suggestions;

-Speak directly to the 
person in a normal tone of 
voice. Don’t rely on a com­
panion as a go-between.

—Don’t be patronizing to a 
person with a disability. 
Don’t assume that his or her 
life is less interesting or 
active because of the disabil-

IN-TERIM COMBINATION -  A combination of 
two types of warning signs is now being installed 
at certain places in eastern North Carolina, 
incorporating an international symbol.

As roadside works of art, 
they’re quite attractive mod­
ern pieces in brilliant white, 
black, red and yellow. Their 
purpose, of course, is utilitar­
ian and the two-part signs, a 
diamond-shaped warning 
sign with a rectangular word 
warning beneath, are, as 
Gerald English explains, an 
interim measure between old 
and new warning signs for a 
“stop ahead” situation.

English, division traffic 
engineer for District 2, State 
De p a r t me n t  of T r a n s ­
portation, with offices in 
Greenville, explained “ a 
transition is now under way 
from a word message type of 
warning sign to an interna­
tional symbol sign without 
words.”

The familiar diamond­
shaped sign with “ stop 
ahead” in black letter- 
ingsuperimposed on a yellow 
background, English notes.

There 
are perhaps more of the dual 
combinations in use in this 
district than anywhere else, 
especially in rural areas 
where stop signs may be 
more difficult to see from a 
distance.”

The interim period of use 
of the dual warning symbol 
and word message arrange­
ment, English says “will last 
at least another year. The 
department has bieen work­
ing on the change-over for 
the past two years.”

Speaking of
Your Health...

The roaring noise that I hear 
in my head is driving me wild. 
I've tried medicines and exer­
cise. I’ve even bought a 
machine to try to hide the 
noise. Nothing works. Do you 
have any suggestions? — Mrs. 
L.P.R.,Ohio.
Dear Mrs. R.;

The condition you describe 
IS known technically as tin­
nitus. The incessant noise is 
distressing and often destroys 
the total equanimity and 
serenity of a person.

Tinnitus may present itself 
as a ringing noise, a thumping 
noise, a hissing noise, a roar­
ing noise or a whistling noise. 
Sometimes patients complain 
of the sound they heard as a 
child when they put a shell 
over their ears.

The causes are many. In the 
elderly, changes within the 
blood vessels due to 
arteriosclerosis and the nar­
rowing of the vessels can pro­
duce the sound. Conditions in 
the middle and inner ear can 
cause the - noise. Drugs, 
allergies and infections may 
also be responsible.

Any effort to treat the condi­
tion must first seek to pinpoint 
the cause. Often this is virtual­
ly impossible.

Because of the constancy of 
the noise, especially at night 
when it's quiet, patients 
develop a sense of unrest and 
fear that a tumor may be pre­
sent or that they are can­
didates for a potential stroke. 
Such fears elaborate the 
stress and the emotional ten­

sions and make the noise even 
more obvious.

Drugs do not seem to be ef­
fective. A masking machine 
worn like a hearing aid pro­
duces a noise which is said to 
obliterate the tinnitus. Unfor­
tunately this expensive in­
strument does not always 
fulfill its purpose. Therefore 
before purchasing one, the pa­
tient with tinnitus should try it 
and see whether or not it is 
really effective.

In Europe, and now in parts 
of America, biofeedback 
techniques are being tried 
with a moderate amount of 
success. With this complex 
method, patients are taught 
how to use biofeedback to 
modify the intensity of the 
sound. It must be specifically 
pointed out that biirfeedback is 
not a cure for the underlying 
problem. Rather does it teach 
patients the art of relaxation 
which thus modifies the noise 
and helps patients to accom­
modate themselves to the 
noise and learn to live with it.

Most hospitals and univer­
sities have biofeedback 
centers. Your own doctor can 
refer you to such a center. 
Certainly it is worthwhile try­
ing. There are no dangers. The 
cost is not great and the ad­
vantages may be trenwndous 
in helping you regain your 
composure.

Patients with tinnitus need 
an enormous amount of 
reassurance that the condition 
is not life threatening and that 
with time, adjustment can 
often be made to this most an­
noying problem.

FREEPORT, Bahamas 
(AP) -  Some 10,000 species 
of flowers, exotic trees and 
other plant life can be found 
in the Garden of Groves in 
Freeport, according to''* the 
Bahamas News Bureau.

Covering 12 acres of land, 
it has a huge trelli^ 80 feet 
long and 20 feet wide, sup­
porting trailing begonia, and 
other suspended plants.

Next comes the Fern Gully 
which recreates the humid 
conditions found in the 
equatorial rain forests and 
where all species of ferns are 
found.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  

Deaf television viewers 
around the country will soon 
be able to watch instant 
captions on live broadcasts 
of ABC’s "World New's To­
night," the .National Cap­
tioning Institute says.

The project, which will 
begin late this year, will 
allow the deaf who have 
purchased a special decoder 
to read the news on their TV 
screen at the same lime 
other viewers are listening to 
the broadcast.

Institute officials say the 
significance of the new pro­
ject is its ability to product 
captions as the live program 
is in progress.

Jane Edmondson, a 
spokesman for the institute 
that was founded in 1979 to 
advance the use of closed- 
captioning technology, said 
the Department of Education 
is funding the project 
through a $1.3 million con­
tract.

Closed captioning is con­
sidered "closed" because the 
captions or subtitles are 
embedded inside a TV signal 
in such a way that they’re 
invisible on a normal TV set. 
That is why the deaf who 
want to view' ABC’s evening 
news program must 
purchase a special decoder.

The closed process was 
developed several years ago 
in part to avoid the problem 
of distracting the regular 
audience with open caption­
ing, a procedure that flashes 
captions on a TV screen for 
all viewers to see.

Ever since it began offer­
ing its captioning services to 
broadcasters and advertis­
ers, the institute has w'orked 
to reduce the amount of time 
needed to write the captions.

ABC, NBC and the Public 
Broadcasting Service pro­
vide their entertainment 
programs to the institute in 
plenty of time for captions to 
be written. But the normal 
process cannot be used for 
live broadcasts.

Last November, the in­

stitute and ABC took the first 
major step toward instant 
captioning by reducing the 
lag time to 30 minutes. The 
new project will produce 
captions almost immediately 
once words are spoken.

The process works by 
having a stenographer type 
short-hand notes of the dia­
logue as the TV program 
airs.

The stenography equip­
ment, similar to that used in 
most courtrooms, is attached 
to a captioning computer 
which then translates the 
short-hand into readable 
captions. The entire process 
takes only 2 seconds to 3 
seconds, the institute says.

We’ve been 
supporting the phone com­
pany.”

NEW YORK (AP) -  Are 
you tired of summer reruns, 
programs you wouldn’t 
watch the first time coming 
back again with mold around 
the edges? Then do we have 
some shows for you.

And they are only two 
years away.

The opening ceremonies of 
the Los Angeles Summer 
Olympics are scheduled 
exactly two years from to­
day. The next day, July 29, 
the fun and games begin for 
real, and ABC will be there 
to cover virtually every.tenth 
of a second.

ABC, which paid $225 
million for broadcast rights 
to the first American-based 
Summer Games since 1932, 
plans to carpet our living 
rooms with 207>/2 hours of 
wall-to-wall coverage.

For two weeks, ABC will 
offer 14 hours of Olympics 
every day. They’ll start in 
the morning at 10, Eastern 
time, take a news break at 
5:30, then resume at 7 p.m., 
running another marathon 
until 2 a.m., barely stopping 
for a 30-minute news 
breather from 12-12:30.

The Los Angeles Games 
will be the first summer 
Olympic' participation by 
U.S. athletes since Montreal 
in 1976. Jimmy Carter kept 
America out of the Moscow 
Games in 1980 in retaliation 
for the Soviet intervention in 
Afghanistan.

For audiences weaned on 
Jim  McKay and ABC’s up- 
-close-and-personal Olympic 
documentation, the Moscow 
Games wouldn’t have been 
official anyway. They were 
going to be on NBC. The 
Greeks discovered the 
Olympics, but ABC’s Roone 
Arledge put them on televi­
sion.

Six years ago, nearly half 
the households watching TV 
tuned in for ABC’s coverage 
of the Montreal Olympics, 
giving the network 7 of the 10 
top-rated shows for July.

ABC has been planning the 
Summer Games and the 1984 
Sarajevo, Yugoslavia, 
Winter Olympics for some 
time. The point man in that 
effort is Jeff Ruhe, 30, 
director of production for the 
Olympics who formerly was 
assistant to Arledge, presi­
dent of ABC News and 
Sports.

Ruhe says camera and 
announcing positions already 
have been determined for 18 
of the 22 venues in Los 
Angeles. Many locations will 
be familiar, since ABC has 
done college football from 
the Los Angeles Coliseum, 
pro basketball from the 
Forum and baseball from 
Dodger Stadium.

"This is a big advantage,” 
said Ruhe. "From our night 
football, we knew that light­
ing at the Coliseum has teen 
a problem. (One sponsor) 
was paying for a new floor, 
so we suggested they add 
new lighting, too.”

Some problems won’t be 
handled as easily. Like traf­
fic. The ’84 Games are 
spread throughout Southern 
California, but Ruhe is con­
fident that ABC will win the 
battle of the freeways, even 
if commuters and ticket- 
holders cannot.

“ It won’t keep us from

getting on the air,”  he said. 
“ Because we're r̂ ponsible 
for world coverage (neutral 
pictures for the international 
feed), our cameramen will 
be there early. And, if it 
takes special lanes on the 
roads, and helicopters, we’ll 
do it.”

This is the kind of positive 
thinking that made memora­
ble ABC’s Olympic coverage 
from such places as Munich, 
Montreal and Lake Placid.

M-A-S-MIs
Still Winner

LOS ANGELES (AP) -  
Although it has been on the 
air for 11 years and un­
dergone many changes in its 
cast of characters , 
“ M-A-S-H” remains as popu­
lar as ever, according to 
figures from the A.C. Nielsen 
Co.

The CBS comedy series, 
which tracks the Korean War 
exploits of the 4077th mobile 
army surgical hosptial, 
finished No. 1 in the Nielsen 
ratings for the week ending 
July 25.

In all, CBS had seven 
" shows in the Top 10 and won 

first place for the week 
ending July 25. CBS had a 
rating of 12.8. ABC was 
second with 11.9 and NBC 
was third with 10.8. The 
networks say this means in 
an average prime-time 
minute 12.8 percent of the 
nation’s homes with TV were 
tuned to CBS.

Two of the CBS shows in 
the Top 10 have been can­
celed by the network -  
“ House Calls” and “WKRP 
in Cincinnati.”

Fréquent Ethnic Rivalry In Soviet's War Machine

WASHINGTON (AP) -  

Ethnic conflicts are so fre­
quent in the Soviet armed 
forces that they could 
weaken the Kremlin’s 
formidable war machine, 
says a RlJid Coip. study 
based on detailed Interviews 
with former Soviet 
servicemen

U.S. specialists are now 
trying to assess how much 
effect these deep-rooted 
tensions, as well as such 
chronic problems as 
ala^ism , insubordination 
and corruption, have on the 
5.8 million members of the 
Soviet military.

At one secret nuclear in­
stallation in western Siberia, 
racial clashes punctuated by 
gunfire erupted between 
local conscripts and 
darker̂ mplexioned troops 
from Soviet Central Asia, the 
study said. —

The Soviet government 
asserts that its armed forces 
serve as an effective means 
for overcoming ethnic pre­
judices among the country’s 
more than 100 nationality 
groups and for promoting the 
formation of an ideologically 
homogenized “new Soviet 
man.’’

However, the recently re­
leased Rand study concluded 
that “ in the peacetime 
armed forces, ethnic (xmflict 
is frequent, perhaps pre­
valent and occasionally 
severe.

“Ethnic problems suggest 
existing or potential 
vulnerabilities that should 
receive the attention of U.S. 
military planners,’’ the study 
said, citing possible inade­
quacies in basic training and 
unreliability of support 
forces ito back up Soviet 
combat units.

Its authors, S. Enders 
Wimbush and Alex Alexiev, 
wrote ttiat slightly more than 
half the 130 former Soviet 
servicemen interviewed said 
they had participated in, 
witnessed, or knew someone 
who bad taken part in “vio­
lent conflict attributable to' 
ethnic tensions.

“We can envisage com­
bat-related scenarios in 
which ethnic or racial riots, 
minority conflicts with local 
populations, or even mutiny 
based on ethnic grievances 
could beeome real 
possibilities,’’ Wimbush and 
Alexiev said.

Rep. Les Aspin, D-Wis., a 
persistent critic of U.S. de­
fense spending, has 
embraced the Rand study 
and similar accounts as 
support for his view that 
Pentagon estimates of the 
Soviet threat tend to be 
overWown.

In recent months, Aspin 
has issued news releases - 
drawing on testimony by 
ex-Soviet soldiers who have 
emigrated to the West -  
which mention problems 
ranging from thievery of 
military supplies to machine 
gun slayings of officers.

On one post in the Soviet 
Union, a Latvian soldier 
tried to run down his com­
pany’s Russian political of­
ficer with a tractor used to 
haul missiles, according to 
Aspin’s reports.

And in a Red Army unit 
near Kharkov in the eastern 
Ukraine, more than two 
dozen soldiers — short of 
vodka but thirsty for any­
thing alcoholic -  died after 
drinking truck antifreeze, the 
congressman said.

The Rand report, Aspin 
said, “confirms my own find­
ings that ethnic tensions are 
a serious source of internal 
dissension within the Soviet 
army. People are worried 
about the racial composition 
of the U.S. Army. But it is 
clear that the Soviets would 
be happy to swap for our 
problems”

That opinion is not unani­
mous.

Ellen Jones, an analyst for 
the Defense Intelligence 
Agency, said in a recent 
article in the journal Com­
parative Strategy that “the 
magnitude of minority pro­
blems in the Soviet armed 
forces has been seriously 
overestimated by Western 
specialists.”

She said, iS a source of
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disciplinary problems, ethnic 
rivalry ... is probably less 
serious Uutn disciplinary in­
fractions relating to alchol 
abuse, unauthorized leave, 
excessive hazing of newly 
arrived conscripts, or poor 
small-unlt leadership.”

Still, the officer corps 
leading the Soviet Union’s 
mainly draftee force remains 
overwhelmingly dominated

by ethnic Russians, accord­
ing to Rand, a think tank in 
Santa Monica, Calif.

M (^w  now has to face 
the prospect of a draft pool 
for enlisted men increasingly 
drawn from the burgeoning 
Moslem peq)les of ^VIET 
Central Asia, anoong them 
the Uzbeks, Kazakhs and 
Tadzhiks, the report said.

The percentage of ethnic

Russians and their fellow 
Slavs -  the Ukrainians and 
Byelorussians — in the caa- 
script pool of 18-year-old men 
is projected to decline from 
67 percent in 1980 to 62 
percent in 1995, while the 
Turkic-Moslem prt̂ rtion is 
expected to climb from 23.5 
percent to 28.7 percent over 
the same period, the report 
said.

It noted that the Soviet 
army currently reflects a 
“stark dichotomy” between 
combat units manned by a 
ciear majority of soldiers 
from Slavic nationalities, 
usually 80 percent or more, 
and noncombat units gener- 
aliy containing 70 percent to 
90 percent or more rwn- 
Slavs, particularly Central 
Asians and recruits from the

Caucasus Mountains.
“Non-Slavs who serve in 

combat units often are rele­
gated to support roles, such 
as in the kitchen or in the 
warehouses.” said the Rand 
study, adding that only 
minirnal percentages of 
non-Slavic personnel are 
found in hi¿ier technology 
services such as the air force 
and navy.

Overall, it said, “Racism is 
a dominant feature of the 
relationship between Slavs 
and nonwhite non-Slavs, 
especially Central Asians 
and other Turkic-Muslim 
peoples We feel confident 
in speculating that racism in 
the Soviet armed forces is 
prevalent and unchecked to 
an extent unknown in the 
U.S. forces.”
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Another Disney Dream Being Readied For Public

LAKE BUENA VISTA. Fla. (AP) -  Trucks plow through 

the mud roads. Construction cranes swing back and forth 
across the cloud-filled sky 

Thousands of hard-hatted workers swarm over a pitted, 
busv landscape dotted with huge structures ranging from the 
odd-shaped futuristic to European ancient. Oriental temples 
meld with American frontier architecture, William 
Shakespeare’s birthplace and Paris’ Eiffel Tower around a 
huge lagoon.

The “ imagineers” of Walt Disney’s legacy are busy putting 
the final touches on their late master’s dream: a showplace 
combining the past and the future. American technology with 
the flavor of foreign lands and cultures.

The $800 million Epcot Center is in the final stages of

construction alongside cenU-al Florida’s biggest tourist 
attraction -  Walt Disney’s Magic Kingckm).

The center’s two theme areas — World Showcase, with 
pavilions representing nine nations, and Future World, 
featuring the marvels of American science, industry and 
imagination -  will be ready Oct. 1 for the first of an expected 
8 million visitors a year

The new attraction, combined with the familiar amusement 
park next door, is projected to lure more than 20 million 
people a year to Florida.

For the visitor, the offerings of Disney’s biggest and most 
expensive project are described this way: In Future World, 
you travel the corridors of time and discover what lies ahead. 
In World Showcase, you travel the countries of the world and 
discover the family of man.

Epcot Center was originally EPCOT -  acronym for 
Experimental Prototype Community of Tomorrow, a 
futuristic concept some envisioned as a plastic-domed city 
where people would live and work in a controlled laboratory 
environment.

That idea eventually gave way to the more practical, 
permanent exposition of science. Imagination and foreign 
cultures.

Disney officials defend it as much more than a giant theme 
park.

“Epcot will be as different from Disneyland as this was 
from Coney Island,’’ says Disney World ^kesman Bob 
Mervine, echoing a favorite company line. “ It’s a stq) toward 
getting entertainment from real things as opposed to
fantasy.’’

Twice the size of the Magic Kingdom and linked to it by 
eight miles of monorail, Epcot Onter still encoura^ debate 
about whether it’s primarily educational or entertaining.

Even some of the top Disney officials aren’t sure.
Dick Nunis, president of Walt Disney World, put it this way 

recently while conducting an impromptu tour, “ I subscribe to 
what Wait always said -  ‘I would rather entertain and hope 
people learn than teach and hope they’re entertained.’’’

At a distance, Epcot Center’s most striking feature is a 
silver-gleaming 180-foot geosphere, the Spaceship Earth 
globe, at the gateway to Future World.

From there, the visitor can wander through paviiions 
named Universe of Energy, Transportation, the Land, 
Imagination, New Horizons, and Computer Central.

Adjacent to Future World and encircling the 40-acre lagoon, 
the visitor will walk or ride along village streets joining Aztec 
pyramids, a Japanese Shinto shrine, a broad piazza from 
Italy, Chinese pagodas, a Bavarian biergarten and other 
slices of life from eight foreign cultures.

“I’m as excited as a kid waiting for it to open,’’ says Nunis, 
supervising the day-to-day construction of what he says may 
be the largest private building project in the country today.

There are 4,000 construction workers making the stretch 
drive to complete the 550-acre project, which is costing twice 
as much as the original Magic Kingdom did when it opened 10
years ago.

Some 1,800 full-time artists, designers and engineers are 
involved, plus another 1,000 in consulting firms across the 
country, the Disney organization says.

Epcot will mOTe than double Disney’s investm^t in the 
27,400-acre “vacation kingdom” site southwest of Orlando.

Participating in the Future Woiid adventures Disn^ says 
are a preview of the 21st century are the Bell S^ m , Exxon, 
General Motors, Kraft, Kodak, American Express, Coca- 
Cola, ̂ r r y  Univac and G«ieral Electric.

The foreign nations involved in World ^wcase’s first 
phase are Canada, France, Italy, Japan, China, Mexico, 
Great Britain and West (Germany. The American Adventure 
Pavilion' will feature Disney’s first “walking” audio- 
animatronic robot, Ben Franklin, plus Thomas Jefferson and 
other historical figures.

Everything is big.
One single pavilion. The Land, covers more than six acres, 

as big as all of Tomorrowland in the Magic Kingdom.
The lagoon takes up an area equal to 85 football fields.

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she Likes Job 
As Pawnbroker

ST. LOUIS (AP) -  Twen­
ty-five-year-old Penny 
Malina works in a rou^ 
neighborhood at an un­
popular job, but there’s 
nothing else she’d rather be 
doing.

The University City 
woman recently celebrated 
her first anniversary as 
owner and operator of P.J. 
Loans, a small pawnshq) in 
north St. Louis.

“ It’s so different,’ ’she 
says. “You see an incredible 
range of people and 
merchandise. A millionaire 
comes in to buy diamonds 
and people come in to sell 
their watch for a dollar.”

Miss Malina got her first 
taste of pawnbroking at age 
15 when she volunteered to 
work for a family friend who 
needed help in his pawnshop. 
She preferred the job to 
working at her father’s paint 
factory.

She studied business and 
marketing at the University 
of Missouri-Columbia for 
three years, but quit in 1978 
to return to pawnbroking.

In June 1981, she launched 
her own business on a comer 
that over the years has been 
known as a good pawnshop 
location.

It’s a tough neighborhood, 
and Miss Malina keeps four 
guns loaded and ready. So 
far, she’s had just one at­
tempted break-in, which 
occurred at night.

“The people are really nice 
here,” she says. “ It’s not 
that bad of a nei^borhood. 
There was a shooting up the 
street the other day, but that 
can happen anywhere.”

Fellow pawnbrokers like 
Joe Liberman say they know 
of no one else like her.

“She is a different breed,”

says Liberman, pr^dO)t'4)f 
the St. Louis Pawnbrokers 
Association. “As far back as 
I can recall, there has never 
been a woman who owned 
and operated a shop that 
wasn’t inherited from a 
husband.”

Miss Malina has learned to 
evaluate the clarity o f' a 
diamond as well as the worth 
of a chainsaw. She has seen 
people try to pawn cars, 
shoes, parachutes, almost 
anything.

Her s ^  works like a little 
banking institution for the 
commuity, and she knows 
many of her customers by 
name, since the majority are 
regulars.

“They come at the first of 
the month when the checks 
come in and they buy their 
stuff,” she says. "At the end 
of the month when the checks 
are running out, they’re 
back, usually bringing in that 
same television,”

Under Missouri law, a 
pawnbroker must hold > a 
pawned item for % days. 
Afterward, a borrower 
forfeits the property if the 
loan is not repaid. Interest 
charged legally on such loans 
is 2 percent per month.

Miss Malina agrees that 
pawnbroking is sometimes a 
sad business, but she diS' 
putes the popular image of 
p a w n b r o k e r s  a$ 
“bloodsuckers” or swindlers. 
» She says if customers need 
a few extra bucks, she asks 
them to tell her their stories..

“I hear about how they 
have been thrown out of their 
apartments, their cars have 
broken down, they need to go 
to the hospital, or they have 
been robbed,” she says. 
“And if I believe them, I try 
to help out.”

More Women 
Workaholics

N E W  Y O R K  
(AP)-Workaholism, tradi­
tionally thought to be a male 
syndrome, is affecting more 
and more women as they 
break through “chauvinistic 
barriers” and fill increasing 
numbers of top executive 
positions, says Dr. Ethel 
Person, a psychoanalyst at 
the New York State 
Psychiatric Institute in New 
York City.

“Most women who suffer 
from this problem don’t re- 
gard  themselves as 
workaholics,” she said. 
“They simply can’t see how 
others derive any pleasure 
from non-work-relatei activ­
ities.”

Workaholics tend to avoid 
relating to family or friends 
in a personal or emotional 
manner, Ms. Person 
explains. Reluctance or de­
fensiveness in admitting any 
problem is rationalized by 
the workaholics’ belief that 
they provide “ the better 
things in life” for depen­
dents, things that are possi­
ble only because of the high 
salaries they earn.

“Women workaholics are 
more noticeable now as the 
working wife and working 
mother become common 
societal roles,” Ms. Person 
points out, “but females have 
been workaholics inside the 
household for centuries.

‘ ‘ C o m p u l s i v e  
housec le ane r . s  and 
overorganizers are also 
workaholics,” she adds. 
“ They ‘ take care’ of 
husbands and children in­
stead of relating to them.”

One way to spot

workaholics is by their In­
ability to enjoy themselves 
on days off from the office, 
the psychoanalyst says, since 
they can’t relax and they feel 
guilty about not working. 
These guilt feelings often dre 
unintentional smokescreens 
created to stave off persondl 
contact, she says.

Frequently depressed on 
family outing or vacations, 
the workaholic may take up 
a leisure activity with fiercé 
determination, Ms. Person 
notes.

“ Playing six hours oil 
tennis on Saturday or rigidly 
adhering to jogging sched­
ules each day are simply 
other obsessions uncon­
sciously used to put distance 
between workaholics and 
personal relationships.”

She tells of one busy 
woman executive, who re­
cently began to slow her 
pace, and pointed out ftie 
ultimate irony of fem^e 
workaholism,

“Years ago, I used to 
complain that my husband 
was too busy climbing the 
job ladder to enjoy his fami­
ly,” the businesswoman said. 
“He became a success and 
began to relax at the same 
time my career began Jo 
take off. Now he’s the one 
who complains that I’m 
never around!”

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Indio Seeing 
More Brides 
Set Aflame

NEW DELHI, India (AP) 

— Bharati Narula, a 
20-year-old newlywed, 
rushed screaming into the 
street from her New Delhi 
home last month, her clothes 
aflame. “God save me. I’m 
being burned,” she cried 
before collapsing.

Ms. Nanila was the latest 
victim on a growing list of 
young Indian women to die 
from burils after their 
parents failed to pay pro­
mised dowries or were un­
able to meet demands by 
in-laws for more money or 
goods.

Authorities estimate that 
as many as 400 newly mar­
ried wives dted of burns last 
year in New Delhi. Many of 
their in-laws say the deaths 
were cooking accidents but 
some parents ca ll the 
burnings cold-blooded 
slayings.

In Ms. Narula’s case, her 
husband, her mother-in-law 
and her father-in-law are in 
jail, awaiting trial on murder 
charges. They are accused of 
pouring kerosene on the 
young woman’s clothing and 
setting her on fire.

There have been only a 
handful of arrests in connec­
tion with the deaths. In most 
“ bride burnings,”  the 
assailants ^  free because of 
lack of evidence, authorities 
say.

The deaths of Ms. Narula 
and ei^t other women in 
New Delhi during June 
triggered weekly de­
monstrations by several 
women’s organizations that 
formed an anti-dowry com­
mittee.

Chanting slogans like 
“Brides are not for burning,” 
“Marriage is not a com­
mercial transaction” and 
“Send murderers to the 
gallows,” these activists 
have staged noisy protests 
outside houses where young 
women were fatally burned.

They are concentrating 
their efforts on organizing 
street-corner meetings and 
marches to create a greater 
awareness among women of 
their rights and force 
authorities to punish those 
responsible for the burnings.

“ Increased public re­
vulsion against bride burning 
has not been matched by any 
change in the traditionally 
lackadaisical attitude of 
police,” the Times of India 
said in a recent editorial. 
“There is nothing to show 
that they are either more 
vigilant with a view to pre­
venting bride burning or 
more energetic in in­
vestigating cases.”

The Dowry Prohibition Act 
of 1961 forbids giving a 
dowry or acc^ting it, with 
penalties of six months in 
prison and fines. However, 
the custom seems to be 
growing, particularly among 
the urban middle class.

A dowry is usually paid in 
cash, clothes, jewelry, 
electric appliances and 
household furnishings. Ac­
cording to a government 
survey, the size of a dowry is 
based on a man’s education, 
social standing and job. ’The 
higher he ranks in all three 
categories, the larger the 
dowry his family can com­
mand.

Members of the elite gov­
ernment services -  the Indi­
an Administrative Service 
(IAS) and the Indian Foreign 
Service (IFS) -  are the most 
sought-after bachelors, 
commanding iq;) to $40,000. 
They are followed by doctors 

, and engineers, who get up to 
^ ,000, according to the 
Women’s Vigilance Forum, a 
women’s ri^ ts group.

Strong social pressures on 
parents to arrange mar­
riages for their daughters 
before they graduate from 
college and the difficulty in 
finding good bridegrooms 
from the same social caste 
enable the dowry custom to 
flourish.

“The increasing demands 
for gifts and ostentatious 
wetklings impose a tremen­
dous strain on the family 
finances and expose young 
girls to an extremely unfair

LOS ANGELES (AP) -  It 

was found almost any place 
people gathered to eat or 
drink -  in soda shops and 
pizza parlors, diners and 
truck slops f’or a nickel, 
then a dime and now a 
quarter, people could play if 
they anted topay 

Those days may be over, 
Beset by rising costs, de- 
dining profits, video games 
and even .Muzak, the coin­
operated music machine, or 
juketx),\. may soon be a, 
distant melody 

"There just has been a 
tremendous decline in the 
number of places where 
jukeboxes were once 
located," says 1^ Droste, 
executive vice president of 
the Amusement and Music 
Operators .As.sociation.

"1 can recall as a teen-ager 
you would walk up to a 
counter in a drugstore and 
there would be wall boxes in 
tbe bfHiths." he said. “ You 
don't find that today. You 
find that if they do have 
music, it ’s background 
music ■

Droste says that at the 
peak of the jukebox craze in 
the lasos. '! ere were 700,000 
in the I'nited States By the 
early 1970s. the Chicago- 
ba.sed association estimates 
there were 450,000 boxes and 
7,.500 operators. In 1981. be­
tween 3..500 and 5,000 opera­
tors were running :100,000 
jukeboxes, the association 
said.

So far this year, the 
Copyright Royalty Tribunal 

a federal agency which 
collects royalties for song 
composers and publishers -  
has issued licenses for only 
120,000 jukeboxes, a word 
derived from the .Southern 
juke house or brothel. 
Association officials say 
some operators may not 
have obtained licenses for 
their boxes because of a 
higher licensing fee that 
went into effect earlier this 
year, "
. The juketwx manufactur­
ing business is also in de­
cline. In the early 1970s, the ' 
association says four U.S. 
manufacturers -  Wurlitzer, 
Seeberg, Hockola and Rowe 
-  produced 70,000 jukeboxes 
a year,

Wurlitzer stopped making 
jukeboxes in 1974. Seeberg 
went, bankrupt five years 
later and was purchased by 
Stern Electronics, which is 
nou marketing boxes under 
the Seeberg name. The total 
domestic jukebox output is 
down to 25,000 a year, and 
half of those are sold abroad.

Droste said his a.ssociation 
was once simply called 
M u sic  Operators of America. 
The name was changed in 
1974 to refject the shift by the 
coin-operated entertainment 
industry from jukeboxes 
tov\ard such amusements as 
pinball machines, pool tables 
and, more recentlv, video 
games.

Because Coin-operated 
machines require constant 
servicing, most association 
members are small-business 
men who have an average of 
50 to 70 jukeboxes in a 
concentrated geographical 
area. .Nearly all now run 
several forms of coin- 
operated amusements.

Reunited After A

Blue Jay, a goose ori­
ginally obtained as a pet for 
Mrs. Carr’s daughter Julie, 
disappeared from Lake 
Caroline in December 1979, 
and .Mrs, Carr believed he 
had ended up on someone’s 
dinner table.

“There is an awful lot of 
stealing of ducks and geese 
off the lake around Thanks­
giving and Christmas,” Mrs. 
Carr said.

Those dark thoughts 
vanished recently when Mrs. 
Carr watched some scenic 
footage of a goose swimming 
across a pond on a WJHG-TV 
weather report. Mrs. Can- 
said she recognized the bird 
as Blue Jay.

“ I couldn’t believe I had 
found him,” she added.

Learning the film had been 
taken at nearby Bay Point 
R eso rt, she obtained

permission from the ‘Bay 
County Sheriff’s Department 
to retrieve her feathered 
friend.

‘‘I calied ‘Biue Jay, Blue 
Jay ,’ and he came running to 
me like a kid,” Mrs. Can- 
said. “ I picked him up and he 
rubbed his neck against 
mine.”

Tom Molloy, co-owner and 
manager of Bay Point Re­
sort, said the goose had been 
donated to it by a local 
businessman. But Moiloy 
said he didn’t object to Blue 
Jay ’s going home.

"In the last 25 or 30 years, 
the jukebox (alone) has 
never been enough,”  says 
.Manley Lawson Jr., vice 
president of the Lawson 
Music Co. in Winter Haven. 
F la ., which was a jukebox- 
on iy  operation when 
Lawson’s father started it in 
1934. Now, Lawson says, 
jukeboxes account for only 30 
percent of his business.

Video games are gobbling 
up many of the quarters that 
once went into jukeboxes. 
The jukebox has also fallen 
victim to other sources of 
music such as discos and 
what distributor Dock Ringo 
of .Mineral Wells. Texas, 
calls "the illegal use of FM 
radio" piped in on stereo 
systems,

.Many operators said the 
m ain reason for the 
jukebox’s decline is that it 
has become unprofitable. 
The association says a 1981 
survey of operators found 
that the average jukebox 
made a profit of only $49.95 
in 1980. One-third of the 
operators surveyed said they 
were either breaking even or 
losing money on jukeboxes 

Operators say costs of 
machines, records and 
servicemens salaries are 
going up They are upset 
about recent copyright royal­
ty fee increases, the annual 
per-jukebox fee went from SS 
to S25 this year, and will go 
up to $50 Jan. l. Further 
annual increases will be tied 
to the Consumer Price Index 
starting in 1987.

At the same time, con­
sumers seem unwilling to 
pay more than a quarter to 
hear their favorite record, 

"When our costs go up. it is 
very difficult to increase our 
income by increasing our 
prices.” Lawson said. “ It’s 
an impulse item, and when 
you raise the price, you 
reduce the use... When we 
put in the dollar-bill acceptor 
we found that we actually 
reduced the volume.”

As a result, Lawson added, 
jukeboxes are simply being 
removed from locations 
where they are not in almost 
constant use -  "places that 
are only open a limited 
number of hours a week, the 
greasy-spoon type of restau­
rant, truck stops, ̂ he typical 
location that is continuing to 
earn money in the jukebox is, 
the neighborhood tavern,”

But some operators are 
unwilling to predict the total 
demise of the jukebox. 
Lawson and Ringo say new 
technology may rescue the 
industry.

They suggest that future 
machines may allow opera­
tors to play tapes, and that 
instead of having to buy a 
copy of a record for each 
jukebox an operator could 
then buy one copy and 
duplicate it on tape.

To Ringo, who bought his 
first two jukeboxes in 1945, 
the survival of the jukebox is 
more than just a business 
issue.

" I think this is some of the 
freedom of choice that people 
in the U.S. still have, and 
certainly I think it’s worth 
trying to preserve,” he said. 
"That’s what it’s all about, 
for a person to be able to 
take their quarter and make 
a selection and hear some 
entertainment that they want 
to hear,”

Less Time In 
Teller's Line

TRUMBULL, Conn. (AP) 
-  A new cash-dispensing 
machine cuts the average 
check-cashing wait at a bank 
teller’s window from a 
minute to 15 seconds.

With the automated teller 
machine introduced by Allied 
Information Systems, bills in 
various denominations are 
dispensed at a rate of eight 
per second under the control 
of a computerized terminal 
the teller uses to process all 
customer transactions.

In each transaction, the 
amount of cash is 
automatically verified three 
times before being dispensed 
through windows facing the 
teller stations. The least 
number of bills needed for 
the t ra ns ac t ion  is 
automatically dispensed, 
unless the teller specifies a 
mix of other denominations 
requested by a customer.

The new system, in addi­
tion to increasing accuracy 
in all transactions, elimi­
nates account shortages, 
overage and chance of fraud.

'Press Hotel 
In W. Beirut 
Is Thriving

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) -  
Windows are crisscrossed 
with masking tape to keep 
them from shattering during 
a shelling. Barrels block off 
streets on each side of the 
building to keep car bombs 
away. The executive office 
suite contains a stock of 
assault rifles.

The Commodore Hotel, 
home base for 175 foreign 
journalists covering Israel’s 
invasion of Lebanon, is 
thriving despite the war in 
west Beirut where Palesti­
nian guerrillas are trapped 
by encircling Israeli forces.

“The Commodore operates 
better in war than in peace,” 
s a i d  Y u s s e f  N a z z a l ,
39-year-old Jordanian pro­
prietor of what has become a 
virtual international press 
center.

The lobby, often strewn 
with television equipment, is 
a gathering place for mem­
bers of Lebanon’s parlia­
m ent, officials of the Pales­
tine Liberation Organization, 
re lie f  w orkers, doctors, 
prom inent Lebanese busi­
nessmen and the few re­
maining western diplomats 
left in the besieged Moslem 
sector of the capital.

Hotel policy requires that 
gu n s and g re n ad e s  be 
checked at the reception 
desk, where Teletype and 
te le x  m ac h in es  c la t te r  
alm ost around the clock.

An unspoken agreement 
has kept the Commodore a 
neutral zone, relatively free 
of interfactional shootouts 
and shelling exchanges. But 
the seven-story, 150-room 
hotel has not been entirely 
immune from violence, as a 
notice posted near the eleva­
tors indicates.

“ In case  of shooting 
around the hotel, the man­
agem ent insists that neither 
television cam eram en or 
photographers attem pt to 
tak e  p ic tu res . This en ­
dangers not only their lives 
but those of the guests and 
staff. Those not prepared to 
cooperate may check out of 
the hotel.”

The notice stemmed from 
a street battle early this 
month between two leftist 
Lebanese militias over a 
v acan t ap artm en t house 
nearby.

The gunmen turned the 
weapons on photographers 
whOj tried to film the battle 
and a machine gun mounted 
on a pickup truck was aimed 
into the lobby, where patrons 
dived behind couches.

“ It is, without doubt, one of 
the most dangerous places in 
the world,” said Nazzal.

He explained in an in­
terview that he stays on in 
west Beirut because he likes 
challenges and because of 
long-term friendships with 
journalists.

“ I’m thinking about having 
new T-shirts made to thank 
the press for saving west 
Beirut. The people here have 
the press to thank for saving 
their lives, and I satisfied my 
ego that 1 helped the press 
function to make that possi­
ble,” said Nazzal, who acts 
as banker, press adviser and 
psychiatrist to his guests.

Nazzal said he has won 
over most local militias and 
guerrillas to the idea that the 
press coverage has helped 
stave off an Israeli onslaught 
into west Beirut through de­
scriptions and pictures of 
destruction,

“ It has been a slow process 
but most of them now accept 
the press,” he added.

But in the early days of 
Israe l’s siege of the Palesti­
nian enclave that began June
13 there were fears that 
extrem ist guerrilla factions 
might seize the journalists as 
hostages.

Those fears led to the 
collection of 10 AK-47 rifles,
14 ammunition clips and a I 
B eretta  submachine gun in I 
an alcove of Nazzal’s office ■ 
in the hotel. .■

(AP)—Although eyeglasses 
to aid vision were invented in 
Europe about 1287 A.D., it 
wasn’t until the early 1700s 
that frames with temple 
pieces similar to today’s 
eyeglasses came into use, 
according to research by the 
A m erican  O p to m etric  
Associatrion (AOA).

The earliest visual aids 
were merely round lenses 
framed in bone, horn, brass 
or silver and were either held 
by hand or ca refu lly  
balanced on the nose. But by 
the 1500s nearsighted people 
were using leather straps to 
keep double lenses on their 
heads, or sometimes metal 
spikes to attach them to hats.

In the 1600s light steel 
frames were popular, as 
were the lorgnette and the 
monocle. It was only about 
1730 that frames with 
earpieces started being 
worn. Designed to be sturdy, 
they were made of gold, 
silver, brass and steel. In 
Spain and China, tortoise 
shell glasses were considered 
quite fashionable and were 
thought to bring good luck to 
the wearer.

Today, consumers can 
choose from hundreds of 
eyeglass frames in a wide 
variety of shapes, sizes and 
styles. Generally, well-made 
frames are available at rea­
sonable cost and frame
selection is an area in which 
consumers can cut the cost of 
eyeglasses substantially, 
says the AOA, which has 
headquarters in St. Louis.

Good quality frames are 
available in most price
ranges but consumers need

—If you are athletically 
inclinded, ask about the 
frames’ ability to sustain 
frontal impact during sports.

—With metal frames, 
make sure the temple pieces 
are smooth and that there is 
no extra metal at the bridge, 
nosepiece or temple.

—If a metal frame has a 
plastic inserted bridge, be 
sure it is securely locked in 
place.

—Look for hinges made of 
high-grade steel, joined with 
screws or rivets.

—Ask if you lenses will fit 
into the frames selected. 
Thicker prescription lenses 
can fall out of frames not 
made to hold them.

Eyeglass fram es can 
highlight good facial features 
and help play down less 
attractive features. Gener­
ally, thin or wire frames look 
best on faces with smaller, 
delicate features, while 
thicker, larger frames can 
enhance a broader face.

Aluminum, plastic and ■ 
wire frames are currently 
popular among eyeglass 
wearers. Favorite frame 
colors for 1982 are earth 
tones, gray, rose, plum, 
translucent and, that old 
standby, tortoiseshell.

While the choice of frame 
color depends largely on 
personal preference, a good 
rule to keep in mind when 
selecting frame colors is that 
dark -haired  and dark- 
skinned people often look 
well in gold, silver, dark 
brown, black and bright 
colors; fair-haired, light­
skinned people’s looks may 
be enhanced with pastels, 
amber, gray, silver or light 
tortoise shell frames.

What are the shapes of 
frames to come? According 
to the American Optometric 
Association, the new look in 
eyeglasses for the ’80s may 
take a turn from the large, 
round plastic frames of the 
past couple of years, to 
smaller, more oval frames. 
Due to the state of the 
economy, eyeglass wearers 
may be less interested in 
styling novelties and more 
concerned with durability 
and “all purpose’’ frames. It 
is also anticipated that the 
boom in contact lenses will 
continue.

Of course, whatever eye-, 
glass frame, shape, cdor ¿id 
style you choose, be sure the 
prescription of your lenses is 
correct or you will have

BySUEFERNALD Kinston Free Press KINSTON, N.C. (AP) -  If you see Jerry Dunbar tooling down the road, his mouth going as fast as his tractor-trailer wheels, he’s probably just working out the lyrics to his next 
hit song.Dunbar will tell you his song-writing career evolved out of the seat of a tractor-trailer and an old shoe box where he keeps the songs he finally puts on paper. At last count, the box held more than 100 tunes.Just recently, one of those son^  was pulled out of that box to become a hit single, ‘‘Semi-Diesel Blues” — recorded by the Super Grit Cowboy Band, a group which originated in 
Kinston.Perhaps Dunbar m i^ t  have been a writer under any circumstances, but he said the majority of his ideas have come from on-the-road experiences during his 17 years as a driver for Kinston’s Ovemite Trucking Company.Those long hauls are when Dunbar comes up with most of his songs. “I’ve thought up a lot of tunes while I’m driving,' ;uid just in case something hits me I keep a pad in my pocket J1 the time,” Dunbar said.

He has been writing son^  almost as long as he has been driving trucks, 10 years “give or take a few.” In that time, he’s come up with some doozies.
“ I’ll tell you,” he said in a confidential whisper, “Sometimes I get tickled at myself. I’ll be riding along and think of something real funny. Like the one about the fella whose wife ran off.” '
I lost my wife to a truck driving man, took everything she could pack.And, everytime a semi goes by,1 ’ m afraid he’s bringing her back.
Most of Dunbar’s song’s rhyme, and are l i ^ t  novelty tunes.“ I like catchy songs,” he said, “ones that stick with you and you just don’t forget.”Several times, however, Dunbar has tried his hand at some serious songs. One of his favorite compositions was about a hobo who’s down on his luck.
Bummim’ my way back homehocked my guitar in Dallas and fiddle in Rome.Guess I weren’t good enough or just too well unknown...
“ I’d guess that’d be Rome, Ga., you know it had to rhyme,” he said. “I’m not too good at serious songs,” he chuckled.

Dunbar has a system for writing his songs. First, he begins with a tune. “It’s always a tune and then the words. Never start without having a tune first,” he instructed.
“Then, after you have the tune, you think of a title, but you have to have the tune first,” he said. “I don’t see how anybody can write a poem without a tune in his head.
“After you have you title you write aorund that. It’s amazing to me how newspaper people come up with titles afterward. I wouldn’t know what to write unless I had a title first;
“You can’t give up when you draw a blank, you just have to keep on double-clutchin’,” he advises. “You’ve gotta exercise your brain. 'The more you try, the better you’ll get. You just have to concentrate. But remember youlve got to exercise your mind, if you don’t do that nothing \i^l tome to you.”
A hit is a blue moon thing according to Dunbar, but “if you keep going over and over the tune in your mind it’s a good one. If it’s not, you won’t.” That’s how it was with his recent single “Semi-Diesel Blues.”
Topics are a wide-open arena. “They’ve all been used before, but if you write it, it’s gonna be different. I write mainly about truckin’, women and waitresses,” he said. “A topic will always come up because just as soon as you get one set, another comes up.”
Now, Dunbar doesn’t write about women and waitresses the way a lot of songsters do. For example he wrote about one waitress up in Kentucl^ and catches the listener with his hands in the cookie ja r with the last line.
Regina waited tables at the old Log Inn Truck Stop She was pretty as a bed of roses and sweet as a lollipop She always had a pretty smile that made the night seem 

brighterYou’d never guess what she did best...Regina was a song 
writer!

Even though Dunbar has a hit song he doesn’t plan to change his routine. He’ll Just keep driving, writing, keeping track of his two boys and strumniing his guitar. That’s what 
makes him happy.“Oh hd l,” he said. “ I ain’t  no celebrity and won’t ever be. I’m just a corn-fed, hand-spanked country boy.”

Ashley Gang 

Burial Site 

Now Ignored

ROSELAND, Fla. (AP) -  
beauty shq) and a land 

office share the site where 
members of the AShley gang 
that once terrorized Florida 
died nearly 60 years ago in a 
bloody ambush along the 
Sebastian River.

The tiny field where the 
once notorious desperadoes 
were buried is lost amid a 
development project. The 
tombstones are gone and the 
weed-choked graves have 
been plundered.

All that remains of the 
gang’s 13-year reign of terror • 
are faded newspaper clip­
pings. a historian’s book 
called “The Notorious Ashley 
Gang.’’ and memories of 
people like 86-year-old 
Gracie Higgins.

"Those were some days. 
That gang caused the whole 

Florida to be scared,’’ 
recalls Mrs. Higgins, who 
lives In Melbourne.

John Ashley and his last 
three confederates died in 
November 1924, face down on 

mud-caked highway that is 
now U.S. 1. They left behind 

hamper of ham sandwiches 
and a mystery; Did they die 
in a daring shootout, or were 
they unceremoniously 
handcuffed and executed by 
vengeful lawmen?

The end came on a gloomy, 
windswept night as the four 
outlaws were driving a 
Model-T Ford toward 
Jacksonville.

Ashley, 31, was riding 
shotgun, a Winchester rifle 
between his legs. Cousin 
Hanford Mobley, 19, was 
driving. Ray “Shorty" Lynn 
and John Clarence Middleton 
were in the back seat.

Ahead, they saw a chain 
stretched across the Sebas­
tian Bridge, a wood-plank 
structure which has since 
been replaced by four lanes 
of concrete.

Suddenly, St. Lucie County 
Sheriff J.C. Merritt and eight 
deputies who had been wait­
ing in the willows rushed the 
Ashley car. By morning, all 
four gang members were 
dead.

A Fort Pierce jury em­
paneled the next day ruled 
justifiable homicide after the 
sheriff described a shootout. 
Others felt differently.

The men were 
handcuffed, then shot down 

cold blood," said H.D. 
Worth, a tanner who claimed 
he witnessed the incident.

You could see where the 
handcuffs had scraped the 
skin from Ashley’s wrists as 
he fell after being shot. It 
was murder,” he said.

Twelve killings and 
numerous bank robberies 
and holdups, starting in 1911, 
were blamed on the gang.

John Ashley, then 18, 
allegedly killed a prominent 
Seminole Indian, robbed him 
of $1,200 in furs and fled into 
■the Everglades.

Later that year, he and a 
cohort named Kid Lowe 
burst into a tiny bank in 
Stuart and help up tellers for 
$4,235. Lowe, wielding two 
pistols Wild West-style, 
began pumping shots in the 
air. One errant bullet struck 
Ashley in the jaw and put out 
his eye.

Badly injured, Ashley sur­
rendered and wound up in a 
Miami jail. Four years later, 
brother Bob showed up for 
revenge and shot jailer 
Wilbur Hendrickson.

Bob was subsequently 
killed trying to free his 
brother from the city jail. 
John Ashley escaped a year 
later and the gang re­
grouped.

They robbed banks and 
took to rum-running, hijack­
ing boats carrying booze 
between the Bahamas and 
Florida.

In 1921, police captured 
Ashley and he was sent back 
to the state prison at Raiford. 
He escaped once more and in 
1924, the gang robbed 
another Stuart bank.

Palm Beach County Sheriff 
Robert Baker mounted a 
posse and trailed the gang 
eight days through the 
steamy Everglades, leading 
to more arrests and more 
escapes.

The gang regrouped and 
robbed a Pompano Beach 
bank of $25,000.

They hijacked a taxi and 
tied its driver to a tree. 
Sheriff Baker organized 
another po^ and found 
Ashley hiding at his 
moonshiner fatter’s home 
deepintheEvwglades.

In the shootout, the 
sheriff’s brother was killed, 
along with Ashley’s fathmr, 
Joe, who died on his bed as 
he was putting on his boots to 
join the fray. |
