As Local Leaf Sales Begin

A low “Amen’ echoed through the
crowd when Bill Clark Sr. shouted
“Tobacco is our lifeblood” into the
microphone.

“We depend on it entirely. We've
not been fighting back with these
hard knocks we've been having and
we've got to start doing that,” Clark
said. He served as master of
ceremonies today at the opening
sales of the Eastern Belt Tobacco
Market in Greenville and was the
auctioneer for the first sales of the
day at Roynor, Forbes and Clark
Warehouse,

The first tobacco sold went for $175
per hundred pounds to American
Tobacco Company. In the first 30
minutes of the sale, the lowest price
was $147 per hundred pounds, two
cents above support price, and the
highest was $175. Prices hovered

“tobacco sold in the first 30 minutes
went to the Tobacco Stabilization
Board.

Of The Debate Winner

Did anyone come away a winner in
Monday night's debate between
Republican U.S. Sen. Jesse Helms
and Democrat Gov. Jim Hunt, who
is seeking to unseat Helms in
November?
“ would have to say ... having the
information that I have... I would

have to say it was a tie,” Andy
Andrews, Pitt County Republican
Party chairman said Tuesday.

But Andrews suggested that “‘to
the general public, without a full
understanding of the issues, Gov.
Hunt may have looked better.”

Andrews said, “I thought there
were some very good questions
asked on the part of both can-
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didates,” but he said “I think
probably that Sen. Helms did not
come across as well as he could have
because some of the questions in-
volved lengthy explanations, rather
than just yes or no type answers.”

Both candidates were ‘‘aggressive
in their questioning,” Andrews
suggested, ““As a whole, I think the
public benefitted from the debate.”

The county GOP chairman also
said he feels it was “‘a good thing for
both candidates to agree to the
debate; sit down and have a civil,
intellectual debate ... take the issues
to the people. It is just wonderful.”

Kathryn Lewis, the Democratic
Party’s chairman in the county
missed the debate, but Grace Car-
raway, the chairman of the county’s
Democratic Women was watching
and listening.

*“was “looking forward to higher
(tobacco) prices,” in 1984. “We want
the (tobacco company) buyers out
there buying the crop,” he said. “We
don't want it (tobacco) in Stabiliza-
tion. We don't know what to do with
it there.”

Block said the strength of the
dollar abroad, which he attributed to
high interest rates in the United
States, was keeping imports of
tobacco high. American tobacco
growers have long been concerned
over the volume of imported
tobacco, which they say decreases
demand for domestic leaf and lowers
prices. “‘Government spending has
got to be brought in line before this
import problem is solved, because
that's what causing the high inter-
est,” Block said.

The secretary of agriculture in-
dicated, however, he saw more hope
for increasing exports of domestic
tobacco than decreasing imports of
foreign leaf. ‘I see a lot of potential
for exports,” he said, “and I see

potential for imports.”

Block said he saw no immediate
end to the tobacco program. “‘Ten
years from now the tobacco pro-
gram will exist, but it will not look
like it does today, just as it doesn't
look today like it did 10 years ago,”
he said. “I see it in existence in 10
years but with a lot of changes.”

To control government spending,
decrease interest rates and ease the
impact of foreign tobacco on
domestic markets, federal budget
cuts must be made, said Block, and
some of the cuts will have to come in
agriculture programs. “‘We're going
to have to take our share of cuts in
order to reduce spending,” he said,
“but I'm convinced we can do this
and not see our programs suffer.”
He did not indicate what programs
would be cut, or whether tobacco
was one of these programs.

When questioned concerning what
he felt would help farmers survive in
the future, Block said the “whole
solution isn't to provide farmers
with more money than they have

already to pay high interest on."

Senator Jesse Helms, also present
for the opening ceremonies, said he
would be watching today's prices
very closely. “I've been nudging the
companies about imports, and
they've agreed to buy more
domestic tobacco, so I'm going to
watch closely," he said.

The best elixir for U.S. agriculture
Helms, said, is “a sound, growing
economy with low interest rates.”

North Carolina Agriculture
Commissioner Jim Graham said he
was ‘‘pleased with the prices” after
the first tobacco sales. ““Of course
we'd always want to see them just a
little bit higher.”

“There's a lot of good tobacco on
the floor today and I hope very little
of it goes to Stabilization,”” Graham
added. “Despite the weather we
seem to have a good-looking crop of
tobacco for 1984 with right much
quality in it.” he said. “We are
hoping for good, good. prices...and
that the support price is higher.”

Hijackers
Issue
Demands

NICOSIA, Cyprus (AP) — A
commandeered Air France jet with
63 people aboard landed today in
Tehran after the hijackers re-
portedly threatened to blow it up if
the Iranian government refused to
allow an emergency landing.

Five hours after the landing, an
anonymous telephone caller claimed
responsibility for the hijacking on
behalf of group loyal to Iramian
leader Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini
and demanded the release of five
people held in French jails. The call

was received by the French news
agency Agence France-Presse at its
fice in Tehran.

Iran's staterun media did not
report a possible motive for the
hijacking but said Iranian Foreign
Ministry officials and other gov-
ernment representatives went to
Mehrabad Airport after the landin,
to conduct negotiations. The officia
Islamic Republic News Agency
(IRNA) said the men were deman-

ing that the plane be refueled, but
there was no indication where they
wished to fly to.

policies. o .

The preliminary legislation, hailed
by President Reagan and other
conservatives as a way of putting
prayer back in public schools, has
yet to receive the President’s ap-
proval. However, political analysts

say they suspect Reagan will sign
the bill despite amendments that
were tagged to the measure. Politi-
cal, philosophical or other forms of
free speech were lumped in with the
religious observance.

“Probably three things will occur
once the bill receives final approv-
al” Pitt County schools Superin-
tendent Eddie West said. “We will
have to study the legislation, then
the board of education would need to
develop a policy based on the
legislation and then submit a draft
for approval.

“But at this point, we really have

A

no idea what changes would be
entailed. We'll just have to do a
study and go from there,” Dr. West
said.

Pitt County schools now allow
student religious groups to use
school eﬁrounds for any activity
unrelated to religion. “For instance,
we allow church organizations to use
school grounds for basketball or
softball, but not for prayer meet-
ings,"” West explained.

Alice Keene, county community
schools coordinator, said religious

N.C. FREE says it
will help educate businessmen on

N.C. FREE began operating in
January. Its goal is to “preserve the
free enterprise system thmuf: a
non-profit organization whose
members t business and
industry,” says its charter. Mann
says the group plans to do so by
“researching and distributing in-
formation to members on a non-
partisan basis on the voting records
of candidates for state and local
offices.”

Actually, N.C. FREE will con-
centrate on only the Legislature for
now. It will research the voting
records of members up for election

this fall and distribute that informa-
tion to its 30 members. (Members
consist of businesses and business
associations.)

Mann says there'll be no
;ﬁshﬁve report cards” like those

by many groups. He doesn’t
think they're fair. Rather, objective
reports on legislators’ votes on
particular issues will be combi
with subjective observations of the
legislator’s performance.

At the same time, N.C. FREE has
compiled an in-depth profile of those
legislative districts where pro-
business candidates are most likely
to run well. Mann says the profiles
were developed” after a statewide
random sampling poll on citizen

Nuclear Testing Goes On

LOS ANGELES — Last week, before the doves
helped open Olympic festivities at this city’s
Memorial Coliseum, the United States exploded a
nuclear “*device’' in the desert near Las Vegas.

It was the eighth “announced” underground
test of this year. Nothing could have been a more
well-timed reminder of the world's biggest
problem as the 23rd Games began.

Nuclear testing is an essential step in the
process that's given Washington and Moscow
enough warheads to turn the earth into a charcoal
briquet. Since 1963, when the United States and
the USS.R. agreed to conduct all nuclear tests
underground, both sides have more than doubled
their previous volume of controlled nuclear
explosions.

Unfortunately, while American corporations
(and. to an extent, taxpayers) have paid to
promote peace at the Olympiad, the federal
government continues to increase its support for
nuclear weapons research and development.
Ronald Reagan has requested a 69 percent
increase in funding next year for the Energy
Department’s nuclear weapons division.

Reagan's nuclear-test boosterism stands to
become a political issue in the campaign. Walter
Mondale has already said he wants a com-
prehensive test-ban treaty.

Last month, an assortment of secular and
church-sponsored peace groups met in
Washington to prepare a fall campaign for a
treaty. The Republican-controlled Senate even
voted, by a 77-t0-22 majority, to demand that the
Americans and Soviets resume test-ban talks.

These groups must know something President
Reagan doesn't.

American Olympic team partisans shouldn’t be
surprised if some top U.S. athletes fail tests for
forbidden chemicals during the Games. Accord-
ing to a well-placed track-and-field official,
several women comﬁtitors failed tests -during
the Olympic trials last month. However, the
source said, these contenders were not dis-
qualified, on grounds there may have been flaws
in the test. “Essentially, five women were told to
clean up their act,” he said.

Twenty years ago this summer, the pains of
blacks and frustrations of the civil rights
movement came to head in the nation’s cities.
Violence first erupted in New York’s Harlem in

1964, Between that year and 1967, there were riots -

in 58 cities. The toll was 141 dead and 4,552
injured.

Since then, steps by government at all levels
have helped take the sting out of poverty. But the
seeds of potential disturbances exist in some
unsolved problems. Black teen-age unemploy-
ment remains more than five times the national
average; fewer than 10 of every 100 teen-age
blacks have full-time jobs. The unemployment
rate among last year's black high school
graduates, 37.5 percent, is even higher than that
among white high school dropouts.

Reagan Shifts To Center Stage For Fall Campaign 7

WASHINGTON (AP) — While
President Reagan is trying to
ay the Democratic Party as the
captive of dangerous leftists, he
himself is protecting a far more
liberal image — at least on foreign
policy issues — as the election
approaches.
In fact, Reagan's policies bear
substantial resemblance to those

ursued by Jimmy Carter during his
ast year in office when Carter was
staking out a centrist position, much
as Reagan is doing now.

The experience of both Reagan
and Carter suggests that presidents,
particularly those seeking re-
election, are least vulnerable politi-
cally if they occupy the safe center.

To date, the campaign has had a

reserved.
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topsy-turvy quality. An example is
the latest statement by former
Secretary of State Henry A. Kiss-
inger, who is viewed by many on the
right as the mastermind of the
detente policies in the 1970s that,
they believe, played into the hands
of the Soviet Union.

Nowadays, Kissinger finds the
Reagan administration's approach
to arms control negotiations with the
Soviets to be soft almost to the point
of obsequiousness.

“The administration has made
clear, almost apologetically, its
eagerness to negotiate. Every
overture has been rebuffed; as the
administration has reversed its ear-
lier attitude, the Soviet Union has
raised the ante,” -Kissinger said
recently.

“Importuning the Soviets to re-
sume negotiations they should never
have left will not break the impasse;
it is likely to deepen the stalemate.”

There is no small irony in Kiss-
inger’s comments. It was at the
Republican convention in 1976 when
Reaganite partisans showered him
with boos and jeers for not being
tougher on the Soviets, an -
ence he later described as one of the
most shattering of his life.

Reagan's move toward the center
actually began well before 1984.
Much to the irritation of his more
conservative followers, Reagan
dropped his opposition to the
Panama Canal treaties early on and

his support for a restoration of ° ¢

official relations with Taiwan. On
those issues, he essentially has
embraced the Carter policies.

Reagan now believes that poor
countries require outside help, a far
cry from his 1981 plea for them to
rely on ‘‘the magic of the
marketplace” to achieve prosperity.

This year, Reagan’s scramble to
the center began early with a speech
on Soviet policy in mid-January that
was noticeably free of the anti-Soviet
diatribes that had been a hallmark
of his pre-1984 statements.

“We must and will engage the
Soviets in a dialogue as serious and
constructive as possible,” he said.

On El Salvador, Reagan annoyed a
key Senate backer, Jesse Helms of
North Carolina, by appearing to tilt
toward Christian Democratic can-
didate Jose Napoleon Duarte in the
presidential elections there. Helms'
choice was rightist leader Roberto
d’Aubuisson. With Duarte’s victory,
El Salvador has been
fused as a campaign issue.

1 cup unbleached all-

purpose flour
35 cup sugar
1!, teaspoons baking powder

15 teaspoon salt
" 4 tablespoons butter

1largeegg

14 cup milk
21, pounds peaches

4 teaspoons cornstarch

15 teaspoon ground cinnamon
Topping: vanilla ice
cream

In a medium bowl stir together the
flour, 2 tablespoons of the sugar, the
baking powder and salt. With a
Fastry blender cut in the butter until
t is in fine particles. Beat together
the egg and milk until blended; add
to flour mixture; stir only until dry
ingredients are moistened and a
dough forms,

Peel, pit and slice peaches — there
should be 5 cups. In a medium
saucepan stir together the remain-
ing sugar, the cornstarch and cin-
namon; add the peaches. Cook over
medium heat, stirring constantly,
until peaches are tender and syrup is
clear, thickened and boiling — 5to 7
minutes. Pour into a shallow 2-quart
baking dish. Drop dough by heaping
tablespoonfuls, in 6 portions, over
the hot peach mixture. Bake in a
preheated 400-degree oven until
topping is golden — 20 minutes.
Serve warm with vanilla ice cream.
Makes 6 large servings — the biscuit
topping is home-style rather than
rich.

Before the summer gets any
further along, take a look at your
wicker furniture. If you find it can
use sprucing up, you may want to
wash it, and if your wicker needs it,
you might even consider putting ona
new coat of paint. However, knowing
what to use and how to proceed
makes any job easier, even cleaning
furniture.

To take care of wicker, bamboo,
reed or rattan furniture, you should
begin by dusting it with a clean
cloth, brush or vacuum cleaner.
After dusting, take the furniture
outside and go over it with a fine
spray from the garden hose. If
further cleaning is needed, apply a
mild soap or detergent solution with
a fairly dry cloth, making sure you
do not soak the furniture. "

If you find you need a stronger
cleaning solution than soap and
water, add household ammonia to
the detergent water. After washing,
however, be sure to rinse the
furniture with clear water and allow
it to dry throughly and quickly.
Drying your wicker upside down will
helpit retain its original shape.

If you decide to paint your wicker,
use spray paint. Complete and even
coverage just isn’t possible with a
brush. A coat of shellac once a year
will enhance the beauty of raw
wicker.

Whether you have wicker
furniture resting on the porch or
sitting on the patio, you'll want to
keep it clean and fresh looking.

In the five statements she has filed
since coming to Washington in 1979,
Ms. Ferraro, D-N.Y., has said she
does not have to disclose anythi
about the finances of her husband,
John Zaccaro. She contended she
satisfies the law’s criteria for gain-
ing exemption from such disclosure.

ut Ms. Ferraro said last week
that she would include her husband’s
financial holdings in a disclosure
form required by the Federal Elec-
tion Commission.

Lott told reporters that Ms. Fer-
raro's failure to report her
husband’s income is “is a matter
that should be looked into. She

should have a chance to respond.
Depending on her response, it may
be necessary to have an investiga-
tion.

Hansen, asked after the vote if he
planned to file complaints with the
ethics committee against Ms. Fer-
raro or any other House members,
said, “‘at this stage, we're going to
sleep on it, think it over and see
where we're going.”

Riders Hurt In Train Wreck

BIRTLEY, England (AP) — An
express train jumped the tracks
near this northeast England town
today, overturning six of eight
coaches and injuring more than 20
people, officials said. It was Bri-
tain's second rail accident in three
days.

Thirty firefighters cut through the
wreckage to free dozens of the
train’s 200 passengers from two
coaches which were hurled off the
tracks. Four coaches behind
slumped on their sides, just off the
tracks.

The express, on a 180-mile journey
from the north England city of Leeds
to Edinburgh, Scotland, went off the
tracks after being diverted to a
slow-speed line with a 40 mph limit,
a spokesman for British Rail said.
The spokesman spoke on condition of
anonymity.

High-speed, express (rains are
capable of speeds up to 100 mph, but
it was unclear how fast the train had
been going. British Rail officials
could give no reason for the wreck.

One elderly man who escaped the
crash without injury said, **The train
just shuddered then the carriage
seemed to slip down a bank.

PUBLIC — By a vote of 176 for and
217 against, the House defeated an
amendment to limit budget hikes for
the Corporation for Public Broad-
casting. After rejecting this attempt
to hold spending increases to 15
percent annually during fiscal
1987-89, the House approved hikes
averaging 80 percent during the
period.

The upshot was to reverse the
Reagan Administration’s deep culs
in federal support of public televi-
sion and radio. More generous
private contributions had been ac-
cepted to take up the slack, but they
fell far short of expectatios and
geveral programs have been
scrapped or siated to die,

- As later sent to the Senate, the bill
{HR 5541) raises federal payments
fo $238 million in 1987, $253 million in
1988 and $270 million in 1989.

Amendment sponsor Michael
Oxley, R-Ohio, said “there is no
reason to believe that public broad-
casters need such massive increases

Opponent John Bryant, D-Tex.,
noted that the higher federal pay-
ments will provide *‘only 20 percent”
of public broadcasting's revenue

Members voting no favored annual
spending hikes of about 80 percent
over three years for the Corporation
for Public Broadcasting.

North Carolina representatives
voting ves were Tim Valentine, D-2,
and James Broyhill, R-10.

Representatives from North Caro-
lina voting no were Walter Jones,
D-1: Charles Whitley. D-3: Stephen
Neal, D-5; Charles Rose. D-7; W.G.

D-11.

Not voting were Ike Andrews, D-4;
Charles Britt, D-6. and James
Martin, R-9.

ACCESS — The House voted, 337
for and 77 against. to permit student
groups to conduct voluntary re-
ligious meetings in public high
school facilities before or after the
regular school day. This was a
victory for advocates of returning
some degree of religious practice to
public schools.

The “equal access provision
approved by this vote denies federal
funding to any school that fails to
give religious groups the same
extra-curricular access to its facili-
ties that it gives to other student
groups. It was attached to an
education bill (HR 1310) that was
sent to conference with the Senate.
Because there is no disagreement
over the equal access language, the
provision is expected to become law.

Import Curbs
Are Announced

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Reagan Administration Tuesday
announced two moves to help stop
millions of dollars of illegally im-
ported textiles and apparel into the
United States.

One action would alter the way
foreign textiles and apparel are
restricted by U.S. import quotas,
preventing large producers such as
China and Hong Kong from evading
import restrictions. Another move
would nearly double the number of
US. Customs Service officials re-
sponsible for enforcing textile im-
port quotas.

Industry officials say imports are
responsible for the loss of 240,000
U S. textile and apparel jobs since
1980.

Generally, the proposed rules at-
tempt to prevent evasion of import
quotas by assigning quotas to goods
produced by the originating country
rather than a country where further
work is done, according to Customs
Service spokesman James Mahan in
Washington.

Currently, the manufacture of
garments is often spread over sev-
eral nations, with one country mak-
ing the fabric, another cutting it, and
a third nation assembling it. Under
current U.S. law, the quota is
assigned to the final country in
which “‘substantial transformation”
oceurs.

WASHINGTON (AP) — An in-

Spection.of 17 Haully-n?u'tui
institutions for the mentally re-
tarded found all were substandard,
and nine had major health and
safety deficiencies, Hedlth and
Human Services Secretary
Margaret Heckler said Tuesday.

“In all cases where substandard
conditions were noted during the
recent federal inspections, state
Medicaid directors have been given
30 days to give us a firm, detailed
plan for correcting those deficien-
cies within 180 days,” Mrs. Heckler
told the Senate subcommittee on the
handicapped.

“Failure to deliver an acceptable
plan or inadequate implementation
of that plan will result in termination
of the facilities from the Medicaid
program,” she added.

Medicaid is the federal-state
health care program for the poor

and needy. In the case of residents of
intermediate care facilities for the
mentally retarded — the type of
institution inspected — the federal
government contributes about
$16,000 per patient per year through
Medicaid, with the state spending an
equal amount in most instances, she

said.

Mrs. Heckler said problems found
by federal inspectors included:

—Most institutions did not meet
requirements to provide active
treatment, such as individual care
?Ians and needed therapies. ‘‘Thus,
rom a services perspective, many
of these clients are receiving essen-
tially custodial, non-agressive care,
the very t({pe of care Congress
sought to end," she said.

—Some were not meeting sanita-
tion and physical environment
standards, with heating, ventilation,
cleanliness and general mainte-

nance deficienciesicommon.
hjh—,'—h"ln :mrnt‘z’f places w:_ found very
usage of major tranquilizers,
usually in the absence of effective
behavior management programs
designed to reduce dependency on
these chemical restraints,” Mrs.
Heckler said.

—Many facilities had filthy kitch-
ens, poor menu planning, inadequate
training of clients to feed themselves
and lengthy delays in serving client
meals.

—Some facilities: had fire protec-
tion deficiencies such as improper
fire walls and doors. “In one case,
we found large numbers of clients
who were not capable of self-
preservation living in residences
that could not protect the clients in
the event of fire,"” Mrs. Heckler said.
“We decided this condition con-
stituted an immediate threat to the
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clients’ safety, and we terminated
the facility’s Medicaid agreement.”
Sen. Lowell Weicker, R-Conn.,
chairman of the subcommittee, also
released results of an inspection by
his panel of seven intermediate care
facilities for the mentally retarded.
He said the subcommittee found
“abuse and neglect, lack of pro-
gramming, and inappropriate
placement to be major problems
across the country.”

The subcommittee report said
“every institution had fired staff in
the past year for confirmed client
abuse. Staff at one institution said
client abuse“occurs in one form or
another on any given day at the
institution.”

The report said that in two institu-
tions, unexplained pregnancies of
female clients were discovered when
the clients were approximately eight

months pregnant. “One of the clients
was non-ambulatory and confined tp
a stretcher-like apparatus.” it said.

Weicker noted that HHS sent a
telegram July 27 to an intermediate
care facility in Mystic, Conn.,
threatening a funds cutoff in 10 days
unless conditions there are cor-
rected. He said there had been 12
reported .gases of rape and sexual
abuse at the“institution, where 27
residents are housed.

Mrs. Heckler and Carolyne Davis,
head of the Health Care Financing
Administration in HHS, said in
answer to questions that they
planned to double inspections of such.
facilities but that the administration
had not requested any increase in
personnel for this purpose. There
now are about 100 people in HHS
regional offices to' cover 2,200 in-
stitutions, they said.

RALEIGH (AP) — North Carolina
fobacco growers are organizing to
tecover losses from leaf damaged by
tainted fertilizer manufactured by
the W.R. Grace Co.

At its first meeting Tuesday, the
Contaminated Tobacco Growers Ac-
tien Committee agreed to ask the
company forthe names of other Tar
Heel farmers with injured crops and
the names of dealers who sold the
fertilizer.

On June 13 W.R. Grace voluntarily
took three fertilizers off the shelves
after 836 tobacco farmers reported
eurling leaves and premature
yellowing of their,tobacco.

Between 3,000 and 10,000 acres
were affected~ip 20 North Carolina
counties, W.R. Grace estimated,
with Moore County being the hardest
hit. The contaminated fertilizer
damaged 1300 acres of tobacco
there.

Tom Meacham, an assistant state
attorney general, said his office
could not get involved unless a large
number of farmers were not com-
pensated fairly.

“Right now we’re monitoring ..
and we'll just have to see how the

" settlement process goes,” he said.

The growers committee eventually
will include one or two farmers from
each affected county, said Ernest
Harris of Moore County, who was
elected president of the group
Tuesday. About 10 farmers attended
the meeting, and Harris said some
counties still have not selected a
representative.

Four Moore County farmers met
Monday with Grace officials and
represemauves of Continental Na-
tional American, the insurance
company handling the claims.

Harris said the company told
farmers the claims would be settled
on an individual basis, using $1.85
per pound as the base for com-

Car Dealers Face
Rollback Charges

WINSTON-SALEM (AP) — In a
complicated auto mileage “‘rollback
scheme,” 12 Rhode Island used-car
dealers face a total of 48 counts
charging them with turning back
odometers and transferring forged
car titles to North Carolina.

The car dealers were indicted
Monday by federal grand jury.

U.S. Attorney Kenneth McAllister
said the 12 face multiple felony
violations which grew out of the the
May 29 indictment of a High Point
used car dealer. Darrell L. Hicks
allegedly sought to defraud used car
buyers in North Carolina and sever-
al New England states by altering
odometer readings and submitting
forged documents to the N.C. De-
partment of Motor Vehicles, officials
charge.

- The indictments against the Rhode

land dealers say more than 5.74
million miles were rolled back on 141
vehicles from Jan. 25 to May 3.

After tampering with odometers
and changing the original titles and
odometer statements, the dealers
submitted the documents to the
North Carolina DMV, where a new
title was issued in the name of
Seville Enterprises Inc. of High
Point, the car dealership owned by
Hicks. court documents said.

Census Distrust

RALEIGH (AP) — Blacks may
not be counted accurately in the U.S.
census because they don't trust the
Census Bureau, a Raleigh official
said Tuesday.

Henry L. Edmonds, a civil rights
conciliation officer with the city
Human Resources Department, said
the U.S. Census Bureau should
provide state and local governments
with funds to ensure that blacks are
informed about the census so they
are not undercounted.

Many blacks were not counted in
the 1980 census because they were
afraid their government assistance
would be terminated as a result of
information they provided, Edmonds
said. “‘A lot of blacks are on welfare
or some other program. They fear
their assistance would be cut off
were they to give accurate data.”

Rather than lie on the census
application, many blacks do not
reply to the survey, Edmonds said.

county’s school facilities now have to
go through the same process that
any group has to gothrough.

“Basically, we don't deny any
group use of our facilities if we know
they're going to take care of the
property. We have had some church
requests in the past and have looked
at those requests: just like requests
made by any other community
group, and we do believe that a
church is essentially a community
group. )

“What we do in instances involv-
ing churches is try and stay away
from thangs that ought to be in
churchke funerals and weddings.
If it is a special activity, and the
church doesn't have space for that
activity, we let them use the facili-
ty."”

The Greenville. school system
adheres to basically the same prin-
ciples as do the county schools,
according to Superintendent Delma
Blinson. ““We have neither discrimi-
nated in favor or against any
religious oriented groups in the past
and do not plan to start now,” Dr.
Blinson said.

*People have the first amendment
right to exercise freedom of religion
as long as it does not interrupt the
educational process and doesn't cost
the tax payers anything,” he added.

Blinson said that whether a city
school receives a request from
students or adults for religious or
non-religious use of school grounds,
each request is treated the same.

“However, we are required by law
not to give excessive aid or support
to any organization. Therefore, we
try to be reasonable and exercise
good judgement. In each case that
comes up, we ask ourselves: ‘Are we
doing something for this group that
we would not normally.do for
another unrelated group?" "

Nahouse said the pending legisla-
tion on religious meetings in schools
is a “bit more palatable” than
previous bills.

“If a group is student-initiated and
student-led, as this new legislation
calls for, that’s one thing: But when
they were talking about letting
teachers conduct voluntary prayer
meetings before, I felt a little
nervous. Letting a teacher conduct
prayer sessions would be coersive
just because of the very nature of
the situation. Imagine a teacher
saying ... ‘Now who would like to
stay after for prayer ..."

“Now that they're talking about
student-initiated and student-led
groups, I feel 1 can accept the
situation a lot easier.”

Gymnastics Win Likened
To 1980 Hockey Victory

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The smile
that is so constant a part of Bart
Conner's gymnastic charisma final-
ly surrendered to a steady trickle of
tears.

As the American flag was hoisted
Tiesday night at Pauley Pavilion to
signal the greatest U.S. gymnastics
victory, Conner fought a losing
battle with his emotions.

Minutes earlier, the University of
Oklahoma graduate and his team-
mates had pulled off one of the
biggest upsets in Olympic history,
defeating the world champion
Chinese for the gold medal in men's
team competition.

America's stunning victory over
the Chinese squad that defeated the
Soviet Union at the World Cham-
pionships last October in Budapest
renewed memories of another im-

lausible Olympic win — the US.

key team'’s gold-medal triumph
over the Soviets at Lake Placid,
N.Y., in the 1980 Winter Games.

“This is certainly equal to that,”
said American Coach Abie
Grossfeld. *‘Anyone who knows any-
thing about gymnastics didn’t think
we could beat the Chinese."

The capacity crowd of 9,336
spectators went wild as the US.
team marched around the competi-
tion area and under the grandstand
to prepare for the medals ceremony.

Fans stood and shouted and waved
flags to celebrate the historic
triumph in a sport long dominated
by Asians and Eastern Europeans.

And. like Lake Placid, the chant —
“U-S-A, U-S-A™" —rang out.

The American women's team to-
night will try to duplicate the men’s
feat when it takes on Romania and
China for the gold medal.

Romania, led by the shy but
talented duo of Ecaterina Szabo and
Lavinia Agache, holds a 1%.15 to
195.70 lead over the United States
going into tonight's optionals.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Home
sales edged up 0.6 percent in June,
ending three months of declines, the
government reported Tuesday. The
housing industry, however, took lit-
tié cheer from the slight improve-
mént.

Sales of new single-family homes
rose to an annual rate of 620,000 in
June, but that increase still left sales
18- percent below the peak hit in
Décember and 5 percent below the
rateof a year ago.

With mortgage interest rates on
the 'rise, housing industry
spokesmen expect sales to continue
to.slump. They pointed out that the
inventory of nsold new houses —
341,000 — was at its highest level
since December 1980.

“It is clear that housing markets
are’ continuing to soften under the
weight of high interest rates,” said
Jack Carlson, chief economist for
the National Association of Realtors.
“There is little hope at this point
that - interest rates will fall to
affordable levels because federal
deficit spending remains high.”

In June, the interest rate on
conventional, fixed-rate mortgages
jumped to 14.76 percent, the third
straight monthly increase.

Michael Sumichrast, chief
economist for the National Associa-
tion of Home Builders, said his
association’'s monthly survey
showed growing pessimism among
builders. He said the percentage of
bailders reporting good to excellent
sales prospects had plummeted from

53 percent in March to 16 percent in
July.

“Nothing will help housing unless
there is a decline in interest rates
and we don't see that happening,” he
said. :

The slight increase in June sales
was not enough to regain the ground
lost in three months of declines.
After hitting a high-point this year of
an annual rate of 721,000 units in
February, sales dropped steadily to
a rate of 616,000 units in May.

The slight increase in June re-
sulted from a sharp rebound in sales
activity in the Northeast, which
reported a 41 percent increase in
home sales. The South, which ac-
counts for about half of total sales,
was unchanged while the Midwest
saw a 17 percent drop in sales and
the West posted an 11 percent
decline.

The average price of a home,
which hit $103,600 in May, fell back
slightly to $100,000. The May figure
marked the first time the sales price
had gone above $100,000.

The median — or mid-point —
price of homes in June was $78,900,
down from $82,100 the month before.

The number of months it would
take to sell off the current supply
based on the June sales level rose to
6.8 months in June from 6.6 months
in May. It was the highest level since
September 1982.

The figures in the report were
adjusted to account for seasonal
variations and expressed at an
annual rate. Before the adjustments,
56,000 new homes were sold in June,
down from 59,000 in May.

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Declining Gas Prices Help
Consumers, Worry Refiners

NEW YORK (AP) — Five years
ago, American motorists were
fighting one another to get into gas
stations, putting up with long lines
and rapidly rising prices.

Now it is the major oil companies
who are fighting — to lure customers
into their establishments — and
many of them are reporting
earnings are being hurt by falling
prices at the pump.

Gasoline prices have declined for
11 straight weeks, even with the
onset of the peak driving geason of
the year, according’'to Dan
Lundberg, whose weekly Lundberg
Letter keeps track of price trends in
the industry.

Q. What did the cold weather have
to do with gasoline supplies?

A. When refineries stepped up
production of heating oil last winter,
gasoline stocks also were built up as
a byproduct. - The driving season
began with a large surplus of
gasoline on hand, and the Depart-
ment of , Energy says the US.

High-Income Workers
To Feel Big Tax Bite

WASHINGTON (AP) — The politi-
cally popular move to guarantee
Social Security beneficiaries an in-
crease in January will put a bigger
bite on the 7 million workers who
pay the maximum payroll tax each
year.

The payroll tax rate already is
+ scheduled to climb in 1985 to 7.05
percent from the current level of 6.7
percent for employees and 7 percent
for employers. For workers. that
means the amount thev pay for
Social Security will grow by 5.2
percent.

Someone earning $20.000 will pay
$1.340 in Social Security taxes this
vear, hut $1,410 on the same income
in 1985.

But the tax burden will swell by 9.4
percent for those employees and
employers who pay the maximum
Social Security tax if, as expected,
the House follows the Senate’s lead
and passes a bill to provide a benefit
increase in January regardless of

income it taxes — would also stay
frozen at $37,800 in 1985.

The Senate.bill,-approved 87-3 last
Thursday, would unfreeze the wage
base, boosting it by 4 percent to
$39.300 to match the average in-
crease in workers' wages from 1982
to 1983.

$37.800 from $2.532.60 this year to
$2.664.90 in 1985. an increase of
$132.30, or 5.2 percent,

Q. How has this affected oil
companies?

A. Recently released earnings
reports from major companies in-
dicate the refining business remains - ¢
weak, although other segments of
the industry showed growth.

Chevron Corp., for example, re-

ported a $16 million loss from
refining and marketing in the second
quarter, compdred with a $45 million

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Cheap Stocks Can Be Costly Inves

WASHINGTON (AP) — Excited
callers offering a chance to make a
quick buck on cheap stocks that they
say will soon rise in price have cost
Americans millions of dollars in
re¢ént years, consumer and in-
vestment ris warn.

) called penny stocks, low-
priced offerings that usually involve
speculation in new companies, can
be legitimate but need to be checked
out carefully.

Failures of penny stock companies
have resulted in losses of hundreds
of millions of dollars, according to
an investor alert issued jointly by
the national council of Better Busi-
ness Bureaus and the North Ameri-
can Securities Administrators
Association.

“Penny stocks are a dangerous
game in which the average investor
often winds up on the losing end,”
warned Massachusetts securities
commissioner Michael Unger.

The investor alert warned that in a
typical penny stock fraud the pro-
moters assign themselves large
blocks of stock at little or no cost and’
then begin selling shares at a nickel
ord dime each.

High pressure sales tactics can
push prices as high as a dollar or
two, at which point the promoters
sell out, making a large profit for
themselves. The company then goes
out of business, leaving unsuspecting
buyers with worthless stock.

Telling the difference between
such frauds and legitimate stocks
that merely have low prices requires
carefully reading the company’s
prospectus, checking out the broker
and avoiding high pressure sales
tagtics.

“‘Although the profit potential for
penny stocks may appear great,
losses can also be large. Potential
investors can protect themselves
from fraudulent offers by carefully
investigating them and learning just
who is running the business and
what they are promoting,” said
William H. Tankersley, president of
the Better Business Bureaus.

In most states brokers need to be
registered, and a call to the state
securities administrator can de-
termine whether any legal actions
have been filed against the broker.

Suggestions that the broker has
same sort of inside information or
that the stock price can be manipu-
lated to raise the value should be red
flags.

Companies are required to file a
prospectus before selling stock. But

COOLEEMEE (AP) — The sale of
a 78-acre farm belonging to a group
known in New Jersey as a cult with a
history of unpaid debts, will be
postponed while the group attempts
tosettle a $76,000 debt.

King, filed an execution order in the
Rowan county courthouse earlier
this month saying Family Farmers
owes them $76,000 in liens on the
farm and asked that the property be
sold to pay the debt.

King said Ms. Harper did not give
him an estimate of what the group
would offer to settle the debt. King
said he plans to send a letter to the
Davie County Sheriff's Department
this week, postponing the sale of the
farm for 30 days. :

Hendrix, a longtime friend of
Richard Beck, lent Beck $30,000 in
October 1980 and $25,000 more in
October 1981. Beck was then building
a second house on his farm.

A retired college professor, this
“Georgia born and bred” spinster
girl combines wit and wisdom,
satirical insight, and life’s experi-
ences and observations to comment
on life and refifement.

As Mark Twain did a century ago,
Miss Watson effortlessy uses few
words fo simultaneously crease

one’s brow in thought and bring a-

smile to the face.

Some examples from ‘‘Retirement
Tracks:"

On wisdom — “‘After you display
the wisdom-of age, leave in a hurry.
After you display blissful ignorance,
stick around for someone to display
the wisdom of age."

On time — “Jumping clocks
backward does not bother you.
Jumping clocks forward makes you
wonder if you've been cheated.”

On money — * le tell you the

most important thid to consider in
life at any age is not money but
fulfillment. You try to borrow money
from the bank with fulfillment as
collateral.”

Humor is essential to her writing
style and philosophy of retirement,
Miss Watson explains, because
“humor applies to everyone.”

But she insists, “I'm not clobier-
ing people like Buchwald or Bob
Hope."”

Watson's approach to retirement
and the books she has produced
came about as a result of her own
need for advice on the subject.

Upon retiring from Georgia
Southern College imStatesboro, Ga.,
in 1976, Miss Watson travcled,
fulfilling a retirement requisite.

But she found, after six months:
“You've seen all you always wanted
tosee. Then what?"

Miss Watson says everything she
read about retirement was ‘‘serious
stuff’ and that most “‘experts” on
the subject lump all retirees
together as *‘senior citizens.”

“What | needed most was a new
objective of some kind. I noticed

absolutely nothing humorous was
being written."'

That new objective is evidenced by
the premise of ‘‘Retirement
Tracks,” available from Rainbow
Books of Moore Haven, Fla.

Miss Watson tells her readers once
one reaches retirement, “You hurry
because you have time.”

Retirees have time to hurry
toward small or large goals, she
says, adding that the goal, as
opposed to motivation toward it, is
most important.

“There would have been no way in
the world for me to prepare for the
writing of these books,” she says.
“But now I have an objective.”

For others the objective “‘could be
a garden in the backyard. The word
‘motivation’ sets me off,” Miss
Watson says, leaning forward to
make her point, her eyes lighting
almost in anger.

Laughing again, Miss Watson, the
psychology professor, says
“motivation” is for lab rats, not
people. “It doesn’'t mean anything.

And then there’s the other Nixon.

For adults whose memories have
been dimmed by time, for teen-agers
who were too young to understand 10
years ago, public television tonight
offers “Summer of Judgment: The
Impeachment Hearings."

It's a forceful retrospective that
shows where Nixon was before
today's media rehabilitation. It's a
must-see hour that recalls one of live
TV's finest hours, when the medium
turned public servant and made the
remarkable resignation of a presi-
dent more understandable and ac-
ceptable.

“I was amazed how conclusive the
hour was," says the show’s reporter
Charles McDowell.

McDowell, who covered the na-
tionally televised impeachment
hearings 10 years ago for the
Richmond Times-Dispatch, said he
forgot that the committee’s 11 Nixon
supporters switched their votes after
tapes finally were released linking
the president to the Watergate
cover-up a week after the break-in.

Ricki Green, the program's execu-

tive producer, said she didn’t intend
to repudiate the new Nixon, although
that certainly could be one effect.

“The program speaks for itself,”
she said in an interview. “‘Our
memories had become numb. We all
had forgotten what had come
th . It was not our intent to
launch a counteroffensive. He just
ranintoa 10-year anniversary."

Ms. Green didn’t try for a Nixon
interview. ““This program was about
the men on the committee and the
constitutional process,” she said.
“Richard Nixon has had his say. The
sense of this show is that this day
belonged to common men.

Petersen Has Knack
For Directing Hits

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The
award as the film world's prize
troubleshooter goes to West
Germany's Wolfgang Petersen, the
director who took over two troubled
epics and turned them into hits.

Petersen has
agreed to take over the movie, which
stars Dennis Quaid and Lou Gossett
Jr., and will shoot it this fall at his
home-base Bavarian Studios in
Munich and on location in the
Canary Islands.

said.

The committee had 21 Democrats,
including chairman Peter Rodino,
and 17 licans. To convince the
nation ai history books that this
was not a partisan, sordid affair —
as had been Andrew Johnson's
impeachment trial 100 years earlier
— Rodino needed Republicans to
join the majority Democrats.

“The basic thing in telling this
story,” said McDowell in an in-
terview, “was getting people for
whom this was a real struggle. We
wanted people who carried a
burden.”

The broadcast focuses on the
seven undecided votes, and perhaps
none was more difficult than
Caldwell Butler's. The blican
from Virginia is running for gov-
ernor today, but he owed his political
life then to Richard Nixon.

“He was a pet of Nixon's: He
visited the White House. He was
almost the perfect, pro-Nixon,
partisan Republican,”’ said
McDowell. “If 'you've seen that kind
of person come to vote for im-
peachment, you've seen something."”

When Butler talks about his aye
for impeachment, he still breaks
down. The power imbedded in the
Constitution had been transferred to
mortal men, and it awed, frightened
and moved them.

“And then I went back to my office
and called my wife,” recalled Butler
through his tears, ‘‘and because you
felt the urge to share this experience
with somebody, and I wanted to be
reassured ... she reassured me.”

But the most powerful storytelling
belongs to the 10-year-old pictures
and words. They still make for
thrilling, revealing TV.

McDowell is amazed how ‘“‘sur-
prisingly little’” the committee
played to the cameras. Their posi-
tions in public were their positions in
private. It was more constitutional
than theatrical when Jim Mann of
South Carolina, whose district had
voted 78 percent for Nixon, spoke
directly to his constituents on TV.

Didn't they have the inalienable
right to know why he was about to
bring down their president?

“If this had been done behind
closed doors, I'm not sure the people
would have bought it,” said
McDowell. ‘‘The process went
smoothly because Jim Mann talked
to h]llS constituents, and they watched
itall.

“What an amazing thing. We
changed presidents one morning and
went on with the next one.”

f Electronic Age

NEW YORK (AP) — The pinball
machine and the jukebox, two of
America’s longtime favorite
pastimes, are vanishing from bars,
restaurants and amusement arcades
across the country. They're victims
of the electronic age.

“Kids don't want to play pinball
any more,” said Harry Soulette,
operator of a penny arcade in
Brooklyn. **They walked away from
the pinball machine to play Pac-Man
and Star Wars in late 1979, when the
video boom began, and they have
never looked back since.”

Nor do they want to listen or dance
to music played on old-style
jukeboxes, not even to songs at the
top of the charts. “They would
rather tune in to the all-music
channel on TV or play video disc
players to -watch images on the
screen and listen to the music at the
same time,"” Soulette said.

Others in the industry insist that
the pinball machine and jukebox are
not dead, vet. In fact, they say, there
are signs the two old standbys are
making a modest comeback. But
there is no denying the impact of the
current craze for electronic excite-
ment, the backbone of today's
amusement industry. they add.

“Business has been terrible,” said
Gurney Rogers. president of Novel
Pinball Machine Co,, who has been
selling and leasing pinball machines
nationwide from New York for the
last 14 years. “We haven't sold a
single machine in three years."

Pointing to three pinball machines
standing in a corner of a showroom
packed with video games, Rugm
added: “‘These machines cost $2,
each only three years ago, but now
no one would take one even if I
offered them for $500 apiece.”

Tom Nieman of Bally Corp. in
Chicago, one of the nation’s three
major manufacturers of pinball
machines, is more optimistic. *“We
hit the bottom last year when nobody
sold anything,” Nieman said. “But
things are looking up.

I think many young people are
rediscovering the 50-year-old game
as their interests in electronic
games burns out.,” Nieman said.

“And we're trying to give them a
tastes of the good, old pinball by

offering a two-tier machine that
combines a video game and pin-

ball.”

Bally and two other companies —
Gottlieb and Williams — have sur-
vived the onslaught of electronic
games by making video games
themselves. Onl major pinball
maker dropped
wake of the video , they said.

Ed Adlum of the trade magazine

“Replay,” published in Los Angeles,
supported the comeback theory. He
said an average weekly collection of

coins from pinball machines rose to

$63 per machine this year, up from
$42 last fall. People 35 years of age
and older are still playing pinball, he
said, especially in small:towns in the
Midwest and South.

Rock-Ola Co. of Chicago, the
largest and oldest jukebox producer,
acknowledged that the number of
working jukeboxes around the
country has declined to 30,000 today
from 50,000 in their heyday in the

1960s. But it insisted that “we are.

still selling quite a good number of
latest models, some of them with 100
discs, which means a choice of 200
songs ina box.”

Despite such optimism, many op-
erators and distributors don't
believe there will be a renaissance of
the pinball machine or jukebox.

“It's wishful thinking on their
part.” said Steve Hochman, owner
of Crown Vending Co., an operator in
Queens. **As far as I can see, there is
no going back for these kids who
grew up in a fast-paced world. They
all find the pinball machine too slow
and boring.

“The video games are a logical
extension of their childhood, which
was spent in front of TV sets most of
the time,” Hockman said. “That
rectangular, brown screen is proba-
bly one of the most familiar objects
in their life and they are going to
stick toit."”

As for the jukebox, who needs it,
he asked, when they can carry
“these shiny, enormous radios’ on
their shoulders all over the place?

*] bet, pretty soon you will have to
go to a museum to find a pinball
machine or jukebox,” he said.

Good Start For
Olympic Coverage
In The Ratings

LOS ANGELES (AP) — ABC
appeared on its way to a two-week
rout in the Nielsen ratings after
scoring two huge victories with the
kickoff - of coverage of the 1984
Summer Olympics. )

Sunday's start of competition was
first in the prime-time ratings for
the week ended July 29 and ABC'’s
coverage of the opening extravagan-
za Saturday was a close second. The
next highest program trailed far
behind.

ABC estimated that 80 million
people saw the first meeting of the
athletes Sunday and that 75 million
people saw some or all of the
opening, a record audience for an
Olympics opening.

ABC handily took the week as it
nearly doubled its network average
from its third-place finish the pre-

. vious week. NBC fell from first to

second place and CBS was third.
Overall, viewership made an
enormous leap after a summer low
the previous week during the time of
the Democratic National Conven-
tion.

ABC had a network average of 15.5
in the A.C. Nielsen Co. survey. NBC
had 11.3 and CBS had 11.2. The
networks say this means that in an
average prime time minute 15.5
percent of the nation's TV homes
were tuned to ABC.

The network's ratings should
climb much higher after it has a full

week of Olympics programs on the
schedule. ABC averaged a rating of
24.8 in prime time at the Montreal
Olympies in 1976, the last Summer
Games the U.S. team attended, and
a 24 4rating at Munichin 1972,

The Sunday competition had a
rating of 24.3. This represents the
percentage of the nation's 83.8
million TV homes tuned in. Its share
was 44 percent of the audience tuned
into TV at the time.

The opening day ceremonies, a
colorful, musical celebration of
America, had a rating of 23.9 and 48
percent of the audience.

Despite its victory, ABC mustered
only three shows in the Top 10.
Last-place CBS had four programs
and NBC had three.

Other shows in the Top 10: CBS'
“Simon & Simon," third; the CBS
movie “When the Circus Came To
Town,” fourth; NBC's “The A-
Team," fifth; the NBC movie *Child
Bride of Short Creek,” sixth; CBS'
“Circus of the Stars,” seventh; CBS’
“Magnum, P.I.," eighth; the ABC
movie ‘‘Mistress of Paradise,”
ninth; and NBC's “*Riptide," tenth.

The five lowest-rated shows in
descending order were: ABC's
Monday Baseball Pre-Game Show,
the CBS movie “The Rose,”” CBS’
“Four Seasons,"” CBS' ‘‘Bugs
Bunny” special, and NBC’s *‘Sum-
mer Sunday, USA.”

“The CBS Evening News"' kept its
long-time lead with a rating of 10.7.

RALEIGH (AP) — But for Gov.
Jim Hunt's successful lobbying blitz,
North Carolinians might have voted
this fall on whether to lift a
150-year-old ban on a state lottery.

Observers said Hunt was in-
strumental in the state Senate's
defeat last year of a bill to authorize
a lottery referendum during the 1984
general election.

Talk of a lottery in North Carolina
all but disapppeared after the vote,
and the issue isn't expecled to
attract much attention before the
1985 legislative session. However,
supporters insist they aren’t giving

up — and opponents aren't letting
down their guard.

“I'm giving very serious con-
sideration to introducing the lottery
bill again in 1985, said Rep. Jeanne
Fenner, D-Wilson, a top lottery
supporter last year.

“Lord, no, it's not dead,” said Coy
Privette, executive director of the

»Christian Action League of North
{ Carolina, which fought the bill. “I

guarantee it's going to come back
up. But we'll be ready.”

Seventeen 3tates sponsor lotteries
and several others are considering
them, according to the National
Association of State Lotteries.

Lottery Part Of Life In The Bay State;

BOSTON (&P) — It was the event
of the week.

The 45-year-old secretary hit the
jackpot and the front pages on a $1
bet. But her win didn't break the
bank. People will bet an estimated
$500 million this year in
Massachusetts, which offers the
highest percentage of prize money
among the nation’s lotteries.

The lottery has become a fixture
of life in the state.

But not everyone is happy with the
frenzy of state-supported gambling.
Political leaders question the
morality of government touting
games of chance. Law enforcement
officials dismiss its impact on orga-
nized crime.- Others call the en-
ticement of “instant millionaires”
false and misleading.

“Everywhere you go there are
billboards, television commercials,
newspaper ads. everything done to
make it look appealing and at-
tractive to gamble. " said Sen. David
Locke, the assistant mingrity leader
of the Massachusetts Senate. "I
don't think that is the appropriate
function of government.”

Locke advocates legislation re-
quiring posting of the odds — 1.9
million to one — but no such law has
been passed.

Some take issue with the idea of
“instant millions.” fostered by lot-
tery advertising.

Writing recently in The Wall
Street Journal, Herbert Kahn, head
of a marketing firm in Weston,
Mass.. noted that the woman who
won $15.6 million actually will get

Fifty-eight percent of the lottery’s
take — some $197 million — was paid
out in prizes. According to a survey
by the Public Gaming Research
Institute, Massachusetts has the
highest rate of payback among the
various lotteries in the country.

Fourteen percent went to run the
lottery. The remaining 28 percent —
$100.3 million — was distributed to
the state’s 351 cities and towns, with
most of the state's mid-sized cities
and towns receiving payments in six
figures. &

David Ellis, a spokesman for the
lottery commission, said the high
payoff was set to meet competition
from illegal gambling.

But law enforcement officials say
the state’s lotteries are not beating
the mob at its own game.

“No substantial impact,” said
Jeremiah O'Sullivan, the head of the
Justice Department's Organized
Crime Unit in Boston. O'Sullivan
says anyone who thinks the lottery
will put the rackets out of business
“is being disingenuous at best."

Slow Progress
In Comeback

Of Rare Eagle

CINCINNATI (AP) — Gov-
ernment, state and private
specialists- are teaming to try and
help the endangered American bald
eagle make a comeback from man’s
encroachment — but progress comes
slowly.

The specialists are primarily-us-
ing two methods to encourage eagles
to reproduce. In one, eaglets hatched
by a mated pair are placed in wild
nests occupied by adult eagles, in
hopes that foster parents will rear
the young.

In the other approach eag]e
chicks are placed in a ‘‘hacking”
tower in the wild, where they are fed
by man and encouraged to even-
tually take to the wild to forage for
themselves. Wild eagles feed on fish
and waterfowl.

The Cincinnati Zoo, Columbus Zoo
and Cleveland Museum of Natural
History are conducting eagle breed-
ing programs in cooperation with the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and
the Ohio Department of Natural
Resources. But progress comes
slowly because eagles do not easily
breed in captivity, said Ed Maruska,
director of the Cincinnati Zoo.

Maruska got his zoo involved after
he attended a 1977 symposium at the
Cleveland Museum of Natural Histo-
ry on bald-eagle breeding. The
museum urged captive breeding of
the birds to save them from extinc-
tion.

The Cleveland museum hatched
an eaglet in April from a mated pair.
On April 13, two chicks from a
30-year-old female eagle named
Betsy Ross were hatc at the
Cincinnati Zoo. The new eaglets
were scheduled to be released into
the wild in Ohio, zoo officials said.

It was the fourth successful hatch-
ing for Betsy and her partner,
Brookfield Baldy, on loan from
Brookfield Zoo in Chicago. In 1979,
another eaglet from Betsy Ross was
released into the wild at a hacking
tower in northern Ohio.

“That, to our knowledge, was a
successful venture,” Maruska said.

Took Career
As A Farmer

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Mary
Alice Hopkins' family never had to
worry about how they were going to
keep her down on the farm.

When she was a sophomore in
college, Ms. Hopkins, like many her
age, was thinking about a career.

Her decision had little to do with
the degree she earned from the
University of South Carolina in 1981
— a bachelor’'s degree in history,
with honors. She chose instead to
follow in the family business and
took up farming in the Hopkins
community.

Now 23, Ms. Hopkins is still
enthusiastic about her decision.

“I have always liked farming and
working outside,” she said. "I can't
imagine ever doing anything else.”

Ms. Hopkins and her father.
Marion Hopkins, farm more than 325
acres. Some of the land was
purchased as early as 1750 by
Hopkins™ great-great grandfather.
John Hopkins, and much of the land
surrounds the Hopkins family home,
where Marion Hopkins lived with his
parents, Thomas David and
Catherine Palmer Hopkins, and six
brothers and one sister.

Hopkins, who graduated from
Clemson ‘University in 1960 with a
bachelor's degree in agriculture,
was the only member of his family
to take up farming professionally

With the help of his wife, Peggy,
his brothers. and a used tractor, he
farmed part-time while he worked
“.as a foreman for Edisto Dairy

After nine years, the farming
finally won out.

"l love farming and have not
regretted quitting my job."” he said
I have been farming now for more
than 20 vears and have enjoyed it. |
like the freedom of working for
myself.

“It is hard work. Sometimes we
are in the fields from early morning
td long after dark — maybe seven
days aweek. "

Crops of soybeans. corn. wheat
and oats are a source of financial
support for the family, but “it is not
something you do for money,”
Hopkins said.

“Mary Alice is also dedicated to
her work.”

A group of about 30 pigs belongs to
Ms. Hopkins, who started raising
them last vear. Her dog, Butch, is
quite taken with the pigs and helps
by pulling the cart of feed to their
pen each day

Hopkins once raised pigs. and he
admits there were times when in-
come from the farm animals helped
pay the bills. That would not be
unusual for a farm the size of the
Hopkinses' — an average one ac-
cording to statistics from the U.S.
Department of Agriculture.

Sam Reeves, who keeps statistics
on crops and livestock with the
USDA, noted that an average farm
1S 224 acres

Gross income on an average farm
is $40.000, and operating expenses
amount to $36.000. Although this
would leave a cash profit of $4,000,
Reeves said that figure could be
deceiving. The worth of land and
equipment also much be taken into
account

Although the size of the Hopkinses’
farm may be average. Ms. Hopkins’'
active participation in its operation
is not. According to Reeves, only 7
percent of farms have women in the
tractor’s seat

It's a tough business. In recent
*vears, many farmers have been
forced to sell their land and equip-
ment because of declining profits
and high interest rates.

But the Hopkinses have been able
to survive and have been rather
successful with their crops. They sell
their corn to several milling com-
panies including Allen Brothers,
Gold Kist Grains and Columbia
FCX.

Hopkins stressed that it is impor-
tant to have “'good money manage-
ment.” A lot of farmefs fail becuase
they are not able to manage their
money properly, he said.

Another thing that can cause a
farmer to fail is the high cost of
repairing farm machinery. Hopkins
reduces that cost by making his own
repairs.

Ms. Hopkins falls a bit short in this
phase of the business, Hopkins said,
but she is learning. She also is
learning more about the basic tech-
niques of agriculture.

Ms. Hopkins is aware that there
will be more demands on her time
after she is married in September.

But she is confident that she will not
have any problems in balancing her
time between her job and married
life.

She'does plan to take some time
off when she is ready to start a
famxly. but not for very long.

] may have to cut down on the
amount of time I spend in the
fields,” she said, “but I will never
stop farming altogether.”

We have often said aces were
made to capture kings—a player
who refuses to do so might later be
held accountable for his actions. But
there is a time when holding back
an ace might not only be wise; it
might be vital to a successful cam-
paign.

North had just enough to raise to
game. His partner, at this vulner-
ability, promised seven tricks, and
he had three, in addition to trump
support.

West led the king of hearts, cap-
tured by the ace in dummy. Declar-
er siuffed a heart on the king of
clubs, and a case could be made for
an immediate diamond finesse.
However, declarer feared the possi-
bility of a diamond ruff, and he
could afford to lose two diamond
tricks as long as trump split 2-1. So
he led a trump, and East dealt him a
mortal blow by sluffing a diamond.

Fortunately, West came to de-
clarer's aid by capturing the king of
trumps with the ace. Now he found
he had no safe return. (If West led a
diamond and got a ruif, he would
sacrifice his trump trick; a heart
would set up the 10 for a later
discard.) His only exit card was a
club, but declarer, reading the hand
perfectly, took full advantage of
this unexpected entry to dummy.

He led the jack of diamonds. East
did the best he could by rising with
the ace and forcing declarer with a
club. Declarer countered neatly by
exiting with a low trump, conceding
a trick to the jack. After ruffing the
club return high, declarer got back
to the board with the eight of
trumps and successfully finessed
East for the queen of diamonds.
Making four-odd.

See the difference if West holds
up the ace of trumps. Declarer can
throw him in with a trump, but
West can cash the last trump and
exit with the queen of hearts or a
club. Now declarer must lose two
diamond tricks for down one.

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Country Music
Traces Its Soul
To The South

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — Country
music may have gained a national
audience in recent years, but some
people who have studied it say the
music has a Southern soul.

John Reed, who teaches a course
on the Sociology of the South at the
University of North Carolina, is one
of those. The course, he said,
teaches students how Southern
culture differs from that in other
parts of the United States. And he
uses country music in the class.

“[ really rely more on Gallup Poll
data to prove the point, but then to,
illustrate it, I use country music,
he said.

Reed has found three themes in
country music: Localism, violence
and religion.

“Violence is quite common,” Reed
said. But unlike in other forms of
musi¢, the violence “is provoked.
The person who does the shooting
thinks he’s entitled.”

Violence in country music also is
usually aimed at someone the person
knows, Reed said. And that, he said,
is true of the South.

“Southern homicide rates are
higher, entirely due to the fact that
hot-blooded homicide that grows out
of dispute or argument is more
common,” he said. *“They're family
murders, murders that grow out of
arguments.”

Religion also plays a large part in
country music, he said. Like the
violence, “it’s just there and taken
for granted,” he said. Both are
usually “just part of the story and
not the point.”

What Melton McLaurin sees in
country music these days is an “'an
emergence ofa sort of pride in being
sou’hern.” McLaurin is a member of
the history department at the Uni-
versity of North Carolina at
Wilmington and teaches a course on
the New South.

The change.is evident if you look
at descriptions of the South in
country music in the past 40 years,
McLaurin said.

“Originally, it was a quaint place,
loveable, but clearly a backwater,”
he said. Tennessee Ernie Ford sang
those songs in 1940s and 1950s. he
said.

Then in the 1960s, country music
performers saw the South “as a
place people had to leave for eco-
nomic reasons,"’ he said.

McLaurin cited “Detroit City” by
Bobby Bare and ‘‘Appalachian
Memories” by Dolly Parton as
perfect examples of this feeling

But then in the late 1960s and
1970s, country music became “‘mili-
tantly pro-Southern'’ he said. Songs
like Loretta Lynn's “Coal Miner's

Daughter”' “recall the deprivation of
living in the South, but acknowledge
the heritage with pride,” he said.

He also listed songs like Hank
Williams Jr.’s “If Heaven Ain't A
Lot Like Dixie, Then I Don't Want to
Go," and Charlie Daniels’ “The
South's Gonna Do It,” as “‘new New
South songs, prideful songs."

Localism, or a sense of place, is
very strong in country music, Reed
said. Both Reed and McLaurin said
many of the songs are about people
who want to be back in the South —
“return songs,” MecLaurin calls
them.

“If you listen to country music,
you'd be astonished by two things,”
Reed said. “*A great many songs are
about places, somebody wants to be
someplace else, generally home. The
other thing is that a great many
songs are set someplace specifically.
You don't find that much in popular
music.”

Raymond Rodgers in the De-
partment of Speech Communication
at North Carolina State University
has noticed the same thing.

Rodgers did a study a few years
ago on the redneck in country music.
And what he found was that *‘red-
necks reside in and prefer the South
to all other regions of the country,”
he said.

“When a non-Southern place is
mentioned, it always has negative
characteristics.”

But rednecks who somehow find
themselves in the North always want
to get out. he said. A perfect
example, Rodgers said, is Bare’s
“‘Redneck-Hippie Romance,”" in
which a redneck and a hippie get a
divorce and he advises her to go
back to the North and he’ll stay in
the South.

" “They have a real aversion to
out-migration,” he said. “There’s
the melancholy of wanting to be
back in the South.”

Rodgers said there’s a hypothesis

that people expose themselves to

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Yankee Boaft_f
Now Targets
Of Searchers

NEW JOHNSONVILLE, Tenn.
(AP) — Confederate Genera

~ _Nathan Bedford Forrest left the

Tennessee River bottom dittered
with Yankee boats 120 years ago,
and now archeologists want to fsﬂfd
the sunken vessels and perhaps raise
one of them.

“This is a chance to study
western, or what they called western
back then, riverboat technology,
said John Coverdale, the Tennessee
Valley Authority archeologist who
has been diving in the muddy river
to find the sunken boats. ;

The wreckage of four gunboats, 14
transports and 20 barges lies on the
river bottom between New
Johnsonville and Paris Landing.

They sank during a wild battle
between Union and Confederate
troops in 1864.

The wily Forrest was assigned the
job of cutting off supplies to Yankee
Gen. William T. Sherman, who was
about to begin his March throagh
Georgia.

Forrest placed the few cannonshe
had along the Tennessee River bank
and waited for the Union steamers to
fall into his trap.

Later, Sherman reported to Gen.
Ulysses S. Grant:

“That devil Forrest was down
about Johnsonville, making havoc
among the gunboats and trans-
ports.” -

The Confederate artillerymen
would allow the Union vessels to
pass their first battery, then when
the enemy boats came into range of
the second, they would open fire.

When the Union crews tried to
escape by turning around, the first
battery of cannon would announce
its presence with a blast of iron shot.

During the fighting, Forrest's
artillerymen damaged three Yankee
gunboats and captured them with
guns intact. A fourth gunboat was
sunk by cannon fire.

Forrest hastily recommissioned
the gunboats into the Confederate
fleet, manned them with his
cavalrymen and sent the vessels into
battle against their former owners.

That expedition failed, however,
when Forrest's ‘‘Horse Marines”
were outmaneuvered by the Federal
sailors, and the Confederates were
forced to abandon and burn their
little river fleet.

Despite that setback, Forrest was
able to report that he captured or
destroyed some $6.7 million worth of
blankets, food, uniforms, ammuni-
tion, shoes and other property that
had been intended for Sherman’s
troops.

Now, because of the historical and
technical interest, the Tennessee
Valley Authority wants to locate the
wreckage of the boats sunk during
the 1864 battle.

“Very little is known about
western riverboat technology,” said
Bennett Graham, the TVA’s chief
archeologist. ““We have photographs
and descriptions, but we really don't
know that much about them."

To historians and archeologists,
the boats are important because
they played a major role in the
development of the Western river
system. They were also a key factor
in the Union victory during the War
Between the States.

For several months, Coverdale
and a small team of divers has been
using a magnetometer to ‘‘map” the
30-mile stretch of the Tennessee
between New Johnsonville and the
Kentucky border.

The magnetometer detects
changes in the magnetic field of the
earth, enabling the searchers to
locate metal objects such as boilers
and anchor chains.

Graham and Coverdale say the
sunken vessels were stripped by U.S.
Navy salvage crews long before
construction of Kentucky Dam
created the reservoir that now
covers most of the area.

“We know that there are no
cannons left down there,” Graham
said. “‘There wasn't a lot of material
goods left on the boats."

In recent months, the TVA crew
headed by Coverdale has been trying
to find as many wrecks as possible.

They have found a few sunken
boats, Coverdale said, but their work
has been hampered by poor visibility
50 feet below the surface.

“The visibility is zero to six inches
at the maximum, "' he said.

One of the vessels the TVA crew
has located is believed to be the
Mazeppa, a steamboat that was
loaded with blankets, food and shoes
that eventually helped to re-equip
Forrest's troops.

Eventually, Coverdale said, the
TVA would like to recover at least
one of the sunken boats.

“We don'’t really have a record of
western riverboat - technology,” he
said, “We know that these hoats
were badly damaged before they
were sunk, but there might be
enough there to help us.”

Coverdale said, however, that
time and the river also have ag-
gravated the damage done by For-
rest’s gunners.

“We know that every year that
goes by, adds to the destruction,” he
said. ““At this point we really don't
know whether there's anything
worth bringing up.”

Councils
Growing

M;nonty Supplier Development
Councils have been so successful

—elsewhere in North Carolina and

South Carolina that a satellite
council is planned for Asheville,
officials say.

“People in that area were inter-
ested in having a council;-and it was
such a long distance to Charlotte
that they wanted one in their city,”
said Jennifer Phillips, fiscal officer
for the councils’
Charlotte.

Currently, there are three such
councils in each state bringing
together minority-owned supply
firms and corporations who need
their products or services, said

ils director Gretchen Johnson.
The councils have certified 320
minority suppliers and have 127
member corporations.

The corporations pay $200 in dues
each year. When they need a certain
product or service and want to give
business to a minority-owned firm,
they call the councils.

Vendors apply for certification as
a minority-owned business. To be
approved, a business must by 51

rcent owned and controlleJ

lacks, Indians, Eskimos, Aleuts
orienlals, Hispanics, Hasidic Jews,
Pacific Asians or Asian Indians, said
Ms. Johnson.

The councils publish a buyer and
vendor guides, provide vendor re-
ferrals, hold an annual trade fair,
conduct buyer seminars and hold
sales training programs, she said.
“We solicit members,” she said.
“Each council encourages other
major corporations to become a
member of the council.”

Vendors aided by the councﬂs
range from janitorial services to
legal firms, said Ms. Johnson.

The councils form a national
network with 45 across the United
States, she said. They are funded
through the U.S. Department of
Commerce and the private sector.

In North Carolina, the councils are
the Piedmont Council, serving
Raleigh and Durham; the Triad
Council, serving Greensboro,
Winston-Salem and High Point; and
the Metrolina Council, serving the
Charlotte area. South Carolina has
the Midlands Council, serving the
Columbia area; the Greenville-
based Foothills Council and the
Charleston-based Coastal Council.
