EDWARDS AIR FORCE BASE, Cálif. (AP) -  S i»ce shuttle Discov­ery glided to a picture-perfect dawn landing on a desert lakebed today, 
returning from a 2.5 million-mile maiden voyage that restored con­fidence in Am erica’s space trans­portation system.

Commander Hank Hartsfield and pilot Michael Coats guided the 102- ton space plane through sparkling clear skies to a  touchdown a t 10 
minutes after sunrise, 6:38 a.m. PDT.“ Welcome home,” Mission Control told the crew as the shuttle rolled to 
a stop on the hard-packed sand.The sun glistened brilliantly off the craft as it completed final maneuvers and zeroed in on the

fuel cells.'Hartsfield switched to a backup system and initiated a trouble­shooting procedure that isolated the leak to a pressure control system. The system was shut off and the leak stopped. NASA officials emphasized 
the problem posed “ no hazard” to the crew or the shuttle and that there was enough oxygen on board for Discovery to stay in orbit an 
extra two days if necessary.D isc o v e ry ’s s ix -p erso n  crew  comes home with an empty cargo bay, graphic evidence of its success in launching a record three com­munications satellites on a single flight.

NASA reported all three satellites 
had reached the high orbits neces­sary for operation and they would soon begin earning money for their owners: American Telephone & 
T e le g ra p h . S a te l l i te  B u sin e ss  Systems and Hughes Communica­tions Services Inc. The companies paid the space agency a total of $37 
million for the delivery service.Discovery's satellite deployments w ere the first for com m ercial customers since last February when 
two communications pay load  went into useless orbits because their booster rocket nozzles failed after successful launches from the shuttle Challenger.

Farmville Turns 
Out To Examine 
Plant Proposal

By STUARTSAV AGE Reflector Staff WriterThe 'Pitt County Board of Com­missioners approved the sale of the 
T u c k e r  p r o p e r t y  T u e s d a y ,  authorized the placing of a Vietnam memorial on the courthouse lawn, and heard from a group of senior 
citizens com plaining about the county’s property tax structure.Planters Bank and Trust Co. was the high bidder for the Tucker 
property, located at the intersection of Third and Washington streets, at an Aug. 24 auction, with a bid of $105,000.Tuesday, co m m is^ n e rs  approved the sale of the property to the bank, which owns the adjacent property. 
T h e  s a l e  i n c l u d e s  t h e  6,654-square-foot building and a 14,000 square-foot lot.The two-story Tucker Building, built in 1927, was purchased by the 
county in 1935. It has been vacant since the new county office building

on West Fifth Street was opened several years ago.
Commissioners also authorized the placement of a memorial to county residents killed in Vietnam. The action cam e after Mike Messick, 

representing the Greenville Jaycees, said the memorial would be similar to memorials already in place at the courthouse for those killed in World Wars I and II and in Korea.T.R. Jones, representing a group of s e n io r  c it iz e n s , to ld  com ­missioners “ we are here regarding 
our present way of taxation. We feel senior citizens and others on fixed incomes a re  being discriminated against on this property tax .”

Jones suggested that people with lower fixed incomes a re  being taxed “ four to eight times g rea te r,” based on a comparison with income, “ than 
higher income persons” who get the same county services. “ We feel this is discrimination,” he emphasized.Jones then suggested that com­

missioners attem pt to “ implement other revenue sources” by having the General Assembly approve ad­ditional sales taxes or income taxes 
for county use.“We’d like to suggest that you take a look at tha t,” Jones said. But he added “going to the legislators ... following up ... takes a little more work” than simply raising property f taxes.Board Chairman Bob M artin told 
Jones and the others, "This is what w e’ve been  p re a c h in g  to th e  Legislature for 25 years ,” that property taxes “penalize those on 
fixed incomes.”Martin pointed out that “ this is the fifth year the county has operated without a tax increase” to fund

By CAROL BLACKLEY TVER Reflector Staff WriterF A R M V IL L E  -  F a r m v i l l e  citizens turned out Tuesday night to 
hear a presentation of the Cogentrix, a firm which wishes to build a coal-burning steam-generating plant in Farm ville to supply steam  for the 
Collins and Aikman textile plant and electrical energy for Carolina Power and Light Co.W illiam  C am pbell, a r e p re ­
sentative of Cogentrix, presented information on how the firm pro­poses to keep down its emissions, bring in 50 carloads of low-sulphur 
coal a week quietly and with a minimum of coal dust, and provide a $1 million payroll per year for 25 to 28 employees.

The Ño. 1 concern of all the citizens who asked questions was what will it do to the ground water level as the firm expects to use 1.2 million gallons of water.daily.Campbell maintained that proper spacing of wells could create a situation in which the aquifer under

Chernenko Back
MOSCOW (AP) — Soviet leader Konstantin U. Chernenko today appeared at a Kremlin ceremony honoring three cosmonauts, the official government media said. The 72-year-old president had been absent from public view since July, prompting speculation about his health.
Radio Moscow and the news agency Tass said Chernenko gave medals to cosmonauts Svetlana Savitskaya, Vladimir Dzhanibekov and Igor Volk in honor of their Soyuz T-12 mission in July.
Tass did not immediately make photographs of Chernenko available today, 

but the agency said it expected to have photographs later. The ceremony was not broadcast live on Soviet television.The Communist P arty  general secretary was last seen in public July 13, when he met with U.N. Secretary General Javier Perez de Cifellar. Two days 
later, Tass said Chernenko had gone on vacation. It did not report his return.

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The Pitt County United Way will kick off its 1984 campaign Thursday, marking the beginning of a nine- week drive to raise the $681,325 needed to meet the 1984 goal.The goal, a  16 percent increase from last y ear’s goal of $585,080, will provide support to United W ay’s 
nearly 30 health and human services agencies in P itt County.Since 1958, the P itt County United Way has held an annual campaign. Hiis year’s campaign chairm an, Andy Warren, predicts that goal will be met by Nov. 7.“For many years, United Way has 
supported agencies in P itt County which help other people,” W arren said. “By making a contribution, Pitt County residents are saying that they want to help their neighbors in the community.“Our county’s tremendous com­mitment to the United Way was evident last March when its agencies were on hand to assist tornado victims with rebuilding their lives.”But Warren points out that P ittCounty United Way agencies also are available to help with life’s

everyday problems, not just big disasters as experienced last spring.
Jane Parker agrees. She is the executive director of the Farm ville Child Developmental Center, a Unit­ed Way agency since 1969.
“United Way provides us at the child development center with secu­rity, knowing that children with moderate to severe retardation and 

developmental delay have a place to grow and learn year after year,” said Parker. Because of continued United Way support, the center has increased enrollment from 13 to 25 children in three years.The Boys Club of P itt County, another agency supported with Unit­
ed Way contributiims, serves more than 850 boys in the city and county from ^ e s  six to 18. Accordii^ to Boys Club executive director Chet Emerson, making a contribution to the United Way is making an “ investment in the future.”“ I swear by the United Way and 
its commitment to the Boys Club,” said Emerson. “There is no in­vestment, small or large, with big­ger dividends than the investment

you make when you contribute to the United Way,”U nder-privileged g irls  in P itt County have Operation Sunshine. 
This after-school and sum m er pro­gram is designed for girls between 7 and 13 years old who are  usually neglected by existing or traditional 
programs. The program  began re­ceiving support from Pitt County's U nited  W ay in 1968 and  has expanded its program to include more than 250 girls during 1984.Gloria Pearsall, Operation Sun­shine activities director since 1978, thinks United Way understands the importance of Operation Sunshine for its girls. " I t’s a super program that gives girls something to do with their time. I’m just sold on the United Way,” she said.This year. Camp Rainbow, a day cam p for children with cancer sponsored by the ECU School of 
Medicine, will begin receiving Unit­ed Way support. All agencies and their services, plus new requests, a re  review ed each y ea r by a 
community-based allocations com­mittee to determine budgets and

additional services.Last year. Hospice of East Caro­
lina and Home Delivered Meals for the Elderly were added to the list of Pitt County’s United Way services.

When a child’s favorite stuffed 
animal or toy becomes worn and 
dirty, it can be restored and cleaned 
with proper care, says the Extension 
clothing specialist at Oklahoma 
State University.

Angela Criswell says the first step 
is to brush or vacuum the toy to 
remove surfacé' dirt and dust; 
clothes, if any, should be removed 
and laundered separately.

If there is no label to advise if the 
item is machine-washable or 
hand-washable, she suggests open­
ing part of a seam to check if the 
stuffing is brownish or multicolored. 
Such material could stain the cov­
ering if it gets wet.

These toys, she advises, should be 
scrubbed with a sudsy brush and 
rinsed by wiping with a damp cloth.

SIBENIK, Yugoslavia (UPI) -  In 

spotless white unifcHrms, four young 
cadets from the local Yugoslav 
naval academy face the wall in a 
busy [»z%ria, examining th«r re­
flections in the Iwig mirror over the 
counter as they eat.

A Michael Jackson song booms out 
from the well-stocked jukebox, 
spilling into the nam w alley near 
Sibenik’s picturesque Old Town. The 
four young sailors, serious-faced 
over their pizzas, tap their feet and 
gently wiggle their hips to the music.

“Michael Jackson,’’ saj^ Klara, 
11, a Belgrade girl vacationing in 
Sibenik and also enjoying a pizza. 
“He sings good. His songs have good 
rhythm. But I really like Paul 
Young”

This is summer on Yugosalvia’s 
Adriatic coast, whose crystal water, 
hundrecb of miles of rocky shoreline 
and hundreds of Adriatic islands are 
increasingly a magnet for tourists.

The winding coastal highway, in 
many places squeezed between 
plunging mountains and the tur­
quoise sea. is crowded with cars 
from West Germany, Austria, 
Czechoslovakia, F rance and 
elsewhere.

Private families advertise in 
German, and sometimes other lan­
guages, that they have rooms in 
their homes to rent out, homemade 
wine and fiery fruit brandy to sell.

Private restaurants advertise 
their charcoal-grilled specialities 
with handmade signs replete with 
directional arrows and drawings of 
fish or lamb being roasted on a spit.

Tourism officials say that in late 
July there were about 1 million 
tourists on the Yugoslav coast, about 
two-thirds of them foreigners.

Yugoslavia’s severe economic 
crisis has been a mixed blessing for 
the tourist industry. Although of­
ficial figures show the inflation rate 
at a whopping 60 percent, the 
Yugoslav dinar at the same time has 
lost value against Western curren­
cies and prices are still cheap.

At a terrace restaurant overlook­
ing the sea about half an hour’s 
drive up the coast from Sibenik. 
three customers ate mixed fried 
shrimps and calamari, salad and 3.3 
pounds of grilled, fresh-caught fish, 
with a liter of homemade wine and 
mineral water for a total of $30.

Private accommodation can be 
had for well under $8 for a single 
room.

In some localities, the number of 
foreign visitors has risen 60 percent 
over last year -  with an average 20 
percent increase in foreigners 
overall. In the first seven months of 
the year Yugoslavia earned $425 
million from foreign tourists, or 7 
percent over the same period last 
year.

The number of Yugoslav tourists 
vacationing on the coast, however, 
has dropp^ by 25 percent.

Sibenik is about halfway down the 
coast, between Zadar and Split. It is 
not one of the famous resorts such as 
Dubrovnik, Kotor or Opatija and 
compared to these bigger centers 
almost seems undevelop^.

Its Old Town is sim ilar to, 
Dubrovnik and other typical coastal 
towns, with polished stone streets 
and piazzas like ballroom floors, an ̂  
ornate cathedral and winding alleys

— some of them steep stairways — 
lined with tall stone houses.

At sunset, on a long promenade 
along the waterfront, young pecóle 
go thrmigh a ritual nightly “corso,” 
strolling back and forth in the latest 
fashions, seeing and being seen.

Cafes are full of tanned young 
Yugoslavs, beautiful girls and 
handsome men, in immaculate 
summer gear, sipping coffee, 
brandy, beer and wine.

Sibenik’s main be^ch area is a 
15-minute trip by ferry boat thnxigh 
spectacular achipelago scenery, and 
it’s possible to take other boats 
further out to better, more deserted 
beaches, including nudist areas.

Development of the Yugoslav 
coast over the past decade or so as a 
major international tourist resort 
area is easily seen.

Near Sibenik, for example, the 
tiny fishing village of Yodice has 
been turned into a pr ivate 
entrepeiwur’s paradise.

There are scores of privately run 
bars, cafes, restaurants, ice cream 
parlors and pizzerias in the town, 
most of them opened by Yugoslav 
“guest workers” who worked in the 
west and returned home after saving 
up money. Hundreds of thousands of 
Yugoslavs work in the west.

“It’s all grown up over the past 
five years,” said a Belgrade journal­
ist who regularly vacations in 
Sibenik.

Two types of posters in the village 
illustrate the Adriatic attitude.

Many of the Yodice establishments 
are decorated with pictures of the 
late President Josip Broz Tito. Tito, 
architect of Yugc^lavia’s indepen­
dent type of communism, died four 
years ago.

Record
Chuckling Still Holds Forth

Are people reading more? They must be if we can 
judge by the annual report of Sheppard Memorial 
Library.

The fiscal year 1983-84 set a record for book loans. 
The library system reported that 286,380 book loans 
were made during the fiscal year. Interestingly, it 
has been over 20 years since the previous record was 
set. The library system lent 275,756 books in 1961-62. 
There are, of course, far more people in the area 
now than there were 20 years ago and why it took so 
long to reach the 1961-62 total is a puzzlement.

Nevertheless it is apparent that the library system 
use is on the increase and that is positive. Carver 
Branch had a 24 percent growth rate in 1983-84 while 
the East branch had a 16 percent increase. The Pitt 
County Bookmobile circulated 10 percent more 
items over the previous year. The libraries had 
154,066 visits during the fiscal year anctthe staff 
answered 35,999 requests for information during the 
year,

We can hope the increased use of the libraries 
shows that the public is returning to reading, whichf", 
is still the best way to obtain information. In  ̂
addition, books of fiction offer a completely portable 
entertainment device which can be turned on and off 
at will. There is plenty of competition for reading in 
pur complex society, but books are clearly holding 
their own.

The best laugher in the Demo­
cratic camp is, without a doubt, 
Brenda Summers, press secretary to 
Bob Jordan, the candidate for 
lieutenant governor. Ms. Summers, 
who used to report political news for 
WBT-TV in Charlotte, laughs at 
everything. No m atter how dumb 
your joke, she laughs a t it. And she 
keeps on laughing, gradually letting 
the laugh fade out in the fashion of a 
rock-and-roll record.

Ms. Summers gets tough laughing 
competition from two members of 
Gov.

Boss Can Obligate Employee
WASHINGTON -  Should an 

employee be held responsible for 
criminal actions by his employer?

Where the crime is'illegal dump­
ing of hazardous wastes, a federal 
ap p a ls  court says yes.

Reversing a U.S. district cdbrt’s 
opinion, the appeals panel ruled that 
the criminal sanctions of federal 
hazardous w aste d isposal law 
arólied to knowledgable employees 
of;a company as well as its owners 
and operators. The lower court had 
smd that employees could not be 
hdd liable for dumping wastes if top 
management had failed to obtain a 
permit.

Justice Department officials said 
that decision had freed from politi­
cal prosecution the very people who 
did the actual dumping. Officials 
argued that, with the prospect of 
being named co-conspirators, lower- 
and middle-management personnel 
would be more likely to turn sta te’s 
evidence against bosses who have 
broken the law.

But according to Judson Starr, the 
Ju s tice  D epartm ent official in 
charge of federal environmental law 
enforcement, the government need

not prove that an employee actually 
knew the dumping was illegal. 
Merely his position would be enough 
to infer that knowledge, Starr said 
recently.

Ordinarily, employers have been 
responsible for the actions of their 
hired help -  not the other way 
around. Justice Department of­
ficials, who've had trouble putting 
toxic dumpers behind bars, would 
rather round up all the suspects. 
Admittedly such sweeping action 
might get better results.

Yet the waste disposal business is, 
well, dirty in more ways than one. 
Managers intent on saving their own 
skins won’t always make employees 
aw are th a t th e ir  actions are  
crim inal. Meanwhile, there are 
e m p lo y e e s  w ho, fo r f e a r  of 
jeopardizing their jobs or personal 
safety, will simply decide to keep 
quiet.

These possible scenarios suggest 
that th& appeals court ruling de­
serves careful interpretation.

The ad, part of Winter’s successful

effort to deny Miss Gandy the 
nomination, was roundly booed when 
it was shown at a National Women’s 
Political Caucus seminar a year ago.

Likewise, Bush's emphasis on his 
military experience is unpopular 
with feminists and Democrats.

“Epaulet-flexing” was what Ann 
Lewis, political director of the Dem­
ocratic National Committee, called 
it.

But the military emphasis aims at 
what the public perceives as a weak 
spot in female politicians.

A study for the women’s caucus 
found that men were perceived by 
voters as better in times of crisis 
t h a n  w o m e n  a n d  b e t t e r  a t  
decision-making under pressure. 
And these perceptions — or stereo­
types -  are among the most signifi­
cant found in the study by the polling 
firm of Yankelovich, Skelly and 
White. .

The Bush-Ferraro situation is¿ 
somewhat different from the one in 
the Mississippi governor’s contest.

To begin with, the Republican vice 
president was decorated with the 
Distinguished Flying Cross for his 
World War II exploits over the island 
of Chichi Jima.

And with the vice president next in 
th e  l i n e  of  s u c c e s s i o n  a s  
commander-in-chief of the nation’s 
armed forces, more is at stake than 
supervision of the Mississippi Na­
tional Guard.

Patriotism is a major theme this 
fall as both parties are trying to 
outdo each other in w rapping 
themselves in the American flag.

President Reagan proclaimed the 
“New Patriotism ” on Tuesday to the 
American Legion, calling it “a 
change from only a few years ago 
when patriotism seemed so out of 
style.”

Canadian Conservatives Sweep Election
TO RO N TO  (A P ) -  B r ia n  

M ulroney’s P ro g ress iv e  Con­
servative Party swept to a historic 
landslide victory over Liberal Prime 
Minister John Turner, winning the 
most Parliament seats ever cap­
tured by one party in Canada.

The national election Tuesday was 
the Tories' first majority victory in 
26 years. Mulroney’s troops trounced 
the Liberals in all 10 Canadian 
provinces, ousting a party that had 
governed for all but nine months of 
the past 21 years, including 15 years 
under Pierre Elliott Trudeau.

The Conservatives captured 211 
seats in the 282-seat Parliament. The 
Liberals won 40 and the socialist 
New Democrats 30. One independent 
was elected.

Singed Squirrel

gardens m anager used a tree- 
watering tractor to put out a grass 
fire begun by a squirrel which 
caught fire fjwhen it came into 
contact w ith^an electrical trans­
former.

In 
addition, he threw a couple of 
buckets of water on two large 
evergreen trees, which were in line 
with the fire, he said. '

Valves, Corn 
Syrup Oozes

PHOENIXVILLE, Pa. (AP) -  
Emergency crews stuck with clean­
ing up a 400,000-gallon "lake of corn 
syrup" c rea ted  when vandals 
emptied 28 train ca '̂s hoped to suck 
up the goo before bees swarmed to 
the sweet scene, officials said.

The cleanup at the railroad siding 
on the property of the Phoenix Steel 
Co. was to begin this morning with 
the syrup pumped into tank trucks, 
authorities said.

On Tuesday, authorites waded 
through ankle-deep syrup, turning 
off opened^valves on the tank cars, 
but it amounted to closing the barn 
door after the horse was gone.

"I shut 14 tank cars off,” said 
Joseph Moore, foreman of the 
Phoenixvilit; Friendship Fire Com­
pany. "I believe most of them were 
completely empty.”

Officials were worried that the 
sticky sweetener might a ttrac t 
swarms of bees, as did a similar 
suspicious spill from a single tank 
cai at the same siding eight days 
earlier. But cool weather and a light 
rain apparently kept the insects 
away.

“It was a massive spill, just like a 
lake of corn syrup." Moore said.

Police and Conrail investigators, 
meanwhile, continued their search 
for the vandals responsible for the 
spill about 25 m iles west of 
Philadelphia.

Prison Inmates 
Brawl, 7 Injured

DANVILLE, Ky. (AP) -  State 
prison officials were investigating 
the cause of a “club-wielding street 
fight” between black and white 
inmates that involved up to 100 
prisoners and left three guards and 
four inmates injured.

Warden Dewey Sowders said staff 
members at the Northpoint Training 
Center had received tips that there 
might be trouble before the fighting 
started Tuesday afternoon. But the 
exact cause of the 20-minute out­
break of violence was not yet known.

“I have no idea why. Evidently, it 
was a black and white thing,” 
Sowders said. About 33 percent of 
the 683 inmates in the 700-inmate 
medium-security prison are black, 
he said.

A special emergency team was 
called in when the distrubance broke
out, but no guns, tear gas or riot 
sticks were used to quell the out­
burst, Sowders said.

Sowders said guards Joe Chance 
and Rocky Roution were admitted to 
hospitals with apparent concussions.

A third guard, identified as Joe 
Bourne, suffered a wrist injury and 
was expected to be released from 
the hospital.

Sowers said he did not know the 
names or conditions of the four 
injured inmates, but said " it’s 
nothing life threatening.” The four 
were taken to the hospital, and two 
of them were expected to be ad- 
m itt^ ,hesa id .

Mulroney, who as head of the

Mulroney 
promisííl to improve relations with 
the United States and to spark the

ecOTomy, which is suffering from 11 
percent unemployment.

Spewing early this m ailing to a 
cheering crowd in a hockey nnk in 
his hometown of Baie Comeau, 
Quebec, Mulroney proclaimed “a 
new day for Quebec and a brand new 
day for this wonderful Canada.”

Quebec has voted solidly Liberal 
most of this century, and always 
supported native son Trudeau. 
Mulroney, a 45-year-old electrician’s 
son who became president of a 
mining compaqy, won the Tory 
leadership last year largely on his 
promise to make inroads in Québec.

Just a  month ago, 12 seats in 
Quebec would have b ^ n  considered 
a victory for Mulroney.

With 99 percent of the v (^  counted 
natiwially, the Conservatives had 50 
percent of the popular vote to 28 
percent for the Liberals and 19 
percent for the New Democrats.

The victory was the worst thump­
ing the Liberals have received since 
J ( ^  Diefenbaker and the Tories 
won 208 out of 264 seats in 1958.

“The people of Canada from coast 
to coast have sp<^en and the people 
are always right,” Turner said in a 
concession speech. The prime

minister wmi the district where he 
was a candidate in Vancouvo*, and 
wül now be leader of a tiny opposi­
tion in the House of Commons.

Mulroney promised to create a 
“new climate of confidence” for 
business, fight for women’s rights, 
and woric for world peace.

“Our objective and our mandate is 
to create jobs and to get the 
economy of Canada moving again,” 
he said.

No Sudden Changes Expected 
By New Canadian Leadership
TORONTO (AP) -  Brian Mulroney led the Pro­

gressive Conservatives to a crushing victory by 
promising “profound change,” but his government is not 
expected to produce any sudden shift to the right.

Since replacing former Prime Minister Joe Clark as 
Tory chief last year, Mulroney has moved the party to 
the léft on many key issues.

“Mulroney is no hard-faced Tory ideologue,” his three 
biographers wrote in their book on Mulroney’s life. “He 
is no clone of Margaret Thatcher or Ronald Reagan.”

Mulroney pledged during the'campaign to impose a 
minimum tax on upper-income Canadians, while 
protecting and even expanding all social programs, 
which he described as a “sacred trust.”

The Tory leader also promised to find about $3 billion 
($4.3 billion Canadian) in the next 24 years for new 
government programs, mostly to combat the current 11 
percent unemployment rate.

Many Conservatives in Parliament, however, disagree 
sharply with Mulroney on these issues. They have kept 
silent until now, trying not to harm the party’s chances 
in the election.

Political ol?servers are looking forward to seeing how 
well Mulroney will be able to maintain discipline among 
the large number of supporters he will have in the House 
of Commons.

Anyone who thinks Mulroney will move the country 
sharply to 'the right is “out to lunch" said Stephen

Clarkson, a political scientist at the University of 
Toronto.

Whatever his domestic policies, Mulroney will likely 
get along quite well with the Reagan administration.

He has promised to welcome foreign investment: the 
Trudeau government set up a government agency with 
th e _ p o w e rto  forbidrinvestments not considered 
“beneficial to Canada.” C*

Mulroney also said he would rewrite Trudeau’s energy 
policy, scrapping a provision giving Canada a 25 percent 
share of any oil or gas discovery wi federal lanck. That 
rule, known as the “back-in” clause, was often cited by 
U.S. officials as the greatest irritant in relations between 
the country.

The new prime minister is also promising to treat the 
United States as a best friend, giving the U.S. 
government the "benefit of the doubt” on foreign policy 
issues.

“Mulroney is the most pro-American prime minister 
in living memory — perhaps forever,” Clarkson said.

Mulroney has promised, though, to keep pressing the 
U.S. administration for action to fight acid rain, which is 
produced when clouds of pollution from American 
factories follow the winds to Canada and turn to rain.

A key indication of Mulroney’s intentions will be his 
choice for foreign minister. The leading candidates are 
thought to be Joe Clark, who is on the party’s left wing, 
and Sinclair Stevens, a right-winger whose policies 
would be closer to the Reagan administration’s.

Chile Clamos Down On Ahtí-Mitítary Protest if

SANTIAGO. Chile (AP) -  The 
government enforced a curfew today 
in the capital and closed four 
universities after a French priest, 
one of his slum parishioners and a 
14-year-old boy were killed in violent 
demonstrations against military 
rule.

More than 50 people were injured 
and 270 were arrested by riot police 
Tuesday in the first of two days of 
planned de»' onstrations, the most 
widespread anti government pro­
tests in Chile in six months.

The demonstrations, centered in 
this Andean capital, forced most 
shops to close several hours early 
and sharply curtailed public trans­
port and school attendance.

French Embassy spokesman Jean 
Mazoyer said the Rev. Andre Jarían. 
43. died in his second-floor office in 
the Santiago district of La Victoria 
on Tuesday when he was hit in the 
neck by two bullets apparently fired 
through the wall from outside. Wit­
nesses said riot squads had fired 
automatic weapons at de­
monstrators on the same block a

half hour befture.
Earlier Tuesday, a 35-year-old 

rehabilitated drug addict was shot 
dead in the back while manning a 
street barricade in the same slum 
neighborhood in southwestern San­
tiago, said the Rev. Pierre DuBois, a 
Roman Catholic priest. Police said 
the slain man was a “common 
criminal” and the shooting was not 
related to the protests.

In an incident at another street 
b arricad e  in a suburban 
neighborhood in southern Santiago, 
a 14-year old was fatally shot late 
Tuesday, police confirmed early 
today.

The government imposed a curfew 
of midnight to 5 a.m. in Santiago so 
police could clear flaming bar­
ricades set up by youthful protesters 
at intersections in a score of outlying 
districts. It also closed four volatile 
university campuses, decreed 
censorship of two independent radio 
stations and seized editions of two 
opposition magazines from 
newsstands.

The protests are intended to pre­

ssure President Augusto Pinochet to 
restOTe d^ocratic rule came as the 
68-year-old army commander 
approaches the 11th anniversary of 
the 1973 military coup that toppled 
an elected Marxist-led regime and 
brought him to power.

Gen. Roberto Guillard, governor 
of metropolitan Santiago, said, “a 
very small percentage of the people, 
wIk) have some mental problems,” 
took part in the protests, which he

said were “destined to fail.”
Mario Sharpe, president of the 

six-party Democratic Alliance tiiat 
called the demonstrations, said they 
“showed the desire of an immense 
majority <tf Chileans for democra­
cy.” He said the regime imposed 
censorship “to hide the magnitude of 
the protest and the .violent re­
pression."

The opposition alliance urged 
Chileans to stay home today, and

leftist groups said they planned to 
block access roads to keep com­
muters out of the center of this city 
of 4 milliwi people. Associations of 
small businessmen and truckers 
announced support for the one-day 
wOTk stoppage.

DETROIT I AP) -  The .Associated 
Press erroneously reported Monday 
that General Motors Corp.’s initial 
price increase for 1985 averages 
h,325 per car including options.

The average introductory price 
increase for 1985 models is $292, 
excluding options, according to GM.

However, GM said the average 
buyer is expected to add options to 
its car that would boost the average 
spent on a 1985 model to $12,931, an 
increase of $1,325 over the 1984 
average.

Tentative prices for other cars 
range from a $52 increase for the 
lowest-price, two-seat Ford EXP to 
a $1,181 increase for the Lincoln 
Town Car, increases of 0.78 and 6.5 
percent, respectively.

Reagan restated his call for a 
constitutional amendment permit­
ting organized prayer in public 
schools — while allowing children to 
opt out if they wish. He called
voluntary prayer in the schools “in 
the spirit of the Constitution as our
forefathers wrote it...”

Vice President George Bush, too, 
has been on the attack, angrily 
criticizing Móndale on defense 
spending and Central America |wli- 
cy in a speech at College Station, 
Texas. Hours later in Houston, 
though, he was forced to correct and 
hedge his charges.

Criticizing the Sandinista gov­
ernment in Nicaragua, Bush 
shouted: “If you walk like a duck

and you quack like a duck and you 
say you’re a duck, you’re a duck. 
They are Marxist-Leninists. They 
are not liberals as Móndale says.”

At a news conference later. Bush 
said, “Maybe I used the wrong 
word” in quoting Móndale. He said 
the Democrat had called them 
“leftists ... It’s something less than 
they are.”

On the military. Bush contended 
Móndale wanted to “drastically cut 
spending” for the Pentagon. Ques­
tioned later, he hedged and said he 
wasn’t sure what Mondale’s pro­
gram called for.

Móndale has not advocated ciits in 
defense spending but said he would 
increase military spending by

smaller amounts than those sought 
by the REagan administration.

“I believe he’s said he would cut 
from what we’ve recommended,” 
Bush said. “But I will now stop so I 
don’t get in any hot water and just 
wait and see if that point is correct 
or not.”

Móndale was in Compton, Calif., 
Tuesday before flying to San Jose 
and then to Utah. Criticizing the 
Reagan tax cuts in California, 
Móndale charged that Reagan’s 
re-election would mean “the rich 
will get richer and the average 
American will get poorer.”

He also dismissed the decline in 
unemployment rates since the end of 
the recession, saying thatjust meant

that Reagan has “put a lot of people 
he put out of work back to work.”

In Washington, meanwhile, 
Treasury Secretary Donald Reagan 
said Mondale’s economic proposals 
would cost the average American 
household $660 more in taxes over 
the next five years. He said Móndale 
is trying to “mousetrap the Ameri­
can people into another decade of 
high taxes, rising spending and 
still-bigger budget deficits.”

Móndale replied: “They cooked up 
their own budget. Now they are 
trying to cook up my budget. ... All 
of it allows them to avoid saying 
what they will do to reduce the 
deficit. The deficit is not bad, it is 
obscene.”

Rivers, born Johnny Ramistella, 
said he was playing the guitar when 
he was 13 years old and formed his 
first band when he was in junior high 
school in his hometown of Baton 
Rogue, La. He moved to Hollywood 
in 1960, where he still lives with his 
family.

Of his early goals. Rivers said. “ I

wanted to play rock and roll music. 1 
didn’t know exactly what was going 
to happen."

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Green Beret Unit
FORT LEWIS, Wash. (AP) -  The 

Army has reactivated its first Green 
Beret unit since the Vietnam War, 
saying that “Soviet expansionism” 
is making special forces training 
more important than ever.

“Once again this nation finds itself 
in need of you,” Maj. Gen. Leroy N. 
Suddath, commander of I Special 
Operations Command at Fort Bragg, 
N.C., said at a ceremony Tuesday at 
Fort Lewis, where the unit will train.

“Soviet expansionism” through 
support of insurgents continues to 
create a climate in which it may 
become necessary to use unconven­
tional forces such as the Green 
Berets to stop “wars of liberation,” 
Suddath said.

The 776-member unit will be under 
the command of Fort Bragg, but will 
train in Washington state, where 
they can make use of desert condi-^ 
tions at the Yakima Firing Range, ̂  
forest and Europe-like conditions at 
Fort Lewis and mountain and snow 
conditions at Mount Rainier, said 
Bob R o sen b u rg h , a c iv ilia n  
spokesman for the base.

Suddath said the Green Berets’ 
wartime mission of infiltrating 
behind enemy lines and their peace­
time mission of training America’s 
allies are essential for the nation’s 
military strategy.

Border Proof
SAN YSIDRO, Calif. (AP) -  A 35 

percent increase in Border Patrol 
agents in the Southwest is proof the 
Reagan administration “ means 
business when it comes to illegal 
aliens,” an immigration official 
said.

Harold Exell, western regional 
commissioner of the U.S. Immigra­
tion and Naturalization Service, said 
the 436 new agents are part of an 
effort to “regain control of our 
borders.” The government hopes the 
new agents will boost from 50 
percent to 85 to 90 percent the 
number of illegal aliens captured 
crossing the border.

“If you train to your wartime 
mission,” the general told the 
troops, “your peacetime mission will 
be in good hands.”

The unit is a descendant of the 
Devil’s Brigade, formed July 5,1942, 
and deactivated in France in 1945. It 
was reactivated as the 1st Special 
Forces group in 1957 on Okinawa, 
Japan, and served through the 
Vietnam War. It was deactivated on 
June 28,1974.

TTie reactivation demonstrates a 
higher level of deterrent strength 
and possible need for military 
advisers, Rosenburgh said.

“If a country is vulnerable and its 
military too small, the Special 
Forces can be invited in by the 
government and set up training 
camp and train sufficient number of 
indigenous troops to be able to start 
training their own people,” Rosen2¿ 
burgh said.

Green B erets are  prim arily ; 
advisers, he said. They are fully 
capable of taking on commando 
operations on their own, as they did 
in Vietnam, he said.

Members of the Green Berets 
must meet sp^ ia l physical and 
mental qualifications and are  
specially trained. The Army looks 
for a “higher caliber” soldier to 
wear the Green Beret, Rosenburgh 
said.

The unit has been coming back to 
strength since last winter, with 
soldiers from other units and those 
with prior Special Forces experience 
being called.

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Busted Play Turned Info Score

Ed Emoiy would like to claim that 

he’s a genius for coming up with the 
“fake field goal” touchdown pass 
Saturday night against Florida State.

He’d like to, but he can’t.
It wasn’t, Emory explained at his 

press conference Tuesday, a fake at 
all -  it was a busted play. “Our 
regular snapper, Stuart Ward, was 
in the (FSU mobile hospital) getting 
his chin sewed up after getting hurt, 
and we had to use Tony Smith (a 
flanker) to snap. He was high and to 
the side with his snap, and there was 
just no way for (Jeff) Bolch to get 
the ball down.”

Emory said that the proceedure 
here is for Bolch to roll out. yelling 
“Fire!” the codeword to release the 
backs and receivers into the end 
zone. However, Bolch, in the ex­
citement forgot and only

ceiver, Jeff Patton, briAe to the end 
zone. “And he got knocked down, but 
got back up,” Emo^ said. “If no 
one is open, Bolch is just supposed to 
throw the ball toward the goal posts, 
and if the receivers don’t see the 
passer, they’re supposed to head for 
the goal posts. It all worked out and 
Patton was there to catch his first 
touchdown pass.”

So maybe it wasn’t pretty, but it 
did turn out to be one of ttie bright 
spots for the Pirates in their 48-17 
loss at the hands of Florida State.

Emory joked that there is talk of 
getting the legislature to pass a bill 
forcing certain in state schools to 
play East Carolina. “But they’re 
putting in a provision that prohibits 
us from playing in the state of 
Florida again.

“Personally. I’d just as soon be 
back there in December in a bowl 
game.”

Turning to the more serious side.

Emory said the Pirates are exactly 
where they were a year ago, 0-1. 
“You can play with numbers and 
stats, but we’re where we were last 
year now, 0-1.

“We will be a good football team. I 
just don’t know when.”

Emory said that Flmida State was 
a better football team than he had 
given them credit for before the 
game. “And (Eric) Thomas is a 
better quarterback than I thought he 
was too. We tried to recruit him 
once. We should have kept it up.”

But, Emory added, the Pirates 
helped Floridbi State as much as 
possible with two pass interceptions, 
a fumble and a blocked punt. “We 
didn’t play with much intensity, 
enthusiasm, spirit or unity,” the 
coach said, “and I’m disappointed in 
that.”

Emory said he thought the Pirates 
were ready to play at the start of the 
game. “We stopped them for a field

goal and came right back and scored 
one of our own. Then, we held them 
again before starting to give up the 
ball. And when we were down 17-3 
and needed something good to 
happen, they kicked the ball to 
Henry (Williams) for the first time 
and Patton ran into him, knocking 
the ball loose.” FSU recovered 
around the 20 and scored again, 
eventually taking a 31-3 halftime 
lead.

“The defense didn’t handle 
adversity. The tackling was pitiful, 
poor, poor.... When we tried to find 
some bright spots on defense, we 
couldn’t find many.”

Emory did find some on offense, 
such as the play of wide receivers 
Ricky Nichols and Williams, and 
running backs Jimmy Walton and 
Reggie Branch.

“We didn’t play as well up front, 
but we haven't had our five starters 
together much at all,” Emory said.

Center Tim Mitchell was the only 
lineman to draw Emory’s praises.

“Still, we averaged 5'2 yards a 
play, had 19 first downs and 350 
yards in total offense,” Emory 
pointed out.

T h e  c o a c h  t h o u g h t  b o th  
quarterbacks used, junior college 
transfer Robbie Bartlett and re- 
dshirted freshman Ron Jones did 
well, but that Jones “executed the 
offense better.” For that reason, 
Jo n es  will d raw  the s ta rtin g  
assignment this week against Tem­
ple University.
^ The big thing for the Pirates this 
week will be how they come back 
from the lopsided loss to the 
Seminóles. “A lot is written about 
how teams handle winning. And that 
would be the greatest thing in the 
world if we could do it this week. But 
we’ve got to learn about bouncing 
back, taking criticism and having a 
gut check.

“ I saw some good things on 
offense and in the kicking game and 
some individual things on defense. I 
said before the season that we’d 
have to be patient But the loss 
comes when we needed a win for the 
momentum to play Temple, to help 
our program and to fill Ficklen 
Stadium.

ROCKY MOUNT N C. (AP) -

The council’s approval came after it had twice delayed action on a 
recommendation by Gov. Jim Hunt while other claims to the reward were 
investigated.

The council approved the reward payment to Carol T. Albright, 33, after 
Hunt recommended that she and another unidentified claimant receive 
$5.000 each.

Mrs. Albright had filed suit against Hunt in June, charging breach of 
contract after the state refused to pay the reward offered in a 1981 murder. 
She said she was entitled to the money because information she gave 
authorities about her 1982 rape and beating led to the arrest of Steven 
Eugene Martin, who was convicted both in her assault and the 1981 murder 
of Mavis Jewel Thorne of Harnett County.

Trial Begins
RALEIGH (AP) — A Wake County Superior Court jury has begun hearing 

a $6 million lawsuit brought against Carolina Power & Light Co. by a young 
man crippled by a massive electrical shock.

Lawyers described Tuesday the events of Nov. 11,1980, that culminated in 
a sudden rainstorm and a 13.200-volt shock from a power line. The suit 
contends the accident left Daniel Miller so burned that he lost both forearms 
and his right leg.

Miller was a temporary employee of William C. Pace II, owner of a kennel 
in northeastern Wake County, when he was electrocuted when his ladder hit 
a power line.

Allotment 
Sales Up
t RALEIGH (AP) — At a time when 
piany are predicting the demise of 
tobacco, the state director of the 
U.S. Agricultural and Stabilization 
Service says he is surprised to see so 
many farmers investing in the 
chance to grow more.

The comment by John Cooper 
followed his announcement Tuesday 
that North Carolina flue-cured 
tobacco farmers have bought about 
18,000 acres of allotment from non­
growers in the two years since 
Congress decided that only growers 
should hold allotments.
: "We’re showing there’s a group of 
farmers that have confidence in the ■ 
program, and these days so manyj 
people don’t have confidence inj 
anything,” said Cooper.
, The allotment sales from about 
18,500 farms, representing about 32.7 
million pounds of marketing quota, 
were first authorized by the No Net 
Cost Tobacco Program Act of 1982.̂
, The sales by non-growers in thê  12' 
months ended June 15 were double 
the pace of the previous year, 
tooper said.

“The sales of allotments and quota 
have proven to be a positive step in 
making the tobacco program 
stronger because we’re putting 
tobacco back into the hands of the 
growers,”  he said.
‘ Cooper said farmers buying 
allotments were paying from $1.25 a 
pound in the Piedmont to $3.50 a 
pound in parts of the Eastern Belt. 
The ASCS is not involved in the 
financial details of such trans­
actions, he said.

Before 1982, farmers could only 
lease and transfer allotments — the 
right to grow the state’s biggest cash 
crop and receive federal price sup­
ports.

The 1982 legislation set 1987 as the 
last year for lease and transfer of 
allotments and December 1984 as the 
deadline for corporations to sell off 
allotments they once rented out.

Wake County led the state in sales. 
Cooper said, with 1,580 acres and 2.8 
million pounds trading hands. 
Guilford County was second with 785 
acres and 1.3 million pounds.

MILWAUKEE (AP) -  From his ’
small, cluttered apartment on 
Marquette University’s campus, 
Leonard Scheller gazes at the 
school’s new glass and brick art 
museum.

It’s appropriate that the 78-year- 
old retired copy editor for the 
Milwaukee Journal should have this 
view, for he is one of Marquette’s 
most generous art donators. He has 
given the school a set of 38 prints by 
the French artist Georges Rouault.

His small apartment was cluttered 
with newspa r̂ clippings, religious 
statues and books one recent day. A 
handful of yellow daisies in a tin can 
adorned his kitchen table, still lit­
tered with crumbs from the morn­
ing’s breakfast.

Scheller has lived on the campus 
since he first came to the school as a 
journalism student almost 60 years 
ago. and he has lived in his present^ 
apartment for the past 16 years.

His love of art was bom long after 
he had graduated and started work.
Ooe day, he stumbled across a TV 
[Mt̂ am about Rouault and his 
somber, charcoal prints and was 
instantly entranced. When a trav­
eling exhibition of the 38-print 
“Miserere” series came to Mar­
quette, Scheller went to see it.

" I visited it every day — and it 
was at Marquette for a few weeks.” 
said Scheller as he sat in his favorite 
rocking chair with Marquette’s in­
signia inscribed in gold on its back.

Scheller lodked like a misplaced 
owl. with ruffled feathers of white 
hair and benevolent myopic eyes 
b ^ d  thick gold-rimmed glasses, 
as he talked about why he loved the 
simple lines of Rouault’s work.

'"Look at the noses — that’s his 
trademark.” he said. “The more an 
aitist can tell you with one line, the 
moreofanartistheis.”

Scheller was especially taken by 
print No. 8. which shows a melan­
choly clown.The clown reveals a 
universal aspect of the human 
character, he said.

“The clown paints himself a face 
wh^ver he wwks.” Scheller said, 
like' people who hide behind a mask

• in their dealings with the world.
After seeing the Marquette exhibit 

years ago, Scheller decidéd he 
wanted a [Hint f(nr himself. He 
tracked down several art dealers in 
Pans who dealt in Rouault prints, 
and evenutally collected the 
“Miserere” series.

His brother asked him to lend the 
series to St. Louis University’s new 
library for its dedication.But 
Scheller decided to buy another 
series and simply give it to the 
university.

He has donated complete sets of 
original [Hints to St. Louis, Mar­
quette and the University of Notre 
Dame. He also has given prints to 23 
Jesuit Universities in the United 
States and to 12 of the state 
university campuses in Wisconsin.

Scheller explains his [̂ lanthropic 
mission by saying that he wants 
others to experience Rouault’s work 
as he has. His Christmas cards are 
usually miniature versions of the 
painter’s art.

Scheller s devotion to Marquette 
began years ago. when he entered its 
College of Journalism. He began his 
s c^ l days in 1923, and never really 
stopped them.

SEVEN DAYS A WEEK
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Adventurers 
Sail Viking 
Ship Across 
The Atlantic

BOSTON (AP) -  Six adventurers 
sailed a replica of a 1,000-year-old 
Viking sh ip  across the North 
Atlantic and while battling high 
winds and threatening waves dis­
covered what one of them called “a 
key to history.”

The 57-foot, single-sail ship left 
Norway June 17 and arrived in 
Boston Monday. Following a 10th 
Century Viking trading route, the 
sailors said they found Viking 
artifacts along the way and have 
learned quite a bit about type of ship 
used by Viking explorer Leif 
Ericsson.

"Most im portantly, we have 
learned that this is a very seaworthy 
ship.” said Ragnar Thorseth. 36, a 
writer who is leading the expedition.

“We conclusvely proved that Vik­
ing ships can sail up to 45 degrees 
into the wind using a square sail.” 
he said. “That disproves the theory 
that they had to use oars to turn 
their ships when!there was noltail wind. AJUCf u

□ “We also found that the rudder on 
Viking ships was not nearly as 
important in steering as was the 
s a i . That may sound small to you, 
but when you put all these small 
things together, you have a whole, a 
key to history." he told The Boston 
Herald.

The ship. Saga Siglar. which 
means sailer of the sagas, is an 
exact replica of a knarr, or deep sea 
trading ships, used in the 10th and 
11th centuries. Archeologists recov­
ered one in 1959 from a fjord in 
Denmark.

The replica weighs 27 tons and is 
made of Danish oak and Norwegian 
pine. "We worked with our hands, 
using the old tools -  tools that the 
Vikings would have used.” Jacob 
Bjorkedal, 29. a member of the crew 
told The Boston Globe.

His father is a master shipbuilder 
in Nonvay.

The ship does have some modem 
devices — compass}^'radio. radar 

_ and a 22-horsepower diesel engine.
A Boston Globe reporter, who 

joined the ship in Halifax, Nova 
Scotia, said that while the crew  ̂
fished for food along the way, there 
also were chocolate bars, soda and 
Canadian beer on ̂ r d .

 ̂ "No man escapes his own time,” 
the Globe quoted Thorseth as saying.

“No m atter if we have radio or 
radar, we are still a small, open boat 
on a big ocean,” he said. “The sea, 
the wiM are just as dangerous as 
they were in Viking times.”

Tiie ship ra'n into a storm with 
70-knot winds and 45-foot waves 
between Greenland and Labrador.

“I knew theoretically that the 
Saga Siglar could survive high winds 
and heavy seas.” Thorseth said.
“But when we began taking on 
water. I felt doubt, yes, and fear as 
well....

The Globe reported that he lashed 
his 11-year-old son, Erik, to his side 
and ordered the crew into survival 
suits "I was thinking, ‘My God, 
what have i led us into? What are we 
doing out here?,” he is quoted as 
saying.

When he was 20. Thorseth rowed 
alone 100 miles across the North Sea 
to the Shetland Islands of Scotland, 
the first person to do so. Two years 
ago, he led the first Norwegian 
expedition to the North Pole, and he 
has traveled to remote parts of the 
Arctic.

"There is not enough adventure 
left in the world.” he said. "If I do 
nothing else in my life, even if I die 
broke and broken. I will at least 
have had an exciting life.”

Officials Replaced
VIEN.NA, Austria (AP) — Chan­

cellor Fred Sinowaiz has replaced 
his controversial finance minister 
and three other fellow Socialists in 
the Cabinet.

Sinowatz, who formed his coalition 
government with the small Freedom 
Party 15 months ago, said this week 
that the realignment was necessary 
“to ensure the efficiency of the 
federal government.”

He denied reports that ousted 
Finance Minister Herbert Salcher, 
criticized sharply by newspapers for 
his tax reform plans, was doomed in 
'the government after he supplied the 
state prosecutor with evidence 
against his predecessor, Hannes 
Androsch. three weeks ago.

A judge has launched a prelimi­
nary investigation into alleged tax 
evasion by Androsch in financing a 
private villa. Two prior revenue 
audits found no wrongdoing by the 
former minister.

Salcher was replaced by Franz 
Vranitzky, the director general of 
Laenderbank, Austria’s second- 
largest commercial bank.

Foreign Minister Erwin Lane was 
succeeded by Vienna Mayor Leopold 
Gratz. T ransport Minister Karl 
Lausecker was replaced by State 
Secretary Ferdinand Lacina. a 42- 
year-old expert on nationalized in­
dustries. And Fam ily Minister 
Elfriede Karl was replaced by 
Gertrude Froehlich Sandner, a depu­
ty mayor of Vienna.

NEW Y O R K  (A PI -  A rth u r  Schwartz, com poser of “ D ancing  in the D ark ,”  “ T h a t’s E n te rta in m en t” 
and o ther songs for B roadw ay and  
films, d ied  M onday a fte r  a  long 
illness, acco rd in g  to the A m erican  
Society of C om posers, A uthors and  
Publishers. He w as 83.

S c h w a rtz , a  lo n g -tim e  b o a rd  
m em ber a t  ASCAP, died a t h is hom e 
in K in tnersville , P a ., accord ing  to 
ASCAP sp o kesm an  Ken Sunshine.

Born in B rooklyn. N.Y., S chw artz  
started  p lay ing  th e  harm onica a t  an  
early age, w ro te  little songs and  
taught h im self piano. He w ro te  and  
produced show s while a t su m m e r 
camp, w ro te  college songs w hile 
attending New York U niversity  an d  
then w rote  popular songs w hile 
attending C olum bia Law School.

His f i r s t  pub lished  song w as 
“ B altim ore, M d.. You’re  the  Only 
Doctor for M e.” It was published in 
1923 and p a id  him  $8 in royalties.

He continued to w rite songs w hile 
practicing law . and  finally g av e  up 
the legal profession  for m usic in 1928 
a t the behest of ly ricist Lorenz H art.

That s a m e  y e a r, he m et H ow ard 
Dietz, his long-tim e co llaborator who 
died last y ea r. Their first show, 
produced in 1929, was “ The L ittle  
Show,” s ta r r in g  Fred  Allen and  
Clifton W ebb. Among the show ’s 
songs w ere  "L ittle  Old New Y ork” 
and " I  G uess I ’ll Have to C hange My 
P lan.”

In 1931, Sch w artz  and Dietz d id  the 
music an d  ly rics for "T he B and 
Wagon.” a  m a jo r  success th a t w as 
twice ad ap ted  to  the screen. Am ong 
the songs w ere  "D ancing in the 
D ark” a n d  “ I Love Louisa.”

Through th e  1930s. they continued  
to w rite for B roadw ay, including 
such songs a s  “ Louisiana H ay rid e” 
ánd "Y ou an d  the Night an d  the  
Music.” B ut box office su ccesses 
becam e m o re  r a re .

Schw artz tu rn ed  to Hollywood, 
writing songs for the sc reen  and  
producing sev e ra l film m usica ls, 
including “ C over G irl” and “ N ight 
and D ay .”

In 1951, S chw artz  returned  to  the  
stage w ith  a  m usical ad ap ta tion  of 
“ A T ree G row s in Brooklyn.”  s t a r ­
ring Shirley  Booth. The show w as a 
hit, w ith songs like "Love is the  
Reason” a n d  " I ’ll Buy You a  S ta r ."

Schw artz continued to w rite . In 
1982, he published a song w ith  
choreographer George B alanch ine 
-  Schw artz w ro te  the words to  "T h e  
World is T urn in g  F ast ” and  B a lan ­
chine w rote  th e  m usic.

Schw artz is survived  by h is son, 
Jonathan , a  New York radio  p e rso n ­
ality.

Gains Reported 
On Construction 
Spending In July

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Spending 
on new construction edged up 0.7 
percent in July, reversing a decline 
of the previous tnonth, the gov­
ernment reported today.

The Commerce Department said 
that total construction spending rose 
to a seasonally adjusted annual rate 
of $311.4 billion in July following a 
decline of 0.5 percent in June.

The meager increase, however, 
was far below the robust hikes of 
more than 6 percent turned in during 
the first two months of the year. 
Analysts have said the construction 
industry has been hurt by rising 
interest rates with the weakness in 
recent months symptomatic of a 
slowing of the overall economy.

Spending on apartment buildings 
rose, however, climbing 7.8 percent 
after dropping 3.3 percent in June.

Non-residential private construc­
tion was up a slight 0.8 percent in 
July to $77.4 million, calculated 
annually, after falling 2 percent the 
month before. The increase included 
gains in industrial, office and other 
commercial building.

Public construction was down 1 
percent to an annualized total of $57 
million following an increase of 3.6 
percent in June. State and local 
construction remained essentially 
unchanged but federal construction 
declined 9 percent.

The total construction figure was 
up 14.4 percent from a year ago. 
During the first seven months of the 
year, $168.9 billion of new construc­
tion was piit in place, a 20 percent 
increase over construction spending 
for the first seven months of 1983.

PURCELL, Okla. (AP) -  James 
Clark-Nance, who built ̂  newspaper 
empire in Oklahoma and served 34 
years in the state Legislature, in­
cluding a tenure as Speaker of the 
House, died Monday. He was 91.

Nance purchased the Weatherford 
Democrat for $500. He and his late 
partner, Joe McBride, at one point 
owned newspapers in Walters, 
Anadarko, Purcell, Clinton. Hobart, 
Mangum, Alva, Sulpur, Henryetta, 
Hominy and Norman.

Nance was first elected to the 
Oklahoma House in 1920. During his 
second term, he w\s named to the 
investigating committee 'that 
brought charges against Gov. J.C. 
Walton, who later was impeached.

Nance later resigned from the 
Legislature and went to Lubbock. 
Texas, where he was involved into 
another newspaper venture.

“ pocket veto”  of a bill. The 
Legislature passed a bill Nance did 
not like, and when the governor’s 
office went to look for it for his 
signature, the bill could not be 
found.

After the 15-day deadline passed 
for gubernatorial action, Nance dis- 
 ̂covered he’d “accidentally” stuck 
the bill in his pocket and took it 
home with him.

ALLENTOWN, Pa. (AP) -  Jack 
Korbobo sees sculpting as “a way to 
relax and get away from this crazy 
world we’re in.”

The Chicago native should know. 
He’s employed full time as a 
mechanic at the Allentown plant of 
Mack Trucks Inc., and he spends an 
equal number of hours at his 
sculpting hobby.

His creativity becomes evident the 
moment one enters his south Allen­
town home. Framed ceramic faces 
on stretched canvas adorn one living 
room wall; two heads sculpted by 
Korbobo stand on the opposite sidie 
of the room.

Facing the entrance is a star with 
a lotus flower in its center — the 
symbol of a California religious 
group called the Voice of Astara. 
Next to the star is a colorful 
butterfly that looks very modem, 
but was actually creat^ using a 
century-old technique once 
employed at a Bucks County tile 
works.

Korbobo studied sculpture for 
more than 10 years under Richard 
Lieberman at the Baum Art School.

Lieberman notes that his former 
student is "very creative” and has a 
good sense of humor which he sayS, 
is very important in art. If he works 
hard, he’ll arrive,’ Lieberman pre­
dicts.

Korbobo didn’t set out to be a 
sculptor, though. What he wanted to 
do, he says, was create several 
lanterns for his Japanese garden 
after he learned that the cost of 
ready-made ones would run close to 
$100.

He began studying pottery with 
Raymond Gallucci and completed 
not only the lanterns, at a cost of 
$3.50, but also an unusual interior 
lamp and numerous other pieces. 
Two years later, he made the switch 
to sculp ;ur.

C Leslie Craith, a long-time friend,, 
of Korbobo who sells the artist’s! 
work in his store, describes his 
creations as "refreshing, new and 

_ exciting.”
-  "It’s been very rewarding to me.” 

Korbobo says of his avocation, 
looking around the living room and 
the adjoining dining area, alive with 
color and texture of his work. 
Examples of his pottery hang ftom 
the exposed beams in the kitchen 
and line the cabinet tops.

Decorating the wall in another 
room are the heads of a man and a 
woman, literally bursting out of 
stretched canvas: Over the couch in 
his den is a montage he made 
casting the faces of several people in 
potters’ plaster.

A sculpture he takes particular 
pride in is the head of Christ, which ' 
he has worked on intermittently for 
several years. He plans to donate the 
piece to his church when he’s 
finished.

A related sideline for Korbobo is 
the sculpting of company logos, a 
venture he says began when William 
Devaney, president of Stanley 
Vidmar Inc., ordered more than two 
dozen of the corporation’s 
honeycomb-and-bee logos from him. 
Korbobo also has done the logos of 
the Bank of Pennsylvania and other 
firms.

Korbobo’s attached garage serves 
as his studio. He works first with a 
molding compound to create his 
pieces. From the original sculpture, 
he makes a mold by coating it with 
more applications of latex. The 
finished product is cast in 
Hydrostone.

At the end of his driveway, 
Korbobo has an unusual concrete 
sculpture weighing 34 tons — the 
largest he has ever made. A year in 
the making, the piece -  92 inches at 
its highest iwint — was placed there 
in 1977 and is supported by concrete 
rods that extend 40 inches into the 
ground.

Korbobo says he has no favorites 
among his creations, but admits he 
hates to part with his pieces. “You 
become attached to them,” he says.

The artist says his hobby will 
become a full-time occupation after 
his eventual retirement from Mack. 
" I’m too ambitious to retire.” he 
says of the prospect of just taking it 
easy.
