26 Are Evacuate

GRIFTON — F o r 26 resid en ts of 
this sou thern  P itt County town, 
now-defunct h u rricane  D iana today 
becam e m ore than ju s t a  sto rm  to 
w atch on television.

F o r the p ast th ree  d ay s the town 
has been pounded w ith  unusually  
heavy ra in s  — h eav ier than  o ther 
p a rts  of the county because of its 
proxim ity to the sto rm  a re a . F inally  
in the wee hours today, th e  d ra in ag e  
ditches and  s tream s in the a rea , 
filled to capacity , overflow ed into 
s t r e e ts  an d  th re a te n e d  h om es. 
Police began knocking on doors and  
e v a c u a tin g  re s id e n ts  to  h ig h e r  
ground.

According to Sgt. R.L. Hill of the 
Grifton Police, 26 ev acu ees spen t 
last night in the G rifton  School, 
closed to students all d ay  so the 
f a c i l i ty  c o u ld  be u s e d  a s  a n  
em ergency  shelter. In addition, by 
m id -m o rn in g  18 c h i ld re n  fro m  
Jo y ce’s D ay C are C en ter had  been 
m oved to th e  school a s  w a te r  
th reatened  to rise  into th e  day  c a re  
building.

A ccord ing  to Sgt. H ill, th re e  
G rif to n  s t r e e ts ,  M a sh ie  D riv e , 
F a irw ay  D riv e  an d  N o rth  P i t t  
S treet, w ere b a rricad ed  ea rly  this 
m orning because they w ere  im pass­
able. O ther stree ts , including West 
M cRae, N orth Church and  South, 
“ had very  high w a te r  in p laces,” 
Sgt. Hill said . W ater a lso  su rrounded  
H arris T ra ile r P a rk  on P itt  S treet, 
he noted.

This m orning Sgt. Hill sa id  ra in  
w as continuing in the tow n and  “ the 
(flooding) situation looks te rrib le .” 
No official m easu rem en ts  of ra infa ll 
in Grifton w ere  m ade b ut, accord ing  
to unofficial e stim ates , 10 inches of 
ra in  fell on the town o ver 24 hours.

B arry  G askins, who helped open 
the Grifton School sh e lte r  for the 
P itt County Red C ross a t  5 a .m . 
today said  the  sh e lte r still housed 
around 30 evacuees by m id-m orning. 
“ Many people had located  a  p lace to 
stay  with re la tives by m orn ing  but 
th ere  w ere still quite a  few folks a t 
the sh e lte r,” he said. “ Conditions 
ap p ear to be getting w orse  a s  the 
ra in  continues.”

Ju d y  G roet of 50.5 M cR ae St. said  
! police woke h e r fam ily  around  4 
a .m . and advised them  to  m ove to

higher ground. “ They (police) sa id  
they w ere expecting six o r seven 
m ore hours of heavy ra in  and  th a t 
the d ra in ag e  ditch  behind the  house 
would probably  flood,”  M rs. G roet 
said . “ They told us to p rep a re  to 
evacuate, so we went to s tay  with 
m y sis te r who lives on a  h ill.”

Mrs. G roet sa id  th is m orning 
w ater w as high in h er y a rd  but had 
not reached  the house. “ The w ater 
looked like it had  s ta r ted  going down 
a  little th is m orn ing,” sh e  said . “ I 
don 't an tic ip a te  having to m ove out 
of m y house but I have  neighbors 
th a t w ere m oving stuff an d  putting 
furn itu re  on c inderb locks.”

Greenville U tilities w ea th e r s ta ­
tion recorded  th ree  inches of ra in  
from  7 a .m . T hursday  to  7 a .m . 
today, but G reenville public works 
officials repo rted  no flooding this 
m orning. “ We a re  p rep ared  if any­
thing does happen ,” sa id  Public 
Works D irecto r Mayo Allen. “ We 
have the high w ater b a rr ic ad es  and 
the high w a te r trucks and  the chain  
saw s gased up and  ready  to g o .”

The North C arolina D ep artm en t of 
T ransporta tion  reported  th a t s ta te  
road  1700 north  of Cox’s C rossroad 
w as closed because of h igh w ater, 
but o ther p rim ary  and  secondary  
highways in P itt County w ere  open 
th is m orning. According to  division 
engineer Rick Shirley, “ w e have a 
few problem s, m ost of them  of a 
m inor n a tu re .” M any secondary  
roads have w a te r “ sheeting  and 
standing in sp o ts,” he sa id , and 
“ m otorists need to re sp ec t these 
conditions and  use ex trem e  cau ­tio n .” DOT received reports of 
num erous c a rs  stalling in h igh w ater 
throughout the night, Shirley  said .

P itt County schools closed early  
today, said  a spokesm an for the 
schools, “ because of conditions on 
secondary and  back ro a d s .” High 
schools sent students hom e a t  12:30 
p.m . while e lem entary  an d  m iddle 
schools closed a t 1p.m .

Rain w as expected to continue 
throughout the  day  and possibly  into 
tonight, accord ing  to the  N ational 
W eather Service. P a r tia l c learing  is 
forecast for Saturday .

The T ar R iver level a t  G reenville  
w as reported  to be 6.2 feet this 
m orning, up from  approxim ately  4 
feet yesterday .

WILMINGTON, N.C. (A P) -  T or­
ren tia l rains pounded a  “ te rrib ly  
d am ag ed ” North C arolina today as  
th o u s a n d s  of c o a s ta l  r e s id e n ts  
em erg ed  from  sh e lte rs  to view  
H urricane D iana 's sw ath  of d e s tru c ­
tion, which caused  m ore  th an  $25 
m illion in dam ages.

As Diana rapid ly  lost in tensity  
T hursday  and w as dow ngraded to a 
trop ica l storm , Gov. J im  Hunt a sk ed  
P r e s i d e n t  R e a g a n  fo r  f e d e r a l  
a s s i s t a n c e  b e c a u s e  a d e q u a t e  
c lean u p  from  the seaso n ’s f irs t 
A tlan tic  hurricane is “ beyond the 
capab ility  of s ta te  and  local gov­e rn m e n t.’ ’ ^  -  •  '

At the White House, p resid en tia l 
p re ss  secre tary  L a rry  Speakes sa id  
he did not know w hen P re sid en t 
R eag an  would d ec la re  N orth C aro ­
lina  a  d isaster a re a  to enable  th e  
hard -h it coastal region to  qualify  for 
fede ra l relief assistan ce .

“ I t ’s quite obvious th a t d am ag e  
th e re  qualified for a  federal d e­
c la ra tio n ,” Speakes said , but the  
s ta te  m ust com plete c e rta in  r e ­
qu irem ents to d em o n stra te  its elig i­b ility  for d isaster relief.

At 9 a .m . EDT, the cen te r of D iana 
w as estim ated  n e a r la titude 35.2 
N orth, longitude 77.2 W est, or ju s t 
no rth  of New B ern. It w as expected  
to m ove toward the east-n o rth east a t  
5-10 m ph, and the N ational W eather 
S erv ice  said th ere  w as a  chance

D iana could stren g then  a s  it m oves 
tow ard the A tlantic.

The storm  had  su sta ined  w inds of 
45 m ph, with gusts to n e a r  h u rric an e  
force. Gale w arnings w ere  posted 
from  Cape Lookout to C hincoteague, 
Va.

In this sou theast co as ta l city , 
D iana’s 110 m ph winds toppled  tre e s  
and  power lines th a t c logged m any  
stree ts , blew roofs off hom es, sw ept 
b oa ts off tr a i le r s  on la n d  an d  
sm ashed  and  sunk m any  in th e  
w ater. Many stree ts  in co as ta l towns 
th ro u g h o u t th e  a r e a  w e re  s t il l  
flooded today.

No d eaths or in ju ries w ere  b lam ed  
d irectly  on the sto rm . One m a n  died 
of a  h e a rt a tta ck  while secu rin g  his 
house, a  social se rv ices w o rk e r  died 
in a  traffic  accident w hile d riv in g  to 
a r ra n g e  te m p o ra ry  h o u sin g  for 
evacuees, and an o th e r m o to ris t w as 
killed a fte r  skidding on a  flooded road.

“ We’ve been lucky th u s fa r  even  
though these  people  h a v e  been  
terrib ly  dam aged  an d  it h a s  been 
bad for th em ,” H unt sa id  T hu rsd ay  
a s  he toured W ilm ington. “ W e h ave  
been badly h u rt and  b ad ly  d a m ­ag ed .”

H eavy  ra in s  p ounded  in te r io r  
North Carolina ea rly  to day , w ith 
nearly  2 inches falling 50 m ile s  north  
of W ilmington a t  G oldsboro by 3 
a.m ., the N ational W eather S erv ice  
said . Winds gusted to 30 m ph  in 
Fayettev ille  and  Jack so n v ille  an d

som e evacu tio n s w ere c a rrie d  out in  
G rif to n  a s  f lo o d w a te rs  s u rg e d  
th ro u gh  th e  town, th e  w e a th e r  
serv ice  sa id .

Since T uesday, 17 inches of ra in  
has w ashed  across Wilmington.

O fficials a t  Carolina B each  said  
late T hu rsd ay  that residents would 
be allow ed a t  7 a.m . to re tu rn  to the 
town fo r th e  first tim e since the 
bridge linking it to the m ain land  w as 
blocked W ednesday night. But a t  
dawn, police refused to allow  resi­
dents ac ro ss  the bridge.

C.J. H enley, his wife and  four 
children h ad  waited 48 hours in a  
station w agon near the bridge to 
re turn  to  th e ir  home. Henley w as 
forced to  leave without shoes or 
money.

“ T hey’ll h ave a hard  tim e the next 
tim e a  h u rric an e  comes to g et people 
off the is lan d ,”  said Steve F letcher, 
another an g ry  resident.

C arolina Beach police Sgt. A.F. 
Dicksey sa id  residents m ight be 
allowed b ack  around noon.

About 20 National G u ard sm en  
were sen t to  guard  against looting a t 
Carolina B each  on T hursday and  a  
curfew w as declared  from  8 p .m . to 6 
a.m . R oads w ere blocked by w ater, 
debris an d  washouts and  the  s ta te  
D e p a r tm e n t  of T r a n s p o r ta t io n  
bought 75 chain  saws to cu t fallen 
trees, sa id  spokesm an Ted Fun­
derburk.

In B runsw ick County, th e  fast-food 
chain H ardees Inc. planned to begin

serving 15,000 m eals to day  to 5,000 
people in still s tay in g  a t e ight 
evacuation shelters. T he evacuees 
went w ithout food overn igh t W ed­
nesday until the governor o rdered  
m eals and  cooks shipped in from  
R e d  C r o s s  h e a d q u a r t e r s  in  
Wilmington.

H ardest h it when D iana raced  for 
land just a f te r  m idnight W ednesday 
w ere the sm all beachfron t com ­
m unities of Yaupon B each and  Long 
Beach, both on Oak Island  about 25 
m iles to the south of W ilm ington. 
D am age th e re  was estim ated  a t  $20 
million, accord ing  to s ta te  H ighw ay 
P atro l Capt. R obert B arefoot.

D am age in W ilmington and  New 
Hanover County w as e s tim a ted  a t 
$5.6 million, sa id  county inspections 
d irector Sky Conklin.

C aro lin a  P o w er & L ig h t Co. 
spokesm an M ac H arris sa id  abou t 
7,800 custom ers still had  no pow er a t  
dawn. At the height of the  sto rm , 
som e 42,000 custom ers lost pow er, 
officials said .

At the heigh t of th e  h u rr ic an e  
Thursday, 13,000 people w ere  being 
housed in 57 sh e lte rs in 13 counties, 
s a id  R ed  C ro ss  s p o k e s w o m a n  
JoAnne Jo n es. In South C arolina, 
m ore nearly  14,000 people spen t th e  
night in 16 sh e lte rs  along the  coast, 
officials said .

In Long B each, population 1,834, 
the two fron t s tre e ts  w ere  under four 
feet of w ater and  the  roof had  blown off the town hall.

G erald ine F e rra ro , D-N.Y., is ten ­
t a t i v e l y  s e t  f o r  O c t .  11 in  
Philadelphia , sa id  one source, who 
refu sed  to be quoted by nam e.

T he second p residen tia l d ebate  is 
scheduled  for Oct. 21 in K ansas City.

M l the dates and  locations w ere  
su b jec t to final ag reem en t betw een 
th e  R eag an  and  M óndale c a m ­
paign s, but th a t ag reem en t w as 
expec ted  a t a m eeting in  W ashington today .

A form al announcem ent on th e  
d eb a tes  was also likely today, th e  
so u rces added.

T he League of W omen Voters, 
w hich sponsored th e  p residen tia l 
election  confrontations in 1976 an d  
1980, is e x p ^ te d  to be  the  official 
sponsor again this y e a r, sa id  one

source fam iliar w ith the  ta lk s . T ha t 
would leave the co m m erc ia l televi- 
s i o n  n e t w o r k s ,  w h i c h  w o n

Potato ‘Breeding War’ Is On West Coast Offers Variety of Food Items:;
CORVALLIS. Ore. (AP) -  Potato 

researchers in the Pacific Northwest 
are engaged in a "breeding war" 
with their counterparts in the 
Midwest and Northeast, they say.

■ Victory will belong to the 
challengers -  the Midwest and 
Northeast — if their scientists can 
develop — at breed — a spwl as good 
as the Risset Burbank variety, says 
A1 Mosley, a crqp scientist at Or^on 
State University’s Agricultural 
Experim ent S tation . That is 
America’s favorite for baking and 
making the slender, golden french 
fries sold at fast food restaurants, he 
explains.

It won’t be easy, he adds.
*0» Northwest grabbed its top- 

poUto-producer position from the 
Northeast in the late 1950s. Now 
farlners in Idaho, Washington and 
Oregon have growing the Russet 
Bumnk, developed more than 100 
y e a r s  a g o  by th e i.fa m o u s  
horticulturist Luther Burbank' down 

.to a science.
Massive center-pivoting irrigation 

systems in some areas, moving like^ 
the sweep on a radar scope, regu-i 
larly douse water on perfectly^ 
circular 130-acre potato fields. ^

The potato thrives, in the sandy, 
irrigated desert soil,̂ j Mosley points 
out;-Some Northwest farmers get 
avwage yields of as much as 25 tons 
of high-quality tubers per acre. This 
is about twice as much as average 
yields for the potato varieties grown 
in states like North Dakota, New 
Yoric and Maine, where the Russet 
Burbank grows poorly.

Giant processing plants operate 24 
houK a day producing many of the 
more than 5 million pounds of french 
fries Americans eat annually.

Still, the region is looking over its 
shoulder.

“The Northwest grows about half 
the potatoes sold in this country, 
including about 75 percent of the 
baking and processing potatoes," 
said Mosley. “But nine-tenths of the 
breeding research is going on in the 
Midwest and Northeast. They must

have 13 or 14 breeding [XDgrams 
back there, and we have two. 
They’re trying to breed us rigiit out 
of business.

“ If they get a russet potato with 
good shape and quality — it really 
won’t have to yield that well — it’U 
give us a real hard time. Productioo 
costs are mudi lower there, lliey 
don’t have to irrigate, for one thing.

“Also,” be added, “the growers 
are sitting right next to New Y(m4(, 
Boston, Chicago, what have you. 
There are no big shippi^ costs like 
out here. The growers in New Y(Mrk 
woild be in seventh heaven if they 
had a good potato for french fries. 
The processing plants would move 
East ”

Not everyone in the East agrees 
with that assessment, though.

Ray Webb, chief potato breeder 
for the U.S. D epartm ent of 
Agriculture’s Agricultural Research 
Center at Beltsville, Md.,’i-admits 
that h developing a russet potato 
better adapted to the Midwest and 
East, from Maine to Florida, is “our 
major effort”  But the effect on 

\ Northwest growers shouldn’t be all 
[that significant, says Webb.
^ "The impact would be much less 
than is currently perceived because, 
even if we get the varieties we want, 
I don’t think our acreage for pro­
cessing potatoes will increase 
enough to give processors the total 
volume they need. We do about 10 
percent of the processing now. I’d 
guess it might go to 20 percent with a 
better russet,” he said.

The USDA researcher speculates 
that even with a better russet potato 
most Midwestern and Eastern farm­
ers would continue growing more 
profitable fresh market potatoes, 
and varieties used to make potato 
chips, and that Northwest growers 
could offset any losses by marketing 
more potatoes to Pacific Rim 
countries.

But the Northwest is not taking 
any chances.

"The Russet Burbank is suscepti­
ble to a number of diseases and

we’re under a lot (tf [xressure to 
breed fw resistance," said Joe 
Pavek, a USDA potato breeder 
stationed atpa University (rf Idaho 
research facility at Aberdera, Idaho. 
“Our growers have to have a 
superior potato because of that me 
great diradvantage — dtstance to 
market.”

In a tri-state jHrc^ram su^xMled 
by g ^ e r s ,  researchers in Idaho, 
Washúgtoo and Oregon are stepping 
up their attempts to breed a pc^to 
better than the Russet Burbank now 
grown. ’

“It’s interesting,’’ said Mosley. 
“ Under the su rface , there’s 
cooperation among the scimtists in 
different parts of the country -  
sharing of informatim and test 
varieties. It’s a good-natured rival­
ry. For one thing, we all know that a 
variety developed in one area just 
doesn’t do that well in anoth^ area. 
But the whole thing has very seriots 
consequences for the growers, lliey 
aren’t laughing.”

The war may be heating up, he 
said. ^

W ash in g to n , O regon  an d  
Califnmia have a frontage on the 
Pacific Ocean (rf more than 700 
miles, and from those states comes 
such fare as Olympia oysters, 
dungeness crab, rockfisb, shrimp 
and mussels.

Best known, perhaps, is the Pacif­
ic salmon, (rften called the greatest 
of sports fish. A (Mime source of food 
fix’ hundreds <A years, they hatch in 
fresh water river and streams, 
spend their adult years in the salt 
waters of the Pacific, thm return to 
the rivers to spawn.

Except for that and the 
occasional grazing cow or goat, the 
hilb are too steep for farming.

Monkeys sit on crumbling stone 
walls along the side of the twisting 
road. The walls are to keep vehicles 
from straying into oblivion but serve 
as grim reminders of those who 
ignored the “Better Late Than

Recognition
Textile Industry Wants Restrictions

It strikes us there should be another occasion of 
special recognition for Dr. Billy Graham. There 
have been many ih his p ^ t, but this would would be 
especially appropriate if the peace activists in the 
Western World chose to honor him.

The evangelist is once again in Russia, and while 
his message to the people there is one of proclaiming 
the gospel, his gospel’s message is one of peace. 
Some of that seed might fall on fallow ground.

Why not?
This American is strangely welcome in Russia. 

Perhaps it is because he plays by rules of the host 
government; he does not insult the atheist regime, 
and in turn obstacles to the Graham visits are 
almost pro forma and major barriers fall. Obviously 
the Kremlin almost trusts him.

In his current 12-day visit, Billy Graham will be in 
Leningrad, Tallinn, Moscow and Novosibirsk; for 
the first time he will be preaching outside Moscow.

True, the visit of the famous evangelist has some 
propaganda value; and this does not necessarily 
refer to consumption by observers abroad, but to the 
domestic variety. We are sure in our own minds the 
regime has an unspoken desire their people witness 
occasional evidence their government actually 
practices an element of democracy ... within reason, 
of course... so they bend a little to get a lot.

To be fair, odds are against Dr. Graham’s shaping 
the course of the world through his visit as an 
evangelist to the Soviet Union. Still, one can never 
be sure. He is strongly persuasive, and has (shall we 
say?) a friend known to lend a hand when the going 
gets rough.

The idea that peace activists should weigh a 
special recognition for Billy Graham is no casual 
thought. His voice and presence and a note of 
authority to the underplayed reminder that Chris­
tianity offers within itself a lifestyle that invites no 
more war.

House Speaker Liston Ramsey 
approved the special meeting after 
hearing from representatives of the 
industry, the N.C. Commerce De­
partm ent, the Employment Security 
Commission and other legislators.

Charles Dunn, lobbyist for the 
N .C . T e x t i l e  M a n u f a c tu r e r s  
Association, told that group that 
foreign im ports a re  killing the tex­
tiles, apparel and fiber industries 
and that the furniture and hosiery 
industries a re  also beginning to feel

the effects of an  American m arket 
that is wide open for foreign goods.

“ Unless something is done, and 
unfortunately I ’m not too optim istic 
for the rest of this year, we’re going 
to see m ore layoffs, ^some plant 
closings and profits will be a wash. 
Some companies will make a little 
and others will lose,” Dunn said 
during a meeting with the legislators 
and sta te  officials.

The “ som ething” Dunn would like 
to see done is imposition of trade  
restrictions. “ I’d prefer to say that 
w e’re  looking for fa ire r tra d e  
policies,” he said in an interview.

This is the tim e to strike, he said. 
Those policies would have to be

implemented in Washington and the 
politicians who would have to im­
pose them are  up for election. “ I 
would love to see W alter Móndale 
come down here, m aybe hold p r e ^  
conferences in Greensboro, Gastonia 
and Spartanburg (S.C.) and m ake 
essentially the sam e speech he m ade 
to the autoworkers up  in Michigan — 
just substitute textiles everywhere 
he said autom obiles,” Dunn said. 
“ T h a t w ould c a tc h  P re s id e n t 
Reagan’s attention and force him to 
make a move.”

Defusing The Issue
WASHINGTON lAP) -  After a 

week m arred  by complaints about 
P re s id e n t R eagan’s accessibility 
and about new rules governing 
coverage of the president. White 
House aides are  trying to defuse the 
issue.

On Tuesday, for example, Reagan 
a p p e a re d  before rep o rte rs  four 
tim es — which m ust be a record, 
given Deputy White House Chief of 
S taff Michael K. D eaver s well- 
known tactic  of scheduling only one 
public event a day in an  attem pt to 
re ta in  control over what story and 
what p ictures appear on the evening 
television news.

The president began the day by 
m eeting  w ith  R e p u b lic a n  con­
gressional leaders, which was closed 
to media coverage. But then he 
made pne of his ra re  appearances in 
the vyhite House press room to 
persop lly  announce he planned to 
meet with So\iet Foreign Minister 
Andrei Gromyko and to answer 
questions for 10 minutes.

That was followed by a picture- 
taking session in the Rose Garden 
w i t h  R e a g a n  a n d  N A T O  
Secretary-General Lord Carrington, 
during  which re p o r te r s  vain ly  
shouted questions a t the president.

And that w as followed by a
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meeting in the Cabinet Room 'at 
which R eagan, before cam eras, 
lersonally announced that the Soviet 
Jnion will be perm itted to buy an 

additional 10 million m etric tons of 
U.S. wheat and corn during the 
second year of its long-term grain 
agreem ent with the United States. 
No questions were asked during that 
session.

There was another switch a t  a 
brief session in the press room on 
Tuesday. The White House sets the 
time limit for how long Reagan will 
entertain questions, although, by 
tradition, the senior wire service 
correspondent ends the session by 
saying, “ Thank You.”

Usually, deputy White House press 
secretary  L arry  Speakes stands in a 
corner of the press room and signals 
to reporters to stop asking questions 
and also signals to the wire service 
reporter when to end the meeting.

But» on Tuesday, he stayed out of 
view, except to briefly step in the 
room to give the signal to the wire 
service correspondent to end the 
questioning period. As a result, it 
looked to m any people as if the 
c o rre sp o n d e n t had  u n ila te ra lly  
ended the questioning, when it fact it 
had been d ictated by the White 
House.

The traditional “ thank you” also 
gives Reagan the opportunity to 
blame the end of the session on the 
wire service correspondent.

“ I was hoping to get beyond the 
second row,” the president said 
Tuesday a f te r  the wire service 
reporter ended the questioning.

Although B ruce D rake of the New 
York Daily News had begun to ask  a 
question, R eagan said “ I can’t ” 
because the s ^ i o n  was over. -

A secret supporter of Sen. Charles 
H. Percy in his Senate race against 
Rep.

Martin Has Water Woes

‘ WILLIAMSTON -  At mid- 
' morning, water was rapidly rising 
on a number of Martin County roads, 
particularly on rural roads in 
various areas of the county.

J. B. Taylor, communications of­
ficers for the State Highway Patrol 
office, said “at this time (10:30 
a.m.) we have not had any reports of 
accidents or people being stalled due 
to water on the roads. Our advice to 
everybody is not to travel unless 
absolutely necessary, and to keep to 
major roads like U.S. 64, 11 and 17 
whenever possible.”

J. Comer Griffin, assistant super­
intendent of Martin County Schools, 
reported that Supt. Eugene Rogers 
“is out now with transportation 
officials checking road conditions. 

-Our plans are to attempt to keep 
schools going until one this after­
noon, but that may have to be 
changed. We’re keeing a close watch 
on the situation. One of the problems 
is that most pupils got drenched in

getting on buses and getting off at 
schools this morning. It’s an uncom­
fortable situation.”

Griffin added where roads may be 
impassable for buses, it might “in­
volve doing some doubling back on 
theschool bus routes.”

A member of The Enterprise news 
s t a f f ,  D e n n y  J e n k i n s ,  r e ­
ported,“When I drove in to work this 
morning before eight o’clock, there 
was nothing more than wet roads 
with a bit of water running across 
the road here and there. Less than 
two hours later, when I went out to 
check on conditions of the roads, I 
was amazed to find several places 
where long stretches of water are 
flowing at top speed across roads, 
with water two, three feet and 
possibly even deeper in some 
places.”

Roads Jenkins mentioned as hav­
ing stretches of heavy water include 
the Prison Camp Road, which is the 
shortcut back road from Williamston 
to Greenville, McGaskey Road that 
links the western part of Williamston ■

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South African 
Constitution 
Still Denies 
Black Vote

JOHANNESBURG. South Africa 
(AP) — After two weeks of black 
riots and a fresh spate of bombings, 
P.W. Botha was sworn in as state 
president today under a new con­
stitution that still denies the vote to 
South .Africa's black majority.

Botha, prime minister since 1978. 
was the architect of the new system 
c re a tin g  s e p a ra te  houses of 
Parliam ent for the Asj^an and

m ixed-race  m in o ritie s  to s it 
a longside  the  ex is ting  w hite 
chamber. The Parliament convenes 
Tuesday.

In the coastal city of Durban, six 
non-white opposition leaders sought 
by security police remained at the 
British consulate today, where they 
took refuge on Thuréday, British 
diplomats said. Britain has allowed 
them to stay but refused to intervene 
on their behalf.

John Hedley, a British Embassy 
spokesman in Pretoria, said the 
fugitives were awaiting a response 
to a message their lawyer sent to the 
Ministry of Law and Order. But the 
minister of law and order, LouisXe 
Grange, refused to negotiate with 
the opposition leaders, and a 
clergyman who visited the six said 
they planned to remain in the 
consulate indefinitely.

Chief Justice Pierre Rabie ad­

ministered the oath of office for 
state pr^ident, which replaces the 
post of {Mime minister, to Botha at a 
mcMTiing ceremmiy in Cape Town at 
the Great Church, near Parliament.

Botha, in his inauguration speech, 
said change could not come to the 
divi(ted nation overnight.

“We pledge ourselves to strive 
toward the protection of the princi­
ples of human dignity, liberty and 
property of all in our midst,” he 
said. “We vow to uphold and defend 
Christian values and civilized norms 
as well as freedom of faith and 
worship.”

“ Our state must maintain a 
particular character. That character 
can only be built on orderly gov­
ernment and respect for our dif­
ferent population groups and peo­
ples, their traditions, their hopes and 
ideals,” Botha said. His speech did 
not specifically mention the nation’s

22 millioD blacks, who will cimtinue 
to he denied a voice in the gov­
ernment.

The fmmdation (tf Botha’s Naü(Muü 
Party rule has been separate devel­
opment for the races, which has 
resulted in an array of laws that 
guarantee white privilege.

The constitution has been billed as 
a step toward raw  refwrn, but 
critics say it entrenches white privi­
lege since the white chamber will 
have the final say over the other 
two.

A surprise guest at Botha’s 
swearing-in ceremony was black 
guerrilla chieftain Jonas Savimbi, 
who heads the main rebel army 
fighting the Marxist government in 
Angola.

“ I cam e here freely ,”  said 
Savimbi, who admits receiving aid 
from South Africa, Africa’s last 
white-ruled nation. “It is a fact.

Nati(Hiwide, police said 41 have 
been killed in the unrest since Aug. 
31, and about 300 have been injured. 
Most of the violence has been in 
black townships around Johan­

nesburg and near imlustrial tofns to 
the south.

However, clergym en irf the 
wiNTSt-hit townships said at least 39 
riot victims, and possibly 41, yvould 
be buried in mass funerals Saturday. 
Police had said 31 blacks died in 
those southern townships in lioting 
lastwedc.

The six opposition leaders, who 
asked the British on Thursitey to 
intervene on their behalf, spait the 
night in the seventh floor consulate 
offices and were still there this 
morning, British diplomats said.

British officials denied their re­
quest for intervention but did not 
force them to leave.

At least five of the six were among 
more than 40 political leaders jailed 
without charges by the government 
in August. They are leaders of 
groups that organized boycotts.

Roof Fall 
Hinders 
Recovery 
At Mine

SHIELDS, Ky. (AP) — A crumbl­

ing shale ceiling forced workers to 
delay efforts to recover the bodies of 
Iwo miners killed by a huge slab of 
falling rock deep inside a coal mine, 
an official says.

Crews recovered two bodies 
•Thursday morning, but ran for

safety about 4 p.m. when rock b ^ a n  
falling in Bon Trucking Co.’s No. 2 
mine, sa id  David Jones, ad- 
ministratcM- of the state medical 
examiner program.

“We coulcta’t hear it from the 
outside, but they started comii^ out. 
Two or three guys indicated it was 
about as scared as they’ve ever been 
inamine,” JoMssaid.

Jones said he believed rubble fnun 
the second fall may have covered 
the last two bodies, delaying their 
removal from the shaft, perhaps for 
days.

“ I think they’ll be lucky to get 
anyone out by tomorrow (Friday),” 
Jones said.

Early today, recovery crews re­
mained in the mine, pumping water 
out of the accident site.

The four miners were killed 1,600 
feet inside the mine Wednesday.

Federal records show that roof-fall

fatalities in the Kentucky coalfields 
are up substantially in 1984, com­
pared to the same period last vear. 
A total of 26 workers have died this 
year, with 14 involved in roof falls. 
In the same term of 1983, there were 
12 fatalities and four related to roof 
falls.

As of Sept. 13,1982, there had been 
40 mining-industry fatalities, with 13 
in roof falls.

Harvey L. Napier, president of 
Bon Trucking Co., which operates 
four u n d e i^u n d  mines and one 
surface mine in Harlan County, 
declined comment on the latest 
accident until after the recovery 
effort ended.

State Mines and Minerals Com­
missioner Willard Stanley, who said 
it would be days before an official 
investigation begins, identified the 
dead miners as Mike King, 19, 
Johnny E. Lipfird, 34, Danny R.

Simpson, 27, and Bill Worthington, 
whose age was not known. All were 
from Harlan County.

Hie bodies (A King and Simpson 
were tak en  to Louisville for 
autc^ies by state patholc^ts. The 
post-mwtems would show “whether 
they died instantly or if they had 
been alive for some time and could 
have been saved if someone had 
gotten to them,” Jones said.

Thursday’s prepress in recovering 
the bodies was measured in inches, 
said Rick Ayers, a  Bon Trucking Co. 
miner who worked with the 20- 
member recovery team.

“You have to watch it as you 
work. It’s real slow. They’re having 
to break the rock by hand with 
hammers,” he said.

Flatbed trucks loaited with tim­
bers and wooden blocks used to 
slKire up the roof chugged up the 
dusty road leading to the mine

pm*tal, located about 1 mile off 
Kmtucky 38 in Harlan County’s 
Possum Hollow.

'ITie roof, Stanley said, was “so 
tender, so fragile, it won’t hold up 
the jacks. ... Pieces are breaking 
off”

Rescuers were stacking wooden 
blocks one on another to s u f ^ r t  the 
roof, Stanley said. “That’s the only 
way you can hold up a heavy roof,” 
he said.

The recovery team was under 
strict orders to move slowly to shore 
up the roof before trying to remove 
any bodies, he said.

“ It’s laminated shale -  rocks that 
are not bound ti^ether strongly,” he 
said. “I’d rather be a few hours 
longer and not have another one 
(accident) on our hands. People in 
the profession can’t afford that.”

The ceiling in the immediate area 
of the accident was not supported by 

■ yr ■- .  ,  -  -
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roof bolts, Stanley said. It was 
supported, instead, with straight 
timbers, as called for in the com­
pany's roof-support plan filed with 
the state, he said.

Burger No. 2 miners, Stanley said, 
were under instructions to install 
roof bolts in unsafe areas. “’These 
bolts extend six. seven or eight feet 
into the rock.... With the fallen rock 
as massive as it is. I don’t think the 
roof bolts would have helped in this 
case,” he said.

He said he had ideas about what 
might have caused the cave-in, but 
would not comment until after the 
investigation.

CHICAGO (AP) — People with 
heart disease who exercise to com­
bat its dangers may gain only 
“relatively modest” benefits from 
their efforts, researchers said in a 
report published today.

Their conclusion stems from a 
study of 146 middle-age, male volim- 
teers with known heart disease' — 
either a history of heart attack, 
exercise-related chest pain or heart 
bypass surgery.

The subjects were divided into two 
groups: 72 participated in a year­

long, supervised exercise prograip,

After one year, the men who had 
exercised showed several improve- 
ments’juT'their overall fitness — 
lowered resting heart rates, im­
proved work capacity and improved

Móndale Ignores The Polls

ST. LOUIS (AP) -  Walter F. 

Móndale, shrugging off hostile ques­
tions in Mississippi and polls show­
ing President Reagan with a wide 
lead, is plugging away at his issues 
strategy in the belief that it’s his 
best chance for victory.

The D em ocra tic  p re sid en tia l 
nominee appeared in a jovial mood 
when he arrived Thursday night in 
St. Louis^iwhere he will deliver a 
speech on the federal budget deficit 
today at Washington University.

When a reporter asked him about 
recent polls saying he was any'where 
from 12 to 16 points behind Reagan

nationwide, the candidate grinned 
and replied: “You can stuff those 
polls.”

M óndale began T h u rsd ay  in 
Tupelo, Miss., where he described 
th e  R eag an  a d m in i s t r a t i o n ’s 
domestic policies as “nothing short 
of official cruelty.”

He accused Reagan of “ trying to 
almost destroy the Medicare pro­
g ram ” and then asked. “ What kind 
of people are we? Do we want to do 
that to our senioncitizens?”

“Of all the mean-spirited ways, of 
all the shameful ways to o it  money 
out of that budget,” he added.

The religious issue came up when 
the meeting was opened to questions 
from the audience; A young man 
who identified himself as a senior at 
the University of Mississippi said the 
D em ocratic p latfo rm  supported 
abortion and gay rights and was 
anti-religious. He told Móndale: 
“ You certainly don’t represent 
Mississippi values.”

“ Anti-religious?” said Móndale. 
“ Where do you get that?”

The former vice president went on 
to say, “ I have my faith and it’s my 
whole being and I believe that’s true 
of you. too.

“ And what makes America great 
I is that our faith isTcontrolled by 
ourselves, our conscience and ourO  
God.”

The audience applauded loudly. 
E a r lie r , Jam es Quackenbush. 

Mondale’s Southern coordinator, 
said he thought the candidate was 
winning support in the region with 

J iis  stand on religion.

“ I’ve never seen him get bigger 
applause,” he said.

(Quackenbush sa id  M ondale’s 
proposal to raise some taxes but 
place all revenue from those in -- 
creases into a trust fund to be used '' 
exclusively to reduce budget deficits 
“sends a real good signal” to people 
in the fiscally conservative Southern 
states.

While conceding that Reagan is 
very popular in the region, the 
Móndale aide said  people^ ^are 
listening to what the Democratic 
nominee is saying about budget 
deficits.

Jam es A. Johnson, the Móndale 
campaign chairman, shrugged off 
the polls by saying, “ I think that’s 
roughly where we a re .” He a t­
tributed the figures to Reagan’s 
“personal popularity and the fact 
the voters have not yet focused on 
the issues.”

Móndale got an enthusiastic re­
sponse later in the day from p ^ p le  
who sat in blistering heat in a 
soybean barn in Jackson, Tenn., to 
hear him lambast Reagan farm 
policies. “Under Mr. Reagan, 200,000 
farmers have lost their farm s,” said 
Móndale.

LA(K)S, Nigeria (AP) — A British 

special envoy has been meeting with 
top Nigerian officials to discifss 
relations between the countries that 
were strained by the attempted 
kidnapping in July of a Nigerian 
exile in Britain.

Sir Roger Du Boulay, a retired 
diplomat who served in Nigeria from 
1948 to 1958, has been in Lagos since 
Tuesday.

Research Finds Kids With Early 
Education Start Perform Better

: WASHINGTON (AP) -  Twenty-

; and teenage pregnancy.

t* The study, conducted with gov- 
sernment aid and grants from the 
¡I Carnegie Corporation of New York 
ând other foundations, found that at 

«age 19:

—59 percent of the preschool 
graduates were employed, com­
pared with only 32 percent of the 
rest.

-Two-thirds were high school 
graduates, compared with just un­
der half the comparison group.

—38 percent had enrolled in col­
lege or a post-secondary vocational 
school, compared with 21 percent of 
the others.

—On a test of functional com­
petence, 61 percent of the preschool 
group scored at or above average, 
while only 38 percent of the others 
did as well.

-Fewer than a third of the 
preschool group had ever been 
arrested or detained, compared with 
half the others.

—18 percent of the preschool group 
were on welfare, compared with 32 
percent of the others

—Only 1 in 6 of the preschool 
group later required expensive 
special education classes for slow 
learners; almost 3 in 10 of the rest 
did.

—The teen-age pregnancy rate 
was almost half as great for girls 
from the preschool group as for their 
peers.

The program cost $1,589 per child 
two decades ago, or $4,818 in 1981 
dollars. But the savings in special 
education alone, in 1981 dollars, was 
$7,082 each, the researchers said.

And when the savings from re­
duced welfare and crime and in­
creased earnings are factored in, 
society benefits from a 7-to-l payoff 
on that year of preschool education.

The benefit-cost ratio was only half 
as great for the two-year program, 
the study said.

Drs. Julius B. Richmond, a former 
U.S. surgeon general, and Milton 
Kotelchuck of Harvard University’s 
School of Public Health, called the 
study “ a very important de­
monstration that high-quality pre­
school intervention can prevent de­
velopmental attrition and can make 
a positive impact on the future lives 
of its participants.’’

In recent years, studies have 
repeatedly shown that poor children 
who took part in preschool programs 
such as Head Start or who get 
federally financed remedial help in 
elementary school fare better later 
and, perhaps most importantly, had 
more positive attitudes about their 
schooling.

Head Start, launched in 1965 as 
part of Lyndon Johnson’s War on 
Poverty, is now a $1 billion-a-year 
program reaching 430,000 poor 
children. It was part of the so-called 
“safety net” that President Reagan 
left intact. [;---a

But the study said 4.5 million of 
the 20.3 million American children 5 
and under live in poverty, and they 
are still underserved.

The children of the study lived in a 
neighborhood on the south side of 
Ypsilanti — a town near Detroit — 
that was the attendance area for the 
Perry Elementary School.

The study has cost $3.5 million 
over the 22 years. Weikart said the 
researchers plan to keep following 
the Ypsilanti group to age 26.

Kornblum performed the three- 
hour autopsy on the 59-year-old 
Capote on Aug. 26, a day after he 
died at the Bel-Air home of Joanne 
Carson, the divorced second wife of 
talk show host Johnny Carson.

Toxicological tests found 
barbiturates, valium, anti-seizure 
drugs and pain killers similar to the 
numerous prescribed medicines 
found at Ms. Carson’s home, a

“The toxicity was a contributing 
factor, but not lethal,’’ coroner’s 
spokesman Bill Gold said. “ If it had 
not been for the liver problems, the 
intake of medications would not 
have been a problem.

“The liver is the key thing here,’’ 
he said, noting that the liver serves 
as the body’s detoxifier.

The coroner’s office previously 
revealed that Capote suffered from 
phlebitis and epilepsy, but the liver 
condition, the emphysema and in­
take of medicines had hot been 
established.

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Pope Blasts Secular Society 
As Canadian Trip Continues

HALIFAX, Nova Scotia (AP) — 
Pope John Paul II, hammering away 
at the faults of secular society, today 
tackles the theme of technology as 
he takes his cross-country pilgrim­
age to Canada’s largest city, 
Toronto.

The pope wound up his last full 
day in the maritime provinces on 
Thursday with more denunciation of 
society’s emphasis on profit over the 
needs of people.

For his sermons and speeches in 
Toronto, a thriving, ethnically mixed 
city of 3 million people, John Paul 
has chosen the theme of “ technology 
and the human person.’’ More than 1 
million Roman Catholics live in 
Toronto, a number second only to 
Montreal.

Six days into his 12-day pilgrim-.G’ 
age, the Polish-born pontiff has 
pounded away at what he sees as the 
ills of modern society.

On Thursday evening in Halifax, 
Canada’s most important eastern 
seaport, he called on lay Catholic 
workers to “proclaim by action your 
respect for life, your social concern, 
your rejection of materialism and 
consumerism.”

Added the pope: “You are called 
to exemplify purity of life and. if you 
are married, to be living signs of 
conjugal fidelity and of the in­
dissolubility of marriage, just as 
Christ preached them.”

In a brief appearance before a 
youth rally at a Halifax park, the 
pope said modern families are 
“ threatened by divorce, porno­
graphy, alcohol and drug abuse.”

The youngsters serenaded the 
pontiff, who wore a cream-colored 
overcoat against the cool night air as 
he rode through the crowd in a 
partially open limousine.

Earlier Thursday the pope spent 
seven hours in Moncton, New 
Brunswick, his last stop in 
French-speaking Canada.

As in his other stops in the Atlantic 
provinces, Canada’s poorest region, 
-the pope called for greater emphasis 
on people’s needs.

At an open-air Mass in a muddy 
field, he urged 100,000 worshipers to 
live a simple life of sharing “ in 
contrast with the present race for 
profit, consumption and artificial 
gratification.” u.

He also emphasized the im­
portance of respecting human 
rights, “ including the right to life 
from the moment of conception.” 

Before leaving St. John’s, New­
foundland, John Paul made a detour 
to the waterfront to meet the Polish 
crew of the schooner Gedania, trad­
ing them rosaries for a T-shirt 
bearing the design of the Gdansk 
yacht club.

Still more reminders of home 
await the pope in Toronto, where

tens of thousands of Polish- 
Canadians are preparing a rousing 
greeting for him tonight in Varsity 
Stadium at the University of 
Toronto.

Toronto’s population includes 
large colonies of immigrants from 
Italy, China, Portugal and Eastern 
Europe.

After Toronto, the pope heads west 
for the heart of mainly Protestant, 
English-speaking Canada.

Two Decontaminated 
After Nuclear Leak
RANIER, Ore. (AP) — Two main­

tenance workers have been “suc­
cessfully decontaminated” after 
coming in contact with radioactive 
water during a cooling system leak 
at the Trojan Nuclear Plant, utility 
officials said.

Bill Babcock, a spokesman for 
Portland General Electric Co., said 
the leak was inside the reactor 
containment building and didn’t pose 
a hazard.

The utility said an “unusual 
event” — which requires notification 
of federal officials — was declared 
at the plant Thursday because the 
leakage was above technical 
specification limits and required the 
action.

There was no evacuation at the,___
facility, Babcock said. ü i,

Babcock said it was impossible to 
say how much radiation exposure 
the two men received.

“ It’s like getting radioactive dirt 
on the skin. You aren’t going to get a 
lot of radiation,” he said. “But if you 
get it on your hands and eat a 
sandwich, you get it inside you.”

Edmisten Cool To Martin Proposal

• ministrati ve nightmare.”
‘ “He is sympathetic about those on 
; fixed incomes,” said Hoover. “But 
*he has reservations about how

workable it would be. It would 
present serious problems for the 
grocery stores in collection and 
verification.”

Martin said the sales tax exemp­
tion could be implemented several 
ways, including reimbursing the 
elderly by providing them with a 
credit on their state income tax.

Also Thursday, Edmisten an­
nounced the formation of an Execu­
tive Business Advisory Council he 
said will advise him on business and 
economic development matters 
during his administration.

Members of the council include 
former U.S. Commerce Secretary 
Juanita Kreps, Hector McLean, 
chairman of Southern National 
Bank, and Ike Belk, an official with 
the Belk Stores Group.

“We must continue effective pro­
grams and policies that have l̂ en 
instituted in the past five to ten 
years,” Edmisten told the council 
members. “But we must also take 
on the challenge of doing even better 
in promoting economic development 
and industrial diversification 
throughout the state.”

David Flaherty says a private audit 
of Gov. Jim Hunt’s use of state 
aircraft for political trips creates a 
conflict of interest for the private 
accounting firm.

BOONE, N.C. (AP) — Recruiting 
industry to mountain counties can 
prompt disappointment in areas 
where the only bargaining chip is 
usually cheap labor, says a Mars 
Hill College social science professor.

“When we win (industry), we will 
win it, in most instances, at a very 
heavy price,” Donald N. Anderson, 
chairman of the Department of 
Social and Behavior Sciences at 
Mars Hill, told members of the 
Appalachian Consortium.

“That whole ball game of selling 
one’s county — that price gets 
extremely high,” he said Wednes­
day.

He said a county can best serve its 
citizens and preserve its culture by 
giving incentives to existing in­
dustries to expand or maintain their 
employment levels.

In addition, Anderson recom­
mends counties petition the federal 
government to preserve revenue 
sharing and block-grant programs to

jobs in high-technology industries, 
he said.

Zoning can be important in the 
development of industry in the 
mountains, Anderson said. “It’s one 
mechanism where you can direct 
and structure growth in the coun­
ties.”

He also said a county such as 
Watauga shouldn’t focus solely on 
tourism as an industry, because 
diversification is the key to a healthy 
local economy.

J. Paul Combs, chairman of the 
Watauga County Commissioners, 
said he thinks his county should push 
for industrial recruiting.

“Our kids shouldn’t get out of high 
school and spend their lives working 
in local restaurants,” Combs said.

He agreed that tourism won’t be 
able to support the county’s growth 
entirely, adding that the business 
tends to bring industries with low- 
paying jobs like restaurants.

The Kentucky Farm Bureau Fed­
eration is considering a proposal to 
reduce pressures on its tobacco 
program by making a generic 
cigarette.

Not all growers support the idea, 
suggested Wednesday by Jack 
Biehn, chairman of the farm 
bureau’s advisory committee, to 
directors of the Burley Tobacco 
Growers Cooperative.

Harrison County burley producer 
Joe McDaniel, president of the 
cooperative, said he thought the 
cigarette companies wouldn’t 
welcome the competition.

“Just off the cuff, I would think 
the big, billion-dollar companies 
would have the upper hand on any 
competition against them ,” 
McDaniel said. “They are so big and 
diversified, they could just lower 
their price, rely on their other 
businesses to carry them for a while 
and run any small competitor out of 
business.” -

Yet, McDaniel agreed that some­
thing had to be done to keep more 
tobacco from going into the 
cooperative pool, driving up the 
no-net cost deductions from farmers’ 
paychecks “and perhaps even de­
stroying the entire program.” He 
said he favors reducing the support 
price to entice tobacco companies to 
buy more U.S. burley.

“It is still in the talking stages, but 
we have already appointed a conv 
mittee and it’s being seriously 
looked into at this time by soliciting 
input from other burley groups," 
said Biehn, a burley farmer in 
Pendleton County.

He said it may be possible to 
produce a generic cigarette and 
make money for the producer.

“We would not only lower stocks in 
the pool and the no-net cost charge 
by using the surplus burley to make 
the generic cigarette, but we could 
bypass the middleman and go direct 
to the retail outlet... like vegetable 
growers do at roadside stands, to 
keep our costs to a minimum," 
Biehn said

"This may sound like a remote 
proposal, but any and all ideas on 
how to relieve the pressures now 
being applied to the program should 
be considered and studied 
carefully," Biehn said. "You don’t 
know if something will or won’t work 
until it has been thoroughly re­
searched." -

SAN JUAN, Puerto Rico (AP) — A 
Protestant evangelist who draws 
large crowds at his rallies is leading 
a cam|»ign against Pope John Paul 
Il’s visit here Oct. 12, chaining that 
it is aimed at undercutting a grow­
ing fundamentalist influence on this 
predominantly Roman Catholic 
island.

Catholic Church officials say that 
the anti-papal rhetoric has become 
so stident that they are worried the 
seven-hour papal s tc^v e r could be 
marred by violence.

The Rev. Jo rg e  R a sc h k e ’s 
“Clamor to God” fundamentalist 
rallies have been heavily anti-pope 
since the papal visit was announced 
earlier this year.

A Labor Day rally featured as 
speakers three top political figures, 
including the island’s governor, who 
are Roman Catholics.

Raschke also has placed a series 
of radio commercials denouncing 
what he ca lls  “ id o la try  and 
paganism” of the Catholic Church, 
meaning its veneration of saints and 
belief in papal infallibility.

The preacher is the coordinator 
and fund-raiser for as many as 100 
i n d i v i d u a l  f u n d a m e n t a l i s t  
evangelical churches in Puerto Rico. 
He also conducts religious radio 
programs and preaches in tents 
around the island.

Raschke claims his purpose is 
educational.

“We hold no hatred for him (the 
pope) as a person,” Raschke said in 
an interview. “What we are talking 
about, and urging the public (to 
r ecogn i ze ) ,  is the  r e l i g ious  
significance of the figure of the 
pope.” Raschke calls on his follow­
ers to lift their voices directly to 
God. “not through another man as 
intermediary.”

He contended in the interview that 
the pope’s visit is political, and 
designed to stem the growth of the 
evangelical sects. He accused the 
Catholic hierarchy of using the visit 
to try to stir up an atmosphere of 
persecution against evangelists.

“We believe that this pope, for all

his smiles, is the shrewdest leader 
the (Catholic) Church has bad in 
many years,” Raschke said.

He denied that he and other 
fundamentalists are inciting their 
followers to violence. He said they 
are u i^ ii^  their foUowers to stay 
away from activities involving the 
pq» , including an i^ n -a ir  Mass 
that Catholic officials expect will 
draw 500,000 people. Hie pope also 
will visit the Dominican Republic cm 
his tour.

The visit here will be the first by a 
pope to this U.S. Commonwealth, 
which has been Catholic-dominated 
since its settlement by Spain four 
centuries ago. But Catholic officials 
a d m i t  t h a t  t h e  P r o t e s t a n t  
evangelicals have made major gains 
in recent years.

Varimis church officials estimate 
that as many as 30 percent of the 
island’s 3.2 million residents are now 
Protestants, although there is no 
breakdown between those who are 
fundamentalists and those who are 
members of mainstream groups, 
such as Methodists, Presbyterians, 
Episcopalians and Lutherans.

Catholic Church conflicts with 
prominent Puerto Ricans are also 
believed to have added to the growth 
of the fundamentalists here. The late 
Luis Munoz Marin, political leader 
of the island for three decades, was 
threatened with excommunication 
by the church in the 1960s after he 
advocated birth control.

Merchants and some politicians 
have been at odds with the church 
because of the Catholic hierarchy’s 
staunch opposition to ending a 
long-standing ban on the opening of 
stores and businesses on Sundays.

Puerto Rico’s No. 1 television 
personality. Iris (Siacon, became a 
"born again” Protestant Christian in 
July, a year after she drew criticism 
from the Catholic Church for her 
sexy dance routines and a sug­
gestive television commercial.

The Rev. Efrain Rodriguez, secre­
tary to Cardinal Luis Aponte 
Martinez and press coordinator for

the pope's visit, said the church 
views the evangelists’ campaign 
with great cimcem, adding that 
“strict security measures” will be in 
effect during the stopover.

“We are more concerned about the 
intellectual and religious confusion 
being implanted in the (Thristian 
public,” Rodriguez said.

But he added that the rhetoric 
creates a climate for confrontations.

The Evangelical Council, which 
groups t radi t ional  P ro te s tan t 
churchmen here, has condemned the 
actions of Raschke and other fun­
damentalist leaders and has tried to 
get them to st(^.

The Rev. Jose Lebrón Velazquez, 
the council presiitent, said telephone 
dalls to Raschke to discuss the 
matter have gone unanswered.

Lebrón was also critical of the 
Labor Day rally in San Juan by 
Raschke’s “Grupos de Avivamiento, 
Inc.” — Revival Groups, Inc. " I t 's^  
an anti-pope activity,” said L ebrón,^  
pastor of the United Evangelical 
Church. ^

Raschke claimed 150,000 people 
attended the rally on the grounds of 
the Capitol building. Reporters 
estimated the crowd at half that 
figure, still considered an im­
pressive turnout for a religious 
activity here.

Among the speakers at the rally 
were Gov. Carlos Romero Barcelo. 
former Gov., Rafael Hernandez 
Colon, and Senate President Miguel 
Hernandez Agosto, all Roman 
Catholics.

Raschke said he had planned to 
hold the rally on the day of the 
pope’s visit but changed his mind 
because of Lebrón and others.

Lebrón said there are more areas 
in which Catholics and Protestants 
agree than those that divide them.
He mentioned as examples John 
Paul’s positions condemning the 
arms race, nuclear weapons and 
ihnrtinn ^  ~ i----- — ^

“We here are differences, but th a t. 
this is not the moment to emphasize 
those differences,’’ Lebrón said.

Baha'i Execution
WILMETTE, 111, (AP) -  Officials 

of the B aha’i faith say that 
Manuchehr Ruhi, 52, a pharmacist, 
has been executed by Islamic 
authorities in Iran because of his 
faith, the latest of more than 170 
Baha’is slain there.

More than 750 others are reported 
in prison. “Mr. Ruhi was a highly 
respected member of his community 
an(l of his profession,” says Robert 
Henderson of the National Spiritual 
Assembly of Baha’is in the U.S.

“It’s important that we be up front 
about how religion and politics are 
connected, rather than hiding from 
it,” he says. “We need dialogue on 
the connections between politics and 
our value systems.”

The pioneering study he headed 
involved extensive interviews with a 
cross-section of U.S. Congress 
members, exploring their religious 
beliefs compared with their positions 
in eight key legislative areas.

It was found that the relationships 
were so close that how legislators 
stood on the various issues could be 
projected by knowing just half of 
their respective religious profiles.

“We found that religious beliefs 
and values are strongly related to 
voting behavior in each of the eight 
legislative areas, ranging from mili­
tary expenditure to civil liberties,” 
Benson says.

He says both President Reagan 
and Democratic presidential can­
didate Walter Móndale have been 
fuzzy about the matter — Móndale 
by implying religion should be kept 
out of piolitics, Reagan by implying 
only his way upheld religion.

But consider Curtis Adams. Who’s he?
Adams is the number two man behind McCallum.

IRS Contribution Ruling 
Could Alter Fund-Raising

By The .Associated Press 
Internal Revenue Service officials 

and North Carolina college athletic 
administrators confirm that a recent 
IRS ruling on rewarding con­
tributors with athletic tickets may 
alter big-time college fund-raising.

“The interpretation appears pre­
tty cut and dried,” said Lee R. 
Monks, assistant director for the IRS 
in North Carolina. “It underlines the 
definition of a charitable contribu­

tion as a gift with no strings 
attached. When a donor derives a 
benefit like a preferred ticket, the 
ruling indicates his contribution 
cannot be tax-exempt.”

The ruling, issued without warning 
on Tuesday, states in f«rt: “A 
contribution to an athletic schol­
arship program that is required to 
be made in order to obtain the right 
to purchase a preferred season 
ticket to a university’s home football

Independent TV Stations 
Seeking Football Rights

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) -  An 
association of independent television 
stations has filed a pair of antitrust 
suits aimed at opening the way for 
telecasts of more college football 
games.

The suits, filed Thursday in Fed­
eral courts in Oklahoma City and 
Los ^ e l e s ,  seek to break what the 
association contends are restrictive 
agreements involving the College 
Football Association, two major 
conferences not in the association,
ABC, CBS and ESPN (the cable 
television network).

In the court action the Association

Sales Contradict Predictions
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ByTIMBOVEE

DETROIT (AP) — The prediction 
held by some analysts that demand 
for automobiles would weaken failed 
to materialize in early September, 
when consumers "hungry” for 
automobiles boosted sales at the 
nation’s automakers.
' The six companies reported a 29.7 
percent increase in sales during the 
period over early September of last 
year, the best showing at this time of 
year since 1982.

"The inventory more than any­
thing else is distorting the figures,” 
said David Bloom, an automotive 
analyst for First Boston Corp.

The present mix between 1984 
models, nearing the end of their 

les year, and the 1985 models 
going on sale next month, also 
clouded the sales reports for Sept.° 
MO. Bloom said.

Altogether. 150,240 cars were sold 
in early September, compared with 
132,333 in the year-ago period.

“I would expect that you won’t 
really be able to see a true trend in 
sales until a month or two more of 
data,” Bloom said.

The se^onally adjusted annu­
alized rate’ for Sept. 1-10 was 8.2 
million,  ̂compared with 6.3 million 
for the same time in 1983. according 
to the industry journal Ward’s 
Automotive Reports. ^

“We were expecting somewhere 
around the 7.5 million to 7.7 million 
level.” said Scott Merlis. automotive 
analyst with Shearson Lehman- 
i^erican Express.

“Consumer demand remains very 
strong, despite the fact that interest 
rates over the past three to six

months have increased steadily. The 
consumers are hungry for new 
cars,” Merlis said.

Merlis said he expects a slowdown 
in the sales rate this month because 
of supply shortageis among all the 
major automakers.

At the end of August, GM had 49 
days supply of cars; Ford, 70 days; 
and Chrysler, 74 days, Merlis said.

Sales this year through Sept. 10 
totaled 5,684,158 cars, up 24.2 percent 
from the 4,575,183 sold during the 
comparable period last year.

Ford Motor Co. led the Big Three 
automakers with a 36.8 percent 
increase in car sales for the lO îay 
period, compared with a 35.4 percent 
increase for Chrysler Corp. and a 
24.1 percent increase for General 
Motors Corp. q  j i  1^3 ^

American Motors Corp. reported a 
15.6 percent increase in sales; Amer­
ican Honda Motor Co. In., a 159.7 
percent increase; a.id Volkswagen 
of America Inc., a 24.2 percent 
decrease.

The percentage comparisons were _  
based on sales per day. The KMay,^ 
period this year contained seven 
selling days, compared with eight 
selling days last year.

The year-to-date periods this year 
and last year each-contained 213 
selling days, allowing direct com­
parison of the sales figures.

In last year’s period, Honda’s Ohio 
assembly plant was not in full 
production, inflating the change 
when compared to this year.

The drop in Volkswagen’s sales 
reflect the company’s switchover 
from the Rabbit to a new subcom­
pact called the Golf.

Mac is volatile and impulsive, tells 
terrible jokes, wears loud Hawaiian 
shirts, lives on the beach and has a 
friend who owns a teiicopter tour 
service. All that’s missing are Ilig- 
gins, tte  dogs and the red Ferrari 
from “Magnum, P.I.”

McCracken’s character is harder 
to pin down. Sometimes he raises his 
voice, but mostly he just seems to 
fade into the wallpaper.

The movie special shows how Mac 
and Andy start out in Chicago 
(where it’s icy cold and crime- 
ridden and very depressing) and end 
up in Honolulu (where it’s warm and 
crime-ridden and lots of fun). Mac 
feels the tension and the final straw 
comes when he’s passed over for 
promotion because his policeman 
father is in prison for taking a bribe.

Mac coldcocks Andy and loads 
him aboard a jumbo jet, next stop

Honolulu. The first person they run 
into is Maggie, whose father is in 
narcotics trouble up to his lei. The 
second person is Irene (Tracy 
Scoggins), a beautiful blonde who 
runs a helicopter service, which 
comes in very handy when things get 
sticky.

At their first tourist stq[> Mac and 
Andy are caught in the middle of a 
gunfight (involving Maggie’s fa­
ther), wind up in ^ 1 , where they’re 
recruited as undercover cops by 
Maj. Oshira (Mako), whose brother 
is the narcotics kingpin behind it all. 
You can pretty much figure out the 
rest of it.

The show is fast-paced, doesn’t 
take itself too seriously, and the 
scenery is nice.

NBC’s “Miami Vice” is another 
new detective series in which two 
disparate p artners  are  joined 
together to fight crime.

In this case, it’s Sonny Crockett 
(Don Johnson), a good of boy who

lives (Ml a boat with an alligator 
n a in ^  Elvis, and Ricardo Tubbs 
(Philip Michael Thomas), an intense 
yet flamboyant black detective from 
New York who’s loiriiing for the 
Colombian drug dealer who killed 
his brother.

As undercover partners. Sonny 
and Ricardo will pique your interest. 
The pilot is intriguing and involving 
and reminiscent of the sassy flavor 
of “Hill Street Blues.” Which is no 
accident. Anthony Yerkovich, the 
co-executive producer and writer, 
formerly produced “Hill Street.”

The two-hour pilot will be on 
Sunday night, and then the series 
moves to Friday nights.

“Miami Vice” is a very violent 
show about the very violent drug 
scene in Florida. Reportedly, Miami 
would just as soon pass up the honor 
of the title and see the series move to 
Fort Lauderdale, or anywhere else. 
Earlier this summer, the show’s 
technical adviser, Lt. Pete (Xiccaro,

resigned to protest a  scrij^ be called 
“demeaning” to police officers.

You may also notice a bit of MTV 
in “Miami Vice.” It has a music- 
video sc<M% and soundtrack that will 
be simulcast on FM radio.

“Miami Vice” is a more serious 
show than “Hawaiian Heat,” and it’s 
better written. TTie characters have

attitudes and traits that seem in­
grained, whUe those of “Hawaiian 
Heat” seemed to have been buttoned 
on along with the flowery shirt.

There is hope for “Hawaiian 
Heat,” if it can be weaned away 
from its dependence on “Magnum, 
P.I.,” -  and if something can be 
done to give Andy a personality.

C onservative leg is la to r Sir An­
thony K ershaw , c h a irm an  of the 
powerful all-party  Select C om m ittee 
on Foreign  A ffairs, sa id  T hursday 
n ig h t  t h a t  D e f e n s e  S e c r e ta r y  
M ichael H eseltine w ill answ er ques­

P a r lia m e n t reco n v en es from  its su m m er recess Oct. 22.

He said  the a lleg a tio n  that Mrs. 
T ha tcher o rdered  a  Royal Navy 
su b m arin e  to to rp ed o  the cru iser 
May 2, 1982, to ru in  the Peruvian  
peace in itiative “ is  a  very, very 
im portan t political question  that my 
com m ittee  w ants to  go in to .”

The decision to question  Heseltine 
underlined grow ing p arliam en ta ry  
and  public concern  ab ou t the Bel­
grano , the b iggest w arsh ip  sunk in 
com bat since W orld W ar II.

The 10,800-ton sh ip , a  form er U.S. 
N avy c ru is e r , w a s  h it by two 
torpedoes fired  by  th e  nuclear- 
p o w ered  s u b m a r in e  HMS C on­
queror. It sunk w ith  the  loss of 368 
crew  m em bers in th e  first naval 
action of the 74-day w ar.

It w as the b iggest casualty  toll 
from  any  action in th e  South A tlantic 
w ar, in which 712 A rgentin ians and 
255 B ritons w ere killed.

B r i t a i n ’s l a t e r  v ic to r y  o v e r  
A rgentina helped h e r  C onservatives 
win a second te rm  in th e  Ju n e  1983 
general election.

M rs. (Thatcher h a s  denied she 
ordered  th e  a t ta c k  to  wreck the 
developing peace in itia tiv e . She has 
said  the a tta ck  w as to  e lim inate one 
of the A rgentina’s m a jo r  w arships 
th reaten ing  B rita in ’s  far-flung task  force.

But contrad icto ry  a n d  som etim es 
vague s ta tem en ts  by M rs. T hatcher 
and sen ior m in iste rs h av e  fueled the controversy .

The foreign a ffa irs  com m ittee’s

decision to investigate  cam e a fte r  
the governm ent’s m ost persisten t 
c ritic . Labor P a r ty  legislator T am
Dalyell, produced classified docu­ments leaked t a Defense M inistry 
official that D alyell said  indicated a cover-up.

T he docum ents included a  sec re t 
m em o advising H eseltine and o ther 
m in iste rs to w ithhold inform ation in 
an sw ers to p arliam en ta ry  questions 
abou t changes in the “ rules of 
engagem ent” th a t led to the sinking 
of th e  Belgrano.

T he m em o noted: “ A full list of 
changes would provide m ore in­
form ation  than m in isters have been 
p rep ared  to revea l so far about the B elgrano a ffa ir .”

D alyell charged  Aug. 19 tha t the 
governm ent decided to m ake all 
A rgentine ships in th e  South Atlantic 
leg itim ate  ta rg e ts  on May 2, 1982, 
only hours before the cruiser w as torpedoed.

Until then, B ritish  forces w ere 
only perm itted  to a ttack  A rgentine 
sh ips and planes inside the 150-mile 
“ to ta l exclusion zone” London had 
d e c la r e d  a ro u n d  th e  F a lk la n d  
Islands invaded by Argentina on A pril 2,1982.

B ut the governm ent did not an ­
nounce the change in the ru les of 
engagem ent until M ay 7, fiv e 'd ay s 
a f te r  the B elgrano w as sunk. The 
B elgrano  was hit 150 miles outside 
the exclusion zone.

T he docum ent, D alyell charged, 
show ed that “ m in iste rs have te e n  
cau gh t red-handed in the ac t of 
decep tion .”

Clive Ponting, 38, an assistan t 
s e c re ta ry  a t the D efense M inistry, 
has been charged w ith violating the 
Official Secrets Act in connection 
w ith the leaking of the docum ents and  is to stand trial.

M inisters have told P arliam en t 
th a t the Conqueror did not locate the 
B elgrano  until M ay 2. But the 
s u b m a r i n e ’s c a p t a i n ,  C m d r .  
C h ris to p h e r W reford-B row n, has - 
sa id  he shadowed the cru iser for 
m ore  than  30 hours before the a ttack  
o rd e r  w as radioed from  London.

T he O b serv er n ew sp ap er la st 
Sunday  claim ed th a t Sir John Nott, 
B rita in ’s  defense sec re ta ry  during

the war, lied to the House of 
Commons when he said the Belgrano 
was closing on British ships when it was attacked.

David Owen, leader of the centrist 
Social Democrats, last week called 
on Mrs. Thatcher to reveal all 
detasils of the Belgrano sinking “to

a v o i d  a l o n g ,  d r a w n - o u t ’, 
acrimonious, bitter dispute.”

He charged that the government 
was “in the early stages of' a 
Watergate” because it had “locked 
itself into a depressing cycle (rf 
error, half-truths and deliberate 
falsehood.”
