U.S., Soviet Union Share
Goal To Keep Gulf Free

MANAMA, Bahrain (AP) — The
United States and the Soviet Union
are in the rare position of sharing a
common goal — freedom of naviga-
tion in the Persian Gulf — and have
run into common problems.

The American guided-missile
frigate USS Stark was hit Sunday

t by one and possibly two
missiles fired by Iraqi warplanes
near Qatar, the Pentagon said.

A day earlier, the Soviet tanker
Marshal Chuikov hit a sea mine near
Kuwait. On May 6, Iranian Revolu-
tionary Guardsmen in a speedboat
attacked a Soviet freighter with
rocket grenades.

The United States and Soviet Union

have vowed to t
tanker lanes in g Pet:sl{an Gulf from
attacks by warring Iraqi and Iranian
forces.

However, neither Soviet nor Amer-
ican officials have said in precise
terms what their response would be
to attacks on shipping, including
their own.

One-fifth of the non-communist
world’s oil supplies and two-thirds of
world oil exports pass through the

powers. But neither the attack on the
stark nor the mine blast that dam-
aged the Marshal Chuikov was blam-
edonlran.

The Stark belongs to a seven-unit
U.S. task force that patrols the gulf.
The Soviets have two warships in gulf
waters and two nearby in the Indian
Ocean. British and French warships
also patrol the Persian Gulf.

U.S. officials in Washington said
the Stark was hit by an “accidental
strike” in a case of mistaken identi-
ty. And Kuwait-based Soviet y:iglo-
mats said the mine had strayed to
neutral waters from the Iran-raq
war zone.

Gulf-based maritime salvage and
shipping sources initially construed
the attack on the Stark as an Iranian
act, a suicidal attack by a bomb-
laden speedboat similar to the May 6
attack on the Soviet freighter.

THE BEST TOOLS FOR YOU

Two of the best tools you can use to
maintain good oral hygiene are a tooth-
brush and dental floss. There are many
varieties of these on the market.

You can buy dental floss either
waxed or unwaxed. Which is better?
Most dentists recommend unwaxed
floss because it's more efficient in re-
moving bacteria from teeth. But people
whose teeth are very tightly-spaced
may find it better to use the waxed floss
because it will penetrate more easily.

There's a lot of variety in tooth-
brushes. They come in different shapes
and with bristles that are soft, medium,
or hard. Among the most recom-
mended is a brush with soft, multi--
tufted, round-end bristles. There are

also narrow “periodontal” tooth-
brushes with two rows of soft bristles for
better gum care.

Some people prefer an electric
toothbrush, especially those whose
hands are handicapped by arthritis.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Wilbur J.
Cohen, a New Deal Democrat and
one of the creators of the Social Secu-
rity system, died of an undisclosed
illness, his family said. He was 74.

Cohen died Sunday in Seoul, Korea,
where he was attending a con-
ference, his son said. His wife was
unable to revive him from his sleep,
according to Bruce Cohen of Silver
Spring, Md., a Washington suburb.

Cohen was a prominent New Deal
Democrat who worked for the Com-
mittee on Economic Security that
drafted the Social Security program
52 years ago. He worked behind the
scenes with sympathetic con-
gressmen years later to help win

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Direction Needed

Finding almost universal agreement on any topic is
a rarity among North Carolina legislators, but
observers tell us our lawmakers almost universally
agree that financing for AIDS education and studies
must be handled during this session. '

They disagree widely on the need for mandatory
testing.

In mid-April there were 207 AIDS cases confirmed
in North Carolina. The epidemic has killed at least 137
- North Carolinians since 1983 and there is a projection
. - that 1,200 cases will be reported in the state by 1992.

Figures like those make legislators believe they
have no time for delay. They want no part of the kind
of problems California has encountered.

The first North Carolina AIDS bill, requiring
premarital testing for the virus, was introduced in the
House last February. Now there are 10. They call for
mandatory testing of the blood of engaged couples,
food handlers, prisoners and convicted prostitutes;
they also call for educating school-age children about

~ safe sex and AIDS prevention, and for expanding the
powers of state health officials to restrict activities of

AIDS victims.

In almost any other deadly communicable disease,
extensive testing of the population would probably
represent the first choice of weapons to gain a
measure of control. Not this time. Testing remains
important but the experts warn (and as most of us
have read) present tests are not dependable. Too, of-
ficials fear mandatory testing could drive away the
high-risk people who really need them, and testing the
low-risk population would find few “positives” (most
of them false), says one pathologist.

That makes education the basic tool that may help
in this particular health problem. It’s a frail reed to
depend upon when one considers past experience in
health and sex education at home or in the schools,
and attendant results. The feeling of futility is further
underlined on remembering there is no known cure
for this plague.

If attainable priorities could be adopted, a cure
would be at the top; on the next-best list, a dependable
test. Lacking both, there’s no alternative but giving
the education route our best shot with continuing ef-
forts in other directions.

There is nothing simple about the AIDS problem.

Distinctions

For the record, North Carolina's executive director
of the Governor’s Waste Management Board is upset
over the way reporters and the public often use the
word ‘“dump” as a generic term referring to almost
any and all facilities that handle hazardous or radio-
active wastes.

Since waste disposal is becoming an increasingly
important subject in today’s world it seems ap-
propriate to note those differences.

Solid waste, for example, includes sewage,
municipal refuse and household trash taken to the
county dumps.

Hazardous wastes are usually chemicals that are
toxic, reactive, corrosive or flammable but not radio-
active. A search is now going on for a place to put a
state hazardous waste treatment facility and possible
sites have been identified in 41 counties.

Low-level radioactive wastes include contaminated
rags, clothing and other materials used in research
plus liquids, control rods and other refuse from nu-
clear power plants. A regional facility is being sought
in North Carolina for use of the eight-state Southeast
Compact after a landfill in Barnwell, S.C. closes.

High level radioactive waste includes spent fuel
rods from nuclear plants and material used in making
nuclear bombs.

RALEIGH (AP) — The limited

Morgan Opposes
Wiretap Proposal

WINSTON-SALEM (AP) — The
director of the SBI thinks wiretaps
are too expensive and time-consum-
ing to be an effective tool, but North
Carolina may be joining 30 other
states in allowing state judges to ap-
prove wiretaps.

A bill introduced in the General
Assembly, sponsored by Sen. Tony
Rand, D-Cumberland, would allow
state judges to authorize wiretaps
and other electronic surveillance in
drug investigations. In the past, only
federal judges have had that authori-
ty in this state. :

Rand, the Senate majority leader,
told the Winston-Salem Journal last
week that the bill is necessary
because of the state’s inability to
curb the flow of drugs into North
Carolina.

“Narcotics traffic is really a pro-
blem that we’ve been unable to put a
dent in,” Rand said. “‘And the pro-
blem appears to be getting worse.”

According to the Administrative
Office of the U.S. Courts, the average
cost of a federal wiretap is nearly
$63,000, and the average state-
authorized wiretap costs about
$19,000. A spokesman for the FBI
said it takes as many as 15 people to

“I have never thought the wiretap-
ping was productive,” Morgan said.
“As a whole, they are not very effec-
tive and certainly not very cost effec-
tive. And they are very intrusive and
subject to abuse.”

Of the 10 states that authorized the
most wire intercepts last year, eight
of them had legislation similar to
Rand’s. Since 1969, only 10 wiretaps
have been authorized in North
Carolina through the federal courts.

Observers say the bill may face
tough opposition from the State
Bureau of Investigation and the At-
torney General's office.

Rand’s bill would allow the head of
any local law enforcement agency —
such as a police chief, sheriff or
district attorney — to seek permis-
sion to install a wiretap through the
state’s attorney general. The at-
torney general would then ask the
chief justice of the state Supreme
Court to appoint a judicial review
panel to study the request and either
approve or deny it.

exclusively by the SBI.

Attorney General Lacy Thornburg
opposed a similar bill when it was in-
troduced in 1985 but his aides say he
has not yet taken a position on the bill
this year.

CARBONDALE, 1. (AP) — II-
linois Sen. Paul Simon today official-
ly joins a newly scrambled Demo-
cratic presidential field, saying his
bow-tie image is right for voters tired
of candidates “slickly packaged like
some new soft drink.”

“I haven't tried to do what is tem-

arily popular or politically fash-
ionable or what will raise campaign
funds,” Simon said in remar
prepared for delivery at his an-
nouncement. “You get what you see
and hear.”

Simon, 58, returned to southern Il-
linois near his home town of Makan-
da for the formal announcement of
his candidacy, and said he was
buoyed by polls showing he’s gained
strength since front-runner Gary
Hart from the race.

“I think we're gaining ground,”
Simon said. “We’re still way behind,
but we're moving. We're ahead of
most of the others who have been out
there a long time.”

Simon insisted he’s ready for the
kind of scrutiny that drove Hart from
the race, although he said, “I'm a
candidate for the presidency, not for
sainthood.

“I've been in a fishbowl for a lonﬁ
time and I understand what that’s a
about,” he said.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The United
States will participate in an interna-
tional peace conference on the Mid-
dle East only with Israeli backing,
Secretary of State George P. Shul%z
says.

“It is smoldering bad and the front comParUnents have been badly burn-
ed,” Zakhem said on the ABC-TV p “Good Morning America.”

The Pentagon said the section of the ship in which the 25 sailors who had
been missing were found dead this morning included a forward berthing area
that had been heavily consumed by fire.

While it was not immediately clear whether the ship had been hit by one or
two missiles, the Pentagon said the vessel had suffered a 10-to-15-foot hole in
its port side, almost level with the main deck and forward of the main
superstructure.

Pentagon spokesman Lt. Col. Arnold Williams said there was no confirma-
tion of reports that the Stark was moving under its own power.

“It's capable,” he said. “I don't know the exact status of what it’s doing
right now.”

The command ship LaSalle, which directs theNaMdeast Task Forcein
the Persian Gulf, has reached the stricken vessel, Williams said.

“There’s been a lot of heroic actions by the crew, and it’s been their prompt
actions that figured into saving the ship,” Williams said.

Extreme heat from the fires that broke out after the attack made a portion
of the ship too hot to enter, even after the fires had been brought under control,
said anotﬂer Pentagon spokesman, Capt. William W. Miller.

The Pentagon’s chief sPokesman, Robert Sims, said the Stark was attacked
by two Iraqi Mirage F-1 fighters, each of which fired one Exocet missile from
a range of about 20 miles.

At the State Department, spokeswoman Deborah Cavin said, “We have
strongly protested the attack to the Iraqi ambassador in Washington and in-
structed our ambassador in Baghdad to make a similar protest there.”

ibed as a ‘‘mountain frog” from
near his home in the Willamette
Valley community of Sweet Home,
brought Hand $500 in first-prize
money.

Seventy-one entrants competed in

the grand finals of the jubilee, an
event inspired by a Mark Twain's
Gold Rush-era short story about a
talented jumping frog that failed to
leap after an opponent filled its belly
with buckshot.

Second place went to High Fly,
owned by Douglas Offenheiser of
Lemon Grove near San Diego, while
third place was captured by Gene

Fasano of San Jose.
The winning jmnd;:)l, beating out
3,000 frogs over four days, was nearly

two feet short of the world record, 21
feet 5% inches, set last year by Rosie
the Ribeter, owned by Lee Giudici of
Santa Clara.

Under contest rules, a jumP is
measured as the combined total
distance of three successive hops.
Frogs are placed on a small pad, and
their owners scream and pound the
floor to force them airborne.
