Two fires — one that gutted the

Assistant Fire-Rescue Chief Ray-
mond Carney said this morning the
fire on 10th Street was reported at
9:28 p.m. and said the rear portion of
the building was “fully involved”
when fire units arrived from the ci-
ty’s main fire station five blocks
away.

Carney, who said the building was
gutted by the flames, said the fire
was under control within 45 minutes.
Fire units remained at the scene all
night as a precaution, he said.

The front showroom-office portion
of the building, once the home of
Folger Buick Co., was heavily dam-
aged by a fire in September 1985, and.
never repaired, Carney said. Al-

tholgh the rear area of the
building had been used since the 1985

fire, the building has been vacant for
some time.

Three Tankers

chnt Escort

MANAMA, Bahrain (AP) —

Kuwaiti tankers awaiting reﬂaggmg
by the United States were refueled
overnight and appeared ‘ready to
go” up the Persian Gulf, shipping
sources said today.

Also today, Iran announced that it
test-fired an anti-ship missile .into
gulf waters as it wrapped up naval
maneuvers code-named “Martyr-
dom.”

And a West German Defense
Ministry spokesman said his gov-
ernment may send a naval detach-
ment to the North Atlantic or
Mediterranean to free up U.S. ships
for Persian Gulf duty.

The Kuwaiti tankers have been
moored outside the gulf awaiting the
raising of the Stars and Stripes and
the go-ahead for the second U.S.
Navy-escorted convoy through the
waterway.

Shipping sources in the United
Arab Emirates said the three vessels
were refueled overnight, then moved
toa “more isolated” anchorage some
17 miles off the Arabian Sea coastal
ports of Khor Fakkan and Fujeira.

Moored nearby, they said, were
several of the U.S. warships that will
serve as escorts on the tankers’
voyage from the anchorage, through
the narrow Strait of Hormuz and up
the gulf to Kuwait's oil loading ter-
minal.

Already bearing new names, port
of registry — Philadelphia — and the
funnel 1n51gma of the Chesapeake
Shipping Co., their technical new
owner, the shxps apparently needed
only to raise the U.S. flag before they
could sail, the sources said.

“The American captains are
aboard and it looks like they’re ready
to go,” said one source, speaking on

The three tankers, the 46,723-ton
Gas King and the petroleum products
tankers Sea Isle City and Ocean City,
of 81,283 and 79,999 tons respectively,
are among 11 Kuwaiti tankers to be

re-registered under the American

flag and sailed with naval escort.
Two others were reflagged earlier.

U.S. officials have refused to say
when the second operation will begin,
but shi A)pmg sources have predicted
the reflagging could take place to-
day, with the convoy leaving for
Kuwait in a few days.

Rear Adm. Harold J. Bernsen,
commander of the Navy’s Gulf-based
Middle East Force, has said only that
the next convoy will leave within a
month.

An executive based in Kuwait said
Thursday the program was pro-
ceeding “full speed.”

Congress
Will Sue

WASHINGTON (AP) — The feder-
al courts are being asked to play
referee between the White House and
Congress in a foreign policy dispute
stemming from President Reagan’s
plan to protect Kuwaiti tankers in the
Persian Gulf,

A lawsuit by members of Congress
seeks to invoke the 1973 War Powers
Act, which limits a president’s
authority to send U.S. military per-
sonnel into situations of ‘‘imminent
hostilities.”” The suit lists 114 House
and Senate members as plaintiffs.

The War Powers Act was enacted
in 1973 over a veto by then-President
Richiard Nixon. It says U.S. military
personnel can't be sent to areas of
imminent danger for more than 60
days unless Congress specifically
approves the deployment.

The Supreme Court has not ruled

on the act’s legality.

proach that should be rejected because it rewards
medioerity and diminishes quality education.
ly allowing high school students with C averages to
bypass final exams — as long as they have good at-
tendance — the policy promotes average academic
performance. It prioritizes attendance over achieve-
ment and does students a disservice — especially col-
legze bound students — by not adequately preparing
them to take tests.

it the board adopts this faulty approach, it will be
dodging a responsibility to set standards for quality
-education. The board’s job is to make policy that
‘lielps students, not hinders them. This permissive
,plan damages the student’s education.

.- A no-fault clause for students who do take the exam

“further weakens the policy. Any student with good at-
tandance and a passing grade can waive the score of a
final if it lowers his or her final grade — a fact that
renders the final exam meaningless.

The proposal is not consistent with the goal of ex-
cellence in education. Students should be rewarded
for good performance and effort, not for simply being
in class — something they are required to do anyway.

Pasing exam exemption on attendance is aimed at
ietting Kids in school, proponents of the plan say. But
that philosophy is not the correct approach to atten-
dunce or exams. Attendance is required to attain
Euowledge and exams are required to test cumulative
knowledge and ability. Besides, increased attendance
neans more state dollars for a school system, since
funding is based on average daily membership — how
many students are in school regularly. Advocates of
cxemption likely see a means of utilizing exam policy
t-manipulate attendance and increase revenues.

tizams are required in college and are part of the
preparation for that environment. A policy with no
exemptions would be preferable but if a compromise
is made it should be for seniors only — and only if they
have a strong A average.

[f Pitt County intends to maintain a quality educa-
tion system, as its goals state, it must have a more
stringent exam policy than the one proposed. The
plan being studied is a questionable one that should be
shelved in favor of an approach that rewards kids for
quality performance, not merely going to school.

Portion Of $18.4 Billion Budget

RALEIGH (AP) — Public schools
will receive the lion’s share of an
$18.4 billion state et, the bulk of
which becomes law today after draw-
ing unanimous, bipartisan support in
the state Senate.

“It's a good budget, a well-rounded
budget,” House Speaker Liston
Ramsey said. “In recent years, the
main thrust has been in the field of
education. That's true with this
budget. About two-thirds of the
money goes into the field of educa-
tion.”

The Senate approved the omnibus
spending bill 490 Thursday after
about 15 minutes of debate and the

quick defeat of an amendment to
reduce the abortion fund, a proposal
drgjected by the House the previous

y.

The bill, which increases spending
on public education by some $440.7
million over two years, will comprise
all but about $231 million of the state
budget for fiscal 1987-89, including

Panel Backs
New Tax
On Liquor

RALEIGH (AP) — Local govern-
ments were two-for-three before the
House Finance Committee, getting a
double helping of money for law of-
ficer pensions but failing on a bid to
doyble deed fees for real-estate
transactions.

The panel agreed Thursday to levy
all sales taxes on a statewide basis
and to put a new 5 percent sales tax
on liquor.

Consolidating local sales taxes into
a single statewide levy would save
about $22 million a year by closing
loopholes in collection and improving
efficiency, said Rep. Joe Mavretic,
D-Edgecombe, who added that pro-
vision to the liquor tax bill. The liquor
tax would bring local governments
$7.2 million in 1987-88 and $10.8 mil-
lion in-1988-89. partly by shifting fun-
ding for alcohol law enforcement

But local government officials
fought the statewide application of
what are now local taxes, even
though the change would save $4.5
million in administrative costs.

“It's OK for us to absorb those ad-
ministrative costs to maintain local
government vitality,” said Ron
Aycock of the North Carolina
Association of County Commis-
sioners.

But the committee disagreed,
voting instead to adopt an amend-
ment saying local governments
would receive the same amount of
money but the state would ad-
minister it. Aycock and others repre-
senting local governments grudg-
ingly went along.

“I'm still uncomfortable about
changing a local tax to a state tax,”
said Aycock.

“While this intent language is
strong, in my view, it clearly will not
bind a future legislature," said David
Reynolds of the N.C. League of
Municipalities.

None of the amendments drew
backing from the liquor industry,
represented by William Potter.

Fired U.S. Attorney Says
PTL Query Cost Him Job

CHARLOTTE, N.C. (AP) —
Former U.S. Attorney Charles
Brewer says he was only told once
not to launch an investigation, but he
says his push for a federal probe into
alleged mismanagement at the PTL
ministry cost him his job.

“I first made the department
aware of my interest in the PTL
allegations that were coming out in
the Charlotte area very heavily,”
Brewer, the former U.S. attorney for
the western district of North
Carolina, said in an interview. ““I was
told not to take any action in regard
to the investigation until I could have
conversations with top-level depart-
ment officials.

“During my nearly six years in of-
fice, that was the only time I've ever
been told not to investigate any-
thing,” he said.

Brewer cleaned out his office last
week when told by the U.S. Justice

Department that a technical vacancy
was being declared by the Attorne
General. On Monday, Tom Ashcraft
was sworn in as Brewer’s interim
replacement.

“I believe that the PTL investiga-
tion is what caused my early removal
from office,”” Brewer said in an in-
terview with WSOC-TV.

Brewer said the use of a technical
vacancy was unusual unless a feder-
al attorney dies or resigns.

Meanwhile, Brewer said he learn-
ed that PTL had given $50,000 to a
New York church that also had re-
ceived contributions from the
Wedtech Corp.

Wedtech, a defense contractor, al-
ready was under investigation by
federal officials. Attorney General
Edwin Meese had been linked to
Wedtech through %is investments,
Brewer said.

Roads Bill Enacted

RALEIGH (AP) — Strict limits on
the contributions cities can make to
state highway projects take effect
today with enactment of a bill that
sparked fierce debate between urban
and rural legislators.

But the final version, which
cleared its last hurdle Thursday
when the House voted to approve
several technical Senate amend-
ments, won the backing of groups
that led the opposition when it was
proposed. : _

Senate Votes To Let

Employers Reject
Workers With AIDS

RALEIGH (AP) — A Senate provi-
sion to let North Carolina employers
discriminate in hiring against people
with communicable disease could
cause trouble for new regulations
over maladies including AIDS when
the bill returns to the House,
lawmakers say.

The Senate voted 46-0 Thursday to
aF rove a bill to widen state health
officials’ authority over com-
municable diseases after adopting an
amendment to say employers may
dismiss disease carriers.

The question of discrimination in
employment for disease carriers
Erompted most of the debate on the

ill, which would be enacted if the
House goes along with Senate
amendments.

That concurrence, however, re-
mained in question.

“The House concern is this is just a
back-door way to have discrimina-
tion,”” said Rep. George Brannan,
D-Johnston, chairman of the Health
Committee. “Employers find some-
body they don't like, the first thing
they’re gonna do is ask them to prove

they don’t have a disease.” )
Sen. Dan Simpson, R-Burke, of-
fered the Senate amendment to keep
le with communicable diseases
rom being protected by provisions of
the North Carolina Handicapped
Persons Act. He and other senators
said employers should not be forced
to keep employees who might en-
danger customers or other workers.

But Sen. Helen Marvin, D-Gaston,
opposed the amendment. '

“I am just as much afraid of AIDS
as you are,” she said. “Everybody is
afraid of it. But I would submit !ilat
would should not let our fears pre-
vent us from acting responsibly in
this case.”

Ms. Marvin said the handica

NEW YORK (AP) — College tu-
itions this fall will rise faster than the
inflation rate for the seventh-straight
year, according to a survey that a
found the annual cost at one elite
school reaching more than $19,000.

The tuitions will rise an average 8
Peroent at four-year private schools

or the third-consecutive year and 6

percent at public, four-year institu-
tions, according to The College Board
survey rel Thursday.

The 6 percent figure matched last
year's rise at the public schools, but
was less than the 9 percent increase
in 1985-86. . '

The overall inflation rate, as
measured by the Consumer Price In-
dex, has risen at a seasonally ad-
justed 5.4 percent rate in 1987 and
stood at 4 percent or less every year

College Board president Donald M.

Among the hardest hit will be out-
of-state students attending public
universities where surcharges will
rise an average 7 percent, to $2,367 at
four-year schools, and 10 percent at
two-year public colleges, to an
average $1,811.

The University of Michigan, for in-
stance, will cost Michigan residents
an estimated $7,526, but $13,098 for
out-of-state students, including a
$5,572 surcharge.

The total tab for out-of-staters at
the University of California-Berkeley
will reach an estimated $12,184, in-
cluding a $4,24 s e. Total
costs at the Colorado School of Mines
will reach $8,274 — $13,79 for out-of-
state students.

For many other students, the latest
cost survey is a respite from the
double-digit increases of the early
1980s. In the peak year of 1982-83,
average rates rose 20 percent at
public colleges and 13 percent at
private schools.

Calculating average college costs
under a new method that takes each
school’s enrollment into account, the
board estimated average “fixed
charges” at ‘private, four-year
schools — tuition, fees, room and
board — at $10,493.

Counting expenses such as books,
supplies and transportation,
estimated annual costs rise to $11,982
for students living on cam(gls, and to
$10,173 for commuting students.

Students should “not be scared off
by the cost,” said Richard Rosser,

Parents Anonymous Is Nationwide Self-Help Group

EDITOR’S NOTE — While
statistics on the incidence of child
abuse are sketchy, nationwide
awareness of the problem and the
number of reported cases has soared
in the last decade or so. Many local
governments offer counseling pro-
grams for child abusers, but Parents
Anonymous is a self-help group now

Women are bombarded with health
care information in newspapers and
magazines, but some of.
Is at the University of Virginia
Medical Center fear such articles are
not reaching the people who need
them most.

“Just Between Us,” a quarter]
newsletter written at a sixth d{
reading level to reach rural city
women who cannot grasp or do not
have access to articles in magazines
such as Redbook and Good
Housekeeping.

The pair picked women because
women seek medical help more often
than men and make most of the
heglthdecisiom in the United States.
. “All health issues are women’s
issues,” said Ms. Tominack, medical
editor of the newsletter. “We would
like to hit on one or two topics per
issue almost superficially. It's hard
to explain something in great depth
without 1 interest. We're trying
towalk a fine line.”

Ms. Siegel, editor of “Just Between
Us,” said the first issue will focus on
premenstrual syndrome in an

elementary way. issues could
be about osteoporosis, over-the-
counter tests, migraine
headaches, , allergic reac-

tions to makeup, arthritis or any
l(:iher health problems women might
ve.

Ms. Siegel and Ms. Tominack still
are as for their
newsletter, which they expect to cost
:lhoqt sg,sog b: year to produce, in-

uding distribution expenses.

Barbara Giloth, manager of pa-
tient education at the American Hos-
pital Association in Chicago, said
there is increasing evidence that

Americans — men and women
— either cannot read or read at very
low levels. Manx of these people can-
not grasp much of the educational
material that is available to them,
she said.

“Nationally, there’s an increasing
concern about making sure materi-
als are written at a number of dif-
ferent reading levels,” she said. “We
have people who need a lot more in-
formation at very high reading levels

that would be way over their heads.”

Ms. Giloth said women visit doc-
tors more often than men do, and
women deliver much of the nation’s
health care, particularly to children
and elderly people. Women live
longer than men and often suffer
from chronic illnesses, such as ar-
thritis, that need repeated attention,
she said.

Barbara Parker, acting director of

the division of family planning at the
Virginia Health Department, said ar-
ticles now being written on health do
not reach low-income women or
those who do not read much.

She said a women'’s health newslet-
ter written at a sixth-‘f;ade reading
level needs to be distributed at
Health Department offices and
places where people go for other gov-
ernment services,

“We devise all sorts of &amphlets
on our own at the Health Depart-
ment,” she said. “There's been very
much interest in the past few years in
trying to make them readable for

le with fifth- and sixth-grade
reading levels because we know
many of the people we serve are in
this category.”

Many women do not understand
how they get pregnant or how they
can contract sexual diseases, Parker
said. Some will ask doctors questions
if they do not understand what the
arf saying, she said, but others wi
not. ;

Ms. Tominack recently started do-
ing a medical call-in program on
radio station WXCF in Clifton Forge.
She said le in rural areas are
craving health-care information that
she hopes the newsletter will help
provide.

“The rural areas are underserved
as far as health care information
goes,” she said. “They have voodoo,
witcheraft and old wives' tales.
They're hungry for more informa-
tion.“

Tobacco sales on North Carolina’s
flue-cured belts were mixed Thurs-
day as the markets closed after their
first week of sales for 1987, but the
sales figures all eclipsed the opening
numbers from last year.

The market for Eastern North
Carolina tobacco was steady to lower
steady to lower Thursday as the first
week of auctions ended. Most of the
heavier volume grades recorded
small losses of generally $1 or §2
hundred, the Federal State et
News Service reported. Averages
ranged from $115 per hundred to $161
for some tobacco. Gross sales open-
ing day totaled 5,496,520 ds and
averaged $137.64 per h eight,
representing an increase of $2.60 per
hundred over the first day last season
when 6.3 million pounds sold for an
average $135.04 per hundredweight.

Growers on the Eastern Belt plac-
ed only 0.6 percent of sales under
loan Wednesday compared with 6.1
percent a year ago.

Grade averages continued to climb
Thursday on the South Carolina and
Border North Carolina tobacco
markets, with most gains from Wed-
nesday sales ranging from §$1 to $4
per hundredweight. Nearly 70 per-
cent of the grades were up from
Wednesday, with the top bid re-

corded at $167 per hundred and the
lowest at $107.

Quality improved as more good
and fair tobacco was on the floors
with less poor and nondescript. Cut-
ters accounted for 11 percent of
sales; lugs 34 percent; primings 48
percent, and nondescript 6 percent.

Gross sales Wi y amounted
to 4,352,434 returning $140.98
per h , up $2.33 from Tuesday
and season sales totaled 8,645,665
pounds averaging $139.82.

Conditions were a little weaker for
flue-cured tobacco sold in the ‘“San-
dhills” area Thursday of the Middle
Belt. Grade averages declined in
nearly all cases with losses ranging
from $1 to $5 for most grades of prim-
ings. Volume was moderate. ‘

More green color primings and
lugs were on floors with declines in
lemon and orange tobacco. Around 14
percent of sales graded good quality
or better with 52 percent fair and 29
percent low quality. Percentages by
group \:'ei'e lezasf 5 percetnt; cutters 11
percent; lugs 29 percent; primings 50
percent; and nondescript 5 percent.

It was a game of give and take
when Hamlet and Pitt County met in
game two of their best-of-seven
series for the Eastern North Carolina
American Legion baseball title.

Hamlin Hurting,
But Mind At Ease

HIGH POINT (AP) — Shelley
Hamlin’s feet still hurt, but for now
her mind is at ease.

Hamlin was forced to wear rub-
ber-sole running shoes instead of
regular cleated golf shoes to sdothe
her blistered feet. But she managed
to fire a 5-under-par 67 to hold onto
first place going into today's second
roun(r of the $300,000 Henredon
Classic LPGA tournament.

Wet conditions and high humidity
will only aggravate Hamlin's condi-
tion, so since she managed to gain the
lead with different shoes — and
because her feet still hurt — Hamlin
says she will wear the running shoes
until she absolutely has to change.

“If it did get down to the last day
and it looked like it was going to rain,
I could put shoes on and last for that
day, I think," she said. “‘When you've
been on the tour for 15 years, you've
covered a lot of ground. And these
poor little feet, they're just giving
out.”

Hamlin's game stayed strong
throughout the relatively cool first
day at the 6,244-yard, par 72 Willow
Creek Golf Course.

She knocked in a 12-foot birdie putt
at the par 5 fourth hole and added a
30-footer at the fifth hole.

“It was a day where I gave nothm%
away on thegreens Hamlin said. *
fougit for everything out there, and
that has not been typical of my
year."”

With strong 5-iron approach shots
at 11 and 12, Hamlin sank short birdie
putts and raised her score to 4-under

par. At the par 4, 18th hole, Hamlin
hit her 5-iron second shot to within 40
feet of the pin and holed out from
there to complete her charge to the
top of a crowded leader board.

“My putting’s really been less than
average even,” Hamlin said. *“I
would say I was brilliant today.”

Hamlin will face immediate
challenges from four golfers, all one
shot off the pace. Hall of Famer
Kathy Whitworth and North Carolina
native Dot Germain turned in 4
under-par 68, as did Colleen Walker
and Laurie Rinker,

Whitworth has 88 career victories,
but hasn't taken home first- Place
money since 1985. She said she’s not
ready to claim the top spot yet.

“I'm delighted and thrilled with
my round,”” Whitworth said. “There
are three more days out there. The
way I've played this year, I don't
have illusions of keeping it together.”

Denise Strebig, in her fourth year
on the tour, also rallied on her back
nine for a 3-under-par 69. Throughout
her round, she was within birdie
distance which could have put her in
the lead.

Patty Jordan, among the last
threesomes, also turned in a 69, ;

RALEIGH (AP) — North Carolina
State football coach Dick Sheridan
suspended All-ACC flanker
Nasrallah Worthen for the season but
said the public had a wrong impres-
sion of Worthen and his scuffle with
three other people in April.

Sheridan called Worthern “a great
example,” and added, “It hurts us to
see a young man like Naz be consid-
ered in the public eye as someone en-
tirely different.”

Worthen, a 5-foot-9, 168-pound ris-
ing senior from Jacksonville, Fla.,
will be able to practice with the team
and be on the sidelines during games,
but won’t be allowed to play,
Sheridan said at a news conference
after Worthen pleaded innocent in
Wake County District Court to
assaulting two females last April.

“In my opinion, Naz is not guilty of
assaulting any females,” Sheridan
said. “‘He is guilty of getting involved
in a scuffle with a male. In our pro-
gram we ask our players to remove
themselves from a situation where it
is potentially harmful. In that
regard, because he was involved in a
scuffle with a male and consistent
with our program’s discipline
policies, he is being suspended for
one year.”

Judge Joyce A. Hamilton delayed
entering judgment until June 1, 1988,
on two misdemeanor assault-on-
female charges against Worthen
after he agreed to perform 50 hours
of community service and pay
restitution to the two female students
who brought the charges.

Worthen, through his attorney, W.
Robert Casey Jr., pleaded innocent
to the charges but agreed not to con-
test a verdict of guilty.

Meanwhile, the case will not count
as a conviction against Worthen.

Commissioner’s Office To
Investigate Illlegal Bats

NEW YORK (AP) — When the
umpires took Howard Johnson’s bat
out of the game for the second time in
a week, New York Mets Manager
Davey Johnson tried invoking Com-
missioner Peter Ueberroth’s new
edict just a little early.

Ueberroth said Thursday that
baseball has found “indications” that
some players are using illegal bats.

““The time has some to inspect the
bats in addition to the baseballs,” the
commissioner said in a written
statement. “Our office and the
league offices have received indica-
tions that bats have been tampered
with and there is no room for that
kind of conduct in our game.”

Under the policy, which goes into
effect today, the manager of each
club can ask the crew chief of the
umpiring crew to impound one bat
from the opposing team during a

game.
If a player's bat is found to be il-
Eﬁﬁfl, the player and his manager
be punished by their league
president. The punishment could in-
clude fines and suspensions. ’
Batters are sometimes accused of
inserting cork or metal into a bat in
order to increase their power and bat

speed.

Johnson hit his 27th home run of the
season in the second inning of the
New York Mets' 7-6 victory over
Chicago on Thursday night, and his
bat confiscated by the umpires. Last
Thursday in St. Louis, the Cardinals
asked for his bat to be checked after
he homered.

We have a friend, an old-time
bridge player, who boasts of the fact
that he plays ‘‘by the seat of his
pants.” From time to time we tell
him that only proves that he is sit-
ting on his brains—there is nothing
wrong about learning something
about the game from books and ar-
ticles. Safety plays are a case in
point.

Four hearts is a perfectly normal
contract to reach on the North-
South hands. It was bid quickly,
and lost just as fast.

West led a low club, East took
two high clubs and then shifted to
the queen of diamonds. Our friend,

the declarer, won in hand, led a
trump to the ace and eventually con-
ceded two trump tricks for down
one.

Now the 4-0 split was indeed un-
lucky, but the heart combination
was old news for anyone familiar
with safety plays. It can be found in
any standard book on play.

Once the defenders had taken
their club tricks, the contract was
safe as long as declarer could hold
his losers in the trump suit to one. If
trumps were no worse than 3-1, de-
clarer could not lose more than one
trick. Only a 4-0 trump break could
present a threat.

Since the only missing high cards
in the suit were the Q-10, that distri-

bution could be neutralized no mat-
ter which defender held the length.

All declarer had to do at trick four
was to lay down the king of trumps!

Suppose West had shown out.

Declarer would then continue with a
trump to his ace and another back
to his jack, and East would get only
one trick. And as the cards lie, East
shows out on the first heart, so de-
clarer continues with a low heart to-
ward dummy. Whether or not West
goes in with a honor, he will be held
to one trick. Try it.

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — After

eight years of 18-hour days in a
cramped studio behind a Dairy
Queen, Jerry Reynolds and Russ
Harris have built a small empire
from a bunch of worms.

They're Mirthworms, stars of a
critically acclaimed series of half-
hour, family oriented cartoons being
seen worldwide.

“A Merry Mirthworm Christmas”
and “A Mirthworm Masquerade”
have been seen on television stations
in several major markets in 14 other
countries. The cartoons have been
released on pay-TV and recently on
videocassette.

Two more animated specials are in
the works — and in demand.

“At a time when the Japanese are
flooding the market with cheaply
made animation ... and a lot of Amer-
ican animation is too violent, it's re-
ally refreshing to see such high-
quality animation that also has an
uplifting moral message,” says Vin-
cent Petrillo, director of ancillary
sales for Family Home Entertain-
ment of Newbury Park, Calif. The
company has acquired the cartoons
for both foreign and domestic home-
video distribution.

“I was shocked that this was being
done in Indianapolis, which isn't ex-
actly known for its animation. In
fact, I didn't think anyone was doing
that Disney-type animation
anymore,” Petrillo said.

“They can't afford to do what
we're doing in California or New
York," said Harris, who does most of
the technical work. “In fact, we can't
really afford it, but we're committed
to making better guality films with
full animation and characters who
really release themselves, instead of
the stiff animation that you see so of-
ten on Saturday morning,

“People told us over and over
agan, ‘There's no way you can do it
— wspecially in Indiana.’ Finally we
just stopped listening and we did it.”

Harris believes part of the Mir-
thworms' appeal may be attributable
to their creators’ Midwestern up-
bringing.

“There's such a glut of that he-
man, high-tech robot stuff that a good
story with interesting characters and
a little message, like ‘follow your
own heart," or ‘goodness always
prevails, really is refreshing,” said
Harris, 33.

Peggy Charren, president of the
Massachusetts-based Action for
Children’s Television, agrees.

‘There’s so much cheap and
cheesy stuff out on television and
video that's designed just to sell a
toy, that's it's wonderful to see some-
thing that's done well,”" says Mrs.
Charren. “And when it’s terrific for
kids, adults are going to enjoy it too."”

In its first week on the home video
market, “‘A Mirthworm Mas-
querade” was No. 13 on Billboard
Magazine's chart of Top Kid Video
Sales. The inventory sold out in two
weeks and it fell off the chart,

“The neat thing is we don't write
for kids. We write to entertain
ourselves," says Reynolds, of Bloom-
ington. “We're really looking for the
family audience — something
everybody can sit down and watch.
The hest kind of cartoons were the
ones like Bullwinkle — that
operated on a number of levels.”

Reynolds and Harris met in the
late 1970s while working at WI'TV in
Indianapolis. After making a few
home movies, they decided to open a
business.

GUATEMALA CITY (AP) — The
presidents of five Central American
nations adjourned 10 hours of talks
early today without approving any
part of a 10-point plan aimed at bring-
Ing peace to the region.

“We hope more will come out of
this (summit) than was expected,”
Foreign Minister Mario Quinones of
Guatemala said during a break in the
talks Thursday night. But he ac-
knowledged, “There are some points
of difference.”

Quinones said the presidents
hadn’t formally approved any part of
the multifaceted regional peace plan
offered by Costa Rica.

Another diplomat said the presi-
dents were especially divided over
timing of proposed cease-fires in the
region’s domestic insurgencies.

Presidents Vinicio Cerezo of
Guatemala, Daniel Ortega of
Nicaragua, Oscar Arias of Costa
Rica, Jose Napoleon Duarte of El
Salvador and Jose Azcona Hoyo of
Honduras went into a closed-door
meeting at about 3 p.m. Thursday
::d did not adjourn until 1 a.m. to-

y.
They were scheduled to meet again
today to discuss competing groposa]s
from Costa Rica and Honduras for
bringing peace to the region.

The Sandinistas
demand such talks because the Unit-
ed Siates backs the Nicaraguan
rebels, called Contras.
