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Reagan Welcomes Gorbachev

WASHINGTON (AP) -  President 
Reagan gave Soviet leader Mikhail 
Gorbachev a red carpet summit wel­
come to the White House today and 
said “ the world is watching” as they 
sign one nuclear arms treaty and 
bargain over a second, more am­
bitious pact.

Gorbachev, received with full mili­
tary honors, said the two men must 
strive to “ undo the logic of the arms

race” during three planned days of 
summit talks.

After the nationally televised 
welcoming ceremony on the White 
House South Lawn, the two men 
moved into the Oval Office for the 
first of five private negotiating ses­
sions. Reagan and Gorbachev sat in 
easy chairs in front of a blazing 
fireplace while photographers re­
corded the scene.

The centerpiece of the summit was 
their signing in early afternoon of a 
treaty — seven years in the making

— to ban intermediate-range nuclear 
weapons.

Reagan and Gorbachev both used 
the colorful ceremony outside the 
White House to hail the medium- 
range missile treaty and look for­
ward to possible agreement on reduc­
ing long-range strategic weapons by 
50 percent.

“The world is watching and we’ve 
got something to show them,” 
Reagan said as U.S. and Soviet flags 
fluttered in the cold air.

“And over the next few days it is

Pilot Reported Gunfire

Airline Crash Kills 43

CAYUCOS, Cali;. (AP) -  The pilot 

of a jet radioed that there was gun­
fire aboard and smoke in the cockpit 
shortly before the PSA flight crashed 
onto a cattle ranch and exploded, kill­
ing all 43 passengers and crew, of­
ficials and witnesses said.

Pieces of the plane scattered 
across 20 acres of brush and oak 
grove on a hillside not far from the 
Pacific, the owner of the ranch said. 
Among the victims was the president 
of Chevron USA.

Teams from the National Trans­
portation Safety Board and the FBI

examined the wreckage today.
“There’s nothing that you would 

consider identifiable as a human be­
ing,” said Sgt. Greg Slane of the San 
Luis Obispo County Sheriff’s 
Department.

“We knew there would be no sur-, 
vivors as soon as we got there 
said Grant Leger, 29, of Santa Bar­
bara, a witness to the crash. “ It was 
like a bomb blew up. I just kept say­
ing, ‘Oh, my God.’”

The biggest part of the four-engine 
BAe-146 found Monday night was 
about 2 feet long.

Educators Adopt 
Religion Policy

The Pitt County Board of Educa­
tion adopted a religion policy with 
minor editorial changes despite pleas 
from several local citizens to 
significantly modify the policy dur­
ing its regular monthly meeting 
Monday night.

The board also Monday night 
elected George Williams as chair­
man and Donovan Phillips as vice 
chairman of the board. Williams suc­
ceeds Mark Owens as chairman.

Concerning the religion policy, 
board member Mary Perkins 
Williams abstained from voting on 
the policy that brought a congrega­
tion of local citizens into the commis­
sioners’ auditorium and into the hall 
of the county office building to ex­
press their concern and interest in 
the religion policy developed by a 
14-member task force for the Pitt 
County schools.

Nine people addressed the board to 
commend and to offer modifications 
to the policy as others in the audience 
periodically signaled their approval 
of comments by clapping and 
remarking “Amen,” while disap­
proval often was vented by extrane­
ous individual comments to the board 
or to speakers addressing the board.

During one such outburst. Rabbi 
Michael Weisser, who was address­
ing the board, said, “ This hostility I 
feel tonight is all in the name of 
love.”

A specific policy receiving a lot of 
public attention, and was a concern 
of Ms. Williams, was one which 
allows the superintendent’s office to 
review programs and lesson plans 
during the initial year of the policy. 
In following years, the programs and 
plans would be reviewed by the

school principal. This policy was a 
recommendation made by the board 
during a recent workshop session and 
was not part of the initial policy.

Lynn R. Buzzard, professor of Con­

stitutional law and director of the 
church-state resource center at 
Campbell University School of Law, 
addressed those concerns at the 
board meeting. Buzzard also was a 
member of the task force, serving as 
a legal consultant.

The goal of the task force was to 
draft a “ general policy and not the 
procedural components,” he said. 
And, he suggested the word “ super­
intendent” be substituted with the 
phrase “ an appropriate ad­
ministrator.”

Another concern was the omittance

Pacific Southwest Airlines Flight

Gene Katz, who was flying a small 
plane from Santa Rosa to Los 
Angeles, reported overhearing the 
PSA pilot talking to air traffic con­
trollers.

“The PSA pilot ... said he had an 
emergency, there was gunfire, and 
he was squawking in ‘Seven-seven- 
zero-zero,’ which is a special code,” 
Katz said.

“At that time, the controller said: 
‘Say again,’ and the captain confirm­
ed, he said, ‘I have an emergency, 
gunfire,’ and that was the last com­
munication.”

“We heard the PSA pilot say gun­
fire aboard.... The Oakland terminal 
tried to call him back, and we didn’t 
hear a response,” said attorney 
Stephen A. Kronick of Sacramento, a 
passenger in a chartered plane 
enroute to Paso Robles.

Col. Richard Hill, a spokesman at 
Vandenberg Air Force Base, said two 
air traffic controllers at the base 
heard a PSA crew member say, 
“We’re going down.”

The airliner, which can seat 85, 
was spotted burning on its left side 
over Templeton, about 20 miles from 
the main crash site, shortly after 
radio and radar contact was lost at 
an altitude of 22,000 feet, said Farrar. 
The pilot also reported smoke in the 
cockpit, he said.

An NTSB team from Los Angeles 
was at the site. Another team from 
Washington, headed by NTSB Vice 
Chairman Patricia Goldman, joined 
the investigation, and the FBI agent 
in charge in Los Angeles, Richard 
Bretzing, said 20 FBI agents were 
working the case and more might be 
called in because of the reports of 
gunfire.

president said.

The general secretary of the Soviet 
Communist Party struck a similar 
note.

“This will of course be the first step 
down the road leading toward a nu­
clear-free world,” Gorbachev said of 
the INF or Intermediate-range Nu­
clear Forces treaty. “Yet it is a great 
step into the future.”

Both men cited friendships be­
tween their nations but also referred 
to longstanding Cold War antago­
nisms, and agreed that issues other 
than arms control would be on their 
agenda.

Reagan mentioned human rights. 
Gorbachev was less specific but 
mentioned regional conflicts which 
he did not describe.

Both leaders, however, sounded 
hopeful before they entered the White 
House to begin their formal talks.

“ It’s up to us with hard work, 
commitment and a heavy dose of re­
alism to change the poor peace that 
has existed between our countries 
and make it into a good one,” Reagan 
said.

Said Gorbachev: “On behalf of the 
Soviet people, I declare that we are 
prepared to go all the way along our 
part of the road.”

“ I’ve often felt that our people 
should have been better friends long 
ago,” Reagan said.

Several hundred people thronged 
the White House lawn as witnesses to 
the first visit of a Soviet leader to

Have To Adjust
The annexation of 583 acres of 

Brook Valley subdivision, including 
Holly Hills, The Azalea Mobile Home 
Park and the Highland Mobile Home 
Park, is one of the major issues on 
the agenda for Wednesday’s City 
Council regular session meeting to be 
held in Council Chambers.

The 7:30 p.m. meeting will be the 
last regular session meeting for this 
council. The new council will take the 
oath of office Thursday evening at 
the installation ceremony at McGin­
nis Theatre.

Should annexation be approved, 
the 583 acres would, as of Dec. 31, 
1988, become part of the city, subject 
to all its debts, laws, ordinances and 
regulations.

The area would also be entitled to 
the city’s privileges and benefits, in­
cluding sewer, police, and fire-rescue 
services.

Many residents of the area oppose 
the annexation, and voiced their opi­
nion at a public hearing before City 
Council on Nov. 23.

Also on the agenda, council will 
decide whether to allow flower shops 
as permitted uses in the Medical 
District 2 zoning district.

The issue, on a request by Clyde 
Simmons, has been before the coun­
cil on three separate occassions.

According to Greenville City Code, 
the purpose of the MD-2 district is to 
create areas in which hospitals, 
rehabilitation centers, medical of­
fices and clinics may be compatibly 
mixed for doctor and patient conve­
nience.

Under the current code, flower 
shops are allowed as special uses in 
the MD-2 district.

The Planning and Zoning Commis­
sion has unanimously made a rec­
ommendation against permitting 
florists in the MD-2 zone as a permit­
ted use.

Council will also consider .iuen- 
ding the zoning ordinance regarding 
bufferyard requirements,

Bufferyards are a cominnation of 
land and physical harriers which 
separate various land uses to reduce

the negative impact resulting when 
incompatible land uses adjoin one 
another.

In other matters, council will con­
sider a proposal to extend the ex­
traterritorial jurisdiction of the city 
south of state road 1708, to include the 
Treetops subdivision and adjacent 
areas west of state road 1709. A 
public hearing will be held at the 
meeting.

Council will also address the zoning 
of 362 acres involved.

Iji addition, Council will examine a 
request by Four W’s Inc. to annex 
10.44 acres of the Paramore Farms

Without a compromise, resentment 
can build and harsh words exchang­
ed, he said. Both parent and child 
come out losing and feeling guilty.

When college students return home 
for the holidays, their transition from 
child to adult requires basic changes 
in family attitudes, says Barton, 
Parents need to realize that their off­
spring are no longer children. Stu­
dents must remember they have to 
abide by the rules of the house.

“A lot of decisions are made by 
what I call management by crisis,” 
Barton said. “Many families wait un­
til things are real tense before they 
bring up controversial issues. That is 
not the time to solve problems.”

For example, he said, the subject 
of grades might come up when the 
student is 20 minutes late for 
Christmas dinner.

Barton teaches a seminar in family 
therapy at Davidson, a liberal arts 
college near Charlotte. His com­
ments are based on the results of 
research conducted by his students 
during the fall semester.

“The hypothesis was that parents 
and students need to work out their 
differences,” he said. “ If you look at 
most conflicts... they do go down (in 
number) by the time the student is 
finishing college,”

One of the simplist ways to resolve 
these conflicts is for each party to put 
himself or herself in the other per­
son’s shoes, he said,

“The student wants to be treated 
like an adult, so he or she shouldn’t 
expect to have mom do the laundry, 
make the bed and fix the meals,” he 
said. “ On the other hand, the parents 
shouldn’t look at the holidays as the 
perfect time to put up the storm win­
dows.”

Authority Picks Firm 

To Do Housing Work
Greenville Housing Authority an­

nounced the selection of an architec­
tural firm to complete the moderniz­
ation efforts of one of the authority’s 
housing projects Monday at the 
authority’s monthly meeting.

Kenneth Noland, executive direc­
tor of the Greenville Housing 
Authority, said the firm of Bradfield 
and Associates has been selected to 
complete the planned modernization 
of the Moyewood development star­
ting next year.

Noland said the firm was selected 
based upon its capabilities and prior 
modernization efforts. He said the 
modernization effort was expected to 
cost approximately $1.5 million.

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Creech said the expenses would in­
clude $17,500 for salaries for two full­
time employees, $150 per month rent, 
$250 a month for utilities and $1,900 
for equipment.

that all is well down east in Pitt Coun­
ty.”

Ms. Kornegay, an attorney, also 
asked the board to “ reconsider some­
thing you’ve already decided.” The 
six-three plan, she said, “ does not of­
fer any atempt at compromise,” and 
“will lead to tokenism instead of ef­
fective, representative govern­
ment,”  she suggested.

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‘Truth In Preference To Fiction’

Falls Short
Chancellor Richard Eakin’s decision to preserve 

East Carolina University’s band practice area as a 
green space is correct but his parking lot construction 
plan stops short of what is needed to effectively ease 
the University’s parking dilemma.The band practice area on College Hill drive is one 
of the few green spaces remaining on the ECU cam­
pus. It is used by students for leisure activities and in- 
formal gatherings. It was not appropriate to sacrifice 
this valuable area, especially when paving it would 
yield only 318 more parking spaces — a number that 
wouldn’t come close to impacting the thousands 
needed. Preserving the recreation area is the right 
approach.But Eakin still has not proposed any long-term solu­
tion to the University’s traffic jams. ECU issues 
22,010 campus parking permits a year but provides 
only 5,547 parking spaces. The result of this inequity 
is a community and campus problem. Students’ cars 
pack streets in residential areas around campus. 
Vehicles parked illegally block driveways and are 
nuisances and hazards. In addition, overflow cars 
crowd the lots of businesses near campus. The situa­
tion has understandably created conflict between the 
University and community.Immediate measures are needed to ease this fric­
tion. Eakin’s proposal to add 978 parking spaces will 
relax the dischord to some degree. But it does not ap­
proach the source of the problem — the university has 
a growing number of registered vehicles and no place 
to house them.Eakin should raise the issue of a parking deck. Al­
though a structure of that type is expensive to build, it 
is the only effective, long-term way of addressing 
ECU’s parking problems. The parking fee will be 
doubled to pay for the proposed lots. Once those pro­
jects are complete, the proceeds from that increase 
could be used to partially fund a deck.

The University has the space for a pdrking deck and 
the flexibility to select from several approaches. 
There is room for a deck near Mendenhall Student 
Center, an area convenient to main campus. There is 
also enough space near fringe areas, such as the Belk 
Building on Charles Boulevard, to house a deck and 
operate a campus shuttle system. That course might 
be the most feasible in the long run.

The parking pressures between ECU and the city 
will only intensify. As the University continues to 
grow, neighborhoods surrounding it will become 
more saturated and more exasperated with student 
parking. ECU bears the primary responsibility to 
deal with this problem, and only a long-term aim will 
have sufficient impact. It is time for planning this ap­
proach.

Modern Miracle
Twenty years ago one of the modern miracles of 

medicine took place in South Africa. Dr. Christiaan N. 
Barnaard performed a human heart transplant in 
Cape Town on Dec. 2,1967.
The patient lived only 18 days, but the procedure 
opened the way to 4,992 heart transplants around the 
world in the intervening years. Today heart 
transplants are far from routine but there are 94 
centers in the United States which now do the medical 
procedure. And it is expected that almost as many 
transplants will be done this year as were done in all 
the previous history of heart transplants.

When the first transplant was done no one dreamed 
that heart transplants would be done in Pitt County. 
Since 1967, however, the East Carolina University 
School of Medicine and Pitt County Memorial Hospi­
tal have developed a cardiac program. Dr. Randolph 
Chitwood, chief surgeon of the School of Medicine 
cardiac surgery program, performed the medical 
complex’s first heart transplant Feb. 17, 1987. Dr. 
Chitwood is leaving to assume the post of chief of car- 
diothoracic surgery at Kentucky, but two car­
diovascular surgeons remain to continue the pro­
gram, and a successor to Dr. Chitwood will be named.

Developing heart transplants to a practical point 
proved to be difficult. Early transplants were re­
jected. The anti-rejection drug cyclosporine was ap­
proved for use in 1983 overcame rejection and heart 
transplants became more viable. Now the primary 
difficulty seems to be locating enough donors to take
care of needs.As heart transplants developed so did the 
transplanting of other organs, and many people have 
been saved from sure death by the transplant of 
hearts, kidneys and other organs.

Heart transplants are only two decades old but their 
value to human health is now clear. The transplants 
began in South Africa and today they extend to PCMH 
and many other medical centers of the United States. 
They are one of the exciting medical developments of 
the 20th century.

Gorbachev's American Connections
W ASHINGTON -  A le x a n d e r Yakovlev whiled aw ay p art of his youth on M anhattan’s Upper West Side, fashioning the life of an  ex­change student in New York City.Anatoliy Dobrynin cam e to fancy M c D o n a ld ’s a s  a l o n g t i m e  Washington resident, occasionally biking off on weekends with his granddaughter for a ham burger and 

a Coke.Today Yakovlev and Dobrynin a re  Moscow’s highest-ranking spiecialists on the United S tates, occupying key x)sitions on the ruling Soviet Polit- )uro and the S ecre taria t of the Communist P a rty  Central Commit­tee respectively.When Mikhail Gorbachev landed in Washington Monday, both followed him  down the ram p  of his special Aeroflot jet, along with the handful of other Soviet A m erikanistii — experts on Am erica — included in the Kremlin leader’s delegation.

While this week’s sum m it will give Gorbachev his first look a t America, it m arks a key phase in the careers of the p laneload of accom panying Am erica experts, clim axing their steady rise in power in the new Soviet leadership.Their influence, clearly  invaluable a t a tim e of close U.S.-Soviet con­tacts, has already shown through in som e of G orbachev’s diplom atic overtures and innovations, such as his policy of flexibility in negotiations with Americans.Soviet watchers trace  G orbachev’s frequent use of television — and his choice of television for a presum m it interview — to Yakovlev, for in­stance. Yakovlev, who undoubtedly watched American television both as an exchange student a t Columbia U niversity in the la te  1950s and dur­ing 10 years as Soviet am bassador to C an ad a , is now th e  P o litb u ro  m em ber in charge of propaganda.

U.S. and Soviet a rm s  control specialists credit Dobrynin, head of the International D epartm ent of the Central Committee, with shifts in the Soviet negotiating  position th at helped pave the way for the trea ty  to elim inate medium - and  shorter- range missiles th at is to be signed Tuesday by P resident R eagan and Gorbachev.
Dobrynin, 68, was am bassador to the United States for 24 years until last winter, when he was recalled to become one of the key figures shap­ing Soviet foreign policy with Gor­bachev and Foreign M inister Eduard Shevardnadze.
Gorbachev does ‘‘tend to draw from American s p ^ ia l is ts  right up a t the top of the decision-making lac - der,” U.S. Am bassador to Moscow Jack F. Matlock J r . said in a recent interview. “ We have not treated  our Soviet specialists the sam e w ay.”

Besides Yakovlev and Dobrynin, the experts on the United States who stepped off G orbachev’s plane Mon­day include Georgi Arbatov, 68, who has headed the official U.S.A. and Canada Institute for two decades and has been a frequent guest on Ameri­can television.
Shevardnadze, also accompanying Gorbachev as p a rt of the official del­egation, was a novice to American politics when he becam e foreign m in is te r  tw o y e a r s  ago. B u t Shevardnadze, 59, has forged close ties to Secretary of S tate George P . shal Sergei Akhromeyev, the 64- year-old Soviet arm y  chief of staff and senior m ilitary  specialist in Gor­bachev’s delegation, displayed a keen ability to negotiate with Ameri­cans during the October 1986 sum m it in Reykjavik, Iceland, and the crucial presum m it negotiations in 

Geneva.

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Cooperation Urged
CHARLOTTE (AP) -  Rules aimed 

at fighting the AIDS epidemic should 
focus on cooperation, not coercion, to 
convince victims to name their sex­
ual partners, state health officials 
have been told.

“ I ask you to work with us, not, 
against us,” Les Kooyman, executive 
director of the Metrolina AIDS Pro­
ject, said Monday at a public hearing 
in Charlotte, one of several held 
around the state.

“ We need to walk away from rules 
that assume that a person with AIDS 
is the enemy..,,” said Charlotte 
Brody, associate director of Planned 
Parenthood of Greater Charlotte.

About 60 people turned out in 
Charlotte to hear more than 10 physi­
cians, gay activists and community 
leaders criticize the state’s proposal 
to require people infected with the 
AIDS virus to identify their sexual 
partners or notify those partners of 
their infection.

Peanut Prices
FRANKLIN, Va. (AP) -  Virginia 

and North Carolina farmers are hop­
ing that keeping Virginia peanuts out 
of this season’s tight market will 
force up prices.

The Peanut Farmers Association 
agreed Monday night to pool about 10 
percent of peanuts produced in 
Virginia and North Carolina in an ef­
fort to raise prices from the current 
rate of about $810 per ton to $900 per 
ton, or 150 percent of the federal gov­
ernment support price.

Early frosts cut the peanut supply 
short this year, and the farmers 
group is betting that prices will rise 
as shellers and manufacturers com­
pete for a market share.

The association rejected two 
earlier offers for $810 and $835 per 
ton.

The association set a 5 p.m Wed­
nesday deadline for offers for 10 mil­
lion pounds of peanuts harvested last 
month.

The farmers agreed to reduce their 
asking price for additional peanuts 
those sold for export and not guara 
teed the government subsidy — froiii 
150 percent to 145 percent of support 
price, or about $870 per ton.

RALEIGH (AP) — A state panel 
seeking a disposal site for low-level 
radioactive waste says federal parks 
would be excluded from considera­
tion, but that national forests are not 
federal parks.

The North Carolina Low-Level Ra­
dioactive Waste Management 
Authority Monday tentatively ap­

proved guidelines for designating a 
site, stipulating that the facility 
should be on state or federal land if 
possible.

“We’re not looking for a forest,” 
said Raymond L. Murray, the head of 
the authority’s technical committee. 
“ But we don’t want to rule out some­
thing that may turn out to be ideal.”

The federal government owns 
more than one million acres of forest

“ The lesson is becoming clearer 
that if North Carolina is to continue 
as one of the great agricultural 
states, we will have to change from a 
production-driven agriculture to a 
consumer-driven, market-oriented 
agriculture.”

Martin cited teamwork as the key 
to accomplishments the state has 
made during his administration — 
survival of agriculture during an 
economic downturn, a profitable 1987 
for tobacco farmers and a change in 
the tendency for farmers to 
specialize.

Duke To Fight Fine
CHARLOTTE (AP) -  Duke Power 

Co. will contest a $100,000 penalty the 
federal government intends to im­
pose for safety violations at the com­
pany’s McGuire nuclear power plant 
near Charlotte, company officials 
say.

A federal safety agency doubled 
the usual penalty because it said 
Duke Power has a “ history of poor 
performance” in the training of op­
erators at McGuire.

Duke spokeswoman Mary Boyd 
said Monday the company, which 
provides electricity to 4.4 million cus­
tomers in North and South Carolina, 
has improved shortcomings cited by 
the Nuclear Regulatory Agency.

The NRC cited three similar 
mistakes since 1985 at the plant 17 
miles northwest of Charlotte, and in 
October said it was proposing twice 
the usual $5ü,ü00 penalty.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The red 
tide poisoning North Carolina’s 
coastal economy has made waves on 
Capitol Hill, where N.C. con­
gressmen lambasted the Small 
Business Administration for denying 
disaster loans to businesses hurt by 
the toxic algae.

Rep. M artin Lancaster of 
Goldsboro Monday called the agen­
cy’s administrator, James Abdnor, 
“ the Grinch who stole Christmas and 
Mr. Scrooge all rolled into one.” 
Abdnor has refused government aid 
for coastal North Carolina com­
munities, which have lost nearly $3.5 
million in the past month.

Lancaster, a freshman Democrat, 
led a House Small Business Commit­
tee hearing into the red tide, a natu­
ral phenomenon that has spoiled 
shellfish beds from Cape Fear to 
Cape Hatteras and made fish eaters 
leery of all seafood from N.C. waters.

At issue was the agency’s defini­
tion of disaster; “ a single, sudden, 
physical event of catastrophic nature 
(such as floods, riots, or civil 
disorders) which causes severe 
damage.”

Bernard Kulik, the Small Business 
Administration’s deputy associate 
adm in istrato r for d isaster 
assistance, said red tide is not like 
floods or riots because the red tide 
algae are always found in warm gulf 
waters. “ Red tide exists all the 
time,” he said.

But Rep. Charles Rose of Fayet­
teville said that because Florida and 
Texas have learned to expect occa­
sional outbreaks of red tide does not 
lessen the effect on North Carolina.

“When it’s 20 degrees below zero in 
Fairbanks, Alaska, that’s normal,” 
Rose said. “ But when it’s 20 below in 
mid-Florida, it’s a disaster.”

Bond Set For Miller
RALEIGH (AP) -  Former White 

Patriot Party leader Glenn Miller 
has convinced a federal judge that he 
no longer fears the federal govern­
ment and will return to court for 
sentencing on firearms and other 
charges in January.

U.S. District Judge Earl Britt 
Monday set a $50,000 bond for Miller.

Miller, who once threatened a race 
war and formerly referred to the fed­
eral government as ZOG — “Zionist 
Occupational Government,” told 
Britt during a bond hearing that he 
had begun cooperating with federal 
authorities.

Miller said.

More than 300,000 acres have been 
closed to shellfish harvesting since 
the first reports of red tide algae on 
Emerald Isle the weekend of Oct. 31. 
More than half the annual bay 
scallop harvest has been lost, state 
officials said. Clams and oysters can 
survive redtide, but levels of the 
microbe toxic to humans will persist 
in shellfish for two weeks after the 
algae recedes from state waters.

Murray said that the authority is 
not giving preference to a national 
forest.

The discussion about forests sur­
prised environmentalists at the 
meeting. Lisa Finaldi, the acting 
director of the N.C. Clean Water 
Fund, said that she had a hard time 
believing that the law would allow 
radioactive waste to be put in a fed­
eral forest.

"Maybe there is a part of some na­
tional forest that’s totally of no value 
to anybody. Then I ’d wonder why it 
was a (part of a) national forest,” 
she said.

Robert Gessner of the Blue Ridge 
Environmental Defense Leaguesaid 
that the authority would find few 
allies if it tried to put the waste in the 
Pisgah or Nantahala national 
forests. Hunters, conservationists 
and campers in western North 
Carolina already are protesting the 
federal government’s plan for clear­
ing sections of the forests, he said.

The tentative approval of the 33- 
page documents opens a month-long 
period for local officials and the gen­
eral public to suggest changes.

“ It’s astonishing that in such a 
short period of time we’ve been able 
to reach our first major milestone,” 
Merrill Eisenbud, chairman of the 
authority, said.

At his urging, the panel agreed to 
begin work toward the second “ma­
jor milestone”  -  seeking an 
engineering firm to develop a list of 
potential sites.

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Helms Refuses 
To Socialize 
With Guests 
From Russia

Sen. je s s e  Helms says he turned 

down invitations to social events 
honoring Soviet leader Mikhail Gor­
bachev because he didn’t want to 
dignify a government that “ has 
never kept its word.”

Helms, ranking Republican on the 
Senate Foreign Relations Commit­
tee, said President Reagan had in­
vited him to a state dinner during this 
week’s sum m it in Washington. Sec­

retary  of S tate George Shultz invited 
Helms to another get-together with 
Gorbachev.

“ I imm ediately turned down both 
invitations,” Helms told the Dunn 
Daily Record. “ I don’t want to 
bestow dignity or respectability on 
the head of a governm ent that has 
never kept its word, and I certainly 
am  not going to socialize with h im .”

Gorbachev and his wife arrived in 
Washington on Monday to sign a

treaty banning interm ediate-range 
nuclear missiles in Europe and 
discuss further weapons cuts and
other is«:iipc

Helms said Gorbachev was “ a 
cunning PR m an” but was “ just a 
front man. The sam e people a re  still 
running Russia.”

Helms said he would like to grill 
Gorbachev before the Foreign R ela­
tions Committee, but said foreign

leaders are not allowed to attend 
committee meetings.

“ I want to know more about this 
m an,” Helms said, “and w hether he 
is willing to dism antle the Berlin 
W all, p u ll th e  tro o p s  o u t of 
Afghanistan” and m ake concessions 
in Angola and Central America as 
well as loosen restrictions on em ig ra­
tion of Soviet Jew s and dissidents.

This isn’t the first tim e Helms has 
rejected invitations to socialize with

foreign heads of state with whose 
policies he disagrees.

“ I feel the good Lord put m e and 
everybody else here to stand for 
something and that’s w hat I intend to 
do,” Helms said.

Helms has reserved judgm ent on 
the INF treaty, which som e conser­
vatives have said would weaken the 
United States and its allies and are  
vowing to fight when the Senate 
debates ratification.

of grades kindergarten through 
eighth in the specific policy address­
ing extracurricular student groups 
and their freedom to establish groups 
and conduct meetings on school 
property during noninstructional 
time in the school day.

Buzzard said that policy was 
drafted from the Equal Access Act to 
protect the rights of secondary school 
students. While primary school stu­
dents do have rights to assemble, 
there is no specific law to quote on 
that issue, he said.

The Constitutional rights of teach­
ers as citizens and their role while 
acting in their official capacities also 
was addressed. The policy was de­
veloped to address student rights as 
opposed to those of administrators 
and personnel, Buzzard said. It 
refers to teachers only while they’re 
“acting in their official capacity.”

Religion in the Pitt County schools

has been a sensitive issue since an 
a d m i n i s t r a t i v e  m e m o  wa s  
distributed to the schools in 1986 re­
questing that programs and activi­
ties be neutral on religion. The board, 
according to the policy introduction, 
“seeks to foster among all students 
and personnel the attitudes of appre­
ciation, sensitivity, and respect for 
the rich religious diversity of our 
community and nation, and to ac­
commodate student religious beliefs 
and practices whenever educational­
ly feasible and constitionally per­
missible.”

The new religion policy will be im­
plemented immediately to provide a 
guide for current holiday programs.

Personnel recommendations and a 
revision in the school calendar as it 
relates to Martin Luther King’s 
birthday also was approved. Under 
the calendar revision prompted by 
the state Personnel Commission, 
June 23 was changed from a teacher

workday to a holiday for 10 and 11- 
month employees, and Dec. 21 was 
changed from a scheduled annual 
leave day to a holiday for all 12- 
month employees.

The updated search and seizure 
policy also was approved by the 
board in addition to advisory council 
recommendations.

Robert Dailey of the school system 
briefed the board on recommenda­
tions and suggestions of the tobacco 
task force, and Dr. A1 Driver and 
Camille Kroll, assistant director of 
the American Lung Association of 
North Carolina, Eastern Region, 
spoke in support of the recommenda­
tions.

The board also requested a presen­
tation on the Triad Enrichment Pro­
gram, which is designed to enrich 
students who exhibit above average 
ab ility , task com m itm ent and 
creativity, and it met in executive 
session to discuss property matters.

She stayed last n ight in the hom e of Mr. and Mrs. R obert D. Rouse. She w as to be up today a t 4 a.m . to catch a plane and be in B ilox i, Miss., by 11 a.m .
Som e time in the m idst of her busy afternoon and even in g  schedule in Pitt County, she no doubt called  hom e. She says sh e  spends som e tim e  every evening that she isn’t at home on the phone with her children. The Gephardt children are Matthew, 17, Christine, 14, and Katie, 10. When M om ’s  away, th ey ’re in the care of live-in  nanny, a young woman taking a y e a r ’s  leave of absence from the U niversity of M issouri to assist the G ephardts.
Mrs. Gephardt explained during the new s conference the Harkin- G ephardt bill proposed by her hus­band and Sen. Harkin of Iowa. The

first part of their proposal, she said, has already passed the House. This deals with farm credit and sets up matching grants of up to $500,000 to assist states in adm inistering farm- er-lender mediation program s to help farmers restructure their debts.
It requires the F arm er Home Ad­ministration and the Farm  Credit System  to participate in such m edia­tion programs. She said she believes this requirement creates a situation  
in which the leadership of the F arm ­ers Home Adm inistration is made  part of the solution rather than a con­tribution to the problem of fam ily  farm ing collapses.

The second part of the Harkin- Gephardt bill she said  will control production by bushels — not acreage  — which will e lim in ate the incentive  to overuse pesticides and allow  farm ers to control production by any manner they choose. “ We m ust con­trol production w hile  utilizing en­vironm entally sound techniques,” she quotes her husband.

If this measure is p assed , farm ers will vote, based on the crops they  grow, to enact production controls. She believes the price for each com ­m odity w ill then be se t a t a  level ad e­quate to cover the cost of production and ensure higher fam ily  incom e.Gephardt says that, a s  part of this control, the country m u st pursue 
negotiations with its trading partners to coordinate supply m anagem ent. “It has always been the A m erican  farm ers who cut back. We need other countries to help e lim in ate  today’s  surpluses, too,” Mrs. G ephardt said.She has faith that p assin g  all of the Harkin-Gephardt proposal will turn the rural eoncomy of this nation around.

She said , when sh e becom es first lady, sh e will work for im proved  education, improved fa m ily  life, and fighting drug and alcohol use, par­ticularly among children and teen ­agers. She said sh e w ill do this through activities of her own and, through her husband, w hose ear sh e  knows sh e always has.

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Nancy Reagan Says

1987 Has Been 'Terrible' Year;
Next Year Has To Be Better'

WASHINGTON -  The Reagans 
could have done without October — 
but then they could have done 
without 1987. Top to bottom, front to 
back, inside out and beginning to end, 
Ronald Reagan’s seventh year as 
president has been a struggle. 

“ Terrible,” said Nancy Reagan_   .— - ...  ̂ ---
recently, trying — unronvincingly — 

aboi ..to laugh about it. “ Terrible. Next 
y ear has got to be better. ”

How could it be worse? His pro­
sta te  surgery, the Iran-Contra pro­
bes, the furor over Chief of Staff Don 
Regan, the Persian Gulf attacks, the 
aborted Supreme Court nominations, 
the stock-market crash, the scandals 
involving frien d s and po litica l 
associates -  not to mention her 
su rg ery  for b reast cancer, her 
m other’s death and the resulting ex­
p o su re  of th e lo n g -sm o ld erin g  
estrangem ent of daughter P a tti 
Davis.

“ Well,” said Nancy Reagan, settl­
ing down beside the fireplace in the 
White House Library 2V¿ weeks after 
her mother’s funeral, “ overall I 
guess the whole year has been the 
roughest. The roughest single thing, 
of course, was Ronnie being shot (in  
1981).”

But despite it all, next week — 
beginning with the Monday arrival of 
Soviet leader Mikhail Gorbachev and 
his wife Raisa for three days of arm s 
talks — could turn out to be one of his 
best. Certainly it is one of his m ost 
important, and that m akes it one of 
her most im portant as well. She has 
invited Mrs. Gorbachev for coffee 
and a private tour of the White 
House, and she will join Reagan of­
ficially in welcoming the Gorbachevs 
Tuesday morning and hosting them 
a t a state dinner Tuesday night. 
Unofficially, of course, she will be 
Reagan’s support, as she always has 
been.

Nancy Reynolds, Nancy Reagan’s 
unofficial but willing interpreter ever 
s in c e  th e  R e a g a n s  c a m e  to  
Washington, had sum m ed up the 
Reagan relationship a few days 
earlier. “They are  joined at the hip, 
truly,” she said. “ And what happens 
to one affects the other.”

Nancy Reagan of late, though, has 
begun to look beyond the travails of 
what Reynolds calls “ this soap-opera 
existence” of death, cancer, personal 
disappointments, political setbacks 
and international expectations at 
next week’s sum m it. There has been 
an urge to talk m ore about the future, 
next year and getting back to the 
ranch.

As if to explain yet one more notion

building about Mrs. Reagan inside 
Washington’s Beltway -  that she is 
fed up and can’t wait to leave 
Washington -  Reynolds recounted a 
prediction she made last year.

“ Foolishly,” Reynolds said, “ I 
said, ‘Oh, the next two years are  just 
going to go like wildfire.’ ”

T h e n , c h a n g in g  h e r  v o ic e , 
Reynolds mimicked Mrs. Reagan 
more recently: “ What happened to 
the wildfire th a t was going to spread 
through the kingdom h e re ?”

Reynolds trotted out the old joke 
about the reaction of the optimistic 
kid faced w ith a roomful of manure: 
“Well, th ere’s got to be a pony in 
there som ew here.”

Nancy R eagan considered the 
m agnitude of the R eagans’ troubles 
and replied: “ This pony is beginning 
to look like a horse.”

At the White House, Mrs. Reagan 
acknowledged that there are  times 
when she has looked forward to going 
home to California permanently.

“Oh, sure, you have those — I 
mean, a t this point — particularly 
after this y ea r,” she said, proceeding 
cautiously. “ But then there are lots 
of things, you know, that I will miss. 
Like I m issed things when I left 
Sacram ento. I’ll miss friends. And 
this is a lovely old hom e.. . . ”

She took sm all consolation from 
som ething her friend, colum nist 
George Will, wrote recently about the 
misery of other two-term presidents. 
“Eisenhower’s seventh year was just 
awful. There was the U-2; four 
m em bers of his Cabinet resigned; 
Sherman Adams — the vicuna coat — 
he had a stroke. I mean, everything 
happened to him. E verything,” she 
said.

And the lesson to be learned?
“Sit back,” she said, “ and expect 

it.”
The nadir of Nancy R eag an s 

roughest year came on a pair of 
black Mondays in October. She never 
suspected the chilling disclosure that 
first Monday, Oct. 5: She had a lump 
in her breast, and it m ight be cancer­
ous, the doctor said. Her visit to 
Bethesda Naval Medical Center had 
been routine, for her annual checkup. 
But after surprise cam e a feeling of 
inevitability.

“ So much had happened to hiin,” 
she said of her husband’s bouts with 
cancer and the 1981 assassination a t­
tem pt, “ and I just thought, ‘Well, 
maybe the gods are up there deciding 
now it’s my turn .’ ”

Three weeks later, on Monday, 
Oct. 26, and just 10 days into her 
postsurgery recuperation, cam e the 
news of her m other’s death after a 
stroke. A few days later she learned 
that while she had been trying to 
shield Edith Luckett Davis from her 
own m isfortune — she had cautioned

Davis’ nurses to keep an eye on 
media coverage — her mother had 
been asking for her.

“ Even at the last when she really 
didn’t know ... she kept -  they told 
me, and I found in the notes -  kept 
calling, calling for me, which ju st 
about killed me.

“ We were alw ays terribly close —
really very close — and I adored 
her,” she said. “ But I_________   was always
sorry that I was so far away from her 
and I couldn’t be with her more.” In 
some ways, Mrs. Reagan’s October 
calendar had seem ed predictable, a 
combination of official and private 
engagem ents starting off with the 
doctor’s appointm ent in Bethesda, 
Md. A tentative reading of her 
m am m ogram  that first Monday had 
alerted John E. Hutton, the presi­
dent’s physician, to a tiny lesion. 
Hutton told M rs. Reagan they 
wouldn’t know until the next day if 
she should have a biopsy. Right then 
she decided she wanted breast- 
cancer specialist Dr. Oliver Beahrs, 
a former student of her father’s, to be 
there when she heard the verdict and 
to examine her himself.

Not until la ter did anybody tell her 
that Hutton had slipped into the Oval 
Office to w arn the president there 
was a possibility she had cancer. 
Hutton’s news had stunned Reagan 
-  Hutton told her he would never 
forget the look on his face.

“ Knowing h im ,” she said of her 
husband, by nature an optimist, “ he 
probably thought ‘This can’t happen. 
I t’s not possible. Can’t happen.’ ”

But on Tuesday, “ it became a re a l­
ity.”

Joining Hutton a t the White House, 
Beahrs, who had arrived from the 
Mayo Clinic, talked to her about the 
quarter-inch-long tumor detected in 
her left breast. She began to weigh 
h e r  o p t i o n s ,  g iv e n  h e r  c i r ­
c u m s ta n c e s , w hich inclu d ed  a 
demanding schedule stretching into 
next year.

“ If I’d been told that I should go in 
the next day, I would have gone in the 
next day,” she said. But Beahrs 
never suggested such urgency, so she 
waited, scheduling surgery for 10 
days later.

“There w ere these things that w ere 
coming up,” she explained — such 
longstanding com mitm ents as the 
Oct. 14 s ta te  visit by Salvadoran 
President Jose Napoleon D uarte and 
the Oct. 16 New Hampshire event 
com bining h e r  anti-drug ab u se  
crusade and F oster G randparents.

More im m ediate was that night’s 
dinner for the crown prince and 
crown princess of Japan. When 
Reagan cam e home to dress, she 
said, “ there w asn’t much tim e to 
talk, really. And I think we both knew 
that if we sta rted  to talk, we would

get upset — and we had to go through 
this dinner -  and there was no point 
in doing that. The m ain thing was to 
just get through the dinner.”

For all their years in Hollywood, 
that didn’t com e easily.

“You keep trying to push it out,” 
she said. “ And th ere’s something - 1 
don’t know — kind of unreal about it, 
that this couldn’t really be happen­
ing. You know, it’s like a nightm are.
It just couldn’t be happening. They 
must have m ade a m istake.”

The next day, Oct. 7, she flew to 
Chicago to accept a $100,000 cash 
award for the Nancy Reagan Drug 
Abuse F u n d  from  th e  R onald 
McDonald Children’s Charities. She 
had already told her chief of staff. 
Jack Courtemanche; she told her two 
other senior aides — press secretary 
Elaine Crispen and secretary  Jane 
Erkenback — during the flight.

“She was adam ant about keeping it 
quiet,” Crispen said. “ She didn’t 
want people treating her differently. 
And we discussed her decision not to 
tell her family so far ahead.”

“There was no point in having 
them worried for 10 days,” Mrs. 
Reagan said.

In fact, it w asn’t until Oct. 15, the 
night before she entered the hospital, 
that the word was passed to daughter 
Patti Davis, daughter-in-law Doria 
Reagan, and stepchildren Maureen 
and Michael Reagan. It fell to Doria, 
Ron R eagan’s wife, to get the word to 
him in the Soviet Union, where he 
was on location with ABC’s “ Good 
Morning A m erica.”

For Reagan, the 10-day countdown 
to Mrs. R eagan’s surgery was inter­
minable and agonizing. Publicly, he 
was taking a beating on Robert 
Bork’s nomination, and in a speech to 
New Jersey  Republicans he defiantly 
lashed back that if he had to 
nominate someone else, “ ... I’ll try 
to find one that they’ll object to as 
much as they did to this one.” P ri­
vately, he w as shaken, w orried about 
her recovery and the effects of 
cancer treatm ents.

Not wanting to add her own anx­
ieties to his, Nancy Reagan turned to 
h e r s te p b r o th e r ,  P h ila d e lp h ia  
neurosurgeon Richard Davis, the 
way she once did his father, and to 
her ever-supportive trusted friends.

“ I think anyone does when you 
have th a t kind of sudden shock,” said 
Betsy Bloomingdale, a confidant 
from her California days.

Another friend said Mrs. Reagan 
“was scared  to death, just scared to 
death,” shortly before the biopsy. Al­
ready  w orrying o vertim e about 
Reagan’s problems ( “ she always 
wants everything to be smooth for 
him,” Bloomingdale sa id ), she fret­
ted over the way the media would 
play her story.

Reagan Welcomes Gorbachev To Summit

Washington in 14 years, and Gor­
bachev’s first trip to the United 
States since he assumed power in 
March 1985.

There was pomp and circumstance 
aplenty as Gorbachev’s limousine 
pulled up bearing twin Soviet and 
American flags on the fender.

The two men shook hands as Gor­
bachev stepped from his car, and 
Mrs, Reagan greeted Mrs. Gor­
bachev with a nod and a smile.

The leaders then stood side by side 
while Gorbachev was accorded full 
military honors. A U.S. military band 
played the Soviet national anthem 
and Star Spangled Banner, and they 
chatted as a fife and drum corps 
dressed in Revolutionary era 
uniforms paraded past.

Once the nationally televised cer­
emony was over, Reagan escorted 
Gorbachev into the White House for 
the first of five scheduled negotiating 
sessions on arms control, human 
rights, Afghanistan and other issues.

The centerpiece of the first day of 
the summit -  the signing of the trea­
ty to eliminate intermediate-range 
nuclear missiles — was arranged for 
early afternoon in the White House 
East Room.

After seven years of difficult 
negotiations on the medium-range

missile treaty, strains were felt up to 
the last minute. American officials 
expressed irritation over the failure 
of the Soviets to deliver a satisfac­
tory photograph of the SS-20 Soviet 
missile, one that is to be banned. The 
photos were to be published in a trea­
ty annex.

The photograph is needed to com­
pare the dimensions of the banned 
missile with a similar but legal long- 
range SS-25 rocket. The administra­
tion has voiced concern the Soviets 
might circumvent the accord by 
substituting modified SS-25s for SS- 
20s,

"I understand they are sending a 
photograph here but it hasn’t arrived 
yet,” said one American official a 
few hours before the scheduled trea­
ty signing. He said other photographs 
of the SS-20 were inadequate because 
they depicted the missile shielded by 
its canister.

With Soviet flags bearing the 
hammer and sickle flying from stan­
dards along Pennsylvania Avenue, 
Gorbachev seized center stage on his 
arrival Monday, bringing wishes ()f 
“ peace and well-being to all Ameri­
cans” and assurances that he means 
to establish better relations between 
the superpowers.

“We are hoping that we will hear 
some new words on their side,” the

Soviet leader said as a cold wind 
snapped across Andrews Air Force 
Base in suburban Maryland.

“We can neither of us shirk the role 
that we are to play in world affairs. 
We must act with the utmost respon­
sibility to our peoples and the peoples 
of the whole world,” he said.

A broad smile on his face, Secre­
tary of State George P. Shultz 
assured Gorbachev his first visit to 
America was off to “a good start.”

Just as Gorbachev used his cere­
monial arrival to get across a 
message of his expectations to 
Reagan, his host used a ceremony at 
which the National Christmas Tree 
was lit to convey one to Gorbachev.

“ I hope the general secretary is 
watching this on TV,” Reagan said of 
the Soviet leader, who had arrived in 
the United States just two hours 
earlier. “ I’d like him to see what 
we’re celebrating, because for us 
Christmas celebrates the cause of 
peace on earth, goodwill toward men.

“ I cannot think of a better spirit in 
which to begin the meetings of the

next several days. As a small 
reminder of that spirit, a star of 
peace atop the National Christmas 
Tree will be lit day and night during 
the time our Soviet guests are here. 
And as we look out from the White 
House during our discussions, let the 
star remind us why we’ve gathered 
and what we seek.”

As for Gorbachev’s appeal for 
“ new words,’’ Reagan told 
reporters: “ He’ll hear them in the 
morning.”

Over three years, the United States 
will scrap 396 missiles deployed in 
West Germany, Britain, Italy and 
Belgium, and the Soviets 683 rockets, 
about 50 of which are in East Ger­
many and Czechoslovakia.

The shorter-range weapons do not 
pose a threat to the United States, but 
are targeted on Soviet and Western 
Europe. Strategic arms can be fired 
across the world and are considered 
the most serious nuclear threat.

The treaty was applauded by Sam 
Nunn, D-Ga., chairman of the Senate 
Armed Services Committee.

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Miami Blows 27-Point 
Lead, Holds On To Take 
37-28 Win Over The Jets

MIAMI (AP) — The Miami Dolphins are puzzled, and the New York Jets are riddled.The Dolphins continued their up- and-down season Monday night with a 37-28 victory over the Jets. New York, hampered by injuries all year, lost starting linebacker Lance Mehl and cornerback Russell Carter for the rest of the season.A week after losing 27-0 at Buffalo, Miami built a 27-0 halftime lead and withstood a second-half New York comeback. The performance left the Dolphins shaking their heads about their inconsistency.“ It’s been a weird season,’’ rookie running back Troy Stradford said after rushing 30 times for 120 yards and three touchdowns. “ It’s hard to believe we got shut out last week ver­sus Buffalo. But we didn’t sulk about it and we didn’t grow apart. We stayed together and worked hard.’’Both Miami and New York are 6-6 and one game behind AFC East lead­er Indianapolis with three games to play.“We’re still in the playoff hunt,’’ Jets Coach Joe Walton said. “ It will be tough. It looks like we’ve lost two starters for the season.’’
Mehl suffered a knee injury. Carter, one of four New York casu­alties in the secondary this season, separated a shoulder. The team ’s leading rusher. Freem an McNeil, in­

jured a hamstring, and Walton said his status is uncertain.Miami did not escape unscathed. Center Dwight Stephenson, a Pro Bowl player the last five years, suf­fered a cracked fibula and may miss the rest of the season. Place-kicker Fuad Reveiz bruised his thigh but still managed to boot an 18-yard field goal with the gimpy leg.The Dolphins dominated the first half, rolling up 18 first downs to the Je ts’ two, but New York closed the sco re  to 30-21 by driv ing for touchdowns on its first three posses­sions in the second half.Dan Marino, completing 29 of 40 passes for 293 yards on the night, then marched Miami 74 yards and scored himself on a 5-yard naked bootleg. New York’s Bobby Hum- phery returned a Stradford fumble 46 yards for a touchdown with seven minutes left, but the Jets didn’t get into Miami territory again.“This is one we had to have,’’ Miami Coach Don Shula said. “And we have to have the rest of them to stay alive, with the way the Colts have taken the lead.”Miami finished with 432 yards, 30 first downs and a 27-minute advan­tage in time of possession.“We need to be more consistent,” Marino said. “We did it tonight, but we didn’t do it last week. Although it’s a good win for us, we have to do it week in and week out.”

While the team sunk, tension in the clubhouse was on the rise.“ It wasn’t as good last year as it had been in 1985 or 1986,” Mauch said. “Not having Reggie Jackson or Bobby Grich m ay have hurt.”On Monday, the silver-haired statesman looked as relaxed as ever, tanned and sitting easily in a chair. Across the conference room was another man in a somewhat similar position — Don Zimmer, the newly hired manager of the last-place Chicago Cubs.

Mauch appeared optimistic as he

talked about reversing the Angels’ 75-87 finish. At age 62, he has gone through things like this before.

of freshman recruits, a sophomore and a JUCO (junior college) trans­fer, and you look around and you go ‘What happened?” ’Lose, a 6-3 sophomore from Har­risburg, Penn., said that first court appearance was a dose of reality.“ It was real strange,” he said. “I thought, we’ve got a lot of work to 
do.”Indeed they do. Though the three are the only veterans on this year’s team , th a t te rm  m ight be a misnomer. Before this season. Hill had never played a game for ECU in two years due to an injury, and nei­ther Kelly nor Lose had extensive playing experience.So where has that left a Pirate team whose tallest player is 6-6?At a serious disadvantage, that’s 
where.But for Hill, 6-3, sophomore from Fairfax, Va., one way to deal with that is a proper fram e of mind.“You approach any situation as positively as possible,” he said. “You just work as hard as you can and hope things work out for you. A lot of times you don’t get breaks in life.“That’s what I learned with my in­jury. You just have to work hard and hope things go your way. Usually people who work hard, good things happen to them.”So far, the Pirates are 1-1, with a close win over Longwood (65-57) and a crushing defeat at the hands of lOth-ranked Duke (94-45). Next up for ECU are the 4-0 Campbell Camels to­night at 7:30 p.m., followed by a Thursday road game at Maryland.For new ECU coach Mike Steele, blending the returning players with newcomers has not been a typical transition period.“ It should be an easy transition for those guys because none of them played very much,” he said. “ I could see how it could be difficult if one of them had been a two-year starter or played 35 minutes a game and had a great deal of success as a player.“ But here you are looking at (a sit­uation where) both Reed and Jeff’s time has been limited and Gus hasn’t had any at all. We approach them just like if they were brand new, first year players because, basically, they 

are.”Be that as it may, the three are the lone veterans Steele has on a team that is beyond young. Experience wise, they are still wet behind the 
ears.They are young enough that lead­ership roles must be taken up by sophomores and a junior because 
there are no seniors on the team." I’m trying to be more of a lead­er,” Lose' said. "1 sort of like the leadership role myself," Lose said, “ (You have to) talk to the freshmen and calm them down. But then again.

Right now we’re in a situation where all our guys are about the sam e.”And that is young and inexperi­enced.“We’re going to be young,” Hill said. “We weren’t picked to win any games by some magazines, so that goes to show you that you work hard and do as gocid as you can and let all the negative talk be just th a t -  talk.”In many ways, the Pirates have adopted an attitude of optimism tempered with reality.“You play this year and keep striv­ing to get better as a team,” Kelly said. “Hey, if we went 0-28 and made it to the CAA (Colonial Athletic Association) tournament and won three ballgames, suddenly you are in the NCAA tournament.“Then you’ve succeeded. Those three games are  what it is all about. You just try to get better every day. If you lose, you just pick your head up and you keep going. It’s very simple.“ I don’t think we’re going to lose every game. I don’t see that happen­ing. I think somebody will take us lightly and they’ll get beat because we work extremely hard.”

Boeheim's Fears Realized 
In Tough Start By Orange

The toughest start to a Syracuse 
basketball schedule in over a decade 
confirmed Coach Jim Boeheim’s 
fears that he doesn’t have two 
players to step into the role of role 
players.

This 
team’s nothing like the team from 
last year.’’

The two players who graduated 
were Greg Monroe and Howard 
Triche, the Nos. 3 and 5 scorers in a 
balanced attack that featured 
averages ranging from 17.3 points to 
1 1 . 8 .

Monroe, the outside shooting 
threat, took 180 of the team's 248 3-

point attempts and made 44 percent. 
Triche was the defensive specialist 
up front w'ho averaged nearly five 
rebounds per game.

Even more, Boeheim knew the 
team would miss the experience of 
Monroe and Triche.

“The two seniors really helped the 
freshmen last year,’’ he said. “They 
did the little things that had to be 
done. Scoring wasn’t the point. They 
set screens, moved the ball, did 
things that aren’t in the stats.’’

Stephen Thompson has done fairly 
well in trying to replace Triche at 
small forward. With Rony Seikaly 
and Derrick Coleman up front, 
Thompson doesn’t have to be that 
much of a force on the boards but his 
defense is crucial to any Syracuse 
success.

“ I’m very pleased with Stevie at 
small forward,’’ Boeheim said after 
the Orangemen’s semifinal victory 
over Alabama-Birmingham in the 
Great Alaska Shootout.

“ He (Humphery) was screaming 
through the middle. You gotta do

"The runbacks gave them great 
field position," Roby added. “The 
defense’s morale is down, but with 
good kickoffs they would’ve given up 
maybe seven points, if that.”

Reveiz, who missed the extra point 
after Miami’s third touchdown, said 
that under the circumstances Roby 
was being far too critical of himself.

Baseball Execs Getting Set To Swap
DALLAS (AP) -  The talking is 

about to give way to swapping at 
baseball’s winter meetings, where 
slugger Bob Horner has a yen to 
return to the United States and the 
New York Yankees reportedly are 
willing to pay big bucks to aging 
superstar Dave Parker.

On a day in which the biggest 
rumor was that a Tokyo summer of 
saki and sushi somehow have fatten­
ed up the already hefty Horner, only 
one minor trade was completed as 
major league executives huddled in a 
Texas-siz^ luxury hotel complex.

But in a city where far more oil 
deals are closed than player trades, 
the Yankees and Cincinnati Reds met 
Monday to discuss a deal for Parker. 
And the Los Angeles Dodgers shop­
ped Mike Marshall, the run-produc­
ing outfielder who had several well- 
jublicized run-ins with teammates 
ast season.
The New York Mets and Baltimore 

closed a multi-player deal late Mon­
day night, with the Mets shipping 
right-hande reliever Doug Sisk to the 
Orioles for minor league pitcher 
Blaine Beatty and a pitcher to be 
named later off the Orioles’ 40-man 
roster.

Sisk, 30, was 3-1 with three saves in 
55 appearances last season and “ can 
keep the ball in the park,” Orioles 
General Manager Roland Hemond 
said. “ He’s got a chance to be our 
bullpen stopper.”

Atlanta and Horner, 30, opened 
talks aimed at putting the slugging 
infielder back in the Braves’ uniform 
he wore for nine seasons. Horner hit 
215 homers and had 652 runs batted in 
for Atlanta but couldn’t reach con­
tract terms last year and instead 
earned megayen with the Yakult 
Swallows of the Japanese Pacific 
League.

Horner was paid an estimated $2

million in salary and expenses and 
Yakult reportedly is willing to 
swallow a new $10- million, three- 
year deal.

But while some major league 
teams reportedly lost interest in 
Horner because he is considerably 
heavier than the 215 pounds he 
weighed in Atlanta, both the Bráves 
and the Texas Rangers are courting 
him. Horner lives in nearby Irving, 
Texas.

The Braves are said to be offering 
$1 million for one year, or only about 
half the $1.8 million Horner got in 
1986.

“We’ve made an offer to him and 
his agent (Bucky Woy) said ‘Thanks, 
but no thanks,” ’ Braves spokesman 
Bob DiBiasio said. “ Our owner (Ted 
Turner) has been quoted as saying 
that is our final offer.”

The Yankees, seeking more punch 
in a lineup that already includes Don 
Mattingly, Dave Winfield and Rickey 
Henderson are reportedly willing to 
give up three players for Parker, the 
former All-Star right fielder who was 
paid $1.4 million this year. Parker, 
36, hit .253 with 26 homers and 97 RBI 
but slumped badly in the second half 
of the season.

“ We’re not shopping him but we’ll 
listen to offers for him,” Reds Man­
ager Pete Rose said.

The Yankees supposedly have of­
fered the Reds outfielder-catcher 
Phil Lombardi, pitcher Bill Fulton 
and outfielder Henry Cotto. If they 
don’t get Parker, the Yankees may 
go after Cleveland outfielder Mel 
Hall. They also are interested in 
Atlanta shortstop Rafael Ramirez, as 
is Houston.

The world champion Minnesota 
Twins also like Parker.

Toronto and Oakland have discuss­
ed a possible deal involving Lloyd 
Moseby and Carney Lansford.

Hemond said the Orioles hope to 
complete at least one more trade.

“ I really love all this,” he said, 
alluding to the constant wheeling and 
dealing.

Trades and near-trades usually 
highlight the week-long hot stove 
meetings, but there was plenty of 
other news Monday:

— Rose confirmed he’s played his 
final game because, “At age 46, if 
I ’m not retired, I should be.”  The 
major leagues’ all-time hit leader 
hasn’t played since August 1986 and 
“ I thought I was retired,” Rose said.

— The rules committee said it 
hopes to increase the number of 
strike calls and thus shorten games 
by reducing the strike zone. Pitchers 
have complained for years about the 
incredible shrinking strike zone, and 
the new strike zone interpretation —

from just above the bottom of the ribs 
to the top of the knees -  is smaller 
than the rule book calls for. But 
committee member Pat Gillick of 
Toronto said the newly defined strike 
zone is larger than umpires have 
been using.

The committee also redefined the 
balk rule, ruling a pitcher must have 
both feet, not just one, on the ground 
while in the set position. Umpires 
also may eject pitchers and manag­
ers after beanballs without first giv­
ing warning.

— The deadline for free agents to 
be offered salary arbitration passed 
and Dwayne Murphy, Steve Garvey, 
Glenn Hubbard, Jose Cruz, Vance 
Law, Joaquin Andujar and Bill 
Madlock were among the 32 players 
not offered arbitration. They can’t 
re-sign with their teams until May 1.

DALLAS (AP) -  The Houston 
Astros promoted Bill Wood to general 
manager Monday, filling the two- 
month vacancy and putting him in 
charge of pumping new life into the 
team.

Wood, the Astros’ assistant general 
manager since July 1985, had served 
as in terim  GM following Dick 
Wagner’s resignation Oct. 14. Wood 
has worked for the team for 11 years.

“This is a thing a baseball man 
dreams about,” said Wood, 46. “ I 
know many people say the winter 
meetings are a boring time, but 
you’ll excuse me if I say this is ex­
citing.”

The announcement was made by 
John McMullen, the Astros’ chair­
man of the board. McMullen inter­
viewed 15 candidates for the job and 
was criticized for not filling the posi­
tion sooner.

“I thought it was a fairly reason­

able tim e’” McMullen said. “I did it 
at my leisure.”

Wood will try to revive the Astros, 
who won the National League West in 
1986 but slumped to 76-86 and third 
place last year.

“ It was not frustrating,” Wood 
said, describing the wait to see if he 
would get the job. “ I had things to do 
as interim general manager.”

“This has not slowed us down,” he 
said. “Teams still wanted to talk to 
us.”

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South African G olf Event D idn't Help A ll
By SCOTTOSTLER (c) 1987, Los Angeles Times How about that Ian Woosnam, folks?The plucky little Welsh golfer took the big enchilada Sunday. He cashed the only check in the winner-take-all Million Dollar Challenge in Sun City, South Africa.A big day for the little guy, and another bad day for a lot of black people.“Everyone dreams of being a mil­lionaire,’’ Woosnam said, hefting.his check. “If the tax man is not harsh on me, I might have done it.’’Hold it, Ian. Everyone dreams of being a millionaire?I dream of being a millionaire, cer­tainly. After taxes. I’d settle for be­ing a thousandaire. But in some parts of the world, especially in South Africa, people don’t have time to dream that dream.Instead, the black people there are busy dreaming of being able to vote and being able to get out of prison be­fore they reach puberty.South Africa has this thing called apartheid, which is defined in Webster’s as, “An official policy of racial segregation in the Republic of South Africa.’’The policy works fine until some­one objects, then it gets sticky. Some­thing like 25,000 anti-apartheid peo­ple are in jail in South Africa. Several thousands of them , by som e estimates, are not yet teen-agers. All of them are dreamers. None of them are millionaires.But what’s this got to do with sports? And why pick on Ian Woosnam, who never threw anybody in jail?Sports is the toy department, right? An island of fun in a sea of life’s troubles, an escape for the world-weary. Why ruin a perfectly good diversion such as sports by tur­ning it into a political tool?To answer the last question first: Sports is already a political tool in South Africa. Guys such as Ian Woosnam, by playing sports there, are hammering away, shoring up apartheid against the storm of out­side opinion. They are as political as a presidential candidate.Because South Africa is the only nation in the world where apartheid is an official policy, the United Na­tions slapped a cultural moratorium on the country in 1980. Entertainers and athletes are asked not to sing, box, golf, run or play ball there. To do so, the reasoning goes, lends validity to a system the rest of the world views as wrong. It helps keep the 

system going.To counteract this boycott. South Africa has gone to the jugular. Or the wallet. Same difference. They dangle huge sums of money to big-name athletes.“The prices are higher in South Africa, per performance, than any place in the world,” says Arthur Ashe, former Wimbledon champion and curren t co-chairm an (with Harry Belafonte) of Artists and Athletes Against Apartheid. “We call it a ‘guilt premium.’ Anyone foolish or brave enough to go can negotiate a guilt premium, over and above the standard market value.”

So, the boycott actually drives up the bounty for the few who choose to ignore it.Other than resulting in bonanza paydays for the Ian Woosnams of the world, is the boycott effective?“ Cultural isolation is one of the most powerful non-violent weapons that we have,” Ashe says. “ It’s ^ li t-  ical, economic, spiritual and moral persuasion.”It’s serious stuff
“This conversation is probably be­ing taped,” Ashe told me when I phoned him. “ I know this phone (in his office) is bugged. The CIA and BOSS (South Africa’s Bureau of State Security, now known as the Depart­ment of National Security) share in̂  telligence sec re ts .... When I’m talk­ing to them (anti-apartheid people in Africa), if I’m talking about some­thing they can’t read (in the newspa­pers, because of news censorship), the phone suddenly will be cut off.’
The boycott has been generally successful. Hundreds of American

artists and athletes have signed pledges that, as Steve Van Zandt, Bruce Springsteen and dozens of other stars sang proudly, “ I-I-M ain’t gonna play Sun City.”However...Some athletes, notably from the worlds of tennis and golf, ignore the boycott.Tennis star Brad Gilbert has played in South Africa twice in three years. Mike Weaver boxed there a couple weeks ago. And, in the Million Dollar Challenge, American golfers Lanny Wadkins and Curtis Strange were in the eight-man field, after playing in another made-for-South Africa event the week before.“ I think Bradley is against apar­theid and the conditions there,” Gilbert’s agent David Baglibter was quoted as saying in USA Today. “ I’m not sure he thinks that sports should be politicized.”It’s good to know Gilbert’s stand on apartheid. I can hardly wait to hear his stand on other issues. Child abuse — good or bad?

“Golfers all have their heads in the sand, all of ’em ,” Ashe says. “They are the most apolitical bunch of athletes I know. They’re all 5-11, blond, went to Oklahoma; they’re all right-wing Republicans. As a group, they don’t give a dam n.”
On the current United Nations list of sports people who ignore the ban, there are 60 male and female golfers.Golf has never been a great social leveler, of course. In 1943, the PGA, pushed by a de legation  from Michigan, passed an amendment making PGA events white-only. The amendment was removed in 1950 after two black golfers sued and set­tled out of court.
The Masters, the world’s showcase of golf, didn’t exactly leap into in­tegration, unless you count the black caddies and clubhouse attendants.Again, you can’t blame current stars such as Wadkins and Strange for ancient history. And maybe they truly believe in the old line of reason­

ing.

“ In the early ’70s, it appeared South Africa wanted to use sports as an ice breaker,” Ashe says. “A lot of )eople thought that might presage oosening of apartheid laws in other areas. That never happened.”And the old “ I’m-not-political” ra­tionale no longer washes.If you go to South Africa, you have leaped off the fence. You are scoring points for one side, and guess which side?This is easy for me to say, of course. l-I-I-l ain’t gonna type Sun City. I won’t cover sports events there. But then, nobody is offering me a million bucks to drop in for a weekend and write a couple breezy stories on Ian Woosnam’s backswing.Still, do guys such as Wadkins and Strange need the money? They were the two leading money winners on the PGA tour this year.Others, on principal, have pledged not go to. Craig Stadler, who once played in South Africa, has signed the pledge. John McEnroe, after listening to Ashe, turned down $1 mil­

lion to snow up in Sun City with his racket.“ McEnroe decided not to go, on principal,” Ashe says. “To go would lend legitimacy to what they’re doing down th e re .... With a couple excep­tions, no one has resisted (the boycott) after they’ve had the situa­tion explained to them .... I never say ‘Don’t go.’ I say, ‘Let me explain the situation, you make up your own mind.’ If I can sit down for 10 minutes with anyone slightly receptive to ra ­tional thinking....”Most decide not to go. But the friendly sports promoters from Sun City always seem to find a enough non-political jocks to put on a slam- bang sports event.Too bad.How many times have you heard someone gripe about the big money earned by athletes? “Geez, they’re not curing cancer,” the gripers gripe.Now, when they have a chance to help cure a cancer, some golfers are too busy playing golf.
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Senate Budget Panel Chairman Bowing Out

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Senate 
Budget Committee Chairman 
Lawton Chiles of Florida announced 
Monday he will retire because of job 
“ burnout,” becoming the third 
Senate committee chairman to an­
nounce he will not run for re-election 
in 1988.

“I just wasn’t looking forward to 
another six years in the Senate,” 
Chiles said at a news conference. 
“Maybe at some stage there is a little 
burnout.”

The three-term senator said he 
wasn’t worried about competition in 
his re-election campaign, and his 
health remained good despite open- 
heart surgery two years ago.

“ I think our campaign was in very 
good shape,” Chiles said. “ It was the 
next six years that I was concerned 
about, not the campaign.”

Chiles, 57, is the youngest of the 
three Democratic senators not seek­
ing re-election, all of them commit­
tee chairmen. The others are Sens. 
John Stennis, 86, of Mississippi, head 
of the Appropriations Committee, 
and William Proxmire, 72, of 
Wisconsin, chairman of the Banking 
Committee.

Republicans Paul Trible of

Virginia, Dan Evans of Washington 
and Robert Stafford of Vermont also 
have announced plans to leave the 
Senate.

Chiles had already raised $1.3 mil­
lion for his re-election campaign in 
spite of a $100 limit on contributions 
to his campaign, said Dennis Beal, 
Chiles’ budget spokesman. The cam­
paign was already looking at ways to 
return the unspent money, he said.

With Chiles out of the race, several 
Democrats were expected to con­
sider bids for their party’s nomina­
tion, including Rep. Buddy MacKay, 
who unsuccessfully ran for the 
Senate in 1980, Rep. Dan Mica, In­
surance Commissioner Bill Gunter 
and Florida House Speaker Jon 
Mills, Rep. Bill Nelson had been 
mentioned as a possible contender, 
but his office said he would not run 
for the Senate.

On the GOP side. Rep. Connie 
Mack had already entered the race 
against Chiles. After Mack came 
forward recently and said he had 
smoked marijuana. Chiles admitted 
he too had tried the drug.

“ I think I could’ve beaten him,” 
said Mack, declining to speculate on 
how the picture would change in 
Chiles’ absense. “This has all hap­
pened very quickly. We’ll just have to

see how things play out.”
Chiles entered the U.S. Senate in 

1971, after earlier serving 12 years in 
the Florida legislature. He won the 
1980 statewide election after touring 
the state on foot, and becoming 
known as “Walkin’ Lawton.”

He repeated that campaign tacüc 
as recently as this past Thanksgiv­
ing, when he says doubts about stay­
ing in the Senate came to a head.

“I recently had an opportunity to 
go home and walk a little in my state 
... listen to my inner voice,” he said. 
\^at he found out, he said, was he 
had a “different feeling” for the job.

“I didn’t have the enthusiasm for 
it, and I think the people of Florida 
are entitled to that,” he said. In addi­
tion, he said, “the Senate has chang­
ed,” becoming more complex and 
bureaucratic.

Chiles’ congenial manner some­
times has belied a risk-taking politi­
cian.

Chiles tried but failed three years 
ago to oust Senate Democratic Lead­
er Robert C. Byrd of West Virginia. 
Chiles had been mentioned as a 
possible successor to Byrd, who has 
not announced whether he will seek 
another term in that post.

Byrd released a statement Monday 
praising Chiles for “hard work and

the courage of his convictions.”
“He deserves national gratitute for 

his untiring efforts on two of this 
country’s worst problems — the 
budget deficit and the flow of illegal 
drugs across our borders,” Byrd 
said.

Sen. Pete V. Domenici, R-N.M., 
senior Republican on the Budget 
Committee, said his friend’s decision 
to leave was “a total surprise.”

Sen. Mark 0. Hatfield, R-Ore., said 
he was “shocked.”

“We’re losing an able legislator 
and I’m also losing a close friend,” 
said Hatfield.

Chiles took over the chairmanship 
of the budget committee this year, 
after toiling for six years in the mi­
nority when the Republicans con­
trolled the Senate. Chiles, a moder­
ate, proposed reducing the deficit 
with tax increases and spending cuts.

But he was frustrated by months of 
stalemate, and then he participated 
in the four weeks of closed-door talks 
that produced a budget pact with the 
\^ite House.

“It’s been a horrendous year, no 
doubt about that,” Chiles said.

With Chiles’ retirement, Tennessee 
Sen. Jim Sasser would appear to be 
next in line to become chairman of

the Budget Committee if the Demo­
crats retain control of the Senate in 
the 1988 elections.

Sasser, also a political moderate, 
ranks behind Democrats Ernest Holl- 
ings of South Carolina and Bennett 
Johnston of Louisiana in seniority.

But both of them already hold com­
mittee chairmanships which they 
would have to relinquish to take the 
helm of the budget panel.

Chiles said he intended to keep ser­
ving as budget chairman through 
next year, and then would spend time 
with his family and figure out his 
next task.

“ I think there’s something out 
there for me,” he said. “ I don’t have 
anything specific in mind right now.”
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Mayoral Candidates In Runoff

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) -  A mayoral election left undecided when no can­
didate won a majority in November headed into a runoff today between two 
men who reported raising $3 million for their campaigns.

A poll showed state Assemblyman Art Agnos leading 16-year city Super­
visor John Molinari by a 3-1 margin. The poll, published Nov. 30 by the San 
Francisco Examiner, showed Agnos with 56 percent to Molinari’s 18 percent.

About 173,000 people, or 45 percent of the city’s registered voters, were ex­
pected to turn out today, barring bad weather.

The winner will succeed Mayor Dianne Feinstein, a Democrat who by law 
cannot seek a third term.

The campaign has been the most expensive in the city’s history, with fi­
nance reports showing Molinari raised $1.6 million and Agnos $1.4 million.

A field of 11 candidates was whittled to two in a Nov. 3 election that gave 
Agnos 48 percent of the vote and Molinari second place with 25 percent. 
Molinari opted to call for a runoff even though some of his closest supporters 
urged him to abandon the race.

Molinari. 52. had run on his reputation as a moderate city supervisor this

summer and fall in the non-partisan mayor’s race, but after the November 
election he adopted a strategy of appealing to disaffected conservative voters.

Molinari, a Republican-turned-Democrat, then got the endorsement of the 
county Republican Party, which some have joked was the kiss of death in a ci­
ty with strong liberal. Democratic and gay political groups.

Agnos, a 49-year-old former social worker and Democrat, stressed lead­
ership and offered voters a free, 82-page “Getting Things Done” paperback 
that outlines his ideas for solving the city’s problems.

Molinari accused Agnos of having expensive programs at a time when the 
city has a projected budget deficit of $87.4 million for the next fiscal year. City 
Controller John Farrell has said the city must find savings or lay off up to 
1,300 city employees, because it cannot legally run a deficit.
Agnos opposed basing the battleship USS Missouri in San Francisco, a Navy 

proposal denounced by anti-nuclear weapons activists. Molinari sided with 
supporters who argue basing the ship here will revitalize a once-thriving 
ship-repair industry.

Both candidates said they would lobby for more money to fight AIDS, or ac­
quired immune deficiency syndrome.

War Crimes Papers Said Missing
NEW YORK (AP) -  Previously 

sealed documents missing from the 
United Nations War Crimes Com­
mission apparently vanished soon 
after they were filed after World War

II, the director of the U.N. archives 
says.

“We’ve had no time to determine 
how they disappeared,” said the ar­
chives director, Alf Erlandsson.

“Now, we’ll see if we can reconstruct 
what happened.”

Of the 8,100 newly opened files, 433 
have disappeared, said Erlandsson.

Israeli officials, involved with the 
archives on a daily basis since war 
crimes allegations against former 
U.N. Secretary-General Kurt 
Waldheim surfaced last year, were 
reportedly stunned by the news.

“ It means that vital information 
concerning the greatest criminals in 
history may have been destroyed,” 
said Israel’s U.N. ambassador, Ben­
jamin Netanyahu.

Some of the records stored at the 
U.N.’s headquarters, particularly on 
the reel of microfilm containing 
Yugoslavia’s Waldheim file, were 
missing in blocks of up to six con­
secutive documents, the New York 
Post reported today.

“ It’s very, very difficult to give 
any real explanation,” said Erland­
sson, who suggested “they must have 
disappeared when the records were 
filed” in the late 1940s.

Erlandsson said officials learned 
files were missing in the summer of 
1986 when they began microfilming 
the aging records.

According to Erlandsson, the miss­
ing records, all involving accusations 
of atrocities by Germans, include:

-123 of the 2,231 files submitted by 
France;

- 51 of the 672 files submitted by 
Britain:

ted by-  26 of the 1,563 files su 
Poland;

-  20 of the 561 fjjké submitted by
Yugoslaviâ

— 2 of the 258 files submitted by the 
United States;

— an undetermined number of files 
submitted by Belgium.

Because the files are not cataloged 
numerically, it was not immediately 
possible to determine what was miss­
ing.

Netanyahu said the files might be 
retrievable “from other sources.” 
since the U.N. records are sum­
maries of documents in various na­
tional archives.

Opposition leaders called  for another 
general s tr ik e  today but disagreed 
over its  a im s. Some dem anded the 
junta s tep  down, while o thers sought 
re in sta tem en t of the independent 
E lecto ra l Council.

On M onday, a hastily  arranged  
general s tr ik e  closed businesses in 
the Port-au -P rince  cap ita l of 1 m il­
lion and  m any factories operated a t 
reduced capacity  with absenteeism  
running a s  high as 70 percen t in some 
cases.

R adio M etropole, the  only radio

station still b roadcasting  news, said 
the strike w as la rge ly  ignored in Cap 
Haitien. a p o rt c ity  on the north coast 
and the c o u n try ’s second-largest 
population cen te r.

But it said  the  strike w as partly  
successful in St. M arc, Hinche and 
Port-de-P aix  and  had paralyzed 
Gonaives, the  nation’s fourth-largest 
city.

No violence w as reported in any of 
the cities, a s  soldiers and police 
patrolled the  s tre e ts  on foot and in 
trucks.

The governm ent and opposition 
leaders d iffered  on the effectiveness 
of the work stoppage, called to pro-

the election Nov. 29 and left a t east 
34 people dead  and  75 wounded.

The E le c to ra l  Courjcil, which 
canceled the ballo ting because of the 
violence, w as im m ediately  disband­
ed by the m ilita ry  dom inated provi­
sional governm ent, led by Lt. Gen. 
Henri N am phy.

Although N am phy la te r offered to 
appoint a  new council, five of the nine 
organizations a sked  to nominate new 
council m em bers refused.

World Banking Deposits 
Favor Japan, Fund Says

WASHINGTON (A ?) -  Japan  
dom inated world banking in the first 
half of th is year, w ith people from 
other countries m ore than  tripling 
the m oney they put into Japanese 
banks, the In ternational Monetary 
Fund repo rts .

The am ount of foreign deposits 
ro se  f ro m  $32 b illio n  betw een  
Jan u a ry  and  June 1986 to $110 billion 
in the sa m e  period this year, accord­
ing to  the  fund’s m onthly “ IM F 
M em orandum .’’

U.S. b anks’ inflow of deposits 
am ounted  to only $17 billion, down 
from $24 billion in the first half of 
1986, the  fund reported.

It sa id  m uch of the m oney going to 
U.S. an d  Japanese  banks cam e from  
West G erm any , Sw itzerland and B ri­
tain.

In 1984 and  19PS, deposits in the  
United S ta tes were la rg e r  than those 
in Ja p a n . But the U.S. share  did not 
dom inate the  m arket a s  w as the case  
this y e a r  with deposits in Japan . 
They accounted for nearly  nearly 
half of a ll the am ounts taken in by 
banks of the industrial countries d u r­
ing the  firs t six m onths of 1987 -  $239 
billion.

“ N et flows from  in te rna tiona l 
banks (to Jap an ) surged  to $47 billion

in the first ha lf of 1987, from  $8 billion 
a year e a r lie r ,’’ the  IM F said.

“ A substan tia l portion of those 
funds was recycled  im m ediately to 
finance the purchase  of external 
assets’’ by the  Jap an ese , such as a rt, 
re a l e s ta te ,  o v e rse a s  fa c to rie s , 
stocks and the  U.S. T reasury  bonds 
issued to cover the federal budget 
deficit.

Edw ard J .  Lincoln, a research  
associate a t  the  Brookings Institu­
tion, said the  net increase  of Ja p a ­
nese holdings ab road  for the period is 
shown by th e  item  tha t experts call 
the country’s “ surp lus on cu rren t a c ­
count.’’ A ccording to the IMF, th a t 
amounted to  $44 billion for the firs t 
six m onths of th is year, up from $36 
billion in 1986.

It added th a t Ja p a n ’s cu rren t a c ­
count su rp lus, supplem ented by w hat 
J a p a n  a b s o r b e d  f r o m  b a n k s  
elsew here, w as g rea te r than the 
value of th e  a sse ts  th a t the country 
purchased ab road , by $27 billion. 
That am ount w ent into Ja p a n ’s in­
ternational rese rv es , bringing these 
to $64 billion.

Lincoln sa id  Jap an ese  reserves of 
dollars a re  high in p a rt because the 
country’s c e n tra l bank bought huge 
amounts in  an  a ttem p t to prop up the 
in ternational p rice  of the dollar,

“ It’s still doing th a t,’’ Lincoln said.

T h e re ’s not m uch effect, and it costs 
money, because the value of those 
dollars has been  going down after the 
Japanese  buy them , but the bank 
feels an  obligation to Japanese ex­
porters. If it d idn ’t buy dollars, ex­
porters m ight b lam e it for the drop in 
the value of the  dollar and the rise in 
the price of the  y en .’’

A declining do llar m akes it h arder 
for Jap an ese  exporte rs  to sell their 
goods in the U nited States and easier 
for A m ericans to  sell in Japan .

The IM F sa id  the huge growth in 
m oney going into Japanese  banks 
can be explained  partly  by the J a p a ­
nese governm en t’s "approval la s t 
D ecem ber of a  new system  of off­
shore banking, with 181 financial 
firm s licensed to take part. E xperts 
said  this m ove m ade ^ s s ib le  a big 
grow th in deposits of what a re  called 
“ Euro-yen” — accum ulations of 
Japanese  cu rren cy  outside the con­
trol of Jap a n ese  bank regulators.

John W illiam son, an  adviser to the 
fund, said a ru sh  to deposit money in 
a  new rese rv e  cu rrency  is norm al.

“ People in o th e r countries build up 
their deposits in yen because i t ’s 
convenient to  have  them , and also in 
this case som e of it m ay be specula­
tion on a rise  in the value of the yen ,’’ 
he said.

1950s, when I grew up, as a very un­satisfactory place, especially for women. I think it was necessary for women to break out, but the costs have been big.”Her ideas changed, though, in her later books. She began striving for a fuller life, and has been inspired by Eastern religions. Broegger lived several years in Thailand during her teen-age years, and still has an inter­est in Buddhism.Rebellious even in her literary form, the style of her nine books is a protest against traditional distinc­tions between fiction, essay and autobiography and the books emerge as seem in g ly  au tobiographical episodes written in comical, colorful prose.Her 1984 book “Ja” (Yes) depicts people, situations, places and im ­pressions in many different parts of the world. It is here that Broegger changes course and re-evaluates the ideas put forward in “Deliver Us From Love.”At one level, it is the story of a fail­ed relationship. On another, it is a story of a woman finding herself, reaching an insight about a fuller life.“It is ‘yes’ to what everybody probably searches for, to find one’s identity in harmony with nature and the universe, and feel one is not just a m ea n s  for o th er  p eo p le  and  interests,” she said.“ I think we need to learn som e­thing from the Eastern traditions. Our own concepts of wholeness are very broken up. Relations have been split, both among some concepts, and concretely, the relations in the fami­ly and tetween the sexes, and parents and children.”Broegger, who lives in a common- law marriage with a university pro­fessor, became a mother last year. “The problem is that one is always totally defined by what one rebels against. For me, the goal is to liber­ate oneself from that either-or,” she said.The latest Broegger-related debate was over her opinions on acquired immune deficiency syndrome. In an article in a literary journal, she blam ed  the l i fe s ty le  of m ale  homosexuals for the disease.“I don’t think AIDS happened by chance. It is not strange that there would have to be some biological consequences of the way we have practiced sexuality in the past 20 years,” she said.“I doubt that sexual liberation re­ally is something to strive for. It was necessary at that time, but I think there has to be a balance between liberation, expansion of the norms, and a tightening again.“ If we totally break off sexuality from its context, it will have conse­quences. But I couldn’t have foreseen that it would be AIDS, I think it is too rough of a consequence,” she said.

House am President jokes.Smirnoff is also the author of a new book of humor called “America on Six Rubles a D ay.”It took Smirnoff six months to learn to get by in English. “I walked into a television studio and said I was an immigrant from Russia,” he said. “ I told two jokes. I got a good response.“It took four or five years before I could make a living as a comedian. I worked as a bartender and told jokes in the bar, which gave me my first audience. I know how funny I was by how many tips I got.”On the cover of his book, Smirnoff holds up a fake “Russian Express” credit card. The bottom of the card says, “Don’t leave home,” a take-off on the American Express motto, “Don’t leave home without it.”The summit meeting, the arms reduction treaty and other changes in Am erican-Soviet relations have caused Smirnoff to change his humor.“Gorbachev is becoming so popu­lar now that I’m making White House jokes instead of Russian jokes,” he said. “I’ve had to readjust my joHes about the KGB and Russian women. Forgotten Photos
BALTIMORE (AP) -  A photo­grapher who rediscovered pictures he took in 1964 of the Beatles has a timely exhibit, with the anniversary of John Lennon’s death today and the Fab Four’s music being re-recorded for compact discs.
Morton Tadder, an industrial and commercial photographer, says he was no Beatles fanatic when the Lon­don Express News and Feature Ser­vices hired him to spend a few hours shooting the rock ’n’ rollers second stop on their first coast-to-coast U.S. tour.
“In all honesty, it was just a job. Photographers have never had an opportunity to be maniacs,” he said of his few hours following the group in Baltimore on Sept. 13,1964.Tadder said the faces of teens and pre-teens and even their mothers in the Beatles’ audience made it clear to him that the group was special.“You knew that intangible was there — a certain charisma, a certain intangible (of) a superstar in the making,” he said Friday.After the assignment, Tadder sent off some shots for European maga­zines, then filed the six or seven extra rolls without thinking much about them.

For a strip and end play to suc­

ceed, you usually have to eliminate 
the key suit or suits completely. 
However, British author Albert 
Dormer discovered many years ago

that you can work a partial strip 
successfully.

Four spades was a popular con­
tract when this hand was played in a 
duplicate pair event. At almost ev­
ery table, West led a high diam ond, 
then shifted to the jack of hearts. 
Declarer sooner or later led a club 
toward his hand and tried to  guess 
the position. As the cards lay, much 
anguish was expended on a no-win 
situation, and declarer ended up los­
ing two tricks in each minor.

At one table, declarer brought 
home the contract, and there was 
nothing the defenders could do 
about it—it was simply a m atter of 
excellent technique reaping its just 
reward.

Declarer won the ace o f hearts 
and immediately ruffed a heart. A f­
ter crossing to the jack of trum ps, 
he ruffed another heart. Then he 
drew trumps and exited with a 
diamond.

Upon winning the ace o f dia­
monds, West was faced with a pros­

pect of losing plays. He had no 
more major-suit cards, and a dia­
mond lead obviously was death. But 
a club shift was no better—it in­
sured that declarer lost no more 
than one club trick.

Note that this line did not guaran­
tee success. The hearts might have 
been 4-4, in which case West would 
still have had a safe exit. But the 
odds favored a 5-3 break, and the 
fact that East had bid the suit en­

hanced that prospect. And the club 
finesse, in light of the opening bid, 
was at best an iffy proposition.
