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City Ponders Fate Of Old Neighborhood Landmark

For over lOO years it has battled 
the elements. Raging storms, frigid 
cold and scorching heat have tested 
its foundation. Today it is situated on 
the comer of one of Greenville’s bus­
iest intersections, largely hidden 
behind trees and brush.

Many new residents of the city are 
not even aware of its existence. Still, 
the Patrick-Arthur House, at 14th

Street and Charles Boulevard, to 
many is a community landmark; its 
mere existence, a testimony to archi­
tectural endurance and strength of a 
day gone by.

That existence is threatened by
what many refer to as progress.

iirsday the Greenville CityOn Thursday 
Council will consider a rezoning re­
quest regarding the property on 

ehouseciwhich the house currently sits.
The owners, James F. Arthur Jr.

and Louis C, Arthur, are requesting 
the property be rezoned from CN 
(neî borhood commercial) and CH 
(hî way commercial) to CS (shopp­
ing center).

If approved by the council, that 
zoning would allow as a permitted 
use on the property such develop­
ments as a dry-cleaning establish­
ment, a bank, a liquor store or a res­
taurant.

According to City Manager Greg

Knowles, the owners of the home 
have expressed willingness to donate 
the home to the city. Such a donation 
might prevent the historic property 
from meeting a possible engagement 
with the wrecking ball.

But moving a house to another 
location cannot be done for free.

Knowles said a preliminary cost 
estimate to move the house is ap­
proximately $24,000, not including 
the additional $100,000 he estimates is

needed to rennovate the aging struc­
ture.

The issue which lies before the 
council is whether the house is worth 
saving, and if the community tax­
payers should bear the brunt of the 
cost.

“There’s different philosophies on 
this,” Knowles said. “Some people 
might say that’s a lot of money to 
spend on an old house.”

Knowles said a memorandum has

been sent to the council on the matter 
and a meeting has been arranged on 
May 23 to discuss the possibility of 
the city paying to move the structure. 
The next day the council again 
discusses city spending at a 1988-89 
budget session.

Knowles said if the council should 
decide to pay to move the home, 
renovation money could be raised

GUC OKs $92 Million Budget

The Greenville Utilities Commis­
sion gave approval Tuesday night to 
a proposed $92.01 million budget for 
the coming fiscal year.

Although the budget won’t receive 
final approval until after a June 6 
public nearing — a joint hearing on 
the GUC and Greenville city budgets 
-  no major changes are expected.

The proposed $92 million for the 
1988-1989 fiscal year compares to pro­
jected expenditures in the current 
fiscal year, which ends June 30, of 
$74.24 million. The proposed 1988-1989 
budget includes $73.68 million for the 
electric fund, compared to a yearend

Democrat Michael Dukakis hailed 
his lopsided presidential primary 
victories in Wesf Virginia and 
Nebraska, declaring: “ I’m working 
hard...to wrap it up.” Jesse Jackson, 
his hopes of derailing Dukakis fading 
fast, nonetheless vowed, “We will 
take it all the way to the end.”

On the Republican side. Vice 
President Bush, poised to pick up
President Reagan’s formal en­
dorsement today, cruised to un­
contested wins in 'Tuesday’s contests 
in Nebraska and West Virginia. The 
vice president already has a mathe­
matical lock on the Republican 
nomination.

But Bush’s showing in Nebraska 
pointed to possible weakness in the 
fight to come this fall,; Sen. Bob Dole 
of neighboring Kansas, who dropped 
out of the Republican race almost

two months ago, still siphoned off 
nearly a fourth of the vote.

Even though he has mowed down 
all his rivals. Bush has made weak 
showings in some farm states.

Bush still has token opposition 
from former television evangelist 
Pat Robertson, who technically re­
mains a candidate. But Robertson 
concedes he has no hope of getting 
the nomination now — Bush went 
over the top in delegates two weeks

Effect In Lebanon
BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) -  Shiite 

Moslem militias with tanks, 
howitzers, rockets and mortars 
fought each other today for control of 
the slums of south Beirut. Police said 
26 people were killed and 61 wounded.

A cease-fire called by Syrian and 
Iranian mediators went into effect 
eight hours after fighting began at 
2:30a.m., police said.

Earlier today, Syria repeated a 
warning that it might use its troops to 
halt the battle between the pro- 
Syrian Amal militia and the pro-Ira- 
man Hezbollah, which had shattered 
an earlier 24-hour truce.

The battle occurred near where 
many of the 18 foreign hostages in 
Lebanon are believed held. There 
was no word on the hostages. Since 
fighting broke out Friday, 180 people 
have been killed and 433 wounded.

“We hold the (militia) leaders

responsible for all the crimes com­
mitted against humanity in south 
Beirut and urge them to order a 
cease-fire before it is too late,” ac­
ting Prime Minister Salim Hoss said 
in a statement broadcast by all radio 
stations before the truce was an­
nounced.

Beirut residents were shaken 
awake by the thuds of exploding 
shells that echoed across the 
Lebanese capital as Amal, Arabic for 
hope, mounted a five-pronged attack 
against Hezbollah, or Party of God.

'The proposed water fund budget 
includes revenue of some $4.16 mil­
lion from rates and charges, com­
pared to a projected $4.08 million by 
yearend this year.

The largest change in the water 
budget is a total of $3.99 million pro­
posed for capital outlay, compared to 
a projected total of $940,000 by the 
end of the current year.

Some $3 million of the proposed

water capital outlay will go for im­
plementation of recommendations
contained in a hydraulic gradient

Two classes of construction 
m anagem ent students a t E ast 
Carolina University got abundant 
“hands on” experience this spring 
when they designed, planned and 
built two playground areas for the 
preschool program operated by the 
ECU School of Home Economics.

The playgrounds, located behind 
the Home Economies Building on the 
main campus, feature two groups of 
swings, a horizontal ladder net 
climber, two platform slides (one in­
corporating a covered sj»ce to park 
tricycles), child-sized picnic tables 
and a teeter-totter or seesaw.

Each playground structure was 
assembled by a team of student 
builders, working under the direction 
of ECU graduate student Kurt Yan- 
chenko of Burke, Va.

The work was done at the request 
of the ECU Preschool, Yanchenko 
said, and designed according to ideas 
suggested by teachers. Since the stu­
dents’ labor was available at no 
charge, the only cost to the preschool 
was the purchase of materials — 
salt-treated lumber, metal sheets for 
the slides, galvanized steel pipe and a 
custom-made net of nylon rope 
ordered from a local hammock fac­
tory.

Yanchenko estimates that the 
availability of free labor saved the 
p re sc h o o l h a lf  of w h a t th e  
playgrounds would normally have

cost. “The rule of thumb in building 
projects of this type is that labor is 
going to cost you about the same as 
you pay for materials,” he said.

Safety for the young children who 
would use the equipment was a ma­
jor consideration throughout the pro­
ject. A notable safety feature of the 
seesaw makes use of discarded 
automobile tires — a tire partially 
buried in the ground near each end of 
the board prevents hard jolts.

The student builders — most of 
whom are concentrating in the con­
struction management program of­
fered by the ECU School of Industry 
and Technology — were required to 
estimate costs and develop a con­
struction schedule.

“The work schedule was on a net­
work diagram like those used in ac­
tual building projects,” said Yan­
chenko. Working within the confines 
of class time during the spring 
semester, the students had first hand

experience of unavoidable delays 
when spring rains “threw them 
behind schedule,” he said.

Usually, Construction Techniques I 
classes at ECU practice their skills 
on the design and assembly of out­
door utility buildings. Dr. Edward 
Keeter of the ECU Department of 
Construction Management is the 
supervising professor for the build­
ing class, a r^u ired  survey course 
for construction management stu­
dents.

Beginning this fall, the ECU 
Preschool Program  will offer 
fulltime, all-day care for approxi­
mately 50 2-, 3- and 4-year-olds. Plans 
are under way to expand the pro­
gram eventually to include infants 
and toddlers.

The Preschool Program is directed 
by Katherine Shepherd, and staffed 
by several fulltime teachers who are 
assisted by ECU students majoring 
in child development.

‘Truth In Preference To Fiction’

Correct Choice
For Democrats, Unity Most Important

State Sen. Harold Hardison drew some criticism for 
his advertising attacking Sen. Tony Rand in their re­
cent race for the Democratic nomination for lieute­
nant governor. But Hardison did the right thing for his 
party in announcing Friday that he would not call for 
a runoff election.

Hardison ran a surprisingly poor second to Rand in 
the primary election. Rand received 218,952 votes, or 
43 percent, to Hardison’s 132,696 votes or 26 percent. 
Parks Helms got 94,776 or 18 percent.

No doubt there were some swiftly moving events in 
the days following the election. To have had any hope 
of overtaking Rand, Hardison would have needed 
Helms support. He didn’t get that Friday when Helms 
announced that he would support neither candidate in 
a runoff, feeling an endorsement could be detrimental 
to party unity.

Whether Hardison received any assurances from 
Rand that his supporters would receive some con­
sideration probably won’t be known. Nevertheless a 
runoff under the circumstances would have resulted 
in a likely Rand victory, and it could have meant con­
siderable party disharmony. Thus with Hardison’s 
decision to recognize Rand as the party’s nominee for 
lieutenant governor, the Democrats are able to go in 
to what will be a spirited campaign with a semblance 
of unity.

From the Democratic standpoint never has unity 
been so important. The gubernatorial candidate Bob 
Jordan faces a popular and articulate Republican 
governor in Jim Martin. And now Democrat Tony 
Rand will face Republican Jim Gardner in the lieute­
nant governor’s race. While the governor’s and 
lieutenant governor’s races are separate, the Mar- 
tin-Gardner Republican ticket is an effective one.

Is it any wonder that Democratic leaders were 
pleading for no bloodshed in a runoff? Even though 
Dem ocratic registered voters far outnumber 
Republican, Democrats easily stray when they 
become disgruntled.

Sen. Hardison could have justified calling for a 
runoff election. If he had it could have been a mean 
campaign. The Democratic party owes him some 
thanks for avoiding bruised feelings by declining to 
exercise his right to a runoff election.

Couple this with not attending to related problems that do exist and add the further likelihood of child abuse in the process. What do you have: agencies up to their usual? 'Consider this scenario: A governmental agency makes a sweep of the city, identifying and listing pre-school children who meet certain socio-economic criteria, criteria that the society has concluded are ‘future-bad” for a problem that the society does have, namely the high student dropout rate. Then the agency, along with others, establishes programs into which the identified children are enrolled. The list is well known and may follow the student into and throughout his school career. It is likely that inclusion of the child on the list would be detrim ental to his or her self concept, as the child, being percep­tive and hearing the talk, sees himself or herself in a low group already. The attem pt by the society to ‘jum p-start’ the child may even ruin a good battery, 
by placing the negative input onto a positive post.* In the meantime, back at the school, the real problem persists: the early- grade teachers tend to have low expectations for some students, probably the sam e ones who are  on the list. In addition, the same teachers lack the sub­ject-m atter competency that would enable them to provide appropriate learn­ing environments for every student, especially for those on the list.Society is blaming the child/parehts for a problem that does not exist, while holding blameless a group of “professionals” who are the real problem. This process puts the child in double jeopardy, which, in a psychological sense, may be viewed as child abuse.Write a happy ending to this play.Vann Latham

Bush's Defense: Lack of Knowledge
WASHINGTON (AP) -  George Bush’s defense on his two biggest campaign liabilities, the Iran-Contra affair and alleged drug dealing by Panam anian leader Manuel Antonio Noriega, is the sam e: a plea of ig­norance.On both counts, the Republican presidential candidate sounds alike:•Although he once headed the Cen­tra l Intelligence Agency and a presidential task force on drugs, he says he didn’t know Noriega was in­volved in alleged drug trafficking un­til this past February, when a U.S. indictment was handed down in Florida.•Even though a m em ber of the Na­tional Security Council, he says he had no hint that U.S. arm s were be­ing sold to Iran in an effort to free hostages, or that proceeds were fun­nelled illegally to the Contras in Nicaragua.

The vice president’s continued denial of advance knowledge in both instances has hung over his cam ­paign like a two-edged sword.
Either he knew more than he’s admitting, in which case he’s not tell­ing the truth; or the candidate who claims vast experience in foreign pol­icy was kept in the dark on two m at­ters of crucial international impor­tance.
Either way, it’s a no-win political situation for Bush.

The vice president has stock ways of dealing with the twin issues.Of Iran-Contra, he says he fully ex­pects Democrats to exploit it as a m ajor campaign issue, but claims that’s only because they have little else to talk about.And the political fallout so far has been minimal, he claims.“ It’s been tried. It was used against me in the (GOP) prim aries,” he told reporters during a campaign stop last week in Idaho. “ It doesn’t show up — unless they (Democrats) have got data that I haven’t seen — as a g reat vulnerability. •“ I certainly can’t say it’s a plus,” Bush conceded. “But, fortunately neither of them (Democratic can­didates Michael Dukakis and Jesse Jackson) has any experience at all in international affairs. So I can offset the criticism by talking about the rest of the world. That’s what I ’ve tried to do.”
On Noriega, Bush maintains he lacked clear knowledge that the Panam anian general was involved in alleged q ug dealings before the in­dictment three months ago. Cam­paign spokesman P eter Teeley said Monday that Bush was aware of rumors of such activity but viewed them as unsubstantiated.
“We heard all sorts of accusations ab ou t the g o v e rn m en t in the Bahamas, Columbia, Bolivia, Peru,

Mexico and Panam a,” Teeley said. “But "the question is, when do you get concrete evidence that something of this nature is indeed true?’’As recently as last Thursday in Los Angeles, Bush reiterated his denial of any advance knowledge of Noriega’s alleged drug dealings.Asked whether he ever had been told of reports of ties between Noriega and drugs. Bush said, “Not that I was ever aware of. ”
Seeking to deflect criticism, Bush says the Reagan adm inistration sought to bring Noriega to justice “once we found out he had gone bad.”
He also has made an anti-drug theme a m ajor thrust of his race, calling for a Western Hempishere drug “sum m it” and forjan interna­tional anti-drug force under the auspices of the United Nations. And he has challenged Dukakis and Jackson to show they’re as serious as he is by joining him in supporting the death penalty for “drug kingpins.”I Thus far, the Democrats have not ’gone for the bait.
Democratic front-runner Dukakis ac cu se s  th e  R eagan-B u sh  a d ­ministration of “dealing with drug- running Panam anian  d ic ta to rs.” And Jackson asserts: “The reason Mr. Bush has not led the charge to fight drugs is because he knew of the

administration’s dealings with the drug dealers.”The question of exactly when Bush learneo of Noriega’s alleged role in drug-dealing was first raised in the Republican prim aries by Sen. Bob Dole of Kansas. Bush has been hit with the question by reporters at nearly every campaign stop since.The accusations go to the core of Bush’s campaign, since he trum pets repeatedly his experience in interna­tional affairs — with a resume that includes serving as CIA director, ambassador to the United Nations, envoy to the People’s Republic of China and heading the South Florida Task Force, a federal drug-interdic- tion effort in the early 1980s.Sen. Christopher Dodd, D-Conn., chairman of a Senate subcommittee on Latin American affairs, has said he would be surprised If  Bush didn’t h a v e  a d v a n c e  k n o w led g e  of Noriega’s alleged drug trafficking, given his extensive credentials. “ If he didn’t know, tha t’s almost as disturbing,” Dodd says.But Teeley said Monday: “The Democrats have nothing to attack Bush om They can’t attack him on unemployment, inflation, interest rates; they’re all down. Personal in­come is up. Real wages are up. Taxes are down. There is a new arms-con- trol treaty. So they are going to be looking for issues like this (Noriega and Iran-Contras) to attack him on.”

Union Feuding, Disputes, Hit GM

,KHoTrt£R TouetA RoUHP M THE OPEN.

General Motors was almost cer­tainly justified when it punished two key local union leaders who happen to be among the country’s harshest opponents of a valuable labor- m anagem ent cooperation system developed by GM and the United Auto Workers.However, there are  also justifiable suspicions about the motives of any company when union activists like Peter Z. Beltran, shop chairman of the UAW’s Local 645 a t the Van Nuys assem bly plant in Los Angeles Michael Ve asquez, the local’s vice president, are fired.Even though GM’s action against the two local officers seems w ar­ranted, the severe penalty imposed by the company may not have been wise and could cause serious reper­cussions for both the company and the union.The firings could add to the al- ready-strong discord within the local union at the Van Nuys facility. And they could slow production in that strife-torn plant, where about half the workers are like Beltran and Velasquez Hispanic.The firing could also intensify the feuding in the entire 1.1 million- member UAW, which has been hit hard in the past year by angry com­plaints from militant dissidents in several parts of the country.Victor! Reuther, a UAW founder, and others have charged that the of­ficers of the international union have been excessively  friendly with m a n a g e m e n t an d  Im ve d e a lt  undemocratically with xheir critics within the union.Beltran, who has worked in the Van Nuys plant for 30 years, was fired for allegedly lying about his 38 days of unexcused absences last year.Velasquez, a political ally of Beltran, worked a t the plant for 31 years. He was fired for allegedly ly­ing in a letter written to the company at Beltran’s behest claiming that B eltran was engaged in union business during the absences.
If the letter were accurate it would have legitim ized the absences, because GM pays full-time local union officers when they are  actually performing their union duties. But there is strong evidence supporting the accusations.
Politically, discharging them gives

more ammunition to foes of labor- management cooperation who con­tend that GM is a ruthless company concerned only with profit, not workers’ welfare, and that the com­pany, not union members, is getting help from top UAW leaders.Beltran and Velasquez fought strenuously, but vainly, to prevent the introduction at the Van Nuys plant of the team concept of work that has already been a great success in several GM facilities. Not only is the Van Nuys local still torn by the bitter internal fight over the issue, but the two men have joined other foes of the team concept a t GM to fight it nationwide.
Under the team concept, auto company employees work in small groups on entire parts of the car in­stead of individuals perform ing single, repetitive tasks. And, most importantly, they a re  given a voice in many decisions normally reserved for management.
Those opposed to the concept and to labor-management cooperation generally denounce it as a plot to weaken unions and allow companies to force employees to work faster than ever.
But almost all the officers of the in­ternational union, most local leaders and an  a p p a re n t m a jo rity  of members disagree with the dissi­dents.
They agree more with those GM executives who have realized at last that the jobs of GM workers and the future of the giant company itself de­pend in part on ending the traditional adversarial relations between the company and the union and giving workers a meaningful voice in com­pany management.
Unfortunately, executives of GM and other auto companies help the d issiden ts’ cause by rew arding themselves with enormous salaries and bonuses, thereby perpetuating

the idea that the companies are  un­fair to workers.
UAW President Owen Bieber and Vice President Donald Ephlin said in a recent joint statement that the mil­lions of dollars paid to GM executives “can’t be justified rationally and constitutes an insult to common sense and fairness.”
They pointed out the ridiculous contrast between the huge income the GM executives gave themselves in 1987 and the omission of any prof­it-sharing checks to workers because of “ inadequate” company profits.
Bieber and other UAW leaders who believe in labor-management coop­eration a re  incensed by the amounts paid to the auto industry executives. But those unionists are also aware that the contrast between the income of workers and executives is a strong talking point for the dissidents.
The dissidents’ attack on their own union gets more attention than the massive job losses and other serious ec o n o m ic  p ro b le m s  th a t  a re

frustrating both them and the UAW leaders in today’s hostile political climate created, a t least in part, by the anti-union attitude and actions of President Reagan.UAW President Bieber and others correctly argue that now, more than ever, there is an urgent need for labor unity if workable solutions to the problems are to be found.Even when the dissidents seem clearly in the wrong, proponents of labor-management cooperation are  not always helped when action is taken against the rebels, as in the case of the firings of Beltran and Velasquez.
GM might ease this latest im­broglio by temporarily suspending the two men as punishment for their apparent misconduct rather than permanently firing them. The sam e \result could come out of the com- pany-union grievance procedure ini­tiated when they protested their dismissals.
Nationally, top union leaders have not done enough to stop the internal feuding. And they often respond in kind to the ugly attacks on them .
But the dissidents must offer more than calls for war with m anagement and furious denunciations of UAW leaders who believe in cooperation with GM. Such conduct is hardly a m eaningful contribution  to the search for solutions to problems fac­ing workers today.

No-Worry Attitude On Senate Treaty Inaction
WASHINGTON (A P ) -  The 

Reagan administration is adopting a 
“What, me worry?” attitude on 
whether Senate inaction on the In- 
termediate-range Nuclear Forces 
treaty will cloud the Moscow summit 
due to start May 29.

And according to several private 
experts, the stance may be justified.

Not more than two weeks ago, 
summit planners were confident t ^ t  
P ^ i d e n t  Reagan and Soviet leader 
Mikhail S. Gorbachev would be able 
to crown three years of summitry by 
exchanging the final, fully ratified 
documents of the INF treaty the 
superpowers had been negotiating off 
and on since 1981.

After all, the pact had run the 
gantlet of hearings, past senators 
Mger to hack away at the treaty, and 
it emerged with only a few dents. 
Head counters expected that only a 
dozen or so senators would vote no on 
final ratification and that the vote 
could occcur before the summit.

To complete the INF process in 
time for the Moscow meetings seem­
ed doubly important because it had 
become clear that Reagan and Gor­
bachev were still far from reaching 
their goal of a 30 percent to 50 percent 
cut in long-range missiles and 
bombers — the so-called START 
agreement.

The leaders would be saying, in 
"essence, “Well, we’ve stumbled a bit 
on START, but let’s not dwell on it; 
signing this final, ratifiál, INF pact

will give US a chance to remind the 
world we can make progress on arms 
control.”

In the past two weeks, however, 
glitches have emerged in the INF 
treaty, mostly over the meaning of 
verification provisions, and the 
Senate has decided to postpone 

^ratification work indefinitely. The 
administration is optimistic it will 
clear away the differences in time for 
the summit, but that is unlikely to 
leave the Senate time to act.

Is the administration worried the 
failure will hurt the summit?

“Of course not,” State Department 
spokesman Charles E. Redman said 
on Tuesday.

Like other U.S. officials who spoke 
on condition of anonymity, Redman 
said the differences between the 
United States and the Soviets are 
merely technical and will be resolv­
ed. If the Senate fails to act in time 
for the summit, it can do the work 
afterward and the ratification docu­
ments can be exchanged later in the 
year.

The treaty will eliminate ground- 
launched missiles with ranges be­
tween 315 miles and 3,125 miles.

Secretary of State George P. Shultz 
was in Geneva today to meet Soviet 
F o re ig n  M in is te r  E d u a rd  A.

Shevardnadze to try to resolve the 
INF differences and the administra­
tion officials predicted that if Shultz 
and his negotiators are willing to 
shake hands on a settlement, the 
Senate will go along.

Janusz Bugajski, an expert on 
Eastern Europe who works at the 
Center for Strategic and Interna­
tional Studies, believes that with the 
failure of the superpowers to reach 
agreement on long-range systems, 
the spotlight at the summit will be on 
human rights and regional issues 
rather than on arms control.

Theoretically, Gorbachev could try 
to win propaganda points by raising 
the Senate’s ratification delay as an 
alleged example of U.S. hesitancy to 
end the arms race, Bugajski said.

“But that’s not likely, because 
Gorbachev wants the summit to be a 
success for domestic and interna­
tional reasons,” Bugajski said.

“We don’t need an INF treaty 
ratified in time for the summit, we 
just need it not to be scuttled and 
that’s not going to happen,” said An­
drew C. Goldberg, a RAND Corp. 
consultant and expert on Soviet mili­
tary affairs.

“Remember, the vast majority of 
people in the Senate want to ratify

the IN F t r e a ty  e v e n tu a l ly ,”  
Goldberg said.

James T. Hackett, a foreign policy 
analyst at the conservative Heritage 
Foundation, a sserted  th at the 
Senate’s inaction on the INF treaty 
reflected members’ unease with the 
treaty despite overwhelming constit­
uent support for approval. The last- 
minute disagreements over verifica­
tion “give them a chance to keep 
nit-picking so they don’t have to rati­
fy it.”

Hackett added: “Gorbachev wants'

the summit to show his nation he is a 
commanding figure on the world 
stage. Reagan wants to put on a show 
to keep his approval rating high for 
as long as he can.

“ If they can’t sign an INF treaty

they’ll find something else to do with 
some pizazz.”

Martin, Royall Tangle Over Role 

Of ABC Panel In Setting Budgets
RALEIGH (AP) -  Gov. Jim Mar­

tin has raised the ire of the Advisory 
Budget Commission by introducing a 
supplementary budget without the 
ABC’s advice and calling the panel’s 
previous assistance “the equivalent 
of a blank stare”

Martin said in a letter to Sen. Ken 
Royall, D-Durham, chairman o(̂ the 
commission, that he “did not insult 
or reject or undermine the Advisory 
Budget Commission’’ in crafting a 
budget seeking an additional $588 
million for the biennium.

“ I simply opened up the meetings, 
and the ABC atrophied,’’ Martin 
wrote. “Because 1 tried mightily last 
year to work with the commission 
and develop a constructive relation­
ship, and because I tried repeatedly 
to get your help and advice, without 
response, my conscience is clear. 

“ Last year, after I presented my

budget first to the Advisory Budget 
Commission, the only response was 
the adoption of a resolution of ac­
knowledgement, which carefully 
avoided endorsing or opposing my 
budget or anything in it. It was the 
equivalent of a blank stare.’’

Royall blasted Martin for not 
revealing his recommendations to 
the commission before making them 
public.

“Last week the legislature re­
ceived your recommendations for 
budgetary change for next fiscal 
year,’’ Royall said in a letter to Mar­
tin. “But the people of North Carolina 
received much more — an insult to 
our history of cooperative budget- 
making.’’

While the Supreme Court has held 
that the governor is not required to 
submit his budget to the commission.

Royall said Martin had violated a 
long-standing tradition. He said the 
governor’s action will create more 
work for the Legislature and 
lengthen its stay in Raleigh during 
the short session that begins June 2.

“When the Advisory Budget Com­
mission was created 63 years ago, the 
idea was to have the governor, while 
exercising the constitutional 
prerogative as director of the budget, 
begin the budgetary process in a 
spirit of cooperation with the 
legislative body that would review 
the budget requests and act on them 
in the appropriations process,’’ 
Royall said in his letter.

“A great deal has changed with the 
judicial interpretation of the role of 
the Advisory Budget Commission 
and with the political climate of our 
state,’’ he said. “But the idea for co-

Some Say It's Too Much

Study Panel Says Solons 
Need 111 Percent Pay Hike

RALEIGH (AP) -  A legislative study panel’s recom­
mendation that the salaries of state lawmakers be in­
creased 111 percent drew mixed reviews from 
legislators, candidates and administration officials.

Phil Kirk, chief of staff for Republican Gov. Jim Mar­
tin, said some salary increase was justified for 
legislators, but he said doubling salaries from $10,140 to 
$21,375 “would not be politically popular or advisable.’’

Sen. Ken Royall, D-Durham, co-chairman of the study 
committee making the recommendation, and House 
Speaker Liston Ramsey said the increases would help at­
tract the best qualified candidates for public office.

“ I hope it goes through because I think it is for the bet­
terment of the state,’’ Royall said. “You can’t expect 
people to serve over here and not have a living wage. 
There is no way. To really do your job you need to be fair­
ly compensated.’’

“One hundred and eleven percent of nothing is still 
nothing,’’ Ramsey said. “The base (salary) is so low. We 
are either going to pay these members or we are going to 
continue to lose them. I don’t believe the people of this 
state expect these people to work for nothing. ’’

But House Minority Leader Betsy Cochrane, R-Davie, 
said the proposed raise was too high.

“Serving in the General Assembly is a public service 
and it calls for some sacrifice,’’ Ms. Cochrane said. 
“This is going to take some serious deliberations to jump 
this much.’’

State Sen. Tony Rand, D-Cumberland, the Democratic 
candidate for lieutenant governor, said he would not sup­
port the proposal.

“ I do think that some increase is certainly justifiable,’’ 
Rand said. “We may be able to do some things in a minor 
way, but I don’t think we’ll do anything like this.’’
The 14-member panel also recommended that the 

speaker of the House receive a full-time salary; that

members of the Council of State get 15 percent increases; 
and that the salaries of Cabinet officials, who are ap­
pointed by the governor, be set by the N.C. Personnel 
Commission, but not exceed those of Council of State 
members.

The salaries of Council of State members would rise 
from $64,092 a year to $73,800.

'The House speaker’s salary would increase from about 
$28,000 a year to $66,204, but he would no longer receive 
living expenses. Ramsey, D-Madison, said he received 
about $24,000 a year in living expenses.

The panel did not consider changes in the governor’s 
salary, which is $105,000 a year -  the highest in the na­
tion.

The state Constitution prohibits legislators from rais­
ing their own salaries, so the proposal would not take ef­
fect until next year, when a new legislature takes office. 
Even if the panel’s proposal is not approved, salaries 
would increase 5 percent, to $10,644 under a pay raise ap­
proved last year.

Former state Rep. A1 Adams, a Raleigh lawyer who 
served on the study committee, said the raise was based 
on the average daily salary for professional employees of 
the General Assembly’s Fiscal Research Division and 
the N.C. Budget Office. He said the average was $171 a 
day and that lawmakers worked an average of 125 days a 
year.

North Carolina ranks 28th nationally in legislative 
salaries. If the proposed increase is approved, the salary 
of a rank-and-file lawmaker would be 11th highest in the • 
nation.

Legislative salaries vary in neighboring states. In 
Virginia, lawmakers are paid $18,000 a year, while in 
South Carolina they receive $10,000 a year.

Storms Spawn 4 Funnel Clouds

While four funnel clouds were 
reported, most of the severe weather 
)redicted for North Carolina was 
imited to squalls and hail that 
resulted in no injuries and little dam­
age, officials said.

“Luckily, we did not get as much 
severe weather as we anticipated,’’ 
said Benjamin Woods, a meteorolo­
gist with the National Weather Ser­
vice at Raleigh-Durham Airport, as a 
trough of low pressure leading a cold 
front sparked the storms.

An amateur radio operator 
reported a funnel cloud at 3:17 p.m. 
Tuesday near the intersection of U.S. 
17 and N.C. 258 outside of Jackson­
ville, according to Ron Castle, a 
weather service spokesman in Wilm­
ington

Castle also said quarter-size hail 
was reported in the area.

Donald Decker, assistant Onslow 
County emergency management 
coordinator, said Onslow County 
Sheriff’s deputies surveyed the area 
where the funnel cloud was reported, 
but found no damage.

At 4:14 p.m., the Craven County 
Sheriff’s Department reported a fun­
nel cloud just north of New Bern, 
near Bridgeton.

Assistant Craven County 
Emergency Management Coor­
dinator Stanley Kite said officials 
from his office and from the Craven 
County Sheriff’s Department found 
no damage. He said golf ball-sized 
hail caused minor damage in 
Bridgeton, but the worse damage

reported was broken tree limbs.
In Gaston County, a pilot reported 

a funnel cloud about 20 miles north­
west of Charlotte about 6:15 p.m. 
Randy Bryant of the Gaston County 
Sheriff’s Department said there were 
several traffic accidents around that 
time, possibly due to heavy rain and 
hail. But he said there were no in­
dications the funnel cloud caused any 
damage.

Mecklenburg County police 
reported a funnel cloud near the In­
terstate 85 in southern Mecklenburg 
County about 6:50 p.m.

In Duplin County, power lines were 
knocked down by high winds and res­
idents were without power for about 
an hour Tuesday night.

“We’ve had marble-sized hail that 
have confpletely covered the ground

in parts of the county,’’ said Jo 
Out aw, dispatcher at the Duplin 
County Sheriff’s office. “There’s 
been thunder and*lightning, the wind 
has been up and some trees have 
blown away.’’

In Winston-Salem, about 5,100 
homes lost power due to the storm, 
but it was restored by 9:15 p.m., a 
Duke Power Co. spokesman said.

A storm moving through the Pied­
mont area caused a tree to fall on a 
vacant home in Burlington about 8 
p.m., smashing the roof, said officer 
Mary Owen of the Burlington Police 
Department.

At about 7 p.m. in northwest 
Bladen County, the National Weather 
Service reported about an inch of hail 
covered the ground.

ROCKY MOUNT, N.C. (AP) -  
Former employees of a Schlage Lock 
Co. Inc. plant in Rocky Mount have 
organized health screenings to help 
determine whether they have ill­
nesses related to their work.

The Schlage plant is scheduled to 
close by June.

Phillip White, a spokesman for the 
Committee Against Schlage Lock 
Plant Closing, said former workers 
have complained of respiratory pro­
blems and at least 12 people have 
died of cancer in the last four or five 
years. He said the screenings would 
help determine if there were simi­
larities in the illnesses and working 
conditions.

Joe Momeyer, a Schlage 
spokesman in San Francisco, said in 
a telephone interview Tuesday that 
the company had conducted safety 
programs that would protect 
employees from health problems. He 
said the company never had been 
charged with violation of safety regu­
lations by state or federal agencies.

White’s group has charged that the 
company had not given employees 
adequate warning of possible 
hazards from toxic chemicals while 
working and had not provided ade­
quate benefits. The group has called 
for state investigations of drinking 
water in residential areas near the 
plant.

Stephen Reid, public information 
officer for the Solid Waste Manage­
ment Section, said Tuesday trace 
amounts of chloroform and 111- 
trichlorethane had been found in well 
water near the plant property but did 
not pose a health threat.

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Parachutists Injured As Private 
Plane Crashes Into Plowed Field

RAEFOIU), N.C. (AP) — Six people, including 
five Canadian parachutists, were injured when a 
plane crashed into a plowed field after taking off 
from a private airport near Raeford, officials 
said.

Federal Aviation Administration officials and 
Hoke County Sheriff’s Deputies said the Cessna 
182, modified to carry parachutists, crashed 
Tuesday morning after its engine reportedly sput­
tered and the aircraft banked left into a soybean 
field and a stand of trees.

The plane’s pilot,* Anthony Thacker, 26, of 
Raeford, was in serious condition Tuesday even­
ing in the intensive care unit of Moore Regional 
Hospital. He is being treated for head and facial 
injuries and a broken leg, hospital spokesman 
Gary Greene said.

Also listed in serous condition was Steve Adams 
of Kettleby, Ontario. Adams, a parachutist, was 
being treated in the hospital’s intensive care unit 
for neck injuries, Greene said.

‘Others hospitalized were parachutists Terry

Irving, 26, of Ottawa, with a hip injury and Martin 
Cahais, 27, of Scarborough, Ontario, with a back 
injury.

Two other parachutists were treated and 
released after the crash, Greene said. They were 
identified as Robert Stanley, 23, of Waterloo, On­
tario and his brother John Stanley, 26, of Waterloo.

An FAA official speculated that overloading the 
plane by putting too many parachutists aboard 
could have caused the crash. Investigators were 
expected to search the wreckage today to look for 
the cause.

“ It appeared, from the information we were 
able to gather, that the plane reached an altitude 
of about 100 feet before there was engine trouble 
and the pilot tried to turn it around and come 
back,’’ Hoke County Sheriff’s Detective Ed Harris 
said. “ They were lucky that field was soft ground 
because it cushioned their fall somewhat. ’’

Gene Paul Thacker, the pilot’s father, said he 
was preparing to film the Canadians jumping 
when the accident occurred.

“ I was setting up the video equipment to film the 
jump and I heard Tony run up his engine before 
taking off and it sounded strong,’’ Thacker said. “ I 
wasn’t watching but I heard him go and then I 
heard the engine sputter like it wasn’t getting 
enough fuel and I thought ‘oh, no.’’’

Thacker was one of the Hrst rescuers on the 
scene of the crash. ’

“ The plane was all torn up,’’ he said.-^hen it 
hit, it hit at an angle and the impact ripped the 
engine right off and then tipped it on its (landing) 
gear and bent the wing. If it hadn’t have hit like it 
did, that engine might have gone right into the 
cockpit. They were lucky.’’

The Canadians were training at the airport for 
Canada’s national competition later this summer. 
Teams from Great Britain, Oman, and two Cana­
dian teams are at the airport for three to six weeks 
of training, most to prepare for national competi­
tions, Thacker said. Some of the teams may com­
pete in exhibition competition at the Summer 
Olympic Games in Seoul, Korea, he said.

Murder-Suicide
JACKSONVILLE, N.C. (AP) -  

Onslow County authorities say three 
people found in a mobile home were 
shot to death in what appeared to be a 
murder-suicide.

A woman and a small child were 
found shot to death in a bedroom 
Tuesday, and the body of a 27-year- 
old man was in the living room of the 
trailer at Big Pines Mobile Home 
Park, said Onslow County Sheriff 
B.G. Woodward. He said the victims 
had been dead for approximately 48 
hours.

The names of victims have not 
been released.

The bodies were found when a 
neighbor stopped by to check on the 
family at the Pine Top Trailer Park 
on N.C. 24. “ She saw the body of the 
man in the living rooii, and she 
called for help,’’ Woodward said.

Merger Suit
FAYETTEVILLE (AP) -  The 

Lumberton City Board of Education 
has filed a motion in U.S. District 
Court to stop the merger of Robeson 
County’s five school systems as ap­
proved by voters March 8 until fed­
eral officials approve the merger.

Under the merger’s terms an in­
terim school board for the composite 
school system would have taken of­
fice April 1. But merger opponents, 
by appealing to the State Board of 
Elections for a recount, have 
prevented the board from meeting.

The merger pssed 11,153 to 10,888, 
and state officials said Tuesday 
merger opponents dropped their ap­
peal Monday and certification is ex­
pected soon. But the motion filed 
May 6 seeks a preliminary injunction 
on any merger action because nei­
ther the merger nor the election vote 
and results were precleared by the 
U.S. Attorney General or the U.S. 
District Court for the District of Col­
umbia as required by law.

Tax Problem \
STONEVILLE, N.C. (AP) -  In 

this Rockingham County town, 
there’s a new twist to the old saying, 
only two things in life are certain — 
death and taxes.

If the town’s largest taxpayer 
doesn’t pay its taxes, the town of ap­
proximately 1,000 residents coud 
die, officials say.

Stoneville Furniture Co. owes 
Stoneville $71,200 in back taxes. The 
company, the largest in the 1-mile- 
square town, has a $93,000 tax bill, 42 
percent of the town’s entire property 
tax revenues of $221,000.

Stoneville Furniture paid the town 
$20,000 in February, but some of that 
was used to pay the interest on the 
debt because the bill was then five 
months overdue. Taxes were due last 
September.

The town is already feeling the ef­
fects of its interrupted tax income. 
The town’s annual Fourth of July 
celebration has been canceled, a sav­
ings of about $7,200 for the day-long 
festival, officials said.

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Durham Faces Loss
Of 2,400 GTE Jobs

DURHAM (AP) — Nearly 2,400 
Durham jobs may be in jeopardy as 
GTE Corp. considers moving its 
Southern base to Tampa, Fla., or 
Atlanta as part of the consolidation of 
seven regional headquarters, in­
dustry analysts say.

“ Because of the proliferation of 
computers and high technology, ge­
ography might not play a tremen­
dous role in the decision,’’ said 
analyst Geoff Johnson, of Argus 
Research Corp. in New York. “ But 
Atlanta is a more major business 
center and maybe they have some 
executives (who) would want to live 
there.’’

Other analysts said Tampa could 
be favored because GTE’s operations 
there are so large compared with its 
operations in Durham. In addition to 
housing a regional headquarters that 
generates nearly twice as much rev­
enue as operations in, Durham, Tam­
pa also is home to GTE Data Services 
Inc., another telephone division.

However, Durham might have the

upper hand because its workers are 
more experienced in working in sev­
eral states, a key ingredient in mak­
ing a regional headquarters work 
smoothl y ,  said GTE South 
spokesman Stephens Toler.

GTE already has warned Durham 
workers to expect “ significant”  
layoffs regardless of the company’s 
decision.

GTE won’t say how many of its
101.000 telephone workers nationwide 
will be laid off as a result of the 
restructuring, but managers are ex­
pected to be hardest hit, followed by 
their support staff. Eventually, hour­
ly workers could feel the pinch as the 
restructured staff cuts more costs, 
analysts said.

When GTE recently restructured 
its Midwest telephone operations,
5.000 people lost their jobs, but many 
of them left via attrition and early 
retirement programs. Such pro­
grams are expected to be offered 
again in this newest effort.

Witness $ays Gunman Wore 
'Horrid Grin' While Shooting

OZARK, Ark. (AP) — A gunman 
wore a “horrid g rin ’’ as he aimed his 
revolver a t office w orkers during a 
Christm as ram page in which he 
allegedly killed 16 people, including 
14 of his rela tives, a w itness testified.

R. Gene Simmons, 47, stepped over 
the body of one of his v ictim s, “ took a 
stance and pointed the gun a t m e,’’ 
Juli Money testified Tuesday in 
Simmons’ m urder tria l, holding her 
arm s out with hands clasped to show 
how he held the gun.

“ I scream ed, ‘No!’ and dived 
behind some boxes,’’ she said. “He 
was grinning. He had a  horrid grin 
that looked like false teeth and his 
eyes were wide open.’’

Ms. Money, 35, said she grabbed 
her head thinking she had been shot 
“ because I felt the heat from the 
bullet’’ that whizzed past her head.

Simmons, a  retired  Air Force 
m aster sergeant, is on tria l in the 
Dec. 28 deaths of form er corworker 
Kathy C. Kendrick, 24, and Jam es D. 
Chaffin, 33, in Russellville. Four peo­
p le  w ere  w ounded d u rin g  the  
shootings. The sta te is seeking the 
death penalty.

Simmons is to be tried  July 18 for

m urder charges in the deaths of 14 
relatives, including his wife, his 
children and his grandchildren. The 
bodies were found a t his home near 
Dover after the shootings in nearby 
Russellville. Police said the 14 were 
killed during the Christm as holidays.

According to police, Simmons used 
two .22-caliber revolvers to kill Miss 
Kendrick, who friends say rejected 
Simmons’ am orous attention, and 
Chaffin, who apparen tly  was a 
chance victim . Police said Simmons 
had a grudge against most of the 
people he is accused of shooting.

Chaffin was shot in the right eye at 
point-blank range as he opened a 
door a t Taylor Oil Co. afte r he and 
Ms. Money heard  two shots fired in 
the office a rea , Ms. Money said. The 
gunman had already  wounded the 
company president, Rusty Taylor.

It was Chaffin’s body, Ms. Money 
testified, tha t Simmons stepped over 
before aim ing a t her.

David Salyer, who was shot in the 
forehead, also said Simmons fired 
with a grin on his face.

Simmons, who had worked for 
Taylor and Salyer, then went to a 
nearby law office w here Miss Ken­
drick worked and stood in front of her

desk, according to another witness, 
B re n d a  Jo n e s . M iss K en d ric k  
returned to her desk a short tim e 
la ter and said, “Can I help you?’’

Simmons had his hands in his 
pockets but jerked his right a rm  up 
and sta rted  firing a pistol, Miss Jones 
said. “ He missed her a t firs t,” she 
said. “ She just stood there. He kept 
shooting. Finally, he hit her.”

Prosecutor John Bynum said in his 
opening statem ent Tuesday that Miss 
Kendrick, a legal secretary , was shot 
a t least four tim es in the head as  she 
sa t at her desk.

About 60 spectators w ere present in 
F ranklin County Circuit Court, in­
cluding relatives of some of Sim­
m ons’ fam ily m em bers.

P a t McNulty, 36, of Bryant, whose 
brother was among the dead fam ily 
m em bers, said, “ We’ve got our grief 
to deal with and Gene Simmons has 
got God to deal w ith.”

Judge John P atterson  replaced one 
ju ro r with an alternate during a clos­
ed hearing. The judge said someone 
reported tha t Smith said something 
derogatory about Simmons.

The tria l was moved here because 
of extensive pretria l publicity.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Post office 

window service and collections could 
be back to norm al by the end of 
sum m er, but tha t won’t m ean the end 
of the agency’s financial struggles, 
according to P ostm aster G eneral An­
thony F rank.

Hundreds of construction projects 
for new postal facilities also were 
canceled or delayed to save money.

“ Long afte r  people forget about the 
windows being closed,” building pro­
jects will still be delayed, land will 
have been sold to someone else and 
construction costs will be even 
higher, F rank said.

F r a n k ,  w h o  t o o k  o v e r  a s  
postm aster on M arch 1, said that ex­
plaining the need for service cuts at 
the sam e tim e ra tes a re  rising has 
been difficult.

'The ra te  increases imposed on 
April 3 don’t help, he said, because 
the accounting system  m andated by 
Congress results in the increased in­
come being counted as a reduction in 
the national debt, not as extra money 
for the agency.

On other topics, F rank  sa id :
- A  system  may be considered in 

which notices would autom atically 
be sent out for people filing change or 
address forms.

—The agency should help serve as 
a go-between for other federal agen­
cies and the public, such as by m ak­
ing catalogs of Government Printing 
Office booklets available in lobbies. 
The cu rren t program  to deliver an 
AIDS booklet to every home is a good 
exam ple, he said.

voodoo-practicing death-row inm ate 
who w anted to die w as denied a last 
meal of sacred ea rth , and gritted  his 
teeth and mum bled when his execu­
tion w as stayed less than six hours 
before it w as to take place.

Jam es Smith won a  reprieve from 
the U.S. Suprem e Court on Tuesday 
evening, afte r his m other filed an  ap ­
peal claim ing he w as m entally  in­
com petent. No vote am ong the 
justices was released.

He w as la ter tran sfe rred  back to 
his death-row cell a t the prison’s 
Ellis I unit. Smith, 37, was convicted 
of th e  1983 ro b b e ry -s lay in g  of 
Houston insurance office m anager 
L arry Rohus.

Testimony at his tria l showed he 
was tackled by w itnesses while flee­
ing the shooting scene and that a gun 
he was carry ing w as linked to the 
slaying.

Smith has no a tto rney  and resisted 
attem pts for legal help from capital 
punishm ent opponents.

“ I don’t understand all this cling­
ing to life,” Smith sa id  in a recent in­
terview. “ Life is a  tem porary  s itua­
tion. The spirit m oves on. D eath is 
like eating a prune in the morning.

Move To Limit 
Computer Trading 
Backed By Critics

By RICK GLADSTONE ‘AP Business WriterNEW YORK (AP) — A broad move by five big brokerages to limit com­puterized stock dealing has won enthusiastic endorsement from critics who say program trading caused unwarranted price convulsions and alienated in­vestors.
But some question the effectiveness of the halt on index arbitrage program  trading because four of the firms will continue using the strategy for their clients’ investments.Kidder Peabody & Co., Morgan Stanley & Co., PaineWebber Inc. and Salomon Brothers Inc. on Tuesday announced limitations on program  trading for their own accounts only. Bear Stearns & Co. said it had imposed a total suspension.The moves marked the most aggressive voluntary steps yet to calm an out­cry over the strategy tha t’s blamed for destructive volatility in the stock m arket before and since the October crash.“ It is necessary for all to work toward the goal of restoring confidence in and guaranteeing the vibrancy of the m arketplace,” John Gutfreund, chair­man and chief executive of Salomon, said in a statement that reflected the other firm s’ views.
“Any action taken by member firm s to tone volatility and increase investor confidence should be applauded,” said Richard Torrenzano, spokesman for the New York Stock Exchange, which also has taken steps to limit program  trading. “ I think it’s meaningful and a step in the right direction.”The firm s reportedly have been under enormous pressure from stock ex­changes, customers, lawmakers, and even their own salespeople to coordi­nate action to control the practice, which involves the massive purchase and sale of stock index futures and the underlying stocks on which they are  based.Although the action won’t mean an end to program  trading, some traders said it should help limit the volatility because the brokerages had used the technique much more frequently than their customers did.“We think it’s a right (action) for the capital m arkets in the long run, and will encourage individuals to come back to the m arket,” said Anthony A. LaCroix, chairm an, president and chief executive of Advest Inc., a Hartford, Conn.-based securities firm  that has urged tough restrictions on program trading.
Nevertheless, experts say proprietary program trading by these broker­ages has accounted for only about 20 percent of the total volume of trades a t­tributed to the strategy. Some critics said this leaves much uncertainty.“Liquidity in our financial m arkets has dried up, and this may be the first sight of rain we’ve seen in a long tim e,” said Rep. Edward J . Markey, D- Mass., chairm an of the finance subcommittee of the House Energy and Com­merce Committee in reaction to the suspensions. “However, with customers still in the index arbitrage business, the question remains if intra-day volatili­ty will increase or decrease.”Capital Guardian Trust Co. Chairman Robert G. Kirby, a  m em ber of the 3residential panel that investigated the stock-market crash, said the big bro- cerages probably had determined that bad publicity about the technique 

didn’t outweigh the profits they derived from it.“ These guys decided that life’s too short,” Kirby said. “ I think they get the blame for all the volatility in the m arketplace, but all the volatility is going to go on, because of their custom ers.”

Pilots' Union Says 
Crash Report Wrong

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The airline
iilots union disputes the National ransportation Safety Board’s fin­ding that pilot erro r caused the Northwest Airlines crash  in Detroit that killed 156 people last August.The NTSB in a report on the acci­dent Tuesday faulted the captain and co-pilot of Northwest Flight 255 for failing to follow the proper checklist before takeoff and forgetting to ex­tend the plane’s flaps and slats, devices that help provide lift.The McDonnell Douglas MD-80 crashed shortly after taking off from the Detroit airport Aug. 16,1987, kill­ing 154 people on board and two on the ground. The only survivor was a 4 -y ea r-o ld  p a s s e n g e r ,  C ece lia  Cichan.The two pilots that were killed

were members of the Air Line Pilots Association, which represents 40,000 commercial pilots. The union said it will continue its own investigation in­to the accident and hinted it m ay petition the NTSB to reconsider the government findings.“The facts will eventually show that th e re ’s a grem lin running around in the MD-80,” said Steven Cramer, the ALPA representative at Northwest.Cramer was alluding to the conten­tion by the pilots union all along that a mechanical failure could have prevented the flaps from being set properly. Even if the pilots forgot to set the flaps a warning device was the real culprit because it didn’t warn the pilots of their error as it was designed to, the union says.

Mexican Women Earn Livelihoods In Border Plants

CIUDAD JUAREZ, Mexico (AP) 

— Friday is the best, and worst, day 
of the week for Socorro Chavez, a 
maquiladora mother.

She is one of the thousands of Mex­
ican women now able to earn their 
own livelihoods working in the 
foreign-owned assembly plants in 
northern Mexico known as m a­
quiladoras.

Maquiladoras have made life bet­
ter for most of them, but for others it 
is still difficult to shake off all of the 
hard times the left behind.

It is that way for Socorro Chavez, 
just as Friday is her best day and her 
worst day.

When the whir of the plant’s sewing 
machines stops,at 5:30 p.m. on F ri­
days, Ms. Chavez catches a bus for 
downtown, then another that takes 
her to a children’s home.

It’s a two-hour journey across town 
for a weekly reunion with her two 
children, Marco Antonio, 14, and 
Guadalupe, 10, who stay at the home 
while she works.

That is the best part of Friday, tak­
ing the children to her own small 
apartm ent for the weekend.

The worst part is seeing how the 
children are outgrowing their clothes 
and dodging the landlady who is ask­
ing her to vacate the apartment.

T hen , t h e r e ’s shop p in g  fo r 
wholesome food.

“The week I have to pay the rent, 
we don’t buy food,’’ the 34-year-old 
mother says.

Ms. Chavez’s husband went to 
work “ tem porarily” as an illegal 
alien in the United States 10 years 
ago.

He wrote and sent money home the 
first year. The frequency of the let­

ters dropped off and finally stopped.
He never returned.
Ms. Chavez, who has just a fifth 

grade education, moved her family 
from the small Chihuahua state town 
of Namiquipa to the state capital, the 
city of Chihuahua, and worked five 
years there as a seamstress.

But, she said, “ I just couldn’t make 
it on what I earned. Sometimes I 
would put the children to bed without 
dinner.

“We didn’t have heat so I would 
borrow the neighbor’s iron, and iron 
the bed to get it warm,” she said.

In that way, life has improved for 
Ms. Chavez and her children since 
they stepped off the bus two years 
ago in Ciudad Juarez, a city of 1.1 
million people just across the border 
from El Paso, Texas.

Ms. Chavez got a job the day after 
she arrived as a seamstress in a ma­

SUMMER SWEATER

Dear Readers: Here’s a variation 
on making a one-row, horizontal but­
tonhole that was sent to me several 
years ago by Edna F. of South Wind­
sor, Conn. You’ll find it very smooth 
and firm.

Work the desired number of stit­
ches before starting the buttonhole. 
Step 1: Bring yam to front of work; 
slip one stitch from left needle to 
right needle; p̂ass yarn to back of 
work and drop it there. (Yam is left 
hanging and will not be used during 
the next two steps.

Step 2: Slip another stitch from left 
to right needle and pass the first 
stitch over it, thus binding off one 
stitch. Step 2 is repeated until the 
desired number of stitches for but­
tonhole have been bound off.

Step 3: Slip the last bound-off stitch 
back to the left needle and turn work 
to wrong side.

Step 4: Pick up the hanging yarn

and pass it between the needles to the 
back. Cast on the same number of 
stitches that were bound off plus one 
more, using the cast-on method 
described below. Before placing the 
last loop onto the left needle, bring 
yarn through to the front to form a 
dividing strand between the last and 
next-to-last stitches. Transfer last 
loop to left needle and turn work so 
the right side is again facing you.

Step 5: Slip the first stitch from left 
needle to right needle and pass the 
last stitch over it, completing the but­
tonhole.

Make a two-needle cast-on by star­
ting a knit stitch in the first stitch on 
the left needle. Do not push the new 
stitch off, but pull the right needle 
forward and slip the new loop back 
onto the left needle to create a new 
stitch. Repeat until desired number 
of stitches have been cast on.

Many readers have responded to 
the letter from the woman who de­
veloped bursitis in one arm when 
knitting for long periods of time. The 
almost universal solution offered was 
for her to use circular rather than 
straight needles for all her knitting. 
This makes a great deal of sense as 
circular needles are more supple and 
put less strain on the arms and 
shoulders.

Some people think to use'circulars 
only when knitting in rounds, but you 
can just as easily knit back and forth 
with them. And you have the added 
bonus of never losing one of a pair.

NEW YORK (AP) -  The stock 
market started off sharply lower in 
active trading today, as share prices 
were hit by growing anxiety about 
the prospect of higher interest rates.

The Dow Jones average of 30 indus­
trials was down 19.07 points at 
1,984.58 at 10 a.m. EDT. The broader 
market also showed deep losses. 
Declining stocks surpassed ad­
vancers by 6-to-l on the New York 
Stock Exchange, with 643 issues los­
ing, only 151 gaining and 334 un­
changed.

Volume on the Big Board in the 
first half-hour of trading was 38.68 
million shares.

The nervousness about higher in­
terest rates was fueled today by 
comments by British Chancellor of 
the Exchequer Nigel Lawson that 
there could be an internationally co­
ordinated boost in rates.

Lawson, who made the comments 
in an interview with the Wall Street 
Journal’s overseas editions that was 
published today, noted that a coordi­
nated effort by West Germany, 
Japan and other leading nations to 
hike interest rates “ is certainly 
possible’’ following the Federal 
Reserve’s increase in short-term 
rates to curb U.S. inflation.

Separately, White House 
economist Beryl Sprinkel confirmed 
that the Federal Reserve has nudged 
up short-term rates in recent weeks. 
He defended the move as making 
sense in the face of a strong economy 
and recent growth in the money supp­
ly-

The statements sent stock prices 
tumbling in Tokyo early today, as the 
key 225-share Nikkei Index fell 25L20 
points, or 0.92 percent, to close at 
27,161.05.

Share prices also headed lower in 
London and Frankfurt, West Ger­
many, before Wall Street opened for 
trading.

The NYSE’s composite index was 
down 1.48 at 144.27.

Cost of the new tank is estimated at

The proposed sewer fund budget

Several months, perhaps a year or two w ill pass before the general public under­
stands and recuperates from a 1987 tax filing season that left many taxpayers in a 
daze over s ignificant tax liab ilities and tax professionals and practitioners looking 
for relief in trying to cope w ith the provisions of the New Tax Laws enactéd in 1986.

RALEIGH (AP) — Atlantic-Coast Conference officials are still discuss­ing a possible tie-in agreem ent be­tween the league and the Florida Cit­rus Bowl, but they have apparently agreed on the Charlotte Coliseum to host the 1990 basketball tournament.
The News and Observer reported today league officials are having in­formal discussions about a tie-in with the New Y ear’s Day postseason foot­ball game in Orlando, Fla.
“ From  our standpoint, it’s some­thing that we see as a possibility down the road,” said Florida Citrus Bowl chairm an Chuck Rohe in a tele­

phone interview Tuesday. “If our 
game goes to a tie-in arrangement, 
the ACC is the logical place for us to 
look.

“Right now, it’s nothing more than 
casual conversation. The ACC is a 
good league that is going to get bet­
ter. It’s no secret that N.C. State and 
North Carolina are going to turn 
some heads,” Rohe said.

Sports Notes Moye Leads Chargers To Win
Jackson Tabbed As NBA's Top Rookie

NEW YORK (AP) —Mark Jackson proved the experts wrong.
Despite his record-setting career at St. John’s, many pro ̂ sketball scouts 

didn’t think Jackson would make it in the NBA.
He didn’t just make it. He made it big.
On Tuesday, the New York Knicks guard was named the NBA’s Rookie of 

the Year.
“A lot of people said I was too slow, I couldn’t play defense, I couldn’t stick 

the jumper,” Jackson said after receiving the Eddie Gottlieb Trophy. “There 
were a lot of questions about me, and I think I answered them all.”

Jackson, who set an NBA rookie assist record and helped the Knicks make 
the playoffs for the first time since 1984, was a landslide winner of the award.

In balloting by a national panel of sports writers and broadcasters, he re­
ceived 77 of 80 votes. Greg Anderson of San Antonio, Winston Garland of Gold­
en State and Kenny Smith of Sacramento each received one vote.

Jackson, the only unanimous selection to the NBA Rookie Team, said winn­
ing the award was “a dream come true.”

“ If you had to make a book about my first year in the NBA, it would end this 
way,” he said.

Jackson had 868 assists during the regular season, breaking the rookie re­
cord of 690 set by Oscar Robertson in 1961. He ranked third in the league with 
10.6 assists a game, averaged 13.6 points and was sixth in the league with 2.5 
steals a game.

The New York native was the Knicks’ No. 1 pick in the 1987 NBA draft, the 
18th player selected overall. He is the lowest choice to win the rookie award 
since eighth-round pick Woody Sauldsberry of Philadelphia won it in 1958.

After becoming a starter in the third game of the season, Jackson helped the 
Knicks finish in a second-place tie in the Atlantic Division with a 38-44 record 
—14 more victories than they had the previous year.

In the playoffs, where the Knicks’ lost to Boston in the opening round in four 
games, Jackson averaged 14.3 points and 9.8 assists per game.

“Mark Jackson is a great player now and he’s only going to get better,” 
Knicks coach Rick Pitino said. “ I wouldn’t be surprised if he’s the MVP some 
day.”

Jackson’s scoring ability surprised many fans, but his slick passing got the 
most attention.

“ I don’t really get much enjoyment out of scoring,” he said. “ If I score. I’m 
happy. But if I pass off to a teammate and he scores, then the whole team is 
happy.”

The Knicks’ resurgence has Jackson looking forward to next season.

Mears, Andretti Stage Battle 
During Indy 500 Practice Runs
INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — It was an 

eye-opening exhibition as Rick 
Mears and Mario Andretti played a 
high-speed game of one-upsmanship 
on the tight 2*/̂ -mile oval at the In­
dianapolis Motor Speedway.

The two former Indianapolis 500 
winners went faster than aityone had 
ever gone before on the historic 
track, with Mears coming out slight­
ly on top with a lap at 220.048 mph 
during Tu^day’s practice battle.

Andretti, whose crew thought he 
actually went faster than Mears — 
over 221 — was caught by the Speed­
way’s electric eye at 219.995 on his 
final hot lap of the wild day.

Andretti, the 1969 Indy winner, 
started the two-man game early in 
the afternoon with a lap at 219.031 
mph in a Chevrolet-powered Lola. 
That eclipsed the unofficial Speed­
way mark of 218.234 that Andretti set 
last May. Lap spe^  in practice are 
considered unofficial; only those run 
during qualification or the race are 
official.

Mears holds the official four-lap 
qualifying record of 216.828, with a 
fastlapof217.581,setinl986.

Mears, a two-time Indy winner, 
had gotten up to 217.181 in the Penske 
team’s backup PCl7-Chevrolet, 
which he was simply setting up in 
case of trouble with the team’s 
primary cars. Once he got into his 
own Penske-Chevrolet, Mears an­
swered Andretti’s challenge with the 
220 lap.

Anoretti tried to regain the edge in 
the final half-hour of practice, and 
nearly did it, but fell just short after 
two laps over 219.

Mears visibly enjoyed outdoing 
Andretti.

“We won’t go out there for that 
reason, just to try to beat him. But if 
we weren’t competitive, we wouldn’t 
be doing this. If the No. 1 slot is 
available, you try to get it.

“ You leapfrog each other in a situ­
ation like that by constantly making 
changes and making the car better.”

On his fast lap, Mears nearly got 
into trouble in the third turn.

“ I touched the paint in turn three,” 
he said, referring to the painted 
yellow line at the inside edge of the 
racing surface. “The car started to 
get loose and that got my heart 
started on me. At that speed, though, 
you have to hang on and be ready for 
anything.

“You’ve got to be very precise here 
because, if you make a mistake, you 
can be in big trouble in a real hurry.”

On Tuesday, conditions were just 
about perfect for speed, with over­
cast skies and temperatures in the 
60s -  cool enough to keep the asphalt 
track from becoming slick. The wind 
that had blown relentlessly across 
the 2.5-mile Speedway oval on Sun­
day and Monday slowed to a breeze.

Andretti shrugged off the loss to

Mears, saying, “We’re both trying to 
get our cars working as well as they 
can. It would be nice to be fastest 
every day, but we’re making prog­
ress and that’s what we’re trying to 
do.”

Asked if either driver can go faster 
this week, Andretti said, “ It’s some­
thing I can never answer. You just 
don’t know. But it’s something we 
strive for.”

The first of four days of qualifica­
tions is Saturday and neither of the 
fastest drivers was ready to assure a 
new official record.

Mears said, “ I think the record 
could be in jeopardy; how badly de­
pends on the weather. I think the cars 
are pretty well refined now and I 
don’t think we’re going to see any 
more really big gains.”

Andretti, who had a top lap of 
212.665 through the first three days of 
practice for the May 29 Indy 500, 
said, “The track I don’t think is going 
to be like this (for qualifications). 
There was just enough rubber down 
(for good traction), and with the 
overcast conditions, that made the 
difference. Last year it was a battle 
just to maintain the speed we set 
(early in the week) because of the 
(hot) weather.”

Defending champion A1 Unser, 
Mears’ teammate along with Danny 
Sullivan, was third quickest on 'Tues­
day at 216.867, followed by 1987 race 
runner-up Roberto Guerrero, whose 
Cosworth-powered Lola turned a 
215.930 mph lap before spinning and 
tagging the wall in turn one late in 
the practice session.

Guerrero, who spent 17 days in a 
coma after suffering serious head in­
juries here last September in a crash 
during tire testing, escaped injury on 
Tuesday and did only minimal dam­
age to his car, knocking off the rear 
wing.

It was the first accident in four 
days of practice since the track 
opened.

A1 Unser Jr. followed Guerrero at 
215.156, with Arie Luyéndyk next at 
214.592, 1986 Indy winner Bobby 
Rahal at 214.489 and Sullivan, the 
1985 winner, at 213.017.

Others practicing above 210 for the 
first time on Tuesday included 
Emerson Fittipaldi, Derek Daly, Jim 
Crawford, Kevin Cogan, Pancho 
Carter and Scott Brayton.

Former winners A.J. Foyt and 
Tom Sneva got up over 200 for the 
first time this week, although they 
did not approach the fastest cars.

Poles' Strike May 
Speed Up Reforms

WARSAW, Poland (AP) — Labor leaders said they ended an eight-day 
strike at the Gdansk shipyard to avoid a police raid, but communist 
authorities said the strike failed for lack of widespread support.

Still, the government said two weeks of strikes that ended Tuesday when 
Lech Walesa and about 1,000 haggard strikers marched from the Lenin ship­
yard will compel it to speed up efforts to revive Poland’s crippled economy.

Heads held high, the shipyard workers filed out of the yard without a set­
tlement but also without having backed down from demands whose center­
piece was reinstatement of the yard’s Solidarity chapter.

Police had surrounded the shipyard since Thursday and the strikers had re­
jected government offers of wage increases, so quitting was the “best solution 
possible,” said strike committee chairman Alojzy Szablewski.

The strike evoked memories of 1980, when a younger, leaner Walesa cosign­
ed an accord at the same shipyard during a nationwide wave of strikes over 
price increases that toppled a government. A time of unmatched freedom 
followed.

The rest of the country did not follow suit this time, leaving the shipyard 
workers in the Baltic port city largely isolated.

Government spokesman Jerzy Urban said on Tu^day that “the strikes and 
protests have not won the support of the working class and society” but had 
taught the government important lessons.

“The May events will compel the government to more consistently develop 
reform, which should be more strongly felt by society,” he said.

The government planned today to introduce a bill that would allow it to take 
over money-losing enterprises and fire managers who resist economic 
change. Its reform program has increased prices by 42 percent this year.

And an official PAP news agency statement on Tuesday’s meeting of the 
ruling Politburo spoke of the “indispensible” need to quicken democratization 
-  a process it has so far only vaguely described.

Five major strikes since April 25 added up to Poland’s worst wave of labor 
unrest since the 1981 military crackdown on Solidarity. The Soviet bloc’s only 
independent labor federation ever was banned in 1982.

Editors Support 
Gorbachev Plan

MOSCOW (AP) — A meeting be­
tween Mikhail S. Gorbachev and 
prominent editors has made clear 
that a major gathering of Communist 
Party members next month is ex­
pected to fall solidly in line behind his 
reform campaign.

Gorbachev told the media and 
ideology leaders at a meeting at the 
party Central Committee that old 
methods of choosing delegates to 
1 larty conferences would be scrapped 
: or the meeting planned June 28, the 
first such gathering since 1941. The 
5,000 people to take part should be 
chosen solely on the basis of their 
support for the reforms, Gorbachev 
said.

“There must be no more quotas, as 
were the case in the past, specifying 
how many factory workers and 
farmers and how many women are to 
be elected, among others,” Gor­
bachev said. “The principal political 
directive is to elect active sui 
of perestroika to go to tr 
ference.”

Others who spoke at the meeting 
appeared to endorse that approach 
and declared “perestroika,’ Gor­
bachev’s effort to rebuild Soviet 
society, a path from which no one 
should strafy.

The 57-year-old party chief met 
with the media and ideology leaders 
on Saturday, but full reports on the 
exchange were released by the of­
ficial Tass tfews agency only Tues­
day night and early today.

Gorbachev complained that con­
servatism continues to pose the big­
gest threat to his reforms and that 
Uie doubters have raised questions 
about whether the nation is turning 
away from socialism.

“Some people have indeed lost 
their bearings amid all these pro­
cesses under way,” Gorbachev said.

“Some people have failed to keep 
their heads and panicked. And the 
panic —and this is very serious — has 
taken the form of asking: ‘Isn’t 
perestroika coming to mean the

wrecking and rejection of the values 
of socialism, isn’t it giving rise to 
alien phenomena, isn’t it destabiliz­
ing society?” ’

Yet the 57-year-old leader said not 
everyone who fears his reforms or 
has resisted them should be branded 
“an opponent of perestroika.”

“We found veritable confusion in 
the minds of many people -  workers, 
intellectuals ana administrators 
alike,” Gorbachev said. “And let us 
be blunt, not only on the ground level, 
but also on the top.”

He did not make clear whether 
misunderstandings about his plans to 
bring about a more democratic socie­
ty and stronger economy reached as 

as the 13-man Politburo over 
which he presides.

The Kremlin’s No. 2 man, 
ideologist Yegor K. Ligachev, is 
reputed to advocate a more conser­
vative approach to resolving the na­
tion’s problems than Gorbachev, al­
though the extent of their differences 
is known to few outside the ruling 
Politburo.

The June 28 party conference is 
expected to change the face of the 
party leadership and replace conser­
vatives with more active supporters 
of perestroika.

“ It is necessary to rid socialism of 
everythintg pseudosocialist, 
distorted and deformed in the period 
of the personality cult,” Gorbachev 
said, referring to the influences of 
late dictator Josef V. Stalin, who rul­
ed the country for 29 years before his 
death in 1953.

Gorbachev’s call for electing 
reformists to the party conference 
drew support from the editors and 
cultural leaders, according to the 
Tass report.

“ I would very much wish that the 
people who with their life and deeds 
have proved their commitment to 
perestroika by all means would get to 
the party conference and, on the con­
trail, that people who oppose it, who 
hamper its progress would not be 
present at the conference,” said 
Kirill Lavrov, head of the Soviet 
Theatrical Union.

Denmark's Minister 
Resigns After Vote

COPENHAGEN, Denmark (AP) -  
Prime Minister Poul Schlueter re­
signed today in a bid to form a new 
center-right coalition after an in­
conclusive parliamentary election 
called over Denmark’s nuclear-arms 
policy and its allegiance to NATO.

Danish radio said Schlueter sub­
mitted his resignation to Queen 
Margrethe II at Amalienborg Palace 
and told her negotiations would begin 
this afternoon.

Tuesday’s balloting ended in a 
stalemate in which neither major 
bloc could form a majority govern­
ment.

Schlueter’s outgoing minority, 
four-party coalition retained its 70 
seats in the Folketing, the 179- 
member parliament. Tiie socialist 
opposition dropped two seats for a 
total of 79.

The opposition Social Democrats, 
DenmarVs larcest party, touched off 
the election pushing through 
wrliament a new anti-nuclear reso- 
ution the government refused to im­
plement because of strong objections 
from the North Atlantic Treaty 
Organization.

The resolution, designed to bolster 
Denmark’s 1957 peacetime ban on 
nuclear arms, calls for notifying 
visiting warships that such weapons 
were not allowed in port. Unless the 
resolution is overturned by the new 
parliament, the government will 
nave to cari7 it out, after the wording 
has been determined.

Despite the vote, the overnment 
and the opposition both claimed the 
outcome vindicated their position on 
the NATO issue.

U.S., Soviets Prepare For Summit
GENEVA (AP) — Soviet Foreign 

Minister Eduard Shevardnadze* 
played down the issue, but a key 
point in his final pre-summit talks 
with Secretary of State George P. 
Shultz was expected to be differences 
over verifying the intermediate- 
range nuclear forces treaty.

The differences have prompted the 
U.S. Senate to postpone indefinitely 
ratification of the treaty to scrap 683 
Soviet missiles and 364 U.S. rockets.

A senior U.S. official traveling with 
Shultz from Washington voiced con­
fidence on Tuesday that the dif­
ferences would be overcome in 
(Jeneva.

“These are very, very technical 
issues and we’ve had the problem of 
pursuing at long distance, through 
diplomatic exchange in formal 
translations, things of that sort,” the

official told reporters at the State 
Department.

“There may, in fact, be dif­
ferences, but 1 am quite confident 
that if you get all of the right people 
in the city, at the expert level, with 
ministers watching over the process, 
that we’ll be able to nail these things 
down,” said the official.

Shultz, whose plane made a refuel­
ing stop in Shannon, Ireland this 
morning, scheduled four meetings 
with Shevardnadze over two days.

MIA Hunt Ends Futilely In Southern Laos
BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) -  

American and Laotian soldiers today 
completed an excavation of a U.S. 
warplane crash site in southern Laos 
without finding any remains of two 
crewmen missing in action for 22 
years, an official said.

The soldiers worked together 
searching a remote bamboo- and 
brush-covered hillside in Savan- 
nakhet province where the OV-IA 
Mohawk reconnaissance aircraft 
was downed by heavy ground fire on 
March 15,1966.

It was the third joint excavation in 
communist-ruled Laos, where 
Washington is trying to resolve the 
fates of 555 Americans who never 
returned from the Indochina war.

“There was an exhaustive search 
of the crash area from May 2 to 11... 
(but) no remains of the two crewmen 
aboard the aircraft ... were found,” 
said Ross Petzing, spokesman for the 
U.S. Embassy in Bangkok.

He said the team toiled in very hot

and dusty conditions, “and there was 
some danger posed by unexploded 
ordnance left over from the In­
dochina war period. Three cluster 
bombs and several live shells were 
exploded at the excavation site by 
U.S. Air Force emergency ordnance 
disposal experts.”

“We very much appreciate the 
Laotian cooperation in the excava­
tion effort and look forward to addi­
tional cooperative efforts of this 
nature,” Petzing said.

, He said that as an expression of 
America’s concern with Laos’ own 
humanitarian problems, the U.S. 
team donated $13,000 worth of medi­
cine and equipment to the Sepone 
district hospital for use by inhab­
itants of the crash area.

Minister Says Sino-Japanese 
War Began Accidentally In '37

TOKYO (AP) — A Cabinet minister whose claim 
that Japan was not the aggressor in World War II pro­
voked strong protests from China and other Asian na­
tions told Parliament today the 1937-45 Sino-Japanese 
War began accidentally.

The minister, Seisuke Okuno, told Japanese 
reporters on Tuesday that he doesn’t like to use the 
word “ invasion”  when discussing the Sino-Japanese 
War because both countries lost millions of people in 
the conflict.

Japanese troops overran much of eastern China in 
the war.

Opposition parties have demanded the dismissal of 
Okuno, director of the National Land Agency, and 
called on the administration of Prime Minister Noboru 
Takeshita to take responsibility for his remarks.

Okuno has angered China and other Asian nations 
over the past month by saying -  most recently on
Monday — that Japan had no aggressive intent during 

id hi ■ ‘World War II and had “ fought to protect itself at a 
time when the white race had turned Asia into a col­
ony.”

China’s Foreign Ministry said Okuno’s views had 
caused alarm worldwide.

“ The repeated occurrence of such expressions ... in 
Japan’ ... shows there are indeed some people in 
Japan, even some i^ople who are cabinet ministers, 
who have no intention at all for introspection of the 
pasf war of aggression,”  ministry spokesman Li

Zhaoxing said at a weekly briefing in Beijing. “This 
cannot but alarm all the peace-loving peoples and 
countries in the world.”

Asked in Parliament today about Okuno’s com­
ments, Takeshita said: “ Our country feels deep re­
sponsibility for the grave damage Japan inflicted on 
the Chinese people during the past war. We believe the 
government should fully recognize that our country’s 
actions during the war have been criticized severely 
as aggression.”  But he stopped short of saying he 
agreed that Japan’s actions had been aggressive.

During a Diet (parliament) session today, Okuno 
said he thought the 1937 Marco Polo Bridge incident, 
generally believed to have caused the Sino-Japanese 
War, had occurred by accident.

 ̂ In comments last month that he reiterated Monday, 
Okuno also said Japan should not let the views of Asian 
neighbors stop Cabinet members from visiting a con­
troversial Shinto shrine that honors Japan’s war dead.

Last month, China’s Foreign Ministry called 
Okuno’s statements “ astonishing and very regret­
table.” During a visit to China last week, Japanese 
Foreign Minister Sosuke Uno reportedly sought to 
smooth Chinese irritations over the remarks.

Meanwhile, the Japan Socialist Party and Komeito 
(Clean Government Party) began preparing a resolu­
tion calling for Okuno’s dismissal. Another opposition 
party, the Japan Communist Party, decided on Tues­
day it would demand Okuno’s dismissal, news reports 
said.

ROME (AP) — Italy’s, highest 
court upheld the convictions and 
prison sentences of seven Palesti­
nians who conceived and carried out 
the 19tó hijacking of the Achille 
Lauro cruise ship.

After a three-hour hearing, the 
Court of Cassation on Tuesday re­
jected appeals by defendants, in­

fugitiveeluding fugitive Palestinian leader 
Mohammed Abbas. The court thus 
let stand the May 23, 1987, convic­
tions and sentences decided by an 
appeals court in Genoa, the port city 
where the ill-fated Mediterranean 
cruise began.

An elderly, wheelchair-bound New 
Yorker, Leon Klinghoffer, was shot 
to death and his body was thrown into 
the sea during the ordeal.

Tuesday’s ruling cleared the way 
for a separate civil action by rela­
tives of Klinghoffer to seek damages. 
Earlier rulings said the two daugh­
ters of Klinghoffer were entitled to 
compensation.

In addition to Abbas, head of the 
Palestine Liberation Front, the Court 
of Cassation upheld life sentences for 
two other fugitive group leaders: Oz- 
zuddin Badrakkam, described as 
military chief; and Ziad El Omar, 
another organization official. The 7- 
year term of Abdulrahim Khaled, a 
colonel in the front, was also upheld.

They were accused of helping to 
organize the hijacking.

Three hijackers covered by the 
Cassation ruling are in Italian 
custody. They include Magied Molqi, 
leader of the hijackers and described 
as the man who shot Klinghoffer, 
sentenced to 30 years; ánd two other 
hijackers, Ibrahim Fatayer 
Abdelatif and Ahmad Marrouf 
Assadi, sentenced to nearly 25 years 
and nearly 16 years.

Assadi had cooperated with inves­
tigators.

A fourth hijacker, Bassam Asker, 
was convicted in separate trials in

juvenile court because he was a 
minor at the time of the crime.

The commandeered Achille Lauro 
eventually docked at an Egyptian 
port, where passengers and hi­
jackers got off after officials negoti­
ated with the pirates.

Inventor Finds His Dream On National TV
By BILL VOGRIN 

Associated Press Writer 
TOULON, 111. (AP) — A retired 

blacksmith labored in obscurity for 
more than 40 years to promote his
orange-peeling invention. But after 

few moments of national ex-only a
posure on CBS-TV’s “60 Minutes,” 
orders for it are pouring in.

“Last week, we sent out about 500 
or 600 orders,” Wilbur Blank says. 
“We’re getting more every day.” 

Andy Rooney, the CBS program’s 
commentator, displayed the Quik 
Orange Peel a couple weeks ago dur­
ing a commentary on gadgets he gets 
in the mail.

“This is one of the best things I 
ever got,” Rooney said. “ It’s chang­
ed my life.”

He showed how easily the tool skins

citrus fruit. “ It really is magic,” 
Rooney said. “You can amaze your 
friends with this.”

Rooney certainly amazed Blank, 
69, and his wife, Jane.

“This has been mind-boggling,” 
Mrs. Blank said last week. “We had 
no idea he was going to say anything 
about the Orange Peel. You can’t be­
lieve the reaction.”

In two weeks. Blank and his Wil-Le 
Products Co. have received dozens of 
letters and calls from people inter­
ested in buying the device, which he 
sells in groups of five for $6.

“We got flooded with calls and let­
ters” from viewers, Rooney said. 
“We always get a lot of mail, but we 
got more than usual on this. Letters 
are still coming in.”

Rooney said the benefits of prime­

time exposure will be temporary, al­
though a planned “60 Minutes”
follow-up could help. “He’d have to 

lillicsell millions, and I think that’s 
dreaming,” Rooney said.

Blank had nearly given up ever 
selling the public on his idea, which 
he developed in California while 
working as a welder before World 
War II.

“ I was fresh off the farm, and I got 
out to California and found I loved 
oranges but hated to peel them,” he 
said. “That’s when I came up with 
my orange p^ler.”

The original model, made of 
stainless steel wire, looked more like 
a bottle opener than an orange 
peeler. Blank was turned down for a 
patent. And for four decades, he tried 
in vain to market the device.

About eight years ago, he showed 
his peeler to Fred Wadley at the I.V. 
Die Co. in Peoria. Wadley fashioned 
one from bright orange plastic and 
has since produced about 30,000 

elers. But he said sales must soar 
Bfore the product can be declared a 

winner.
Rooney isn’t sure why he still had 

the peeler in his desk drawer three 
years after Blank sent it to him.

“ I just saw it in the drawer one day 
when I was looking for something, 
and I decided to give it a try,” 
Rooney said by telephone last week. 
“ I really liked it.”

Blank sold his blacksmith and 
welding shop two years ago, but still

“ I don’t want to be a millionaire. 
I’d have too many people on my 
back, then,” he said. “ I’d be happy 
with about $90,000. I could live real 
comfortably in Toulon on $90,000. Of 
course, if it goes above that. I’m not 
going to turn it down.”

House Approves Ban On Plastic
Firearms, Senate To Follow Suit

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Legisla­
tion to ban undetectable plastic 
firearms could clear the Senate Judi­
ciary Committee this Thursday, just 
two days after the House approved a 
similar bill with a calm that rarely 
accompanies gun control measures.

A smooth ride for the legislation 
was virtually assured two weeks ago, 
after Attorney General Edwin Meese 
III and law enforcement groups 
agreed to a compromise version — 
and the National Rifle Association 
went along.

The NRA agreed to avoid a bruis­
ing gun control battle in Congress 
when it became clear that no existing 
handguns would be prohibited under 
the agreement.

Plastic guns are not yet a reality, 
but chief House sponsor William J. 
Hughes said Tuesday the firearms 
could be a weapon of choice for ter­
rorists in the future. His colleagues 
agreed, passing the bill 413-4.

The Senate Judiciary subcommit­
tee on the Constitution, meanwhile 
cleared a similar bill by Sen. Howard 
M. Metzenbaum for action by the full 
committee. The full panel meets 
again on Thursday, and the gun bill is 
on the agenda.

The Hughes bill would make it il­
legal to manufacture, import, sell, 
transfer or possess a plastic firearm, 
defined as a weapon with less than 3.7 
ounces of metal.

Maximum penalties would be five 
years in prison, and fines of $250,000 
for individuals and $1 million for 
organizations.

The bill contains a “sunset” provi­
sion that would repeal the criminal 
provisions after five years, enabling 
the law to keep pace with any ad­
vances that may occur in firearms 
detection technology.

Voting against the House measure 
were Republican Reps. Dick Cheney 
of Wyoming; Philip Crane of Illinois; 
Norman Shumway of California and 
Barbara Vucanovich of Nevada.

Hughes’ bill was introduced before 
the administration-police com­
promise, but embodies the same con­
cept.

The more precise language is in the 
Senate version, which would 
establish a detectability standard 
that would permit detection of the 
same weapons as the Hughes bill. 
However, it does not provide for a 
minimum content of metal in the 
gun.

Both measures would detect all ex­
isting hanguns, thus keeping them 
legal for law-abiding owners. But

plastic weapons that failed to meet 
the same metallic standard would be 
prohibited.

Metzenbaum, D-Ohio, called the 
House vote “a major step in the right 
direction. I look forward to working 
with Congressman Hughes to make 
sure the Congress sends the presi­
dent the strongest bill possible,” he 
said Tuesday.

Hughes said he saw no problem in 
working out a compromise between 
the House and Senate language.

A Winter Park, Fla., company that 
claims to be the leader in plastic 
firearms technology says it has no 
plans to produce plastic handguns.

Dwight C. Brunoehler, vice presi­
dent of Red Eye Arms Inc., said the

company was working on a plastic 
machine gun grenade launcher that 
it hopes to sell to the Marines.

“We see the military business as 
where we want to be,” he said, ad­
ding the company will be working on 
that project for at least the next two 
years. He said the company also has 
pledged never to make an undetec­
table plastic weapon.

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Irving Berlin Turns 100 
As Fans Sing 'Always'

NEW YORK (AP) -  Shortly be­
fore midnight on Tuesday, a small 
group of carolers gathered in front of 
a five-story brick mansion facing the 
East River on New York’s posh 
Beekman Place.

When the clock struck 12, an im­
promptu glee club, led by composer 
and cab are t perfo rm er John 
Wallowitch, sang “Happy Birthday,”
followed by a chorus of “ Always.”  

BleiThey celebrated at the doorstep of 
the man who wrote that haunting 
love song. Irving Berlin, America’s 
best-known -  yet most private — 
songwriter who turns 100 today.

Just mention the melodies Berlin 
wrote, and you’ll start to sing: 
“ White C hristm as,’’ “ E a s te r  
Parade,” “God Bless America,” 
“There’s No Business Like Show 
Business,” “Alexander’s Ragtime 
Band,” “A Pretty Girl Is Like a Mel­
ody,” “Puttin’ on the Ritz,” “Blue 
Skies,” “How Deep is the Ocean?,” 
“Cheek to Cheek,” to name a few.

Wallowitch’s Berlin salute, an an­
nual celebration he began more than 
20 years ago and which he usually 
holds at 6 p.m. on Christmas Eve, 
may be the most personal tribute to 
Berlin this year.

“They have been devastatingly 
emotional experiences,’’ says 
Wallowitch, an unabashed Berlin fan 
who lives down the street and around 
the comer from the composer.

But the only festivity officially 
recognized by the songwriter will be 
a Carnegie Hall salute today held in 
connection with ASCAP, the Ameri-

Except for short walks 
around Beekman Place when the 
weather is warm, Berlin never is 
seen in public. On his infrequent 
strolls through the tranquil, tree- 
lined neighborhood, he usually is ac­
companied by a young woman or a 
doorman from a nearby building.

boss. You’ll get Hilda Schneider, 
Berlin’s longtime secretary. She is 
polite and friendly but adamant in 
declining in terview s for her 
employer.

“I’m sorry I can’t be more en­
couraging,” the woman says. “If we 
do one, we’d have to do them all. It’s 
all in the record. You can look it up. ” 

And the record is pretty im­
pressive: Some 1,500 songs that span 
the worlds of theater, movies and 
popular music. No other composer 
can match that record.

For the stage, Berlin wrote “Annie 
Get Your Gun” and more than a 
dozen other Broadway shows. His 
movies include several F red 
Astaire-Ginger Rogers classics such 
as “Top Hat” and “Follow the 
Fleet.” His pop hits, those songs not 
written for any particular stage show 
or film, include such standards as 
“Remember” and “All Alone.”

What makes his music so great? 
“His songs have the sophistication 

of simplicity,” says Morton Gould, 
president of ASCAP. “You know
precisely what he’s saying and sing­
ing. He’s been able to distill

can Society of Composers, Authors 
and Publishers. Berlin is a charter
member of the organization — 
founded in 1914 -  that licenses music 
for public performance. It will be 
taped by CBS for a television special 
later in the month.

Don’t expect an appearance by the 
master. Berlin is passionate about

everything down to its essence.

Ironically, the telephone is how 
Berlin communicates with the out­
side world today.

“He will just call,” Gould says. 
“His liaison will say ‘Mr. Berlin 
would like to talk to you.’ When that 
happens, you drop everything and 
pick up the phone. It’s a wonderful 
thing. He has a keen mind, and he’s 
right on top of everything. ”

Another member of this select 
telephone circle is Stanley Green, a 
musical comedy historian and author 
of several books about the Broadway 
musical. Green last spoke to Berlin 
when Fred Astaire died last year. 
Berlin called Green to express his 
regret about the passing of a man he 
admired very much.

Most of Berlin’s contemporaries 
are dead. He’s the last of the great 
musical comedy composers, a pan­
theon that once included George Ger­
shwin, Jerome Kern, Cole Porter and 
Richard Rodgers. Of his theater con­
temporaries, only director George 
Abbott, who turns 101 in June, sur­
vives.

Berlin, born Israel Baline in 
Russia, came to the United States at 
the age of 2. His family settled on 
New York’s Lower East Side where, 
as a young boy, Berlin got jobs sing­
ing on the Bowery. He worked as 
song plugger and a singing waiter at 
a Chinatown cafe. It was there that 
he learned to play the piano, labori­
ously picking out tunes with one 
finger. This self-taught musician 
writes the same way.

has achieved with no formal educa­
tion as well as no musical educa­
tion,” Green says. “And to be able to 
write music AND lyrics.”

For all his success, Berlin is a 
loner, a man very much aware of his 
humble origins. His first wife, 
Dorothy, died from typhoid fever less

than a year after they were married.
In 1926, Berlin married his second 

wife, Ellin Mackay, the daughter of a 
wealthy and socially prominent 
businessman, Clarence Mackay, the 
president of a commercial tele^aph 
company. She eloped with Berlin 
over her Catholic father’s objections 
and the marriage was front-page 
news all over the country.

In the more than 60 years they have 
been married, Berlin has kept his 
wife and his three daughters out of 
the public eye.

“I think a reason he is so very 
private is that he is wildly in love 
with his wife,” Wallowitch says. “I 
think it is one of the greatest roman­
tic love affairs in h id t^ .”

Berlin is the wily major songwriter 
filwho never had a film biography like 

Cole Porter’s “N i^ t and Day,” 
George Gershwin’s ‘‘Rhapsody in 
Blue,” Sigmund Romberg’s “Deep in 
My Heart” or Rodgers and Hart’s 
“Words and Music.”

TV Hit's Best Features 
May Be In The Show Title

NEW YORK (AP) -  So you’re a 
television producer and you want to 
get a show on the air. And once you 
get that show on the air, you want it 
to stay on the air.

What do you do? Hire the best tal­
ent in HoUjwood? Butter up network 
executives who can put you on after 
“Cosby”? Hire a detective agency to 
locate Nielsen families?

Nope. Throw out all those theories 
about Nielsen samples and 
demographics and time periods and 
counter-programming.

In the prime-time game, it’s all in 
the name.

The right kind of punctuation will 
sell a show. Just look at CBS. Put an 
ampersand in the title, and it’s a go: 
“Kate & Allie,” “Eisenhower & 
Lutz,” “Cagney & Lacey,” &, of 
course, “Simon & Simon.” “The Law 
and Harry McGraw” was canceled 
precisely because it had no amper­
sand.

This, of course, does not explain 
“Beauty and the Beast,” but, hey, a 
prediction: by the third season, 
they’ll open a private detective agen­
cy and call it “Beauty & Beast, ” or 
maybe just “B&B.”

CBS is also partial to commas. 
They make shows sound more in­
telligent: “Murder (comma) She 
Wrote,” “Magnum (comma) P .I.” 
You know these people didn’t just 
drop off a dangling participle or 
something.

Those daring ABC executives 
eschew such mundane punctuation 
as commas and periods and go more 
for such exotic symbols as question 
marks, colons, quotations within 
quotations, e.e. cummings-style 
lower-case and even exclamation 
points: “Who’s the Boss?” “thir- 
tysomething,” “Spenser: For Hire.”

“The ‘Slap’ Maxwell Story,” “Sledge 
Hammer!” “Dolly!”

To get a news show into prime 
time, it must have a number in the ti­
tle, which explains why “Our World” 
didn’t make it, though a fictional 
show called “A Different World” did. 
(That may have something to do with 
one being opposite “Cosby” and the 
other following it.)

Note “60 Minutes,” “48 Hours,” 
“West 57th” and “2020,” which also 
has the distinction of being the only 
network slash show. Numbers did not 
help “1986,” but that was because it 
was doomed to be out of date within 
the year.

NBC doesn’t care for oddball punc­
tuation, despite having once had one 
of the pioneers in oddball punctua­
tion, “The A-Team,” and settling for 
one all-capitals show this season, 
“ALF,” which stands for “Alien Life 
Form.” NBC also has one all­
numbers show, “227,” a street ad­
dress. NBC goes in more for 
mainstream catch-phrases: “Facts 
of Life,” “Family Ties,” “Amen,” 
“Cheers,” “A Year in the Life,” 
“Day by Day.”

NBC also likes short titles, which 
may explain some executive con­
sternation about “The Days and 
Nights of Molly Dodd.” Many words, 
yes, but at least there’s no punctua­
tion.

Another way to help your show 
with any network: give it a one-word 
title — “MacGyver,” “Newhart,” 
“ALF,” “ Moonlighting,” “ thir- 
tysomething,”  “ Wiseguy,”  
“ Matlock,” “ Hunter,” “Hooper- 
man,” “Dynasty,” “The Equalizer” 
(the “the” doesn’t count), “Cheers,” 
“Ohara,” “Hunter” and “Amen.”

Talk show hosts have long since 
learned this lesson: “Donahue,” 
“Oprah,” “Geraldo.” Even “The 
Tonight Show” and “Late Night” are

more often referred to simply as 
“Carson” and “Letterman.”

Who can say that “Once a Hero,” 
the first show canceled last fall, 
wouldn’t have been a smash hit if it 
was called simply “Hero” ? How 
about “The Oldest Rookie” as 
“Rookie” -  Top 10 show, no doubt 
about it. Who’s to say “Tour of Duty” 
wouldn’t have beaten “The Cosby 
Show” (always trimmed to the more 
familiar “Cosby” ) if it had been 
called simply, say, “War” ?

Of course, there are exceptions: 
“Valerie” became “Valerie’s Fami­
ly” and still did OK. “Downtown,” 
“Wizard” and “Starman” didn’t 
make it despite catchy, one-word ti­
tles.

Surely CBS’ “Leg Work” would 
have been a hit without the space. 
Two-word titles are acceptable, but 
only for cop shows; “Miami Vice,” 
“Crime Story,” “Houston Knights.” 
Not private eye shows, which must 
have one- or three-word titles: 
“Hunter,” “The Equalizer” (the 
“the” doesn’t count), “Beverly Hills 
Buntz,” “Spenser: For Hire.”

NBC would never have had ratings 
problems with “J .J . Starbuck” if 
they dropped the darn initials. All 
right, all right, so there’s “L.A. 
Law.”

Some shows will be hits no matter 
what they’re called. “A Different 
World” could have been called “The 
Show After Cosby,” or, in keeping 
with short, simple titles, “Show,” 
and it would still be No. 2.

It’s just a theory.

SALEM, Mass. (AP) -  When the 
Peabody Museum was established in 
1799, thousands of artisans in Canton 
and other ports in the Orient were 
crafting elaborate objects from 
porcelain, silks, ivory, silver and 
rare woods for export to the West.

But the goods made by Easterners 
for Western commercial consump­
tion never have been treated as a 
separate, scholarly discipline or 
gathered in one place.

Enter the Peabody, which calls 
itself the nation’s oldest continuouslv 
operating museum. The museum will 
dedicate an $8.1 million new wing to 
house the first permanent collection 
of Asian export art in the world on 
May 14.

“We consider the Asian influence 
on our decorative arts second only to 
the classical influence of Greece and 
Rome,” said Crosby Forbes, curator 
of the Asian export collection. “Our 
debt to Asian culture and our 
awareness of these influences needs 
to be more emphasized. ”

Forbes and other scholars in the 
field spent over 20 years promoting 
the concept of a field devoted to the 
disparate objects, materials, styles 
and destinations of Asian decorative 
art.

The collection is a combination of

small gallery with about 120 items of 
Chinese export art, and other 
museums display random pieces of 
Asian made items.

About 1,000 objects are displayed in 
the Peabody Museum’s three-story 
new wing, a well-lighted and 
spacious area that features central 
displays explaining the key compo­
nents of Asian trade.

Forbes said exports from China 
began as early as 1498 and flourished 
after 1557, when the Portuguese set­
tled Macao, giving Westerners a 
formal presence in Asia.

Treasure Hunters Find Work 
Starts When Loot Is In Hand

KEY WEST, Fla. (AP) -  It took 
Mel Fisher 16 years and ̂ 16 million to 
find his sunken Spanish treasure. 
Now the hard part is under way —
painstakingly scraping centuries of 

off archaeologicalmarine
riches

crust ^  ______
■iches, and cataloging the bounty.

In July 1985, Fisher’s crew found 
the vast motherlode of the Nuestra 
Señora de Atocha, the richest of five 
Spanish galleons dashed to the ocean 
floor by a 1622 hurricane off the 
Florida Keys.

So far, the galleon has surrendered 
more than 4,000 emeralds, 150,000 
gold and silver coins, finejewelry and 
thousands of ceramic pieces, in­
cluding dishes that look like table­
ware sold today. Also dredged up 
were thousands of pieces of salt- 
soaked wood, rusty navigational 
devices, muskets, tools, pots and 
pans and other artifacts.

All are tagged, drawn to scale, 
tediously picked clean of calcium and 
seashell deposits, catalogued, again 
drawn to scale and photographed, 
and the disbursed to investors. Com-

puter records have been created for 
each of more than 300,000 salvaged 
pieces of the ship or its cargo. Molds 
are made of some objects.

“1 ^  was just the beginning. We’re 
going to be working for years and 
years. The stuff takes forever,” says 
John McGarry, executive director of 
the museum operated by the Mel 
Fisher Maritime Heritage Society 
Inc.

It costs about $11 to process each $1 
in bounty, estimates museum con­
servator James Sinclair, a mariné 
archaeologist.

“ T here ’s been a trem endou 
amount of paperwork,” said Fisher, 
65, who now spends most his time 
behind a desk instead of deep-sea div­
ing.

Since selling Atocha salvage rights 
for $7 million last year to an Atlanta 
group, he oversees his non-profit 
Heritage Society, housed here in a 
former Navy warehouse.

The museum’s $10 million displays, 
gleaned from the Atocha, its sister 
ship Santa Margarita and froma 
British slaving vessel found during 
the quest for Spanish treasure, range 
from dishes to gold bars to a $1.13 
million gold necklace studded with 
diamonds, rubies and pearls.

The museum, with a gift shop that 
sells silver coin fragments from $125 
and gold coins for $750, draws up to 
1,000 visitors a day.

Above the museum and Fisher’s of­
fices, artifacts awaiting preservation 
sak in scores of vats of fresh water, 
while others are being restored and 
recorded. Museum displays are be­
ing created, and computers are 
deciding who gets what artifact.

Artifacts handed over to investors 
may be cashed in by such means as 
the Christie’s auction scheduled June 
14 iin New York.

Among items headed for that auc­
tion block are a $200,000,5V2-foot gold 
chain, a $150,000-to-$200,000 silver- 
gilt wine cup and jewelry salvaged 
from the Atocha and Margarita.

But Fisher isn’t content to count his 
Spanish treasure, whse cost included 
his oldest son and daughter-in-law, 
killed when their tugboat capsized 
during a 1975 search for the Atocha.

The former California dive-shop 
owner now dreams of building 
Treasure Island, a $140 million resort 
and research center in the Caribbe­
an.

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Forest Service To Protect 18th Century Gravesite
By JANE M. ANDERSON

SENECA ROCKS, W.Va. (AP) -  
An 18th-century graveyard on the 
grounds of a new U.S. Forest Service 
campground will be left intact 
through a trial policy adopted this 
year to recognize the religious views 
of American Indians.

. least 1791, con­
tains .....dins of any tribal 
members.

But the policy, put into effect Jan. 
29 by the forest service, encompasses 
all human burial grounds, regardless 
of race.

“ It comes down to First Amend­
ment freedom of religion rights,” 
Brashler said.

The gravesite policy was devel­
oped in conjunction with American 
Indian and archaeology groups, she 
said. It is in effect in the Eastern and 
Southern regions of the forest ser­
vice, which include land east of the 
Mississippi River, and will be put in­
to effect nationwide if successful.

Pre-historic American Indian 
sites, as well as homesteads dating 
from the 17thy 18th, 19th and early 
20th centuries, are scattered 
throughout Appalachia, a r­
chaeologists believe.

“ We’ve had lots of problems, both 
at the federal and state and 
graverobber levels, where desecra­
tion was taking place with increasing 
frequency,” said Suzan Harjo, exec­
utive director of the Washington, 
D.C.-based National Congress of 
American Indians.

“ Any place where there are Indian 
remains, it takes place.”

Although the plan specifies that the 
graves should be left undisturbed if 
possible, it does make provisions for 
scientific study, Brashler said.

“ We need to be allowed to study 
and obtain samples of material — 
that’s going to be a bone of conten­
tion,” Brashler said.

The policy would allow some 
human remains to be exhumed, but 
only after the forest service consults 
with the tribes involved, Brashler 
said. Any human remains exhumed 
must be returned to the ground, she 
said.

“ The issue is a pan-tribal con­
cern,” Brashler said. “ It actually

The government of Antigua has 
agreed to a 99-year lease on 659 acres 
on its island of Barbuda, where Fish­
er says he’ll buil a 400-unit hotel 
“ plus a treasure museum, preserva­
tion facilities for historic artifacts, 
an underwater restaurant. We intend 
to build jettys, and a huge dock for 
cruise ships and freighters and three 
highways.”

After a year of exploring in the 
area, his dive crews recently found 
the remains of an unidentified ship­
wreck and of a British vessel.

“ We found our first coins last 
week. They’re dated 1804, George the 
Third,”  Fisher said in a recent inter­
view. He hopes to start building soon, 
opening the new treasur museum 
within two years, and the hotel two 
years later. Activities for guests will 
include looking for sunken ships.

“ We’ll let them help us find 
treasure. They’ll get to keep 5 or 10 
percent of what they find,” said 
Fisher.

A long battle with the state of 
Florida over the Atochas treasure 
ended up at the U.S. Suweme Court 
in 1982.

Fisher won rights to all the ship’s 
riches,with the state losing its bid for 
a quarter of the haul. But his legal 
woes didn’t end there.

After he found the motherlode, the 
state launched a two-year inquiry in­
to his unorthodox business practices 
— such as writing investment 
agreements on cocktail napkins. The 
inquiry ended in early April with no 
charges brought.

Meanwhile, the salvage of the 
Atocha continues, basd here and with 
Fisher’s people working for the 
Atlanta partnership that now owns 
the rights. The ship yielded up at 
least $100 million before the sale, and 
Fisher believes it contains that much 
more.

“ It’ll never end,” said Fisher’s son 
Kim, a treasure hunter since age 9. 
“ I ’m going to go out tomorrow and 
find more stuff for them to clean up. ”

Biashler said the new policy was

sparked by complaints from Ameri­
can Indians about national forests in 
Wisconsin, Minnesota and Michigan, 
which are rich in tribal artifacts. 
California has also developed a tough 
policy to protect gravesites, Brashler 
said.

The forest service policy requires 
that agency workers in each state 
deal directly with tribes to work out a 
pla to handle each specific
gra -ite, regardless of whether it
belongs to those tribes.

“ They feel that the tribal affiliation 
is not important,” Brashler said. 
“ Descecration of one is descecration 
of all.”

In West Virginia, where no active 
American Indian tribes are left, ad-

ministering the policy would be 
slightly different, she said.

“ It will involve making good faith 
efforts to research who the people 
are in those graves,”  Brashler said.

The tiny graveyard at Seneca 
Rocks is nearly hidden by brush. The 
graves, some marked by worn rocks 
that once were headstones, resemble 
shallow trenches. Brashler said the 
indentations could indicate the peo­
ple were buried in coffins.

The forest service archaeologist 
said she believed the graveyard was 
in use for 50 to 60 years. One 
headstone contains a barely 
decipherable inscription including 
the year 1791.

The hill, overlooking Seneca

Rocks, was a popular homesite for 
settlers in the 18th and 19th centuries, 

»Brashler said. Walking through the 
future campground, she identified 
several signs indicating people had 
lived there.

Chips and flakes of stone, unearth­
ed when workers leveled the ground 
for the campsite, show the site also 
was inhabited by American Indians 
Brashler said.

“ There must be some ¿.re 
spiritual significance the site held, 
but we’ll never know,” she said.

The graveyard will be preserved in 
place, and Brashler said the forest 
service may clean it up and post 
some explanatory signs.

Archaeologists say hundreds of

historical homesites are located 
throughout the region, although 
many are hard to identify.

“ One difficulty of managing histor-, 
ic sites in the eastern United States is 
you can’t see them.”  Except for such 
artifacts as stone chips, Brashler 
said, “ there’s nothing there -  it’s not 
like the big stone pyramids in Mexico 
■'̂ d Egypt.”

(With full values 
for a minimum response, raising 
partner’s suit is more encouraging 
than a response of one no trump.)

West led the king of diamonds 
and partner followed with the five— 
the lowest outstanding card. That 
marked him with an odd number of 
cards in the suit, so West paused to 
study prospects for the defense. De­
clarer surely was marked with at 
least a six-card trump suit and the 
two missing side-suit aces for his 
jump. Since he could set up a dia­
mond trick with just one more lead.

that meant that he had 10 tricks 
available—six spades, one heart, 
one diamond and two clubs.

If the defenders were to prevail, 
they had to collect their four tricks 
in a hurry.

Hotel Pastry Chef Jim Dodge 
Shares A Few Baking Secrets

NEW YORK (AP) -  Jim Dodge is 
the pastry chef for the Stanford Court 
hotel in San Francisco. A native of 
New Hampshire, he comes from a 
family of hotel owners who spans 
four generations.

He started young — as a pot 
washer at his parents’ New Hamp­
shire resort when he was 11 years 
old. He moved through the ranks and, 
by age 19, was an apprentice sousby ai 
chef.

Dodge was an apprentice to Swiss 
pastry  chef Fritz Albecker at 
Albecker’s pastry shop in Port­
smouth, and worked in Florida and 
Michigan before joining the Stanford 
Court m 1978, at age 24.

His new cookbook, “The American 
Baker: Exquisite Desserts From the 
Pastry Chef of the Stanford Court” 
(Simon and Schuster) is a collection 
of Dodge’s recipes, all translated into

easy-to-follow instructions for the 
home cook. The book is beautifully il­
lustrated with 16 full-color photos.'

Dodge has taught for years in and 
around San Francisco. He is a 
member of the San Francisco Pro­
fessional Food Society and the Inter­
national Association of Cooking 
Schools.

“The American Baker,” filled with 
many of Dodge’s professional tips, 
will most certainly appeal to the ex­
perienced baker, but. Dodge says the 
cookbook is designed for the beginner 
-  to “demystify baking and also to 
make it more comfortable....There 
are recipes, like the crisps and the 
cobblers, that you can really just 
throw together and it’s done.”

shrinks away from the pan, it springs 
back. I give a lot of guidance on how 
to approach a recipe.”

He says it is important to teach 
people good basic food knowledge, 
and that’s something else he’s tried 
to do in his cookbook.

“I try to make people aware,” he 
says. “Use your common sense about 
buying ingredients, about equip­
ment; certainly something as per­
sonal as buying equipment. When it 
comes to equipment, I can give them 
advice about what works best, but 
when it comes to buying it, it’s what 
is comfortable to you to work with. ”

It’s clear that Dodge is very proud 
of the cookbook’s layout and design.

“Everything about the book, the 
design, I wanted to make it very 
comfortable. I like the size, it opens 
up wide, it’s simple. And the illustra­
tions, there’s nothing in here that’s 
ornamental. Everything has a pur-

K)se. And I think the illustrations are 
)eautiful.”

Dodge described each recipe as he 
looked through the illustrations. Re­
ferring to the first photo, of his 
Rhubarb Tart with Fresh Strawber­
ries, he explains,“ I hate cooked 
strawberries. I think they become lit­
tle sponges. And also it wrecks the 
flavor.

“So what I’ve done here is take a 
traditional flavor combination, 
strawberry and rhubarb, and bake 
this rhubarb in a crust, let it cool and 
put fresh strawberries on top, so you 
have both the fruits at their peak; at 
their best stages. I do the same thing 
with apricots and strawberries; bake 
the apricots and then put the 
strawberries.”

This 
guide will aid you in finding not only 
strawberry, but blueberry, blackber­
ry, raspberry and grape grower 
operations across the state. To

Creative Chefs 
Give Quesadillas 
A Special Taste

E ven  a sim ple  re c ip e  like 
quesadillas can reach new heights 
when placed in the hands of creative 
chefs. That is precisely what is hap­
pening in restaurants around Los 
Angeles.

Purists might argue that Rebec­
ca’s deep-frira Spinach and Roasted 
Garlic Quesadillas are actually em- 
panaditas. So be it. These hot, crispy 
turnovers are filled with sauteed 
spinach, roasted garlic, pasilla chile 
and Jack cheese. Frying browns the 
masa and melts the cheese inside. 
They are served with salsa.

Sabroso uses the same basic tech­
niques to prepare their Blue Corn 
Harinilla Quesadillas, filled with 
refried black beans and Cheddar 
cheese. Harinilla is a fine grind of

blue commeal, practically the tex­
ture of flour. If unavailable at 
markets, the restaurant sells it at $3 
a pound. We created a similar pro­
duct by grinding coarser blue corn- 
meal in a food processor.

After watching Rebecca’s chef Bill 
Hufferd prepare their specialty, we 
referred to detailed written instruc­
tions from Janine Coyle of Sabroso 
and, with a little practice, were able 
to duplicate the procedure of forming 
and filling the tortillas. A deep-fat

1/3-cup good bourbon 
Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F. 

Butter well the sides and bottom of a 
9- by 2-inch cake pan. Line the bottom 
with a circle of parchment. Make 
sure it lies flat.

Melt 16 tablespoons of butter and 8 
ounces of chocolate together over 
simmering water. Stir until very 
smooth. Set aside to cool.

Mix the sugar, cocoa and eggs 
together just until the egg whites are
broken up and the ingredients are 
well combined. A mixer with paddle
attachment is best for the job, 
because it doesn’t incorporate air. 
You may‘also use a hand whisk or 
very low speed on a beater-type elec­
tric mixer.

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Challenge Produces Secret Cheesecake Recipe

WINSTON-SALEM, N.C. (AP) -  It 

all started as a challenge, the kind 
only a serious student of the culinary 
arts could appreciate: the quest for 
the perfect cheesecake.

John Hudson, a chef from Granite 
Quarry, a small town just outside 
&ilisbury, subconsciously accepted 
that challenge when he stumbled 
upon a recipe in a cooking magazine 
about seven years ago.

“ It was praline cheesecake with a 
caramel topping and nuts,” said 
Hudson, a burly man with a soft 
voice. “ I made it exactly like the rec­
ipe called for. But it didn’t turn out as 
it should have. So I remodified the 
recipe for about years until I got 
it exactly the way I wanted it.”

Hudson wasn’t aware the direction 
Itts quest would take him. He couldn’t 
foresee the 70-hour weeks making 
cheesecakes after his regular work 
was done. He couldn’t foresee star­
ting his own small baking operation 
in Winston-Salem that ships his 
“creamy creations” to restaurants 
throughout the Triad and as far east 
as Chapel Hill and as far west as 
Jonesborough, Tenn.

At the time, all he knew was “when 
I made one, a lot of times my 
brother-in-law would eat the whole 
thing and talk about how good it was. 
I rarely ate a piece of it. ”

Hudson took to cooking at an early 
age. Bom and raised in Ridgeway, 
S.C., near Columbia, he used to stay 
home and prepare Sunday dinners 
while the family was at church. With 
guests including cousins, aunts and 
uncles, sometimes the teen-ager was 
cooking for 20 people.

“ I just enjoyed cooking,” he said. 
“My favorite meal was chicken and 
rice and greens. I did a lot of cakes, 
too. Just things I made off the top of 
my head. I just whipped them up and 
they came out great. I surprised 
myself.”

Hudson later attended Johnson 
Business College in Washington, 
D.C., studied cooking and graduated 
to work as a chef in restaurants in 
and around the capital for about 10 
years.

He moved his family to North 
Carolina in 1980 because he wanted 
his children to grow up in a more 
tranquil environment than suburban' 
Washington. And in 1984, at a Greek 
restaurant named McCabe’s in Kan­
napolis, Hudson tried his yet unveil­
ed, but nearly perfected, cheesecake 
recipe on some unsuspecting cus­
tomers.

One day the man he was working 
for bought some cream cheese to 
make no-bake cheesecakes, Hudson 
recalled.

“But the party he bought it for 
cancelled out and he didn’t know 
what to do with the cream cheese. So 
I took it and made my cheesecake in 
a sheet cake pan. Some of his cus­
tomers got a piece and liked it.”

Hudson gets a little dreamy-eyed 
when discussing his cheesecake. The 
recipe is a guarded secret he shares 
only with his mother. But the key lies 
in the fresh ingredients, careful mix-

DAY’S LEFTOVERS
A Louisiana cook told me, “There 

are no leftovers in my cooking, just 
ingredients for the next meal.” What 
a great way to think about the meat, 
rice, pasta and other foods you cook­
ed a bit too much of. Here are ideas 
for using some of those foods as in­
gredients.

COOKEETMEAT
— Stews: Add cubed beef, chicken, 

pork, ham, or lamb to your recipe at 
the end of cooking time and heat 
through.

— More ideas: Beef stroganoff, 
turkey divan, meat-and-rice-stuffed 
vegetables, chopped salad mixtures 
for sandwiches.

COOKED PASTA
— Pasta salad: Toss pasta with 

mixed vegetables and bottled Italian 
salad dressing. Chill a few hours to 
blend the flavors.

— Om elets: S tir noodles or 
spaghetti into beaten eggs just before 
cooking.

— More ideas: Macaroni and 
cheese, soups, fettuccine Alfredo.

COOKED RICE
— Rice and beans: Combine long 

grain rice with a can of spicy chili 
beans; heat through. Sprinkle each 
serving with shredded cheddar

. cheese. ^
— Soup: Stir wild rice or brown 

rice and leftover cooked or canned 
vegetables into chicken broth; heat 
through.

— Breakfast; Warm long grain 
rice and a little milk in the 
microwave or in a saucepan on top of 
the range; top with raisins and 
sprinkle with cinnamon-sugar. Serve 
immediately.

— More ideas: Fried rice, rice 
pudding, rice dumplings, or sushi.

COOKED VEGETABLES
— S tir-frying: Toss leftover 

vegetables such as broccoli cuts, cau­
liflower, carrots or peas into a stir- 
fry recipe and heat through.

— Chili: Stir corn, peas, hominy or 
any type of beans into your favorite 
chili recipe just before serving.

ing and slow baking time.
“A New York style cheesecake is 

too heavy,” Hudson said. “When you 
bite down in it, it sticks to the roof of 
your mouth. Philadelphia style is 
lighter, but not as light as I like it. 
Mine is smooth and creamy. It’s dif­
ferent from anything you’ve ever 
eaten. It’s like eating ice cream. The 
quality is there.”

But in the spring of 1984, the cus­
tomers weren’t. So on the advice of 
the Greek restaurant owner and a 
friend in Washington, Hudsdfl under­
took the challenge of testing his 
cheesecake in the marketplace.

For nearly five months, he drove to 
Washington on Friday nights, baked 
for 20 hours, produced 350 cheese­

cakes, then drove back to North 
Carolina to be at work Monday morn­
ing.

When that got to be a grind, Hudson 
moved his fledgling company into the 
kitchen of his Granite Quari7  home. 
There he spent all his free time bak­
ing cheesecakes in the family oven.

“At the house, I didn’t have a 
conunercial oven,”, Hudson said.

“Couldn’t bake but sbc at a time. If I 
baked ’round the clock, I could bake 
50 a day.”

By this time, Hudson was the full­
time, head chef at the Salisbury 
Country Club. When his cheesecake 
sales to restaurants in Charlotte, 
Salisbui7  and Concord began to 
equal his chef’s salary, he figured it 
was time to transfer his kitchen

operation into a legitimate business.
In August 1986, the Hudson Baking 

Co. opened at the Winston-Salem 
Business & Technology Center, a 
small business incubator. Though he 
now has a large commercial oven 
and industrial-size mixer, Hudson 
still does all the baking. Two assis­
tants help with packaging and 
delivering.
