B e a u fo r t  C o un ty  E m e rg e n c y  
M an ag em en t C o ord in a to r D aden 
Wolfe said  six fire d ep artm en ts  
fought the blaze, a s  did a specially 
eq u ip p e d  f ire f ig h tin g  h e lico p te r  
loaned by the W eyerhaeuser Co. The 
fire d ep artm en ts  tak ing  p a r t  w ere 
W ashington, Bunyan. Chocowinity, 
C lark ’s Neck, B lount's C reek and 
Old Ford.

W olfe s a id  th e  w o rk  of th e  
h e l i c o p t e r  s u p p l i e d  b y  
W eyerhaeuser speeded the  ex tin­
guishing of the fire. T he pilot. 
C harles Lewis, was ab le  to dip  large

q u a n t i t i e s  of w a te r  f r o m th e  
Pam lico  R iver near the  plant and 
dum p it into the h eart of the blaze.

Two firefighters w ere  reported 
tre a ted  for sm oke inhalation at 
B eaufort County Hospital.

Ken Bornstein, an executive vice 
president of the com pany, said the 
p lan t's  :t40 em ployees m et a t 8 a m. 
today. None will be to tally  laid off 
during the p artia l down tim e until 
the building portion and molds can 
be rep laced , but som e will work 
few er hours.

It ap p ears  now that insurance will

cover the dam age to the  building 
and equipm ent. Bornstein said . He 
had no estim ate  of the value of the loss.

He s a id  m a n y  of th e  p la n t 
em ployees will resum e w orking as  
soon as the insurance a d ju s te rs  give 
the go-ahead to rebuild th e  d am aged  
facility and replace  equipm ent. In 
the m eantim e, he said, som e boa t­
building can continue. "T w o m onths' 
w orth" of boats in s tag es  of devel­
opment o ther than  lam ination  w ere 
not dam aged  and work on those is 
under wav, he said.

Morrell Company Soviets To Test Space Shuttle
Hit By $4 Million Fine By OSHA
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WASHINGTON -  The O ccupa­
t io n a l  S a fe ty  a n d  H e a lth  A d­
m in istra tion  today fined John  M or­
re ll & Co. $4.33 m illion, the la rg es t 
fine e v e r against a  single em ployer, 
for w hat the agency 'sa id  w ere hun­
d red s  of "w illful safe ty  and health  
v io la tio n s” a t th e  m e a tp a c k e r’s 
Sioux F alls , S.D., p lant.

OSHA said  M orrell knew as early  
as  1984 that w orking conditions at 
the  p lan t w ere causing  "serious and 
so m e tim e s  d isab lin g  c u m u la tiv e  
tra u m a  in ju ries” but did nothing to 
change  those conditions.

T he com pany’s own injury and  ill­
ness reco rds showed th a t 880 of 2,000 
em ployees a t the  p lan t sustained  
such  in ju ries, caused  by long periods 
of rep etitive  m otion, from  May 1987, 
to April 1988, the governm ent said.

In Ju n e  1980,10 m onths before the 
U nited S ta tes launched th e  Colum­
bia, the  chief of cosm onaut tra in ing  
said  Soviet officials “ consider that 
the em ploym ent of these  spacec ra ft 
is not justified  for Soviet re sea rch  
because present tasks can  be solved 
w ith the well-tested m ethods in an 
econom ical w ay .” ^

G lavkosm os. said in 1987 th a t shu t­
tle s  a re  not a s  eco n o m ical as 
single-use rocket boosters for p lac­
ing sa te llites  into orbit.

In the c lea rest hint of the Soviet

shu ttle ’s purpose, he sa id  such craft 
a re  valuable for serv icing  space s ta ­
tions and sate llites  and recovering  
objects from  orbit.

T h e  r e a s o n in g  s e e m s  so u n d  
because ev er since they  pioneered 
space flight with the 19.57 launch of 
Sputnik, the Soviets have forged a 
proven track  record  for launching 
sate llites on single-use rockets. They 
put up m ore than  150 sa te llite s  a 
year, m ore than  any  o th e r country.

In addition, the Soviets have con­
cen tra ted  on m ain tain ing  a p erm a-

Time Goes Back An Hour Sunday

WASHINGTON -  An A m erican 
fam ily ritual com es around again  
this w eekend: the changing of the 
clocks.This is the w eekend m ost folks get 
an ex tra  hour to sleep , o r carouse , or 
w hatever it is they like to do in the 
wee hours of the m orning.

Of course, tha t m eans i t ’s also  the 
weekend som e people get stuck 
w orking an  ex tra  hour — factory  
w o rk ers  an d  c o n v en ien ce  s to re  
clerks, b a rtenders , police and even 
som e news rep o rte rs .

_ F or m ost people, though, it sim ply 
m eans having to re m em b e r to set 
the clock back -  th a t’s rig h t, back 
-  an  hour before re tirin g  Satu rday  
night.Technically, the change occurs at 
2 a .m . local tim e, which becom es 1 
a .m ., and  an  hour is repea ted .

Or, in the words of the  Uniform 
Tim e Act which set up the system  of 
sw itch ing  betw een d a y lig h t and  
stan d ard  tim es, clocks a re  " r e ta rd ­
ed” an  hour a t 0200 on the  last Sun­
day in October.The m ove to s tan d ard  tim e  m eans 
that darkness  will com e e a rl ie r  in

the evenings now, w ith that hour of 
light shifted back to the m orning 
hours to get the nation off to work on 
the right foot 

Clocks will be "ad v anced  ” to 
daylight tim e next April 2. reports 
the D epartm ent of T ransportation , 
which is responsible for keeping 
track  of the sem iannual sw itches.

T h a t's  the agency in ch a rg e  of the 
tim e change because the  system  of 
uniform  tim e zones w as originally 
estab lished , m ore than  a century 
ago. to sim plify  tim e keeping  for the 

Iroads.na tion’s  ra i

tim e keeping responsib ilities for the 
nation, however.The U.S. N aval O bserva to ry  in 
W ashington is in charge  of tellirig us 
what tim e it is. a t any given tim e.

T hat's  because knowing the exac t 
tim e is im portan t for nav ig a to rs  try ­
ing to determ ine the ir position by 
looking at the s ta rs  

The observatory  s ta r ted  giving the 
tim e out publicly in 1845. by d ropp­
ing a red ball from a flag sta ff dai y 
at noon. That gave sa ilo rs  som ething  
bv which to set the ir w atches.

Football Player Cleared Of Trespassing

An East Carolina University 
football player charged with tres­
passing on campus was found in­
nocent Thursday in Pitt County 
District Court.

ECU Campus Police arrested 
Ernest L. Pendleton. 19, of 213-A 
Scott Hall on Sept. 30 after finding 
him in Cotten Hall, an all-female 
dormitory, at 1:55 a.m.. according 
to Officer M.S. Wheeler. Curfew 
was 1 a.m.

Pendleton was banned from all 
residence halls on March 2 after he 
was charged with assaulting a 
female in a campus dormitory. 
Pendleton told Judge James E. 
Ragan of Oriental that he had 
every reason to believe the ban 
had been lifted once he was found 
innocent in March of the assault 
charge.

" I  was led to believe by the foot­
ball coaches that the ban had been 
Jifti^/’ Pendleton, who defended 
himself, said W the  witness stand.-

‘i  was banned from campus until 
after the trial. ”

Pendleton said he understood 
from the coaching staff and Ronald 
Speier. vice chancellor of student 
services at ECU. that the status of 
the ban depended on the outcome 
of the trial. He also presented 
Ragan with a letter from ECU 
head coach Art Baker explaining 
the situation.

Ragan and Assistant District At­
torney Elizabeth Warren, who pro­
secuted Pendleton on Wednesday, 
were both involved in the two-day 
trial in March in which Pendleton 
was cleared of the assault charge.

Speier testified that he met with 
Pendleton March 2 and gave him 
24 hours to move out of Scott Hall 
and indefinitely banned him from 
entering any campus residence 
hall. According to university poli­
cy, Speier said, only the person 
that institutes the ban is authorized 
to lift it, and he never lifted the 
bah.

Speier said he was never told by 
UBiversity-offieials-that-the- ban -

was to be lifted, and no one ever 
asked him to allow Pendleton to 
move back into campus housing.

if  I had been asked, I probably 
would have lifted the ban, ” Speier 
said on the witness stand. “But. 1 
was never asked."

Pendleton said he moved back 
into a dorm after being acquitted 
and lived in a dorm during the 
summer. He also lives on campus 
now. and he said Speier and other 
housing officials have seen him of­
ten on campus.

Speier said it is not unusual for a 
campus resident to have limited 
privileges, such as being banned 
from all dorms except the one in 
which they live. Pendleton testified 
that Speier once said the arrest 
was an “administrative slip-up,” 
but Speier did not address that 
comment.

Under cross examination from 
Ms. Warren, Pendleton said Speier 
never told him the ban was lifted. 
In a sharp exchange, Ms, Warren 
also asked Pendleton if he got i.ito 
trouble before by being in the 
wrong dorm room. Pendleton said 
TRT “

As for being in a female dorm 
after curfew, Pendleton said that is 
a violation of university policy, not 
state law. .

Ragan agreed, saying. “I feel 
like he has a valid point in that 
regard. I feel like the university 
can deal with that. I ’m going to 
find him not guilty.”

In a telephone interview today, 
Speier said the university did take 
action against Pendleton for violat­
ing curfew, but he declined to say 
what was done.

But Speier said the first time a 
student violates visitation hours, 
the student is usually give a warn­
ing -  if the violation occurs within 
one hour of curfew — and visita­
tion privileges may be taken away 
on a second violation. If the viola­
tion occurs later, the penalty is 
usually stiffer.

The penalty is also more severe 
if the person is not a student, or if 
there are other factors involved 
such as alcohol, vandalism or 

"*har-assment of the campus officer.

Conley Student 
Faces Sentencing 
In Assault Case

A D.H. Conley student, accused of possessing a loaded sawed-off shotgun 
at Rose High during summer school, was found guilty Thursday of three 
counts of assault with a deadly weapon in connection with a separate inci­
dent Sept. 10.

District Court Judge James E. Ragan of Oriental found Ehyin Mohamod 
Youssef, 16, of 2106 S. Charles St. guilty of assaulting three Farmville resi­
dents by attempting to run over them with an automobile.

Each charge is a misdemeanor and carries a maximum penalty of two 
years, but Ragan delayed the sentencing until Nov. 7 when he is scheduled to 
be back in Pitt District Court. Ragan said he would consider a presentencing 
report on Youssef before handing down the punishment.

In addition to the assault charges, Youssef was tried on two counts of inju­
ring personal property. The charges should be treated as two separate inci- 
denLs, Ragan said, and he found Youssef innocent of damaging the personal 
property of Chevalier Jefferson of 211 Cameron St. in Farmville and Samuel 
Saunders of 102 Allen St. in Farmville. The two claimed Youssef intentional­
ly ran into their autombiles, causing several hundred dollars worth of dam­
age. ........ ..

Youssef was also scheduled to be tried this week in Superior Court on 
charges of possessing a weapon of mass destruction -  which is a felony -  
and possessing a weapon on school grounds; but prosecutors have not called. 
Yous,sef’s case for trial. There has been no continuance (late set.

He is accused of having the gun in a gym bag on the Rose High campus on 
Aug. 2, the last day of a cUinitywTde*se68i«íU)í ̂ uimner school. The felony 
charge is punishable by up to five years in prison. ” ̂  -

Saunders, Reginald Suggs of life Taylors Turn and Iris Jefferson of Farm­
ville testified Thursday against Youssef regarding the assault charges. Ms. 
Jefferson is the mother of 5-year-old Damian Jefferson, who was walking 
along Cameron Street with Saunders and Suggs when Youssef allegedly 
swerved a green Cadillac he was driving to within inches of the right curb, 
forcing the pedestrians to jump to the sidewalk and jerk the child from the 
road.

Saunders and Jefferson testified that they quickly got into their cars and 
followed Youssef to Greenville, where they said he stopped in the turn lane 
on U.S. 264 west of Greenville Boulevard and backed up into their cars.

Youssef denied ever seeing the walkers as he drove drove from Farmville, 
but he said Saunders approached him in Farmville and tried to “start some­
thing.”

After Youssef left Farmville, he said he spotted the two cars driven by 
Saunders and Jefferson following him, and he said people in the cars passed 
•ticks to one another. He was afraid, he said, and slowed several yards short 
of a stoplight hoping it would turn green so he could move away from the 
cars,

Youssef testified that one driver pulled in front of him and another in 
back, and Saunders, Suggs and Jefferson got out the cars with sticks. Pinned 
hi, Youssef said he had to back into one car to make room to leave,

Ragan said he had more confidence in Youseff’s testimoney about the in­
cident on the highway. The court is designed to protect innocent people, 
Ragan said, and people that drive from Farmville to Greenville in a “pos.se“ 
or “mob” fashion do not need protection.

But Ragan found Youssef guilty of assault, “I frankly don't believe what 
the defendant said about the first incident,” he said. There was clearly a 
conflict in Farmville, he said, because it led to the second incident.

State Republican Party chairman 
Jack Hawke rented a 26-foot boat 
and had it hauled to GOP head­
quarters in Raleigh to help illustrate 
his charge that Democratic lieute­
nant governor nominee Tony Rand 
is too cozy with drug dealers, whom 
he has represented as a defense at­
torney.

Surrogates for Rand, meanwhile, 
released a thick stack of documents 
Thursday recording judgments and 
lawsuits entered against Republican 
nominee Jim Gardner over the past 
two decades, charging that his histo­
ry of business troubles raised ques­
tions about his fitness to serve.

The candidates themselves were 
on the campaign trail — Gardner 
accompanying GOP vice presiden­
tial nominee Dan Quayle in

Charlotte and Rand stumping in 
Fayetteville.

Jack Hawke, the Republican state 
chairman, climbed aboard a 26-foot 
yacht outside the state GOP head­
quarters in Raleigh for a news con­
ference. Republicans hung a banner 
on the yacht reading “Rand’s Navy” 
and listing the names of three alleg­
ed drug dealers, saying he had rep­
resented them or their cohorts.

Hawke said the boat was similar 
to one that Rand received from a 
client who was charged with drug 
smuggling. Rand has said the man 
gave him the boat, which Rand later 
sold, as payment for services 
rendered.

“ Mr. Rand would have us believe 
as he talks about representing drug 
dealers that he does it because ... 
everybody has a right to have an at­
torney when they go to court,” 
Hawke said. But he said Rand was

“a friend and associate of drug 
dealers.”

"He takes boats from them, gifts 
from drug dealers,” Hawke said. 
"There is a connection here ... that 
weighs heavily on a person who is 
going to be in the second most im­
portant office in this state, a heart­
beat away from the governorship. 
Do we want the governor ... to be 
given gifts by drug dealers?”

Local GOP organizations are buy­
ing space in newspapers across the 
state for an advertisement showing 
a photocopied address book that 
allegedly belonged to drug dealer 
Dennis Carl Cable, one of Rand’s 
former clients. The book contained 
Rand’s name and phone number.

"It is no wonder that a drug 
kingpin would keep Tony Rand’s 
phone number handy,” the ad says. 
"Before he sought public office.

Rand was a favorite defense at­
torney of drug smugglers. ’ ’

holding $70,000 worth of another' 
businessman’s equipment.

At the state Democratic Head- 
quaters, Rand finance chairman 
John Bode said Republicans were 
trying to divert attention from 
Gardner’s record of business 
failures and his attendance record 
during his U.S. House term from 
1966 to 1968.

Gardner missed more than 50 per­
cent of the recorded House votes in 
1968, when he was running for gov­
ernor.

Bode released a thick stack of 
documents outlining 28 recorded 
judgments and suits entered against 
Gardner over the past two decades. 
The latest was a suit filed Tuesday 
in Wake County Superior Court. It 
alleges that Gardner’s barbecue res­
taurant business reneged on a lease 
deal in Raleigh and is "unlawfully”

"It is not a record, in my judgt - 
ment, of business achievement," • 
said Bode, a corporate attorney.

Asked whether Gardner’s business ' 
problems made him unfit to be ‘ 
lieutenant governor. Bode said! • 
"You know his public service record 
doesn’t qualify him. I don’t think * 
this (his business record) qualifies  ̂
him. I don't know what else it is ' 
about him that would make him ' 
capable of leading the North ‘ 
Carolina Senate.”

Most of the judgments stemmed , 
from Gardner’s highly-publicized 
motel and real estate ventures in the . 
1970s, which suffered a series of • 
reverals that he has blamed on the 
energy crisis and soaring interest 
rates.

Vanishing
Past, Future, Irrevocably Linked

Is Greenville destined to be a city without a histo­
ry?

If architecturally historic properties like the 
Patrick-Arthur house continue to fall victim to de­
velopment, the community could become devoid of 
landmarks that represent its past. And when a city 
doesn’t place much value on its past, that raises a 
question of whether this city can effectively come to 
terms with its future.

There must be some way for Greenville and devel­
opers to resolve differences and save the Patrick- 
Arthur house from demolition. The fate of that house 
has focused attention on the plight of historic proper­
ties in Greenville but efforts to save it haven’t worked.

Public and private entities negotiated an agree­
ment on cost-sharing to pay for moving the structure 
when the City Council rezoned the property the 
house sits on to allow a shopping center to be built.

But the deal fell through last week when the city 
discovered it had only seven, not 14, days after the 
land changed hands to complete the move. That 
means the city must obtain a housemover, notify 
utilities and cable companies and find a place to 
park the structure in just one week.

That is not a reasonable amount of time to com­
plete those responsibilities. And if the city proceeded 
with moving plans before the land changed hands 
and the other parties backed out of the deal, tax­
payers would be stuck with the financial liability of 
the agreement. That kind of vulnerability is unac­
ceptable.

But neither is abandoning the structure — one of 
the last Gothic-influenced Victorian farm houses of 
the 19th century in Greenville — to the wrecking 
ball. Few of the city’s historic houses remain — the 
Fleming House and the Humber House are two 
notable exceptions. Their renovation and use has 
been significant to the community.

While public entities shouldn’t dabble heavily in 
the business of spending taxpayer money on preser­
vation, they should encourage efforts by example- 
setting and reasonable financial participation. Lines 
have to be drawn.

The lines appeared correctly drawn in the case of 
the Patrick-Arthur house. Surely some compromise 
on liability can be worked out. Surely Greenville — 
which agreed to pay a moderate $5,000 while the de­
veloper and owners of the house pay $20,000 to move 
it — can negotiate to save it.

Being a city sans history, a city with little visible 
evidence of its past, is not an attractive prospect. A 
lack of heed for the past doesn’t bode well for the 
future.

•Affix name, address and phone number to small 

children’s costumes in case the youngsters get lost.
•Give children coins and instructions on how to 

call home.
•Use flame resistant costumes.
•Make certain costumes are short enough to avoid 

tripping and use bright colors for visibility.
•Never use candles, use flashlights.
What is important is the safety of children on Hal­

loween night.
In Greenville Halloween has another dimension. It 

is a festive time for college aged students and young 
adults. Thus it is a time for safety and care for them, 
too.

Those attending the various parties around town 
should have fun. But they should not drive while 
drinking alcohol. The designated driver — one who 
stays sober — is a must.

Halloween fun is fine, but it also a time of danger.
If safety comes first, however, a night of tragedy 
can be avoided.

WASHINGTON -  When I first met him. Paul P ry d e  was a p ro te s t-  marching liberal. Today, he is one of a growing band of b lack co n se r­vatives.And yet, Paul Pryde is the sam e man I have known all these years: sm art as a whip, an astuteeconomic and political analyst, with a keen eye for opportunity 
disguised as disadvantage.

Pryde, less interested in political labels than in social and eco­
nomic change, has managed to avoid the paralysis that has chang­
ed America’s once-proud liberalism into the whispered “L word.” 

“The distinction between the liberals of today and the liberals of 
yesterday,” says the 46-year-old economic consultant, “ is that to­
day’s liberals are no longer innovators. They are  the defenders of 
the orthodoxies. The innovators of today are likely to be the people 
we call neoconservatives.”

But many of the program s and policies the liberals feel pressed 
to defend are under increasing attack as wrongheaded, ineffectual 
or too expensive. Wide-scale busing-for-integration schemes have 
lost the support of perhaps a majority of black parents, who prefer 
better schools to integrated ones. The notion that welfare mothers 
ought to be free to choose whether to work or stay home with their 
children has run up against the reality of middle-class mothers who 
have no choice but to work. The rehabilitative model of prison 
reform is less enticing in light of the slim evidence that it works.

Such concepts as affirm ative action (at least to the degree that it 
means racial preference) and comparable worth divide even liber­
als. The easiest-to-defend legacies of the liberal movement are to­
day’s orthodoxies, with no party-line distinctions and no respect­
able opp(^ition; voting rights, open housing, fairness in employ­
ment, nonracial access to places of public accommodation.

The result is a sort of ideological stalem ate which, Pryde be­
lieves, accounts for the shrillness of the presidential campaign 

“ In terms of what is called the black agenda, it won’t m atter 
much which one is elected. I mean, what’s on that agenda’ Civil 
rights legislation, increased social spending and the appointment of

blacks to high office. Well, there’s no legislation that is all that crit­
ical or likely to pass; the deficit precludes any m ajor increases in 
social spending, and the differences in appointments, whether Bush 
or Dukakis is elected, will be minuscule. The only difference I can 
see is in the sort of people who might be appointed to the Supreme Court.”

But is Pryde suggesting that conservatives are bubbling with in­novations that would redound to the advantage of blacks?
“There a re ,” he explains, “ two groups of conservatives: those 

who don’t want to do anything, and those who want to do things dif­
ferently. That second group includes people like myself; it includes 
Republicans like Jack Kemp, Democrats like Doug Wilder and 
Chuck Robb, who say that some of the things we have tried haven’t 
worked very well and that we need to try something different. It 
even includes Jesse Jackson, who for years has been preaching an 
essentially conservative message of personal responsibility and 
economic participation.

Perhaps the hardest thing for lilierals to acknowledge, says 
Pryde. is that many of the landmark victories of the 1960s weaken­
ed black institutions. That is because “the institutional framework 
of the reforms was outside the black community. The changes were 
institutionalized and bureaucratized — a good thing in one sense, 
but it undercut the black community organizations, the black chur­ches, even black families,

“ I’m not saying we should have objected to the 1960s agenda on 
the ground that it would weaken black institutions. That would have 
been simple-minded and wrong. But I am saying that, now that we 
know what has happened, it makes sense to try to devise innovative ways of revitalizing those institutions 

“One excellent case In point happened just this week: the 
transformation of the Kenilworth-Parkside public housing complex 
in Northeast Washington to tenant ownership and control.”

But that transformation, soon to be repeated in several cities, 
was led by conservatives -  frequently against the opposition of lib  ̂
erais who. as Pryde suggests, were so busy defending the orthodox 
they missed the chance to be a part of what at an earlier time 
would have amounted toa  liberal breakthrough.

Yet, tnaMS largely to the efforts of .conservative lawmakers, this dream  is 
aw ut to bwome a reality for more than 1,000 such families — and, in the future, perhaps for many more.

m (»t remarkable real estate deals of the century. The ceremony a t the 464- unit Kenilworth-Parkside housing project here in Washington m arked its sale to an association of tenants for $1. L ater this year, the 658-unit Carr Square housing project in St. Louis also will be sold to a tenant-management organization.
These are sim ilar terms to the many “hom esteading” programs around the country, under which young professionals buy run-down and vacant buildings for $1 and then renovate them. Only this time the buyers a re  main­ly form er welfare recipients. Over a five-year transition period, the tenant- owners will continue to receive government housing assistance. Meanwhile they will seek financial support from corporations and foundations for com­

munity services and as seed money for their own commercial activities, such as maintenance firms and project superm arkets. After the transition period, the projects will become private cooperatives or be turned over to individual residents.
The change of ownership is taking place not because a group of liberals, out of their professed concern for the poor, campaigned for the legislation that made it possible. On the contrary, conservatives first introduced the idea of selling projects to tenants. Conservatives labored with the tenants to develop the idea into a workable proposal. And conservatives fought side- by-side with tenants to push legislation through Congress.The origin of these sales to tenants can be traced to the merging of two powerful movements, one in Britain and one here in the United States. The British component was a program, begun in the early 1970s and greatly ex­panded in 1980, that allows public housing tenants to buy their homes a t a substantial discount. So far this very popular program  has resulted in well over 1 million Britons’ buying their homes. In 1984 a revised version of the British model, under which entire projects would be sold, rather than indi­vidual units, was proposed in this country by the Heritage Foundation.The U.S. component was the remarkably successful tenant-management movement. Tenant management generally has been a last-hope ex j^rim ent when “expert” professional managers cannot control a deteriorating, crime-ridden project. Yet these experiments often have led to a dram atic turnaround. At Kenilworth, for instance, a 1982 tenant-management agree­ment has led to enormous savings in maintenance costs, a dram atic decline in the vacancy rate, and the creation of more than 100 jobs for residents in project-based enterprises and maintenance slots. Thanks to this job creation and tough, no-nonsense management by the tenants, welfare dependency has plummeted from 80 percent in 1982 to just 2 percent today.

Spearheading the fusion of self-help tenant management and British-style tenant ownership was Robert Woodson, president of the National Center for Neighborhood Enterprise. Woodson, a black scholar and community ac­tivist, had long been critical of the government as-permanent-crutch philos­ophy of most black leaders. Like the tenant laanagers he worked with, he saw ownership a s  the logical extension of tenant management -  providing the poor with the sam e ownership incentives to improve their neighborhood that homesteading gives to middle-class urban pioneers.
Despite the strong support of public housing tenants for the ownership proposal, it was conservative Republican lawmakers, not liberals, who in­troduced and backed legislation to turn tenants into homeowners. One of the first was Ronald Reagan. Another was Jack  Kemp, a longtime supporter of grass-roots free enterprise. Not only was it a long time before liberals, such

Rep.bitterly attacked the proposal. Even black liberal organizations, such as the National Urban League, gave no political support to the tenants. It was per­sistence only by conservatives, and by Fauntroy and a handful of liberals, that led to victory in Congress last December.
While liberals talk endlessly about their concern for the poor, the public housing tenants of Washington, St. Louis and many other cities know better. They know it was the liberals who either sa t on the sidelines or actively op­posed this example of economic empowerment for the poor — and they know it w as conservatives who stood by them when they wanted to become in­dependent homeowners.

RALEIGH — Cleaning up the 
known hazardous wastes sites in 
North Carolina could cost $50 mil­
lion, and that's just a fraction of the 
potential expense, state officials 
say.

The state has identified about 200 
hazardous waste sites, but the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency 
has estimated that there may be 
more than 700 such sites in North 
Carolina.

Only 21 of the sites qualify for 
cleanup under the federal Superfund 
program. The legislature passed an 
"orphan dump" law in 1987 aimed at 
cleaning up the others, but the pro­
gram operates on $500,000 a year, 

p . State officials told the En- 
*^irohmental Review Commission on 

Thursday that they might ask for 
$1.2 million for the program in 1989, 
but the co-chairman of the 
legislative panel said that wasn't 
enough money.

"We’ll never get it done if we •'tart 
out with just $1 million a year," Rep. 
Joe Hackney, D-Orange! said after 
the meeting. " I ’ve always looked at 
it as a decade- or two-decades-long 
project. Fifty million dollars isn’t 
that much money over 20 years, or 
evento."

Earlier this month, the state Solid 
Waste Management Section spent 
$344.000 on its first cleanup — a bat­
tery site near Asheboro.
“ We don’t have much of a track 

record, but the average cost will 
probably be about $250,000," section 
chief William Meyer said after the 
meeting. "Some might be around 
$.50,000; others might be $2 million."

The state has the authority to re­
cover costs from responsible par­
ties, but officials said reimburse­
ment is unlikely in many cases 
because the owners have either gone 
out of business or cannot afford it.

“ When there is a bankruptcy, it 
basically falls back on the tax­
payers." Hackney said.

the legislative panel plans to ex­
plore other ways to pay for 
cleanups, he said, but the options 
are limited,

"There are two extremes,” said 
Linda Little, executive director of 
the Governor’s Waste Management 
Hoard. "One is to put the whole 
burden on industries, or the respon­
sible parties. The other extreme is to 
put it on as broad a base as possible, 
to institute some kind of tax.

“ We’re looking for a good answer.

It’s not going to be easy."
The cleanup site near Asheboro is 

a good example of that dilemma. 
State officials said they plan to seek 
cleanup costs from the owners of the 
battery site, but aren't sure how 
successful they will be. The site is on 
land owned bv Glenn Hoskins ol 
Ulah.

"We gave those folks the opportu­
nity to clean it up." Meyer said. 
"The man said. T can’t. I don't have 
the money.’ ’’

"They just threw the batteries 
against this tree and allowed the 
lead salts to run out across the 
ground," said Lee Crosby, head of 
the Superfund program tor the Solid 
Waste Management Section. "This 
is where we found the highest con­
centration of lead."

Lead was found in the soil in con­

centrations as high as 144,000 parte 
per million, she said. The metal is 
poisonous to humans, causing ner­
vous and hearing disorders in lower 
concentrations.

"Anything above 500 parts per 
million total lead is considered a 
direct-contact hazard," she said. 
The county health department 
discovered that three children who 
lived at the site had unsafe levels of 
lead in their blood, including a 4- 
year-old with a serious case of lead 
poisoning.

The state spent 18 days on the 
cleanup, hauling about 2,000 tons of 
contaminated soil to the GSX Chem­
ical Services Co. landfill in 
Pinewood, S.C.

"There is lead left out there at 
that site, but it is not at levels that 
we consider a problem,”  Ms. Crosby 
said. ■!.

Lancaster Denies Base Is Closing

R A L E IG H  — Reports that 
Seymour Johnson Air Force base in 
Goldsboro might close were proba­
bly based on outdated information, 
says Rep. Martin Lancaster, whose 
district includes the base.

" I just don’t think there is any­
thing that suggests that Seymour 
Johnson is a likely candidate, if you 
take out the possibility that someone 
looked at old information which in­
dicated more outdated and obsolete 
equipment than what is here,” said 
Lancaster, a Democrat.

Seymour Johnson, where more 
than $2 billion worth of weapons are 
based, was alerted by a story in the 
Oct. 24 issue of U.S. News & World 
Report which said it was one of 44 
installations being considered for 
closing by unidentified officials. An 
independent commission is review'- 
ing which of the nation’s 3,800, mili­
tary installations could be closed to 
save money.

"They are worried,” Lancaster 
said. " I ’m worried. I don’t want it to 
happen."

Lancaster said the base has re­
ceived a new' Air Force tanker air­
craft that can refuel jets and 
bombers while flying, and is sched­

uled to receive F-15 Eagle fighter 
jets to replace its fleet of 72 F-4E 
Phantoms.

And, he said, the base is 
strategically located on the East 
Coast for refueling operations and 
controls a 46,000-acre bombing 
range in Dare County.

Congress recently passed legisla­
tion that authorized a 12-member 
commission of retired lawmakers, 
defense specialists and business 
leaders to recommend which bases 
should be closed. The non-partisan 
panel was created to avoid political 
intervention that had occurred dur­
ing past efforts to close bases the 
military considered unnecessary.

When the commission’s recom­
mendations are released by Dec. 31, 
Congress may veto the entire list, 
but cannot act to protect individual 
bases. *

Roundup Over
BEAUFORT, N.C. (AP) -  A 

roundup of wild ponies on Carrot 
Island was completed Thursday, 
when cowboys and wranglers herded 
19 of the animals and shipped them 
to the mainland.

T h e  p r o c e s s  w e n t “ v e ry  
smoothly,” said Don Follmer, a 
spokesman for the North Carolina 
Department of Natural Resources 
and Community Development. “No 
ponies hurt. No people hurt. No 
riding horses hurt. Everything went 
real well.”

The 19 ponies were rounded up 
Thursday morning, making a total 
of 36 that were taken off the island. 
Seventeen were rounded up Wed­
nesday night, and 19 ponies were left 
on the island.

The herd is being thinned to pre­
vent overpopulation and starvation, 
which killed 19 horses in 1987 and 
left another 10 missing and presum­
ed dead.

Forests Praised
NEW BERN, N.C. (AP) -  The 

chief of the U.S. Forest Service, 
speaking at a groundbreaking cere­
mony at Croatan National Forest, 
said national forests in North 
Carolina rank among the best in the 
nation.

“You really are a leader in forest­
ry and you really have a lot of great 
things going,” F. Dale Robertson 
said during ceremonies for a new 
2,830-square-foot ranger office build­
ing.

Robertson said the 52-year-old 
Croatan forest is one of four national 
forests in North Carolina, giving the 
state a cross section of mid-South 
woodlands. Croatan encompasses 
157,500 acres in Craven, Carteret 
and Jones counties, and it is the only 
national forest in which the Venus 
flytrap, a carnivorous plant, lives. 
Stands of pine in the forest are home 
to the red-cockaded woodpecker, an 
endangered species.
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NEW YORK (AP) -  Two power­
ful members of the Wall Street

of R JR  Nabisco Inc.

The investment firm Salomon 
Brothers Inc. said late Thursday it 
was joining Shearson Lehman Hut­
ton Inc. and a group of top managers 
at R JR  Nabisco who are considering 
a challenge to Kohlberg Kravis for

ciga-control of the Atlanta-based 
rette and food giant.

“The combination of Salomon 
Brothers and Shearson Lehman Hut­
ton forms a team with extraordinary 
capital strength and capabilities,” 
F. Ross Johnson, the president and 
chief executive of RJR Nabisco, said 
in a prepared statement.

Johnson leads the group of man­
agers who last week announced they 
were considering offering to buy the

company for $17 billion in coopera­
tion with S hearson . He said  
“numerous” other firms had ex­
pressed interest in supporting a bid.

RJR Nabisco’s stock fell $2.75 a 
share to $82 on the New York Stock 
Exchange on Thursday, before 
Salomon’s entry was announced.

The price decline indicated doubts 
about the cash value of the Kohlberg 
Kravis $90-a-share tender offer as 
well as broader concerns about the

health of the takeover business.
Kohlberg Kravis, which launched 

its tender offer Thursday, said in a 
filing with the Securities and Ex­
change Commission it was “ex­
tremely confident” it could raise the 
money to complete the bid.

Kohlberg Kravis has lined up 
some big-league Wall Street backers 
of its own. It said in its SEC filing 
that Morgan Stanley & Co., Wassers- 
tein, Perella & Co., Drexel Burnham

Lambert Inc. and Merrill Lynch 
Capital Markets were assisting it in 
structuring and financing the buyout 
offer.

A nalysts sa id  they believed 
Kohlberg Kravis could raise the 
money, but said that because the of­
fer was not all cash, it actually was 
worth less than $90 a share.

RJR Nabisco’s stock price had 
been inflated by expectations that a 
higher bid might be forthcoming.

FAYETTEVILLE (AP) -  A 
teen-ager charged in connection 
with the shooting death of a Fayet­
teville man last March was sentenc­
ed Wednesday to 90 days in the 
Cumberland County Jail, officials 
said Thursday.

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Sister Says U.S. Should ‘Cut A Deal’ To Save Hostage

NEW YORK -  The sister of T erry  
Anderson, saying “ it is OK to cut a 
deal,”  called on the United States to 
m ake concessions th a t could free the 
longest held hostage and others ab ­
ducted in Lebanon.

Peggy Say, speaking at one of 
several ceremonies to m ark A nder­
son’s 41st birthday Thursday -  his 
fourth a s  a hostage -  also said  
reporters should not look for im- 
^ p r i e ty  in negotiations to free  
lostages.

“ I am  not saying, ‘Give in to the ir 
dem ands.’ I am saying, ‘Engage in 
dialogue.’” said Mrs. Say. “ Iran  of­
fered us a  deal. They said, ‘Release 
our frozen assets and we will use our 
influence to bring your hostages 
home.’ We turned our back on it. We 
cannot afford to do tha t. ”

Mrs. Say and journalists met w ith 
U.N. S e c re ta ry -G e n e ra l J a v ie r  
Perez de Cuellar, who condemned 
t h e  h o s t a g e s ’ c a p t o r s  a s  
lerpetrators of “ a crim e against 
lum anity.”

“ He did say he had some hope th a t 
som ething might develop before

C hristm as, maybe one, maybe two 
hostages. He did not go into it, but 
he sa id  he was hopeful,” said David 
Aikman of The Jou rnalis ts’ Commit­
tee to F re e  Terry Anderson.

Mrs. Say, of Cadiz, Ky., told 
reporters a t a news conference: 
“Send the m essage to this ad ­
m inistration that it is OK to cu t a 
deal. N ever has a hostage been freed 
without concessions being m ade.”

T h e  R e a g a n  a d m in i s t r a t io n  
repeatedly  has sa id  it will not nego­
t i a t e  w ith  th o s e  h o ld in g  th e  
hostages. It says th a t making deals 
with cap tors only encourages fur­
ther hostage-taking.

At the news conference, a poster- 
size b irthday  card  w as unveiled. It 
was d raw n  by G arry  Trudeau, 
Anderson’s favorite cartoonist, and 
was signed by m ore than 1,000 jour­
nalists from  30 organizations.

Anderson, chief Middle East cor­
resp o n d e n t for T he A ssociated  
P ress, w as abducted in Beirut on 
March 16, 1985, by the pro-Iranian 
Shiite Moslem faction called Islam ic 
Jihad, o r Holy W ar. He has been 
held the  longest of the 14 foreign 
hostages abducted in Lebanon.

“ I w atched with desperation the

com ing of his b ir th d a y s  a s  a 
hostage,” freed F rench  lournalist 
Jean-Paul Kauffmann said  through 
an in terp re ter a t the news con­
ference. “ We ask today whether 
Terry even is aw are  tha t it is his 
b irthday.”

“You should know tha t a t this 
moment, as I speak to you, Terry is 
in chains. His eyes a re  blindfolded. 
He doesn’t  see the sun o r the light of 
day. “ T erry  suffers physically. The 
most te rrib le  thing, though, for him, 
and I can  tell you this because I was 
also a  hostage ... is the feeling of 
having been abandoned. And I think 
he is rig h t,” said K auffm ann.

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FAA Tells Airlines To Replace 
Over 7,000 Rivets On Older 737s

WASHINGTON -  The Federal Aviation A dm inistra­
tion on Thursday ordered replacem ent of 7,200 rivets in 
every older Boeing 737 jetliner to guard  against a  possi­
ble repeat of an accident last spring in which an  Aloha 
Airlines je t  lost a th ird  of its roof in flight.

The far-reaching and  costly o rder affects the 291 
oldest Boeing jete and  requires th a t the work be com­
pleted w ithin three years. In the m eantim e, a irlines are 
required to  electronically inspect r iv e t holes for signs of 
cracking, and until the inspections a re  com pleted, the 
jets a re  restricted  to flying no higher than 26,000 feet. 
Flying a t  lower altitudes reduces s tress  on the fuselage 
by lim itin g  the am o u n t of p re ssu r iz a tio n  and 
depressurization of the cabin.

The o rder is the firs t since the FAA required 
em ergency inspections of older 737s im m ediately after 
the Aloha accident April 28. Two weeks ago, a  30-inch- 
long series of cracks w as discovered on a 19-year-old 
Continental Airlines 737 while the plane was in Los 
Angeles for routine painting.

“ I would look a t this a s  the first of a  number of things 
to com e,”  said Anthony J. Broderick, the FAA’s 
associate adm inistra tor of aviation standards. “ I would 
lM>pe this is atypical, a s  it is expensive and burdensome. 
But if you’re  going to keep an a irp lane a long tim e and 
use it up to  and teyond  the estim ated  lifetime, you’re 
;oing to have to e x f ^ t  to spend money to keep it to the 
iigh level of safety Üiat a ir  transportation dem ands. ”

Broderick said  the FAA is reviewing every  structural 
bulletin it has issued requiring modifications in older 
aircraft.

The rivet replacem ent on each  737 is estim ated  to re­
qu ire 2,016 hours of work, a t an estim ated  cost of 
$800,000, on each plane. Approximately 177 of the 
jetliners are flown dom estically, and of them , 77 have 
had  some riv e t work since the Aloha accident, 
Broderick said.

Craig Martin, a  spokesman for Boeing, described the 
action as a “sound, conservative m easure.”

After one flight attendant w as swept to h e r death and 
61 others injured when the Aloha Airlines je t ’s  top peel­
ed  back during an  April flight, the FAA ordered rivet 
replacem ents for each 737 before it made 80,000 flights.

The FAA now is proposing th a t the oldest 737s — those 
th a t have m ade 70,000 or m ore flights — be repaired 
within six months. The rep a ir  tim e schedule for the 
o ther planes is spread out increm entally, w ith the re­
quirem ent tha t the youngest planes — those that have 
m ade 40,000 flights — be repaired  within th ree  years.

The rivets a re  located along the overlapping sections 
w here two pieces of fuselage are  spliced together. The 
government is requiring th a t the type of rive t be chang­
ed to one with a  protruding head, which is less likely to 
contribute to cracking.

The order involves only the first 291 of the popular 
Boeing jets because the f irs t airc raft w ere assembled 
with a cold-bonding adhesive that w as found to be 
suseptable to corrosion or cracking. Boeing changed its 
adhesive in la te r  models.

Flynt’s Attorney Says Hitman 
Report Really Practical Joke

“The allegations a re  totally un­
founded.” ñ y n t ’s attorney, Alan 
Isaacm an, said Thursday. “ Back in 
November 1983 L arry  Flynt had a 
dinner p a rty  and gave out, as a joke, 
m illion^ollar checks to about half a 
dtnen people.”

But Las Angeles County Sheriff 
Sherm an Block said he was taking 
the m a tte r seriously 

“ I’ve been led to believe that 
Larry F lynt has a propensity to try  
to harm  people he sees as his 
enemies, whether (over) business 
arranflem ents or w hatever,” Block 
said Wednesday.

No c h a rg e s  have  been filed . 
Sheriff’s Capt. Robert Grimm said 
an investigation is continuing.

Authorities allege F lynt wrote the 
check on Nov. 14,1983 to Mitchel L. 
WerBell for the slaying of S inatra, 
Playboy Publisher Hugh M Hefner, 
Penthouse Publisher Robert Guc- 
c io n e , a n d  fo rm e r  TV G u id e  
Publisher and U.S. A m bassador 
Walter Annenberg.

“ I think he was ju s t a little 
crazy ,” sa id  Guccione, who added 
he does take  the threat seriously. “ It 
was a verv  irrational ac t because 
neither H efner nor I com pete with 
his m agazine ... And if you factor in

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Whales Get Into Trouble Again As New Channel Freezes Over

BARROW, Alaska — Two whales 
slowly wending their way through 
arctic ice encountered new trouble 
as a channel cut by two Soviet 
icebreakers began to freeze over. 
Rescuers said they would make 
one last-ditch effort to free them.

As night fell Thursday in sub­
zero temperatures, rescuers left 
the California gray whales in a 
breathing hole just 330 yards from 
the open sea, a distance that fed­
eral whale biologist David Withrow 
called “essentially one long dive.” 

Twice Wednesday, the giant 
mammals traveled more than 300 
yards under the ice to reach new 
breathing holes, he said. But they 
appeared reluctant to traverse the 
distance Thursday.

Rescuers said they would make 
one final effort to free the whales 
by cutting a second pathway 
through the ice off the northern

Alaska coast to open sea. After 
making two or three runs, the 
Soviet icebreaker Vladim ir 
Arseniev and its companion ship, 
the Admiral Makarov, were to 
depart for their home port of 
Vladivostok.

The whales’ condition appeared
worse after they struggled through 

nd i( ' ‘ ‘the slush and ice left in the 
icebreakers’ wake Wednesday 
night and Thursday. Both bled 
from multiple but superficial cuts.

Rear Adm. Sigmund Petersen of 
the National Oceanic and At­
mospheric Administration said the 
icebreaker likely would move to 
within 10 to 20 yards of the whales.

“This should free them,” said 
Ron Morris, the rescue coor­
dinator. “Hopefully the whales will 
see the opportunity to leave. ”

Petersen said the Soviet crews 
were “ready to go home.” Their 
ships had been at sea for nearly six 
months and were diverted for the

ays
whale-rescue effort.

Weather permitting, Morris said, 
he would fly out to look for the 
whales today. If they remained in 
difficulty, he said, another plan 
would have to be developed.

“We’re here until those whales 
depart from the area,” Morris 
said. But he said that if it was evi­
dent the whales had reached open 
water, then “ that’s all we’re going 
to do ... the whales are on their 
own.”

The whales were caught in the 
arctic ice for nearly three weeks 
by an early freeze, halting their 
annual migration to their winter 
home off Baja California. A third 
trapped whale disappeared last 
week and is presumed dead.

The mammals’ plight triggered a 
massive rescue effort involving 
chain saw-wielding Eskimos and 
the Soviet icebreakers that cap­
tured worldwide attention. The ef­

fort has cost an estimated $1.3 mil­
lion.

Rescuers thought that after the 
icebreakers broke a channel td 
open water Wednesday the \vhales 
would resume their migration. But 
the pair lingered and parts of the 
channel refroze.

The eventual fate of the 
creatures may never be known 
because scientists turned down the 
option of attaching radio trans­
mitters to them. Some rescuers 
said they’d rather not know what 
happens to them.

The temperature hovered at 
minus 15 degrees Fahrenheit

whales had shown an ability to 
break newly formed ice, so he re­
mained optimistic they could sur­
vive if they got beyond the rem­
nants of the pressure ridge crushed 
earlier in the week by the Soviet 
icebreakers.

WASHINGTON -  For years the 
U.S. Coast Guard has wanted to buy 
a new icebreaker, but the Reagan 
administration balked at spending 
$300 million and just this month 
scrapped the propĉ al again. Then 
came the whales. Then came the 
Russians.

The use of two Soviet icebreakers 
in a bid to save two whales trapp^ 
off Point Barrow, Alaska, is 
prompting a renewed request by the 
Coast Guard to bolster the U.S. 
icebreaking fleet.

The Coast Guard now has only 
three saltwater icebreakers and one 
of them is scheduled for decommis­
sioning in January. The service is 
resubmitting its request for money 
to build a new one to the White 
House budget office, sources said 
Thursday.

The sources, speaking on the con­
dition of anonymity, said the White 
House Office of Management and 
Budget earlier this month turned 
down the Coast Guard’s proposal to 
include $300 million for a new 
icebreaker in the administration’s 
proposed budget for fiscal 1990.

The Coast Guard’s commandant, 
Adm. Paul A. Yost Jr., declined to 
confirm or deny that his agency was 
asking the White House to reconsid­
er, saying only that the administra- iw ñ  has never asked Congress for
ÜK money despite the annual pleas 
(rf his agency dating back to Presi-
(tent Carter’s administration.

But Yost said the trapped whales, 
the role of the Soviets in saving them 
and the world attention focused on 
the Herculean effort “have definite­
ly been a positive impetus toward us 
getting a new icebreaker.”

“Congress has directed that we 
build a new icebreaker, and now it’s 
just up to the Coast Guard and the 
administration to see if we can fit 
one into the 1990 budget,” he said.

Congress in 1986 ordered the con­
struction of two new icebreakers by
1990 after a study by the administra­
tion concluded that the Coast Guard
should have a minimum of four -r 
and better yet five—in its fleet.

But nothing has happened since 
then because of federa budget defi­
cits exceeding $150 billion each of 
the past three years and bickering 
over whether the Coast Guard 
should build a new ship or lease it 
from private companies as part of 
the acuninistration’s “privatization” 
goals.

Over the past two years, the Coast 
Guard has spent $2 million deigning 
a new icebreaker. The agency 
estimates the cost of construction at 
$300 million for one and $500 million 
for two, if they are ordered at the 
sametime.

Even then, a new icebreaker will 
take a minimum of seven years to 
build, Yost said.

Meanwhile, Crowley Maritime Co. 
of San Francisco, which now pro­
vides icebreaking services for (>il 
companies operating on Alaska’s 
North Slope, has offered to build, 
lease ancT operate an icebreaker 
crewed by civilians but comnoand̂  
by Coast Guard officers for $40 mil­
lion a year.

“The Coast Guard was initially in­
terested in our proposal two years 
ago and it fit in perfectly with the 
administration’s privatization 
goals,”  said Tim Mills, a 
Washington attorney retained by 
Crowley to push the venture. “But 
then the Coast Guard changed its 
mind. We’ve quit working on it.”

Kurt Oxley, the House Merchant 
Marine and Fisheries Committee’s 
counsel for Coast Guard and naviga­
tion issues, said the panel would 
prefer that the Coast Guard build 
and staff the ship.

But Oxley and Coast Guard of­
ficials said all sides on the issue are 
rethinking their positions in light of 
the rescue of the two whales.

“The whales trapped in the ice 
have raised the spectre of what’s 
wrong with the American icebreak­
ing fleet, and the answer is 
everything,” Oxley said. “With only
two, we have to use them sparingly. 
With four or five we could spread
them out more evenly and possibly 
have had one up there. ”

The Uqited̂  States now has three

icebreakers: two 399-foot sister 
ships -  the Polar Star and the Polar 
Sea -  built in the 1970s and based in 
Seattle, and the 43-year-old North- 
wind based at Wilmington, N.C. The 
Northwind is scheduled for decom­
missioning in January.

In the 1960s, the United States had 
eight icebreakers, all of World War 
II vintage.

The Polar Sea is now in drydock in 
preparation for a resupply mission 
to Antarctic in January. The Polar

Star is off Nova Scotia en route back 
to Seattle through the Panama 
Canal after it was unable to break 
through the ice-clogged Beaufort 
Sea west of Prudhoe Bay two weeks 
ago. It had to head east through the 
Northwest Passage following the 
rescue of two ice-stuck Canadian 
ships.

since it was only 300 miles away and 
had open water most of the way to 
where the whales were trapped.

which has a fleet of 16 including four 
powered by nuclear reactors, ac­
cording to the Coast Guard.

"No icebreaker — not ours, the 
Russians’ or the Canadians’ — could 
have broken through from the West 
or East where the Polar Star was,” 
he said. “And our Seattle icebreaker 
was 3,500 miles away.”

Yost said the United States proba­
bly would have called on the Soviet 
Union’s ship for help in any case.

With one, two or even three new 
icebreakers, the United States would 
remain well behind the Soviets,

“The Soviet Union is an Arctic na­
tion; they need that many,” Yost 
said. “We don’t need that many, 
we’re not an Arctic nation. But we 
do need at least four polar 
icebreakers. I think one will be all 
we can afford next year. Maybe 
we’ll get another one in the years 
beyond that.”

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School Boards’ Study Urges Leniency For Youngest Pupils

NEW YORK — Pushing elemen­
tary-age children into rigorous study 
in the name of reform is doing more 
harm than good, warns a new report 
that lays part of the blame on global 
economic pressures that have 
aroused competitive fervor.

Recent reforms aimed at making 
students more accountable and dili­
gent may make sense for high 
schoolers, but often produce only 
short-term gains -when applied to 
younger children and may actually 
burn them out. said the report being

released today in Chicago at the an­
nual convention of the National 
Association of State Boards of 
Education.

The studv. “ Right From The 
Start; The Report of the NASBE 
Task Force on Early Childhood 
Education," urges states instead to 
encourage formation of “ early 
childhood units" catering to the 
special developmental needs of 4-8 
year-olds.

"The legitimate concern about the 
link between our economic future 
and the quality of schooling has 
fostered a competitive mentality for 
our educational enterprise, with un­

fortunate consequences for early 
segments of schooling," the report 
said.

"If education is seen as a contest 
that pits children against their 
peers, or a race against our foreign 
competitors, we risk teaching very 
young children the wrong academic 
tasks before they are ready, and we 
stimulate fears and pressure among 
parents," it added.

The 26-member task force that 
produced the report was chaired by 
NASBE president Richard Owens. It 
met throughout 1988, holding hear­
ings and visiting schools in Atlanta. 
Boston. Chicago and San Francisco.

"This report may rattle the bushes 
a little, but what we’re saying abso­
lutely makes sense," Owens, a 
member of the Georgia Board of 
Education, said in an interview with 
The Atlanta Constitution.

"Preschool and early school years 
are crucial for children and their 
parents," he said. "Not everybody 
at this time is ready to jump full 
force into , prekindergarten pro­
grams, but I think many of them are 
looking."

Mew Test Proposed For Starting Teachers

NEW YORK -  The nation’s 
leading testing organization has 
announced plans for a high-tech 
teacher licensing test that would 
give schools a more comprehen­
sive tool to judge the competence 
of beginning teachers.

The test, as yet unnamed, won’t 
be available until 1992, but is even­
tually expected to replace the Na- 
tional Teacher Exam , the 
multiple-choice test currently used 
as a licensing tool in 30 states and 
taken by some 200,000 teacher can­
didates a year, according to the 
Educational Testing Service.

The new test will use computer 
simulations of classroom situations 
and other technologies expected to 
allow for more thorough evalua­
tions of beginning teaching skills 
than paper-and-pencil tests, said 
the Lawrenceville, N.J.. testing 
organization.

Teacher testing has been a thor­

ny issue since a landmark federal 
report. “ A Nation at Risk.” charg­
ed in 1983 that "too few academ­
ically able students are being at­
tracted to teaching."

As more states responded by 
turning to licensing tests to help 
weed out incompetents, teacher 
unions objected that existing tests 
do not fairly assess classroom 
skills, while others worried that 
disproportionate numbers of mi­
nority candidates w-ere failing 
them.

"There is a widespread and 
growing concern about the 
preparedness and effectiveness of 
beginning teachers, and we believe 
that breakthroughs in research and 
technology make possible a new 
kind of assessment that will pro­
vide greater assistance, fairness 
and accuracy," said ETS president 
Gregory R. Anrigon Thursday.

"The problem with paper-and- 
pencil tests is they just don’t 
assess what teachers know. When 
you get into human interaction and 
how you motivate students to 
learn, a pencil and paper test can­
not predict whether a teacher will 
be successful,” she said.

The new exam would evaluate 
teacher candidates at three dif­
ferent stages in their training. The 
first test would use a computer to 
evaluate reading, math and writ­
ing skills during or after the sec­
ond year of undergraduate study. 
The second would assess a can­
didate’s grasp of subject matter 
and teaching principles after com­
pletion of teacher training.

The final test would involve 
classroom observation and evalua­
tion of teaching performance, and 
would make use of computer simu­
lations of classroom situations.

"The evaluation may extend 
over a period of time for a prospec­
tive teacher, giving states a much 
better sense of professional devel­
opment,”  said Carol Dwyer, an 
ETS senior development leader 
who created the test. "The method 
also allows the student to find out 
early whether he or she meets the 
prerequisites needed to teach while 
there is still time to improve or 
make other career plans."

Safety Panel Hears 
Proposals On ATVs 
And Lawn Dart Ban

WASHINGTON — Two of the chief consumer safety controversies of re­
cent years were before the federal Consumer Product Safety Commission 
today, a proposal to ban lawn darts and another setting voluntary standards 
for new all-terrain vehicles.

Both issues have attracted widespread attention in recent years with 
reports of deaths and injuries, congressional hearings and commission in­
vestigations into the dangers of the products.

The commission planned to ban the manufacture and sale of lawn darts 
today, spokesman Dave Shiflett said Thursday. The action would finalize a 
decision announced in July regarding the large darts, which have been 
blamed for some deaths and an estimated 5,000 serious injuries to children.

Action on the proposed ba.n coincided with an unfolding drama in Ten­
nessee, where an 11-year-old McMinnville girl was kept comatose after 
undergoing eight hours of emergency surgery to remove a lawn dart from 
her skull. The accident occurred as the girl was playing the dart game at a 
neighbor’s house.

Safety standards for all-terrain vehicles are the latest step in a long and 
complex process which already has seen the banning of future sales of 
three-wheeledATVs.

The standards under consideration would set rules for four-wheel vehicles.
These vehicles are small, one-rider machines that have become popular 

for use on beaches, in woods and for other off-road activities. There are 
more than 2.4 million of the vehicles in use in this country and federal of­
ficials have blamed them for 1,000 deaths and up to 300,000 injuries in recent 
years.

Prolonged negotiations involving the Safety Commission, Justice Depart­
ment and several manufacturers resulted in a consent agreement approved 
in April by a federal judge.

The new safety standards, worked out with the manufacturers, are a part 
of that agreement.

More attention, in the last few months, has focused on lawn darts -  long 
darts, usually metal tipped, which are used in a to.ssing game similar to 
horseshoes.

David Snow of Riverside, Calif., whose young daughter was killed when 
one of the darts pierced her brain, has led the campaign to drive the product 
from the marketplace.

Federal regulations issued in the 1970s banned sales of the darts to 
children and in toy stores, but they are still allowed to be sold as sporting 
goods to adults.

In many cases, however, the darts are included in game sets with badmin­
ton racquets and volleyball nets, and often get into the hands of children

Initially the safety commission had proposed to ban darts that "have the 
potential for causing skull puncture injuries”

However, on Oct. 21 Congress, reportedly responding to a broadcast news 
story on the danger, passed a bill calling on the commission to ban lawn 
darts that can cause any puncture injury, not just skull punctures.
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children, about class sizes of 33 
children in kindergarten programs, 
and about the difficulties Head Start 
parents encounter as they seek to 
continue active involvement in their

"We were equally concerned 
about reports of low salaries for ear­
ly childhood teachers, staff turnover 
rates averaging 40 percent national­
ly in child care centers, and limited,

The report lends fresh support to 
the growing chorus of concern over 
increased standardized testing, abil­
ity tracking and rigid academic de­
mands on elementary school 
children in some parts of the coun­
try. It echoes similar concerns rais­
ed during the past year by groups 
including the National Association of 
Elementary School Principals and 
the National Association for the 
Education of Young Children.

The report didn’t single out any 
states or districts for criticism. But 
Georgia, for example, now requires 
kindergartners to pass a test to ad­
vance to first grade, as does Min­
neapolis.

"In many instances these tests 
lead to labeling children as failures 
at earlier and earlier ages, rather 
than finding and building upon their 
strengths," the report said.

Such "heavy-handed" measures, 
the report charged, represent "an 
obsession with producing short­
term. trivial results rather than de­

veloping long-term intellectual and 
social capacity."

In one sense, it said, the stress on 
academics and standardized testing 
means schools are expecting too lit­
tle of elementary-aged children 
because, “ using more appropriate 
methods and materials, children can 
deal with richer and more 
sophisticated learning tasks than 
those dictated by worksheets and 
drill-and-practice pedagogy.”

Research suggests that children in 
that age group learn best "by active­
ly exploring their environment, us­
ing hands-on materials and building 
upon their natural curiosity and 
desire to make sense of the world 
around them”  The proposed 
special units for children aged 4-8 
might be entirely separate from ex­
isting elementary schools, or else 
schools could choose to designate a 
separate early childhood unit direc­
tor responsible to the school prin­
cipal, Elementary schools might 
also set up a team of one or more 
lead teachers.

Such units, the task force said, 
should aim to foster strong parent- 
school partnerships, coordinate its 
services with other community 
agencies serving youngsters, pro­
vide training and support for teach­
ers and administrators, and respect 
students’ cultural and linguistic 
diversity.

The units "will supply the element 
missing in the school reform -  a 
focus on how children learn and de­
velop," the report said.

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Health Insurance Employee Premiums May Rise By 20 
To 30 Percent Next Year, Experts Say

Employers nationwide will be hit with 20 percent to :iO percent in­creases in the cost of employee health insurance premiums next year, according to health care of­ficials and industry experts.Fueled by everything from the use Uf new and expensive medical technologies to the increasing health cure n r t  of an aging population, health insurance inflation will be in the double-digits in 1989 for the sec­ond consecutive year. The increase will bring the total health care bill of the United States, already the highest per capita in the world, to more than $500 billion.The anticipated increases have sent employers scrambling tor new ways to contain the'costs of pro­viding health insurance, and could

result in decreased coverage and in­creased out-of-pocket costs for employees covered by company health plans.The projections also raised the question of whether the campaign to limit health costs — which began in earnest almost a decade ago — has failed.“I would say we’re looking at a good 10 years before this begins to come under control,”» said David Brenneman, vice president of the benefits consulting firm Noble Lowndes.Health care experts lay the blame for the surge in health care costs on several overlapping trends.First, the aging U.S. population means Americans are using more health care services than ever be­fore. And because of the increasing use of sophisticated technology and rising labor costs, those services are becoming more and more expensive.

At the same time, 40 percent of the health care offered to Americans is paid for by the governm ent’s Medicare program, and those pay­ments haven’t kept pace with the cost of providing care. To make money, hospitals and doctors are in­creasingly forced to increase their prices to privately insured patients to make up for losses on govern­ment-insured patients. This cost shifting, according to the Chicago- based health care consulting firm Hewitt Associates, will account for about 30 percent of the projected rise in the cost of medical coverage during the next few years.The inflationary trend is exacer­bated by the fact that many in­surance companies are giving their rates an extra boost this year to compensate for disappointing finan-.

dustry,” said Jon Gabel, associate director of research and statistics for the Health Insurance Association of America in Washington. “The health insurance industry has been overly optimistic about iú  ability to control costs, and they fell behind in their pricing. Now they’re trying to catch up.”But while insurance companies will be able to bring their costs in line with their revenues in a rela­tively short time, health care analysts don’t see improvement in the root causes of medical inflation foryearsü “Given the deficit, there’s not much chance Congress will increase funding for Medicare any time soon,” said Larry Leisure, a health care analyst with Towers, Perrin, ..Forster and Crosby consulting firm

Both were from 100 to 200 feet off the ground at the time of the accident.

Chief executives of U.S. com­panies are the best paid in the world and have the greatest purchasing power, according to a new survey of top business managers in 20 indus­trial nations.The survey, conducted by a unit of the New York management consul­tants Towers Perrin, ranked U.S. executives first both in cash pay and to ta l com pensation , including bonuses, benefits, long-term incen­tives and perquisites. Managers in Switzerland and Japan were second and third.A typical chief executive of a U.S. company with sales of $100 million is paid $311,000 cash, according to the survey. That is 19 percent more than his Swiss counterpart, who earns $261,000 and 45 percent more than Japanese or West German execu­tives, who earn $216,000 and $215,000 respectively, the survey showed. South Korea ranked 20th with $69,000.The study also found that U.S. ex­ecutives did better overall in net pay than those in other countries when taxes and other required deductions are considered.

The survey also looked at the cost of living in the countries surveyed and ranked nations according to the goods and services that could be purchased at the compensation level found in each country.In terms of the purchasing power of their wages, U.S. executives again ranked first. But the Swiss dropped to sixth, the Japanese fell to 16th and the West Germans dropped from fourth in cash compensation to 12th  in  p u r c h a s in g  p o w e r . Venezuela, ranked 17th in cash com­pensation, moved up to second place in purchasing power.The Towers Perrin survey results are similar to findings of other surveys comparing pay in the Unit­ed States with that in other coun­tries, said Chip Thomas, a Los Angeles-based consultant with the Sibson Co. management consulting company. “We have found that in the U.S. (compensation packages) are higher in terms of base salary and bonus opportunities. U.S. execu­tives are more likely to receive stock options than in Europe.”In analyzing total compensation packages, the Towers Perrin survey showed that bonuses and prof­it-sharing make up a higher per­centage of executive income in

Venezuela (40 percent) than any other country. In the United States, bonuses accounted for 35 percent. The elements in total executive compensation in different countries “are significantly influenced by tax policies and local customs,” the Towers Perrin report said.However, in the United States the high percentage of contributed by bonuses is not related to tax ques­tions but to a different compensation philosophy, management consul­tants said. “We have found that U.S. firms have been more progressive in adopting pay for performance as a management philosophy,” Thomas said.In Japan, he said, compensation is based more on a philosophy of life­time employment. “Pay is designed for security,” he said.In Japan, bonuses make up 20 per­cent of income. In Switzerland and Australia, they were found to con­tribute 18 percent and 15 percent, respectively, but were said to be no factor at all in South Korea. Among other countries surveyed, France ranked fifth in total cash compensa­tion followed by Belgium, the Netherlands, Canada, Italy, Spain, United Kingdom, Brazil, Argentina, Singapore, Hong Kong.

As a precaution, the U.S. shuttle 
included ejection seats for the two 
pilots who flew early shakedown 
missions. But there was room for on­
ly two such devices, and they were 
removed when crews expanded.

The Soviet shuttle will be boosted 
into orbit by the new Energia rocket, 
which can lift a 22ü,OüO-pound 
payload. That rivals the power of 
America’s huge Saturn 5 rocket, 
which was scrapped for economy 
reasons after taking six  Apollo 
crews to the moon.

The liquid-hydrogen, liquid-oxygen 
booster has had only one test flight, 
in May 1987. The Soviets called the 
test a success, even though the 
payload failed to reach orbit. Sever­
al other technical problems cropped 
up during the flight, and engineers 
worked for months to correct them.

The Soviet shuttle’s main engines 
are attached to the Energia. mean­
ing they will be jettisoned and can­
not be reused. On the U.S. shuttle, 
the main motors are part of the or­
biter and can be reflown up to 55 
times.

By not carrying its engines, the 
Soviet shuttle can haul more cargo 
than its U.S. cousin, about 66,000 
pounds c o m p a red  w ith  55,000 
pounds. The disadvantage is that 
new, expensive powerplants have to 
be built for each launch.

Assisting the Soviet craft into 
space are four strap-on rockets, also 
powered by liquid hydrogen and liq­
uid oxygen. The U.S. vehicle has two 
solid-fuel strap-on motors.

After descending from orbit, the 
A m erica n  sh u tt le  b e c o m e s  a 
powerless glider. If it were unable to 
reach its runway, or if high cross- 
winds or something else spoiled its 
final approach, the crew would have 
to bail out and leave the vehicle to 
crash.

The Soviet craft’s two small jet 
engines would enable it to make its 
final approach at a safer, shallower 
angle and allow greater maneu­
verability. including the possibility 
of a second landing attem pt.

NASA considered using jet engines 
for landing, but abandoned the idea 
b e c a u se  of c o st , w e ig h t  and  
technical tradeoffs.

PARIS -  Health Minister Claude 
E v in  to d a y  o rd ered  a p h a r ­
m aceutical company to resum e 
distribution of an abortion pill in the 
interest of public health, and the 
ministry said the company will 
comply.

The firm, Roussel Uclaf, an­
nounced Wednesday it was pulling 
the drug off the market in response 
to an "outcry of public opinion at 
home and aboard” and a threatened 
boycott of its products.

The Health Ministry statement 
was issued after Evin met with ex­
ecutives of the company, which 
manufactures the RU 486 pill, also 
known as Mifepristone.

On Thursday, a Roussel Uclaf vice 
president, Pierre Joly, said the 
company had not abandoned hopes 
of distributing the drug.

Roussel Uclaf is part of the giant 
W est G erm an ch em ica l group  
Hoescht, which has the majority 
share. The French government has 
a .36 percent share.

The ministry said Evin summoned 
Joly  to his o ffice  to e x p r ess  
displeasure with the com pany’s 
decision. It said Evin reminded him 
that while the company could make 
its own decisions, Evin was respon­
sible for public health.

It said the 1975 law legalizing 
abortion in France must be applied 
and that voluntary abortions "con­
stituted a right for women in this 
country.”

"RU 486 is an advance because it 
does not involve use of an anesthet­
ic. The precautions for supply of this 
drug, solely in specified (abortion) 
clinics, provides for all the required 
indispensible guarantees of securi­
ty,” the communique said.

The Supreme Soviet, the national 
legislature considering the budget, 
w as told Thursday reform was 
needed because of cramped housing, 
food rotting en route to stores and 
new equipment unused on factory 
floors.

The body’s 1,500 deputies usually 
hear hours of dull speeches on the 
success of the current Five-Year 
Plan during their annual two-day 
budget sessions. But this year’s 
unusual candor about the slumping 
state of the economy contained some 
new information.

Deputies were told the deficit was 
caused by both inadequate revenues 
and unexpectedly high expenses. 
Specifically noted were a $65 billion 
tax shortfall since 1985 due to an an­
ti-alcohol campaign and a $65 billion 
decline in revenues from oil sales, 
due to low world prices.

The official Tass news agency said 
legislators discussed the spending 
plan "at times, very sharply.”

"The debates were comprehensive 
and profound,” Boris Kachura, 
chairman of the planning and budget 
commission, told Tass.

Legislators found possibilities for 
producing more consumer goods, 
thus increasing government reve­
nues by almost $2.4 billion.

As part of the plan, several hun­

dred fa c to r ie s  m a n u fa ctu r in g -  
machines and equipment will be 
retooled to produce consumer goods. 
Most of the increased revenues will 
be allocated to reducing the deficit.

In the public session, deputies 
h ave sa t q u ie tly  l is te n in g  to 
speeches. Many read the c(3untry’s 
two main newspapers, the Commu­
nist Party paper Pravda or the gov­
ernment organ Izvestia, though a 
few rummaged through a packet of 
budget documents.

T he s e s s io n  m ir r o r e d  p a s t  
meetings of the Supreme Soviet, 
which concluded with unanimous 
approvals of the leadership’s pro­
gram.

Finance Minister Boris Gostev on 
Thursday blamed the deficit on past 
mistakes.

He described it as "a problem that 
has not emerged just now, but is a 
result of the unbalanced economy, of 
the policy of extensive subsidizing 
and huge losses, of all that was 
brought about by extensive methods 
of economic management, parasitic 
attitudes and a passive financial pol­
icy.”

Gostev said drastic changes are 
necessary. Among those on his list 
was the possibility of bankruptcy, a 
device of capitalism  that will be new 
to Soviet society.

"A number of enterprises are on 
the brink of being elim inated,” 
because they are incapable of 
operating without m assive losses, he

s a id , a n d  so m e  s ta te -o w n e d  
businesses may even be turned over 
to private cooperatives.

Yuri Maslyukov, head of the state  
planning c o m m itte e , prom ised  
dramatic improvements as the gov-‘ 
ernment shifts from its traditional 
emphasis on heavy industry to im ­
proving the living standard.

Maslyukov said farms will have 
two years to straighten out their 
operations before' facing "elim ina-’ 
tion.”

Central planning will be reduced 
by limiting the powers of planning 
ministries, he said.

This year, the state bought and' 
redistributed 86 percent of produc­
tion. It plans to cut that to 25 percent 
in the next bu d get year and  
everything else must be sold on an 
open market subject to consumer 
demand.

Gostev promised increases in pen­
sions and payments to low-income 
families and pledged that price 
reform would not lower the standard 
of living.

"Maintaining the personnel of th e . 
army” will cost $32.8 billion in the 
next fiscal year, the sam e as in the 
last budget, Gostev said. ■

NATO Ministers Say West 
Must Keep Nuclear Arms

THE HAGUE, N etherlands -  NATO defense  
ministers today said the Western alliance needs to 
maintain nuclear weapons with a variety of ranges in 
Europe to "take account of the scale and quality of the 
threat.”

The statem ent released at the end of talks by the 
defense chiefs of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization 
made no mention of Belgium ’s refusal to endorse a 
report on the need for short-range nuclear forces.

NATO’s secretary-general, Manfred Woerner, said 
the m inisters’ private talks were "an occasion for full 
and frank discussion, and this meeting was no excep­
tion.” He told reporters, "No decision on specific 
weapons system s are required now nor have they been 
taken.”

U.S. Defense Secretary Frank Carlucci said, "We are 
moving forward on a modernization program on a 
step-by-step basis... We’re very satisfied with the way 
the meeting progressed. ”

Belgium’s defense minister, Guy Coeme, expressed  
concern about deciding now on the controversial issue 
of modernizing short-range arms. "Assuming any 
commitment now would be premature,” he said at a 
separate news conference.

NATO’s short-range arsenal has gained the spotlight 
of critics since the United States and the Soviet Union 
signed the Intermediate-range Nuclear Forces treaty in 
December. By the end of 1990, the treaty will eliminate

all U.S. and Soviet land-based m issiles with ranges of 
300 miles to 3,400 miles.

Short-range weapons generally have a range of less 
than 300 miles.

In their statem ent, the m inisters said, “Our step-by- 
step approach, under which decisions will be taken 
when necessary, will ensure that NATO’s nuclear forces 
continue to provide a credible and eifective contribution 
to the alliance’s strategy of deterrence.”

It said the ministers "agreed that for the foreseeable 
future NATO requires diversified, survivable and 
operationally flexible nuclear forces in Europe across 
the entire spectrum of ranges, which take account of 
the scale and quality of the threat.”

The officials, the statement said, were "encouraged 
by signs of change in the policies of the Soviet Union 
and some of its allies.” But, it added, "We have seen as 
yet no relaxation in their military efforts.

“ In particular,” it said, “ Warsaw Pact superiority in 
conventional forces, with the capability this provides 
for surprise attack and large scale offensive action, 
constitutes a basic source of instability and tension be­
tween East and West.”

As a result, the ministers said they were determined 
to take necessary actions to maintain alliance security 
and “ maintain the credibility of our deterrent forces, 
conventional and nuclear, which will be kept up-to-date 
where necessary.”

The High Level Group report sought support for the 
concept of continuing to rely on short-range nuclear 
weaponry as a pillar of Alliance defense.

Many are pro-PLO activists, and 
Siniora described them as "part of 
the budding local Palestinian lead­
ership.”

"It’s a security sweep before the 
Israeli elections,” Siniora told The 
Associated Press.

The nearly 11-month-old Palesti­
nian uprising in the occupied West 
Bank and Gaza Strip is a major 
issue in Tuesday’s parliamentary 
elections.

Am ong th e  m ost prom in en t 
P a le s t in ia n s  d e ta in e d  in the  
reported sw eep is Saman Khouri, 
one of the leaders of the Palestine 
Journalists Union. Khouri was 
released in May after being held five 
months without a trial.

Khouri's w ife, Anita, said five 
agents of the Shin Bet secret service 
and five riot policemen arrested her 
husband at his Jerusalem home at 
about 1 a.m. today.

But people came to Wenceslas

Hundreds of people in the center of 
the square began singing the 
Czechoslovak national anthem when 
police gave the first order to 
disperse, and thousands of onlookers 
joined in.

Chants of “ Freedom!” “ Long Live 
Freedom!” and “ Masaryk!” rang 
out, despite police warnings to 
disperse.
Thomas Garrigue Masaryk was 

the founder and first president of the 
democ ra t i c  r e p u b l i c  of 
Czechoslovakia founded Oct. 28, 
1918.
Police moved down the square, 

hitting with batons onlookers who 
refused to move.
Communist authorities held an of­

ficially sanctioned independence ral­
ly Thursday and repeatedly warned 
people not to attend today’s ceremo­
ny.

Also Thursday, President Gustav 
Husak declared a limited amnesty 
that could free a handful of political 
prisoners, said Anna Sabatova, a 
member of the independent Commit­
tee for the Unjustly Prosecuted.

The country’s general prosecutor, 
Jan Pjescak, was quoted today by 
the Communist party daily Rude 
Pravo as saying the amnesty was 
the biggest in years. About 7,000 
prisoners are expected to go free 
and 160,000 other people will have 
charges dropped, he was quoted as 
saying.
the action seemed intended to

Prosecutor Calls For Quick Bail For Imelda

NEW YORK -  Bail for Imelda 
Marcos must be set quickly to en­
sure that she and her husband do not 
try to flee the country, a federal pro­
secutor says.

Assistant U.S. Attorney Charles 
LaBella argued Thursday that the 
wife of the former Philippines presi­
dent, Ferdinand Marcos, be brought 
to New York for arraignment on 
racketeering charges,

LaBella made his pitch when U.S. 
District Judge John F. Keenan 
agreed to delay her husband's ar­
raignment after defense lawyers 
presented letters from three doctors

saying Marcos was too ill to travel 
the 5,000 miles from the couple’s 
Hawaii home.

In a related development, a news­
paper reported today that federal 
agents have obtained an arrest war­
rant for Saudian Arabian financier 
AdnanKhashoggi.

Khashoggi, who was indicted last 
week on racketeering charges along 
with the Marcoses, is accused of ac­
ting as a front lor Marcos to help 
divert assets and hide Marcos’ own­
ership of real estate and valuable 
art.

The Los Angeles Times, citing 
unidentified sources, said officials 
believe Khashoggi won’t surrender

to face the charges. It said the war­
rant was issued in an effort to find 
Khashoggi before he relocates to a 
country without formal extradition 
agreements with the United States.

In New York, Keenan agreed with 
prosecutors that the physicians’ let­
ters left out important details but 
said he would delay Marcos’ ar­
raignment until a government 
physician could examine him or 
review his medical records.

But the judge refused to delay the 
arraignment of Mrs. Marcos, who 
was indicted with her husband and 
eight others for an alleged scheme 
that looted the Philippines of more 
than $100 million.

Mrs. Marcos was ordered to ap­
pear Monday before Keenan, who 
said he would allow her to return to 
Hawaii after setting bail.

Despite pleas from Marcos’ at­
torney. Richard A. Hibey, about the 
expected “ circus atmosphere” out­
side Manhattan’s federal courthouse 
and the lengthy flight to New York 
from Honolulu, Keenan said: “ If the 
defendant was in New Jersey, the 
defendant comes to New York to be 
arraigned. Hawaii is an American 
state. I don’t see any reason why she 
can’t be arraigned here in New 
York.”

LaBella opposed a Honolulu ar­
raignment, claiming the FBI was

having difficulties keeping tabs on 
the couple, who are under 24-hour 
surveillance, at their Honolulu com­
pound.

He said “ the Marcos entourage 
has done things to neutralize the 
surveillance. They have collected 
five or six or seven cars inside the 
compound and released them at 
once, many of them with smoked 
glass.

“ It’s the government’s position 
that bail conditions must be set at 
least for one of the defendants quick­
ly so we can pull off this surveillance 
and be sure the Marcoses will re­
main in the United States pending 
these criminal proceedings.”

add a sp ecia l touch to a basic 
sw eater, sw eastshirt or dress. 
Make three or four long cords — 
each in a different color — and 
braid them  for a belt.

You a lso  can m ake a flat piece  
of tubular knitting suitable for 
belts, scarves or even  pillow  
covers. To do this, ca st on any 
even num ber of stitches. Step 1; 
Knit 1, bring yarn to front of 
w ork. S tep  2; S lip  1 stitch  
purlwise, take yarn to back of 
work. R epeat Steps 1 and 2 across 
row. Work all rows in this m an­
ner.

To use this for a belt, after 
desired length is reached, slip the 
odd stitches (first, third, etc.) to 
a stitch holder and the even stit­
ches (second, fourth, etc.) to 
another holder. Insert a strip of 
belting in the tube. To close the 
tube, knit together the first stitch  
on each holder; knit together the 
second stitch  on each holder; slip 
the first stitch over the second 
stitch, thus binding off one. Knit 
the next two stitches together and 
again bind off one. Continue in 
this m anner until all stitches are 
bound off. If you do not want the 
tube closed, bind off each side 
separately.

Still another alternative is a 
"double-knit” stitch with a dif­
ferent color showing on each side. 
You m ust use double-pointed  
needles for this stitch:

With Color A. cast on an even  
number of stitches. With Color B, 
work Row 1 as follows: Step 1: 
Knit I. bring yarn to front. Step 
2: Slip 1 stitch, take yarn to back. 
Repeat Steps 1 and 2 across row.

Row 4: Do not turn work, but 
slide it to other end of needle, 
pick up Color A and work in sam e  
manner a s Row 1, beginning will 
Step 2. Repeat these 4 rows in s( 
quence for desired length.

Keep track carefully of the 
rows worked, and be aware that 
Rows 1 and 3 are begun by turn­
ing your work while Rows 2 and 4 
are begun by sliding stitches to 
the opposite end to start the row.

Kaleidoscopes More Than Meet The Eye
Teacher Discovers Math And Science In Their Beauty

EU G E N E . Ore. -  Dorothy  
M arshall made her first kaleido­
scope when she w as tutoring learn­
ing-disabled students.

She wanted to boost their con ­
fidence by teaching them  som ething  
their classm ates couldn't do.

As a teaching tool, the kaleido­
scope exceeded her expectations. It 
taught her a new w ay to m ake a liv ­
ing.

For the next 10 years, M arshall 
created handmade kaleidoscopes in 
her E u g en e  s tu d io , ''supporting  
herself with one-of-a-kind artworks 
that sold for up to $250 each. She 
turned down offers from national 
gift cata logs because she didn't 
think she could fill all the orders.

Then the k a le id oscop e  p ie c e s  
started to shift, and M arshall’s v i­
sion changed.

“ I got interested in the math and 
science of ka leidoscopes,” she sa ys. 
"I didn't feel interested in those su b­
jects in school, but through kaleido­
scopes, I started to get interested in 
them .”

The result of her interest is “ K a­
leidoscopes: R eflections of Scien ce  
and A rt.” an exhibit that opened at

the National G eographic Museum in 
W ashington and w ill travel to 
m u se u m s from  B oston  to Los 
Angeles through 1992.

"We have terrible problem s in our 
schools because people are afraid of 
math and sc ien ce ,” M arshall says. 
"I want people to find out that learn­
ing is fun. that it’s not scary. In its 
ideal form, this show  should m ake 
com plex concepts access ib le  to peo­
ple. They should be ab le lo walk up 
and s a y , ‘Oh, I get it." '

M arshall's transition from unique 
kaleidoscopic art to exhibit p ieces  
strong enough to su rvive the tw ists 
and turns of a m illion  view ers has 
been gradual. In 1985, she began  
teaching the art of m aking kaleido­
scopes once again a s an artist-in- 
education for the Lane Regional 
Arts Council.

"You are bound to learn when you 
teach ,” she says. “ I learned a lot 
about what people do and don't 
understand. I began to realize how 
m u c h  s c i e n c e  a n d  art  c o m e  
together.”

Marshall wrote to the Sm ithsonian  
Institution with a proposal for a 
traveling exhibit that she would de­
velop  in co llaboration  wi th the  
W illam ette Science and Technology

Center in Eugene.
In M arch 1987, the N ation a l 

S c ie n c e  F ou n d ation  d e s ig n a te d  
$70,000 for the project. The Sm ithso­
nian Institution Traveling Exhibition  
Service added $10,000 and Lane 
County supporters contributed m ore  
funds.

In designing the show. Marshall 
t a l k e d  t o  m a t h e m a t i c i a n s ,  
bi ol ogi s t s ,  op t ome t r i s t s ,  
glassm akers and pre-schoolers. In 
addition to deciding what scientific  
concepts to present, she needed to 
m ake certain that the kaleidoscopes 
were durable, entertaining, a ttrac­
tive. optically designed to overcom e  
com m on vision problem s and low 
enough to be reached by children.

The exhibit introduces the concept 
of kaleidoscopic reflections with  
hinged m irrors that a visitor can ad ­
just to create reflections. By placing  
geom etric pieces of colored plastic  
on the table in front of the mirrors, a 
sim ple kaleidoscope is created.

Other displays dem onstrate what 
happens when the angles or planes 
of m irrors in a kaleidoscope are  
changed and allow view ers to e x ­
periment with the effect by ad­
justing som e p ieces th em selves. 
Other exhibit item s invite view ers to

walk inside a kaleidoscope, or to 
look at their own reflection bouncing 
back at them from two or three 
dozen different angles.

“ Mainly, I just want people to like  
the exhibit and not be frightened of 
it,” she says.

While waiting for a response to her 
proposal, Marshall developed a ka­
leidoscope kit that could be produc­
ed to her specifications, but without 
her personal supervision.

“ I realized this exhibit would take  
more tim e than I could im agine and 
that I’d never be able to keep up , 
with the one-of-a-kind kaleidoscope 
orders, too,” she says. “ I didn’t 
want to start a factory, so  this 
seem ed like the perfect th ing.”

The kit se lls for $28 in m useum  gift 
shops and departm ent stores.

GATESVILLE, T ex as -  Old Dr. 
Frankenstein would think he died  
and went to heaven if he could v isit 
two sm a ll bu ild ings in cen tra l 
Texas: a leg  here, an arm  there, a 
shelf full of hearts and skulls and 
skeletons by the dozen.

But it’s not som ething out of a H al­
loween horror m ovie; it’s the big  
business of bones. M edical P lastics  
Laboratory Inc., w hich claim s it is 
the ohly U.S. com pany to m ake life-

size reproductions of skeletons, sa ys  
the product rakes in m illions of 
dollars.

Thousands of (he skeletons are  
used by doctors, hosp ita ls and m edi­
cal schools around the world. The 
bones also  have m ade their way into 
rock m usic videos by the Grateful 
Dead and props for the “ Miami 
V ice” TV series.

“There's really no one we can't 
sell to ,” Jerry Sm ith, director of 
special projects, sa id  recently. "We 
have som ething for everybody. ” 

M edical P lastics, now in its fourth 
decade, cla im s yt is the first com ­
pany in the world to take a human  
skeleton, m ake m olds and duplicate 
it com pletely.

Until 1985, real sk eleton s w ere im ­
ported from India. But that source  
was lost when the Indian govern­
ment, concerned about grave robb­
ing. halted .such sa les.

“ Right now, there is a m arket 
sim ply because there are no longer 
human bones a v a ila b le .” said Joe  
Herndon, Medical P la stic s' national 
sa les manager. “ So people have no 
choice. They have to buy a plastic or 
reproduction of a skeleton . And w e 
feel w e produce the one that has the 
greatest detail.”

In the past two years, sa les of 
skeletons and other M edical P lastics 
products such as first-aid training  
m annequins have doubled to $3 m il­
lion, and should approach $.') million 
a year, Herndon said.

“ Our biggest com p etitors are  
com panies in West G erm any.” he 
said. “ To my knowledge, we are still 
the only people in the U.S. who do 
this, who make a life-size reproduc­
tion of a human sk eleton .”

The com pany, w hich em ploys 12,") 
people, w as started in 1949 by two 
G atesville physicians and a dentist 
who grew  tired o f w aiting for

months and months to get a m odel of 
a skull.

According to Herndon, the three  
were booted out of their hom es by 
their w ives because the p lastics they  
were experim enting with sm elled  so  
bad. They finally produced their  
first skull in an old chicken coop.

The skull -  dubbed “ Yorick” 
after the skull in “ H am let” — is on 
display in a glass ca se  in the com ­
pany’s office lobby.

NEW YORK — Nancy Reagan's goal is to get 
children to “just say no."

Sharon Scott’s goal is to teach children how to say 
"no.”

Scott, a professional counselor and social worker 
from Dallas, says the First Lady’s campaign has coined 
“a beautiful sitian . It is an excellent theme It creates 
awareness. But it is not teaching a skill It is not 
teaching children how to say ‘no."'

Scott says she identified a need to teach children how 
to deal with negative peer pressure while she was direc­
tor'of the Dallas Police Department's Youth Services 
Program. There, she found that most first offenders 
were not bad kids but were pressured by friends into 
breaking the law.

Since then, as head of her own counseling firm, she 
has taught more than 100.000 adults and youngsters 
ways to cope when someone asks them to do what they 
would rather avoid: drugs, alcohol, cigarettes, sex. 
theft, truancy.

The technique, which she calls peer pressure rever­
sal. uses three basic steps — check out the scene, make

.1. ...." 
a good decision, act to avoid trouble iiitliout, she 
says, losing friends 

"I teach them how to get iHii oi tr.qis as jightlv as 
possible." she adds 

Checking out the scene leaches skills m ulenlilimg 
potential trouble. Making a gwxi ilecision is uiulei'stan 
ding whether it is time to stay or leave Acting to avoid 
trouble means splitting, either physically or mentally 

"There a re  10 response chalet's to avoid trouble, 
says Scott. "Say no, leave, pretend you didn t hear, 
make an excuse, act shtx'kal. change the subjtvt. make 
a joke, try  flattery, offer a Ivtter idea, return the 
challenge,

"The most common choice is making an excuse '
It can be truthful: *;I'in groundetl " “1 have to imvt 

my parents." It can be tongue in-chet'k* "I'^have to 
rearrange my sock drawer " ‘1 have to brush mi dog s 
teeth”

If all else fails, Scott says, just say. "1 have (0 go to 
the bathroom." and walk away.

manage this year’s activities, sev­
eral traffic barricades will close off 
a portion of the streets of downtown 
Greenville at 6:30 p.m.

Soviet officials say  the first flight 
of their shuttle w as designed to be 
p i lo t le s s  to  a v o id  d a n g e r  to  
cosmonauts.

28, 1986, explosion of the Challenger 
when its crew of seven was killed as  
an exam ple of the hazards they a re  
trying to avoid.

It isn’t clear w hether the Soviets 
will offer the shu ttle’s s e n ic e s  to 
foreign custom ers, as  they have 
done with their Proton rocket boost­
ers. If foreign custom ers a re  sought, 
competition will com e not only from 
the United States but from W estern 
Europe.

The B uran clearly has advantages 
over its American cousin. Its sepa­
rate  booster rocket, the Energia. is 
powered only by liquid fuels, which 
can be extinguished in an  em ergen­
cy. It has no solid-fuel boosters like 
the one tha t failed on the Challenger.

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Recruiting Tough On Bucs
Tough Schedule Necessitated That ECU Bring In Talented Athletes

Recruiting is the lifeline of any 
college football program and East 

rolir 'Carolina faces a  constant battle in 
its efforts to bring in the needed 
players to compete on its schedule.

At all four of North Carolina’s 
Atlantic Coast Conference schools, 
coaches Dick Sheridan at N.C. State, 
Mack Brown a t UNC, Steve Spurrier 
a t Duke and Bill Dooley at Wake 
Forest have m ade recruiting in-state 
a priority.

“ I’m not saying we’re better than 
they are, but it is very hard for them 
to go head to head with North 
Carolina or State get one of the bet­
te r players in the s ta te ,’’ said Mike 
O’Cain, a form er ECU assistant dur­
ing the 1985 season who is now the 
offensive backfield coach a t N.C. 
State.

“ The m o st h igh ly re c ru ite d  
players they have not been able to 
get. They go into F lorida and 
they’ve got some good players, but 
it’s hard when you have to go out of 
state (for the majority of your

recruiting). I t ’s been difficult. There 
is a lot m ore talent now (at East 
Carolina) than in 1985 when I was 
there.’’

ECU football coach Art Baker said 
there are two things that would di­
rectly benefit ECU’s recruiting.

The first is an improvement of fa- 
' cilities in Greenville. That will come 

to pass this spring with the comple­
tion of the new sports medicine 
building at ECU that will include 
new lockerrooms, a weight room, a 
s tre n g th  c e n te r , a le tte rm a n ’s 
lounge and football offices.

But it may be too late for Baker. 
He is in the final year of a four-year 
contract and this year’s 1-7 record  ̂
has done nothing to guarantee him 
any job security. ECU officials have 
maintained that they will review his 
status at the end of the season.

It has been speculated that Baker 
will resign during the off-week be­
fore the final game of the season 
against Cincinnati.

Regardless, Baker said ECU it 
would be a boost to the school’s

14 defense against Frank Bruno, which was originally to 
be held in London and has been postponed three times 
while Tyson has undergone personal problems ranging 
from injuries to divorce.

“ I have every reason to believe the fight will be held 
January 14 a t Las Vegas, with Mike Tyson’s approval,” 
Cayton said by telephone from New York.

“Mike is ready to fight,” King said. “His hand is out 
of the cast. He’s in a great mental attitude. ”

Tyson suffered a hairline frac tu re  of the right hand 
when he hit boxer Mitch Green in a street altercation in 
New York in August.

COLUMBIA, S.C. — Interim 
—Athletic Director King-Dixon was- 

named South Carolina’s permanent 
AD on Thursday and vowed to help 
“steady our course” as the universi­
ty tries to recover from allegations 
of drug use by some former football 
players.

Dixon, a Phi Beta Kappa graduate 
and a star athlete in the late 1950s at 
South Carolina, will head up an 
athletic department that was rocked 
last week by an article in Sports Il­
lustrated about the use of steroids 
and other drugs by former football 
players.

Dixon, who was named interim 
AD Oct. 3, compared the situation he 
faces with a joke about a man who 
got into a bed that caught on fire.

“I feel like that guy when they ... 
asked him what happened,” he said. 
"He said the bed was on fire when

he got in it. I think that’s kind of an 
*araIogy'órfoe sTfualmn I’m in r ip f 
now.”

University President James B. 
H olderm an , whn a n n n im rp H  nivnn’»;
selection during a meeting of the In­
tercollegiate Activities Committee of 
the board of trustees, also joked 
about the school’s latest controversy 
while saying that Dixon was up to 
the challenge brought on by that 
controversy.

"King we welcome you aboard at 
a very calm time in the history of 
the department,” he said, "and we 
know it will stabilize under your 
leadership and will continue to grow 
and flourish like we all want us to.”

Holderman said Dixon, the fourth 
AD this year at the university, was 
the leading candidate for the job all 
along.

“He was the obvious choice. We 
considered a few other people, but 
literally he was out front from the 
beginning,” Holderman said. “King

Chaikin, who played for the 
Gamecocks from 1983 to 1987, said in 
an article in Sports Illustrated that 
he took steroids for three years, that 
half the 1986 football team did as 
well and that players used other 
drugs such as cocaine and LSD.

The State Law Enforcement Divi­
sion is conducting a preliminary 
probe into the allegations.

Despite a trying three weeks, Dix­
on said he never thought of changing 
his mind about becoming AD.

"Now is the time for us to take a 
look inside out and do what we need 
to do, and we’ll be looking at that 
very carefully,” Dixon saidT "As far 
as my reservations about stuping 
into that, no, I had no reservations to 
take it head on.”

Earlier this week, Dixon said he 
expected some changes in the 
athletic department in the wake of 
Chaikin’s allegations. But he didn’t 
say whether the changes would be in 
policy or personnel.

Dixon seemed to back away from 
that stance slightly Thursday.

"Right now,” Dixon said, "we’re 
reviewing our organization, we’re 
reviewing our personnel. I don’t plan 
any changes whatsoever at this 
time.

“ We’re trying to steady our

course. We’re trying to take it one* 
day at a time. We’re trying to get a 
better understanding of what we’re 
all about. ... My concern is to do. 
damage assessment... (and) try to; 
turn a very negative situation into a 
positive and plan for the future.”

Historically, ADs — and coaches 
and other athletic personnel -  have 
been under contracts that run for a;

A university employee in 
Dixon’s category becomes a perma­
nent employee after a six-month ’ 
probationary period and can’t be 
f i r ed  except  for  cause,- 
spokeswoman Debra Allen said.

"Quite refreshing to me -  and I 
think to everybody else with whom 
I’ve talked — is King Dixon does not 
want a contract,” Holderman said.l 
"That had nothing to do with his* 
selection.

"He wants to be treated as other! 
senior university personnel who are; 
vice presidents of the university,* 
which is a title that would perfectly 
fit that of athletic director. He 
operates at the same level as a vice 
president of the university. They 
operate without contracts, and so 
will Mr. Dixon.”

Holderman said Dixon’s salary 
will be in line with other vice presi­
dents, but he said his exact salary 
hasn’t been set. Marcum was mak­
ing about $89,0(X) when he was fired. '

Chicago Promises To Be 
Ready For Flutie Sunday

LAKE FOREST, 111. -  Doug 
Flutie wasn’t with Chicago long 
enough to get many grass stains on 
his jersey. His stint with the Bears 
still irks some of his former team­
mates and they promise to be ready 
for him Sunday when they play his 
current team, the New England Pa­
triots.

Some reporters have taken to call­
ing the matchup “Bambi meets 
G odzilla,” a reference to the 
nickname “Bambi,” which the 5- 
foot-10 quarterback was given while 
in Chicago, and a 1960s cartoon in 
which the animated deer meets the 
fabled monster.

Flutie will have enough problems 
just facing the Bears defense, which 
is rated the best in the NFL. 'Hie Pa­
triots are 3-5 while the Bears have 
lost just one of eight games.

Still, some of his former team­
mates say they’re looking forward to 
lining up against Flutie, who has 
started the last three games, winn­
ing one. He has completed 56 per­
cent of his passes this season, throw­
ing for two touchdowns and sufferi­
ng four interceptions.

“ I think everyone wants to squash 
him and eliminate him,” Bears tight 
end Emery Moorehead said. “We’d 
like to put him down early and get 
someone else in the game.”

“ I don’t have anything against

Doug Flutie as a person,” Bears

nterback Jim  McMahon said. “ I 
what I said when he came here 

I still stand by. I didn’t feel we 
needed him at the time, and since 
then we let him go.

“So how important was he to our 
team?”

D e f e n s iv e  l in e m a n  S te v e  
McMichael said: “ I don’t remember 
him being here. I wipe bad times out 
of my memory.”

With McMahon bothered by inju­
ries, Flutie was acquired by the 
Bears at mid-season in 1986, mostly 
as a backup to Mike Tomczak. But 
other members of the team looked 
on the 1984 Heisman Trophy winner 
from Boston College as coach Mike 
Ditka’s pet project, and they were 
upset at what they perceived as 
Flutie’s preferential treatment.

Flutie completed 23 of 46 passes in 
four games during the regular 
season. Against Washington in the 
playoffs, he started and completed 
only 11 of 31 passes as the Redskins 
won 27-13.

He never played another down 
with Chicago.

“A lot of that was pressure from 
the front office on Coach Ditka after 
we lost the plavoff,” Flutie said. 
‘‘They d ra fted  Jim  H arbaugh 
against (Ditka’s) wishes.”

Flutie has always been one of 
Ditka’s favorites.

“ I’m a fan of Doug Flutie, sure,”

Ditka said. “ I have a lot of feelings 
: for him. Doug’s a good kid.”

McMahon, noting Flutie’s height, 
re c e n tly  re fe r re d  to  him as  
“America’s midget,” but said it was 
only a joke.

“ I just blew it off as Jim being 
Jim ,” Flutie said. “His word isn’t 
law to me.”

Flutie said the only resentment he 
sensed from the Bears was the fear 
that he might take McMahon’s job.

“That’s Jim ’s team, no doubt 
about it,” he said.

But not all Bears loathed the little 
quarterback.

“I thought he was great guy,” said 
center Jay Hilgenberg. “ I don’t have 
£my bad feelings about him except 
for his golf swing. I lost some money 
playing against him.”

COLUMBIA, S.C. -  Statistically, 
South Carolina quarterback Todd 
Ellis is having his worst season 
since donning the garnet and black. 
Not a bad season. Just not quite a 
Todd Ellis season.

Through seven games, the 6-foot-3, 
203-pound junior has thrown for half 
as many touchdowns and for about 
300 yards less than he did over the 
same span as a freshman. And after 
not throwing an interception in the 
first three games of the season, he’s 
caught up with his pickoff pace he 
set the past two years.

Does that mean defenses have 
Ellis’ number?

“No, I don’t think they have 
caught up with me,” Ellis said.

Then what’s the problem? Or, is 
there a problem? Ellis doesn’t think 
there is major problem, just a lot of 
little things.

“I need to do a better job under 
snappy situations, either eating the 
ball or throwing it away,” Ellis said 
in a recent interview. “You know, 
that’s not the easiest thing to work 
on. So, I would think that’s some­
thing I still need to grow on a great 
deal, learn to eat the ball more and 
take the sacks.”

Ellis said early in the season he 
wasn’t getting the pressure he has 
faced during the past few games. 
P a r t  of th e  p rob lem  is th e  
Gamecocks’ running game has been 
wracked by injuries, leaving Ellis 
and his offensive line to often face a 
defensive front that can focus on 
getting to the quarterback.

“I think it doesn’t take a genuis to 
know that if you have pressure on 
the quarterback the entire game, 
you’re going to get to him,” Ellis 
said. “ I don’t think teams are saying 
we can beat Todd Ellis or the offense 
with pressure.

“Georgia tried it on many downs, 
and we burned them several times,” 
Ellis said. “We have burned a lot of 
teams. I don’t think that’s the case 
at all.

“ I think teams have gotten us into 
situations where it was easier for 
them to call defenses than for us to 
call offense plays, and we’ve gotten 
in too many second-and-longs and 
third-and-longs, where our ability to 
mix up our play calling is drastically 
changed.

“To me, getting yards on first 
down is the biggest thing that we 
need to do, and we did that in our 
first four or five ballgames.”

I n d e e d .  T h e  1 7 t h - r a n k e d  
Gamecocks began impressively, 
winning their first six games, in­
cluding a 23-10 victory over Georgia 
t hat  w a s n ’t t ha t  c lo se . The 
Gamecocks outscored their first five 
foes 144 to 29 before running into 
trouble against Virginia Tech. The 
Gamecocks struggled to beat an 
average Virginia Tech team 26-24.

Then two weeks ago. South 
Carolina suffered a stunning 34-0 
loss to Georgia Tech, which was 14 
at the time and had not beaten a I-A 
team since 1986.

As the Gamecocks have struggled, 
so has Ellis. He’s had 13 intercep­
tions in his last four games, giving 
him 59 for his career compared to 37

TD passes. Overall, the Greensboro, 
N.C., native has completed 134 of 246 
passes (54.5 percent) for 1,661 yards 
and seven TDs.

Certainly not a bad year. In fact, 
many a coach -  including South 
Carolina’s Joe Morrison — would be 
happy to have a quarterback like 
Ellis and numbers like that.

But compare Ellis’ stats this year 
to his first two seasons when he was 
running out of the run-and-shoot in­
stead of the newly installed pro set. 
Through seven games as a red-shirt 
freshman, Ellis had hit 130 of 217 
passes for 1,967 yards and 14 TDs 
along with 14 interceptions.

As a sophomore, Ellis had com­
pleted 158 of 273 passes for 2,181 
yards and eight TDs along with 15 
interceptions.

Still, Ellis remains on target to 
become the NCAA’s all-time leading 
passer, a record now held by San 
Diego State’s Todd Santos who 
threw for 11,425 yards. Ellis has 
thrown for 7,887 yards in his 30-game 
career. He also holds 25 school re­
cords.

But Ellis, an intelligent and p e r - ' 
sonable athlete who is involved in , 
the state attorney general’s anti­
drug program, knows he has room 
for improvement. And he also knows 
playing quarterback at a school like 
South Carolina isn’t like playing any 
other piKition.

“Obviously, I have some work to • 
do personally. ... But I haven’t lost 
any confidence. The team hasn’t lost • 
confidence.

“We hear all kind of things. T h e . 
people of this state and the fans have 
a tendency to turn things around and ; 
ask questions, ‘Why? Why? Why?’ 
when you lost a ballgame like that 
(to Georgia Tech), or when anything 
goes wrong. They tend to point the 
finger, which I guess is human; 
nature.

“But with a good outing and a 
hard effort, those things will be 
turned around just as fast.”

The Gamecocks, 6-1, are coming 
off an open date as they prepare for 
North Carolina State, which is alsp*

“It’s tough on me to read plays,” he said. “I just have to flow with thé ' 
play and see where the play is going. A lot of times I over pursue and miss 
where the running back is going.’’ '

Not that often though. Gardner has been the leading tackier in six of the of 
the nine Jaguars’ game this season. He missed two games with a shoulder ! 
injury. For the year, he has 94 total tackles with 71 solos.

Gardner has been on the varsity squad for four years and had what his 
coach called an inauspicious beginning.

“ He was what we fondly call a member of the apple dumpling gang, I 
Sauls said. “ He played with about 10 freshman on our championship team.”

That was back in 1985 when Gardner was a 5-1,160-pound ninth grader.
“They called us the Apple Dumpling gang because they didn’t think we’d

amount to anything,” he said. “That’s when I got my nickname Squat.
“There were a lot of people to look up to like Dennis Tripp and Johnny 

Eastwood. I saw how they did things and I learned that you had to work hard , 
to win. I try to work hard in practice and do the best I can because if I don’t ‘ 
then the other fellas won’t want to do it either.”

The year turned out to be a good learning experience. The Jaguars went 
undefeated in the Eastern Plains Conference and advanced to the second . 
round of the playoffs.

The following season, he saw some playing time and by his junior year he 
was a starter at defensive guard and center. This year, he has played 
center, guard and linebacker.

He’s been a leader for a Farmville team that is battling for a playoff spot 
despite an injury bug that seemed to put just about the whole squad on t h e , 
sidelines during the early part of the season.

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West Virginia Season On Line

All West Virginia has on the line 
Saturday is an undefeated record 
and a shot at a major bowl invita­
tion. And all they have to do is beat 
Penn State.

On all counts, it will not be easy 
for the seventh-ranked Moun­
taineers.

West Virginia's 7-0 record is its 
best start since 1955. Since then, it is 
1-30-1 against Penn State and 8-44-2 
in the series, including 13 shutouts.

West Virginia's last five victories 
in the series were by a total of 24 
points, including a 21-7 “ romp" in 
1955. The Nittany Lions have won 28 
of the last 29 meetings with West 
Virginia.

West Virginia's last victory over 
Penn State came in 1984. when the 
Mountaineers won 17-14 at home, 
tiefore that, the Nittany Lions had 
won 25 consecutive games.

“This year. West Virginia has 
much better personnel. We have 
potentially good personnel, but 
we re a year or two away at least. 
They're there. They're there right 
now,” Penn State coach Joe Paterno 
said.

“ A lot of people don’t know about 
West Virginia, and the first thing 
they ask is ‘Why did you choose 
that?” ’ senior wide receiver Calvin 
Phillips said.

The Mountaineers are coming off 
a 59-19 rout of Boston College. Penn 
State, 4-3, has dropped two straight, 
scoring onlv one touchdown while

losing to Syracuse 24-10 and 
Alabama 8-3.

“ I think it’s probably the best of­
fensive team we’ve ever played 
against,” Paterno said of the Mou- 
taineers.

The Mountaineers’ attack is led by 
quarterback Major Harris, who has 
completed 59 of 97 passes for 1.095 
yards and seven touchdowns. He has 
rushed 72 times for 371 yards and 
five touchdowns.

“ If we can beat Penn State and 
just get over that hump, it should be 
clear sailing the rest of the way. ” 
said Harris, a redshirt sophomore.

After Penn State, West Virginia 
plays Cincinnati, Rutgers and 
Syracuse.

In other Top Twenty action. No. 1 
UCLA hosts Washington State, No. 2 
Notre Dame visits Navy, No. 3 
Southern California is at Oregon 
State, No. 4 Miami, Fla. visits East 
Carolina. No. 5 Nebraska hosts Kan­
sas State; No. 6 Florida State is idle, 
No. 8 Oklahoma hosts Kansas. No. 9 
Auburn visits Florida, No. 10 Wyom­
ing visits Colorado State, No. 11 
Arkansas hosts Rice. No. 12

An undefeated season for the 
Mountaineers could mean a bowl bid 
to either the Fiesta, Sugar or 
Orange. Their last major bowl ap­
pearance was in 1953, a 42-19 loss to 
Georgia Tech in the Sugar.

Penn State is trying to continue its 
NCAA record of 49 consecutive non­
losing seasons.

The top two passers in the country 
go head-to-head as No. 1 UCLA takes 
on Washington State. State’s Timm 
Rosenbach is rated No. 1, not the 
Bruins’ Troy Aikman. But Aikman 
has repeatedly said he would rather 
see his team be No. 1 

Army was smart enough to drop 
the Irish; when will Navy learn? 
One of the nation’s longest intersec­
tional rivalries continues indefinite­
ly, with Navy trailing 51-9 and losers 
of the last 24.

Notre Dame coach Lou Holtz, 
whose team is 7-0 and averaging 33 6 
points per game, is expecting a 
strong-willed effort from the entire 
Navy squad.

“We’re going to bring everything 
we’ve got,” Holtz said. “ I have too 
much respect for their coaching, too 
much respect for Navy, too much 
respect for how they play. They will

play us a difficult game, make no 
mistake about it. Hopefully, we can 
play up to our potential.”

The last time Southern Cal lost in 
Corvallis (1967) they also won the 
national championship. History may 
repeat for the Trojans as far as the

national championship, but things 
look bleak for Oregon State in Cor­
vallis.

The Nebraska Cornhuskers have 
been on a roll since UCLA blew them 
away early in the season. They have 
a five-game winning streak, the

closest a 63-42 victory over 
Oklahoma State in which they led 
35-0 after one period.

Clemson has scored 110 points in 
its three televised games, 66 in the 
other four. This one’s not on the 
tube.

Recruiting Was Uphill Battle

Johnson Signs New Contract 
To Manage New York Mets

NEW YORK -  Frank Cashen ate 
his words and is bringing back 
Davey Johnson to manage the New 
York Mets.

Johnson signed a three-year con­
tract Thursday, a year after Cashen 
told him his contract would not be 
extended beyond 1988.

"Davey will complete his con­
tract, biit he will relinquish the 
managerial post after next season, ” 
Cashen said on the final Saturday of 
the 1987 season. “This is being done 
at his request.”

Johnson said during the winter 
that he wanted to return and after

the Mets won the National League 
East with a 100-62 record, Cashen 
decided to let him. And decided to 
apologize.

“ I would certainly have not had 
that public discussion about Davey’s 
future. It was the wrong time to 
discuss it,” Cashen said. "That mis­
understanding that occurred was 
certainly my fault. I apologized to 
Davey. Davey was saying one thing.
I was understanding he said some­
thing else.”

Cashen and Johnson could not, or 
would not, recall exactly what their 
differences were

"We haven’t figured that out yet,” 
Cashen said. “ If we did, we would

never have had the misunderstand­
ings we had.”

Johnson’s contract will begin at 
around $430,000 a year. The Mets 
have an option for 1992.

“ I don’t think there is a more dif­
ficult challenge in baseball than 
managing the New York Mets,” 
Johnson said. " I want the biggest 
challenge. But if it wasn’t meant to 
be. I would have survived.”

Johnson angered Cashen with his 
brash manner, but was more relax­
ed at spring training this year. The 
Mets went 100-60 to win the National 
League East before losing to Los 
Angeles in a seven-game playoff.

(Continued From B-1) 
recruiting if it could schedule any of 
the ACC schools in the state.

“Until we get to the point where 
we’re playing some or all of the 
(Division I-A) schools in North 
Carolina it’s like we’re an outcast,” 
he said. “We need that so badly. 
Look what it would mean to atten­
dance if every other year, N.C. 
State, North Carolina or Wake 
Forest would play in this stadium. 
You just can’t say that the fact that 
you are playing a national power is 
going to fill the stadium.

“You have to have a winning foot­
ball team. Then the competition 
needs to be varied — with some 
teams you can beat and some teams 
that you play for the exposure, 
money or recruiting.

“Their reasoning (the other ACC 
schools) for that — and I have to be 
careful with this — is for the last 
four years I think we could have 
competed very well in the ACC and 
they know that. What do they have 
by playing us? They have 
everything to lose and nothing to 
gain. Even North Carolina State has 
taken on that attitude.”

ECU and N.C. State used to play 
every year, but the series has been 
discontinued recently due to fan vio­
lence at the game in 1987. It has not 
been renewed because of ECU’s re­
quest that the series be home and 
home.

During ECU’s most successful 
years in the late 1970s and early 
1980s, the eastern part of the state 
was its main recruiting ground. Dur­
ing those years they also used to 
play at least two of the four ACC 
schools.

But ACC schools have begun to 
recruit harder in eastern North 
Carolina. Add to that the inception of 
proposition 48, an NCAA bylaw that 
set minimum entrance requirements 
for incoming freshman student 
athletes, and things have changed.

“ I think the whole recruiting pro­
cess has changed,” said Les Herrin, 
a former ECU assistant who is now 
at North Carolina. “ People are on 
more of a national scale. Everybody 
is spreading out.

“ The Notre Dam es, the

Michigans, they come into North 
Carolina because of the different 
signing situations. There are no 
more open signing dates. There are 
more recruiting surveys. There are 
articles in which names appear and 
they (college recruiters) are going 
everywhere.

“There isn’t an area now that 
anybody can say no one comes in 
there. Everybody is trying to find 
the best football players. It has 
changed some areas for the good 
a nd some for the worse.''

In the last few seasons alone, local 
players such as Jesse Campbell 
(West Craven, N.C. State). Eric 
Blount (Ayden-Grifton, North 
Carolina), Dennis Tripp (Farmville 
Central, North Carolina). Gary 
Dunn (Northern Nash. Auburn) 
have all gone elsewhere.

“ The most frustrating thing for 
me has been that eastern North 
Carolina players (have gone 
elsewhere),” Baker said. “We lose 
too many good ones in this area. I 
thought we would be able to recruit 
better than we have. Winning is go­
ing to attract top recruits better 
than schedules.

“ The effects of proposition 48 have 
had an impact. Back in 1985. we 
played Miami and we had some 

'players who did some great things 
(in a 27-15 loss) and you go back and 
check their SATs and they are quite 
a bit below proposition 48 (stan­
dards).”

In fact, the last blue chip North 
Carolina recruit East Carolina 
brought in was Anthony Thompson 
out of Wilson Fike in 1987 and he was 
a proposition 48 casualty. He is now 
a junior at a starter at linebacker.

This past year ECU brought in 23 
players and all of them qualified 
under proposition 48 standards. Only 
five were from North Carolina, 
though.

Of the 23, Robert Jones, Mike Mc- 
Calop, Chris Hall, Dave Daniels and 
Greg Gardill have seen considerable 
playing time.

Baker said things have improved 
greatly in terms of academics for 
the football team. “We went from 
upperclassmen in study hall with 
below a 2.0, 30-40 to just three or

four. Progress has been made m 
some areas but not the most visible 
areas that you can see.

“ I ’m a football coach and I know 
you are judged on wins and losses,” 
he said. “ It has been a very 
frustrating situation for me. par­
ticularly this year.”

ECU’s record this year has been 
the result of a number of problems, 
not the least of which is a young 
defense which has given up an 
average of over 400 yards a game.

“Our talent level has gone up. but 
the biggest factor was we lost four 
or five players from spring practice 
that would have been starters or 
close to starters,” Baker said.

Lost to the team were defensive 
end Willie Powell (academics), 
defensive tackle Walter Bryant 
(discipline), linebacker Ken Portis 
(academics), defensive end Joe 
Holmes (discipline) and defensive 
back Errol McCorvey (discipline, 
transferred to Florida State).

Thai has forced a number of 
younger players into starting posi­
tions earlier than coaches might 
have liked.

“ When you take into consideration 
that of the 18 seniors that we presen­
tly have, only seven of those are fifth 
year seniors.” Baker said. “Eight of 
those are walk-ons, six of whom we 
put on scholarship. Three are junior 
college transfers and one is a four­
th-year senior.

“The only way East Carolina is 
ever going to be able to compete at 
the level we want to compete at is to 
end up with close to 3() fifth-year 
seniors who are starting or in 
backup roles. There are only seven 
seniors starting on this team -  five 
on offense and two on defense."

Baker has rvfused to comment 
publicly on his contract situation all 
season* long, but he did say that he 
felt the situation has been a detri­
ment to recruiting.

“ It will hurt East Carolina's 
recruiting and it was a point 1 tried 
to make clear last January to any­
one who would listen.” Baker said.

With the recruiting period reopen­
ing Nov. 1, talk of Baker’s contract 
could again adversley affect ECU's 
recruiting for the 1989 season.

just have to wait and see what hap­
pens.”

The Pirates’ game against Cincin­
nati will most likely bring Baker’s 
four-year career as a head coach at 
ECU to an end.

“ Life’s not always fair.” Bell said 
of the probable dismissal of Baker. 
“ But in this business I ’ve seen it 
happen so many times before. The 
best decision often would be to stay 
with the man who has been building 
the program, but there are those 
that think making a change will 
make everything all right.

“The fingers are being pointed at 
him. and I think that’s totally unfair. 
Art Baker hasn't been given the 
credit he deserves. He’s done exact­
ly what was asked of him when he 
took the job." Bell said “ He's 
recruited quality athletes to come 
here. Regardless of what is said 
about East Carolina, the players 
here are generally a very good 
group of young men and they’re re­
ally not deserving of the negative 
things that have been said about 
them.

“There's not one proposition 48 
player in this group The standards 
have been raised and more of the 
kids are graduating. .No one any­
where has a greater concern for the 
total development of a player not on­
ly as an athlete, but also as a human 
being than Art Baker does

“And nobody in America could 
have come in here and won with the 
schedule and the p<*rsonnel and the 
amount of time he was given to work 
with at the tM'ginning '

Bell said he had spoke with Baker 
about the dangers he might en­
counter with the ECU job four years 
ago before he was hired to replace 
Ed Emory,

“Art talked to me Indore he took 
this job and he told me who he'd be 
playing if he accepted.” Bell said. " I 
told him then he'd be fortunate in his 
first three, possibly four years to go 
2-9 I think he needed at least five 
years.”

ECU’s schedule does get more 
reasonable next year with games 
against Southern Mississippi, Bowl­
ing Green, Cincinnati. Illinois State. 
Louisiana Tech, .South Carolina, 
Virginia Tech. Syracu.se, Miami. 
Temple and Pittsburgh dotting the 
list

Even with the odds facing the 
Pirates this year. Bell said Baker 
and the entire Pirate staff have 
worked as hard as thev could to trv

and compete against the 1988 sched­
ule. which consisted of top-20 teams 
South Carolina, West Virginia, 
Miami, Syracuse and Florida State.

“ I’m continuing to fight,” Bell 
said. “ It (knowing your job is in 
jeopardy) does hurt, I want very 
badly for East Carolina to be suc­
cessful. Regardless of what might 
occur, we’re trying to find the key to 
get better, to overcome the pro­
blems we do have.”

Bell came to ECU early this spr­
ing after having served the last five 
years as defensive coordinator and 
assistant head coach at Duke Uni­
versity. For the past 17 years he has 
served as a defensive coordinator 
except for the 1982 season when he 
was the head coach at South 
Carolina He has also served at 
Texas Tech. where he and Baker 
were both assistant coaches.

Though the wins haven’t come the 
Pirates’ way as Bell hoped when we 
he first stepped onto the ECU cam­
pus. he still feels progress has been 
made this year.

“ It’s obvious that we haven’t ac­
complished the goals we set out to at 
the beginning of the year,” Bell said, 
“ But you’ve got to look beyond the 
scoreboard. Look at the kids we had 
this year. They came out here and 
gave everything we asked of them. 
They’ve been out-talented but they 
in no way have been outworked.”

Taking over the reins of the Pirate

defense was, indeed, a tall order for 
Bell. Gone from a 5-6 team of 1987 
were six defensive starters (Ellis 
Dillahunt, Vinson Smith, Bubba 
Waters, Medrick Rainbow, Ron 
Gilliard and John Williamson). Then 
in spring practice, ECU also lost 
defensive end Willie Powell (aca­
demics). linebacker Ken Portis (ac­
ademics), defensive tackle Walter 
Bryant (discipline) and safety Errol 
McCorvey (discipline, transferred to 
Florida State). All would have been 
probable starters.

“The defense hasn’t played as well 
as I thought they might,” Bell said. 
“ But I’m not the type of person to 
pass the buck. I’m not going to look 
back and blarlie it on the players or 
anyone else. It’s my responsibility.”

The impending removal of Baker 
as the head coach also means Pirate 
assistant coaches will be looking for 
work, But according to Bell, finding 
another job shouldn’t be that hard.

“There is an awareness on the na­
tional level of what has occurred 
down here,” Bell said. “They know 
what Art set out to do and they know 
the progress that he has made. 
Everybody in football circles across 
the nation has known the suicidal 
schedule East Carolina plays.”

No matter what winds up happen­
ing or who is the coach next year the 
players will remain in the ECU pro­
gram Yet it’s the players that Bell

is most concerned about, not his own 
future, he said.

“ I hope the players that have suf­
fered through this will look back on 
college football as a positive experi­
ence in their lives,” Bell said. “ It’s 
hard when you walk into the locker- 
room and see that they’re hurt. You 
want them to have the same love 
and values for the game as you do. I 
hope later in life they will look back 
at what they accomplished here and 
realize that it was a positive experi­
ence for them.”

And what might the future hold for 
Beir

“ I plan to stay in coaching,” Bell 
said. “ Hopefully my years in the 
business have indicated the type of 
coach I am. A lot of factors go into a 
situation like we’ve had this year, 
such as the schedule, I don’t see it as 
a detriment.”

The Bengals, 7-1, play the Browns, 
5-3, on Sunday at Cleveland in their 
most important game of the season. 
After 36 meetings, the series is tied 
18-18, and the outcome will be crit­
ical to determining the AFC Central 
Division champion.

The Browns lost at Cincinnati 24-17 
a month ago, but Cleveland played 
without quarterback Bernie Kosar, 
who had a sprained right elbow. 
Kosar returned last week and the 
Browns beat the Phoenix Cardinals 
29-21.

Bengals coach Sam Wyche said he 
didn’t expect to make any motiva­
tional speeches because his team 
knows what this game means.

“They understand the Cleveland 
Browns,” Wyche said. “ I don’t think 
Cleveland week, Houston week or 
Pittsburgh week ever are a motiva­
tional problem with the veterans. All 
you have to do is alert the younger 
players.”

If the Browns need any motivating 
it might have come this week from 
some of the Bengals — some of the 
younger Bengals,

Cleveland cornerback Frank Min- 
nifield was a target of some taun­
ting.

“When they’re young, they do and 
say things they won’t say when 
they’re older, when they’ve. been

Testa verde Gets Rest; 
Won’t Start On Sunday

TAMPA, Fla. -  Coach Ray 
Perkins thinks Vinny Testaverde 
can use some rest and Tampa Bay’s 
struggling quarterback is inclined to 
agree, even if he doesn’t think a sore 
back would affect his performance 
against Miami on Sunday.

“ It’s the coach’s decision and if he 
feels I need a rest, he’s the one that 
makes the decisions and calls the 
shots,” the second-year pro said 
Thursday after it was announced 
veteran backup Joe Ferguson will 
replace the 1986 Heisman Trophy 
winner in the starting lineup.

“ Whatever he says I’m going to go 
by. If I didn’t agree with it or I 
didn’t like it, I really have no control 
over it," Testaverde added. “So I 
might as well agree with it, take it 
for what it is, keep good spirits and 
practice hard to prepare for the 
game.”

Perkins said the decision to start 
Ferguson, a 16-year veteran who 
hasn't played since the Bucs' first 
preseason game, was based in part 
on a back injury Testaverde suf­
fered in the shower Tuesday.

Another factor was Testaverde’s 
play in recent weeks, including a 
six-interception, one-fumble perfor­

mance in a loss to Minnesota last 
Sunday that was the third in a row 
for the Bucs and dropped them to 2-6 
halfway through the season.

The first pick in the 1987 NFL 
draft, Testaverde has started Tam­
pa Bay’s last 12 games and has

thrown a league-high 22 intercep­
tions in eight games this season. He 
has completed only 49 percent of his 
passes for 2,062 yards and eight 
touchdowns, and his quarterback 
rating of 50.8 is the lowest in the 
NFC.

around the league a while,” Min- 
nifield said.

Some of the Bengals bragged 
about their defense a couple of 
weeks ago when they were still 
undefeated and the Browns were 
three games behind.

Cincinnati cornerback Lewis 
Billups was the most vocal of the 
Bengals, naming their secondary the 
“SWAT Team.”

The SWAT Team, Billups said, is 
better than Cleveland’s “ Dawg” 
secondary, which includes Pro Bowl 
starters Hanford Dixon and Min- 
nifield.

“Minny-who?” Billups said.
“ I don’t fault him for what he 

said,” Minnifield said. “ I pull for all 
defensive backs. It’s like a fraterni­
ty. I m a fan of the SWAT Team. I ’ll 
never say anything bad about a 
defensive back. He’s just trying to 
draw attention to himself and to his 
team.”

Bengals quarterback Boomer 
Esiason tried to smooth things over, 
perhaps for his own sake.

“They have two great cornerbacks 
(Dixon and Minnifield),” Esiason 
said. “ They truly are some of the 
finest cornerbacks we play against. 
It’s always a dogfight between their 
cornerbacks and our receivers, and 
it’s always the best matchup to find 
out how good our receivers are.”

Elsewhere on Sunday it’s Atlanta 
at Philadelphia, Chicago at New 
England, Green Bay at Buffalo, the 
Los Angeles Rams at New Orleans, 
Miami at Tampa Bay, Phoenix at 
Dallas, Pittsburgh at the New York 
Jets, the New York Giants at 
Detroit, San Diego at Seattle, Min­
nesota at San Francisco, Kansas Ci­
ty at the Los Angeles Raiders and 
Washington at Houston. Denver 
plays at Indianapolis on Monday 
night.

The Browns’ pass defense is rank­
ed first in the NFL, and their overall 
defense is ranked second. The 
Bengals are ranked ninth against 
the pass, 10th overall.

Wyche said he doubted Billups’ 
statements could have much impact 
on a rivalry that is already intense.

“ I don’t think you can get this 
game riled up any more than it al­
ready is,” Wyche said.

“The reason is, our owner is Paul 
Brown,” Wyche said. “ He created 
the Cleveland Browns. He gave the 
Cleveland Browns the tradition they 
now have pride in.”

The pressures of a Bengals- 
Browns game are apparent at both 
ends of Ohio. The last time Cleve­
land owner Art Modell fired a coach 
was in 1984, hours after Sam 
Rutigliano lost to the Bengals. 
Modell also once fired Brown.

This is no friendly rivalry.
“The pressure does not come in a 

direct ultimatum,” Wyche said. 
“You don’t have to look beyond the 
spring in his (Brown’s) step when 
it’s Cleveland week to know that it’s 
more important than the other 
games. When you walk into that 
cavernous stadium in Cleveland, you 
want to make sure you win because 
you know it means so much to PB.” 

Winning on Sunday will also mean 
a lot to Steve Beuerlein who has 
replaced Jay Schroeder as the Los 
Angeles Raiders’ starting quarter­
back.

“Right now I believe the best di­
rection to go for us is Steve 
Beuerlein,”  Raiders coach Mike 
Shanahan said. “That’s not to take 
anything away from Jay. ”

Beuerlein was a fourth-round 
selection of the Raiders in the 1987 
NFL draft. The former Notre Dame 
star spent his entire rookie season 
on injured reserve, but started the 
first three games this season despite 
never having taken a snap from 
center inanNU., game.

Schroeder was acquired by the 
Raiders early on Sept. 5 — several 
hours after the club beat San Diego 
24-13 in its season opener — from 
Washington in exchange for offen­
sive tackle Jim Lachey and two 
draft choices.

Schroeder, 27, has started the last 
five games for the Raiders and often 
had his problems. He was in­
tercepted four times each by Cincin­
nati and Miami and then relieved by 
Beuerlein in the second half against 
Kansas City and New Orleans

The Raiders, who play host to 
Kansas City, have a 3-5 record, but 
are just one game out of first place 
in the AFC West behind Seattle and 
Denver.

New England quarterback Doug 
Flutie plays his former Chicago 
Bear teammates Sunday at Fox- 
boro. Flutie has rushed 15 times for 
83 yards, a 5.5 average.

MOSCOW — Some of the West’s 
best rock music of the past five 
years will be introduced to the 
Soviet Union early next year by the 
environmental group Greenpeace to 
encourage greater public involve­
ment in ecology issues here.

“We have been looking for a way 
to make a breakthrough in the 
Soviet Union, to get our message to 
Soviet youth particularly,” David 
McTaggart,  chairman of 
Greenpeace International, said in an 
interview here, “and a rock album 
seemed a sensational way to do it.”

The two-record album, 
“ Breakthrough,” compiled for 
Greenpeace and featuring 25 groups 
and individuals, will be the first 
released here with so much recent 
Western rock.

“ Grateful Dead, U2, Bryan 
Adams, the Eurythmics, Sting, Sade 
— they may be almost legendary in 
the West, but they and most of the 
others on this album are almost 
unknown in the Soviet Union,” Ian 
Flooks, the album’s executive pro­
ducer, said. “A few fans in the 
Soviet Union undoubtedly know 
about these artists and have heard 
their music, but this album is going

to make them available to millions 
for the first time.

“The Soviet Union has been large­
ly closed to Western rock,” Flooks 
added. “Aside from a few old songs 
of the Beatles, Jethro Tull and the 
Moody Blues, almost nothing has 
been released here, certainly 
nothing current. ... Some of the 
reasons are ideological, I suppose, 
but others stem from the Soviet 
Union’s reluctance to pay royalties 
in hard currency.”

Among the other artists, all of 
whom donated the use of previously 
recorded songs to Greenpeace for 
the album, are Belinda Carlisle, 
INXS, Dire Straits, Talking Heads, 
Simple Minds, Peter Gabriel and 
John Cougar Mellencamp.

“Not all the songs were top hits, 
but they represent the best of the ar­
tists’ work,” said Flooks, a London 
booking agent. “And rather than 
something from a few of the biggest, 
we went for everything we could 
find. This album, as a result, is real­
ly a ‘Who’s Who’ of rock music, and 
many of the numbers are classics.”

Although many of the artists do 
not usually agree to participate in 
compiled albums such as this, they 
were persuaded by the opportunity 
to have their music heard in the 
Soviet Union for the first time on a 
broad scale, Flooks said.

Four million copies of the album 
will be released in February by the 
Soviet record company Melodiya 
simultaneously with its release in 
the West, and they are expected to 
sell out within a few days. Melodiya, 
in another innovation, is planning a 
Western-style promotion campaign 
that will bring a number of the ar­
tists to the Soviet Union.

With each album will come a 
booklet, prepared by Greenpeace, 
explaining  ̂the threats posed by 
various ecological problems and the 
worldwide need for conservation. 
About 10 million copies of the album 
will be distributed worldwide, 
Flooks said.

“There is a lot of lyric content 
about the environment, too,” Flooks 
said. “This is a record of unity, of 
concern, of commitment. The title 
‘Breakthrough’ sums it up....

“Music is a truly international 
language that has great credibility 
with youth. They know that the con­
tent of these songs is not controlled 
by any government. And there is 
definitely a message for Soviet 
youth and for the youth of the world 
— pollution doesn’t respect interna­
tional borders.”

Greenpeace expects to earn the 
equivalent of $6.8 million, according 
to McTaggart.

Young Playwrights Score 
With First Play, ‘Figment’
The best bargain in entertainment 

in Greenville at this time is a two- 
act play, “Figment,’’ on stage in the 
auditorium at the Recreation and 
Parks Administrative Building, 2000 
Cedar Lane.

The play, which opened Thursday 
night, is scheduled for three more 
performances, tonight and Saturday 
at 8:15 p.m. and a Sunday matinee 
at 2 p.m. Tickets are $5. Due to the 
limited seating capacity of the 
auditorum, early reservation of 
tickets is advised (telephone 830- 
4567).

“ Figment” is the first full-length 
play of a young Greenville play­
wright. Brett Hursey, with col­
laboration from Jeff Jones, and is 
receiving its premiere as a produc­
tion of the newly established Actors’ 
Theater Southeast.

Given the fact “Figment” is the 
first-time effort of two very young 
writers, I was quite frankly 
prepared to being confronted with a 
work possibly adequate as a first ef­
fort, but nothing more rewarding.

Instead, I find the play most im­
pressive, one in which solid 
achievements far outweigh occa­
sional weaknesses.

The plot is focused on the day by 
day life of a psychiatrist struggling 
valiantly to maintain his sanity. The 
character, bachelor Dr. Thomas J. 
Rodgers, is both tense and intense. 
He has reached a point in life where 
he remains capable of helping others 
straighten out their inadequate lives 
while, at the same time, he is ob­
viously helpless to stem the tide of 
his own chaotic existence as he 
relies more and more on alcohol.

Greg Watkins’ performance as the 
psychiatrist is outstanding, certainly 
his best to date. He sweats (liter­
ally), vacillates between periods of 
articulate self-control and a stumbl­
ing sufferer — and earns our caring 
and sympathy. His philosophy, ex-

pressed to his secretary Rhonda 
(Marilyn Molloy) early in the play 
when she insists on how to deal with 
his mail is to “ ignore the important 
stuff, and forget the rest.”

Dark-eyed, slender Ann Secord is 
totally convincing as Carol, the 
woman in his life. We have all en­
countered this type of character, 
grimly determined to have their 
way. She connives to channel their 
three-year affair into the “safe” 
path of matrimony. Marriage to her 
would be “safe, even if we had 
fights, we’d be safe though empty.” 
Her gimmick in each renewed effort 
to entrap the doctor into marriage 
begins with “We need seriously to 
discuss something.”

The three patients we see on stage 
are believable — real people, each 
cut from a different pattern. No ste­
reotypes here.

The familiar energy Anita Brehm 
gives her roles is most fitting in her 
portrayal of Mrs. Rita Hill. 
Ultimately, she comes to the conclu­
sion she’s had more than enough of 
her husband, whom she describes as 
a silent partner who “sucks his teeth 
and wears ugly ties.” After years of 
overeating and having sex with any 
available man, she opts for divorce 
and vows to “hire a lawyer, a mean 
and vicious one.”

The zaniest — and most pathetic 
character — in the play is patient 
Stanley Clayburn. At first, I thought 
that Don Biehn was perhaps overac­
ting as he lumbered from a cowed, 
mumbling wreck of a man to a strut­
ting, aggressive individual imagin­
ing he was Julius Caesar. In 
retrospect, however, Biehn’s por­
trayal seems valid.

The role of the sanest of the three 
patients, Emily Moore, is beautifully 
realized by veteran Hazel Stapleton.

Charming, witty in an old-fashioned 
way, more than any other she brings 
a little sunshine into the 
psychiatrist’s dark path. Her one 
hangup is that of having an imagi­
nary friend, George. Much to the 
chagrin of Dr. Rodgers, she insists 
he actually exists. When she dies, 
she wills “one George” to the doc­
tor.

After her death, George, the un­
seen, becomes George, the seen, the 
known, who feels free to appear un­
bidden on the scene. Gary Holland 
turns in a loose-limbed, exuberant 
performance and becomes the in­
strument of the doctor’s awakening 
to the reality of the shambles of his 
own purposeless life.

The reality, or non-reality, of 
George is the one factor in this finely 
constructed drama that gives me 
)ause to doubt — whether to accept 
lim as a symbol or as Emily 
Moore's mysterious friend made in­
carnate. After all, he does use the 
doctor’s toothbrush and eat peanut 
butter and marshmallow sand­
wiches. It is George who has one of 
the most insightful lines in the play 
— “people without any friends make 
the best friend.”

There’s a harvest of zestful, sing- 
ing-out dialogue in “ Figment.” I 
could not help equating the dialogue 
to the comic-serious lines of Noel 
Coward. At times, the dialogue 
amounts almost to a bit too much 
cleverness — yet the undeniable in­
telligence that threads throughout is 
most welcome, and bodes well for 
the talent of this young Greenville 
playwright.

Helen V. Steer, retired veteran of 
the ECU Drama Department, has 
provided a clean, cohesive direction 
to the play.

To sum up, this is an event not to 
be missed.

TV Turns ‘Dirty Dancing’ Into Talkative Plot Line

“Taxi,” sought out Hirsch. The man 
behind “Dear John,” and “Taxi” be­
fore that, is Ed Weinberger.

“When this came along I wasn’t 
available,” Hirsch says. “ I was on 
stage and doing a couple of movies. I 
was getting very cautious about go­
ing back to television unless I found 
something as good as ‘Taxi.’

“This look^ good. It’s based on a 
successful English show, so you 
don’t have to agonize over getting it 
into shape.

“Most actors don’t have this op­
portunity. Most get into situations 
with doom written all over them. 
I’m not immune to that, but I’ve 
been lucky.”

Also in his favor, the show is 
scheduled between two perennial 
ratings winners, “ Cheers” and 
“L.A.Law.”

In “Dear John,” which made its 
debut earlier this month, Hirsch 
plays a New Rochelle, N.Y., English 
teacher named John Lacey who gets 
a goodbye letter from his departing 
wife. Unable to cope with being sud­
denly alone, he joins a singles group.

“ I think of him as a very capable 
hapless man,” says Hirsch during a 
lunch break in his dressing room. In 
one corner is a piano. Next to it is a 
handmade “one-man band” instru­
ment:

“That’s the one I play,” Hirsch 
says in an aside as he sits down 
behind his desk. The sleeves of his 
green-and-white striped shirt are 
rolled up and he’s wearing black 
horn-rim glasses.

“You’d expect him to take care of 
himself, but he can’t,” he continues. 
“He thought he was happily married 
for 10 years. He suddenly finds 
himself totally alone. He’s a fish out 
of water.”

This is the fifth series for Hirsch, 
although his first was so brief it 
didn’t make the record books. He 
twice won Emmys as best actor in a 
comedy series for “Taxi."

“The first television I did I 
thought was the best series ever 
made,” says Hirsch, referring to 
NBC’s “The Law” in 1974. “ It 
became the best series never 
made.”

In “The Law,” which won an 
Emmy as the best TV movie of 1974, 
Hirsch played a public defender. 
The attempt to turn it into a series 
foundered when NBC insisted that 
he become a private attorney. 
Hirsch says several shows were 
made, but he doesn’t know what 
happened to them.

NEW YORK -  The makers of the 
CBS version of the hit movie "Dirty 
Dancing” can at least brag that they 
have successfully adapted a 
simplistic, cliche-ridden movie into 
a simplistic, cliche-ridden television 
series,

“ Dirty Dancing’’ premieres 
Saturday with a one-hour episode, 
then continues as a half-hour show.

The movie, a variation on the 
worn rich-girl-falls-for-sexy-boy-f 
rom-wrong-side-of-tracks plot, was a 
hit thanks to hot dancing, great ear­
ly ’60s music and two charming 
stars, Jennifer Grey and Patrick 
Swayze. The TV series has some 
good music and dancing, and at 
least one charming star -  Melora 
Hardin in the Grey role as Baby.

In the movie, the plot was an ex­
cuse for loads of scenes of sensuous 
dancers writhing to hits from the 
’60s. On TV, choreography is money, 
so there’s less dance, more talk.

To allow for a continuing plothne, 
the series has the option of going 
beyond summer vacation, since 
Baby (Hardin) is no longer the 
daughter of a vacationing doctor but 
the daughter of the divorced owner 
of the resort. Max Kellerman 
(McLean Stevenson).

Johnny drops his partner and ogles 
Baby. Dad stumbles in and gives 
Baby the job of talent coordinator — 
Johnny’s job — for the resort’s stage 
show. Johnny is miffed. Conflict No. 
1, with many more to come.

Dad is suspicious about Johnny’s 
secretive rehearsals. But Baby, 
good sport that she is, persuades 
him to let the dancers continue, 
pleading, “Dad, you’ve got to give 
them a chance!” There are a lot of 
lines like, “Dad, you’ve got to give 
them a chance!” and “All I know is 
you can’t give up!”

After Dad departs. Baby brags 
that she has taken ballet, so Johnny 
sets her up to make a fool of herself 
by insisting she join the dancers. He 
eventually convinces her that her 
only purpose in life is to defy her fa­
ther and dance in the stage show, so 
they sneak around at night to prac­
tice.

Meanwhile, Penny (Constance 
Marie), Johnny’s jealous Latin 
dance partner, fumes, and Baby 
pretends interest in Neil (Charles 
Bratton), the lifeguard her father 
approves of. Mandy Ingber replaces 
the obnoxious sister of the movie as 
Baby’s witless cousin, Robin.

Choreographer Kenny Ortega has 
done a good job with the dancing.

Too bad there isn’t more of it. And 
too bad the writers and director 
Tony Bill did not more effectively 
build the rudimentary suspense that 
fuels the central cliche in the 
premiere — the opening of the big 
show and Baby’s surprise appear­
ance.

By the end of the opener, 
everything seems to be tied up (]|uite 
nicely, but this is weekly television 
where concepts must be run into the 
ground.

Will Dad come to terms with 
Baby’s new-found independence? 
Will Baby and Johnny get it on be­
fore Penny gets Baby?

Just dance.

As the years go by, we like to 
dwell increasingly on some of our 
favorite moments of bygone days. 
This hand, from a rubber bridge 
game at the Golden Gate Bridge 
Club in San Francisco some 20 years 
ago, still brings a smile. Your job is 
to decide which trick declarer lost 
while fulfilling his slam, and when 
he lost it.

We really can’t fault the bidding. 
We were taught at our mother’s 
knee never to put a solid eight-card 
suit down in dummy—with that 
type of hand, we declare. In this 
instance, six hearts might be a better 
contract but, as the cards lie, a club 
lead would have proved fatal.

Move to the top of the class if you 
decided that declarer lost a club 
trick, and that he lost it at the very 
first trick! The declarer was Bob 
Bruno, now living in New York 
City. He saw that there was no le­

gitimate way to make his contract, 
since the opening lead was about to 
remove his only entry while the 
heart suit was blocked. So he made 
the beautiful deceptive play of al­
lowing the king of clubs to win the 
first trick.

When East signalled encourag­
ingly with a high club at trick one. 
West, who did not have the foggiest 
idea about what was going on, inno­
cently led another club. On dum­

my’s ace of clubs declarer jettison^rd 
his ace of hearts. Next came the 
king-queen of hearts, on which de­
clarer discarded his two spade 1«- 
ers. Now, it was a simple m atter|o 
draw trumps and claim the rest |>f 
the tricks.
