Over the longer-term, however, I
am not so certain. I know that so
long as labor leaders maintain their
present attitude we can have no
permanent prosperity. Even the
prospect that the government may
have to take over the carriers does
not seem to worry railroad labor.
Like other workers, they think a
government job is pretty soft and
secure. This may be true as long as
only a few people work for Uncle
Sam. As, however, the number of
public employees increases, the se-
curity of all public employees de-
creases. As more and more employ-
ers go out of business, less money
can be collected from taxes to pay
government salaries.

No Prosperity ‘Without Teamwork

Yet, the government is helping
labor leaders antagonize employers.
Through relief, the government is
supporting labor leaders in their or-
ganizing and striking efforts; while
through the NRLB's radical decis-
lons, the government is helping to
widen the rift between employer and
worker. Today, management and
labor are pulling in opposite direc-
tions. This situation cannot last|
forever. We can never have real|
prosperity until they again pull to-
gether. This is the gospel that
should be shouted from every band-
stand and soap-box on Labor Day!

Commission On Schools

Reflector Bureau. |
Raleigh, Sep* | —Members of the |
Governor’s school commission study- |
ing school needs for the state, find
50 much interest in their survey and |
the program based upon it that an-
other eastern meeting after the|
Asheville session a week hence
probably will be necessary.

Divesting the public of many un-
derstandings may be the first step.
The sittings of the commission are
concerned principally with an ad-!
ditional year and an extended term.
In its present mood the commission
has a strong leaning toward 12 years
of eight months each, meking the
school life 96 months instead of 88
as at present.

Financing such a term of course,
comes first in importance and the
research work done is having con-
siderable influence upon the belief
that the twelve years will cost little
more than the eleven. The present
estimate on that additional vear is |
$750000, but as the hearings con-
tinue there is much to persuade the
members that the cost will not be |
50 great. The reason for that belief
is that a reorganized curriculum and
school life would promote gradua-
tion, would eliminate greatly the re-
tardations and with them the nec-
essity for any teachers and the con-
sequent transportation of pupils. If
that can be done the twelfth grade
cost will be small, the commission
thinks.

There is a wide misunderstanding
about the way that grade will be
added. The general impression has
been that the state’s standard edu-
catlonal structure is 11 stories high
and that the purpose of the com-
mission is the recommendation that
a 12th story be piled on the eleventh.
The work is not so simple. The whole
school life is to be reorganized to
make it harmonize more with the
life of the state. Incidentally, much
better preparation for cbllege will
jresult. but the primary purpose in
| this commission’s work is not prep-
|aration for college but rather for
| life, as only a small portion of the
high school graduates ever reach

|

college,
There .will of course be better
preparation for college, but the 12th |

It
Is to be built into the student’s life,
In some of the audiences listening

to the commission's conferences
there have been persons ‘who were
suspicious that the schools mean to
do a lot of college work und that

these institutions are putting off

some of their courses on the pri-
maty 'schools. No member of the
commission appears to have the
slightest impulse in that direction.

Likewise, the 12th year would not
affect college standards. The com-
mission is seeking the re-formation
of school courses so that the life of
the student will begin earlier to ar-
ticulate with the world on the out-
side of the schools. It isn't an easy
job and it is going to take a great
deal of time, the members say.

Of time they have had little. Gov-
ernor Hoey appointed the commis-
sion only a few weeks ago and it
held its first sitting just a week or
so ago. Its second was in Greens-
boro Wednesday of this week and its
third will be in Asheville Friday
night of next week. The findings of
this commission will be transmitted
to the legislature after Governor
Hoey has had the report. And the
1939 body will have to order the
state’s going.
