Germany, for instance, must have
the decisive word to say on the out-
put of the great Skoda Munitions
works at Pilsen and the destination
of this output, the source said.

The question of union of the Sud-
eten area with Germany, this in-
formant said, is not even regarded
as an issue by Hitler.

It was said to have been Hit-
ler's starting point in discussions,
with all other questions, such as'
procedure under which the change
could be effected without war, grow=-.
ing out of it. .

Chamberlain, it was said, appar~
ently came prepared @ to concede
some form of “anschluss.”

Whether Britain and France wera
prepared to support Hitler's virtual
demand for a German protestoraté
over Czechoslovakia was believed to
have been the question which prom=-
pted Chamberlain’s sudden return
to London.

Business Increase
