Raleigh. Nov. .;—Their worm
catching days will be over, but
North Carolina turkeys are going
to be ¢arly birds on the Thanks-
giving market this year, according
to A. B. Harless, senior marketing
specialist of the state Department
of Agriculture. ;

An earlier markrting season than
usual is plann:d in many sections
and already many of the early-lmt-
ched birds have been sold, he said.

To the producer the seascn should
be as favorable as in 1937, he nre-
dicted. The turkey crop will be about
3.7 per cent larger than last year
and the birds are expected to he
heavier than then, ¢ue to abundant
supplies of fesd. This condition
shouis be offset, however, by the
smaller carrvover of turkeys in cold
storage, increased consumer incomes
and the carlier markeling season,
Harless said

A year ago market prices moved
up quite sharply around Thanks-
glving, but just prior to the holi-
day prices took a down-turn as the
markets became glutted with an
excessive supply rushed in an effort
by producers to sell while prices
were still firm

This year wholesale turkey deal-
ers hope to hold prices more in ;mci
through more ordirly macketing, |
so that top heavy suppiies of heavy |
weights will not predominate and |
a premium have to be set up for
the lighter weights.

An early survey among members |
of the turkey trade reveals that|
guesses as to the retail range of |
dressed turkevs for Thanksgiving
range up to the 30 cent vicinity, |

One of the tasks the deparument
undertook when it began controll-
ing wheat production ‘was lo mar-
ket the gurplus abroad. This year
the exportable surplus was esti-
mated at 100000000 bushels, or
roughly one-tenth of the supply.

In normal years 'this amount
would have slid into the world
masket without ‘much sdo, but a
half dogen wheat exporting eoun-
tris have surpluses this Yyear
while the usual heavy ‘buyers In
Burope are byying more bombs
and less wheat.

‘Had To Matéh Subsides

Other wheat oountries, includ-
ing Canada, ‘began gubsidizing the
export of .some - of Hs ‘wheat and
the deparimént of agriculture had
to follow suit if it expected 10 move
the 100,000,000 -bushels.

(Bpecial mote: Secretary ‘Wal-
lace’s propesed “two-price system
by whith subsidy payments would
be msed to make prices Jower for
poor Americans instead of poor
foreigners, doesn’t apply so well to
wheat.

The
surplus, sold abroad even at a low-
er price, might ‘brisg the total in-
come up to a level comparable with
other industry.
