The department conducts a per­
petual warfare against the lewd and 
lascivious literature which dribbles 
Into the mail. I t  recently banned 
from the maU a  whole issue of a  
magazine whteh contained remin­
iscences of a west coast harlot.

Nevertheless the trade in obscene 
literature and pictures is a thriv­
ing one and a t times boldly adver­
tises its wares in magazines. T hat 
puts the postofflce department on 
guard on another front. Many of 
these advertisements are written to 
lead the prospect into believing th a t 
If he will send In 25 cents or a dol­
lar he will receive a book of lasciv­
ious stories and pictures.

Moving into the  new State Office 
building.

Tobacco Outlook For *39 
I& Considered Favorable

A recent release by the U S. De­
partm ent of Agriculture’s Bureau 
c f Agrcultural Economics declares 
the outlook for United States to­
bacco as a whole In 1939 is ra ther 
favorable.

A summary of the statem ent fol- 
loiks, in part;

"Production In 1938 and prospec­
tive stocks in 1939 for most types 
are fairly well In line with an ti­
cipated disappearance. Burley pro­
duction In the past two years how­
ever, has been materially above dis­
appearance, and stocks on October 
1, 1938, are expected to be large.

"Total domestic utilization of to­
bacco during the next year or more 
is expected to expand moderately-

Increases )>robably will be confined 
to cigarette and cigar type. Exports 
from tlic 1938 crops likely will bo 
somewhat below those from the 1937 
production. Total .stoclcs of tobaccos 
a.s a  whole probably will b'- larger 
a t the beginning of th e  next season 
due mainly to the substantial in­
crease in the carry-over of burlet, 
Slight Increases In stocks appow’ 
probaole for flue-cured, tlark air- 
cured, and Maryland, while stocks 
of fire-cured and cigar tj-pes are ex­
pected to decline.

"Exports of flue-cured, which 
accounts for about 75 per cent of 
total exports of all tobaccos, in the 
12 months July 1, 1937 to June 30, 
It 38. totaled about 362,000,000 
fXiunds export weight or 19 percent 
more than in the preceding year. 
Exports to the United iüngdoip. the 
principal market, were nearly 40 
per cent larger than in 1936-37. 
British consumption of cigarettes 
medc from flue-cured tobaCco has 
increased during the past few-jTars. 
bid. the upward trend apparently 
)ias been lialted, a t least temporar­
ily. by the declitte in general busl- 
ne.ss activity in Britain. Eixports 
of United States leaf to England 
this la.st sea.son were conslderabiy 
irreater tlian manufacturers’ re­
quirements and by July 1, 1938, 
I locks had been built up to about 
a normal level with reference to 
current rates of consumption. In 
contrast to tlie extremely low level 
of .stocks which prevailed on July 
1, 1937. Stocks of Empire flue-cur­
ed leaf are much above normal and 
a further increase in the proportlmi 
“̂ f total Brltisli consumption repre­
sented by non-American leaf ap­
pears prcbable. In China and Japan 
consumption and trade in cigar­
ettes and flue-cured tobacco con­
tinue to be curtailed by hostilities.

“Ih-oduetion of flue-cured tobac­
co in principal reporting foreign 
countries in 1937-38 was larger than 
in the preceding season and about 
three times as great as in 1930-31. 
Tills upward trend pixibably will 
continue in most countries. Total 
foreign production in 1938, however, 
i.s exported to be materially below 
1937. due to the .sharp decrease in 
the 1938 crop in CTWna, by far the 
most im portant foreign producing 
country.

"Total production of ail type.s of 
tobacco in 1938 is estimated at 1,- 
484,690.000 pounds or about 4 per­
cent less than the 1937 crop. The 
decrea.se as compared with last sea-

"The outlook for exports of dark 
t.vpt^ of tobacco continues to be 
unfavorable due to a decrease In to­
tal coasumptlon of these types and 
the operation of trade barriers. 
There Is no immediate prospect of 
increased exports of burley and 
MatTlaiul tobaccos.
