Mixed Results in Tuesday's Primaries

Rhode Island Democrats 
have thrown additional question 
marks into the Democratic 
race for president by giving 
Jerry Brown what he says is a 
victory that m akes him the pre­
eminent challenger to front-run­
ner Jim m y Carter.

On a primary day in which 
the voters continued to send out 
mixed signals and five of the 
six major candidates involved 
claim ed som e sort of victory, 
the most noted result was in

Rhode Island.
There a sm all turnout of vot­

ers gave an uncommitted slate 
32 per cent of the vote to 30 per 
cent for Carter, the former 
Georgia governor, and 28 per 
cent for Idaho Sen. Frank 
Church.

Brown, the California gover­
nor, had urged voters to vote 
uncommitted, and when they 
did, he said they were really 
voting for him.

In other results from Tues­
day’s prim aries, Ronald. Rea­
gan defeated President Ford in

Republican voting in Montana 
and South Dakota but Ford 
gained a 2-1 victory in Rhode 
Island and swept all 19 dele­
gates there. That gave the 
President a 28-11 edge in dele­
gates for the day, although 
Montana has still to select its 
slate of 20 at a convention.

Carter, meanwhile, was win­
ning in South Dakota with a 41- 
34 per cent edge over Arizona 
Rep. Morris K. Udall, who had 
hoped to win his first primary 
and instead finished second for 
the eighth,^Hfi!eS^nd Church

captured Montana easily with 
over 60 per cent of the vote to 
24 per cent for Carter.

So going into next Tuesday’s 
p rim aries in C alifornia, New  
Jersey and Ohio, which will se ­
lect 540 Democratic delegates 
and 331 on the^Republican side, 
this is the way they stand: 

Republicans, with 1,130 dele­
g a te  votes needed for n om i­
nation: Ford 805, Reagan 654, 
uncommitted 144.

D em ocrats, with 1,505 
n eeded: Carter 903, Udall 308.5, 
with an uncommitted bloc of

415.5 Brown, who got no offi­
cial delegates on Tuesday, is 
far down the list with 18, a l­
though he should improve that 
standing next week in his home 
slate of California where there 
are 280 at stake.

On the whole. Carter said, it 
wasn’t a bad day.

” We are very p l e a ^  about 
South Dakota," he 
really believe that the so-called 
slop Carter movement has 
much less significance than it 
did a week or so ago. I believe  
there’s a growing feeling that

an effort to stop anybody - at 
ihis late date is d ivisive”

Udall, who has been saying 
regularly that the nomination is 
still open, seem ed this time to 
agree with Carter. Udall said 
that if the former Georgia gov 
ernor wins a solid victory in 
Ohio, it “will make it very un­
likely that anyone is going to 
stop him. . . I may well be all 
over.”

Church, however, said his 
candidacy is still very much 
alive and said he was satisfied 
with Rhode Island. He said he

didn’t consider the results there 
a victory for Brown because it 
isn’t clear who the uncom 
mitleds represent.

On the Republican side, both 
Ford and Reagan claim ed the 
day as a victory.

Ford cam paign m anager Ro­
gers C.B. Morton said the P res­
ident had done better than ex ­
pected in South Dakota and 
Rhode Island.

The Ford forces were par­
ticularly happy about their 
delegate sweep in Rhode 
Island, accomplished under a

com p licated  form ula by w in ­
ning the vote statewide and in 
congressional districts and 
holding Reagan under the 33.3 
per cent figure he needed state 
wide to win any delegates.

Ford him.self called campaign 
workers in Rhode Island and, 
noting it had rained there dur 
ing the day, said: “The sun 
shone in the right spots on the* 
ballot boxes "

But Reagan, in California, 
said he had never expected to 
win in Rhode Island'and was

CB INTERFERENCE
CB radios blare into my home and I can ’t watch 

a tv program for the sound or color going off. I 
called the police department and they said to 
contact the FCC in Norfolk, but I don’t know the 
address. Mrs. J. T.

Hotline has received a number of calls similar 
to yours just recently. Ed Wadiak, assistant 
engineer in charge at the FCC office in Norfolk, said 
that interference on televisions, radios, and stereos 
in home near CB transmitters can be caused by 
problems with the transmitter or problems with the 
tv, radio, or stereo. It’s possible, he said, to put a 
filtering device on the CB transmitter to prevent 
“spurious and harmonic radiation’’ and also to put a 
high pass filter on the home entertainment ap­
pliances to ‘Yeduce the level of the CB signal being 
received .’’ The CB device is likely to cost in the 
neighborhood of $15 to $20, h^ said. The addition to 
the tv or other home appliance would cost about 
$5.50, not counting installation, he said. Persons 
who know they have a problem, but do not know 
whether the fault lies with the transmitter or the 
receiver m ay describe exactly what’s happening 
and send it to the FCC, 870 N. Military Highway, 
Norfolk, Va. 23503 Wardiak said. The problem will 
be analyzed and an answer sent. A stam ped self- 
addressed envelope may speed up the reply, 
Wardiak said.

E lem en tary  School w as 
discussed at a special call 
meeting of the Greenville Board 
of Education Monday night.

Board m em bers approved a 
low bid of $81,700 submitted by 
the East Coast Construction 
Company of Jacksonville for 
basic grading work and for one 
alternate, that of seeding and 
fertilizing the school ground. 
The base bid for draining cam e 
to $67,000; and the seeding and 
fertilizer bid w as $14,700, for the 
$81,700. total.

Two other bids were received  
— from Barrus Construction 
Company for a total of $98,835; 
and Frank G ., Vaughn at 
$89,138.50. Two firms contacted 
did not submit bids.

The accepted bid runs $1,740 
above the cost figure of $79,960 
projected in the initial estim ate. 
Two alternates were dropped 
from the original bid proposal in 
order to get a bid for the base 
work and the one alternate 
considered moSf essential within 
or near the original $79,960

estim ate  
The dropped alternates were 

for adding mulch to the ground; 
and adding a drain line and five 
catch basins in the area en­
closing the athletic field portion 
of the school grounds. ’ 

Board approval'of the low bid 
follow ed  a presentation  by 
George Shoe of Dudley and 
Shoe, Architects, architects for 
the new school.

Shoe pointed out that since the 
athletic field is designed for 
eventual use as a major sports 
area, it is not essential at Ihis 
time that the field be drained in 
the sam e manner as it will need 
to be at the time it may be pul 
into full athletic use. He also

drainage includes “intact” the 
orig in a l design  for basic  
drainage from the roof and the 
ground adjacent to the building 
site.

(AP) — Twenty-four demon­
strators h ave  been arrested in 
Scotland Neck in the second 
consecutive night of mass ar­
rests of picketers protesting the 
court’s  handling of a local 
murder case  

Twenty-one adults and three 
juveniles were arrested Tues­
day night as they demonstrated 
against the granting of $75,000 
bond to Sandra Dupree.

He told them the 
rock-throwing incidents which 
occurred during Monday night’s 
demonstrations had hurt their 
cause.

Demonstrations of both 
blacks and whites have been 
common in Scotland Neck since 
Mrs Dupree, 34, was released 
on bond. Blacks contend she re­
ceived preferential treatment 
because she is white. Whites 
have supported her efforts to 
be freed on bond.

Suspect Slain 
After Robbery

EDENTON, N.C (AP) — An 
unidentified man was found 
shot to death and a police offi­
cer was wounded Tuesday after 
o ff ic e s  confronted two men be- 
lievecf to have held up a bank.

“ They in tercep ted  them  
about a block or two from the 
bank." Police Chief J.D Par 
rish said today. “One subject 
ran The second subject — the 
deceased — started firing at 
the patrol car”

Parrish said Corporal Wil­
liam Spruill was wounded in 
the leg in a burst of close-range 
gunfire that shattered front and 
side windows of the patrol car.

As other officers arrived, the 
gunman raced into a nearby 
backyard covered with tall 
g ra ss ,« where he was found 
dead minutes later, the chief 
.said.

Parrish said .investigators b e­
lieve the gunman may have 
killed* himself 

“If they (the officers) had hit 
him, he would have been lying 
on the street,” he said “ He ran 
about half block into a yard 
with high grass. Three shots 
were heard The officers never

fired into that area”
Parrish said the dead man 

could not be identified im m e­
diately.

“^We haven’t identified him 
ourselves yet," he said. "1 feel 
like if he was a local man some 
of the officers could identify 
him”

The second man sought in the 
robbery of a drive-in branch of 
the People’s Bank and Trust 
Co. remained at large, Parrish 
said A Highway Patrol Heli­
copter joined the search for a 
few hours Tuesday night but 
the man eluded the dragnet.

The wounded officer, who 
was the first to answer the 
bank alarm and spot the two 
men, was reported in fair con­
dition in the Chowan Hospital.

Parrish said the stolen mon­
ey, which was abandoned dur­
ing the shootout, was recov­
ered

A man was taken into custo­
dy shortly after the shooting 
and held for questioning. How­
ever, Parrish said officers de­
termined the man was not in­
volved in the robbery and re­
leased him

Syrian Troops Move 
To Strengthen Hold

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) -  
Syrian troops and tanks took 
over the harbor a t Sidon, 25 
miles south of Beirut, today 
and occupied the neighboring 
A m erican  oil re f in e ry , le ftis t 
Lebanese sources reported.

Observers said  the Syrian 
command was safeguarding its 
oil supplies before sending 
troops to Beirut to force an end 
to the 14-month-old civil war in 
which an  e s tim a te d  26,000 
Lebanese and Palestinians have 
been killed.

Syria has been getting much 
of its m ilitary fuel from the Si­
don refinery, which is operated 
by the M editerranean Refining 
Co. (M edreco), since Iraq 
stopped pumping oil through 
pipelines across Syria two 
months ago.

'Martha Mitchell was once the darling of the 
Nixon administration in Washington, but this week 
she died in virtual obscurity.

The estranged wife of the former attorney 
general, John Mitchell, developed a form of bone 
cancer which ended her life at 57years old.

At one time she was a stauncH^efender of 
President Nixon’s administration and wouldn’t 
hesitate to make a phone call to friendly reporters 
to tell them, so. They were the glory days in the 
Washington fantasyland of high government of­
ficial-dom.

But then the tentacles of Watergate began to 
wrap themselves around the Nixon administration.

Martha Mitchell sensed that things were amiss, but 
it appeared that she didn’t quite know what.

Gradually friends and then her husband were 
brought down by the mess and her staunch defense 
of the Nixon administration turned to dark 
allegations. Eventually, of course, Nixon, too, fell. 
By then Martha Mitchell’s marriage was in 
shambles and she was pushed to the sidelines in the 
eternal struggle for national attention that goes on 
in Washington.

Martha Mitchell went to the top in Washington 
affairs with her husband and the Nixon ad­
ministration . It was a rough tumble back down, and 
her life came to a sad ending this week.

RALEIGH—An experi­
mental camp for troubled 
children has folded amidst 
money troubles and a d ­
ministrative bickering, but 

■ the leaders believe the stage 
has been set for future suc­
cesses.

Some public attention has 
been drawn to the failure of 
the enterprise, both through 
cancellation of funding by the 
North Carolina Department 
of Human Resources and by 
charges of the property 
owner that his buildings were 
left in a shambles.

“ But we demonstrated that 
such an alternative method 

^ can produce successes; and 
we proved that when in­
dividual citizens care enough 
to get involved, there can be 
better ways to deal with 
children with social a d ­
justm ent problem s, with 
drug-related  problem s, at 
considerable less expense 
and with more chance for 
success than in standard 
state programs,” The Rev. 
Clifton Daniel says.

New Board
Father Daniel is rector of 

St. Thomas Episcopal Church 
in Ahoskie, and was one of the 
organizers of a board of

directo rs which operated 
Camp Dolphin at Ocean Isle 
Beach. The board of church 
people, state employees, and 
others from com m unities 
across the eastern part of the 
state began operating the 

® camp in February.

It was leased from Richard 
W. Jennings of Greensboro 
for some $50,000, and 
operated on a grant of about 
$200,000 from the N.C. Drug 
Commission through the 
s ta te ’s Mental Health 
Division of the Department of 
H u m a n  R e s o .u r c e s ,  
specifically the Southeastern 
Area Mental Health Board in 
Wilmington.

But Daniel and the new 
directors, including Father 
Jess Gaither representing the 
eastern  diocese of the 
Episcopal Church out of 
Greenville, obviously took 
over at a bad time.

The camp, in two previous 
years, had become a victim 
of bureaucratic wrangling 
and im proper ad ­
ministration. State auditors 
disallowed around $47,000 in 
previous expenditures and 
the new operators recognized 
they “ faced too many 
problem s and decided to 
close it down,” Daniel said.

“We took it over only this 
year and we administered it 
well, but it was closed 
because of what had gone on 
before,” Gaither said.

“ It was axed before we 
«.could get into proving suc­

cess,” he added. But there 
were successes: an average 
of 20 to 25 youngsters spent 
some three to six months at 
the camp working with a staff 
of twelve in such activities as 
learning automotive repairs, 
w o o d w o r k in g ,  b a s i c ’ 

' education leading to high 
school equivalency, water 
sports and general camp 
experiences.

To Cope ^
“The object was to teach 

these troubled children to 
cope in a community which 
was close, supportive, and 
caring. One became a c ­
countable for his own actions 
and agreed to live by certain 
standards as part of his 
commitment.

“Each came voluntarily, 
although many were referred 
by the courts. Primarily, it 
was designed to provide 
alternatives; to keep them 
out of contact with the jails, 
and training schools,” Father 
Daniel said.

In the short period of 
operation, the non-recidivism

rate ran 25 per cent; usual 
guidelines label non­
recidivism of 15 per cent in 
such approaches successful, 
lhe~opérators said.

Time was too short to claim 
true success, however, ex­
cept for that which both 
Daniel and Gaither consider 
the major point: that caring 
individuals can take on the 
responsibility for themselves 
to help those needing it, 
without dem anding more 
bureaucratic responses from 
government.

“The real potential is to 
realize that this is what this 
country is all about. 
Government is me. People 
can take on the responsibility 
for themselves and do a 
better mob at less cost,” 
Daniel said.

“What I see as exciting is 
the fact that I felt myself 
becoming responsible for 
other people. . . .  the job 
doesn't have to be done by a 
bureaucracy, by the state,” " 
Daniel feels.

And the other exciting 
aspect. Father Gaither ad­
ded, is that “ the Church is 
involved . . . plowing new 
ground and offering 
■something of value to the 
people and to the sta te .”

Blue-Collar Showdown

Morris Udall, liberal darling 
of fashionable suburban 
salons, a rrived  here last 
week and immediately drove 
to Klein’s Bar for a payday 
beer-and—chaser with auto 
workers—setting the tone for 
a campaign whose outcome 
could detérm ine the 
Democrtaic party’s fate in 
1976.

Udall, the clear underdog 
against Jimmy Carter in next 
Tuesday’s Ohio primary, is 
perceived well to Carter’s left 
in a state where Democrats 
disdain flam ing liberals. 
N evertheless, cheered by 
beating C arter among 
Michigan blue-collar voters, 
Udall is concentrating here 
on wooing working men, 
p a r t i c u l a r l y  a r o u n d  
Cleveland.

The stakes are enormous. A

Carter win in Ohio would 
neutralize his probable 
California loss and all but 
assure his nomination. A 
Udall upset, however, would 
so fortify suspicions of 
growing voter resistance to 
Carter that a battle to the 
death at Madison Square 
Garden would be guaranteed.

'Pkis poses an irony for a 
partV that has suffered 
grievously from sectarian  
strife. Udall, self-appointed 
guardian of the p a rty ’s 
liberal tradition, can only 

' stop C a rte r’s consensus 
nomination by defeating him 
in white neighborhoods where 
anti-black emotion runs high.

Outwardly, the odds
against Udall seem 
prohibitive. With Ohio^
measurably less liberal than 
Michigan, Carter leads both 
in southern Ohio and in 
conservative areas within the 
Udall-targeted Cleveland
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area  such as west side 
Cleveland and suburbar^ 
Parm a. To com plicate 
matters. Sen. Frank Church 
has scheduled six days in 
Ohio, threatening Udall’s 
liberal suburban base.

But Udall enjoys an asset 
here that he lacked in 
Michigan: help from the 
United Auto Workers (UAW). 
Despite UAW president 
Leonard Woodcock’s en­
dorsem ent of C arter, 
politically potent UAW 
regional director Bill 
Casstevens has put the union 
behind Udall in Cleveland 
(and was at Udall’s side at 
Klein’s Bar).

C arter and Udall both 
started from scratch in Ohio 
last week. Carter’s newly 
arrived manager here is Tim 
Kraft, architect of Carter’s 
triumphs in Iowa and Penn­
sylvania, But a new face for 
Udall arrived in Cleveland 
May 26 as his Ohio manager: 
political consultant Mark 
Shields, who had resisted 
Udall’s year-long pleas for 
help until , personal 
misgivings about Carter 
changed his mind.

Shields, who managed John. 
J. Gilligan’s 1970 election as 
governor of Ohio, im ­
m ed ia te ly  tra n s fe r re d

Udall’s state headquarters 
from Columbus to Cleveland, 
establishing the new em­
phasis. Shields is operating 
au tonom ously , w ithout 
direction from Udall’s 
brother and national cam­
paign m anager, S tew art. 
That frees Ohio from Stew 
Udall’s dogma giving priority 
to precincf organization that 
handcuffed his boro ther’s 
campaigns in New York, 
Wisconsin and other 
primaries.

Consequently, Shields is 
concentrating the $250,000 
Ohio budget (lavish by Udall 
standards) on radio and 
television, especially in the 
Cleveland market reaching 
over 40 per cent of Ohio  ̂
Democrats. One newly filmed 
TV spot com pares the 
Udall and Carter records to 
underscore Udall’s attack on 
Carter as a trimmer not to be 
trusted by working men. .

Besides going after blue- 
collar votes, this attack is 
intended to provoke Carter 
into losing his icy composure.

A c c o rd in g ly , U d a ll 
stra teg ists were delighted 
when Carter opened his Ohio 
campaign with an angry 
indictment of anybody op­
posing his nomination as an

Bright Picture

(Washington Dally News)
Tobacco price supports for this yéar, 1976, will average 13.7 

percent higher than 1975, the government has announced 
To translate the percentage into figures, let us say that in 1975 

the government supported flue-cured tobacco, the type grown 
here in our part of North Carolina, at 93.2 cents per pound. And 
the 13.7 percent raise for 1976 will mean that the flue cured 
tobacco crop will be supported at about $1.06 per pound this 
year.

Now, if we might look at the picture from another side, in 1975 
with a support price of 93.2 cents per pound here on the 
Washington Tobacco Market the season’s average was $100.30 
per 100 pounds. ^ ♦

Now if the market average goes up correspondingly in 1976, 
then here on the Washington Tobacco Market we might think in 
terms of an average of about $114.04 per 100 pounds.

The average for 1976 automatically increases under a legal 
formula tied to advancing farm production costs. The U.S. 
Agriculture Department makes the announcements of price 
supports.

Of course tobacco farm ers will be pleased to know of the in­
creased price supports. That is only natural, and yet we doubt 
very seriously that the increase in support price is sufficient to 
offset the increase in the costs of producing the tobacco crop. We 
hope it will be sufficient, and we are pleased that we have this 
increase to look forward to.

All this is being done in the face of very serious attempts in 
congress to tax tobacco to death, to ban its sale, and to abolish 
altogether all price supports.

Ironically, some of the very members of congress who are 
most vocal in their denunciation of tobacco are the most yocal 
alSo in their calls for lessening the penalty for marijuana and for 
hard drug violations. As we have said before, it would appear 
that some folks want to outlaw tobacco and legalize marijuana.

Here in our own area our annual tobacco crop plays a big part 
in our overall economy. The Washington Tobacco Market plays 
a bigger part each year than a lot of people realize 

Right now we are encouraged by the tobacco picture for 1976. 
And that measure of encouragement comes despite the serious 
political efforts to stifle the tobacco program altogether.

Questions About The Economy

NEW YORK (AP) -  After 
a three-day holiday with 
fajliily, any issue-oriented 
American is certainly happy 
to be back with the routine 
h ead ach es, q u es tio n s , 
frustrations, mysteries and 
madness of everyday life 

Worry-free days leave an 
indolence, an inertia that is 
incom patible with the 
modern style, and therefore 
must be routed abruptly if 
things are to Return safely to 
normalcy.

Here, then, are some ques­
tions designed to begin both­
ering immediately, but with 
the staying power to continue 
disturbing right through the 
summer 

—Why can we not, in view 
of our alleged enlightenment, 
do something about that 
onerous up^down cycle of the 
economy?

With all m t knowledge of 
%

economics — it is difficult to 
describe the amount of re­
search and analysis being 
done— we are still victims of 
the cycle. Our only sure in­
flation antidote, shockingly, 
is to throw people out of work.

All those studies that are 
conducted in universities, 
g o v e r n m e n t ,  u n i o n  
headquarters, corporations 
and elsewhere, when added 
up or distilled, amount to an 
argument ráther than an an­
swer.

Our response to an 
economy that threatens to go 
wild is not to tame it, as we 
would an animal, but to club 
it into senselessness. There 
seems to be no in-between

We are now faced with an 
economy that is threatening 
to exhibit some undisciplined 
behavior. Will we try to deal 
delicately with the separate 
symptoms? Or will be once-* 
again bludgeon the whole 
economy into reoeaston?

—Why can’t we come up 
with a useable definition of 
unemployment?

With all our sta tis tica l 
astuteness, we still cannot 
agree on who is unemployed, 
and the consequences are 
both painful and ridiculous.

For example, we do not 
count the w orst of the 
unemployed as unemployed. 
These are the so-called 
discouraged workers, a 
million or so of them at the' 
worst of the recession, \vho 
have given up loid^ing for 
work because, they feel, 
there is almost no possibility 
of obtaining it

This m agnificent con­
ceptual deceit serves to keep 
the jobless rate lower than it 
should be in recession, and it 
distorts the picture again 
during the recovery.

As the economy recovers, 
what do you think happens to 
those people who were not

even counted as part of the 
labor forcd? They resurrect 
themselves; they become 
job-seekers. And as such they 
n ^ t  be counted.

aince these also are the 
very last people to obtain 
jobs, often waiting many 
months before their ap­
plications are acted upoa 
they add to the jobless ratq. 
This phenomenon is occuring 
right now.

—What are we going to do 
about that big burst in car 
sales, especially in larger- 
size cars, when we still have 
to buy imported oil, When we 
still haven't resolved the 
problem of potential shor­
tages?

This year could become the 
second best can  truck sales 
year in history, with 10.5 mil­
lion cars and more than3 mil­
lion trucks sold. But weren’t 
we supposed to be trying to 
cut down on our usage 
energy?

enemy of change and reform.
Carter’s vulnerability and

The domes house exhibits ny 
16 federal agencies, 10 U.S 
industrial firrfis and several 
colleges and universities which 
give visitors a glimpse into 
what the future holds for 
America.

“ It is not a fantasyland.” 
says Miles Ross, deputy direc­
tor of the Kennedy Space 

, Center and general manager of 
ithe exposition.

“ It is a very practical look at 
what life is going to be like 
tomorrow, as opposed to a 
Buck Rogers' ‘Here’s what it 
could be like’.”

And, Ross is quick to point 
out, the exposition “ is not a 
dull science display — it is an 
alive, exciting place to be.

“ We want people to have a 
good time.”  '

The exposition runs May 30- 
Sept. 7 and Ross says an 
estimated 800,000 to 1.2 million 
visitors are expecled.

Visitors can enter firing 
rooms in the Launch Control 
Center, a building adjacent to 
the VAB, for a multimedia 
report on present and future 
NASA projects and a simulated 
Apollo-Saturn 5 launch.

Exhibits in the VAB, portions 
of which are even now being 
readied for the Space Shuttle 
program, include a “ Spaceport 
of Fun,”  where visitors can 
fiddle with space hardware and 
hop behind the controls of a 
lunar rover.

“ It ’s a real ‘hands-on’ ex­

perience,” says Ross. “ This is 
the first time we’ve been able 
to make the inside of the VAB 
open to the public.”

Although the exposition was 
announced lasUAugust, it was 
early this year before NASA 
officials could get to work on it, 
with a $3 million grant 
requested hy President Ford 
from the Departmpnl of Com 
merce’s Economic Develop­
ment Administration.

NASA put up an advance of 
$5()0,0(X) and concession services 
added another advance of 
$8{H),000.

“ Some of the professional 
people who do this sort of thing 
tor a living told us we’d never 
make it,”  Ross said "We were 
told there was not enough time 
and not enough money.”

But. he .said, NASA and its 
contractors are used to working 
on schedule and with a budget.

It took some of the same 
people and tight scheduling that

made the Apollo program a 
success to get the job done. 
Ross said. NASA also got 
helpful advice from officials at 
Walt Disney World.

An intricate master schedule, 
detailing week-by-week goals 
tor each exhibit, was drawn up 
and followed A breakdown 
schedule plotted (he day-by-day 
action needed to complete the 
exposition. ‘

"We did just what we do for 
a launch,”  Kqss said.

Group Says 
It Bombed

FRANKFURT, West Germa­
ny (AP) — A group calling it­
self “Revolutionary Cell - Bri­
gade Ulrike Meinhof” claimed 
responsibility today for bomb­
ings that injured 16 persons at 
a U.S. Army headquarters.

And the destruction of two 
trucks by arsonists at a U.S. 
Air Force base near here this 
morning prompted the Air 
Force to join the Army in tight­
ening security at all West Ger­
man bases.

In a letter addressed to The 
Associated Press and mailed in 
Frankfurt, the group said “the 
Revolutionary Cell laid bombs 
in the headquarters of the U.S.- 
imperialist occupation army, 
the European nerve center of 
NATO and all U.S. secret serv­
ices, and in their officers club.”

The bombs went off Tuesday 
at the U.S. Army’s V Corps 
headquarters here. One had 
been placed in a lobby of the 
officer’s club and another in an 
area of shops for military de­
pendents.

West German authorities said 
they were holding three sus­
pects in the attack.

struction that the approved 
bidder will be premitted use only 
of an area extending 100 feet 
from the building site This is 
being done to protect the con­
tracted seeded and fertilized 
area (which begins at the point 
100 feet from the building site) 
from being trampled and 
damaged Shoe said in the event 
of damage beyond the 100-foot 
point, the contracting firm 
would be penalized.

Supt. Glenn Cox remarked 
that a "groundbreaking date;; 
would be set soon, now that the 
initial bid for work at the site 
has been let.

Cox, saying that the report he 
had for board members on Third 
Street School is “ a brief review 
of the possible alternatives that 
might exist for the future of 
Third Street,” gave a resume of 
two reports.

The reports are from the firm 
of Hayes-Howell and Associates, 
Architects of Southern Pines; 
and W. H. Gardner, Jr. and 
Associates, a consulting 
engineers frim of Durham Both 
reports are based on visits made 
Monday, May 24 to the site by 
representatives of the two firms.

W. Calvin Howell’s report on 
the interior and exterior in­
cluded recommendations for 
repairs to floors, patching and in 
some areas replacing plaster 
walls; and nailing, or removing 
fiberboard lile ceilings. One 
comment is “ a new acoustical

areas and gypsum board 
ceilings in toilets, etc.” 

Howell’s findings and 
recommendations for the ex­
terior structure of Third Street 
School included: Walls — some 
water leakage has occurred 
through the masonry. This could 
be corrected by waterproofing 
the brick; Windows — Should be 
repaired or replaced; Roof — of 
tile shingle and generally in 
satisfacto ry condition. 
Replacement of built-in gut­
tering and wood fascia and trim 
was also recommended.

General notes by Howell in­
cluded bringing the building up 
to meet current standards of the 
Life Safety Codes and Han­
dicapped Codes for Existing 
Buildings; and renovating and 
partitioning toilets.

In his conclusions, Howell 
noted: "We feel the building can 
be made safe by replacing 
damaged floors and by making 
other necessary changes; and — 
the building should be repaired, 
painted, etc. . .to maintain the 
life of the building.

In suggesting three options, 
Howell added . . .  "we wish to 
point out these are based on the 
fact that this campus will con­
tinue to be used and that funds 
are not avialable for new con­
struction.*’ ■

Renovate by phases to allow 
students to return next Sep­
tember: (2) Hold students out of 
this building next year. Use this

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Blyleven Gets 
Ticket To Texas

BLOOMINGTON, Minn. (AP) 
— Bert Blyleven, a young man 
with an ambitious future, is a 
man on the spot.

Blyleven was the key player 
in a six-man trade Tuesday 
night that sent the talented 
pitcher and infielder Danny 
Thompson to the Texas 
Rangers.

“ 1 know everyone will be ex­
pecting a lot of me," said 
Blyleven, who was playing out 
his option at Minnesota. “My 
goal is to be consistent like I 
think I have been with the 
Twins the last six years.” 

Minnesota received infielders 
Roy Smalley and Mike Cub- 
bage, veteran pitcher Bill Sing-~ 
er and minor league pitching 
prospect Jim Gideon in the 
trade.

“ I think without any question, 
Blyleven will pitch the way he’s 
capable of a t Texas," said 
Twins Manager Gene Mauch. 
“ His record is impressive and 
now his mind is clear having 
all his monetary problems be­
hind him.”

The 25-year-old Blyleven will 
become the Rangers highest 
paid player, having agreed to a 
three-year contract calling for 
$550,000 in salary and deferred 
payments.

“The last two years or so 
have really been tough,” said 
Blyleven, who had a 99-90 
record sinde joining Minnesota 
in June 1970 at the age of 19. 
He was 4-5 at the time of the 
trade.

“ I expect to be in Texas a

long time and hope to win more 
than 100 games there," contin­
ued Blyleven. “1 feel good and 
think 1 can help them win. 
They’ve got a good club.”

Thompson, who also joined 
the "Twins in 1970, was elated 
with the trade. The veteran in­
fielder, who was also unsigned, 
agreed to contract term s with 
the Rangers and will receive a 
salary of $38,000 from Texas — 
about $11,000 more than he was 
offered by the Twins.

Thompson has a lifetime av­
erage of .252 and was hitting 
.234 this season and enjoying 
the best year of his career at 
shortstop.

While Minnesota players ac­
cepted news of the trade skepti­
cally, Mauch and Twins owner 
Calvin GriHith liked the deal.

“ I don’t think Twins- fans will 
really know just how good a 
deal we really made until some 
time has elapsed,” said Mauch. 
“ It’s the kind of a deal you’ll 
have to evaluate as time goes 
by.”

Mauch plans immediately to 
install Smalley at shortstop and 
Cubbage at third. Singer will 
jdb  the starting rotation and 
Gideon is being reassigned 
from Sacramento to the Twins’ 
AAA farm cliib at Tacoma in 
the Pacific Coast League.

Several Twins players won­
dered aloud why Blyleven was 
sent to a team in the sam e divi­
sion. Minnesota players were 
nearly unanimous in their feel­
ing that he would easily finish 
the year with between 15 and 20 
victories.

Richter Warns Of Creaky Buildings
By JACK V. FOX

PASADENA, Calif, (UPI) -  
Dr. Charles Richter, whose 
name is synonymous with 
earthquakes, has a standard 
reply when people ask him 
when California can expect its 
next big quake.

“ Tomorrow morning,” he 
replies.

Richter is jesting, of course, 
(we hope), but his answer is a 

dramatization of his ardent 
belief that the West Coast must 
be shaken out of its apathy to 
the extent that it tears down 
literally thousands of creaky 
buildings that could be death 
traps.

The Los Angeles area last 
month got a warning from Dr. 
Jam es H. Whitconib, a geo­
physicist at Cal Tech’s seismo- 
logical laboratory, that an 
earthquake as great as the 1971 
quake is likely any time within 
the next 12 months.

Richter, who headed the 
laboratory until his retirement 
in 1970, does not make such a 
precise prediction but he 
defends Whitcomb against those 
who criticize him as an 
alarmist whose warning serves 
only to create anxiety.

“It is true that there is not 
much the average person can

do about preparing for an 
earthquake,” he said in an 
interview in his suburban 
home.

“Nature’s catastrophes are 
unavoidabie in whatever form 
they come. So far as earth­
quakes are concerned, you can 
do things tike removing heavy 
objects from top shelves and 
making sure that the chance of 
fire is reduced to a minimum.”

Richter, now 76, himself lives 
only a mile from a foothill fault 
and he certainly is not 
advocating that people flee en 
masse from the nation’s most 
populous state.

“But what we can do is shake 
government administrators out 
of their complacency,” he said. 
“Studies have shown that in 
past earthquakes 90 per cent of 
the loss of life resulted from 
collapse of structures that any 
engineer could have established 
were unsound — public buil­
dings, old industrial plants, 
tenement rows.”

Richter will go down in 
history as the creator of the 
“Richter scale” — a complicat­
ed measurement of the magni­
tude of a quake at its epicenter 
based on seiSmological readings 
from a number of points at 
widely varied distances.

Richter had been appointed 
head of the seismological 
laboratory in 1927. He knew 
virtually nothing about earth­
quakes, was doing graduate 
work in physics but took the job 
mainly because it enabled him 
to stay in his home area of 
Pasadena.

“In 1932 we were compiling a 
catalogue of earthquakes we 
had recorded and there were so 
many that we decided there 
should be some differentiation 
of their magnitude. It was just 
sort of haphazard that we came 
up with the formula that later 
became the Richter scale.”

"The scale does not go from 
zero to 10 as is often reported. 
It is open-ended, so that the 
theoretical scale of 10 would 
mean infinite disaster on earth. 
The two largest quakes ever 
recorded measured Ü.9.

The first occurred in 1906 off 
the coast of South America and 
the second in 1933 off Japan.

The 1906 magnitude was fixed 
on the basis of readings of 
instruments that were so 
accurate In 1900 that they still 
are being used today.

The year 1906 had the most 
violent earthquakes in modern 
history. It was the time of the 
great San Francisco quake 
which has been estimated to 
register 8.3 on the Richter 
scale. There were two other 
tremendous quakes that same 
year.

The year 1933 also marked 
the devastating earthquake in 
Long Beach which Richter says 
marked the first time that 
government officials were shak­
en into making changes in 
building safety codes.

The 1971 Los Angeles quake 
which was centered in the San 
F'ernando Valley was rated at 
6.4. It was minor compared to 
the last great quake along the 
San Andreas fault in 1857 which 
extended all the way from San 
Luis Obispo to San Bernardino,

a distance of 150 miles.
In the 1971 ‘quake which 

occurred at one minute past 6 
a.m., Richter was awakened 
from his sleep and dashed into 
his living room where he had a 
seismograph.

Was he scared like everybody 
else?

Richter’s reply was that of 
the true scientist.

“I don’t know about every­
body else but I wasn’t scared,” 
he said.

“Within 15 seconds I could 
tell by the movement and the

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Gunshot Broke 
Quiet Of Town

SCOTLAND NECK, N.C. 

(A P ) — Until recently , resi­

dents say. this easte rn  North 

Carolina town of 3,000 had nev­

er known a racia l disturbance 

or even a dem onstration.

On M arch 11 that tranquility 

was shattered by a single gun­

shot. W hispered rum ors of the 

Ku Klux Klan have swept 

through the black com m unity, 

and organized protest dem on­

strations have surged out of 

both white and black neighbor­

hoods

Harry ^ Lee Dickens, a 21- 

year-old black m an, was gun­

ned down in his front y ard  by a 

.22 caliber pistol shot to the 

head as his two older s isters  

watched in horror.

A white w om an, the v^ife of a 

fundam entalist m inister, was 

accused in the shooting. Four 

days later, Dickens died and 

Sandra Dupree, a 34-year-old 

mother of four, was charged 

with first degree m urder. By 

state  law, she faces the gas 

cham ber if convicted.

Mrs. D upree was free on $1,- 

000 bond for four d ays while 

Dickens clung to life. When he 

died, her bond w as ra ised  to 

$10,000 A fter a series of h e ar­

ings, that bond was r e p k e d  

and she was jailed  for three 

weeks until a new bond of $75,- 

000 was set.

The death and the initial low 

bond for M rs. Dupree enraged 

many blacks. Golden F rinks, a 

professional civil rights activist 

who works North Carolina for 

the S outhern  C h ris tia n  L e a d ­

ership Conference, led blacks in 

protest every Sunday, dem an d ­

ing an end to w hat he called 

favored trea tm en t for M rs. 

Dupree. Frinks also organized 

a boycott of white-owned busi­

nesses downtown.

Whites, p rim arily  those who 

are  among the 118 m em b ers of 

the Hope F ree  Will Baptist 

Church where the Rev. H arvey 

Dupree is pastor, rallied  to 

Mrs. D upree’s support. They, 

too, began dem onstrating  on 

Sundays. On several occasions, 

the two groups cam e close to 

encountering each other. So 

far, violence has been avoided.

The conflict has affected 

most of the town, though re s i­

dents say the tensions a re  not 

as  high now a s  they w ere at 

first. Bob Robinson, ed itor of 

the weekly new spaper. The 

Scotland Neck Com m onwealth, 

stopped by a local tavern  

recently and was punched in 

the eye by a m an who said  he 

was tired of reading  about the 

case.

Because of high em otions in 

Halifax County, the July  5 tria l 

date was m oved to Henderson 

about 60 m iles aw ay.

A week before the shooting, 

Mrs. D upree’s eldest son, 

M ark, 14, was in a black neigh­

borhood selling the national 

weekly new spaper “ G rit” a s  a 

fund-raising pro ject of his all 

white Christian school w here 

his father also teaches.

Mark apparently  had a d is­

agreem ent with two younger 

black boys and, he has a d m it­

ted, he pulled a knife. Jesse  Al­

exander, 25, a large  black m an, 

said he saw w hat was h appen­

ing and took the knife from  

Mark.

The next week M ark w as se ll­

ing Grit in the Dickens neigh­

borhood, four blocks from  his 

hom e, when the shooting oc­

curred. ^

G atsy C. Dickens, m other of 

the shooting v ictim , said  she 

doesn’t understand w hat h ap ­

pened or why M rs. D upree w as 

freed on bond.

“ All I know is th a t m y son 

got shot right in the front y ard  

for no reason a t all. Ain’t no­

body done nothing about th a t ,” 

she said.

A short, 346-pound w om an 

who takes m edication for o bes­

ity, Mrs. Dickens said  she and 

som e other blacks have been 

harassed.

“ It seem s to m e that the big­

gest m ajority of w hite peoples 

in this town is holding m e r e ­

sponsible for w h at’s going on. 

And then, they (a re a  b lacks 

who dem onstrated) been g e t­

ting threats from the Ku Klux

Klansm ens and stuff like th a t,” 

she said.

Although some blacks said  in 

interviews that nptes saying 

“ we a re  w a tch in g  y o u ”  and 

signed by the “ KKK” have 

been put on doors and c a rs . P o­

lice Chief William Jo y n er said 

he has received no such com ­

plaints He also said th ere  is no 

known Klan activity in the 

area.

Ju st minutes before the 

shooting, Dickens had gone out­

side to chop some wood, Mrs. 

Dickens said. “ I hear a car 

come squealing on b ra k e s,” she 

said, adding that she then 

heard the girls yelling, “ Don’t 

shoot my brother.”

She went out and saw  that 

her son had been shot and a 

woman was standing th ere , gun 

in hand. “ I was hollering and 

crying asking her, ‘Why did 

you shoot my son? Why did you 

shoot my so n ?’ She never p a rt­

ed her lips to m e.”

Mrs. Dickens said she saw 

the woman drop the pistol into 

her purse as she got into the 

c ar and drove away.

The older sisters have testi­

fied in prelim inary and bond 

hearings that they saw  Mrs. 

Dupree approach Dickens with 

a shiny object in her hand.

A left shoe and glasses identi­

fied as Mrs. D upree’s, and a 

can of tear gas without a top 

were found a t the scene.

Robert Alvin “ Bobby” Bell, 

16, a neighbor of the D uprees, 

said in a statem ent filed with 

the court that Mrs. D upree and 

Mark a rriv ed  home that eve­

ning and “she was scream ing  

that a ‘n igger’ man had tried  to 

kill M ark. She also stated  that 

he (th e  b lack  m a n ) had 

knocked her down three  

tim es.”

Dickens’ sisters have told the 

court that their brother did not 

attack M ark or Mrs. Dupree. 

But, M ark has said that before 

the shooting, Dickens knocked 

him down and dem anded $5.

Shortly after the shooting, 

Mrs. Dupree and M ark sw ore 

out assault w arrants against 

Dickens, the police chief said. 

The w arrants were never 

served and a re  m arked, “ d e­

fendant died .”

Mrs. D upree was treated  that 

day a t the local hospital w here 

records say she was “ tense, 

somewhat w ithdraw n...in se­

vere d istress.” Dr. G. V. By­

num also wrote, “ S he...stated 

she had feared for her life 

about one w eek.”

The police chief said Dickens 

was a “ typical boy,” not known 

as a troublem aker., Dickens had 

been home from the A rm y 

about two months before the 

shooting. He had been given an 

undesirable discharge a fte r  

being absent without leave too 

m any tim es, his m other said.

Mrs. D upree has refused in­

terviews with newsmen on a d ­

vice of her attorney, A rthur 

Vann. However, in her first 

talk with a reporter, she told 

The Associated Press that, “ As 

far as I’m concerned this is not 

a racial thing...the color doesn’t 

enter in ...I’m not prejudiced at 

a ll.”

A quiet-spoken woman who 

glow s w hen sp eak in g  of h e r  

family and her church w ork, 

M rs. Dupree said “ it’s been 

to rtu re” since the shooting. One 

of the most difficult parts, she 

said, has been what she calls  

the one-sided reports in the 

media. “ Mr. Vann says w e 

don’t w ant to try this in the 

press, just hang up, forget i t ,” 

she said.

Despite silence from her side 

and an eagerness to talk on the 

p art of the Dickens fam ily and 

black leaders such as F rin k s, 

M rs. D upree said she has r e ­

ceived le tte rs  of support from  

old friends who read of the in­

cident.

“When they heard just the 

one side they w ere just ringing, 

calling, ‘I know you, I know 

you as a person. You cannot 

have possibly conceived to h ave 

done such a thing,’ you know ,” 

she said while standing in front 

of the doorway of her hom e a d ­

jacent to the church.

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Women Voters 
Fight For Rights

The pretty , sandy-haired lady 
from Louisville sm iles gently. 

,b u l the button on her lurtleneck 
sweater reads, “ See you in 
court.”

Dot Ridings, 36, m other of 
I wo young boys, has been to 
court twice in the last two 
years  to join the fight for open 
public records and open public 
meetings in Kentucky.

She is president of one of the 
1,400 local leagues of the 
League of Women Voters, a 56- 
year-old, 136,000-member o r­
ganization born of the women’s 
suffrage movement and the 
19th am endm ent that gave 
women (he vote. Two years  ago 
il adm itted men for the firsl 
lime.

For those who want to look al 
a broad range of issues, who 
want to explore and present 
both sides of envery question, 
who don’t mind the drudgery of 
political study, the League is 
the m ajor organization.

It a t t r a c ts  s e r io u s , m iddle- 
class women whose husbands 
are  professionals or business­
men and who have children and 
nice homes, but feel that isn’t 
enough The League dem ands 
lime, w hich 'lends to elim inate 
the single, working woman.

The League lakes stands only 
when it reaches a consensus, 
one of its prim e characteristics 
II does not back candidates. Il 
pits those candidates against 
each other as in its current 
televised Presidential Forum 
’76.

An active m em ber drags her 
children with her to m eetings, 
sits a ttentive through endless, 
dreary  sessions of local com ­
missions and pores over moun­
tains of budgetary minutes.

Few public officials will deny 
the effect of the League’s dis­
passionate, thorough studies of 
issues ranging from the need 
for a family court in the Virgin 
Islands to national cam paign fi­
nancing.

“The strength is we have the 
time to do things,” Dot Ridings 
explains. “ 1 feel a surrogate 
role because I know there a re  
people, my husband included, 
who feel much the sam e way 
about the need for govern­
mental action by citizens, and 
simply don’t have the tim e to 
do it.

‘“rhey c an ’t be there al fiscal 
court when it m eets every 
Tuesday morning a l 10 o ’clock.
I c an .”

Early  League women often 
encountered the displeasure 
and  d iscom fort of local o ff i­
cials.

That has changed. “ Now they 
tell us w hen m ee tin g s  a r e , ” 
says a Las Vegas League m em ­
ber, “so we don't have to follow 
them around.”

The organization’s inform a­
tion-gathering aspect was what 
first a ttrac ted  Dot Riding to the 
League. She was a reporter for

through the difficult period, she 
said. Her most trying tim e, she 
said, was the three  weeks in 
jail. At one hearing when bond 
was denied, she^ collapsed in 
the cou rtroom  w ailin g ,
“They’re taking m e away from 

my children” as supporters 
held Bibles aloft.

“ I have an inner strength and 
inner peace that pacifies any­
thing...God gives me that 
strength...If God be for us, who 
can be against us,” she said, 
adding that she advised youth 
in the church “ to stand for the 
Lord and serve Him, love Him, 
trust Him with all your heart. 
If He’s for you, if He’s on your 
side, il doesn’t m atte r who is 
against you."

Still limping slightly from a 
polio a ttack  when she was 3, 
Mrs. Dupree said she wants 
little from life. “ I ’ve always 
said give me a roof over my 
head, food on my table and 
family and love and I ’m hap­
p y ”

Mrs. Dupree said her chil­
dren a re  im portant, particu lar­
ly her 8-month-old daughter. 
Her other sons a re  12 and 6 
years old. “They’re  just a won­
derful group of boys. But (his 
precious little girl just pul the 
icing on the cake,” she said.

Mrs. Dickens was also a 
mother of four, three of them 
girls.

the Charlotte, N.C., Observer,

“The best source on this is 
sue was the League of Women 
Voters,” she recalls “They 
produced a document that gave 
me everything I needed”

Mary Updegrove, 48, of Crys­
tal Lake, 111., says. “ I had a 
three-year-old child. I lived in a 
suburban neighborhood. I was a 
college graduate, and I was ex­
trem ely bored with talking 
about various kinds of floor 
wax I saw an article in the pa 
per and said to a neighbor, 
‘L et’s go .’ We went and I was 
hooked.”

Two weeks after the birth of 
her first child, seven years ago, 
Dot Hidings joined the League 
This year she missed her hus-' 
band’s swearing in to the bar 
before the Kentucky Suprem e 
Court because she was attend 
mg the League’s national con­
vention in New York 

“ I think I would be a worse 
mother if I d idn’t have som e­
thing like this that I ’m really 
interested in ,” she says “ It 
keeps you alive. I think I would 
be much m ore of a shrew if I 
were a stay-at-hom e”

Laura Watson, 44, of Mesa, 
Ariz., says her daughter has of­
ten wished that her m other had 
a regular job with regular 
hours because League work is 
never done Still, she says, her 
teen-agers and her husband are  
proud of her. “ I feel that ra is ­
ing my children is the most im ­
portant thing that 1 do. If 1 can 
provide the world with two 
good citizens I have done an 
outstandingly good job .”

As a League president Dot 
Ridings puts in some 20 hours a 
week in the League office, 
some 20 hours al home, where 
.she has her own office and does 
free-lance writing But most of­
ten League m em bers work out 
of the kitchen or the dining 
room and some keep their files 
in shoe boxes under the bed.

In the last two years. Dot 
Ridings’ League helped m oder­
a te  the violence-prone tension 
of court-ordered busing of 
school children.

The League joined a coalition 
of other Louisville groups, 
helped round up the support of 
businessmen and helped m an a 
24-hour ru m o r con tro l c e n te r  
where League m em bers han­
dled phone calls and slept on 
cots.

The League collected enough 
money, mostly in sm all contri­
butions, to send Dot Ridings 
and three colleagues to Wash­
ington to testify before the Sen­
a te  Judiciary Committee. “ We 
wanted them to hear things 
they might not hear from the 
extrem es of the a rg u m en t,” 
Dot Ridings says.

I The League also w rote every 
candidate for office, urging 
them not to aggravate  the situ ­
a tion  by p lay ing  on (he 
busing issue.

Not all League work is as 
dram atic as that.

Dorothy Bird, 44, of Durango, 
Colo., says her League took on 
the U.S. Postal Service which 
wanted to build on the banks of 
(he Animas River and con­
vinced it otherwise. The only 
trouble is that now the General 
Services Administration is eye­
ing the sam e site.

Bea Levinson, 42, of Las 
Vegas, Nev., credits the League 
with getting a ir pollution s tan d ­
ards for Nevada earlie r and 
stronger than other s tates. One 
League m em ber has gone on to 
the state legislature and others 
a re  working on state  com m is­
sions.

Vicki Lowell, 34, of F a l­
mouth, Mass., is part of an es­
tablished League that provides 
the community with a “cand i­
d a te ’s night.” She says that “ If 

'we didn’t have it the town 
would think something was 
w rong.”

The League has alw ays led 
on many social issues. In 1920, 
when it was founded, it adopted 
a list of 96 action item s, in­
cluding collective bargaining, 
child labor laws, minimum 
wages, civil service, public 
health. By 1924, its president ' 
could announce that Iwo-thirds 
of the list had become law. , 

F or all its success, the i 
League finds itself, in this Bi­
centennial year, with its m em ­
bership down by some 15,000 • 
from 1972.

Not Buying 
Votes, Just 
The Meals

TALLAHASSEE, FLA. (U P I) 

— It’s a m ovable feast for 

F lo rid a  le g is la to rs , a n ig h tly  

party with no pretentions about 

its purpose 

Each night they g ath er a t 

The T railers, an after-hours 

spot where steak and cocktails 

for law m akers, are  alw ays on 

the house, just a 10-minute 

drive from the Florida capitol.

The menu never varies I t ’s 

T-bones for the men, loin s trip  

for the ladies, baked potato, 

salad and all the cocktails you 

can hold.

The Florida Mobile Home and 

Recreational Vehicles Associa- 

lion pays the tab  — estim ated 

at nearly $25,000 a y ear — and 

Ihere is no secret about its 

purpose 

“ People som etim es get the 

wrong im pression, but we don’t 

buy votes,” says Bill Olsen, the 

affable’executive vice president 

and lobbyist who runs The 

Trailers.

What it does buy is g u a ra n ­

teed entry for Olsen and his 

mem bers to a legislator's office 

to talk about legislation a ffect­

ing the mobile home industry 

“ Legislators know me, I can 

get in and explain our 

viewpoint,’’ he said, leaning 

back in a com fortable ch air off 

the patio where as many as 100 

legislators and their guests a re  

served on an average night.

He figures about 50 legisla- 

. live bills a y ear effect the 

association. This year, his chief 

interest is a “ bill of r ig h ts” 

for mobile home landlords and 

tenants.

His most successful y ear was 

1965 when th e  lobby h e lp ed  

push through a bill allowing 

mobile homes, even when used 

as  dw ellings, to^ buy lic e n se  

plates instead of paying a 

property tax like other residen­

ces. In 1967, with prodding from 

the industry, the legislature 

made Florida the first s ta te  in 

the nation to enact a uniform  

co n stru ctio n  code for m o b ile  

homes.

Most senators and represen" 

tatives m ake the short trip  to 

The T railers several tim es a 

.session, some m ore frequently. 

A few never go. Two go so ' 

often, they insist on paying th e  

cost, which Olsen insists is $5 a 

head.

In his twice yearly reports to 

the House and Senate, Olsen 

says, “To be safe, I figure it at 

$7 apiece.’’

His report for the 1975 session 

was $8,400, which included only 

the price of the food and drink 

for each legislator. Lobbying 

rules, written by some of 

O lsen ’s g u e sts , d o n ’t re q u ire  

him to report overhead, or 

which legislator a te  the m eal, 

and legislators m ust report 

gifts only if they exceed $25.

Olsen says “ lobbying”  is 

forbidden at The^ T railers, 

which he runs as a fam ily 

place, with wives and children 

welcome He has a pond w here 

the kids can fish while mom 

and dad relax.

“They don’t want to be 

harassed about some bill. They 

come to have fun”

Olsen, who lives in M adiera 

Beach when the Legislature is 

not in session, said the idea 

began as an educational project 

in government for the associa­

tion’s m em bers, which now 

num ber m ore than 900 mobile 

home dealers, m anufacturers 

and park owners.

“ Only two or three of them  

knew  w h at a s e n a to r  or 

representative looked like. They 

dfdn’t know a dam n thing about 

how governm ent w orks.”

Now, he says, they know 

m ore legislators and m ore 

abmit the law m aking process 

than any group. They come in 

d ro v e s , s it in th e  le g is la tiv e  

galleries and dine a t The 

T railers with their hometown 

legislators.

It began in 1%1 with one 

tra ile r and a barbecue pit on 

land borrowed from an associa­

tion m em ber. Now there a re  

four tra ilers and the group 

bought nine wooded acres four 

m iles from town in 1972.

‘‘T h at w as a good in v e s t­

m en t,” Olsen recalls. “ We paid 

$1,800 an acre  and land right 

next to us just sold for $7,500 an 

a c r e ”

A legislator can just drop in, 

but most phone ahead for a 

reservation, and you don’t have 

to be a friend of the mobile 

hom e lobby to dine.

‘‘One guy w ho’s a lw ay s  

introducing bills that hurt us 

com es a lot,” he said.

Although The T railers alw ays 

figures in at least otie news 

story  per session about the 

“ wild nightlife” of legislators, 

Olsen says it’s a quiet place 

with never a fight.

“ A late night is 11:15,” he 

said.

The ocean’s seaweed is 

actually a vegetable, rich in 

m inerals.
