Abortion
Consent
Erased
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WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
.Stgrreme Court ruled today that 
su te a  may not require a worn 
an lo obtain the consent of bar 
husband, or •  girl under II lo 
receive permisalon from a par­
ent. to get an abortion

The decision struck down the 
parental and spousal consent 
provltiont of i  1974 Missouri 
law but iqihtid a provision rt- 
qulring the woman to give her 
w ritten consent before the 
operitlon can be performed.

The ruling w u  the court's 
first major decision relsting lo 
abortions since it ruled 7 io 3 in 
1973 thal sU tw  may not regu­
late abortlom during the (Irsl 
three months of pregnancy.

The 1973 ruling also blocked 
stales from prohibiting abor­
tions until after the fetus Is ca­
pable of "meaningful life" out 
side the mother's wcunb. whkh 
generally occurs during tbe 
sixth or seventh month of peg- 
fiancy

Of that toU l, he said. 479,100 
cases were handled by waiver 
when the defendenu pleaded 
guilty, waiving their righ ti to 
t r ia l.

"That would be a mistake, 
because there are en­
vironmental concerns to be 
considered,”  he said.

Alexander also would utilize 
existing facilities such a juvenile 
facilities and various types of 
hospitals to serve as mlnimum- 
care facilities 

"In  the prevention area, we 
must begin very early In our 
schools to leach children the 
responsibilities of being a citizen 
in a free society,”  he said,

"W e must teach them respect

Refrigerators and home freezers are big "
energy users. Keep door 
openings to a minimum 

1 and avoid overchilling. 40
R  I / '  degrees is the recommend-

ed setting for refrigerators.
0 degrees for freezers. 
Check door gaskets. If a 

dollar bill doesn’t fit snugly 
when the door is closed, it needs replacing. 
And defrost the units before the frost is 
one quarter inch thick.

Dishwashers should be 
used only when there’s 
a full load. So wait till 
it’s full and then rvn it 
late at night oreariy in 
the morning. And to 
reduce costs on your dishwasher, turn it 
off when it starts the drying cycle.

Laundry is most 
economical when 
you use cold water 
detergents and full 
loads. Also, on 
weekdays use your 
washer and dryer 

early in the day or late at night.

Showers generally use less hot water than 
tub baths. But don’t let your youniKters 
stay in there for 15 to 20 minutes. That’s 
a lot of hot water—and money—down 
the drain.

One flnal reminder, on weekdays try to 
use your electricity as much as (Xissible 
before 10 a.m. and after 10 p.m., when the 
weather gets really hot.

hells In such a setting bells 
can be mighty.

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Col. Sam Colt And Bíg London Shootout

U)NDON (UPI) -  It depend» 

on the wiy you look el thing» 
but the g reateil »hootoul of 
them b11 wia not the Wyatt 
ICarp-CIanton Boy» bloodletter 
at the O K Corral or Wild Bill 
Hickok gunning down three 
men or 10 according to 
whether you believe fact or 
fable — In the Incident at Kock 
Creek.

No, friend», those imperiah»’ 
ble classics of the Old Weal owe 
a lot to a little known duel that 
took place, of all improbable 
locales, in London I2S yean 
ago come September 

That duel, between the 
handgun» of Sam Colt of 
Hartford, Conn., and Britain'» 
Robert Adams, ended in a 
hometown decision and loud 
Yankee cries of foul 

The Colt-Adama battle lor 
■upremacy in the handgun field 
— at a lime when rifles were 
alow-loading and Inaccurate 
and a good revolver a »ort of

life insurance — has been 
unearthed over the past 20 
years by a pertinacious British 
research and author named 
Joseph G Rosa

Rosa’» "Colonel Colt London" 
has Just been published by the 
Arms and Armour Press and 
Portress Publications of Om- 
tarto with many hitherto 
private details of the years 
from 1*51 to 1857 when Coll 
opened a factory In Britain, 
which had given him his first 
pistol patent at the age of 21.

From the book Sam emerges 
as a resourceful Inventor, 
industrialist and showman who 
needed all these qualities to 
overcome his wily British rival, 
Adams.

Colt couldn't spell a lick.
“The treasury du allow the 

few specimens of unfinished 
wirk I had at the world fare to 
be used in England for the 
perposes of teching the work­
men...," he wrote.

But Sam was only 48 when he 
died and his estate was

estimated at more than $3 
million. A lot of good spellers 
left far less.

Rosa Is an extraordinary man 
who was so moved by Gary 
Cooper in the fUm “Wild BUI 
Hickok” that be produced the 
definitive blogra^y of the

western hero without leaving 
Britain or his Job as » 
teleprinter operator. He wrote 
hundreds of letters to kindly 
Hickok sources in the United 
States.

For "Colonel Colt London" he 
dug Uirough bales of obscure

LONDON (UPI) -  British 
bird watchers tell wlUi rever­
ence the story of one of their 
number who was so intent on 
creeping up on wild swans that 
he fixed an artificial bird to his 
head and put heavy weighu In 
his pockets to keep him 
submerged.

He drowned — but that’s a 
minor point.

What is Important Is his 
devotion to his hobby, a 
dedication he shared with 
another bird watcher who was 
so oblivious of other forms of 
wildlife he was eaten by a 
crocodile.

Hobbies, conventional or 
bizarre, have always played a 
considerable role in British life, 
through the lean years and the 
fat. The present depression has 
had little effect on extracur­
ricular pursuite except for a 
faint increase in the more 
practical pastimes — weaving 
or lace-making or cooking out 
of the freezer.

"Make no mistake. Sam Colt 
was not Intimidated by Adams 
but he w u  no fool either and 
be w u  equally capable of 
every trick In the book. Adams, 
on home ground, was ruthless 
and as unscrupulous as Sam 
could be in Hartford. Both were

products of their time,"
As an example Roaa c itu  

teats made with pistols for the 
British ordnance department 
which omitted the Colt.

Sam got the American 
Minister to Intercede with Lord 
Anglesey, the M uter General 
of Ordnance, for his pistol also 
to be tuted.

Anglesey a g r ^  but referred 
to the Colt' In a letter to his 
subordinate as "the curious 
American pistol ’’

The shootout took place Sept 
10, 1851 and although the 
results were never officially 
published. The Times u td  the 
Colt was “very good”

Adams immediately circulat­
ed an account alleging not a 
single misfire from his gun and 
10 misfim  from the Colt. It 
was a muterly Job of throat- 
cutting and Sam took legal 
advice but finally decided to do 
it hU way.

Realizing Adams had support 
in high places and equally 
aware of the lure of a beautiful 
weapon to almost any man, 
Sam began to present Colts to 
the people who could do him 
the most good, such as Prince 
Albert, Consort of (iueen 
Victoria, and the Prince of 
Wales.

Before long he also had 
considerable influence and, 
even better, some of his guns 
had found their way to the 
Cape war against the Kaffirs 
who were using the Sioux 
Indian tactic of walling til) the 
British had fired and then

atucking during the compara­
tively long time it look to 
reload a musket. The Colt 
cancelled out that advantage

The real breakthrough came 
when Colt was invited to 
address the Institution of Civil 
Engineers on Nov, 25, 1881. The 
talk was a triumph in itself but 
the American Minister gave 
yeoman support by asserting 
from the floor that the British 
would never defeat the Kaffirs 
without Colls.

Adams was present and, 
Rosa Mys, apparently made a 
gentlemanly presentation erf his 
own weapon twt a versioo w u  
quickly circulated in London 
alleging that the Briton had 
been so inept as to “embar- 
ra u ” the distlnguiahed audien­
ce.

Sam had learned (u t  — from 
then on his gun had fairly clear 
sailing.

The final cachet — not that it 
w u  needed — came on Aug. 4, 
1855 when The Times M id  of 
the Coll:

“Had the Ught Brigade been 
so equlpp^, even the duperate 
valour of'their famous BaUk- 
lava Charge might have been 
Justified by a triumphant 
result."

And Punch Magazine with 
poetic license wrote:

"Oh! Colonel Colt, a thunder­
bolt

“I’d buy — for no small 
trifle:

"But that can’t be, and so let 
me

’'Get your revolving rifle.”

The pretty girl, obviously In the 
last stages of pregnancy, 
rushed up to the foreign woman 
with a desperate look in her 
eyes

"M emsahlb! m em sahib! baby 
coming! baby com ing!" she 
cried, clutching her u tte re d
skirts.

"M em sah lb ! m e m sah ib ! no 
money (or taxi to hospita l!" 
added an old but equally 
tattered  crone — probably the 
g irl's  m other.

Anxious and sym pathetic, the 
foreigner stuffed several dollars 
into the g irl 's  hands and the 
pair ruahed away.

The fallowing day, the wgman 
spotted the sam e  p a ir on a 
nearby com er — acting out the 
sam e d ram a with obviously 
sim ilar succeas.

Tourists and  foreigners a re  
key targets  of the estim ated  6 
million beggars In India.

Flocks of beggars m a te ria liu  
suddenly outside shops catering 
to tourists. A beggar often will 
follow a  sh o p p er fo r blocks, 
occolonally  nudging her arm , 
whispering "baksheesh , bak­
sheesh (alm s, a lm s)."

Some women beggars “ re n t” 
scabby , e m a c ia te d  In fan ts  to 
carry  In their a rm s to enhance 
the pathos.

The beggars of India live by 
iheir wits and  have proven that 
they  can o u ts m a r t  not only 
tourUto but also their own 
government.

L u t  M arch, police in Bom­
bay, India’s rironctal center, 
launched "OporaUon B eggar"
— an a ttem pt to round up the 
estim ated 75.090 beggars who 
plague this cjfy of 6 mlUlon.

Some 3 ^  beggars were 
im m e d U t^  hustled off the 
s tre e ts  j in d  ta k en  to sp ec ia l
cam p s ./

UndeW,.new laws passed by 
the M ah artsb tra  s ta te  govern­
ment, adult beggars w ere to be 
put to work on irrigation sites. 
Juveniles, an estim ated 5,000 of 
the total, w ere to be given 
training in agricultive.

But a  beggar who used to 
m ake at least 10 rupees a day 
(about I I . 101 begging, was le u  
than happy working eight tough 
hours daily digging Irrigation 
ditches (or 3 rupees (about 33 
cental a day.

"W here’s the nearest railway 
station?" w as the first question 
many u k e d  

Within two weeks, m w e than 
900 had escaped and were back 
on the s tre e ts  — ignoring 
threats that they could be jailed 
for up to two y ears  if caught 
begging again.

One new spaper, commenting 
on 'Operation B eggar,” said 
the state  w as tak ing  on more 
than It w as equipped to handle.

“ It is obvious that in 
a tte m p tin g  to  e r a d ic a te  beg­
gary, the s u t e  governm ent has 
put the c a r t before the horse," 
the Indian E xpress  newspaper 
said.

"It should have provided a 
sufficient num ber of rehabillU- 
tlon centers w here the  neediest 
section of the  population could 
be taught s lm ^ e  skills to 
enable them  to ea rn  a living. 
Social p ro b le m s  do not lend 
themselves to In s tan t' solutions

Despite the setbacks, the 
M aharashtra governm ent looks 
on "Operation B eggar”  u  a 
long-term program  and officials 
appear undaunted by the lack 
of results so fa r.

S harad  C h an d ra  G okhale, 
au lsU n t sec re ta ry  (or Asia of 
the International Council of 
Social W elfare and head of the 
governm ent-sponsored Comm­
ittee for R ehablllU tlon of the 
Distressed, says the govern­

m ents of Turkey, Hong Kong, 
Thailand, M alaysia and Sri 
U n k a  have shown Interest In 
the Bombay cam paign.

“ People do not beg because 
of poverty,” said Gokhale.

He suggested that potenUal 
alm s-glvers keep their money 
in their pockets and treat 
beggars as  loafers unworthy of 
pity.

A survey token before the 
a t te m p te d  c lean u p  began 
show ed th a t  a s id e  from  the  
juveniles, 45,000 of the 75,000 
beggars w ere able-bodied.

Another 10,000 were lepers. 
M any of the rem ainder were 
victim s of organised gangs who 
m u tila te  y o u n g s te rs  to  m ake  
them  look pathetic and thus 
m ore likely to receive alms.

Gokhale’s favw lte  story con­
cerns 23-year-old Jagannath , a 
‘‘b lind” beggar who works a 
bus stop outside a downtown 
Bombay theater 

Jagganath  w u  arrested  se­
vera l t im u  and slapped into a 
reform  school, but always 
m anaged to escape. One day 
G okhale  tap p ed  him  on th e  
shoulder a t the bus stop and 
M id: “ I ’m your superintendent. 
D on't you recognise m e?"

“ He opened hia e y u  slowly,” 
G okhale  re c a l le d , " a n d  In 
conspiratorial tciMs said , 'Don't 
M y It so loud. I ’m known here 
a s  a  blind beg g ar." ’

Five years ago a  Bombay 
beggar was token unconscious 
to a  hospital, where he died.

In his belt w ere m ore than 
4,500 ru p e u  (then worth about 
$040) Including 500 n q te u  in 
c u rre n c y  Issued b efo re  India 
becam e independent In 1947.
