Members of the Greenville
Rescue Squad this morning
recovered the body of Marvin
Nobles, 19 of Route 1 Green-
ville, who drowned in a pond
east of the city yesterday
afternoon.

The 37th Democratic National
Convention, staged at Madison
Square Garden, is expected to
nominate Carter for the presi-
dency Wednesday night by an
overwhelming vote amid a har-
mony that contrasts to divisive
party fights in 1968 over the
Vietnam war and 1972 over par-
ty reform.

Sens. Frank Church of Idaho
and Adlai Stevenson III of II-
linols, meeting Carter today,
are the last of seven finalists
for the vice presidential nomi-
nation, all from Capitol Hill, to
be interviewed.

Carter said Sunday he has
three names at the top of his
list but said he is keeping an
open mind until the interviews
are over.

The peanut farmer and for-
mer Georgia governor who daz-
zled the political establishment
with his long-shot run to the
nomination said he would wait
until after his own nomination
before revealing his choice of 2
running mate.

With 19 primary victories to
his credit and The Associated
Press delegate poll showing
him with 1,853 votes, well over
the 1,505 needed for nomi-
nation, Carter is wrapping up a
campaign that is a sharp con-
trast to the close and bitter Re-
publican nomination battle. A
month ahead of the GOP con-
vention, President Ford leads
conservative challenger Id
Reagan by only a handful of
votes.

The vice presidential selec-
tion has emerged as the major
unresolved issue at the con-
vention in the absence of a race
for the top of the ticket and the
calm of a party platform so se-
cure that it’s already printed
and bound and in the hands of
each delegate.

Mexico Assails

Hostage Rescue

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y.
(AP) — Mexico told the United
Nations today that Israel's
commando rescue of more than
100 hostages from Uganda a
week ago creales ‘precedents
of incalculable danger for all
civilized coexistence.”

In a letter to the president of
the Security Council, Mexican
Ambassador Roberto de Rose-
niwig Diaz demounced the Is-
raell action as “a flagrant vio-
lation" of the U.N. Charter and
“universally accepted prin-
ciples of international law."

Mexico was subjected to a
tourist boycott by American
Jewish organizations last win-
ter after voting for a UN. Gen-
eral Assembly resolution equa-
ting Zionism, the movement for
a Jewish national homeland,
with racism.

The boycott was called off in
March after Mexican Foreign
Oinister Emilio 0. Rabasa
went to Israel to explain the
vote and President Luis Ech-
everria invited a group of
American Jewish leaders to
Mexico to discuss the issue. Ra-
basa resigned during the con-
troversy.

The Mexican Hotel Associ-
ation estimated its members
had 100,000 cancellations during
the boycott and lost at least §9
million.

Mexico's letter on the Ugan-
dan rescue mission was made
public as the Security Council
prepared to begin hearing a pa-
rade of Third World countries
calling for condemnation of Is-
rael.

Mauritius, Benin, Guinea and
Guyana were to speak in the
council debate in support of
Uganda's charges that Israel
committed ‘‘barbaric, unpro-
voked and naked aggression.'

The United States, trying to
use the debate to focus atten-
tion on the hijacking and ter-
rorism that caused the Israeli
paid, was consulting with Israel
and other allies about & resolu-
tion condemning international
terrorism and  establishing
some sort of mechanism to deal

vn*ll,

““We have not yel reached a
consensus,” Secretary of State
Henry A. Kissinger told a news
conference in Washington Sat-
urday. He sald if agreement

was not reached, “‘we will put
it forth ourselves."

The Americans were reportied
to have drafted a general con-
demnation of international ter-
rorism and a suggestion that
Israel compensate Uganda for
its losses in the raid. Bul coun-
cil sources said the United
States could not get the nine
votes necessary for adoption of
such a resolution.

African and other Third
World nations circulated a reso-
lution condemning Israel and
demanding compensation for
Uganda. The Soviet Union and
China were backing it, but the
United States was certain to
veto it if it came to a vote.

Council sources said they
knew of no effort being made to
bring the two sides together.

They predicted that the debate
would end with the rejection of
both resolutions

Israel at the opening of the
debate Friday declared that its
commando action was justified
because Ugandan President Idi
Amin collaborated fully with
the Palestinian and West Ger-
man hijackers holding the hos-
tages. But nobody was pre-
paring a resolution to censure
Amin.

A dispatch from Tel Aviv
said the former Israeli military
attache in Uganda, Col. Baruch
Bar-Lev, reported Amin told
him in a telephone conversation
Friday that he has severed re-
lations with Arab guerrilla
groups because they have
caused him “nothing but
trouble."

Excellent Crop
For Tues. Sale

RALEIGH N.C. (AP) — Flue-
cured tobacco sales begin Tues-
day on South Carolina and bor-
der North - Carolina markets
amid prospects of record prices
for an excellent crop.

With federal price supports at
an all-time high, the outlook is
for an opening day price aver-
age of more than $80 per 100
pounds.

I believe the average will be
in the low to mid 90s.,” said
John H. Cyrus, chief of the
field crops section of the North
Carolina Department of Agri-
culture.

Cyrus said this year's crop is
one of the best he has seen, de-
spite some early sea prob-
lems caused by cold weather.

Other agriculture leaders are
equally enthusiastic about the
crop, which has had an other-
wise ideal growing season
marked by good rains.

On opening day last year the
South Carolina and border
North Carolina markets sold 6.6
million pounds for an average
of $84.89 per 100 pounds.

Full sales are not expected

this week, Cyrus said, because
of late freezes in April. He esti-
mated that 40-50 per cent of the
crop in the border area had to
be plowed up and replanted.

“However, quite a few grow-
ers got by the freeze,” he sald,

Seven markets in North Caro-
lina open Tuesday, Fairmont,
Whiteville, Lumberton, Clark-
ton, Fair Bluff, Tabor City and
Chadbourn. But Clarkion will
not hold its first sales until
Wednesday.

Two of the 11 South Carolina
markets which open Tuesday
will not hold sales until
Wednesday. They are Dillon
and Pamlico. A third, Lamar,
will begin sales Thursday. The
other markets are Conway,
Darlington, Lake City, Heming-

Thus, all of the increase
in the estimate for total grain
is for wheat. A metric ton is
2,205 pounds.

Plagued by drought, the 1975
Soviet grain harvest plum-
meted to 139.9 million tons, the
smallest in a decade, from 1974
output of 195.7 million tons
which was the second largest
on record. Russia's largest crop
was 222.5 million tons of grain
in 1973,

The new analysis was com-
piled by a department task
force on Soviet grain produc-
tion. It said, however, that be-
cause of weather uncertainties,
final 1976 production could vary
from the estimate of 195 million
tons by at least 10 million.

At the upper range of possi-
bility, this year's Soviet crop
could match or exceed Mos-
cow’'s 1976 production goal of
205 million tons. Last year,
with a goal of more than 215
million tons, the harvest fell 35
per cent below the mark.

Hyde Predicts
A 2nd Primary

RALEIGH (AP) — State Rep.
Herbert Hyde, D-Buncombe,
predicts a second primary will
be necessary to determine
whether he or former Chapel
Hill Mayor Howard Lee will be
the Democratic nominee for
lieutenant governor.

Hyde rejected Lee's con-
tention that he will win Aug. 17
and said, “I don’t believe any
candidate has attracted suf-
ficient attention to have a hope
of winning on the first ballot.”

Hyde said that since eight
candidates are running and vot-
ers are ‘“obviously confused
about the opinions of the candi-
dates on the issues, I just don’t
think anyone can win first time
around.”

Hyde said his major opposi-
tion for the runoff spot is House
Speaker Jimmy Green, D-Bla-
den. He said Rep. John Jordan,
D-Alamance, is the ‘“dark
horse’' candidate.

The Carter campaign has
spent a total of $350,000 on its
convention operations, in-
cluding those at Madison
Square Garden where the votes
are taken and at the Ameri-
cana Hotel where Carter is
staying, spokesman Peter
Emerson said Sunday.

At the conventien hall, Car-
ter’'s forces have four trailers
manned by 25 persons, 50 tele-
phones and 44 floor workers, in-
cluding 30 VIP floor leaders.
These VIPs, empowered to
speak for the Carter campaign
and spotted around the con-
vention floor, include Sen.
Birch Bayh of Indiana, whom
Carter bested in the presiden-
tial primaries, and Frank Man-
kiewicz, who was Sen. George
McGovern's press secretary
during the 1972 presidential
campaign.

But the big artillery in the
Carter arsenal is a private tele-
phone system at the Garden.
There are 20 green telephones
in a network throughout the
hall, Each is connected directly
to a telephone in one of the
Carter trailers a dozen yards
off the convention floor.

At each state delegation there
are red telephones to link the
delegation chairman with the
podium, and a white telephone
which is part of a system set
up by the Democratic National
Committee to link all parts of
the floor, key party officials,
and candidate and ex-candidate
headquarters inside Madison

IFungus Diseasel

ATLANTA (UPI) — The national Center for Disease Control
published details Saturday of an outbreak of a rare fungus
disease that struck five persons in a rural farming region

around Enfield, N.C., last winter.

The ailment was identified as pulmonary blastomycosis, a
lung infection which can be fatal if not treated.

The CDC said the North Carolina cases, which came to the
attention of health authorities from early December, 1975, to
January of this year, represented the third outbreak of this
disease reported in medical literature,

Three of the patients in the Enfield outbreak were chlldren
and the 2 adult cases were females. Enfield, in northeast North
Carolina, has a population of 3,200.

All five patients were hospitalized but have now been
discharged and were reported doing well,

The CDC said all but one of the patients lived near a peanut
farm and that dates of onset of the disease in all cases was in
November, a period approximately 8 weeks after peanuts— the
main agricultural product in the community—were harvested.
But it said soil and vegetation tests taken in the area were

negative for the fungus disease.

““The temporal association between the peanut harvest and
onset of this outbreak,” the CDC said, “‘suggests a common
source of exposure; however, the significance of this exposure is
not clear, since soil cultures were negative and one patients
gave no history of this kind of exposure."’

The Carter people also have
their own internal telephone
system between their rooms at
the Americana and their trail-
ers at the Garden. And they
have the ability to join their
system to others for conference
calls.

No other candidate has his
own telephone system on the
floor.

Carter's spokesmen admit

Might Close
Two Courts

GREENSBORO, N.C. (AP) —
A court official says federal
courts in Wilkesboro, Salisbury
and Rockingham may be dis-
continued because of lack of
use.

However, no plans to close
the courts have been decided
on, said U.S. Middle District
Court Clerk Carmon Stuart.

Middle District courts can be
closed only by an act of Con-
gress, Stuart said in a press
conference Friday, but appro-
priations for the three courts
have been cut more than
$600,000.

The cuts were made by a
congressional committee acting
on information supplied by the
administrative office of the fed-
eral courts, he said, adding the
office also suggested that
courts be eliminated where fa-
cilities are underused.

Judges Eugene A. Gordon
and Hiram H. Ward have said
the three courts are underused
but they lack the jurisdiction to
close them, Stuart said.

The last court session in Wil-
kesboro was held April 20 when
15 cases, including seven that
involved moonshine whiskey,
were heard.

The U.S. Treasury's division
of Alcohol, Tobacco and Fire-
arms has since been cut back
to a small number of agents,
Stuart said.

Only 12 cases were heard at
the last session in Salisbury
May 17, 90 cases at the June 7
session in Greensboro and 37
cases at the May 3 session in
Winston-Salem.

Stuart said maintaining a
courtroom in the cities can cost
more than $40,000 and requires
sending a judge, law clerk,
clerk of court, probation offi-
cers and a court reporter.

When Dieting,

Count Calories

By DR. JEAN MAYER

Eat less, exercise more — and
you will lose weight. Fad diets
tend to ignore this equation and
offer miracles instead. But the
truth is you cannot defy the laws
of nature.

But many people try so hard —
and fail — to lose weight because
they forget 10 rules that they
should always keep in mind:

1. COUNT EVERY CALORIE.
These three little words make
the crucial difference.
Remember, every time you put
anything in your mouth (except
water), you are adding calories.
A cup of nuts as a snack, for
instance, represents 800
calories. A tiny indulgence of
this sort twice a week can ac-
tually add up to two pounds a
month! So get ahold of a booklet
with caloric equivalents and
become familiar with the calorie
content of the foods you like to
eat.

2. KNOW YOUR CALORIC
NEEDS. These are based on
your age, sex and body size. The
more active you are, the more
calories you will need. Once you
know the average number of
calories you need daily to
maintain your body weight, you
can decide how fastyou want to
lose weight. Each time you use
3,500 calories less than you
need—either by eating less and-
or exercising more—you lose
one pound of fatty tissue.

3. KEEP YOUR EYE ON
PORTION SIZE. Pay as much
attention to the size of the por-
tions on your plate as you do to
the number of calories in a given
food. If you double the portion,
you double the caloric content.
It's also worth investing in a
small scale until you can judge
size and weight by eye and feel.
Meats with fat and bone, like
chops and steaks, are hardest to
judge, but a rule of thumb is that
one pound will yield ap-
proximately six ounces of lean
meat after deboning, trimming
and cooking.

4. REMEMBER YOU CAN
DRINK CALORIES AS WELL
AS EAT THEM. “Wet" calories
are easily overlooked. Whole
milk contains 166 calories per
cup, skim milk, 87. Choose
tomato juice at 50 calories per
cup, rathern than grape juice at
170.

5. DON'T LEAN ON
PROTEIN. Too many people
have been misled into thinking
that protein contains fewer
calories and somehow ‘‘burns”’
fat. Actually, protein contains
about the same number of
calories as carbohydrates — 120
per ounce. Meat, our main
source of protein, also contains
fat, and fat contains 270 calories
per ounce! Sirloin contains twice
as many fat calories as protein
calories.

g . 0T Do WA
DRASTICALLY ON SUGAR —
AND MODERATELY ON SALT,
Don't be deceived by claims that
sugar provides “quick energy."”
Sugar only offers empty calories
without nutrients, so you're
better off consuming calories
that also give you some
nutrition. Trimming your salt
intake won't affect how much
you lose, but it will help speed up
your weight loss by cutting down
on water retention,

COUNT NUTRITIONALLY.

Your diet must not only have

fewer calories, but also must |

provide you with enough
vitamins, minerals, fats, car-
bohydrates and protein to keep
your healthy. The best way to
maintain a well-rounded diet is
to eat a variety of foods.

8. COOK AND EAT LEAN.
Remove all unnecessary fats;
trim meats; choose lean
varieties; use water-packed
canned fish; avoid all creamy
foods, even creamed cottage
cheese. Cut down on sweets; use
herbs, spices, unsweetened
juices and water-packed fruits;
forego all candy, pies and rich
pastries.

9. REMEMBER THAT EX-
PENDING CALORIES BY
EXERCISE IS AS USEFUL AS
CUTTING DOWN ON THE
CALORIES YOU EAT. For
example, cycle for one hour,
take four brisk, 30-minute walks
or two 20-minute swims, and
you'll burn up 500 extra calories.

10. WEIGH YOURSELF

FREQUENTLY. The best time §

is in the morning, before break-
fast. That's the time when you
are closest to being your most
consistent weight.

Don't be just one more failure
in the rhythm method of girth
control. Observe these 10 rules,
and you'll have greater success
in your attempts to be the you
that you'd like to be.

Standards are also set for
State Bureau of Investigation
agents, highway patrolmen,
paroles and probation of-
ficers, and correctional
employees.

Boiled down from the
various specifics is the
feeling among sheriffs that
Raleigh is nibbling away at
local authority, changing
regulations without touching
base with those affectd,
constanity moving to take
way constitutional respon-
sibilites from elected
sheriffs,

Other sheriffs at the session

from Burke, Stanly,
Cabarrus, and Halifax
counties joined in the con-
cerns. But not all lawmen
present agreed.

Raleigh Police Chief
Robert Goodwin and Sheriff
Buck Night of Orange
County, both members of
the standards council, said
the system was improving
law enforcement personnel.

The standards are making
lawmen standard and
respected statewide while in
the past there have been
communities which not only
tolerated but wanted less
than professional, competent
law enforcement.

Cecil Hargett, director of
the Standards and Training
Council staff, said he un-
derstands the problems
which the sheriffs complain
of, but that the majority of
the “criminal justice com-
junity across the state—
particularly police and state
agencies—want  stansards
raised even more, and the
move is in that direction."”

The sheriffs said they are
not opposed to minimum
standards, but the imposition
of regulations from the state
level without enough in-
volvement of local officials in
writing those rules.

Don't Split Team

(Raleigh Times)

Two would-be governors, George Wood and Ed O'Herron,
want to split the state’s industrial and economic development
activity off from the Natural and Economic Resources
department and put it in the governor's office. A third, Jim
Hunt, wants industry-hunting moved to the Commerce depart-

ment.

What short memories they have.

Only five years ago when state government was reorganized,
whether industry-hunting should be run by the same agency
responsible for conservation and environment was a hotly
fought issue. The state wisely decided, as it had twice earlier
since the question first surfaced around 1905, to keep the two

functions under one agency roof.

For many years before the raising of environmental con-
sciousness, the “development’’ side of the old Conservation and
Development department had virtually all the ciout. The 1871
decision not to separate the two came just when this was
changing. The new state goal was to get the kind of development
that would use limited resources in the most effective ways, for
the people's benefit as well as the developers’,

This kind of planning has worked. But only because
“developing' and “conserving'' are together. Three able NER
secretaries, Charles Bradshaw, James Harrington, and now
George Little, have rightly seen the two as parts of one job—
making North Carolina grow in desirable ways.

The current rumblings about splitting off “development”
began this spring when chief state industry hunter Robert Leak
left for a South Carolina job at an $8,000 salary hike with a blast
at North Carolina for not being more hotly single-minded in

pursuing economic growth.

But that kind of pursuit in the past, welcomi.g whatever in-
dustry would come here, gave the state its low industrial-wage
rank today and contributed to low ranking in other indexes.

To put economic development elsewhere than NER would
make the inevitable clashes between industry-at-any-pricers
and environmentalists more visible—and thus harder to
negotiate and settle.

RALEIGH (AP)—It is no se-
cret that candidates for gover-
nor take polls. Hargrove Bowl-
es, in 1972, used to whip a
small white card from his coat
pocket, On it, his office had
written its latest calculation of
the five issues most important
at that moment in North Caro-
lina.

It is also no secret what the
polls tell the candidates, in gen-
eral terms. Enough independ-
ent surveys have been made
public to know that North Caro-
linians are concerned more
about crime than almost any-
thing else.

When it comes to schools,
they want diseipline, They don’t
want higher taxes, and they
think the sales tax is the fairest
tax the state has, because ev-
eryone pays it. Their con-
fidence in almost all of their in-
stitutions, including politics,
has dropped to very low levels.
They believe that government
gets less efficient the further it
goes from the local level.

Knowing all of this, the can-
didates have tailored their plat-
forms along similar lines. For
the most part, their ideas sound
like the same melody played on
different instruments. There
are some differences in tone,
but everything is basically the
same.

Furthermore, polls may show
where the people are today.
They do not tell where they
need to be tomorrow. A candi-
date in tune with his pollster
may well reflect the thoughts of
the voters. He will probably not
be much of a leader.

The candidates fed from polls
develop a vapid litany of things
to be for and things to be
against:

They are for being *‘tough”
on criminals, putting them in
jail and making them stay
there. They are against raising
taxes to build the prisons
needed to hold the population.

They are for economic devel-
opment, but not at the expense
of the environment. Put anoth-
er way, they are for preserving
the environment but not at the
expense of economic develop-
ment.

They are for giving pay
raises to teachers and state
employes, but against raising
taxes to pay for it. Instead,
they promise they will get the
money by cutting bureaucratic
“fat” out of state government.

They are for a progressive,
fair tax system, but they are
against putting the bite on the
people who do not pay their
fair, progressive share.

Reporters and “do gooders”
press them (o take specific
stands on the issues. So they
put forth “program proposals.’

One candidate will move the
industry-hunting office in state
government out of the Depart-
ment of Natural and Economic
Resources and put it directly
under the governor’s office. An-
other will put it in the Depart-
ment of Commerce. A third will
leave it where it is.

While they debate these mo-
mentous ideas, no one talks
about things like North Caro-
lina's unionization rate, the
educational opportunities it of-
fers, ils transportation system
and its cultural offerings, de-
spite the fact that all of these
would seem more important to
industry than the location of
the industry-hunting office.

Another thing the candidates
learn from the polls is that only
a small minority of North Caro-
linians like “liberals." More
like ‘‘conservatives,” but the
greatest number like to think of
themselves as somewhere in
between.

Thus they pride themselves
on staying away from that sort
of coherent, coordinated view
of state affairs that might get
them tagged with either label.

In the short run, the candi-
dates may be helping them-
selves gel elected. In the long
run, they may be doing every-'

The Federal Trade Com-
mission has proposed letting
companies offering a full
warranty make a deduction if
a defective product is used
before it is returned.

Under the formula
suggested, the amount of the
refund would depend on how
much use the customer got
out of the product.

Two Die In
Gem Mine

HIDDENITE, N. C. (AP) -
Two men died Saturday when
the walls of an open pit emer-
ald mine caved in on them and
a third man barely escaped
with his life, according to au-
thorities.

Lt. Jim Sharpe of the Alexan-
der County Sheriff's Depart-
ment said the two men killed in
the mid-day incident were bur-
jed to a depth of about eight
feet by the cave-in.

Sharpe identified the victims
as Richard Draedyn, 51, of
Plantation, Fla., and Delmas
Joseph Harrison, 26, of Bel-
mont, N. C.

Sharpe said Robert Lebowitz
of North Miami Beach also was
buried to his armpits but was
freed.

The Alexander County Res-
cue Squad, members of the am-
bulance service, firemen, depu-
ties and a backhoe operator
took part in the tedious rescue
operation which took about
three hours, Sharpe said.

Dr. Bob Heafner, a county
medical examiner, was rushed
to the mine in the rural Hidde-
nite community about five
miles east of Taylorsville, the
countyseat, as rescue oper-
ations proceeded. He pro-
nounced the two victims dead
at the scene.

Sharpe described the mine as
an open pit ranging in depth to
about 16 feet. He said it was
eight to 10 feet wide in some
sections and wider in others.

The mine is in an open farm
field where rock hounds pay a
fee to search for minerals on
their own.

The cause of the cave-in was
not immediately determined, a
spokesman said.

Under the order, the FTC
said all three companies will be
prohibited from conspiring to
monopolize any portion of the
passenger automobile rental
business or conspiring to fix or
stabilize prices.

The firms also will be prohib-
ited from obtaining agreements
from airports that would hinder
would-be competitors from lo-
cating on airport property and
will be barred from providing
false information to airport au-
thorities in an effort to adverse-
ly affect competitors.

In its complaint, the FTC had
accused the three firms of sub-
mitting common bid specifica-
tions and contracts for airport
concessions, fixing prices, en-
tering into  anticompetitive
agreements with auto makers
for advertising subsidies and
harassing small competitors.

Such action, the FTC com-
plaint alleged, meant that cus-
tomers were forced to pay
“substantially higher prices,"”
the supply of rental cars at air-
ports was reduced, profits for
the three firms were excessive
and sthaller companies were
blocked from entering the air-
port rental car business.

Doors On Tiawan's Teams

MONTREAL (AP) — The
Olympic Games go on in Mon-
treal, but the hopes of the
Taiwanese and the spirit of the
Olympic movement lie buried
beneath a million bushels of
Canadian wheat.

Canada’s vast overseas trad-
ing interests are the underlying
factor behind one of the worst
crises in Olympic history.

The International Olympic
Committee bowed on Sunday to
the Canadian government
which, under pressure from Pe-
king, refused to allow Taiwan's
athletes into the country be-
cause they would not change
their official name or their
flag.

It is the first time since the
Games began in 1896 that a
host country has shut out ath-
letes recognized by the IOC.
Unless there is a last-minute
change of heart, the Taiwanese
will be missing from Saturday’s
opening ceremony.

Behind Canada's decision,
which was sprung on the [0C
only six weeks ago, is its wheat
exporting deal with Communist
China, its biggest overseas
trading partner. Selling wheat
to Peking has brought new
prosperity to farmers in West-
ern Canada.

year for Olymple recognition,
but with the qualification that
Taiwan be kicked out of the
Games. The 10C took no imme-
diate action. Peking then made
a direct approach to Canada
and demanded that Taiwanese
athletes be shut out during the
Olympics.

The Canadians met them
halfway and said the Taiwa-
nese would be allowed in only if
they dropped the name of the
Republic of China — the name
by which their national Olym-
pic committee is recognized by
the 10C. The Taiwanese re-
fused.

The 10C, which prides itself
on being above politics and
dealing only with sport, pleaded
with Canada to honor the Olym-
pic charter and grant free en-
try to the Taiwanese.

But Sunday night, Lord Kill-
anin, president of the I0C, ad-
mitted he had failed. The Cana-
dians refused to move one inch,

The IOC Executive Board
suggested to the Taiwanese
that for the sake of the Olym-
pics and the 4,000 athletes ex-
pected here, they march in the
opening parade behind the
Olympic flag and a plaque
bearing the name of the 10C.
The Taiwanese rejected the
idea and said they would pull
out of the Olympies if they
were forced into such condi-

tions,

Killanin, announcing the loss
of the battle, accused the Cana-
dians at a news conference of a
breach of faith, He said they
gave a written pledge six years
ago that all sportsmen recog-
nized by the I0C would be
allowed in the Olympics with-
out visas and raised no objec-
tion even last year when the
subject of Taiwan was raised in
conversation.

Killanin told a news confer-
ence: “The whole world is ab-
solutely fed up with politicians
interfering with sport.”

American reaction to the
10C's capitulation was pre-
dictable. “This is the beginning
of the fall of the Olympic
games,” said Doug Roby of De-
troit, long-time member of the
10C.

Olympic Committee
and also a member of the 10C,
called Sunday's action “pitiful”
and added:

““This blatant and unwar-
ranted action casts aside all of
the Olympic principles and the
code under which we are
pledged to hold the Games. We
have turned the Olympic
Games into a competition be-
tween nations.

captivated Detroit fans with his
exuberance.

The only other
one was Dave Stenhouse of the
Washington Senators, who
pitched the first two innings in
what developed into a 94 AL
victory in 1962.

Those were the days when
the Americans still held the up-
per hand in All-Star com-
petition. Since the 1962 victory,
the AL has won only once while
the Nationals have taken a doz-
en games for an over-all 27-18-1
edge in the series.

Recent NL domination of the

All-Star series has been a grow-
ing source of embarrassement
for the Americans.

“I am sick and tired of the
National League beating us,”
sald AL Manager Derrell John-
son. “We'll use the best players
who give us the chance to win.
I think we have the pitchers
who can do the job they're sup-
pose to do — beat the other
league."

And although ERA supporters
vowed revenge at the time of
the amendment’s defeat, it ap-
pears that Mgson and Mrs.
Wiseman and the others who
changed their tunes at the last
moment will get off free.

Mason and Mrs, Wiseman are
up for reelection this year.
Both face opposition. But, as
Mason put it, “the only thing
I've heard about the ERA is a

That group, the North Caro-
linians United for the ERA
(NCUERA), appears to be con-
centrating on securing the
promise of votes during the
1977 General Assembly, rather
than calling the ERA's oppo-
nents on the carpet during the
legislative races. That is the
same strategy used in the 1975
contest.

It is waging a low-key cam-
paign to see the amendment
passed during the 1977 legisla-
tive session. Its components in-
clude publishing the candidate
survey, organizing local coali-
tions, encouraging constituent
lobbying in legislative districts
and disseminatng “educational
information” on the ERA

NCUERA President the Rev
Maria Bliss explained that the
group's almost apolitical activi-
ties stem from several limita-
tions.

First, many of the organ-
ization’s member groups have
charters prohibiting participa-
tion in partisan politics.
(NCUERA groups include state
chapters of the American Asso-
ciation of University Women,
Council of Churches, the Civil
Liberties Union, the Nurses As-
sociation and the Democratic
Women.)

Secondly, The Rev. Mrs
Bliss said “one really good rea-
son for not particip: g in par-
tisan politics Is that e have to
work with everybody once they
are elected.”

And, "it takes a lot of money
(to wage an active cam-
paign),” Mrs. Bliss said. “That
kind of money people just have
not raised or had.”

But not all ERA supporters
believe the campaign should be
waged on such a passive level.
Nancy Drumm, who coordi-
nated the ERA campaign last
year, said she thought the
group had learned that it needs
to be offensive, “to wage an
all-out emotional appeal” to
achieve its goal.

“And unless women and men
rally to defeat people who
switched votes, we aren't going
to be as effective as we ought
to be,”” Ms. Drumm noted.

Kathy Stark, this year’'s cam-
paign coordinator, said the po-
litical battles are being left to
individual lobbyists or local
members of the ERA coalition
whose charters allow them to
be political.

But a spot check in several
legislative districts where in-
cumbents face opposition shows
that the ERA has not emerged
as a campaign issue.

And that's just fine with most
of them,

William Capel, Jr., who is
running for the Democratic
nomination for senator from
Anson County, said he thinks
the airing of the issue by candi-
dates for governor and lieuten-
ant governor ‘‘has taken the
heat off us. I'm not going to
mention it unless I'm asked.”

Capel said he favors the
amendment.

Sen. Mary Horne Odom, in-
cumbent from Scotland County,
agreed with Capel. "I don't say
much about it. It's not a grass-
roots issue. Only the business
and professional womens clubs
seem to be much concerned
about it."”

And Mason, who is running
for the House from Carteret

‘

County, said he hopes the ERA
won't become an issue during
the summer campaigning
months. He said he will vote
against it if it comes up again

One candidate who is talking
about the ERA is Mrs. Wise-
man, a Democrat from Avery
County. But even she is taking
no formal stand on the issue.

Mrs. Wiseman voted for rati-
fication of the amendment
twice during the 1875 House
vote. But on the last balloting,
she bowed to a sudden anti-
ERA pressure from her district
and voted no. She broke into
tears when she added her vote
to the slate of those who de-
feated it, 62.57

Mrs. Wiseman said she hopes
to be better prepared for a vote
on the issue if she is reelected.
She is taking pro-and con-ERA
literature to speaking engage-
ments to “educate” her dis-
trict, She has asked con-
stitutents to write—not call—
her with their wishes on the is-
sue. That way their feelings are
on record.

“It's the only way I know to
be fair,"”" she said,

Janine Johnson, a Democrat-
ic candidate for the House from
Wake County, is the only candi-
date contacted who is using the
ERA as a platform plank

In fact, Mrs. Johnson calls
herself an anti-ERA candidate.
She said she wants people to
know “where | stand”—which
is firmly against the amend-
ment.

That stand will win her votes,
she believes.

"So many people tell me ‘I'm
not going to vote for you if
you're for the ERA,'"' she said.

“This country is wasting so
much time on this," Mrs. Jbhn-
son said. “If it passes, | would
g0 back to France. | wouldn't
let my daughter live in a coun-
try where there is an ERA."

Running against French-born
Mrs. Johnson is incumbent
Ruth Cook. She said she has
not made the amendment an is-
sue because "I'm clearly on
record in support of the ERA "

Just as the candidates seem
sure the ERA will not emerge
as a campaign issue, they are
uncertain about its chances of
passage next spring.

Mason said he thought “it
would depend on the makeup of
the Senate. If it passes there, it
probably will pass the House."

Mrs. Odom said the key to
the amendment’s chances of
passage lies with the outcome

of the race for lieutenant
governor.
“If we get someone who

doesn't favor it, chances are he
will give it to acommittee who
will bury,"” she said.

And while Mrs. Cook called
the bill's chance of a passing
“very good,” Mrs. Johnson said
she hopes it will not come up.

Whatever the ERA's chances
of winning, the chances that it
will become a hot issue once it
makes its way to the floor of
the legislature are good. During
the 1975 debate on the amend-
ment, “anti” lobbyists passed
out homemade bread to legisla-
tors in an attempt lo convince
them that a woman's place is
in the home.

Emotional debate was in-
spired by the issue. Fred §
Hutchins, a Democratic repre-
sentative from Winston-Salem,
told his audience “I have an 18
year-old daughter. Now my son
can be cannon fodder, but not
my daughter. If my boy has to
go to war, that's his duty to his
country. But [ don't want my
wife, my daughter, my women
going."

And in a lastditch after the
ratification bill was defeated, a
group of legislators proposed
that the issue be handed to the

people in the form of a referen-
dum—a proposal that was
killed almost as quickly as the
original bill

Mrs. Gearhart said her hus-
band fought for pay because of
$30,000 in debts plaguing the
family, Now, facing life as a
widow on welfare with four
children, she said the Angolan
government has told her it will
cost her $5,000 to get her hus-
band's body back.
