Q.—I know that a Lightner dou- -

ble calls for the lead of dummy's
first-bid suit. However, the posi-
tion is unclear when dummy's
first suit-bid has been artificial. |
was faced with that problem in a
recent game.

Did partner's double call for a
club lead or a spade?

A.—There are several clues to sug-
gest that partner wants a spade
lead not a club. First'of all, il part-
ner had a really strong club suit, he
might have doubled two clubs. And
if his club suit is not good enough to

. risk a double (after all, the oppo-
nents may redouble and make the
¢ontract, perhaps with overtricks),
he can always pass and hope that
you find a club lead anvway

If his double is based on a ruffing
possibility. it is more likely that he
18 short in the suit in which dummy
is known to have length than in an
unbid suit (unless you have-so
many clubs that a void in partner’s
hand is a distinct possibility).

And if his double is based on a
holding such as the ace-queen, it
has tobe in the opponent’s real suit;
if he held the ace-queen of clubs, he
could not be sure the king was going
to appear on the table,

From the above, it seems pretty
clear that his double should call for
the first Feal suit bid by dummy.

Q.—So' you have deserted the
ship at last. The latest edition of
“Goren’s New Bridge Compiete”
not oniy espouses five-card ma-
Jjors, but also suggests you play
forcing no trump responses. How
could you? — G.D., Birmingham,
Ala,

A.—For years and years, | have
maintained there is little difference
between a four-card and a five-card

major system—on the majority of

hands you would make the same
opening bid no matter which meth-
od you employed. However, most
expert players, and almost all
teachers, use the latter, Therefore,
it seemed out-of-date to continue to
propound a method which is losing
popularity

Therefore we decided to incorpo-
rate five-card majors into “Bridge
Complete’” as we think the system
should be played, complete with a
forcing no trump response. Howev-
er, for those who would prefer not
to use that convention. or those
who want to stick with four-card
‘majors, there are chapters dealing
with those methods as well

BOSTON (AP) — Five decades after
Franklin Roosevelt created the national
welfare state, Gov. Michael S. Dukakis is
boasting that Massachusetts can show the
country how to kick the habit.

Dukakis, a liberal Democrat who supﬁorts
President Reagan’s call to re-examine welfare,
says the president should check out a 2'z-
year-old program that has moved thousands,of
public assistance recipients into jobs and off
welfare rolls. He heralded the program in re-
cent speeches in Washington and several
states.

Reagan, however, has rejected the
Massachusetts program as a role model for the
nation, saying it is no more than a variation on
a tired liberal theme that has repeatedly failed
to get people off the government dole.

Massachusetts Welfare Commissioner
Charles Atkins, who helped design the pro-
gram, explained the key step was recognizing a
simple reality: the typical client receiving Aid
to Families with Dependent Children, the main
form of welfare or public assistance, is a young
woman with two children.

If she is to support herself and her family,
Atkins says, she will probably need training
and day care. She may also need transporta-
tion, and she will not want to give up the Med-
icaid benefits that come with AFDC grants,

So the state provides all those things, at a
cost of $44 million this year, through a program
known as Employment and Training, or E.T.
The state estimated its net savings this year at

SO we can pass the savings on to you.

$107 million, including income tax revenues
from the new workers.

“The public image that welfare recipients
don’t want to work is a myth,"” Atkins said in an
interview. “The public's image is that people
are on welfare for generations. Now, at least in
Massachusetts, the average woman who's on
welfare has been on welfare for only two years.

“They come to us in a time of crisis — when

their husbands have either divorced them,
deserted them or died oh them, and their lives
are pretty much of a mess,” he said.
. Dukakis has credited the program with plac-
ingsZB,ow welfare recipients into well-paying
jobs and keeping 86 Fercent of them off welfare
for at least a year, although at least one-third of
that number work part time and still draw
some welfare,

The average AFDC grant in Massachusetts is
$4,800 a year, while the average annual income
from jobs through E.T. placements is $10,100,
according to state figures.

While Dukakis backs Reagan's move to
make welfare reform a national priority, he
disagrees with the president's plan to scuttle
the federal Work Incentive program, which in-
spired the Massachusetts program.

He has also indicated he wants no part of
“‘workfare,” the Reagan proposal that could
force welfare recipients to sweep streets, rake
leaves or perform like tasks in exchange for
their grants.

Atkins says welfare recipients, like anyone
else, respond better to incentives than threats.
“You've got nothing to lose. If you don’t suc-

ceed, you can always go back on the welfare
ml]s;,’ylo;:'el said. *“You will not be punished for
having tried this program. If you succeed, you

can double your money. Why not giveita try?”"

Washington agencies clearly feel less en-
thusiastic. Linda Hill, a spokeswoman for the
federal Office of Family Assistance, said the
Reagan administration was reviewing welfare
strategies “without any ived notions”’
but didn't feel one model could serve all states.

Among Massachusetts officials, there is a

solid consensus that E.T. is the best program of
its type ever tried here.
_ The approach is special, Atkins said, because
it is voluntary, pays training agencies only for
actual placements and offers a package of
training, day care, transit vouchers and health
benefits,

Here's how the program works:

All welfare recipients except single mothers
with pre-school children are required to regis-
ter, but those women may also sign up if they
wish. The first stop is an interview with a case
worker who draws up an Employment Plan,
based on the client’s work history and prefer-
ences.

The next step might be education or job
training state agencies and private
contractors. The welfare department pays
these trainers a set $3,000 for each job pEace-
ment. Some clients are placed directly into
jobs; others get on-the-job training.

The case worker also arranges the needed
mix of support services — day care, transit
vouchers and up to four months of free health
care,

Mayberry, North Carolina.
has often been called “The
Friendliest Town on Earth."
It's no wonder: Smack in the
middle of Mayberry County, lo-
caled about 50 miles northwest
of Raleigh. surrounded by
Crouch’s Woods to the south
and Tucker's Lake to the east
Mayberry is home to some of
the warmest people anywhere.

There's Andy Taylor, the
town sheriff who's often
amused by the antics of his bun-
gling depuly Barney Fife, Opie
Taylor, Andy's freckie-faced
son who often tests the patience

and love — of his Aunt Bee;
widow Clara Edwards Johnson,
famous for her apple pies and
love of gossip. Otis Campbell,
the most spirited citizen in
Mayberry (he's the town drunk);
Gomer Pyle, the naive filling
station attendant yearning to be
a doctor; and Howard Sprague,
the articulate civil servant with
a passion for figures — the
mathematical kind.

After nearly 20 years away
from the small screen — “The
Andy Griffith Show" went off
the air in 1968 — the Mayberry
gang reunites for “Return to
Mayberry,” airing Sunday,
April 13 on NBC. In the made-
for-TV movie, 16 original cast
members reprise their original
roles. In the two-hour film, Bar-
ney runs for sheriff, Opie, now
editor of the town paper, is an
expectant father and Goober
Pyle (George Lindsay) is in
business with his cousin Gomer
(Jim Nabors). There's also a
new character in town: the
“Mayberry Monster,” a lake
creature who could give the
Loch Ness monster a run for his
money.

And though Mayberry may
be a figment of a scriptwriter's
imagination, it is as satisfying
as the scent of Aunt Bee's
homemade blueberry pies. To-
day, “The Andy Griffith Show"
is a syndicated favorite, and
“The Andy Griffith Show"
Rerun Watchers Club boasts
more than 8,000 members in
more than 150 national and in-
ternational chapters.

“People loved our show be-
cause it dealt with the funda-
mental truths of life,” explains
Andy Griffith, 59. “People saw

‘Dynasty’ Should Help
Cazenove’s Career

Even-in his wildest dreams. Christo-
pher Cazenove says he mever would
have thought he would become “a part-
ner in grime” with the most famous
vixen on television, Alexis (Joan Col-
lins) of Dynasty.” But that's exactly
what happened — and in the space of a
single' week — after the English actor
got a trans-Atlantic phone call while he
was puttering around his Somerset cot-
tage

Within 48 hours, an intensely jet-
lagged Cazenove was dickering about a
contract with Aaron Spelling. A few
days after that mind-boggling experi-
ence, he found himself on the set of
“Dynasty” playing Ben Carrington,
Blake's long-lost brother. “[ just kept
wondering if 1 had dreamed the whole
darn thing up while I was reeling from
lack of sleep,” recalls Cazenove.

He explains that he didn't even have
to do a screen test. “They apparently
knew my work quite well after seeing
me in ‘The Duchess of Duke Street' se-
ries and ‘The Eye of the Needle.

“For me, however, it was such a
weird feeling just being on the ‘Dynas-
ty' set after having watched the show
for so many years and knowing all the
characters so well." he says. “Joan Col-
lins, particularly. was magnificent. She
put me right at ease.

“My character is great fun, a ruthless
gentleman with his own charm. He will,
I think, make his alliances when he
deems it expedient, but he'll always be
his own man,” says Cazenove, 40. “And
I've had such a good time, even from
day one. Ben Carrington is supposed to
have spent the past 20 years making
and losing fortunes in the Australian oil
industry. So my first scenes were sup-
posed to be in the Outback. We actually
shot in Indian Dunes (about 40 miles
north of Los Angeles). Well, the crew
ended up spending most of their time
trying to get one poor kangaroo and a
lone cockatoo into the frame so the
viewers would believe [ was really in
Australia."

Cazenove is too modest to say it, but
he's confident that steady exposure on
“Dynasty” will bring him the stardom
thal has eluded him. His first foray into
the U.S. market was in a 1980 Broad-
way play, “Goodbye Fidel" which
closed after three days.

“We all were absolutely convinced
that we had a smash hit on our hands,"
Cazenove recalls. “After the opening-
night curtain fell, we all went to a huge
party at Sardi's and celebrated madly,
People assured us we were going to be
the biggest thing since ‘Cats.’ Then the
reviews were brought in and they sim-
ply trashed us. Well, within two min-

King Of
The Miniseries
Falters In
‘Dream West’

A week that brings the latest Richard

Chamberlain miniseries to the small
screen has built-in hoopla. As for the
actual miniseries itself — Dream West

(CBS. April 13. 14, and 15) —

hoopla is

not really warranted.

Nevin's best-seller,

Adapted by Evan Hunter from David
“Dream West” of-

fers seven hours of historical bio about
the 19th-century adventurer/explorer
John Charles Fremont (Chamberlain)
The subject is a potentially complex
and fascinating one: Fremont was the
man who mapped the Oregon Trail and
who helped the United States take over
California from Mexico HE was the

first American BOVernon of California
{until he was court-martialed). and he
came into direct conflict with President
Lincoln during the early part of the Civ-
il War.

According to “Dream West,” when

Fremaont wasn't braving the wilderness,
he was romancing his lovely, young
wife Jessie (Alice Krige, acting with a
lar too—thick Virgjnia accenta Jessie

Thomas Hart Benton (Fritz Weaver)
whodisowned her when, at the age of
17. she secretly married Fremont. You
can be sure much is made of this “Dy-
nasty -like plot element in “Dream
West.”

It's characteristic of a miniseries

starring Chamberlain that a heroic, ro-
mantic view of its protagonist is taken
— even when, as is the case with Fre-
mont, there is plenty of evidence to the
contrary. The result here is a laundered
view that grows boring, especially since
Chamberlain gives a respectable but
unexciting performance. (He's too re-
fined for the role, and, in the beginning
when he's supposed to be 28, too old.)
Lots of guest stars turn up, including F.
Murray Abraham as Abe Lincoln. But
only Rip Torn as Kit Carson and a few
adventure sequences bring this lavish,
yet curiously lackluster epic to life.

On April 14, ABC presents the made-

for-TV movie A Winner Never Quits,
starring Keith Carradine as one-armed
baseball player Pete Gray. It's an inspi-
rational tale, and a little sappy, though
Carradine’s laconic acting style dries
out some of the situations.

NBC's biggie is Return to Mayberry
(April 13,) another of the now-popular |

reprises of old — some will say “clas-
sic” — TV shows. This one reunites
Andy Griffith, Ron Howard, Don
Knotts. Jim Nabors and George
Lindsey from “The Andy Griffith
Show.” Andy returns to Mayberry to
run for sheriff (again) and he's
surprised to find that his beloved depu-
ty Barney (Don Knotts, in case you've
forgotten) is running against him. Don't
worry — it all ends up OK.

“1 told Mary I was over all that, that
I hadn't had a drink for over a year,
that | was newly married and happier
than I have been for a very long time,
and that if the andience decided they
wanted the show to run for seven years,
I was committed,” he says.

“I didn’t want there to be any misun-
derstandings,” Farentino continues.
“When you work with someone in a TV
series, it's like a marriage. There had to
be chemistry between me and Mary,
and [ didn’t want anything to get in the
way."
