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«Qver-production ig, in my judgment,
the main cause of our business depres-
sion,” said Mr. I. J. White, of Boston,
at the Hotel Page. «“The best remedy T
can imagine is to shorten the hours of
labor. If we come to the eight-hour- sys-
tem it will diminish -prodamction, but in
tnat event we will need a high protective
tariff against the products of countries
| where long hours of labor will still be in
vogue. We will also have to be content
with a home market, for it will not be
possible to compete with other nations
for the trade of the world. I contend that
the home market held by us exclusively
will more than compensate for the ‘loss
of fareign patronage.’”’
