Goldsboro is the county seat of Wayne county, 

one of the leading manufacturing and agricultural 

counties of the state, being the home of forty-two 

well established manufacturing plants, their principal 

products being brick, veneer, lumber, building sup- 

plies, cotton yarns, hosiery, tobacco, locomotives, 

farm implements, furniture, mattresses, ladies and 

gents ready-to-wear, and several other commodities, 

Its agricultural resources aré unlimited and Wayne 

county produces annually an average of thirty thous- 

and bales of cotton, fifteen million pounds of tobacco, 

tons of grain, hay and other food crops to. say noth- 

ing of live stock and poultry. Goldsboro is the center 

of the marketing of these commodities, which makes 

it a prosperous city and one well worth while lo- 

cating in. 

The population of Goldsboro in 1910 was 6,142. 

In 1920, according to government figures, this had 

been more than doubled and today Goldsboro claims 

a citizenship of fifteen thousand happy and prosper- 

ous people. The city is the shopping center of up- 

ward of 100,000 residing within a radius of twenty 

miles. 

As a Commercial Center
