At a recent conference of the 
Executive Committee of the Dem- 
ocratic party, which was attended 
by many of the leading citizens 
from different sections of the 
State, and in which our present 
political condition as a party, was 
discussed in a spirit of forbear- 
ance and conciliation, it was deem- 
ed wise to issue an address to the 
friends and adherents of the party 
urging that the same spirit shall 
enter into and control all our dis- 
cussions and actions preparatory 
to and during the great struggle 
of 1892. 

At this conference the under- 
signed were selected to prepare 
and issue the address, and we 
were especially enjoined to voice, 
as nearly as possible, the spirit of 
harmony and unity and loyalty to 
the Democratic party which char- 
acterized the conference- 

It must be apparent to any 
thoughtful observer that there is a 
general depression in agriculture 
and a consequent feeling of dissat- 
isfaction and unrest among those 
engaged in that pursuit, though 
the tillers of the soil are not the 
only ones who are suffering from 
this ereneral depression. This 
want of prosperity among the far- 
mers has seriously affected the 
great mass of those engaged in 
other vocations; in fact, but few 
have escaped its baleful influences. 
Then we are common sufferers 
from a common cause- If this be 
true, can there be any reason why 
we should not work together to re- 
move this cause and drive from 
power its author I 

The real author of the grievances 
of which the people so justly com- 
plain, is the Republican party, 
which has administered the Fed- 
eral government for the benefit of 
favored classes and against the in- 
terests of the toiling masses of the 
American people. And we appeal 
to our fellow citizens of all voca- 
tions to stand shoulder to shoulder 
in the fight we must make against 
this great adversary. 

In the dark days following 1868 
and 1869, we stood together 
against this same enemy in State 
affairs, and we conquered. The 
lessons then learned should not be 
forgotten and we expect them to

mistake the temper and patriotism 
of our people. 

Let us not be guilty of the folly 
of wasting our strength and divid- 
ing our forces in uncompromising, 
acrimonious contentions among 
ourselves as to the best means of 
accomplishing a deliverance from 
the evils which now environ us 
and the burdens which now weigh 
us down. 

Among those evils and burdens 
we will mention two about which 
it seems to us we can all agree 
and from winch we cannot hope to 
be delivered till we overthrow the 
party which created them. The 
first of these is the inadcuunte 
supply of money in the country 
and the want of a bettor system 
for its distribution, so that it mat 
be procurable more easily and at 
reasonable rates of interest; and 
the other is the unjust and bur- 
densome system of tariff taxation. 
The former we regard as the chief 
cause of the stagnation in busi- 
ness, and the latter a powerful ally 
in robbing agriculture and labor 
of just rewards. That the supply 
of currency is wholly insufficient 
for the business transactions of 
the country needs no argument to 
prove. It is the experience not 
only of the farmers but of most 
men engaged in other business 
and professional pursuits. 

Now add to this inadequacy of 
money supply and its improper 
distribution, the unequal and un- 
necessary burdens of tariff taxa- 
tion whose cruel exactions huve 
now realized the wildest dreams of 
the most exorbitant monoplist, 
and we find a sufficient cause for 
the unrest and disquiet existing 
among our people. We affirm 
that these evils are the direct off- 
spring of Republican legislation. 
Other causes of greater or less 
weight may be assigned for the 
present depression in agriculture 
and other pursuits ; but they too, 
so far as their origin can be traced 
to legislation, must be charged to 
the same Republican party; for 
there has not been an hour in the 
last twenty-five years when that 
party did not control one branch 
or other of Congress or the Ex- 
ecutive and thus hold an effectual 
check at all times upon the power 
of the Democratic party to give 
the people relief and redress by 
repealing vicious legislation and 
enacting remedial measures; so 
that it cannot in fairness be said 
that the Democratic party is re- 
sponsible for failing to do these 
things. In our opinion the short 
est practicable road to the redress 
of the wrongs and evils which op- 
pi ess the country is through the 
complete triumph of the Demo- 
cratic party, which is the party of 
the people, whose fundamental 
principles are in harmony with 
their interests. 

This committee, composed of 
ten Democrats, fiye of whom lie- 
long to the Alliance and live- of 
whom do not, but all speaking the 
sentiments of the Democratic 
party, sympathize with and unite 
in the strenuous demands of the 
people, uttered through the Farm- 
ers Alliance, the various industrial 
organizations, and otherwise, for 
such thorough reform in the finan- 
cial system as will give to our peo- 
ple a sound currency in sufficient 
abur-dance and properly distribu- 
ted, and relief from the burdens of 
tariff taxation. 

As to the particular methods 
and plans by which these objects, 
desired by all true Democrats, are 
to be accomplished, it is bnt natu- 
ral that there should be honest 
differences of opinion- One man 
may assign one cause for the gen- 
eral stagnation in business and 
suggest a remedy which he 
believes to lie a sovereign remedy. 

Another man, equally intelligent 
and honest, may differ with him as 
to the real cause or  the  proper 
remedy to be applied.    It is mani- 
festly unjust to charge either of 
these men with dishonesty or en- 
mity of reform where reform   la 
needed.    Our friends must learn 
to discuss all questions concerning 
these matters in a spirit of fair- 
ness, good will, and mutual confi- 
dence and esteem, within the party 
lines, and when the time for action 
comes unite upon such men and 
such measures as seem moat likely 
to lead us to victory and to secure 
for the people such wise and need- 
ful reform in our national legisla- 
tion as shall have respect to the 
good of  the   whole  people  and 
shall not be for the benefit and 
enrichment of the few.    If we will 
remain united and determined, we

able means to force collections or 
settlements, but the merchants 
propose to exercise their legal 
ri~ht to refuse credit to a person 
who gains the reputation of not

There is no law compelling tne 
merchants to sell their «*"»«> 
credit. There is no law forbidding 
them to credit any person they 
see fit, and when a merchant sells 
his goods on credit it is as an ac- 
commodation to the consumer, and 
if such consumer has no apprecia- 
tion of the favor extended and Will 
fully neglects to make a reasons^ 
bleand honorable adjustment of 
his indebtedness, then he should 
be compelled to pay as he buys. It 
is better for him and much mere 
profitable for the merchant. Many 
a poor worthy man has been refus- 
ed credit for the necessities of life 
because of the merchant s unpleas- 
ant experience with bad debtors, 
but this system will tePd to obvi 
ate all that, because the man Who 
does respect his credit will De 
known and hftve a standing among 
merchants, while the "dead-beat 
and others of his kind will also be

credit; no matter if he moves to 
another town or state his reputa- 
tion as poor pay will follow hlW 
and the merchants in such new 
place of residence wUl also refuse 
him credit.
